Miami Spanish Stations

I Radio becomes debate post, information
source; Castro calls material “subversive”

As a record number of Cuban refugees attempt to make
their way to the United States, Miami’s Spanish-language radio
stations have become focal points for both controversy and dis-
seminating information to listeners worried about friends and
family. 3
Talk programs airing on several of the market’s numerous
Spanish-language stations have become popular forums for ex-
iled Cubans to voice their opposition to the Communist regime
still in control of their island homeland.

Cuban leader Fidel Castro, in a speech aired recently on
CNN, denounced the “thousands of hours of subversive” pro-
gramming the stations are broadcasting, saying they encourage
unrest. An August 5 riot prompted Castro to lift a ban on stop-
ping people who try to leave the island, prompting more than
20,000 Cubans thus far to leave in makeshift boats. Most are
being held at the U.S. Guantanamo Bay naval base rather than
being allowed immediate emigration, prompting much crit-
icism of the Clinton Administration’s refugee policy within Mi-
ami’s Cuban population.

“Talking With Cuba’

Spanish Broadeasting System-owned WCMQ-AM/Mi-
ami and WZMQ-FM/Key Largo, FL broadcast a program
called “Hablando Con Cuba” — or “Talking With Cuba.” The
program, which can be heard in Miami and Cuba, links friends
and family on the air. “We get a lot of calls from Old Cuba.
We are devoted to that crisis,” said SBS Chairman Raul Alar-
con Sr., a native of Camaguey, Cuba.

The program, which normally airs Sundays, has expand-
ed into a daily feawre. Listeners in Cuba call the program

Arbitron: Reissued Market
Reports Were Not Related

B Seven markets affected, but for varying
reasons; diary reviews spot some problems

An apparent flurry of Spring
94 Arbitron market re-
ports — ranging in size from
Norfolk, VA to Billings, MT —
have been recalled and corrected
in the past few weeks. Arbitron
officials admit the number of re-
issued books is above normal,
but stress that the reasons behind
each recall are independent from
the others.

Here’s the chronology of book
reissues:

¢ August 3 — WQWK-FM/
State College, PA was inadvert-
ently listed with WQKK-FM/
Johnstown, PA as a simulcast.
When broken apart, WQWK
continues to be listed in the State
College and Johnstown books,
but WQKK disappears from both
reports because it did not meet
minimum reporting standards for
a stand-alone station. The revi-
sion did not affect other stations.

® August 25 — New sign-on
WQLL-FM/Louisville was in-

advertently omitted from the
book, while WDJX-AM had
Metro and TSA estimates when
it should have only been listed
with DMA numbers (DMA —
Designated Market Area — is the
replacement term for ADI). No
other stations were affected.

® August 26 — In the incident
that had the widest impact, 25
Hartford metro diaries in a newly
created Meriden, CT zip code
were inadvertently used m the
New Haven metro. The 25 di-
aries were restored to Hartford,
and all diaries from both markets
were again sample-balanced, re-
sulting in modified 12+ esti-
mates for 11 of Hartford’s Top 20
stations and 17 of New Haven’s
25 stations. No Hartford station
moved more than two-tenths of
a point, but one station’s move
from 4.9 to 5.0 created a three-
way tie. In New Haven, one sta-

Lowest Unit Charge Rule Kicks In

Advertising Strategies: What Works In Spots

While humorous ads may be enjoyable, tickling con-
sumers’ funny bones isn’t always the best approach, accord-
ing to marketing professors Marc Weinberger and Leland
Campbell and former Interep staffer Beth Brody, authors
of “Effective Radio Advertising” (Lexington Books/$49.95).

The trio did extensive consumer
research to determine what types of
radio advertising worked best for
different product categories. Their
findings didn't produce any hard-
and-fast rules, but they do provide
useful guidelines for designing ad-
vertising campaigns with a high like-
lihood of success.

‘Creative Concepts Vital’

* “Effective Radio Advertising’ of-
fers our industry the tools to be more
creative, more effective, and more
successful,” Interep Chairman

Ralph Guild says in his foreword.
“I welcome this book because the
creative concepts throughout are
vital to the continued success of ra-
dio advertising.”

The opening chapters may seem
like old hat, giving a quick history
of radio and some background on
how local, national spot, and net-
work radio are sold. There are also
a couple of case studies on radio
campaigns that worked well. (A CD
with 26 successful spots is also in-
cluded.)

‘Little’ Vs. ‘Big Tools’

However, for radio pros, the real
meat begins with chapter four. Here
the authors explain how they divid-
ed consumer products into four
broad categories and analyzed con-
sumer recall and impressions from
different types of spots for each.
Each of the four product categories
then gets an in-depth examination in
a separate chapter, telling what
worked best — and why.

For example, humor was a big
plus for so-called “little tools™ (i.e.
household cleaners and gasoline),
but was a major negative for “‘big
tools” (major appliances, business
equipment, etc.), which carried a
much greater risk from making a
wrong purchase.

“I"" or “me” when recounting this
history.

Next, ask the candidate to de-
scribe situations in which he or she
had to manage others and deal with
their problems and mistakes. Be
wary if the candidate appears over-
ly critical of peers and competitors.

