The list, compiled by a check of dealers, deejays and
juke box operators across the country, spotlights more than
200 such platters, categorized under the year each disk
was first released. Pop copies of the songs are not listed—
only the r.&b. originals. All of these platters are currently
available to disk jockeys and operators even tho some of
the labels are inactive today as far as new releases are con-
cerned. Particularly strong items are indicated by asterisks.

Jockeys should find this collection of r.&b.-oriented
standards an interesting 1960 programming feature—a
striking reminder of the transitional period during the *50’s
when r.&b. disks were first integrated into the pop singles

field on a major basis.
