Thia plan would have brought in
on apnuel profit cstimated at over $1,000,000,
and many mapagers demanded to' know what
would becoma of this.

The defepse contended that &ny law which
tends to regulate the price 8 man may ask
for his wares svhen sold upon his own premises
is unconatitutional. Counsel cited an oplolon
by Judge Rosalsky in 1819, in.the case of g
man arcested for violation of the city ordinance
ngalnst ticket speculation. The court beld thay
tbe Board of Aldermen bad no right to regu-
late .prices at which a men migbt sell his
wares.

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SMITH FIGHTS CENSORSHIP
AS HAYS UNTANGLES SNARL

Governor Opposes New York Film Board —
Arbuckle Rumpus Muffled at Movie
Mentor’s Meeting

ernor Smith against motion

T

HE welcome, even tho anticipated, public declaration by Gov-

icture censorship in his message

to the New York State Legislature started the new year off

right and proved that there are still those who can be depended
upon when times are tough in show business.

Coming on the heels of the
usual predictions for a.prosperous
1923, and followed by the hush-
ing by Will H. Hays of the hulla-
baloo he caused by the announce-
ment of his variously interpreted
Christmas message of goodwill to
Roscoe (“Fatty”) Arbuckle, the
Smith stand was a rift in the cen-
sorship cloud that for so long has
covered the film sun. Exhibitors
not only from New York State
but from all parts of the country
have joined organizations op-
posed to censorship in messages
of gratitude to New York’s rein-
statéd Governor.

In his message to the Legislature
Governor Smith kept his pre-election
promise by saying:

“Censorship is not in keeping with
our ideas of liberty and of freedom of
worship or freedom of speech,

)} petieve that the enactment of a
statute providing for censorship of
motion pictures was a step away from
that liberty which the Conatitution
guaranteed and that it should be re-
pedlsd.”

Soon after this message reached the
public the following resolution, -voted
by the Committee on Public Relations
appointed by Hays, after he became
head of the Motion Plcture Producers
and Distributors of America, Inc., was
sent to the press;

Opposes “Fatty” on Scresn

"The Committee on Publtc Relations baving
received from Mr. Haye a rcport on the Ar-
btoekle matter, is- fmpressed with tbe sincerity
and genujneness of bis motives in showing a
willingnesa to allow everyone a ohance to ‘go to
work and make good it he can’. The com-
mittee, bowever, does not believe that there
should be any asctlon taken which would result
Io bringing Roacoe Arbuckle again before the
publlc as a motion plcture actor. In the Jjudg-
ment of the committee it would be extremely
detrimental to the youtb of America for Ar-
buckle's pletures to be released for circulation,
gince 1t Js bighly desirable that reminders which
wonld naturally come with his reappearance on
the gcrecn should not be tbus placed hefore the
publie.

*'Buch relceses would also, in’ the opinlon of
the committee, tend to destroy public confl-
dence in the purposs of the motion picture in-
dustry 'to establish and maintain tbe bighest
possible moral and artistic standards in motion
pleture production and develop the ednestional
82 well a8 the entertainment valne and general
vacfuluess of motion plctures.”

Examination of Mother-in-Law and Brother of
Bankrupt Manager Fails To Reveal
Any Assets, However

YORK, Jan. 6—Four hours of gruelling examination of
Dr. Leo Spiegel and Mrs. Mitchell H. Mark, brother and
mother-in-law, respectively, of Max Spiegel, alleged bankrupt,

at the hands of attorneys for the

theatrical man’s creditors and re-

ceivers, brought out no information shedding any light upon his un-

' discovered assets, but drew forth some peculiar and interesting facts
surrounding his commitment to an asylum as being insane. The ex-
aminations took place on Friday at the offices of Harold P. Coffin,
receiver in bankruptcy, at No. 217 Broadway. Attorney E. M. Ot-
terbourg, of 200 Fifth avenue, conducted the examination.

Altho Max Spiegel's theatrical hold-
{ngs were estimated at several millions
of dollars in value, it was brought out
at the examination that the investiga-
tion Intc his affairs has thus far dis-
closed not one penny of assets, other
than some insurance policies of doubt-
ful value, to offset the liabilitles of
close on tc $1,000,000. Spiegel, for
years looked upon as one of New York's
most able and conscientious theatrical
managers, not only is alleged to have
committed. fraudulent acts, but con-
fessed to his mother-in-law he had
converted stock certificates that did
not belong to him to his own use. Con-
firmation of this action was made by

Mrs. Mark under examination by At--

torney Otterbourg.

Max Splegel's great fall from hils
enviable business position occurred in
the early part of December, according
to the testimony of Lec Spiegel and
Mrs. Mark. It was during the first
week in the month that his financial
troubles caused him to attempt suicide
on two occasions, and on December 10.
lie' was removed by them to Gibbon's
Sanitarium in Stamford, Conn., where
he is now.

Conflicting Stories

Dr. Leo Spiegel and Mrs. Mark were closest
to Max Splegel at this time, but the stories
they told on Friday sbout the incidents that
ocenrred then were dlrectly contradictory upon
an exceedingly vital polnt,

Leo Spicgel wns examined first, before Mra.
Msrk “wne present. Questioned by Attorney
Otterbourg, he asserted tbat be knew very
little about bis brother’s busincss troubles mad
bad Jiad no conference with Aax Bpiegel’s
business nseocintes and lawycrs represcnting his
interests until after he. recturned from taking
Max.Spicgel to the senitarinm in Stamford.
"After Dr. Bpiegel left the referee's office
Mrs. Mark testifled that be had been present
at o conference held in the Hotel Astor several
days before the fallen magnate was u'l:en to
the sanitarium 2@ an insane person. This con-
frrence, sba sald, was attended by Walter
 Hoys, vice-president of the Mitchell H. Mark
Realty Corporation, of which Max Spiegel was
secretary; Henry F. Wolff, hias attorney, and
an gttorney by the name pf Falk, from Buffalo,
who was summoaned to New York by Mrs.
Mark; Attormey Irviog Dittenhoefer, repre-
senting the Splegel intercsts. and herwelf.
