Crowds Hit Record

In Wild Good-by to Old Year

NEW YORK, Jan. §.—Broadway cale-
brated the New Year with one of the
moat tremeondous exhibitions in its his-
tory. In number of people thronging
theators, night clubs, hotels and side-
watks it outdid anything the streot has
seen slnce the Armistico, going far above
even the best of the pre-depression
colebrations. Literally mlllions of peo-
Plo gutted Times Square at midnight,
with traffie in all directions forced to
halt bocause the throngs filled the road-
ways, and with the more than 1,200
policemen called out for the occasion
falling over themsclves in offorts to hold
in the mob. 8o great was the crowd
that an effort was made to keep all
southbound pedesatrians on the west side
of the square and northbound on the
enst, but it was for the most part un-
successful,

Hotcls and cabarets were jJammed, with
the majority of dining and dance spots
reporting not only capacity but crowds
that beat all previous records. Hotel
prices ran from 86 to $25 cover, while
the night spote—no less than 725 of
them took out apecial all-night licomses
—charged anywhore from 85 to 830.

Tho Astor. with 8.000 people, reported
“the groatest night in our hlatory.”

Air Protest
Snags on FCC

Commission claims no ju-

risdiction on free broad-

casts—-legit CA to try again
®

NEW YORK, Jan. 5.—The appeal to
the Federal Communications Comunis-
aton agninst the practico of free broand-
casts of radio shows, sent to Washington
scveral weeks ago by the Legit Code Au-
thority, rcceived a sctbagk this week
when the Commission announced that
the question was outside its jurisdiction.
Tho Authority, fcellng that the Com-
mission missod the central point of tho
plea, will sond another appeat this week,
thra Dr. Honry Moakowltz, its vice-
chairman,

Peeling that the prescntation of radio
brondeasts in theaters with no admis-
slon charge was unfair competition has
long boen held in both legit and pix
circles, but the question was brought
to B head with the recemt tour of the
Standard Ofl free show. Despite the
comprontise reached om that venture,
the Leglt CA foit that it would aerve a5
an cxccllent example of what the radio
practice might do to aliled amusement
flelds, and uscd it ns the basis for its
plea $0 the Commission. The complaint,
bowevrcer, was not against the 80 show
in particular, It was on attempt to
bring to the Commission’g atiention the
competition offcred by the freo broad-
casts that take place nightly on Broad-
way. The Film Code Authority adopted
o simtlor resolution,

The Commission in ita reply, however,
indiented thas it had only the Standard
Oll show {n mind. It does not nppear.”
sald the communication, “that the Com-
mission has jurtsdiction, . . . The Com-
mlssion connot censor the programs of
any stetion™

The Code Authority, thru Dr. Mowko-
witz, will now call the Commigsfon's
attention to theo fnet that relief is sought
from the entire policy of free brond-
casts, felt by legit and pix fields to be
unfalr competition,

The proposed committce to bg made
up of memnbers of the legit, radio and
pix coxies, which was sct up because of
this problem, is still to be heard from
in the matter. When pix and legit re-
farred the question to the Radjo Code
Authority the lattor said that a survey
of the situation would be made, and
that any future nction would bo based
thereon. No survey report has as yel
been released,

Mulrooney, altho indi-
cating that he himself favored allowing
the theaters to opornte bars, sald that
nothing could be done without a funda-
mental change in the State Hquor laws.
The Jaws provide that bars may be oper-
ated only in establishmenta which have
kitchen facilities for =at lenst 20 per-
®ons.

modificitton of the existing law. To
that end & commiites from the Loague
will agein visit Mulréoney thortly and
nn effart will bhe madoe to have proper
legislation introduced.

Loew’s, Inc., who discusses
interestingly and with rare sym-
pathy the status of thc theater
manager in his organization We
take issue with Charley Mosko-
witz on only oue point. He states
that in our article on theater man-
agers several issues ago we im-
plied that we would like to sec a
lot of the older managers dis-
charged to make way for the
younger, high-pressure boys.

