CITICA00. April 4.—A jazzed-up 

vernion of Faust greeted a small and 
bewildered audience at the opening of 
the second production of the Federal 
Theater No. 1 unit at the Great Northern 
Theater this week. The script used was 
very freely adapted from Faust and 
(Planet of Goethe and othern by Justine 
Schiffer. and Robert Breen and was 
an excessively sloppy piece of play-
writing. Breen also directed the pro-
duction and played the leading role of 
Idephiato. The reeult Was. a shoddy and 
Serino,. experimental effort at the ex-
pense of WPA fund, if the producers 
of this opus are harboring any thoughts 
of this being a Ilmincial or artistic am-
co. they will soon be dispelled by the 
*decree word-of-mouth criticism going 
about from those who witnessed the 
opening perfomnneee. 

Breen, the triple-threat man of the 
Organization. find came to Chicago last 
spring when he brought a group known 
a. the American Art Theater from Min-
neapolis and announced that they would 
open in a Loop theater. After being 
stopped by managerial interests and 
Equity from going thru with the plans. 
the group lay dormant. npparently 
Mrsinded until lato rummer when the 
Chicago Park District established them 
at the Hamilton Park Field House, 
where they presented The Ivory Door. 
Purist. and were closed while «Ming 
Anions after many complainte as to the 
language used ,In the play. During this 
time Breen aroused the censorship of 
park officials by announcing, without 
authority, they said, that the group was 
moving downtown to the Illinois Theater 
under the auspices of the park board.

yearn under negotinted agreements and 
we do not now care to conduct our busi-
ness under any other arrangement. On 
February 29 you released us from any 
obligntionn to you by refusing to extend 
the existing agreement. In view of your 
coneletent refunal to negotiate we feel 
the latwinessi interests of our members 
would he seriously affected if they were 
to delay longer in procuring plays for 
production Accordingly we have decided 
to proceed with our own printM basic 
agreement nriopted by our member, 

"If at any time the Drimmitista• Guild 
Wishes to negotiate, a contract with the 
League of New York Theaters we will be 
happy to enter listo such negetiations. 
"We are ineloaing for your informa-

tion ro copy of an agreement binding our 
members to our basic ogreement and 
the names of the producers who have 
aigned it. We wish to advt. the Dra-
mallets' Chanel that any attempt to inter 
fern with title agreement will be opposed 
and such legal netball, taken an may be 
merit:Nary to ertfome it." 

According to the agreement, managers 
signing it bind GI...elves to make no 
contritetn for plays to be produced in the 
United States except subject to the 
form adopted by the League or until a 
minimum basic agreement with the Dra-

Peovert by the League. The contract is 
binding whether tile signing mninigera 
produce lndtvlduaiiy, nn it member of et 
partnmehip, or by any, corporntion of 
which they are menuisera or stockholders 
or with which they have any connection. 
direct or indirect. In the event or 
breach of the agreement the League 
will be entitled to injunctive relief, en-
joining rind reeteillrling the violation of 
the agreement, as well as any damages 

which the League or other signatories 
may sutler becamm of the breach. The 
agreement In not applicable to playa writ. 
ten by foreign authors. Tile agreement 
is binding upon the parties, their heirs

the month of August alone 
wee found to be almost 
equal to that received dur-
ing the months of January 
and February. 

Reasons Varied 
Varied Indeed have been 

the reasons offered for this 
consistent audience re-
aponse during months in 

which the popularity of other advertising mediums 
show a steady decline. Strongest. perhaps, is the fact 
that radio, basically a purveyor of entertainment. 
offers for the first time something that can be en-
joyed with a minimum of phyeleal effort.

The occasions llp/l11 
which the playwrights have retuned to join their brethren in rewire for the corn-
mon good have been legion. 'The first to mine to mind—and one of the most 
important—wan during the agitation several years ago for a 1state-controlled cen-
sorship of the Stage. The theater, at last galvanised luta action by mach a threat 
to Ita freedom. Its self-respect and its adult standing, formulated a self-censoring 
plan no thorn anti workable that It staved oit all threats of outside interference, 
at leant for the tizno being. And even now. When outside censorship in threatened. 
that plan can be indicated ne e safeguard of public morals and a very cogent 
reason for disregarding the foolishness and superfluity of outside meddling. 

All groups of the theater united in the formulation and pesenge of that plan— 
except the playwrights. Actors. managers, stagehands, musician., everyone con-
nected with the theater supported it—but not the playwrights. The playwrights. 
It seemed. were against censorship in any form. even self-censorship, so in 
righteous indignation they withheld their support. It was et perfect example of the 
dunderheaded intellectualism that hae merked their organization, a perfect illus-
tration of tilo difference between intellectualism and Intelligence. II that plan 
had not been presented and passed, the chancee are that an outside censorship 
would hove been imposed. The theater's plan made provision for judgment by 
an impartial and Intelligent jury: the effects of outside censorship are too well 
known to need discussion. Yet the playwrights.. enthroned snugly on their card-
board Permienne, refused to compromise. It is not their fault that their playa are 
not, even now, being slashed, hacked and ruined by a politico-religious censorship 
machine. 

