Nlj‘:.}l'l. elub and hotel spot opera-
tors, talenl agents, bookers and
night elub talent should realize the
danger. They should not take it
for granted that prohibition ean
pever relurn. .

that o rveturn of prohibition will
mean a return of mob rule of the
night club field and the degradation

—has been shaking off the mobsters
and atlracting veputable restaura-

teurs, We want this frend lo con-

Whao Must File a2 Return
You are required to file 8 tax return,
ceven tho you may have no tax Lo pay, if:
you are a citlzen or resident of tle
United States, and:

{i) Being single, or inarried and nwod
Heing with spouse, had a gross Incomo
of &760 or wore during the venr 1841,

{b) Being narried and Mving will
spouse, hud o combined grosy lneoye of
$1,600 or more during the yeapr 1941,

Gross Income ropresents all inconoe
hefore allownnce for personal exempliion,
credit for dependents or deduction [or
business expenses, contributions, taxes,
interest, ato,

If you were married and living with
your sgpouse for only a part of the year,
a return must be filed if your income
was equal to or excesded your exemptlon,
The exemption, for the purpose of de-
ciding whether or not to file a refurn
under such cireumstances, would be a
properétionate share of 3760 for the dura-
tiom of your slngle status plusg a propor=-
tionate share of §1,500 for the duration
of your marital status, If you were mar-
ried and lving with your spouse o the
last day of Lhe yeay and the totel income
of both during 1941 was less than $1,500,
you need pot Ale,

A married couple may file a Joint re-
turn or each may file individually, A
Joint return is permissible even tho one
gponse earned the enfire income; fur-
thermore, the deductions of both may
be taken., Tf separate retwurns are filed,
the total exemption of $1,500 may be di-
vided In any proportion. However, if
cither one uses optional form 1040A
{cliscuszed below) the exemption must
be divided $750 each,

Form of Return To Be Used

The regular tax form Lo be used by
Individuals 1s Form 1040, whicit is coln-
parable to the forms used in past years.

There is also an options] form which
huas been devised to slmplify matbers o
the milllions of small Llaxpayers. You
mey use this form, if you so desire, pro-
vided thiot vour gross income ls 83,000
ot lesd and ls derived only Trom ealovies,
wages, other compensation for personal
services, dividends, Interest, rent, gli-
nulties or royalties,

The optlonal forin provides for
oross Income, less allowance of 400 for
each depondent, the difference heing
aubjiect to tax.

have matried the Hedda that Mlss
Paxinon ereates without expericncing the
emotions of o vreader of mythology sud-
tlenly Torced Into a shotpun weddlng
with one of the Furles. From start to
finish Miss Paxinou lowers ancd leors
antd hisses as tho she wersa daring a
green spotllght to do its worstl—and as
8 result the play's delicate wyet tre-
mendaously poweriul psychological prob-
ings are tuwned Into something peri-
lously close to burlesque. If Ishben hadn't
obliginely provided the papers for her
ty steal, Miss Paxinou, you Teel sure,
wotld have manufactured them for hore
self. It seemis s pity that she hns no
child o kidnap.

This reporter has always beenn an ad-
voeate of eecting more expansive than
that we are habitunlly permitied to see;
thils Hedda, however, iz no guestion of
expansiveness, but rather of emotional
Ingincerity. It is possible to  display
powerfnl and unrestrained emotion and
you remain magnificently sincere—is wWas
the case with the best of our old-sfhool
players. On the other hand, 1t g possihle
to underplay and yet, thrua lack of
emiotional  henesty, make even the
cpuletest of scencs seem Hke somelhing
Irom the opry house ert-—is 18 the onse,
for inslunce, wlth Henry Daniell's per-
fTormanece as Lovbore in the present pro-
duetion, DMiss Paxinou is both expan-
slve and insincere, She postures and
poses determinedly cvery moment she
Iz on the stage; she glves the most
obvious possible interpretation to cvery
lHne and situation, and she is 50 en-
thusiastically ccoupled in playing a great
actress that she entirely forgets to play
the part abt hand., She 5 a menacing
Hedda, corteinly, bhub she menaces Ibaen
and the audlence, rather than the chor-
acters on sluge,

The effect on the play ean be im-
nglned, Hedda was a women whose
surging  passions, repressed by moral
cowardice, resulted In outer frigidily and
an overweching desive to express her-
self by ruling others. Miss Paxinou
malkes her the villniness of a Bowery
metodrnma,. And the new translation
by Ethel Borden and Mary Cass Canfileld,
tho Inr more natural and easy flowing
than the others I have heard, seems, if
memory still serves, to skip over some
hoints and overemphosize ' others—or
perheps the fault is in the playing. At
any rale, a spectator seeing the play for
the Iirst Lime could hardly reallze that
Heddsa sent Lovhorg to his death and
burned his manuscript because of n
sudden and devastating realization thot
It and Mrs, Elvsted remaineed, funcda-
mentally, the raling factors in his life.

