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EDITORIAL
Tent Show Field
Needs New Blood

HE tent repertoire branch of the

amusement industry, which many

showimen had predicted would
cdie like a deog with the advenl of
sound piclures some 15 years ago,
has outwitfed the propheis who fore-
saw its early demise. During good
times and bad, fair weather and foul,
the tent repertoire caravans hawve
continued their annual treks, some
suceessially, some just managing 1o
hold on, and today the tent-show
field still measuregs up, from a
dollar-and-cents standpoint, as one
of the major branches of the amuse-
ment industry,

Ta an ochserver who during a sea-
son hag the opportunity of witness-
ing literally dozens of Lent-show per-
formances, it is a4 mystery how so
many of them ecan eonlinue to oper-
ate scason after scason with the
third-rale tripe that they folst upon
a public as enfertaimment,

The tenl show industry is a vast en-
tevprise. In 1041 some 100 tent shows,
numbering  some 1,500 performers
and workmen, in a 32-week season
playved 1o approximately 9,600,000
Americans, who paid around $4,800,-
000 for the privilege, This does not
include the revenue derived from
the sale of popeorn, candy, soil
drinks and novelties by the shows’
butchers., Yet, despife ils vastness,
the field holds fewer honesi-to-
goodness, hustling showmen, for the
number of shows, than possibly any
other branch of the industiry.

True, the tent-show field has some
excellent showmen; men with a
sense of entertainment value, with
a knowledge nf publicity and ex-
ploitation, and who have long found
pul-that tent shows to prosper must
keep abreast of the times. Bul, un-
fortunately, the tent-show Teld 1s
lacking in showmen of this type.
The average tent-show manager of
today is an unimaginative fellow
who long has permitted the parade
to pass him. Usually he’s an_actor
who has seen better days and who
is living muny, many years in the
past, as is usually reflected in the
type of entertainment he offers. Be-
ing primarily an aclor, he usually
gives little attention {o the selling or
managing of his atlraction, with the
result that it flounders, and if the
so-culled manager is able to vietim-
ize enough actors by paying little
ar no salorvies he may be able {o hold
on until its time to stagpger into the
barn.

Such tent shows and such man-
agers are naturally a detriment to
the business and should be weeded
from the field to make room for
new blood with ambition, new ideas
and the will to make tent-show op-
eraling 1 business rather than a poor
living. When the magnitude of the
playing territory is considered and
whoen it is realized that tent shows
hring the natives of the smaller
communities the only flesh enier-
tainmment they see all year, one can
readily see that new blood is vitally
needod in the tenl-show lield, Those
suecessiul tent showmen who al-
ready have made their mark in the
husiness would have nothing to fear
from the new life, It could only
benefit them.

Since the opening Mr., Enox hoes been ealled to Hollywoeod, and his place has
been taken by George Macrepdy—-and the change In the effect of Juson, as o play,
is tremendous.  ©r, Macready proves that this comer was right in its origlnal
contentfon, Tnjecting warmth and deep understanding into his interpretotion,
without sacrificing the gparkling intellectual cguallties of the role, he turns the
play, from an absorbing mental exercise, info a powerful and moving theatrical
experience,

He does, lilerally, o magnliicent job, As remarked, the thsk of bringing human
sympathy to the coldly intollectunl lines i3 entlrely up to the actor—and Mr.
Macready porformsa it superlative well, From the very beginning, during his firsd
interview with Amhler, he allows you to zce the profound elfcct mode upon Jason,
the man, as distinet from Joson, the reazoning being, Jason's emoblons as well as
his thoughts now come allve, despite rigid maintenance of the outer shell of the
infellectunl recluse, And, at the end of the second ach, when Jason's emobions
hurst out bricfly at the sight of his wife kissing another men, the oubtburst is no
