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A NAZI PRISON CAMP BWAY

How Internees Put Mask-Wig
Talents to Use Is Recounted
By an Ex-Prisoner of Hitler

Stories of entertainers whose moxie wnder fire and other desperate con-
ditions during thils war heve been repeatediy told. The ez-trouper folks
whose courage has contribuied so greatly to e morale of the lroops cannot

be too highly lounded,

The Show Must Go On tradilion has probably never bLeen more clo=
quently demonsgirated than in the following report of theetrical productions

in Germaen prison camps.

The teller of the tale was a London actor and daenecr before he joined

the Britishi Merchant Nevy and went to sea, carrping on that job until the
German destroyer Von Hepper torpedoed him dnto o Nazi prison comp.
Interned in 1940, he spent almost three wyears in variouns borb-wired
barracks inside Hiller's “Fesiung Europa,”

Returned to Englaend late this summer fn an egchange of war pris-
gners, he immediately re-enlisted in the merclhiant marine. He's back in
the fight now, and on a brief shore lenve in New York recounted this saga
of showbiz in operation under adversity that will bring a thrill of pride
1o every enteriainer,

Concerned exclusfvely with a deseription of the comedy, pathos and
high ingenuily involved in prodycing shows inside enemy prison eainps,
this narrative sdweres strictly to that theme, maeking no comment what=
ever on the over-all treatment of war prisoners.

This 18 a story of prisoners, not of prisoners and thelr guards. Ob-
piousty, an extremely close scrutiny was lkept of every line of scripi
spoken, and while certain directional lbertics were permitied, 1t must
be remembered that the dron heel of Naxl censorship and the grim eye
of the Gestapo overshadowed every action of the various groups.

Here is the story in first persom, as fold fto Wanda Maervin, of The
Billboard:

OU Americans have heard enough of ship sinkings, so

I'll skip the details that made me a prisoner of war.
After the loss of our ship, we were picked up by the German
destroyer Von Hepper and put ashore in Norway. From
there they shipped us to a prison camp near Nuremberg,
Bavaria.

Afier being held there for 10 days we were packed into
cattle cars that your Legionnaires call “40 and 8's,” 60 men to
a car, and sent to the Interniertenlager (civilian interment
camp) at Wurzburg Castle in Bavaria. Two hundred and
twenty-eight of our original crew spent the next seven
months in this spot that has for centuries housed the tem-
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porarily vanquished of other conflicts,

Here were hundreds of civilians, citi=-
zens of other countries who were trapped
in Germany, and survivors of torpedoed
ships, both crews and passengers. There
wins no entertninment for these peo-
ple; morale was at a low chb, It was
parly in the war, and I believe th\:t
gvery one of them thought dellverance
would come soon, No one had the in-
spiration somehow f&o organize enter-
tainment, and it certainly could not

come from outside.

A haondful of us with varled theatrical
brekgrounds began discussing the pos-
sibility of mTanging group enteriain-
ment. Thru prison comp pipelines and
the underground communication sys-

tems that exist in all these camps, we
found tremendous interest in the ldea.

State Tele Programing Job
Belongs to Ad Agencies

Sell-Out Attendance at Ad Club Dinner-Demonstration

NEW YOREK, Nov. 13.—There aren't
zoing to be any television station op-
grators having anything to say about
programing if the men and women ab
the joint dinner-meecting of the Amerl-
Can Televielon BSoclety and the Adver-
tising Club of New York, Weadnesday (10)
have the final vord about the future of
video. The tug for control 1t was shown
will be between the set manufacturers
and the ad agencies, with the set makers
clecloring the event no contest. They're
willing to toss the entire program crea.
tion and development job right into the
lap of the l1b-percenters.

Set manufacturers were represented
by Allen B. DuMont, prez of the Paessaic,
N. J., 1labs bearing his name; Thomas
Joyece, RCA v.-p.; and Hobert L. Glbson,
GE exec. For the ad agencles there weara
John Southwell of Batten, Barton, Durs-
tine & Osbaorn, and Thomas Hutchinson
of Ruthreuff & Ryan.

