of the advertlsing, just as they do in
plx.

B. DuMoent, TBA presy, # well-consldered
refutation of DuMonb's reply to his
oricinal resignation, Miner added a blast
to the already hlazing fight with a serles
of polife arguments thai tried w prove
fhat TBA rescluiions have becn come-
promised as he stated in his resignation
letter, (See The Billhoerd, September 30,
page 8, for full details.)

Miner claimed In his latest blast thok
the unenlmity in resclutions of which
DuMont spoke was a phantasma, as Du-
Mont, by nis own pdmbssion, had uased
the minutes of TBA boord mectings as
the hasis for nhis statements. Miner =ald
that ., . the TBA minutes . , . o not
purport to reflect such differences of
ppinion (as the matfer of higher fre-
guencles) but only report the compro-
mises which are finally achieved.”

In reply to DuMoni's essertlon that
Miner was mistaken In saying that THBA
g gontrolled by manufacturing inter-
ests, the OBS exeo wroto thot the org's
hoard, In reality, is composed almost gx-
cluslvely of manufacturers or thelr rep-
resentatives.

Miner Questions DuMont

Station Reps Far From Bad

By Homer Griffith

(The Hillboard 1s making a survey

of what station reps think of time

buyers, This |s one man's oplonion of the station reppery biz.)

In your August 12 issue you Ifront-
paged an ltem that, as a radio representa=
tlve, I cannot let pass unanswered. It
Is quite likely that much that yout
writer haz to say in the article titled,
“Btatlon Rep Serabeh Bheet” 1s correct,
Of course, I'm very small polatoes in thia
business, operating o regional organiza-
tlon on Lhe Pacific Coast, Being one of the
latecomers Into the huslness, I, of neces-
sity, had to take stations that had been
passed up as "ocnts and dogs" by the
TiE shots In the game,

But T entered the business feeling that
there was a fdefinite need in the' repre-
centpblve field for an organization whose
major Interest wes the small or inde-
pendent station., Of one thing I was sure
of at the time I started and am more
confident of now than ever—that
function of & representative was mis-
construed by space buyers, account ex-

ecutives, station manepers, and in
many Instances, the representatives
themsealves.

I am essentially 2 salesman and have
been a salesman for 40 years, selling
everything from newspapers to dipmonds,
asutomoblies to real estate, furniture to
stoclss and bonds, on the air and off,
If you aren't sold on the item vou have
to sell, you can't find anyone who will
buy 1t A representative who doessn't
rnow his market, the monagement per-
sonnel of the statlon, the problem of the
ndvertising agency, its pecount and the
function of the space buser, can't sell
time. To me I’z a co-operative job, and
the flrst thing I have to do iz to sell
myseld and my organization so that
whenn I call on an advertising agency
they not only llsten to me, they believe
In me and welcome what I have to say.

They buy ilme from me in over-in-
greasing amounts every vyear for these
little, Independent stations seattered
around the country, that it has been my
pleasure and privilege to represent. They
buy the time hecauss I tell them the
truth about the stallons T represent. If
a4 slation manager doesn't glve me the
truth to present and doesn't live up to
the things he tells me about his statlon,
I refuse to represent it.

Time Selling Is a Biz

Let's clenr the pleture and look af
radio time selling as a business pri-
marily involving every element of the
Industry from the account executive,
who {g in contact with the advertising
manager of Brealkfast Food Compeny,
down thru hls space buyer, the zfation
representative to the mensgement of a

the

radio station, its programing and trafiie
departments, to the announcer who hans
dles the copy.

I ought to know, I've been in every
man's c¢halr that I have mentloned at
some time during my 17 years in radio.
Ff they don’t all co-operate to do a Job
for Breakiast Food Company, the agency
won't have a client, they won't need a
representative. Nelther will the station,
Torr there will be no business avallable.

Recently one of the statlon manegers
of one of the small stotiona wrote an
article that was published in a leading
advertising publication, stating that the
only way fo zell time on small stations
was o group a hunch of them torether
at a discount,

Co-Op Sells

The way to sell on Indies is for
the management to co-aperate with their
representative to give the facts about
thelr market and thelr facillties to the
prospective client. Then, to follow thimu
and fulfill. I have ¢come io beliove that
no radio statlon iz any bigeer than its
management, and in selling my statlons
I like to sell not only the market in
which the statlon ¢an be heard but the
rersonality of the management of that
station and the job he does to co-ordl-
nate his facilities in gettlng behind each
account I placs on that station.

Let me repeat, your editor was probe
ably correct in setting forth hls findings
in New York. But let’s not crueify an
industry because of the shorteomings
of a few, Clarificotion of the stmosphere
and constructive thinking will bring the
reprezentative into his proper position as
a salesmen and lisison officer who can
bring to the account executlve and space
buyer {acts that he wants to know about
the various markets. However, the rep-
resentative can't do this unless the sta-
tion management co-operates in glving
him thosze facts.

Since The ERiliboard has been willing
to =core the "Scratch Sheet of Station
Representatives,” perhaps it will like to
add my hit to the record,

Field Service) the servicemen who heard
Amerlean news broadeasts overseas are
plenty fed up with them. Often, sald
Fropun, when things were plenty tough
fn the hattle fields and the Americans
were going thru hell, our commentators
wouwld come thru with a glowing account
of American advaneces in the areas in
which we were taking it the worse. The
British, on ihe other hand, were always,
factual, cool and never exaggeraled., This
made our soldiers dombt most of the
stuff the American shows alred, Thls
doubt, sald Fromm, will not be dlspelled
easilv.

Stem hears rumeors of backers bringing
sult agninst baton wavers who refuse to
go thru with deals calling for percentage
of net earnings of orks to be paid to those
wha have advanced dough to carry bands
thru Tormiative times or over lean-inke
periods, but belief is that any sult against
baton wielder will include AFM, and thatb
will mean an expensive sult for the
financier who may fancy that a cut after
expenses is hetter than the 5 per cont off
the top that the Federation fecls is okay.

Petrillo currentiy 15 helieved to plan no
change In the prezent approved method af
compensating personal managers (poye

hotels to hike the anfe &o that leaders
will no longer lose heavy sugar for the
prestige of playing a New York showease.
In some epses this would jump payments
to three or four times present scale gef
by contreets with hotels,

Juzb what effect such an effort wounld
have on ork hooking for New York spols
ig problematical. Iotel associatlon re-
portedly won the last round in Reglonnl
War Labor Board fight of Local 802 for
upping the scale for hotels (The Bills
board September 16). Undouhtedly, the
move will he hattled by hotels in every
possible fashion,

HARTFFCRD, Conn., Sept. 30.—A re-
port outlining proposals designed to proe-
vent a recurrence of the Ringling clrcus
fire here July 6, which clalmed 168
lives and ecaused injuries to hundreds of
gthera, was made public Tuesday at City
Hull., The report contalned no mentlon
as to the probable eause of the fire, but
pointed out that “the probability of {ire
starting should have heen oifset by ihe
supervision which was present in some
degree. The spectators' sofeness was also
protected by exits which should have per-
mitted an andience twice the slze pres-
ent to vacate the area in less than four
minutes, However, the safeguards pro-
vlded preoved inadequate for the hazerds
involved,”

The report slso declared that “noth-
ing is Ilreproof, altho there zre degrees
of rire resistance. There is 1ittle hope
at this time of adopting, for tent pur-
poses, & fabric that 1s Inherently Tire re-
sistant.”
