NEW YOREK, June 25. — Clifford J.
Durr, member of the Federal Com-
munications Commission, Saturday (23)
told the radio committee of the Con-
ference of the Independent Cltizens'
Committee of the Arts and Sciences, that
the broadepsting industry is faced with
two warring philosophies—the philos-
ophy of radle ers a medium of public
service and the philosophy of radio ns
“balance sheet" Industry, created only
to serve the advertisers. The dominance
of the latter thought, Durr's speech im-
plied, Is the reason why there are fewer
artlsts than business men in the Indus-
fry and why the business has lost its
showmanshlp and daring.

With greater subtlety, Durr earved
small bhut fmportant chunks out of the
hide of J. Harpld Ryan, NAB prexy,
whose speech before the EKilwanls Club
of Omaha, last spring, made |t clear
that the officinl broadcasting position is
that radio is a business, pure and sim-
ple, one which should be lsted “along
with the local dairles, Jaundries, banks,
restaurants and filling stations.” Durr
went on to turn Ryan on the spit with
the following quote from his Kiwanis
speech: “Many & station operator who
might have had a personal preference
for poetry and opera learned some good
sound lessons in selling and merchandis-
ing under the tutelage of America's good,
herd-headed business men."”

Ryan’s Statement
Previously, Ryan told the Klwanis
boys, station operators might have had
“some sort of artistic- personality . . .
in 1935 radio and its advertisers really

began to get along together.™

“May we not assume,” Commissioner
Durr asked his listeners, “that they had
pleo learned how to submerge effectively
the ‘artistic personality' of those station
operators. . . ." The commlssioner sald
that In the early days, when public serv-
ice dominoted, there was an eflort to
use local talent snd serve the public,
Now, he said, there is another concept.

At that peint, Durr really began to
skewer the industry, to show what has
happened as a result of the balance
sheet position, using his own employ-
ment records, He polnted out that of
20,452 Mull-tlme emplovees in 834 stand-
ard statione In the T, 8., only 883 were
writers, but 1,196 were outside Enles-
men. . The average writer recelved only
£40.14 per week but salesmen recelved an

The commissioner continued by
pointing out that "broadeasters are &
modest group and not inclined to boast
about their personal property. Theyeven
insist that their balance sheets be kept
from publle scrutiny lest they become
a source of discouragement to less for-
tunate members of socilety.” He did
gay that 836 standard stations reported
for 1944 earned net profits before taxes
of nearly $69,000,000, an increase of 47
per cent over 1843 and an increase of
256 per ecent over 1842, ‘“'The station
which earns 300 per cent, 400 per cent
cr even 500 per cent a yoar,"” he sald,
“is no longer a rarity. Many of those
who make the largest profits make 1t
the easlest way,”, Durr continued, "by
hecoming little more than platter play-
ers and relay stations for national news
tickers and networks, while avolding the
troublesome but important job of pro-
ducing programa thru the use of talent
in their own communities."

Advertisers Raked

Fee May Oust Some Shows

NEW YORE, June 25.—0n July 1 Du-
Mont Television will impose on stations
and networks using its sole outlet,
WABD, New York, a new "facilities rental
charoe" of 81,250 an hour or any portion
thereof. Trade clreles regard this as set-
ting the cost of experimental operation
g0 high that future competitors (WOR.
WHNEW, the Blue Network) will be forced

to suspend prograoming in New York
until they bulld their own stations.

DulMont's charge means o minimum of
%1250 whether or not the full hour of
air time and the 'six hours of rehearsal
time allowed under the price is uscd,
This does not include all production
charges and, of course, talent costs are
extra. The move, in the words of oneo
New York station man, 1s tantamount
to an invitation to stop work on WABD,
It does not apply to agencles and clients
now using the station.

