Ban Loses at Polls, 2-1

NEW YORK, Nov. 8.—Showbiz la-
bor is relieved over the defeat Tues-
day (2) of the proposed union and
closed shop ban in Massachusetts by
a vote of more than 2 to 1. While
there are closed shop regulations in
several States down South, none of
them is as industrialized and as of
much consequence to the business as
the Bay State.

Had the ban been upheld, many of
the Associated Actors and Artistes of
America (Four A's) unions would
have been affected. The Taft-Hart-
ley Act would have also been super-
seded in Massachusetts, since it oro-
vides for the application of a State
law when it is more restrictive.

The American Guild of Variety
Artists (AGVA) performers playing
in Boston would not have had the
protection of their union regulations
regarding agents, The American
Federation of Radio Artists (AFRA)
has contracts with 17 stations and
five transcription companies In
Massachusetts, and once the contracts
lapsed it would have found the going
rough,

Actors Equity would not have been
hurt when road shows playved Bos-
ton, but the union would have had
difficulty protecting its members who
plaved in the large number of sum-
mer stock companies dotting Massa-
chusetts. Only musicians would seem

Bul how fav television
broadeasters can go in tving up with
magazines, newspapers or  other
news-gathering organizations remaing
a moot queslion. At least the Du-
NMaont Newsweels marriage beginning
nn the night of November 2 should
be a caution signal to broadoasters.

Tuesday may be the logical day to
el out the voler, bhut it is the worst
day for a news weekly, Besides be-
ing involved in a complicated tele-
viginn show thal will come around
only once every Tour wears and be-
aides having to be mosl conscious of
ils editorial prestige, Newsweek had
Thursday readers, and consequently
a special issue to thinlk aboil even
tho Newsweel normally goes {o presy
Mondav evening.

It would he unlair te criticize
James Caddigan, DoMont's dirvector
of programing, for the fact that tha
entive election perlormance reflected
too much of Newsweek's cautious re-
porting and conservalive “periscop-
ing"” and too little DuMont showman-
ship.

WAAM-TV on Air
One Day, Goes
Round the Clock

BALTIMORE, Nov. 6.—Tele sta-
tion WAAM here claims a new record
for its election night coverage to-
taling 23 hours and 5 minutes of un-
interrupted programing. The amaz-
ing aspect of the feat was that it
occurred o the station's second day
of operation.

The job of assembling, installing,
lesling and keeping the brand-new
equipment on the air for the un-
prececdented stint fell to chief en-
gineer Warren Braun., Program Di-
rector Ted Estabrook staged 10 live
shows and several film shows during
the seszion, much of which was spon-
cored. Other key personnel responsi-
ble for the record ineluded Herb
Cahan, operalions chief; Army Cranti,
commercial manager, and Fred All-
man, executive veepee,

had 1o cope with. On top of this,
Edwards had n bad time reading the
refurns from the big board because
of Lthe distance and the glare and the
markers themselves, He had to re-
gort {o a pair of binoculars. When
the camera iried to go along with the
board wilh his comments it became
muore confusing for the viewer be-
cause the board was so wide that
when the carmera moved right from
the name of the Stale to the per-
cenlage of returns (the Dewey total,
the Truman total, ele.), it was prac-
tieally impossible to follow.

Times movie critic Bosley Crowther,
in a discussion of Hollyweod [films
and how they fuliilll the demands of
the audience, Delbert Clark, of The
Times, wae the moderator,

Perhaps it was the nature of the
ruests, or the hallowing influence of
WOXR, but this was a genteel discus-
ston  indeed, with little heat gen-
erated. However, heat or no, there
was consideranle spark, and the show
proved one of the more interesting
tallefests in recent months. With the
production, writing, acting and crit-
ical ends of movie-malking invelved,
a well-rounded discussion ensued.

