Y’E:’tﬁ 1948 was an eventful one for -~ April of 1848 the production lines at

the musie machine manufacturer
— 1848, according to all indications,
will be a fruitful vear. And in thoge
wards, eventful and fruitful, rest the
slory of an industry.

There can be no chronological se-
quence to the happenings of the past
year, for insignificant matters that
cropped up early in 1948, loomed as
important factors as 1949 dawned.
Most important, however, is the gen-
eral theme that was passed alon
from operator to distributor ang
then to the manufacturer, the theme
of leveling off, financially, physically
and morally.

Because the operator, as the ulti-
mate consumer of the manufaclurer's
praoduct, iz such a vital factor, his
situation must be explained.

The year ‘1948 was perhaps the
roughest year in the history of the
coln-operaled music business. The
war years and their resulting lush
grosses were definitely a part of the
past. Newcomers to the business, on
the operating level, were divided into
thiree elasses: Those who tried and
failed; those who managed to eke
out a living but foresaw disaster in
the future because of inexperience or
unsound financial structures, and, fi-
nally, the handful who made a suec-
cess of their operations.

Fach of these three classifica-
fions made their mark on the manu-
facturer. The first group by losihg
their equipment; the second by their
inability to add to their equipment,
and the third, by their unwillingness
to expand until the leveling oif pe-
riod had been completed.

What has been the effect at the
manufacturing level?

To say the least, it has been shat-
tering.

Manufacturers have, thru their
close proximily to the operator, felt
the brunt of the drastically reduced
incomes of the latter group. As a
result, their production lines were
slowed down, some were halted en-
tirely, and, in the cazse of the
Rudolph Wurlitzer Company, heavy
losses were reported. Fewer new
models hil the market, for that same
market could barely absorb those
units already on the distributors’
floors. Low-priced units made their
debut, but the success of this move
has yel to be determined, and coin-
operaled televigion-juke box units
took a step forward, albeit a small
one.

Taken company for company, the
story follows the same pgeneral
theme, but with variations.

What Was Coming

Wurlitzer, because of ils position
as a leader in the {ield, was among
the first to see what was coming, In

North Tonawanda were shut down
and distributors started to dispose of
their large stocks of 1100 and 1018
models. Whal was reported to be a
one-month shutdown extended thru
the balance of the year.

Late in the year, from the desk of
R. C. Rolfing, presiden!, came a spe-
cial financial report, in which the
phonograph division of the company
was given Lhe blame for a $1.804,078
loss. In his statement Rolfing ra-
vealed that the prices of the firm's
music machines had been cut; that
personnel changes were being made
(resignation of Mike Hammergren
and radical switches in the distribu-
tor network); Tevision of selling poli-
cies had been effectled.

Most encouraging, however, was
Rolfing’'s comment that production
was expected to resume in the near
future, and that the company ex-
pected to operate at a profit during
the final six months of its fiscal year,
Thus Wurlitzer follows the theme of
an eventful 1948, and the hopes for a
[fruitful 1949,

New Seeburg Model

Secburg, without shutting down
ils produclion lines, still had its ear
attuned to the industry, Earlier in
1948 the firm brought out ils SICM
unit, a non-coin operated, industrial-
commercial phonograph offering 200
selections., This was a custom-built
unit, and was aimed al indusirial
locations, clubs, ete. Bul the SICM
unit, while holding little interest for
the operalor, held a prevue of things
to come. For early in December
seeburg introduced its new coin-op-
eraled phonograph, called the Select-
o=Matic, in which 100 selections wers
offered by using the same record
principles as were employed in the
SICM unit Gala showings. by Sea-
burg distributors thruout the coun-
try prior to Christmas 1948 indicated
that the unit would be well received.

Thus 1949 looked like a fruitful
year to the Seeburg family, manu-
facturer, distributor and operator,

AMI, from its headquarters In
Grand Rapids, Mich, appeared to
also be heading for a bright future
in the business, Introducing its sec-
ond phonograph, the Model B, early
in the summer, the firm, after enjoy-
ing moderate success with its Model
A, found itself moving ahead more
swiltly with the smaller phonograph,
Pric in the Wurlitzer-Seeburg
range, the AMI phonograph was
gradually appearing in more and
more new locations as the year drew
to a close,

Sales Promotion

To make 1949 a fruitful year, John
Haddock, Lindy Force mﬁ the gal-

ance of the AMI family were _Bﬁ*
gressively merchandising their prod-
uct. Traveling trailers were supplied
to distributors to travel the high-
ways and byways, hilting every
available operator. And, with coin-
operated television becoming more
active, the firm was experimentin
along these lines too, using a Mod

B with a Magnavox tele receiver
attached.

