Tele Privacy
Suit by AGVA
To Deftendant

Ruling Important to TV

HOLLYWOOQOD, July 8.—Tele ons
won an important legal battle this
weelk when Superior Court Judge
William McKesson held that per-
formers televised during the course
of a public performance can make no
claims on telecasting unless prior ar-
rangements have been made. De-
cision was handed down in a suit
filed by American Guild of Variety
Artists (AGVA) against Station
ELAC-TV, in which AGVA charged
video ops with invasion of privacy
and  wmauthorized telecasting of
AGVA members, KLAC-TV, defend-
anl in the $7.500 damage action, was
cleared of all charges.

In ruling apainst AGVA's claims
(which resulted from telecasting of
a water show in September, 1948),
Judge McKesson ruled that swimmers
thug telecast took part in a public
performance without any reservation
of rights. Burden of proof rested
with talent to arrange for special
fees or compensation before the eventl
wuas held. If no prior deals were
macde the station was within its legal
right to tfelevise show as arranged
with promoters.

AGVA contended that the swim-
mers had contracted to perform only
for payers in grandstand and not for
video audiences. Union sought dam-
ages plus demand that, in the fu-
ture, all members were to be paid
one week’s salary for a single tele
performance. Action was filed
against both KLAC-TV and KTLA,
but the latter station settled with
the union rather than go to court,

In Radio Got
AGin 1947

Govt. Cites Other Farnings

WASHINGTON, July 9%—Half of
the nation's radio actors make more
than $4,000 yearly apiece and the an-
nual income of 50 per cent of the
radio singers in the nation is mora
than $4,800 per person, according to
the latest report this week in the
Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) oe-
cupational survey.

At the high end of the scale, one
out of every four actors had a grnss
income in excess of $10300 yearly,
while gne out of every four singers
made more than $8,800, according to
the BLS study which is based on 1947
earnings. At the low end of the scale,
the survey revealed that 25 per cent
ol the actors made less than $1,700
and 26 per cent of the singers earned
under $2,400,

The report, the third in a BLS
series, showed that one out of every °
four Efﬂ.ff announcers and one out of
every four sound effects men earned
more than $6.800 yvearly. The bottom
end of the scale for both classes was
much higher than for actors and

earned a large propertion of their in-
comes oulside of radio. Two=flths
of singers in the two cities made
more from flickers, night clubs and
disks ‘than they did from radio. In
Chicago, however, most singers made
the greater part of their 1947 money
in radia,

Problem of unemployment was
worst among actors and singers, BELS
gaid, while announcers and sound ef-
fecls men were seldom out of worlk
in 1947, One-fifth of all actors were
out of work for more than half the
vear, while one eighth of the singers
had a jobless period of more than
gix months. For announcers and
sound effeclts men, however, such
long perionds of unemployment
amounted only 1o about 2 per cent.

The statistics were compiled hy
BLS from a guestionnaire mailed to
3,742 members of AFRA with the
co-operation of the uwnion. Fifteen
cities were covered in all.

A 15-minute rebuiltal period
ig set aside on Tuesdavs and Satur-
days at 6:15 p.m.

The WNLIK editorials are aimed,
basically, at local issues, or those in
which loeal interest is involved.
However, Dr. Ginzburg said this week
thal he does not eschew national or
international topics, but attempis to
select those which will raise the
grealest amount of home comment,
The editorials are presented under
the title, In COur Opinion; the shows
utilizing reactions to them are callec
In Your Opinion.

First editorial was broadeast June
20, on the heels of the FCC about-
face, and concerned itself with devel-
opment of a yacht basin for Nor-
walle, Among other loeal issues cov-
ered was one dealing with the noed
for good men in the city government,
with special emphasis on the coming
mayoralty race. On a State-wide
level, WNLK demanded more home
rule for Connecticut cities. Nation-
ally, Dr. Ginzburg spocke of the
worsening business situation, with
special reference to unemployment
in the State's hard-hit capital goods
incdusiries, and he advocated a general
public works program, On the in-
ternational plane, he spoke out
against the world government plan,

which he vegards as illusory and “a
false Messiah"

Rebutials to the early editorials
were secured by stopping people on
the street and asking their opinions.
Now a more zelective basis is used,
with attempts to get prominent inci-
viduals to offer their ideas. Thus, on
the world government issue, a leading
local advocate, Norman C!nusum, will
be asked to Lel}iv Individuals askad
to respond are phoned and aslked for
their statements, or, in some cases,
invited to make a lape recording,
Representative eilizens are sought,
and they are furnished with copies
of the editorials in guestion the day
before these are delivered.,

One result of the edilorials
been 1lhe purchase of adverlising
space plugging them in the logal
newspaper on the days lhe opinions
are aired. Relations belween the sta-
tion and paper had been sirained for
some time, but now the station also
adverlises its daily program sked as
well.

