Bite A-Coming 
The next major action on a pro- 

posed execss profits tax on indi- 
viduals, which would hit enter- 
tainers hard, is due right after 
the 826 Congress convenes in Jan- 
uary, when the Joint Committee 
on Internal Revenue will report 
findings of a study now under 
way.

NEW YORK. Nov. 25.-The 
wage scale ratification meeting 
called by Television Authority

TV WEBS FIGURING 
NEW PRODUCTION COSTS 

NEW YORK, Nov. 25.-Follow- 
ing agreement with Television Au- 
thority (TVA) on wage scales, the 
webs this week were still figuring 
revised program costs, altho initial 
indications are that substantial 
budget hikes will undoubtedly take 
place. Claims, however, that pro- 
duction costs would double were 
derided by responsible TV officials. 

The webs are still making cost 
studies of the various types of pro- 
grams. It is a certainty that a new 
approach to dramatic shows will 
bring rigid scheduling and curtail- 
ment of rehearsal periods and re- 
Written scripts to cut out bit parts. 
Many ,producers believe dramatic 
stanzas may require new TV writ- 
ing techniques to shorten casts. 

The DuMont network claims 
that the new contract will cost it 
$2,000,000 more a year to do the 
same shows as are now being tele- 
cast. An estimate by one CBS-TV 
program exec was that average 
shows would rise $600 to $1,000 a 
week. 

4-Star Gets 
Pet Milk 

NEW YORK, Nov. 25.-Pet Milk 
has signed to become the last of 
the three sponsors bankrolling 
NRC-TV's Wednesday night Four 
Star Revue. Motorola currently is 
bankrolling the show weekly, but 
will be joined by Norge and Pet 
come the new year. 

Altho four comics rotate on the 
show (Durante, Wynn, Carson and 
Thomas), purpose in having only 
three sponsors is that no. one hank- 
roller becomes identified with a 
single comic.

Educators Wait 
FCC Nod on Bid 
For TV Channels 

WASHINGTON, Nov. 25.-Fed- 
eral Communications Commission 
(FCC) is ready to react favorably 
to educators' demand for TV chan- 
nels as the allocations hearings 
turn to channel reservations start- 
ing Monday (27). 

There is little likelihood, how- 
ever, that FCC will accept the 
proposal to be made by the Joint 
Committee on Educational Tele- 
vision (JCET) that a very-high- 
frequency (VHF) channel in each 
city be given to non-commercial 
educational stations. 

FCC's own idea is that the edu- 
cators be given a block of chan- 
nels in the ultra-high-frequency 
(UHF) range and be permitted to 
compete on an equal basis with 
commercial application' stations in 
the VHF band. 

JCET, which is composed of 
most of the leading educator 
groups, also will ask that stations 
in cities where VHF channels are 
taken be required to give a portion 
of their time for school telecasts. 
In addition,.JCET witnesses will 
request that 20 per cent of UHF 
channels be reserved for educa- 
tional use.

Bergen 
told The Billboard he would 
not consider undertaking a 

regular TV show while still 
straddling the AM airwaves, 
and that he would only move 
into video abandoning radio.

Bergen also indicated 
he would prefer to air his tal- 
ents via film rather than live. 
No plans have as yet crystal- 
ized. 

These include the method of mer- 
chandising the product, the type 
of market appealed to, consump- 
tion habits, and a trend toward 
centralization of the industry.

With more brewing firms still 
steadily moving into radio, and 
now leaping into TV as well, the 
drive is being accelerated. Al- 
ready there are some 50 brewers 
sponsoring sports on TV, apart 
from those bankrolling regular 
shows and other events. Plans for 
1951 show that several outfits not 
yet in TV will be forced in for 
competitive reasons. 

According to Research Company 
of America. which specializes in 
research on the brewing industry, 
one of the biggest revolutions in 

the field is the indoctrination of 
consumers into buying their beer 
to take home. There has been a 

steady increase in home-only con- 
sumption since heavy radio plug- 
ging began and a much more spec- 
tacular rise with TV. Thus, while 
34 per cent of beer-drinkers sipped 
their brew only at home in 1940, 

the number had grown to 40.6 in 

1948 and to 43 per cent by 1949. 

according to Research Company's 
1950 survey. Similarly, the num- 
ber drinking away from home only 
shrank from 15 per cent in 1940 to 

6.9 per cent last year. 

Television commercials, while 
sometimes pushing draught beer, 
usually emphasize the take-home 
pitch. A corollary to the increase

Hoffman's appraisal was made 

by applying Pulse reports on TV 

and AM sets in use in metropoli-

WJZ, WMGM, WQXR and WHAT. 
Rates were figured on time cost 

only, since AM and TV talent costs 

differ so widely that any compari- 
son would give radio a tremendous 

edge over video percentage-wise.

Fashion Magic was chiefly dis- 
tinguished by the International 
Latex Corporation's ability to 

stretch a commercial until 
it practically encompassed 
the show. In what may 
be an effort to compensate 
for the fact that live 
foundation garment models 

are verboten. on video, the firm 
had 'plastered still photo plugs 
around until the sets looked like a 

king-sized girdle counter. A huge, 
larger-than-life blow-up of Play- 
tex's multi-imaged girdle girl do- 
ing a spring dance leap dominated 
one wall; while framed smaller 
pictures of the same photo lined 
the other walls, adding a rather 
incongruous boudoir note to the 
show's living room set. 

The fashion models promenaded 
around ceiling-high Greek col- 
umns, rigged out as giant replicas 
of Playtex's cylinder container, 
complete with girdle girl. 

In addition to three lengthy 
regular commercials, emsee Ilka 
Chase and every other fem on 
the show made sure the viewers 
always knew the part Playtex 
played in shaping their own pos- 
teriors, via several hip views of 

the models and confidential chit 
chat between Miss Chase and her 
guests. The program also reflected 
the same enigmatic thinking of 
the fashion ads, in that neither the 
svelte emsee nor her guests ap- 
peared to need the merchandise. 

Aside from the sponsor's squeeze 
play tho, the show lined up as one 
of the better interview sessions 
on TV in the brief time alloted to 
guests. Once her affection was ac- 
cepted as a natural personality 
trait, Miss Chase displayed a brit- 
tle charm which came thru best 
when she interviewed dress de- 
signer Molly Pants and the wife 
of a Parkistan delegate to the 
United Nations. The latter was a 
poised, dimpled beauty and her

Designed to expose the "content 
and technique of international. 

Communist propaganda," 
as well as to "contrast af- 
firmatively the Practices of 
democracy." this show goes 
strong on the former and 
weak on the latter. In tact, 

on the stanza caught the balance 
was all on taking apart Communist 
pronouncements, with any men- 
tion of the official American atti- 
tude getting in only under the 
table as by-product of the discus- 
sion. 

The show works on the panel 
basis, with the three panelists dis- 
cussing various statements culled 
from radio broadcasts originating 
in the Russian orbit. Altho the 
show boasts a writer, it was over- 
talky, moved very slowly and had 
little in the way of brightness or 
contrast. Premise for the various 
points up for discussion was a good 
one, but used clumsily. The broad- 
cast excerpts (on this show from 
Moscow, Peking and Leipzig) were 
delivered in heavy pidgin-English 
using the various accents, and 
rendered by someone seen only in 
shadow-profile. 

Altho the viewer was invited to 
"listen to this broadcast picked up 
by our government monitors," and 
altho the set had a short-wave set 
prominently displayed and the 
panelists wore earphones, the de- 
vice appeared transparently con- 
trived when the shadow' voice 
came on with the mock delivery. 
Merely because a show is rated a 

pubservice sustainer is no excuse 
for such clumsy or obvious pro- 
duction. It would make far better 
sense to play transcribed excerpts 
from the actual broadcasts moni-e 
forest, rather than resort to the ri- 
diculous. 

Same time, the show was en- 
tirely negative, since it was based 
only on these foreign pickups. To 
live up to the second part of the 
show's announced purpose, it 
might likewise take excerpts from 
Voice of America or other official 
U. S. propaganda and discuss this 
material from a positive point of 
view. 

Guest panelist Herbert Bayard 
Swope, on the show caught, easily 
was the most impressive figure.

Lights Out 
NBC-TV Network, Monday 

An unusual production for Lights 
Out, which usually specializes in 
the macabre or ghoulish, was the costume presentation of Dr. licidegger's Experiment, the old 
Nathaniel Hawthorne gambit. It 
featured the video debut of Billie 
Burke, with Gene Lockhart taking 
a prominent part in the proceed- 
ings as Dr. Heidegger. 

In its attempt do sidestep some 
of the horror items of the series, 
this edition went to the other ex- 
treme. with little suspense or im- 
pact in the script. 

The yarn, dealing with the re- 
sults of aged folk regaining their 
youth thru drinking a secret 
elixir. Is-as designed to prove that 
the status quo is best after all. 
Miss Burke played a seaman with 
a fixation for looking young whose 
husband suddenly has regained 
the appearance he sported a few 
decades back; another vignette was 
that of an elderly woman who. 
making the transition, was pur- 
sued by her daughter's suitor who 
thought she was his beloved. 

Alt turned out well ghostly, of 
course, when the effects of the 
elixir wore off. 

Miss Burke easily took acting 
honors, rendering a genuinely 
moving performance as the wom- 
an jealous of her appearance, 
prostrated by the quirk which 
made her husband young, 

Lockhart made the most of the 
comparatively thin role of the 
philosophical scientist. However, 
the supporting players, generally, 
delivered wooden performances 
and the omnipresent organ made 
far too much commotion at times.

Take a Chance 
NBC-TV, Sunday (12) 

This half-hour quiz, sponsored 
by the Nestle Company for Nes- 
cafe, has brightened considerably 
since the last time out. The ques- 
tions were more intriguing,' and 
the subject matter inherent in the 
questions was handled imagina- 
tively whenever possible. An ex- 
ample was the query which had to 
do with characters of the Al Capp 
cartoon, Lit' Abner. In this se- 
quence, the characters appeared on 
the screen as puppets, cleverly 
manipulated, and delivered 
sprightly dialog around the theme 
of Sadie Hawkins' day. It proved 
a wonderful change of pace and 
scone. - 

Don Ameche, as emsee and 
quizmaster, again proved his fit- 
ness for the spot. He has charm 
and is telegenic. With him pacing 
the proceedings the show moved 
rapidly. Each of four contestants 
gets $5 when appearing on the 
show and takes a chance of losing 
his five or possibly winning over 
$3,000 in merchandise by taking a 
crack at the next three questions, 
plus a jackpot question. 

The commercials for Nestle are 
brief but effective. Their brevity 
is necessitated by the fact that 
shots of the different giveaways, 
such as refrigerators, washing ma- 
chines, etc., are counted as com- 
mercial time. This leaves only 
about three or four minutes for 
Nestle. In the event the packager, 
Premier Productions, is able to 
maintain the pace and imaginative 
approach exhibited by this show, 
and maintain the same high caliber 
of questions and contestants, 
Chance should do a job.

