NEW YORK, Oct. 27. -In con- 
trast with the insurance plan of 
the American Guild of Variety 
Artists, with a premium cost that 
rould conceivably run as high as 
$182 a year per individual mem- 
ber, the Variety Artists' Federa- 
tion of England gives its members 
a 100 -pound ($400) travel -acci- 
dent policy free with the payment f his $12 annual dues, plus a 75- 
pound -plus life insurance policy 
in effect six months after joining. 

While the VAF policy does not 
cover the artists while perform- 
ing, it does protect him when he 
is traveling on a passenger train, 
whether he is on pass or a paying 
customer; a tramcar, omnibus or 
cab operating as public convey- 
ances; an omnibus hired or oper- 
ated privately; or a private motor 
car providing that the conveyance 
is used in traveling to or from an 
engagement. Payment is made if 
death occurs within 30 days after

Hamid this week said that he 
had suggested several months ago 
to Dunn and Vic Connors that 
union execs meet with producers - 
bookers in planning accident in- 
surance for AGVA members. He 
said that the plan to secure insur- 
ance for performers, who could 
not secure coverage on their own 
because of the dangerous nature 
of their work, was a good one, but 
not as it has been handled up 
until now. 

Hamid also said that most 
bookers would probably willingly 
pay a part of the insurance pre- 
mium if the performer contrib- 
uted the remainder. This cost 
would have to be passed on to the 
buyer, he said. However, he is 
not willing to commit himself on 
this until such time as the insur- 
ance situation has been thoroly 
studied and a better policy ob- 
tained. 

Hamid's principal objection to 
the policy content, as he under- 
stands it, is that performers are 
not covered during rehearsal 
time. This, he said, is the most 
dangerous part of a thrill act's 
career. Substantiating this, he 
said he had canvassed the na- 
tion's leading bookers of thrill 
attractions and determined that 
not one person booked by them 
had been killed, or even seriously 
injured, in the course of a per- 
formance from last Memorial Day 
until the present time, with the 
exception of Selden, the Strato- 
sphere Man. 

HERE'S WHAT 
AGVA POLICY 
PROVIDES FOR 

NEW YORK, Oct. 27. -The 
American Guild of Variety 
Artists insurance plan, backed 
by a group policy issued by 
Indemnity Insurance Com- 
pany of North America, 
covers AGVA members on 
their way to a job, while 
working and until they re- 
turn home. 

Premiums are levied 
against bookers and employ- 
ers ranging from $1 per man 
per show on club dates to 
$3.50 per week per man on 
weekly dates. 

The policy provides that a 

member shall get up to 150 

weeks' disability at $50 a 

week if disabilities are in- 
curred while on a job or going 
to or from a job. 

It also provides for medical 
and surgical expenses up to 
$1,000. It pays for various dis- 
abilities up to $7.500 for com- 
plete disability or death.

The man looked like he might 

have played guard for Notre 
Dame 15 years ago. He was heavy - 
shouldered, thick- necked, still 
hard -jawed. He stood at the cen- 
ter of the long table in the Per - 
roquet Suite at the Waldorf As- 
toria and talked about the abso- 
lute urgency for his listeners and 
the world to get back to spiritual 
values. He stressed the great 
power of prayer and the need for 
everyone to love his fellow. There 
was none of the preacher's fiery 
exhortation, no bellow or bombast. 
He repeatedly and nervously 
picked up and tossed down a book 
of matches and he talked in a soft 
voice. He had the breathing diffi- 
culty common to men who smoke 
too much. He almost threw away 
the more potent of his lines. 

Sitting two places from him at 
the table I listened an looked at 
the hundred or so radio and music 
men who had come to this Broad- 
cast Music, Inc., luncheon. The 
expressions on their faces were 
mixed and constantly changing. 
Puzzlement was often dominant, 
that what's- this -guy -selling look. 
Sometimes a flicker of under- 
standing. And often, a fleeting. 
uneasy, almost guilty look took 
possession. 

The speaker -I caught his name 
as Speer, a James McCutcheon. 
inc., vice -president whose avoca- 
tion is heading a group called 
the Layman's movement - had 
finished. BMI President Carl 
Haverlin, sitting at his left and at 
my right, rose and applauded.

The guests all applauded, but did 
not rise.

Sure, you get a Berle doing a 
24 -hour marathon for the Damon 
Runyon Cancer Fund, which, tho 
a fine thing, must be admitted to 
be an exhibitionistic kind of fish- 
bowl philathrophy. But the aver- 
age show guy or gal who hands a 
hard -up buddy a tough -to -spare 
sawbuck, does it grumpily, not 
because he isn't happy to help 
out, but because he's embarrassed 
about being a Boy Scout. 

It's hard to analyze the reasons 
for this reluctance to simply, 
plainly. 'unabashedly do good. 
Partly, of course, .it stems from 
a fear of being stamped cornball. 
Partly it's due to the fact that a 

singer crooning sweet or impas- 
sioned words of love, day in and 
day out for pay, eventually feels 
insincere using those same words 
when the real deal develops. 

The same holds true for a stage 
or screen player who has emoted 
thru a thousand tender takes. Those 
become stock -in -trade words. Not 
the implements for conveying 
your feelings. 

I know scores of performers, 
male and distaff, who will sweet- 
heart and honey every casual ac- 
quaintance, but who wouldn't call 
their own sweetheart anything 
but Elsie or Jack or whatever the 
natural, given monicker happens 
to be. 

I certainly don't mean to imply 
that everybody in show business 
performs a daily round of good 
deeds in a heart-of- gold -buried- 
beneath- that -rough -exterior man- 
ner. Show business has its share 
of characters who won't put a 
dime in the basket in church on 
Sunday unless the fact is three - 
sheeted on the chapel's stained 
glass windows. It also has a quota 
of the kind of guy who wouldn't 
buy his mother a beer if the old 
lady were dying of thirst. 

For any in the last two cate- 
gories who have strayed in on this 
preachment -that Layman's lad 
had something. Want a boot? 
Right now, drop this paper and 
pink up the phone or go out and 
lust say or do something nice to 
or for somebody you know. Some- 
thing real unexepected. See what 
happens.

"At the restaurant 
where I've been having dinners," 
said the Congressman to Merrill, 
"the tunes most frequently play- 
ed on the juke box include a 
couple written by you - "Belle, 
Belle. My Liberty Belle,' and 
'My Truly, Truly Fair.' " Merrill 
glowingly thanked the lawmaker 
and added, "Forgive me, sir, if 
last year you had to listen too 
frequently to 'If I Knew You 
Were Comin' I'd've Baked a 
Cake." 

Power of TV as an opinion - 
moulder came in for recognition 
at the hearing. Chairman Joseph 
Bryson (D., S.C.) listened atten- 
tively to a witness' argument for 
the bill to force juke payments 
of royalties on the ground that 
tunesmiths have to "starve" a 
long time before they score a 
money -producing hit.

tionally favorable break from 
Office of Price Stabilization in 
the agency's decision this week 
to fashion a tailored ceiling price 
regulation for phono records.

Heavily credited for getting the 
industry's case across to OPS is 
D. C. legalist Henry Cohen, coun- 
sel to newly formed diskery 
association.

Picture Business. 
HOLLYWOOD, Oct. 27. - 

Climbing cost of living here is 
the prime stumbling block to 
successful conclusion of contract 
renewal negotiations between the 
major studios and the Interna- 
tional Alliance of Theatrical Stage 
Employees. Fear that inflationary 
forces may send the cost of living 
spiraling even higher has caused 
member locals within IA to hold 
up signing a new two -year con- 
tract with the studios until an 
escalator clause protecting mem- 
bers is inserted. 

Earlier, IA and the studios had 
agreed to terms of a two -year 
agreement. Later this week, how- 
ever, business managers of 15 
IA locals notified IA Internation- 
al's Roy Brewer that they would 
not present the studio contract 
to their memberships for ratifica- 
tion unless the escalator issue is 
cleared up. This matter, how- 
ever, should be settled within 
the next week. 

Cost of living increases have 
long been a smouldering coal 
within the ranks of the film 
unions. A year ago, the unions 
pitched the studios for a volun- 
tary cost of living wage increase 
patterned after voluntary pay 
boosts granted by General Motors. 
Studios, however, reminded union 
reps that the then existing con-

tract did not call for reopened 
wage negotiations' and that the 
matter will be considered when 
contract renewal discussions come 
up this fall. 

Unions Say They Aided 

Industry in Need .. 
Unions, however, argued that 

the then existing contract was 
drawn up at a time when motion 
picture producers were operating 
in the red and that any wage in- 
crease concessions made to the 
employers were granted with the 
realization that the industry was 
going thru one of its bleakest 
periods. When the unions last year 
pitched for a voluntary pay boost, 
they contended that company 
earnings were hitting postwar 
peaks and producers could afford 
to kick thru with more coin. The 
feeling prevails that the film 
unions previously had tied their 
own hands in being able to pro- 
tect their wage from cost of liv- 
ing increases, and they don't want 
to get caught napping again 

Studios were quick to recognize 
this problem and have agreed to 
provide film unions with an 
escalator clause. New contract 
gives employees a 10 per cent 
raise or 24 cents per hour increase 

(the higher of the two) with the 
per week increase not to exceed 
$18.50. Studios will grant em- 
ployees a penny per hour boost 
for each .8 of a point increase in 
the living cost index once it goes 
above 5 per cent of its present 
level. Agreement was also reached 
for a health and welfare fund to 
be jointly supervised by both the 
employers and the union. Frank 
Freeman, head of the Association 
of Motion Picture Producers, 
leaves soon for New York to dis- 
cuss with IA Prexy Richard Walsh 
final wrap up of the contract and 
clear up any differences or ap- 
prehensions concerning the esca- 
lator provisions.

WASHINGTON, Oct. 27. 

-Best frontiers for expansion of 
the amusement world, including 
radio and TV, are mapped out in 
a new Commerce Department re- 
port which reveals that retail per 
capita sales in the Far West 
reached $1,024 in 1948, as com- 
pared with the national average 
of $890. This top level sales 
change on the Coast results from 
a 227 per cent increase in the 
flow of income into the area over 
the two decades between 1929 
and 1949. Income growth rate 
for the nation as a whole was 139 
per cent during the period. 

Next to the Far West, the 
biggest income growth rate was 
the 215 per cent for the South- 
west, and the 212 per cent in the 
Southeast. Income growth rate 
in New England and the Middle 
Eastern sections lagged at 95 and 
99 per cent respectively. The 
latter two regions, which today 
account for one -third of the coun- 
try's manufacturing, are still un- 
der healthy expansion, but move 
ahead less rapidly than other re- 
gions. A population growth in the 
Far West of 777 per cent over the 
two decades, as compared to a 
national average of 23 per cent, 
was a major cause of the Coast's 
climbing income.

ROME, Oct. 27. - Do Italians 
spend too much of their anemic 
income on entertainment? An 
Italian national weekly put that 
query to a number of prominent 
statesmen, educators and critics 
and the consensus of replies was 
practically a unanimous "Yes." 

This unexpected, widespread 
interest in Italian show business 
is due to the annual stastistical 
report on the amusement indus- 
try here compiled by the Italian 
Society of Authors and Publishers. 
According to the ISAP report, 
which was released a few 
weeks ago, Italians spent $24,000,- 
000 more for entertainment in 
1950 than they did the year be- 
fore. This happened despite a 
rise in ticket prices, taxes, un- 
employment, cost of living, etc. 
Some of the more pertinent farts 
disclosed by the report are: 

Biggest money draw in Italian 
show business is the motion pic- 
ture, which stands in a class by 
itself, $101,600,000. Next. in line 
of preference are dancing, $12,- 
800,000; theater (legit, opera con- 
certs), $12,000,000, and sports, 
$9,600,000. 

Best movie town in Italy is 
Rome, where 55,000 film per- 
formances were given and 55 mil- 
lion tickets sold. 

Milan is the top city in Italy 
for theater and sports box office 
receipts. 

Italians spent more for amuse- 
ments in 1950- $120,000,000, plus 
$64,000,000 on gambling -than 
they did for rents, and they spent 
twice as much of their income for 
entertainment in 1950 than they 
did before the war. 

