END OF AMUSE TAX
DUPLICATION DUE ...

Specific legislation to end some
of the duplications in amusement
excises now imposed by federal
and Stuate governments will
reach Capitol Hill early next
year, according to current time-
table of administration planners.
With a commission being set up
by President Eisenhower to pre-
pare recommendations as a result
of this week's White House con-
ference of federal and State offi-
cials, detailed drafts of proposed
legislation are likely to be ready
well before the year is over,
House Ways and Means Commit-
tee has already recommended an
end to duplications, particularly
in taxes on theater and concert
admissions. This week's White
House conference was impressed
by a report from Roswell Magill,
former undersecretary of the
treasury, which included a pro-
posal that Uncle Sam relinguish
this tax to the State. This excise
has yvielded well over $450,000,000
annually. Magill poinied out that
if the federal government and
the State could reach an agree-
ment, they would come out prac-
tically even in the end plus sav-
ing the taxpavers money as well
as annoyance, Whatever may
happen to such amusement ex-
cises as taxes on phonograph rec-
oras, TV and radio seis, musical
instruments and cabaret admis-
sipns, it appears fairly certain

(that Congress will go along with

the idea of striking out the the-
ater admissions levy. There are

FCC Upholds
lts Renewal
To WWDC-TV

WASHINGTON, Feb. 28.—In a
brief filed with the U. 5. Court
of Appeals here this week, Fed-
eral Communications Commission
upheld 1ts right under the Me-
Farland Act to grant its renewal
to Station WWDC-FM here in
the face of opposition of the Tran-
sit Riders' Association. The lat-
ter has opposed WWDC-FM's
transit radio. FCC held that Tran-
sit Riders' Association, Inc,, could
not properly protest renewal of

WWDC-FM's authorization to
broadeast on transit  wvehicles,
gince TRA was not a “party in in-
terest.” TRA, which ecarlier peti-
tioned the court to set aside FCC's
dismissal of the TRA protest, ar-
gued thal the amended Communi-
cations Act describes a “'party In
interest” or adversely affected by
the order.”

In the commission’s answer
filed by General Counsel Benedict
Cottone, the FCC stated: *To be
sure, the protest does indicate
thrat ‘petitioner’ members neces-
sarily ride the busses of the Capi-
tal Transit Company, and that
the busses are equipped with
loudspeakers over which WWDC-
FM hbroadcasts arve heard, and it
may be inferred, altho it is no-
where stated, that the petitioner’s
members or some of them do not
like the broadeasts and would
prefer not to hear them.”

isting common carrier allocations
by common carriers furnishing
an exclusive theater TV trans-
mission service. NETTC, thru le-

Marks, and MPAA, thru Vincent
B. Welch, of Welch, Mott & Mor-
gan, stressed that the recom-
mendation was a “compromise so-
lution" only, offered in hopes that
time-consuming, expensive thea-
ter TV hearings might be dis-
pensed with, and theater TV es-
tablished without further delay.
The FCC is deliberating the feasi-

WU partici-
pation would undoubtedly call for
a link-up with ATT (Bell System),
altho thg FCC only vesterday dis-
missed as “premature” a request
by WU that the commission deter-
mine whether such a connection
would be “necessary or desirable
in the public interesi.”

NETTC and MPAA also urged
the commission to insist that all
common carriers co-operate with
the proposed theater TV common
carrier in resolving “possible fre-

They re-emphasized that thea-
ter TV “does not propose to take
away anything from TV broad-
casting, but rather would make
available to the American people
new cultural, entertainment and
educational opportunities.”

British Favor
Commerc'l TV

LONDON, Feb, 28.—A poll by
the Daily Express (circulation, 414
million daily) has revealed that
most people in Britain now favor
sponsored TV. The poll results
were: in favor, 51 per cent;
against, 20 per cent; don't know,
20 per cent.

