WASHINGTON — Total tele-
vision broadcast revenue during
14568 was $596.900,000, or 20.4
per cent above 1955, the Federal
Communications Commission re-
ported Thursday (22) in a broad
summary of the industryv’s take for
last year. Profits before taxes in
1956 amounted to $189,600,000, or
26.2 per cent above 1953, for the
three nets and 474 TV stations.

The three networks, including 15
ofio stations, increased their busi-
ness by sbout 18 per cent, ac-

counting for $442.300.000 n rev-
enve, or almost half of the indus-
try's total revenues (49 per cent).
The nets and oo stations made
profits 28 per cent higher than
1955, or $55.400.000 in 1956
against $68.000,000 the previous
vear, This, in spite of the fact that
expenses of pets and owned sta-
tinng jumped fram $306.000,000 in
1953 to $356,900,000 in 1956,

The total revenues of 85 pre-
freeze, non-net VHF stations were
$260,700,000, 13.3 per cent higher
than in 1955. The steady advan-

800,000, with the 269 post-frecze
