The Dealer’s Job

“The true importance of fall
merchandising programs offered
by all the major labels,” philoso-
prii}:mi Stu Glassman, “is that they
manage to get the dealers E‘Il:'ili."l.i’.
We buy a lot of stock and transfer
that excitement to the customers,
and they start to listen and buy
more records. Our main job is to
keep on creating excitement by
talking up, plaving and displaving
Il‘.‘fﬂ:‘tﬁi. The more of that we do,
the more merchandise we will
sell.”

Capitol Records” fall program,
aceording to Stu Glassman, rings
the bell with the sound most likely
to please the average disk dealer.
Rumming neck and neck in close
second position, he adds, are Coral

and Decea.

Why? “Thev seem to have the
best planned, most appealing line-
up of “hot” albums for us to sell
this tall. In addition, they are
