;Distributors' Most 
Grueling Headache 

Open -Door Policy in Disk Sales 
Besets Jobbers; Eye Frey Case

NEW YORK - Record distrib- 
utors, especially the independent 
jobbers. are now faced with one 
of the most serious problems they 
have ever experienced. The prob- 
lem can be summed up in one 
word - transshipping. In every 
major market in the country rec- 
ords are now being sold to dealers 
and one -stops from outide distrib- 
utors, one -stops, rack jobbers, and 
unidentifiable jobbers, at prices us- 
ually well below those offered by 
established distributors in these 
markets. An labels, majors and In- 
dies. are coming into these major 
markets, and again and again are 
taking away business from the dis- 
tributors handling the linea in those 
markets. 

Always Around 

Transshipping has always been 
around: it is not new. But it has 
never been so prevalent as now, 
and perhaps most important, it has 
never been so uncontrollable. And 
never previously h: ve so many dif- 
ferent firms. or individuals been 
involve, in it. Part of the uncon- 
trollable aspect rises from the "Sid 
Frey Case" (The Billboard, August 
31), in which the Attorney General 
of the United States filed a civil 
complaint against Frey and his var- 
ious labels (Dauntless International, 
Audio -Fidelity, etc.), alleging viola- 
tion of the anti -trust act. Justice 
also char cd that Frey "conspired 
with its distributors to allocate ex- 
clusive sales territories for each 
distributor ..." There was trans- 
shipping before the Frey case, but 

Can't Fence 
Him In 

NEW YORK - The idea that a 
record manufacturer is doing some- 
thing wrong when he attempts to 
allocate territories for his distribu- 
tors has come as a bit of a shock 
to many distribs. Their desire for 
some sort of protection from man- 
ufacturers against transshipping 
made one of them hark back to the 
"good old days." "Years ago, when 
a manufacturer appointed his dis- 
tributors," said one vet record man, 
"be called all his distributors to- 
gether for a meeting. and presented 
them all with a map, with each 
distributor's territory neatly out- 
lined in red crayon. He told each 
distributor to stay in his own ter- 
ritory and promised to pull the line if they didn't. Today, if a manu- 
facturer tells an Eastern distrib to 
stay out of the West Coast, it's not 
only illegal, ifs conspiracy." 

it has become a flood since, dis- 
tribs say. 

What is happening could, espe- 
cially if Frey lows his case. change 
the wholesale structure of the rec- 
ord business, and in doing so, have 
a deep effect on both single and al- 
bum record sales. Right now, for 
instance, distributors in such cities 
as New York, Cleveland, Philadel- 
phia and other places, have many 
dealers who do not buy any rec- 
ords from them - including hits. 
They tell the distributor that they 
can get a better price "out of 
town." Dealers make no bones 
about "shopping around" in other 
towns for better prices than they 
can obtain from their local dis- 
tributor. 

Distrib Beefs 

In New York City, for example, 
one distributor told The Billboard 
that on a big hit on which he 
should have sold between 70,000 
and 80.000 records (according to 
the pattern he usually sold a hit), 
he only sold 40,000 records. "The 
other 30,000 or 40,000 records were 
sold all right, but they were or- 
dered from distributors and one- 
stoppers in up -State New York," he 
stated. Recently a Chicago distrib- 
utor discovered, after checking with 
one of his manufacturers who had 
a smash hit, that he sold only half 
as many records of the hit as the 
manufacturer's St. Louis distribu-

20 -Year Shifts in 
Music Patterns 

Comparison of Current Hit Picture 
With '39 Hightts New Trends, Tastes 

By PAUL ACKERMAN 
and JUNE BUNDY 

NEW YORK - The extent to 
which the music business has 
broken out of Broadway, and the 
changing patterns of operation on 
the record manufacturer and mu- 
sic publisher level - as well as 
trends in public taste - are illus- 
trated by a study of the Top Ten 
Songs during the first nine months 
of 1959 as compared with the 
first nine months of 1939, 
a time gap of 20 years. The 
statistics pertaining to 1959 are 
based on The Billboard's Honor 
Roll of Hits, whereas the 1939 
analysis derives from The Hit Pa- 
rade. Latter is no longer on the 
air but during the period in ques- 
tion it was considered the authori- 
tative listing. 

Basic Facts 

Here are the basic facts: 
1. The number of songs making 

the Top Ten totalled 70 in 1939, 
as against 72 in 1959. This figure 
is interesting, inasmuch as it indi- 
cates that despite the tremendous 
output of songs today. virtually the 
same number make it "big" Too. 
writers represented on the 1939 
Top Ten total 104, as compared 
with 118 in 1959. 

2. That Tin Pan Alley is now 
nation -wide-is, of course. no secret: 
but a clear gauge of how far -flung 
it really is, in comparison with 
"the old days," is indicated by sta- 
tistics relative to the number and 
geographical areas of those pub- 
lishers, songwriters, and record 
companies represented by the Top 
Ten in 1939 and 1959.

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In 1939, the Top Ten songs were 
controlled by 22 publishers. 
whereas in 1959 the Top Ten were 
owned by 69 publishers. A listing 
of these publishers is contained in 
this story. It is significant to note 
that whereas in 1939 all the pub- 
lishers were in New York, in 1959 
the publishers owning the Top 
Ten are located in eight States. 
These are Ohio, New York. Illi- 
nois, Tennessee, California, Wash- 
ington. Pennsylvania and Alabama. 

Tin Pan Alley Spread 
The wide dispersal of Tin Pan 

Alley is also highlighted by the 
statistics relative to writers. The 
104 who penned the Top Ten in 
1939 cante from three States - 
New York, Illinois and California; 
in 1959. the 11'8 writers of the Top 
Ten come from Ohio, California, 
Arkansas, New York, New Jersey, 
Washington, Arizona, Michigan, 
Virginia, District of Columbia, 
North Carolina, Hawaii, Pennsyl- 
vania. Alabama, Kansas, Tennes- 
see. Louisiana and Kentucky. 

At the record level, the figures 
reveal a tremendous growth of 
companies having hits in the Top 
Ten over the last 20 years. In 
1939, for instance, the number of 
recording companies having hits in 
the Top Ten totaled three, whereas 
in 1959, a total of 39 firms are 
represented. In 1939, of course, 
only three labels had national dis- 
tribution - Decca, RCA Victor 
and Columbia. 

Geographically, the same pat- 
tern of dispersion is borne out. 
In 1939. the three record firms 
were all in New York: in 1959, 
the firms were located in the fol- 
lowing 10 States: Ohio, New York. 
California, Illinois, Washington, 
Pennsylvania. Alabama, Tennessee, 
North Carolina, Arizona. There 
were also, in 1959, three hit mas- 
ters from foreign sources - two 
from England and one from 
France. 

The analysis reveals a slight in- 
crease in the amount of songs from

Lormar Manager Temporary Chairman 

CHICAGO -One -stop operators 
from several cities will meet in 

Chicago in mid -November to adopt 
by -laws for a new national associa- 
tion. 

The group will be dedicated to 
elevating the ethical standards of 
one -stoppers. As a flying start 
towa d this high purpose, an or- 
ganizing committe has named as 

its temporary chairman Bill Mc- 
Guire, general manager of Lormar 
Distributing Co., a widely publi- 
cized firm located in Cicero, Ill. 

One of the chief purposes of the 
n_w group. McGuire told The Bill- 
board, wit be to persuade distribu- 
tors to stay out of the one -stop 
business. Similarly, one -stoppers 
will be discouraged from entering 
the wholesale distributor business. 
The group also will try to educate 
distributors about the potential 
harm of extending toc much credit 
to one- stoppers that are under- 
capitalized. Small one -stoppers who 
go broke, McGuire pointed out, put 
s steam on the distributors who get 
stuck, which in turn reduces the 
distributors' ability to offer favor- 
able conditions to the financially 
stable one -stop. 

A growing distrib practice that 
particularly worries McGuire is 

that of selling inventory right out of

trucks. The distrib's intention, he 
said, may be only to offer his own 
labels. But, inevitably, as a favor 
the driter offers to pick up other 
merchandise to accommodate a 
particular dealer, and first thing 
one knows, the distributor's truck 
becomes a one -stop on wheels. 

The new group, McGuire said, 
would also facilitate an exchange 
of credit information.

The decision to "join 'cm," accord- 
ing to Harold Rietz. head of Taylor 
Electric Company's RCA Victor 
disk division actually was formed 
about three years ago. The sprout- 
ing o! the one -stop influence in the 
industry, he feels, may lead more 
distributors to re- examine their 
status in the marketing complex. 

Separate Unit 
A new organization was organ- 

ized by Taylor Electric Company 
to permit Record City to function 
as a completely separate unit. 

"Record City even buys its RCA 
Victor records from the Taylor 
Electric Company just as any other 
one -stop or dealer," claims Harold 
Rietz. 

Stock in Record City is owned 
by James Taylor and Harold Rietz. 
Taylor is president and treasurer 
of the new corporation and Riete 
is its secretary. Both men hold the 
same posts in the parent Taylor 
Electric Company. 

Rietz lists these reasons behind 
the Taylor Electric Company de- 
cision to enter the one -stop field: 

"The distributor today can no 
longer maintain a close, direct con- 
tact with his accounts -- especially 
the smaller record dealers. The 
dealers now find it increasingly to 
their benefit to buy from one -stops, 
instead of directly from distribu- 
tors. This has been brought about 
by the overwhelming number of 
releases and the abundance of new 
labels. We honesty feel that we 
can give our customers better,

tor. Normally sales in these two 

markets would be just the oppo- 
site. "What happened to all those 
records that were purchased by the 
St. Louis distributor ?" asked the 
Chicago distrib, rhetorically. "You 
can add, they weren't sold in St. 
Louis." 

The loss of half of the sales of 
a record in a market means more 
than just a loss for the distributor, 
according to many key market dis- 
tributors. Large city distributors 
have an overhead that is not shared 
by distributors in the smaller towns. 
They usually have at least one 
promotion man, and they have a 
weekly promotion fund that is used 
to romance jockeys, via lunches, 
dinners, a night out, etc. These key 
market distributors break the hits, 
especially on the indie labels, by 
constant promotion of their labels 
with disk jockey. It was in order 
to underwrite the costs of this pro- 
motion that manufacturers started 
to give out 300 freebies with ev- 
ery thouasnd single records or- 
dered. For the jocks in the 20 key 
markets are the ones that start ex- 
posing the big records. with rare 
exceptions, say distributors. "I 
can't afford to waste my time try- 
ing to break a record out as a hit, 
if when one in 10 does hit I 
only get half the sales out of it 
that I should," exclaimed one large 
Eastern indie distributor. "1f the 
manufacturer can't stop transship- 
ping into my territory then I'm no 
longer going to work on that la- 
bel's records. And if all of us lay 
off the indie labels, then the only 
ones who will have hits are the 
majors." 

.A1tho distributors realize that 
manufacturers can't pull a line 
from a distributor who transships 
or sells to transshippers, they claim 
a manufacturer can lessen the 
problem simply. "All they have to 
do is to stop giving away free rec- 
ords to any distributor except those 
who have to use the freebie income 
to take care of promotion expenses. 
Why should a distributor in some 
small town get 300 records free 
when all he does is ride on the 
work done in the big markets by 
the distributor there? He uses those 
free records to transship with and 
is able to offer them for sale at a 

lower price than I can," said a

And 
according to reliable record men, 
some manufacturers have sold to 
the walking one -stops, at the cash 
deal level. The extra free records, 
added to the 300 freebies, enables 
the walking one- stops -who have 
no overhead -to offer records to 
dealers below 40 cents each for 

Broadcasters 
NEW YORK - Indic disk chief 

Joe Carlton flies to Boston Novem- 
ber 12 to address a gathering of 
broadcasters on possible future 
programming developments.

