Tape Cutting Fancy
Figure; 10% of Mart

NEW YORK — S5ales of pre-
recorded tape—primarily tape
CARtridge — now represent
nearly 10 per cent of the total
sale of recorded music. This 1s
the estimate of Al Berman of
the Harry Fox Office, publish-
ers’ agent and trustee,

Some tape cartridge firms
have quadrupled their billings,
according to the Fox Office.
The dramatic rise is also in-
dicated by the fact that tape
sales during the last quarter of
1967 were 13 per cent ahead
of the corresponding quarter in
1966, Berman said.

Berman added that as of now,
this substantial dollar volume
supplements the sale of records.
It is a plus factor for the mu-
sic industry inasmuch as it is
not cutting into the sales of rec-
ords.

While the 10 per cent figure
represents all-industry sales, in-
dividual companies are known
to be exceeding this. United Art-
ists, for one, reported that cur-
rently more than 12 per cent of
its sales emanate from the car-
tridge market. And another
company, "which asked not to be

named, said that its cartridge
sales volume now represents
nearly 17 per cent of its total
sales.

A pood indicator as to the
growth of the cartridge market
is the rate of factory-installed
tape cartridge players on new
automobiles. Since the introduc-
tion of the B8-track player by
Ford Motor Co. as an optional
accessory in its 1966 models,
the quarterly rate of installa-
tions has sharply spiraled. All
of Detroit’s automakers have
since joined Ford.

Eight-track cartridges account
for the major percentage of
sales, but 4-track cartridges also
represent a significant share of
the market. And with the pro-
liferation of casselle equipment,
many record labels are looking
to this configuration to carve
out a huge market this year.

Awareness of the growth of
the tape cartridge industry is
further reflected by the deci-
sion of the National Association
of Record Merchandisers board
(NARM) to devole its mid-year
meeting primarily to this facet
of the music business (see sepa-
rate story).

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Jazz Skipping New

NEW YORK — Jazz is tak-
ing on a new look. According
to Joel Dorn, who handles jazz
production and promotion at
Atlantic Records, there is lots
happening in the jazz field to-
day but not within the old con-
cepts and framework.

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NARM Forms Policy on Board’s
Mfr. Ties; Meet Guidelines Set

: NEW YORK—The board of
{' National Association of Record

Merchandisers (NARM), at a
meeting at the Hotel Americana
here last week, established a
policy that the structure of the
NARM board must have a
majority representing firms who
are unaffiliated with manufac-
turers. Thus, with the board
totaling nine, it is required that
at le:st fwe b unattached to
record manufacturing opera-
tions.

Jack Geldbart, NARM presi-
dent, announced the da-::mlun at
a press meeting Tuesday (30).
He stated the decision was
made so that the board would
truly represent the texture of
the membership at a time when
mergers and acquisitions had
become commeon in the industry.

Other decisions of industry
importance were made by the
board, and elaborated upon at
the press conference by Geld-
bart, executive director Jules
Malamur.l, general counsel Earl
Kintner and Jim Tiedjens, head
of the tape committee. These
decisions have to do with 1) set-
ting guidelines for the NARM
annual convention; 2) having
the office of the executive di-
rector act as clearance point for
the avoidance of conflicts in
dates of conventions, business
meetings, etc.; 3) formalizing
the nature of the mid-year
NARM meeting, and 4) plan-
ning to combat the unauthor-
ized duplication of tape CAR-
tridges.

With regard to the annual
convention the board decided
that in view of its size, the
attendance be limited to mem-
bers and employees who are

actively working for those mem-

bers. Excluded are friends, cus-

tomers, relatives and children.

Malamud explained that steps

are now being taken to imple-

ment the decision of the board.
Parley Days

Steps are also being taken to
have upcoming annual conven-
tions start on Friday rather than
Sunday. Members requested
this so that workers and execu-
tives might not be required to
be away from their head-
quarters for as long as 10 days.
Thus, it has already been de-
termined that the 1970 conven-
tion, at the Hotel Americana,
Bal Harbour, Fla., will be held
March 20 (Friday) through
March 25.

