Court Restrains ‘Erotic Moods’

N.Y. Judge Prohibits Sale Of Disputed Benson LP

NEW YORK -Sales of the dis-
puted “Erotic Moods™ LP were or-
dered halted last week by a federal
judge pending the outcome of i pos-
sible tnal,

Following a hearing at which he
extended his previously 1ssued tem-
porary restraining order (Billboard,
June 10, 1978), US. Distnict Judpe
Richard Owen Monday (19) granted
the mobon of attorneys for George
Henson and issuved a preliminary in-
junction which bars the defendant,
Paul Winley, from distnbuting or
selling the album 1n controversy

In a hive-page opimion an the case
Judge Owen details Benson's
carcer and nse Lo star slatus as the
artist having “the lurgest-selling jazz
album in record history ™

w0 far,

According 1o the judge. the tracks
on the dispuled LP, the distnbution
of which 15 the subject of the htiga-
non, came about through s combi-
nation of Two events

First, “"years ago” Benson was
hired with several other musicians,
according o the court, "o record
music composed and directed by
others.” “Benson, as a mére member
of the group, pluyed what was asked
of him,” the judge emphasizes, “'con-
trolling neither the musical style, nor
the contents, nor the produchion of
the record thereafler released.”

MOVIE REVIEW

Tasteful Tribute Surfaces

In Lynyrd Skynyrd Short

LOS ANGELES-The awesome
power of film as & medium for prac-
ncally instant emotional as well as
informational communication 15
best demonstrated by the short
documentary, according 1o some
film makers. An excellent example is
the 15-minute musical short, “A
[ribute To Lynyrd Skynyrd,” now
playing natwnwide i 80% of the
theatres showing “Grease.”

A joint effort of MCA Records,
Sir Productuons and sponsonng
Pepsi-Cola, the featuretle was n-
tended onginally to be released this
summer as a promoton f(or the
Southern rock outfit's soon -1o-be-re-
leased musical roots LP, compnsed
of cuts recorded in 1971

The plane crash last year, which
claimed lead singer Ronnie Van
Zant, guitanst Steve Gaines and
backup wvocalist Cassie Gaines,
transformed the album nto an epi-
taph, to be enutled “The First
And The Last,” and the film from
promo into a celebrative tribute

Nothing was changed within the
film after the crash, per surviving
members’ wishes, However, the final
frame of live footage 15 frozen mud-
action while a bnefl explananon of
the tragedy silently passes

But this sobenng conclusion ap-
pears in stark contrast to the joyous
mood carmed throughout preceding
footage, which combines individual
interviews with live performances
filmed at Anaheim Stadium near
here two months pnor o the crash,

Included are pnwerful versions of
“Sireel Survivors™ cuts “You Got
That Right,” I Know A Little”™ and
“That Smell,” plus the band’s an-
them, "Sweet Home Alabama.” The
classic “Free Bird” closes the film,
following an explanation of the
swong's meaning from Van Zant him-
sell.

The opening sequence tasiefully
sets up the film as an entity in itself,
us well as 1ts more somber meaning
in view of later evenls. An early
morning view of Van Zant and gui-
tanst Gary Rossington fishing on a
lazy Southern niver while casually
swapping fish stones s slowly over-
dubbed with the sounds of 50,000
fans screaming pnor 10 a concert
Suddenly the screen sphits, showing
the fisherman below and the entire
group walking onstage above,

The techmique is used effectively
by director Alan Shalleck lhmugh-
out the piece, constantly companng
the band’s rural roots to its musical
stalemenl.

A surpnsingly humorous nter-
view is included with one Leonard
Skinner, former gym coach of sev-
eral band members and inspiration
for the act’s name.

Overall, the film combines sensi-
tivity, humor and exciting southern
rock with graphic insight into the
members’ lives and backgrounds,
leaving the viewer wishing that
somehow the band’s musical life-
span could continue

Brooklyn School
Gets Last FCC
FM Wavelength

By ED HARRISON

LOS ANGELES-WKRB-FM
909 on the dial at Kingsborough
Community College in Brooklyn,
N.Y ., part of the City Univ. of N.Y .,
has become the first stabion there to
be granted an FM lLicense in more
than 40 years

The 10-watt station applied for
the license in 1975 and received
FCC approval in June 1977, Report-
edly, other CUNY schools applied
for an FM license, but for vanous
reasons were turmned down. Accord-
ng to music director Dave Schwanz
there still remains “a bit of hard feel-
ings from other CUNY schools ™

Schwartz says the stalion sub-
milted an 80-page resume o the
FCC justifying the need for another
FM station in the area. Why did
Kingsborough receive permission
when other requests were denied”

Schwartz

In securing the FM (requency,

Kingsborough has the disuncuon of

Schwartz says the WKRB signal
reaches South Brooklyn, pans of
Queens, the Rockaways and on a
“good might™ as tar as Connecticut.

Before the changeover 10 weeks
ago when the station was sull carner
current, its call letters were WROC
“The station meant very hittle 1o the
community,” says Schwarlz, “We
were reaching only the campus.”

And while there
are similarities in programming o
other local FM stations (notably
WPIX), Schwartz says the station is
striving 1o carve oul its own identi-
fiable niche, “"We're not Irying to
copy other stations. We want o be
WEKRB., We want 10 make a name
for ourselves.”

He also says record companies are
payimng more attention o the stauon
now that it's FM, and that record
service has improved. “It's taken
awhile for labeéls to realize what an
FM staton means, but service has
picked up.”

Because WKRB s surrounded by
a | 400-waltl station on one side and
a SO00-wall station on the other
WEKRB lades in and out. But from
two or three miles away from s
Manhattan Beach wansmiiter, the

“We get 50-100 calls a day for
requests.” says Schwartz, “not only
from students but from Inends and
the rest of the community.
