NEW YORK A 24-vear-old col-
lege graduate with a degree in fi-
nance has forsaken a career on Wall
St. to operate a thniving custom
pressing plant in a thard floor loft a
block off Times Square. It's believed
1o be the only pressing plant within
the city limits

“It's been a tremendous amoun
of work.” concedes George Sro-
lovitch. “but there are monetary re-
wards, One thing I've learned 1s tha
graduate schools don’t teach you
how o get clients and collect from
them.

Srolovitch launched RGH Record
Pressing Inc in December, 1976
with two Consolidated semi-aulo-
matic, tlt head presses.

The wtal contrasts with 327 mil-
lion for fiscal 1977, according to
Harry Clements, vice president, fi-
nance. Clements added that fiscal
1979 projections imdicate a sales fig
ure of Appruunmlch S60 million

[hough the press was excluded
from the portion of the session deal-
ing with finances, Clements later re-
vealed the sales figures. He declined
o disclose Revord Bar earnings

Clements noted that the increases
are coming from the existng stores
rather than being solely tied to the
growth in the number of stores
which has now reached a total of 82,
“We attnbute a great deal of the in-
creases to the store personnel. Be-
Ciuse were paying managers more
than we did a couple vears ago
we're attracling stronger. more pro-
fessional people.”

Other reasons cited for Record
Bar's healthy sales surge are the
vear's big hits attracting more cus-
lomers to the stores, adverfising 1n-
creases, more elfecuve merchandis-
ing techmiques, better—and more
frequent—promotion, and the suc-
cess of its warehouse operation,
RMA

The site expansion continues,
also, stated Clements, with new
stores slated for Mashville and possi-
bly Florence, Ala.

All promoters and agents agree
that the Siones are the only group 1o
do phenomenal business this sum-
mer,

Tom Ross, West Coast director ol
ICM says: “The Stones did the ex-
ceplional business but nothing else
i¢ really moving. Some promolers
are in total shock at what's happen-
ing on the road.

“I spend a lot of ume talking 1o
people who are asking ‘what’s going
on” Everyvone expected this o be a
great summer.”

Al the same tume, Ross sees the
rise in ticket prices gainming resist-
ance from outdoor concertgoers. He
believes there are not many acts ca-
pable of filling a stadium at $12 a
ucket.

Mosl promoters and agents sur-
veyed feel some of the major tounng
acts are going to have o come in-
doors, take a lower [ee per perform-
ance but play more dates per tacility

The Eagles, Rolling Stones, Ae-
rosmith, Fleetwood Mac and ELO
chanced some of the larger sta-
diums—Bruce Springsteen ook on
the |15.(0K-capacity and under in-
door arenas.

The Eagles’ July and August
schedule include soldout perform-
ances al the 65,000-capacity Metro-
pohian Stadium in Minneapolis and
BufTalo’s 15,000-seat War Memorial
Stadium.

Barry Fey, head of Denver's Fey-
line Presents, says: “There's no ques-
ton that the hlg outdoor shows that
have been going on in MAJOor mar-
kets for the past five years have come
to the end of an éra.

“We've been doing these shows
since 1973 and it's no longer a nov-
clty plus there are many minuses
such as long waits and huge crowds.

“For the markets that have not
had these major shows (secondary)
i's a new thing and going over big

LOS ANGELES—The Los An-
geles-based Univ. of Sound Ans 1S
beginning its own record label aptly
called the Univ. of Sound Arts
which will be ntegrated into the
record production curriculum  the
school currently offers. The label/
class begin Oct |

According 1w Manny Freiser, di-
recior of markeung (the school’s di-
rector 1s noted engineer Raghu), and
instructor of the class, there will be
an intermediate class and an ad-
vanced class

The intermediate class will su
plement the recording of three demo
sides with lectures by a professional
a&kr man, producer and marketing
specialist. The advanced class will
encompass the entire spectrum of
record company [unctions from
scouling the artists, signing, selecting
the material and recording the artist.

The four arusts to be involved
with the label will be pre-selected by
Frewser through an audition process.
They are being scouted at the Whis-
key, Roxy, Songwnters Showcase
and other clubs. Jimmy Whitney has
completed some demo sides duning a
prlot run of the program.

Frewser states that there will be
[our classes accommodating about
10-12 students per class, Classes will
meel once a week [or 10 weeks, Be-
minmng Oct. | Univ. of Sound Arts
will operate on a quarterly system

A prerequisite for the course 1s the
basic engineening class which can be
waived with the passing of a test. All
students must be familiar with basic
production skills.,

The class will use a product man-
agemenl approach similar to that of
major labels which will encompass
the conception of marketing cam-
paigns for the artst

“Each class will choose the arust it
wishes 0 work with, tlk legal ar-
rangements, help choose the musi-
cians, arranger, matenal, studio and
get involved in the engineenng
slages,” savs Freiser. “Then they will
formulate a professional marketing
campaign. We hope o provide a
service 10 the major labels by show-
casing the finished masters.”

Freiser says the arusts will be
signed to “short term contracts™
{about six months) and at the end of
the ume limit, if no deal has been
made, the artst 15 free 0 go else-
where with his tape. If a deal 15
made, a standard production con-
tract 1s drawn up

The lee lor the intermediate class
15 £575. The advanced class 1s $650.

“We're mming 10 be the complete
industry educator by offenng stu-
dents a vanety of classes,” notes
Frewser. In addition to the record la-
bel class, the Umiv. of Sound Arts of-
fers classes in recording engineenng,
maintenance engincering as well as
a full program in record industry
secretanal and office skills. The
school also supplies counseling and
placemenl services

“The industry 1s gething more
complex and harder 10 get mio”
says Freiser. “Education is the wave
of the future. When the student fin-
ishes the course he will have a track
record ™

passes producing, wnting and per-

Comyn emphasized the power in-
herent in both felds, adding that
“compeliion gnps Us.

Comyn said he s troubled be-
cause “the growing imponance of
our businesses-measured by how
much cash we throw ofl o our own-
ers—has led to a new standard for
how well we're doing in our lives
And that standard 15 simply ¢om-
merce.

Looking imside record companies
Comyn said, “reveals costs running
away. managers threatening to pull
their arusts to other Libels unless ex-
travagent marketing dreams are ful-
filled ™

And with managers, artsts, pro-

ducers, retailers and labels attacking -

the “profit pudding,” as Cornyn
called it the result 15 “inevitable: the
record companies will lower their
nsk-taking. Fewer shots with new
artists will be taken. Music will be-
come more stereotyped and our fu-
ture will suffer.

“I'm not just telling you; | am
warning you." If economics can el-
fect the lifeblood for new recorded
product, 5o, 100, can it affect radio,
he said.