The U.S. government has its own
way of communicating with Cubans:
its: $158 million-per-year Radio
Marti, which increased its signal
August 24 from 50kw to 100kw,
presumably to accomplish its mis-
sion to “fill the information gap re-
sulting from more than 30 years of
government control of the Cuban
media.”

Open Access

Like the SBS stations, other com-
mercial Spanish stations in Miami
have increased their Cuba-related
programming since the crisis began.
Cuban businessman Francisco Ar-
uca’s twice-weekly “Just Today in
Miami” program on WOCN-AM/
Miami now runs five days per week,
according to GM Richard Vega.

Cuban leaders in Miami are also
using radio to get their messages

across to both Miami and Cuba.
Two Miami commissioners recent-
ly used WAQI-AM/Miami’s air-
waves to broadcast an appeal for
workers to strike in Havana and in
Miami’s Little Havana.

Both WAQI-AM and WCMQ-AM
& FM have been posting lists of
Cuban refugees outside their offices
so that listeners can learn the fate of
loved ones.

Although most people who call in
are checking on friends and rela-
tives, some call to express larger
messages. “In the name of the peo-

ple of the island, here is a message |

for President Bill Clinton,” one man
said in a recent call to WCMQ-AM.
“This is a worker in Cuba. Stand
fast with the measures you have
taken with the Cuban policies in this
crisis.”

Alarcon said the station is pro-
viding a forum for all voices to be
heard. *I think we're doing a good
job for the Cuban community dur-
ing this crisis. They are expressing
what they want to express. They
can't do that in Havana.”

revised in 1993. The federal appeals
court ruling (United States Tele-
phone Assn. vs. FCC) was handed
down July 12 — the same day the
FCC fined KOA. Until a new system
is devised, most observers expect
the FCC to revert to the case-by-case
method used before the 1991 policy
statement.

FCC Mass Media Enforcement
Division Chief Charles Kelley said
any fines that are in “limbo” will be
set aside, but licensees will eventual-
ly be “re-fined” on a case-by-case
basis. “We'll be going more by the
seat of our pants,” he explained.
Kelley added that the FCC *‘impos-
ed fines without too much difficul-
ty” before the 1991 fine system was
set up.

Kelley said that although the rul-
ing hasn’t had too much of an effect
on the Mass Media Enforcement Di-
vision, “I think the work will be a
little more labored.”

R&R: Describe Z100 and why you think it’s
a CHR/Top 40 for New York.

Steve Kingston: j

Z100 is an edgy, jang-
ly, acoustic-based #
modern pop music §
radio station. The |4
demo is 20-30-year- |
old white women who |
live everywhere in NY | a2
but Manhattan — we’re §
a suburban station.
Z100’s still rebuilding,
still in a startup mode
to some degree. The station has truly been
reborn — it’s a newly refined, recharged ver-
sion of Z100.

This wasn’t a format change — we subtly
redefined Pop CHR for a large chunk of NY
as the old Z100 ran out of juice. We fashion-
ed a new sound that really hit home with our
suburban audience both in terms of music and
lifestyle. Z100 plays the music 2.4 million
white suburban females are passionate about.

Z100 is a current-based hit music station
playing Elton John, Aerosmith, Boyz II
Men, Offspring, and Nine Inch Nails. It’s
the frequency and order in which we play them
that sets us apart. We obsess over maintain-
ing that critical balance of pop, pop-
alternative, pop-rock, and rhythm.

R&R: What are the most important
elements in Z100's success?

SK: The music, morning show, and attitude
were built with a cohesive strategy around
John Lander and Z100 music. Lander, the
music, and the station’s image all complement
each other. Add in “Lovephones,” a tremen-
dously talented airstaff, the best support staff
on the planet, and the best marketing cam-
paign on and off the air, and you’ve got Z100.
We're a total entertainment package.

R&R: What’s your impression of the
market’s competitive situation?

SK: I'm proud to be working in NY with
so many groundbreaking stations doing
specialized versions of their formats. This sets
the tone for a lot of out-of-the-box thinking.
With our specialized Top 40, Hot 97 redefin-
ing the dance side of CHR, and WPLJ tak-
ing AC to the next level, there are a lot of
format rules being broken. Z100 has broken
all the CHR rules.

R&R: What are you going to do if the cur-
rent popularity of Pop/Alternative fades?

SK: Z100’s not pigeonholed. If a new style

or genre presents itself, we’ve left ourselves
enough flexibility to take advantage of the new
trend. The root word in contemporary is tem-
porary. You need long-term goals, but the bot-
tom line is that it’s a temporary world we live
in. If you put yourself into a box, you won’t
survive.

R&R: Will this pop/alternative mix work
everywhere?

SK: It can in various degrees because a hit
is a hit. Our Top 10 most-played songs differ
little from other Top 40s in many markets.
Since [Alternative] KROQ/Los Angeles is
almost a Top 40, it would be harder to launch
a Z100 there.

After Woodstock, Rock PDs are scratching
their bald spots, wondering if they’re connec-
ting with this audience. CHRs are playing
Stone Temple Pilots, Soundgarden, and
Nine Inch Nails more than Rock is. These are
the core artists the 12-34 generation identifies
with, and CHR PDs need to take advantage
of the fact that Rock doesn’t care about young
adults.