Mr. Moskowitz is wrong. We
did not mean to imply this, and
as we re-read what we wrote we
are pretty much convinced that it
would be difficuit to get that im-
pression from our article. But
"CCM” is a bug for performing
difficult things. He is one of the
most suceessful theater operators
‘n the country today. He rules
over the destinies of Loew's
house exccutives with a firmness
that spells success for his circuit
and with a human understanding
that has made it possible for Locw
to defy all other circuits to match
the loyaity and length of service
of its employees.

Says Loew’s General Theater
Representative (a title as modest
as the important man who holds
it):

. » L J

OUR article on motion pic-
ture theater managers is in-
teresting. In a large meas-

ure, your viewpoint is much like
that of the Loew Circuit, espe-
cially your statement emphasizing
the importance of the manager as
an individual, rather than asa rub-
ber-stamp figurehead. It has al-
ways been the Loew policy to en-
courags the personal and individ-
ual initiative of its managerial
staff. We do all we can to stimu-
Iate ‘he manager's intcrest to
“seil’” his thester and shows. We
beliewe that circuit operation of
thasiers is a great help to the am-
bitiows manager, rather than a
hindrance. Thru the circuit Home
Office ihe manager receives a lot
4i agsistance in the mechanics of
~unning a theater, thus relicving
him of innumerable detzils of op-
eration. This gives him time to
devote to other things, and cspe-
cially to the exploitation of his
attracdons. With the exception
of a few necessary circuit policies,
we place scarcely any restrictions
in the way of a manager demon-
strating his personal talents as a
showman. Our entire district

managerial staff is made up of
former Loew house managers.
Virtually all of our managers are
promoted from assistant man-
agers, and so on down the line.

Now, more than ever before in
the history of our business, thea-
ters cannot run themselves. It is
not a matter of opening the doors
and taking film out of a can. We
realize that we look to the man-
ager to sell his shows; and that
responsibility develops showmen,

Since then acts have
been theoretically working under ihe
revised salary list.

New acts and the competition by the
bookors for b.-0. “names” huve finally
broken down the pact and. so far ns ia
known. the mccrot aalary-cutiing cgm-
mittee has not met officially the post
15 montha. As conhditione are now, the
b.-0. "nameca” usually get big dough snd
percentage deals. but the old-time
standard scts have beon forced down to
a code minimum wage lcvel, or near it
From 0 salary angle. pure entertainmsent
value does not offect saloxies half as
much a8 it onoc dld.

Bookers complain thiat with salary
standards so ¢hiaotic, vaude hooking s
nOW a series of batties.

It's neither better nor
worse than most items of iL3 type.

The story i split into two portions,
one telling how an impoverished noblo-
woman {8 wooed and won by an Amerl-
can helr—a hot helr, as he's played by
Robert Halllday—and the other detall-
ing the amorous adventurcs of her
great-grent-grandmother back in 1770. It
was great-great-grandmother’s fate to

Even ns operetts plots go, this one ia
daistnctly on the mipus side, secming
more like ong of the late Milton Aborn's
revivals than n new “play with music.”
Just why it was nocessary to weave to-
gether the modern und 1770 stories ia
a bit 0of mystery—but mercly a8 minor
one in the gencral mystery of why that
plot was written out nt all. It i» eme
bellighed—if thot's the word——by many
not-so-wisecracks, and startiingly enough
by a small amount of really smartly
written dialog. The latter, however, 18
played in the routipe Broadwry manner
—whtgh, of course, muns it.

Priml's music is Witing and senti-
mental. gushing forth likke a sweliing
stream of grenndine from the moutha of
the singere. There is a lot of it, and
theatcrgoers who like oporettas will un-
doubtedly find it excellent.

New York Film Regulation Bill
Calls for Stricter Censorship

ALBANY. N, Y., Jan. 5.—8tatc Senntor
John McCall, of New York, introduced a
b3l in the Senste here this week that
would catablish stricter censorship and
couse r great deal of annoyance to both
exhibitors and distributors.

The dill would require co-cperntion
between distributors, cynsors and roli-
gtous bodles to prevent the dirtribution
of so-called immoral pictures and would
sot Up a system whereby the exhibitor
would get full information about the
pleture before obtatning it from the
distributor.