Much the same attitude. It seems to this corner. Is shown In the new contract 
which they drew lip ¡tad expected the managers to sign. That contract reelliced 
the managerial share In picture rights to a fraction of Its former amount, anti in 
effect sounded the economic death knell of any manager rash enough to sign it. 

Without doubt the playwrights were. In the abstract, right: the plays are 
their own brainchildren: the managers merely furnish physical production: surely 
the writers are entitled to the major share of secondary rights, But, as usual the 
dramatists went about blissfully blind to the world around them. While it is 
perfectly true that they are the creators of their plays. it is aleo true that, the 
producer very often in the direct cause of more than half of the amount of the 
film offers. It is, in many cases, his productinne which bring the tremendous 
prices that film companies aro willing to env . Caere could be cited endleesly of 
plays, offered smell amounts In their pas-production days. which brought young 
fortunes from filme after they were produced. 

And in certain cases the manager adds more to the play than does the author. 
Take the example nf Dead End, a primitive. naive, cheap anti childish melodrama. 

received so magnificent a production that it actually, for a moment or two. 
appeared to he an imptutant play. Or take the rases of line plays which demand' 
courage and honesty from their producers. Whitener for example. demanded a 
great deal of belief. bravery and out-end-out Idealism from Cluthrie McClintic. who 
presented It—yet Vanterset. produced, was worth many times what It would have 
been If It had forever remained in mennecript. Sittely Mr. MeClIntic is entitled 
to is good share of the amount he added to the play's film price thru his honesty 
and courage. 

Playwrighte. by killing off producers—Or middlemen, as they are sometimes 
called—are killing. literally. a 'source of great income to themselves even at the 
old 60-50 shore in the film rightts. 

The olio enentiragleg thing nbollt their recent demand has been that It 
tended to tie the managers together, making of the League of New York Theaters 
a strong nnd unified managerial body. if the managers could get together, once 
and for all In a powerful group, strong enough to keep members rigidly In line. It 
would he one of the best things that lias happened In many years. both for the 
managers anti the theater.

Ignacio thinners Indignantly 
anti-Fascist novel. tnrier the title of 
Sim, Stream and the liege+ of the Thea-
ter Union it came to the Civic Repertory 
Theater Monday night with much of its 
indignation muffled and all of its 
stirring emotIonnliam toed. 
That In itself is not neceesailly 

strange; the queer thing is the serme Of 
disappointment coupled with the many 
definite merits that Mr. Waitron han 
woven into his script. The play con-
tain,, pathos and humor—n greet deal 
more humor than the average crusading 
drama; it has Internet; its excitement 
occationally sears not ISCrOtut the 'nimbi 
of the spectators: it attack.s with leas 
ape-lid pleading than might be expected s 
a strong and evil force that surges thrU 

particular left-wing movement. content-
ing itself with depicting e horrible 
condition and eketehing lia, Just 
Mg in. the outlines of a possible mire. 
Yet, despite all that, its total effect ne 
disappointing. 
The action concerns itself with the 

villagers nt Pontamara, driven from their 
little farms by the lenseint idea of ef-
ficiency and strongly centralized minim!. 
Their plight in patty'. end it la made 
even more no when the government de-
cider, to change the course of the little 
stream which water, the few remaining 
garden,. They go lut protest to tne 
town and are there shunted about until 
they become unwilling and unknowing 
participants in a demonstration to II 
Duce. 

Later an agitator for an "underground 
union" romea to their village and leaves 
some tract,. which are later found by 
official, in the hands of Iterareln, a 
recalcitrant former. Berard° and the 
agitator go to Jail, and there the or-
ganiser telln the simple peasant about 
the union, and fills his head full of the 
things that he must an when he gets 
out. But Berard°, his head apinning, 
decider: that the agitator can do more 
than he, so he makes n false confession. 
Clearing the other man 111151 implicating 
himself. He almost breaks under the 
strain of repented torturing, hut when 
a government °Mend shows him an-
other leaflet. headed "Bravo Berarditir 
he goes bravely to hie death. 
The final Scene shows the people of 

Pontnmora preparing lenflete of their 
own. 

Title ghouls& without doubt, by excit-
ing thentrIcsil material, but it is no only 
in part. Chiefly. the Vault 'teems to tre 
that Mr. Wnlfson has disregarded the 
theater's demand?, for flesh-and-blood 
people rus the pivots of emotional reac-
tion. Derardo emerges only In the last 
net nn n strong and interesting thrum— 
and  by then it is too late. Prevlotmly. 
Interest Is dispersed by a heeles of group 
incidents, most of them too disconnected 
to obtain full theatrical effect. Tho 
play envitehre sharply in mIdcareer from 
the story of the diverted stream tn the 
story nt Bernrdene heroism, and the frac-
ture leaves It with a dramatically 
gimpy leg 

Also, despite the interest in the plight 
nf uneducated pensants ne they are na-
emitted by the demands of vague 
"progress" taklng plat, around them, 
the theatrical terms used are both simple 
and naive, Mr. Wolfenn making his 
drnrtin obvious and annoyingly predict-
able. It all seems past too bad. 
The direction of Jacob Ben-Anil does 

little or nothing to help, turntng the 
second act Into something that neertm 
trringely like an opera without music.