For Cefe Crown, as o ploy, is fayorsome,
funny, opulent in amusing and sincere
charpcterization, and lighted by the glory
of an unabashed theatricollsm thoi iz
spnecred at by effete uptown muummers.
Its denizens are amusing, wryly humor-
aus foll who—[Irvoimn hushoy to traditional
star—are unashamed to admlb that the
theater, to anyone truly theater-minded,
is forr more impotrtant than mere life.
To anyone sick of the pale and almost
grudeging  theatricalism of a maodern
Broadway, 1t comes as a thrice-welcome
oasis.  And that poes both for the play
al the Cort and the restaurant [t so richly
descriles,

Of plot there s little in BMr. Kraft's
comedy, and that little §s s¢ obviously
nndd theatrically contrived that, para-
doxically, ik seems to stem honestly from
its insistently theatrleal choaracters. But
plot herdly matters; the real mterest and
pxcitement lie in the rich, coolorful,
human, lovable and vastly amusing char-
acters and in the pungent, hilarlous and
frequently moving dinlog withh which Jr,
Eraft equips them. He is particularly
ftertunalte, oo, in the splendid cast that
plays them-—featured by superlative per-
formanees from Morris Carnovsky and
Sam Jaffe—and in Blin Kazan's under-
standing, beautitilly paced and altogether
excellent direction.

The story i=s really inherent Inn o lisg
of the characters. These include Hymle,
perennial busboy at the eafe, who rules
patrons with an iron hand and backa
moast of the shows at the theater next
door—thio he shles ot Shakespeare, have
Ing hkeen bitten by him before; David
Cole, the traditional idol of Second Ave-
mmue, 4 great actor of the older and less
Inhlbited school, who llves and hreathes
for his ars, 1s worahiped by all the denizens
of the calc, loses money on artistic vens-
tures, and hasz left o trail of love affalrs
in his wanderings thruout the land:
Morma Caole, his daughter, who has all
but broken his heart by inslsting on
erashing  the pale and money-bound
theoter of Broadway: Lester ¥Freed, her
sweetheart, & great young player of char-
acter parts, whom she urges toward
‘Broadway, but who Iz kept on Second
Avenue by her father to play the lead In
a modernized and rewritten version of
Hing Lear that he wants to direct; Lipshy,
owner of the theator and producer of
cheap musical comedies, who Is willing to
let Lear play In his house rent Iree;
Polan, critie of the Jewish paper, who
has to wrlte his review hefore the open-
ing so0 that it ean appear two days after;
Topllta, o dramatist whose 103d play,
Siroceo, deals with a prostitute and o
gantleman celled Rabbl Davidson; Walter,
Cale’s son by a foreign first marrliage,
who appears from Australian just In tlme
to baek Lear: and more otherg than I have
either the space or the ahility to describe.

Hymie, reacy to back Lear, suddenly
discovers It's Shakespeare and, Instead,
hacks out. Lester turns down an offer
from Max Gordon in order fo stay on
Second Avenue alcd play the lead. Bul,
on opcning night, an agent brings him
a Hollywood contract—the only catch
being that he would have to leave by
plane that nipght., He turns it down, of
course, and old David storms virulently
against the cheap fleshpots of the Coast.
But at the last minute the great old star
appears, himesell made up for the role that
his young protege was Lo play, and sends
the Ind oif to fortune.

There's not much there—but no syn-
opsis could possibly hope even to hint
at the warmth, bumnanity, hilarious
humor and rieh, constant enjoyment of
the writineg. It's probably the funniest
play since Arsenic and Old Lace; and 1t
hag, In addition, a humanity that's heart-
worming and a love of the theater that's
g5 wonderful as 1t 1s rare, The moment
when old Cole appears made up for Ledr
iz the season's high spot in this reporter's
thealergoing.

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HFasan's mavvelously delilled yet mag-
nifieently paced cdirvecltlon, are as rich,
worn:  amd human as the play, M
Carnovsky, one of our really great actors,
dees o magnlficent job ns Cole, sweeplig,
powerful, heart-catching and tremen-
dously effective.

pthers in the lnrge cast turn in perform-
ances that would be stand-outs in any
prdinary company, Taken all together,
along with the directlon and the play it-
self, they present one of the most thoroly
enjoveble and satisiying evenlngs of the
past few seasons.

Ployed devotedly for wenry vewrs, is his
passport to disembodied bliss, 1f 50, he
has made a confused, long-winded aud
pretentious scroll out of o tattered copy-
ook maxim.

Wrapping his scene in the bleak chill
of o detective's office In the city morgue,
Mr. Hecht evokes the shades of seven of
the nameless new-dead-—a starved and
Irozen old bum, a half-crazed scrube
woman who committed suielde, a Bloated
old hulk who has been a prostitute for
50 years, a pickpocket with a wWooden
hand, a yvoung girl wheo has been acci-
cdentally killed in the sulcide of a nelgh-
hor, a whining begegar who died possessed
of 340,000, and o drunken wreck of o
longshoreman who will fight back at any-
one who pushes him—even tho the pusher
happens to be God. They've been called
forth unknowingly by a detective lieu-
fenant who sympathizes with the name-
1ees dend and tries to find oul who they
were, and so at least relieve them of the
loneliness of utter anonymity.