Monufacturlng trio detalled thelr re-
spective outfits’ post-war plans for
equipping and servicing the Amerleon
home with tele sots. GE's Gibson told
of program experimentation carried on at
its Schenectady statlon, WRGB, and
fdwelt on weekly conducted listener sur-
veys.

The checks have given GE program
planners a hlueprint for présent and
future shows. In menftloning its audl-
ences' preference for boxlng and other
sports, Glbson sald that future tele-
vislon atudlos may have EPDTtE AYEDIASD
bullt to present sporting events when
mobile units are not available.

The tele audience of the Bechenectady-
Albany-Troy oren reached by WRGE hos
expressed strong lking for plays and
llght operas, newscasts which use maps,
puppets, qulz shows, and educational
ProOgrams,

Budgets a Challenge

In warning the ad pgency people not
o be caught ehort when tele comes
into its own, the GE spokesman sald,
“Television ftime is golng to be more
expensive than radlo time. There is no
guestion but that a good programing
job can be done with unlimited funds,
but such funds are not ll}:r:-.l;lr ta hf-
avallable at the start, and 1t'will be a
challenge o us to gee whot can be done
wiilh small budgets.”

He went on to urge experimentatlon
now before it becomes too expensive.
“It is reasonable to belleve thpt the
agency and the advertlser who know
the potentlalities and the limltations
of televislon will have some advantage.”
He helleves that GE will continue s
program practiee sesslons until peace
and the Federal Communications Coms
mizsion permit the medium to go all-out
commercinl, Then he feels the ad agen-
ecies will have to be prepared to step
in and take over. '

He summed up the expressions of all
three set manufrcturers when he sald,
“We conslder WRGE o lahoratory ens=
raged in learning all we can about the
operation of o television statlon, both

technically and in programing, and we

hope that our experience wil be help-
ful to the industry."

Low Cost Sets Major Problem

RCA's Jovec pointed up the major
problem to be solved hefore tele can
surge ahead as the manufacture of an
acceptahle low cost radio-television re-
ceiver, Ile reported on RCA's recent
survey of 11 elties in which people were
agked If they would pay $#200 for tele
sets. The snswers Indlecated {that 613
per cent would pay that sum, bt no
more. Only 10 per cent were willing
to pay up to $400,

Television will not spring forwanrd as
an Industry the <oy fighting ceases,
Joyce sald, pointing out that 1t may be
three voars after the war is over before
video is reacdy to go forward on a com-
mercinl basls. The delay may be short-
ened, however, depending on recommen-
dotions made by the Radlo Technical
FPlanning Beard and the nctlon taken by
the FCC on the recommendations of that
Board,

Both John Southwell of BED&O and
Thomas Hutchinson of R&R wrged thelr

agency brothers to learn tele programe-
ing. Bouthwell, labeling himsell o tele-
virgln, sald he couldn't teill the group
why pn animated ad wouldn't work In
television, but it just wouldn't,

He is completely sold on the medium's
commercial potentlalitles, adding that 16
hes everything radio and motlon ple-
tures have, and more—d{rect sight, sound
antd movement. The smart agencles, he
declared, willl immediately tnvestigote
tele and prepare people to handle shows.

Must Train Personnel

Hutchineon, too, 18 convinced thaot
agencles muat train program personnel
af onece in order later {o serve clients
praperly, At the present time, he
clalmed, both tele time and talent can
be had for the asking. Later on both
will cost enormous sums. As an example,
he cited the diamond cutter who doesn't
practice on the preclous stones, but ex-
periments fivst with a cheaper substance.

He estimated that 2,600 of the 65,000
tele sets originelly sold in the metro-
polltan area are ln regular ize. ‘This
pulnea-plg audience can prove 4 vil=
uable board for rehearsals of post-war
programing.