Polential Compelitors Forced Out

If statlone and webs were to stop using
the station, at least three potential com-
petitors of WARBD would have to suspendd
programing experiments until such time
f5 they have thelr own studios in opera=-
tlon, says the Industry. This is exactly
what DuMont wants, it's reported, With
the equipment situation close to a break,
with WOR, & long-time user of DuMont
Tacilities, not too Iar from getting its
stotion on the alr, and with rumors that
the Blue has an egquipment deal with
General Electric all sewed up, DulMont
is beginning to think that it's not smart
1o ald and abet opposition.

DuMont officlals say that the reason
behind the new ruling is the company's
deslre to get back some of the money it
lays out In putting these statione on
the alr. WABD, It's true, operntos at a
blg loss because it does not charge for
time, If these future competitors were
to lay it on the llne, DuMont would col=-
lect an extra #3,750 a week, This, addad
to the fees charged agencies for rehearsal
thme, would just about cover the sta-
tlon's weekly operating nut. However,
fast check of the two stations (WOR and
WHNEW) and one network (the Blue)
concerned in the move, shows that altho
no final declsions have hbeen made to
date, 1t 18 llkely that they'll bow off,

leaving DuMont in communion with its
ndvertlsers,

This would seem esperially im-
poriant in the case of an nmbitious, ex-
pensive  venfure like the new series:
“Leiter From the Teens.”™ That, unfortu-
nately, is not true. The Columbin sched-
ule, glready cluttered heyond reénson wilh
numerouyd worlhy cpuses, has had added
te it something which Is

purl drama,
part disoussion, bui damned litle enter-
tninment,

The first of the Letter From the Tcens
series deals quite lneffectunlly with juve-
nile problems. But it treats them in
such a way that the presentation be=
comes something of everything and little
of anyvthing, If that seems a paradox,
consider that the program beglns as a
playlet in which a problem is none too
effectively presented to the audience,
hullds np towards a climax, never quite
reaches it, never resolves lts problem and
then sawlitches Intop one of those in-
terminable panel discussions which seem
to be the limit of the horlzons of the
average CES producer., And to provide
an added fillip, the viewer, fully expect-
ing something to happen, 1s finelly in-
formed that two weeks after the per-
formance, the solution to the gquestion,
provided there 1s one, will be announced,

This intrinsie dramatic wenkness can
bo easily rectified. 'To give cohesivenecss
ant punch to what otherwise is a splne-
less hodgepodge, the WCBW staff ahould
first have tho soclal welfore agency con-
cerned make an attempt at a solution;
then present the play as & whole with a
beglnning, o middle and an end. Tt would
still be possible to analyze the diffi-
culty by dividing the drama into iwo
acts, with the Intermlssion devoted to a
discusslon of the altuation and the meth-
ods which will be applicd.

It's unfortunate that this dramatic de-
ficlency, due for the most part to the
writing of ILela Bwilt and Edward
Btashelf, spolled for director Tony Mlner,
one of hiis most nearly perfect technical
efforts. Aslde from one or two minor
errors, Miner hondled cameraman Hows-
ard Hays and Al Hleban with precision
which would have een a credit to some
of NBCQ's directors. In most cases, each
cilled shot, In focus and well compaosed,
wis the right one for the right moment,
The vlewer was able to idantify the pro-
tagonists, and lttie gestures Important
to the oction were recorded.

Fly Says Industry
Branches Confuse

Fly also admonished the industry
ahout greater investments and costs
created by the pushing of new broad-
casting developments, He cautioned
that broadeasters would be competing
with themeselves by ocutting thelr audi-
ences Into segments.

Fresent methods of broadeasting also

came In for a share of critlelsm. TFly
sald that broadeasters today have o
hablt of nssuming that the cost of a
name or total spent on a program indl-
cates the quallty of the show. Hea
predicted that the practice of “a half
dozen rich concerns" taking over large
portions of the hest time would come
to grief.
+ The ex-FCOO chalrman also took a poke
at the National Associntion of Broad-
casters which, he said, long had suffered
because of lack of organization and fail-
ure fo glve authority to a recognized,
competent, permanent leader, He sug-
gested stronger eelf-regulation of the
industry because, he predicted, there
would be regular attacks from myriad
sources, and prepesed that NAB organ-
izatlon and leadership "be endowed wlth
segments of authorlty from the industry
upon which wholesome polleles can be
effectunted on o uniform, common-good-
for-all basis."