Among the topics touched on with
detail were the effect of the econom-
icg of movie-making on the end prod-
uet, in terms of quality and content.
Also included were topics such as the
industry’s distribution set-up, the
role of audience research, fear of
hoyeott and censorship, and why bet-
ter piclures are not made.

on WEBM last vear ran away with
practically all major radio awards, is
a factual tape-recorded documentary
series dramatizing physieal and men-
tal health problems thru interviews
with persons invoelved in situations in
which health or sickness have a
definite bearing.

was the constant tendency of BH
desk men to interrupt one another.
Olson and Grauer were equally at
fault here.

Other Experis

Also pitching in on the BH job
when they could get off the AM
mikes for a moment were IH: V.
Kaltenborn, Morgan Beatty and Rich-
ard Harkness. Kaltenborn was easily
the standout here, turning up at 8:30
a.m. looking fresh as could be, and
gave TV viewers an excellent, au-
thoritative analysis of what had
happened.

The top guest to the BH desk was
Jim Farley, a video natural, but he
stood out on this fateful Tuesday by
dint of being completely wrong about
everything concerning the election
(as were so many others).

It would seem that TV
interviews with the guy laughingly
referred to as the common man are
pretty sorry deals at best, but when
the interviewer s working under
the additional pressure of an any-
second switch to other gquarters they
hecame almost completely pointless.

GO Hendguarters N.S.G.

At the Roosevelt, NBC's Bob Stan-
tonn was teamed with Life’s Jim Bell.
Bell is probably a most excellent
political reporter but as a TV per-
sonality, as a before-the-camera in-
terviewer, he just doesn't ring at all,
Unforlunately, Stanton, who is an
excellent TV performer, loaded with
personality, mike-presence and all
the olher requisites, threw most of
the Hoosevelt interviewing work to
Bell, presumably because the latter
would lknow how to ask the right
gquestions. The result was that most
of the Hoosevelt stuf! was deadly
dull, The highlight here was the
camera pleking up Stanton fast
aslegp on a chair in the wee hours,
Whether this was a gag or Stanton
had actually suceumbed, It came off
well, It was, as a matter of faet,
one of the many human interest
shots Gardner worked into the show
all night Ieng. Others like a porter
cleaning up a mass of papers from
behind the, 8l desk, a tired pal with
her feet up on a chair, combing her
hair; a guy sitting on the floor of
BH, gently caressing the cheelky part
of a girl friend's hips (this ocourred
during a wide-angle shot panning
half of studio 8H in the period just
before dawn) all added a nice fillup

and change of pace lo the pro-
ceedings, .

Biltmore Coverngea

Biltmore stuff was handled hy
NBC's Peter Roberts and Life’s Franie
McNaughton, Roberts was iMe least
competent of the NBC siaffers on
the show, calling gents “old hoy™
and ladies “old dear" to a point of
annoyance, and plainly indicating
a sorry lack of knowledge of national
affairs. He looked good up to about
midnight, but was the first of the
entire crew to fold wisibly. On the
other hand, McNaughton was easily
the best of the Life crew, handling
his interviews with a fair amount of
poise and stage presence and asking
pointed and pertinent questions in
the right places. Best bit out of the
Billmore was one of the MceGrath
(Dem chieftain) speeches over the
air lanes, when the cameras caught
over a dozen radio men shoving
assorted mikes into his face as he
was trying to talk and asking him
some  pretty assinine questions.
Other highlights from the Dem head-
guarters were the several interviews
with young David McGrath, 11-year-
old, who stayed up all night with the
rest of the Dems. John McVane,
doing an interview with the kid
about 7 am. tried to pump him on
what his dad had been doing all
nighl, which certainly was in ques-
lionable taste, as McVane himself

admitted just as he closed the in-
terview.