Rock-Ola, quiet during the first
half of 1948, was headed for a boom
as the new year rolled around. Pro-
duction had been going ahead at the
Rock-Ola plant during the slow pe-
riod, but on a reduced scale. Then
came shuffleboards, and with the
firm among the first to bring out a
board that operators found accept-
able, the miusic business started to
move ahead too, There will be no
new Rock-Ola model for awhile, but
their 1948-'49 model is in production
and is moving from the distributors’
gshowrooms to operalors' locations,

Also looking forward to a brighler
year in '49 is the Aireon Manufae-
turing Company. Finaneially, the
gcning has been rough for this Kansas

ity, Kan., firmm, but that problem
seems to have been licked. The re-
organization plan approval by the
court in the fall of 1948 opened the
door to full-scale production. The
Coronet, which was originally an-
nounced to list at $405, and has since
been raised $50 to $545, has been
the answer to many operators who
sought &8 new phono for a smaller
location. Too, Aireon has intro-
duced its combination juke box-tele-
vision sel, and Bernard D, Craig,
sales manager, reports the trend to-
ward this unit Iz excellenf;

Patent Problems

decond Tow-priced unit is the Fil-
ben, originally announced at $595
and now listing at $645, Beset with
legal problems involving their use of
patents, the firm, during the latter
part of 1948, was slow to move, but
there was hope for the future in that
the firm was working hard to get its
legal problems solved so that the
way would be cleared for concen-
tration on production and sales.

There was little word from the
Indianapolis headquarters of Pack. .
ard during most of the year. The
firm was producing its wall boxes,
and some music machines, Sen
Homer E. Capehart was deep In his
duties in Washington.

So, as 1949 dawned, manufacturers
were rolling up their sleeves. There
was much work to be done, and the
time was ripe to start. The operator
was looking forward to 1949 with
optimism. If he is right, the new
¥EIEII' would indeed be a fruitful one
or the manufacturer, '
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HE 12 months ending last Decem-

ber marked a period of adjust-
ment for the juke box business as a
whaole. And that period was doubly
challenging for the distributors of
phonographs. Competition was at its
keenest pitch. Selling in a buyer's
market was complicated by resistance
to high prices. Inventories of many a
solid distributing organization were
swaollen out of all proportion as a re=
sult of so-called “floor plan” arrange-
ments. And, above all, lines of credit
tightened in varying degrees for all
distributors. -

If, at vear's end, distribulors were
not too sure of the answers to their
problems, at least the problems stood
out sharply and the goals were easy
1o define. Most phonogzraph manu=-
facturers had -already canceled a
large number of distributing con=-
tracts to appoint new sales represen=-
tatives. Distributors switched lines,
and some—for reasons ranging from
lack of credit to bad management—
gimply closed their doors or went into
other lines

Leveling Off

No one believed that the year's end
would see an end to these many prob-
lems but most were convinced that
the worst of the leveling-off period
was passed and that 1949 would be
more slable and prosperous for good
managers. The principal reason for
this feeling of optimism seemed to
gtem from the fact that inventories
have been steadilv reduced by ag-
gressive sales policies.

Despite the fact that two manu-
facturers—Aireon and Packard—set
up new sales programs which meant,
in effect, disbanding their distributor
organizations, the industry as a whole
realfirmed its belief in the distribuior
as a necessary and useful factor in
the business.

High prices, too-large inventories
and lack of credit were factors felt
all the wayv down the line from man-
ufacturers to operators. Distributors,
who had built up heavy investments
in their businesses and who had high,
fixed overhead expenses to meet,
were caught in the middle when the
industry as a whole overproduced
during the past two and one-half
vears. Altho production slacked off
early last spring, existing inventories
opn many a distributor’s floor could
be siphoned off only over a longer-
than-usual period of time, Partly be-
cause of the financial position dis-
tributors found these invenlories
caused, and partly because of gen-
erial ecanomic conditions, credit be-
gan to tighten noticeably at the same
time inventory Theadaches were
recognized.

Diversified Lines
Distributors who had diversified
their lines to include other types of

coin-operated equipment from games
to vending and service machines

were in a somewhat stronger position
than the distributor who dealt ex-

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clusively in music. Altho the margin
of profit in games and venders was
considerably smaller than the margin
of profit In musie, games and vender
sales did help pull many distributors
over the hump.