Dr. Ginzburg said he may invile
oulside individuals 1o deliver guest
editorials if the subject is pertinent
and worthwhile, even tho the station
may not agree with the opinion. He
believes firmly in radio as an edi-
torial medium, and said that it is far
maore effective than TV in this regard,
noting that “the evolution of thoughl
came thru language.” The sound
portion of wvideo is secondary, he
mointed out, like the sound track of
a newsreel,

The station may sell sponsorship of
lhe editorial time to some organiza-
tion or [irm seeking pubserv time.

The new proposed allocations table,
which will be the subjeect of a full-
dress FCC-industry hearing next
month, ealls for 6-megacycle widths.
It iz estimated that the new proposed
allocation would make room for more
than 1,000 black-white video stations
in the UHF band, plus some 400 in
the very-high-frequency (VHF) band.
The plan ealls for revisions of exist-
ing VHF chamnels in a number of
cities.

UBF Weaker Signals y

The plan 1s based on a theory that
UIlY stations will have a weaker sig-
nal than VHFs and that, conse-
quently, UHF stations will be as-
signed heavily to secondary and les-
ser market areas which are now de-
nied TV channels, altho a number of
UHF freguencies are proposed to be

FCC Indicates

Super - Power
Up to Congress

WASHINGTON, July 9.—The Fed-
eral  Communications Commission
(I'CC) will not authorize super-power
for clear channel stations, it was dis-
closed by Commissioner Edward M.
Webster in testimony this week be-
fore the Senate Interstate and Foreign
Commerce Committee, Webster told
the group that the question of power

above 50 low. should be decided by
Congress,

_The super-power guestion has been
kicking around for two vears, with
the Clear Channel Broadeasting Ser-
vice (CCES) having advocated it at
the clear channel hearings as a means
of improving rural reception,

In reply to a question on super-
power, Webster =aid, “I am not so
sure now that it is not a problem that
the commission has to lake up with
Congress.,” Committee thembers are
mlerpreting the reply as a pledge that
the I'CC will not authorize super-
power on its own hook.

Left to Congress

IT left to Congress, there isg little
chanee that power greater than the
present 50 kw, limit will be granted.
Original econgressional pronounce-
ment on the policy of limiting power
was made & decade ago in a resolu-
tien sponsored by former Sen, Wal-
lace White (I}, Me.). The resolution
which passed without objection stated
that “it is the sense of the Senate”
that power of broadeast stations shall
be limited to 50 kw,

A bill amending the Communica-
tions Act to prohibit more than 50
kw. for any station was approved las
session by the-Senate Interstate and
Foreign Commerce Committee and
was reintroduced this session by com-
mitlee chairman Edwin B, Johnson
(D., Colo.).

cording to the F'CC, will necur some-
time in October, if all goes well, but
realistic observers are inclined to be-
lieve thal the frecze-thaw won't take
place until November or as late as
December.

Still
hanging fite are such long-pending
matters as multiple - ownership
changes, giveaways, application pro-
cedure, spot sales reps, clear chan-
nels, the G. A. Richards case and the
policy toward anti-trust offenders,

Cleaned up in recent weelts were
the editorializing problem, the Avco
rule and the guestion of time-sharing,
even tho the commission 1§ limping
along with only four members, since
two are aitending an international
conference and one, Fdward Web-
ster, went off the payroll July 1,
rending Senate confirmatlon of his
reappointment,

The commission ig also tied vup In
the TV allocations matter, which is
being given priority, and the time-
consuming procedure of holding the
slated mid-August hearings. Digest-
mg the ensuing briefs and preparing
new TV rules will take up much of
the time of the hard-pressed FCC
staff. Despite the work load, how-
ever, the FCC hopes to -dispose of
many of the major Issues before
January.