With the Berle Texaco stanza 
still comfortably out in front as 
video's No. 1 show, a reviewer 
hesitates to rap the one man on 
this one-man show. Against obvi- 
ous appeal of Berle to the over- 
whelming majority of lay lookers- 
in, however, it must be stated 
that to this ogler, at least, Uncle 
Miltie's treatment of other talent 
creates a strong impulse toward 
nausea. 

Maybe, for example, Carmen 
Miranda is as bad as Berle made 
her seem on this show, but we 
doubt it. She came on, to begin 
with, in the spot traditionally re- 
served for the acrobats, and to a 
typical Berle introduction: ". . . 

we present a sick act . . . er, ah 
. . I mean a sock act." Whether 

it was the spotting or the intro 
Miss Miranda never seemed to be 
able to get off the ground. She 
did four numbers, first time on, 
with Berle busting into her' last 

half. In several bits later on she 
continually muffed her lines, and 
wasn't helped at all by Berle's 
kidding-on-the-square heckling. 

SiMilarly Milton's burlesque of 
the Martha Stewart-Blackburn 
Twins Thou Swell did nothing to 
help this act. The Stewart gal and 
her two male partners turn in a 
fast-moving job of vocalizing and 
terpsichore, which sells far better 
when left alone, as in their 
Shimmy Like Sly Sister Kate num- 
ber later in the proceedings. 

Veteran comics Frank Mitchell 
and Jack Durant contributed a 
knockout comic bit with Berle 
which was strictly in the pie -in- 
the -face tradition. Riotous, but 
only obeasionally funny. 

Eddie Fisher, one of the fastest- 
rising boy warblers around did' 
his RCA Victor platter hit Think- 
ing of You, accompanied by the 
Ray Charles choir. Scored the eve- 
ning's most solid showstop, and 
even Berle was nice to him. When 
the kid acquires a little more poise 
he'll be one of video's best song- 
seller bets. 

An unbilled Negro contributed 
a routine tap effort, but some gasp 
provoking iron-ja work, lifting 
three tables, mounted one atop the 
other, by his teeth. A Thanksgiving 
pitch by Berle segued rather awk- 
wardly into a navy spot, which 
brought on the entire company for 
the finale. Martha Raye did a sur- 
prise walk-on. Sid Stone's well- 
knon pitchman commercials for 
Texaco seem overly familiar and 
repetitious at this date, tho they 
are still among the funnier gag 
commercials in TV.

Mr. President is an example of 
radio's genius for reducing the 
great to soap opera terms. Starring 
Edward Arnold. the program, the 
purpose of which is to give warm, 
intimate details in the lives of for- 
mer presidents, because of the re- 
spect due the position, can do no 
more than tie together a few wispy 
incidents without conflict or any 
sustained interest. 

Taking Abraham Lincoln as a 
subject, the show told how 
Thanksgiving Day was originated, 
showed how Lincoln was pushed 
around by, his son, Todd, hen- 
pecked by his wife and responsible 
for the marriage in the White 
House of a couple from Virginia. 
Since the program paints the lives 
of different presidents, but uses 
the same star, it does an injustice 
to both.

NEW YORK, Nov. 25.-Altho 
stated purposes of the newly 
formed Phonograph Manufactur- 
ers' Association (PMA) are the 

discussion of common problems, 
exchange of credit and technical 
information and the improvement 
of distributor - dealer - manufac- 
turer relations tradesters see the 
group as creating an ,opportunity 
for eventual formation of a disk 
manufacturers' association, even 
tho previous attempts have failed.

- A 
code of fair trade practices for 
the TV set industry is in Vhe works 
at Federal Trade Commission 
(FTC). In line with current FTC 
policy, the agency wants to include 
in the code a ban on exclusive 
dealing-in which event the cur- 
rent radio code would be amended 
to add the ban. 

Radio-Television Manufacturers' 
Association (RTMA) in anticipa- 
tion of FTC's move appointed a 

committee yesterday (24) to con- 
fer with the FTC. RTMA said its 
mails objective will be to extend 
and apply the trade practice rules 
for the radio manufacturing in- 
dustry to TV, without alteration.

Credit Curbs 
Anchor Prices 

WASHINGTON, Nov . 2 5 . - 
Credit controls are helping to hold 
down set prices, the Federal Re- 
serve Board (FRB) said this week 
in its first report on the effect of 
Regulation W. Demand for sets 
and dther durables under controls 
has declined, bringing supplies 
more nearly in line, FRB stated. 

Replying to industry criticism 
that credit curbs are hurting busi- 
ness, FRB stated that, in the pres- 
ent circumstances of capacity out- 
put and increasing defense re- 
quirements, liberal credit "can 
stimulate demand without a corre- 
sponding increase i n supplies." 
This, the board said, would en- 
courage price rises, but could not 
foster increased production.

Certain to be inclu..led in the 
commission code are bans on the 
following: Tie-in sales, payment of 
unlawful brokerage fees. dispar- 
agement of competitors or their 
products, simulation of trade 
names, representing rectifiers as 
tubes in advertising sets, clogging 
outlets with sets in an attempt to 
freeze out competitors, enticing 
assay employees of competitors, 
maintaining discriminatory prices, 
offering discriminatory sates or ad- 
vertising aids not available to all, 
joinin_ in with competitors to fix 
prices, and all forms of misrepre- 
sentation or deception. 

The code will also. contain a 

clause endorsing the gathering of 

industry statistics and fulfillment 
in good faith of oral as well as 

written contracts.

Private Label Switch 
With Associated Merchandising 

Corporation (AMC) setting up a

of all beer. 
Research Company also notes a 

definite trend toward "concentra- 
tion of beer production in the 

hands of larger manufacturers ... 
who can finance the large adver- 
tising campaigns necessary to win 
and hold brand acceptance." This 

is particularly true, the survey 
notes, to promote and stimulate 
the trend toward packaged sales. 

It estimates that while in 1948 the 

15 largest brewers accounted for 
40 per cent of all sales, within 10 

years they may have 80 per cent 

of total beer sales. 
As the result, in good part, of 

the .-heavy ad campaigns being 

waged, the average annual sales 

by the industry from 194$ thru 
1940 gained 60 per cent over the 

average for the 1936-40 period.

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SACEM -CAPAC PACT 
TO GET FRESH INK 

TORONTO, Nov 25.-It can now be stated with some cer- tainty that SACEM will re-sign with CAPAC for 1951, with the newly created FAC on the sidelines in the Canadian music licensing field for at least another year. 
It is understood a condition of SACEM's re-signing with CAPAC is the reserving of four seats for French Canadians on the CAPAC board when elections are held later in December. 
It was also learned that SACEM has no intentions of parting company with ASCAP in the United States in the immediate future, tho such an eventuality could develop when it becomes clearly in SACEM's interest to pull out (The Billboard, Novem- ber 25). 

Canadian Picture 
Here is the pattern of tensions and special interests which underlays the licensing Donnybrook here in Canada: 

Joiatly Controlled 
CAPAC is controlled 50 per cent by ASCAP and 50 per cent 

by PRO, the British society. There has always been a hostility between the French and English speaking interests in Canada- the schism symbolized by Montreal on the one hand and Toronto 
on the,other, with Ottawa the middle ground. # 

French-speaking cleffers feel that they don't get equitable 
treatment in the Canadian society, which is completely foreign 
dominated, and which they feel has maintained a typical 
British colonial attitude toward them. 

SACEM, which is French and has prestige and strength as 
the original and "model" society. has apparently entered the 
breach on the side of the French-speaking Canadians. What 
SACEM's connection with FAC really is may only be conjec- 
tured. It has been denied that FAC was either created or inspired 
by SACEM, but it is certain that SACEM is at least sympathetic 
to FAC's aspirations as an indigenous representative of French- 

-speaking Canadian writers and composers. 
Threat to CAPAC. 

Apparently it is not expedient at this point for SACEM to 
come out in the open for FAC. However, the mere fact of FAC 
as a possible nucleus for an autonomous Canadian bi-lingual 
society is at least a potential threat to CAPAC. 

For the present,FAC will confine itself to operating as the 
representative of French-speaking playwrights, artists, writers, 
and possibly as a mechanical right, organization. Its place in'the 
musical performance picture will depend on the jockeying be- 
tween SACEM and CAPAC-with BMI more than an interested 
sideline spectator. 

Meanwhile, it was learned that CAPAC will lose rights in 
the Peer international catalog. Peer has been with BMI in the 
United States since BMI's birth, but has given Canadian rights 
to CAPAC. On re-signing a long-term deal with BMI this 
month. however. Peer assigned Canadian rights to BMI, Ltd.

Sleeves have gone up from 53.25 
per thousand to $5. Cardboard 
spacers are up to $10 from 55 per 
thousand. Machinery, and even 
oil and sandpaper, are up almost 
100 per cent. Shellac has risen a 
cent a pound, while vinyl-fill is up 

V., cents. Break-resistant material 
has been holding temporarily. 

Break-resistant pressings, avail- 
able at 14 and 15 cents, are likely 
to hit on average of 17 in the im- 
mediate future and will undoubt- 
edly rise from there. Vinyl-filled 
disks should rise from the current 
16-cent average to about 19 cents. 

BMI REPORTED WORKING 
ON DEAL WITH SACEM 

ASCAP Consent Decree Opens Door 
To Rival's Chance at French Tunes

NEW YORK, Nov. 25.-Broad- 

cast Music, Inc. (BMI), is report- 
edly working out wills SACEM, 
the French performing rights so- 
ciety, arrangements whereby BMI 
pubber affiliates may get the 
American rights to such tunes as 
members of SACEM may care to 
assign to them. 

Prior to the consent decree be- 
tween the government and the 
American Society of Composers, 
Authors and Publishers (ASCAP), 
BMI couldn't gel a look-in at 
French tunes owned by SACEM 
members. The decree called on 
ASCAP to rewrite its contracts 
with foreign societies, banning the 
single mutual pact in favor of 
separate, non-exclusive agree- 
ments, and hunting agreements to 
one year. 

ASCAP tore up its five-year pa- 
per with' SACEM in favor of six- 
month deals, with each signing 
separate contracts for the other's 
rights. 

SACEM's by-laws. however, still 
commit members' American rights 
to ASCAP-the consent decree ob- 
viously has no sway over the 
rules of foreign societies. In order 
to permit French pubbers to give 
BMI tunes, SACEM is reportedly 
considering writing in a proviso 
under which members may apply 
to the society for permission to 
dc business with the American 
licensing organization.

Disk Biz Spinning 
In Latin America 

NEW YORK, Nov. 25.-The 
dollar shortage in South American 
countries, coupled with a contin- 
ued heavy demand for disks there, 
has brought rapid changes in the 
industry. First, exporting by Yan- 
kee manufacturers has virtually 
stopped, except to four countries - 
including United States territory. 
Puerto Rico. Second, disk pressing 
plants have sprung up in almost all 
south-of-the-border lands. 