Legit Season Starts High, 

Pit Sail Right Along . . . 

Altho the Italian legit season 
opened only a few weeks ago, it 
looks as if the season's outstand- 
ing hit has already arrived. Last 
year's smash hits (with critics as 
well as b.o.) were Arthur Miller's 
"Death of a Salesman" and Ten- 
nessee Williams' "A Streetcar 
Named Desire." This year the 
favorite seems to be Elmer Har- 
ris' "Johnny Belinda," which 
opened at the Valle Theater 
Tuesday (23) night. The Harris 
play preemed in Milan at the 
Manzoni Theater a few weeks ago 
and won unanimous critical ac- 
claim. British star of the show, 
Sorrel Carson. got 30 curtain 
calls, a record for theater -wise 
Milan. Of the male lead, Camilio 
Pilotto, one critic said: "Last 
night he confirmed once again 
that he's the most spontaneous, 
most significant and most vigor- 
ous of our stage actors." 

Italian film production is still 
in high gear. In the first 9 months 
of this year the Italians have 
canned an even 100 pix. Of the 
hundred, 30 are comedies, 12 ad- 
venture stories, 7 musicals, 45 
dramatic tales and the rest on 
general subjects.... Rome's film

Tuesday (23) to honor RKO Vee- 
pee Phil Reisman at a cocktail 
shindig at the Grand.

Joe Louis fought a TV double 
header Friday (26) night, and it 
was quite a revelation. Viewers 
who caught the Louis - Rocky 
Marciano bout via the National 
Broadcasting Company's TV web 
witnessed the dramatic spectacle 
of the greatest heavyweight of 
them all ending his career on the 
ring's apron in the eighth round. 
This event was followed by a film 
of the Louis of a decade ago near- 
ly ripping the head off Max 
Schmeling in that violence- 
packed two minutes. The first, or 
live, attraction cost seven TV 
manufacturers and Gillette about 
$220,000 for rights. Chesebrough, 
which airs the "Greatest Fights ". 
film series, paid a tiny fraction of 
that amount for the Louis - 
Schmeling print, and supplied a 
far better fight with an infinitely 
more satisfying ending, at least to

partisans of the old champ. 

It was sage programing to pair 
these two events. Altho the execs 
responsible had no way of fore- 
telling how the Marciano bout 
would wind up, they unwittingly 
presented the viewers with the 
saddest night in Joe Louis' long 
career coupled with his most glo- 
rious. Louis fans, dismayed at his 
real -life loss, at least were given 
the consolation of seeing once 
again what made him so great. 

The contrast between the two 
Joe Louis' was perhaps the big- 
gest eye- opener of all. In the 
Marciano bout, the balding Joe 
was sluggish, fought strictly a re- 
treating, counter- punching bout 
used his left almost exclusively, 
looked positively gigantic in size 
next to his young opponent.

The Columbia 
Broadcasting System, with single - 
airings of two whodunits already 
sol to Pontiac, immediately 
threw open all of its sustainers 
for advertiser -acquisition on a 
similar basis. 

With "Inspector Hearthstone" 
and "Broadway Is My Beat" al- 
ready set by Pontiac, CBS expects 
the firm to add two more one - 
timers, possibly in January, when 
a similar follow -up campaign is 
expected. Other CBS shows now 
available on this basis include 
Red Skelton, "People Are Funny," 
"Meet :Mille," "Pursuit," "Opera- 
tion Under ground," "The Line- 
up," "Big Time; "Romance," 
"Yours Truly, Johnny Dollar," 
"Mr. Chameleon," and "Robert 
Q's Waxworks." 

On the National Broadcasting 
Company, Pontiac bought "Bob 
and Ray," for the week of Decem- 
ber 3 thru 7. This show airs from 
5:45 to 6 p.m. across the board. 

On the American Broadcasting 
Company, the firm bought the B 

to 8:30 portion of "Stop the Mu- 
sic' on two successive weeks. The 
shows are on December 2 and 9. 

Previously, Pontiac had set a 
deal with the Mutual Broadcast- 
ing System for two editions of 
"Nick Carter." These are for Dec- 
ember 2 and 9. 

The Pontiac buy on CBS orig -, 
inally was to have been for the 
Red Skelton show. However, four 
other sponsors already had picked 
up one -shot editions of Skelton 
during Dezember, thus blocking 
Pontiac from using the comic's 
show for its saturation drive. The 
sponsor may use Skelton in Jan- 
uary instead. 

The move by CBS, making one- 
shot sales a matter of open pol- 
icy, gives potental bankrolters a 
considerable margin of choice, 
depending on how much they 
have to spend. Thus, "Robert Q's 
Waxworks" sells for only 5600 
for talent on the 30- minute show, 
plus $11,934 for a 145- station net- 
work, including 20 bonus outlets. 
The whodunits range from $3,000 
to $5,500 for talent, depending on 
whether a name is wanted. Skel- 
ton costs $23,500 for a single 
outing.

Stars Shine by Day,

-If the 
examples of Kate Smith and 
Garry Moore are any criteria, 
successful daytime TV personal- 
ities will have to develop a new 
approach to the medium if they 
are to duplicate their successful 
showings in the evening hours. 
Miss Smith, who is sro in her 
hour -long afternoon strip via the 
National Broadcasting Company, 
and Moore, who also has clients 
waiting for an opening on his 
Columbia Broadcasting System 
strip, both are having their trou- 
bles after the sun goes down. 

The Kate Smith "Evening 
Hour," in the October 3 log of 
American Research Bureau, 
showed a 17.3 rating against the 
39 racked up by CBS's Arthur 
Godfrey. Some of the four spon- 
sors of the Smith show, which 
airs 8 to 9 p.m. Wednesdays. al- 
ready have written letters, com- 
plaining sharply about the gen- 
eral quality of the program. 
Norge, which has the second half 
hour on alternate weeks, this 
week pacted a renewal. Reynolds 
Metals, which has the first half 
hour alternate weeks, is expected 
to follow suit next week, while 
Congoleum - Nairn and Revlon, 
which come up shortly, also will 
sign new deals. However, all four 
bankrollers virtually were com- 
mitted to ride the show until the 
spring, so this is no measure of 
their estimation of their invest- 
ments. 

The Smith stanza is one of TV's 
costliest, running to almost $60,- 
000 in time each week. In terms 
of sheer cost -per- thousand return, 
the sponsors feel they are not 
doing as well as they should. 
Despite the talent cost, they com- 
plain that they are not getting 
some of the top NBC names they 
were told they could expect as 
regular guests.

Wilson Green Light 

Defense Mobilizer Okays Color 
Research, Full Production Skeds 

WASHINGTON, Oct. 27. -A 
new groundswell for black -white 
TV appears assured along with 
stronger- than -ever prospects for 
future compatible color TV as 
result of a confab this week by 
Defense Mobilizer Charles E. 
Wilson with two dozen represen- 
tatives of the TV industry on 
Wilson's recently declared ban on 
Columbia Broadcasting System's 
color sets production (The Bill- 
board October 20). 

Industrialists came away from 
the meeting not only with a go- 
ahead from Wilson for continued 
color TV research and ex- 
perimentation which will clinch 
the chance for future Federal 
Communications Commission ap- 
proval of a compatible color 
system.

In fact black -white 
TV has full encouragement to 
boom to the extent that "man- 
power and critical materials will 
permit any industry to boom," 
a spokesman said. 

Compatible color's future is 
viewed as clinched by the pros- 
pect that millions of more black - 
white color sets will be on the 
market by the time FCC is next 
asked to okay standards. Mean- 
while, there will be no Columbia 
color sets. Industrialists who con- 
ferred with Wilson were more 
than elated by the defense mobi- 
lizer's sharp withdrawal from his 
earlier threat to put color TV 
experimentation on ice for the 
duration, along with Columbia 
color set production. It is taken 
for granted here that when the 
emergency is over, FCC will have 
no choice but to okay standards 
for what is sure to be a perfected 
compatible system, with Radio 
Corporation of America already 
regarded as in an advance stage 
of progress, and with others rac- 
ing along at a fast gait. The 
National Television System Com- 
mittee, an industry -wide group, 
is planning to continue its re- 
search into compatible color 
which it has been strongly es- 
pousing for commercial use, and 
the committee, with FCC's en- 
couragement, is expected to con- 
tinue coordinating the efforts of 
all companies in the field of 
experimentation and research. 
Among the outstanding pioneers 
in the field along with RCA are 
General Electric, Philco, Du Mont 
and Hazeltine. 

As the result of the Wilson con- 
ference, FCC is planning to make 
no change in its present policy 
of temporary licensing for color 
experimentation. FCC as well as 
Office of Defense Mobilization is 
uncertain as to the timetable for 
the emergency, but color TV is 
now considered to be at least 
two years off commercially, even 
if a major war can be avoided. 
It is expected that if Wilson's 
timetable for "getting over the 
hump" of critical supplies can be 
reached by mid -1953, FCC will be 
faced with petitions at that time 
for compatible color standards. 

In industry circles' here some 
observers are even speculating 

that Columbia by that time will 
be well consolidated in the black - 
white set production market and 
will bé joining the procession for 
compatible color standards. If 
such a development takes place, 
of course, FCC will. have no 
choice but to establish a single 
system and cast out the presently 
authorized standards. Compatible 
color enthusiasts are predicting 
that FCC will do that even if 
CBS dissents.

4A's at War Again Over 
AFRA -TV Merger Plans 

NEW YORK, Oct. 27.- Internal 
warfare once again has broken 
out between the Eastern Associ- 
ated Actors and Artistes of Amer- 
ica unions over the question of a 
merger. The American Federa- 
tion of Radio Artists this summer 
at its Cleveland convention voted 
to merge with Television Author- 
ity, the video performers' union. 
With the initial TVA convention 
to be held here December 7, 8 and 
9, AGVA is to present a resolution 
to a meeting of the exec board of 
the 4A's Thursday (2) asking for a 
postponement of the TVA con- 
vention.

Even, therefore, if 
the problems of all 4A members 
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wouldn't be solved by such a 
merger, it could be construed as a 
step toward eliminating duplica- 
tion of services between radio 
and TV performers. 

It is obvious to the trade that 
were AFRA and TVA to be 
merged, their combined voting 
Power would certainly dominate 
the Eastern 4A unions. Thus 
some observers see the AGVA 
and Equity opposition crystaliz- 
ing against what they consider a 
threat to their existence as inde- 
pendent unions.

In an opinion by Judge Wilbur 
K. Miller, the court upheld FCC's 
finding that Rev. Smith and his 
wife, stockholders in the Inde- 
pendent Broadcasting Company, 
had purchased all the preferred 
and most of the common stock in 
the company although Independ- 
ent had represented that stock 
would be sold to someone else .or 
on the open market. The com- 
pany had applied to FCC for a 
license to operate a standard sta- 
tion in Knoxville, and a construc- 
tion permit for an FM station in 
that city. Judge Miller also cited 
FCC's finding that Independent 
failed to reveal business interests 
of. Rev. Smith in the Southern 
Bible Institute, and a program 
called "Radio Bible Hour.'

The newly constituted freeze 
may last indefinitely. NARBA 
still awaits approval of the Sen- 
ate Foreign Relations Committee.

FCC's order provides that "no 
assignment for a standard broad- 
cast station will be made which 
would be inconsistent with the 
terms of the agreement." FCC 
also ruled that on an interim basis 
no station assignments will be 
made that would cause objec- 
tionable interference with sta- 
tions in North American nations 
not signatory to NARRA so long 
as such countries continue to offer 
the same protection to U. S. sta- 
tions.

This, he 
finds. is particularly true of de- 
partment stores in handling 
kidisks. As a result of diskery 
encouragement, stores are now 
spreading kidisk beyond the limits 
of the record department. Last 
year, Fowler said, stores found this 
paid off and are now planning to 
carry it thru on a much larger 
scale. 

Kidisks now will be handled in 
heavy traffic areas of stores. in ad- 
dition to the record department, 
and with particular emphasis on 
having them located in toy de- 
partments, kid wearing apparel 
sections and wherever else young- 
sters are sure to congregate. This 
alone, Fowler feels, will pay off 
in substantial sales increases. In 
addition, Fowler is generally opti- 
mistic about the over -all disk sales 
potential for the forthcoming sea- 
son. Fowler remains here for an 
other week prior to returning to 
his New York headquarters. 