Political affiliations of those
favoring commercial TV were
distributed equally between the
two major parties, Conservative
amd Socialist,

In the normal way, the Social-
ists "would be expected to be
against anything which encour-
aged competitive programs, Their
voting on this issue indicates the
change which has come about In
Britain on commercials in the last
few months,

MBC to Court

On FCC Grant
To Versluis

WASHINGTON, Feb. 28—
Challenging a key section of the
new McFarland law, Music Broad-
casting Company, Grand Rapids,
Mich., this week petitioned the
U. 8. Court of Appeals for the Dis-
trict of Columbia to reverse a
Federal Communications Commis-
sion order dismissing Music's
protest against the grant of a
TV station license to Versluis,
Inec., Muskegon, Mich. Music also
asked the court to stay the effec-
tive date of the Versluis grant un-
til the FCC can act on Music's
protest.

Music, licensee of Station
WGRD, Grand Rapids, charged in
its protest that the Versluis TV
station, which covers the Grand
Rapids area as well as Muskegon,
would “reduce the revenue de-
rived from national, regional and
location advertising by WGRD.”
The TV station, Music claimed,
“will be in competition with the
standard broadcast station of Mu-
sic for the same audiences at the
same hours.” The situation, said
Musie, was further aggravated by
the fact that Versluis also com-
peted in Grand Rapids with Sta-
tions WLAV and WLAV-FM.

Pointing out that the proposed
Versluis transmitter was actually
to be erected "only 11.1 miles
from Grand Rapids at the nearest
point, but 19.6 miles from Muske-
gon," Music Euggested that Ver-
sluis was more interested in serv-
ing Grand Rapids than Muske-
EOmn.,

The FCC dismissed the protest
on the ground that, under the
McFarland Act which amended
the communications law last year,
a “party in interest” who might
properly challenge the WVersluis
application, i.e, Music, was not
competing with Versluis for UHF
Channel 35 at Muskegon. The
commission said it could not con-
clude, on the basis of available
figures, “that the advent of TV
station operation In a given mar-
ket always has an adverse eco-
nomic effect on radio broadcast
operations in that market.,"

WASHINGTON, Feb. 28.—House
Judiciary Committee’s ban on live
TV-radio coverage of New York
City hearings by special subcom-
mittee investigating the Depart-
ment of Justice is unlikely to be
adopted as model policy by most
other House committees. Rep.
Chauncey W. Reed (R., Ill.), chair-
man of the House Judiciary Com-
mittee, in announcing his refusal
to authorize TV and radio at the
subeommittée hearing, left the im-
pression that this policy may be
altered later in the session by his
commities.

Currently in both Houses, com-
mittee chairmen have the discre-
tion of determining whether TV
and radio will be admitied, The
House Judiciary Committee’s re-
jection of a request for TV-radio
coverage is the first major one of
its kind since the start of the new
session. So far, there have not
been many requests from networks
or individual TV stations. TV has
shown its keenest interest so far
in covering the hearings of the
Senate Investigating Committee,
headed by Sen. Joseph MeCarthy
(R., Wis.), who has kept the wel-
come mat out to the telecasters
and broadcasters. i

CHICAGO, Feb. 28.—The Na-
tional Broadcasting Company
here was on the receiving end of
an unprecedented outbreak of
wrathful mail and ecalls this week
after Tom Duggan, controversial
sports announcer, quit in anger
rather than make a retraction of
a broadecast about Jim Norris,
president of the Intermational
Boxing Club.

At the height of the rhubarb,
Duggan was stricken with ap-
pendicitis. He underwent. an op-
eration and negotiations for his
return to the air halted pending
his recovery. He wants to return,
and local NBC officials want him
back. The heat they are getting is
even greater than the outburst
when “Kukla, Fran and Ollie"
was cut in half. ;

If Duggan returns, he will have
to make some concessions. Norris
has a good case and, even if no
business pressure were involved,
undoubtedly would get a retrae-
tion or apology.

The
offer will only be made to CBS-
TV sponsors of record 13 weeks
prior to the summer, and those
guaranteeing 13 weeks sponsor-
ship afterward.

The CBS-TV discount last sum-
mer was 25 per cent on programs
and 10 per cent on time.

TV calls its discount an “incen-
tive plan” for summer adver-
tisers.

Last year, the National Broad-
casting Company offered new
summer advertisers a program
discount equal to 25 per cent of
its time cost.

Those
sponsors who remained on all
summer were given a 10 per cent
time discount. It is expected that
NBC-TV will allow the same dis-
counts to both new summer spon-
sors and those continuing thru
the hiatus period.