FCC Liffs 

Storecast Ban 
WASHINGTON -More-than a 

dozen FM stations will be free of 
an FCC ban on their functional 
music service, as a result of recent 
refusal of the Supreme Court to 
review an Appeals Court ruling 
which upheld the FM's right to 
send background music on a single 
broadcast channel. The Federal 
Communications Commission an- 
nounced last week that since the 
Supreme Court refused to hear its 
case for multiplex requirements, 
FM stations which had been re- 
fused the authority to storecast by 
keeping out commercials during 
broadcasting, can resume. 

Pending a final disposition of the 
stations' original petitions to the 
Appeals Court, these FM stations 
can consume simplexed background 
music: KUTE, Glendale, KDFC, 
San Francisco, and KMLA and 
K R K D, Los Angeles, Calif.; 
WDDS, Syracuse, and WBFM, 
New York, N. Y.: WLDM, Detroit; 
WWDC, Washington; WKJF, 
Pittsburgh, Pa.; WCFM, St. Louis, 
Mo.; WMIT, Chanlatte, N. C.; 
WEAW, Evanston, Ill.; WNAV, 
Annapolis, Md.. and WMMW, 
Meriden, Conn. 

The FCC based its argument to 
compel storecasting on a subsidiary 
(multiplexed) basis by claiming 
that background music transmis- 
sion did not constitt.te broadcast- 
ing. Court of Appeals did not agree 
that the music wi'h the commer- 
cials "beeped" out, was not a 

broadcast service. 
The agency could resume the 

battle to end Ott beeper type back- 
ground music on FM stations. by 
coming up with a different argu- 
ment to compel multiplexing. 
FCC's first ruling aeainst simplex 
operation was in 1955. Court of 
Appeals invalidated the rule by a 

decision in November. 1958.

foreign countries making the Top 
Ten. In 1939, there were three, 
two of them from England and one 
from Czechoslovakia; and in 1959 
there were eight - from England, 
Canada, Germany, France and 
Mexico. 

One of the most revolutionary 
changes in the record picture sin& 
1939, as evidenced by the study, 
is in the publisher - ownership 
field. In '39, the top 70 songs 
were practically all written by full - 
time songwriters and published by 
outside firms; whereas almost 50 
per cent of '59 hit tunes were pub- 
lished by firms owned either by 
the artist or the recording com- 
pany.

Band Leader Heyday 
One of the most interesting as- 

pects of the study is the way it 
highlights the striking changes 
made artist -wise in the recording 
business over the last two decades. 
In 1939, band leaders were at the 
peak of their glory. For example, 
the hit waxings of the 70 songs 
which made the '39 Hit Parade, 
were practically all cut by band- 
leaders. - 

Singers were featured on many 
of the disks, of course, but top 
billing and 'royalties went to the 
maestros. Only á handful of sing- 
ers - Bing Crosby, Andrews Sis- 
ters, Ink Spots, Fats Waller, Bob 
Hope and Nan Wynn - were rep- 
resented; while the band - disk 
list included Tommy and Jimmy 
Dorsey, Artie Shaw, Guy Lom- 
bardo, Glenn Miller, Larry Clin- 
ton, Hal Kemp, Glen Gray, Kay 
Kyser, Jan Savitt, Charlie Barnet, 
Benny Goodman, Red Nichols, Al 
Donahue, Bob Crosby, Horace 
Heidt, Sammy Kaye, Ted Fioriti, 
Eddie Duchin, Woody Herman, 
Wayne King, Ozzie Nelson and 
several others. 

In the forties, singers came into 
their own - Sinatra left Dorsey, 
etc. Today, of course, they dom- 
inate the singles scene. Artists fea- 
tured on hit waxings of the 1959 
Top Ten "Honor Roll" songs in- 
clude 30 male warblers - mostly 
teen -agers - nine groups (includ- 
ing duos), five canaries, and six in- 
strumentalists. Only Chris Barber 
can really be considered a working 
bandleader,' Some of the artists 
work with their own bands, but 
their chief appeal is usually as a 
soloist. 

The longevity of both the artists 
involved and the tunes in '39 is 
pointed up by the study. Altho 
none of the '39 artists has a best- 
selling single at present, virtually 
all of them are still active in the 
record field, and many of them are 

strong sellers in the LP field, par- 
ticularly Glen Gray with his new 
Capitol packages. Memorial pack- 
ages by the late Glenn Miller, 
and Tommy and Jimmy Dorsey, 
Eddie Duchin, etc., are also strong 
sales items in the LP field. 

Of the 70 tunes listed on the 
1939 Hit Parade, at least a third 
are considered standards today - 
"Deep Purple," "I Cried for You," 
"If I Didn't Care," "Jeepers Creep- 
ers," "Moonlight Serenade," "My 
Reverie," "Over the Rainbow," 
"This Can't Be Love," "Wishing," 
etc.

more complete service by running 
our ow.. one -stop." 

Since opening Record City one- 
stop Harold Rietz admits he is 
again seeing dealers "in person" 
that he bas not seen for several 
years. 

"One -stops have cut Into the tra- 
ditional dealer- distributor contacts. 
We were on a 'phantom' basis with 
many of our accounts until we be- 
gan seeing them again in our own 
one -stop." 

"The one -stop" explains Harold 
Rietz, "developed as an offspring 
of a retail operation. They started 
when some aggressive retailers be- 
gan selling singles to juke box op- 
erators at 20 per cent off list price. 
We are going far beyond that. We 
feel we can supply dealers not only 
with singles, but with all the LP's 
that are in demand from both ma- 
jor and independent labels at very 
close to the distributor price. By 
buying from us, dealers can take 
advantage of quantity prices they 
couldn't obtain with their own 
volume." 

Physical Assets 
Physically, the Record City plant 

offers a tremendous contrast to 
other one -stops operating here. It 
is located in a two -story brick 
building, away from parking wor- 
ries, on the west side of town. It 
boasts more display and warehouse 
space than any of its one -stop com- 
petitors here - in fact, it over- 
shadows the size of most of Mil- 
waukee's regular record distribu-

ied one -stop operations In other 
parts of the country. They learned, 
says Harold Rietz, that dealers 
want two basic things from a one - 
stop: (1) A big inventory, and (2) 
fast service on all potential hit 
disks. 

Record City's efficient inventory 
control system provides a fast check 
on the exact status of everything 
in stock. All items are listed in a 
separate master file maintained 
for each label. Daily sales are en- 
tered in the tally sheets, giving Rec- 
ord City a perpetual inventory 
breakdown that reveals stock levels 
and momentum of sales for each 
single or LP at á quick glance. 

Each album in the store is poly - 
wrapped and has a price sticker 
attached to it. These coded stick- 
ers indicate the cost price and the 
date the album was received in 
stock. 

Swap Section 
A "Swap Section" featuring sev- 

eral thousand albums is proving to 
be one of the most interesting in- 
novations. Dealers cull thru the 
"Swap Section" hunting for albums 
they can exchange for their own 
merchandise on a dollar for dollar 
basis. 

According to Harold Rietz, "Ev- 
ery dealer has plenty of LP's in 
stock that he cant's move. in our 
"Swap Section" there may be sev- 
eral dozen albums any dealer will 
gladly exchange for some he now 
has to freshen up his stock. 

How the "Swap Section" oper- 
ates: 

(1) Dealers pay a service charge 
of 10 per cent of the wholesale 
price of each album exchanged. 
This covers the costs of handling 
and store space utilized in the 
"Swap Section," (2) No limit is set 
on the number of albums any dealer 
may select for exchange, (3) al- 
bums are not sorted in the bins 

by types of music, or by label. 
They are segregated according to 
retail list price - in groupings of 
$3.98 -$4.98, etc. (4) All merchan- 
dise brought in for swapping must 
be in top salable condition. 

"The reaction has been excel- 
lent," says Harold Rietz. "Our deal- 
ers tell us this is something they 
have waited to see for a long time." 

At present the "Swap Section" 
is limited to LP's. 

Hinterland Accounts 
A mailing list that covers more 

than 800 accounts goes out weekly 
to dealers and operators in Wiscon- 
sin and Upper Michigan. These 
accounts receive a list from which 
to place their orders for new sin- 
gles and LP's. Results from these 
hinterland mailing contacts is prov- 
ing to be one of the new enter- 
prise's most pleasant surprises, 
claims Harold Rietz. 

Rietz will continue to oversee 
disk sales at both the Taylor Elec- 
tric Company headquarters and 
the new Record City. Bob Mahl, 
Rietz's former assistant, is now 
manager of Record City, and is 
credited with many of the innova- 
tions. Mahl's assistant is another 
veteran Taylor Electric Company 
staffer, Joe Jarmusz. 

Ed Hoffman, a 10 -year man at 
Taylor Electric Company, has been 
promoted to the city sales mana- 
ger's post or the RCA Victor line, 
to ease ome of Harold Rietz's 
work load. Earl Cramer has been 
added to the staff to call on the 
city accounts formerly handled by 
Hoffman. 

According to Harold Rietz sin- 
gles sales to dealers and juke box 
operators still produce the bulk of 
a one -stop's volume. He foresees, 
however, that record labels and dis- 
tributors will soon begin making 
increasing use of one -stops to han- 
dle promotions of packaged mer- 
chandise. 

The ability of a one -stop to do a 
powerful merchandising job with 
LP's was displayed recently by

quest, claiming that all publishers 
had to be treated equally. 

At this point the two writers 
and the AGAC Committee got into 
an involved series of meetings end- 
ing up with Hoffman and Mann- 
ing instructing all their publishers 
to send their royalties directly to 
them instead of to AGAC. The 
AGAC Committee filed charges 
against Hoffman and Manning, 
and the writers sent in their resig- 
nations. 

According to Hoffman, speaking 
for himself and his partner, the duo 
resigned because: "We felt we 
made a mistake in joining the 
plan. It might be good for others, 
but not for us. All publishers we 
deal with are honest, and we didn't 
see why we should pay AGAC 
from $3,000 to $4.000 per year 
for nothing. We hoped that AGAC 
would pick up some royalties for us 
from small publishers or from 
foreign publishers, but it didn't 
work that way." 

When asked by The Billboard if 
they thought the expulsion order 
would hurt them, . Hoffman saidt 
"We don't expect it to affect us at 
all. Our publishers will pay us 
directly, as they used to do. We 
aren't the only ones to pull out," 
Hoffman stated, "there have been 
other withdrawals, and PGAC has 
not expelled them. I can't figure 
why they expelled us, unless it 
was supposed to be some sort of 
punishment for our resigning."

NEW YORK - Stereo -O -Craft 
Records, one of the first labels out 
with stereo 45's (October, 1958), 
is going along with the new seven - 
inch stereo 33, recently issued by 
Columbia Records. Stereo -O -Craft 
will issue a full line of the midget 
stereo 33 disks covering both stand- 
ard and pop tunes.

V rile 26 per cent said sales were burgh and Marks Music Shop of 
definitely up. 