NEW YORK—The top half of Billboard's Hot 100 chart
will no longer utilize the airplay ingredient it had been using in the
past because of the number of Top 40 format stations which have
changed the tabulating process of their printed playlists. This part of
the chart is now being tabulated solely from dealers’ sales reports
from 21 markets across the country.

For the past several months, Top 40 stations have been leaning
toward a tighter printed playlist. Many records on their way up have
been dropped from station lists making room for stronger new
product, or because the station management decided the sound of the
disk was not what they desired for their audience, despite the fact
that there were sales in the market.

The bottom half of the “Hot 100" and the “Bubbling™ chart still
involves the ingredients of dealer sales reports and the Top 40 sta-
tions' printed lists. In this area of the chart, the airplay reflection is re-
quired for the newer product to enable chart movement.

With this change, in the first 50 positions, the “star performer”
rating in that area is now based upon a 25 per cent increase in dealer
sales reports for the individual record from one week to the next.
Similarly, disks in the bottom half of the “Hot 100" chart must reflect

Smooth & Straight

The Fifth Annual Kansas
City Jazz Festival took place
on April 27 before a near

capacity crowd of 7,829 at the
Kansas City Municipal Audi-
torium, despite an almost com-
plete blackout of publicity in
the city's two daily newspapers,
the Star and Times, and the
Negro weekly Kansas City Call.
A total of 25 different acts were

put on without a hitch between
2:30 p.m. and midnight,

The size of the crowd was
due to the mammoth job the
city’'s merchants had done in
publicizing the affair through
ads as well as the memories of
the four preceding festivals
which had satisfied the live
music needs of a city not known
for its support of live jazz
attractions.

Besides presenting the var-
ious local groups there were
outside name attractions, In-
cluding Wes Montgomery,
Julian (Cannonball) Adderley
and their groups, as well as
sidemen Clark Terry, Urbie
Green, Bobby Rosengarden and
Bud Brisbois—all of whom
scored with an integrated audi-
ence. In addition, there were
three big bands composed of ex-
pros, many of whom are now
leading Kansas City business-
men,

One of the features is the
selection of the best small
group and big band from among
colleges and high schools, some
from as far away as Tennessee,
Arkansas and WNebraska. The
winner of the small combo was
an adventurous, swinging group
from the small Negro AM&N
College in Pine Bluff, Ark., the
New Directions Quartet, led by
bassist James Leary. The win-
ner of the big band category
came from the University of
Missouri at Columbia, Mo., a
group of 25 boys and girls who
put many of the professional
big bands to shame. It was di-
rected by Lawrence Sutherland.
The high school big band win-
ner was a remarkable group

from the Raytown High School
from a suburb in Kansas City.
The judges were Dave Dexter
Jr. and Dave Cavanaugh from
Capitol Records in Hollywood;
John Levy, former bass player
for George Shearing and now
manager of Mancy Wilson, Wes
Montgomery, and John Ham-
mond of Columbia Records.

Harvey (Bud) Laner, president
of Recco, Inc., one of the coun-
try’s leading rack jobbers, is the
president of the Kansas City
Jazz Festival. All physical as-
pects of the festival went
smoothly because of the stage
management. There are three
stages and while one band is
performing the next two groups
are setting up. The result is
that there is not a moment lost.
George Wein, founder of the
Newport Festival, was present
and was taking notes for future
Newport Festival presentations.

As in all jazz festivals there
were omissions; the tastes of
the young were not properly
taken care of. The only jazz
rock group was the New Direc-
tions Quartet from Pine Bluff,
There was no truly modern
or experimental instrumental
group. Of the various vocalists
the best was Marian Love from
Kansas City. There was little of
the “soul” that has turned the
record business in 1968, but
there was a high degree of
professionalism  from  such
groups as the Chuck Berg
Quartet, graduate students at
Kansas University, the George
Salisbury-Arch Martin Quartet,
the Dave Zollar Trio, Harold
Tolliver Quartet, the wonderful
Baby Lovett and the Dixie-
landers, the Bob Simes Octet,
and Miss Love, who has re-
cently been signed by Capitol
Records.