R&R: How do you feel about the ‘‘Chan-
nel X'"-type stations blending hip-hop with
pop/alternative?

SK: I don’t think it’s a good idea. For years,
many Rhythmic PDs have been shielded by
not having to worry about how tough it is to
play discordant sounds back to back. They’re
finding out though.

R&R: Whar are your feelings about the
overall state of CHR/Top 40 in 1994 and
beyond?

j showcased Ed Lover & Doctor Dre in mor-

nings — they’re so much a part of the hip-hop
community. We're artist-driven, with weekly
shows hosted by people like KRS-1, Africa
Bambaata, L.L. Cool J, and Grand Master
Flash & The Furious Five. Plus, our artist
information is a step ahead, so if listeners turn
off Hot 97, they won’t get the pulse of New
York. Community involvement is also
broadening our base.

R&R: What's your impression of the
market’s competitive situation?

SS: We don’t have a direct competitor. but
we compete indirectly with Z100, {Urbans]
WRKS and WBLS, and some with [Spanish]
WSKQ and [Hot AC] WPLJ. Right now
we’re winning because Hot 97 is local. The
music is localized, with so many lyrics about
NY. No other station reflects the multicultural
diversity of NY like Hot 97.

R&R: Where are rhythmic musical tastes
headed in NY?

SS: People love radio here and respond to
what we do because new music is a top priori-
ty for listeners. Hip-hop is growing and shows
no signs of letting go. Reggae is also growing
at a fast pace and grabbing a tremendous
following. It’'s also very compatible with
hip-hop.

R&R: How will Hot 97 adjust if hip-hop
loses popularity just as freestyle and house
did?

SS: I'm not as concerned with hip-hop as
I would be with alternative music. Hip-hop has
a lifestyle relationship with the audience. If
hip-hop’s temperature falls, there’s enough
compatible rhythmic music to give it a boost.
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R&R: Why hasn’t hip-hop helped some
Rhythmic stations that are having ratings
problems?

SS: What we do may not translate in many
other markets. I recently read R&R’s story
where KROQ/Los Angeles PD Kevin
Weatherly said, ‘Don’t follow KROQ. Don’t

- follow Hot 97 unless you’ve done the proper

research to determine if this approach will
work for you in your market. There is rio place
in America like NY. If you need to hecome
more mass-appeal, do it, but keep in line with
the audience’s expectations.

R&R: How do you feel about the *‘Chan-
nel X'-type stations blending hip-hep with
pop/alternative?

SS: These stations may be hurting them-
selves. I've done research and, with the ex-
ception of 15-17-year-old males, rhythmic and
alternative music aren’t any more compatible
than oil and water. I suspect that some of these *
moves might be sales-driven. Don’t jump at
this because five other stations are doing it —
do the proper research to determine whether
or not this formula will work in your market.

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R&R: What are your feelings about the
overall state of CHR/Top 40 in 1994 and
beyond?

SS: All-things-to-all-people CHR is over in
major markets. A healthy CHR gets 85% of
the TSL from 35% of its audience and Ar-
bitron is still the game, so be focused. Every
PD should go to Laurel and look at the diaries.
You’ll realize which things don’t matter — like
stopset positions, where the powers go, and
promotions you think will drive TSL and
don't. It'll help you reprioritize your day. You'll
find out how little they know about your sta-
tion. Pound one message — not four — tc win.
Take a few chances, but base them on ex-
perience, not ego. If you make mistakes, learn
from them.

Like No Otter Station . . .

KOTR (K-Otter)/San Luis Obispo, CA is the last of a
dying breed of freeform radio. It’s also the only Progressive
outlet to be No. 1 12+ in the Spring '94 Arbitron survey.
The station retains the lofty status in all its key demos — per-

sons 18-49, 25-54, 35-44.

7-Up executive Wally Wallen-
brock signed on KOTR as a com-
munity-driven block-programmed
station October 1, 1984. Local con-
cert promoter Bruce Howard took
over ownership a few years later
with a few investors, including Sha-
dowfax front man Chuck Green-

berg.
Giant Leap Backward

“We came here with a long-term
game plan,” explains Howard. “It
evolved based on the personalities
and a lot from what the community
put into it. We're taking a giant leap
backward about 30 years to where
FM was new and not overprogram-
med.

“I could tell people were playing
scratchy vinyl from their own record
collections,” recalls PD Drew Ross
when he first heard the station. “The
DJs rambled about political is-
sues; you'd hear them cuing records
on-air. It was really sloppy, but
great. It tore down the wall between
the listener, because it wasn’t real
radio. It was fresh, human, and very
unintimidating.”

Ross joined 'OTR as an air per-
sonality in 1986. He ascended to
MD in 88 for a mere $20 a week,
which was the highest paid position
at the time. In late '89, K-Otter hired
an AOR programmer and began to
conform to more traditional radio
practices. Ultimately, everyone
rebelled against it and current MD
Matthew Lawton (aka Clam
Chowder) took over as PD.