Senator McCall sald:

“The b}l I introduced provides that
the dlrector of the censorship board
shall adopt rules and regulations to
maintatn a standard of morality and
decency In the production of motion
pletures; to co-operate with civie and
religious organizations tn the prohibi-
tiors of the exhibition of picturea that
offend morality or decency: to prescribe
forms of contracts betwoen distributors
snd exhibitors: to approve a synopsis of
the story contained in each motion ple-
ture to ho furnished to the exhiditor by
the cdistributor; to classify motlon ple-
tuyes into three classca: (a) sultnblo for
adults, (b) sultable for tho entiro fom-
ily. (0) suitadlc for juveniles.

*The rules and regulations are to pro-
vide that all advertising matter ahall
contaln n statement thet the fllm pro-
posed to e exhibited has been approved
by the censors as sulinble for adults,
family or juvenile exhibition as tho case
may be.

“The ¢lassification of pictures docs
not prohibit legally admitted childron to
witness n picture auttable for adult ex-
hibition, but will serve as a guide to
the publie. A copy of the rules and
reguintions i8 to be postcd in all the-
aters,

hibitors. all distributors and exhibitors
must be Moonscd.

avsilable at the moment and fs now completing plans to start shooting.
The money wlil be loaned to Independcnt producers to be used in the making
of five distinct typea of features, They arc: family pictures, which will be promoted

principally for week-cnd shows: his-
torical presontations. ahowing the dc-
velopment of States and cities and
cmphaalzﬂu;g'mn democratic basats of the
nation: i uctionnl pictures as an aid
to teachers In clasorcoms; music in plc-
tures to Increare noptilar understanding
of the great masterpicsss, and pictures on
international good will and friendship.

The apnouncement states that the
foundation plans to flnance 40 full-
length films a year and three to five
ahorts weekly,

By entering the production field the
foundation. mccording to Dr. Millar, ex-
pects to stimulate the production of
Detter films and set an examnple for the
fndustry. ‘The foundatton, he sald, “‘will
aid in the creatlon of pictures that will
demonstrate what may be aceomptished
thru the medium of the sereen: picRIres
that will have box-office appeal a5 wcll
as story value ang high ideals.”™

Dr, Millar sald that the picturez made
by the foundation will be distributed
thru the established channels. meaning
possibly the cxchanges thruout the
ocountry.

$1,000,000, the entire industry will rise up and thank you
for showing it the light, since heretofore this amount would
cover about five ordinary box-office programers of no par-
ticular merit.

Perhaps it would not be amiss to point out what yon
are letting yourself in for im this undertaking. We are
heartily in sympathy with your motives, bnt we honestly
feel that you are heaving a million dollars overboard and
will get little in return except a liberal education in how
not to malke pictures. This in addition to one continuous
headache that will last until the million is gone.

First of all, no producer carn make a picture of any
appeal whatever under $50,000, Even this will come pretty
close to being a miracle, There are any number of
‘‘quickie’’ producers who will be pleased to permit you
to finance them and will promise to keep within a budget,
but these gentlemen, as a rule, have scant regard for
budgets once the picture is under way and their cut as-
sured. This will be one of the headaches.

You say you are going to make family features for
week-end trade ‘‘for which exhibitors have been making
demands.”” We feel sure that any distributor will be
pleased to open his books and show you the fabulous profits
derived from the strictly family type of entertainment.
Before you start to make them, run, do not walk, to your
nearest exhibitor and ask him if he will book your family
series. If he is honest he will frankly say no, for history
has shown him that pictures of this type flop miserably.
We are saying this in good faith for we have the greatest
respect in the world for a million dollars. Headache No. 2.

Granting that you can make your series of family,
historical, goodwill and mnsical pictures, how are yon go-
ing to sell them? As you know, pictures are not sold by
house.to-house canvass. They are sold thru exechanges,
Exchanges, as you probably know, are operated by men
who, having been stnck a great many times, are just a little
wary of cheap, family-type features and may turn a deaf
ear. Then what? Old headache No, 8.

You may then claim that there is a conspiracy against
clean, wholesome pictures, but this is not the case. Any-
one who makes a picture of box-office worth can have it
distributed, but it must be of ontstanding value and the
family, historical type are not in demand. You may go to
conrt, but you can’t force anyone to sell something he
doesn’t want to sell and all the cries of conspiracy will be
wasted. Headache No. 4.