articles for several yearn telling how to 
make parka more profitable. It is only then 
the exchange of Mean that we can rapidly 
Increase our knowledge of efficient methods, 

of operation. It we had to experiment all the time 

end try out every thought we would find it tan 
expensive. By an exchange of ideas we ran profit 
by the experience of other. mad put tried and proven 
ideas Into °mention. You go to the annual conven-

tion of the NAAPPT1 for thin 
vor y purpose, to exchange 
proven tile,,, and gain new 
knowledge. Perhaps I can offer 
a few suggestions gained from 
my menclation with the ntnune-

ment park Intentness during the 
pmt 48 years. Any Mean I may 
be able to suggest will have to 

do mainly with amuse/nett 
rides, and some of them may 
prove of benefit. 

Courtesy and friendliness are 

two great assets In any line of 
business. end they are cape-
entry importnnt in the opera-
tion of nil amusement park. 
No business comes In more di-
rect enntnet with the public than an amusement 
park, personal contact that can be capitalized upon. 
I have in mind several park owners who know newt 

of their patron. not only by eight but news by name. 
and who are always ready to atop along the midway 
end extend a welcome hand mad a friendly smile. 

It may take a little more time away from the office, 

but it will pay big division,. In the end. Children 
eapeehilly react to this personal interest. and chil-
dren are the ones whose wireless are given first con-

eideration. II a child likes 
your park you can be sure 

you have a real booster in 
that family. When it comes 
to a derision as to where 
the family will go for an 
infternoon that booster 
may decide a family to go 
to your pnrk rather than 
take an auto ride. 

Feeffffrinfe Appeal to 
Kiddies 

A few yearn ago a fam-
ily would go to is park and 
they might have $13 to 
spend. ¡fiat your that same 
family had from 41 to 82 
available. Them figures 

have been proved by several different park owners 

last year. When the family had 05 to spend a part 
Of it wan spent for hot dogs, soft drinks, balloons 
and miscellaneous article., but there van still a large 
percentage left for amusement rides. During the 
pant few yearn n reduction of amending money has 

meant a much larger proportionate drop In the 
receipts of amueement rides. It is very noticeable 
that adults today will give the children a few rides 
and deny themselves, and thus ire largely reeponeible 
for the Increase in popularity of kiddie rides. Some 
parks which formerly found kiddie riders unprofitable 

are today establishing in croup of two or three kiddie 
rider entirely separate from the larger meet rides. 

Many of these parks have found it advisable to place 
these kiddie rides near the picnic grove. 

This attitude of courtesy and friencillnene catt be 
moat profitably extended to every employee of the 
park, especially to ride °pennons and ticket tellers. 
A park cater, to the same people week after week 

and any little courtesy on the part of an operator. 
no matter how trivial, is remembered, and a good 
patron may easily be loot. Neatness of personal ap-

pearance is essential. An operator may be courteous 
and friendly, but the public likes to see him neatly 

shaven arid attired in a clean uniform. People de-
mand cleanliness in a restaurant or eating place 
and they appreciate it pint as much in the pereonal 
appearance of the operators with whom they como 

in confect. 

A rider operator can make or basilic a ride. He 
can make it a success or a fellers. Amusement 
rides represent many thousand, of dollars of cash 
invested, and to produce a profit they must be run 
to capacity. A ride operator should be paid a rea-
',omenie wage, a ange large enough to attract the 
type of men who le both a skilled mechanic and a 
courteous operator. Every ride requires a certain 
amount of maintenimee bust that maintenance may 

be kept to n low point by an efficient operator who 
la a good mechanic and who takes an Interest in 

keeping the ride in first-clues condition. A good op-
erator ran spend several hours every morning Rena 
over his ride and keep It free frorn all necumulatIon 

of grease. A grease spot on n new dress can over-
come the effects of a good impression otherwise 
gained. Rides that are kept In nat-elnee tnechainical 
shape and present an attractive appearance are the 

rides that will be found doing a maximum business.

receipts of the ride and would stimulate a much 
greater interest on the part of the operator in hie 
ride and in his treatment of the public. He would 
put forth a much greater effort to keep the ride 
bright and shining and in good °panting condition, 
In order to attract more riders and thus get a larger 

bonnie 

We all know that empty rides have no sweat, 
but that a ride running at good capacity attracts 
Crowds. 'There is a certain psychology lis sewing a 
waiting line. For some reason people would prefer to 
stand in line and wait to get on than to walk up to 

an empty ride where they can get immediate service 
Another suggeellnn I might make would be in re-

gard to grouping of rides. Several rides might be 
grouped together and a 'strip ticket meld at a re-
duced rate, which vented allow the purchaser to ride 
inn ruclt nine of the rides in that group for tree money 
than he would pay if he rode etneh one individually. 
People today are looking for bargain,. mpecielly

back. When hived with the competition of the new 
Merry-Go-Round he developed the Idea of making 

it new-type attractive ring-catche. and I designed a 
lion which was placed on in pedestal, crouching ready 
to spring. Thin lion had the ring slide built Inside 
the body. The ring» were fed in front the middle 
of the beck and tho riders grabbed them from the 
open mouth of the lion In the hollow interior of 

the lion there was mounted a Klaxon horn and the 
current supply to thin horn wan interrupted by a 

flesh button in the light socket.. The lion thus 
emitted loud growls which were very realest'c. The 

one little idea provided nn entirely new appeal for 
that man's Merry-CM-Round and Increased his re-

ceipts greatly. 