To his offlce comes 1 Norweglan sea-
man burned revivellst preacher, who nsks
to be allowed to seb up there for one
night because his little holl has burned
down., The lieutenant gives permission
and leaves for the night the ghaosts
thirong back, and the preacher, unlike
the ather living characters, sees them.
At Arst, tho, he doesn’t know them Tor
ehosts, and they mistalke him for a mes-
senper from God. A few of them tell
thelr storles—quite badly from the stand-
point of thie writlng., Later he knows
them Ifor what they are and, after a
session of fear, is pround of the gift that
hits been piven him. Laeter still he realizes
that the bepgar's wralth can fell him
where the #40,000 is hldden. He refrieves
the money, Intending to bulld a big new
milssion with t—and is shoi by & crazy
corpse-washer In the morgue who overs-
hears him counting it. The corpse-waszher
is tracked down by the lleutenani next
morning.

The ghosts, meanwhile, drift Into {it-
bing fates—at least most of them do, tho
the old prostitute, so far as I can Te-
member, just dlsappesrs. The bum, who
onee thought he tolked with Christ, finds
Christ within himsell and wnlks off Into
a blazing golden lght., The ald serub-
woman linds her long-lost hushand, and
goes with him upstairs to see her long-
dead children. 'The miser dies agpin In
death, when his earthly hoard s rifled.
The thief finds a blazing sword thal hos
figured dubiously in his dreams. ‘Tha
youtig girl 71its off to watch a dance thot
she, while living, had longed to attend.
And the longshoreman, with neither
falth nor hope to buoy him, 18 left rudder-
less and alone until he s joined by the
new ghost of the preacher, ashamed of
his late lust for money and unablie 1o see
God., Then, as the curtain falls, they
hear ah old hiymin wheezing miraomlously
from the presener's battered concertins,
whila that allegédly musical Instrument
iz bathed in pure white Hght.

It sounds prebby bad In synopsis, but
there are large sections of it that rine
with emotional honesty or are boathed in
strange, eerle oxd qulte wonderful verbal
effects, There 1s, too, a richness of char-
acterization that unfortunately becomes
Tush in the hands of some of the actors,
But of true probing of its mighty problem
the play has 1little or none. Mr. Hecht

The theaters agreed to the Form B
contract the latter part of October, nlter
wacks of hitter bickering beween the
circuits and AFM., The situation arose
out of a telegram by James C, Petrillo,
AFM head, demanding that theaters bhe
lable for all social security and unems
ployment compensation taxes.

Proper Exploitation
Always Pays Dividends

By CHESTER BUSSA, of Bussa Film Exchange

HE roadshowman in these trying times is a godsend to natives of thea-
terless towns and villages to which he brings entertainment, ag well as
visual news of current events, The roadshowman has a duty to per-
form in operating his circuit; that is to see that he shows a well-balanced

entertaining program adapted tfo the requirements and interests of his
audiences.

A careful, well-laid plan to properly exploit the picture shown is in-
surance that the operation will be successful, The days of hit or mise,
slipshod methods of trying to make a living in the roadshow field are
over. While it is impossible to list all the methods of exploiting an al-

traction in this limited space, there are certain fundamentals which must
be followed.

Carefully prepared heralds, covering important scenes in the film,

are necessary. But more important still 1s to see to it that they are prop-
erly passed out from house to house, There are many ways to tie up an
attraction with the local merchants in giveaways of merchandise. Your
heralds should also be placed in store windows and on bulletin boards in
factories and shops near by, and the co-operation of local clubs should be
solicited wherever possible.
., Direct-mail advertising is also good for rural sections. The postmaster
is always willing {o furnish the number of box holders for any section.
Therefore handbills can be mailed direet for a small sum. The usual prac-
tice is to have the printer address the handbills generally “To the Box
Holder” on the backs so that‘they ecan be mailed without an envelope,

Last hut not least, the editor of the local weelily paper should be ap-

| proached with material for a special story. This should net be an obvious

puflf for the show, but have sdme theme that is newsworthy or an unusual
angle that merits editorial consideration. In playing any type of picture in

. 8tores or auditoriums, the lobby or front should he flashy and have a pleas-

ing layout. Blow-ups that attract attention are always effective in arous-
ing the interest of passers-by.

It is a wise policy 1o remain in the good graces of the local authori-
ties, and the roadshowman should always contact them when coming into
a town to find out what regulations, if any, affect him. Once a roadshow-
man builds a good reputation with city officials he has nothing fo fear and
will find them most co-operative.

As a final word, lobby boards should be lkept repaired and freshiy
painted; heralds and attractive lobby displays should be used plentifully.
Remember, it takes pictures to sell pictures.