In drawing o comparizon between radlo
and tele shows, Hutchinson polnted out
that when A radio script is ready, the
major work s done. Casting and ré=
hearsing 15 & relatively simple matter,
But a tele serlpt |s merely the begln-
ning of & lenglthy procedurs Involving
about 156 techniclans, sound men, cam-
eramen, electriclans, director and nssisi-
ant dlrectors, nctors, slngers, muslcions,
ete. Everyone must know the sound and
aotlon reguired for overy splib second.
Perfection is necessary, sinee there are
no retakes In tele, unllke movies whero
often three times more footage is shob
than 1s used.

The problem of how to sell a produck
must be tackled and whipped by the
nd agencies, he continued, In radlo, he
said, copy does the selling, but in tels,
pletures will do . He forecast tremens
dous post-war opportunities for good
atl peaple tralned in tela,

In closing, Hutchinson urged that ac-
tlon bo taken now. “The longer we
wait,” he eaid, “the costller our experi-
ence Is going to be)”

FCC Commissioner Listens

Attending the meeting, but officlally
sllent, was FCC Commissioner Ray .
Wakefleld. His presence was noted with
interest by many who realize that tele-
vision's immediate future will depend
largely on action taken by the Commis-
sion. This group has expressed the fear
that certain radlo interests might be in-
strumental in Influencing the FOCO to
withhold tele permlits thus delaylneg the
medium's commerciol advent. They have
sld Cthat th}ﬂir job 18 to convinee the
FCC that tele has emerged from s
swaddling olothes and 18 ready lo sct
out for itsell.

The DuMont people installad two tele
recelvers in the Ad Club dining room
and one on another floor to accomimo-
date the overflow crowd. An hour-
long commereial program was received
by (DuMont) sets of 1038 vintage.

Ainong the commercials pleked up were
Lever Brothers, Spur, Adams' Huats, and
n fashilon show. The presentation was
Interrypted for a few minutes to per-
mlt Allen B. DuMont to speak from hls
studios (he'd made a fast get-away from
the speaker's table). He stressed the
urgent need of experimental prfograming
and expressed the saome optimistie be-
lief hold by Joyee and Gibson thet tech-
nieal developments have reached a high
point. He reiternted their statements
that rellable cheap - recelvers must be
mude mvallable to the public alter the
war., j

SCHENECTADY, N. Y., Nov. 13~The
Sucecess story of WEBCA, the loenl Indle-
operated Frequency Modulation outlet,
s o pacemaker for several reasons. It
forecasts similar operntlons which should
come when the FM slde of radlo gets
rolling nfter the war. It might also serve
85 & E;!}TLEI'H.I handbook of station oper-
atlon, AM, I'M and Television, since the
stary of WECA (nee W4TA) points up
what so miany operators lgnore or refuse
to learn, i. e, that broadeasting 1s show-
biz and showhbiz means aggressive pro=
mation.

Eeystone of the success of WBCA ls
Leonard Asch, the short, sharp, balding
general manager of the station that last
weelk, via Mutual Broadeasting System af-
filintlon, became thie first FM member of
g natlonal network. Asch was originally
a member of the GE promotion staif
where he speciallzed in showblz tle-upa
and prometions,

Sold Sets First

When GE started producing FM equip-
ment and recelvers, Asch became FM
consclous, pgathered local support and
went into actlon. He filed for a station
and by arrangement with the local GE
distributor took over the franchise for
FM recelvers.

Even tho his station was still In the
construction stage, Asch renlized he'd
have to sell receivers to have an audlence,
Since these were pre-war days, he had
séts: he also hind ldeas and soon he had
himself a sales erew.

They were put thru an orlentation
course to acguuint them with FM, armed
with promotion, and put to work. One
of the stunts was the produetion
miniature replicas of M and AM sta-
tlons., These Inclnded a stnge, complete
with eyes ond antennn towers, and two
turntables, They played the same record,

but one was an AM hook-up, the other
FM.