Toe is charged for admission to the
place where such reproduction or ren-
dition ocours. ABCAP has conducted a
couple of test cases agalnst tavern keep-
eys using juke boxes in the past, hut so
far all of them have amounied to
naught.

First Bill

However, it's understood that this is
the flrat actual bill introduced into Con-
gress which would attempt to do away
with operators using juke boxes without
paying taxes on them. Altho there are
np officlal statements fortheoming, those
cloge to the situation say that a tax of
£10 A wyear s not outlandish. This
means, in view of the fact that 400,000
juke boxes are now in operation, that
some §4,000,000 additional revenue from
jukes would be fortheoming to some col=-

And another point they
made was that there was no credit for
any of the commercial or sustaining pro-
grams heard before 5 p.m. during the
week, whereas in reality, the Breakfast
Club, heard on WJZ, 9 to 10 a.m., every
day of the week, has & ferrific listening
audisnce. This, however, in the present
computation of the accurate logs, does
not rate because it doesn't fall between
the hours of 5 p.m. and 1 am.

Argument Against

One of the arguments posed by those
against using the Peatman Survey was
that the publisher trylng to make a new
song, needed the Accurate Reporting
Sarvice, beczuse of the Indifference of
advertising agencles to mnew material.
They point out that ad agencles pick
songs for thelr commercial shows from
the trade papers, if the song 1s on the
Hit Parade, and if the guy plcking songs
hears it around a great deal, This 15
enough reascn, they point out, for pay-
ing off and for having artificial drives.
By paying off for plugs at the late spots,
they increase their total number of per-
formances during the week, so that at
the end of the week by having a top
number of small plugs and several good
shots, they are in the top 26 and so0 make
the listings in the trade papers.

Therefore, when an a8d agency man
who is making up his program sees the
song in the trade paper listing he is
more apt to use It In his program. Also,
by driving during the wesk, a publisher
iz able to get his song up there, on the
sheet, and consequently get it on eom-
mercial shows sooner than If they let the
song thke its natural time,

Ad Agency Use Claimed

In refutation of this argument, by
those In favor of the Peatman System,
it's pointed out that if the Peatman Bya-
tem is used by the trade papers, the ad-
vertising agoncies will be forced to use
it also, Bince they consult the trade
papers for thelr Information. Secondly,
there will be no need to pay off for re-
mote plugs if yvou can get quallty ones
on commerclal radio Instead, because it
anly takes a few of the quality plupgs to

put you up on the Peatman Sheet, and
consequently in the top songs listed in
the trade papers.

{In actual refutation of this argument,
it might be pointed out at this time that
a few months ago, The Billboard took a
survey of the top commercial radio shows
in trying to discover whether a new song
had a chance of getting on. TFor the
most part, those against the Peatman
System ere right, in that the average
commercial show won't entertain a new
song until it shows on the trade paper
llgt. However, it must also be admitted,
and It's a part of the record, that many
commercial shows were open to new
songs, commercial rshows that had
Hooper ratings that were fairly high on
the 1list. If 2 new song has meril, 1t
might be pointed out, and the open
shows go for it, there's no reason for a
new song not making a fairly high ACI
(Audience Coverage Index) on the Peat-
men System listing.)

Richmond alsn made clear that I0C
hae been engapged in an aggressive exe
pansion for the last year and, naturally,
since Immerman's entry into the blg
this expanslon has been accelerated. He
also made clear that it takes from six to
nine monthe to determine whether new
outlets just added will prove profitable
and to ellminate whatever complications
arise in connection with distribing to
new outlets, ICC and MDS, according
to Richmond, have followed and always
wlll follow the polley of servicing a CUse
tomer with sheet music as long as his
returns are low and he sells a high per=-
centage of sheet music. Naturally, they
do not cut a customer off right away
a8 soon as his sales drop off, but if his
sales contlnue to stay off, they then
drop them permanently,