TV's Great Need

Weaknesses inherent in 8H, Roose-
velt and Biltmore proceadings, as out-
lined above, point the way to one of
TV's great needs for this type of
show., The medium must develop a
combination reporter-performer who
knows his field and subject well
enough to do the best possible job
with tricky facts and interviews but
At the same time has a capacity for
handling himself belore the cameras,
Grauer comes closest to filling the
bill, tho for this reporter's money
he is still 90 per cent hambone and

OQut-of-town plek-ups, too, were
considerably marred by ineffective-
ness of the Life Interviewers. In
Washington, the magazine's Jack
Beal slowed even such sessions as
held iIntrinsic promise, down 1o a
walk., Attorney General Tom Clark,
for example is nasty enough on the
subject of Republicans to be a push-
over for a sock interview, but Beal
even managed lo make Clark dull
Similarly Larry Lavern got nothing
out of the few pick-ups in which
he was the guiding hand. Philadelphia
pick-ups were a little belter because
they were operating out of a room
with some of the basic election ex-

| eitement (City Hall tabulating head-

quarters) and because Life's Lou
Bank and Roy Neal were among the
more competent performers. Bati-
more coniributed an equally unin-
gpiring stint. Out-of-town pick-ups
suffered, too, from too many inter-
views with average people. Questions
asked, in most cases, were dull and
pointless, and answers even more so.

Remedics Possible

Generally speaking, this type of
show could be considerably improved
(within limitations inherent in na-
tural eléction night difficulties) if two
things were done before show time:
(1) Betler planning on what speecial
interviews from all peints would be
about, and (2) having people around,
probably newspapermen, who can
throw enough weight to get big shot
or semi-name politicos to apgree to
make appearances, no matter how
busy they are otherwise,

Strangely encurh, oneg of the more
interesting sections of this 15-hour
and 37-minute uninlerrupled video-
cast, was the telephone hook-up he-
tween the 8H central desk and Inde-
pendence and Kansas City, Mo, With
Truman cast in the Don Quixote role
to end all DQ plots, the talk sessions
hetween Grauer, Olson, et al, In 8H
and Frank Berkholtzer and Win
Booth in Independence and KC con-
cerning Truman's activities, added
nice touches to the proceedings,

Clip Sessions

On  two oceasions, briefly, thé
WHNET producers resorted to film
clips, both well selected and spotted.
To kill some of the early morning
monotony, at the point when wvotle-
counting was virtually at a stand-
still, the Truman story, and a film
of people at the polls were shown.
Neither was outstanding, but both
mildly interesting, The pay-off clip
selection, and the touch of “produe-
tion genius” which pave the show a
terrifie finale, was the wind-up clip
of Truman at the Philadelphia con-
vention saying: “T want to say to you
for the next four years there will be
a Democrat in the White House and
you're looking at him."”

Life ecommercials were extremely
well done, tying in with the election
theme all the way and emphasizing
that one out of every five Americans
reads Life. Beginning at 9:25 p.m.
they were run about every half hour
until 1:25 a.m., then dropped entirely
until the final sign-off at 1:37 a.m.

Seven stations, from Richmond to
Boston, carried the 1514 -hour show.
Eleven cameras were used in New
York alone, Ower 300 people were
used in tabulating and scoring the
returns, with an additional hundred
otherwise participating in the TV
effort.

In view of the herculean task un-
dartaken and the generally excellent
execution of it, the foregoing eriti-
cisms may seem unduly picavunish.
This reviewer, therefore, wants to
make it clear that they are offered
only with the idea that nothing is
ever perfect, and a few tips from a
viewer who staved with it thru the

entlre run may help a little next

Cameras were also loecated in man=
aging editor's office in the {loor above
where Ed Jorgensen cut in with in-
terviews whenever the going got dull,
Among those engaging in the ques-
tion-answer bee were [ilm tycoon
Louis B. Mayer; Warren's heir-
apparent, Lieutenant Governor
Knight; Democratic leader, Will
Rogers Jr., and others. These fig=
ures added immeasurably to interest
of the scanning. Upon occasions, sla-
tion switched baclk to its Mount Lea
studios for ecommercial spot an-
nouncements (nine in number) or
background films. Don Lee devoled
an hour and 20 minutes for its film
fare, showing two flickers, one de-
voted to the history of each political
party. When Truman's victory he-
came apparent, station wisely re-
peated the Democratic pic. Don
Lee's news ed, Lee Woed, co-
ordinated the operations from his
position in The Examiner's news
room. In addition to ordering camera
switches he also read wire service
reports to audience. Don Lee can
well be proud of turning in one of
the finest scannings seen on the Coast
in many a month, thanks to a compe-
tent staff and a well-organized plan
of operations.