One manufacturer, the J. P. See-
burg Corporation, gave its distribu-
tors an opportunity to try their hand
gelling allied musie equipment, See-
burg introduced a non-coin operated
music system for industrial plants,
institutions, and similar locations,
and gave its distributors first chinnce
8t marketing the unit. The results
were nol phenomenal, but they did
serve to point up the need for diver-
sifying the musie distributor's line
and that trend can certainly be ex-
pected to continue.

Firmer prices seem to be in the
prospect for the remainder of this
yvear, and firmer prices will help
distributors in many ways. Principal-
ly, of course, firmer prices in the
juke box market help the eredit
picture. Banks and finance - com-
panies, watching last year's wide
variations between asking prices and
selling prices, questioned the stability
of the business, An operator financed
at list price might find it to his ad-
vantage to allow the financing agency
to repossess his unpaid-for equipment
if he could buy the same merchan-
dise for a price lower than his un-
paid balance. Distributors, holding
paper on deals such as this, had
cause to be concerned. That very
factor of Instability In prices made it
necessary for distributors to operate
more and more routes and posed a
heavy management chore since the
distributor had to keep on top of
both his selling and his operating ac-
tivities with the result that one or
both might suffer,

Future Outlook

At the beginning of this maonth,
there were indications that buying
would pick up. FPhonographs pur-
chased in 1046 and 1847 were paid
out, or nearly paid out, which meant
that good operators an¥ious to keep
their routes at peak efficiency would
be replacing older equipment. Sales
volume was not expected to malch
1946, but most distributors have now
tightened up their organizations to
cut overhead expenses. This will en-
able many to realize a fair profit
even tho volume does run less than
the recent peak years

Most encouraging news of all,
however, were from distribu-
tors who asked for and received
eredit from local banks and financing
companies, They reported that, while
money was definitely not as easy to
come by as it had been, sound deals
could be cleared. And manufacturers
a more conscious of the dis-
tributors’ problems since heavy in-
ventories on distributor’s floors
eventually spell trouble for the man-
ufacturer. That awareness was an

encournging sign for a beller year.

TIIE axel upon which the entire

coln-operated music machine in-
dustry turns is the operator, for no
malter what kind of a machine the
manufacturer makes and whal sales
policies are used lo push those prod-
ucls to the ultimate user, the operator
i1z still the determining factor in
whether or not the industry is =
healthy, pr ffitable ~1e.

The operaling picture in 1948 was
one of varying economic deprees, in
which the first postwar “leveling off"
period arrived, and the operators as
a whole found themselves selling a
o=cent product, as they did before
and during the war, in the face of
rising costs that bit deeply into their
cash reserves. For many wartime
and poslwar operators, 1948 was n
year of decision, These operalors were
faced with lhe problem of continuing
operalfions on ever-narrowing mar-
gins of profits, or throwing in the
sponge, and seeking a livelihood else-
where, NMany chose the latter course.

The old-timer in the music {ield, he
who had made a living selling music
prior to the outbreak of war, and the
business man-operator, who had
learned to set up his operalion on a
sound business basis, were for the
most part, able to weather the storm,
and, as a resull, see the makings
of a rainbow on the horizon, as 1948
bowed out,

The direction in which the operat-
ing wind blew was determined early
in the year just past, The easy
money and easy spending of the early
408 were on Llheir wav oul—nol
glowly, but rather at hurricane speed.
And, as operators saw their grosses
decline steadily in the first few
months of 1848, they became aware of
the hupge operating and supply cost
Increases that had entered their
sphere during the lush years.

Many of the newcomers met the on-
rushing disaster head-on, and were
awepl away with the tide. Others
who had entered the field during and
after the war were able to hold their
own as lhey followed the examples
set by the veteran operators, relrench-
ing and solidifying their routes,
dropping marginal spots that became
unprofitable locations due to exira
gervicing and higher supply costs,
and replacing equipment only when it
became an abso'ute necessity.

Nickel Musie
By late spring the S-cent price of
music had become the target of much
debate thruoul Lthe country. Many of
the newer operators fell that they
ghould jump their per-play charge to
a dime, and, despite advice to the
contrary, did just that. It soon be-
came ev ‘nt that the publie, ae-
customed o the nickel per record
play on juke boxes, would not, in

mosl cases, pay a dime.