Among the earliest broadcast deci-
gions to be announced is expected to
be the final decision on giveaways.
When whipped into flnal shape; the
decision probably will be phrased in

Cheers Bus FM

HARTFORD, Conn., July 8.—Mau-
rice Maloney, an executive of the
Woreester Street Railway of Wor-
cester, Mass., this week reported
that about 99.99 per cent of all the
bus drivers and riders on the Wor-
cester Street Rallway are heartily in
favor of the new FM radios which are
now operating on the 225 busses of
the traction company.

“Of course,” he added, “we ex-
pected to have some people and some
of our drivers against the radios.”
He said, the firm received some com-
plaints the first few days the radios
were in operation, but mechanical
adjustments eliminated these com-
plaints, '
_The company operates its own sta-
tion which feeds programs of music
and periodic newscasts to the busses.
One popular feature, he says, is the
regular broadeast of all baseball
scores.

The Worcester concern became in-
terested in bus radios following an
experiment conducted by the 'St.
Louis Traction Company. Last fall,
for experimental purposes, a few
of the radios were installed in Wor-
cester busses.

Giveawny FPolicy

In line with the poliey already
tentatively decided, Juslice Depart-
ment will be left as the final judge
to determine whether an individual
giveaway show 15 in violation of loi-
tery laws. That agency, it is recalled,
has never in the past been harsh
om radio giveaways, The most pub-
licized case in recent years was the
Pol-o-Gold docket which came up
during the chairmanship of James L.
Py, At that time, the FCC asked
Justice Department to take aclion;
the Justice Department made a guick
probe and absclved the show, The
same thing occurred in a half-dozen
other instances.

Cne of the last issues to be decided
may be the oldest on the FCC books,
the clear channel docket. This case
could have been setlled by the com-
mission a year ago had it not been
for the delay regquested last session
by the Senate Interstate Commerce
Committee, It is that group thatl is
apparently causing the FCC {o hold
off now. Several weeks apgo, Com-
mitliee Chairman FEdwin Johnson
(D., Colo.) stated that the FCC had
decided to rule in favor of the clears,
and that he would fight such a de-
cision. The FCC has remained clam-
like on eclears ever since.

Station Ad Sich
The FCC's proposal to force adver-
tising of every prospective station
action is likely to be hanging around
for some time, With industry having
formed a solid front against the idea,

it's one of the hottest now before the
FCC.

The FCC’s proposed rule limiting
the number of minority as well as
majority interests in AM, M and
TV will probably be adopted before
winter. A likely modification, how-
ever, is the dropping of the provision
limiting minority stock holdings of
network and siation officials.

Still up in the air is a decision on
whether web activities in represent-
ing affiliates in the sale of national
spot ads should be banned. It is vir-
tually decided that no wviolation of
curtent web rules has been made by
any of the networks, but the question
as to the advisability of writing new
rules to break up the networks' rep
actions is yet to be decided,

G. A. Richards Case

The FCC has two matters 1o settle
in the G, A. Richards case, whether
to proceed with hearing on charges
that he ordered news-slanting on
EMPC, Los Angeles, WJR, Detroit,
and WGAR, Cleveland, and whether
to approve the transfer of the three
stations from Richards to a threo-
man trust. The first question has
been hanging fire for more than g
year, while the fransfer has heen
pending since April,

The seventh major broadcast issue
pending—that of a poliey toward
broadcasters cited in anti-trust ac-
!::-:ms-T-is almaost certain to be decided
in piecemeal fashion without an
over-all determination being made.
A separate ruling on - each bid of
flicker outfits cited by the Justice
Department for anti-trust wviolations
is the best method of handling the

The weckly newsletier also warned
member dealers not to malke the mis-
take of stocking too many lines of
telesets “when TV comes to your
town.” They were advised to select
one or two of the bhest lines they can |
pet-and then let the public know that |
they have the best makes. The!
NARDA further warned dealers that
they e¢ould *lose their shirts™ in
faulty servicing of TV receivers, and
that inventory would have to be kept
as low as possible for a dealer to be
able to survive the “instability” of the
TV market.