Today, the only markets for di- 
rect disk traffic are Puerto Rico. 
Cuba, the Dominion Republic and 
Venezuela. Consequently, the other 
countries have finally plunged into 
their own manufacturing. Previ- 
ously, disk pressing was done only 
in Mexico, Argentina, Brazil and 
Chile. 

Deal in Masters 
Local diskers active in Latin pro- 

duce, cut off from the lucrative ex- 
port field, have been able to sal- 
vage some portion of their busi- 
ness by entering into master-leas- 
ing deals with South American 
diskeries. 

As far as reciprocal leasing is 

concerned, however, the locals 
have little to gain. So far, the 
Yankee predilection has been for 
rumbas and mambos, which origi- 
nate in Cuba and Puerto Ric

Eager for Supreme 
Court Test on Tax 
Law Loophole 

WASHINGTON, Nov. 25.-The 
Bureau of Internal Revenue will 
welcome a Supreme Court test on 
the application of the cabaret tax 
to ballrooms, officials said this 
week after noting their victory in 
an appeals court last week (The 
Billboard, November 25). 

They said they feel confident 
that tho high court will uphold the 
decision of the St. Louis Oircuit 
Court of Appeals that all ballrooms 
are liable for the 20 per cent tax 
on food, drink and service, as well 
as the 20 per cent admissions levy, 

It was hinted that if the Supreme 
Court should reverse the decision, 
Internal Revenue will ask Congress 
to revise the tax statute to make 
it plain that ballrooms and cabarets 
are the same as far as the levy is 
concerned. "It was the clear intent 
of Congress to tax ballrooms, even 
tho the term was not specifically 
mentioned," a spokesman said, 
addingisl'I'm sure Congress would 
write in the word 'ballroom' if-tt 
should become necessary." 

The agency, of course, will not 
seek further court approval of its 
interpretation of the tax laws, but 
will defend its views if the Na- 
tional Ballroom Operators' Associ- 
ation (NBOA) takes its case to the 
Supreme Court.

accrued this week, the week fol- 
lowing the experimental stanza. 

Current week's sheet music or- 
ders were in the vicinity of 10,000 
copies. Previous week's orders- 
running thru the test period- 
brought in orders for 2,100 copies. 

The song went into print three 
weeks ago. The sheet sales were 
traced by -Wolpin to the areas 
Where the Famous-Paramount ex- 
ploitation hit. Wolpin also reports 
that ir., keeping as close tabs as 
possible on the record sales of the 
song he found that heaviest new 
orders for the dilly Name from the 
experimental areas. 

Bells. a ditty with a Christmas 
season flavor, was a last-minute 
plug handed the pubbery in Octo- 
ber.

Coast major started 
the pairing movement with its Jo 
Stafford-Gordon MacRae cutting 
of My Darling in 1949. This was 
immediately followed by Colum- 
bia's click Doris Day-Buddy Clark 
teaming, and since then pairings 
have been used profitably by all 
labels. Cap's own teams have paid 
off handsomely, especially its 
series of Stafford-MacRae double- 
headers and the Margaret Whiting- 
Jimmy Wakely hits.

But 
Cap will avoid creating double 
artist disks for the sake of having 
duets.

rather than take on a new disk 
partner to replace Jo Stafford, Un- 
less tune material is ideally suited 
for duet treatment, Conkling feels 
current market holds greater re- 
turns for solo sides. Duet disks 
have to sell better than double 
their solo sales potential for ar- 
tists to come out.

No. 79401 CONRAD 

Con Conrad was a Grand Street boy, cradled in the melting pot of New York's Lower East Side. That 
meant he had two strikes on him from the day of his birth-June 
18, 1891. But like most Grand Street boys who-have made Who's Who or its equivalent, Conrad 
accepted his birthright of poverty 
and adversity as a challenge and made good in spite of them. 

Grand Street, a teeming artery 
of cold-water flats and pushcart 
peddlers, has good reason to be proud of Conrad, whose given name was Conrad K. Dober. His 
Continental was the first film song 
to be awarded the highly coveted 
Oscar. His Margie and Ma, He's 
Making Eyes at Me have a vitality that makes them almost as popular 
today as when they were written 
a quarter-century ago. And for 
good measure, he has to his credit 
two ballads that skyrocketed his 
singing discovery, Russ Columbia, 
to overnight fame: Just a Prisoner 
of Lotie and You Call It Madness 
But I Call It Love, 

Conrad's father, a typical Jew- 
ish dreamer, handed down to his 
son a traditional heritage of his 
race-a love for music-and even 
before he learned to talk, Con 
started fingering the yellowed 
keys of the second-hand piano in 
the crowded parlor-bedroom. As 
he grew older, he began to impro- 
vise melodies of his own. 

A willful and stubborn boy. 
Conrad had no interest in books,: 
and played hookey from school in 
order to distribute programs in 
neighborhood theaters. The :urg- 
ten fell on deaf ears, and yet when 
the mood was upon him, he couldn't 
be dragged away from the piano. 
You've already guessed it-Con 
Conrad was something of a prob- 
lem child that even the discipline 

of a private military academy 
couldn't correct, 

Forced to contribute to the 
meager family income, Con first 
worked as a page in a Wall Street 
brokerage house for $4 a week, and 
then got a job as a real estate sales- 
man but spent most of his time 
looking for prospective clients in 
the nickelodeons. Finally, at the 
age of 16, he reached his first goal -pianist at the Vanity Fair Thea- 
ter on 125th Street, New York, an 
apprenticeship that qualified him 
to work later as an accompanist 
for a vaudeville sketch. 

In his rounds of Tin Pan Alley, 
Conrad struck up an acquaintance- 
ship with a young boilermaker, 
Jay Whidden, who had aspirations 
of becoming a professional violin- 
ist, and they whipped up a vaude- ville act that not only played the Keith time but later was signed 
for a London revue. When that 
show closed, Conrad returned to 
the United States with the idea of 
becoming a theatrical producer. 
This ambition he realized in 1913 
when he bankrolled The Honey- 

Mean Express. starring Al Jolson. 
with the royalties he received 

Grand Street boy, was one of the 
Rover Boys and continually on the 
move. But after two more trips to 
Europe, he finally settled down in 
1920 when he formed a music pub- 
lishing firm with Henry Waterson, 
former partner of Ted Snyder and 
Irving Berlin. During the next 
decade, Conrad enjoyed the most 
fruitftil period of his creative ca- 
reer with Afargie; Ma, He's Slak- ing Eyes at Me; Palesteena, Bar- 
ney Cowie, You Gotta See Mama 
Every Night, Memory Lane and 
Lonesome and Sorry getting the 
call at the sheet music couiders. 
Also six Broadway musieJ1s- 
Bomb°, M oonlig lit, Mercenary 
Mary, The Comic Supplement, 
Kitty's Kisses and Americana- 
had Conrad's name on the marquee 
boards. 

With such a background of suc- 
cess, Conrad was a natural for 
Hollywood, and in 1929, William 
Fox, his former boss at the Vanity 
Fair Theater, brought him to the 
West Coast to write the score for 
the Fox Movietone Follies. Con 
liked the year-round sunshine and 
made California his home and the 
headquarters for a music publish- 
ing house. He had other ambitious 
plans, too, until a young singer 
threw a monkey wrench in the 
machinery. Con heard him in a 
Los Angeles cafe and liked him so 
well he tried to persuade him to 
come East under his management. 
But Bing Crosby said "No!" and

Morgan Cuts 
19 for London 
In One Day 

NEW YORK, Nov. 25.-London 
disk warbler Al Morgan may have 
set a new marathon mark last Fri- 
day (17) when he cut 19 London 
sides in a single day. Morgan, who 
closed at the Strand Theater 
Thursday (16), started slicing at I 
p.m. and finished up at 6 a.m. with 
half-hour breaks between sessions. 

One longer break was necessary, 
however, so Morgan could put in 
an appearance on the Roberta 
Quinlan TV show. London artists- 
and-repertoire chief Joe Delaney 
took advantage of a spare half 
hour here to cut an instrumental 
side featuring Jack Pleis's piano. 

Morgan cut 17 standard tunes 
and two pops. The latter decided 
upon while the sessions were in 
progress, required the use of a 
vocal trio. Dalaney spotted two 
well-known songwriters in the 
studio and drafted them for serv- 
ice with Morgan. The finished 
diskings of My Heart Cries for You 
and Get Out Those Old Records, 
with Morgan's impromptu trio, 
were shipped to stores as early as 
Tuesday (21).

dates are 'being purchased by fra- 
ternal orgs, police and fire depart- 
ment groups. 

One op pointed out that in Mar- 
shalltown, Ia., a local radio station 
is promoting dance band dates in 
competition with ballroom op Jack 
Krudelka. Another terp owner 
pointed out how dances, especially 
those bankrolled by police and fire 
departments, cut heavily into a 

regular ballroom's chances of mak- 
ing money. Many times such 
dances are held in the ballroom 
itself. Because of the police and 
fire department's prominence, the 
groups are able to sell a large 
number of ducats, usually at an 
increase in price over what the 
terpery would get. This sometimes 
cuts into regular ballroom's busi- 
ness for a period of from two to 
three weeks. 

Midwest Bookings 
Comment by Iowa ops was that 

the exaggerated number of bands 
being shipped into Midwest ter- 
ritory by major booking offices 
has led one-night skedders to 
throw any and all types of bands 
at ops in an effort to get them 
to book the ork for a one-night 
stay. Many of these bands are not 
orks which can do one-nighters, 
but are units which were nurtured 
on a diet of location, jobs. During 
the past two or three years there 
has been a decided decline not 
only in the number of dance band 
location jobs, but even more im- 
portant in the salaries paid to the 
orbs on such stints, and bookers 
have tried to put these bands out 
on one-nighters. Despite the fact 
that these orks get only $300 to 
$500 per night, they flop at the 
box office because the network 
and regional remote airtime which 
they got on locations no longer 
packs a promotional punch it was 
pointed out. Because of their ig- 
norance of the needs of a one- 
!lighting band, the poor crowds 
they do draw leave the ballroom 
dissatisfied with the ork's work 
and make it difficult for the op 
to retrieve disgruntled patrons. 

Most recent fiasco, which shows 
booking offices' attempts to pull, 
some swag from the Midwest, was 
a series of approximately seven 
dates thru the territory by Rudy 
Vallee, with the Larry Green and 
Chris Cross orks splitting the dates. 

Vallee was sold by the Willard 
Alexander agency to most ops for 
$1,000 to $1,250 per night. Vallee 
played about four dates for Tom 
Archer, one at the Trianon, Chi- 
cago, and another at Melody Mill 
Ballroom, East Dubuque, Ill. The 
operators lost over 25 per cent of 
their total investments on all dates. 