Sales Up 29% 
On Boók Disks- 

NEW YORK, Oct. 27. - The 
Simon and Schuster book -disk 
firm this week released partial 
results of a sales survey taken 
during the 12 -month period end- 
ing October 1. The "Little Gold- 
en" firm reports a 29 per cent 
increase in sales- of its 25 -cent 
kidisk line and a 10 per cent in- 
crease in the number of outlets 
handling the line. Profits, how- 
ever, are claimed to be only 
"slightly larger" than those of the 
previous year because of in- 
creased costs.

Bourne Warns He Owns Rights 
To Renewals on Pre -'33 Songs 

Domestic and Foreign Ramifications 
Argued, Challenged From Many Angles 

By JERRY WEXLER 
NEW YORK, Oct. 27. -A letter 

sent this week to other music 
publishers by Bourne Inc., warn- 
ing them to keep hands off 
Bourne renewals, has stirred con- 
siderable reaction in the trade. 

The Bourne letter advises that 
the firm owns the United States 
renewal copyrights for all songs 
acquired prior to 1933, and for 
many acquired after that date; 
and that the firm owns the rights 
for the rest of the world for the 
life of the writer plus 50 years. 

. Certain publishers are continuing negotiations." the 
warning read, 'in an effort to ac- 
quire the United States renewal 
copyrights ... which the writers 
have no right to assign or 
transfer." The letter concludes 
with the advice that the firm will 
take the necessary legal steps to 
protect its rights. 

Saul Bourne, head of the firm. 
declined to say which pubbers 
had been attempting to pick off 
"his" renewals, but said that this 
was a third or fourth warning, 
and that the letter had gone out 
to all publishers. He explained 

that the letter had reference to 
all tunes acquired by Bourne be- 
fore Songwriters' Protective As- 
sociation contracts were used, 
meaning pr i or to 1933. The 
Bourne contracts before this date 
(and some afterwards) contained 
a provision assigning not only 
the original rights for the initial 
copyright period, but the renewal 
copyright as well. 

The validity of such an assign- 
ment has been challenged -by 
trade attorneys, by SPA and by 
individual cleffers, Billy Rose 
among them. Rose and co- writer 
Cliff Friend for example, have 
been claiming the renewal copy- 
right on "You Tell Her, I Stutter," 
originally copyrighted by Bourne 
in 1922. Bourne claims he owns 
the renewal by virtue of an as- 
signment in the original contract 
(The Billboard, April 7). Rose's 
claim has three bases: lack of con- 
sideration; alleged illegality of 
the conveyal of a "statutory and 
personal right" and alleged failure 
of the publisher to fulfill his 
contract.

Last year, for instance, 
the publisher experimented for 
13 weeks with a "record aid" 
service for disk jocKeys.

He says that the only voiding 
factor could be the failure of the 
publisher to fulfill his contract, 
and he challenges any parties con- 
cerned to show that he has failed 
to carry out his'obligations. 

The publisher makes another 
interesting point. one which has 
never been tested, but which in- 
evitably must be: Regardless of 
the correctness of his claim to the 
American renewal copyright via 
the original contract, Bourne says, 
he owns the copyright for the rest 
of the world for the life of the 
writer plus 50 years -the preva- 
lent copyright period outside the 
United States. When he originally 
acquired the pre-1933 tunes, he 
points out, he established the 
copyright both here and abroad - 
abroad standing for 50 years plus 
the lifetime of the writer in al- 
most all cases. Whether or not the 
courts eventually bear out his 
claim insofar as the U. S. renewal 
is concerned. Bourne says, there

ture, a supplementary price rule 
was issued Monday (22) to bring 
prices of all disk makers at the 
same level. OPS explained that 
one manufacturer, who produces 
5 per cent of the nation's disks, last 
winter announced price Increases 
several weeks after similar an- 
nouncements by competitors and 
had, therefore, been forced by the 
general price freeze to set prices 
at lower levels. 

This week's order gives relief to 
this manufacturer and others in 
similar positions by permitting 
them to determine prices on the 
psis of those announced between 
December 19, 1950, and January 
25, 1951, so long as they were to 
become effective by Febriary 15, 
1951. OPS Director Michael V. 
DiSalle warted disk manufacturers 
that this new rule "does not con- 
stitute endorsement of the existing 
level of ceiling prices in the in- 
dustry."

cent of local record buyers are TV 
set owners. In canvasing for an 
indication of set owner's purchas- 
ing habits, Coffin's survey asked 
subjects: 

"As I read this list. stop me if I 
mention any item which you have 
bought or had someone buy for 
you within the last four weeks." 
List included records, among other 
commodities. 

Of those surveyed, 18.2 reply- 
ing in the affirmative were TV 
set owners, while 10.2 per cent 
were non -set owners. Since 57.9 
per cent of Los Angeles populace 
resides in TV homes, this projects 
the 18.2 to represent 70.5 share of 
local residents in disk buying 
homes. 

According to Coffin, reason for 
greater clink purchasing in TV 
homes is threefold: (1) Survey 
shows size of TV owning family 
is greater than non -TV family 
(3.6 persons per TV family as 
opposed to 2.7 in non -tele home). 
which thereby increases sales po- 
tential. (2) Tele set homes, for 
the most part, are in a higher 
purchasing bracket and can there- 
fore afford to buy disks, while a 
substantial share of non -TV homes 
couldn't spare the money. (3) TV 
owners are younger than non -set 
owners, and generally possess a 
greater inclination to buy things 
(among them, disks) than non -set 
owners. 

Lloyd Dunn, Capitol veepee, told 
The Billboard thrt diskery'n com- 
parisons of TV's effect in markets 
shows a sudden drop in platter 
sales immediately upon TV's entry 
into a given market, but platter 
sales soon regain their footing to 
reach a level considerably above 
its pre-TV point. Reason for this 
is tele's initial command of the 
family's attention, but when that 
wears off, tele's promotional pow - 
ers seem to aid in pushing wax 
sales.

The aforementioned, together 
with Decca, Capitol and MGM, the organization's founders, 
comprise the total membership to date. 

Inertia. cantankerousness, jealousy and distrust are terms 
which suggest themselves as describing the attitude of the 
great majority of Indies who thus far have held aloof. It all 
adds up to a selfish, short- sighted business point of view, an 
inability to realize that problems affecting the individual 
dicker are often industry-wide in scope and can be more 
effectively tackled on such a basis. 

The issue is not a light one and it ill becomes any dishes 
to regard the matter frivolously. Utmost seriousness is indi- 
cated -for the association, a democratic one, can operate 
effectively only if its membership is truly representative of 
the record industry. The Billboard has already stated its 
position. 

We feel that membership entails no loss of individ- 
uality; that all record companies and the industry in general 
have all to gain and nothing to lose by putting aside personal 
feuds and joining up.

TV- PHONO- MERCHANDISING: 

Set Sales Picture Weak 
In Big Towns, Okay in West 

NEW YORK, Oct. 27.-Tho the 
final and complete cessation of the 
manufacture or potential manufac- 
ture of color TV sets increased 
sales activity this week, the na- 
tional video set sales picture is still 
spotty. The end of the color buga- 
boo brought dealers in many areas 
a heavy increase in trade -in cus- 
tomers, yet sales in major metro- 
politan centers are nowhere near 
the level expected for this 
year. The West Coast is the only 
area in which sales are up strongly. 
Some smaller towns and suburban 
areas are also doing well. 

In general, sales in the major 
market areas are actually far 
below expectations. Even the 
sharply curtailed production of the 
TV industry is accumulating man- 
ufacturer inventory as the big - 
town dealers find themselves un- 
able to move merchandise fast 
enough. As a result, several TV 
makers who hoped to be able to 
increase prices to cover increased 
costs are known to be holding back 
on announcing higher prices. A 
few firms have, however, raised 
prices on some models. 

Tho the picture is far from 
bleak, the failure of sales to pick 
up during what 'should be the 
peak selling season has forced 
some of the smaller TV firms to 
offer various deals to both retail- 
ers and distributors. There are

Giant Arena Package Hits Stride After

NEW YORK, Oct. 27. - The 
giant arena package co- featuring 
Nat (King) Cole, Sarah Vaughan 
and the Duke Ellington band in 
its first five weeks has hit net 
takes totaling $351,550. As previ- 
ously reported, the tour got off to 
a rocky start, yet managed to ac- 
cumulate a net take of $129,150 in 
its first two weeks (The Billboard, 
October 13). Since these figures 
were reported, the package piled 
up an additional $222,400. The 
monies were taken in on 21 con- 
secutive playdates which includ- 
ed 24 shows (two shows were 
presented at the Forum, Montreal, 
and the National Guard Armory, 
Washington, D. C.). The grosses 
in the past three weeks were ac- 
cumulated in Canada, up -State 
New York, thru the Eastern Sea- 
board and at the Mason -Dixon 
line. Package now is on its way 
into the South, which tradesters 
figure will be this package's rip- 
est picking to date. 

The Cole - Vaughan - Ellington 
package is traveling with seven 
acts and a line of girls. Its week- 
ly nut runs in the neighborhood 
of $24,000, and the package re- 
quires quite tremendous grosses 
to come out for itself and for the 
promoters involved. 

The tour's biggest individual 
grosses were hit in the past three 
weeks. On two occasions, the 
package pulled in net takes of 
about $25,000. They hit the figure 
at the Forum, Montreal. on Octo- 
ber 7 and duplicated it on Octo- 
ber 21 in the National Guard Ar- 
mory, Washington, D. C. In both 
instances, the package played 
two shows during the day. The 
troupe hit a couple of ebbs en 
route, its first since the sad Bos- 
ton Garden opening three days 
September 20 -22. The low was a 
$4,200 date on October 8 in the 
Auditorium in Ottawa, Canada. 
The package is being sold at 
prices varying between

On 3d Fiscal Quarter 

NEW YORK, Oct. 27. - Decca 
Records' board of directors will 
meet on Monday (29) for the regu- 
lar quarterly conclave. The disk - 
ery's third -quarter financial report 
normally would be forthcoming at 
the meeting but at press time, it 
was considered unlikely that such 
a report would be completed in 
time for the session. At the mo- 
ment, lacking from the report is 
the diskery's Canadian income. 
Also the waxworks' month of Sep- 
tember has not yet gone thru its 
formal auditing stage. 

Decca execs estimate that the 
third quarter will wind up with 
a profit of no more than l cents 
per share on the 776,000 outstand- 
ing shares of Decca stock. In dol - 
lars, this would represent net earn- 
ings in the vicinity of $77,600. It 
is recalled that the diskery, at the 
end of the first six months of the 
year, had accumulated earnings of 
$362,204 ór 47 cents per share. 

Compared to '50 
The diskery's thirC quarter this 

year will be a considerable drop 
from the profits earned in the same 
period in 1950. Last year, Decca 
earned at the rate of 25 cents per 
share.

is no gainsaying his ownership 
of the foreign copyright. 

Synch Rights 
This is becoming ever more 

important, he points out, because 
of the growing application of 
synchronization rights. Synch in- 
come may be expected not only 
from orthodox flicks, but from 
TV films, with a world market 
the likely prospect in the near 
future for TV films as well as the 
Hollywood brand. Film pro- 
ducers, he points out, will always 
be very careful to get world 
clearance before accepting tunes 
for film tracks. As owner of the 
world rights outside of the United 
States, he says, he owns the 
majority interest in the synch 
rights, even if the court should 
re- assign the renewal right to the 
writer. Split ownership of these 
rights, Bourne says, means that 
a good income potential is irn- 
peded, if not actually threatened. 

"I am actually acting in the in- 
terest of the writer and his widow 
and children when I urge him not 
to split up this renewal copyright 
and hurt the chances of synchron- 
ization revenue," Bourne said. 
"I don't have to do it, but when 
a renewal is near due, I send the 
writer an assignment of the re- 
newal to sign. If he does so 
promptly and without fuss, I then 
offer him a brand new contract 
at the modern royalty rates. If 
he is obstinate and delays, he gets 
the old rates under which he 
originally signed." 