Sets, Color—Goldsmith

NEW YORK, Feb. 28 —Televi-
sion won't enter the third dimen-
sion for at least 10 years, if the
Radio Corporation of America has

its way. Altho the National
Broadecasting Company, an RCA

division, has been conducting 3-D
experiments for some time, RCA
research engineer Dr. A. N. Gold-
smith told tHe National Television
Film Council group here this
week that the corporation won't
be interested in 3-D until a poten-
tial 22.000,000 black and white set
market is saturated, followed by
a suh-equent saturation of the
country with color TV sets. The
latter project alone, he s=aid,
should take between five and 10
vears to complete.

Color must come first, said
Goldsmith, because “when you
approach the realism of 3-D, you
cannot tolerate black and white
images." He lauded the perfec-
tion of detail achieved by 3-D in
close-up, and said that polaroid
glasses must be used for viewing
any “authentic” 3-D picture. On
the other hand, the Columbia
Broadcasting System is reported-
ly readying a 3-D system of ils
own (also in color) which does
away with the need for Lhe
glasses.

The ASCAP motion, In sum,
asks that the Consent Decree be
amended in these two ways: (1)
That the Society should not be
obliged to offer a per program
license to any stations holding a
licenze to perform Broadcast Mu-
gie, Ine., musie, (2) I is also asked
that the Society, in Hs per pro-
gram license. be permitted to tax
revenue from the sale of spot an-
nouncements adjacent to ASCAP
programs.

The latter point, of course, was
regarded as having been the chief
cause of the collapse of per pro-
Ffram negotiations between
ASCAP and a commitiee repre-
senting indie telecasters several
vears ago.. With regard to the
first-mentioned point, ASCAP has
long held that the Consent Decree
operates io the disadvantape of
ASCAP inasmuch as BMI is not
reguired to offer its music users a
per program license. The Society
promulgated this thesis strongly
following the collapse of the per
program talks.

The ASCAP-TV indie picture is
further highlighted by the follow-
ing development heretofore
closely guarded.

Tunesters Admit They're
Just Crazy, Mixed-Up Kids

NEW YORK, Feb. 28.—Maybe
it's the product of a jaded era,
what with high taxes, the Korean
impasse and juicy seandals; pos-
sibly it's as simple as a “me-too"
attitude among writers. What-
ever the reason, the facts point
up that the word “foo " has in-
trigued writers and record com-
panies in recent months. “Moon,
June, spoon” seems to have hit
the discard pile for the moment
while fools rush in. Since the
first of the year, at least 13 differ-
ent songs hyping or discounting
the “fobl” have appeared on the
scene and snatched at least 20
different recordings.

Ancient Vintage

The word “fool” is not of recent
vintage: most four-letter words
are not. PBut “fool” has been
dwelt upon and dissected at
length thruout the pages of liter-
ature from the days of antiquity.
Sophocles put it to the fifth cen-
tury B. C. Greeks simply and di-
rectly, “He Was a Fool.” Rud-
yard IZipling pulled his punch
with a vague A Fool There Was.”
Tin Pan Alley, never one to dodge
reality, . gives it the personal
touch via the June Christy and
Bill Bailey waxings of "1 Was
a Fool.”

Not content with an explana-
tion that simple, 32-bar poeis
have recently pulled the stops out

on Chaucer's “ful gret fool.”
Starting from the diminutive
“Little Fool,” the theme has

slowly crescendoed to “Fpol,” "1
Played the Fool," "I Was a Fool,"”
“A Fool Such as I" and “I Was
Such a Fool.” Not one to flinch in
the face of such intensified com-
petition, Amos Milburn takes the
plum in this drive for the “higger
and better” with his "“Three
Times a Fool.”
More Fools

Others haven't played it as
close to the vest. The Four Aces
simply say, “You Fooled Me,"

COOL SURVEY

Youth Finds
Cool Music
Is Still Hot

ATLANTIC CITY, Feb. 28. —
To be cool, or not to be cool, or to
play a little classic, possibly one
with a rhythm rock—that is the
question. The answer hinges on
what is classic and what is cool,
and where “Stout-Hearted Men"
and such items as “Slaughter on
10th Avenue” fit in the picture.