Percentage figures approximated 
this breakdown in all categories 
except EP's. In the latter case, 50 
per cent indicated that business 
was about the same, but close to 
40 per cent said EP sales were 
muc. off the level of a year ago, 
with only 10 per cent showing an 

irprovemelit in EP traffic. 
Over -All Picture Good 

Asked to indicate their general 
over -all level of sale: and profits 
as compared to last year in the 
period covered (August), the deal- 
er presented an even brighter pic- 
ture. In the case of salts, 32 per 
cent said the level was even with 
1958 while 45 per cent noted a 

sales increase. Only 23 per cent 
said sales were off. With profits, 
the picture was virtually the same. 
In other words, almost 80 per cent 
of tin more than 100 dealers cov- 
ered reported both sales and 
profits as good as or better than 
to 1958. 

As might be expected, many of 
the dealers centered their com- 
plaints on the three well -known 
dealer bugaboos, clubs, rack job- 
bers and discounters. Major disk - 
cries were chastised for giving birth 
to clubs and for countenancing 
and encouraging the operations of 
racks and discounters with price 
concessons due to volume of pur- 
chases. 

Regarding the matter of pricing, 
the Stiller Company of Green Bay, 
Wis., recommended that "records 
should be fair traded," Ambassa- 
dor Radio and Records of Los 

Milwaukee, both felt that clubs 
were primarily hurting classical 
sales of dealers. On the matter of 
stereo, a number of stores felt that 
the dual -channel disks had helped 
business. House of Msic, Wichita 
Falls, Tex.. indicated that "Stereo 
has become established and has 
definitely increased our sale of rec- 
ords." On the other hand, Wilson 
Music of Eugene, Ore., pointed out 
that, "due to duplication of inven- 
tory caused by the stereo change - 
o'er, our turnover and profits are 
down." Baker's of Columbus, Ga.; 
reported that "45's and LP's are 
consistent hut the early enthusiasm 
for stereo has died down," 

Other Beefs 
Other assorted grievances had to 

do with "too, much rock and roll," 
(Herbert and Newby, Wichita, 
Kan.): "too many labels and radio 
station surveys," (El Rey Music, 
San Francisco); and the matter of 
return privileges, Kennedy Brownie 
of Maplewood, Mo., declared: 
The manufacturers used to have 

uniform return privileges. Nosy you 
have to buy a minima". of records 
to ret4rn at all. Dealers should be 
able to buy as few or as many 
records as they wish and have a 
'percentage return regardless of 
how few they buy. RCA is espe-

LEGIT REVIEW 

'Along' Bright, Melodious Hit 
There's a new hit musical on Broadway titled "Take Me 

Along," and the strong musical score and the name value of stars 
Jackie Gleason, Walter Pidgeon and Eileen Herlie should keep it 
running for a long time. And the original cast albuni of the score 
(on the RCA Victor label) should easily become a solid- selling 
item thru the Christmas season and for many seasons thereafter. 
The score, penned by Bob Merrill, is both bright and melodious, 
and there is a good chance that the title song, at least, could 
turn into a hit single recording. 

"Take Me Along," is based on Eugene O'Neill's "Ah! Wild- 
erness." The first act, except for the acting of Robert Morse, 
Eileen Herlie and Una Merkel, is more Broadway than O'Neill. 
But by the second act the show becomes less strident, the dancing 
less athletic and stars Jackie Gleason and Walter Pidgeon stop 
playing themselves and dig into the parts of Sid Davis, the 
continual failure, and Nat Miller, the understanding editor and 
father. Not that anyone minds Jackie Gleason being Jackie Glea- 
son. He gets the biggest laughs and the biggest hands, just by 
being his usual affable, comic self. 

Altho Gleason and Pidgeon provide the name power, it is 
the acting - and singing - of young Morse, as the romantic, 
intellectual youth, that pulls the musical back into proper focus 
as the O'Neill play. He is ably aided by Susan Luckey as his 
young sweetheart, and via the striking "Beardsley Ballet" by 
choreographer Onna White in Act H. Perhaps most important of 
all is Merill's score, which is not only one of the superior musical 
scores of the season, but fits both the show and the cast tastefully. 
The songs are tuneful and many are touching. Of them all (and 
there are 14 of them), "Take Me Along," "I Would Die," "Staying 
Young," "That's How It Starts," "Promise Me a Rose," "Little 
Green Snake," "Oh Please" and "But Yours," stand out. 

"Take Me Along" is an enjoyable show. It is not another 
"My Fair Lady" (but then, what is?), but it is happy, and at 
times quite heart -warming musical. The dancing and singing 
of Gleason, Pidgeon, and the Misses Herlie and Merkel, and the 
chorus, plus the acting of Morse and Miss Luckey, add up to a 

satisfying evening. Bob Rolontz.

CARTRIDGE PROGRESS 

Sometimes in talking to manufacturers in our industry, 
ideas spring out. lodge in the mind and refuse to be for- 
gotten. This happened some months ago in a conversation 
with George Fraser, president of Astatic Corporation. They're 
the people who make phonograph pick -up cartridges among 
other things. 

The hard -to- forget idea George Fraser tossed out 
is that improvements in pick -ups have been tremen- 
dous over the past 10 -year period. 

"Do you mean," we asked, "that the Orson with a 10- 
year-old phonograph could improve its performance merely 
by replacing the original cartridge with its present day 
counterpart." 

GET 'EM COLLECTING AGAIN 
"Absolutely," Mr. Fraser said. "Cartridges have 

improved in every way. We've made tremendous ad- 
vances." 

Thinking in terms of dealer profit has become a habit 
with us and there seemed to be a logical extension of George 
Fraser's idea that could mean increased sales of records. 
Consider how many of your customers have a phonograph 
around the house that has been idle for a long time. They've 
gotten out of the habit of record collecting. Could they get 
the habit again if the quality of their phonograph could be 
improved at very little cost to them? It certainly seems 
worth a try. 

Too, you may have many regular customers who 
have not -too-good phonos at home. You can do the 
customer a favor and sell a cartridge (plus service 
charge) at the some time. 

AMOUNT OF PROGRESS 
How greatly have cartridges improved in 10 years? 

Astatic throws out the following statistics. 

"The typical cartridge of 10 years ago," Astadc 
claims, "had a limited frequency range. Th fre- 
quency range and the smoothness of the response 
have improved dramatically. Whereas 10 years ago 
it had a response of 50 to 5,000 cycles per second 
(cps-), many of today's cartridges give smooth re- 
sponse over 50 to 15,000 cps. This enables the lis- 
tener to get playback of higher frequencies in the 
groove. 

"Any necessity for electrical equalization or compensa- 
tion has been eliminated, particularly the ceramic types. 
Another way cartridges have improved is in 'compliance,' 
i.e., their ability to respond readily to the characteristics of 
the record groove. No small factor is the improvement in 
design which has greatly reduced the mass and weight of 
moving parts. In this connection, it's important to remember 
that sonic of these parts have to respond to signals as high 
as 15,000 to 20,000 times a second." 

PRESSURE AND THE NEEDLE 
With today's lightweight pick -up and the re- 

duced tracking pressure of arm, it seems hard to be- 
lieve that 10 years ago cartridges required tracking 
pressures ranging up to 30 grams. (Some of today's 
stereo rigs use as little as two to four grams, while 
phonos go over 10 grams.) The reduced tracking pres- 
sure means much to the consumer In terms of record 
and needle wear. Life of the needle and the record has 
been greatly extended. 

Industrial designers have reason to be appreciative of 
cartridge improvements. Their smaller size enables greater 
flexibility in styling tone arms and the sheets that hold the 
cartridges. Today's tone arms can be slender, streamlined 
and light in weight. 

MATERIALS AND PRICES 
Astatic's engineer, G. A. Morrell, Jr., points out 

that today's cartridges have benefited greatly from 
new materials and manufacturing techniques. Plastics, 
like molded nylon, fill needs of the cartridge designer 
better than previously used materials. 

"In the field of adhesives," Morrell says. "the epoxies, 
known as 'miracle adhesives,' have made a big contribution 
to improvement of modern cartridges." 

With all the changes in value that have taken 
place, cartridge prices are about the same or lower 
than they were. This contrasts with price changes 
that have taken place in many other products. 

THROW 'EM AWAY 

Morrell also makes a strong point of the fact that needle 
and cartridges are designed today as a single. assembly. 
This insures peak performance. 

"Replacement of needles by the user," he said, 
"has been simplified by the introduction of plug -in 
cartridges. The entire cartridge and needle are re- 
placed as a single unit. 

"I find it difficult to see how renewal of the needle and 
cartridge can be made any simpler than it is with the plug -in 
types," be said.

pletely assembled and finished, 
ready for you to mount the com- 
ponents of your choice in the al- 
ready -made cutouts. 

Some cabinets come with space 
in them for speakers while others 
do not. In the case of the latter, 
dealers will find that a pair of 
bookshelf speaker systems, such as 
those from Acoustic Research, Gen- 
eral Electric, KLH or Wharfedale, 
make idea' companions. In most 
cases, it's possible to match the 
finish of speaker enclosure and 
equipment cabinet. The General 
Electric units, for example, can be 
ordered from the manufacturer in 
matching finishes. Artizans can 
supply finishes on its cabinets 
which will match those on KLH, 
AR. and Genera; Electric speakers. 

Component Choice 

The choice of the other compo- 
nents is, of course, up to each 
dealer. There are a number of fac- 
tors Nhich should determine which 
ones to use. Presumably all must 
be top -quality components, and all 
must be matched properly. Have 
you some naked speakers on a shelf 
that you bought on a special deal 
a year or so ago? Why not use 
them, if you're supplying a sepa- 
rate speaker enclosure? Can you 
get a special discount on a name - 
brand amplifier if you buy in quan- 
tity? Why not use it? Have you 
a recently- discontinued tuner -am- 
plifier? It might be just the thing. 

An advantage of doing -it- yourself 
is that you can, if you choose, 
offer your customers the right to 
substitute one or more components. 
Suppose, for example, a prospec- 
tive buyer would prefer a tape 
deck to a record changer. Fine; 
you have only to make a price 
adjustment and make the substitu- 
tion. 

In the event you buy an en- 
closure ready for the insertion of 
components, it's a matter of a good 
deal less than one hour's work for 
a serviceman to install the car- 
tridge in the record changer, place 
the record changer in its cutout, 
insert amplifier and tuner, bolting 
them down, and making all the 
necessary connections. Making the 
cutout or doing the finishing your- 
self involves extra expense and ex- 
tra tinte on the part of employees. 
Small retailers may prefer to have 
the manufacturer do the work, 
rather than sacrifice precious time. 

Proper promotion on your part 
can make the components console 
a real traffic builder. Feature it 
in your newspaper advertising. 
Place it promenently in window 
displays. Give it prominence on 
the selling floor. As an added 
touch to identify it with your store, 
why not apply a decal of your 
store name or logotype to the back 
of the set, where the buyer will be 
sure to see it? In lots of several 
hundred, small decals cost only a 
cent or two apiece. The classified 
telephone directory of most major 
cities lists a number of suppliers. 

In advertising the set, there are 
two points you should make. One 
is that the console you're adver- 
tising is available at your store 
only. No other dealer in your com- 
munity is likely to offer an identical 
set. The other is that it consists of 
top -notch parts. Don't be afraid to 
point out that there's an X brand 
tuner in it, or a Y brand changer. 
Let the component manufacturers' 
advertising help you. 

What are the sales arguments 
in favor of this type of component 
system? For one thing, the man 
of the house can have the best of 
everything in a components system. 
His wife can have it neatly put 
ou, of sight in an attractive cabi- 
net. Newcomers to high fidelity 
can avoid the job of selecting first 
an amplifier, then a changer, then 
a cartridge and so on. Purists will 
approve the separation of book - 
shelf speaker from the rest of the 

equipment - a feature which 
makes it possible to adjust controls 
or change records from chairside, 
rather than having to get up and 
do it from a point ouside the lis- 
tening area.

ticket sales brought in $91,415. With $217.475 paid at the gate, total 
admissions brought in $308.890. In 1958 the total was $318,266. Of 
this latter figure, $233,565 came in at the gate and $84,701 in advance 
sales. 