Strong as Ever

NEW YORK — It's been
three decades since Ella Fitz-
gerald broke in with Chick
Webb, and she's just as fresh,
and just as exciting now as she
was then.

NEW YORK — Lothar and
the Hand People, with judicious
use of an electronic synthesizer,
providled a good performance
with a different sound at Gen-
eration on Sunday (28).

Emlin and King shared most
of the wvocals, including “Ma-
chines,” another cut from the
upcoming album, and “Ruby
Tuesday.” Just about everyone
got into the vocal act on the
quintet’s version of the old
Danny & the Juniors hit “At
the Hop,” a regular feature for
Lothar and the Hand People.
Throughout the set, Conley
played the synthesizer, actually
a miniature edition of the de-
vice used on the recording.

Guy, who records for Van-
guard and is one of the top
guitarists around, was his In-
tense self with material ranging
from “Poison Ivy" to “Sweet
Little Angel.” His treatment of
“Mary Had a Little Lamb" gave
his set an exciting conclusion.

kets." This not only includes the
audience's tastes in music, but
“what’s happening in the mar-
ketplace.”

immers, a former musician
who can recall playing in Bob
Astor's orchestra, came to the
Kops-Monahan operation of
WITRY in 1962 from WPT (a
competitor) where he'd been
general sales manager.

“l don’t believe in being all
things to all people. I'm proud
of what we're doing in rock 'n’
roll. I strive to get the preatest
number of ears possible at any
given time of the day. And I
believe the way to do this is to
play the popular thing. I con-
sider today's popular music as
being nothing but three-minute
soap operas. The songs usually
have a message.”

To relate this programming
to the audience is one thing in
which any program director
should be involved.

UHF -TV Seen as
Format Catalyst

NEW YORK—UHF-TV sta-
tions will eventually change the
whole complexity of TV pro-
gramming, believes Henry Davis,
general manager of Storer Pro-
grams, Inc. The problem crop-
ping up is a dearth of good pro-
gramming. Not only for the
growing number of UHF-TV
stations, but also for VHF-TV
stations. This is the reason that
several TV operations joined to
produce a series of specials.

“It's a unique venture,” Davis
said, “because although broad-
casters have talked about it,
this is the first time anything
was actually produced.” Davis is
in charge of both executiving
and selling the programs, two of
which have been turned out.

Odyssey’s Variety Catalog Keeps Steinberg Is Named
The Now-Selective Buyeron Line

NEW YORK—The easy days of the budget
labels are over, according to John McClure, Co-
lumbia Masterworks a&r director. However, he
pointed to the success of Columbia's low-price
Odyssey line, which celebrated its first anniver-
sary a few months ago.

McClure cited Odyssey's success with the cata-
log of Max Goberman, historical recordings, and
avant-garde music. Columbia is considering the
expanding of the line beyond the classical re-
pertoire.

The Goberman catalog, which formerly was
sold on a subscription basis as the Library of
Recorded Music, has been a major supplier of
Odyssey's titles since the label was established in
January, 1968,

Included is a Haydn symphﬂnic series, which
has reached Volume 6 and “Symphony No. 17."
Plans call for all 104 Haydn Sﬂnphnmes to appear
on Odyssey with most of these in perfnnnanc-:s
conducted by Goberman. Columbia will fill in the
missing symphonies.

McClure said sales of the Library of Recorded
Music catalog far exceeded original projections
and extended bevond the Haydn series to music
of Vivaldi, Prokofiev and Wagner

Historical recordings, issued as “Legendary Per-
formances,” include good sellers by Ljuba Wel-
itsch, Helen Traubel and Lauritz Melchior, Wal-
ter, McClure noted. He said that, in addition to

more albums by Fritz Reiner, Casals and Walter,
“Legendary Performances” will be released by
such artists as Zino Francescatti, Joseph Szigeti,
Eugene Ormandy, Erich Leinsdorf and David
Oistrakh. The “Legendary Performances” des-
ignation on Odyssey albums have primarily meant
the disks are available in monaural versions only.