“It was just titles for the industry,”
Lawton points out. “We were a
team. Drew left in 93 for a year;
it was like McCartney had left the

Veteran personalities play key role in KOTR's No. 1 12+

By Shawn Alexander

Several volunteers do one show a
week. The only requirements are to
follow the station’s break times at
:08, :35, :48, and ID at the top of
the hour. Although the station’s mu-
sic is entirely jock choice, the per-
sonalities play between 25%-40%
new music ranging from Rock, Al-
ternative, blues, folk, jazz, reggae,
and even some Country — but not
the Garth Brooks-types — relying
heavily on listener input.

“We've developed a real intuitive
music station that’s programmed by
the DJs,” says Ross. ““We have over
10000 pieces of music, but people
still bring in their own collection.
Each person brings something uni-
que, so it isn’t homogenized radio.
We’ve developed a consistency out
of it, because everyone's been here
awhile.”

Howard adds, “There's more pres-
sure on the DJs than a normal
programmed station. It’s something
that has to be in their blood or it
won't work. The hurnanness of the
deejays is a critical part of the sound
of this station.”

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“We've all developed the sound of
the station and refined it. It isn’t bas-
ed on charts; it’s a natural evolution
and that’s become the longest-
running format in this area.”

Building Music Sets

All the music that arrives at the
station is immediately segregated in-
to categories in the on-air studio.
“The baby boomers still want to
hear Jimi Hendrix and the Doors,
but they want to be in tune with new
music too,” says Howard.”

“I encourage DJs to build sets
around new releases,” explains Ross.
“When Counting Crows first came
out, we really wanted to talk it up
and play it next to things to put it
in perspective, like the Band or Van
Morrison. This is a conservative
area musically. We don’t have a lot
of access to modern things. It’s a
rural area and we're very careful
with how we introduce things to this
audience. It’s like a hippie-thing:
Grateful Dead, Neil Young, and
Bob Dylan are our roots.

“Our format allows us to do real-
ly good segues and sets that are
powerful and can be spontaneous
with what’s happening around us.

We can play music that has a heal-
ing feeling. It’s a real art to segue;
one of the greatest highs is to make
it work.”

Ross explains the station’s huge
demographic spread. “What the fa-
thers listened to the sons now listen
to, like the Grateful Dead and Jimi
Hendrix. We're the kind of progres-
sive station that plays stuff like Pearl
Jam, Nirvana, and Jane’s Addic-
tion. We're not just mellow rock ‘n’
roll. We don't just target a narrow
niche, we're for an open-minded
person that loves all kinds of music.
We have younger and older people
listening — our target is 25-49. You
can draw the parallels between some
of the rock from 20-25 years ago
with music today.”

Lawton says, “It’s really hard to
tune in and get an idea of what we're
about, because it depends on what
the DJ is personally going through.
Each DJ might rap a set with some-
thing they personally like. Each

How in the world does K-Otter
devise a playlist and keep it consis-
tent? Lawton explains an album
must be in the station’s “Notewor-
thy New™ category first. “It then
needs about five plays Monday
through Friday 6am-7pm to get add-
ed to light rotation on our playlist.
The DIJs write down what they play
and I tally everything. If it’s in light
[rotation] and the next week the
plays increase, it moves fo medium.”

Heavy Community Focus

KOTR attributes part of its success
to being heavily involved in the com-
munity. “For 40 weekends last year,
we were involved with things that
were not live remotes for money.”
notes Howard. “Right now, there's
a K-Otter Youth Triathalon. It’s a
five-month program with kids from
five to 15 years old in every com-
munity of this market. We do fun-
draisers, blood drives, and concerts
— remember, we're a concert pro-
moter too.

“We're excited about our ratings,
but we've seen stations come and go
based on a book.

WIMZ/Greenville-Spartanburg — in its first year as
a Mainstream UC — is part of a duopoly with WLWZ-FM
and WLYZ-FM, which simulcast an Urban AC approach
targeted to adults. WIMZ PD Paul Jackson and GM Sam
Church discuss the programming and management aspects

of the station.

August 28 marked WIMZ'’s one-
year anniversary, and the station cel-
ebrated by vaulting 6.3-74 and plac-
ing fifth 12+. Among 18-34s,
WIMZ placed third with more than
a 10 share; it ranks seventh among
25-54s. WLWZ & WLYZ jumped
2.9-44 12+ to rank eighth (30 sig-
nals reach the market).

ings growth? “We really got out and
hit the streets heavily,” he says. “We
have two vehicles that we constant-
ly keep out on the streets. One of
our spring promotions was our
‘Bumper Sticker Stop. entitling
listeners whose cars bear our sticker
1o cash and prizes if we call out their
license plate number on-air. We also
get different bottlers like Pepsi,
Coke, or RC to sponsor and pro-
mote our ‘Thirsty Thursday, which
went over extremely well in warm
weather.

“Amid those promotions, we also
took time to do community activi-
ies. One function that was very good
was our Community Loan Day,
which was done in conjunction with
a Spartanburg bank. Loan officials
took time to talk with our listeners
about how to go about getting a loan
and what makes their business at-
tractive to a lending institution. Next
week, we’ll do the same type of
event with a Greenville bank.