You may begin to feel that we don’t believe you can
make a series of box.office pictures on your budget of &
million! You are quite correct. We do not feel yon will
be governed by our little friendly letter, but you may take
this page six months hence; wet it and lay it across your
fevered brow. It may bring some relief from headache
No. 5.

From the late Brother Webster's learned compendium wo gather
that stalling is “"the art of keceping a given situation going some
trick or artifice until reltef or change can be effected: a pﬁz for
time.”” Now it would be farthest from our mind to come right out
and accuse any particular promoter of indulging in the cngaging art
of stalling. No, sir: not for 2 minute. And it might not be proper
on our part to even whisper into anyone's ear that to date we have
recoived only o meager three or four aszurances of presence and
co-operation at the scheduted Chicago mceting January 28. So we
won't go Into that gither, But the fact remains that the success
or failure of the movemeant for organization will be determined
within the next three or four days.

We must have a group at the meeting that will be truly
representative of the entlre industry, We must have men from the
West, Middle West, South and East, To attempt a meeting without
such representation would be silly and a waste of time and money.
We recognize the fact thot there aro a number of factions within
the field and that there is active friction and even i fecling
between these factions. And that most of you arc undoubtedly
hanging back, waiting to see what the *“‘other fellow” is going to do
about attending the mecting. But the real point of thc whole
business is that you are all working toward a common end in a ficld
cammon to all. And that the proposced convontion is not for the
purpose of forcing something on you that you do not want, but,
rathcr, is an opportunity for a meeting of the minds to the end that
some degree of unity may be brought about for the betterment of
the field as a whole and for the individual benefit of everyone
in the fleld.

Some promoters may be hesitant about attending because of
an impression that thoy will be asked to contribute some out-
rageous amount to the support of the organization, if and when
formed. Just so much bunk! Whatever it is decidod may be
neecded for the operation of an association will, you may be sure, be
proportioned in some cquitable way that will tax you no more than a
small percentage on each ticket sold at your window.

The late C. H, Miner was the band
and orchestra Jeader, the first he ever
had that I know of, and I know the
firat he ocver had on his tent show. Alr,
Morgan had a cut mnde of that lfttle
band and used it for several scasons
after that on his heralds and biling as
#“the lttle band that made the J. Doug
Morgan Shows famous.” If cCharles
(Bpud) Raedrick went as band leader
from the Morgan Show to the Al G.
Barnes Circus it must hove been the
season of 1923 or "24. as Eddie Wocckencr,
now band lender on the Hagenbeck-
Wallaee Show, had the band on tho Al
G. Barnes Show from 1913 to 1932,
inclusive.

I agree with Mr. Morgen, "those were
the good old days” in the rep show
gnme. However, I don’t agree with him
when he infers those days arc gone fo0r-
ever and that the young folks today
won't stand for thosc old bills, Thcere
are a lot of beautiful old bille with &
good plot aud a beautiful story runiing
all thru the plece which go to make B
good shoW., providing, of course, you
have good sctaors and notresscs to do the

I don't
think o manager should say “the young

Let the people eat and sleep in
the town they arc getting thelr moncy
from. GCet acquninted with tho folks
in town like wo used to do. Have the
town draymon hsul the show thru town
to the lot. Put your little band cut on
the atreet and the folks will know you're
there.

Today they drive into town onc at a
time at all hours, some just in time to
get madc up for the first act, some with
hardly time enough to put on a decent
makeup and some that don’t sven know
how to put on a decent makeup. No ohc
in town had secn them before they went
on and no onc sees thém after they'ro
off. They jump In thelr cars and are
gone tc some other town to cat and
aleep. coming back just in time to go on
sgaln, and the managers sit around won-
dering why businesa 18 bad. This is at
least one reason why It s bad, T think.

Lot them do it llke they used to and
wateh the business on rop shows grow.
At least it will be something new,
atrange and out of the ordinary to tbe
folks today, and they say that is what
thcy want and what they are looking

According to your oharfer of incor-
poration approved by Jamcs K. Varda-
man, September 3, 1904, and recorded by
Joseph W, Power, aecretary of state, Jan-
uary 9., 1005. Scction 4. of thc aforesaid
charter statos:

““That sald corporation ia hercby oau-
thorized and esnpowered to organize.op-
erate and conduct a fair, carnlval, etc..
in the conduct of which It may demand
and collect privileges and fees and
charge admission in nad to the grounds,
and may carry on any and all other
business that may be conducted for
profit or for profit and amuscment
within thq grounds, etc.”