Ride Tickets and Advertising 
Advertising may be accomplished in manly ways. 

Money can be spent in newspaper ads or in hand-

bills, each of which has Its piece. Rand 'darn, direct 
people to the park, but find (tom experience that 

many owners have found mme of these methods as 
effective Sta the use of a quantity of free tickets 
properly placed In the right spots. On is trip to the 

PeeMC Coast a number of years ego I talked with a 
man whose park .11.4 especially well patronized and 
who wee personally known Buyout the entire meteOii 

from which lue drew. He told me that Ile spent prac-
tlrelly nothing for newspaper nelvertining nr hand-

bills, but that he would give away a considerable 
number of free ride tickets each day. These tickets 
were placed with lodges. Sunday schools and any 
reliable organization where they did good. By giving 

a few tickets away he brought members of those or-
ennientIone and their famille, to his park and ac-

quainted them with the facilities he had to serer. 
Ann rn result he invariably got that organization's picnic 

for his park.

There is a tendency at the moment for 
promoters to got the city Into the park 
business in connection with civic expo-
sitions. ExpoelUonn are a fine thing. A 
proper standard of recreation te a fine 
thing. Neither is unfair competition 
to the parks, but when the city sponsors 
park amusements It la going Into de-
structive competition with tax-paying 
enterprise. For a momentary and in moet, 
cases illusory gain it is selling out Its 
own people to outaldere.

Hamid Supplies 
Anything from a 

Circus to a 
Freak 

This le the fifth of a series of egad. about 
(hoar figures of American life who unite mare 
and audience to their own profit.

If you want anything from 
a Hottentot war chief with 
ninety dagger-dancing wives 
to a full two-act musical for 
outdoor entertainment George 
A. Hamid is your dish. Mr. 
Hamid. known from here to 
Tokio as the top "outdoor" 
man of the world, controls 
more freak and novelty acts 
than any other agency. 

Cive Mr. Hamid a fortnight 
and he'd put on a World's 
Fair. Last year his agency 
booked more than 300 fairs, 
200 celebrations, 35 amuse-
ment parks, together with 
homecomings, civic carnivals 
and circuses, for a total esti-
mated audience of 30,000,000 
people. 

The outdoor season is just 
ahead and right now Mr. 
Hamid and his office staff at 
1560 Broadway are busier than 
the Republican National Cam-
paign Committee. (To carry 
on the political note—local 
organizations of both parties 
are negotiating with him now 

• 
for elephant and donkeyacts.) 
Our own World's Fair com-
mittee is in conference with 
him, and currently he's mess-
ing around with Pittsburgh's 
coming Jubilee. 

• 

Mr. Hamid digs up acts 
from all over, has representa-
tives throughout Continental 
centers who in turn have their 
agents in the interior. Some 
guy out in Kamchatka, say, 
can run seven at three-cushion 
billiards with his nose instead 
of a cue. Presto! Mr. Hamid's 
agent hears of it. takes a look 
at him, and presently the bil-
liard wonder is playing Mr. 
Hamid's fair circuit. 

Incidentally, he says Euro-
pean talent is pretty scarce 
now. The good acts won't 
come over because of the 59-
cent dollar. This, and other 
factors, have stimulated Amer-
ican talent in this unusual 
line. Developed by the Hamid 
agency are Helen Reynolds 
and her roller skating won-
ders. He says he'll match 
Reynolds against Sonja Henie. 
who, by the way, he booked 
at Playland. Rye, before the 
little blonde grace of the ace 
ever heard of M-G-M. 

The Hamid office last year 
booked the Canadian National 
Exposition, the largest annual 
outdoor affair in the world. 
As a new stunt he induced 
Rudy Vallee to appear at this 
festival, and, Rudy, skeptical, 
went. Rudy liked it so much 
he has signed up with Hamid 
for outdoor booking this sum-
mer. Other major attractions 
Mr . Hamid has recently un-
dertaken are the United 
States Marine Band, Cold-
man's band and a portable 
stage show unique of its kind.

Some Reasons for 

Night Success 

There me ti number of 
reasons why rt night fair 

should be held and why It 
should be successful. First, the attendance prob-

lem. / think it le a true statement that at a major-
ity of our largest (Men many patrons attend at night 

only, and I think this is especially true of thee° who 
live in the city or suburb of the city In which the 
fair is held. Attendance figures nt many fairs show 

that n larger percentage of patrons who attend nt 
night will pay again at the grand stand than those 
who attend during the day. I presume thin is 
natural because those attending during the day have 
so ninny more things to see that many of them never 

get as far as the grand stand. IT this is true It 

places a greater burden on fair managements to 
produce a top-notch show at night because the night 
patrons attend mostly for that shoat Thrusts who at-

tend during the day in all probability will see some-
thing at the fair which pleases them. and, if the 

management doen fall down on its grand-stand allow, 
they will probably still feel that they received their 
money's worth. lb express it another way. our 

patrons who attend only at night are our most critical 

group. and our evening grand-stand allow must be iut 
nearly iwrfect as we can make it. 