Mass Demonstration Selling

The units toured these parts for eight
months. They played before every service
club, business association and lunchecon
group. And by using routine noise-
maokers, dinl phones and electrical ap-
pliences, Asch's crew showed how FM
reception was nolse-free as compared to
AM. Thus when the station went on the
air 1t had an audlence.

The set-sales unlt continued to opernte
until the wer curtailed the supply of FM
recelvers, Buf by then WIRCA had 15,000
sets sold and, thanks to Its own sales or-
ganizntion, 1t had the name and address
al every sot owner.

Sets Locally Reach WBCA Only

It had one other plus; many of its
llstenars could dial WBCA but not the
GE-owned and opernted (and only -l:lthﬂr:l
M statlon In this town. Beems Asch
plcked up a slzable supply of GE re-
coivers at A discount; thcese were good
sote but with o limited reception band
that excluded ihe GE outlet, but admit-
ted the Indle station.

Get Behind the Boys Wlih Bonds

The statlon hlt the alir on July 17,
1941. From the start it has been on
the alr 16 hours a day and commercial,
Thus the day before it teed off the
station spotted four-pape inserts, coms-
plete from ads to editorial copy even
unta the tinlest flllers in every dally
paper In the Capital District.

This not only was audlence and cus-
tomer promotion, 1t was also prime pulb-
lie relatlons as the statlon started with
the newspapers In 1lts corner, thanks to
‘the Iush line-up of advertizements. Now
WBCA has dollar-for-dollar exchange
deals with the dallles. It also has
its daily schedules lsted alongslde the
Schenectady, Albany and Troy AM
stations.

Aggressive Audience Fromotion

One secret of 1ts success hag been ag-
gressive audience promotion. Thus 16
offered Pioneer Listener Certificales,
complete with gold seals and fancy
ribhons, to lsteners kKeeping the statlon
posted on reception, ete. Doesn't sound
like much, but WBCA nudiences yenned
to have that certificate, and so got in
the hablt of wrlting the station.

From its inception the stotion picked
up direct and re-alred Yepkee Network
programs, from Paxton, Mass, 110 alr
milles away, and Mutual shows vian Major
Armstrong's FM outlet at Alpine, N. Y.,
117 miles distant. In addltlon, WBCA
whipped up some of Its own programs,
put out lines for remote plck-ups fnd
started surveying its audience.

CHICAGO, Nav, 13 —Record dealers In
fhis area report thatb the luck of new re-
cordings by so many of the top name
bands has hrought about a situation
where many record buyers huve stopped
indentifylng thelr requests by the names
of the recording artlst, settling for plat-
ters by lessor knowus, long as they're
dvallable,

It nsed to be that the buyers would
parade up to a counter and ask for Kay
[Kyser's or Tommy Dorsev's latest. Now,
dealers observe, record buyers arve aware
that there sre few records by Lhe big
numes,  Moreover, the few records of
fhe bund bhiggies relensed in past months
have not been shipped In sufficient
quantities to satisfy the demancds, 4o
many buyers have stopped aslelng  Tor
them.

Ingtead of pettlng 200 Jaines disks, a
dealer trys to streteh the 20 platters he
veeelves for an entire month, but usually
gets sold cut In a clngle day. Formerly
record clorks gob bived of telllng patrons
bt Ehey dld -not have so-and-so's ro-
vording. Naw it's viee versa.

While realizing that the Petrillo mal-
ter 1s ome that belongs to the waxing
companies alone, dealers fail to under-
stand why the recording companles have
allowed thelr big selling names to peter
out. Bome point, for example, to the case
of Dinah Shore, who hit her peak In plat-
ter =zales about the time the waxing ban
wasd Imposed. Blnce then her releases
have been almost negligible. (Vietor re-
legsed a Dinah Shore album this week.)

Dealers find they can sell all the pop,
race and hillbilly records they can get
thelr hands on, regardless of the record-
ing artist, but they fear the selling value
of some af the bigger nomes Tns been
neadlessly dissipated.