Richmond indicated that checks will
always be made to see that returns are
kept low, They, meaning ICC he stressed,
are not prone to unbridled and unsound
distribution methods,

ASCAP survey of its station
licensees’ wants compiled
in chart form for pubs’ use

NEW YOREK, June 25.—In an effort to
determine the musical needs of the rodio
stations licensed by the Amerlcan Soclety
of Authors, Compoeers and Publishers,
ASJAP recently compiled a feirly com-
prehensive chart pas an
ald to afflliated publisha=-
ers. Actually, the mate-
rlal was gathered by aske
ing the radlo stations
just what thelr musical
recqulrements were, and
according to thlse survey
some 116 stations an-
swered. This is far from
the number of stations
ASCAP llcenses—around 700—but it's
sufflclent in itself, for the stations that
did answer were representative of musie
users thruout the country.

Material, complled by Dick Frohlich,
public relations head of the Soclety, waas
sent to the ABOAP pubs., This is the
first time a survey has been made of

This might be due to fact that perhapa
the other statlons that haven't as yet
answered thelr questionnaires might be
top-heavy with requests Ifor religious
numbers, But this is kind of doubtful,
in that certainly out of 118 statlions one
station at least should have come up
with o request for some kind of church
musle. Pubs can forget about that end
for a whilel

Again, so far as regquests for hilibllly
music is concerned, only 10 of the 118
stations asked for any of that type of
material. Agaln this might be caused by
the fact that many stations licensed by
ASCAF hadn’t answered as yet.

For the most part the requirements
for pop muslc stressed vocal and instru-
mental parts, Thils points out to pubs,
in no uncertaln terms, that the majority

of statlons have programes that use pop
vocalists, and that the pubs can ecarn
themeselves an easy plug just by keeping
the station supplied with professional
vocals and instrumental parts of thelr
latest plug tunes.

Taking one of the statlons at random,
WFBR, Baltlmore Radio Show, Inc., lo-
cated at 10 East North Avenue, Balil-
more, with Joseph Imbrogulio, musie di-
rector, the requisitions includa:

Standard: Orchestrations for all-string
group; plano and organ solos and for
large orchestre; wvocal orchestrations in
original key and low key for girl singer,
special arrangements.

FPopular: Same.

In another instance, WDESU, New Or-
leans, asks for dance orchestrations in
A-B flat or B natural,

WDAE, Tampa, happens to be very
near an American air force station, so
asks for arrangements and orchestrations
for brase band.,. WAVE, Louilsville, has a
full dance ork, yet wants orchestrations
for a Dixieland group, vocal orchestra-«
tlons in various keys, plano solos, duo-
plano publications, In the case of
WLLH, Lowell, Maes., orchestrations for

plano, bass, trumpet, guitar, violin, eax
and accordion are wanted; also special
arrangements and vocal orchestrations.

Most stations want stock orchestrio-
tions, but in the case of WLOL, Minne-
apolis, special orchestrations for band
of 18 is asked, plus a male ¢uartet,
Whelher a publlsher would service thia
or not e a matter of guestion. WEEBR,
Buffalo, needs speclal arrangements and
orchestrations for c¢larinet, tenor sax,
trumpet, piano, gultar, organ and drum,
and coples for male and female vocallsts.

WCKY, Clneinnatl, wants among other
things, muoslcal comedy numbers and vo-
cal orchestrations for a baritone volce
with an E flat top range. WPRO, Provi-
dence, R. I,, specifies that special ar-
rangements confined to the betier mual-
gal showe of the Gershwin, EKern and
Romberg variety be sent.