KFI-TV, allho not as elaborate as
Don Lee, clicked because of ils un-
pretentious and easygoing approach,
Most of the worlk was shouldered by
staff announcer Ted Myers, assisted
by Lyle Bond and George Barclay.
News analysts Carveth Wells and
Fleetwood Lawton joined in for a
bit of commentary. To visualize the
see-sawing G.O.P.-Demo status of
States, station used a large U. 5. map
with donkeys and elephants going
on the States as the returns switched
them from one party's column to the
other. For a breather, station brought
organist Bob Mitchell, whose Ham-
mond was gurrounded by the Col-
leens, a wvocalovely quintet whose
voices and looks rested ears and eves
from the stream of numbers. This
was presented in a pleasant, informal
living-room fashion, with Myers oc-
casionally coming in with any im-
portant late dispatches,

KTLA left viewers feeling station
tried to do too much and as a result
stumbled in itgs efforts to ouido the
others, Its final product appeared
dull and uninspired and at times be-
came annoving, It rattled returns
from KRED's (indie AM outlet)
position at the eity hall, then switched
to Hollywood and Vine for a man-
on-the-street, then to its studio for
returns, Constant switching back to
the Hollywood and Vine spot became
disturbing, especially when viewers
were anxious to keep up with the
nip-~and-tuck presidential race, only
to find KTLA scanning a walking
dog or asking kids under voling age
whpo they favored in the election.
While humsn-interest factors avail-
able in man-on-the-street stuff nor-
mally malkes for eye-worthy telefare,
it taxes an audience’s patience when
the chief interest is on who iz win-
ning the election. In addition to fall-
ing flat on its remotes, KTLA's cov-
erage lacked organization. A par-
ticularly sour blunder was when sta-
tion switched back from a remote to
its studios only to find personnel,
unaware they were on the air, plan=
ning procedure to be followed when
they returned, If station had not
tried to be so extravagant, but con-
centrated on a less pretentious form
of coverage, end result could have
been much better, Lee Zhito.
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ABC Wooing TV
Affiliates With
4 Co-Op Shows

CHICAGO, Nov., 6.—To strengthen
its position with video afMliates by
giving them chances to make more
dough, officials of the American
Broadeasting Company’s (ABC) cen-
tral division have decided 1o co-op
four of the net's top shows originat-
ing here, Decision follows last weel's
top brass video econference here (The
Bitlboard, November 68} and is inter-
preied as another move on the part
of ABC to fight National Broadcast-
mg Company's video nelworking.

According to Jim Stirton, general
manager for ABC here, four of
WENR-TV's six shows will be co-
oped slarting in the near future. The
six are Stump the Authars, Standby
for Crime, Vaudeo Varieties, Music
in Velvet, Dollars and Sense and a
weekly dramatic servies.

Stirton said that co-op contracls
will have a recapture clause in case
ABC has a chance to sell them net-
worlk.

Behind the co-op decision, even
tho little of this programing has been
done in video networking, is a reali-
zation that a local sale of a co-op
show will net an affiliate ihree fimes
as much money as would return from
a pro-rata share of network billing,
With affiliates given this chance {or
higher revenue to offzet present great
losses of operation, ABC feels that
stations on the Widwest linlk, auc‘i
possibly on the East-Midwest {ie- up |
when it starts in January, would feel |
kindly foward the web and not be
inelined to part ecompany with ABC
and carry NBC shows.