Argued pro and con for weeks, il
was finally conceded by most opera-
tors L(hat excepl for specialized lo-
cations, such as private clubs, the
juke box would have to continue on
nickel play, and that another solution
would have to be found by the op-
erators o make up the difference
between the rising costs and the
diminishing returns.

One such salution was a revision of
the ecommissions paid to locations,
Here, the operator found he was
treading on thin ice indeed, but by
properly malking his way forward,
slowly and wilth businesslike pro-
cedure, the resulis were often favor-
able.

Revamp Commission

In Sioux Falls, S. D., for example,
Norman Gefke, secretary of the South
Dakota Phonograph Operators' As-
sociation, together with his fellow
local operators, worked out a sliding
scale of commissions. Localions,
after studying the operators' presen-
tations, agreed to the commission r>-
vision, and a healthy music business
was the result,

From Peoria, Ill,, headguarters of
the Central Illinois Phonograph Op-
erators' Association, came furlher
word that the revision of commissions
not only was feasible, but could also
be the difference between profit and
loss for the operator., Here the op-
erators, headed by Lee Arnold, asso-
ciation president, worked out a 60-30
commission scale, and, like several
other loealities in various parls of
the country, found the location owner
agreeable to the change when he was
shown the heavily increased costs
the operator was forced fo bear whila
still getting the same price for his
producl.

Associalions

This move to revamp the long-ac-
cepted 50-50 commission projected
still another age-oll axiom beforz the
operator—in unity there is strength.
For operators soon discovered that
by working together they could more
easily show locations the necessity for
the commission changes, Thus, the
association, slirong in some areas,
weak in others, and nonexistent in
most, took on added significance. And,
along these lines, came the organi-
zations of the Music Operators of
America (MOA), a nhational musie
association designed to improve the
lot of all operators. Headed by
George A. Miller, Oakland, Calif.,
and with Al Denver, New York as-
sociation president as second in com-
mand, the national organization ap-
peared ready to do a man-sized job
in '49., The meetings of the MOA,
which will be held during the CMI
chnvenlion, will be all-important as

far as the music operator I8 con-
cerned.

Meanwhile, with the national or-
ganization functioning, local groups
began springing up. In Des Moines,
the Iowa Automatic Music Operators'
Association became a reality. An ag-
gressiye group of music merchants
met in Albuguerque, and with Miller
on hand to advise them, formed a
New Mexico association. These,
along with similar groups thruout the
country, were formed by operators
who were looking for action. They
are not fraternal groups, rather they
are men banded together for the pur-
pose of building thelr business on &
gound, practical basis.

Promolion Factor

A nolable development during the
year was the increasing trend toward
promolion, on-location and off, by the
music machine industry., Influx of
hit-fune-olf-the-month drives, which
Included special title strips, radio tie-
ing and placards, proved a definile
ghot in the arm in some areas, altho
many problems made It Impossible
for the promotion to be used in all
parts of the country.

To hypo interest in the music ma-
chines, many operators and associa-
tiong turned to radio as an advertlis-
ing and promotional medium, Special
disk jockey tie-ups were made in
such areas as Washington, Chicago
and other cities, and the results were
gratifying.

While still a toddler as '49 dawned,
promolion as a means of increasing
play wasg becoming more popular
with operators thruout the country,
and, more important, was actually
doing a job in those areas where it
was being tried.

Conclusion

High on the list of matters to be
followed closely during the coming
year will be local, State and' national
legislation as it effects the industry.
New taxes, an ever-increasing prob-
lem adding to the burden of the op-
erator who is trying to keep his head
above waler in this leveling off pe-
riod, are on the agenda of many Leg-
islatures this year. Concenftrated ef-
forts are required to put the true
facts before these lawmalers so that
they are fully aware of the condi-
tion of the industry before they acl
on these proposed new levies,

Also of importance is the television
sltuation, coin-operated and mnon-
coin-operated alike, Video has been
a strong competitor of the music ma-
chines in the past. It is spreading
like a wild fire, and will continue to
compete for the patron’s attention.
Coin tele will get its first thoro test
in gﬂ. and may well prove to be an
added source®f income for the juke
box operator.

No. 3—JAMES A. BLAND

N THE 1880's, James A. Bland was

hailed across the Atlantic as *the
prince of Negro songwriters.” He gave
command performances for Queen
Victoria and her son, Edward, Prince
of Wales. For 20 years he was the
idol of the English music halls, and
knew the security of pound notes
and golden sovereigns.