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Handling of Films for TV

Becomes Flourishing Biz

NEW YORK, July 9.—A new busi-
ness, growing out of the increasing
complications of television broadcast-
ing, has been fourishing recently,
with every indication that it will
mount in imporiance with continued
growth of video. The handling, rout-
ing and storage of films for television,
one of the biggest headaches of agen-
cies, sponsors and networks, has be-
come a major function of Modern
Talking Picture Service, which form-

erly specialized in distribution of non-
theatrical films. Frank Arlinghaus,
who heads Modern} currently has con-
tracts to handle the entire film output
of four major agencies, with several

others now interested in signing for
the service,

Batten, Barton, Durstine & Osborn
(EBDO), Young & Rubicam (Y&R),
J. Walter Thompson {(JWT) and Biow
all subscribe to the Arlinghaus deal,
following a period in which the snow-
balling problems of routing filmed
programs and spots to stations became
a giant migraine. Agency vice-presi-
dents who found mysterious rolls of
16mm. Alm in their incoming baslkets,
when they should have been sent to
a8 Los Angeles station, soon brought
the maiter to a head, and the agen-

cies decided to eall in Arlinghaus,

Still Experimental

The setup which resulted admitted-
Iy still is in the experimental stage,
The objective for the first year is a
sireamlined operation exemplifyihg
simplicity, Every time one of the
agencies wants anything done wilh
filin, they fill. put the necessary part
of a multiple form supplied by Arlin g
haus, and he then ships, stores cuts,
edits and routes to one or mora sta-
tions, as directed. A complete file
eard system te¥ls Arlinghaus exactly
where each film is at any time. Ar-
linghaus now is handling 15 spon-

sored programs and dozens of spots
for the apencies,

Charges for the service alsg are on
a temporary basis. Arlinghaus bills
cach agency for each form instructing
him to do something with a film, with
a flat rate for each instruction, re-
gardless of what action is entailed,
He is keeping a time record of effort
expended on each operation, and at
the end of the year, a tabulation will
be made to determine a fair yate, and
whether clients have been over-
charged or undercharged. The con-
tracts for future service will bhe re-
negotiated at that time, with new
terms based on the findings,

technicolor musical, Binnie Barnes,
guesting on the show, lent a potent
assiszt on the latter, which was bright-
ened by such bils as an opening that
went, Hello, Denmark, Hello, and a
deseription of Hamlet as a guy 'who
didn’t like his mother's second hus-
band, “a sort of Danish Margaret
O'Brien.”

A Real Winner

Miss Barnes, always dependable for
a good comeback, said she was going
to Italy to make a fllm, but not at
Stromboli, which she described as a
dull place with no amusements. When
Burrows asked why, then, the place
geems so conducive fo, uh— — Binnie
quickly interjected: *“What else is
there to do?” In all, the opener was
a real winner as ticklish enterlain-
ment, with no need to fall back on
the stale yoecks and slapstick amtics
which mark so many alleged comedy
shows., Milton DeLugg's small group
was fine for the musie, and Lynn
Duddy’s voeal group alse shone. Na
sponsor can go wrong on this one,

HOLLYWOOD, July 9 — Night-
time radio's rapid death at tele's
hands was highlighted in the results
of a survey conducted here by Wood-
bury College, which sent oul 500 of
its students for a door-to-door canvass
of 1,800 television homes. Tabulalions
show 50 per cent of tele set owners
claim they “practically never" ligten
ta their radios at night since acquiring
a video receiver, while 30 per cent

said they use their radios a *“great
deal less" after dusk. Thirteen per
cent said night radio gets "a little
less" of their attention, while only
6 per cent say TV has in no way
interfered with their nighttime radio
habits, An evebrow raiser was 1 per
cent of the sampling which cla_med
night radio now has more of their
atteniion. Possible explanation for
thig iz fact that TV keeps more people
at home aller sundown.

Make of TV set in use: Phileo, 21
per cent; RCA, 19; Admiral, 12; Gen-
eral-Eleetrie, 7, and all other makes,
41 per cent.

An average of 4.4 persons view each
set, hroken down into 42 per cent
husbands, 36 per cent wives, with 11
per cent each for boys and girls.

require the use of carrier offsel, pro-
vide for directional antennae and
allocate stations on the basis of power
actually needed rather than sefting
an arbitrary standard of 50kw.