Territory Orks Affected 
The semi-name and name orks 

are not the only ones finding the 
going tough because of current 
conditions. Even territory orks, 
bracketed anywhere from $125 to 
$350 a night, are finding it rough. 
Territory bands, which operate on 
a close budget, which means they 
must work at least five to six 
nights per week,- are not getting 
their full sked. Report this week 
was that Hank Winder, long an 
Iowa and Nebraska fave, was go- 
ing to an old-time band and drop- 
ping his pop book. It was also 
reported that Mal Dunn has 
dropped his band completely. 

Only suggestion to come up as 
to what might be done to remedy 
the dance band biz was one from 
Ed Schiema, Tom Archer's assis- 
tant, who said that perhaps the 
meteoric rise of Ralph Flanagan 
would set a pattern. He said that 
he felt ops would watch more 
closely bands such as Jerry Gray, 
Buddy Morrow and Dewey Berg- 
man, whom Decca and Victor, re- 
spectively. are setting for a build- 
up. Other ops pointed out that 
only two bands have really cracked 
the bigtime in the past five years 
and both, Ray Anthony and Flana- 
gan, did it via the disk promotion.

The plain- 
tiffs in the case, a Boston group of 
performers headed by Danny Fitz, 
asked the court to set aside Four

PA. CLUBS SING 
NEW YEAR BLUES 

NEW YORK, Nov. 25.-While 
local spots are looking forward to 
New Year's Eve as a long awaited 
bonanza, Pennsylvania spots are 
crying the blues. 

This New Year's Eve cafes will 
be permitted to remain open all 
night for the payment of a $10 per- 
mit to the New York State Liquor 
Board. Last year NeW Year's Eve 
fell on a Saturday, which meant 
the following day was a Sunday, 
so the board gave no special per- 
mits. Spots had to close at their 
usual time. 

But despite the fact that New 
Year's Eve starts on Sunday, and 
the festivities, theoretically, won't 
begin until Monday a.m. Penn- 
sylvania's blue laws call for the 
shuttering of all hotel public 
rooms and night clubs. 

To get around this some of the 
Philadelphia clubs are renting out 
their rooms to private parties. 
According to Pennsylvania law, 
private clubs are exempt from the 
blue laws. The Latin Casino has 
sold its room to a vet group. Other 
clubs are making similar arrange- 
ments.

FLESH ON UP, DOWN, YES, NO? 

Ya Takes Yer Choice, as 
T'radesters Kick Old Dog 

NEW YORK, Nov. 25.-The clos- 
ing of the Carman Theater, Phila- 
delphia, stows the sorry state that 
vaude has fallen to. The Carman 
isn't a big or an important house, 
but it was steady flesh user for many years, where many acts 
either broke in their acts or used 
the house to develop routines be- 
fore being ready for the big time. 

A year or so ago, when the Pal- 
ace reopened with flesh, a kind of 
flurry in vaude started all over 
the country. Shortly after the Pal- 
ace there were about 40 weeks all 
over the country, and that included 
the major cities like New York 
and Chicago. 

Today, outside of the RICO time, 
plus a couple of weeks of split 
dates in the South and New Eng- 
land, the 'nude time is down to 
about 10 weeks, and that includes 
two weeks in the major New York 
and Chi theaters. The rest of the 
fleshers are all on a spot-booking 
basis. 

Any agent who develops an act 
today has to take into considera- 
tion night club playing time and 
gear his act accordingly. English 
and other foreign acts who come 
here with just a theater act are in 
for a bitter experience. 

Long Stretch 
The saving factor for many an 

act, particularly sight acts, is the 
fair route. An act with a little 
something can get 15 weeks of 
fairs during the summer and, with 
that, plus a couple of cafe jobs 
and what theaters he can get, he 
can make out okay. 

Unfortunately there isn't much 
call for singers or talkers in fairs. 
By the same token, however, latter 
performers can get more cafe jobs 
than the sight and novelty turns. 

TV has taken up some of the 
slack, tho up to now it is limited 
to standard and semi-standard 
acts, tho names are always in de- 
mand. 

Some trade sources feel that TV 
is chiefly responsible for poor 
theater business which, in turn, 
has forced the dropping of flesh in 
many houses. Other trade sources, 
tho attributing some of the blame 
to TV, stress the poor picture 
products that are forced on thea- 
ters. They point out that even if 
some names can bring them in, 
poor pictures can drive them out. 

As to what the. future of the 
theater biz will be, varying opin- 
ions were given. Most theater 
people merely shook their heads 
dolefully. But at least two well- 
known bookers and one agency 
topper said in effect that, even tho 
flesh is on the decline, competi- 
tion will force many houses, now 
without live shows, to put them 
back again. 

One booker flatly stated that 
before 1951 is over there'll be "at 
least 15 additional houses open." 

legit theaters as well. They won't run New Year's Eve. Even the 
vaude shows, if any skedded for 
that week, will not be allowed. 
The only theaters permitted to 
run will be the flicker houses. 

But if the New York clubs will 
be able to run full blast all night, 
there isn't much actual chance 
that many will take advantage of 
it. In most cases clubs sell out 
their rooms on a reservation basis. 
Once the mob is in, the few drop- 
ins hardly make it worth-while to 
keep going beyond the normal 
hours. Besides, there are the 
numerous extra charges a hotel or 
a club would be nicked for: Over- 
time for music, kitchen help, 
waiters, etc. 

Tho no special provision has 
been made for running extra 
shows, most clubs are bound with 
a minimum basis agreement with 
the American Guild of Variety 
Artists (AGVA) not to run more 
than a given number tif shows a 
week. If they run over, acts would 
get extra dough. 

Actually what extra money clubs 
are likely to get New Year's Eve 
won't more than make up the 
anticipated lull between Christmas 
and the new year, not to mention 
the drop just before Christmas.

Had it not been for the delight- ful work of Carol Lynne, the open- ing performance of the new ice show would have been in the de- bacle class. As it w., the obvious lack of rehearsal bollixed up the proceedings and gave Miss Lynne her harried 'moments, too. 
In addition to Miss Lynne, there were Ozzie Wells, a stylish magi- cian-clown; A proficient boy-girl duo in Alice Farrar and Jimmy Carter, and a four-gal line-the whole company on skates, of course. There also was a crooner of dubious voice who interpolated the lyrics behind a couple of pro- duction numbers and filled in stage waits with a song or two. 
It seems unfortunate, what. with the obvious expense of the talent, the fine costumes, and the well blueprinted song and dance rou- tines, that the principals more than once messed up cues and got in each other's way. 
The Ray Robbins band, debuting in the East, had a perpiring time cutting the show. In addition to 

some tempo trouble, they played 
at blasting volume. This did little to enhance Miss Lynne's turns which were keyed in exotic, com- pelling moods. Neither was the 
lighting nor the crooner's chanting 
helpful. 

With her and Wells, who has a 
wistful mien and an intriguing 
bag of tricks, the proceedings 
should straighten away to a more 
than adequate attraction after re- 
hearsals and a short work-in.

Liquor Permits 
PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 25.-A 

number of additional liquor li- 
censes will be made available for 
the first time thruout Pennsyl- 
vania after the first of the year. 
None of these new licenses, how- 
ever, will permit the opening up 
of new clubs and taverns in Phila- 
delphia proper. The increased 
number of licenses to be issued by 
the State Liquor Control Board is 
based on the increase in popula- 
tion reported by various communi- 
ties. 

Under the license quota act, 
there can be a liquor license for 
every 1,000 per population in each 
community. The census is the basis 
of the licensing quota. 

Although Philadelphia gained 
125,876 in population since 1940, 
the city is not entitled to any new 
licenses, as it is already over its 
quota. Philadelphia has 2,759 of 
the State's 12,893 retail licenses, 
and won't be eligible for another 
liquor license until the city's popu- 
lation passes the 2,759,000 mark. 
Suburban Upper Darby, now with 
52 licenses, gains an additional 17, 
while Haverford Township will re- 
ceive nine more to its present 24. 

The cost of the annual license 
fee will be from $150 to $600 a 
year. depending on the size of the 
city. Licenses may be transferred 
with the liquor board's approval. 
The going price here for a liquor 
license now is about 510,000, none 
of which goes to the State.

Longer Trial Period Helps Five 
Shows Hit Decent Pay-Off Pace 

BOSTON. Nov. 25. -Alter a fast 
September start, sparked by the 
intense interest in Call life Madam, 
Boston's theater season settled 
down in October to making a fairly 
good go of Lhe economic pinch 
which has kept other amusement 
businesses just on the brink of 
disaster. 

Nothing epoch-making occurred 
during the month beyond the ar- 
rival of The Lady's Not for Burn- 
ing, which net the intelligentsia on 
its cars. A stylish and literary play, 
it appealed to the snob clement and 
did a sound business. 

The one play which fared well 
on Broadway and did poorly here 
was Dwight Deere Diman's Pro- duction of Clifford Odets's The 
Country Girl. Admittedly its story 
line was confusing at the break-in 
here. But the elements of a good 

and compassionate play were there. 
and only a few recognized them. 
Before the show left town, Odets 
had done his most skillful car- 
pentering. But still the total gross 
of $17,000 for two weeks was a 

hard blow. 
As in the past seasons, the 

necessity for longer runs of many 
shows in Boston was amply pointed 
up by a number of attractions 
whose business steadily improved 
during two and three-week en- 
gagements. The solution seems to 
be to let word of mouth get around 
so that second and third-week and 
subsequent business automatically 
improves, or to give more concen- 
trated promotion to a show before 
opening so that it starts off well 
and then holds up on the basis of 
continued promotion and word of 
mouth. (See other story.)

In view of the fact that the city gets the revenue from the build- 
ings, City. Controller Roy B. Oakes 
is growling. A check of the city hall records showed that the "take" from the three amusement palaces has been dropping off al- most steadily for four years. 

Attractions formerly booked in the three buildings have not been returning. "We just aren't getting the attractions that we used to book into these halls four years 
ago," Oakes said. 

Oakes, incidentally, is the keeper 
of the records. H. 0. Johnson, 
superintendent of public proper- 
ties, serves as booking agent for the three buildings. 

Own, $300,000 
Altho the city takes the view 

officially that the Auditorium, 
Music Hall and Coliseum are not 
expected to make money, the two 
last named buildings are still un- 
paid for. The city owes $300,000 on 
the Coliseum and Music Hall. In 
1950, $8,625 was paid in interest 
on the debt. Bonds amounting to 
$720,000 were first issued to help 
finance the structure, of which 
over half has been paid off. The 
Auditorium is paid for. 

Figures show a declining trend. 
Quoting The Houston Chronicle in 
a recent article: "In 1946 the first 
nine montl -' revenues from the 
Auditorium, Coliseum and Music 
Hall totaled $146.086; 1947,590,440; 
1948, $125.50' 1949, $118,531, and 
so far in 1950 the revenu only 
totals $88,236." 

Oakes's records show that the 
city receipts from the three build- 
ings have dropped from $144,086 
for the first nine months of 1946 to 
$88,236 for the same period this 
year. 