Bourne says that he sees no 
point in bonuses or special prom- 
ises oft exploitation for renewals 
which he claims he owns in the 
first place. 

"Please say that no responsible 
or major publishers have been 
trying to take renewals, which 
belong to me," Bourne told The 
Billboard. "And remember, the 
writers who go to them are com- 
mitting financial suicide insofar 
as future revenue on the songs 
involved is concerned. I'm trying 
to help the writers 'as much as 
I'm trying to help myself when I 

point out the dangers of splitting 
the rights, a danger which few 
writers appreciate.' 

"Challengeable" 
A prominent attorney said that 

Bourne s claim to the tune for 
the duration of the life of the 
writer plus 50 years outside the 
United States is challengeable. 
"If, as Rose is claiming," he said, 
"Bourne has the right to the song 
for only the first 28 years, with 
rights reverting to the writer, 
then it could be argued that the 
foreign rights are included. The 
fact that other countries have a 
different copyright period may 
not be the main consideration- 
more important, the courts could 
find, is the fact that the writer 
gave the song over, and in quasi - 
trust only, to the publisher for 
28 years." If the renewal conveyal 
in the original contract could be 
broken down, he went on to say, 
then so perhaps could the pub- 
lisher's claim to foreign rights 
beyond that period. 

On this question, however, the 
consensus is that Bourne is prob- 
ably correct in claiming the 
foreign ownership for the life of 
the writer plus 50 years. The 
trade has traditionally accepted 
this without serious argument. 

A prominent writer's rep 
scoffed at Bourne's warnings 
about the perils of splitting the 
copyright. "Certainly, anything 
which threatens synch income, or 
any income, is not to be desired," 
he said, "but there are many 
factors in the renewal picture 
which can offset this. The original 
publisher may not work on the 
song, he may not have his original 
exploitation facilities, he may 
have less liberal theories of ac- 
counting. If an assignment is 
made to a new publisher, there 
may be bonuses, fresh activity, 
better all- around treatment. Also. 
the new publisher owns half of 
the American synch rights, and is 
in just as good a position to help' 

effectuate -or block -synch deals, 
as the original publisher, with 
his world rights."

It was indicated that 
Milton Rackmil got the stock at a 
rate below the $15 per share ($5 
for option, $10 for the share) esti- 
mate previously reported.

The first actual 
step took place earlier this week 
when- U -I issued a press release 
announcing the extensive activa- 
tion of United WorldFilms, a U -I 
subsidiary, for production, dis- 
tribution and sale of television 
pictures. The announcement 
stated that the facilities of U -I 
studios in Hollywood would be 
used in the planning of the TV 
adjunct. United World, it was 
learned, will swing into a produc- 
tion schedule by the first of the 
year, by which time Decca will 
have become a major voice in U -I 
operations. 

Last week's confirmation that 
the primary mission in the Decca 
purchase of U -I stock was for 
both firms to mutually invade 
the TV field and the subsequent 
announcement of the United 
World activation led to a consid- 
erable amount of new speculation 
with regard to the physical ex- 
tent of the participation of Decca,

Plait was first tried with Bill 
Talent, Los Angeles branch sales- 
man, who was brought into Cap's 
executive offices for training pre - 
paratory -to replacing Gene Becker 
as Seattle branch manager. Becker 
was transferred to Hollywood, 
joining Cap's sales promotion staff. 
Max Luthey, Atlanta branch man- 
ager, similarly \vas switched re- 
cently to the Hollywood headquar- 
ters for a training course prepar- 
ing him toward becoming a di- 
visional sales manager. 

Training consists of the indi- 
vidual spending a given period of 
time working in (and thereby ob- 
serving the operations) various 
key departments at the Hollywood 
headquarters.

Eight local d.j: s including 
Lounsbury, WIND; Miller, free- lancer; Eddie Hubbard, free -lan-

program committee intends to in- 
troduce all other local jockeys 
from the stage during the evening. 

The eight distributors have 
agreed to purchase 150 ducats 
each at $1.50 (including tax), with 
the remaining 5,800 to be sold thru local retail stores and at the Aragon Ballroom the night of the event. Each distributor salesman 
1s being delegated to see about 
ticket sales thru individual store 
accounts. Chicago's 400 retailers will feature window displays and counter cards. Juke ops have 
agreed to place a large sticker on every box in the territory, calling 
attention to the big night.

hits. The situation for the pop 
publisher, then, is one of con- 
siderable challenge. The Rich- 
mond pubbery feels that disk ex- 
ploitation of a pop is, of course, 
necessary in order to start the 
tune on its way. The second step 
is the radio commercial. TV must 
be integrated into the picture 
more strongly than at present. 

Again, the establishment of a 
pattern of TV exploitation is not 
necessary to round out the cycle 
which starts with the AM disk 
jockey. TV is envisaged as the 
proper medium on which many 
songs may receive their initial 
impetus. An 'example of such a 
tune would be the novelty 7 5 
Like the Wide Open Spaces." 
Started via disks, without initial 
TV motivation, it would have 
been meaningless. 

TV people queried by Rich- 
mond have already, indicated 
certain preferences :n a pubber's 
TV. service. They want, chiefly, 
ideas whereby songs can be pre- 
sented inexpensively. Al Jarvis 
asked for strong ideas to opcn- 
a show. The Steeles advised 
regarding camera and prop 
problems. 

It all shakes down to the fact 
that the pop publisher must, of 
necessity, become very show 
minded, as he was in th, days of circuit vaudeville.

4 -Point Insurance Plan 
The Billboard is in complete favor of a group accident in- 

surance policy for members of the American Guild of Variety 
Artists. It considers the present policy a good one, tho it would 
be better still if injuries sustained during rehearsals were also 
covered. 

If the present disclosures eventually result in the entire 
insurance plan being dropped, the blame will rest on the 
shoulders of those within AGVA who set it up on an extremely arbitrary and most questionable basis. 

Most States require that all participants in a group insur- 
ance plan receive certificates, or duplicate policies, stating 
the essential benefits for which they're covered. Up to the 
present, all such certificates have been refused. Laws state 
that employers who pay premiums shall also receive certifi- 
cates; these too, are not available. 

Insurance laws also make it a criminal offense to offer 
rebates or splits for the collection of premiums to other than 
licensed bookers. Yet it has been charged that such payments 
had been made. 

"Drop Dead" 
An AGVA board of two or three, self- appointed, passes on 

all insurance claims. The some board is theoretically responsi- 
ble for all monies collected. 

There is no supervision as to what part of the money goes 
to the insurance company and what is used otherwise. In- 
quiries by AGVA's counsel and comptroller as to collections of 
insurance money, expenditures and administration have been 
answered with the flat statement, "It's none of your business." 

We would not care to see the present policy scrapped. 
Similar policies are almost impossible for performers to pur- 
chase on an individual basis. 

To prevent the collapse of the insurance plan, The Bill- 
board recommends that AGVA immediately set up the follow- 
ing procedures: 

(1) Set up its own insurance department under competent 
and responsible heads. 

(2) Issue certificates to members as well as employers in 
which all benefits and other pertinent details are made clear. 

(3) Issue regular statements, preferably monthly, showing 
amounts of premiums collected; premiums paid to insurance 
company; claims paid, and the names of the members involved. 

(4) Keep all insurance monies in separate account. 
If there îs any profit, it could be used by AGVA in ad- 

ministering its own insurance bureau. Surpluses could be used 
to buy increased benefits for members.

Instead, a letter, signed by Victor 
Connors, the founder of the plan, 
was sent to all AGVA reps, em- 
phasizing that neither AGVA 
members nor employers were en- 
titled to see the policy "because 
they were not a party to the con- 
tract." 

Admit Payments 
On the subject of rebates, it is 

admitted by AGVA officials and 
the insurance broker, Matthew 
Adler, that sums up to $200 
a month were paid to various 
AGVA employees for helping to 
collect premiums. 

The setting up of an AGVA Ac- 
cident Insurance Bureau without 
prior approval of the union's 
board, and the "hasty signing of 
contracts for long terms with Ad- 
ler without board approval," gave 
rise to suspicion that there was 
"something" going on. 

Statements, such as were forth- 
coming on the situation, from 
AGVA executives active in the 
insurance plan did nothing to al- 
lay suspicions. It was evident, 
in fact, that there was a will- 
arranged plan to get rid of cer- 
tain AGVA personnel who ques- 
tioned the legality or the objec- 
tives of the program. 

One of the main objections was 
that the administrators of the 
plan were keeping everything 
hush -hush. Premiums were col- 
lected by AGVA employees, 
turned over to either Adler or 
Connors, and there was no ac- 
counting of the monies paid avail- 
able to members. Ugly rumors of 
"pay- offs" and "splits" were 
heard at AGVA's national board 
meeting in Chicago two weeks 
ago. Questions put to Connors, 
Adler and Dunn received evasive 
replies. Explosion followed ex- 
plosion and, after the smoke had 
cleared, Georgie Price, newly 
elected AG V A president, ex- 
pressed himself as shocked by 
the charges.

Magic, Al Baker, veteran of some 
60 years in all branches of the con- 
juring business, who passed on at 
his home in Brooklyn October 24, 
at the age of 77, after a lingering 
illness. Dean of the Society of 
American Magicians, Baker was 
one of the greatest of the old -time 
magicians. His name was well 
known in all corners of the earth 
where magi gather. Born in 
Poughkeepsie, N. Y., Baker be- 
came interested in magic at the 
age of 12 thru his father, who dab- 
bled in the art. As a young man. 
Baker toured in chautauqua and 
with medicine shows, later taking 
his own magic turn over the major 
vaude circuits. After retiring from 
the road he settled in New York 
where he became a dealer in 
magic and magic equipment. He 
continued active at the same time 
in presenting his magic shows. A 
humorist of the first water, he 
became well known for the origi- 
nal witty patter which accom- 
panied his tricks.

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"Don Juan," a reporter would 
guess that the Quartet's more-or- 
less stunt method of presentation 
is the ideal way of putting it on. 
It is, of course, essentially a fan- 
tastic debate between the Devil, 
Don Juan, a lady he once seduced 
and her father who was killed in 
attempting to avenge her honor. 
So in evening clothes and before 
a black velvet drop, the four sit 
at lecterns holding handsomely 
bound scripts (to which they 
never refer) and juggle the Shav- 
ian conversational ball between 
them in fascinating fashion, while 
they argue whether they like Hell 
or not. 

Still Pungent 
Fifty years ago Shaw loaded 

the argument with cynical vitriol, 
winging his barbs at then current 
manners and customs, but para- 
doxically stating a profound faith 
in man's ability to make some- 
thing better of himself. For pur- 
poses of his argument, the Devil 
is happy in his pleasant Hell of 
the semen; the father, typifing the 
stodgy, British military mind, 
finds Heaven a dull spot and pre- 
fers frequent visits below; the 
woman is just futilely indignant 
that she is there at all; but Juan, 
turned philospher from libertine, 
is the only one who really wants 
Heaven, because of his bored dis- 
satisfaction with the didoes of 
humanity. Shaw packs in more 
words than a reporter can count, 
but the brilliance of the statement 
of his thesis is currently as wittily 
pungent as the day he wrote it. 

While the Don Juan role is the 
keystone of the debate and is read 
with understanding eloquence by 
Boyer, it is ,Laughton's masterly, 
tongue -in -cheek performance of 
the Devil that gives the proceed- 
ings their greatest lift. Unfortun- 
ately, Boyer's accent gets in the 
way in some of the longer 
speeches, and he gets enough of 
them to floor an ordinary actor. 
Hardwicke and Miss Moorehead 
are equally subtle in projecting 
the shorter roles of the profes- 
sional Englishman and the pred- 
atory female of the species. The 
four add up to a splendid eve- 
ning of intellectual theater. 

While this week's was the sole 
Stem performance, it is announced 
that the Quartet will return, film 
commitments permitting, for a 
limited Broadway run at the end 
of next month. Bob Francis.