The question came up here
when a national survey showed
a trend among teen-agers from
jive to classics. Local record
stores which normally feel the
impact of any music trend could
see no change to speak of in mu-
sical tastes among high school
yvouth. '

One spokesman said the aver-
age voungster goes all out for
such groovings as Perry Comao's
“Stars Get in Your Eyes,” and are
listening to cool stuff a litile on
the milder side compared to the
old be-bop. But he also said there
is no interest in the -classics ex-
cept among those who are music
students.

The Standard Radio and Tele-
vision Company reported college
students—but not high school
vouth—are buving more classics.
The only change the firm noted is
that where six months ago the
youngsters thought male vocalists
solid values, today they are “that
way" about female vocalists. But
what the voung people like de-
pends on the song itself, record
store workers said.

Spot Check

A spot check of a group of
yvoung people, students at Atlantic
City High School, showed that in
a group of 24, four teen-agers buy
classics in preference to cool coat-
ings, 10 buy only cool stuff and
the others either buy both or buy
none. The average teen-ager, the
group inferred, finds more inter-
est in cool music because of its
danceability. Dance music is here
to stay, and you can't dgnce to the
classics—except mavbe a minuet
—which doesn't hold appeal to
young people today, they said.
The bunny hop hold: more inter-
est for them, they indicated.

You can't scream the words to
the classics either—at least that's
what the kids said. The teen-
agers were of the opinion that
classics are not popular because
the tunes have no words in many
cases; or if there are words, they
are in a foreign language. But
there's nothing that can beat a
rhythm and a good beat, the
youngsters agreed.

such reproduction or rendition oc-
curs.” The bill would insert in-
stead the [ollowing: “Reproduction
or rendition of musical composition
by or upon coin-operated machine
shall be deemed a public perform-
ance for profit by the person who
owns, operates or servieces such
machine, or the establishment
wherein such reproduction or ren-
dition occurs, whether or not a fee
is charged for admission; provided,
that a person who himself owns,
operates, services and retains all
receipts of a single such machine,
located in an establishment in
which he conducts a business other
than that of providing entertain-
ment and to which no fee or ad-
mission is charged, shall not be
deemed {o have infringed upon
the exclusive right of public per-
formance for profit, as a result of
the rendition or reproduction of
the musical composition by means
of that coin-operated machine if
such rendition or reproduction 1s
intended to be heard only by per-
sons in such establishments.”
McCarran voiced belief that t_he
bill “should not increase the price
of juke box playing.” He voiced
strong hope that the bill will get
favorable committee action.

This, he is expected to
claim, woids any subsequent in-
terest by Raxor in the Cetra-Soria
trade mark. Lowenthal has sub-
poenaed Bill Fowler, Capitol vice-
president, to appear at the trial
and will seek to establish that
Cetra and Capitol have arranged
to maintain prices on the opera
disks.

The Goody defense will also
stress that a substantial part of
the outlet's business is done by
mail order and will argue that
State and Federal fair trade stat-
utes imply no authority for fixing
prices in inter-State commerce.

an album and a single disk from
the set indicates a strong reversal
in diskery thinking over the past
years. At one time it was consid-
ered silly to release a single from
a pop album, since the release,
according to this thinking, de-
tracted from the sale of the set.
Even when the diskeries officially
stated that all disks in albums
were available as singles there
was natural dealer reluctance to
break up a set and sell a single
platter.

Now, however, the majors have
found that the release of a single
from an album does not hurt the
set but can help to hype the set.
This is why many of the diskeries
issue the top tune singly and ship
it to jocks and operators along
with-regular releases. In some
cases it is the dealers and ops
who clamor for a single disk to be
released from an album, due to
the reaction they have received
when a jock played the tune. The
Rosemary Clooney set of “Holly-
wood's Best” had “You'll Never
Know" released at the insistence
of the deejays.

All of the majors use dii'f?renf
techniques for releasing single
platters from the albums, some
releasing the single with both
sides from the set, others re-
coupling an album side with a
new tune. Under any circums-
stances the new merchandising
practice seems to be firm}y rooted
and could increase as time goes
by.