Only the Roy Rogers' grandstand show wan. unaffected by the 
decline. It drew $46,751 to top the four previous years. Only the 
1955 show, which grossed $42,592 came within range of the figure. 
Ricky Nelson pulled $40,802 at the Coliseum; Rosemary Clooney 
brought in $34,122 and Art Linkletter grossed $8,419. 

Receipts from the carnival and concessions showed $82,687 this 
year as compared with $69,466 in '58. The horse show gross, $29,371, 
was sharply below last year when the show, plus Arthur Godfrey, took 
in $55,847. In '57 the figure was $29,645. In '56, also with Godfrey, 
it was $45,490, while in '55 the total was $32.649. 

Carter Concessions has been awarded another three -year contract 
with the pact calling for 15 per cent of the gross on two restaurants 
and 30 per cent of hawked wares in the grandstand. Golding Con- 
cessions was awarded a one -year contract for the Service Building at 
12.5 per cent of the gross and a three -year contract for the Manu- 
facturer's Building and the Rustic Cafe.

.Iiyck Hotel here, James Carey, of the Division of Agriculture and Mar- 
kets, reports. 

S. C. State May Become 
Year -Round Center 

COLUMBIA, S. C. -A decision is expected to be reached shortly 
on the question of whether or not the South Carolina State Fairgrounds 
will be converted into a year -round city and exhibition center. 

If plans are successful, the ultimate program calls for the 100 - 
acre tract to be the site of a city auditorium and a city coliseum in 
addition to general replacement and improvement of buildings for use 
of the annual State Fair. 

Involved in the proposed transaction is the conveyance of the 
title to the land back to the city from the Fair Association (State 
Agricultural and Mechanical' Society of South Carolina). 

The Fair Association, on the other hand. would receive exclusive 
.use of the property for four weeks a year. and also receive a fully 
developed 100 -acre training ground for race horses. 

The Fair Association and the City of Columbia made tentative 
agreements at the annual meeting of the Fair Association last year 
when the association's executive committee directed a sub -committee 
to conduct a study with city representatives and make recommendations. 

N. C. Nurserymen Contribute 
- State Fair Landscape Project 

RALEIGH -A long -needed landscaping project has been under- 
taken at the State Fairgrounds here, with the State's florists and 
nurserymen contributing all the plantings. Around 3,000 plants, shrubs 
and trees have been installed, promising to provide beauty and foliage 
in years to come. As older buildings along the highway frontage are 
removed, hundreds of additional plants will be 'required to finish the 
beautification project. Twenty -one núrseries participated in the joint 
donation, valued by the North Carolina Nurserymen's Association 
at $16,000. 

Brandon, Man., Ex 
Reports $1,154 Profit 

BRANDON, Man. -A profit of $1,154 was recorded on this 
year's show, F. O. Meighen, president of the Provincial Exhibition of 
Manitoba, reported to the annual directors' meeting. 

Altho gate receipts were up 9 per cent, attendance was disappoint- 
ing, said R. M. Hopper, a director.

New Type Show Clicks 
By TOM PARKINSON 

SECOND OF THE NEW Start Your Own Business shows 
produced by George Arons and George Richman of Enterprise, 

Inc., has been completed in the International Amphitheater, Chicago, 
and it has been termed a success. There was much interest when the 
first of these shows was tried in New York. The Chicago show 
showed a 50 per cent increase as the booth sales climbed to 90. 
Attendance was termed good for a first -time try so far as number is 
concerned. And it was declared very good so far as action is concerned. 
The people who came were there not to he entertained but to invest in 
new business, and exhibitors were pleased with the amount of business 
they wrote, according to Arons. 

Franchise organizations are the backbone of the show. These range 
widely from sign equipment people to drive -in hamburger chains to 
income tax service houses to dime stores and more. Arons relayed 
word from some of them that they had done in one show what it 
might take several years to accomplish thru other means. This is 
largely because the show is about the only media in which they can 
contact concentrations of people Interested in new businesses. Arons 
feels that the franchise way of doing business is booming and that it will 
not reach its peak for many years. While there is a great and growing 
number of franchisers and others who are prime prospects for this kind 
of show, there is one type of problem beginning to show up. That is 
that there is a limit to what some franchisers have to sell. After they 
have sold rights in all territories, they can only fill the few vacancies 
that occur. But Arons points out that for purposes of the show, it 
should not be difficult to find more than enough new exhibitors to 
replace those few that fill their own needs and drop out. 

Enthused about the show just completed, he outlined plans for the 
future. January 29- February 2 will be the second annual show in the 
New York Coliseum. The first Start Your Own Business Show in Los 
Angeles will be May 19 -23 at the Shrine Exhibition Hall. And the 
second Chicago showing will be October 5 -8, 1960, at the Amphi- 
theater. Other cities? Probably not for at least three years, Arons 
states. There is a good chance they will produce shows then in two 
other cities, but then not on an annual basis. The Chicago show drew 
attendance from coast to coast. The New York show draws from a 
wide area: the Los Angeles show is expected to do the same, so there is 
a minimum need for more editions. 

Union of Intl Fairs Told 
Of U. S. Trade Show Market 

CHARLES SNITOW was the first representative of a North Amer- 
ican country to attend the annual session of the Union of 
International Fairs at Zagreb, Yugoslavia, as a member. Snitow 
is president of the U. S. Trade Fair, held in the New York 
Coliseum. He carried messages of greeting from President Eisenhower 
and New York's Mayor Wagner. The union consists of the 38 major 
international sample fairs of the world. 

Trade expositions, Snitow pointed out, are among the most vital 
media in the U. S. for sale and distribution of products, introduction 
of new materials, and presentation of newly developed processes and 
services. The number of these shows has increased from 900 in 1946 
to more than 3,000 specialized trade fairs in the U. S. today, he added, 
and estimated that more than 53,000,000,000 is spent annually on ex- 
hibition space, displays and other show costs. Volume of business done 
also runs well into the billions. 

The Union of International Fairs works in close co- operation with 
the International Chamber of 'Commerce. Its members include interna- 
tional fairs in Barcelona, Brussels, Casablanca, Cologne, Izmir, Han- 
over, Leipzig, Lyons, Milan, Munichm Osaka, Stockholm, Thessa- 
lonika, Tokyo, Tunis, Utrecht, Vienna and Zagreb, as well as the 
U. S. World Trade Fair in New York City.

Veteran fair officials said 
this was the first time in history 
that the same show has been booked 
for 12 straight years. 

The show train left Sunday (25) 
for Jacksonville, Fla., for a pre- 
date engagement, and will close 
the season at the Gator Bowl at 
th, Greater Jacksonville Fair, start- 
ing November 11. 

Claude Sechrest, business man- 
ager, said concessions had a good 
play when weather permitted. Con- 
cession space on the midway was 
about 280 feet over the 1,800 feet 
in 1958.

Pan Candies Best for Adult 
Locations) Advises Operator 

By GEORGE METZGER 
PHILADELPHIA -T he best 

place to vend pan candies is at a 
stop frequented by adults. 

That is the opinion of Manny 
Rake, owner of the Rake Coin 
Machine Exchange here, one of the 
real veterans of the bulk vending 
business. 

"There are several reasons for 
this," Rake explained. "First of all, 
a kid usually goes for the machine 
with charms mixed in with the fill 
and since the price of candy is so 
much higher than guns, the opera- 
tor can't afford to mix charms in 
with his pan candies. 

No Kids 
"Therefore, the kid stops are out 

and the candies are usually limited 
to adult stops," he said. 

"Then, too, the adult doesn't 
usually want gum. He wants some- 
thing to eat, a sweet. In addition 
to this, the adult has more money 
to spend than a kid." 

This points up to the fact that a 

ball of gum is something a kid buys 
because he only has a penny and 
wants something he can chew on 
for a while. 

As Manny puts it, "an adult can 
throw down 10 or more pieces of 
candy and not feel' it. You can 
only eat one or two gum balls at a 

stretch." 
Rake said pan candies are usu- 

ally put in racks at chain stores. 
"This is to give the operator a

variety and a wider choice," he 
said. He could not use all the same 
kind of fill in six machines. Besides, 
a lot of mothers going into a store 
won't let their children chew gum 
but will let them buy a few cents 
worth of candy." 

What kind of locations are the 
best for pan candy? 

I'd say industrial plants and 
bowling alleys," Rake replied. "Per- 
sonally. I'm trying to line up some 
shops right now. If I do, I'll use 
pan candy in them."

BULK TRADE 
FEELS STEEL 
STRIKE LAST 

PHILADELPHIA - Many 
businesses across the country 
have felt the effects of the 
steel strike. Included in these 
is the amusement machine in- 
dustry. But this is not true of 
the bulk vending field. "Our 
business would be the last to 
feel a strike," said Manny 
Rake, of the Rake Coin Ma- 
chine Exchange here. "You 
might even say ours is a de- 
pression business. It seems we 
always do good when times 
are tough," Rake went on. 
"People just hang around and 
have to do something, and 
when the kids want money for 
candy, the parents can't afford 
a dime or nickel, so they give 
them a penny. The kids go 
out and put the pennies in the 
bulk machines," he said. 
"That's what they seem to be 
doing now in the strike areas." 

Manny points out another thing 
the penny candy has going for it at 
places frequented by older clientele. 

"Most of the candy bars in the 
machines are a dime now," he said. 
"Maybe the person wants some 
candy but doesn't want to spend 
that much for it. He'll use the 
penny machines if they're there." 

One Problem 
There is one big problem con- 

nected with vending pan candies. 
It is the fact that the best selling 
items cannot be stocked in the 
summertime. And this is the best 
selling season. 

"The best moving fills we have 
here in pan candies are Hershey - 
ettes and Leaflets." Rake explained. 
"But we can not use these or any 
other item that will melt in the hot 
months. 

"Therefore, we have to take them 
out in the summer and use licorice 
bits, baked beans or some hard - 
shelled covered candy." 

Best Seller 
Rake said the best selling item 

used to be M &M candy all year 
round. But the high price of them 
forced him to stop handling them. 

"The operators just couldn't af- 
ford to buy them," he said. "You 
can't expect a bulk operator to 
purchase the candy for the same 
price as a store owner and then 
still hand out a commission. He 
would end up with nothing. 

"When putting in a fill of candy 
or nuts," Rake continued. "the op- 
erator has to figure on clearing at 
least 50 cents a pound to make 
anything at all. With M &M's, this 
was impossible." 

Cum 
Manny said the operator makes 

twice as much on gum than he does 
on pan candy. 

"Nothing compares with ball 
gum," he said. "I'd put in two gum 
machines for every one of candy 
at the general locations. It moves 
that much better." 

The one big drawback lo,candy 
is maintenance, according to Rake, 
"Using candy as a fill means more 
work for the op cleaning his ma- 
chines," he said. "Sometimes it can 
get awful messy." 

Charms 
As for charms. Rake said it is 

pretty tough moving them in this 
area. 

Like everyone else in the busi- 
ness, Manny woul like to see some- 
thing come back that would "make 
a lot of money." Just what, rho, he 
is honest to confess. he doesn't 
know. 

'There is one thing which I think 
would be a terrific item," Rake 
said after pondering a moment. "It 
is a seven -eighth size peanut butter 
center. 