More recordings also are planned in the “Mu-
sic of Our Time" series. McClure said the elec-
tronic and other avant-garde material under this
designation seemed especially suited for the $2.49
list label. This series is including material being
specially recorded for the line.

A William Masselos recording of two Cop-
land piano pieces has sold more in its less than a
vear on Odyssey than in its some seven years on
Columbia, McClure noted, indicating that Odys-
sey is reaching into the college market and ap-
pealing to persons who do not spend as much on
recordings.

McClure said multiple sets were selling as well
as single LP's on Odyssey. He also said material
was being received from CBS overseas licensees
for the low-price line.

“We're in a very good competitive position,”
McClure noted. “Odyssey has been accepted by
the public. But, the easy days of budget labels
are over. The consumer is becoming more dis-
criminating in his purchases. We have to think,
consolidate and plan, and to be discriminating in
our choice of material,”

Study Shows 97% of ‘67 ‘Opry’
Meet Registrants From Music Industry

NASHVILLE—Of the more
than 5,000 who registered for
last year's 42d anniversary cele-
bration of the *“Grand Ole
Opry,” more than 97 per cent
were directly connected with
the music industry.

A study of the registration
files of WSM discloses that
1,500 radio station personnel,
primarily disk jockeys, were on
hand. Music publishers ranked
second.

The recording companies reg-
istered both artists and their of-
ficials, bringing the total to
more than B800. Artists who
registered individually rather
than by their labels numbered
nearly 500.

Promoters, comprised of reg-
istrants from club owners to
bookers of large lEm:kage shows,
numbered more than 400. Other
large representation came from
songwriters, record manufac-
turers, musicians, licensing

agencies, the trade press, public
relations and promotion agen-
cies, and such organizations as
the Country Music Association
(CMA). No specific listing could
be found for only 112 of the
5,007 registered, although it is
assumed some of these fit into
the listed categories.

Rumblings Heard

This study was made by Bill-
board because of some “rum-
blings of discontent™ heard from
various areas concerning the
size of the October convention,
the makeup of those in at-
tendance, and the cash outlay
on the part of sponsors.

The study reveals, however,
that the “proper” people are
being reached. It was, perhaps,
the most completely represented
industry gathering anywhere.

Robert E. Cooper, vice-
president and general manager
of WSM Radio, indicates the
convention will be even tighter

this year as far as crowd con-
trol is concerned. He currently
is working with select commit-
tees to set up strong pre-
registration procedures to as-
sure satisfaction. Committees
include an artist, disk jockey,
and credentials committees. The
latter may check in detail any
application for registration this
coming October.

It is also believed special em-
phasis will be given the disk
jockey again this vyear, with
plans now being formulated to
bring him together with the
artist, in an area of exclusivity.

Final plans were to be
worked out with a special com-
mittee appointed by the Country
Music Association co-chaired
by Mike Hoyer, WHO, Des
Moines; and George Hamilton
IV, RCA Victor. This will then
be presented to the board of
directors of the CMA at its
May 5-7 (Sunday to Tuesday)
meeting in Las Vegas.

Role in NVA Confab Talk

CHICAGO—The role of the
bulk operator, the expansion of
the bulk vending business and a
look at the horizon of the in-
dustry. These were among points
Tom Theisen was to make dur-
ing a series of business seminars
at the National Vendors Associ-
ation (NVA) convention last
weekend May 2-5.

Theisen, president, Theisen
Vending Co., Minneapolis, told
Billboard before the convention
that he would stress the impor-
tance of operators supporting
manufacturers and trying new
merchandise.

Theisen Vending, an 8-year-
old company, has been largely
involved as an operating firm.
But Theisen said the direction of
his company was changing some-
what and he was enlarging the
scope of his distribution func-
tion.

Theisen's prime points:

® The operator should put
new merchandise in several types
of locations in order to judge
how items might take off.

® The operator should know
himself how well an item should
do, and should be familiar with
new products and trends in
products.

® When items do not move
as expected, operators should
conceive mixtures of slow-mov-
ing merchandise and increase
the changes of moving such
product.