*“Adults aren’t the only ones who
benefit from this type of promotion.
Bank officials also spoke to children
to expose them to the process. Kids
can learn early in life about the im-
portance of credit histories and sav-
ing money.”

Jackson didn’t change his music
strategies for the spring sweep. “Our
music was the same this book.

“Even though we’re sold out a lot
commercially — we max out at
about 11 units an hour, excluding
morning drive — we continue to do
our [frequency-related) ‘107-Minute
Music Jams.

tional recognition,” says Church.
“Their assembly plant goes to pro-
duction this year, and that has
spawned a lot of interest in the mar-
ket. The potential increase in radio
revenue and retail is very good.
“The city also will host the first
year of the NFL’s Carolina Panthers,
who'll play at Clemson University’s
Death Valley Stadium.

WIKY Wins With Full-Service Approach

Two market 101+stations prove their potency amid Country competition

In case you haven’t noticed, AC isn’t lacking in strong
spring ratings success stories. Showcased this week are two
Market 101+ format representatives more than holding their
own agamst strong Country competition.

1 Mainstream AC
i WIKY/Evans-
ville, IN stands
§ alone as the mar-
ket leader among

and ties Country
foes WKDQ and

“WKDQ and
WYNG are both

powerful stations whose purpose is
to swell the Country share. Coun-
try’s an artist-driven format, much
like AOR was in the late "70s. It
touches people on an emotional
level.”

While Evansville’s two Country
stations are very prominent in
WIKY's research, WIKY shares
most of its audience with CHR
WSTO. “They've been in the mar-
ket a long time and have a healthy
cume. From the “pop’ side, we keep
our eyes on them. They seem to
have stabilized among 25-54s.”

‘Visit Our Strengths’

Following Baker's arrival, WIKY’
returned to basics. “*We needed to
see how we could attack ourselves.
The station had been on a four-year
slide. and 1 wanted to identify our
weaknesses and visit our strengths.”

The
CBS-TV affiliate’s meteorologist
does weather for us, and they pro-
mote us during their newscasts.”

Unafraid to break music format,
Baker notes, “Our listeners agree
we're the Tri-State news authority.
We have a network for cellular cal-
lers to update traffic problems. If we
need to step up to the plate and
deliver information, we don’t hesi-
tate to interrupt the music — peo-
ple expect that from us.”

Still, Baker had to combat
WIKY's stodgy music image. *“Peo-
ple perceived us as playing elevator
music. Musically, we're several
notches above where we were two
years ago. We make sure we play the
right music and do lots of research
in that area, but our equity in non-
music areas is played up in our mar-
keting strategy. You can't fight
Country stations song for song. If
we can get some of their listeners to
come to us even for the shortest
time, they might find they like our
entire package.”

No matter what the length, the road to No. 1 is always
tough — especially when the route is blocked by a heritage

station. Historically, Country outlets in particular have been '

difficult to knock off because of intense audience loyalty.

This week’s focus is on a pair of
Country outlets new to their mar-
kets’ format leadership role. They've
taken decidedly different paths to the
top, and they’ve gotten there at vastly
different speeds. WGTR (“The
Gator’’)/Myrtle Beach, SC
premiered in June 1993 and — in
this one-book-a-year-market — not
only beat 18-year Country outlet
WYAK 12+, 18-34, and 25-54, but
was the market's'No. 1 station in all
those demos. WIBW/Topeka, on
the other hand, debuted in October
1990, taking four years to topple
17-year format veteran KTPK.

Dream Becomes Reality

It’s every programmer’s dream to
be No. 1 out of the box. Certainly,
PDs plan as if they’re going to be,
but few achieve that lofty goal. And
it wasn't something PD Kris Van
Dyke even considered for WGTR.
In the understatement of the year, he
says, “Apparently, the market was
even more ready than we thought for
a music-intensive, fun Country sta-
tion. Our plan was to overtake
WIXY, the Country station in Con-
way, SC, the first year, and — after
we had a foothold — to take on
WYAK the second year. Debuting at
No. 1 is the most incredible feeling
I've had in my 25 years in this
business.”

WGTR’s 107.9 trequency, a drop-
in from nearby Bucksnort, SC, had
never been on the air. For Van Dyke,
who’s spent all 25 of his years in
radio at CHR and Classic Rock sta-
tions, the immediate challenge was
to let folks know the Gator existed.
“We only had small TV and bill-

board campaigns. Even though we
only have a five-person airstaff [the
all-digital station uses voice tracks
overnights and in some weekend
shifts], the Gator van was every-
where; we were always handing out
bumper stickers and T-shirts. We
told people personally we were on
the air. We tried to be everywhere
they [WYAK] weren't and a lot of
the places they were.”

WGTR didn’t do much in the way
of contesting either, says Van Dyke,

adding that he gave away a lot of
concert and NASCAR tickets in the
last year.

CHR Sound Nets
Huge 18-34s

In its first book, WGTR’s No. 1
12+ share of 11.7 beat the second-
place finisher (WJYR) by 2.1 points
and third-place WYAK by 4.l
shares. In 25-54, the Gator was No.
1, edging No. 2 WYAK by 6. The
Gator's nearly 20-share debut 18-34
put it 3.8 points ahead of second-
place WYAV and a full 16 shares
ahead of WYAK.