1. No reimbursement can be made to
tho Mississinpl Statc Falr for admission
taxes allogedly illegslly colleeted by the
governmen$ bocause It wns 8 tax “pafd
by the person payln& for the admission”
g‘:ﬁ. not o tax on tho Misatsaippl State

2. In order to bo exempt from the
provisions of the admisslons tax your
oharter must clearly and unmilstakahly
glve proof that no profit inures to the
benefit of any stockholder. The fact
that you are carrying on an educa-
tional cnterprisc Is not sufficient, The
fact that you have not paid n dividend
or other profit sharing will not suffice.
In order to claim cxoemption you must
invalidate your present charter, and If
you desire to remaein ns an  {natrue
meontolity of the eity government, the
olty government mugt give legal notice
or action thru its proper municipal ag-
thority that you nrc organived as an
agricultural falr. that no profit shall
inure to any person or stockholder. and
atating the educationsl or charitable
purposes of the jnatitution.

gate” but have other nay featuves atill
brings you under the purview of Artiole
23 of Regulation 43, previously quoted.

The question mey be raised that your
present condition is merely a tegchnical-
ity. This may be 50. On the other hand
the United States governiment muat pro-
tect its intcrests not only in the spizit
of its laws but {n thair legal construc-
tion. For tha govcrnment not to do so
would make it poesible for organizations
to eolrcumvent the intent of revenue
lnws, with & resultant decrease of
reventes, imposing asdditional hardships
on the people as a whole.

I regret the necessity of glving you
this adverse opinlon in your present
difficuity, but from my knowledge and
study of goverpment rulings I kpow
that Undepr your present form of incore
poration no rellef can be securcd from
the United States Government.

Moy I suggest that you take !mme-
diato steps with the legal department of
the clty of Jackson to have your present
chartey of iacorporation invalldated and
further have the Missiasippl Gtatc Fair
made legally an instrumentality of tha
¢ity governmont.

If I can be of further assistance to
you, plcase let mc hear from you.

“We can tmagine two extremes in park
organtzation, op¢ In which the psrk
operates everything and the other in
which all the productive units are oper-
ated by concessioners. In the first case
the park owner has entire control of the
business mathods and operating poligies.
He has n larger investmoent, but be ob-
tains the eontire revenue. In the other
cuse the bBusiness operations are con-
ducted by many tndividuals in many
ways; a unification of policy is difficult,
if not impossiblo, and the profits are
divided.

*The succoasful operation of any busi-
ness cnterprise deponds wupon two
primary requirements:

“There is prodbably no element of our
bustness which 1s more important to the
success nnd genersl wolfare of the In-
stitution than that which has to do with
satisfylng tbe hunger nnd thirst of our
patrons. Thore s nothing which makes
greater or morg lasting impresalon than
good food, well scrved, and
which i{s barder to laugh off than 2
moldy roll or a green frankfurter.

Sound Policy Needed

“No part of our husincss deserves more
careftil attention by the operptor who
wants the public to stay with ilm and
come agatn and no part in whiel 8 pound
polioy I8 more casential. After this policy
is catabiished the rofreshment operation
becomes largely a matter of ordinary
merchandiaing.

"After several yeara of cnncession oper'-
ation at Playland Prank Darling believed
it would be to the general intercst of the
park to take over the management of
the refreshment stands. At that time it
was decided, and most wisely, to hnndle
nothing but the highcst qunlity of fooct
produ that could be obtaincd, The
cost of these productzs wns a matter of
secondary tmportanco and we have never

handled anything mercly becauso 1t vy
eticup. Dcapito any extra quality value.
our prices to the public are the samec as
thosqo gencrnlly prevalilng (b our vicinity
for equat or Infertor articles.

"I will not bore you with the doilnils
of tho preilminary tests and Invest.ga-
tions which have bren mado to determine
quality, but will give & few dlustrations
of our efforts to establish and muaintaln
a high-grade businecss.