There la also the extra revenue derived from the 

day patrons who, to a very large extent, will stay 
to nee the night eventa if they are attfrielently differ-

ent to attract them. I believe that one reinsin why 
we don't receive n larger percentage of our patrons 

at the evening grand stand le because they feel that 
the show Is the same, and in a large number of cases 
I think this is a fair criticism and In one place where 
we are weak. I realize that n totally different allow 

nt night is probably impossible, even at our greatest 
faire. but We Can pr.:lent some new tiling* and Very 
often It is some little inexpensive attraction which 
goes over the beat. Fortunately for us, up to a cer-
tain point the public cannot compare valuen be-
tween, for instance. a feature Which Coats 0150 and 
one whIch Mats 0450. In other words, it is not always 

necessary to spend a large stint to get something en-

tertaining. 

Also, from the attendance angle, we muet con-

Third. exelusive night attractions. Fortunately.

good fireworks show has more universal appeal than 
any one other thing /teen at night fainm. Practically 
till of the aerial part of it appears and disappears rat 
rapidly that it is Impossible to remember from one 
fair to another what they looked like and the patron 
retains his general Impression only. It I had money 
enough for only one night attraction I would plate 
fireworks at. the top of the list. 

During the hoot few yearn a larger number of the 

bigger fairs have been playing reviles nt the evening 

grand stand and. Melanie from tile financial state-
ments as ti uliole, they have been successful. One 
big advantage of having a revue ta the setting it. 
offers. The beat act in the world without proper 
setting and proper lighting is handicapped. In the

Fifth, eve appeal. Almost everything we look at 

appears differently under lights. Lighting I» making 
rapid strides and there is plenty of evidence that 
good lighting results in sales. Almost everything at 
a fair appears different under lights. Compare, for 
instance. an act. In the afternoon it appears on the 
stage without any backs, I. the actors being 
silhouetted perliniss with automobiles back of theen 
in the Infield. or other actors waiting to go on. 
Petrone arc distracted by planes overhead, race 
horses coming onto the trnek and a host of tilinga 
toe antraerouti to mention, but every one or them 
tending to pull the oyes away from the act. I think 
all fairs are weak in not trying to eat up some ewe ,-

of a background. Compare this with your night 
show, when some err the things mentioned above are 
not present, and when Mother Nature furniehert a 
backg rrrrr nd of darkest night, and with powerful lights 
burning a spot of intensity on your stage, all of these 
things combining to draw your eyes In the act. 

Increase in Evening Grand Stands 
There is no question from voile earnival stand-

point but that light produces sales. I believe it 
would be a fair statement to 
nay that the midway generally 

is much better lighted than 

any other part of the grounds 
alt night and, therefore, the 
majority of our ',Munn' may 
be found on the midway, ex-
cepting those, of course, in the 
grand stand. 

Sixth, the effect of the auto. 
mobile. The introduction of 
the auto has increased the 
number of hours a patron enn 
spend at. the falr and still ar-
rive home into in the evening. 
From the standpoint of large 

fairs, the best evidence we have 
of the evening grand-stand at-

tendance are the actual fig-urea presented to the In-
ternational Association of Fairs and Expositions. We 
submit typical examples.

The big thing 
necessary Is for us to attempt to solve 
this problem and better the situation 
by adopting new method., ways and 
means of exhibiting.

An 
analysis of your financial statement.

profit of only $123.57. In other words, 
after all obligations have been taken 
care of, including donations to specific 
orgallinotions. your cash on hand sus 
only slightly greater titan et the end 
of 1934. 

"The reports also allow that those 
faint which lost money are somewhnt 
greater in number than those which 
made a profit. This lest year. figured 
strictly from the cash on hand, show.. 
that 16 rains lost money, 12 made a 
substantial gain over 1934 and two do 
»Merl all profits to Grange building 
funda With the result that the fair as-

sociation never bee any coal. balancer 
on hand. Consequently. while 16 faint 
Met money, we rnn aaralrne that the 
Other 14 made a profit greater than the 
losses incurred by the first la fairs. 

Consider Lean Years 
"You fair officials reabre that, the 

financial success of your fairs depends 
to a large extent upon weather condi-
tions and so are bound to have a certain 
amount of fluctuation in weather, which 
affects individual fairs. Those who made 
money this year may lose it. next and 
likewise who lost money this year on Ac-
count of poor weather conditions can 
be hopeful that the law of averages will 
give them a good break in 1936. With 
this condition repeating itself from ye 
to year. It might he well for total fair 
association» to consider setting up 
modest reservo funds to take care of 
lean years. 