Partly
heeanse there could not bhe enoieh plug-
ging and, more sericusly, becauss acts
with drawlng power could not be cone
tracted, grosses hovered so close to the
nut  (§8,000) that red ink became an
OyEEnTE,

For a time the theater operstors con-
gidered putting in a straight seven-act
vaude policy.

HOLLYWOOD, Nov. 13.—Every tlme
the movie moguls revive the musieal film
eycle, nltery and wvaude wpets begin bo
grumble, nceusing the producers of lift-
ing their material for plctures. Beecpuse
of the many musici]l numbers and spe-
cinlties employed in film muzleals the
market for hits is wide open. Whether
entire bits are actunlly lifted from acts
and turned over to the involved flicker
stars for use in their roles is open for
debate here.

Those acts who recognize hits they
have used in their turns {or yvears, openly
protest the “theft.,” Counfronted pro-
ducers, howovel, deny the use of unders
hand methods, clalming that the scripts
are the work of conlracted wrltoers, nnd
nnything that smaclks of standard vande
ol nltery matertal s of a “public domain®
churactoer,

It is true, of eourse, thal countless
ncts hove given thelr services to the
screen, elther in specinlties or In leading
roles, and In most cases have used up
all of their material. The case of Abhott
and Costello serves o8 an oukstanding
example of an aet reviving bits used in
burlesque for over 30 vears. Now It's
true of Alan Carney and Wally Brown,
vauders, palred in REQ comedies; Gil
Lemb and Cass Daley (Parasmount):
Danny Kaye (Spmuel Goldwyn), whose
[irst [licker is veb bo be relensed; Olsen
and Johnson (Universal), among many
olhers,

Such bits as the slide-under-the-table
used by Lorroine and Rognon in Para-
mount's Salute jor Three and the Oharles
Chaplin balloon blt in The Dielalor are
claimed by the Albins, and Chorlie De-
Haven, of DeHaven and Nice, respectively.

More than any other single fleld In
need of a vast number of ldeas is the
film eartoon which depends entirely on
sitnations. Many prominent hbita of
business seen In voude for years have
bheen' duplicated in cartoons.

Recall Two=-a=-Day Practice
Durlng the itwo-a-day vaude era such
bhiggies as F. B, Albee, Martin Beck ancd

J. J. Murdock had an unwrltten law that
an act selllng its materinl to films would
no longer he used on thelr vast vaude
circults, In the "20s, llm producers used
to buy entire aets for 1,000 to 2,000
and furn the material over to esbablished
Tm stars, Acts took advantage of this
extron chanpge until the flesh cireuit heads
stepped in.

Today many old vande hands are (n
the ftlm game, and not only are they
fomiliar with most commercial ncts of
their day but have kept up to.date with
the more standard stuff sold in theaters
antd niteries,

10-Wk. Opera for

The bovs have set this one down In
the middle of & girls® finlshing school
in Virginny with the romance element
stemming from the crack-up of an army
transport plane on the front lawn, The
army lads are on thelr way to Washing-
ton, It seems, and are earrying a very
important passenger, the Rawa of Tang-
linia, who is very important to the gov-
ernment at the moment.

Somewhere
during the third act the gal finds out
that the old boy-friend adds up to a low
decimal and the movile hero is coming
back after the war to get her,

Doubtless, there is something timely in
what Miss Prumbs has to say. Doubtless,
there are a lot of easy-golng cltizens who
are content to play Ifollow-the-leader
down a nice broad avenue of prosperity.
Doubtless, such folks need a jolt. Un-
fortunately, Milss Prumbs' jolt is some-
thing less than a tap—and 1t isn't on the
funnybone, elther,

Some good actors struggle vainly to
make High Road look like somethlng.
Jeanne Cagney tries hard with the daugh-
ter, most of whose lines are predicated
on giggles., Len Doyle, as a sort of phil-
osophizing tramp-uncle, comes nearest of
the lot to being real.

camp, so Evan was barefoot In the first
scene of the play before the transfor-
mation. After the fairy godmother's ad-
vent he wore socks only which his long
dress coversd. Later on women char-

acters always wore the rubber-goled
shoes.