As a trade matter, the Accurate
Report would be & confldential thing
published, he added, by such an organl-
zation as the Music Publisher's Protee-
tive Assoclation, or at least under their
aegls, In this way, only a certain nume
ber of coples would be made available
each week, with the specific proviso that
no one be allowed to publish the infor-
mation contained therein., In thls way,
if anyone happened to start a listing of
the performances, as in the Accurate Re-
porting Service, they would be publish-
ing the information illegally and could
be restrained,

Ancther publisher put out the point
that he thought the Peatman Survey was
insccurate In that it i1s based on the

He says that fur-
ther development depends on the unit
itgelf—whether it has the stuff to bhe
molded into an act for vaudeville and
night clubs. Only the exceptional comhbo
has what 1t takes, but where it has the
wherewlthall, says Marsolals, he 18 now
following a polley of trylng to turn {6
Into a night club-vaudeville act, to glve
it new dimenslons as it were, In cases
whera thls policy succeeds, Marsolals
contends, the unlt's price-tag keeps
changlng for the better and even when
it dees go back for cocktall dates it
brings a price it could never have gotten
had 1t mot gone outside the cocktail
fleld.

Hamp Says “No™

The only clear-cut opponent of this
theory turned up in a check of the trade
here iz Johnny Hamp, heed of the lounge
department at General Amusement Cor-
poration. Hamp says, in short, that this
18 all nonsense. He declures that there
Is no lmit to which a unit can’'t ha
pushed (provided 1t has what's neces-
aary) right in the lounpge fleld itself.
Hamp contends that there are many
Iounges todny, and there will be just as
many If not more after the war, which
are wllling to pay any kind of dough for
units that will draw business. And
drawing power, says Hamp, 1s established
for a unit by judiclous bookings, proper
exploitation, proper selling In terms of
time and place—and records. Build ‘em
right, book ‘em right, sell 'em right,
prove 'em to be draws—and, If possible,
get 'em disk deals—and there 16 no rea-
son why the unit with stuff on the ball
shouldn't keep going up and up.

Lots of “Theories™

But the trade here {8 by no means
split between the Maraolals and the
Hamp theorles. Each percenter checked
has a theory all his own plus a com-
bination of bhita of the other twao
philosophies.

Walter Bloom, cocktall man at Fred-
erick Brothers, for example, says Hamp
s all wet and Marsolals iz right—ex-
cept that Marsolals' idea won't work.
Bloom contends that even 1f Marsolals’
theory could be made to stick there ls
only about one unit in 100 which could,
concelvably, be turned into a night club-
vaudeville act, so that as a practical

~ proposition for colning more commis-

elons out of the higher earnings of de-
veloped comhos it is a plpe-dream. He
malntaing that the night club or vaude
booker slmply won't buy anything hut a
rare unit for the very good and very
simple remson that they don't  believe
a coclktall combo can provide a night
club-vaude act In the {first place, or
mpke any difference at the box office in
the second place. Moreover, argues
Bloom, for the dough they'd have to
shell out for the kind of unit they would
even consider they can obtain the sery-
ices of proven smallle acts right In tha
night club-vaude fleld {tself, and can
more often buy them for less mazoom
than would be asked for the cocktall
combo., Bloom also states that the oc-

As for the argument that
there are a numhber of former cocktail
acts now working regularly in vaude and
niteries, Bloom says most of those acts
weren't lounge stull to begln with but
only came into the drinkeries when the
field sprang up a few years ago. Finally,
says Bloom, even platters don'lt always
spell success—unless one or more of the
records made prove to be sensations. Hp
says units make waxers and et.'s every
day of the week and eald disks expire
unnoticed.

Peterson Puts Disks First

Bill Peterson, of Consolidated Radio
Artists lounge department, sldes with
Marsolals sgalnst Hamp but puts the
emphasis on commercial rodlo and disks
primarily, sustaining wires secondarlly
and nlght club-vande third. He estl-
miates that one in 10 units can he
broken out of the lounge fleld strictly
and into other means of exploitation and
development. The other nilne, says
Peterson, are doing well when they hit
$400, and he adds, incidentally, that
combos In the field genernlly are doing
as well now as they'll ever do. Now is
the peak-time, he declares. As for the
exceptions, says Peterson, they can and
are heing moved upwards mostly thru
redlo and disks which hecome, Tirst,
extra sources of earnings and, second,
price-levers when sold into lounges.