Movie Houses

Told How TV
Can Aid Them

DETROIT, Nov. 6 —The irend
toward more favorable acceptance of
te'evision by flicker people is evident
in the position of Charles W. Snyder,
exacutive secretary of Allied Thealers
of Michigan, who told exhibilors this
weelt that a showmanlike approach
to business by the film producers as
well as the theater owner would make
viden a welcome ally., Use of televi-
sion for trailers plugging the cwrrent
sereen product was indicated.

Indicating the job that the film
industry should do in relation to tele-
vizion, Snyder said:

“The first responsibility of the ex-
hibitor is to make his theater a place
where people gather not alone to see
pictures but to meet friends and
athers with whom it's smart to be
seen.  Secondly, it is the responsi-
hility of the producer to provide pic-
tures for which we are not forced 1o
apologize—nictures that will make
the patron want to come back because
we provide entertainment that is far
superior 1o anything they can get
from a television set.

“Televigion in the home will be
suchh a marvelous instrument for
making: people want to see motion
pictures that one wonderg if it wasn't
devised for that purpose. Thru a
television broadeast in your home we
will show just enough of a picture
to make yvou hungry for the rest of it.

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CBC To Study
(o - Operation
With Indies

No Licenses for Two Years

MONTREAL, Nov., 6.—There will
be ne television in Canacla on the part
af either the independent stations or
the Canadian Broadeasling Corpora-
tion (CBC) for at least two vears.

This development was revealed
Wednesday (2) by A. D. Dunton,
CBC chairman, who saicd that grant-
ing of licenses to private ops would
he postponed pending further study
of the possibility of developing the
mediium on a co-operalive bazis—
between indies and CBC,

The announcement, long awaited
hy a drooling Canadian publie and
anxious indic applicants, came as a
surprise, since the co-operative angle
hadn't ever entered into the piclure—
publicly anyway. Corey Thomson,
slation manager of CEKVL in Verdun,
a Montreal suburb, had suggested a
fev: weelks ago al a meeting of 1he
CEC board that television should be
developed along the above lines, but
few thought that CBC would actually
cansider this idea. However, CBC did
consider it, and television in Canada
13 now bacl where it started—in the
hands of CBC with the indie appli-
cants having very little say aboul i,

FCC n l"m'.tnr

Duntot implied that another reason
why the pranting of wvideo licenscs
wias being deferred was the fact that
the 11, &5, Federal Communications
Commission (FCCY had decided 1o
pestpone  the gquestion of granting
ultra-high-lfreguency spols to viden,
ITe reaconed that if the U. S, found,
after further study, that the higher
irequencies Wwould be more suitable
than the lrequencies now being used
there would be rcom for many more
stations in Canada and the decisions
on allotiing spots to applicants would
be that much easier to make,

He argued further that should video
licenses be granted now, and the
change of {requencies made, then the
public would find Its mu:ivim., siels
completely chaolete and would have
o go oul and buy new ones.

Bul whatever reasons Dunton gave
officially, it was obvious 1o many in
ihe frade that the big regsen behind
CBC's decizion to defer pranting of
licenses was that CBC, at ihe nmmrnt
cdoes nelt have a clxme 1o ﬂnunr-e
television, Dunton himsell admitted
that OBC was without funds for th's
purpose, and besides, it would he a
costly proposition in Canada, where a
gmall population iz spread over a
large area. This statement, strangely
enough, comes on the heels of an
editorial in an Ottawa newspaper two
weeks ago saying that CBC had no
right to use public funds to finance
television, a project that would be
of benefit to only a small seclion of
the Canardian population.