In his homeland, however, Bland
was practically unknown even tho
his songs were not unsung, White per-
formers, who introduced them, often
claimed them as their own. American
publishers, who bought them for a
pittance, profited handsomely from
their popularity. And when BEland
died, destitute, in Philadelphia, May
5, 1911, not a single obituary notice
told of his passing, and he was buried
in an unmarked grave in a Negro
cemetery on the outskirts of Merion,
Pa.

Yet James A. Bland left an indeli-

ble imprint en American popular
music, and blazed the trail for other
songwrilers of his race who, unlike
him, received recognition and finan-
cial .reward for their contributions to
the theater and the home-talented
Negroes like William Handy, Cole
and Johnson and Duke Ellington, to
mention but a few.

Bland was born of free colored
parents at Flushing, N. Y., October
22, 1854, and spent most ol his boy-
hood in Washington, where his father,
a native of Charleston, S. C., and a
eraduate of Wilberforce University,
served as an examiner in the United
States Patent Office. The elder Bland
was the first Negro to be appointed
to such a position following the Ciwvil
War.

Upon graduation from high school,
Bland enrolled with his father at
Howard University to study law, and

ID YOU hear the gag Jim

iiD
Thornton pulled last night?"

This was a common daily greeting
along Broadway 50 and more years
ago, and because of his bibulous es-
capades this songwriting monologist
became a legendary figure in Tin
Pan Alley and the variety halls he
played.

Altho born in Liverpool, England,
Jim Thormton was as Irish as the
Lakes of Killarney, his ready wit
being reflected in his songs and sto-
ries, his blarney getting him out of
tight places, and his sharp tongue
berating any and all who crossed
him, drunk or sober.

In addition to being Tin Pan Al-
ley's champion elbow-bender, Thorn-
ton was the most erudite of tune-
smiths, able to hold his own with
Maurice Barrymaore or Edwin Booth
in quoting Shakespeare. Jim’s classi-
cal education began when he was the
night watchman at the Boston print-
ing plant of Rand & Avery, and no
less an authority than Henry Wads-
worth Longfellow advised him what
books to read.

,New York City first heard Jim
Thornton's deep, pontifical voice at
“The" Allen’s Bal Mabille on Bleecker
Street, where Jim worked as a sing-

ing waiter and found in the clatter of
crockery the inspiration for his first
song, Remember Poor Mother at
Home. He sold it for $2.50.

It was here, too, that he wooed
and won Bonnie Thornton, whose
wifely devotion exceeded even her
artistry and popularity as a variety
hall soubrette; for it was her hope-
less job to trv and keep Jim sober
and separated from evil companions.

Thornton was John L. Sullivan's
favorite pianist, while the former
heavyweight champion was Jim's
favorile drinking companion. This
made for a beautiful friendship that
was pledged nightly in an aleoholic
marathon whieh started at the Hoff-
man House bar, took in the saloons
of Jim Corbett, Tom Sharkey and
Terry McGovern, and finished around
sunrise in some dive on the lower
East Side. Then Bonnie and the
Bromo-Seltzer bottle took over.

A tall, lean man who wore a Prince
Albert coat both on and off the stage,
Thorntion aped for a gag the dress
and mannerisms of fwo much pub-
licized figures of the 1880's—"0ld
Doc” Munyon, who cured the nation’s
corns and bunions, and the Rev. Dr,
Pankhurst, a militant vice crusader

This is how Carrie Jacobs Bond
explained her success as a song-
writer. Left practically penmiless in
1895 by the death of her husband, a
mining camp doctor, she moved from
Iron River, Mich., to Chicago where
she opened a studenits’ boarding
house and eventuslly turned to song-
writing to supplement a less-than-
adeqguate income.

After selling a few songs for $25 or
$30 each, she decided to publish her
own songs, and raised $300 for the
venture by giving a concert in Stein-
way Hall, wearing a dress she had
fashioned from a lace curtain.

With an additional $1,500 borrowed

from a neighborhood druggist, Mrs.
Bond set up her one-woman publish-

Bond had a staff of 19 employees,
and soon after the turm of the cen-
tury, her songs were selling a million
copies or better, making her the
country's most successful woman

During the administrations of The-
odore Roosevelt and Warren G. Hard-
ing, Mrs. Bond gave recitals al the
White House, but her songs were
written for the common folk—songs
easy to sing but bard to forget. And
these songs are the enduring herll.lg
she left the world when she died in
California on December 28, 1946—
America’s “grand old lady of song."