Quaal disputed Johnson's state-
ment, declaring that the signals of
most of the stations mentioned by
Johnson could not be heard in Ish-
peming except possibly under rarve
“frealt’” atmospheric conditions. Quaal
said “the only station with primary
service in Ishpeming both day and
night is WJPD,” and that its signal
does not extend beyond eight miles
at night and 24 miles in daytime,
Quaal said his father, 8. IB. Quaal, is
a minorily stockholder in this station
and that Ward Quaal himsell was
instrumental in getting the station
slarted. !

0-Week Push Starts July 15

NEW YORE, July 8—Encouraged
by the suceessful resulis of the RCA
Victor month of June 50-per cent-ofi-
list-price clearance =zale (see other
story this page), Decca Records this
week prepared to run off a six-wesek
il per cent discount sale of its own.
Decea will offer all of ils album slock
of pre-January, 1949, releases to the
pubblie at half-price (plus tax) and
will sell theze szets to the dealer at
63 per cent of list, leaving a consid-
erabie margin of profit for the dealer.
The sale period will begin July 158
and run to September 1, at which
time the price of the Decca merchan-
dige will return to its regular retail
tap.

The move of Decea, the only unaf-
fMliated diskery in the bhig three of
the disk biz, is being construed in
most disk biz quarters ag a complele
acceptance of the clearance sale as a
new factor in the record indusiry.
Tho clearances are a general praclice
in most other small-unit mass-
valume industries, it wasn't until Vie-
tor ran its first mass clearance sale
in June that the disle business ever
attempted such a wmwove. And tho
the Victor =ale gave rise to many
rlealer sguawles, the resulis show that
the diskery created a great volume
of husiness during a normally slow

All Eyes on Decca

With the announcement by Decea of a 50 per cenl-off sale, the
frade is being informed indirvectly that it is no longer wise nor logical
to blame slow T8 shellae sales solely on gencral business condilions
and the summer slump. It is apparent that tha new record speeds have
been a factor; that these new speeds have had some eflfect on con-
sumer thinking.

For the dealer, a word of warning is necessary here, Tho he must
recognize Lnat the indusiry is on a threeg-speed hasis, it would he fool-
hardy for him to give 78 lhe brush. This iz glill hiz bresd and butler
buginess., And buttressing this business are nearly 17,000,000 78
players. The arrival of the new speeds. thun, in no sense implies
selling 78 short, Rather, {he wise dealer will by all means stay in the
T8 business sfrongly, but in a carvefully controlled manner. More of
this anon,

Ta return to Decea, that company’s decision has heen o tough one,
Its vast catalog of top-selling albums has necessarily meant an aceu-
mulation of inventory at the faclory and distributor level. This inven-
tory problem has been greatly complicated by Decca's conscientious
efforts to zell dealers on the fact thal the Dececa name is synonymous
with fast turnpver and low inventory, Thus Decca and its owned-
and-operated branches carry the inventory load and the dealer is rel-
atively free. The dealer, then, is in a good position to make a profit
from the Decea sale, at the expense of Decca, But making a profit in

the immediate Dececa sale at hand should be secondary to the sale's
deeper meaning,

Facing Changed Conditions
It means Decca is selling out its 78 shellae inventory. Il's costing
them hundreds of thousands of dollars, Tt means Decea feels a decision
on new speeds must be made. It means Decea is going to one or both

of the new speeds not too long after the sale is completed in Sen-
tember.

What should the dealer do?

He should realize that if Dececa—the Iast of the Bip Four-—has
decided to face sguarely to changed conditions posed by the new
speeds, he—the dealer—should do the same, He had better unload as
fast as possible and try to make as much profil a5 possible out of the
reduced trade prices,

The dealer should realize the new speeds are here to stav—not
33 or 45, but-33 and 45. Thus, the more players he gels gut, the sooner
the record business is going to recover, And if he tries to give prefer-
ence to one speed over another, he is going lo confuse the customer
and delay recovery,

Finally, and to reiterate, only the foolhardy will slight 78. Pop
hits are going to come and go many times before both speeds are in
gvery home and have replaced 78 turntables, Any dealer wha does not
buy pop hits regularly and ecarefully will lose sales and profits, He
will cut cdown Lrafiic in his store, Now, more than ever, the dealer
needs that traifie to sell the new speeds, Every T8 customer is a prime

new speed prospect.