Mull New Aud 
. Now there is "talk" that Houston 

needs and should have a new aud, 
combining into one main building 
the facilities of the Music Hall, 
Auditorium and Coliseum, and to 
do away with these three build- 
ings as amusement and sports cen- 
ters. The big-wigs of Houston are 
holding Meetings for discussions of 
a new auditoria. They firmly be- 
lieve one building would have a 
better chance of "good take" than 
three buildings whose revenues 
have been declining steadily. Other 
big-wigs claim new management 
is the answer. 

Quoting The Houston Chronicle: 
"Recent shows haven't has, a 
chance in Houstsn, the wa. they 
are booked one on top of the other, 
or playing the Music Hall and the 
Coliseum and the Auditorium all 
at the same time - that's why 
shows are not returning to Hons., 
ton after a couple of seasons here."

RINK OP QUESTIONNAIRE 
ON SOCIAL SECURITY LAW 

WASHINGTON, Nov. 25. - The 
new Social Security bill recently enacted directly affects a large 
number of rink operators who come 
under the national retirement sys- 
tem for the first time on January 
1, 1951. The following typical 
questions and answers are given 
to show operators how the new 
law win affect them: 

Q.-Which operators are newly 
covered? 

A-All those who work for 
themselves. Most persons having 
an employer were covered by 
earlier Social Security laws. 

Q.-How much will coverage 
cost an operator? 

A.-A maximum of $81 annually 
thru 1953. The actual tax amounts 
to 214 per cent of the first $3,600 
of annual income. For 1954-'59, 
the cost will be a maximum of 
$108, figured on a tax rate of 3 
per cent on the first $3,600 of an- 
nual income. After 1959 the tax 
increases gradually, reaching a 
high of 47.4 per cent in 1970. 

How Collected 
Q.-How is this tax to be col- 

lected? 
A.-The final income tax blank 

for calendar 1951 will contain a 
form on which to catenate the 
tax. The Social Security tax Is to 
be paid right along with whatever 
income tax is due. Thus, the full 
Social Security levy for next year 
will be due by March 15, 1952. 

Q.-What must be done now to 
comply with requirements? 

A.-Nothing immediately. But 
operators without a Social Security 
card must secure one at any So- 
cial Security Administration (SSA) 
field office before filing their first 
return. The blank will ask for the 
Social Security number. 

Future Activity 
Q.-What must be done in the 

future? 
A.-There are just two times to 

take action-besides -paying the 
annual tax. 1. When you reach 65 
you should call at a Social Se- 
curity office and inquire about 
benefits. 2. In case of your death 
at any time, your family should 
inquire. Remember, no benefits 
are paid automatically. Applica- 
tion must be made. 

Q.-What does an operator get 
in return for the money he has to 
pay' in Social Security taxes? 

A.-There are three types of 
possible benefits-an old-age pen- 
sion, a lump-sum death benefit 
and a survivor's pension. The 
amount of all three depends upon 
how long an operator is covered 
and how much he makes during 
the period he is covered. After an 
operator has been covered at least 
18 months, he is eligible for the 
minimum benefits. The minimum 
retirement is $20 monthly; the 
minimum death payment is $60: 
the minimum payment to the 
widow with one child is $25 
monthly. This latter survivor's 
pension goes only to the spouse of 
the insured with children under 
18. When they reach 18 the pen- 
sion stops until the spouse reaches 
the retirement age. 

Benefits 
Q.-What are the maximum ben- 

efits? 
A.-After 10 years of coverage 

during which at least $3,600 yearly 
was earned, it is possible to retire 
at the age of 65 with a monthly 
pension of $150. To get that much, 
however, it is necessary to be mar- 
ried and have a minor child, Other- 
wise. the maximum for a retired 
operator with a wife also 65 is 
$120. The most a single widowed 
operator can get is $80 monthly. 

The maximum lump-sum death 
payment is $240, while the maxi- 
mum survivors' insurance amounts 
to S133 monthly. The latter amount

of coverage before he reached 85 
if she has at least two children un- 
der 18. 

Q.-How about some specific ex- 
amples of benefits? 

A.--Operator Smith, like all self- 
employed operators, comes under 
Social Security for the first time 
on January 1, 1951. On that dale 
he has his 40th birthday. For the 
next 25 years he averages $250 
monthly and then retires. He will 
get $72 monthly for life if single 
and $109 if married. If he retires, 
say at 60, he will get nothing until 
reaching 65, but then will get the 
same amount. 

In the case of operator Jones, 
he dies after being covered for 
five years at the average income 
of $250 monthly. Mrs. Jones. who 
has two children, aged five and 10, 
gets a lump-sum death payment of 
$150 and monthly payments of 
$92 monthly until the older child 
reaches 18. The payment then 
drops to $77 until the younger child 
is 18 when it stops until Mrs. Jones 
reaches 65. She then gets $65 
monthly for life. 

Supplement Payments 
Q.-These amounts appear small 

at the current cost of living. Is 
the whole thing really worth what 
it costs? 

A-The smart operator will 
have outside insurance to suit his 
and his family's needs. Any good 
insurance company will be glad 
to dovetail its own plan and what 
may be expected to come from So- 
cial Security so that an operator 
Can have adequate protection. Ac- tually, an operator would have to 
have approximately $64,000 in- 
vested in war bonds and blue-chip 
stocks to get the same income that the Social Security program will 
provide. 

Q.-Is the Social Security sys- tem self-supporting or are we 
being taxed on the side to pay for if? 

A.-At present the system is not 
on a sound actuary basis. Potential 
benefits are higher than the Social Security tax brings in. That 
reason for the gradual increase in the levy over the next two decades. By 1970 the system will be self- supporting.

Federal Court here Tuesday (21).

Opening day was highlighted 
by many hours of clashes between 
counsel upon involved points of 
procedure. Benedict Cottons, FCC 
counsel, stated the FCC had three 
additional witnesses to present, 
Joseph H. Ream, executive vice- 
president of the CBS; Leo J. 
Fitzpatrick, former general man- 
ager of WJR, who was to identi- 
fy various documents and a mys- 
tery witness, in Korea at the time 
of the earlier hearings, now re- 
turned to this country. 

Cotton flatly declined to identi- 
fy this witness except as "a radio 
man," but stated he expected to arrange to have him in the hear- 
ing by next week. There were a 
number of heated passages be- 
tween counsel over the witnesses, 
with Hugh J. Fulton, counsel for 
Richards, objecting to any pre- 
sentation of evidence in the WJR 
case, by either Ream or Fitzpatrick, 
and insisting that the KMPC case 
be completed first.

ord all evidence presented at the 
Los Angeles hearing concerning 
newscast between July, 1942, and 
September 29, 1947 was presented 
at the start of the session by Ful- 
ton. Fulton also objected to a ruling

Schooley also con- 
tends that the inflated tag, plus 
extensive TV advertising, has at- 
tracted "a better class" of book 
buyer, meaning they're better 
spenders. 

Schooler's biggest beef right 
now is "the problem of having to 
compete with the unsuccessful op- 
erations of competitors, "who, he 
says, have engendered consider- 
able ill feeling toward pass books 
in general by slip-shod imitation's' 
of his own set-up. Schooler 
doesn't claim to have originated 
the idea of premium passes, which 
he calls "older than I am," but he 
does hold a copyright to the name 
"pass book" and was probably the 
first one to sell the gimmick on a 
mass basis via a hoop-la, satura- 
tion advertising technique. In 
many cases, says Schooler, the 
competition has copied the exact 
wording and type-setting of his 
own book. 

In an effort to convince broad- 
casters and buyers that his own 
operation is legitimate, Schooler 
has taken several precautions. All 

of his accounts back up the pass 
agreement with a signed contract. 
The books are sold on a money- 
back guarantee basis and he nixes 
p.i. deals with stations. 

The accounts, ranging from ball- 
rooms to service stations, are sup- plied with weekly reports on the

"two-for-one" dinner clause. How-

10-inch disks go for 54 to $6.75, 
while the 12-inch long play disks 
bring anywhere from $6.65 to 
$8.82. Translated back to the peso, 
however, points up the high price.

month, the 95 to 126 pesos she pays 
for a 12-inch LP is almost a full 
week's salary. 

Both the RCA Victor and Odeon 
firms are reported to have import 
permits for new presses no that 
they can go into production on the 
new speed disks. All new radio- 
phono sets sold already contain 
three-speed record players of 
American or English design or 
manufacture. Since most of the 70 
presses used in the three local 
plants are somewhat antiquated, it 
is impossible to convert them to 
producing the new speeds. One 
factory, for example, is still using 
a German press manufactured in 
1912. 

Argentine tangos, naturally, are 
the best-selling disks, but native 
folk music has been climbing in 
popularity since the government- 
owned radio stations have been 
plugging the nationalistic angle.

SAMPLE RATES REVEAL 
COST OF RAILROADING 

By Torn Parkinson 
CHICAGO, Nov. 25.-What it cost this season to move rail- road circuses and carnivals is illustrated by the accompanying charts showing prices paid for specific moves by. each of 13 shows. Only sample moves are listed and none of the charts gives a full route for a show. 
Royal American Shows' move from Superior. Wis., to Topeka, Kan., demonstrates two types of moves. The Great Northern Railroad collected $2,176 for one part and $555 for another, making its total bill $2,731. In addition, the Rock Island Railroad charged $7,724 for the remainder of the jump, making the total cost to the show $10,455. 
Some moves shown here were contracted but later can- celed because of routing changes. Moves after shows have closed, such as that of Dailey Bros.' Circus from Hope, Ark., to Houston, are figured at a lower rate than those for "exhibition runs." Sample rates by all rail shows, except in the Bill Hames carnival, which exhibits only in Texas, and Foley & Burk carnival, which confines its route to California. follow.

Pomona's "Gal Friday!! 
Unruffles, Unravels 'Em (This is another of a series of oracles on little known tests about people prominent in outdoor show business.)

DARING the 19 years that 

Gladys M. Donlavy has been

has handled thousands of entries.

. From her long experience with the world's largest county fair, 
Mrs. Donlavy has concluded that

fs easier to be critical than cor- 
rect, she has found that many 
problems arise mainly because 
people do not understand the 
proper procedure that must be 
followed by a fair of Pomona's 
size for efficient operation. She 
points out that often the minim - 
derstanding complainant will re- 
sort to a mere thread of defense 
at the outset of the incident in 
hope of giving their side credence. 

Saves "Democracy" 
An example of this occurred 

when a boy en- 
tered cookies and the mother had 
sought the exhibit in the Junior 
Fair iemtead of the Domestic Arts 
Building. When she failed to see 
her son's baking efforts on dis- 
play, she went immediately to the 
office for an .explanation. Whs. 
Donlavy handled the complaint 
and explained that the very na- 
ture of the exhibit placed it in 
the Domestic Arts section and not 
where the parent had searched. 
It was also explained that under 
the fair's system it was practically 
impossible for any entry to be- 
come lost. This explanation was 
accepted to a certain point. 