Theodore 

NEW YORK, Oct. 27. -An off - 
Broadway theater here, Circle -in- 
the- Square, has finally hit pay 
dirt, via a one- man -show per- 
former tagged Theodore, who 
boasts that "5 per cent of the audi- 
ence always walks out on me dur- 
ing the first act." The humor - 
horror monologist's two -hour show 
is spotted after midnight Friday 
and Saturday, following regular performances of Steinbeck's 
"Burning Bright." Admission is 
set at $1.50 per patron, and Pro- 
moter Jim Hicks literally has been 
turning them away since Theodore 
opened three weeks ago. 

Theodore's style and material are 
closely akin to an animated Charles 
Addams cartoon. Customers us- 
ually react to him at once, with 
either violent affection or equally 
strong disgust. Consequently, if 
nobody walks out during the first 
five minutes, Theodore feels he 
isn't going over. By- passing arti- 
ficial make -up and props, the self - 
styled "Ghoul" speaks from a sim- 
ply draped raiser: dais, yet man- 
ages to hold the customers' atten- 
tion thruout a two -hour program. 
Some of his material is in bad 
taste, but the man's delivery 
is masterly from the stand- 
point of timing, voice quality and 
ability to project the punch line 
of a macabre joke with the exact 
shading of understatement. 

Where Addams Stops 
Theodore actually begins where 

Charles Addams stops, since his 
opening monolog is based on an 
Addams cartoon that has been re- 
jected by every magazine in the 
business. The tender little tale 
concerns a man in a maternity 
ward who tells the nurse, "Don't 
bother to wrap it up, I'll eat it 
here." Theodore has developed 
this grisly gag into an autobio- 
graphical yarn about his parents 
who used to manufacture "baby 
oil." This particular story is more 
degenerate than diabolic, and be- 
longs in the "bad taste" depart- 
ment. Most of his stories tho, are 
both funny and frightening, and 
remarkably artful in their own 
gruesome genre. 

On the strength of his present 
drawing power, Hicks has signed 
Theodore, and plans to groom him 
for TV and a forthcoming national 
tour. 

A Scientist 
One thing's sure, flacas will 

have a field day with Theodore, 
who, according to Hicks, came to 
this country in 1940 as a science - 
student- refugee, under the spon- 
sorship of Albert Einstein. His 
friends discovered Theodore's gift 
for the macabre, and he turned 
pro in 1946 by inviting them over 
to his apartment for storytelling 
sessions at $1 per pal. 

After that he branched out Into 
semi -professional, one -man shows, 
and a New York cafe manager 
imported him from the Coast. 
Unfortunately, however, the nitery 
man decided to audition Theodore 
for a group of his friends. At 
that time the, actor was playing 
straight terror effects, and his act 
went over so well that three ladies 
fainted. Theodore lost the date. 
Since then, he has cautiously 
mixed a bit of silliness with the 
sinister. June Bundy.

hands of the co- stars, a delightful 
o v e r -a 11 divefsion- particularly 
for married middle -agers who 
have been thru the mill. 

De Hartog writes smoothly and 
frequently with effect, but his epi- 
sode "Fourposter" is just a warmc l- 
over version of the yarn about a 
pretty clever woman who ,lets her 
blundering lesser -half imagine 
that he is king -pin of the menage, 
the while serenely getting her own 
way. Here and there it is remin- 
iscent of such matters as "What 
Every Woman Knows," "Life With 
Father," etc. 

It tees off with the wedding 
night of an impecunious writer 
and his bride, the latter even then 
signposting a talent for future 
twistings of her spouse about her 
finger. It carries on thru more 
financially .successful years of 
bickerings a n d reconciliations - 
children come; he is about to stray; 
she is about to stray. But always 
there is a deep underlying bond 
of affection between them, on 
which potential tragedy stubs its 
toe. So they grow older together 
with increased understanding. But 
even when they must give up the 
bed, symbol of a reasonably happy 
marriage, to newcomers, because it 
is too massive to move to a smaller 
apartment, the final little victory is 
hers. 

Tour De Force 
But between them, Miss Tandy 

and Cronyn turn the script into a 
mutual tour de force. They are 
on stage together practically every 
minute, and while the former con- 
sistently builds a colorfully fetch- 
ing portrait of a wife blessed 
equally with a peppery temper and 
a leavening sense of humor, 
Cronyn is engagingly engaged in 
endowing the husband with a like- 
wise sensitive funnybone even in 
his moments, of utter bewilderment 
at his wife's mental processes, and 
no one can look more bewildered 
on a stage than Cronyn. 

It is almost impossible tothink 
of any two players who could do 
more for Mynheer de Hartog's 
marital conceit. The charm and 
spontaneity of their soft -pedaled 
inter- playing is a small triumph. 

It is a prediction that matters 
at the Barrymore are settled for 
a happy run.

The Sunday Theater has started 
off with a nice, gentle pop in the 
presentation of Louis Beachner's 
and Ben Morse's "The Daughters 
of the Late Colonel." Just about 
everything is nice about this quiet, 
delicate offering by the off - 
Broadway group -the cast is ex- 
cellent; the production well done, 
and the scripting pretty fair. 

The only thing Messrs. Beach - 
ner and Morse overlooked in writ- 
ing "Daughters" is the plot. It's 
a moody play with fine character 
delineations and excellent lines, 
but nothing much happens. It's a 
sort of combination "Ladies in 
Retirement" by mood and "The 
Three Sisters" by the fact the 
play progresses at a frustrating 
stand -still. 

Quickly, the story Ideals with 
two helpless women faced by the 
vacuum left by the death of their 
domineering father. With decis- 
ions always having been made for 
them, they cannot face problems 
squarely. A local pastor makes a 
marriage proposal to one of them, 
which represents the play high- 
light, but here, too, they haven't 
the courage or power to break 
from the dead father's spell. The 
pair end up as they began, lonely, 
indecisive and empty. 

It is difficult to say where the 
standout performance is in such 
a well -rounded cast. Is it Marga 
Ann Deighton, Lucie Lancaster, 
Marie Doanet, Phoebe Mackay or 
James Arenton? All are engag- 
ing; all are skilled performers. 
And ,the lesser roles, too, are well 
chosen and mostly well played. 

Beachner has staged the pro- 
duction skillfully, and Robert L. 
Ramsey's set blends well with the 
play's mood, tho it is far too clut- 
tered for such a small stage. 

"Daughters" is. indeed a fine 
first offering for the Sunday Thea- 
ter. Something should be done 
about this script. First of all, 
Beachner and Morse must .d o 
something about it plot -wise, and 
then some sharp -eyed producer 
should get to work. This reporter 
certainly feels that said producer 
has his casting job, for the most 
part, out of the way. It's an 
auspicious off -Broadway bow for 
a new group. If it can keep the 
pace, the Sutton Theater should 
have a long -lease tenant.

Irving Jacobson and Edmund 
Zayenda have assembled a fine 
roster of Yiddish performers for 
"Don't Worry," their first offering 
of the Second Avenue Theater 
season. And since the players are 
the important item in most musi- 
cals of this genre, the inadeqúa- 
cies of the book and, to some 
degree, the music can be taken in 
stride. 

For a Yiddish -speaking audi- 
ence, the show evidently is a 
knock -out. But this non- Yiddish- 
speaking reporter found the pro- 
ceedings less enjoyable than pre- 
vious offerings. Tho promise was 
made of 60 per cent English dia- 
log, 1 per cent would be a more 
accurate estimate. And, to add to 
the frustration, the comedy of 
"Don't Worry" is primarily of the 
gag line variety (arid rather 
corny one's at that), rather than 
situations, which can be enjoyed 
without the language. In the 
light of the waning use of Yid- 
dish among the Jewish popula- 
tion, it is difficult for this reporter 
to understand why the stress of 
humor has been placed on the 
gag. 

Chicken Picker 
"Don't Worry" is primarily con- 

cerned with a New York chicken 
plucker who lands in. the U. S. 

Foreign Legion during which he 
falls in love. The girl friend turns 
up later in New York as an in- 
name -only bride of a night club 
owner, who refuses to divorce the 
gal when the lovers meet. How- 
ever, he finally makes the poul- 
trician an offer that he will give 
up the bride, if the boy's mother 
will marry him. To thwart this 
move the 'gal's uncle discovers a 
sweetheart of the nitéry, owner in 
Mexico, and via a little blackmail, 
a few threats, etc., the club owner 
is put in his place. Mama is oft 
married to a kindly friènd of the 
family, the gal gets her divorce 
and her uncle finally succumbs 
to a love- struck gal who has been 
chasing him all thru the proceed- 
ings. For,extra measure the jilted 
Mex sweetie hooks the nitery 
owner, his secretary marries a 
guy named Hymie and the stage 
is cluttered with tuxes and wed- 
ding .gowns. 

Buffoon 'Fuchs 
Leo Fuchs, as the denuder of 

fowls, is a real buffoon. He makes 
funny faces, dances well, plays 
the violin, makes more funny 
faces and delivers his lines with 

n abundance of self assurance. 
Fuchs is supported by the fine 
artistry of Irving Jacobson and 
Yetta Zwerling, whose caricatures 
are the stand -outs of the com- 
pany. For sentiment and 
schmaltz, Lucy Gehrman and 
Muni Serebroff provide the few 
bits of reality with warm, sensitive 
performances. Mae Schoenfeld 
also does exceedingly well with 
the thankless, melodramatic role 
of the jilted sweetie. Fuchs, as 
director, has given the show a 
nice fast pace, and the Michael 
Saltzman sets and the Felix Sad- 
owski dances are considerably 
above Second Avenue par. Abe 
Ellstein's music is lively, tho not 
particularly distinguished. 

In turn, "Don't Worry" has a 
lot of sock, and a solid cast keeps 
the show at top notch level. It's 
obviously a fine show for the 
Yiddish -speaking customers.

Altho just about everything 
imaginable has gone into Harry 
Kaimanowitch's "The Magic Mel- 
ody," the chief ingredient in the 
Public Theater's potpourri of 
song and story is an abundance 
of warmth, which emanates from 
Aaron Lebedeff and from its star, 
director and theater manager, 
Herman Yablokoff, and pervades 
the entire production. To an ear 
untutored in Yiddish, "Melody's" 
story line may seem too melo- 
dramatic and its sentiment a bit 
slushy, but the flavor seems just 
about right for language audience 
taste. 

Sad Story 
A poor, down -trodden accordi- 

onist tells his story to a pro 
writer in a sequence of flash -back 
scenes. Always interested in 
music as a boy in Europe, he 
gives it up when he comes to 
America and becomes a partner 
in a zipper factory. Love blooms 
in his life but is frustated by 
Mama, who pretends a heart at- 
tack on his wedding day and 
forces him to leave his gal friend 
waiting at the synagogue. The 
gal, in pique, marries another, 
and both lives become miserable -his with a grasping Mama and 
family, hers with what turns out 
to be a drunken husband. They 
reunite, years later, of course, at 
the cafe where the accordionist is 
telling his story. The wöman 
puts him on his feet 'again, the 
drunken husband referrhs and, 
altho the hero never gets the gal, 
he finds solace in his resurrected 
music career. The climax .be- 
comes a bit ludicrous when a 
haunting refrain, which has been 
pursuing and eluding him all thru 
his downfall, comes into being 
and is presented on a TV show, 
with harem girls, a princess, an 
American naval officer, et al, per- 
forming what comes close to a 
good satire on tele, tho doubtless 
unintentionally so. 

Along the way are military 
marches, football parades, etc., to 
give the production the majority 
of its musical numbers and add 
a variety to the program. All 
these ingredients, however, blend 
nicely with one another. Yablo- 
koff has directed "Melody's" story 
with sound feeling and its musi- 
cal portions with lots of zest and 
Race. Joseph Willens' music is 
in proper Yiddish vein, tho con- 
siderably more Western than is 
usually the case. Yanina Frost's 
dance patterns are slick and fast, 
and Michael Saltzman's painted 
sets are well executed and more 
than serve as backdrops. 