Not Out 
"I saw it at a show last May, but 

the firm never came out with it," 
he went on. "But I'm waiting pa- 
tiently for it. 1 think it would go 
real well,"

TRAVELLING MAN 

V. R. Addington Route 
Cuts Thru Three Stales 

DALLAS - Two bulk vending 
routes covering more than a thou- 
sand miles each and a third route 
embracing two Louisiana parishes 
make V. R. Addington, of Dallas, a 
much travelled man. If his 2,000 
machines were spaced evenly it 
would amount, roughly, to a ma- 
chine eery mile. 

In addition to the mileage the 
two long routes traverse some of 
the most rugged (and most beauti- 
ful) country in the United States. 
But, despite the apparent hard- 
ships, Addington finds his business 
to be not only profitable but inter- 
esting. 

Until five years ago it is unlikely 
that Addington would have been 
able t., tell a charm machine from 
a Vanguard rocket. He was well 
situated in the building and real 
estate business in Dallas and had 
no intentions of invading a wild 
stretch of the Southwest to carve 
out a new business. 

Sister Starts Things 
Then his sister p' rchased 200 

ball gum and charm machines of 
the penny type and went into busi- 
ncV in the Dallas area. Addington 
soon found himself covering the 
stops and what he found out about 
the business interested him very 
much. 

In 1947 he had moved the 30 
miles from his native McKinney, 
Tex., to Dallas. Prior to entering 
the Coast Guard during World 
War II he had been an account- 
ant. Consequently, this complicat-

ed phase of the bulk vending busi- 
ness bothered him not one iota. 
In the building and real estate field 
competition was keen. The area he 
was eying for a bulk vending ma- 
chine business was virtually virgin 
territory. 

If you are interested in what a 

1,000 -mile route looks like take 
down your atlas and flip to the 
map of Oklahoma. Almost in the 
south -center of the state is the town 
of Ada. Let your eye travel east- 
ward to the Arkansas line and you 
see the territory Addington covers 
on this one route. 

.\lap Study 

Then, flip back to the map of 
Arkansas and look over the entire 
southwestern portion as far east as 
El Dorado and as far north as Hot 
Springs and you have an idea of 
tilt size of the second Addington 
route. 

These two routes are for the 
most part in the great big middle 
of the Ouachita Mountains where 
the chances of meeting wild game 
are more likely than meeting peo- 
ple. 

Route No. 3 -750 machines -is 
located in East Baton Rouge Parish 
and West Baton Rouge Parish in 

Louisiana. Coverage here is rela- 
ti"ely sinople. It takes two weeks 
compared to a total of seven to 
eight weeks to cover the two big 
routes. 

How does ne man -with some 
help from his partner, Morris Ad- 
dington, a cousin -cover this mas- 
sive territory? According to V. R. 
Addington it is relatively simple. 
Organization is the answer. 

Cousin Helps 
The Baton Rouge route poses no 

great problems. Addington works 
this route with his cousin Morris. 
Usually he works the other two 
routes alone. 

"We keep an apartment in Baton 
Rouge," he says, "and we use this 
apartment as a tiling place, a re- 
pair shop and a place to stay when 
we are working this area. The 
spot, are fairly close together." 

Approximately 65 per cent, or 
about 1,300 of the machines used 
on the routes are I -cent ball and 
charm machines. The others are 
5-cent charms with the exception 
of 2G or 25 quarter charm ma- 
chines. 

Calls Dallas Home 
Addington returns to his home in 

Dallas e "'ery weekend. This af- 
fords him a permanent location for 
bookkeeping and machine repair. 
The firm, called A & A Vending 
Service, has offices in Addington's 
home. While on the road he uses 
motels. 

"In the evenings I usually fill 
enough globes to keep me going 
for a couple of hours after I start 
out," he says. "When these are 
used up I stop by the side of the 
road and fill some more. It is a 
waste of time to try filling the 

globes at the location or at your 
car near the location because peo- 
ple are curious and it takes time 
answering questions. Pennies I 

count in bulk but wrap nickels and 
usually pay commissions with nick- 
els since most locations will take 
the nickels." 

Addington uses two types of 
multiple vendors -the three in a 
row and six on two tiers. On the 
two -tier racks the nickel charms

AN EXCEPTION? 

Here's One 'Blue Sky Swindle 
With Happy Ending for Operator 

COLLINSVILLE, III. - W. C. 
Murray started in the bulk vending 
business by accident. "I fell for one 
ofthose business opportunity ads, 
paying $20 each for $10 machines," 
he said. 

Unlike many others, however, 
Murray made the business pay and 
today points to a top route of 350 
to 400 machines with pride. 

He's developed a special success 
formula, too, centered around sani- 
tation and machine cleanliness, 
which he feels not only builds lo- 
cation confidence but boosts sales 
as well. 

Booster 
Murray, who recently celebrated 

his 60th birthday, is an enthusiastic 
booster of the bulk vending indus- 
try. He spends most of his spare 
time working to improve his route 
and equipment. His machines vend 
ball guns and charms for a penny 
along with a few capsule and 
cashew machines set at a nickel. 

Thinking back, however, Murray 
says it wasn't always easy. He 
started with 20 machines -all over- 
priced -and it took a while to get 
out of the hole. He credits Roy 
Becker, a St. Louis bulk operator, 
with helping him learn the ropes. 
"I doubt if I would have really 
known what to do without Roy's 
help," Murray recalls. 

In the past few years, Murray 

has kept his route fairly stable is 
size, but in the near future he ex- 
pects to "really expand," he said. 

The Collinsville operator services 
his route by carrying with him 
clean, packed globes. Like a great 
many bulk men, he pays the loca- 
tion owner a percentage which 
averages about 25 per cent. He said 
he uses a penny scale in weighing 
the money at the locations. , 

His route extends to several sec- 
tions of outstate Illinois. Some of 
his spots have as many as six ma- 
chines on a stand, and several have 
installations of four machines. His 
pride, however, is a 10- machine in- 
stallation at the Auburn Theater, 
near Springfield, III. 

Murray and his wife have two 
children. Their son, William, 37 
years old, lives at home. The daugh- 

ter, Mrs. Marcell Verbois, also lives 
in Collinsville. The Verboises have 
two small sons. 

Has Help 
Some of the work of cleaning 

the equipment and filling the globes 
for Murray's route is done by his 
son and wife. Murray's son makes 
it a practice of going thru the 
pennies in search of old coins that 
may be valuable. He has found 
some old ones, but none of much 
value, Murray said. "Money that 
constantly is in circulation is not 
generally of extra value," he said.

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IRS Ruling Faces 1st Federal Court Test in Kansas 
By LEE SHEPPEARD 

TOPEKA, Kan.-Kansas amusement machine operator 
Stanley Tennant has agreed to deliver one of his pinball 
machines December 8 to a federal judge's courtroom in 
Kansas City, Kan. 

There the Internal Revenue Service will "seize" the 
machine, giving the court an opportunity to rule on Ten - 
nant's challenge of the recent IRS regulation making cer- 
tain pinball machines gambling devices per se. 

In asking for a federal court injunction against enforce- 
ment of the $250 gaming device tax on this basis. Tennant 
is challenging both the "per se" provision and the right 
of seizure. 

70 Machines 
Tennant, with about 70 machines affected by the new 

provisions, has purchased no gambling tax stamps. He 

says the court has ordered IRS not to molest his machines 
until his challenge is decided, "unless, of course, there is 
other evidence the machines are used for gambling." 

Tennant reports he started the challenge "to protect 
my own interests," but that other operators in this area 
and the Music Operators of America have expressed 
interest. 

His suit charges the new provision is unconstitutional 
because it applies to a machine fitting the specifications 
"whether in truth or in fact the machine is used for 
gambling." 

Seizure 
It also challenges the government's right to deprive 

an operator of his property by seizure, when the location 
owner and not the operator is responsible for buying the 
$250 tax stamp. 

Seizure of one machine was agreed upon in court as a 

means to get straight to the issue involved. Judge Arthur 
J. Stanley Jr. will rule on whether the seizure is legal 
after it has taken place.' 

"This 'per se' deal just gives the government too much 
leeway," Tennant told a Billboard correspondent. 

Pennsylvania Case 
Tennant's attorney, Ernest Rice, said the Kansas case 

and one in Pennsylvania are the only court challenges he 
has been able to discover since the new regulation was dis- 
tributed Sepfember 9. However, the Pennsylvania case 
is on the State level. 

District Attorney Wilbur Leonard said the Kansas IRS 
office reports several other operators have already bought 
the stamps, including Kansas City and Wichita firms. 

Attorneys for both sides said the decision may be 
appealed no matter which way it goes.

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West Germany Moves in on British Coin Market 
By OMER ANDERSON 

West Germany's coin machine industry is girding 
for a slam -bang battle to captureand sew up the British 
market against the hot American competition stimulated 
by the liberalization of British currency controls. 

The Germans are: (1) Forging new British dealer re- 
lationships and strengthening old ties to the British market; 
(2) introducing additional German coin machine products 
to the U. K. market; (3) devising new ways of catering to 
British clientele. 

Britain is fast sweeping all currency controls 
and import restrictions under the rug. The latest 
barrier to fall is the importation of games. 

In this connection, the Board of Trade is freely issu- 
ing licenses for the importation of coin games. Example: 
U.K. distributing firms, including Phonographic Equip- 
ment, Ltd.; Ruffler and Walker, Ltd., and Northern and 
Midland Phonographic, Ltd., have been granted dollars 
and other foreign currencies totaling more than 510.000 
each for the importation of coin games over the next 
three months. 

The decision to cancel currency quotas for holiday 
travel abroad is very nearly the final step toward the 

freeing of the British pound. The British market sood 
will be wide-open for U. S. coin machines. 

Moreover, the establishment of subsidiaries in 
Ireland by U. S. firms, notably the Shannon Airport 
enterprise of International Dynamic Industries, 
Ltd., has alarmed the Germans. 

Here are typical German moves of recent weeks de- 
signed to secure the British market against the influx of 
U. S. equipment: 

Walter Talk, of U.T.A. Coin Game enterprises of 
Magstadt, near Stuttgart, has licensed Maslen Electronics, 
of Queens Road, Brighton, to assemble its full line of 
children's coin games. The main gante is Bimbo Box, 
a tape-operated, animated juke with either 52 or 200 
children's music tracks, to each of which toy . animals at 
the top of the box perform to the music. 

Thomas Bergman & Sons have collaborated 
with Reading Automatic Machines, Ltd., to pro- 
duce the Courtier coin-operated background music 
system incorporating the Bergmann Symphonie .SO- 
selection juke mechanism. 

Beromat G.m.b.H., of West Berlin, a subsidiary of 

Wulff Aparatebau, is introducing its new line of Harmonie 
juke boxes into the the United Kingdom thru the George 
Whitaker organization. 

NSM has just produced its 10,000th Fanfare juke 
box and shipped it to Britain, which is the No. 1 export 
market for the Bingen concern (whose distributor in 
Britain is also George Whitaker). 

There are now around 16,000 juke boxes in 
Britain. The juke box has attained such economic 
stature in British life that the Financial Times, 
Britain's leading financial newspaper, was moved 
recently to survey its present impact and future 
prospects. 

The Financial Times concluded that Britain can ab- 
sorb 100,000 juke boxes; that there is a similar vast mar- 
ket (or coin games. In fact, some experts, both in Ger- 
many and Britain, believe the coin game ultimately may 
have a vaster future in Britain than the juke box. The 
coin game is regarded as a natural to spruce up and 
revitalize the British pub, whose dart games have been 
losing out to television. 