“If you have 100 machines
and something slows up,” Thei-
sen said, “fill 10 machines with
that item and try to maintain

-movement in that manner. Often

a slow-mover can be mixed with
some other item and create a

whole different product appear-
ance.

“Manufacturers look to the
operator for support. When op-
erators are buying new merchan-
dise and giving it a fair trial, the
manufacturer obtains a faster
return on investment and can
put more money in product re-
search, Theisen said.

Business Good

Theisen said the top items in
his area during the early spring
have been 5-cent jaw-breakers,
1-cent SweetTart candy and an
item called “K-nocker,” a 10-
cent vend piece.

“Twenty-five cent v—dmg
taken off well here, too,” he
said. An example, 25-cent flubs
in 18 varieties, which operators
use as a complete fill in ma-
chines,

“Business has been good

here,” Theisen said. “It could be
because of a rather mild winte.r
but I think it's because we've
had better merchandise. Usually,
manufacturers wait until Jater
in the spring to introduce new
items, This year we've had
merchandise all through the win-
ter."”
_ Theisen handles Victor Vend-
ing Products and Oak Manufac-
turing machines. He carries Leaf
and Fleer gum, Sunline, Inc.

Don Linse, Don Linse Associ-
ates, security consultant for
ARA Service, Chicago, con-
ducted a security seminar.
Armed robberies, he said, have
developed into a major threat
to the industry., The number of
routemen robbed at the point of
a gun in the past year has
climbed to an alarming total.

All ARA Service, Chicago,
area route trucks now have been
supplied with automatic alarm
systems to help cut the incidence
of burglaries, Linse said.

Other tactics the firm is utiliz-
ing to deter armed robbers and
truck looters, according to Don
Linse:
® Periodic spot checks of com-
pany trucks to make sure that
alarm systems and other safety
equipment is in working order.

Yamaha Stresses Ear-Training

CHICAGO — Yamaha, as a
music course, provides instruc-
tion in the basic principles of
rhythm, melody and harmony
for preschool children, with ma-
jor emphasis on ear training.

Sales Know-How
Sparks Recorders

BOULDER, Colo, — Follow-
ing the old adage “you've got
to spend money to make
money,” tape recorder merchan-
dising has more than tripled sales
at McDermotts photographic
dealership here.

While the store carries a
$40,000 photographic inventory,
tape recorder sales have been
only “satisfactory” until two
yvears ago, according to Robert
Myers, manager. “It was our
own fault,” Myers acknowledges.
“First, we weren’t carrying top,
accepted stereo recorders in bet-
ter Price brackets. Second, we
didn't carry a full line-up of ac-
cessories. Third, we had not
gauged the market correctly.”

Things began to change when
Myers noted an increased inter-
est in the subject of tape record-
ers among the 14,000 students
attending Coloradoe University
nearby, and relocated the de-
partment to the head of the cam-
era section, where it is the first
display to be seen by any enter-
ing customer. “I began wonder-
ing whether we were making a
mistake in limiting tape record-
ers to the less than $200 brack-
et,” Myers said. “"Experimentally,
we ordered a few upper-bracket
stereo sets, ranging up to $500,
and were flabbergasted to find
that these sold right away.”

Next, Myers contracted for a
leading line of highly accepted
stereo recorders—Sony—in the
$250 to $500 bracket, expanded
the department to provide a
“double exposure” display fac-
ing in at the front window. Busy
traffic, both in front of the store
and inside, is exposed to about
a dozen models of stereo tap:

i =

recorders, one of which 15 usu-
ally in operation.

Quick sales of the first ex-
pensive models led to others,
and to the writing of special
orders for even more expensive
stereo equipment, in the $750
and $800 bracket. It likewise un-
derscored the need for a com-
plete accessory line, which
Myers filled in by adding a
broad choice of tape erasers,
magnetic head cleaners, anti-
static materials, conference
microphones, high performance
microphones and speakers, a
limited line of stereo speakers,
etc.

"Within the first year we had
to enlarge the tape recorder de-
partment twice,” Myers said.
“We increased the inventory
further by adding top-quality,
small battery operated recorders.

the children do go on to private

The answer
is definitely not, and if any sales-
man approaches the parents, he
will be fired. In our first class
of nine students, we sold two
pianos, but in each case the par-
ents approached us.”