How does Van Dyke explain the
incredible disparity between WGTR
and WYAK in 18-34s? “'I don’t have
an answer. All I know is we play a
lot of currents and recurrents; I'm

For WIBW/Topeka PD Kevin Wagner and his staff, the

trek to the top took a bit longer than that of WGTR/Myrtle
Beach, SC — about three years longer.

Wagner  ex-
plains that
WIBW’s original
goal wasn’t to beat
heritage competi-
tor KTPK, but to
make  money.
“When I got here
lin February 1990
from a Manhat-
tan, KS [CHR],
the only plan was
to get some 25-54 numbers we could
sell. In a town this size, it's difficult
to make money playing CHR even
if you have ratings. The decision had
already been made to go Country —
it’s easier to sell Country without
numbers than CHR with numbers.”

The numbers didn’t come right
away. WIBW flipped from CHR in
October "90 and debuted with a 6.0
share (12+) in Spring "91. It jumped
to a 134 the next spring, slipped to
10.1 last year, and bounced back to
144 this year. It ranks No. 2 12+
and 25-54, leading KTPK by 2.9
and 1.9 shares, respectively. KTPK
ranks third in both demos.

Wanted: 35+

WIBW's major score came in the
18-34 demo, where it's No. 1 — 2.2
points ahead of second-place KDVV
and 10.9 shares ahead of KTPK,
which ranks seventh.

It's interesting that even as WIBW
trailed KTPK 12+ and 25-54 in
Spring '92 and 93, it beat 'TPK
18-34 in both books — by 5.1 and
4.2 shares, respectively. “We didn’t
plan to attract solely 18-34s, but
that’s what we ended up with in our
second book,” says Wagner. So for

its third book, WIBW did something
unheard of for Country stations in
the last few years: It launched an all-
out effort to attract older listeners.
*“Figuring it would attract an older
audience, we did a huge Branson
promotion, giving away loads of
trips on tour buses heading there.”

‘Outhustling’ The Market

Unlike many new Country sta-
tions that have unseated incumbents,
WIBW didn't attack KTPK with an
18-34-targeted, attitude-laden, CHR-
oriented presentation; it was main-
stream Country all the way. The
music is 60-40 current-gold,
familiar, and superstar-based. “We

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£0 on new acts, but it has to be a
great song,” says Wagner.

He feels WIBW beat KTPK this
spring by excelling in three strategic
areas. “KTPK played a lot of un-
familiar music; we stuck to the
superstars. While I admire KTPK's
staff, I think our talent, especially
the morning show, is extremely en-
tertaining and humorous. KTPK's
morning show is more cut-and-dried
— information, weather, and a lot
of information about the artists and
music.

“But we really outhustled the
whole market in event marketing.
There just wasn’t much going on.
KTPK would do remotes and go
backstage at shows. But there wasn’t
much effort from anybody to inject

All his staffers
have worked in CHR radio, which
he says is a plus when it comes to
communicating with them about
what he wants.

More Music, Attitude

Musically, WGTR's plan was to
hit listeners with more music and a
larger music library than WYAK. Its
mix is current-recurrent intensive.
Depending on the daypart, three to
four oldies play per hour; the 600-
title gold library goes back to 1989.
Van Dyke says whether it’s a current

One of Wagner’s jobs is to blow
up beach balls bearing the WIBW
logo and toss them into the audi-
ence. | assumed he meant during in-
termissions — but not so. “It’s got
to happen during the show. That’s
the most fun. [ usually blow ‘em up
during slow songs and toss ’em out
during uptempo tunes. I've never
had any trouble with the venue, art-
ists, or managers. The crowds have
come to expect it. Even the acts have
fun. A ball went onstage once and
Diamond Rio just kicked it back out
into the crowd.”

Wagner says he takes three balls,
which usually stay in the air for
about 10 minutes before security
nabs them. He insists security
doesn’t mind, either. Wagner claims,
“It’s the best $30 we spend.”

The ‘Money Man’

WIBW’s *“Money Man” attends
all concerts, handing out cash for the
best signs with the station’s logo.
Says Wagner, “We've really had
trouble getting involved with con-
certs the last four years because we
weren't an R&R reporter. So we had
to do things to make shows look like
ours. It’s not hard — it just took
money. It got off to a slow start.
Some folks were coming with logos
on hats or shirts, so we got very
specific about what we wanted. We
gave instructions on how to make
‘bedsheet banners.” ™

The WIBW Money Man hands

" out six envelopes per show, usually

just before the headliner goes on.
One contains a $100 bill, the rest
$20s and $50s. Wagner spends
about $500 per concert.

Like most 18-49-targeted Country
stations, the Gator is loaded with at-
titude. What's different from most
is that the attitude doesn’t come from
the jocks, but is isolated in the sta-
tion’s liners. Among the Bill Mof-
fat-voiced sweepers: “Your radio is
locked firmly in the jaws of a Gator,”
*“Grab the bikini and hold on (fol-
lowed by the sound of ripping vel-
cro),” and ‘“Southern by birth,
Country by the grace of God.” Van

Katz: All-Sports A Serious Contender

Format scores big in key demos, attracts major-market revenue

Seven years after the format debuted on WFAN/New York,
Katz Radio Group has promoted all-Sports radio from special

teams to the starting lineup.