Emphasis on Quality

“Periodically, thruocut the oporuting
scason, the ropresentatives of a laborntory
ingpect the stands, as wcll us, Incl-
dentoily, all othier food operations; take
samples of food for teat and glve mo a
report of tho findings, If anything 18 not
up to standord, coryective measures are
applcd tmmediately, Last season before
we made arrangementa for bottled sodn
I sent tho products af eight manufactur-
ers to this laborstory and our source of
supply was determined by this test, We
usc nothing but tbe highcst grade of
creanmery butter for all cooking and in
maXing buttercd pop corn, We usg
frankfurters that are hickory smoked
(oot pickled) in the atze of eight to the
pound and sorve thom on toasted rolls.
Hamburger sandwiches arc clear, lean
beef scrved on tonst. The meag 8 the
same size a8 tbe toast. We sell the high-
est grade of certifiod milk in bottles and
our lce ¢renm must test at least 14 per
cent butter fat and so on.

“Qunlity s paramount. We have bhe-
Moved that good food and sorvice woutd
make this busincss n success and per-
haps we have gone to extyemes. However,
I doubt that many cnucessioners, whoss
Interest. aftor all. is Umited to a ainglo
phasge of the park operation, would have
bad cqual faith in the fundamental
szoundness of this policy.

Not Only for Profit

“Puring this mecting I have expresacc
the opinton that amuscment parks will
continiuc to compete for o sbare of the
amusement dollar as long they reader
n real scrvice to the publio. I do mot
belicve that success cap be achlevod by
concentrating on immediate profits alonc,
but ghat we should endesvor to maintain
a favorable position in the public mind
and obtain u financial return come
mensurate with tbe service rendered.

"As applicd to refreahments this then
rajses two gqueostions;

"Firet: Is our rofreshmont operation
thoroly satisfactory to our patrons and
an arset to our parks?

“Second: Arc we obtaining an adequate
return from this husiness?

“As far os Playland ig concerned, in
answer to the first question, I can say
that tbe reaction of our patrons haa been
most favorable, We recelve innumcrable
compliments and practically no com-
P 8. The peopl ttonding outings
use a large amount of food, and while
this i8 not conclustve, our picnio nttend-
ance has steadily inecreased, Indicnting
that the refreshment dopartment hat
beenn no drawback,

Playland Better Off

"o anawer tho second question: After
glving our people the best food we could
find during the two seasons of our oper-
attonn we have mnde 30 per eent after
deducting the direct costs and deprecia-
tionn. Considering the dificulties of or-
ganizing & new dopartment, tho provatil-
ing conditions and our policy, we look
upon this as a creditable result, nitho
it i, of coursc, not tbe maximum
atwinable, In company with some other
parks we are today operating beélow
capoacity apd due to the physical or-
rangement this results In constderable
incficiency. However, I haven't secn any

who pay w 30 per
cont regardless of operating polioy and
I cstimate that we are at lenst $70,000
better off hy taking over the opcration
of this department.

“As I said at the outsct., conditions
vary greatly, and there 18 no ﬂnﬁlo plan
of organization which wilt it all parks.
Ask yourselves tbe two qucestions just
mentloned. If tbe answer to eithor of
them i 'no,” 1 dadvise you who are now
operating thru concesaloners to carefully

quality food service.”

The decision, 3 emashing victory In
every detafl in favor of the company,
was halled by operators of amusement
places as being of the utmost im-
portance, The deolslon, 1t was viewed,
removed the barrler tiiat has restrained
the holding of walkathons and similar
contests thruout the State in general,

The Appelinte Court declared that the
ord! was in violatt of the l4ith
Amendmoent to the Federal Conntitution,
which provides against the destruction
of privote property “without due procers
of faw,” and was therefore “mull and
void.”

Then
there's Champton with the extra coin
chute to relsuss out balis, Lest. but not
least. we offer Red Arrow aa a ropid gamse
with enormous emrning power. Red Ar-
row 1s played with one ball only, per-
mitting 200 to 250 games per hour."

There were some setbacks during the past year, but in
each casc a brave fight was put up by those willing to unite in
a common cause. In each case, it might be said that the results
would have been different had every fellow obscrved the rules
and carried his part of the load. Mark down 1934 in coin-ma-
chine history as a great year in which co-operation accomplished
some real resuits, a year in which so much good was accom-
plished that we wonder why anybody in the trade would still
be a slacker.