"In the final analysts, the success of 
your fair depend, upon whether the 
public is attending and benefiting from 
the exhibit« for which you are offering 
large premiums. .The only figures we 
have to guide us are there submitted in 
your nnancial statements and from these 
it would seem that tile 18 fairs 
which have been operating each year 
since 1030 have not only been holding 
their own but, in fact. making alight 
gains in attendance.

Where 
there were a few hundred people then there are 
thousands now who are interested In and depend on 
this branch of show busin.s. Some departments

Let's look back—even not very long ago—just to 
1910—what with nerve end perseverance one could 

do. I will relate n true story: A certain friend of 
mine was in a town, without money, but not down-

hearted. A party said to 
him, "There is a little 
show at broke and 

can't move." My friend 
said, "Let'is go and buy it." 
The other fellow said. "I 

have no money." to which 
my friend replied. "You 
have na much as I beve— 
1 have four cents." 

In some manner they 
both went to the little 
town.

the show for $200, gave 
notes for name. employed 

t lin former owner 1111 ,1 
booked everyone with it t'» 

go with him. They were all 

broke and had no piece 

to go. NOW, he had the show. Night came and he 
had no room. /le stayed with a couple of comes-
eloners who in later years became owners of one 
of the larg.t shows Irk the business. He left the 
cookhouso up until everything else wries taken down. 

HIS credit was good there, as he was the new owner. 
He went to the agent of the railroad end ordered 
in three baggage cars and one conch. in came the 
cars and soon they were being loaded. Everything 
In the cree—end no money to telephone? He went 
to the agent and asked. "Do you have telephone 

connections with the mein office?" The agent said. 
"Yes, sir." The showman said. "Oct me Colonel—." 

"Why." asked the agent. "do you know Colonel —?" 
"Personal friend of mine." was the answer, and the 
toe of the agent immediately started to melt. "Yes, 

ale I will get him at once for you." My friend said, 
"Hello. Colonel, how are you? I have my show here 

—Who Is this talking9—This le —." Then followed 
long story and payment of the railroad move was 

"Stood off." and the showman naked the Colonel not 

to get off the wire until lie told the agent to sire 
him the tickets. All the people were told. "Don't 
leave the 'station in the town that we are going to." 
When the train arrived he went uptown to book it, 
and came hack and said "Okish." None of the people 

had a dime. My friend could not pay the transfer 
man in the lost town, so he brought him along. At. 
the news-stand he met an old "pal" in the lobby of 

the hotel end borrowed $10 from him. Now he felt 
better—he had a "sawbuck." He opened up on Satur-
day night, for seven daye, under the auspices of the 

fire department. On the following Tuesday he paid 
off nil of his debts. Including railroad, sent the trans-
fer man home end had money in his pocket. But if 

he had not played under the rumplees and had not

Auspices Lack Interest 
(letting to the main subject matter of this article.

(not just the committeemen) to greater. more ener-
getic nction among their townspeople. Committee-
men should be Inspired and they In turn pep up 
their fellow organization members to talk a "gala 
week" in the Offing among the citizens. 

Any lack of local-atmosphere promotions during 

late years could not be laid solely to general agents. 
second agent,, special-event promoters or show man-

ngements. Instead, It Isas been a sort of combined 
laxity. The urgent need now is eystemetic co-opens-

lion by and between managera and advance exerutiven 

of companies. 
With properly promoted engngements. In advance, 

there will not only be less "bloomers" but a notable 
revival of interest and progressiveness in the traveling 

collectIve-nrousements field. 

Overselling Shows 
Some agents and promoters, too, oversell their 

shows and create dIsaona/011 among committees. They 

Intimate that they "have the biggest allow in the 
country." Then in conies the show—three baggage 
cars, One commItteennau said. "I thought you 

treveled on your own trnin?" and came the answer. 
"That is our train—we lease the cans." I have clone 
tile same thing myself, years ago, hut I liave found a 

new wrinkle—I tell then, the truth. In fact, many 
committees have come to Inc and said "Yost told the 
truth." You know and I know, generally speaking, 
committeemen are mostly local business men, and 

many of them do not know the 
wisps of the show business, and 
few understand the contract. 

But some of them are "sharper 
thus steel traps." Explain it to 

them clearly and you will have 
better feeling. They are our 

partners for the week (We are 
playing their town). ao let's 
treat them as such. In My 
opinion. We ?should always have 

committees. Many timers they 
do not, give any help, but It le 

sometimes our own fault. We 
should ptIt ourselves in their 
place ami try to think as they 
do. Maybe we would get a 
different light on this impor-

tant subject. Many a good committee h. helm 

ruined by eomeohn who does not know enough to 
"corne in out of the min." It is up to the owners 
and managera of shown to instruct their agent. and 

promoters on these Important matters. 
Agents and promoters get blamed for all the 

"bum" towns. The same old cry 146 many years ago. 
A man once tame to the °Mee wagon and said, 