We had no wigs, so the ship's barber
combed Evan's halr down and covered
his ears with ribbons. Clinderella later
complalned that he was almost deaf
thruout the play, but was afraid to ad-
just the ribbons for fear of exposing
his definitely masculine ears,

Wigging female characters was p serl-
ous problem for our "ecostume depart-
ment.” Flnally they worked out the idea
of saving string {rom Red Cross pack-
ages, colorlng It with powdered paint
(which made a satisfactory temporary
dye when mixed with water) and thread-
ing each string thru a skull cap and ar-
ranging the “hair"” with ribbhons. When
a curled crop was desired, they mixed
the peint thicker for stiffness and the
strands were actually curled while wet
by rolllng them over rounded pieces of
wood. These wigs were really master-
pieces. It took a long time to create
one, but the smazingly realistic. effect
was worth the effort.

Many in the camp who did not other-
wise participate in our theatrleal ven-
tures, offered thelr services and sug-
gested ldeas. They welcomed the op-
portunity to keep their hands and minds
busy. Our productions utilized the tal-
ents and energies of numberless pris-
oners, both during and between show-
ings, and proved to be a stimulating
and interest-absorbing morale bullder,

Mercurochrome Lips

At the beginning make-up was not to
be had. Faclal lines were created with
charcoal sticks taken from bonfires, lips
rouged with mercurochrome and the
same Solution mixed with wabter and
sparingly applied to cheeks, The grayish
flour used to make bread served to age
our characters, Frankly, we preferred
to have the ersatz flour on our faces
than In our stomachs.

Later on we had a few wigs sent In
gift packages from friends and relatives

of the prisoners. Many of the fellows
were so anxlous to conlribute tao tho
shows +that they asked that wigs,
ewltches, colored cloth and make-up be
substituted for chocolate and other dell-
cacles. And if you think that wasn't

sacrifice, try golng without sweets for
several months!) On several occasions,
some of the fellows let the harber shave
thelr heads to furnlsh halr for mous-
taches and beards for actors. They were
proud of the chance to be part of the
show.

Cinderella had quite a run, despite the
crude production and stuge facillties, It
opened Christmas Eve and continued
thru New TYear's, drawing capaclty
crowds every night.  The prisoners pald
admission with camp money that wasn
not good on the outside. With the money
we later bought esgsentlals for the the-
ater from the camp supply house, ‘The
first three rows were to go for one mark
50 pfennigs (about 35 cents in Ameri-
can money), but we never collected for
them because the German guards and
other camp officials sat there, The
Jerries showed up at every performance,
stating that they were there as censors.
Their obvious enjoyment of the per-
formance, however, belied the excuse,

From a production point of view
Cinderelle was rank amateurism, Its
tremendous reception by those theater-
hungry prisoners, however, was the im-
petus that kept us golng on to much
better shows. Any troupe would have
been inspired by the heart-warming en-
thusiasm that rewarded our initial ef.
fort.

Hendelzwimer had directed the play,
mainly because he insisted on doing so.
He'dd written the music and he cued
the actors from the plano. We realized
that a system for choosing everyone in
a productlon had to be worked out,
After Cinderella the muslec teacher sime-
ply had to stick to music which he knew
so well, Others were groomed for dl-
rectional duties. By taking the talents
and potential abllities of everyone into
consideration, we worked out a produc-
tlonn set-up that vastly Improved our
later shows., The touch of near-profes-
slonallsm that was achieved, despite
obvious handicaps, is & mliracle thatg
even today I look back on with amaze-
ment.