WASHINGTON, June 25 —Legality of

commerelnl picture-taking in Washing-
ton niteries is under study by the Alco-
holie Beverage Control Board of the Dis-
trict of Columbian in proceedinge whose
outcamne, lawyers declare, will have a
direct bearing on Tate of all types of
lush concesslons new abounding In
enteries and drinkeries of New York
and other big cities,
- ABC board here has glven attorneys
for commerelal photeos and restaurants
until July 10 to file briefs protesting
board's recent announcement that com-
mereial photography practiced In local
night spots is illegal, In the wake of
the first burst of protest briefs against
the announcement, ABC Chalrman Alan
W. Payne declared Tuesday (19) that &
final ruling will not be made until com-
pletion of current study.

As brieis began pouring into the ABC
board, capital legal circles were buzzing
with rumors that New York City's Mayor
LaGuardle has requested authorities
here to keep him advised of develop-
ments on the explosive issue. The rep-
ercussions whiclhh a final decislon of il-
legality could have in New York were
discussed In off-the-record conversations
of lawyers here, who point out that the
D. C. board’s action will set a definite
precedent for ABC boards In most States
in the Union, Final ruling of llegality,
it 1s pointed out, would overnight wipa
out millions of dellars In annual busis-
ness done by concesslons in pleturge
taking, cigarettes, flowers, fortune-tell-
ing and even hat-checking.

It was dilsclosed here that commercial
photogs operabing in 10 of Washington’s
niterles have an income ranging from
83,000 to £4,000 monthly each, Soma
niterles have been able to meet all
rental and even additional expenses from
leases for concesslons., A few lawyers
sry that liguidatlon of the commercial
photog biz might result in shut downs
of some places.

Work was begun on the theater only
two months after the Phillppines llbera-
tion campalgn opened on Leyte. Bull-

Most operators opine that
bad weather has chilled
prospects, frozen cash

NEW YORK, June 23—After two
weeks of llstening to Intently told tales
by carnival owners, ride operators and
concessionaires—all of whom can be ¢las-
slfied as mldway econom!ste—one gathers
the iden that the carnival business most
certainly 1s not as good along the At-.
lantle Coast as it was n year ago, but it
lg still pretty good,

There 15 no question that there has
been a declded drop In pross receipts this
year, and this can be traced directly thru
weather charts, as it has been one of the
most conslstently ralny springs in half
a century. When the weather hes been
good, crowds have turned out, but a
comparison with comparable days of a
year ago show the spending has slowed
up.
“Has the bubble burst?" was a nat-
ural question, and the operators played
the duck for it as adroitly as possible.
They did admilt that unsteady business
has worrled them some, particularly
some who have gambled with deeper in-
vestments thils season figuring that the
gold rush of 1944 would continue,

A survey made recently by The BRill-
board, and published In the June 23 edi-
tion, made 1t clear that might c¢lub ap-
erators have notleed a declded change in
husiness. None of them was crylng but
the comsensus was that the heavy-dough
daddies aren't around as thick as they
were & few months ago. The club sur-
vey Indicates that mass spending g still
brisk but the whoop-it-up lavish fellows
are tucking in thelr necks. .

This sltuation could hardly reach the
mildways, as it is seldom that the sugar
daddies tread the lots, This was pointed
out to several owners, and they agreed
that 1t 1sn't likely that the spending is
ovaer but that the bad weather hag Just
chased people out of the idea of midway
fun for a while,

There seems to be conslderable Iogic In
this deduction, rather than just pinning
the currant situation on frozen dough.
When it did dry up for a few days it
turned almost unbearably hot and the
mosquiteos (partieularly the type that
mada New Jersey famous) bounced from
thelr lalrs, and In swarms.

There i3 little to cheer about on any
midway along the East Coast right now
but the fellows are not exactly discour-
aged. There Is cash In all office wagons
and they feel that when the weather
Irons out they'll be salling agaln,

One bit of evidence to back this argu-
ment 1s: look at the candy pitch. They
6t111 go for quarters and do plenty when-
ever there 1s a gquorum present, :