Trade Surprised

The CBC's decision to stall on.video
came as a surprise to many in the
trade, especially to those who had
submilted applications, As a matter
of fact, insiders believed that CBC
would grant the licenses, and this be-
lief—haszed, it is claimed, on inside
government information—was prev-
alent until right vp to meeting time
when CBC kept the red light going.
What added to the optimism was the
fart that Sir Ernest Fisk, managing
director of Blecirical Music Industiries

It was the magrazine pgraphs and
charts that fell down first., All the
maps and charts were well done and
pleasing to the eye, but they were not
practical to keep up and were too
complicated to understand wvisually,
Thus they reguired far too much
camera time with coincidental ex-
planatory gabbing by Newsweek
gtaffers, The DulMont cameraman
pouldn't even shoot the all-important
State return blackboard so it ecould
be read by wviewers. If he shot close
enough to read the figures, names
of States disappeared to the left.
If he shot namesz of States as well
as figures, the {fipures were not
legible,

Lacks Showmanship

Newsweek no doubt had to protect
itself by having ane of their experts
run the “newsroom.” Lindley {ried
hard, his voice was good, but he not
only didn't have the necessary per-
gonal showmanship but the whole
studio lacked showmanship., It liter-
glly smeiled of statistical and factual
perfection and simply did not fit the
excitement and color of election night.
Perhaps Lindley could hawve carried
it if Republican and Democratic head-
quarters offered more pep for Walter
Compton, eovering Republicans at
the Roosevelt, and Jack Rawal, cover-
ing Demoerats at the Biltmere, to
work with, Or perhaps Walter Filz-
raurice and Richad Davis, Newsweek
staffers at these respective headquar-
ters, could have lined up more inter-
views for both Compton and Hayal.
Repgardless, with the exception of
Compton, who did the best job by
far, none of the men on the show had
the showmanship to keep things
moving.

Lack of Excitement

The silent, formal almosphere of
the newsroom, the lack of exciternent
at the headquarters of both political
parties, courled with the fact that
crucial returns and trends were so
slow in developing, all combined to
make for a much duller election night
show than normal. But if more ex-
perienced newscasters and commenta-
tors had been in charge at about mid-
night when the Trunian election mir-
acle began to evolve, all these unfor-
tunate handicaps would have been
digsipated. Unfertunately, Lindley
and his Newsweel staffers simply did
not have it

DuMont's biggest boner was allow-
ing the repgularly scheduled boxing
bouts to interrupt their programs, ex-
cept for intermittant flashbacks to
the newsrcom or political party head-
quarters, from Y p.m. to almost 11 p.m.
A huge percentage of their audience
must have switched to other stations,
never to return. On the other hand,
just two commercials for Bulova and
Philip Morris were given with
dispatch. The most touchy viewer
could not have been offénded.

Newsweek actually was too con-
gcientious about its commercializing.
They relied strictly o verbal eredits
and a few ‘name plates” on the set
and did not make a single pitch to
subscribers or advertisers.

tle Tight on the real progress of the
race.

Specifically, WPIX had arranged
for three wisual aids o the viewers,
an electoral scoreboard, an election
meter and a U, 8. vole map. These
served almost no wuseful purpose.
They proved impossible to follow ac-
curately; they were too small to show
up clearly except for close-ups «af
specific markings on the board, which
then could nol be seen in relation-
ship with the other malerial adjoin-
ing.

Out of all the coverage, the
most concisely presenied dala were
regular summaries of the total na-
tional wvote of the two candidates,
together with the number of States
and electoral votes then credited to
each. The sparadic bulleting on in-
dividual gubernalovial and senatorial
races were spread too thinly, and it
was imposszible for a viewer fto keep
any kind of State-by-Stale 1ally
either of these or the presidential
race,

Slow on Local Voting

Equally disappoinling was the fail-
ure of WPIX, as the only local station
covering the balloting, io  provide
adequate local coverage. A few
sparse bulleting on the Marcantenin,
Isaceonn and Paul G’DW}"E‘I’ rages, as
well as the surrogate battle, were
the only items provided. This should
and could have been WPIX'’s strong
point, even tho the presidential race
defied ifs analysts, as well as those
of all other outlets, The results of