Enterprising Dealers Profit

NEW YORK, July 9—RCA Victor
moved “several million dollars" worth
of merchandise in its one-month
clearanee sale, according to RCA
spolcesmen, The precedental clear-
anece, implicalions of which affect the
entire record industry (see Decca
clearance story on this papge), is re-
garded as having successiully reduced
inveniories, despite a number of pro-
tests by dealers and dealers organiza-
tions. RCA execs stated that the sale
—which officially ended July 2,
proved particularly effective wher-
ever dealers co-operated with active
promotion, Some dealers, of course,
did not participate (this was left to
dealer’s discretion}, whereas a num-
her parlicipated only passively. The
latter, according to Viector, have been
unhappy with the results.

Top flight dealers using mercharn-
dising savvy and having cash with
which to operate, not only reduced
their inventories, but made money
doing so. For instance a dealer in a
liquid eondition Ifinancially, often
look advantage of the siuation by
buying thousands of dollars worth of
merchandise at 60 per cent off and
selling this merchandise to the con-
sumer at 50 per cent off. In other
words, he still made a 10 per cent
profit—and made it in a tremendous
volume of merchandise which sueh a
dealer had bought for 40 per cent off
(the normal discount}, he sold to con-
sumers at 40 per cent reduction, thus
breaking even on his old merchandise.

Big Orders Maoved

Apcording to RCA, many dealera
were able to operate in this way. It's
known that some of the larger outlets
moved tremendous gquantities of mer-
chandise, Macy's, according 1o re-
ports, bought 80,000 RCA albums dur-
ing the run of the sale, Liberty Music
is reported as having beecn even maore
siecessful—unofficial estimates being
that the company did $180,000 worih
of business for the month, with about
three-fourths of this traceable to the
sale. Other leading outlets, such as
Hecht's in Washington and J. L, Hud-
gont in Detroit, also are eredited with
having done very well. .

Dealer reports varied, but left littla
doubt that invenlory had been moved,
For instance, Leon Ferguson, who
rung Ferguson's Record Shop in Meme-

The work al issue
is Willlams's Jjazz arrangement of
Valse Triste, published by Porgie and
recorded by Gene Krupa's ork for
Columbia. The work on which the
clefling was based is the Sibelius
Valse Triste Irom the opera Kuolema,
The Sibeling original is in the public
domain owing to the failure ol the
European publisher to renew copy-
right whoen the first 2B-yvear period
expired.

According to the complaint, Wil-
liams wrote his arrangement in May,
1946, and furned over publication
rights to the pubbery, al that time
the Campbell-Porgie firm. The pub-
ber, the plaintiff claims, waived roy-
alties for Columbia’s recording., Wil-
liarns, it is charged, urged Al Porgie
to sue Columbia for the royalties, bhut
the latter refused "because of his
company's utler dependence upon Ca-
lumhbia records for securing future re-
cordings . . ." Williams then asked
the pubber {no reconvey the copyright
te him to enable him to bring suit
against Columbia., ‘This was refused.

Secks Return of Copyright

Williams now is asking a declara-

Under Anti-"Trust Laws

denied by Congress, Unions acting
on their own without employver con-
nivance have heen declared out from
under the Sherman Act by the Su-
preme Court., The latest case came
in 1945 when the high court sustained
an injunction against an Internalional
Brotherhood of Eleetrical Workers
(IBEW) local on the grounds that {he
local and e€mployer had joined to-
pether in an atlempt 1o suppress com-
petition. Howewver, the court outlined
inn its decision that a unign is free 1o
gain any sort of control of a marlket
as long as it does not act in conjunc-
tion with an employer.

This case set up the union IMm-
munity policy, which the congres-
sional groups are lo examine. Under
the policy, unionsg and employers are
presumably subject to anti-trust ac-
tion if they act jointly, but unions
may pursue any monopolistic course
uncheeked if acting alone.

meael the competifion.” Torst's atti-
tude was that only time will 1ell
whether this 1s the solutinon in the
record business,

Comments from other sections of
the country hear out whal has been
indicated in foregoing sections of this
ofory, wviz.: Many dealers did very
well, and made money; others cleared
stocks but are grudging and appre-
hensive nevertheless; and a third Lype
of dealer refused to participate,