"How can my son believe in 
democracy if his exhibit is lost?" 
the mother asked. 

Mrs. Donlavy could not answer 
this question for she did not see 
how the incident could destroy 
faith in a vox populi form of gov- 
ernment_ The cookies were finally 
located by the mother and the in- 
cident closed. Thus the child's be- 
lief in rule by the people was re- 
stored in the mother's eyes. 

Alert for Better Ways 
Mrs. Donlavy is a highly effi- 

cient person, and as soon as one of 
the 17-day fairs end the early part 
of October, she prepares for the 
next. She tries to do everything 
possible in advance and keeps an 
eye upon improving the old pro- 
cedure. This accounts for the

meat. But despite her careful attention, happenings beyond her control have thrown the system into confusion. 
A typical example of hOw things earl happen was shown following the 1941 fair when Mrs. Donlavy started to work on the 1942 event. To circularize the exhibitors for the displays, she had 10,000 en- velopes addressed and ready to go when work was to start on gather- ing exhibits. Just about the time the envelopes were prepared, the attack on Pearl Harbor came and the fair was canceled for the dura- tion. The letter0 were stored away and brought out seven years later when preparations for the 

1948 annual, the first after the war, got under way. To check upon the correctness of the list, the names of those showing in the two largest departments were used. Out of 4.000 letters sent first-class mail, approximately 1.000 were returned by the post office as un- deliverable. With the knowledge that the 10,000 addressed en- velopes were 75 per cent correct. the entire mailing went out and 
was used as a nucleus for a new 
list. 

Handles Many Jobs 
As assistant secretary, Mrs. Don- lavy is actually "the girl Friday" 

to C. B. -(Jack) Afflerbaugh, the fair's president and general man- 
ager. In addition to serving as a 
clearing house on matters not of 
sufficient importance for Allier- 
baugh's attention, she is also in 
charge of the premium books. This 
in itself is a man-sized task, for it 
takes six volumes to list the awards 
for nearly 25,000 exhibits in 10 
departments. The premium 
money, including racing purses, 
totaled approximately $200,000 in 
1949. 

Mrs. Donlavy was born in 
Minneapolis and in 1920 moved 
with her family to Pomona, where 
she graduated from high school in 
1922. After working for the Mer-

six years, she joined the Los An- 
geles County Fair staff in 1931.

When she started 
with the fair there were only 10 or 
12 in the office, where today this 
force may run to 50 during the 17- 

y da run. However, the expansion

the fair's employment. They do 
not want full-time work because 
of their household duties. The 
fair, on the other hand, welcomes 
them to the temporary staff for 
they are familiar with procedures.

ARCADIA, Calif., Nov. 25.- 
World Transportation Fair (WTF) 
definitely will be held in 1951, Ira 
W. Curry, managing director, said. 
However, instead of running 104 
days as originally planned, eveitt 
will open June 30 and close Sep- 
tember 9, for a run of 72 days. 

Announcement that there will be 
a WTF next year followed con- 
ferences between representatives 
of the Los Angeles Turf Club, Inc., 
owners of Santa Anita Park, and 
Curry.

biles. 

Two large dining rooms, a cof- 
fee shop, two cafeterias and 
numerous other already estab- 
lished eating places are geared to 
feed peak crowds. The grounds, 
covering 401 acres, are landscaped. 
Drinking fountains, rest-room fa- 
cilities and benches were installed 
at the inception of the race track. 

Curry said that he has always 
been confident that the fair would 
go on as scheduled. In view of 
this, he said, the leasing of con- 
cessions is nearing completion. 
From now on the emphasis will be 
on the sale of exhibit space and 
a plan is under way to step up this 
phase of the affair. Exhibit space 
is handled by Management Corpo- 
ration of America (MCA), with 
offices in Beverly Hills and other 
principal cities.

It would house horticulture, apiary, 
club exhibits and State College ex- 
hibits. 

750C Recreation Area 
It would cost about $750,000 to 

provide for recreation. Included 
would be the grandstand, race 
track and carnival area. The pro- 
posal includes a picnic area which 
would serve as camp grounds for 
the fair, swimming pool and riding 
paths. 

Entrance facilities would figure 
about $75,000 for bus and cab 
space, rail lines and general park- 
Mg space. 

A vast improvement would be 
made in facilities for industrial 
displays: a "made in Oklahoma" 
building, one for farm machinery 
and space for industrial and oil 
field equipment, including room 
for the University of Oklahoma to 
demonstrate work in minerals, 
chemicals and petroleum. And for 
a 20th century touch-an electron- 
ics building. 

Education Looms Big 
The exposition buildings for 

educational displays would include 
an arts and photography building, 
bandshell; health, foods and dairy 
products building; liberal arts 
building and a travel, sports and 
recreation display building. 

There would be barns for beef 
cattle, dairy cattle, horses, hogs, 
sheep and poultry. 

Then there would be about 
$850,000 needed for utilities and 
service quarters. 

Every year, Oklahoma kids go 
up to the barrow show in Austin, 
Minn., and the American Royal in 
Kansas City. And they come home 
with more than their share of rib- 
bons.

NAAPPB SETS STAGE 
AS 19 COIN FIRMS SHOW 

Game, Vender, Music Equipment 
Displayed, for Outdoor industry 

CHICAGO, Nov. 25.-With the 
stage set for the 32d annual con- 
vention of the National Associa- 
tion of Amusement Parks, Pools 
and Beaches to open at the Hotel 
Sherman here tomorrow (26), ad- 
vance registrations indicated that 
last year's attendance of 4,400 
would at least be equaled. At least 
20 firms affiliated with the coin 
machine industry will exhibit such 
equipment as amusernent games, 
arcade pieces, vending machines, 
a music machine, photo and voice 
machines, and supplies, including 
situps and popcorn. 

Arcade Court 

Test Delayed 

Again in NYC 
NEW YORK, Nov. 25. - The 

arcade license case, which has 
kicked around in city courts since 
last spring, was delayed again Tues- 
day (21). this time in the hope that 
new legislation now before the 
city council will make the litiga- 
tion unnecessary. 

Arcades housing Poker Rolls and 
other specified group games were 
refused licenses last March on the 
grounds that they are gaming de- 
vices. A test case was instituted 
by the industry to force reconsider- 
ation by the license department. 
But it has been adjourned time 
and again. Now measures have 
been introduced to the council 
specifically authorizing the dis- 
puted equipment. The case, 
brought by Herman Wolff, has 
beer. set aside until January 9. 

In another case here, involving 
many standard arcade coin amuse- 
ment devices, the recent death of 
the assigned official court referee 
has led to similar delays. A. Joseph 
Geist, plantiff against the license 
department, is seeking to have the 
units removed from the city's un- 
acceptable list. He has challenged 
charges by the city that the games 
are easily convertible to free play 
and is pressing for an early trial. 

Again emphasizing the growing 
importance of coin-operated ma- 
chines to the outdoor amusement 
industry is a special award to be 
given to the exhibitor "for the 
most meritorious exhibit dealing in 
games and /or arcade equipment."

Lame-Duck Sesh 

Seen Ignoring 

Johnson Bill 
WASHINGTON, Nov. 25.-The 

Johnson anti-gaming device bill 
is on the agenda for the upcom- 
ing lame-duck session of the 81st 
Congress. The debate, however, 
is expected to embark immediate- 
ly upon controversial bills' of a 
more general nature, such as rent 
control extension, excess profits 
tax and Alaska statehood. 

It would be possible for the Sen- 
ate leadership to sandwich in the 
Johnson bill if it weren't for the 
determination of Sen. George Ma- 
lone (R., Nev.) to resume, if neces- 
sary, his talkathon which shunted 
the bill aside in the regular ses- 
sion. 

If a new bill can be readied 
early in the next session, it may 
be a different story, however.

distribs indicate play on games can be traced in most cases to the 
use of premiums. 

Operators here this week re- 
ported they had tested live turkey premiums on their games in the pre-Thanksgiving week, but the 
test had been unsuccessful, not only cutting down play on games but costing operators considerably 
more than the usual ruts of give - 
aways. 

for next year. CMI officials also 
disclosed that manufacturer mem- 
bers planned to continue coin ma- 
chine production just as long as 
materials are available.

holiday. 

Practically every factory 
here this week gave each em- 
ployee a turkey, some com- 
plete with fixin's, and most 
of them announced they 
would close down production 
lines Friday, giving the work- 
ers a long week-end. 

However, all stressed they 
had made plans to have their 
offices and sales and service 
departments staffed for emer- 
gency calls Friday and Sat- 
urday. 

French CM Operators 
Find Cafes Top Spots 

PARIS. Nov. 25.-Coin machine 
operators here may soon feel the 
effects of the new French 20-franc 
coins issued November 13 to re- 
place the outworn 20-franc notes. 
The new coin, minted from an al- 
loy of aluminum and bronze, is 
yellow in color and approximately 
the same size as the old aluminum 
franc, but weighs four grams. 

At the beginning of the year, the 
French government is expected to 
issue new 10 and 50 franc pieces. 
Most of the coin machine equip- 
ment now on location operates on 
the 10-franc coin (the equivalent 
of three cents U. S. money). 

Inflation Hit Venders 
Operators are watching the coin- 

age developments with keen inter- 
est since much of their equipment 
has been outmoded by inflation, 
particularly those using two and 
three franc coins. Small chocolate 
bar machines at the Metro (sub- 
way) stops, and perfume dis- 
pensers in cafe restrooms which at 
one time carried excellent French 
perfume, have stood empty for 
several years. 

The newest American made coin 
machines in Paris date back to 
1939, according to Paris-France- 
Automatic, distributors and opera- 
tors. The answer to the lack of 
new machines lies in the difficulty 
of obtaining import licenses which 
in turn can be traced to this coun- 
try's lack of U. S. dollars. Among 
the American machines still seen 

in quantity on locations are Gen- 
co's Gun Club, Airport, Stop and 
Go: Bally Manufacturing Com- 
pany's Spotten and Chicago Coin's 
Fiesta. 

Other Prominent Machines 
Numerous French cafes sport Billiards- Eleetrique, a version of 

the American pinball, along with 
Football, Hockey (non- automatic), 
Bonne Aventure (a horoscope 
vender with a loud-speaker at- tachment), Sphinx and Comet. 

Railway stations, cafes, the street 
fairs and markets are the types of 
locations in which machines are 
usually found. Many locations still 
operate phonographs with ear 
phone attachments - making a 
five-franc charge to listen to a 
recording. 

Cigarette machines are unknown 
in Paris since the tobacco industry 
is State-controlled. The lowest 
priced French cigarettes sell for 
65 francs, and American smokes 
bring 150 francs, making it vir- 
tually impossible for them to be 
vended even if tobacco were in a 
free market. 

Biggest single group of potential 
coin machine locations are the 
cafes, nightly gathering places. 
Only a small proportion have ma- 
chines of any type, and in most, 
for lack of other enlertainment and 
diversion, customers are allowed 
to play ch.s, checkers and domi- 
noes at indicated tables.