Fine Cast 
Messrs. Yablokoff and Lebe- 

deff are the shows stars, but a 
fine cast of players makes "Mel- 
ody" far from a two -man show. 
Bella Mysell,: credited with Isi- 
dore Lillian on the lyrics, sings 
beautifully and performs grac- 
Musty. Hanna Grossberg, of the 
Joan Davis school, gets top comic 
honors and practically walks off 
with the show. Michel Michel - 
esko, Charlotte Goldstein and 
Tillie Rabinowitz round out a full 
roster -of top artists, all offering 
real characterizations. 

"Melody" is definitely a hit for 
the downtown trade. It !provides 
ample background for each of its 
cast to display versatility, a mat- 
ter which the Yiddish theater- 
goer demands from his artists. 
It's a full -bodied story, garnished 
with a peppy sauce.

Thruout the Laurence Olivier 
production of "Othello," Orson 
Welles charts a course combining 
majesty with depth of feeling, to 
take the mind off such exigencies 
of plot as a planted handkerchief 
or .a belief that his wife is a 
"strumpet on wholly unsupported 
testimony' On four -inch eleva- 
tors his Moore strides the stage 
to dominate both company and 
customers both vocally and in 
deportment. Perhaps he concen- 
trates more on shock value and 
on visual effects, than on the 
play's poetry. But, at all events, 
he is never dull. 

There is a saying, that Othello 
is only as good as his Iogo makes 
him. In this edition Welles has 
to take responsibility for that 
angle of his performance as well 
as his own interpretation. The 
production is of his own staging, 
and he therefore must have ac- 
cepted Peter Finch's waspish con- 
ception of his lieutenant. 

Production -wise, the sets are 
constructed more for fast utility 
than beauty. They are built 
around five permanent poles 
which serve in turn as palace 
pillars, castle walls, flag poles or 
bed posts. It is a set up which 
admits scene shifts of film- change 
rapidity. 

Over -all, the current version is 
a smooth, compact production. 
Obviously fond of playing with 
props, Welles perhaps bears down 
too much on impressive entrances 
via built -up ramp and other 
such effects. His reading of the 
Moor is not perfect. There are 
a dozen actors who might give 
the role more feeling. However 
few of them could equal his over- 
whelming exuberance or bring 
Out the tortured passion of the 
man with more clarity.

AGVA's Midwest head. Victor 
Connors, AGVA official was 
voted a raise of $25 plus $25 ex- 
penses to a salary total of $175 a 
week. Most branch managers got 
raises bringing their salaries to

have received." He said his copy 
may be photostated for use - in 
showing to interested parties. Irv- 
ing and Miss Kerman ran off a 
tabulation on insurance payments 
thru the Chicago office, which 
showed that agents, directly under 
the jurisdiction of the local AGVA 
headquarters; had paid in $3,610 
since April 16, when the plan 
went into effect.

The 7,000 VAF members also 
secure other worth -while benefits 
in return for their nominal dues, 
which may be paid at the rate of 
25 cents per week. Included are: 
Free legal and technical advice 
from the moment of joining on 
any matter directly connected 
with a member's professional 
business. 

Fire insurance up to 25 pounds 
against any loss by fire which 
may 'occur in any place of enter- 
tainment, and covering stores (ex-

eluding scenery while in stores), 
apartments, boarding or lodging 
houses, hotels, inns or private 
dwellings and /or in transit in the 
United Kingdom and adjacent 
British Isles. Insurance covers 
personal effects god wearing ap- 
parel, including stage wardrobes, 
properties and effects and musical 
instruments. 

A Federation policy also covers 
"back stage ". losses up to 25 
pounds against all losses of not 
less than two pounds. This insur- 
ance covers stage clothing and 
effects as well as such articles as 
may be needed for performances. Additional coverage can be 
bought by the performer for nom- 
inal sums to increase his fire or 
back stage coverage. 

Federation members get life in- 
surance by means of the death 
levy system after six months 
from date of joining, plus a bonus 
whereby members subscribe eight 
pence on the death of a member 
in full benefit. Called the "cheap- 
est form of insurance in the 
world," the sum of 50 pounds, plus 
a bonus of one pound for every 
full year of membership, is paid 
to the person nominated or to the 

next of kin immediately on proof 
of death, the balance of 25 pounds 
being paid on the quarter -day 
succeeding the first payment. The 
total payment must come to at 
least 75 pounds. 

The Federation also grants 
loans to members to pay trans- 
portation to any date in the 
United Kingdom, when needed. 

Full legal protection, to which 
members are entitled after three 
months of joining, covers them in 
connection with disputes with 
proprietors, managers and agents, 
and includes all law costs, win 
or lose.

Dallas Crowds Hike 
National Expo Mark; 
2,320,129 on Deck 

Increase Surprises Texas Execs; 

Weather Favors 16 -Day Program 
DALLAS, Oct 27. -State Fair 

of Texas shattered its own na- 
tional attendance record for an- 
nual expositions as it closed out 
its 66th edition Sunday (21), with 
a whopping increase over its 1950 
stanza. 

Attendance totaled 2,320,129, an 
increase of 143,610 over last year's 
2,176,519. It was the sixth year 
in a row that the Dallas fair had 
registered a sizable attendance in- 
crease. Even fair execs were 
somewhat surprised by the size 
of the 1951 increase, well over the 
average increase of about 129,000 
for the previous postwar years. 

Perfect weather, however, fa- 
vored the fair thruout its 16 -day 
run. A mild norther' that brought 
cool winds but no rain on the 
opening afternoon, Saturday (6), 
was the only break. For the rest 
of the run, the weather was sunny 
and warm. S. B. Cox, secretary 
of the fair and its oldest staff 
member in point of service, said 
it was the first time he could re- 
member in his 18 years with the 
annual that there had been no 
rem. Last year's fair lost about 
three days to rain. 

First Free Gate 
Attendance on the last day of 

the fair, Sunday (21), was bol- 
stered by free gate starting at 
6 p.m., first time in the fair's his- 
tory it has removed its 60 -cent ad- 
mission charge for the general 
public. Reason was a state -wide 
religious festival in the Cotton 
Bowl at 7:30 p.m. Sunday (21), 
which fair officials believed to be 
unique in the annals of State fairs. 
Cox estimated that only about 
40 000 people passed thru the 
turnstiles, which were kept in op- 
eration, while the free gate was in 
effect. Record for last year was 
broken about noon Sunday, long 
before admission charge was re- 
moved. Total attendance for final 
Sunday was 171,418.

NEW TAX SET 

Social Security 

. Open to Acts, 

Concessioners 
WASHINGTON, Oct. 27. -Per- 

sons working for themselves in 
independent businesses, conces- 
sions, or acts not performed for 
wages are reminded by Uncle 
Sam that in 1951 for the first time 
they are eligible for Social Se- 
curity benefits that could reap 
them up to $85 a month after they 
reach the age of 65. Uncle Sam 
explained that such self -employed 
persons also will for the first time 
be subject to tax evasion penal- 
ties unless they pay the Social 
Security tax of 2114 per cent on 
this year's income. 

Persons coming under the new 
law, Federal Security Administra- 
tion says, include, for example, , 

independent concessionaires trav- 
eling with carnivals and earning 
their living, not from regular 
wages, but from concession rev- 
enue. The first thing such a per- 
son should do, FSA explained, is 
to obtain a Social Security card. 
Any post office can give the ad- 
dress of the nearest Social Se- 
curity field office issuing cards. 

Next step is to report to Uncle 
Sam all earnings from self -em- 
ployment above $400 a year. This 
report is made on a special sec- 
tion in the regular income tax 
forms that will be available at 
post offices after next January 1. 
The forms must be filed by March 
15, 1952, together with payment 
of 21/4 per cent on the first $3,600 
of earnings other than wages. 

Under this new system any self - 
employed person who averages 
$3,600 ..arnings a year from last 
January 1 to the time he reaches 
65 years of age would be eligible 
for a monthly $85 Social Security 
check. His wife at the age of 65 
years too would be eligible for 
an additional $40 a month. If a 
self- employed averaged $100 a 
month, he would at 65 be eligible 
for $50 a month, and his wife, if 
over 65, would receive an extra

ALLENTOWN, Pa., Oct. 27. - 
September 18 -22 run of the Al-

REPORTS EXPANSION 

Cheyenne Kiddieland 
Suffers 55 Bad Days 

CHEYENNE, Wyo., Oct. 27. - 
Following t w o excellent seasons 
since its inception in 1949, much 
bad weather in 1951 set back op- 
erations at Lions Amusement Park 
here, a kiddieland operated by 
C. C. Miller hi city -owned Lions 
Park.

GROSS BY HEFTY 20% 

Rides, Shows Retain Early Lead 
To Keep Pace With Expo Totals 

DALLAS, Oct. 27. -State Fair of 
Texas midway kept pace with rest 
of 1951 expo, making an excellent 
showing as the fair set a new na- 
tional record. Supt. Fred Tennant 
Jr. reports that the midway's early 
20 per cent increase over 1950 held 
up thruout fair. 

Ray Marsh Brydon reported 
gross on midway shows totaled 
about $186,000. Top three grossers 
were Glenn Porter's Circus Side 
Show, the Peep Show, and Joe 
Sciortina's Girl Show. 

Gross of 31 rides on midway 
topped anything ever turned in, 
Tennant reported. 

Velare Bros.' Sky Wheel ride 
grossed $21,922 to beat last year's 
take at Dallas fair. Number of 
riders was also up, with only 
slightly less than 100,000 being 
clocked. Both gross and attendance 
were less than at Canadian Nation- 
al Exhibition in Toronto, however, 
where rides got 35 cents. Sky 
Wheel got only 30 cents here. At 
1950 fair here wheels netted 517,- 
663 after taxes, and this year's net 
was $18,805 after taxes.

Despite record produetion this 

year, serious shortages of toys 
made of metal are expected to be 
seen before Christmas, according 
to William A. Wenner, president 
of the Toy Manufacturers of the 
V. S. The supply of toys is ex- 
pected to fall below demand this 
year despite shipments of manu- 
facturers products valued at $330 
million as compared with $300 
million last year, said Wenner, 
who bases his predictions on a 
survey recently completed by the 
association among important 
manufacturers and retailers. Wen- 
ner reported that the most im- 
portant trend uncovered by the 
survey is the record variety of 
playthings that simulate activities 
of adults. By way of illustration. 
he points out that the cowboy 
theme has been important in the 
manufacture of toys, games and 
accessories, and that the way 
Western items have caught on 
with the girl trade has been im- 
portant in increasing sales volume. 
Toy defense equipment and dolls 
that are "nearly human" also have 
clicked with the kids. The survey 
revealed that sales of plastic items 
have increased 15 to 20 per cent 
this year. while big increases in 
demand for wooden toys also have 
been noted. Prices averao.- 'bout 
10 per cent ahead of 1950." said 
Wenner. 'There is some variation 
in prices caused by materials and 
labor costs. Many manufacturers 
report that they could have sold 
from 20 to 50 nee Cent more mer- 
chandise if materials had been 
available and orders had been re- 
ceived earlier."

$25 a month. A husband would 
not receive benefits on his wife's 
Social Security account unless 
he is a dependent.

of Jack's work was teaching them 
the worth of combination tickets, 
advertising and exploitation. Luna 
operators said they did not adver- 
tise because they had no competi- 
tion, but Jack insisted it was neces- 
sary to make. the public thoroly 
conscious of the spot. To draw on, 
the park has the side -by -side cities 
of Jaffa and Tel -Aviv, with a total 
population of 400,000 living 15 min- 
utes' travel time from Luna. 

Jack urged that they make use 
of billboards and local newspapers 
and radio. While in Jaffa, Jack 
aided in the crowning of Miss 
Israel, the only promotion that the 
park has worked to date. Jack 
feels that a Roller Coaster, about 
35 feet high, would do very well 
at Luna, but building materials are 
in short supply in the young nation. 
He intends to buy a portable Fun - 
house for the spot during the up- 
coming National Park Association 
Convention in Chicago. 

Jack said that the park could 
operate easily all year round, with 
the exception of a three -month 
period - starting in November, when 
the rains came. However, he ad- 
vised them to close up for a few 
months of the year for renovation 
and work on new projects and to 
prevent familiarity among the 
patrons of the spot from breeding 
apathy. 

Food Scarce 
As a sidelight on the Israel part 

of his trip, Jack observed that the 
biggest hurdle in the country was 
food.