The German industry's battle to stay top dog in the

Canteen Acquires W. German Juke Box 
Mfr. in Bid for European Market 

CHICAGO - The Automatic 
Canteen Company of America, the 
nation's largest vending machine 
operator and parent company of 
AMI, Inc., and the Rowe Manu- 
facturing Company, Inc., has ac- 
quired one of the leading European 
juke box manufacturers as the first 
step in a major European expan- 
sion program. 

In a joint announcement last 
week, Nathaniel Leverone, Can- 
teen chairman, and Arnold M. 
Johnson. Canteen president. dis- 
closed that Automatic Canteen has 
purchased the Tonomat Company 
of Frankfurt, Germany, and that 
Tonomat will manufacture for sale 
in the European Common Market, 
and for sonne countries outside the 
Common Market, the complete line 
of automatic phonographs pro- 
duced in America by AMI and the 
complete vending machine line pro- 
duced here by Rosste. 

Current plans call for the con- 
tinued manufacture of Tonomat, 
a German 200 -selection machine 
styled closely along American lines, 
as well as the AMI. It is consid- 
ered highly unlikely, tho, that the 
Tonornat will be exported to the 
United States. 

Rowe Line 
While Rowe is known to Ameri- 

can juke box operators primarily 
as the manufacturer of a widely 
accepted 20- selection cigarette ma- 
chine, the firm is also a leader in 
the full -line vending business, and 
it makes hot and cold drink ma- 

chines as well as hot food, gum, 
candy and pastry units. 

The announcement of the Tono- 
mat acquisition canne after Lever - 
one and Johnson had completed a 
five -week tour of Europe. They 
were accompanied by J. Patrick 
Lannan. Canteen's financial con- 
sultant and a member of the board 
and the executive committee. 

According to Johnson, Canteen 
has started construction to triple 
the size of the Tonomat plant in 
Frankfurt. and it has acquired 
200.000 square feet for expansion. 

Johnson added that Microtecnia, 
a large manufacturer in Turin, 
Italy, has begun delivery of the 
AMI automatic phonographs which 
it has been licensed to produce. 
He said that the demand has been 
heavy. 

Background Music 
Microtecnia is not the only Eu- 

ropean plant producing AMt's un- 
der license. The firm also has a 
licensing agreement in Great 
Britain for AMI background music 
equipment. 

Rowe vending equipment. for 
sale in the United Kingdom and 
the sterling area, is now being 
made under license by the Hawker 
Siddley group of England, The 
British firm began tooling in June. 

The Canteen expansion plan al- 
so includes setting up distributor 
organizations. Already operating 
in the United Kingdom is the Rowe 
Automatic Merchandising Com- 
pany, Ltd., which is owned jointly 

with Camp Bird, Ltd., another large 
British concern. Distributing op- 
erations in various other countries 
are in the process of being or- 
ganized. 

Leverone pointed out that before 
a manufacturing operation can be 
successful, markets miust be cre- 
ated by setting up distributors. He 
added that market tests are under 
way in Germany, England and 
Sweden. 

Johnson said that the potential 
for manufacturing and distributing 
in France is great and that studies 
for lining up plants and distribu- 
tion facilities there are already un- 
der way. 

"The population of Common 
Market countries alone," he ex- 
plained, "approximates that of the 
United States. Also, employment 
is high in Britain and all of Europe, 
and the fact is that automatic 
vending has not progressed nearly 
to the point it has in the United 
States. 

Untapped Market 
"Of special interest to us is the 

industrial plant market in Europe, 
which is virtually untapped and 
which offers excellent opportuni- 
ties following the basic pattern we 
have successfully introduced and 
implemented here in America. 

"I expect to see our total vending 
sales in Europe -both of machines 
and on goods sold thru our ma- 
chines -reach $25 to 550 million 
annually within a very few years," 
he said. 

Wurlitzer Lands Leading U. K. Distrib

LONDON - Britain's biggest 
phonographic story of the year 
broke on October 26 with the an- 
nouncement that Phonographic 
Equipment (1958). Ltd., has de- 
cided to sever its connection of five 
years' standing with A.M.I. (G.B.), 
Ltd., and the Bal -Ami juke box. 
They have switched to Wurlitzer 
as importer -distributors, with still 
wider territory than before. Their 
first shipment of Wurlitzer juke 
boxes arrives from America by fast 
passenger liner in a fete days. 

The news was released on Mon- 
day by Cyril Shack, of Phono- 
graphic Equipment (1958), Ltd. He 
said: "We are severing our long 
association with A.M.I. (G.B.), 
Ltd., with some reluctance. and we 
are parting good friends. But owing 
to present -day conditions of the 
highly competitive market in Brit- 

ain, we have decided to import 
Wurlitzer machines direct from the 
U. S. at prices that will appeal to 
operators, large and small." 

Phonographic Equipment. thru 
its three directors. Cyril Shack, 
Max Fine and Gordon Marks, 
wasted no time in tying with Wur- 
litzer. In a matter of hours they 
had organized the first Wurlitzer 
deliveries on the Trans -Atlantic 
phone. A large suns of money in 
dollars was deposited by Fine in an 
American bank, and a substantial 
passenger shipment of Wurlitzer's 
104's and 200's (monaural and 
stereophonic) is arriving in a few 
days. 

Room for All 

There is roost for full. controlled 
distribution of all main American 
boxes here. Bal -Ami are so well 
established that they will soon be 

as strong as ever again in London 
and the South. 

The three men who run Phono- 
graphic Equipment do so as tho 
it were a one -man show. They are 
Cyril Shack, Max Fine and Gordon 
Marks, directors of the company. 

They have been in the juke box 
business for just over five years. 
Fine is 43, Marks is 34 and Shack 
is 31. Marks was in wholesale re- 
frigerating and Shack and Fine 
were in the food business before 
they got together to form Phono- 
graphs Equipment, Ltd. It came 
about in this way: In addition to 
retailing food, Shack was a director 
of a finance house which handled 
H.P. for Gordon's business. When 
an opportunity arose for Marks 
to go into juke boxes, he got to- 
gether with Shack, and they started 
in a modest way with one or two 
boxes. Finding the possibilities for

Pathe Gets North American 
Rights for Italian Video Juke

ROME - Cinebox, the motion 
picture juke box developed in Italy 
by S.I.F. (Societa Internazionale 
Fonovisione, Via Torino, 40) and 
Pathe News. Inc., have signed an 
agreement here whereby American 
and Canadian manufacture rights 
for the device will be taken over 
by the latter which will make 
available its 1,200 musical shorts 
for use in the boxes thruout the 
world. 

Barnett Glassman, president of 
Pathe News, and Dr. Palo Nistri 

and Angelo Bottani, of S.I.F., 
signed the agreement. The Cinebox 
is an automatic instrument which is 
the first such device ever developed 
to have a selector for 40 different 
musical subjects, allowing simul- 
taneous listening and viewing on 
insertion of a coin or token. 

It has a 17 -inch screen similar 
to a TV set and instead of records 
contains films which run from two 
and one -half to three minutes with 
magnetic sound track on 16ntm.

Hemple began the meetings several months ago when he decided 
that the best way to cut operating costs was to have his staff instructed 
in efficient operation and repair of music machines. As an instructor, 
he bröught in Nick Lanzy, of American Coin Machine, a firm which 
specializes in repairs. 

The best way to make money is to see that machines work 
efficiently and reduce service calls," Hemple said. "This year our 
gross is up over 1958 but . the trouble is increasing operating costs." 

Informal 
When Hemple held his first instruction .meeting, it was quite 

Informal with his wife, Ruth, making sandwiches. Coffee and other 
beverages were served. For the recent meeting, Hemple took over one 
of the banquet rooms at the restaurant. 

While dinner was served, Hemple introduced those attending. 
They included, in addition to Lanzy, Emil and Harriet Perrier, who 
are associated in First National; Patricia Pinero, Glenn and Wayne 
Wolcott, operators; Duane Butts, operator; Harry and Martha Rowe, 
Jim and Lorraine Young, Everett and Irma McClellan and Linda Den- 
nison, of the service department. Mrs. Hemple and Joanne Grosskopf, 
of the Hemple letter shop, handle the strips and public relations 
mailings. 

"The purpose of this meeting can be summed up in one word- 
Money," Hemple said. He pointed out that First National was one of 
the oldest in the San Fernando area. Hemple emphasized that it was 
the policy of his firm to hire family .men for their stability. 

Family Men 
"And as we have family men, we want to set our hours to give 

them time to be home -yet do the job," Hemple continued. "This is 
our problem -to take care of the required work and yet have some 
time to spend with the family. Clean machines will do much in that 
direction." 

Because of the informality, the matter of upgrading routes was 
almost a conversation among Hemple, Glenn Wolcott and Duane Butts.

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West Germany Moves in on British Coin Market

British market has fostered this significant development: 
Germany is concentrating more and more on the produc- 
tion of completely German -designed- and -produced equip- 
ment: In the main, this development reflects growing 
German confidence that this country's industry can stand 
on its own feet in competition with American producers: 
can in fact best them at anything in the electronics field. 

Take Beromat's Harmonie, which underwent 
eight months of testing before being unveiled in 
Britain. Harmonie comes in 120 -selection console 
and wall models and a 200-selection console. All 
models are available in stereo sound. 

Harmonie is the first line of juke boxes ever pro- 
duced with air conditioning for tropical countries. The 
air conditioning is controlled by thermostat, and the idea 
Is to prevent disks from warping. 

The Harmonie changer is vertical, as in the Seeburg 
machine, but with a different type of mechanism. More- 
over, Harmonie conies equipped with a platter popularity 
meter. 

Never have the Germans wooed the British 
trade with greater ardor. Service between the two 
countries is, as German coinmen boast, "almost 
instantaneous." Most shipments of machines and 
parts are now air freighted. 

It pays off, as is illustrated by the history of relations 
between Thomas Bergmann of Hamburg and Bergmann's 
British distributor, Reading Automatic Machines, Ltd. 

Reading was an unknown company at Bracknell, 
Berkshire, when, in 1958, it imported 10 of Bergmann's 
Symphonie jukes. Reading recently imported the 750th 

Symphonie. "And we have hardly scratched the surface," 
insists Peter Law, who heads Reading. "altho we have 
a turnover of around S3 million a year." 

Law became preoccupied with the problem of 
juke box criticism, criticism of the juke box's garish 
exterior and its strident music. The Briton con- 
cluded that, for specific locations and purposes, 
the juke box should be toned down and dressed up. 
His idea was a rich console -type box, long on 
mahogany and shunning chrome and neon lights, 
a box of distinction which would play intimate 
background music. 

The result is the Courtier, developed by Reading 
with assistance from the Bergmann firm. 

Such Johnny -on- the -spot service pays off. The Cour- 
tier has become a big British success, and Reading is push- 
ing the Symphonic hard. 

Reading moves 36 Symphonies every week. 
Two aircraft arrive every Saturday, crammed with 
Symphonies. At Gatwick, the London commercial 
air freight airport, the planes are met by Reading's 
four -ton trucks equipped with tail- lifts. From Gat- 
wick the German jukes are sped to the Reading 
plant, checked and distributed to Reading's opera- 
tors every Monday morning. 

How serious is the threat of American competition in 
the British market to the German industry? Opinion 
varies widely among German coinmen (and among British 
coinmen, too). 

One school holds that American prices, plus duty, 
shipping and purchase tax will restrict U. S. imports de- 

spite currency liberalization. However, another school 
insists American producers will find ways to best Germais 
competition. 