Mrs. Vivian Pearson has a
B.A. in music from Wheaton
College and has been teaching
at the House of Organ's Oak
Brook store since last fall. She
teaches a total of 55 students in
seven classes each week. Five of
the classes are for the four and
five-year-olds, but the other two
are reserved for eight to 10-year-
olds who have minimal brain
damage.

tional materials for the students.

Myers to a real ace in the hole
where tap recorder sales are con-
cerned. This was the decision to
install a tube tester, immediately
at the head of the tape recorder
department. Here, budget-
minded students, as well as
Boulder residents flock in daily
to test suspect tubes from tele-
vision sets, radios, and of course,
tape recorders. “We weren't pre-
pared for anything like the
avalanche of tube customers
which the installation brought
in,” Myers said. "“This rapidly
became one of the most profit
able two-by-two feet in the
store. In fact, we were so im-
pressed that shortly afterwards
we ordered a second one. Now,
it takes two machines side by
side to test and sell the tubes,
and the display makes a tre-
mendous impression on tap re-
corder prospects.”

Myers has discovered as time
goes by that of a photo dealer
to sell expensive tape recorder
equipment is almost in direct
proportion to the lines he carries
in his camera stock. “It's a mat-
ter of prestige,” he said. "We
feature three of the top camera
lines, and customers auto-
matically feel that we will give
the same service and satisfaction
with recorders as we do with
camera equipment.”

Myers himself is an accom-
plished camera repairman, with
a flair for this type of operation,
and has been quick to learn tape
recorder adjustments and minor
repairs as well. This led him into
the setting up of impromptu
classes for two other veteran em-
ployees and manufacturers’ rep-
resentatives. The men take apart
tape recorders, discuss their spe-
cific features and put them back
together again. The result is a
knowledgeable, confident ap-
proach to the subject which
pleases “bugs” who know a great
deal about tape recorder elec-
tronics.

Contrary to some dealers'
stock—with the exception of
thinking, the entire tape recorder
two easily-pilfered battery op-
erated portables—is out in the
open, where prospects can ex-
periment with them,

Within two years, sales have
grown to better than one hun-
dred units per year, the majority
of them in the over-$250 stereo
bracket. Surprisingly, most of
these increases came without a
concomitant promotional pro-
gram of any sort.

A&M Out on Own in
Duping, Selling Tape

While A&M officials refused
to comment on the report, it 15
believed that the decision comes
in the wake of greatly increas-
ing tape cartridge sales for the
company. A&M’'s cartridge sales
percentage (against total sales)
is reported to be the highest in
the industry. Currently, A&M
receives royalties from both
Ampex and ITCC for the sales
rights to its product. Both com-
panies duplicate and market,
non-exclusively, A&M's 4 and
8-track cartridges. Ampex also
duplicates A&M cassettes and
open reel tapes.

A&M’'s move could have
industry-wide ramification for
both record companies and tape
cartridge distributors. If A&M
is successful in its own distribu-
tion, other record labels, initial-
ly fearful of investing in an un-
proven market, will follow suit.
Since duplicators such as ITCC,
Ampex and General Recorded
Tape incur all expenses in man-
ufacturing and promotion and
maintain their own distribution

channels, labels have been
prone to license their product
for a royalty.

The separate distribution
channels inherent in the lape
cartridge industry has been a
prime reason for the wuse of
licensees. A major percentage of
tape cartridge sales stems from
non-record outlets such as auto-

motive accessories, appliance
and camera outlets.
A&M’s departure from all

licensing agreements is seen as
a manifestation of strength for
the cartridge market. With the
exception of the major record
companies and a few of the
larger labels such as United
Artists, Liberty and Motown,
most labels license their music
for cartridge duplication.

It is understood that no de-
cision has vet been made as to
what duplication road the com-
pany will take. A&M is said to
be negotiating with several
duplicators  including Ampex
and ITCC. A&M, however, will
control its own distribution,
merchandising and promotion.