“People tend to describe a format
as a niche format when it has a small
but loyal core audience, like Classical
or Sports,” says Katz Sr. VP/Direc-
tor of Research Gerry Boehme. “But
the core audience for many Sports
stations is pretty significant, so that
niche label really doesn’t apply
anymore.

“When this format first started, we
wondered whether it would work be-
cause it was targeted to such a seem-
ingly narrow audience,” adds
Boehme. “But it’s really no different
than a music format that identifies
what a segment of the audience wants
to hear and then superserves that
core.”’

Who's Listening
A recently released Katz report,
authored by Claire Browne of Katz’s
Banner Radio, paints a flattering
portrait of all-Sports’ significant core.
According to Katz, the format’s au-
dience is:

¢ Heavily male — The only sur-
prise here is the size of the skew. Men
comprise 87% of the all-Sports au-
dience, making it the most male-
oriented AM format. (Talk is second
with approximately 60% male au-
dience.) “We've never seen a skew
this large in any format,” marvels
Boehme.

® Young — The all-Sports audi-
ence is centered in the 25-54 demo,
with that group accounting for 60.8 %
of the audience. The 25-34 cell con-
tributes the largest share (24 %) to the
Sports audience, while 35-44 pro-
vides 22 .8 % and the 45-54 cell kicks
in another 14%.

e Loyal — Men 25-54 rack up a
huge TSL with all-Sports stations.
Men 25-34 are real gluttons, soak-
ing up 801 hours of sports yak per
week. Men 3544 average 643 hours.

e Affluent — These figures may
raise a few eyebrows, given the
“Mike from the Bronx™ image pro-
jected by all-Sports cailers. Accord-
ing to Katz, major-market Sports
outlets such as WFAN, WIP/Phil-
adelphia, and WTEM/Washington

m

attract some pretty well-heeled folks.
WIP, for example, boasts a Scar-
borough index of 242 in the “per-
sonal income of $50,000 or more”
category and 180 for “home value
of $500000+ " WTEM scores a 151
for listeners with post-graduate
degrees.

“Sports radio is one of the very few
media to successfully reach affluent
white-collar men for any length of
time,” says the Katz report.

Fields Of Green

For some all-Sports outlets located
in sports-crazed major markets, that
audience profile is translating into
big-league money.

“In some places, the format’s do-
ing glowingly,” says Duncan’s
American Radio Publisher Jim Dun-
can. “In New York it’s a phenomenal
success. It’s doing well in Philadel-
phia, and its doing OK in Chicago.”

According to Duncan’s figures,
WEFAN did $35 million in revenue in
1993, making the Infinity outlet the
top biller in New York and No. 2 in
the country (behind WGN/Chi-

cago).

“If it wasn't for the baseball strike,”
Duncan adds, “I think WFAN would
have surpassed WGN this year.”

WIP, another Infinity property, had
$74 million in 1993 revenue, the
eighth-highest total in the market.
Powered largely by Redskins football,
Colfax Communications’ WTEM
scored $7.5 million in sales, good for
12th in the market.

Majors Only?
Despite those success stories,

Duncan reiterates the long-standing
caveat about the Sports format not be-

ing a panacea for every ailing AM

station. “Not every market has the
potential to support an all-Sports rev-

enue winner. The format has iremen-
dous potential in major markets, but
in small markets without a pro fran-
chise, it doesn’t have a chance of
[generating significant revenue].”

Outside the Top 75 markets, says
Duncan, all-Sports becomes a mar-
ginal proposition. Even when done
properly, which means some expen-
sive-to-produce local programming
and play-by-play, it simply won’t draw
significant audience numbers.

‘{In those markets, ] all-Sports is a
good way to get a couple or three
share points and maybe sell some-
thing off that. It’s good for an AM
with absolutely nothing else to do.”

How WJJZ Brought The
Format To A Top 5 Market

Starting a new station is always a challenge, but even more
so when the format is new to the market. PD Bernie Kimble
talks about how he flipped Malrite CHR WEGX (The Eagle)

to NAC WJ]JZ/Philadelphia.

Like many of his NAC colleagues,
this 25-year vet has worked his fair
share of other formats. After being
involved with CHR, AC, Hot AC,
Soft AC, Gold, and the management
of broadcasting schools in Cincin-
nati and Chicago, he became aware
of NAC while working at WRRM/
Cincinnati. "I heard the satellite-
delivered Wave format evolve and
then devolve to the point where they
were playing King Crimson and Yes
while still calling it the Wave.”

Kimble’s First NAC Job

Kimble was programming Rock
40 WCCK/Erie, PA when he was
approached by Gary Kniseley, GM
at WNWYV (The Wave)/Cleveland,
with the idea of taking the Wave
from satellite to a live operation. “I
had vowed never to get involved with
another start-up. It’s such a difficult
situation, because you only have one
chance to make a favorable first im-
pression.