While the trade is able to enter 18356 with a brighter out-
look because of the co-operative work of 1934, the serious fact
should be faced that there are some members of the trade who
have been sharing in all the benefits of co-opcration, but who
have not contributed their share of the cost

Those who have supported organized movements in de-
fense of trade rights have carried the dead weight of those non-
co-operating souls thru an entire year. It is no wonder that
trade members who have given of their time and money for
the common good of the trade somctimes get disgusted and
talk of giving up the fight.

Alibis usually given for not supporting co-operative move-
ments include such excuses as these: “Somc official gets all the
money”; “the organization is nothing but a racket,” ctc, etc.
There may be some truth in such alibis. All organized move-
ments have certain weaknesges. But the coin-machine industry
is engaged in an aggressive movement to establish its legal
rights, and the usual flimsy alibis for playing the slacker should
be forgotten.

Organized work cannot be maintained in any field with-
out paying some executive to kcep the details straight. There
are domineering elments in all groups, and many other objec-
tions could be mentioned. All co-operative movements cost
money and plenty of it.

But it should be kept in mind that the most expensive thing
about any business is the necessity of carrying the dead weight
of those who refuse to co-operate. They are the hitch in ali
progressive movemeénts, the violators of all ruies, the cause of
adverse public reactions. If everybody played the game ac-
cording to the rules, and carried their proportionate share of
the expense, general trade activitles could be maintained at a
minimum cost to each individual

Admitting all the flaws that may be found in co-operative
movements, the record of 1934 gives remarkable credit to those
members of the industry who have been willing to give time
and money for the advancement of co-operation within the
trade and the creation of a better public understanding in gen-
eral. Let's give them a hand in the hope that they continuc the
good work another year and that they may have the reasonable
support of those who have faltered heretofore.

lar c¢haracter, and from selzing or con-
fiscating sald amusement dovices with-
out due process of 1aw in the event sald
devices bo used ms gaming devices.™

Newspapers Agree
On Inconsistency

One of tho most telltale facis about
certain newnpnapers that launch tirades
ngainst potty gambling, and sometimes
1ry to link modern skill games with the
potiy gambling, i& that these newepupers
usun!ly feature recing news. Somc of
them. in their sports editions, feature
the races with amounta pald.

It certainly is & marked inconsaistency
to agitate a drive against guch things as
slot machines, somectimes includiug pin-
batl games, nnd at the same time featuro
racing nowa and the amounts pald. Yot
there are rome very influentlal news-
papers getting away with this incon-
sistoncy. and they probubly have an
allbl for it.

The real reason, however, is that rac-
ing news, regardless of how much it
cncourages gambling, boosts ciroulations,
while slot machines contributo nothing
to newspaper circulation except o sensa-
tional expose story at intervals.

Editor and Publisher, leading tradc
prper in tbe newspapcr publiahing fleld,
recently published two news itema In-
dicating nowspaper conscience on game-

ung:

“Following weeks of agltation by The
Washington Star, Post and Herald
sgninst the so-called numbers racket in
the national capital, auring whichi all
papers cxcept Te News agrecd to stop
adding racing results totals used by the
gambling operstors, The News hns an-
nounced it will go along with the rcat
If they stop printing tho race rosults
cntively.”

This is a clear-cut case of some big
newspapers becoming consclence-strick-
en about their atincks on peotty gom-
bling when they were cncoursging big-
time stuif by publishing rncing results
every day. The coln-machine jndustry
has no fight against racing or betting
on the raccs, but it doea hnve the right
to ask for conalstency on the part of the
newspapers.

Another news item in The Editor and
Publisher says that *‘the onrrest of 17
men on gambling charges November 24
followed a two-column story nppearing
in The Oklahoma City Dafly Oklahoman
Ncvember 17 headed “Betting Found
Widc Open as Bookmakers Reap Harvest
on rootball*

The significant thing back of this
story lm the Oxlahoma City nowspaper
18 that in its drive agalnst gambling on
football 1t dld not advocate stopping
feotball gamces nltogether., If the paper
had made 3 discovery of petty betulng
on pinball games, We wonder if 1t would
not have urged the confiscation of the
games,