"Your man sold ene a banner and he said it would 

be on the Ferris Wheel and I can't find it anywhere." 
We don't have to do that. We should not promise 

anything unless we intend to do it. /t La ruining to 
someone else that comes to the same town. Item., 
ber, you are not the only one in the show business. 
There rire othera and they, too, want to live, so In-

stead of killing It let us all try tu uplift it. 
My opinion is not always correct. I can be an 

wrong as anybody else. I am giving my opinion. 
I stm not aiming at anyone. anti I do not want to 

hurt anyone in this inielnees. But we arc in a busl-
neise—nmunenlents--thnt goes back farther in the 
history of the world than the great Wall of China 
or the Roman Empire. The amusement field that 

we are in Is a wonderful bunnies's. It is to chase 

dull gloom—Make people smile, forget clue and be 
happy. When we do that our mission is fulfilled. 
It is the llfe's work of all of us. There are millions 
of dollars invested in the carnival business and their, 

are many very brilliant and fine people in It. 
In my opinion, committees are needed by all 

shows in playing eltien and towns. Ciencrefl egents. 
special agente, promoters. press agents, eta., are ms 
nential. In fact, everyone around a ahow is neces-
sary. otherwise should not be there.

School children and their teachers are admitted 
free each school day during fair week. Those in the 
local county are admitted free on Monday without 
tickets. During the remainder of tile school week 
free ticket, are harmed to ail teachers and pupils of 

schools that «dose to come to the fair: 75.000 pupils 
and teachers attended last year. 

This is good business from the standpoint of the 

tale'. It means that from 10,000 to 20,000 young pea. 
pie of school nee attended each day to give eupport 
to the fairway Or carnival section. Since school cull-
tiren in such large numbers are guests of the fair. 
no beer or liquor of any kind is offered for sale on the 

grounds, and in all othar ways an effort is made ttit 
keep everything wholesome and clean. 

A non-pront-making, privately owned and oper-
ated fair can acquire MOTO free-will service and Co-
operation than a public-owned and supported insti-
tution. Aleo its management has greater freedom 

of action. For these and other rearm,n, the plans and 
policiee that have made it powilble for Western Wash-
ington Pair to prosper may not he applicable to 
fairs in general. On the other hand, the priviilel? 
owned fair is by necessity compelled to be up to 
date in its business methods. must satisfy its cus-
tomers and maintain the good will and support of 

the communities and inclividnals of its territor/.

April 4.—DeVeral 
Weeks Ram We mentioned in this column 
that Senntor Ocorge B. Kelly had intto 
duced a bill in the State Senate placing 
the manufacture and sale Of froxen des-
serts under the control of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture and Markets. 
A Copy of the bill bee been obtained 

by the ACA oince and for the informa-
tion of our members we give herewith 
summary of ita provisions so far rut 
applicable to the carnival industry. 

tt should be borne In mind that legis-
lation has been on the statute books of 
New York State eince March 1, 1033. 
controlling the manufnelltre of troten 
custard and similar drarertn. 
The new bill repeals the old provisions 

and extends its application to frozen 
cuatard which L.. epecincally named, to 
all milk product.. Ice creams. frozen cus-
tard.. etc. The new definition of froten 
custard specifies the Ingrediente which 
may and may not be tined in the manu-
facture thereof. Por thnee of our mem-
bers who are Interested in the direct 
statutory requirements of the same, we 
shall be glad to supply a copy of this 
portion of the bill. 

In addition to extending the provis-
ions of the present laws by definition. 
Senator Kelly's bill also abolishes the 
exception which previously obtained in 
favor of manufacturers of desserts to be 
nold by the manufacturer at retail and 
to hotels and restaurants who menufac-
tyre their own products to be sold to 
patrons. It Is this exception which will 
bring the manufacturera of frozen eta:i-
tem! in connection with carnivals under 
Jurisdiction of the State Department. 

In addition, each manufacturer who 
eelle at retan, and hereto the application 
will be to the carnival industry, a two-
dollar license fee will be charged. The 
bill provides that all fees rectinicai from 
licenses shall be credited to an enforce-
ment fund und used for the enforcement 
of thle law. 
Shown contemplating playing New 

York State who are interested in the 
possible effect of the legislation are 
asked to communicate with us promptly. 
The ACA office is in receipt of an In-

teresting communication from Sol's Lib-
erty Showa one of our members. In 
which Manager Sam Solomon Inform. ue 
that both of his units are booked solid 
for the coming season. 
The New York State Assembly has ap-

proved a bill which would permit the 
tale of alcoholic beverage. In connection 
with amusement enterprises. This bill I. 
eponaored largely by New York city 
theaters, but there ir. serious doubt aa 
te whether the /Senate will pass the bill. 
primer/1y because the State Liquor Au-
thority is generally opposed to it. 
An odd development tree taken place 

in the railroad transportation situation, 
which is gleaned from the fact that 
many eif the Eastern carriers have an-
nounced a pickup and delivery service 
commencing April 1. Obviously, this ad-
ditional service, without charge, in few 
the purpose of better competing with 
motorized carriers. Incidentally. We are 
Informed that many of the railroads are 
now acquiring control of varieties inter-
state trucking lines and are asking per-
mission of the Interstate Commerce 
Commierdon to net up new truck subsid-
irate. It has also been noted that some 
of the railroads have made investments 
in the larger bus linee. 