ﬂ“Craﬁy Ray” Digs
Up Lore on Old
Showboat Days

Pinclmeyville, I,
Editors The Biliboord:

We've been reading much recently on
the old-time rep shows, so0 how aboutb
some old showboat news? I was on the
river from 1008 to 1611. At that tlme
Cupt. BE. A, Price awned the Greater New
TYork, which had been the Emerson Floal-
Ing Theater before Price bought it from
Ealph (Gageus) Imerson. Prlee's Water
Oueen Showhoat was the only one on
river with an Be-slded pilot house in-
stead of a square one. Also popular o
the time were the Cooly & Thom Won-
derland and Isenbarth & Henderson
Nlonting theaters, Willlam (Blil) Markle
had two showboats, the interiors of
which looked like regular hbig-city the-
aters, They had everything from parquea
seits to plush boxes and orchesira-pit
clrcle seats.

I was with his bir Golden Rod Float-
ing Theater (1913 or 1814), Ed Dupontg
of Chicago, was producer and his wife,
Daolly, had two llnes of 10 chorus glrls
each. We were putting on fast musical
gomedy, with 8 12-piece orehestra and o
20-piece concert band for parade, Those
were the days. Beside the Golden Rod,
Markle alzo had the Sunny South Float-
Ing ‘Theater, now the Golden Rod
and owned by J. William Menke., T wag
o1 a Markle boab when Bill Menke came
on and broke In as an advanee agent.
Buster EKeaton, of the movles, was an
early-day showboater, remaining on the
river untll he eutered plefures about
1010. :

James Hogan was bandmastor on the
Markle Golden Rod and plaved an old-
style E-{lat cornet. He later left the
river y annd went Into ithe saloon biz
mround Akron. Capt. Wiley MceNair, wha
with his brother owned a blg planta-
tion near Columhia, Aln., and operated
MoNair's Big Oy Minstrel, also had the
Neow Era Showboat, & small craft that
could get thru all the small locks to
get Into the Loulsians beyou country
for the winter arcund the sugar planta-
tons.

Then Ralph Emerson ceme oub with
thie Onest showboat I ever saw on the
rlver—the Cotton Blossom. The Bryant
Showhoaters are a comparatively late out-
fit. Capt. Wiley McNair s now captaln
nI & packet boat in the New Orleans
"yiver district. His brother John ls dead.
The oldest steam calilope player on the
river, Walter Falkensteln, dled a shord
tlme ago in Evangville, Ind.

3 I MENTIONED in a previous ar-
ticle, the different periods of the
rep business gverlapped., Thers ware,
ior expmnple, a fow—a very few—drnmatic
tent shows as far back as the middle
1890s. Buf from the very frst there
were seares of companies that toured the
country from Coast to Coast, playing
ppera honses in {towns of 5000 popula-
tlon or less, A company usually con-
sisted of five men, three women, o piano
Pplayer, and an pegent, and the peopls
were enpaged thrua ads in The New York
Clipper, and later The Billboard, nand
they got thelr beookings with a poatal
card addressed fto “Manager, Opora
House)” Somoe of the very elect had a spe-
cially engraved Cross letterhead which,
by the way should be a collector's item
now.

As a rule, no scenery was carried, the
company using that with whichh .all
operg houses furnished—a “Cenlbey, Door
Fancy,” "Strest Scene,” Kitchen,” lighé
and dark "Wood Drops,” with sometimes
a “Cut Wood,” and now and then p
“Horizon Drop.”

At that
time I was just 2 punk, In fact, it was
the second show I wos ever on, What T
knew about playving drmms in 1811
equaled just exactly nothing., Our band
leader, o Mr. Cunningham, used to take
mea back of the top and drill me on drums
until I was blue In the face.

Some of the members of the company
were Bllly LeRoy and Daisy Hpzelton,
Mr. and Mrs. Joe Bryant, Phil Eckhart
(now known as Phll Hort); Ethel Phil-
lipps, trombone player; Androw Ness,
heavy, and several others who Thave
slipped my mind.