‘all this was that when the station

went off the air at 4:02 am, Wednes-
day (3}, the viewer who had staved
with WPIX exclusively had wery lit-
tle more idea of how things were go-
ing than at 7:40 p.m, Tuesday, when
coverage commenced,

However, there were several posi-
Live sides to the WPIX picture. Per-
haps the best of these was the work
of Joe Bolton at Democratic head-
guarters, As the evening progressed
and the Biltmore took on signs of
hope and life, Dolton Iit right up
with it and then some. His breezy
way of handling siray characters
who came before the WPIX cameras
and to the mike furnished a goodly
chare of hilarity to what might have
been a frustrating evening. His good-
natured fluffing-off of drunks, and
the casual way he brought out the
best in politicos he interviewed were
high spois.

Other assels were the hard-work-
ing efforts of Nex Marshall and
Lowell Limpus in the newsroom.
Marshall did his best with the loosely
arranged Senate and governorship
dope that came in, and ultimately
participated in reporiing presidential
returns. Limpus not only sweated
out the presidential race, but also had
to glad-hand various officials of The
Daily News who were stuck belore
the cameras withoul real justification.
Jack WMeCarthy, covering the GOP
headguarters, did a competent, if not
glittering, johb.

Gross Beyond Depih

Ben Gross, The News' radio ecol-
umnist, again was placed in the role
of political trend analyst, which he
also assumed at the conventions, To
be as kind to a fellow-journalist as
possible, it may be said simply that
Ben was somewhat out of his depth,
In a situation caleulated fo confuse
even the most perceplive {rend-
spotter, Gross proved unable {o dis-
perse any part of that confusion, And
while the viewer was biting his nails
because go few actual results were
being announced, particularly on a
State-by-State basis {which was the
function of Gross's acoreboards), Me-
Certhy. repeatedly was brought In
from GOP headquarters, with its big
scoreboard gquits visible, and he

would say there was no need to in-
spect that board because the viewer
undoubledly was betler informed
than the Republican throng.

The Times Square portions were
nandied by Guy Le Bow for color
and Jimmy Jemail, News' ingniring
photog, for interviews. Jemail got
into hot water more than once, and
he exhibited blatant pariisanship for
ithe Hepublican cause. It seems that
man-cn-the-street shots for tele may
prove guite dangerous unless f{ilmed
and rough portions edited out. One
item in Jemail's favor was his abil-
ity 1o corral colorful and multi-
national folle, These included In-
dians, Chinese, French, Negroes and

even football players, in the person |

of Charlie Brickley, greal drop-kick-
ing star of Harvard's fatter yvears.

Sindio Fare Spotty

tudio entertainment proved in-
consistent with the nature of the en-
tire eperation. The thought of bal-
ancing heated returns with moments
of music and comedy might have
seemed logical, but the exeilement of
the close race plus the incompleteness
of WPIX coverage tended fo under-
line the annovance felt by the {fre-
quent jumps back to the studio when
full attention to relurns might have
served far more purpese. The qual-
ity of the aels ran from poor to good.
Poszibly the best were Jerr: Blanch-
ard's two warbling appearances, and
Frank Paris's two turns with marion-
ettes, in which he had them doing
some remarkable dancing turns, Dan-
ny Webb {ried hard fo be funny, and
occasionally came thru with some
vock stull.

Lynn Bretonn, a Welsh blonde wha
gerved as femsee, commitied numer-
ous faux pas and generally conducted
proceedings in a fumbling manner.
Mot the least of these occurred dur-
ing a dialog with actor Dean Jagger,
in which she first built him way up
then complelely mispronounced and
twizted his name at the final intro-
duclion. Then she got into a lengthy,
rambiing and boring discourse with
him on metheds of making tea and
their relative merits, while the spon-
soring Bhler's Coffee folk must have
sguirmed at their receivers.