NEW EQUIPMENT OUTLOOK 

Cobalt Slash Hits Makers 
Of Rejectors, Juke Boxes 
By Dirk Schreiber 

CHICAGO, Nov. 25.-Coin ma- 
chine manufacturers this week 
end were still trying to assess the 
effects of the government's 70 per 
cent cut in the civilian use of 
cobalt. The cut was ordered Tues- 
day (21). Cobalt is used in the 
manufacture of slug rejectors and 
in speakers. 

Typical of the industry's reac- 
tion was a statement from Fred 
Steffens, National Rejectors, Inc., 
St. Louis. National Rejectors is 
one of the industry's largest users 
of magnets in which cobalt plays 
an essential part. Steffens said It 
was still too early to tell what 
effects the curtailment would 

cause. He added, however, that 
National is working day and night 
to ease the situation. 

No Curtailments-Yet 
"We have not yet had to curtail 

our production." Steffens said, 
"and we have made deliveries on 
time." 

The proportionate amount of 
cobalt which the coin machine 
industry u.s. Steffens pointed out, 
is very small, but that small 
amount is vital to continued pro- 
duction. Presumably, all of the 
companies are working to find 
substitutes. A spokesman for one 
firm said the amount of cobalt 
used could be cut by increasing 

the amount of nickel-but nickel 
also is high on the list of hard- 
to-get materials. 

Who Gets What? 
One manufacturer, questioned 

about the effects on the 70 per 
cent cutback, said he would not 
want to risk an opinion until he 
learned what disposition would be 
made of the 30 per cent of the 
supply which will be available 
for civilian use. 

Looking at the first quarter of 
1951 realistically, manufacturers 
believe the effect of the cobalt 
order, and the earlier order taking 
35 per cent . of the aluminum

can sell itself to the general public. it must sell itself to all segments 
of its own industry. 

That's the opinion of Abe Fish, 
owner of General Amdsement 
Game Company of Hartford, and 
president of the Connecticut State 
Coin Association, Inc. (CSCA). 

He told The Billboard: "Not 
enough people in this industry 
seem to realize the tremendous 
amount of public relations and 
good will work being accomplished 
by the various state-wide and reg- 
ional coin associations thruout the 
country. Somehow, somewhere, 
some coin operators have gotten the 
notion that everything happening 
for public relations and good will 
in this business is coming out of 
nowhere."

Some Optimiisie 
Having maintained production 

schedules in the face of real and 
artificial shortages for three to 
nine months, many manufacturers 
take an optimistic view of the 
present situation. They point out 
that steel was supposed to present 
a bottleneck three months ago, 
but most manufacturers are ob- 

taining sufficient steel-altho at 
much higher prices-to keep their 
lines moving. 

Copper wire, say the purchasing 
agents of coin machine manufac- 
turers, is the industry's No. I 
problem today. Expediters for 
manufacturers arc paying twice 
and nearly three times the normal 
market price for copper wire- 
and even at those prices are ex- 
periencing difficulty. 

Expedite for Supplier,. 
Most coin machine manufac- 

turers said they now have to keep 

men on the road securing raw ma- 
terials for their suppliers in order 
to insure a flow of component 
parts. 

. From Washington came the word 
that even the end of hostilities in 
Korea would not spell an end to 
allocations unless the new Con- 
gress makes drastic changes in the 
nation's preparedness program. 
Aside from shortages, manufac- turers have this very real worry: 
What will take up the slack in the 
substantial gap developing be- 
tween cutbacks in civilian produc-

COOKIE PRICES HOLD; 
TO TEST DIME PACKS 

CHICAGO, Nov. 25.- While 
cookies look on increased im- 
portance in the over-all supplier 
exhibit pictures at the NAMA con- 
vention last week, the big -story 
was that bakeries were making 
every effort to hold the price line 

. and succeeding, for the pres- 
ent, at least. Current price range 
for 100-count packs is on a .par 
with 1949 figures: $2.50 to $2 75 
freight extra. But a boost of up 
to 5 cents per 100-count is seen 
probable after the first of the year 
if the cost` of ingredients, labor 
continue to rise. 

Martin Fox. president of Austin 
Packing Company, Inc., holds the 
view that 100-count prices could 
not increase over a nickel as this 
would cut too deeply into opera- 
tor profit. And a dime cookie pack, 
he said, would have to be of such 
a size (to warrant the 10-cent 
price) that it would fit very few 
venders. It would thus defeat it- 
self at the start by drastically cur- 
tailing the number of vender out- 
lets. 

Austin Packing, signifying its in- 
tention of holding to present prices 
until January 1, has mailed circu- 
lars stressing this stand to all its 

operator customers. Specifically, 
the message states, after stressing 
the importance of the operator as 
a customer, that the company 
"guarantees that it will maintain 
its present prices" until that date. 
These vary from $2.65 to $2.75 
f.o.b., depending on cookie type, 
for 100-counts.

In Brief 
Candy Bar Sales Up 

WASHINGTON, Nov. 25.-Man- ufacturers' sales of candy bars took a sharp upward turn in August, the Census Bureau an- nounced. Total sales of bars for the first eight months of the year jumped 10 per cent in pounds and three per cent in dollars over the same period last year. August sales totaled 81,648,000 pounds with a value of $28,205,000 as compared with 61,072,000 pounds worth $20,687,000 in Au- gust, 1949. This brought the cumu- lative total for January-August, 
1950, to 501,002,000 pounds worth $168,228,000. Comparable 1949 figures were 456,105,000 pounds, with a wholesale value of $163,- 407,000. 

Cocoa Price Up 
WASHINGTON, Nov. 25.-Fur- ther rises in wholesale candy bar prices are likely, Commerce De- partment forecast in reporting an- other substantial increase in the price of cocoa. 
The department stated that the average price for a pound of cocoa hit 40.5 cents in August for an in- crease of about a nickel over July and nearly a dime over the June average rf 30.8 cents. 
The August increase 'marked the fifth successive monthly rise in 

cocoa prices from the 1950 low of 22.8 cents reached in March. The postwar low of 18.5 cents was reached in June 1949. 

Smokers Increase 
WASHINGTON, Nov. 25.-Sales 

of both cigars and cigarettes shot 
up in August to set a postwar rec- 
ord, Commerce Department re- ported. Cigarette consumption to- taled 39.126.000.000, an increase of 
12,000,000.000 over July. Cigar 
sales soared 180.000,000 over Au- 
gust to hit a mark of 587 406.000. 

The increase in sale of smokes 
over July marked the highest 
monthly gain on record for both 
cigars and cigarettes. Commerce 
attributes most of the increased 
smoking to higher incomes and to 
war tension. August is traditionally 
a month of heavy sales of tobacco 
products, but sales this past Au- 
gust top those of the same month 
in recent years by 12 per cent. 

Cig Sales 
WASHINGTON, Nov. 25. -A 

record total of 363,000,000,000 
cigarettes is expected to be sold 
this year in the U. S.. a 3 per cent 
gain over 1949. according to a re- 
port by the Agricultural Economics 
Bureau. With high current rates 
of employment and income ex- 
pected to be even higher in 1951, 
the 1950 record is likely to be 
broken next year. 

'51 Sugar Quota 
WASHINGTON. Nov. 25.-Agri- 

culture Department is working out 
a sugar quota for 1951 amid indi- 
cations that the allowance will be 
less than the 1950 quota. 

After a hefty increase in the 
1950 quota announced to kill the 
sugar hoarding spree, the total 
amount available for 1950 jumped 
to 8,700,000 tons. Actual use of sugar 
for the year is not expected to go 
beyond 7.800,000 tons. Thru the 
week ending October 21, distribu- 
tion amounted to 6.908.925 tons- 
an increase of about 600,000 tons 
over the same 1949 period. 

Since the current quota took al- 
most. all available Cuban carry- 
over stocks, it is unlikely that the 
1951 quota can exceed 8,000,000 
tons, even allowing for a U. S. 
carry-over. 

Peanut Candy 
WASHINGTON, Nov. 25.-Pea- 

nut candy made a comeback dur- 
ing 1949 -50 after several years of 
declines, Agriculture Department 
has reported. During the last pea- 
nut season, August 31, 1949 to 
September 1, 1950, candy makers 
used 125,282,000 pounds of shelled 
peanuts in candy. The total for the 
1948249 season was 107,181.000 
pounds. 

Salted peanut use dropped off 
slightly, however, amounting to 
118,291,000 pounds for the 1949-'50 
season, compared with 120,081,000 
pounds for the preceding season. 

Candy Sales Climb 
WASHINGTON, Nov. 25.-Sales 

of candy by manufacturers are con- 
tinuing at near record levels, the 
Census Bureau reported this week. 
September sales leaped 34 per cent 
over August and 11 per cent above 
the preceding September. 

The $109,000.000 racked up by 
candy makers was the fourth high-

5Iohile Shop 

Robert IC. Hawthorne. New Eng- land district manager for Ford Gum & Machine Company, fol- lowed thru on the more efficient servicing theme. He reported the recent addition of mobile cleaning facilities to attack the cost-saving problem directly. Because of the bulk operators fixed item costs of taxes. equipment, salaries, the sin- gle path open to such savings is' in his servicing methods, he pointed out. 
Ford Gum's new sanitation pro- cedure places two men on a serv- ice truck, latter's interior specially fitted to permit machine cleaning, filling en route. The regular serv- 

iceman removes machines from 
each location, passes it to the sec- ond man who remains in the truck. 
A cleaned, filled unit is exchanged for the unit removed. En route 
to the next stop, the unit which 
was removed is cleaned, re-filled. 
Ford has worked out a program 
of keeping serial number records straight for bookkeeping purposes, 
Hawthorne stated. 

Chicago Regulations 
Speaking on Chicago's sanita- 

lion regulations as affecting bulk 
venders, Gustave L. Herman, ad- 
ing chief of the city's Food Inspec- 
tion Bureau, told operators of re- 
quired machine construction, sani- 
tation practices. The bureau now 
advocates that bulk machines be 
sanitized at a central shop, rather 
than on location, where a thoro job 
is not possible on globe and base. 
Machine design most provide a 
self-closing door on the delivery 
chute, with the chute itself of suf- 
ficient pitch to permit full deliv- 
ery of merchandise by gravity, 
thus eliminating need for patron 
to reach in chute proper. 

Talk Taxes, 
and Efficiency 

J. J. Crosby. Peerless Weighing 
& Vending Machine Corporation, 
Long Island City, gave statistics on 
minting of pennies and concluded 
with warnings of another type of 
tax becoming an ever-increasing 
operator problem. 

While the "shrinking penny" is 
true. value-wise, it does not hold 
quantity-wise,- Crosby said. There 
were 12 billion, 150 million coppers 
minted since 1935, while in 1949, 

33 UNION SQUARE NEW YORK 3, N.Y. 
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435 million were turned out (160 
million nickels were minted in 
1949). 