Cig Vending Moves Nearer Straight 
Quarter Operation Under New Tax 

1 -Cent Federal Hike Seen Pennying 
Curb as Ops Revamp Pack Prices 

CHICAGO, Oct. 27. -When the 
federal cigarette tax increase of 
a cent a pack goes into effect 
Thursday (1), the cigarette vend- 
ing industry will move closer to 
becoming a straight quarter busi- 
ness. The 11 States in which op- 
erators now vend for 25 cents will 
be supplemented by most of the 
machines in the other 14 States 
where operation is now mainly at 
23 and 24 cents. 

Over -all, the tax increase may 
result in a reduction of pennying, 
but the trend will hinge on action 
taken by operators in the 11 States 
now charging a straight 20 cents 
per pack. They may decide to ab- 
sorb the increase, but it is ex- 
pected the greater number will 
up the vending price to 22 cents 

NPA Encourages 

Material Flow, 

Eases Aluminum 
WASHINGTON, Oct. 27. - In 

two actions to encourage a smooth- 
er flow of materials to manufac- 
turers, National Production Au- 
thority this week relaxed its rule 
on aluminum shipments, and added 
a broad list of materials to those 
items coming under inventory con- 
trol. 

Aluminum producers may now 
ship materials produced against 
third quarter 1951 orders which 
they could not under previous rul- 
ings divert to fourth quarter orders 
after October 7. 

Possibly 25 million pounds of 
aluminum products have been im- 
mobilized, according to NPA, be- 
cause leftover third -quarter orders 
could not until now be shipped to 
fourth -quarter orders. 

End "Artifical" Shortages 
The larger number of new items 

given a limit by NPA this week on 
the time they may be kept in in- 
ventory is expected to eliminate 
many `artificial" materials short- 
ages and bring a more equitable 
distribution of materials, NPA said.

Coin Exports Hold Record 
Pace Despite July Decline 

WASHINGTON Oct. 27.-Tho 
July coin machine exports, of- 
ficially released this week by the 
U. S. Department of Commerce, 
were off nearly one -third from 
the previous month, the total for 
the first seven months of 1951 
aggregated $2,937,777 for 18,488 
venders, game and music equip- 
ment. In July, 1,813 units with 
an aggregate value of $261,180 
were shipped to foreign operators. 

Canadian coinmen accounted 
for 706 machines, valued 'at $62,- 
640. A breakdown of the figures 
showed $15,981 was. spent for 386 
venders and the remainder for 
238 amusement games. It is possi- 
ble Canadian firms imported 

music machines in July, but be- 
ginning with its July export re- 
lease the Commerce Department 
initiated a new method governing 
exports which lists only those 
countries which spent $10,000 or 
more in a month for a specific 
type of commodity. Countries pur- 
chasing less than that figure were 
lumped together in a single listing 
reading "Other Countries." (See 
Chart, elsewhere in this issue.) 

Other Sales 
The only other specific listings 

in the July report were Vene- 
zuela, 70 music boxes, $38,961; 
Belgium, 34 'ukes, $17,948. and

RCA Up -to -Date in Vending 
In Record Placement Splurge 

CAMDEN, N. J.. Oct. 27. -In wiches, milk, coffee, juices, cake 
a reversal of long- standing policy. and ice cream, altho cafeteria 
the Radio Corporation of America facilities will be retained. 
this week opened its plants and 
offices to vending machines, with 
placement mapped at a rate that 
may soon shoot it a top rating 
among industrial locations any- 
where in the country. 

Already, authorization has been 
given for the installation of 571 
machines in the two dozen build- 
ings that house some 10,000 RCA 
employees here. Placement began 
this week and operation of the 
merchandising equipment is due 
to start November 5. 

Five different operating com- 
panies have been patted for the 
service, that will include the auto- 
matic dispensing of a wide variety 
of beverages, food and snack 
items. Employees will be able to 
purchase complete lunches thru 
machines that will offer sand- 

Until now, wagon "canteens" 
have patrolled working areas to 
bring such food items to em- 
ployees from time to time. The 
wagon service operated by the 
Slater Systems. giant in -plant 
feeder which also runs the cafe- 
terias, will be discontinued, said 
an RCA spokesman. 

Cut to Slater 
The Slater organization will 

receive an undisclosed cut of the 
vending revenue to make up for 
business lost thru the replace- 
ment of its wagon services, the 
spokesman declared. Basic op- 
erating contracts, however, are 
between the operating firms and 
RCA, altho Slater, via its vending 
division, was instrumental in get- 
ting the operators and RCA to- 
gether. 

Reasons behind the switch to 
venders, it was said, are their 
greater convenience and service 
to personnel. Morale is expected 
to improve by making refresh- 
ments available near work areas 
at all times, and especially during 
peak work periods. 

One factor that inhibited the 
use of venders at RCA earlier, it 
was indicated, are the many metal 
stamping machines in its factory 
areas. These, it was feared, would 
make it too easy to produce slugs 
that could be used in place of 
coins in automatic dispensers. 

While initial authorization is 
for 571 venders, many more may 
be added later. Traffic at the ma- 
chines will be watched carefully, 
and equipment will be added as 
needed, as the use - pattern 
develops. 

Schreiber declared that many 
large ice cream producers -among 
them Swift & Company -are di- 
rectly helping the growth of ice 
cream vending by financing the 
purchase of equipment for oper- 
ating companies.

New Cigs Give 

Danes Case of 

Pennying Blues 
COPENHAGEN, Oct. 27.-To- 

bacco shops with automatic vend- 
ers for after -hour sales of ciga- 
rettes and cigars faced a new 
headache last week when Ameri- 
can Tobacco Company resumed 
manufacture of two of its most 
popular prewar brands of ciga- 
rettes. 

In conjunction with a big cele- 
bration of its 50th anniversary in 
Denmark, and the completion Of a 
new factory here. the company 
splurged on publicity. and dealers 
stocked up heavily. 

All would have been well ex- 
cept that the cigarettes retail at 
3 krone, 20 ore per pack. and coin 
chutes can accept only multiples 
of one -krone coins. The new 
brands, therefore, call for the in- 
sertion of four one -krone coins 
and the return of 80 ore as change. 
In machines with coin -return 
chutes, it is possible to handle the 
new smokes, but it will require 
an extremely heavy load of coins, 
since eight 10 -ore coins must be 
returned with each pack dis- 
pensed. 

Rebates for other brands, in 
most cases only 20 ore, are usually 
made by placing the coins under 
the wrapper. But the new brands 
would require eight 10 -ore coins. 
or three 25 -ore and a 5 -ore coin 
under the wrapper. Neither al- 
ternative is practical. 

Store owners and factory serv- 
icemen from the vending machine 
factories are currently in a deep 
huddle, and expect to come up 
with a satisfactory solution soon.

Supplies in Brief 

Tobacco Profits 
WASHINGTON, Oct. 27. -To- 

bacco industry bucked the tide of 
generally declining profits and 
reached $69 million in profits dur- 
ing the second quarter of 1951, a 
rise of 1 per cent above the 688 
million profits the preceding 
quarter. Net profits for all U. S. 
manufacturing industries dropped 
5 per cent during April, May and 
June, compared to the preceding 
three months. An ever greater in- 
crease was shown in tobacco 
profits after taxes, which during 
the second quarter of this year 
climbed to $34 million, a rise of 
6 per cent from the $32 million 
in the earlier quarter. 

Higher income taxes sent 
profits after taxes for all .indus- 
tries down 5 per cent the second 
quarter as compared to the first. 

These industry figures, released 
jointly this week by Federal 
Trade Commission and Securities 
and Exchange Commission, 
showed, however, that the tobacco 
industry followed the general 
trend in recording a drop in prof- 
its as measured in cents per dol - 
Jar sales. During the second quar- 
ter 1951 tobacco profits in cents 
per dollar sales was 2.5 per cent 
compared to 2.6 per cent the pre- 
ceding quarter, and 3.4 per cent 
during the second quarter of 1950. 

Cellophane Supply 
WASHINGTON, Oct. 27. -De- 

spite the government's newly an- 
nounced plan to limit producers 
of sulphuric acid, used in cello- 

phase wrappers for vended prod- 
ucts, to 90 per of the 1950 
rate of sulphur use, sulphuric acid 
output will meet demands durin 
the next six months, National 
Production Authority predicted 
this week. Production might even 
be at an annual rate of as much 
as 14,497,000 tons, NPA indicated. 
This compares with 14,122,000 
tons produced in 1950. 

NPA also announced it is con- 
sidering placing a limit on the 
end uses of cellophane in order 
to reduce less essential uses. Cell- 
ophane manufacturers, meeting 
with NPA officials Monday (22) 
strongly advised against such a 
limit, however, and urged that a. 
45 -day inventory limitation be 
placed on converters and direct 
uses. This, manufacturers said, 
would release enough cellophane 
to assure adequate supplies in the 
immediate future. 

New sulphuric acid plants and 
facilities are a major reason to 
expect high production, NPA said.

In addition to use in venders 
as a reconstituted juice, the con- 
centrate may also be stocked in 
sirup compartments of standard 
drink venders and dispensed as a 
carbonated beverage, according to 
Blumenthal. While containing 
much of the original apple solid 
in liquid form, the concentrate is 
said not to settle sediment or pulp 
that might clog machine valves.

enclosed, with the suggestion that 
before it was mailed the location 
owner should read over the pros 
and cons of the price situation. 
These were listed as: 

Reasons for staying at 20 cents 
a more equitable price, not re- 
quiring pennying. Against: unless 
volume of sales improves and 
commission can be adjusted 
(lowered) operator can no longer 
continue. 

Reasons for raising to 22 cents: 
this will maintain gross margin of 
profit, but not sales volume or net 
profit. Location commission rate 
tan be maintained providing vol- 
ume does not drop. Against: raise 
will reduce cigarette sales per - 
haps up to 40 per cent and require 
pennying. 

Letter closes with the statement 
that, the operating company is 
conscious of its responsibility to 
its customer. the location, and 
thru the location to latter's cus- 
tomers. 

The letter on location- owner- 
ship, in part, reads: ". , . When 
considering profit, do not forget 
that sales taxes, personal property 
taxes, business licenses and in- 
surance to cover bodily injury and 
personal property damage are all 
applicable and necessary to oper- 
ate cigarette machines and sell 
their contents. Even the incon- 
spicuous book match costs from 
one -third to two-thirds of a cent 
per ;bglilt." 

Weÿmòuth states both letters 
have been successful in achieving 
results.

OWN- YOUR -OWN NEMESIS 

Location Friendship 
Discourages Self -Op 

APPLETON, Wis., Oct. 27.- 
Herb Tonnell, Cigarette Service, 
has a method for minimizing lo- 
cation -owned machine competi- 
tion. Loss of accounts, he reports, 
have been less than 1 per cent of 
his route spots. The few locations 
that have succumbed to the "own - 
your -own" sales pitch have, ac- 
cording to Tonnell, been sub- 
marginal spots that never had 
returned a profit for the firm. 

Tonnell's method boils down to 
making good friends with loca- 
tions. "In our type of business 
you've got to hob nob with 
location owners," he says. "One 
of the main beneficial results 
of getting to know your cus- 
tomers on other than a purely 
business sphere, is that it defi- 
nitely discourages them from 
buying their own machines. They 
know you too well to want to 
get rid of you and your machines. 
If you remain a stranger to them, 
then it won't bother them a bit 
if you are put out of business." 

Fraternize 
Tonnell emphasizes, however, 

that there are various methods of 
getting better acquainted with 
one's accounts. One of the most 
effective, he finds, is joining a 
few fraternal, business and civic 
organizations. He is a member 
of the Elks, Moose, Eagles, Win- 
nebago County Tavern Keeper's 
Association, the local Chamber of 
Commerce, Wisconsin Phono- 
graph Operators (because of 
firm's music operation) and the 
National Automatic Merchandis- 
ing Association. In aldition, he 
organized the Appleton Coin Ma- 
chine Operators' Association. 