There is wide agreement that American com- 
petition in second -hand equipment is more of an 
Immediate challenge than in new products. U. S. 
producers still lead the Germans comfortably, it 
is argued, in styling and mechanical development. 

Some of the more astute figures in the German coin 
machine field anticipate still another development -the 
development of a British coin machine industry eventually 
challenging both the German and U. S. industries. 

It is too much to hope for, they argue, that the British 
will sit back and permit the virtually virgin British coin 
machine field to be carved up between the German and 
Americans. 

In fact, the first completely British- manufac- 
tured juke -the Chantal -has just gone into pro- 
duction at the Bristol factory. The Chantal has a 
revolutionary space-ship design. It is being pro- 
duced by Franchay, Ltd., a firm doing precision 
engineering for the aircraft and nuclear energy 
fields. 

The Chantal 200 is a naturalized British box. Its 
inventor, Jean Foufoufon, a Greek born in Marseilles, 
first built the juke in Paris in 1954 as a 120-selection 
machine. 

In 1957 he moved to Britain and began development 
of the Chantal 200 with English measurements Some 
100 Chantals are now operating in the London area, and 
the factory has increased output to 100 a month. 

Op Tries Stereo Background Music 
MILWAUKEE -P. & P. Dis- 

tributing Company, one of the first 
juke box operating firms here to 
jump or the stereo band wagon is 
now pioneering in selling and instal - 
lation' bf background stereo music 
systems. The firm claims that the 
sees, today for diversification in- 
spired its interest in the sound sys- 
tem installation field. 

"After all, we're basically all in 
the commercial sound business in 
the juke box industry" explains Carl 
Betz, P. & P. Distributing Compa- 
ny's foreman. "If a location can't 
use a juke box and won't rent a 
background music set -up, why pass 
up the chance to do the installation 
work and sell the equipment ?" 

Carl Betz and his bosses Bob 
Puccio and Joe Pelligrino, are espe- 
cially proud of their first major 
background music stereo installa- 
tion. It was recently completed at 
Alioto's, Milwauke"s newest quali- 
ty dining and drinking spot. Alioto's 
boasts the largest privately operat- 
ed dining roots in the State. 

Experience 
Says Carl Betz. who master- 

minded the P. & P. installation at 
Alioto's: "We landed this deal be- 
cause the sound company that did 
the job originally didn't do it prop- 
erly. ')ur experience with stereo 
juKe box installation problems in 
our own juke box locations gave 
us confidence. The Alioto installa- 
tion was r big challenge, and a 
thrill to have it work out so well." 

The installation, says Carl Betz, 
was handled strictly as a direct sale 
to the location. It was a time and 
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material cost agreement, with the 
P. & P. Distributing Company act - 
ing as the installing contractor. 
Carl Betz and four P. & P. staffers 
worked on the job during the time 
they could spare from their regular 
route duties. It took two weeks to 
complete the work. Most of the 
time was put in during mid- 
afternoon hours when the restau- 
rant was not busy serving cus- 
tomers. 

Alioto's restaurant, says Carl 
Betz, is too huge to properly ac- 
commodate a juke box. Manage- 
ment does not want a juke box in 
the cocktail lounge adjoining the 
dining room. The lounge is used 
primarily as a place for patrons to 
wait for a table opening in the 
restaurant. 

Complaints? 
The restaurant owners had re- 

ceived nunsbcrous complaints that 
their original monaura background 
music coverage was inadequate. 
Diners just a few tables away from 
wall speakers heard nothing; the 
sound carried only a short distance 
before getting lost in the big place.. 

The problem was solved, says 
Carl Betz by a "chandelier" speak- 
er arrangement hooked up in inde- 
pe ̂ dent area.,. This arrangement 
permits management to provide 
music for private groups in a 
corner -or 'urn oft the music at 
their request while keeping it on 
fo: the rest of the room. 

The job required a total of 1.800 
feet of wire. Here are the material 
specifications: Garrard l.P Record 
Changer; Sure Stereo. Pickup unit; 
Scott 130 Stereo Pre- Amplifier; 
two Seeburg High Fidelity Ampli- 
fiers: 20 full range Electro -Voice 
12 -inch speaker and two 8 -inch 
speakers of the same make. David 
baffles were used. 

Workhorse 
Betz cautions juke box operators 

faced with the prospect of making 
a complicated background music 
installation to become thoroly ac- 
quainted with commercial stereo 
equipment on the market. "Back- 
ground installations are intended to 
give a location continuous use. 
Any equipment you use must stand 
up like a workhorse" he warns. 

A preliminary check of available 
equipment before starting an in- 
stallation will save hours of search- 
ing once the job is in progress, he 
adds. 

What about the prospects of

Are Juke Programs in for Change ?. 
By REN GREVAIT it follows in the view of some, 

NEW YORK - Juke box pro- 
gramming patterns of today and 
the future may be in for a careful 
and gradual reappraisal in view of 
what many music tradesters have 
noted as the changing status of the 
single disk in today's tecord market. 

The juke box was born and nur- 
wed on singles and for many years 

after the inception of the coin -op- 
erated box, singles constituted vir- 
tually 100 per cent of the record 
business. Today. long -play albums 
in their first decade of existence, 
have grown to the point where 
they occupy approximately 70 per 
cent of the total record market in 
ternis of dollar volume. 

Juke ops may be wise to note 
what is happening with the singles 
field. For months, various elements 
of the trade, from the manufacturer 
to the retailer have complained 
bitterly about singles. Some say 
that the Top 40 or formula radio 
programming. wherein a given disk 
may be aired as many as a dozen 
times a day, has helped cut the 
heart out of the singles market. 

Others say it's strictly a matter 
of pricing. "Why should the teen- 
agers buy a single for 98 cents 
when they can buy any number 
of good low -price albums for as 
little as S1.98 or less and for that 
matter, any number of full -price al- 
bums at sensational discounts," is a 

typical remark these days. 
Still others point out that the 

influx of pocket protable radios 
with ear plugs has had an ad- 
verse effect on single record sales, 
because kids for S10 can get a ra- 
dio they can listen to wherever 
they are and wherever they go. 

Less Singles Activity 
Despite the causes, for the mo- 

ment there appears to be less sin - 
gles activity at the retail level than 
for some time past. If this is so,

that there will be likewise less in- 
terest in singles in terms of juke 
box plays, a possibility worth pon- 
dering on the part of operators. 

One -stop !pinion here differs as 
to the status of the single on the 
jupe box. in at least one case, 
it was stated that more operators 
are thinking of the juke box as a 
provider of background music for 
a location. Along these lines, there 
is a tendency to program more 
standard artists (Frank Sinatra for 
example) and more standard instru- 
mentals (Glenn Miller Band, for 
example). 

Longevity 
By the same token, the hot pop 

artists, many of whom are con - 
sidered as being in the one -shot, 
flash -in -the -pan variety, get less 
attention. One aspect of this is the 
relative longevity of a pop hit as 
opposed to standard merchandise 
such as that cited above. When 
an operator buys a Sinatra EP, it 
is reasoned, he has bought some- 
thing with almost indefinite value, 
ani a unit v hich can be switched 
from one box to another. On the 
0th, hand, it's pointed out, there 
is nothing deader than a pop hit 
disk which has run its course. 

Recent stories in The Billboard 
have also noted the increased use 
of EP's taken from hit show and 
movie albums, on jukes. There 
have been found to be successful 
hems in a verity of locations. 

Album Hypo 
Oddly enough, the very changes 

noted in singles, may result in the 
juke box becoming a more import- 
ant exposure factor for record man- 
ufacturers than ever before. One

Negotiations 
Negotiations lasted three days 

thru the efforts of the principals 
and attorneys, Pasquale Capuano 
for S.I.F. and Morris Ellowitz and 
Thomas J. Todarelli, of New York, 
for lathe News. Preliminary ne- 
gotiations began after Cinebox was 
demonstrated by Dr. Nistri and his 
aides who developed the unit after 
two years of work.

U. S. Distribution 
According to Glassman, Amer- 

ican distribution of the Cinebox, 
in addition to supermarkets, hotels, 
expositions, conventions, clubs and 
meetings, may include schools for 
distribution of Pathe educational 
films, now being supplied to schools 
thruout the U. S., and the News 
Magazine of the Screen which is 
controlled by Pathe News. Glass - 
man hopes to install one Cinebox 
in every school, using the films 
in such a manner that it may be 
moved from room to room for 
various courses. 

Among the 1,200 popular musi- 
cal subjects which will be imme- 
diately available for Cinebox dis- 
tributions are Nat King Cole, Sara 
Vaughn, Teresa Brewer, Peggy Lee, 
Gale Storm, Tennessee Ernie Ford, 
Fran Warren and Les Brown. 

Upon leaving Rome, Mr. Glass-

prominent local one -stop holds this 
view. The opinion is that singles 
are becoming a prime promotion 
crevice for albums. The diskery 
makes an album immediately with 
an artist, and then takes a single 
out of the albuni material. The ap- 
pearance of the single on the juke 
can become an important sales 
plug for the album. 

There ̀ ore, even tho there may be 
less total sales of any given single, 
the juke box remains a vital mar- 
ket for singles, which are plugged 
i.. many cases to build album sales 
for the sanie artist. In this case, 
some say, there will be less out - 
and -out, raucous type rock and roll 
with more release of material of 
album calibre. Recent singles by 
Nina Simone and Bobby Darin, 
and even the Mormon Tabernacle 
Choir, all promenently programmed 
on jukes, have had a singularly 
healthy effect on the sales of al- 
bum containing the material that 
appeared on the singles. 

Pushing Stereo Units 
Another factor which niav ul- 

timately have the effect of dimin- 
ishing the box program of the lef t- 
field pop hit artist, is the natter 
of stereo. All major juke phono- 
graph manufacturers are pushing 
stereo units practically 100 per 
cent today. Many operators have 
already invested in the new equip- 
ment. Ynt there appears to be a 
curious reluctance on the part of 
many record companies, both ma- 
jors and indies, to issue stereo ver - 
sion, of pop hits. In last week's 
Billboard Hot 100 chart, for in- 
stance, less than 30 of the top hits 
had stereo versions available. 

Stereo Volume 
There are, however, some stereo 

EP's available, particularly those 
taken from show aced movie LP's. 
And last week, RCA Victor re -. 
leased six specially packaged stereo, 
singles, none of which were ver- 
sions of current hit monaural sin -' 
gles. Each of these was taken out 
of an album, by such artists as 
Perry Como. Melachrino Strings, 
Harry Belafonte. the Boston Pops 
Ork and Rosemary Clooney and 
Bing Crosby. With a scarcity of 
stereo single product, ops who want 
to get the most profit from their 

Í sterei boxes, can be expected to 
program such album- oriented ma- 
terial as the items mentioned here. 

The changes in the business at 
the sales level are evolutionary. 
They've been in progress for a 
long time and can be expected to 
continue for a considerable spell. 
It has even been said in some quar- 
ters, that singles have not dropped 
in popularity as much as might be 
indicated by the naked figures. It's 
just that singles occupy a smaller 
percentage of the total market in 
view of the'nntastic growth of al- 
bum sales. 

Nevertheless, programmers with 
an e7e for long -term trends can be 
expected to make their boxes as 
closely as possibly, a reflection of 
record tastes in general, as the 
slow but steady changes gradually 
evolve.

"And 
collections have fallen off consider- 
ably, about 40 per cent, especially 
in the Levittown- Morrisville -Fair- 
less Hills area." 

Joe Ash, head, man at Active 
Amusement Machine Company 
here, said things are very slow. 