“But the satellite version of the
format was already established in the
market prior to our going live. We
were able to turn it into a living,
breathing station. I had a lot of sup-
port from Gary, as well as Lee
Hansen of WNUA/Chicago (where
I'd worked for a year), and Broad-
cast Architecture’s Frank Cody.
Plus, I had the luxury of 21 days’
preparation before I launched the
station on the first day of the book.

“When I heard John’s
voice, I knew he wasn’t calling to
find out how I liked San Francisco
or his Country station there, so I
simply said, ‘T'll take the job,
without even knowing what it was.

“When I learned that the assign-
ment was converting Malrite’s Phil-

sition to NAC, because, like AOR,
it’s a music-driven format. So I was
still playing music for music’s sake,
and the principles of good radio still
applied. You've got to give your
listeners their favorite music. You
still have to play the hits, no matter
what the format.”

‘I Thought He Was Nuts’

It was February 1993 when Mal-
rite President/COQO John Chaffee
tracked down Kimble in a San Fran-

adelphia CHR to NAC, I thought he
was nuts, because most major com-
panies at that time didn’t understand
the concept of this format and
couldn’t embrace it.

“But John had done his home-
work and researched other major-
market success stories, so he was
well aware of the format’s potential
to attract a large, passionate au-
dience. My biggest concern was that

there was some valid but hidden rea-
son no one had done NAC in the

market before. He was very persua-

sive, however, and I accepted —
with only six days to put it together
for a March 12, 1993 debut.

“Philadelphia is an extremely
competitive market. I consider
anyone on the air my competition.
As one of our salespeople says, we
didn’t debut by flying in 1000 747s
carrying listeners — they all came
to us from other stations. I wanted
to be sure we began where we
wanted to be a year into it so we
wouldn’t create the impression of
changing our concept in midstream.
My greatest challenge, by far, was
to hit the ground running and pre-
sent a finished product.”

Learning The Audience

“It’s difficult to come into an un-
familiar market and learn the at-
titudes, likes, and dislikes of your
potential audience,” warns Kimble.
“My approach at WJJZ was to take
the best, most popular songs from
WNWYV and WNUA and create the
most palatable, mass-appeal library
I could without getting locked in a
corner.

““I thought it was important to in-
clude a variety of sounds, a balance
of instrumental contemporary jazz,
soft vocals including some AC
crossovers, and the best of so-called
New Age-influenced music. I didn’t
want their inclusion at some later
date, after we got feedback from the
audience, to make us sound like
some other kind of station.

*“Research has given me an under-
standing of a cross-section of Phil-
adelphia listeners’ tastes; we’ve been
able to focus on the styles of music
they feel passionate about. We've
also learned that our broad-based
original approach was correct: From
the start, we haven’t played tuneouts.
And that, of course, is what we’re
here for — to play what our au-
dience feels strongly about.”

Stormy Weather

In addition to marketing and pro-
motion, force of habit and a timely
meteorological mishap contributed
to WIJZ’s auspicious debut. Says
Kimble, “One of the hardest things
to do in establishing a new station
is ‘setting a button.” Our predecessor,
CHR WEGX, enjoyed high visibili-
ty and plenty of press attention. It
had a button with every adult who
had children.

“The very day after we changed
format, Philadelphia was struck by
the worst storm in its history, and the

entire city was snowbound at home

for days. Thanks to word of mouth
and previous press coverage about
the format change, a large audience
apparently sampled us while snow-
ed in.

“We began getting calls from
adults who were ecstatic about the
change, even if their kids were
upset.

Many listeners were actually
familiar with NAC, having heard
WQCD (CD101.9)/New York,
WLVE (Love 94)/Miami, and
KKSF/San Francisco, because
New York is a common work desti-

we had reason to expect. Because
we hit the ground running and had
format awareness with potential core
listeners and media buyers, we cut
our developmental time down by a
year or two.”

Mass-Appeal Future
Pyramid Broadcasting’s acquisi-

tion of WJJZ is nearing completion,
and Kimble is “extremely excited at
the prospect of working with the
company once again. I've been as-
sociated with them before in Cleve-
land and at CHR WPXY/Roches-
ter. Pyramid has a strong understan-

nation for many Philadelphians, and
the other two are frequent vacation
destinations.

“We debuted with an outdoor
campaign, using billboards that said
‘new’ along with our logo and the
‘smooth jazz’ handle. We also tap-
ped into some small telemarketing
ventures, using leftover Eagle oppor-
tunities and direct mail. We’re cur-
rently doing more sophisticated
telemarketing with Broadcast
Direct President Courtney Thomp-
son, as well as more outdoor, to get
the word out. A high percentage of
people were turned on to us by the
telemarketing campaign — that
taught us not to assume that every-
one knows that we're here.

“Our 25-54 ratings hover around
a four share, and they’ve been strong
from the outset — even better than

ding of this format, is committed to
it, and has the resources to devote
to its success.”’

Kimble believes WIJZ’s future
will parallel that of the entire format.
“There’s no question in my mind
that, based on the kind of success
the format is experiencing in New
York, Dallas, and other major
markets, WJJZ will build a very
broad listener base and become
mass-appeal.