Insofar as the carnival industry is con-
cerned this is a clear manifestation that, 
the railroad carrier is corning to the 
realization It MUM meet the competition 
of the motorired carrier and indications 
are favorable indeed. that when the 
matter has reached a more certain 
status, the relief demanded by the car-
nival industry will be granted.

The 
memory Is still with us of the big 
Chariot all mirrored and glittering with 
gold, with trimmings of sliver bells that 
lane from the jar of the uneven steet. 
and atop the Geddes. of Liberty ln ail 
her glory. The chariot was pulled by 16 
white bornee, beautifully matched. 
"At the performance was seen for the 

iliat time e pyramid of elephants; the 
ringmaeter; the singing clown with his 
mule and cart, and acts since discatded 
that were entertaining and brought mer. 
rODDIL to the large audience. 

"Then came Adam Porepaugh, stop-
ping on outlying vacant lote to dress 
for the parade. and later the grand 
entree to the showground. The two 
boys, now mown to some mire, worked 
barefooted plowing corn in a neld, start-
ing very early in the morning that they 
might take time off to see the parade.

B. B. HOLLAND recently advised that 
he wee told PennavIvenia has mused 
a law requiring all trailers to have 
brakes and that any such vehicles with-
out ' brakes were stopped at the State 
line and not permitted to enter. "If 
such be the case." stye Mr. Holland. "It 
will indeed work n hardship ois plenty of 
people in the show burilners se there are 
more living trailers being pulled behind 
pimeeneer cars without brakes than 
with them" 

The Information Mr. Holland received 
wax partly true. According to 81- Wet-

test Scott. chief of $rifriv for John B. 
Kelly. Secretary of Revenue of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvenia. Department 
of Revenue, Bureau of Highway Patrol 
and Safety. Harrisburg. "firitken are nec-
essary on ell types of trailers having a 
greets weight of 3.000 pound', or Moro. 
These lisakes must be automatic. New 
trailers having a gross weight Of 1.600 
poinuis or more must also be equipped 
with brakes. Gums weight includes the 
weight of the vehicle plus the load." 

Mr. Scott also sent a copy of the 
"Outline of the Requirements of Penn-
sylvania Vehicle Code Regulation.," 
section 811 (c) of which, relating to 
brakes on trailers, reads, "Every trailer 
or semi-trailer of a gross weight of 3,000 
pounds or more shall be equipped with 
brakes adequate to control the movement 
of and to stop and to hold such vehicle 
foe at tenet 16 minutes, and so designed 
and connected that in ease of break-
away of the towing vehicle, the broken 
shall be autemmtically applied." 

Section all (d). relating to brake* on 
new motor vehicles. rends, "Every new 
motor vehicle, trailer and semi-trailer, 
sold in this Commonwealth on or after 
January I. 1938. and operated on the 
highway, shall be equipped with service 
brakes on ell wheels of every retch ve-
hicle. Exceptions: Motorcycle's and 
every semi-trailer of leee than 1,500 
eounda grose weight need not be so 
equipped."

Business finished the first quarter of 
1936 on the highest step of the   
ladder since 1930, . lag to a brief 
Associated Press summary. Industry and 
trade continued to expand in the face of 
storms and floods at homo and fresh in-
ternational crises abroad. 

The spring quarter, normally • period of 
brick activity, opens with business ana-
lysts widely anticipating the best volumes 
of production and distribution since the 
early phases of the depression. 

The Associated Press weekly Index of 
industrial activity, with the statistics for 
th, first quarter not yet complete, appears 
to have averaged close to 6 per cent above 
the first three months of 1935 and about 
49 per cent over that period of 1933. It 
was about S per cent over 1931; 14 per 
cent under 1930 and 28 per cent und. 
1929. 

The latest bureau of labor statistics 
index of factory employment, for February. 
was 2.4 per cent above that month of 
1935; 36.3 per cent above 1933, and 19.1 
per cent under 1929.

good for the ormolu». There will be an 
abundance of beer, liquor, wines, cock-
tails and champagne on hand. 

It Is believed that many are inter-
lined in how Mr. Fitzgibbons sleeted in 
Use Coln machine business back on 
April lb, 1911. On that date he entered 
into the coin machine business operat-
ing ball gum machines but found this 
busineas entirely too slow for his liking. 
And to better conditions for the eale of 
ball gum he originated the flint spotted 
prize ball gum. Many remember this gum 
and the effect It had on cumulating 
Wee thru ball gum machines But few 
remember that Fltzgibbone was ite 
originator. He really originated the new 
ball gum to help out a friend in the 
candy Minnieaa at the time. He proved 
this new gum so successful that within 
a few months he was purchasing the 
entire output of the factory. 

He then merged his business with that 
of the old Relimbic Pennut Company. 
This brought him Into partnership with 
George Kimball and Lewis Wolf. who 
is his present eales manager. They con-
ducted what is known today se the first 
real jobbing business in this city and 
the firm was one of the best •known and 
most outstanding In the country. He 
then became president of the National 
Candy Coated Products Company and 
manufactured candy touted products 
and chewing gum for many years as head 
of this firm. From this firm he wont to 
the position of sal. manager of the 
Aroureerrutt Corporation of America.