Good Plug Spots

Commercials, by and large, were
delivered orally. However, there
were some “Ehler's Coffee bars" set
up in the newsrcomn and in the studio,
and it was usual for each switch to
a new origination at one of these
sites to start with the participants
sipping the brew oul of cups. In
addition, there were frequent verhal
meniions from all key announcers,
as well as a film-slide sequence
which was used two or three times.
The latter was probably lesz effective
than the live stuff,

The sponsor of the WPIX coverage
got considerable ¢f a windfall out of
the exira interest of the close race
and the drawn-out ecoverage, as did
bankrollers on other outlets. WPIX
nad its planned coverage set only
thru 11:30 pomn,, thinking it would be
all wrapped up by then, but as late
as 3 a.m., John Tillman, who capably
emseed the studio . activilies, was
shown wearily holding a can of Eh-
ler's and urging tired viewers to try
some for pepping up. All in all, the
sponsor may consider that he got
mare than his money’s worth.

Typical of the fuzzy analysis, 1i-
nally, was Ben Gross's frequent ref-
erence to the fact that Truman codld
hardly be expected to- win while
trailing both in Pennsyvlvania and
New York, and his oft-repeated “wait
till the farm wvote comes in—Ilater.”
John O'Donnell, News' political col-
umnist, turned up twice on the show,
and both times maintained firmly
that Dewey would "win a sweeping
vietory.”

ABC, also taking pains to acquaint
viewers with the newsroom set-up,
shot some excellent close-ups of
technicians, tfallyists and others at
work, A wverbal deseription of the
personnel working on the coverage
accompanied a general panning of tha
room, ABC used 300 people, includ-
mg 75 enpgineers, and had 50 mikes
and 12 ecameras in operation.

Flaws in the ABC tele coverage
were nolb in ils keeping ahead of the
news; they were, rather, in the details
of production, but they were minor
ones in an over-all smooth operation.
Miscues on the audio side were most
noticeable, with pgabbers several
times well inlo their spiels before be-
coming audible,

Never-
heless a Tormal opinion by the at-
torney general would be considered
unigue, inasmuch as such opinions
are almaost never handed down to pri-
vate eitizenzs, In only one caze in
recent vears—the 'so-called railroad
case (The Dillboard, Novemher 6)—
did the department go out of chan-
nels to give &n  opinion without
awaiting a request for such judgment
from an executive agency.

It is known that not only the justice
department but also the NLREB and
the labor department have received
countless requests for formal advigory
opiniens in recent months on the
legality of various conliracts, but all
three agencies have avoided pgoing
on record when the requests for opin-
ions have came directly [rom private
citizens Instead of thra government
channelz.

Quality Control
Process Doubles

Disk’s Play Time

NEW YORK, Nov. 6—Ten-inech
records that can play five minuies of
musie per side (nearly double the
average time-lengih of a standard
disk) on any standard phonograph,
have already hit the market via a
new recording process called Quality
Control (QC)Y., QC-cut disks play at
T8 revolutions per minute, like any
other disk, and do not reguire any
epecial pick-up.

Peveloped by Emery Cook, of the
Coolt Laboratories in Floral Park,
M., ¥, the process utilizes a special
amplifier, and can be uged in making
masters from wire, tape, film or
acelate recordings. It eliminates
sharp angles in the record grooves
ordinarily caused by highs or lows of
pitch or volume, and malkes possible
the cutting of more grooves per inch,
as well as more volume without
tonal distortiom. Most standard disks
are cut 96 lines per inch, but QC-ed
disks are grooved at least 136 lines per
inch,

The first QC-ed long-playing sides
to hit the market were recorded for
the Tru-Tone disltery at the 1Ini-
versal Studios in Chicago. The little
indie, located in Anderson, Ind., spe-
cializes in sacred material, and this
release, a Christmas special, plays
tor four minutes and 52 seconds on one
side alone, Universal also plans to
use the process for its own Ilpbel and
will introduce its “double feature"
pop disks shortly after Janvary 1.
These will feature two full-length
pop seleetions to the side, and will

retail for VY9 cents.