Tax Talk 
Citing the new tax problem, 

Crosby pointed to increasing rates of personal property taxes, topped by levies of 5100 per $1,000 in New Britain, Conn. And in some areas, it is now not possible to depreciate equipment down to nothing, he 
said. 

In the question-answer clinic concluding the meeting, the im- 
portance of carrying liability in- 
surance, preferably comprehensive 
to cover machines and products, 
was stressed. Ford Gum reported 
it paid out 40 cents per machine 
foanr emperepetriesniv, e coopyeerralgore, 

an- 
with 

nouncing his insurance costs came to $274 per 1,000 venders. 
There were some operator com- 

plaints of having insurance pre- 
miums increased when renewed for a second year. They found 
this to be a general practice of in- 
suring firms when claims were 
paid out the previous year. 

Charms Again 
The charm question cropped up 

to climax the meeting, repeating 
the discussion pattern of the 1949 
bulk operators' session in Atlantic 
City. Fred L. Brandstrader, 
NAMA legislative counsel, told of 
action now under way in Suffolk, 
Va.. on the question of contamina- 
tion resulting from use of charms. 

Herman, speaking for Chicago 
Food Inspection Bureau, stated 
that charms, if constructed of 
proper materials and kept pack- 
aged until placed in the vender, 
would not be viewed as "an impor- 
tant source of contamination."

Op Builds Good Will 
Aiding Civic Projects 

DENVER, Nov. 25.-Offering his many cigarette venders in scores 
of locations for the display of post- ers, stickers, etc., in connection 
with civic drives, has built much 
good will for Panay. G. Dikeou, 
president of the Colorado Cigarette 
Vending Machine Company here. 

Dikeou, who pioneered cigarette 
vending in the Colorado capital, points out that every cigarette vender is the object of close scru- tiny by anywhere from 25 to 200 customers per day. He stated they carefully read everything printed on the surface of the machine be- fore inserting their coins. This at- tention, he indicated, means that any message carried to the public via decalcomania stickers, 'posters. 
etc.. will "register" more effec- tively. Therefore he considers his cigarette vending route not only useful as a means of livelihood, but as an important arm in putting 
over State and city government 
campaigns, charity programs, "na- 
tional weeks" of various types and 
similar events. 

Vender Billboards 
Whenever a national charity 

drive, a city "obey the law" or other campaign is scheduled, 
Dikeou telephones headquarters 
and offers the use of his machines 
as advertising billboards. The re- 
sulting stickers, placards, etc.. are 
passed out to route men, servicing 
the machines, and thus Dikeou 
estimates that he can contact some 
15,000 or 20,000 individuals within 
a few days via the "billboard 
value" of his machines. Each serv- 
iceman carries a chemical solu- 
tion, sponge and scraper for re- 
moving the stickers after they have 
been utilized for their purpose. 

Consistently following out this 
program has led to much good will 
and prestige for the cigarette 
vending industry in the city of 
Denver, Dikeou believes. Since 

routes, which 
were a natural outgrowth of the 
Dikeou Bros.' Wholesale Candy & 
Tobacco Company, which Dikeou 
likewise owns, he has constantly 
endeavored to keep cigarette ma- 
chines "interesting" over and 
above merely representing a' con- 
venience for obtaining a pack of 
"smokes." 

For example, match pockets 
which are delivered free with 
every pack of cigarettes contain 
individual letters from the name 
"Dikeou," and the customer, who 
collects seven spelling out the 
name, may turn them in for a free 
carton of cigarettes. This has 
stimulated sales tremendously for 
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more than 10 years, according to 
Dikeou. 

Similarly, he constantly intro- duces new brands of cigarettes as 
they come on the market and gives 
each the benefit of advertising pro- 
motion and the "top spot" in the 
machine as well. Due to this, he 
has won much good will from na- 
tional cigarette distributors. "There 
are many ways in which the ciga- 
rette vender can be of service to 
his local community," the Denver 
operator says, "if he will take the 
trouble to ferret them out and 
make a practical application of 
'his many public locations," 

Veeder-Root Hit 
By Shortages But 
Can Fill Orders 

CHICAGO, Nov. 25.-Scarcity of 
die-casting alloys, should it be 
further intensified, may diminish 
the flow of electrical and mechan- 
ical counters from Vender -Root 
production lines, it was learned 
last week at the NAMA conven- 
tion.

Food Venders 

In Spotlight 

AT NAMA Meet 
High Percentage 
Of Refrigerated 
Type on Display 

CHICAGO, Nov. 25.-On of the most significant developments in this year's NAMA exhibition was the large number of refrigerated food venders displayed on the floor for the first time, ranging from cold fruit machines to combination beverage and food units designed to dispense a light lunch. 
A surprise entry in the refriger- ated food field was Stoner Manu- facturing Corporation, Aurora, Ill. Using the same general exter- ior lines as the non-refrigerated Univendor line, Stoner brought out a full-size, five-selection re- frigerated machine priced at $495. 

100 Capacity 
The Stoner unit holds 100 sand- wiches, uses a dispensing mechan- ism identical with the company's other Univendors with the excep- tion that the trays are somewhat wider. The machine has a quarter mechanism, can sell at 15-20-25 cents depending on the product. Refrigeration is furnished by a ti-h.p. General Electric compres- sor, and the entire vending com- partment is insulated with three- inch spun glass. 

The vender uses the cold plate system with no fans or coils, pro- vides a large pre-cool space for additional sandwiches. Over-all cabinet dimensions are 75 inches high, 20 inches deep and 25% inches wide. Built into the piano- hinged door is a large visual dis- play of the five food products of- fered. 
Both Rowe, New York, and Freshway, Chicago, had their re- frigerated sandwich machines on the floor. Altho this marked the first time the units were dis- played at an NAMA 

shipments of both had begun prior to the show. The Lunch Box, pro- duced by Cincinnati Metalcrafts for Lunch-o-Mat, Inc.. Chicago, marked its initial appearance in an NAMA show altho the machine has been offered to operators for the past three months. The Lunch Box handles pastries, half sand- wiches, milk, canned juice and

The usual conflict is expected to develop between the industrial users who want the quota large so that prices will be low and do- mestic beet and cane sugar pro- ducers who want a small quota for the opposite reason.

Pa. Woman Op Parlays 
Candy, Service Into $$ 
By Leon M. Leffingwell 

MILLVALE, Pa., Nov. 25.-"Put 
a new candy bar in one of our 
vending machines and that com- 
partment is apt to be empty the 
first time we restock it," says Mrs. 
R. J. MacNeil, Refreshment Serv- 
ice, Inc. "From then OD, however, 
sales will depend on how good the 
bar is. 

"So the trick to getting heavy 
repeat sales is to keep your ma- 
chines loaded with good and fresh 
candy bars. But with so much 
candy on the market, can you tell 
the good bars from the junk?" 

"We Pride Ourselves." 
"We pay more for the candy we 

stock in our machines," Mrs. Mac- 
Neil explains, "and our machines 
are constantly emptied. We just 
don't get 'stuck' with candy that 
doesn't sell." 

It's all because Refreshment 
Service in selecting locations and 
products, looks (I) for locations 
where people don't tamper with 
equipment, (2) for nice people 
who won't pass up the best candy 
and (3) for candy that will please 
public taste overnight. 

Melina Money 
Contrary to the practice of some 

venders, Refreshment Service does 
not move its machines frequently, 
but relies rather on good candy 
bars to keep their machines un- 
loading. 

"But your machines won't empty 
unless you know how to sell," says 
Mrs. MacNeil. "Take the problem 
of selling candy to women. Women 
we more interested in their figures 
than in eating sweets. They will 
deny themselves, unless you pro- 
vide candy not too high in calories. 
So we vend randy of lower caloric 
content at locations where a large 
percentage of the employees are 

omen." 
What Is Public Preference? 

"Of the problems we've solved 
in candy vending," Mrs. MacNeil 
said, "we're mist proud that we 
know good candy. If we believe a 
candy bar is good, customers gen- 
erally think so, too. And people 
are almost alike in taste: they all 
seem to prefer certain bars." 

Mrs. MacNeil's appreciation of 
fine candy may come from her 
own early attempts to make a 
home-m0e bar: she encountered 
many complications and expenses 
and decided that manufacturing 
candy was expanding the vending 
business too far! 

"We have no trouble getting in- 
to new locations," Mrs. MacNeil 
says assuredly. "We keep books, 
maintain tight COILLT01 and employ 
a reliable and courteous service- 
man. 

Results Surpriae 
"Besides, the results we get are 

surprising. Place a new candy bar 
in one of our vending machines 
even tho the bar isn't advertised, 
and the bar-column will be 
cleaned out overnight! For people 
will take a chance on buying a 

new candy bar once, and if it's 
good candy, everyone wants to

"We had a little money," 
says Mrs. MacNeil, "so we bought 
some machines and started with 
the penny vending machine, buy- 
ing 25 machines, then buying 25 
more machines at a time." 

Today a regular man is hired 
full-time to handle our route and 
make major repairs on the ma- 
chines spread out over a 50-mile 
radius. In addition, Mrs. Mac- 
Neil herself handles many reason- 
ably distanced emergency calls to 
restock the machines. She likes 
to "hit" the nurseries. 

Her husband, a full-time struc- 
tural steel designer for one of the 
nation's largest engineering cor- 
porations, oversees the vending 
business on Saturdays, evenings 
and during any other spare time. 
Thus the MacNeils' service has 
grown as a sideline-for them it 
replaces all other possible hobbies 
(gossiping, bridge parties, et al.). 
"We like vending better," says 
Mrs. MacNeil, "because we get re- 
turns for the effort put forth."

NEW YORK, Nov. 25.-State Supreme Court here heard pre- liminary arguments Tuesday (21) in a suit against Indevco, Inc., pro- ducers of the Kof fee King vender, asking damages totaling $312,000. Plaintiff is Erwin Von Gemmingen, erstwile Midwest distributor for the company, and the immediate point at issue is whether the con- troversy should be arbitrated or go to trial. 
Von Gemmingen, whose distrib- utor pact seas terminated in Sep- tember, claims he never received machines suitable for commercial placement altho he was assured the venders were mechanically sound. Thru his attorney, Deane Ramey, he said he had undergone considerable expense in promoting the machine in his territory, but was unable to deliver because of technical failures. He charged, further, that he was induced to enter the distributor pact with Indevco by fraudulent misrepre- sentation. 
Labeling the allegations "ridicu- lous," Indevco attorney, Harold Segall, stated that most of the claims made by Von Gemmingen date back to an old contract with Futuramic Machine, Inc., previous owners of the Koffee King vender. He' decared Indevco did not as- sume all Futuramic obligations, having purchased only the vend- er's trade mark and patents. The fraud claim Is "completely false," he said, maintaining that 

Von Gemmingen's distributor pact seas terminated because he was unable to realize quota commit- ments.