In addition 'to mere member- 
ship in these groups, Tonnell in- 
sists that it is equally important 
to take an active part in the're- 
spective organization's regular 
functions. "Just owning a mem- 
bership card in a lodge or trade 
group doesn't mean a thing. 
You've got to let the membership 
know that you belong and also

exemption in the 1909 law was 
never intended to cover the ma- 
chines known as juke boxes." He 
argued that "the juke box indus- 
try derives more income from 
public performances of Copyright - 
ed musical works for profit than 
any other industry (radio, televi- 
sion, wired music, etc.) and yet 
pays nothing to those who write 
the songs that make this income 
possible." 

ASCAP Prexy Harbach de- 
clared that "for the majority of 
of my .fellow - composers and 
authors, the chief source of reve- 

nue is derived from the collection 
of royalties payable when their 
works are performed for profit," 
and he declared that "contrary 
to popular belief the return to 
creators of musical works from 
their commercial use is very 
modest." He said despite the per- 
formances on TV, radio and 
frotn this source for the majority 
elsewhere, "the annual income 
of composers averages less than 
$2,000." He said that total sales 
of all numbers from "Three 
Twins," one of his most successful 
shows, netted him $19.80 for the

chine has bumped a modern, 
multi -selection juke box from the 
location for duty elsewhere. 

What's more, success of the ma- 
chine has piqued the interest of 
operators, several of whom are 
scurrying around to see if others 
can be brought to light. They fig- 
ure that a few of the museum 
pieces, properly placed and ro- 
tated, can spark the income po- 
tential of even the most conserva- 
Live route. 

Where would the special music 
rolls come from? New ones 
havent been made for many 
years. But Jahn's happy results 
induced one old -time maker of 
piano rolls. Lawrence Cook, to 
revive the lost art. He's turning 
them out now on a minor pro- 
duction line and finding customers 
for the reels in many parts of 
the country. 

Frank Jahn started remaking 
the ice cream parlor some years 
ago. But each innovation brought 
it closer in appearance and at- 
mosphere to a phosphate em- 
porium of the '90's, the decade in 
which Frank's father opened his 
first store. 

It was to complete this illusion 
of another era that set Jahn on 
the search for a nickelodeon. He 
found one in Freehold, N. J., part 
of a collection of music -making 
oddities gathered together by 
Louis Kerstein, a prosperous 
wholesale butcher. 

Jahn says the machine plus the 
many custom repairs needed to 
return it to working order cost 
him about $1,000. 

Ah, Youth! 
Reaction of patrons, mostly 

teen -agers, has been enthusiastic. 
Only a few seem to miss the sleek 
disk renditions they can hear 
elsewhere on almost any juke box. 
They keep pumping coins into the 
nickelodeon almost as much to 
see it operate as to hear what 
comes out. Thru a large glass 
panel they can watch the piano 
play itself with the rhythm ac- 

cented by pneumatic - powered 
drums, castanets, a tambourine 
and a xylophone. All work off the 
rolls punched by Cook. 

Eàch roll carries 10 tunes, and 
they run tent in rotation on the 
non -selective machine. While old 
favorites are predominant, there 
are a few pop numbers on each 
roll as a concession to modern 
ears. Jahn now has fdur rolls, or 
a total of 40 selections. These will 
be added to, as Cook steps up pro- 
duction. - 

While two -minute records may 
be what many juke operators look 
for to boost income, play time per 
tune on the Cook rolls are but a 
minute and three -quarters. As a 
result. nickels keep feeding into 
the cash box at a healthy rate. 

Jahn said the potential will be 
increased further when special 
wall boxes are installed in the 
ice cream parlor's many booths. 
They are now being prepared by 
the location's former operator, 
who will take care of the service. 

Cook's Success 
Cook, believed to be the only 

person presently cutting player 
rolls for old coin equipment, said 
he has already built up a mailing 
list of several hundred owners 
of nickelodeons across 'the country 
who have run out of music. To 
supply them he has recently re- 
built an old duplicator that per- 
mits him to cut 16 rolls at a time. 

The operation takes Cook about 
50 to 60 hours to complete, and 
the charge for each 10 -tune roll 
is $25. For rolls without drum 
holes, a less complex proposition, 
the fee is $20. 

Cook, in charge of recording for 
the Imperial Industrial Company, 
owners of the Q. R. S. player -roll 
label, handles the nickelodeon 
project as his own enterprise. He 
soon plans to release arrange- 
ments for the old Mills Violin 
Virtuoso, one of which is due for 
placement in Jahn's as companion 
piece to the Seeburg "G."

NPA Asks Juke

3. Record companies and their employees will suffer di- 
rectly from reduced sales for coin machines. 

4. The coin machine is a real source of wholesome enter- 
tainment. It furnishes music where young people want to hear 
it. Its good effects should not be destroyed. 

To amplify the foregoing reasons, this bill imposes an 
additional cost on records sold for coin machines which must 
inevitably curtail sales and affect all those people who derive 
an income based on sales. The increased cost of the records is 
approximately 50 per cent. A conservative estimate of the 
popularity life of a record in coin machines is 13 weeks. Thir- 
teen times the 2 -cent payment required by this bill amounts 
to 26 cents, which represents a 50 per cent increase in the cost 
of the record. 

Featured performers usually are paid on the number of 
records sold, and if sales fall off these performers suffer directly 
in loss of income. The copyright owner, who alone will profit 
by this bill, is paid in the same manner; and the record manu- 
facturer pays about as much to one as to the other. The statu- 
tory royalty for a copyright owner is 2 cents per record side, 
or 4 cents for each record. The top performers' rate is about 
the same. The sole purpose of this bill is to pay the copyright 
owner another fee. 

Popular music is made popular today as much by use in 
the coin -operated machines as by any other means. The coin 
machine affords to the public an opportunity of choosing what 
music is to be popular. Rosemary Clooney's "Come On -A My 
House" would not have attained its popularity, and consequent 
spectacular sales, but for the promotional effect of the coin ma- 
chine. So important is the coin -operated machine that the 
weekly selection of the records which are most popular in coin 
machines is the equivalent of radio's Hit Parade. Records chosen 
on coin machines represent the public current taste -the records 
they play. A charge based on the number of records contained 
in the coin machine discourages maintaining a large selection. 
It the proprietor plays safe and keeps only the few sure -fire 
hits. a let of good music stays out of the box. The promotion 
of popular records would be sharply hurt by the impact of this 
bill. Naturally, we are concerned on our own account over the 
reduction of a large market. A significant quantity of popular 
records is sold for use in these machines, and unless compelling 
reasons are advanced for a new burden on sales we intend to 
oppose such a burden. 

Testimony Continues 
The coin-machine is the modern counterpart of the old - 

fashioned hand -wound phonograph. Just as the old phonograph 
brought together young people who sang. danced and played, 
today the coin machine is the favorite of the teenage milk -shake 
and Coca -Cola crowd. Its good influence should not be de- 
stroyed and the users penalized by this bill. 

Any attacks on the juke box as such -with which we do not 
hold -have nothing to do with the merits of this bill. 

We oppose H.R. 5473 because it will add substantially to 
the cost of operating coin record machines: A 50 per cent in- 
crease in cost must hurt the sale of records for coin machines. 
The performers on the records and the copyright owner will 
suffer because less records will be sold, and their income which 
is related directly to sales will be reduced. Coin -operated 
machines are one of the most important means to introduce new 
popular records. If a new record is well received in coin ma- 
chines it rises on the popularity list. If the record is not used 

.in coin machines it has much less chance for popularity. Cur- 
tailed sales will hurt everybody connected with the music and 
record business.

N. E. OPS Tells 

Juke Box Play 

Price Formula 
BOSTON, Oct. 27. -The New 

England Office of Price Stabiliza- 
tion has warned music machine 
operators, who have boosted their 
price -per -play to 10 cents in re- 
cent months, to go back to a 
nickel.

More Sugar 
HAVANA, Oct. 27. - Cuban 

sugar mills ground 206,723,905 
more arrobas of cane this year 
than in 1950, statistics compiled in 
book form by the Ministry of 
Agricultural reveal. An arroba 
weighs 25 pounds. 

The figures also showed that 
1,344,506 more 325 -pound bags of 
sugar had been produced this year 
than in the corresponding 1950 
grinding period. 

In the present sugar crop, a 
total of 38,522,666 bags, equivalent 
to 5,589,232 long tons, were pro- 
duced. The previous crop totaled 
5,393,541 tons, so this year's pro- 
duction show's an increase of 
185,711 tons. 

The prospective average price 
of sugar free on board for the 10 
months ending November 31 
dropped from 5.55 to 5.39 cents a 
pound, and from 5.39 to 5.22 in 
warehouse for Havana, according 
to a report issued by Luis Men- 
doza & Company.

THE WORK BENCH 

Points to Remember 
About Welding Kits 

By HOWARD P. SCHLEY 
There are certain times in the 

coin machine shop when nothing 
takes the place of a welded joint. 
Many broken pieces can be sol- 
dered, others can be mended with 
bolts or rivets. But some defy 
any type of mending except weld- 
ing. By welding is meant both 
brazing and electric welding since 
brazing is a method of welding 
that uses molten brass instead of 
iron or steel. 

Before an operator buys weld- 
ing equipment, he ought to keep 
in mind that there are two main 
types of molten metal mending: 

1. The electric welder. This meth- 
od makes use of a low voltage, 
high amperage current which is 
used to weld in what actually 
amounts to a short circuit. The 
heat of the resulting arc is used to 
melt the iron or steel welding rod 
or, by means of a carbon rod, brass 
or copper alloy rods. 

2. The oxy- acetylene torch. This 
second method uses a gas flame,

mechanics believe the advantages 
and disadvantages of the two are 
so closely matched that both types 
should be considered before buy- 
ing. Ina very large shop, as a 
matter of fact, it would be a good 
idea to have bothan electric weld- 
er and a gas torch. 

Electric welders come in a great 
many sizes. Some very small out- 
fits even work from a storage bat- 
tery. The very large types make 
use of a motor -generator to develop 
the low voltage direct current re- 
quired. Other intermediate types 
plug into the line current and give 
the required) voltage by means of 
a heavy -duty rectifier and trans- 
former. This type is perhaps the 
best suited to the coin machine 
shop. It may be used with an 
ordinary coated rod to braze with 
a carbon arc or to cut heavy metal 
with a higher amperage carbon 
arc. 

Safety Pointers 
Since the electric arc is very 

powerful, great care should be 
used to protect the eyes. Also, 
hot metal may splatter from the 
weld. Under no circumstances 
should a job be attempted without 
a regulation welder's helmet or 
hood. 

The brazing torch makes use of 
a high- temperature flame, and a 
welding hood is not required altho 
colored welding goggles must be 
worn. Two separate tanks of gas 
are required, one of acetylene and 
one of oxygen, plus sufficient rub- 
ber hose to reach from the tanks 
to the work. A pressure regula- 
tor, and guages to show the gas 
pressures, are also needed. The 
gasses are mixed in the torch, and 
the torch must be adjusted to pro- 
vide the proper heat for the work 
at hand. If the ne0 arises to cut 
pieces of heavy metal, it is neces- 
sary to have a separate cutting 
torch. 

Practice Does It 
Space is far too limited here 

give complete instructions for 
welding and brazing. But a good 
instruction booklet should be pur- 
chased, and studied, before any 
welding is attempted. Once the 
general idea is grasped, nothing 
is needed but practice. 

Since all welding is done at-high 
temperatures, there is always fire 
hazard connected with the work. 
Take this hazard Into consideration 
before setting up a welding bench. 
The bench and adjacent wall 
should be covered with sheet 
metal, and a fire extinguisher 
should be kept handy. A tank of 
water should be provided for 
quenching hot work, and it is a 
good idea to wear gloves. 

Another must on the welding 
bench is a heavy vise -often one 
that has been discarded from ma- 
chine work will do very well to 
support work that is to be welded. 

Word of Caution 
Welding can be dangerous work. 

The heat used Is so high that seri- 
ous burns can result from con- 
tact with the hot metal. The arc 
of an electric welder is not only 
dangerous to the eyes, it can also 
give a bad sunburn if the exposure 
to it is long enough. 

A word of caution, therefore, 
about welding in the coin machine 
shop: This is one section of the 
shop where safety should always 
be kept in mind.