"We are in the strike area prob- 
ably just as much as anybody," he 
said, "and it is starting to show up. 
Operators just aren't buying ma- 
chines because the ones they have

What if the strike ends shortly? 
Recovery Time 

"Even then, this thing will con - 
tir ue for a while," Ash went on. 
"It takes them almost 30 days to 
warm up the ovens. Besides, the 
strike put the men in a financial 
hole and it is going to take them 
a while to get out of it. 

"I don't know whit's going to 
happen," he concluded. I guess 
w ̂ 'll just have to wait and see." 

Ash reminded that not only is 
the stke' strike affecting up -State 
Pennsylvania, "but some towns 
over in Jersey, too." 

Food Money 
As Hank Grant, of International 

Amusement Company, points out: 
"What little money the strikers 
have, they will spend on food." 

Mary Stein, a partner in Eastern 
Music Systems, expounded that it 1 

takes a lot of steel to make vending I 

machines and even some amuse- 
ment pieces. 

"It is too early yet to feel any 
affects along this line," he said 
"but lithe strike keeps going I can 
see where things can get bad." 

Stein brought out an interesting 
theory about steel workers playing' 
amusement and music machines 
during the strike which is the op- 
posite of other opinions voiced. 

Aided Collections 
"Strangely enough," he said, "the 

strike has helped collections in 
some places. It is the case of the 
striker hanging around with nothing 
to do so he plays: some of the ma- 
chines. He has to do something. He 
just can't stand there.

which is bound to impress his lo- 
cation owners. No matter what 
time a call is received, no malter 
how busy the firm may be with 
other operations, everything is 
dropped until the service call has 
been performed. 

Dual Role 
At the very beginning, Horne 

found a practical means of insuring 
that all of his phonographs get 
close, personal attention at least 
every week, and that minor repairs 
will be made on the spot. This he 
did by training mechanics to act as 
collectors as well -so that in the 
dual role of collector and mechanic, 
they are in much closer touch with 
every machine on the route than 
the usual firm, and have been giv- 
en carte blanche to stop and repair 
any equipment which needs it, let- 
ting the collections go until later. 

Horne, who does all of his own 
location spotting, dresses conserva- 
tively, carries business cards, makes 
a formal business appointment with 
every prospective location owner, 
asking for enough time to go into 
the subject thoroly. 

When he arrives at the bar, tav- 
ern or restaurant, etc., Home 
brings alon; a briefcase full of de- 
tails on his business, including, of 
course, complete case histories on 
the earning capacity of phono- 
graphs, vending machines and 
amusement machines in similar 
spots. 

Summary Sheets 

One of the most important ele- 
ments of his approach is a sum- 
mary of "What we can do for you." 
This is a series of sheets which give 
the background of Horne's Vend- 
ing Service, the type of machines 
it operates, the investment involved, 
service personnel and equipment, 
totaling up to an impressive list of 
capabilities. 

Not at all reticent about his 
equipment, its earning power, etc., 
Home is usually a pleasant sur- 
prise to location owners who are 
accustomed to semi- furtive meet- 
ings with men who have deals to 
offer. The straightforward, welt - 
authenticated approach which 
Home uses usually gets the contact 
off to a worth -while start. 

Horne doesn't mind at all taking 
a potential location owner around 
to visit a going spot which is using 
all three types of machines which 
the Pensacola operator favors. 
Usually, location owners are more 
than glad to chime in with Horne's 
selling claims, and it isn't unusual 
for a spot owner to nsake up his 
mind then and there to work with 
Horne's Vending Service. 

Shop Visit 
As a final clincher Horne will 

quite often take the prospective 
associate on a tour of the Horne 
headquarters building, in mid -town 
Pensacola. Here the well -equipped 
shop, separate business and exec- 
utive offices, an impressive line -up 
of trucks and equipment go a long 
way toward getting the signature 
on the dotted line. 

Service, as pointed out above, is 
always given top emphasis. With 

only six or so operators in Pensa- 
cola, many of them having trouble 
in finding good mechanics, almost 
any location owner can recall in- 
stances in which service was a defi- 
nite disappointment. Now, how- 
ever, there is no such problem with 
Horne Vending Set-vice, and this 
counts as heavily as the amount of 
the split, Horne believes. 

The Pensacola operator gives his 
location owner a choice of many 
opinions, in the matter of selectng 
the equipment, in the way their per- 
centage is paid, in choosing muslo 
menus and in making suggestions. 

Horne goes out of the way to 
make every location owner feel 
like a partner in the operation, 
whether amusement machines, pho- 
nographs or vending machines are 
concerned. Not infrequently, this 
leads to the start of pleasant co- 
operation and mutual respect which 
Horne thinks- is necessary to ex- 
tract full returnsfrom his spots. 

Game Operation 
Operating primarily five -balls, 

shuffleboards and bowlers, the 
amusement machine division has 
grown rapidly in recent years. 
Horne uses a depreciation system 
which he developed himself to 
cover all of his equipment, keeps 
his amusement machines cycled 
often enough that there is little 
likelihood of collection -destroying 
obsolescence, and gets a lot of 
good will from this source. 

He uses accountants to audit his 
books regularly, and their sworn 
statements go a long way to back 
up the "solid citizen" impression 
which he carries to his customers. 

While Horne has been in other 
businesses, of course, in his life- 
time, he believes that the coin ma- 
chine field is the most fascinating, 
shows the greatest opportunity to 
expand, and believes that the meth- 
ods he has followed to date "will 
work out as long as there is a coin 
machine industry,"

They have the largest routes in their histories in the business. Each 
declared that in the past few months attempts had been made to 
consolidate into a given area to save on travel time and truck expense. 

After the dinner, Lanzy took over. Fie distributed manuals and 
talked at length on such matters as record cancellations and dirty con- 
tact points. To create hypothetical problems, Lanzy blocked off con- 
tacts with bits of paper and explained the procedure step by step for 
getting at the seat of the trouble. Lanzy advised installation of new 
bulbs thruout when one or two burned out and the use of new starters 
each and every time fluorescents were replaced. 

Truck 
Glenn Wolcott suggested that a service truck be used. His con- 

tention is that a service man does not have the time, the tools or the parts to make proper adjustments when collecting. One truck with 
all needed equipment would reduce inventory and cut the number of trips to a single location.

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Ask Extra Help Against Burglaries !, 
MEMPHIS - Memphis Music 

Association President Parker Hen - 
derson last week appointed a com- 
mittee to compile representative 
losses of local coin machine opera- 
tors from burglaries, in an effort to 
get special help from law enforce- 
ment officials. 

To be submitted in the commit- 
tee report is the total taxes paid 
by four companies to city, county 
and State governments. 

With the report, the committee 
will call on the mayor -elect, sheriff 
and police commissioner to present 
the facts. 

Special Squad 
The operators' committee will 

ask for a special squad to work 
with them to help wipe out the 
burglaries which have been increas- 
ing tremendously in recent months. 

The committee appointment was 
made on recommendation of Drew 
Canale, owner of Canale National 
Tobacco Distributors, Inc., after 
continued alarm had been voiced by 
different operators at the rate with 
which some of their machines were 
being broken into-often the same 
machines over and over. 

Canale was appointed chairman. 
Other committee members are 
Parker Henderson, general manager 
of Southern Amusement Company; 
Alan Dixon, former president of 
Memphis Music Association and 
general manager of S & M Sales 
Company, and Louis Barsotti, part- 
ner in Tennessee Tobacco Com- 
pany, a large cigarette vending ma- 
chine operation. 

The four companies working up 
their figures on taxes paid and 
losses in burglaries are owned by 
the committee members.

the Hilton Saturday night (31). 
Among the exhibitors well 

known to game and music people 
were the Seeburg Corporation and 
the Bally Vending Corporation. 
Both firms exhibited their full line 
of vending machines. 

Cigarette machines were shown 
by Seeburg, Continental, DuGre- 
nier, Lehigh, Rowe, Stoner and 
Automatic Products. A complete 
line -up of new machines will be 
published in the next edition of The 
Billboard. 

In the financial world, Arthur F. 
Silbert, vice -president of the Stand- 
ard Financial Corporation, and 
Jack Hopson of Vending Industries, 
exhibited. Standard is a major 
company in the handling of auto- 
matic phonograph paper, and ciga- 
rette machine while Vending Indus- 
tries has a long -term loan and 
lease program for equipment. 

Typical of the interest shown by 
game and music operators in ciga- 
rette and full -line vending is the 
case of Lou Casola, MOA director 
from Rockford, Ill., and prominent 
game and music operator. 

Full -Line 
Casola is going into full -line 

vending, and he spent a busy week- 
end looking over equipment and 
placing orders. 

Also at the NAMA show were 
several bulk vending distributors 
who were in town fo- the meeting 
of the National Vending Machine 
Distributors Association. 

The report, actually, will be of 
six companies, three of them oper- 
ated by Canale. But he will total 
all three into one grand total on 
losses and taxes for one report. 

Largest losses are on cigarette 
machines, said Canale, who has 
completed reports on his companies 
and is awaiting reports from the 
other three. 

All Equipment 
One of Canale's operations is a 

cigarette route and the other two 
are music and game routes. Hen - 
derson's company is music and 
games, as is Dixon's, and Barsotti's 
is a large cigarette vending route. 

Canale estimated that the taxes 
paid yearly by the 20 or more op- 
erators in Memphis would run from 
$150,000 to $200,000 or more; the 
loss from burglaries is $40,000 or 
more and repair costs on machines 
damaged by burglars $20,000 to 
$30,000. This would include parts 
and labor. 

Canale said these are preliminary 
estimates. 

One Location 
He said the burglar usually hits 

all machines at one location. The 
usual pattern is that machines burg- 
larized are hit again in about two 
weeks. He said that when a burglar 
is caught, police usually find out 
he has committed 10 to 15 or more 
burglaries on coin machines. 

Canale gave the following break- 
down on burglary losses for his 
cigarette route: 

Loss of $1,200 to $1,500 per year 
in money and cigarettes. 

Cost to repair machines, $1,500 
to $1,650. 

Canale said he vends 95,000 
packs a month and paid a total 
tax, including all special city, 
county, State and federal taxes, of 
$70,965.25 last year. 

Music & Games 
On Canale Amusement Company, 

music and game operation, there 
were an estimated 45 to 60 break - 
ins last year with loss of $900 to 
$1,200 cash from games and pho- 
nographs and costs of $850 to 
$1,000 to repair burglarized ma- 
chines. 

Canale said he paid city, county 
and State taxes (not including the 
$10 federal tax) of $2,324 on pho- 
nographs and $2,668 on games. 

Losses to Service Amusement 
Company from 30 to 40 burglaries 
were $600 to $750 in cash, plus 
$550 to $650 in costs to repair 
damage by burglars.

Under existing Kansas law; evi- 
dence of actual payoffs must be 'I 
presented to make a case in a gam- 
bling action. The machines, per 
se, are not considered gambling de- 
vices. 

The outcome of the Kansas test 
case could be of paramount impor- 
tance to coinmen in all 50 States. 
This is the first direct challenge of 
the recent IRS rulings, and the 
final decision could either limit the 
authority of that agency in in- 
terpreting the law, or it could give 
legal blessing to its actions. 

More important, State and mu- 
nicipal lawmen often depend on 
rulings by federal courts and 
agencies for their local policies 
with regard to coin machines. A 
rebuff to the IRS could well herald 
the relaxation of restrictive laws 
and ordinances. At any rate, the 
outcome could set the pattern of 
municipal attitudes toward coin 
games for some time to come.
