Continued from opposite page 
black population isn't allowed to be 
proper citizens of their own land and 
where they are being consigned to 

13% of the most arid, barren land." 
Law continued, "The record com- 

panies say they don't have anything 
to do with where their artists per- 
form. Then why don't we ask them 
to do a benefit for the PLO and see 
what they say ?" He suggested that 
anti -South African activists mount 
selective boycotts of certain record 
labels and artists "to alert them to 
the South African question in a way

they understand." 

H. E. Ouamaro Youssoufou, am- 
bassador of the Organization for Af- 
rican Unity to the United Nations, 
spoke of the irony of tennis star John 
McEnroe's recent refusal to attend a 

tournament in South Africa, while 
Ray Charles performed there. "I saw 
it as a personal tragedy that Charles, 
a man who meant so much to people 
my age, would allow himself to fly 
into Johannesburg Airport and have 
himself declared an honorary white 
for the duration of his stay there. It 
made him a willing part of the white 

supremacist propoganda of that 
country." 

In a position statement read by 
Milton Allen of Arista Records, the 
New York chapter said, "It is im- 
perative that artists and promoters 
stay out of South Africa and Nam- 
ibia until the apartheid system is 

uprooted and replaced by a true 
democratic society adopted by the 
overwhelming majority. 

"To those who will not listen, 
don't blame anyone but yourselves 
when the anti- apartheid groups pro- 
test against your concerts, shows, 

records and tapes here in America 
and all over the world. Apartheid is 
a serious problem designed to de- 
stroy an entire nation of people. We 
hope you choose not to be part of it." 

Vernon Slaughter, Columbia 
Records' vice president of black mu- 
sic and jazz promotion, and Richard 
Smith, Arista's head of r &b promo- 
tion, both members of the BMA's 
board of directors, made statements 
of support for the seminar. Smith 
called the seminar "a shining star in 
the history of the BMA." This writer 
agrees.

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Studio Comeback Seen In Miami 
Rise In New Facilities Seen As Sign Of Turnaround 

By SARA LANE 

MIAMI- Recording studios in 
this sunbelt city are finally experi- 
encing a turnaround in the eco- 
nomic slump that has threatened the 
underpinnings of the business over 
the past two years. A reliable indica- 
tor that there is light at the end of the 
economic tunnel is the upswing in 
new studio construction, which be- 
gan last January and shows no sign 
of letting up. 

In the past seven months, South 
Florida has seen the establishment 
of two 48 -track facilities, New River 
Recording and db Studios, as well as 
the reopening of Studio Center, a 
24 -track facility, which had been 
shuttered for the past three years. 
Additionally, Henry Stone, whose 
well -known TK Recording Studio 
had also been shuttered, is working 
with Steve Alaimo to create a new 
studio complex. 

Shirley Faye, owner of Coconuts 
Recording Studio, suggests that the 
industry should spend less time on 
trying to build newer and better fa- 
cilities, and more time on self- analy- 
sis that could provide answers to 
some of the problems still confront- 
ing the studio business. But she ac- 
knowledged that things are looking 
up. 

¢ Faye says that a sign of the turn- 
around lies in the fact that Miami 
studios are attracting more local 

-I business. "There was a time when we 
pp depended heavily on out -of -state 

business to keep things moving, but 

rn this pattern seems to be changing," 
she notes. She adds that Coconuts 

c' has recorded four albums in the past 
four months, including a jazz LP by 
Ira Sullivan and "Poetica Erotica," 

D7 
an album of erotic verse. 

D Like other Miami studios, Coco - 
nuts was forced to lower rates during 
the economic slump. "It was a dras- 
tic measure, but it did help to boost 
business," Faye says. 

Climax is one of the few studios in 
this area that claims not to have re- 
duced rates. The 24 -track facility 
caters primarily to Miami's Hispanic 
clientele, as well as to artists and 
producers from Central and South 
America. 

At Criteria Sound, manager Rich 
Lee admits that his facility "has had 
to significantly adjust rates to reflect 
what people can pay these days." 
According to Lee, officials at the 
huge North Miami recording com- 
plex have re- thought pricing and 
other policies in a move to become 
more competitive with other studios 
around the country. 

"One of the problems we've been 
up against, particularly from Los

Angeles studios, is the fact that they 
supply just basic equipment with 
their hourly rate, which has always 
been much lower than ours. On the 
other hand, use of all our equipment 
is included in the rates we offer," 
Lee says. To combat this problem, 
Criteria will begin renting studio 
space at a much lower hourly rate, 
and with a much smaller comple- 
ment of equipment. The new policy 
goes into effect on Aug. 15. 

Criteria has also formed Criteria 
Film & Video, a company which 
produces and edits video clips. Ad- 
ditionally, the firm has added a 
three -quarter -inch video editing 
suite, along with a videotape dupli- 
cation facility. 

"We actually shoot the video clip 
on our sound stage, edit it in -house 
and then release it to the client," says 
Lee. "We're also doing audio sweet- 
ening for video and film, and have 
added a Q -Lock system that enables 
us to do both film and video mixing, 
as well as sound effects, dialog re- 
placement and so forth." 

Criteria has also opened a disk - 
cutting facility, which Lee says has 
attracted a number of new clients. 
But in spite of all the signs of a turn- 
around, Lee says that Criteria's busi- 
ness overall is still soft, due in part to 
the fact that fewer new records are 
being released. 

The key to Criteria's future ex- 
pansion seems to lie in the area of 
film and video, as opposed to gear- 
ing the facility for more music pro- 
ductions. Neither Lee nor Mack 
Emerman, president of Criteria, feel 
that there will be enough demand 
for record production in the future 
to sustain a facility the size of Cri- 
teria. Lee adds that Miami's location 
is a disadvantage, especially in the 
face of stiff competition coming 
from New York and Los Angeles. 

Bob Ingria, owner of Quadradial, 
contends that the record industry's 
turnaround is definitely taking 
place. "We've been going strong 
since December, and I've been get- 
ting a lot of work from New York," 
he says. Ingria has produced a group 
called Hugger for CBS and Kevun & 
the Bust Outs, not yet signed. He has 
also put the finishing touches on a 
new audio studio. 

If Kaye and Ingria seem more 
hopeful about the future than Lee, 
it's easy to see why. Each has a single 
studio, low overhead and a small 
staff. Mack Emerman's Criteria fea- 
tures five studios and a large staff, 
and diversification is a means of sur- 
vival for him. 

Studio -owners here are very inter- 
ested in digital but say it is too costly, 
too "iffy," and doesn't seem to be 
feasible, without standardization at 
least not at present. "I have mixed 
emotions," says Kaye. "Until the 
equipment becomes compatible, no

one knows which way to go. In the 
near future, I may get into some 
digital mixing, but I want to hold 
digital in abeyance. Anyway, most 
people won't even hear the differ- 
ence, and recording costs are pro- 
hibitive. 

John Denver spent all of March 
and April doing a full digital project 
at Criteria. It was recorded on 32 
tracks and mixed down to two. 

"We have a digital multitrack 
available," says Lee. "We also have 
a digital two -track in- house. I think 
the Compact Disc will be a major 
factor in the future. I think people 
will go to digital as an alternative, 
but they won't be doing any more 
projects per year." 

New Headphone Keys 

On Mixing Capabilities 
NEW YORK -A California club 

DJ turned businessman has devel- 
oped a professional headphone 
which he claims enhances the mix- 
ing and hearing capabilities of the 
user. Ben Plumly, head of Stacson 
Research Labs, says the system, des- 
ignated the Mixerphone model 
MP1 -2, utilizes a shoulder -mount 
design, and is being geared to the 
dance club market. 

The Mixerphone incorporates a 
specially designed headphone 
driver. Its speaker is mounted on a 
high -impact, heavy -duty, adjustable 
plexiglas bracket. The bracket is at- 
tached to a foam -filled, fabric -lined 
shoulder pad. Also featured are 
"suspender- type" clips for easy at- 
tachment. 

The Mixerphone frees the hand of 
the DJ for mixing and other duties at 
the console. When in place it sits be- 
tween an inch or two away from the 
user's ear. According to Plumly, a 
slight tilt of the head enables the 
user to have the Mixerphone cover 
his ear, thereby allowing him to hear 
all of his cues. Another tilt of the 
head in the opposite direction allows 
the user to hear the sound of his mix 
on his monitor speakers. 

The unit, with a price tag of 
$139.95, comes with a 24 -foot heavy - 
duty retractable cord and steel stereo 
jack plug that combines both left 
and right channels.

He 
says that Magic Music will also pro- 
vide clients with storage facilities 
and on- premises work space for re- 
pairs. 

In its incarnation as a supplier of 
sound systems to the theatre, Magic 
Music provided sound reinforce- 
ment systems for such shows as "Jo- 
seph & The Amazing Technicolor 
Dreamcoat" and the touring pro- 
duction of "The Pirates Of Pen- 
zance." Other clients have included 
Carnegie Hall, Westbury Music 
Fair, and Belmont Park raceway.

The Rhythm & The Blues 
Lewis are already fielding a basket- 
ful of production offers. 

Two of the most intriguing new 
names on the black singles chart, Bill 
Laswell and Michael Beinhorn, go 
under the banner Material. Once an 
avant -garde fusion duo associated 
with New York's underground 
punk -jazz scene, bassist Laswell and 
keyboardist Beinhorn produced 
Nona Hendryx's "Transformation" 
and Herbie Hancock's single 
"Rockit," both provocative attempts 
at mixing their feel for "new music" 
with fatback funk grooves.

Looks For Ways 

To Fill `Vacuum' 
By RUSSELL SHAW 

ATLANTA - Atlanta Inter- 
national, a three -year -old spiritual 
gospel- oriented label here, is enjoy- 
ing commercial success with four 
chart albums. They are "Rough Side 
Of The Mountain" and "When It 
Rains, It Pours" by the Rev. F. C. 
Barnes & Sister Brown, "Mama" by 
the Dixie Hummingbirds and 
"Closer" by Tommy Ellison. 

The presence of Barnes and 
Brown on the label is no accident, 
for they both hail from the same 
hometown as label president Ron 
Freeman: Rocky Mount, N.C. A 
veteran record distributor and pro- 
moter, Freeman found the pair 
through another Rocky Mount art- 
ist, the Rev. Thomas Walker. 

Freeman says he founded Atlanta 
International because "we thought 
there was a need for a label to fill the 
vacuum. Major record companies 
were downgrading or dropping their 
gospel lines, and many sincere and 
talented acts were finding fewer op- 
portunities to be heard." 

To promote albums, Atlanta In- 
ternational's promotion manager, 
the Rev. Larry McCollough, relies 
heavily on the gospel grapevine. 
"The people in this field are very 
close," he says, "and there's pretty 
good communication among the fel- 
lows who play the music. Often, 
what you have is a common grape- 
vine. So radio stations will call us to 
request a recol rather than us call- 
ing them." 

McCollough is also conscious of 
the role churches play in selling an 
album. "Churches and their mem- 
bers buy most of the gospel records 
today. They like good words that are 
electrifying. For these reasons, we 
encourage our acts to sell their rec- 
ords at churches. We sell the records 
to them real inexpensively so they 
can make some money to live on 
while they are on the road," he says. 

For retail distribution, Atlanta In- 
ternational uses several companies, 
including Schwartz Bros., Wash- 
ington; Bibb Distributing, Char- 
lotte, N.C.; Action Distributors, 
Cleveland; and Chapman Bros., Los 
Angeles. "We have most of the coun- 
try covered," notes Freeman.

Jamerson said it felt "great" to 
hear Motown music still on the ra- 
dio. But, he added, "There is also 
sometimes a tear because 1 see how I 

was treated and cheated. I didn't see 
that until I got a little older. But I'm 
glad that the music is still out there 
and that people are still just discov- 
ering it." 

One last question to him was 
about how the move to Los Angeles 
affected the atmosphere at Motown. 
His melancholy reply seems even 
sadder today. 

The Rhylhm & The Blues 
"Everybody, as time went on, got 

sort of strange," Jamerson said. "Es- 
pecially after Motown moved out to 
California. If they see you they're 
glad to see you. They just change 
their phone numbers so much. I

Quincy Jones' Operations Grow 
Executive Appointments At Label, Publishing Firm 

LOS ANGELES -Quincy Jones 
has moved to strengthen the admin- 
istration and publishing aspects of 
his companies, Qwest Records and 
Quincy Jones Productions, a reflec- 
tion of their recent growth. In addi- 
tion, says the firms' executive vice 
president and general manager Ed 
Eckstine, they're gearing up for two 
benefit concerts in Seattle to cele- 
brate Jones' 50th birthday, March 
14. 

Don Wilson, formerly of the Los 
Angeles law firm of Mason & 
Sloane, has joined Jones in the 
newly created position of director of 
business affairs (Billboard, Feb. 5). 
"With the growth of the company, it 
has become increasingly evident 
that we needed someone working in 
the office on a day -to -day basis to 
handle the nuts -and -bolts legal is- 
sues," says Eckstine, who during his 
nine -year tenure with Jones has per- 
formed many of those duties. 

Eckstine says he feels Wilson's ad- 
dition will allow him to increase his 
involvement in the creative end of 
the company. "We want to sign more 
acts, to sign more writers, and so on. 

It was very draining for me to hassle 
over the details of a deal all day and 
still scout for talent. Quincy, due to 
his schedule, obviously couldn't do 
it. So while Quincy and I will look 
over everything, Don will relieve us 
of a lot of pressure" 

Gary Taylor and his Morning 
Crew Music catalog have just joined 
Quincy Jones Publishing. Taylor, a 
Los Angeles -based writer- producer, 
is "a young talent we're really ex- 
cited about and the kind of person 
we're looking to bring into the com- 
pany," Eckstine says. Fran Amitin, 
just appointed director of Jones' 
publishing arm after serving as ad- 
ministrator for two years, will assist 
Eckstine in seeking writers. 

A major reason for Jones' interest 
in attracting writers is the expansion 
of the Qwest roster. Currently signed 
to the Warner Bros.- distributed la- 
bel are Patti Austin, James Ingram, 
Lena Horne, Ernie Watts, new 
group Posh (featuring James In- 
gram's brother Phillip and Zane 
Giles), and Jones. Eckstine says he'd 
like to keep the Qwest roster "under 
two digits," which still leaves the

company room for three additional 
signings. 

Qwest is hoping to be able to rely 
on its own in -house writers for the 
bulk of its material. Jones himself 
will be concentrating on producing 
Qwest acts in the near future, with 
few side trips to do superstar projects 
like Donna Summer, Michael Jack- 
son, and the recently completed 
Lena Horne -Frank Sinatra double 
album. 

The label hopes to release new 
product by all its acts but Jones by 
July 3, says Eckstine, so they can 
tour during the prime summer 
months and hopefully stimulate 
record sales.

But with Rev. Jesse Jack- 
son organizing a national boycott of 
Budweiser products, Jones is not en- 
tertaining any offers from the beer .

Blues Is In Loyola's Curriculum

CHICAGO -Traditional "Blue 
Monday" nights provide the frame- 
work for Loyola University's on- 
going Chicago blues program, en- 
titled "Chicago Blues: An Urban 
Experience." 

The six-week, $40 course traces 
the development of the blues (Chi- 
cago's in particular) within a larger 
historical context, via videotapes, 
open dialogue, live performances, 
and taping sessions. Classes are held 

on Monday evenings, which in blues 
tradition has been the informal jam 
session night for musicians who 
have gigged all weekend. 

The two- and -a- half -year -old 
course is the brainchild of folklorist 
Barry Dolins. Dolins, 33, a Chicago 
native who holds Masters degrees in 
history and folklore, spent two years 
as a KUHY -FM Philadelphia an- 
nouncer before returning to Chicago 
in 1980 "looking for an outlet to 
present a course in the blues." He 
found one in Loyola's Office of Con- 

The Rhythm & The Blues' 
The Holland Brothers Speak 

By NELSON GEORGE 

Brian and Eddie Holland don't 
talk a great deal. In more than 20 
years as producers and writers, they 
can remember doing "maybe three 
or four interviews " -remarkable, 
considering the influence these gen- 
tlemen have had on popular music. 

Together with Lamont Dozier, 
they helped define the musical "Mo- 
town sound." What was an inspired 
hit -making formula 
for the Supremes, 
the Four Tops and 
many others has be- 
come a permanent 
part of our musical 
vocabulary. Daryl 
Hall and John 
Oates' "Maneater," 
for example, approximates the Hol- 
land /Dozier /Holland arrangement 
of the Supremes' "You Can't Hurry 
Love," while Phil Collins has gone 
directly to the source for his current 
hit. Both these records have been top 
10 pop hits this year, demonstrating 
the durability of a musical vision 
first forged in 1964. 

Yet the Holland brothers are re- 
luctant to dwell on the past. They'd 
rather talk about 8th Day, a five- 
member vocal group they have pro- 
duced and signed to A &M Records. 
The original version of 8th Day re- 
corded for the Hollands' Invictus 

Records in the early 1970s. 

"We don't talk to the press often, 
because we're basically background 
people," says Eddie Holland. "But 
we're genuinely excited about the 
group and this album." Brian's de- 
scription of 8th Day's talents recalls 
the Temptations: "We have five

tinuing Education, which set up his 
course with "the freedom to design 
my own curriculum, combining so- 
cial sciences and humanities." 

Last April, the "Chicago Blues" 
course was given money by the Il- 
linois Arts Council and Loyola's 
Mellon Foundation to videotape 
many of Chicago's classic blues per- 
formers, some of whom were active 
in the genre's formative years. Do- 
lins edited the footage into four 35- 
minute programs, which this semes- 
ter become part of the course's regu- 
lar curriculum. 

The programs follow the blues' 
development from pre- industrial 
Delta blues, the '20s classic blues 
era, the '30s- to-World War II period, 
and post -War electric blues, through 
to contemporary Chicago blues. 

Featured on the videotapes are 
Little Brother Montgomery, Estella 
"Mama" Yancey, Sunnyland Slim, 
Erwin Helfer, Homesick James, 
Honey Boy Edwards, Blind John 
Davis, and the Sons Of Blues. 

Dolins, who in addition to his 
scholastic activities produces blues 
records on his own Sirens label, 
hopes to market the quartet of blues 
videotapes and accompanying cur- 
riculum guide to interested schools 
and other organizations.

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voices, each with its own particular 
style, which gives us an opportunity 
to use a lot of different vocal color- 
ings and combinations." When 
asked if 8th Day compared favor- 
ably to the Temptations, Eddie re- 
fuses to he glib. "No, I couldn't say 
that. The Temptations to me had, 
and still have, something quite spe- 
cial that I've never heard any other 
vocal group match. The quality of 
the voices and the way they could be 
played off each other made them es- 
pecially interesting to work with." 

The Holland brothers and Dozier 

The Rhythm & The Blues 
left Motown in the late 1960s in a 
flurry of lawsuits and acrimony. To- 
day Eddie says, "That was so long 
ago we can't even remember what 
started it. It must have been a hunch 
of little things that just built up that 
were never quite taken care of at the 
time. Egos got in the way at some 
point, and it never was worked out. 
Our relationship with Motown now 
is fine. 

"We use their Hitvsville Studio in 
Los Angeles. We're extremely happy 
with Jobete. They keep our music 
out there. and our income from our 
publishing just keeps increasing. We 

make more money from it today 
than we did IO or 15 years ago. Jo- 
bete worked with us to do a co -pub- 
lishing project with our Gold For- 
ever Music on our old music as well 
as songs we've written more 
recently." 

About Berry Gordy, the Hollands 
have nothing but praise. "When we 
started, we were 17 or 18 years old, 
just kids really," says Eddie. "Being 
a creative person himself, Berry 
could understand creative people 
and --this is important -could recog- 
nize talent in the raw. Some of the 
people at Motown had great talent 

and only needed a chance to grow. 
Others were just marginal talents 
that he stuck with." 

According to legend. Motown's 
music was ground out with the ma- 
chine -like regularity of an assembly 
line. The Hollands agree that they 
were disciplined and worked quickly, 
but they say Motown meant "total 
freedom" to them. "It was a totally 
relaxed, creative environment and, 
yes, very much like a family. We'd 
cut any time of the day or night. But 
we'd also sit down at Hitsville and 
play poker all night." 

The famous trebly sound of Mo- 

town's '60s recordings was, accord- 
ing to Brian, more a matter of equip- 
ment than taste. "We'd listen to all 
those Stax records and other records 
of that the period and try to get that 
same fat drum and bass sound," he 
recalls. "When we'd hear our rec- 
ords through the speakers in the 
original Hitsville studio in Detroit, 
they'd have that sound, too. But they 
wouldn't record like that. though 
we'd hear them with a fatter sound 
through those particular speakers. 
But we didn't complain. People 
seemed to like them.'

Broadcast Boosts King Holiday 
By NELSON GEORGE 

NEW YORK -A Martin Luther 
King Jr. People's Radio Poll, spon- 
sored by Stevie Wonder, Inner City 
Broadcasting, and the producers of 
the black- oriented entertainment 
call -in show "Hollywood Live," gen- 
erated 7,500' calls to U.S. Senators 
urging that King's birthday be voted 
a national holiday, according to In- 
ner city spokesman Chuck Sutton. 

The three -hour radiothon, held 
Sunday, Sept. 18, was hosted by 
Wonder, WBLS program director 
Frankie Crocker in New York and 
Sid McCoy in Los Angeles in support 
of the bill, already passed by the 
House of Representatives, which 
would make Jan. 14 a national 
holiday. 

Wonder has been a driving force 
behind the King holiday movement. 
In the past the Motown artist has or- 
ganized two marches on Washington 
in support of this legislation. 

According to Sutton, the broad- 
cast was organized in "about a week 
and a half after we found it was corn- 
ing up for a vote on the Senate. David 
Lampell, senior vice president in 
charge of public affairs at Inner City, 
contacted Stevie about doing a 
broadcast and he gave his full sup- 
port to it." 

Sutton says 63 stations carried the 
broadcast "not counting a yet- to -be- 
determined number of RKO sta- 
tions." Stations associated with the 
National Black Radio Network, Na- 
tional Public Radio, and the "Holly - 
wood Live" syndication network car- 
ried the radiothon. Listeners were 
given an 800 number at Western 
Union that allowed them to send tele- 

grams to their respective senators en- 
couraging an affirmative vote on the 
King bill. 

Among the many celebrities to 
voice their support for the King holi- 
day were Phil Donahue, Aretha 
Franklin, Lionel Richie, Jean Staple- 
ton, Don Cornelius, Yoko Ono, Mi- 
chael Sembello, Tony Orlando, Mari- 
lyn McCoo & Billy Davis, Miss 
America Vanessa Williams, and Lit- 
tle Steven & the Disciples of Soul. In- 
terspersed with the interviews were 
pieces of music related to the civil 
rights struggle (including a cut on the 

new Gap Band album dedicated to 
King, which features a guest appear- 
ance by Wonder.) 

"We wanted the show to reflect the 
fact that Dr. King was a contempo- 
rary American hero," says Sutton 
about the eclectic list of guest 
speakers. 

Hamilton Cloud III, vice president 
of comedy at NBC Radio, gave up 
his weekend to act as producer for 
the broadcast. Sidney Miller and Ed 
Brisco of "Hollyw000d Live," ac- 
cording to Sutton, also contributed 
greatly to the broadcast's success.

Furious Five's Crossover 
Gets Boost From Britain 

NEW YORK -Ever since the 
crossover success of "The Message," 
Grandmaster Flash & the Furious 
Five have been the darlings of the 
rock world, being cited by rock musi- 
cians as a musical influence. 

According to Mellie Mel, the Furi- 
ous Five's chief lyricist /rapper, this 
hasn't all been lip service, as Chris 
Dillford, formerly of Squeeze, and 
Police drummer Stewart Copeland 
both contributed tracks to the 
group's forthcoming Sugarhill al- 
bum. "Chris came out twice," recalls 
Mel. "First he put down a track and 
then he came back out to Sugarhill's 
studios in Englewood (N.J.) to add 
some syndrums. We always have felt 
that the European groups knew how 
to give their records a bigger, deeper 
sound, and he showed us a few 
things. 

"Copeland came over to Jersey the 
day before the Police played at Shea 
Stadium this summer and cut a cou- 
ple of things with Reggie Griffith, 

one of the other artists on Sugarhill. 
We're gonna use one of those tracks 
on the album." 

At this point, neither track has a ti- 
tle. "Right now, we're working on 
the words," says Mel. "We want 
these to be right, because both mean 
a lot to us. 

"What we really want to do now is 

get on a rock tour as an opening act," 
he continues. When asked what rock 
bands they'd like to open for, Mel re- 
plies, "A heavy metal band. We wear 
spikes and leather just like they do. 
We'd fit in naturally with Iron Maid- 
en or Judas Priest, who come out in 
long spikes on motorcycles. We think 
our fans would still come out to see 
us. It would be good for us and good 
for rock, too." 

Speaking for the other members of 
the Furious Five, Mel claims Rick 
James as "our father. From watching 
Rick we got a lot of our ideas for our 
street look, which we just took and 
individualized." 

by performances from Palo Alto re- 
cording artist Linda Hopkins, Lynn 
White, who was named the festival's 
"queen of the blues," and Japanese 
vocalist Toru Oki who, according to 
spectators, sounds remarkably like a 
Southern black bluesman. 

During the next few months the 
festival's producer, Malcolm Walls,

Since we're on the topic of video, it 

is worth noting the general upturn in 
the quality of black video presenta- 
tions. Shalamar's "Dead Giveaway," 
produced by the black -owned video 
production company Quantum Leap, 
is a real leap both in quality and con- 
cept from the group's previous work, 
symbolizing the greater care being 
taken with videos for black acts. The 
most impressive new video this writer 
has seen is Philip Bailey's "I Know," 
in which a pleasant enough mid -tem- 
po love song is expanded and deep- 
ened into a real mini -movie with Bai- 
ley showing some genuine acting 
talent. While not as spectacular as 
"Beat It," for pure intelligence and 
for the way it enhances the song, it 
may rival that much celebrated 
production. 

Will MTV play it? Who cares? 
With the black or urban video shows 
growing in number and impact, the 
question, which has hampered the 
growth of black videos, may soon be

"We started playing at migrant la- 
bor camps and private parties, be- 
cause it was illegal for an integrated 
group to perform in public," says 
Clegg. "But we learned how to bend 
the rules. We'd find out when police 
were on patrol or which one had a 
taste for whiskey in order for us to 
play." 

Following the Soweto riots in 
1976, "there was incredible tension 
within the country, and even the 
most conservative governments 
around the world were protesting." 

The Rhylhm & The Blues 
As a result, the South African gov- 
ernment established international 
zones, mostly hotels, "where whites 
and blacks can mix to save face with 
the international community. So it 
would not be difficult for us to play 
there, but instead we continue to play 
in segregated areas, in the black 
townships for example, while inviting 
all peoples to come see and hear us." 

Juluka, composed of three blacks 
and three whites, has taken flack 
from all sides. "Black consciousness 
groups there say we are confusing the - 

people with our presence and our mix 
of black and white," says Clegg. 

"White racists don't like the fact we 
represent a unified non -racial Africa. 
Our position is that Africa's future 
lies in not fragmenting along color 
and tribal lines -a tactic used to di- 
vide the people -but by embracing 
and unifying the people, by offering a 
vision of the future." 

Clegg and Mchunu support the in- 
ternational cultural boycott of South 
Africa. "If the performer is coming 
over just to make money, don't 
come," says Clegg. However, he 
adds, if "they want to help, they 
should talk with one of the civil 
rights groups, such as the United 

Democratic Front, demand to play 
before multi -racial audiences and do- 
nate part of the proceeds to help po- 
litical detainees. We live in South Af- 
rica and do these things. For acts 
coming from outside, it wouldn't be 
difficult to do." 

Those that come over just to make 
money Clegg finds "politically repre- 
hensible." On this point the usually 
taciturn Mchunu adds, "We'd never 
play Sun City." 

"The battle is not a monolithic 
struggle," says Clegg. "Every little 
bit can help. For two hours on stage 
we enact a non -racial society. We 

can't build a future on guns and fear. 
Fear is the lubricant for government 
control. What we want to do is pre- 
sent a model for what the future 
could be like. We are creating sym- 
bols inside our culture. That's what 
culture is; the symbolic life of a 
country. 

"Look at the cultural boycott. 
What it does is isolate South Africa 
and set it up as a symbol of repres- 
sion. But it won't topple the South 
African government. The only way 
to truly change South African society 
is an international economic boycott, 
supported by the United States." 
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Ritz Renovating, Adding Outside Productions 
By ROMAN KOZAK 

NEW YORK -The 1,500- capaci- 
ty Ritz, the top showcase club here, is 
going to renovate its facility, will be- 
gin to do outside shows, and will get 
involved in tv, theatre and record 
production, says Jerry Brandt, pro- 
moter and one of the owners of the 
club. 

Brandt says the Ritz will also get 
more into cabaret with "Mischief 
Monday" nights. He says that he's 
found a "Hispanic `Cage Aux 
Folles' " that he wants to put into 
the Ritz in the spring on Monday 
nights. But before then, in January 
and February, he expects the club to 
be open only during the weekends. 

"The reason is that in January and 
February in this industry, as in any 
industry, things are very slow, and I 
would like to use that time to over- 
haul the entire place and bring in a 
whole new set of technology. Sony 
and I are in heavy negotiations right 
now to turn this place into the next 
state -of -the -art. Since we opened and 
introduced video on this level, every 
bar on every street corner in the 
world has video," he says. 

Brandt is understandably reluctant 
to discuss specifics as to how the new 
Ritz will look, "since we are on the 
fast lane here." But he says that both 
he and Sony are working to make it 
the next step in audio /visual enter- 
tainment within a club. 

"Beyond that you can only do so 
much within four walls," he contin- 
ues. "Then you have to look outside 
the four walls. One of the things we 
are doing now is shooting a pilot, ten- 
tatively titled 'Puffin' On The Ritz.' 

"There is nothing more boring on 
tv than straight concert footage. It 
just doesn't project. It has nothing to 
do with the artists. So we have put to- 
gether our own concept, which will 
be a combination of `E.T.,' the Ritz 
and ` Mondo Video.' We have the 
commitments to being syndicated, so 
now the Ritz will be taken around the 
world through tv. We should be on 
the air about February or March and 
are now negotiating with Lorne Mi- 
chaels of `Saturday Night Live' as 
one of the producers," says Brandt. 

Brandt says that since the Ritz 
opened about four years ago it has 
produced some 1,200 shows, proba- 
bly giving more exposure to new mu- 
sic acts than any venue in the world. 

"As a result of that situation we 
have formed Ritz Concerts Inc.," he 
says. "And that means we are going 
beyond just the Ritz to do concerts. 
It's insane to be breaking all these 
new music acts for somebody else." 

What prompted this, says Brandt, 
was that working with the band's 
agent in London, the Ritz advanced 
money to Big Country, just as its first 
album was released, allowing the 
band to make an auspicious New 
York debut. "It was an enormously 
successful engagement for them. It 
got the vibes going and the record 
rolling with radio stations, and every- 
body was impressed. 

"But to make a long story short, 
they then signed with ATI. A young 
lady at ATI decided that I wasn't a 
New York promoter, and then pro- 
ceeded to give the attraction to an- 
other New York promoter to play 
Roseland. I therefore decided that at 
this time I have no desire to do busi- 
ness with such insensitive political 
people, who maybe represent pro- 
moters rather than the acts. But that 
will kick back at them and I can just 
sit back and wait," he says. 

"The situation irked me so much 
that it prompted me to say that it was 
about time to move out," continues 
Brandt, who says that he offered to 
play Big Country at a venue outside 
the Ritz, but was turned down. "But 
now Ritz Concerts is formed, and we 
can go to any venue anywhere, any- 
time. We are planning some shows 
for the spring. We are negotiating for 
our own theatre, because I think it's 
time we came back to a 2,000 -seat 
theatre. I think it's ridiculous to go 
from ballroom to a ballroom. What 
does it give you to go from the Ritz to 
Roseland ?" 

Brandt says that Ritz Productions 
has also been formed and financed to 
produce records. "I do not want my 
own label, but I do want my own pro- 
duction company, where we can 
make our own masters, and them sell 

Peter Allen's Two Faces 
Maintaining High Visibility

LOS ANGELES -Peter Allen's 

popularity takes a two-pronged at- 
tack. On the one hand, he is known 
as the songwriter of such sensitive 
classics as "I Honestly Love You," 
"Don't Cry Out Loud" and "Ar- 
thur's Theme." On the other hand, 
he is the extravagant, campy enter- 
tainer whose spectacular Radio City 
Music Hall show included the entire 
cast of the Rockettes, a working 
three -story elevator and a camel. 

In Los Angeles to tape "Solid 
Gold," "Salute" and "Hour Maga- 
zine," Allen took a breather from his 
sold -out recent tour to say that nei- 
ther of these personas was what he 
had in mind. "I set out to be a nice 
singer /songwriter," says Allen in a 
still- obvious Australian accent. 

His tour emphasized that side of 
Allen more so than his previous out- 
ings. "It's only me onstage, with two 
backup singers and the band," says 
Allen. "It was nice to get away from 
spectacle for a minute and do some 
songs. It's hard to introduce new ma- 
terial with 50 girls kicking around 
the stage." 

Allen says he fell into his stage 

overkill by accident, in an attempt to 
find something new to show an audi- 
ence so loyal that most viewers were 
repeat attendants. "So instead of be- 
ing a nice, sensible singer /songwrit- 
er, here I was shaking maracas and 
ripping off my shirt and lying on top 
of the piano. And it got to be a bit of 
a problem. I mean, once you've rid- 
den in on a camel and danced with 
the Rockettes, there's very little place 
to go. It's like painting yourself into a 
corner." 

So Allen recorded "Not The Boy 
Next Door," a collection of well - 
crafted pop tunes which is reportedly 
his strongest seller to date. He is 
working with Bob Fosse on a Broad- 
way musical based on the Italian film 
"Big Deal On Madonna Street." His 
three -month Australian tour includ- 
ed a command performance for the 
Prince and Princess of Wales. If there 
is one more thing he would wish for, 
it is that his own rendering of one of 
his tunes could become a monster hit. 

"It could always happen," he says. 
"But as long as someone's having hits 
with them, my ego as a songwriter is 
satisfied. It's only if no one ever 
heard them that I'd be upset." 

them. There will be a maximum of 
three or four attractions, with whom 
we are currently negotiating. 

"We are also involved with doing 
an Off -Broadway musical called 
`Brooklyn 1956' and a few other pro- 
jects I cannot now discuss," he says. 
One thing that Brandt is doing within 
the Ritz is a national break dance 
concert. 

"We did a five- borough inner -city 
contest with first prize of $1,000," he 
says. "Now we are instituting the 
first U.S. Breaker Open, where the 

first prize will be $20,000. We have 
collaborated with 20 other nightclubs 
in 20 cities, each one putting up 
$1,000. Then they will all come to 
New York to perform here, which 
could be a very good half -hour spe- 
cial for syndication as well. 

"We will film the whole thing. We 
are working to set up sponsors, and I 
also want to work it out so that three - 
quarters of the prize is a scholarship, 
and the rest is cash, so that the win- 
ners are assured some kind of 
education."

Rock 'n' Rolling 
AC /DC Still Doing What They Do Best 

By ROMAN KOZAK 

AC /DC was the first of a new gen- 
eration of both Australian and heavy 
metal bands who are now tearing up 
the charts. But guitarist Angus 
Young says he doesn't feel like a 
pioneer. 

"We don't think of ourselves as 
pioneers, though I have seen Pete 
Townshend and Mick Jagger with 
shorts on," he jokes. "A lot of people 
change in their ca- 
reers. A lot of the 
bigger bands 
changed styles to 
suit the public 
tastes. If that's the 
music that's hap- 
pening, they'll play 
it. But with us, 
we've just done what we do best, 
which is rock'n'roll. 

"When we first came here the big 
music was disco, and when we were 
playing these crowds were turning 
up, wanting to hear rock'n'roll, and 
then calling up their radio stations. 

"As a rock'n'roll band, we've al- 
ways been in a different vein than 
other bands. We've never been a top 
40 type of band. And we've never put 
ourselves in a competitive way, being 
popular for a year and then it's sort 
of gone. We've been more in the long 
run," he says. 

Interviewed on the phone from 
Philadelphia, where the band was 
playing the Spectrum as part of a 
two -month U.S. tour in support of 
their self -produced LP on Atlantic, 
Young said that though the band has 
somebody "who looks after our af- 
fairs," AC/DC has always been an 
independent self -running organiza- 
tion. And he added that though their 
latest LP went up and down the 
charts fairly fast, they're not worried 
about sales. 

"All over the world we've done 
very well," he says. "There have been 
countries that have gone off us for a 
while, but as soon as this one came 
out, they came right back in. And I 
think it's doing well here, in actual 
sales. Our best selling album, `Back 
In Black,' was at 30 at one point, and 
it was pretty much down there, and 
people said it would never get any 
higher, but it kept selling and selling. 

"All our other albums have also 
had big sales, and they have been 
over a long period. It avoids a lot of 
hype, and you know people are buy- 
ing it because they like the record, 
and not because it's another one of 
their albums," he says, adding that 
the same attitude of no hype but hard 
work carries over to the live shows. 

"We always go on with the atti- 
tude that people don't have to ap- 
plaud just because we're standing 

here. We get out there and work. We 
don't go on with the attitude like Bob 
Hope: Laugh at the jokes even if 
they're not funny. We also don't like 
to go on with too much slickness. It's 
still raw, like a band of kids," he says. 

Unlike most other bands, AC /DC 
does not do videos, adds Young. 
"There are always people coming 
along and filming things, and there is 
always stuff being organized. It's just 
whether we'll release it or not, and 
how we feel at the time. We make 
records, we tour and we play. But 
we're not so pretty these days, and if 
you see us on the tv, it might turn 
many people off," he says. 

* * * 
Was (Not Was), who started out 

on Ze Records, then went to Antilles 
and Island, are now on a more "hard- 
ball" record company, Geffen Rec- 

ords, though still keeping their affili- 
ation with Ze, says David Was, who 
with Don Was forms the Detroit - 
based group.

Pax Productions President 
Vows Return To San Diego

SAN DIEGO -What happened to 
Pax Productions? That's what a lot of 
people in the local music industry 
here are wondering. 

After losing more than $100,000 
on an Oct. 8 Linda Ronstadt concert 
here, Pax president Fred Moore suf- 
fered a heart attack and went into se- 
clusion. Calls to his company's Kear- 
ny Mesa offices since that time have 
been answered by an answering 
service. 

Seven concert/ball game combos 
with the National Basketball Associ- 
ation, scheduled throughout Novem- 
ber, December, January, and Febru- 
ary in cities like Philadelphia, 
Cleveland, and Indianapolis, have 
been canceled. And plenty of specu- 
lation exists about the demise of what 
has basically been a one -man 
operation. 

But Moore, recuperating in his Es- 
condido home, vows to go on. 
Checks to sound, light, and stage per- 
sonnel who hadn't been paid were 
sent out during the last few weeks, 
and after a winter hiatus, Pax will be 
back in the spring, he says. 

"I am not in Brazil, selling drugs," 
Moore says. "I am not night -riding 
out of here. It's just that the president 
of the company had a heart attack, 
and everything's being placed on 
hold awhile." 

Since staging its first rock concert 
at the Del Mar Racetrack in north 
San Diego County three years ago, 
Moore's Pax Productions has been 
one of San Diego's three largest pro- 
moting firms and the only one to do 
most of its work out of town, chiefly 

with major league sports teams. 
Pax has produced more than 50 

concert/ball game combinations in 
major cities all over the country. Lo- 
cally, past productions included two 
Beach Boys shows following San Die- 
go Padres baseball games-each sell- 
ing all 50,000 available tickets -and 
Jefferson Starship, America and Am- 
brosia concerts after San Diego Sock - 
ers soccer matches. 

And in virtually every instance, 
Moore didn't invest, or risk, any of 
his own money. Instead, he was paid 
a flat fee -generally around 
$125,000 -to cover all expenses and 
his profit, which once all costs were 
covered rarely exceeded a couple of 
thousand dollars, one company 
source reports. 

But on Oct. 8, Moore returned to 
San Diego to produce a benefit fund- 
raiser for the San Diego State Univ. 
Aztecs football team, and this time 
he veered from his policies and 
agreed to give the school the first 
$125,000 generated at the door; he 
would keep for himself any addition- 
al profits up to a maximum of 
$125,000. 

The event, however, was a bomb, 
drawing fewer than 20,000 people to 
see Linda Ronstadt and the football 
game (just a shade more than normal 
Aztec attendance), and with a ticket 
price set at only $3 for State students 
and $6 to $8 for the public, Moore 
didn't fare too well. 

During the final ticket count the 
night of the show he suffered a heart 
attack, and that's when his firm's 
problems began.

Arbitron Executive Fields Queries At YBPC Conference 

NEW YORK -"Arbitron and 
black radio haven't always under- 
stood each other. But I think a dialog 
has been started that will help both in 
the future," says Young Black Pro- 
grammers Coalition president Randy 
Sterling about the fruits of an Arbi- 
tron presentation made at the 
YBPC's recent conference in 
Houston. 

Aside from answering questions 
about Arbitron's methodology, Rip 
Ridgeway, vice president for radio 
sales development, made available to 
Sterling a sheet of questions used by 
the firm in its survey of black listen- 
ers. At the YBPC's next regional 
meeting, scheduled for mid- January 
in Jackson, Miss., copies of the ques- 
tions will be distributed to YBPC 
members. Ridgeway also made avail- 
able copies of an Arbitron publica- 
tion called "The Black Listener, Ar- 
bitron, & the Measurement of the 
Black Radio Audience." 

Sterling claims that while Arbitron 
representatives have spoken before 
the National Assn. of Black Owned 
Broadcasters and the National Black 
Caucus, "this may have been the first 
time Arbitron spoke to a gathering of 
black programmers. " 

"I must emphasize the fact that 
many of our programmers and air 
personalities aren't really sure how 
Arbitron gets its ratings," says Ster- 
ling, referring to the suspicion black 
radio personnel have traditionally 
felt toward the ratings service. 

"It is important now that we un- 
derstand Arbitron," says the pro- 
gram director /personality at Galves- 
ton's KGBC. "When, after years of 
complaining, black radio was able to 
get Arbitron to use the 'expanded 
sample frame' ratings technique, giv-

NEW YORK -Videos created for 
black artists have taken a quantum 
leap in quality and expense over the 
past year.

Budgeted at approximately $200,000 
($30,000 of which went solely for 
special effects), the video about mag- 
netized streetfighters in a Los Ange- 
les of the future was the first produc- 
tion of Art Sims' Los Angeles -based 
11:24 Design company. 

Sims' involvement with the record 
industry dates back to 1974, when he 
was hired as an art director by CBS 
in New York at 18. In the mid -'70s, 
Sims moved to Los Angeles, where as 
an art director at Capitol he designed 
covers for Peabo Bryson, Natalie 

Cole, Minnie Riperton and others. 
Five years ago he opened 11:24 

Design, creating covers and logos for 
a number of prominent music indus- 
try figures. The attractive, eye- catch- 
ing logo of Quincy Jones' Qwest Re- 
cords came from Sims. He is 
currently creating a logo for Stevie 
Wonder's Wonderland recording 
studio. 

Sims' association with "Magnetic" 
started with some casual conversa- 
tions with Maurice and Verdine 
White of Earth, Wind & Fire and his 
wife Janet, a partner in his company. 
"We discussed the kind of images 
they were interested in and how with 
their next single Earth, Wind & Fire 
needed to make a major statement in 

Universal Books Veterans 
But Tries To Stay Current 

NEW YORK -Since 1945, Uni- 
versal Attractions has booked some 
of black music's biggest names. Jack- 
ie Wilson, Dinah Washington, Ruth 
Brown and Pigmeat Markham are a 
few of the legendary performers who 
have worked with Universal. Its cur- 
rent roster of 20 acts is built around 
hitmakers of the '60s and early '70s: 
James Brown, Wilson Pickett, the 
Dells, Junior Walker, Ben E. King, 
the Stylistics, Billy Paul and Ray, 
Goodman & Brown. 

Few acts signed to Universal today 
are currently factors on the black sin- 
gles chart, something Jack Bart, son 
of Universal's founder Ben, hopes to 
change in the new year. "We are not 
an oldies but goldies agency, but one 
that has catered to the needs of estab- 
lished acts," says Bart. "We haven't, 
in most cases, tried to woo acts with 
hits with large money offers, movie 
deals or big promises like some 
agencies. 

"The reason we've been in business 
so long and had such a stable roster is 
that we've shown we can book acts 
even when they don't have a hit rec- 

ord -and, if we're honest about it, 
most acts don't have hit records most 
of the time. As soon as they come off 
the charts at some agencies they're 
tossed to the wayside. We look to de- 
velop a personal relationship." 

Bart notes that James Brown has 
been with Universal over 20 years, 
the Dells nine years, and Ben E. King 
seven years. Instant Funk and Third 
World, who the company has booked 
on two Japanese tours, are the best 
known contemporary acts Universal 
has handled in recent years. 

"We are very strong in the over- 
seas market," says Bart. "Fully 50% 
of the booking that comes out of this 
office is done there." 

To increase its share of the con- 
temporary market, Universal has 
hired Sparkie Martin, longtime figure 
on the New York music scene, as a 
consultant. And as an inducement to 
prospective clients, Universal offers 
access to an in -house tour bus. The 
1976 Silver Eagle sleeps 15, including 
a private room in the back, two bath- 
rooms, shower, color television and 
video recorder. 

music video," says Sims. A London 
production team was originally 
scheduled to handle the video, but 
the Whites rejected their presentation 
and asked Sims to participate in the 
project. 

"We spent two months prepping 
for the video, studying the work of a 
number of directors," Sims says. 
"We were looking for someone who 
could handle large groups of people 
and had demonstrated the ability to 
make hit videos." 

Jay Dubin of John Small Produc- 
tions, a director best known for 
shooting Billy Joel's "Tell Her About 
It" and "Uptown Girl," was selected. 
"Jay did a fantastic job and contrib- 
uted greatly to a very complicated 
piece," says Sims. 

The video was shot in three days at 
three different locations, including 
the Bradbury Building in downtown 
Los Angeles, where much of "Blade 

Runner" was filmed. The "Blad 
Runner" connection was strength- 
ened by the use of three cars from the 
influential film. 

"Some people from Doug Trum- 
bull's 'Blade Runner' special effects 
team visited the set and asked where 
we had gotten the cars from. They 
thought they'd been junked," Sims 
recalls. 

In the wake of "Magnetic," Sims 
has been approached with a number 
of provocative projects. Universal 
has asked him about editing music 
videos out of scenes from some of its 
upcoming releases. A number of ma- 
jor artists have called about music 
videos. So has Motown Records. 

"I just want to show that black 
producers and directors can do quali- 
ty work, videos that stand up to the 
best of what is coming out of En- 
gland," says Sims. "There is a large 
community of black technicians, art 
directors, etc. who can compete with 
what's on MTV or anywhere else. I 

think that'll become clear in the next 
year."

The Rhythm & The blues 
Kool Leading Gang In New Directions 
By NELSON GEORGE 

Since 1979, few acts in the industry 
have done as well as Kool & the 
Gang. Three of the group's last four 
albums, "Ladies Night," "Celebrate" 
and "Something Special," went plati- 
num in the U.S. The band's last al- 
bum, "As One," reportedly sold 
800,000 domestically, but outper- 
formed its predecessors in Africa and 
Europe. 

This sales streak 
began with the addi- 
tions of lead singer 
James Taylor and 
producer Eumir 
Deodato to the 
Kool & the Gang 
family. Taylor's 
cool, graceful sing- 
ing and dancing gave the band the 
first strong frontman in its history, 
adding immeasurably to its sound on 
record and its stage show. Deodato's 
contributions were more subtle, but 
just as important. The Gang's stri- 
dent horns were subdued in favor of 
rich keyboard textures, a super -clean 
sound and smoother rhythm tracks. 

Now that winning combination of 
Deodato and Kool & the Gang has 
ended for the time being, and quite 
amicably, according to Robert 
"Kool" Bell, bassist and spokesman 
for De -Lite Records' favorite gang. 
"We felt after four albums we wanted 

to make a change and give ourselves 
a shot at it," says Bell. "We had pro- 
duced ourselves before Deodato, and 
we had really co- produced those al- 
bums with him." 

Robert's brother Ronald, Kool & 
the Gang and Jim Bonnefond, who 
engineered the four previous albums, 
are given production credit on the 
new "In The Heart" release. Kool 
leaves the door open for future col- 

laborations with Deodato, noting, 
"Deodato might do some arranging 
for us in the future." The Brazilian 
keyboardist /producer is now work- 
ing with Con Funk Shun, whose sin- 
gle "Baby, I'm Hooked (Right Into 
Your Love)" has been racing Kool & 
the Gang's "Joanna" up the black 
singles chart. "That's a funny coinci- 
dence," says Bell with a smile.

The next single, which we haven't 
picked yet, will probably be in a more 
r &b pocket, though there are some 
other different kinds of things on the 
album. 

"On 'Tonight' we used rock gui- 
tars in place of horns. 'Place For Us' 

has a '60s feel in the backing vocals. 
'You Can Do It' has a moving bass 
line sort of like our earlier hits." Bell 
sees the next Kool & the Gang album 
containing "a 'Summer Maddness' 
type song -the kind of jazzy tune 
we're gotten away from." 

In the last year, Kool & the Gang's 
Quintet Associates management 
company moved into the offices of 
Gerald Delet's TWM Management. 
According to Bell, even during the 
years Buzzy Willis served as manag- 
er, "TWM was handling our taxes, 

accounting, etc. Buzzy was our part- 
ner in making day -to -day managerial 
decisions. Buzzy took ill, and we ex- 
panded the role of TWM. Still, we 
basically manage ourselves. We have 
weekly corporate meetings to discuss 
our projects." 

One of the band's goals for the new 
year is to increase its members' out- 
side production work under the 
Fresh Start banner. James Taylor is 
producing a rap record on the nucle- 
ar freeze featuring the voice of actor 
Cleavon Little. Ronald Bell has re- 

cently been involved in producing 
Latoya Jackson and Jimmy Cliff. 
Guitarist Charles Smith, keyboardist 
Curtis Williams, trumpeter Michael 
Ray (a Sun Ra alumnus) and vocalist 
Taylor all aspire to recording solo al- 
bums, according to Bell. 

Kool & the Gang begin a four - 
week European tour shortly, return 
to the U.S. in February, and hope to 
be off the road by May. "I want to 
make sure we're out of the way when 
Michael (Jackson) and his brothers 
hit the road," says Bell.

LABEL'S NEW A &R DIRECTOR 

McClain's Goal: A&M Sound' 
LOS ANGELES -"I want to de- 

velop an A &M Records sound just as 
there is a Motown sound or a Solar 
sound," says the label's recently ap- 
pointed director of black a&r, John 
McClain. 

"That doesn't mean that every- 
body should sound the same, but it 
does mean that we're reaching for a 
consistent level of excellence and cer- 
tain uniform qualities from record to 
record. Our emphasis is not going to 
be on groove records, but on songs 
that have a strong song structure and 
memorable hooks," he says. 

"I call it r &b music with a strong 
pop sensibility. Too many black acts 
today are busy wearing out an E9 
chord, working the same riffs over 
and over, and not crossing over as a 
result." 

McClain, who at 28 is perhaps the 
youngest a&r director at a major la- 
bel, speaks from experience as a 
working musician. With Lionel Ri- 
chie, he wrote "Serves You Right" 
on Richie's self -titled solo debut al- 
bum. He played guitar on Gladys 
Knight & the Pips' top five black sin- 
gle "You're Number One." And he 
has been a close musical associate of 
the Jackson family since he attended 
Fairfax High with Jermaine and Tito. 

In fact, he says, he learned his first 
guitar lick from Tito. 

McClain sees his studio experience 
as his chief asset as an a&r man. 
"Most record executives, including 
a&r men, don't ususally know music 
technically," he says. "This often 
leads to them being unable to com- 
municate their ideas clearly. Many of 
the disputes that arise between artists 
and their companies over their musi- 
cal direction stems from this lack of 
communication. I can talk about kick 
drum sounds, chord changes and mu- 
sic on a very technical level." 

Though he will be signing acts, 
McClain considers his most impor- 
tant role right now to be helping acts 
currently on A &M's roster to fulfill 
their potential. In particular, he says, 
new releases by Howard Johnson and 
Atlantic Starr and the debuts of Ac- 
tive Force and Gary Taylor are re- 
flective of the song orientation that 
will characterize the "A &M sound." 

"Jeffrey Osborne's current album 
is definitely in the direction we hope 
to go in, as will be an album Jeffrey is 
now producing on Joyce Kennedy, 
former lead singer of the heavy metal 
band Mother's Finest, who is a gifted 
singer not yet known in the black 
market," McClain says. The Broth-

ers Johnson, who when produced by 
Quincy Jones were A &M's most suc- 
cessful black act, are preparing some- 
thing of a comeback album, with 
tracks produced by Leon Sylvers al- 
ready completed. David Foster and 
Giorgio Moroder are slated to com- 
plete the album. 

Last summer, A &M released two 
commercial 12- inchers, Gary Tay- 
lor's "On The Line" and Chill 
Town's "Rock The Beat." Taylor 
was later signed to the label. In the 
future, McClain says, "We'll only 
put out 12 -inch singles when there is 
an artist concept behind them." 

A &M is, however, interested in ex- 
panding its impact on the club and 
street level. Two months ago Iris Dil- 
lon, who founded the Los Angeles 
Progressive Deejays record pool a 
year ago, was named A &M's director 
of dance music. 

"Feedback from the street is im- 
portant in selecting the right product 
for 12 -inch release," Dillon says. "By 
working with club jocks we can get a 
real feel for what will or will not 
work for club audiences." Dillon re- 
cently initiated Friday afternoon 
gatherings of local DJs at her office, a 
West Coast version of Columbia's 
"tea parties." 

Peech Boys `Journey' To Charts

NEW YORK -Their name has 
been synonymous since 1981 with ad- 
venturous electronic rock and funk 
on the dance floor at the Paradise 
Garage here, where their vocal, in- 
strumental and a cappella versions of 
"Don't Make Me Wait" have mes- 
merized patrons. Now Island Re- 
cords has released their debut album, 
"Life Is Something Special," and is 
working to broaden their commercial 
base on the strength of the charting 
single, "On A Journey." 

The group is the n.y.c. Peech Boys, 
and their album is a stylistic potpour- 
ri that features remixed versions of 
both "Don't Make Me Wait" and the 
recent club hit "Life Is Something 
Special." Sustained and accessible 
groove shifts distinguish the record 
as one of the toughest rock -funk 
disks of the year, although it is still 
considered a "work" record by Ru- 
ben Rodriguez, who handles national 
r &b promotion for the label. 

"What we have here is an East 
Coast cult act," says the Island exec- 

utive, who relates the building pro- 
cess to his days at Casablanca Re- 
cords, where he was involved with 
the Village People. "The strategy is 
to build a black/urban radio base un- 
til rock stations like WBCN Boston 
recognize that the group's sound can 
work for them, too." 

In -store visibility is a big part of 
the push, according to Rodriguez, 
who has initiated an "On A Journey" 
contest for urban stations. The cam- 
paign, whose prize is a trip to the Ba- 
hamas, was launched last month at 
WGCI Chicago, and Rodriguez says 
that he's lining up other markets as 
the single builds momentum. 

The group, which added "n.y.c." 
to its name when trademark lawyers 
for the Beach Boys threatened to sue, 
recently returned from England on a 
promotional tour that was cut short 
when drummer Steven Brown con- 
tracted food poisoning. "The most 
successful part of the trip was the 
press we generated," says keyboar- 
dist and founder Michael de Benedic- 
tus. "Otherwise, it was a little discon- 

certing. The audiences reacted 
strangely to our guitar solos and big 
drum sound. They were expecting the 
techno-funk- drum -machine sound on 
the record. I was disappointed that 
they weren't more open." 

de Benedictus, a former cab driver 
who plays organ for Mass every week 
at St. John's Church across the street 
from his home on West 30th St. here, 
has taken steps to minimize the sur- 
prise by replacing Brown with Angel 
Quiones to handle the album's com- 
puterized drum parts. The classical- 
ly- trained keyboardist notes that the 
ricocheting handclaps that gave 
"Don't Make Me Wait" its chilling 
edge can now be reproduced live, and 
"If the mix is right, the technology 
sounds fantastic." 

What differentiates the group from 
the bloodless calculation of other elec- 
tronic- oriented bands is the soulful 
shout of singer R. Bernard Fowler, 
whom de Benedictus describes as a 
jazz improvisationalist. "The way he 
solos on top of the rhythm tracks, he's 
like a great bebopper," he says. 

The Rhythm & The blues 
Beverly Glen Label Strikes Again

Otis Smith's Beverly Glen Records 

has had a short but highly successful 
history. Since its inception in 1981, 
the Los Angeles -based independent 
has issued only three albums: Bobby 
Womack's "The Poet," Johnnie Tay- 
lor's "Just Ain't Good Enough" and 
Anita Baker's "The Songstress." The 
first Womack album and the single 
"If You Think You're Lonely 
Now" both made 
the top five on the 
black chart, revital- 
ized Womack's then 
moribund career, 
and established Bev- 
erly Glen as a po- 
tentially powerful 
force in black mu- 
sic. Smith, a veteran executive of 

ABC and other labels, did an excep- 
tional job of promoting a basically 
old-fashioned soul record in the con- 
temporary marketplace. 

Beverly Glen, though not as suc- 
cessful with Taylor, still moved his 
album and single of the same name 
into the top 20 on the black charts. 
The company has continued its re- 
markable track record with Anita 
Baker's debut album, this week at 
number 12, and the beautiful number 
five single "Angel." Baker's album is 

a departure for Beverly Glen, since 
she is the label's first new artist and 
the album's musical direction is more 
diverse than Womack's and Taylor's. 
"Angel," for example, has a decided 
jazz flavor, especially in the way Bak- 
er attacks the lyric. The connective 
thread between all three Beverly 

Glen albums is the presence of Pat- 
rick Moten, who co-wrote "Angel," 
and wrote and produced much of the 
Taylor and Womack releases. 

Baker, a petite Detroit native, says 
she owes her career to Smith's belief 
in her talent. "I had been in a group 
called Chapter Eight on Ariola, but 
after Arista bought Ariola we were 
dropped and I drifted away from mu- 
sic," she recalls. "Otis had seen us 
when we played at Lonnie Simmons' 
Total Experience club in Los Angeles 
and had managed us for a time. But 
after the group broke up I had a very 
comfortable job back in Detroit. 

"Six months later he called me. He 
said he had a new label and wanted to 
sign me. He asked, 'Are you ready ?' I 

said, 'I have Blue Cross and Blue

meeting was much less volatile than 
expected, considering the criticism 
directed at the BMA over the years 
by members and non -members- Some 
of the organization's internal contro- 
versies were discussed with intensity, 
but no bitterness- Treasurer Ewart 
Abner, former Motown president, 
currently a business advisor to Stevie 
Wonder's Black Bull Music, gave a 
financial report that should, in this 
writer's opinion, be distributed to the 
general membership. 

Another first in the BMA's brief 

history was Griffey asking the 150 
BMA members in attendance to par- 
ticipate in a non -binding vote. He 
asked whether next year's conference 
and tribute should be held together, 
as they were this year. The members 
present voted overwhelmingly in fa- 
vor of linking the two events. 

Representatives from Washington 
advanced the idea of having next 
year's conference in the nation's capi- 
tal- The BMA's second conference in 
1979 was held in Washington, 
though at that time there was no 
chapter there. 

BMA Notebook: This was Dick 
Griffey's first conference as presi- 
dent, and he definitely made his pres- 
ence felt. Aside from appearing on 
several panels, Griffey was visible 
throughout the conference and rela- 
tively accessible. At the "Black Mu- 
sic Summit" panel, he spoke from the 
floor, just like any other BMA mem- 
ber. At the party after the Miles Da- 
vis tribute, he situated himself near 
the entrance to the Red Parrot, again 
making himself visible and available.

CARAS BOARD MULLS MORE CHANGES 

Juno Show Moved To December 
By KIRK LaPOINTE 

TORONTO -The board of direc- 
tors of the Canadian Academy of Re- 
cording Arts & Sciences has agreed 
to move the annual Juno music 
awards from the spring to December 
beginning next year and is consid- 
ering several proposals to bolster the 
academy's fortunes. 

Academy secretary Peter Stein- 
metz says a tentative date of Dec. 3 

has been set for the next Juno awards 
at the newly built Roy Thomson Hall 
in Toronto. Meanwhile, the CARAS 
board met Friday (21) to consider 
academy committee recommenda- 
tions that would, among other things, 
strengthen CARAS organization and 
control over the Juno program 
production. 

Steinmetz, MCA vice president 
and general manager Ross Reynolds, 
Canadian Independent Record Pro- 
duction Assn. president Vic Wilson, 
Rogers Radio Broadcasting chief Jim 
Sward, MacMillan Publishing Co. of 
Canada president Arnold Gosewich 
and entertainment consultant Les 
Weinstein recommended to the 
CARAS board as members of the 
ways and means committee that an 
independent producer be hired to 
package the live Juno telecast. That 
would sever the co- production ar- 
rangement with the CBC, so CARAS 
either could sell the show to the high- 

est bidder or buy airtime and control 
most of the advertising. 

The move to December, rumored 
for several months, is aimed at bring- 
ing more attention to Canadian mu- 
sic during the critical Christmas sales 
period. The 1984 event will likely be 
the first attended by the general pub- 
lic. The annual dinner preceding the 
awards has been separated (and will 
be presented later the same night at a 
different location), and the 2,800 -seat 
venue will mean tickets will be avail- 
able to non -industry members. 

But the academy has balked at the 
long- suggested and once -tried shar- 
ing of the award ceremony site with a 

center other than Toronto. Last year, 
the academy aborted an attempt to 
share the awards presentation in a si- 
mulcast with Vancouver when it was 
decided that West Coast organization 
was not up to scratch. 

The committee report also urges 
the academy to establish full -time of- 
fices, ending a piggyback relationship 
with the Canadian Recording Indus- 
try Assn. offices in Toronto. Stein- 
metz and the committee representa- 
tives say they believe the nearly 1,000 
CARAS members need full -time at- 
tention and that there should be 
someone overseeing Juno organiza- 
tion all year. 

Steinmetz says the movement to 
independent production of the Juno 
show will allow CARAS to qualify 

for federal assistance through the Ca- 
nadian Program Production Fund, 
created in July to spur independent 
film and television production. It is 
expected that both the CBC and 
CTV networks will bid for the Juno 
show, which last spring drew an ac- 
cumulated audience of 4.4 million 
viewers for the two -hour telecast, up 
sharply from the 3.2 million who 
watched in 1982 and representing a 
respectable 30% audience share. 

Essentially, the former deal with 
the CBC saw the network assume 
control of virtually all aspects of 
technical production for the pro- 
gram. CARAS was in charge of lin- 
ing up talent and selling tickets. 

The committee sees the Junos as a 
potential bonanza for the academy, 
but also sees other ways to raise 
funds to increase its activities in Can- 
ada. It would like to encourage re- 
cord companies to participate in a 
discount record club that would be 
run by CARAS for its members. 

The 14 board members are elected 
for two -year terms, with seven elect- 
ed in each year. A committee recom- 
mendation would limit board mem- 
bership to three of the two -year 
terms. 

In addition, the committee urges 
the creation of other "working com- 
mittees" for such areas as financing, 
the Juno show. membership services 
and nominating to the board. 

More AM Stations Going Stereo 
Sony Receiver Seen Spurring Widespread Conversion 

OTTAWA -AM stereo stations 
are springing up in Canada in the 
wake of recent consumer software 
improvements and despite cautious 
federal direction on its introduction 
by the Communications Department 
and the Canadian Radio- Television 
& Telecommunications Commission. 

The introduction of the Sony of 
Canada tabletop receiver, priced at 
about $150 and equipped with head- 
phones and a micro -chip that can 
pick up all four transmission stan- 
dards, is seen in the industry as over- 
coming the last obstacle for wide- 
spread conversion to stereo. 

CKLW Windsor, its signal beam- 
ing into the U.S. from across the river 
from Detroit, has been on the air in 
stereo since 1979. Last November, 
CHED Edmonton moved to stereo. 

But several stations have added 
stereo transmission only this year, in- 
cluding CJVB Vancouver, CRFW 
Winnipeg, CKOC Hamilton, and 
CFRB and CHUM Toronto. Others, 
including CFTR Toronto (CHUM's 
main hit radio competitor), CJSB Ot- 
tawa and the entire Moffat Commu- 
nications chain, are now reportedly 
ready to do so. 

The initial conflict involving dif- 
ferent transmission standards 
prompted a tentative endorsement of 
AM stereo by the Federal Communi- 
cations Department, which manages 
technical standards in the industry. 
The department last year called for 
field trials of the standards with a 
view to developing one standard 
sometime next year. 

Similarly, the CRTC approved the 
field trials, but told AM stations they 
must warn listeners not to buy receiv- 
ing equipment during the trials be- 
cause it may soon be rendered 
obsolete. 

"The radios are cutting through 
that," says Pat Bohn, program direc- 
tor of CHED Edmonton, which has 
been working closely with Sony in 
promoting the station's move. The 
first 5,000 units of the Sony radio 
were moved through the Edmonton 
market. 

The Winnipeg market was also 
subjected to a massive giveaway cam- 
paign a few months ago, when 
CFRW went stereo. Station manager 
Bob Laine calls stereo AM's "pana- 
cea" as a way to compete with FM.

Probe of Pornography Is Planned 
OTTAWA -A House of Corn - 

mons committee is preparing to 
launch a comprehensive study of por- 
nography and "abusive" program- 
ming on radio and television. 

All three political parties have 
agreed to study the matter through 
the communications and culture 
committee, and the terms of refer- 
ence for the study are expected to be 
announced soon. The committee is 
expected to decide whether changes 
are needed in the Broadcasting Act. 

Lynn McDonald, the New Demo- 
cratic Party's justice critic, spurred 
the review by introducing a private 
member's bill into the Commons last 
March. When the bill came up for 
second reading Oct. 5, it was sched- 

uled either to be referred to commit- 
tee for study or to die on the order 
paper. 

But because it had a specific 
amendment to the act, which would 
have extended protection from abu- 
sive programming based on gender, 
the Liberals instead offered to study 
the broad issues of pornography and 
abusive programming in committee. 
McDonald agreed and withdrew her 
bill from the Commons. 

Liberals and Conservatives agreed 
it would be embarrassing politically 
to simply allow the bill to die through 
exhausting the time allotted to it for 
debate, a common measure used to 
extinguish bills which run against 
government policy. 

may be reversed as more stations 
move to stereo, Laine says.

CKOC is also available to the 
market, and the three contemporary 
stations should provide enough in- 
centive for retailers to front -store the 
receiving units during the Christmas 
season. 

"I think stereo is going to be a 
great help," says Bohn. "Our listen- 
ers love it." His station has set up lis- 
tening booths around the city to pro- 
mote its stereo status. 

But questions remain about how 
the federal organizations will react. 
The department has not yet retracted 
its call for field trials, and the com- 
mission has not yet issued a public 
notice rescinding the consumer 
warnings.

German Video Distrib 
Eyes Shift To Sales 

MUNICH -Spearheading the 
move towards straight sale of video 
software in the West German market 
is distribution company Videobox, 
whose managing director Thomas 
Haffa has made his name with ag- 
gressive publicity slogans like "The 
moment we unpack our product, the 
others can pack their bags." 

Haffa, the former sales chief of 
CIC Taurus in Munich, is deter- 
mined to shift the industry emphasis 
away from videocassette rental, a 
market he claims is breaking down. 
Pricing is the key to his strategy. At 
the moment some 4,000 video spe- 
cialist and other stores offer tapes, 
mainly movies, for rental. Retailers 
typically pay $80 for a feature film 
cassette, and feature a choice of per- 
haps 200 for a total outlay of 
$16,000. 

To the distributor this means a po- 
tential market of only 4,000 copies 
per title, multiplied by the three for- 

mats -12,000 copies in all. 'The al- 
ternatives are a market of 4,000 re- 
tailers, or a market of four million 
consumers," Haffa concludes. 

To reach those consumers, Video - 
box's films are priced between $12 
and $28, the very low levels being 
made possible by a combination of 
tight budgeting and tough negotia- 
tions with licensees, tape manufac- 
turers and duplication plants. Cur- 
rent catalog runs to 32 movies, 
augmented by sports, children's and 
other specialist programming. 

Haffa hopes to sell 800,000 video- 
cassettes within the next 12 months. 
'We have a national sales force of 10 
people, including two handling tele- 
phone sales, and we are also develop- 
ing a special revolving shelf racking 
system for use in supermarkets, fill- 
ing stations and warehouses," he 
says. "Distribution is organized by 
the association of program compa- 
nies (VPA) in Gutersloh." 

Greek Trade Enters 
Stadium Concert Age 

By JOHN CARR 
ATHENS -The Greek music 

business has entered the era of stadi- 
um- packing concerts, conferring su- 
perstar status on at least two domes- 
tic vocalists and firing the hopes of 
the national record labels. 

The new fashionable venue here is 

the Olympic Sports Stadium, which 
recently hosted local singer George 
Dalaras for two nights. On both oc- 
casions the 70,000 -seat stadium was 
packed, an attendance peak previous- 
ly considered unattainable in Greece. 

The result is that private promot- 
ers are now weighing chances of how 
many such superstar events can be 
held, and what concert attendance 
level will offset the enormous costs of 
staging such events. 

The two Dalaras shows were pre- 
ceded by an appearance at the same 
stadium by singer Dionysis Savvo- 
poulos. That concert also drew a ca- 
pacity audience. 

Minos Records, Dalaras' label and 
the biggest domestic repertoire pro- 
ducer here. reports a consequent 
sharp rise in sales of Dalaras product. 
The singer's latest album, "O Tra- 
goudistis" ( "The Singer "), has be- 
come a top seller in Athens and pro- 
vincial retail outlets, propelled by 
extensive television and press cover- 

age given to his double stadium blitz. 
Says a Minos executive: "We can 

be sure now that whatever Dalaras 
puts out will reach or surpass sales of 
100,000." That figure represents plat- 
inum status in Greece. 

Though Minos claims it has no 
hand in its artists' public appear- 
ances, its other big names apparently 
are being groomed for stadium star- 
dom. They include Yannis Parios, 
generally considered Greece's top 
singer. 

Record executives believe next 
spring should see Parios and other 
artists packing the Olympic Stadium, 
to introduce a likely string of similar 
extravaganzas over next summer, as 
the clearly profitable idea catches re- 
cord company imaginations. 

Athens' Olympic Stadium is run 
by the Greek government's secretari- 
at for athletics, which screens appli- 
cations by promoters for artist ap- 
pearances. In return for its approval, 
the secretariat takes 15% of ticket 
proceeds as state revenue. 

However, a secretariat spokesman 
says he doubts approval will be given 
to foreign rock acts to play the stadi- 
um on the grounds that overly enthu- 
siastic audiences could damage the 
expensive installations. 

U.K. Performers Warned 
On Portuguese Contracts 

LONDON -A warning to pop 
performer /composers who play con- 
certs in Portugal has been handed out 
here by the Performing Right Society 
(PRS). 

It centers on the fact that an in- 
creasing number of Portuguese pro- 
moters insist on the inclusion of a 
provision in concert contracts for 
non- Portuguese artists specifically 
exempting the promoter from pay- 
ment of performing right royalties to 
PRS' Portuguese affiliate, Sociedade 

Portuguesa de Autores (SPA). 
PRS says: "Normally, SPA would 

license the promoter on the basis of 
boxoffice receipts, failing which the 
composer /performer can expect to 
receive nothing more than the en- 
gagement fee. We know that in some 
cases these contracts are presented to 
the performer only on arrival in Por- 
tugal. They're drawn up in Portu- 

guese and can easily be signed with- 
out the performer being aware of the 
contents or implications. 

"And when performers have un- 
derstood the implications, and shown 
reluctance to sign, there have been 
reports of pressure being brought to 
bear to make them do so." 

PRS says it entrusts administra- 
tion of members' rights to SPA, so 
members aren't legally in a position 
to exempt a promoter from payment 
of performing rights. If contracts are 
signed which contain exemption 
clauses, SPA has "immense practical 
difficulty" in collecting royalties 
which should be paid. 

"We urge performers not to take 
on Portuguese concerts without hav- 
ing signed contracts in the U.K., hav- 
ing satisfied themselves there aren't 
clauses depriving them of entitled 
royalties," the organization con- 
cludes.

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Stax Veteran Don Davis Returns To The Labe/ Wars 

By ROSE CLAYTON 

DETROIT -Producer Don Da- 
vis, owner of the United Sound Sys- 
tems recording studio here, has 
launched an independent record la- 
bel, Reliant Entertainment Group, 
which will be distributed by his 
company. 

Earlier this month, Reliant re- 
leased its first record, "I'm Here 
Again," a 12 -inch dance single by the 
Four Tops. The veteran group's al- 
bum on the new label should be re- 
leased by the holiday season. (The 
Four Tops were between labels when 
they recorded for Reliant and have 
since returned to Motown.) 

Reliant does have an exclusive on 
singer /songwriter Mark Scott and on 
Slang, a self- contained three -man 
new wave band from Saginaw, Mich. 
(once the home of AI Green and Ste- 
vie Wonder). Slang writes its own 
material and is currently in produc- 
tion. Also signed to Reliant is Otis 
Clay, a soul singer and songwriter 
who worked with Davis in Memphis 
when Davis was vice president of 
Stax Records. 

The r &b music of Stax sessionmen, 
like Steve Cropper, Duck Dunn and 
Booker T. is Davis' "forte," mainly 
because "it was the first music that 
was a complement to what was inside 
of me" he says. The Reliant Enter- 
tainment Group, however, will be 
"geared for a newer, younger sound 
in the spectrum." 

A guitarist who played with John 
Lee Hooker before adding his licks to 
many of Stax's hits, Davis went on to 
achieve recognition as the producer 
of the platinum single "Disco Lady" 
by Johnnie Taylor. Davis is also well 
known as producer of the Marilyn 
McCoo/Billy Davis Jr. smash "You 
Don't Have To Be A Star." 

Shortly thereafter, Davis retired as 
a producer in order to reorganize his 
career in a direction more in line with 
his personal goals. The formation of 
Reliant Entertainment Group is an 
intricate part of Davis' plan. 

"I think on the mental side, I had 
outgrown the position of a producer 
giving records to record companies," 
Davis explains. "I felt my chances 
were better if I could control my own 
destiny as much as possible." 

When Davis stopped producing in 
1978, business was booming at his 
United Sound Systems. "We had 
three studios going all the time," Da- 
vis recalls. "I built a new room and 
spent close to $500,000 on a new 
computer system. Then the bottom 
fell out and I still had bills to pay." 

That's when Davis decided to 
branch out into a new career and 
bought controlling interest in De- 
troit's First Independent Bank. This 
move was significant in the founding 
of Reliant Records in two ways: on 
the practical side it exposed Davis to 
business disciplines that he would lat- 
er use in the formation of his label; 
and on the creative side it allowed 
him to bring in younger talent. 

During his five -year hiatus as a 
producer, Davis says he witnessed 
some positive changes in the record- 
ing industry that have induced him to 
accelerate his involvement. The in- 
dustry is "thinking like good business 
entrepreneurs," he says. "On one lay-

er are good- thinking men who got 
scars the hard way, and on another 
are the new people entering the in- 
dustry with a different approach to 
cost. 

"What's happening in this town is 
that the pendulum has swung back 
and people are thinking about inde- 
pendent labels again, because they 
feel that if they go with the majors 

they have to do the independent pro- 
motion and pay for the pressing and 
distribution anyway," Davis 
comments.

definitely buy it from the man on the 
corner who does have copies. Instead 
of complaining we have to go in and 
deal with it. By opening up black Af- 
rica in that way, we'll have opened up 
a market for black music that will ri- 
val the U.S." Griffey sees this as the 
type of economic advocacy that the 
BMA can successfully pursue. 

Unfortunately, according to Grif- 
fey, budgetary constraints kept much 
of this information from the general 
membership and made the BMA cur- 
tail some of its better known activi- 
ties (such as the "Black Music Is 
Green" presentations about how to 
effectively merchandise black music). 

The BMA president acknowledges 
that "for a long time I was one of 

those who stood outside the BMA 
and criticized it. I went to the first 
conference in Philadelphia and never 
came back. But I saw that the basic 
concept of the BMA, to preserve and 
perpetuate black music, was sound, 
and that there was a lot that was 
right with the BMA. I saw I should 
have been inside making it better." 

Griffey, in fact, says that the artist 

community has now begun to get 
more involved, financially and other 
ways, in supporting the BMA's ef- 
forts. "Everything we do to increase 
the visibility and sales potential of 
black music helps them directly," he 
says. "But these activities cost mon- 
ey. A presentation at NARM with 
audio /visual materials, an act's 
transportation, etc., runs about 
$20,000. Se we look to the companies 
to fund it, yet in the long term it is 
the producers, singers, writers who 
benefit." 

Griffey promises that the rest of 
1983 and 1984 will see the BMA 
more visible." He is particularly in- 

terested in increasing the number of 
BMA chapters. Currently, there are 
active chapters in New York, Phila- 

delphia and Washington. "We're go- 
ing to draw upon the experiences of 
the chapters in those three cities to 
develop a model that can be trans- 
ferred around the country," Griffey 
says.

came clear about the lessons of Mo- 
town's success. The first is that 
Gordy knew to cultivate the garden 
in his own backyard. Disconnected 
and disillusioned by his experiences 
with the record business in New 
York, Gordy tapped into the talent 
in his native Detroit to mold a roster 
of still -shining stars. It is a lesson 
that has continuing relevance to 
businessmen outside the power cen- 
ters of New York and Los Angeles. 
There is a mass of great talent in Jer- 
sey City, Greensboro, N.C. and Aus- 
tin, Tex., just as there was in Detroit 

The Rhy!hm & The Blues 
in the early '60s. The challenge is to 
have the ear and the acumen to de- 
velop an organization that can pol- 
ish these gifted people into commer- 
cial performers. 

Another point is that despite the 
stars Motown produced. it was the 
songs that made the whole produc- 
tion line move. Gordy, a fine song- 
writer himself, was quite aware of 
this. and he built a strong stable. 
Ivory Joe Hunter, William Steven- 
son, Harvey Fuqua, Freddie Perrin, 
Sylvia Moy, Hank Cosby, Mary Tar - 
plin, Barrett Strong, Johnny Bristol, 
Frank Wilson and Paul Riser never 

became household names, but along 
with Motown's big -name producers, 
they created a music that makes the 
Jobete catalog one of the most valu- 
able and utilized in the business. 

In retrospect, we can see that al- 
most everything Gordy did, from his 
charm school to bringing in white 
executives to the slogan "The Sound 
Of Young America," was aimed at 
institutionalizing his company. It 

was all aimed at giving his acts and 
his music a fair chance as a black 
company interacting with an estab- 
lished and often bigoted white eco- 
nomic structure. Stax's demise and 

the uncertain future of Philadelphia 
International Records show how 
fleeting success can be, yet Motown 
continues. That is the best testament 
Berry Gordy could possibly have.

Homegrown Funk Scene Growing Rapidly In U.K. 

By CHRIS GILL 

In no more than five years, a vital, 
influential funk and soul scene has 
developed in Britain. Strangely, 
even in a country as small as Britain, 
the key movers and shakers are lo- 
cated in just one area: the Southeast, 
particularly in London, and -at least 
so far -in the city's northeastern 
section. 

Over the years, both white and 
black working -class youths through- 
out Britain have enjoyed imported 
black music. But it is London that 
has led the way during the recent ex- 
plosion of funk- an explosion that, 
not coincidentally, has coincided 
with the coming of age of a second 
generation of West Indians whose 
British upbringing has rendered 
them as impressionable to the in- 
fluence of imported American music 
(which working -class white kids 
have been dancing to for years) as to 
imported Jamaican music. 

Beggar & Co. is one of the leading 
funk bands in Britain. 

It's a fact that in such a small mar- 
ket there are a handful of key fig- 
ures -four or five disk jockeys, three 
or four specialist record shop own- 
ers, one or two record company a &r 
men and some four music journal- 
ists -whose word is crucial to the fate 
of black product here. Chief funk 
guru is Chris Hill, a club DJ whose 
fame even outstrips that of the few 
radio jocks with specialist black pro- 
grams. He was with Phonogram as 
an a &r man when it had 14 consecu- 
tive hits in Britain with the Stylistics. 
He was involved with the early ca- 
reer push of the first British inter- 
national act of the current move- 
ment, Light Of The World, later to 
split into three separate units (Light 
Of The World, Incognito and Beg- 
gar & Co.). 

Hill took the group to the Ensign 
label, where he then worked as an 
a &r man, recording two of their al- 
bums. The second, "Round Trip," 
was the most lavish production to 
date of any British black act. His 
current project is Galaxy, which hit 
number two on the pop chart with 
"Dance All Night." 

Among Hill's views on the state of 
British black music: in the absence 
of any extensive specialist radio cov- 
erage, clubs and import stores are by 
far the most important breaking 
grounds for black music in Britain; 
even at its best, the weakest aspect of 
British soul and funk has been the 
quality of the songs; the right image, 
so crucially important to consistent 
commercial success, has not yet been 
developed by any British black act; 

and, with a self -sacrificial integrity 
which may yet be a key to their suc- 
cess, British black acts have written 
their material for the home market, 
and not for the infinitely more lucra- 
tive American market. 

Says Hill: "Black music has al- 
ways been the prime mover in this 
country. All the major international 
British pop groups, the Beatles, 
Stones, Rod Stewart, came out of a 
basically black music background. 
Their music started off, as did Amer- 
ican pop music, as watered -down 
black music. And that carried on 
through the 1960s and 1970s, when 
there was no British black music 
scene as such." 

He adds: "The network of clubs

works more tightly here, because it is 
a smaller country. A record can be 
big in the clubs overnight and, inside 
three weeks, you've got a pop hit. In 
the States, you can be No. 1 on the 
club charts and never cross over to 
pop. That can't happen in Britain." 

The route to the top for a black 
record is traced by Streetwave label 
chief Morgan Khan. When he was 
with PRT Records, Khan helped 
build the company into the foremost 
disco label; among other things, he 
signed a licensing pact with the 
Sugar Hill label at the time of the 
Sugar Hill Gang's "Rapper's 
Delight." 

Later he went to Red Bus, taking 
control of the newly -launched Ex- 
calibur and R &B labels, scoring suc- 
cess with the soul trio Imagination. 
Now Streetwave has a rapacious ap- 
petite for hot U.S. disco tracks. 

So it is with authority that Khan 
says: "It all emanates from the club 
floor or from the import specialist 
shops. Clubs are full on weekends 
only. So the stores program the 
jocks, including those on specialist 
radio shows. Then it is to the special- 
ist buyer, and they put it in the top 
100. The pop jocks take over, and it 
goes all the way or not. A lot of rec- 
ords die, but they die on the shelf in 
the store." 

Khan has given the compilation 
album ploy a new twist. He's about 
to release the fourth in a regular 
series of LPs under the title "Street 
Sounds," out roughly every other 
month. Each has an hour's worth of 
full -length versions of current dance 
tracks, including sizeable hits. He 
says the first sold 19,000, the second 
topped 24,000, and sales on the third 
are at 45,000 and still rising. 

The U.K. club /import store /spe- 
cialist radio network is so well - 
geared that it is frequently possible 
to steal the march on the U.S. scene. 
But the temptation to do so is nearly 
impossible for Chris Hill. 

He says: "I have more trouble 
picking up a new release when I'm in 
New York than I do over here. 
That's mainly because it comes 
straight from the distributor in the 
U.K. In the U.S., all the black labels 
go through central distribution and 
wander all around the country, so 
that if you're in New York it's diffi- 
cult to get a record that's big in Cali- 
fornia or Florida. Here, the major 
importers bring in from New York, 
Philadelphia, all over. 

"Once it is in the hands of two or 
three influential people, the record's 
fate is decided. But it has to be good. 
One thing you can't do in Britain is 
hype a bad black record. We don't 
need it, because there's such a 
choice. 

"And fads don't mean a thing in 
Britain. That's why rapping, after a 
couple of novelty hits, faded away. 
Nobody could relate. And the dec- 
tronic thing has met massive opposi- 
tion in some influential sectors. They 
are examples of failures with Ameri- 
can street music but, similarly, if 
Capitol Records decided to put $10 
million into promoting one of its 
black acts, it would have no effect in 
Britain. For instance, Maze have 
been picked up by the kids here, be- 
cause the product is right. But the 
group is almost an embarrassment to 
the label, because it can't do any- 
thing with the act." 

It was inevitable, says Hill, that 
homegrown talent would want to get 
involved. "Kids, coming to the 
clubs, hearing the records, were go- 
ing to make them. Up to then, the 
British black scene had been repre- 
sented by a mish -mash of token 
black acts, cabaret turns, or pop 
groups like Hot Chocolate which 

just happened to have a black 
singer." 

The first significant act, says Hill, 
was Hi- Tension, followed by Light 
Of The World. "These just hap- 
pened to be black London kids who 
didn't want to play reggae, but 
wanted to perform what they were 
dancing to in the clubs. 

"It was raw. A lot of the kids 
didn't know whether they wanted to 
be in punk bands or black bands. It 
all showed through in the music. 
And in some hip black clubs, some 
punk product came through, via acts 
like the Stranglers and the Sex Pis- 
tols." 

Hill massed his resources behind 
Light Of Tht World as the flagship 
act, spending some $60,000 on the 
group's second album. At the time 
Ensign records was a tight -knit 
"family scene," says Hill. Then the 
floodgates opened up. "Every black 
kid in London wanted to make rec- 
ords, just like the early days of 
rock'n'roll or pop for white kids. 
They saw how easy it was. They 
learned marketing ploys, like press- 
ing up a couple of hundred white la- 
bels, then pushing them around the 
special shops as imports." 

The market opened widely when 
Linx arrived, signed through Chrys- 
alis. Now, Hill notes, "most majors 
have at least one black British act on 
which to work," and Chrysalis has 
the muscle to carry through an im- 
age- building process for Linx. 

Realization that black acts could 
also have an image was a key devel- 
opment. But Hill agrees that if paral- 
lel developments of new wave and 
so- called Brit funk in the U.K. were 
confusing, it was much worse in the 
States. 

He says: "The majority of kids 
who bought these Brit funk records 
in the States were white, not black. 
It's a white country. So it was to that 
larger market that the records sold. 
What happened was almost a repeat 
of the 1960s, with white kids making 
dance records again. So you had 
Yazoo, Heaven 17, Culture Club, 
ABC, Spandau Ballet, all making 
what were arguably black dance rec- 
ords. 

"I still don't see it myself, but it is 
what black Americans took to. See 
the New York kids with their ghetto - 
blasters and what they're blasting 
out is what the black music frater- 
nity in Britain would call shit. 

"To qualify that, in the broadest 
sense I think the stuff is quite good. 
But as a black music disk jockey, I'm 
horrified that what is seen as black 
British music in black America is a 
bunch of whte English kids playing 
synthesizers.i 

Whether Britain can produce a 
major international black act re- 
mains to be seen. But Hill is excited 
about the success of Phil Fearon & 
Galaxy. "After all these years you've 
got a black British act that's got a 
great pop song and a fabulous pro -

Reissues From CBS International

PARIS -CBS International is- 
mounting a major European cam- 
paign to promote a new series of 
midprice jazz reissues under the title 
"I Love Jazz," using the familiar 
heart symbol to represent the "love" 
in the title. The series of 14 albums is 
getting simultaneous release in 
Scandinavia, West Germany, Hol- 
land, Belgium, France, Italy, Spain, 
Austria, Switzerland and the U.K., 
and may later be issued in Israel and 
Greece. 

The albums, featuring Louis Arm- 
strong, Dave Brubeck, Andre Pre - 
vin, Art Blakey, Miles Davis, The - 
lonious Monk, Duke Ellington, 
Count Basie, Benny Goodman, 
Aretha Franklin, Charles Mingus, 
Erroll Garner and Kid Ory, have 
been selected under the supervision 
of CBS France's Henri Renaud, a 
former jazz pianist and the architect 
of the highly successful "Aimez - 
Vous Le Jazz ?" reissue series. 

Handling marketing and promo- 
tion of the new series is John Corba, 
director of marketing services and 
special projects for CBS Inter- 
national in Paris. The albums are 
being pressed at the CBS plant in 
Haarlem, Holland, and initial order 
is for between 120,000- 150,000 units. 

Says Corba: "The series is aimed 
mainly at the record buyer who is at 
the point of moving away from rock 
and into jazz. It provides a good 
range of major jazz talents, and 
Henri Renaud has selected the ma- 
terial with great care. None of the al- 
bums are currently available on cur- 
rent catalog in the U.S." 

Corba, an amateur jazz pianist 
himself, says the series will be mar- 
keted through such non -traditional 
channels as supermarkets and other 
heavy traffic locations. The cam- 
paign will include posters, stream- 
ers, stickers and badges using the "I 
Love Jazz" theme.

Ci Please send me a free catalog. 

RCA are much engaged in exploit- 
ing their jazz catalogs, CBS has not 
been so active in this area. We made 
a diagnosis of the jazz market in Eu- 
rope, the U.S.A. and Japan, and we 
decided that there was a case for re- 
packaging some jazz product every 
two or three years and exploiting it 
under a different umbrella, so to 
speak. After all, we have some of the 
biggest names in jazz. The series can 
also serve as a replacement service 
for the more established jazz enthu- 
siasts." 

Corea Featured 

At Screening Of 

New Monk Film 
LOS ANGELES -Two shows had 

been advertised, but they were re- 
duced to one. Pianist Chick Corea's 
live performance was scheduled to 
follow the showing of "Music In 
Monk Time," a filmed tribute to the 
late composer /pianist Thelonious 
Monk (Billboard, April 30), but 
Corea actually played before and af- 
ter the screening. And enjoyment of 
the film itself was seriously ham- 
pered by a persistent and disconcert- 
ing hum. 

All in all, thus unusual pairing of 
concert and film, held May 13 at the 
Country Club in suburban Reseda, 
could have proceeded more 
smoothly. But if the show was less 
than totally successful, it was still an 
impressive memorial to one of jazz's 
most original and important figures. 

Corea, backed by drummer John 
Dentz and bassist Andy Simpkins, 
kicked off the evening with a bouncy 
rendition of Monk's "Well You 
Needn't." Corea, of course, is an ex- 
ceptionally accomplished player, 
and his versions of this and other 
Monk classics were essentially flaw- 
less. Whether they really evoked 
Monk, however, is another matter. 
For a genuine evocation of Monk, 
one had to wait for the film, which 
contains performance footage that 
was itself worth the $8.50 admission 
price ($10 at the door). 

"Music In Monk Time," produced 
by Stephen Rice and Paul Matthews 
and directed by John Goodhue, is by 
most standards a fine piece of work. 
It features interviews with musicians 
who knew and played with Monk, as 
well as performances of Monk's mu- 
sic by Dizzy Gillespie, Charlie 
Rouse and others. 

The Monk footage, seen here for 
the first time since its original airing 
abroad, comes from Aula, Norway 
(1964) and Paris (1970). The Pari- 
sian segment, shot in a television stu- 
dio, contains riveting solo renditions 
of "Coming On The Hudson" and 
"Crepuscule With Nellie." Seeing 
Monk laboring over his keyboard, 
grunting and groaning, with the 
sweat pouring off his face as he exe- 
cutes his inimitable blend of rolling 
arpeggios, intense chording and 
quirky, angular filigree, is an experi- 
ence no jazz fan should miss (it helps 
that these older, black and white sec- 
tions have excellent sound and 
sharp, clear visuals). 

The serious Monk scholar might 
complain that interviews with Orrin 
Keepnews and Teo Macero, who 
produced so many great Monk 
recordings, would have made for a 
more serious and thorough portrait 
of this enigmatic genius. But "Music 
In Monk Time" is nevertheless a 
well -made and valuable look at a 
musician whose likes we will never 
see again. SAMUEL GRAHAM

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retailers remain competitive. While 
the fact that it is BMA -sponsored in- 
dicates that it has the backing of the 
BMA's board of directors and exec- 
utive council, a more aggressive 
stance by the organization's big 
names would encourage more confi- 
dence in it. 

The BMA could have an even 
more direct effect if its heavyweights 
would issue a statement calling on 
the major labels, the people that em- 
ploy them and help them distribute 
their product, to take a more liberal 

The Rhythm & The Blues 
attitude toward credit and co -op ad 
dollars toward black retail. The 
whole reason for the existence of a 
BMA is that it can collectively speak 
as a powerful advocacy voice for 
blacks on the gut issues that affect its 
future. For all the publicity a celeb- 
rity tribute generates, it doesn't have 
the same longterm benefits as action 
on the survival of black mom and 
pop record stores. 

This kind of grass roots connec- 
tion is much needed, as the recent 
seminars held by the BMA's New 
York chapter illustrated. The desire 

for information and direct contact 
with industry insiders has made ev- 
ery one of the group's activities suc- 
cessful in attracting people and re- 
viving interest in the BMA. 
Workshops and seminars held by 
the local chapters in Washington 
and Philadelphia have had similar 
impact. 

The BMA's future appears to lie 
in this direction. By stimulating 
membership among those who are 
interested in the BMA for the sake of 
music, and not just because their 
record company paid for it a more 

committed membership is guaran- 
teed. June is Black Music Month, 
and it is time to take stock of what is 

actually being done to spread its 
growth and what is lip service.

Short Stuff: The Young Black 
Programmers Coalition, an active 
organization of Southern radio pro- 
grammers and air personalities, has 
released an interesting little survey 
about the availability of airtime for 
black music. According to the sur- 
vey, of America's 9,160 radio sta- 

tions, only 359 (or 4 %) play more 
than 50% black music on a daily 
basis. Of that number, 121 (1 %) are 
black- owned, while 238 (3 %) are 
controlled by white companies. In 
contrast, 33% of the nation's sta- 
tions -a total of 3,055- play country 
music, according to the Country 
Music Assn. 

From these figures, the YBPC ob- 
serves that "a new black product has 
only four possible chances as com- 
pared to the 33 possible chances for 
country product."

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New Kind Of Philadelphia Story 
`One Up Bandits' Project Mixes Music, Video, Karate 

NEW YORK -A Philadelphia - 
based black video company, a 
prominent local musician and a ka- 
rate expert have combined on an 
ambitious music video project. 

Gavin & Lott Associates, song- 
writer /performer John Whitehead 
of McFadden & Whitehead, and ka- 
rate master Dominic Giacobbe have 
joined forces to make "The One Up 
Bandits," a recording and a five - 
minute video about two urban 
Robin Hoods, portrayed by White- 
head and Giacobbe. 

Whitehead, with the imput of 
Giacobbe, wrote and produced a 
song called "The One Up Bandits" 
and then took the idea to Gavin & 
Lott, a company known locally for 
preparing videos for Philadelphia - 
based labels WMOT, Philly World 
and Emerald International. Accord- 
ing to the company's sales and pro- 

motion manager, Jackie McNichols, 
"When they came to us with the 
idea, we felt we couldn't pass it up. 
We saw it as more than just a video, 
but also as a concept that could be 
translated either into film or tele- 
vision. 

"To that end we're already con- 
tacted several companies in Los An- 
geles about viewing the video. It is 
not just a promotion piece for the 
record, but a pilot for a longer, more 
detailed project." 

"The One Up Bandits" was video- 
taped two weeks ago on the streets of 
north Philadelphia at a cost of 
$30,000, absorbed primarily by Ga- 
vin & Lott Associates. Seven actors, 
including Whitehead and Giacobbe, 
are featured in the video. Gavin & 
Lott's Bob Lott served as exeucitve 
producer, and Charlie Cook di- 
rected a crew of 13. The shooting 
went on day and night, including 

some interiors at a local nightclub. 
"There is a lot of action in the 

video and a special section where 
Giacobbe does a choreographed ka- 
rate dance," says McNichols. Edit- 
ing was recently completed by the 
company -but don't expect to see 
the video or hear the record immedi- 
ately. "Before we do anything else 
we're going to market the concept to 
producers in the film and television 
industry," says McNichols. The goal 
of Whitehead, Giacobbe, and Gavin 
& Lott is to try to sell the entire pack- 
age first, then later present the rec- 
ord and video to the public as a 
teaser for a bigger package. 

In addition to this project Gavin 
& Lott are distributing a music video 
program titled "The Gavin & Lott 
Show: A Black Music Magazine." 
So far, it has been picked up by six tv 
stations, including outlets in Denver 
and St. Louis. 

AT PHILADELPHIA'S WHAT 

Lady Bee Is A Hot Radio Rapper 
NEW YORK -During the week, 

Wendy Clark is the mild- mannered 
music director of Philadelphia's 
WHAT. Like most programmers, 
she checks sales figures and charts to 
determine airplay. 

But on Friday nights from 10 to 2 

and Saturday afternoons from 3 to 7, 
Clark disappears into a nearby stu- 
dio and, without a cape, turns into 
the city of brotherly love's rap 
queen, Lady Bee. According to local 
retailers, Lady Bee's rap show moves 
thousands of rap records every 
week. 

Like Mr. Magic, her counterpart 
on New York's WBLS, Lady Bee has 
a tremendous following among her 
city's young people. Her audience, 
she says, ranges in age from 12 to 24. 

Lady Bee's rap career dates back 
to 1979, when, as a DJ at a center 
Philadelphia disco, she was asked by 

the TEC label to cut a rap record. 
"To The Beat Y'all," the first rap 
record cut by a woman, was a sub- 
stantial seller on the East Coast and 
made her a local celebrity. 

Three years ago she joined 
WHAT as an intern in the music 
programming department. When 
she approached station manage- 
ment about doing a rap show, she 
says, "they were dead set against it. I 

had to beg, plead and damn near cut 
my wrist to get it on the air." 

To the surprise of many, the show 
was an instant success. In last sum- 
mer's Arbitron book, Lady Bee 
rapped the competition with a 16 

share, which she attributes to "the 
other stations looking down on rap 
and leaving the field wide open for 
me. Today the other stations have 
become much more open to pro- 
gramming rap records." 

As music director, Clark adds rap 
records only if they have some 
proven sales appeal, `just like any 
other record." On her rap show, 
however, Lady Bee is willing to give 
a record "two or three weeks worth 
of airplay before I take it off if it isn't 
selling." 

Looking back at her own rap 
record, she says, "I looked at it as just 
a gimmick that would pass. The 
record I cut really didn't make any 
sense. It was just a lot of words that 
rhythmed with the beat." 

But in the wake of the "message" 
raps of Grand Master Flash and oth- 
ers, she sees rap as "a way to get the 
children's attention and teach them 
something about the world." Aside 
from her rap radio show, Lady Bee 
also produces rap shows at local 
clubs around Philadelphia. 
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Muller Rebuilds Brass Construction 

By NELSON GEORGE 

Riding high on the success of pro- 
ducing and writing Skyy's "Call 
Me," Randy Muller decided to re- 
vive a dream. He didn't have to try 
and re -form Brass Construction. Be- 
sides Skyy, he was producing a solo 
artist, Cameron, and he was be- 
sieged with offers to either produce 
and /or write for a number of per- 
formers. 

With Brass Con- 
struction's declin- 
ing sales in the late 
1970s, it was not the 
hottest property 
around. Muller 
could have gath- 
ered the group to- 
gether, changed 
their name, and gone on from there. 
"But I couldn't just throw away 16 

years of work like that," he says, sit- 
ting at the control board of New 
York's Blank Tape studios. "We've 
been working together since we were 
kids in Brooklyn, and I felt a real 
moral obligation to keep Brass Con- 
struction going. We had gotten off to 
a great start in our careers with our 

first album and `Movin', which was 
a big hit in the disco years, but since 
then had lost some momentum here 
in the States." 

The band's first album in a year 
and a half, 1982's "Attitudes" on 
Capitol, was a modest seller. The 
current "Conversations" cracked the 
black top 30, and the first single, 
"Walking The Line," was a dance 
club favorite. In the process of mak- 
ing these records, Muller discovered 
that "Brass Construction still has a 
very strong image in the market- 
place. People still identify us with 
the heavy horn sound of the 1970s, 
while at the same time they find that 
sound to be old- fashioned in the age 
of the synthesizer. 

"In terms of our audience, it is 

amazing to see how swiftly a new 
generation of buyers comes in, and 
with it a liking for new sounds and 
trends. One of the reasons I got in- 
volved with Skyy was to open up 
and do music with more relevance to 
today's listeners. During Brass Con- 
struction's glory days, I was prima- 
rily a group member /writer /ar- 
ranger, with most of the musical 
decisions made by an another pro- 

ducer. 
"Brass, like most groups, started 

out with some ideas, some songs and 
a concept. At that stage your ideas 
are very unpolluted and fresh. 
You've spent your whole life getting 
them together. Next thing you know, 
you're a success. You're having 
fancy arrangers flown in from the 
West Coast. You're using the fan- 
ciest studios and hiring the fanciest 
studio musicians to slick things up. 

"Eventually the music gets wa- 
tered down and a little stale. As Pres- 
ident Reagan says, you gotta try to 
stay the course and hang in there un- 
til you can go back to that unencum- 
bered stage again. That is more or 
less where we're at today with Brass 
Construction." 

Aside from making plans for a 
Brass Construction tour in Europe 
( "They still like the old sound over

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WITH TEMPTATIONS, FOUR TOPS 

Producer Lambert Coming Back 
By PAUL GREIN 

LOS ANGELES -Dennis Lam- 
bert is focusing on mainstream black 
pop in his bid to re- establish himself 
as a chart- topping writer and pro- 
ducer. Lambert co- produced (with 
Steve Barri) the current Temptations 
album, and is slated to start work 
this week on a solo album by the 
group's Dennis Edwards. Also in the 
works: a project by the Four Tops, 
who have followed the Temptations 
back to Motown. 

With his former partner Brian 
Potter, Lambert produced No. 1 hits 
on all three of Billboard's key singles 
charts in the '70s -pop (Player's 
"Baby Come Back "), country (Glen 
Campbell's "Rhinestone Cowboy ") 
and black (Tavares' "It Only Takes 
A Minute "). But Potter believes that 
that multi -chart success may have 
done his career more harm than 
good. 

"Most people who write and pro- 
duce are clearly one kind of pro- 
ducer, and that works to their ben- 
efit," Lambert says. "I liked it all and 

tried it all. But that's confusing: 
people don't know what to think. 
And I think I've paid a price for that. 
Maybe I'm going to have to stick to 
one thing a little bit more." 

Lambert wrote four songs on the 
Temptations album, including the 
first two singles, "Love On My Mind 
Tonight" and the current "Surface 
Thrills." And he'll have three or four 
songs on Dennis Edwards' solo al- 
bum. "That album will be more bal- 
lad- oriented," Lambert says. "I want 
to concentrate on very intimate per- 
formance songs with great female 
appeal." 

Lambert's work with these Mo- 
town acts reunites him with two 
former colleagues from his ABC/ 
Dunhill days in the early '70s: Jay 
Lasker, now president of Motown, 
and Steve Barri, Motown's vice pres- 
ident of a &r. Lambert & Potter pro- 
duced numerous hits for ABC, in- 
cluding the Four Tops' "Keeper Of 
The Castle" and "Ain't No 
Woman." 

In fact, it was Barri who invited 

Singer Walter Jackson 
Dies In Chicago At 45 

NEW YORK -Walter Jackson, 
known as one of the exponents of the 
Chicago soul sound of the '60s, died 
in that city June 19 of a cerebral 
hemorrhage. He was 45. 

The Florida -born storytelling bal- 
ladeer, handicapped by polio at an 
early age, came to prominence 20 
years ago through his association 
with OKeh Records, which saw him 
work with songwriter /producer 
Curtis Mayfield and producer Carl 
Davis. His first major sales success 
was with Mayfield's "It's All Over" 
in late 1964. Billboard was not pub- 
lishing r &b charts at the time, but 
the record registered on the Hot 100. 

Jackson followed it with a series of 
r &b- charted OKeh hits, among 
them "Suddenly I'm All Alone" and 
"Welcome Home" (1965), "It's An 
Uphill Climb To The Bottom" ('66) 
and "Speak Her Name" ('67). Aside 
from recordings with Mayfield and 
Davis, the singer worked with pro- 
ducer Ted Cooper. 

Jackson continued to record out 
of Chicago in the late '60s and early 
'705, for such labels as Cotillion, 
USA, Wand and Brunswick. His 
most significant recent success, how- 

ever, came when he signed to Carl 
Davis' UA- distributed ChiSound 
Records. The stylist's interpretation 
of Morris Albert's "Feelings" was a 
top 10 r &b hit for the label early in 
1977. 

Albums of note Jackson waxed for 
ChiSound included "I Want To 
Come Back As A Song," "Good To 
See You" and "Send In The Clowns. 
(He also cut an LP, "Tell Me Where 
It Hurts," for Columbia in 1981, 
leased to the major by Carl Davis.) 
The singer died two days after his 
new single, "When The Loving Goes 
Out Of The Loving," was shipped by 
ChiSound. 

Producer Davis says that Jackson 
was two cuts away from completing 
a new album for the indie label, and 
that he was thinking of adding 
"Feelings" and "Someone Saved 
My Life Tonight" to the package for 
release. The loss of the balladeer 
came as "a complete shock" to 
Davis, he says. "He was taking pills 
to control high blood pressure, and 
we think he may have run out of 
them the night he died." 

Jackson is survived by his wife, 
Helen; two sons, Keith and Kevin; 
his parents, and a sister.

She Keeps Concerts Buzzing

Backstage at any major concert 
hall is usually a beehive of activity, 
with musicians, roadies, managers, 
groupies, publicists, technicians, 
promoters, caterers, etc. all buzzing 
around, doing their jobs (or, in some 
cases, not doing them). It is the job of 
the production manager to make 
honey out of this chaos and bring a 
professional show to the customers. 
This difficult, demanding job is tra- 
ditionally one of the music busi- 
ness's male domains. But whenever 
the Washington, D.C. -based Di- 
mensions Unlimited promotes a 
concert, there is a Queen Bee in 
charge. 

Shiba Freeman -Starks is produc- 

tion and advertising manager for a 
company that averages 200 concerts 
a year in Washington and through- 
out the South. She landed the job via 
a tragic accident. "I'd been doing 
some production management when 
we had shows in Washington and in 
other cities; our main production 
manager handled shows on the 
road," she recalls. "Then he was 
killed in an auto accident, and I 
stepped in to fill in during the emer- 
gency. 

"Before that I was just doing ad- 
vertising. We brought someone else 
in, a man, to do the job. He didn't 
work out, and my boss, Bill Wash -

Lamben to participate in the up- 
coming Four Tops album. "I'd like 
to," Lambert says. "And after seeing 
the Motown special, I'd also like to 
find or write a song for the Temps 
and the Tops to do together -some- 
thing that capitalizes on these two 
real macho voices (Levi Stubbs, 
Dennis Edwards) and two legendary 
images." 

Lambert is also writing songs for a 
forthcoming album by Beckett, a 
five -man English band headed by 
Peter Beckett, who was the lead 
singer and songwriter in Player. The 
music will be more new rock- edged, 
according to Lambert. 

Of his relationship with Brian Pot- 
ter, Lamben says: "We still have cer- 
tain business entities that keep us 
bonded together, but basically our 
working partnership is over, except 
for what we may choose to do to- 
gether." 

One project they have had on the 
boards for the past five years is 
"Score," a Broadway musical based 
on the evolution of the Harlem 
Globetrotters. The pair began work 
on the show in late 1978 "at a point 
when we felt a little burned with rec- 
ords and the grind of making a lot of 
product each year." The project has 
gone through two producers and 
three book writers, but is finally ex- 
pected to open sometime next year. 

Wonder Label's 

First Release 

Finally Ready 
NEW YORK -After a delay of al- 

most 18 months, the first single from 
Stevie Wonder's Motown- distrib- 
uted Wondirection Records, Gary 
Byrd's "The Crown," has been re- 
leased. Byrd's record is a rap history 
"telling the unknown history of the 
black man in both America and Af- 
rica," says Byrd, once a fixture as 
morning man on New York's 
WWRL -AM. 

The label's formation and the 
record's release were originally an- 
nounced in the spring of 1982. Won- 
der says, "I am sorry it took so long 
to get out, but I think everything has 
its own time." Though vague on de- 
tails about the label, Wonder does 
say he expects the release of more 
Wondirection product in "the next 
few months." Speculation is that 
Wondirection's next release will be 
by Wonderlove, the singer /song- 
writer's female backup vocal group. 
As for his own next album, Wonder 
says he expects to have it ready "by 
the end of the year." 

Initially, "The Crown" will be 
available only as a 10- minute -plus 
commercial 12- incher. "Stevie wants 
people to hear the message, and he's 
afraid if there is a seven -inch avail- 
able stations will go with that and 
not expose the entire song," Byrd 
says. 

Byrd, who wrote lyrics for "Vil- 
lage Ghetto Land" and "Black 
Man" on Wonder's Grammy -win- 
ning album "Songs In the Key of 
Life," will be playing colleges and 
public schools starting in September 
with "The G.B. Experience," a 
multi-media presentation on black 
history and the role of the media in 
shaping images for youth. Also in 
the works is a February, 1984 pres- 
entation of "The Crown" in Egypt 
with Wonder. Much of the record 
deals with African and Middle East - 
em history.

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ington, said, 'You're doing a good 
job, so keep on doing it.' That was 
four years ago." 

In that time, Freeman -Starks has 
built a strong reputation as an ef- 
ficient and strong- willed profes- 
sional in a field "where you have to 
deal with a lot of egos, keep an eye 
on the money, and be ready to deal 
with problems 24 hours a day. 

"It was a little hard for a lot of 
men to take orders from a woman at 
first," she says. "A lot of them - 
stagehands, roadies and musicians-

would try and bully you and give 
you flack whenever possible." One 
night a well -known funk hand came 
in late to a gig in the deep South 
"and walked in the door with a chip 
on their shoulder. The first thing out 
of the manager's mouth was, 
"Where's the broad who runs this 
stuff?' Before the night was over, a 

fight broke out between our security 
people and theirs because the man- 
ager's people, not the group mem- 
bers, didn't want to abide by our 
rules." 

On many other occasions Free- 

man- Starks has had to tell groups 
extremely late for their soundcheck 
that they'd have to perform without 
it. Acts have then tried to blackmail 
her into pushing other groups off the 
stage during their soundcheck by 
threatening not to perform. Pro- 
moter Washington has always 
backed her up in such situations. 
And some of these same groups have 
ended up coming to Freeman - 
Starks, asking her to join their or- 

ganization as road manager. But she 

says she is happy at Dimensions Un- 
limited, enjoying the stability of 

working for one company, especially 
one based in her home town. 

Of all the people she has to deal 
with, Freeman -Starks says, she feels 
the most compassion for roadies. 
"They have a very rough life," she 
says. "They're on trucks all day. 
They start working the moment they 
arrive and really don't stop all day. 
Whatever I feed them during the 
dry is often all they get a chance to 

eat." 

The hardest part of her job, she 
says, is getting the acts to cooperate 

with each other. "In the old days one 

stage setup was used for as many as 

six or seven acts, but today a group 
carries all its own equipment and of- 

ten doesn't want to give other groups 

consideration in terms of space on 

stage, lighting or sound. People like 

Gladys Knight and Smokey Robin- 
son are so professional and so will- 

ing to work to make sure everybody 

is treated fairly. But many young 

groups don't feel that same kinship 
with the other performers."

New Troubles For Philly Theatre 
Uptown Entertainment Center's Finances Scrutinized 

By MAURIE ORODENKER 

PHILADELPHIA -The New Up- 
town Theatre & Entertainment Cen- 
ter, known as NU -TEC- intended to 
be a showplace for rhythm & blues - 
faces being grounded again. After a 
bungled start last November and a 
second reopening in April, NU -TEC 
now faces a number of investi- 
gations of its financial structure. 

While black members of the City 
Council have been pushing hard to 
get through an additional $1.3 loan 
guarantee for John A. Bowser, 
former director of the Urban Coali- 
tion, who owns and operates the 
complex, Mayor Bill Green has 
called for an investigation into the 
finances of the entertainment center, 
which includes a 2,000 -seat audito- 
rium and four floors of nightclubs, 
jazz rooms, discos and restaurants. 
Mayoral aides say NU -TEC owes 
$8,600 in back real estate taxes and 
$8,700 in delinquent interest on an 
earlier government loan, and also 
has failed to pay any business or 
wage taxes. 

Three more investigations sur- 
faced, as KYW -TV concluded a 
three -part documentary series which 

raised questions about NU -TEC's 
loan applications, its private club 
liquor license and the real estate 
transactions that led to Bowser ac- 
quiring the theatre in 1980 with a 
$200,000 loan from the Small Busi- 
ness Administration (SBA). The tv 
investigators alleged that a "straw 
man" for Bowser originally pur- 
chased the theatre building for 
$40,000. 

On the heels of the tv investi- 
gation, the local office of the SBA 
said the government has begun an 
internal investigation into two SBA - 
guaranteed loans to NU -TEC total- 
ing $667,000. KYW -TV investi- 
gators reported that one of the loans, 
for $287,000, was based on docu- 
ments that appeared to contain 
"fraudulent statements." Bowser 
said on June 30 that he will sue the 
station. 

The State Liquor Control Board's 
chairman, Daniel Pennock, says the 
state body will look into KYW -TV's 
report that NU -TEC was given a pri- 
vate club liquor license, which is 

supposed to be available only to 
non -profit social organizations. And 
City Council President Joseph E. 

BLASTS `OUTMODED' ADVERTISING 

Coleman says he sent Bowser a letter 
seeking an immediate response to 
the financial questions raised by 
Mayor Green. 

Green says he is opposed to any 
further loan guarantees for Bowser. 
An analysis of NU -TEC's finances 
released by the Mayor's office last 
week shows that, to date, the city has 
provided $566,700 in direct guaran- 
tees, loans or grants out of the proj- 
ect's $1.9 million in financing. Those 
figures do not include the $1.3 mil- 
lion in guarantees NU -TEC is now 
seeking. The Mayor's office charges 
that Bowser has invested only 
$40,000 of his own money. 

The Mayor's office also charges 
that Continental Bank here has al- 
ready provided Bowser with $1.1 
million of the $1.3 million which he 
is now asking the city to guarantee. 
Green, calling the loan "unwise," 
says there is no justification for the 
city bailing out Continental Bank on 
the loan. While the upstairs rooms 
have been opened for those purchas- 
ing private membership cards, the 
theatre has offered only scattered 
weekend shows for the general pub- 
lic since reopening. 

Memphis Promoter Speaks Out 
NEW YORK -"Black promoters 

are always crying because they don't 
get a piece of the action, yet when 
they get concerts they don't promote 
them properly," says Memphis pro- 
moter Luther Thompson Jr. 

Thompson, the self- described 
"number two black promoter in 
Memphis," says that many of his 
contemporaries are locked into ad- 
vertising methodology that is "out- 
moded and not reflective of the 
changes in the black market." A 
former sales manager at Dayton's 
WDAO and account executive at 
Memphis' WHBQ, Thompson sug- 
gests that a more sophisticated use of 
radio is the key to increased concert 
grosses. 

"You can't just stick up some post- 
ers around the city and put a couple 
of spots on the air on a budget of 
$2,000 or $3,000 and expect that to 
be enough," says Thompson. "I 
think you need a budget of $8,000 to 
$9,000 to advertise in a market like 

Memphis with the 16th largest black 
population in the country. 

"The posters and the limited buys 
were fine when there was one key 
black station on the air that every- 
body listened to. When I moved to 
Memphis in the late '70s, there were 
just three black- oriented stations. 
Now there are five stations going af- 
ter the black market." 

Drawing on his advertising back- 
ground, Thompson notes that `just 
to make 50% of your potential mar- 
ket aware of the concert, you need to 
reach them two- and -a -half times. To 
get them to respond, however, you 
need to quadruple the amount of 
media impressions." He also advo- 
cates "a more sophisticated presen- 
tation in the ad spots themselves." 

As an example, he contrasts two 
30- second spots for a Johnnie Taylor 
appearance at Memphis' popular 
Club Paradise. Thompson says, 
"The typical spot might announce 
Taylor will be there Friday night, 

play a bit of his latest hit, and give 
the price. A better structuring would 
announce Johnnie Taylor, who had 
the No. 1 single `Disco Lady,' men- 
tion that the club is air conditioned, 
that there will be a 12 -piece band, 
that the show will be a full 90 min- 
utes, and play a medley of all his hits 
in the background. You can't just 
say you have a vacuum cleaner for 
sale; you have to talk about its spe- 
cial features." 

Thompson's two promotions with 
major talent this year, a spring date 
with Peabo Bryson and Melba 
Moore and a soul package featuring 
B.B. King, Bobby Bland, Z.Z. Hill 
and Millie Jackson, showed him the 
necessity of more and better adver- 
tising. "Everyone claims the market 
is tight and so few acts want to go out 
on the road," he says. "But it will 
continue that way if we, the promot- 
ers at the local level, don't upgrade 
our techniques and show we know 
how to make money." 

The Rhythm & The Blues 
New Music Means New Opportunities

What is new music? According to 
the New Music Report, a newsletter 
distributed at the New Music Semi- 
nar held last week in New York, it's 
"the best rock, jazz, reggae, soul, 
dance music." That description cer- 
tainly suggests that black music, and 
therefore black businessmen, have a 
role to play in the new music mar - 
ketplace-a role that many in the 
black music com- 
munity are perhaps 
unaware of. 

Though black 
musicians and in- 
dustry figures made 
up a surprisingly 
small portion of the 
panelists and at- 

tendees at the two days of work- 
shops, black music was a significant 
part of all the discussions. The new 
music market, encompassing record 
stores, rock clubs and progressive 
rock radio stations, offers opportuni- 
ties more blacks should be exploring 
for crossover to white audiences. 
Among the performers currently 
benefiting from the support of the 
new music audience, are Prince, 
Eddy Grant, Nona Hendryx, the 
Jonzun Crew, Run -DMC and 
Donna Summer. Well before Prince 
became a mass market attraction, he 
was a favorite of new music enthusi- 
asts. This writer first heard Eddy 
Grant's "Electric Avenue," which 
has climbed to number 2 on the Hot 
100, at a New York rock club. Hen- 

dryx sustained her career at new mu- 
sic venues before signing with RCA. 

Electric- street funk like the Jon - 
zun Crew's "Space Cowboy" and 
Run -DMC's "It's Like That" were 
produced as much to cater to this au- 
dience's eclectic taste as for the black 
12- incher crowd. And ever since 
Summer's "Hot Stuff' helped invent 
DOR (dance oriented rock), she has 
been a favorite of this audience. 

These are just a few examples of 
black performers who have man- 
aged to merge their traditional base 
with a white new music following. In 
today's marketplace, this kind of 
cross -fertilization makes good sense, 
both economically and artistically.

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Whatever happened to Phila- 
delphia International' Records ?_ Ten 
years ago, it was the hottest lalFel in 

black and pop music. Led by Kenny 
Gamble and Leon Huff and a deep, 
talented staff of writers, arrangers 
and musicians, it was a dominant 
force on Billboard's charts. In the 
process, it changed the sound of 
dance music and led the way to the 
disco explosion that leaned so heav- 
ily on the company's innovations. 

Today, a glance at the black charts 
shows an O'Jays single, "I Can't 
Stand The Pain," and an album by 

The Rhythm & The Blues 
the group, "When Will I See You 
Again ?" as the solitary representa- 
tives of that once mighty label (the 
product actually appears on Epic, 
with a Philadelphia International 
logo). The 45 is produced and writ- 
ten by Gamble and Huff, but sound - 
wise bears little resemblance to the 
lush yet driving records that made 
their reputation. By 1983 standards, 
it is pretty ordinary -a sad thing to 
say about anything these men are as- 
sociated with. 

In an attempt to answer the ques- 
tion of how Philly International de- 
clined, the associate editor of Phila- 

delphia magazine, Stephen Fried, 
spent several months investigating. 
The result is "The Day The Soul 
Train Crashed," an apparently well - 
researched piece appearing in the 
publication's current issue. 

Though hampered by Gamble 
and Huff's reported unwillingness to 
discuss their company's uncertain 
status- something that this reporter 
has encountered in the past, and did 
again in seeking comment about the 
magazine article -Fried talked with 
former Philly International employ- 
ees and observers of that city's once 
vibrant local black music scene. 

Among the conclusions he draws: 
that frugality on the part of the la- 
bel's owners alienated its creative 
personnel and led to their steady ex- 
odus, and that Gamble became 
more interested in aspects of his per- 
sonal life at the expense of his rela- 
tionship with Huff. 

Last year, as Fried reports and as 
Billboard has done, Gamble let al- 
most all the company's employees at 
the firm's historic 309 South Broad 
St. offices go except his lawyer, pub- 
lishing vice president Earl Shelton 
and clerical staffers. 

Today, Gamble is apparently un- 

willing to make any public state- 
ments until he decides his next move 
in the record business. However, he 
seems in no hurry to do anything.

HOUR -LONG SPECIAL ON CHICAGO SOUND 

Disney Channel Gets The Blues 
By MOIRA McCORMICK 

CHICAGO -Black music in this 
city is the subject of an in -depth 
hour -long special to be broadcast on 
the Disney channel Nov. 12. "Chi- 
cago On The Good Foot," the first 
music -oriented program in the "Dis- 
ney Studio Showcase" series, is also 
the first commerical cable program 
to be simulcast on National Public 
Radio, according to the film's pro- 
ducer /director, Terrence Stegner. 

"Chicago On The Good Foot" 
traces the development of black mu- 
sic indigenous to the Windy City 
from its gospel roots to current 
manifestations of blues and jazz. 
Chicago artists Koko Taylor, James 
Cotton, the Legendary Blues Band, 
Junior Wells, Sammy Longhorn, 
Phil Guy, the Art Ensemble of Chi- 
cago and Big Twist & the Mellow 
Fellows are among those featured in 
the Disney special. 

Stegner, 36, is an award -winning 
producer /director of documentaries 
and proprietor of Main Frame Pro- 
ductions. A lifetime Chicago native, 
Stegner is a self -proclaimed jazz and 
blues enthusiast whose appreciation 
of Chicago's black music led to this 
project. 

Stegner and his wife Joan became 
acquainted with Willard Carroll, 
story editor for the feature film divi- 
sion of Walt Disney Productions, at 
the 1981 Chicago Film Festival. Af- 
ter he pitched Carroll on the idea of 
a Chicago blues feature, a few visits 
to South Side blues clubs were 
enough to convince him of the feasi- 
bility of such a program, Stegner 
says. 

Disney's feature film division is in 
charge of producing the monthly 

"Disney Studio Showcase," which 
Carroll describes as "more family - 
oriented than kiddie -oriented" and 
"anthological" in nature, focusing 
on a different subject in each seg- 
ment. 

Stegner describes "Chicago On 
The Good Foot" as a chronological 
look at the music's development, 
starting with vaudeville in the 1920s 
and continuing through gospel. 
Gospel patriarchs Thomas Dorsey 
and Robert Harris are interviewed in 
this segment, which also includes a 
look at present -day Baptist services 
on Chicago's South Side. 

The importance of the church's 
role in black music is stressed 
throughout, according to Stegner, 

leading into the blues section. Con- 
cert footage and interviews with lo- 
cal blues figures, shot at North Side 
showcase venue Park West and at 
tiny South Side blues haven Te- 
resa's, will probably be interspersed 
with narration by Willie Dixon. 
"Chicago On The Good Foot" con- 
cludes with a jazz segment featuring 
the Art Ensemble of Chicago. 

Gayle Matsunaga, spokesperson 
for the Disney Channel, says the 
idea of a Disney production about 
the blues is not as incongruous as it 
might seem. "Walt Disney was al- 
ways dedicated to American music," 
she says. "This show provides an- 
other angle of approaching that mu- 
sic."

Motown Sound Revisted 
NEW YORK -Thirteen of Motown's hit songs from the '60s have 

been newly recorded by one of the men responsible for the original ver- 
sions, Lamont Dozier. His latest single, available in 12 -inch and as a 45, 
is "The Motor City Scene" on newly formed Megaphone Records of 
Beverly Hills, Calif. (not to be confused with San Francisco's Megatone 
label). 

Dozier's medley, self -produced, includes "Heat Wave," "Where Did 
Our Love Go," "How Sweet It Is," "Reach Out I'll Be There" and "You 
Can't Hurry Love." With Eddie and Brian Holland, he wrote and pro- 
duced the original hit recordings for Motown. 

Dozier is also responsible for songs on the Ocean Front Records de- 
but of Garland Green, previously known for his 1969 r &b hit, "Jealous 
Kind Of Fella." "Don't Tell Me, Let Me Guess" and "Tryin' To Hold 
On," both authored by Dozier, appear on a new 12 -inch from the 
recently formed indie; producer was Arleen Schesel. An album by 
Green is imminent.

The Rhythm & The Blues 
Manhattans Changing With The Times 

By NELSON GEORGE 

Last month the Manhattans en- 
tered their 20th year as a profes- 
sional performing unit. For group 
members Kenny Kelly, Sonny Bi- 
yens, Gerald Alston and Winfred 
"Blue" Lovett, it wasn't simply a 
time to look back, but also a moment 
to consider some significant changes 
in direction. 

The most obvious change is the 
mating of the Man- 
hattans' trademark 
ballad style with a 
bubbling, driving 
'80s dance groove 
on the single 
"Crazy." Some 
longtime Manhat- 
tans fans have 
"mistaken the track for George Ben- 
son," says Lovett, smiling. 

That change in musical direction, 
Lovett says, is related to a change in 
management. Not long ago, the 
Manhattans parted company with 
their manager of many years, Hermi 
Hamlin. It was not an amicable part- 
ing; a dispute over some of the terms 
of their management contract led 
the group to take Hamlin to court. 
They won their lawsuit, and they are 
now being handled by TWM Man- 
agement. According to Lovett, the 
Manhattans had been eager to up- 
date their sound for some time, but 
Hamlin "was against it." 

Lovett acknowledges that the 
Manhattans achieved considerable 
success under Hamlin's guidance. 
They moved from small Carnival 

Records in New Jersey to King Rec- 
ords and finally to Columbia, where 
they have been recording for a dec- 
ade. In that time the Manhattans en- 
joyed such huge hits as "There's No 
Me Without You," "Kiss And Say 
Goodbye" and "Shining Star." 

But, Lovett says, "I never felt that 
after 'Kiss' in 1976 we progressed 
and went up to the next level. For 
example, we were approached by 
bigger booking agencies like Wil- 
liam Morris and Regency, but we 
stayed with Universal Attractions 
because our manager had a relation- 
ship with them" He also notes that 
the Manhattans never had a publi- 

cist of their own because they were 
always told "CBS will take care of it. 
But to take care of your career to the 
limit, you have to have people of 
your own who make you their prior- 
ity." 

In addition to his activities with 
the Manhattans, Lovett has also 
started two record labels, Blue and 
Lola, along with a friend from New 
Jersey, Alto Lee. The first release on 
Blue was by Desi, Lovett's 15 -year- 
old daughter. 

"After 19 years, running my own 
label has shown me things about re- 
tail and promotion I have never

Rodney Dangerfield is flying 
high. In addition to his now classic 
Lite Beer commercials and sold -out 
club engagements, Dangerfield's 
starring role in "Easy Money" has 
made it one of the summer's most 
successful films. Next month, Dan- 
gerfield, embolded by his hot streak, 

The Rhythm & The Blues 
challenges the Sugar Hill Gang and 
Kurtis Blow with a rap record 
called -no, not "I Don't Get No Re- 
spect," but "Rappin' Rodney." 

It is an idea that, according to 
Kurtis Blow producer Robert Ford, 
has been floating around for two 
years. "At the time Kurtis' biggest 
record, `The Breaks,' was happen- 
ing, two ushers at the Festival 
Theatre in Manhattan, Doug Hoyt 
and Scott Henry, made a demo tape 
of Rodney jokes over the rhythm 
track. They got it to Rodney, he liked 
it, and they took it over to Chip Tay- 
lor, thén a &r head at PolyGram. At 

the time Rodney was signed to Casa- 
blanca." 

PolyGram, whose Mercury label 
distributed Blow, liked the idea and 
paid Ford and his partner J.B. 
Moore to cut an eight -track demo. 
With Dangerfield's protege Dennis 
Blair (a co- writer of "Easy Money ") 
doing the rapping, the demo was 
made in August, 1981. To this day, 
Ford isn't clear what happened next. 
"For a long time, we heard nothing. 
Then Rodney left Casablanca and 
we assumed the project was dead. 
The two ushers are the ones who 
kept the project alive by constantly 

calling Rodney and us about it," he 

says. 

When Dangerfield signed with 
RCA, Estelle Endler, his manager, 
suggested the project to the label. 
And last month Ford, Moore and 
Dangerfield cut "Rappin' Rodney" 
at New York's Power Station. With 
its danceable groove and female 
background vocalists, the record is 

musically reminiscent of Mel 
Brooks' "It's Good To Be The 
King." However, the rap is pure 
Dangerfield, full of mean mother - 
in -laws and witty one -liners.

Walden Outlines Production Philosophy 

NEW YORK -"I like to experi- 
ment with my albums, but with the 
ladies I know I need a hit and I go 
for it," says producer /composer /art- 
ist Narada Michael Walden of his 
production philosophy. "When I 

produce Stacy Lattisaw or Angela 
Bofill I try to be as commercial as 
possible, while on my Atlantic al- 
bums I tend to do things a little dif- 
ferent, though with a commercial 
anchor." 

Walden's recently released 
"Looking At You" is an eclectic col- 
lection of songs that range across a 
wide spectrum of pop styles. His 
production of all four Lattisaw al- 
bums on Cotillion and half of Bo- 
fill's "Too Tough" on Arista have 
been "more straightforward. For ex- 
ample, with Stacy I can give her a su- 
persweet song like 'Let Me Be Your 
Angel' because she's so innocent and 
pure, and everyone can identify with 
a little girl singing this very idealized 
kind of song about love." 

Following his success with Latti- 
saw and Bofill, Walden is getting a 

reputation as a woman's producer, 
just as the late film director George 
Cukor was known as a woman's di- 
rector during Hollywood's golden 
era. Walden is now producing half 
of Phyllis Hyman's next Arista al- 
bum and is scheduled to cut some 
tracks on Patti Austin's next Qwest 
LP. 

Walden feels one of the best 
things on his own new album is his 
vocals. "I feel a lot better now sing-

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Smiley's Commodores Strategy 
Group's New Manager Planning Multimedia Thrust 

NEW YORK -The Commodores' 
new manager, Chuck Smiley, until 
recently a vice president at ABC -TV, 
plans "to use pay television, network 
television, video, cable and other 
non -music media where there are so 
many new opportunities" as the cor- 
nerstone of his strategy for the Mo- 
town recording act. 

Smiley appears well -credentialed 
to achieve his goal. To become the 
Commodores' manager, he resigned 
as vice president and assistant to the 
senior vice president at ABC's theat- 
rical motion pictures and tv affairs 
division, and he's worked in network 
tv in a variety of functions since 
1970. He was made a vice president 
in 1976 at age 33, making him both 
the first black and the youngest to 
reach that level within ABC. 

Smiley is well aware that he joins 
the Commodores as manager and 
president of Commodores Enter- 
tainment Corp. of Tuskegee, Ala. at 
a crucial time in their history. Lead 
singer and chief lyricist Lionel 
Richie currently has a top three solo 

album, and his personal manage- 
ment is handled by Ken Kragen. 
About Richie's status, Smiley only 
says, "There are no details I can pro- 
vide at this time about Lionel's role 
with the Commodores." But with a 
group album due by June and a na- 
tional tour scheduled for the fall, he 
acknowledges that some decision 
has to be made soon. 

Still, the successor to the Commo- 
dores' longtime manager- mentor, 
the late Benjamin Ashburn, is opti- 
mistic about the future. "The Com- 
modores have never been just one 
man, one writer, one voice. From the 
beginning, it has been a group effort. 
It was really only with his participa- 
tion on `Endless Love' that Lionel 
became known to the general public 
as a personality. Walter Orange, Mi- 
lan Williams, Ronald LaPread, Wil- 
liam King, and Thomas McClary 
have been just as vital to the Com- 
modores' rise." Smiley has, in fact, 
signed the group up with the Rogers 
& Cowan p.r. firm to increase the 
group's overall visibility.

Some of Smiley's efforts to spread 
the group's talents into media have 
already borne fruit. "Reach High." 
one of two new songs on the Com- 
modores' current greatest hits collec- 
tion, is the theme song for "Teachers 
Only," an half -hour NBC sitcom 
from Johnny Carson Productions, 
debuting this month. In addition, 
the song will be released as a fol- 
lowup to the band's current single, 
"Painted Picture." 

Gateway Productions is also 
shooting a documentary about the 
Commodores, inspired by their ap- 
pearance last year on PBS's "Wall 
Street Report." It will focus on both 
the artistic and financial evolution 
of the group. A special concert was 
held, without Richie, in Dallas last 
fall for Gateway. 

Smiley plans to use part of the 
footage as a promotional tool for the

The Rhythm & The Blues 
Griffey Seeks Promoter -Talent Ties 

By NELSON GEORGE 

Dick Griffey, Solar chief and 
president of the Black Music Assn., 
recently wrote to Billboard about the 
black promoters' situation. He con- 
firmed speculation that he plans to 
involve the BMA (heretofor neu- 
tral) with the battle of black promot- 
ers for a larger market share. He was 
critical of a suggestion in this col- 
umn that such promoters "pool their 
resources . . . so 
they can compete 
on an equal footing 
with their better -fi- 
nanced white com- 
petition." 

Griffey asserts, 
"There are several 
black promoters in 
general who are more financially 
stable than many of their white 
counterparts I am quite sure that 
my company would be able to fi- 
nance any tour given to us." 

The main thrust of Griffey's com- 
ments, however, was not on finan- 
cial matters but "an age -old problem 
that all black businessmen . .. have 
faced. 

"Until we as an ethnic group gain 

the confidence in each other as pro- 
fessionals, and when the black acts 
are convinced that black promoters 
can promote a black tour at least as 
well as, or better than Dick Klotz - 
man; when the black disk jockeys, 
black store owners, the black corn - 
munity, and black people in general 
begin to withdraw their enthusiasm 
by refusing to support those black 
artists that do not support the black 
promoters, which subsequently 
hurts the black community, only 
then will this problem be solved." 

Griffey's moral argument, specifi- 
cally the comments on the role of 
black performers in selecting pro- 
moters, is worth thinking about. In 
the coming months. the industry can 
expect to see much more pressure on 
individual acts themselves to take a 
stand ón this issue. 

* * * 

MTV is a villain in certain quar- 
ters these days. As Billboard's video 
editor Laura Foti so forcefully stated 
in a commentary (Billboard, Dec. 
I I). racism and sexism have unfor- 
tunately both found a happy home 
on music television. 

However, those concerned with 

black music's use on cable, video 
and television should also start fo- 
cusing more attention in supporting 
existing outlets. As detailed over the 
past month in these pages, the Black 
Entertainment Network is expand- 
ing its use of black music videos; 
"Soul Train" has been shifted, with- 
out warning, from its traditional 
time slot in the crucial New York 
market; Lee King plans to expand 
his "Soul Gold" show, though he's 
having trouble getting promotional 
videos; and producer Alvin Hartley 
is pursuing contracts for more black 
promotional videos in the wake of 
his successful work on Grandmaster 
Flash & The Furious Five's "The 
Message" video. 

All are black entrepreneurs ac- 
tively involved in some form of the 
increasingly vital music /visual con- 
nection. Instead of simply bad- 
mouthing MTV, no matter how 
much it may deserve it, record la- 
bels, managers and acts would be 
well advised to support existing out- 
lets for both short and long -term 
gains. * * *

Philadelphia Music Complex Closes 

By MAURIE ORODENKER 

PHILADELPHIA -The New Up- 
town Theater and Entertainment 
Centre (NU -TEC) has temporarily 
closed after six weeks of operation. 
The 2,000 -seat venue in predomi- 
nantly black North Philadelphia 
needs an infusion of $1.1 million to 
reopen, according to ex -Urban 
League executive director John 
Bowser, who runs the operation. 

Once a leading black music show- 
case, the Uptown had been closed 
for five years before $1.3 million in 
state and federal monies were 
pumped into a restoration program 
at the instigation of local politicians. 
NU -TEC opened on Nov. I I, before 
all construction was completed. 
Subsequent construction costs and 
sluggish ticket sales have put the fa- 
cility in the red. 

City council member Joan Spec- 
tor says NU -TEC is nearly $1 mil- 
lion in the hole with construction 
costs $600,000 over projections. 
Ticket sales for shows headlining 
Peabo Bryson and Lou Rawls, as 
well as the house production, a mu- 
sical called "That Uptown Feelin'," 
have been disappointing. According 
to some in the music industry, 
inexperience in concert promotion 
among NU -TEC employees has 
been part of the problem.

"Defendants through 
the use of minimal payments to 
plaintiffs timed so as to appear that 
the defendants were 'saviors' as op- 
posed to 'slavers,' created a men- 
tality of defeatism and subjugation 
on the part of the plaintiffs, all of 
which was part of the defendants' 
plan to deprive plaintiffs of monies 
rightfully due them."

`WHEELS OF STEEL' IN NEW YORK 

NEW YORK -The owners of two 
black- oriented retail shops in Pitts- 
burgh consider themselves down but 
not out in dealing with the recession 
and its heavy toll of unemployment 
in the steel industry. 

Arlene Dawkins of Belmar Rec- 
ords and B.B. Hill of Music Man 
Records & Tapes, based in different 
parts of this industrial Pennsylvania 
city, both agree "things are slow" - 
with the exception of albums by cer- 
tain major acts and several dance I2- 
inchers. The two differ, however, on 
how they're combatting sagging 
sales. 

Dawkins' eight -year -old estab- 
lishment is located in the Home- 
wood section, one of Pittsburgh's 
largest black neighborhoods. "The 
street we're on, North Homewood, 
was once a lively place with lots of 
stores and traffic, but today we're 

Rappers Rejuvenate Roxy Rink 
NEW YORK -Friday nights, the 

Roxy Roller Rink on Manhattan's 
West Side attracts black and His- 
panic youths in sneakers, young 
adult whites in Capezios and 
preppie glasses, and musicians of all 
types. 

The attraction is "Wheels Of 
Steel" night. Instead of roller skates, 
the rink's 15,000 square feet are 
packed with customers "break" 
dancing to the latest rap hits. 

"Wheels Of Steel" is the idea of an 
Englishwoman named Blue who 
was excited by "the magical street 
music of New York" two years ago. 
"I saw kids breaking in the street, 
asked them what they were doing 
and got turned on to the rap scene in 
the Bronx and Harlem," she recalls. 

Blue, who had performed with 
bands in London before emigrating 
here two- and -a -half years ago, de- 
cided to use the rap scene to "create 
a cross -cultural experience. I hate 
going to all- black, all -gay or all - 
straight clubs." Since inaugurating 
the "Wheels Of Steel" concept in 

1981 through her KLB Fun Produc- 
tions, Blue has been remarkably suc- 
cessful. 

In fact, the concept's success ac- 
tually forced it from its original 

home. "We started at a downtown 
bar called Negril and almost imme- 
diately got a regular crowd of 400 
people," Blue says. Soon crowds 
from Negri were spilling out onto 
the sidewalk, something the New 
York City Fire Department frowned 
upon. 

As a result, "Wheels Of Steel" had 
to find new accommodations. Blue 
tried the popular rock disco 
Danceteria for a time. "But it just 
didn't have the right feeling. By 
sheer luck, I ran across the rink one 
night. I met with its owner, Steven 
Hanale, who was at first a bit skepti- 
cal. I took him up to the Bronx and 
he too, was fascinated by the music, 
the dancing, the atmosphere. We 
started at the Roxy last July." 

Almost immediately, the Roxy be- 
came one of New York's most popu- 
lar hangouts. Crowds average about 
1,000 each Friday. Its $5 entry fee, 
nominal by New York standards, 
makes the club affordable to a cross - 
section of New Yorkers. Blue esti- 
mates that she grants as many as 400 
people a night complimentary ad- 
mission, including such musicians as 
the Clash, Chic, Kid Creole, Public 
Image Ltd., Kid Creole, Kurtis Blow, 
Grandmaster Flash and others. 

The DJs vary, with Afrika Barn- 

baataa of "Planet Rock" fame the 
best known semi -regular spinner. 
Originally only hardcore rap music 
was played. Now Blue has jocks 
mixing in dance -oriented new wave 
cuts. Her feeling is "Rap music, as it 
is done today, won't survive. Ele- 
ments of the scene around it will." 
To Blue, the real innovators are not 
the rappers, but the spinners who 
"cut" records "creating new sounds 
and using the turntable as a new in- 
strument," she says. 

Among those to perform at the 
Roxy on "Wheels Of Steel" night 
have been rappers Soul Sonic Force, 
the Treacherous Three, and the 
Fearless Four, as well as African 
dance groups. One local break danc- 
ing team that appears at the Roxy, 
the Rock Steady Crew, is managed 
by Blue and just returned from a 
tour of England and France. In ad- 
dition, the BBC is shooting a docu- 
mentary on the dancers, and they 
are scheduled to appear in the Para- 
mount film "Flash Dance." 

Blue is hoping to open a "Wheels 
Of Steel" club in London or the Eu- 
ropean continent. She believes that 
New York street culture "presented 
in a way that people can enjoy it 
comfortably and safely" has great 
appeal. 

The Rhythm & The Blues 
Brunswick's Glory Days Revisited 

By NELSON GEORGE 

Brunswick Records was once one 
of the strongest and most consistent 
black independent labels. Jackie 
Wilson was the label's major star 
into the mid- 1960's. Later, Tyrone 
Davis and the Chi -Lites featuring 
Eugene Record had a string of black 
and pop successes. But today, the la- 
bel is a shadow of its former self. Its 
last national hit was Vaughn Ma- 
son's "Bounce, 
Rock, Roll, Skate" 
a couple of years 
back. 

However, the 
best recordings of 
Brunswick's three 
biggest artists are 
about to be reis- 
sued-on another label. In March, 
Epic Records is shipping a double 
album on Jackie Wilson and single 

albums on Davis and the Chi- Lites. 
Epic a &r vice president Gregg Geller 
wouldn't provide details on the ar- 
rangement other than to say, "We 
had some discussions with Nat Tar - 
napol, Brunswick's president, and 
came to an agreement." 

Whatever the business arrange- 
ment, this is a worthy and, in the 
case of Wilson, historic reissue. 
Little Wilson material has been on 
the market (excluding collectors' 
copies) for eight years. This 24 -song 
collection will contain all his greatest 
hits (including "Higher And 
Higher" and "Lonely Teardrops ") 
as well as "more obscure songs that 
weren't hits," says Geller. The 
singer, felled by a stroke while per- 
forming on stage in Cherry Hill, N.J. 
on Sept. 29, 1975, will have his roy- 
alties forward to the trust that pro- 
vides for his expenses. 

Epic and Geller are to be ap- 

plauded for their commitment to 
documenting the history of black 
pop music. In recent years, the label 
has started a "Lost Soul" series; 
there was a tasty repackage of Sly 
Stone's classic music; and the Okeh 
series had excellent blues, R &B, and 
soul compilations:

One of the few storefronts still open 
here," says Dawkins. 

Because of the store's longevity, it 
has developed a clientele of regular 
customers who are its financial 
backbone. "Even if they don't have a 

record in mind, they come in just to 
see what's new and good," says 
Dawkins. "A great percentage of our 
sales come because of our speakers 
on the sidewalk. People walking by 
hear something they like and will 
come in and buy it." The opening of 
Allegheny Community College 
across the street has sparked some 
additional sales. 

For Dawkins, the sales crunch hit 
when President Reagan began cut- 
ting social programs in 1981: "This 
is a poor community, and poor 
people find music a cheap form of 
entertainment, but since the cuts 
came down, people who once 
bought two or three albums, buy 
maybe a single or 12 -inch. They love 
music, but they are really being 
squeezed." 

At her store, Dawkins finds ballad 
singers like Peabo Bryson and Li- 
onel Richie and pop -jazz artists like 
Grover Washington Jr., Rodney 
Franklin and Spyro Gyra do well. 

Belmar records, open six days a 
week from 11 a.m. to 7:30 p.m., is a 
one -woman operation. Dawkins, 
like many small mom & pop retail- 
ers, has laid off other employees to 
cut overhead. Working the long 
hours by herself is "tiring," Dawkins 
says, but she feels it's necessary for 
Belmar to stay. "As it is," she says, 
"I'm hanging on a limb right now." 

A few miles away, in the East Lib- 
erty Mall in Pittsburgh's East Lib- 
erty section, an integrated commu- 
nity next to Homewood, Music Man 
Record & Tapes isn't "getting me 
rich overnight, but it has been an ex- 
citing experience," says owner B.B. 
Hill. 

Hill, a former club DJ, opened his 
store two and a half years ago. "I felt 
after spinning music for so long it 
was time to get a piece of the rock," 

he says. Unfortunately, about that 
time the steel industry slumped, re- 
sulting in massive unemployment. 

"I'm holding my own, though," 
says Hill. "This mall is located in the 
middle of 25,000 black and white 
families, which guarantees traffic. I 

also promote the store whenever pos- 
sible." 

Hill advertises on local radio, do- 
nates records and turntables to local 
charitable activities, and is now pro- 
moting concerts. Last month he 
brought a Melba Moore and Harry 
Ray show into a local arena. 

The 35 foot by 33 foot store is 

open 10 a.m. to 7 p.m. Monday to 
Thursday and 10 a.m. to 10 p.m. Fri- 
day and Saturday. It's currently ad- 
vertising certain $8.98 albums at 
$7.49 each and three for $19.98. 

The hottest albums at Music 
Man are by Lionel Richie, Luther 
Vandross and Michael - Jackson.

Dr. Funkenstein Is Operating Again 
By NELSON GEORGE 

"I told them point blank it's gonna 
get rough and it would be hard to 
stay together," George Clinton says, 
while leaning casually on a couch in 
Capitol Records' New York office. 
Dressed in leather pants, a "Com- 
puter Games" T- shirt, a funny hat 
adorned with buttons and a sly 
smile, "Dr. Funkenstein" is rapping 
about life before the fall. 

"They said they 
wouldn't leave. But 
when things did get 
tight, many did 
leave, but it was 
cool. I knew it was 
gonna happen and 
I knew we'd get it 
back together. They 
still believed in the funk, but be- 
tween their lawyers, managers, and 
wives telling them it was their sound 
that made it happen, it was hard to 
stay together. Lawyers and wives 
make it a bitch to keep any band to- 
gether." 

For George Clinton and the P- 
Funk mob (Funkadelic, Parliament, 
Bootsy's Rubber Band and a long 
list of other groups), the crunch 
came in 1981 with a series of law- 
suits, missing paychecks, and poor - 
selling albums. Clinton's empire, on 
the commercial ascendant since 
Parliament's "Mothership Connec- 
tion" in 1976, appeared to have 
come apart at the seams. 

But Clinton's first solo album, 
"Computer Games," and "Atomic 
Dog," an amusing mix of contempo- 
rary synthesizer dance music and 
vintage P -Funk chant vocals, have the 
funk hardcore howling. On a current 
national tour that has just been ex- 
tended until July, Clinton has most 
of the key group members back. 
"Bootsy, Eddie Hazel, Maceo 
Parker, Mike Hampton, Gary 'Mud- 
bone' Johnson, Bernie Worrell; they 
are all working again to get the funk 
rolling," says Clinton. In an era 
when money usually overshadows 
loyalty, their return is somewhat sur- 
prising. Clinton admits that on P- 

Funk's last tour, at the time of Funk - 
adelic's "Electric Spanking Of War 
Babies," most of the players weren't 
being paid regularly. Still, they are 
back. 

"They remember what I said 
about it being rough and knew that 
I hadn't lied," says Clinton. "They 
had a loyalty to me and what we can , 

do together. I've always said it's 
everybody and nobody who makes 
the music. People started saying it 
was this guy or that one, and they 
started believing it was just them. 
People told me it was just me. I 

didn't need anybody else. But I 

couldn't do it alone, and neither 
could they. 

"That's what being a bandleader 
is about today: getting everybody to- 
gether 'cause they want to be there. 
You can't do what James Brown did 
anymore, where he ran it like the 
Army. Today's musicians will tear 
you down mentally and physically if 
you try that. The cats today are too 
educated, too sophisticated for that.

Promoters' Role In Bud Boycott 
Continues To Spark Controversy

that led to the full partnership with 
Rosenberg for the black promoters. 

Jackson says the key issues of the 
boycott are increasing the number of 
black distributorships, increasing 
black employment at the executive 
level, and advertising in black 
media. "Until Anheuser -Busch 
owner August Busch sits down with 
PUSH and our trade committee, 
which includes Mayor Young of At- 
lanta and Mayor Hatcher of Gary, 
Ind., among others, the boycott will 
go on," Jackson adds. 

W.G. Garrison, a Baton Rouge, 
La. -based promoter who Rosenberg 
claims was to play a prominent role 
in the SuperFest, has since stated, "I 
am totally in support of the Anheu- 
ser -Busch boycott and will have no 
dealings with SuperFest until the sit- 
uation is settled." Boston -based pro- 
moter Al Haymon denies ever "hav- 
ing a negotiating session with 
Budweiser or Michael Rosenberg. I 

will embark on no deal with Bud- 
weiser. I support the boycott for rea- 
sons that go far beyond the concert 
business. I never even had a discus- 
sion with Rosenberg in my life." 

Representative of the turmoil this 
issue has generated in the black 
business community is the experi- 
ence of New Jersey -based TP &B 
Productions, owned by Teddy Pow- 
ell and Ernest Booker. Originally 

cited by Rosenberg as the promoter 
of a SuperFest date at Madison 
Square Garden, TP &B issued a 
statement March 24 saying, "Please 
be advised that our plan is to sup- 
port the NABP and Rev. Jackson's 
position in demanding full equality 
from Budweiser before participating 
in the Budweiser SuperFest. The 
statements which appeared in Bill- 
board expressing comments to the 
contrary were unauthorized by this 
office. If a satisfactory settlement is 
not reached between NABP and 
Rev. Jackson and Budweiser, we will 
join the boycott." 

Then, on March 25, TP &B sent 
out another statement: "We have 
had the opportunity to discuss our 
differences with Mr. Michael Ros- 
enberg and an amicable, satisfactory 
settlement has been reached be- 
tween us. Therefore we will be par- 
ticipating in the Budweiser Super - 
Fest 1983." 

In addition, TP &B went on record 
supporting "Rev. Jackson's drive to 
acquire more black distributorships 
and equality for blacks with the An- 
heuser -Busch company." Contacted 
by phone, Powell asserts that "the 
boycott and the SuperFest situation 
have nothing to do with each other" 
and that his company plans to co- 
promote a September date at the 
Garden. 

"Last year, after we co- promoted

the highly successful concert at the 
Garden, we told Rosenberg we'd 
like to do it again next this year, but 
as 50/50 partners, which he has 
agreed to," Powell says. 

Booker says he feels that "the boy- 
cott might disturb some black acts, 
but once they hear all the details of 
the deal, a lot of them are going to 
join us." Powell admits he is worried 
about the prospect of picketing out- 
side his Garden date, "but I'm hop- 
ing that some agreement can be 
reached by then and that it won't 
come to that." 

Custis Shaw, a partner in Los An- 
geles' Time Productions, which 
plans to co-promote the Los Angeles 
SuperFest date and some Southern 
dates, says he feels the attack on 
Budweiser is misdirected. "This is 
only the fourth year of the Super - 
Fest, and each of them Rosenberg 
has joint-ventured with blacks, " says 
Shaw. "The previous 60/40 split was 
in no way a 'sharecropping' deal, 
and you certainly can't characterize 
a 50/50 split in that way." Though 
no contracts have yet been signed 
between Time Productions and 
Rosenberg, Shaw says he already 
has a commitment from Budweiser 
to use a black advertising firm na- 
tionally and local black public rela- 
tions groups in each market. 

"Through use of Lou Rawls as its 
corporate symbol and its annual 
support of the United Negro College 
Fund, Budweiser has shown itself to 
be deeply involved in the black com- 
munity," says Shaw. He contrasts 
Anheuser - Busch's position with that 
of the Kool music festivals, pro- 
moted by George Wein: "They have 
never made any effort to reach out to 
black promoters or the black com- 
munity. Wein has kept it a totally 
closed shop." 

Basil Kimbrew, who will be pro- 
moting SuperFest concerts in Dallas 
and Houston, agrees with Shaw. 
"With unemployment over 40% 
among blacks today, we can't afford 
not to utilize this opportunity to 
create jobs and show that we are ca- 
pable of handling major concerts of 
this type with the goal of running 
them ourselves eventually," he says.

Polytram Hopes To See Junior's Career Grow Up 

By LEO SACKS 
NEW YORK -Junior Giscombe 

established himself as a promising 
new singer /songwriter last year with 
the crossover hit "Mama Used To 
Say." But he recognizes that in this 
business of music, he is a man with- 
out an image. That lack of image, 
however, is exactly what PolyGram 
hopes to capitalize on when the label 
releases his new album, tentatively 
titled "Communication Break- 
down," in May. 

To American audiences, Junior is 
"a little black English guy who talks 
funny," according to Bill Haywood, 
vice president of black music prod- 
uct for PolyGram. "His background 
and upbringing may be foreign to 
the black American experience," he 
adds, "but that's still a strong 
enough hook for us to take advan- 
tage of. In our view, his personality 
is so refreshing that it speaks for it- 
self." 

Haywood says he hopes that some 
of the "open, honest, and innocent" 
qualities of the unprepossessing 
singer will come across in a new 45- 
minute video that he is now shooting 
in London to coincide with the re- 
lease of the new record. The label 
plans to promote the video to black 
cable outlets in Atlanta, Chicago 
and Washington because Haywood 
sees the primary thrust of the com- 
pany's marketing efforts directed 
toward the black consumer. Ulti- 
mately, he is hoping for "broad pop- 
ular exposure" and expects MTV 
play, since "Mama" was a Top 40 
hit. 

Junior was originally signed to 
Phonogram in England, and Poly - 
Gram passed on the option to his 
first U.K. single, "Fame," which 
dealt with the assassination of an 
elected official, because it was too 
soon after the attempt on the life of 
President Reagan, according to 
Haywood. But then the domestic 
company heard "Mama," and, he 
says, "We thought it had a lot of 
magic." The label released the tune 
as a 12 -inch single with three differ- 
ent mixes, a first for the company, at 
a $5.98 list, and it sold over 400,000 
copies. The album, "Ji," sold half as 
many units, Haywood says. 

The new disk was produced by 
Bob Carter, with whom Junior co- 
wrote "Mama" and "Too Late," 
which dealt with the domestic prob- 
lems of an alcoholic father. "A lot of 
kids in England are being brought 
up today in this environment," says

To Garbarini, Gaye's attitude re- 
flects an unfamiliarity with the rock 
press on the part of black artists 
"that makes it difficult for us to 
make the contacts and set up the in- 
terviews we need to do a story." In 
contrast, he has found black jazz 
musicians -even the reclusive Miles 
Davis, who was on Musician's cover 
last year- easier to deal with. 

Rolling Stone's Henke echoes 
Garbarini's comments when he 

speaks about putting Prince on the 

cover. Despite the prestige and na- 
tional acceptance a Rolling Stone 
cover implies, Prince wouldn't con- 
sent to an interview, even after the 
magazine's founder Jann Wenner 
set up a photo session with Richard 
Avedon. "Still, we went ahead and 
put him on the cover because we felt 
he was an important figure, not just 
for people who follow black music, 
but for rock as well." Henke said the 
Prince cover was the result of lobby- 
ing by the members of the maga- 
zine's music department. "Rarely do 

we do a cover of a music figure with- 

out an interview, though we have 
done some movie people, in this 
manner." 

He claims the music editors at 
Rolling Stone "are interested in a lot 

of black music that's being made to- 
day have, within the confines of our 
format, been covering it with regu- 
larity." 

As a correspondent for the Eng- 

lish music weekly Melody Maker, 
Fricke finds a definite difference be- 

tween American and English press 
coverage of black music. "In terms 

of editorial policy, the English have 
always been much more open to all 
forms of black music than here. 
They'll cover Shalamar and a Stax 

reissue and Ornette Coleman in one 
issue and think nothing of it." Fricke 
notes, however, that "you won't find 
a mix like that in most American 
music magazines, black or white. 

When was the last time Ebony did a 

piece on jazzmen like Don Cherry or 

even Wynton Marsalias? Musician 
has done both and constantly covers 
their music." 

Christgau agrees with the others 
that rock writers tend to listen to a 
great deal of black music. But he 
chides them for not writing about it 
more often. "I think, aside from the 
people who are really obvious, they 
have terrible trouble writing about 
the idiom, because it is not verbal in 
the way that rock is. You have to lis- 
ten to the music, hear the emotion in 
the singing and listen to the rhythms 
to understand it. They also find it 

hard to understand the cultural con- 
text of the music and often don't 
work hard enough to find out why 
performers say or do certain things." 
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IMPRESSIONS SET FOR PHILLY VENUE 

Uptown Theatre Set To Reopen 
PHILADELPHIA -It will be the 

second grand opening for the Nu- 
Tec Uptown Theatre (New Uptown 
Theatre & Entertainment Center) 
this Saturday and Sunday (23 -24) 
when the Impressions, featuring 
Jerry Butler and Curtis Mayfield, 
stop in for two nights of concerts on 
their 25th anniversary tour. The Up- 
town, Philadelphia's entry in the 
black music "chitlin' circuit" of the 
1950s and 1960s, has been revived 
by black businessman John A. Bow- 
ser as a 2,000 -seat venue with a sepa- 
rate private club upstairs including 
restaurants, lounges, bars and jazz 
rooms. 

Nu -Tec originally opened its 
doors last Nov. I1 and then closed 
four weeks later when theatre at- 
tendance and club membership were 
lower than expected. An estimated 
$1.7 million of federal, state, and city 

loans and grants, as well as a sub- 
stantial sum of Bowser's own money, 
have been pumped into the renova- 
tion project. Construction cost over- 
runs have eaten up much of this 
money. Bowser is currently awaiting 
a new city -guaranteed construction 
loan of $1.3 million from the Phila- 
delphia Authority for Industrial De- 
velopment. 

The Philadelphia City Council 
passed a resolution guaranteeing the 
loan, and Mayor Bill Green let the 
measure become law without his sig- 
nature. Final approval. however, re- 
mains with the quasi -official indus- 
trial development authority. 

The second opening will mark the 
first time the private club that oc- 

cupies four stories of the building 
will be open. Membership is esti- 
mated by Nu -Tec officials to have 

reached 6,000. The membership fee 

is $35, and aside from entry to the 
club facilities it entitles members to 

one free ticket to a concert. 

After the opening Impressions 
concert, the next show booked into 
Nu -Tec is a Stanley Turrentine -Jean 
Carn -Slappy White concert June 16- 

19. Bowser's son Kyle, who serves as-

The private club is composed of 
four separate "environments ": a res- 
taurant, a jazz club; and two cocktail 
lounges.

David Lombard. 

Lombard, a partner in Dick 
Griffey Productions, says - that 
among those black promoters 
present at the meeting were Jim 
Welcome Qf Cleveland, Jerry 
Dickerson of Dayton, Matt Levy 
of Chicago, Al Hayman of Bos- 
ton and Walter Carter and Bill 
Franklin of Dallas.

Just look at what Men At Work 
have done here as an example of 
that world vibe at work. Earth, Wind 
& Fire has been working toward this 
for many years, which is why we're 
as popular outside the United States 
as we are in it. The industry has to 
broaden its understanding and musi- 
cal base if it wishes to keep growing. 

growing."

"For me, playing on sessions has 
been the greatest education a player 
could have," says Marcus Miller. 
"Listening to people like Eric Gale, 
Richard Tee and Dave Grusin in the 
studio teaches you so much both 
technically and emotionally about 
their instruments." Miller, at 23, has 
been playing on jingles and records 
in New York since he was in college. 
The lessons Miller learned have 
been apparent in the last 12 months 
as he has written hits with Luther 
Vandross, played with Miles Davis, 
co- produced Lonnie Liston Smith's 
"Dreams Of Tomorrow" album and 
released a solo album, "Suddenly," 
on Warner Bros.

ished projects with both Franklin 
and Davis. He co -wrote four songs 
with Vandross on Franklin's upcom- 
ing Arista album. "Get It Right," 
which Vandross is now mixing. He 
has also just left Davis' band after 
recording "a lot of music with him. 
Miles is really in a very creative pe- 
riod and is constantly in the studio 
now. Don't know when any of it'll he 
out, though." 

Miller is already making plans for 
his second solo album. "Some 
people were surprised that this 

wasn't more of a musicians' album 
where I soloed more," he says. "But 
this album was an attempt to find a 

common meeting ground for all my 
musical experiences and vet estab- 
lish a commercial hase. Next albuni 
I think I'll stretch out a little more."

"Diana Ross" by Geoff Brown 
(St. Martin's Press, New York. 144 
pages. S9.95) is for fans only. espe- 

cially forgiving ones. This British 
hook was originally published prior 
to her signing with RCA, and for the 
American edition it wasn't updated 

to include that quite significant 
event. Brown, who was the editor of 
England's Black Music magazine in 
the mid 1970s when it was an out- 
standing periodical, turns in a decid- 
edly lackluster effort here. The 
book's saving grace is the many good 
black and white photos of Diana 
Ross and her Motown mates. For 
hardcore Motown fans, a picture of 
the Motown revue backstage featur- 
ing the Temptations. Martha Reeves 
& the Vandellas, Stevie Wonder, the 
Miracles. and the Supremes (with 
Ross doing a soft shoe) may be 
worth the cover price.

Crossover Eyed For Gospel LP 
DRG Aims Say Amen' Soundtrack At Wide Audience 

NEW YORK -The soundtrack al- 
bum of "Say Amen, Somebody," a 
gospel documentary film distributed 
by United Artists Classics premier- 
ing in New York Friday (11), is 

being marketed to "appeal to those 
outside the regular gospel market," 
according to Hugh Fordin, president 
of DRG Records. DRG, best known 
for its work marketing film sound- 
tracks, Broadway cast LPs and some 
jazz albums, feels its 2I -song, $10.98 
double album is "a crossover prrSp- 
erty," Fordin says. 

"With `Diva,' another UA Classics 
film, we were able to reach both the 
soundtrack market as well as classi- 
cal buyers who enjoyed the music," 
says Fordin. "We see the potential to 
do the same with 'Say Amen, Some- 
body,' which we'll market to those 
who'll see the film, as well as the 
black and gospel market. We hope 
to sell this album as Geffen 
Recorder did 'Dreamgirls,' empha- 

sizing its musical appeal to those 
who didn't see the property it was 
taken from." 

Among the gospel artists who ap- 
pear in the film and on the sound- 
track are Rev. Thomas A. Dorsey, 
Willie Mae Ford Smith, the Barrett 
Sisters, the O'Neals, and Zella Jack- 
son Price. The O'Neals had to get 
clearance from their label. Savoy, to 
appear in the film. The Barrett Sis- 
ters signed with Savoy subsequent to 
the film's shooting. 

After its New York opening, the 
100- minute film hits Los Angeles, 
Cleveland, Chicago, Philadelphia, 
St. Louis, and Marin Country, out- 
side of San Francisco, through early 
June. 

DRG Records will place the al- 
bum in large record chains, while us- 
ing subdistributors to get it into 
black retail outlets in urban centers. 
A single by Zella Price, "I'm His 
Child," is being serviced to gospel

and black radio. 
Fordin says he first became aware 

of the film at last year's New York 
Film Festival and set up a screening 
through director George Nieren- 
berg. "I was immediately impressed 
with the power of the performances 
as well as the spirit of the key sub- 
jects, Dorsey and Smith," he says. It 
is through the memories and per- 
formances of Dorsey, 83, and Smith, 
77, that the history of gospel is 
presented in "Say Amen, Some- 
body." 

In putting together the sound- 
track, Fordin didn't totally follow 
Nierenberg's scenario, "since with a 
record we could let each song run 
longer and not worry about !he pac- 
ing of the film as the director did." 
For example, the album closes with 
a I01/2- minute solo performance, in- 
cluding spoken introduction, by 
Smith of a song that lasts only a few 
minutes in the film. 

`Down Home' Soul Clicks For Hill 
NEW YORK -Ever so quietly, 

Z.Z. Hill has become one of the more 
impressive success stories in black 
music. His current Malaco album, 
"The Rhythm & The Blues," moves 
to number 18 on the black chart af- 
ter 13 weeks, while his previous re- 
lease, "Down Home," rests comfort- 
ably at 37 after 57 weeks. That 
album has been on the black chart 
longer than anything except Luther 
Vandross' "Never Too Much" on 
Epic. 

According to Stewart Madison, 
Malaco's business manager, "Down 
Home" has sold "well over 300,000 
copies" for the Jackson, Miss. -based 
indie and "is the biggest album in 

our 13 -year history." During the 
months of October, November and 
December, Madison claims the al- 

bum sold at a clip of 10,000 a week, a 

figure that today is respectable by 
any industry standard. In addition, 
Madison asserts that "not one record 
has been returned on Z.Z., which 

shows the steady sales power of his 
music." 

"The sales of 'Down Home' have 
not hurt the new album, which you 
might expect," says Malaco's na- 
tional director of promotion, Dave 
Clark. "We've sold a few hundred 
thousand copies of that already, and 
we're getting airplay on the single, 
'Steppin' Out,' even in places like 
WBLS in New York." 

Both albums are deep- fried, 
Southern soul and blues, making no 
concessions to current musical 
trends. Yet sales have not been re- 
stricted to the deep South, though 
Malaco officials admit that region 
has provided the backbone of Hill's 
success. "The weakest market we've 
had has been New York," says 
Clark. "But in Los Angeles we've 
been No. 1 on several of the stations. 
Z.Z. has also been very strong in 
Chicago and throughout the Mid- 
west." 

Madison gives much of the credit 
to Clark, a man whose music indus- 

try career dates back to the big band 
era, when he did advance work for 
Jimmie Lunceford. "This music has 
always sold, always had a follow- 
ing," says Madison. "But for a time, 
from 1978 to 1981, it was hard to get 
airplay. Now, since Dave was able to 
get Z.Z. airplay, you see Bobby Wo- 
mack, Tyrone Davis, Johnnie Taylor 
do well. It just shows the audience 
never went away." 

Clark notes that a tour featuring 
Hill, Davis, Taylor and Millie Jack- 
son had been working successfully 
throughout the South. At a recent 
Birmingham gig, Hill and company 
played before 8,000. 

With performers such as ex -TK 
artist Benny Latimore and soul vet- 
erans Denise LaSalle and G.C. 
Cameron on its roster, Malaco plans 
to continue serving the older au- 
dience that enjoys traditional soul 
music. A new LaSalle album, sug- 
gestively entitled "Lady In The 
Street (Freak In The Bedroom)," is 

upcoming. 

The Rhythm & The Blues 
The Veterans Keep On Doing It 

By NELSON GEORGE 

Last week this column focused on 
three young performers of consider- 
able talent who may be major record 
sellers in the 1980s. But don't let it be 
said that we have forgotten the vet- 
eran performers. A look at Bill- 
board's black album and singles 
chart shows a preponderance of 
over -30s and some over -40s, still 
making commercial and creative 
m usic. 

Quincy Jones, 
about to turn 50. is 

as hot today as any- 
one in the industry. 
Earth, Wind & Fire 
founder Maurice 
White is 39. Worge 
Clinton. who has 
with "Atomic Dog" shown himself 
still to be in touch with the themes 
and sounds of young America, is in 
his early 40s. Smokey Robinson, 43. 
Tyrone Davis, 45, and Johnnie Tay- 
lor, 45. are all still selling records. 
Diana Ross, 38, Aretha Franklin, 41, 
and Dionne Warwick, 42, all of 
whom made their initial impact in 

the 1960s, are still touring and 
recording successfully. None of 
these performers has shown any 
signs of planning to retire from what 
was once considered a young peo- 
ple's music. On the contrary, it seems 
highly likely that these veterans, and 
their contemporaries, will still be 
working into the 1990s. just as 
Muddy Waters, Ella Fitzgerald, 
Count Basie and so many other 
black music giants have continued 
on for decades. 

The word "comeback" is used 
glibly to describe the recent success 
of Franklin, Warwick, and Robin- 
son. But that is a very misleading 
term. since it implies that they all at 
some point disappeared from view. 
The reality is that during any long 
career there is always considerable 
commercial ebb and flow. Even 
when Franklin's, Warwick's and 
Robinson's records floundered in 
the marketplace, they were still pop- 
ular concert attractions and revered 
within the industry. 

The careers of all these performers 
should be a lesson on longevity to 
the industry., Lip service is often 

given to "career development," 
while companies and managers all 
lust after the quick and easy score.

This New Label Is Woman's Work 
By NELSON GEORGE 

With the exception of publicity 
and -to a lesser degree -promotion, 
women haven't been given very sig- 
nificant roles in running the record 
industry. The chauvinistic lyrics of 
many popular songs have been mir- 
rored by the attitudes of many in this 
industry toward female employees. 
It's all right for women to pitch a 
story to a writer or set up a photo 
shoot, but most of 
the key decision - 
making positions 
remain male -domi- 
nated. 

There are a few 
instances of women 
owning well known 
labels. Back in the 
early 1950s, Vivian Carter Bracken, 
with husband James Bracken and 
brother Calvin Carter, formed Vee 
Jay Records in Chicago, which prior 
to Motown was the most successful 
black -owned label. Sylvia Robinson 
and husband Joe have made a 

mark, first with All Platinum and 
now with Sugar Hill Records. 

Hoping to join this select group is 
Terri Rossi, whose Are & Be Records 
just debuted with the 12 -inch single 
"The Kidd" by So-Be -IL Some have 
suggested that this petite but aggres- 
sive lady is perhaps a touch, er, crazy 
to be trying to found her own label 
in this economic climate. 

Rossi replies, "There has never 
been a sure thing in this business be- 
fore, and there isn't one now. Selling 
records has always been a gamble. It 
just requires a different approach on 
the creative front than we're used to. 
We've got to start looking for what's 
going to happen and not just settle 
for playing it safe and reproducing 
what's successful now." 

Before gambling her own money, 
plus "that of family and some true 
friends," Rossi had experience in 
promotion and a &r. At Philadelphia 
International Records, she worked 
as a promotion coordinator during 
the label's glory years. At New York 
dance indie Sam Records, she was in 

Currier Has Good Vibes 
For New Production Firm 

NEW YORK -In the 1982 re- 
structuring of the Capitol and EMI 
labels, which saw the latter's roster 
of black acts absorbed by the 
former, Ted Currier lost his job as 
director of black a &r at EMI Amer- 
ica. However, with the No. 1 success 
of George Clinton's "Atomic Dog," 
which Currier co- produced with 
Clinton, the founding of his Plati- 
num Vibe production company, and 
some ventures in the video business, 
Currier has a very sunny outlook. 

"It is very satisfying to see 'Atomic 
Dog' do so well after having the al- 
bum stopped three times during pro- 
duction due to legal hassles," he 
says. " 'Atomic Dog' was cut over a 
year ago, which shows you can't stop 
a good record no matter what." 

Currier had signed Clinton as a 
solo artist in 1981 when the funk - 
ster's career was at a low ebb. Some 
questioned the move, but Clinton's 
success with "Atordic Dog" and the 
"Computer Games" album has vin- 
dicated Currier'sjudgment. Another 
Currier signee, Xavier, which scored 
a sizeable black hit with "Work That 
Sucker To Death" featuring cameo 
appearances by Clinton and Bootsy 
Collins, has its second album being 
readied for summer release. 

Through a production deal with 

Capitol, Currier now has two acts 
signed to the label. Gary Shider and 
Gary Cooper of Clinton's P -Funk 
mob have cut an album under the 
name Gary & Gary. Lilo Thomas, 
recording as Ledlow, is making his 
debut after writing and singing on 
hits by Melba Moore, Howard John- 
son and Kashif. Lawrence Jones, 
coming off a slick production job on 
Melba Mooré s "The Other Side Of 
The Rainbow," will handle Thomas' 
album. In addition, Currier is nego- 
tiating to sign two rap groups to 
Capitol, the Boogie Boys and 
Double Trouble. The latter is com- 
posed of two former members of the 
popular rap group the Funky Four 
Plus One, who recorded the influen- 
tial Sugar Hill single "That's The 
Joint." 

Through his Platinum Vibe Pro- 
ductions, Currier is trying to crack 
the virgin territory of sub -licensing 
video rights for distribution of video 
singles overseas. "So far it has been 
slow going," Currier admits. "The 
companies aren't sure what to 
charge, and the copyrights for many 
superstars are controlled jointly by 
the performer and the company, 
which makes it difficult. But even- 
tually there will be a K -tel for video 
singles part of it when it happens."

son, plans to be on the road "at least 
until August and hopefully, if the 
tour explodes, longer. I'd like to tour 
Europe next winter." Gaye wants his 
friend Barry White to produce his 
next album and has already advised 
White to begin writing for him. 
Some will feel that Gaye, once again 
a hot commodity, is giving a career 
boost to White. Gaye replies, "Barry 
is a great talent and a great man. I 

think that I could do justice to his 
music. Contrary to popular belief, I 

am quite producible and I enjoy the 
role of interpreter. I love it when 
someone wants to produce me and 
I'm able to give them what they 
want." He cited his work on "I Want 
You," written and produced by 
Leon Ware, as one such instance. 

"Harvey Fuqua was invaluable in 
the making of 'Midnight Love,' " 
says Gaye about the veteran pro- 
ducer who helped him complete the 
project. It was Fuqua who asked a 
teenaged Gaye to join him in the 
Moonglows. Later, Fuqua would of- 
ten produce and write with Gaye 
when both joined the fledgling Mo- 
town operation in the early 1960s. 
"Harvey was able to travel back and 
forth between Europe and the States 
to coordinate many things I 

couldn't, such as McKinley's horn 
arrangements, etc." 

Gaye says the music on "Mid- 
night Love" "was not as personal as 
most of my music" and "instead gen- 
eralized my feelings about life and 
didn't deal with specific instances, as 
my songs have in the past." When 
asked about a possible return to the 
more socially conscious music of 
"What's Going On," Gaye says he 
feels it's time for stronger lyrical 
statements, but "I just don't want to 
say anything. I want to say some- 
thing profound. It calls for fasting, 
feeling, praying, lots of praying, and 
maybe we can come up with a more 
spiritual social statement that will 
provide some food for thought." 

Throughout his 25 -year career, 
Gaye has been considered an erratic 
performer, whose performances can 
range from the sublime to distracted 
from concert to concert. "I'm very 
honest in my performances," he ex- 
plains. "I'm not mechanical at all on 
stage. So naturally, being a per- 
former like that, you will have some 
good shows and some bad shows. I 

prefer it that way. 

"I work according to how my 
heart feels. I've never been a conven- 
tional artist and never will be." 

weiser helped capitalize our initial 
operating expenses, such as buying a 

tour bus. 

"So far, of the seven dates we've 
done, we have had three sold -out 
shows in Philadelphia, one sellout in 
Baltimore, one in Richmond, Va. 
and have well at the other sites. All 
this is despite having no hit records 
on the market. When the Tempta- 
tions went out last year, they had a 
hit on the charts, which means radio 
and retail attention." 

The 30 -city tour features six Im-

tour, June 4, something will mate- 

rialize." 

_The Rhythm & The Blues 
Voices From The Past Return

Remember vocal groups? The 
folks in the patent leather shoes, 
matching sequin dresses or three - 
piece suits, with enough choreogra- 
phy to make a windmill dizzy? Well, 
if Billboard's Black Singles chart is 

any indication, the musical style, if 
not the dress, is enjoying a healthy 
revival. In the top 25 are 
Champaign's "Try Again," the 
Whispers' "To- 
night," DeBarge's 
"I Like It," the 
Isley Brothers' "Be- 
tween The Sheets," 
Gladys Knight & 
the Pips' "Save The 
Overtime For Me," 
the Chi -Lites' "Bot- 
toms Up" and the Temptations' 
"Love On My Mind." 

It is worth noting that most of 
these acts have their roots in the 
1960s and some in the 1950s, when 
the vocal group was as common in 
black music as sharkskin suits. With 

the rise of the self -contained band 
following the success of Sly & the 
Family Stone, vocal group tech- 
niques were incorporated into a 
band sound, where the voices be- 
came one element in a maze of in- 
struments. 

However, since the ending of the 
disco era, roughly in late 1979, there 
has been a growing emphasis once 
more on the voice and the beauty of 
a chorus singing in harmony. Leon 
Sylvers, producer of the Whispers 
and Knight records, has always been 
aware of keeping the voice, the hu- 
man quality, upfront amid his vi- 
brant productions. George Massen- 
burg, longtime engineer for Earth. 
Wind & Fire, also displays consider- 
able taste in bringing Champaign 
back to the top of the charts with 
"Try Again." But ultimately it is the 
voices themselves, the smoothness of 
the Chi -Lites' Eugene Record and 
the grit of the Temptations' Dennis

Friday `Tea Parties' Get 
Columbia Label Dancing 

By LEO SACKS 

NEW YORK -Columbia Records 
executives know better than to 
schedule meetings in the label's 12th 
floor conference room on Friday af- 
ternoons. That's when Gail Brue- 
sewitz, the company's manager of 
dance music marketing, parlays her 
"tea party" motif into an informal 
gathering of the metropolitan area's 
top club DJs, artists and record pro- 
moters. 

Bruesewitz initiated the concept 
last August as a way to preview and 
solicit feedback on new releases and 
video clips. She also sees the occa- 
sion as a means to unite rock and 
dance club spinners on what she 
calls "a common ground." "Where 
else do pros interact unless they go to 
each other's clubs ?" she asks. 

The normally staid conference 
room assumes the ambience of a 
speakeasy during the 4 -6 p.m. ses- 
sions, at which herbal teas, cognac 
and scones are served. Bruesewitz's 
81- year -old grandmother from 
Trenton, N.J. even baked 25 pounds 
of Hungarian cookies for a "tea 
party" last month to promote the 
new Pink Floyd LP. 

But the affair is more than a social 

event. "DJs don't have a common 
ground, aside from record pools, 
where they can talk about new prod- 
uct and watch videos," she says. 
"This is a corporate attempt to do 
that." The affairs have been 
"blessed" by Ray Anderson, vice 
president of promotion, and Arma 
Andon, vice president of product de- 
velopment. 

Bruesewitz recalls that the first 
party was supposed to be a one -shot 
affair. "I got paranoid that it wasn't 
successful," she remembers. "But 
then my bosses asked me what hap- 
pened to them. I figured I had some- 
thing." 

Bruesewitz rotates her guest list 
each week to include dance music 
producers, writers, air personalities, 
pool directors and video filmmakers 
in addition to DJs who have "paid 
their dues" on the club circuit. As 
many as 40 people attend each 
party, and such CBS artists as 
Mtume, Charles Earland, Deniece 
Williams, Jesse Rae, Khemistry, 
Karavan and the Psychedelic Furs 
have made appearances. 

"It's a strongly amalgamated 
group," she explains, "It's not a 
black or white scene."

Gotham BMA Wing Gets In Gear 
Chapter President Williams Promises Renewed Activity 

NEW YORK -After a shaky start, 
New York's local Black Music Asso- 
ciation chapter is beginning to move 
forward with activities "that will 
strengthen our identity and mem- 
bership in a city with more industry 
people and musicians than any 
other," says chapter president Hilda 
Williams. 

Before Williams, who works for 
RCA Records as a &r project coor- 
dinator, took over four months ago, 
the New York chapter was moribund 
following several changes in leader- 
ship. The chapter has now stabil- 
ized around a staff consisting 
of Cotillion Records merchandising 
representative Pat Jones as vice pres- 
ident, Harlem retailer Sikhulu 
Shange as treasurer and columnist 
Fred Murphy as editor of the chap- 
ter newsletter. Walter Combs, an 
Island Records retail and merchan- 
dising executive, is running the 
chapter's retail division. In addition, 
Columbia's vice president for black 
music promotion Vernon Slaughter 
and Cotillion /Atlantic vice presi- 
dent Everett Smith, both members 
of the BMA's executive council, 

have been involved in organizing 
the chapter. 

"The people originally involved 
with the chapter found it difficult to 
find the time to reach out and organ- 
ize on a grassroots level," says Wil- 
liams. "As a result, BMA has gotten 
cut off from the large black music 
community here." 

In Philadelphia and Washington, 
the local BMA chapters have built 
a base of community support via 
seminars and workshops. Williams 
feels the same approach is necessary 
in New York. For example, an April 
workshop on a &r and record pro- 
duction is being moderated by Rob- 
ert Wright, RCA's vice president for 
black a &r. Producers Kashif and 
Howard King are scheduled to ap- 
pear. Later in the spring, workshops 
are planned on publicity, publishing 
and retailing. 

Williams notes that while New 
York is blessed with many industry 
insiders, "so many of the talented 
musicians here don't really under- 
stand some of the basics of the busi- 
ness. One of the roles the BMA has 

to play is in making this industry-re- 
lated information more accessible." 

Participation in the chapter has 
fluctuated since its inception. Two 
meetings last summer at the New 
York dance club Leviticus each at- 
tracted well over 150 people, but 
that momentum was not sustained. 
So the BMA is holding a special 
membership meeting on March 22 
at Leviticus, with WLIB news direc- 
tor David Lampell giving the key- 
note address. 

To provide working capital for the 
chapter, Williams has instituted 
monthly dues of $10 on top of $50 
yearly BMA membership fees. Little 
of the BMA membership fee flows 
back to local chapters, a source of 
considerable irritation to chapter 
members in New York, St. Louis, 
Philadelphia and Washington. The 
Washington chapter has gone as far 
as to withhold the $50 fee after it re- 
cruits a member. 

Williams doesn't support that ac- 
tion, but she says she does feel the 
BMA has to provide more financial 
support for the local chapters. 

The Rhythm & The Blues 
RCA Acts Have The Wright Sound 

By NELSON GEORGE 

Back in that bygone era when in- 
dependent labels were the primary 
source of black pop music, the exec- 
utive as record producer was the 
rule, not the exception. Berry Gordy, 
Leonard Chess, Ahmet Ertegun and 
their contemporaries all took a 
hands -on approach to their busi- 
ness, one minute screaming at a dis- 
tributor for payment, the next 
changing a lyric or 
a bass line. 

By the mid -'70s 
labels such as Co- 
lumbia and Warner 
Bros. began domi- 
nating the black 
marketplace and 
a &r executives, bas- 
ically talent scouts who advise pro- 
ducers on their music more than par- 
ticipating in the nuts and bolts of 
record making, replaced the old - 
time record men as chief musical 
overseers. Suddenly a new credit ap- 
peared on records: executive pro- 

ducer. A musician friend says jok- 
ingly whenever he sees that title: "It 
means, 'I put up the money.' " But 
that's really too cynical a view, since 
executive producers often provide 
important creative input. 

In this context, the work of RCA's 
vice president for black music a &r 
Robert Wright is welcome depar- 
ture. Aside from pumping new life 
into RCA's black roster by arrang- 
ing profitable performer- producer 
alliances (e.g.: Mighty M Produc- 
tions and Evelyn King; Jimmy 
Douglass and Odyssey) and signing 
new acts (Tavares, Peter Brown), 
Wright has taken an active role in 
the studio. He produced Pleasure's 
"Sending My Love," a moderate 
black hit last summer; re -mixed the 
single version of Hall & Oates' "I 
Can't Go For That," a number one 
pop and black single; and produced 
two promising acts' debut albums, 
Glenn Jones and Fonzi Thornton. 
Jones' single, "I Am Somebody," is 
already on the middle of the black 
chart, while Thornton's "Beverly" is 

New Video Documentary 
Takes A Look At Radio 

NEW YORK -A video documen- 
tary entitled "Programming Black 
Radio" is being distributed by the 
Young Black Programmers Coali- 
tion. According to its co- producer, 
YBPC public relations manager 
Robert Rosenthal, the 40- minute 
production "explains to black radio 
personnel the criteria used by radio 
ratings services, their effects on ad- 
vertising, and trends in black radio 
programming." 

Appearing in the documentary 
are representatives of Arbitron and 
Birch, YBPC president Randy Ster- 
ling of Galveston, Tex. station 
KGBC, YBPC founder J.D. Black, 
black programmers Tommy Mar- 
shall of WKXI Jackson, Miss. and 
Terry Avery of KKDA Dallas, and 
independent promotion people 
Stephanie McCoy and Tommy Tee. 
It was shot last fall at the YBPC's na- 
tional convention in Houston. 

Spectrum Productions, a black - 
owned video production company 
in Jackson, Miss., co-produced with 
Rosenthal. Some of the production 
cost was paid for by Anheuser- 
Busch, though Rosenthal says 85% 
of the cost came from YBPC sources. 

"The documentary doesn't take 
sides as to which ratings system is 

better or what formats are better," 
says Rosenthal. "What we did was 
present an educational overview 
aimed at people in the business. 
There is so much controversy in 
black radio over how and why rat- 
ings are compiled, we thought this 
would be a useful tool." 

The presentation is available for 
$300 from Mid -South Inc., P.O. Box 
11243, Jackson, Miss. 39213. 
Rosenthal says it can be converted to 
any video format. The screening fee 
automatically entitles the viewer to a 
year's subscription to the YBPC 
newsletter.

KWAB Brings `Radiovision' To Tulsa 

NEW YORK-Tulsa's KWAB is 

celebrating its first year of operation 
this week. In that year, the station 
has brought several new elements 
into Tulsa radio. Known locally as 

"Radiovision," KWAB is the first 
cable radio station in the area. It 
broadcasts on cable channel 31 and 
cable FM channel 102 24 hours a 

day, while it's a daytimer on 1550 
AM. 

Just as significant is that KWAB is 

the first black radio outlet in coun- 
try- loving Tulsa in ten years. "The 
only programming serving Tulsa's 
50,000 blacks until we started here 
was broadcast by small stations out- 
side of town that barely reached the 
city," says station manager Ron Al- 
exander. "The only other black sta- 
tion in the entire state is in Okla- 
homa City." 

The station is owned by Will -Can 
Communications, a predominantly 
black company that also markets 
black cosmetics under the American 
Beauty Products banner.

James Brown 
NEW YORK -Country- oriented 

Churchill Records is starting a new 
non -country label, Churchill /Au- 
gusta. First signing is James Brown. 
Brown will record for the label, and. 
according to Churchill vice presi- 
dent David Webb, he'll "help select 
the acts to be on the label in combi- 
nation with executives at Churchill." 

Brown's hometown is Augusta, 
Ga.; hence the name of the MCA - 
distributed label. His first single for 
Churchill /Augusta is "Bring It On, 
Bring It On," which ships this week. 
Brown's self -titled album is due at 
the end of the month to coincide 
with the release of the Universal film 
"Dr. Detroit," in which Brown has a 
supporting role. In addition, Brown 
has two songs on the MCA sound- 
track album. 

Webb says there is a possibility of 
Brown recording an album with 
Churchill artist Roy Clark in the 
style of Clark's 1979 Grammy -win- 
ning LP "Makin' Music," which fea- 
tured Clarence "Gatemouth" 
Brown. "They've already talked 
about it on the phone and have be- 
come instant buddies," he says. 

Churchill /Augusta also plans to 
cut a video of Brown's first single 
and, says Webb, "hopefully do a 
longer conceptual video of the entire 
album."

The KWAB has been down- 
playing its call letters and empha- 
sizing the tag "Radiovision" in its 
local promotions. The station's man- 
agement feels that the cable connec- 

tion will yield longterm dividends. 
North Tulsa, an area with a large 
black population, has half of the 
100,000 cable television receivers in 
the city. 

The air staff is led by program di- 
rector Brother Coffey, who worked 
on KKUL, Tulsa's last black station, 
10 years ago, as did station manager 
Alexander. The programming leans 
heavily on a mix of current black 
pop hits and such pop jazz stars as 
Grover Washington Jr. On Sunday, 

there is a eight -hour gospel music 
block in the morning and a four - 
hour evening jazz show. 

"We feel that this cable radio con- 
cept is going to grow as the cable in- 
dustry does," says Alexander. "As 
more houses are linked in, you'll see 
more ` Radiovision' type stations."

Continued from opposite page 
was involved in litigation with the 
Holland brothers and Lamont Doz- 
ier over back royalties. I think they 
didn't want any group of producers 
to get as well known at that time. But 
we weren't uptight about it. Berry, as 

an overseer and supervisor, was a 

member himself, so it caused no fric- 
tion." 

Perren smiles when he remembers 
the first time he saw the Jackson 
Five. "I was a pianist with Jerry But- 
ler in 1968 and we were playing a 

club in Chicago. That was Jerry's 
hometown, so he was very popular. 

The Rhythm & The Blues 
When I saw these little kids opening 
the show for us I really felt sorry for 
them and hoped the crowd would be 
kind to them. Michael was so little 
and innocent. Well, they just de- 
stroyed the audience. He was just an 
amazing performer. Hey, it was very 
tough trying to come on after that, 
let me tell you." 

Unknown to Perren at the time, he 
would play an important role in the 
careers of those five Gary, Ind. 
youngsters just a year later. "Deke, 
Fonce and I were having a hard time 
getting records released," he recalls. 
"We were on staff at Motown in Los 

Angeles, but between Norman 
Whitfield, Smokey Robinson, etc. it 
was hard to get time with any of the 
top acts. At the time, Gladys Knight 
hadn't had a hit in a while, so we de- 
cided to cut a track, for her." It was 
called "Want To Be Free," and the 
rhythm track, played by a studio 
band that included guitarist David 
T. Walker and Crusaders saxophon- 
ist /bassist Wilton Felder, was so 
powerful they took it straight to 
Gordy, hoping he'd allow Diana 
Ross to sing over it. 

"Berry said it was a very energetic, 
youthful rhythm track and he had 

these kids from Gary he'd like to use 
it on," says Perren. "We rewrote the 
song, aimed it more toward a little 
kid and called it `I Want You Back.' 
Well, we cut it with the kids and the 
vocals were great. We took it hack to 
Berry with our chests stuck out. We 
knew we had it. He listened to it, 

turned to us, and said, `You guys are 
ready to blow a hit.' He went over 
the entire record, telling us where we 
had messed up." Only after several 
late nights of rewriting and record- 
ing did Gordy OK its release. 

Even after the record went to No. 
1 and was hailed as one of Motown's 

greatest productions, "we never had 
an exclusive with the Jackson Five," 
Perren says. "I didn't really appre- 
ciate it then, but everyone had a shot 
at a hot group. Even after the hits, 
the competition among the writers 
and producers was maintained. I 

can see now how important that was 
to keeping everyone on their toes. It 
was a major part of the Motown phi- 
losophy." 

Perren says his most vivid 
memory is of Gordy's commercial 
instincts. "In the last five years, 
working with other writers, I've 
really learned how astute he was." 
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San Diego's XHRM Struggling 
Top Urban Outlet Facing Resistance From Advertisers 

By THOMAS K. ARNOLD 

SAN DIEGO -Some advertising 
agencies say they won't buy airtime, 
even though the station consistently 
ranks among the top 10 in the San 
Diego market, because of its format. 
Others say they will buy time, but 
only at rates vastly lower than those 
charged by other local stations with 
similarly sized audiences. And one 
major client recently sent the station 
its own advertising contract at a rate 
less than half that dictated on the 
station's rate card. 

These are just a few of the prob- 
lems that XHRM -FM has had to 
contend with in its position as San 
Diego's only minority -owned and 
-operated ratio station -and the only 
one whose urban contemporary for- 
mat is designed to appeal primarily 
to blacks and Hispanics. "It's an un- 
fortunate fact, but there are many 
people right now in this city who will 
not advertise with us because we're a 
black station," says Vince Mickens, 
XHRM's general manager. "It's a 
sad situation when you're con- 
sistently in the top 10, the top five - 
when you have the listeners and can 
prove it -and they still won't even 
given you a chance." 

Willie L. Morrow, who has owned 
the station since December, 1980, is 
angry about the situation. Since he 
purchased XHRM after having 
made a fortune developing and mar- 
keting a line of hair care products 
called California Curl, he has stabi- 
lized the station's format and man- 
aged to see it consistently place 
within the local top 10, hitting an all - 
time high of third place, with a 5.7 
Arbitron share, in the fall 1982 book. 
But effectively communicating this 
to advertisers has been a constant 
uphill struggle, he says. 

"They refuse to accept that we can 
bring them a section of the commu- 
nity as effectively as anybody else," 
Morrow says. "White media buyers 
realize blacks have a history of rid- 
ing in on white folks' coattails, so 
when they advertise a product they 

direct it toward whites with the be- 
lief that blacks will simply follow 
along on the fringe. That's changed, 
but most media buyers fail to realize 
it." 

The main argument many adver- 
tisers give for not buying time on 
XHRM, Morrow says, is that the sta- 
tion's minority listeners don't spend 
as much money as their white coun- 
terparts. He finds this notion prepos- 
terous. 

"Sure, a lot of blacks are poor, and 
while the poor don't have very much 
money, the money they do have they 
spend," Morrow says. "The only re- 
lief they have is to buy stuff. White 
Americans spend more money than 
blacks in only two areas- housing 
and food. Anything else- clothes, 
cars, cosmetics, personal care prod- 
ucts- blacks match head up and 
maybe even surpass whites." 

And for advertising agencies and 
other potential advertisers who re- 
fuse to believe this, general manager 
Mickens adds, he has a rather sur- 
prising statistic: as many as half 
XHRM's listeners are white. "It's a 

Hooker Honored By 

National Endowment 
NEW YORK -Blues guitarist/ 

singer John Lee Hooker has been 
honored with a national heritage 
fellowship as a master traditional 
artist by the National Endow- 
ment for the Arts. The $5,000 
cash award was given to Hooker 
and 15 other folk artists who, ac- 
cording to the National Endow- 
ment, "represent the very highest 
standards of performance in 
their particular art form." 

The heritage fellowship, only 
in its second year of existence, is 
selected by a panel of folk artists. 
The presentation will be made at 
the Smithsonian Institution on 
Saturday (25) at 8 p.m. Earlier in 
the day, Hooker will perform at 
the National Mall. 

real simple formula," he says. "In a 
market with more than a million lis- 
teners of which only about 10% are 
black or Hispanic, you can't con- 
sistently be in the top 10 without at- 
tracting a sizable number of whites." 

Still, Mickens and Morrow agree, 
their near -total penetration of the 
black and Hispanic market in San 
Diego County is XHRM's prime 
selling point. "If I were an advertiser 
and I wanted to reach the white au- 
dience, I could go to any radio or 
television station in town and reach 
only some of them," Morrow says. 
"There are about 50 stations in town 
that appeal to whites, and the mar- 
ket, as a result, is very fragmented. 
But at XHRM, we're the only station 
that focuses on the black market. 
And there are no class distinctions at 
XHRM, either, like there are at other 
stations." 

The station's 35- person staff now 
includes two white air personalities, 
two white sales representatives, and 
several Hispanics. "We want our 
jocks to sound like people first, and 
blacks second," Morrow says. "You 
don't have to sound black to appeal 
to a black audience, as long as you're 
playing the right kind of music." 

Aware of its 'responsibility to the 
black community, XHRM has 
added much in the way of local fea- 
tures. Additionally, use is made of 
the Sheridan Broadcasting Network 
for national items of interest to 
blacks. 

And the sales staff is being made 
more aware of the importance of 
professionalism in all areas of deal- 
ing with clients. "Selling radio time 
is very similar to a car sales type of 
environment," Morrow says. "In the 
past, a lot of salesman have felt the 
need to impress the client with a lot 
of black culture while missing the 
main point -that we're in business, 
like everyone else. And if our staff 
sees this and recognizes that we 
really are no different from the other 
radio stations, more respect will be 
forthcoming from those they deal 
with." 

The Rhythm & The Blues 
Haywood Worked Hard To The End

The first working day after Bill 
Haywood's death last month (Bill- 
board, June 1 I ), several members of 
PolyGram's staff entered their of- 
fices and found various pieces of pa- 
perwork signed by him. It wasn't 
earth -shattering stuff: a budget 
okay, some memo that needed a re- 
sponse. The kind of everyday paper 
traffic necessary to keep a business 
running. 

All this work was 
done by Haywood 
the day before he 
underwent his op- 
eration. In fact, ac- 
cording to sources 
on the West Coast, 
it was that very Fri- 
day that Haywood finalized plans to 
make Jerome Gasper head of black 
a &r at PolyGram. It was typical of 
this meticulous executive not to 
leave loose ends. It also leads one to 
speculate that he knew that this op- 
eration, one in a series of treatments 
to solve a debilitating kidney prob- 
lem, would be difficult. It was this 
kind of advance planning and vision 

that made him one of the few record 
executives that this writer feels could 
have made it in any business. 

A favorite recollection of Hay- 
wood dates back to 1979, when rap 
records first broke outside New 
York, via "Rapper's Delight," and 
many in the industry thought it was 
a one -shot fad that would disappear 
after a brief flurry of excitment. 
Haywood wasn't totally sold on the 
concept at first, either. But due in 
large part to his enthusiasm, Kurtis 
Blow's "The Breaks" became only 
the second gold 1 2-inch single in his- 
tory and rap grew into a strong sub - 
genre affecting all popular music. 
That Kurtis Blow's next album will 
be dedicated to Haywood is not 
merely cosmetic, but an acknowl- 
edgement that, quite literally, pro- 
motional skills made a difference in 
Blow's young life. When you get 
right down to it, promotion is basic- 
ally bringing music to the masses, 
something Haywood did with intelli- 
gence, craft and passion. He will be 
missed.

Video Clips Send A Mixed Message

Alvin Hartley, director of the 
video of Grandmaster Flash's "The 
Message," commented in these 
pages (Billboard, Jan. 15) that he 
thought the imagery used in black 
music videos was too limited, too 
stereotypical. It started this writer 
thinking about the quality of these 
videos. Because of the absence of 
domestic outlets, relatively few have 
been seen here. So, 
through the cour- 
tesy of several la- 
bels, we took a 
crash course in 
black music videos 
last week and came 
up with the follow- 
ing observations. 

Millie Jackson is one entertainer 
ready to make a smooth transition to 
the video age. She directed and pro- 
duced (put up the cash for) two 
pieces keyed to her recent "Hard 
Times" album, which show two sides 
of the rambunctious lady. In "Hard 
Times" she's tough in black leather 
jacket and boots, stomping down a 
deserted street decrying the hard 
times. The raunchy persona Jackson 
has developed over the years is skill- 
fully projected. 

For the ballad, "Special Occa- 
sion," she chooses a very different 
setting and image; a classy Nashville 
auditorium where a well- dressed 
Jackson, backed by a full band, rips 
into the song. Most impressive is the 
singer's ability to lip synch her per- 
formance to perfection. There is talk 
that Jackson is putting together a 
videocassette for retail distribution, 
which certainly would be a welcome 
addition to any video library. 

RCA's video production depart- 
ment has done some outstanding 

work with the label's black acts. 
Skyy's "Call Me," set at New York's 
fancy Greene Street nightclub, cap- 
tures the humorous spirit of that 
former No. 1 black single. Using 
split screen effects and the natural 
exuberance of Skyy's members, the 
video is as catchy as the song.

Prince, whose music is so adven- 
turous, has turned out a series of 
quite predictable videos. Be it "Why 
You Wanna Treat Me So Bad," 
"Controversy," "Sexuality" or 
"1999," they all basically show him 
performing with his touring band 
with some minor variations in stage 
set -up and special effects. Yes, 
Prince is a riveting performer. But 
the same approach for video after 
video is a waste of time. The Time's 
"The Walk" is in the same bag. 
Their video for "Cool" is much more 
fun, as Morris Day and company 
take over a classroom to teach a les- 
son in C- O -O -L. 

As disappointing as Prince's 
videos is Marvin Gaye's "Sexual 
Healing." Obviously, all the sensual 
possibilities of the song couldn't be 
explored in even an R -rated video, 
but this piece isn't even warm. The 
idea of Gaye singing surrounded by 
dancing girls should have gone out 
with "Shindig." A section shot in a 
doctor's office has one funny visual 
gag; otherwise, you're better off 
playing the record. 

The Gap Band's videos for "Burn 
Rubber," "Early In The Morning" 
and "You Dropped A Bomb On 
Me" are good, but could have been 
great. Lead singer Charles Wilson is 
one hell of a performer, reminiscent 
is his onstage energy of Jackie Wil-

game plan has been to get stations to 
play it a few times and let listeners 
decide for themselves. It seems once 
they put it on, their phones start 
lighting up. We're starting to get re- 
sponse now from other formats." 

Coinciding with his CBS Nash- 
ville signing (done through the la- 
bel's senior vice president Rick 
Blackburn), Charles has moved to 
Regency Artists for booking. Tour- 
ing remains the staple in his career: 
Charles stays on the road with his 
group -17 musicians, five backup 
singers -more than 34 weeks every 
year. He recently returned from a 
tour of Japan, and will depart for his 
annual European dates in the 
spring. 

Although Charles usually head- 
lines large concert halls and audito- 
riums, longtime manager Joe Adams 
says he also enjoys playing colleges 
and small clubs from time to time. 
"He's one of the few name acts who 
will go out of his way to do small 
towns," says Adams. "Ray feels it 
gives him exposure to fans who 
couldn't otherwise get to see him - 
and he doesn't take his standard fee 
when he goes into a little club or ru- 
ral situation. He does it because he 
likes to." 

In addition to Charles' regular 
lineup of jazz festival appearances, 
Regency plans to start showcasing 
the entertainer through fairs and 
concerts with symphony orchestras. 

Says Regency's Frank Rio, "We be- 
lieve that putting Ray Charles into 
these two areas will give him a base 
he hasn't had yet, especially with 
country fans." 

To support "Wish You Were Here 
Tonight," CBS is shooting two 
videos on the singer in Nashville. 
Charles says it will be the first time 
he has done individual song videos. 

But first and foremost to him is his 
music. He chose personally every 
song on "Wish You Were Here 
Tonight," including "Ain't Your 

Memory Got No Pride At All," 
which was co- written some years ago 
by George Jones and introduced to 
him by a fellow passenger on a air- 
plane. 

Does Charles consider himself a 
country singer? "No," he says with a 
chuckle. "I'm a singer who loves 
country. I've been around for 37 
years, and there aren't too many 
kinds of music I haven't done. I just 
like to see music forms stay pure, 
and that's what I'm trying to do with 
this album."

Staton, Wright Look To Future 
RCA Execs See New Opportunities For Label Artists 

By IRV LICHTMAN 

NEW YORK -RCA Records' 
black music division seeks to aug- 
ment current market success by tak- 
ing advantage of newer opportuni- 
ties afforded through urban 
contemporary radio, and by stress- 
ing longer developing time for 
newer acts. 

This is the department's direction 
as outlined by Bill Staton, who has 
returned to RCA as vice president of 
black music marketing, and Robert 
Wright, recently elevated to a vice 
presidency in black a &r (Executive 
Turntable, page 4). Both executives 
share overall direction of the depart- 
ment, which in recent months has 
seen the departure of key executives. 

Staton, a 30 -year industry veteran, 
says, that, despite the label's strong 
black showing of late, RCA's black 
music section is in a "develop- 
mental" stage, eager to work on new 
acts. But, he adds, "Artist manage- 
ment and artists themselves want it 
to happen too fast. Today, you have 
to lay with a record longer. Radio's 

now taking at least 12 weeks just to 
tell you if you have a record. No. 1 

records are getting there after as 
much as eight or nine months." 

Both Staton and Wright are en- 
thusiastic about the exposure possi- 
bilities generated by urban contem- 
porary radio, noting that its ratio of 
black programming to other types of 
sounds is running about 60%-40%, as 
compared to 90% black three or four 
years ago. This shift, they feel, 
makes black crossovers into pop 
more viable. 

"Urban contemporary has filled a 
void," says Wright. "It's provided a 
middle ground to slide into pop. It 
gives a &r people more latitude. Yet, 
some black groups will never cross 
over, although they still can make a 
profit." 

Wright is given much of the credit 
at RCA for Hall & Oates' crossover 
success into black with "I Can't Go 
For That," notably via remixing that 
gave black audiences the kind of 
"pulse, bass line and beat" they pre- 
fer. Although he has national re- 
sponsibilities for black a &r, Wright

Ray Charles Back In Form 
By NELSON GEORGE 

Ray Charles' recording career has 
meandered since the late 1960s. 
While he has always been a strong 
performer in person, his later al- 
bums for ABC Records, and those 
he made upon returning to Atlantic 
(the site of his pioneering late '50s 
music), seemed unfocused and 
fuzzy. 

The eclecticism of concerts (he'll 
shift smoothly from 
"Oh, What A Beau- 
tiful Morning" to 
"What'd I Say ") 
didn't work on 
record, making the 
music fall between 
the cracks in an in- 
creasingly frag- 
mented marketplace. During the 
1970s, one kept hoping Charles 

would work with a Stevie Wonder, 
Gamble and Huff, or Quincy Jones, 
who could update his music and 
bring that incredibly expressive 
voice to contemporary audiences. 
But Charles has always demanded 
full creative control, and for better 
or worse that is what he has had. 
Anyone who read Charles' great 
autobiography, "Brother Ray," 
knows he is not a man who compro- 
mises easily. 

So it is heartening- especially 
considering this is Black History 
Month -to hear Charles' excellent 
Columbia debut album, "Wish You 
Were Here Tonight," a record filled 
to the brim with some of the most 
sensitive, relaxed singing you'll hear 
all year. As with his classic "Modern

REGGIE GRIFFIN 

"Mirda Rock " -66 

Reggie Griffin isn't kidding when 
he notes that "Mirda Rock" is more 
than "the same old funk." Its elec- 
tronic instrumental sound employs 
the latest in synthesizer technology 
and couples the influence of groups 
like Kraftwerk with the energy of 
leading new wave rock bands. 

"I've always been into electronic 
music," says Griffin, who plays all 
the instruments on the disk. His 
forthcoming Sweet Mountain LP is 
called "No Humans Needed." The 
label is marketed by Sugar Hill Rec- 
ords. 

At 27, Griffin, who was born in 
Oklahoma City and raised in Hous- 
ton and Indianapolis, is just begin- 
ning to emerge from behind the 
scenes. He was the leader of the 
group Manchild for seven years, but 
black pop mainstream followers 
might know him best as the key - 
boardist on "The Message" and as 
the "secret" lead vocalist for the 
West Street Mob. 

NILE'S NEWS Two Projects On The Way 
From Chic Guitarist Rodgers 

NEW YORK -Nile Rodgers, lead 
guitarist and co- producer of Chic, 
has two very different projects soon 
to be released. His first solo album, 
"Adventures In The Land Of The 
Good Groove," will come out on At- 
lantic- distributed Mirage Records, 
and a Rodgers -produced David 
Bowie album will appear on EMI 
America. 

For Rodgers, who with Chic part- 
ner Bernard Edwards produced 
Diana Ross' "Diana," Sister Sledge's 
"We Are Family" and Deborah 
Harry's "Koo Koo," those two pro- 
duction experiences differed greatly 
in style and intention. "My album is 
a vehicle for the kinds of songs and 
musical ideas that wouldn't fit the 
Chic format. When I'm with Chic, I 

always think about what is appro- 
priate for the girls to sing, what Ber- 
nard and Tony (drummer Thomp- 
son) want to do. So this album has a 
sound very different from Chic. It 
isn't a typical guitar player album, 
where I just go off and solo. It's 
structured around songs that relate 
to "my life in various ways." 

Using a battery of studio gadgets, 
Rodgers plays virtually all the in- 
struments on the LP himself. "Good 

Groove" has the electronic funk 
sound so prominent in today's black 
music, but with Rodgers' lead and 
rhythm guitar licks investing a hu- 
man quality to the tracks. One cut, 
"Rock Bottom," is pure Chic, with 
Edwards and Thompson playing 
with Rodgers. Sarah Dash, formerly 
of Labelle, duets with Rodgers on 
one song. 

The Bowie album was for Rodgers 
"a very active, exciting collabora- 
tion." He says, "Unlike some of the 
groups I've worked with in the past, 
where Bernard and I had to be in 
charge in the studio, David has a 
deep understanding of music. He 
knows a lot more than he gets credit 
for. We spent time discussing 
chords, notes, and different ap- 
proaches to music. It was more like 
working with Bernard than produc- 
ing someone else." 

Bowie contacted Rodgers by 
phone late last year. They met in 
New York, where the English rock 
star played records by 1950s r &b 
performers Earl Bostic, Bill Doggett 
and Louis Jordan to give Rodgers an 
idea of the feel he wanted on the al- 
bum. They subsequently flew to 
Switzerland and cut demos of 

Bowie's songs with local session mu- 
sicians. 

They returned to New York a few 
weeks ago and immediately entered 
The Power Station for six- day -a- 
week sessions. As a result, the entire 
album, including mixing, was fin- 
ished in under three weeks. "It was 
an incredible experience, the fastest 
I've ever done an album, and I in- 
tend to work this way again," says 
Rodgers. 

Rodgers describes the music as a 
mix of basic rock'n'roll rhythms ( "al- 
most rockabilly ") with jazzy, jump 
blues horn charts. Members of Chic 
and the Asbury Jukes horn section 
appear on the album. Bowie plans to 
tour this summer, and Rodgers ex- 
pects to appear at a few selected 
dates. 

Recent Chic albums have been 
commercial disappointments, as was 
the Deborah Harry LP. Rodgers, 
however, feels the group will 
rebound. "For a time, there seemed 
to be a new group every week cop- 
ping either our sound or stage attire. 
It saturated the market. But the crea- 
tive force behind the whole thing 
was us. We still have that creativity. 
We'll continue on."

The Rhythm & The Blues J 
Charles' production is gentle and 

understated. with his voice mixed 
upfront just as it should be. Unlike 
so many once -great soul singers 
who've abused their voices over the 
years.

the tenderness that made Frank Si- 
natra call him "the only genius in 
our business" are still wonderfully 
evident.

Meet Looks At Video Music Industry's Growing Pains 
By LAURA FOTI 

NEW YORK -Video music is ev- 
erywhere, providing exposure for 
musical acts and programming for 
television and clubs. Yet financing 
remains limited and bartering, not 
selling, is the rule. 

Ross To Give 
Free Concert 
In Central Park 

NEW YORK -Diana Ross will 
give a free concert on the Great 
Lawn in Central Park July 21. 

Under terms of the superstar's 
contract with New York City, all of 
the proceeds from sales of T- shirts, 
sun visors, posters and other promo- 
tional items sold at the concert will 
go the Parks Department. Up to 
$60,000 will go to a citywide park 
fund to be used for general park up- 
keep and for police overtime at the 
event. The Diana Ross organization 
will also post a $20,000 restoration 
bond, which will be used to refur- 
bish any portions of the Great Lawn 
damaged by concertgoers. 

In addition, 7.5% of all proceeds 
from the Paramount Video telecast 
on pay -tv in the U.S. and, via satel- 
lite, on commercial tv worldwide, 
and any subsequent rebroadcasts of 
the concert, will go to the Diana 
Ross Playground Fund. This fund 
will be used to rebuild a playground 
in Central Park near West 81st St. 

At the Rockamerica Video Music 
Seminar held here last Thursday (7), 
speaker after speaker reinforced the 
irony of a growing business whose 
impact and potential are still not 
fully understood by many in the mu- 
sic and television fields. The large 
turnout (more than 300 attendees) 
and numerous exhibitors attested to 
the fact that video music is a growing 
business, but it was apparent from 
the panel discussions that the indus- 
try is still experiencing growing 
pains. 

From the point of view of the 
creators of video clips, a rampant 
lack of creativity, rather than budg- 
etary constraints, was cited as a 
problem. Gerald Casale of Devo 
pointed out that his group directs its 
own video clips and added, "A lot of 
bands defer to corporate image - 
makers because they have no visual 
aptitude. They look like chimps on 
parade. I would like to see it stop. 
Maintaining a tailored point of view 
that's honest to your creativity is a 
valid and safe way to go." 

Graham Fletcher, Phonogram 
Ltd.'s international director, re- 
marked that clips are being vic- 
timized by "monumental short- 
sightedness." He noted, "Too many 
videos are originated in a panic 
when a single breaks unexpectedly. 
Artists should work toward an end, 
planning images that will work on 
their behalf." 

In part, it was stressed, that could 
be accomplished by more of a corn - 
mon vision from artists and those in- 

volved in video production. Len 
Epand, vice president of press and 
video for PolyGram, pointed out, 
"the sensibility of the artist should 
be matched with that of the director, 
and that's happening as artists be- 
come more cognizant of the styles of 
different directors." 

Evolving technology also affects 
the video product. Teletronics engi- 
neer Dean Winkler explained many 
of the advances taking place, includ- 
ing digital video effects, while John 
Sanborn, a video artist and 
Winkler's partner, denounced much 
of the video being created today:

"Images MTV -style seem' stunted. 
Pictures of people playing guitars 
and pretending to sing talk down to 
me." 

Artists Thomas Dolby and Peter 
Godwin discussed video music as an 
effective promotional vehicle. Said 
Dolby, "More and more artists are 
able to use video to their advantage. 
Promotional videos get a lot of flack 
because their format is stifling, but 
there are many possibilities yet to be 
explored. It's difficult to come up 
with novel ideas, but if music video 
is to progress, it will become neces- 
sary for us to find new formats." 
Godwin added, "You can do a video 
with a little money and a lot of imag- 
ination, but literal interpretations 
are boring." 

Roger Erickson, manager of film 
and merchandising for CBS Records 

International, and Allasonne Lewis, 
marketing manager for EMI Music 
Video in London, discussed the in- 
ternational television market. Erick- 
son explained the barter system in 
effect in many countries, whereby 
programming is traded for free ad- 
vertising. He also mentioned that 
video music programming is helping 
break records all over the world. "In 
Australia, you can't sell records 
without video," he remarked. 

Nationally, acts receive exposure 
on "Rock'n'Roll Tonite," MTV and 
three programs produced by ATI 
Video -and all these programs were 
represented on a panel entitled 
"Cable And Broadcast TV." Bob 
Emmer, executive producer of 
"Rock'n'Roll Tonite," explained 
how barter syndication works: a 
television station makes a time slot 
available and receives a fully pro- 
duced program. Advertising for sale 
time is divided 50/50 between the 
stations and the show's producers. 

ATI Video's "FM -TV" also oper- 
ates on the barter syndication sys- 
tem, while its two other shows, 
"Night Flight" and "Radio 1990," 
are on cable. Geoff Patack, associate 
producer of all three shows, said the 
differences between producing for 
the two markets are minimal, al- 
though broadcast television was 
more interested in "star quality" and 
usually was the more financially re- 
warding. 

Gale Sparrow, director of talent 
and artist relations for MTV, ex- 
plained how decisions are made at 

the channel regarding which clips 
air. In general, she explained, only 
videos accompanying nationally 
distributed records are accepted for 
rotation, although "The Basement 
Tapes" is filling in a gap by airing 
video clips by unsigned artists. 

Jeffrey Peisch, news director for 
MTV, added, "A news segment on 
MTV can have an incredible effect. 
We work closely with managers and 
record company people to supple- 
ment the exposure achieved via a 
clip."

This would return CBS fees approxi- 
mately to the amount it paid in 1980. 

The complaint asks statutory 
damages for willful infringement 
from CBS of $50,000 for each work 
infringed, and specifically cites 11 

alleged infringements. 
Late last week, CBS was seeking 

to reinstate the restraining order 
against BMI through an appeal in 
New York State Court. At the same 
time, preliminary hearings were to 
be held in Federal Court on the BMI 
complaint. 

BMI has reached an agreement 
with ABC and with NBC on license 
fees for their owned and operated tv 
stations (Billboard, June 18). The 
latter agreement was reached after a 
one -week court case.

Willie Stargell's billing 
on this album tops all and it is thus likely to attract attention 
from fans who might not otherwise give the package a second 
glance. The Schwanter piece, a setting of words by Martin Lu- 
ther King Jr., is attractive and telling, and Stargell's contribu- 
tion as reader sincere and straightforward. Much more effec- 
tive is William Warfield's speaking role in the Copland. An 

overture by George Walker rounds out the set. 

BERG: LYRIC SUITE; STRING QUARTET -Galimir Quartet, 
Vanguard, VA 25017. There is a direct connection to the 
Vienna of the early 20th century and the paths explored by 
Berg through Felix Galimir, first violinist of the ensemble. But 
over and above questions of authenticity are performances of 
utter musical conviction, benefitted additionally here by an 
outstanding recording. 

J.S. BACH: HARPSICHORD CONCERTO IN D MIN.; C.P.E. 
BACH: HARPSICHORD CONCERTO IN D MIN. -Gustav Leon - 
hardt, Leonhardt Ensemble, Pro Arte PAD 139. It is the con- 
certo by Bach's third son that raises this album above the 
ordinary. Leonhardt meets its supercharged challenge with a 

sparkling rendition which is in sharp contrast to his some- 
what pallid reading of the far more familiar piece by the sen- 
ior Bach. Skimpy representation of the C.P.E. in the catalog 
adds value to the entry. 

HAYDN: CONCERTO IN IT FOR HARPSICHORD OR ORGAN - 
Grethe Krogh, Danish Radio Symphony, Woldike, Bach Guild 
HM 86 SD. Of special interest since the version for organ is 

heard complete on one side of the disk and that for harpsi- 
chord on the other. It is instructive to see how the different 
instrumental textures affect interpretive options in an album 
that enlightens as well as entertains. This is not the famous 
Haydn keyboard concerto in D, but one in the same key from 
later on in the canon.

gram director for New York's 
WABC -TV, which recently debuted 
the Friday late night "New York Hot 
Tracks" show. "I want things that 
are up, fun and animated," she says. 

Booker Wade of Community TV 
Network -who programs slow - 
power music video channels in 
Phoenix and Memphis- shares oth- 
ers' concern for proper "social com- 
ment." He cites Martin Briley's "The 
Salt In My Tears" as a good ex- 
ample: "It's cute and fun, yet top- 
ical -about divorce. It's also half lip - 
synched, half enacted." 

The place of performance-ori - 
ented videos, both live and lip - 
synched, varies from outlet to outlet, 
as does the definition. "Friday Night 
Videos" has a stated "no perform- 
ance" policy. But, as Ebersol points 
out, "Look at the Police's 'Every 
Breath You Take.' You might call it 
a concert video, but it's so high -tech, 
so visual, that it's more than that." 

Wade points to Prince's "1999" as a 

highly successful lip -synch clip, 
while for Tom Lynch, producer of 
"Night Tracks" on "superstation" 
WTBS, Greg Kihn's live clip of 
"Tear That City Down" works 
through "really good editing." 

At the other end of the spectrum, 
some ponder the presence of the art- 
ist in video at all. "We're only a year 
or so from seeing more videos with- 
out the artist in them," observes 
Ebersol. Garland says, "It's not a 
prerequisite that artists appear in 
their videos. If they can be inte- 
grated into them, fine. But they will 
still get recognition from the accept- 
ance of a the song and the video." 

"Some artists can carry off a 
video, but some you don't want to 
see at all," says Lisa Tumbleson, di- 
rector of intermissions program- 
ming for Home Box Office. "Per- 
sonally, I feel you're cheating the 
audience if they don't see the artist 
there." 

Bailey programs "New York Hot 
Tracks" with an eye to the black and 
dance music charts, and observes 
that "more of the artists we play tend 
to be exuberant performers with in- 
nate showmanship." She points to 
Gladys Knight's lip -synch on "Save 
The Overtime For Me" as a good ex- 
ample- "not using any new tech- 
niques, but a beautifully choreo- 
graphed piece of entertainment." 

The new video and graphics tech- 
nologies have caught the eye of these 
programmers, but many are wary of 
effects simply for their own sake. "I 
liken it to the wah -wah pedal in mu- 
sic in the '60s," says Fred Seibert, 
president of Fred /Alan Produc- 
tions, who co- produces "Playboy's 
Hot Rocks." "It was a neat sound, 
and some people used it well. Then 
Hendrix came along, and everyone 
said, 'Wow!' I'd like to find the 
'Hendrix' of these effects." 

While more abstract conceptuali- 
zations have yet to really take hold, 
many outlets (such as MTV, "Night 

Tracks" and "Friday Night Videos ") 
use these techniques in titles and 
IDs. Ebersol found the company 
who did his show's title graphics af- 
ter seeing its work in a music video - 
Elvis Costello's "Accidents Will 
Happen." 

Aside from the obvious technical 
considerations everyone judges - 
camera work, editing, performances, 
scenery, costumes, the plot or idea 
and its execution -most important 
seems to be a somewhat mercurial 
visual sensibility: "visually arrest- 
ing" (Ebersol), "visually exciting" 
(Lynch), "visually stimulating" 
(Bailey). 

The hands -down best video on 
many counts, in the eyes of these 
programmers, is Michael Jackson's 
"Beat It." But, cautions Garland, 
"It's a great video, but let's not place 
too much emphasis on it. It's also a 
smash song from a smash album by 
a great artist. The video comple- 
ments it." 

Finally, the time -honored value of 
the song isn't overlooked. "The bot- 
tom line is still if it's a good song, 
and sometimes that's just a matter of 
personal judgment," says Lynch. 

After all, picking hit videos can be 
as inexact a science as calling hit 
songs. "A good one really is in the 
eyes and the ears of the beholder, 
which in our case is the audience," 
says Seibert. He also notes that "a 
straight, non -effects sort of language 
is starting to develop in music video, 
which will be the bedrock of the fu- 
ture, just like those Chuck Berry riffs 
are to the music." 

And what will we see in music 
videos a few years down the road? 
Says Jeff Lee, vice president of net- 
work operations for Black Entertain- 
ment Television, which will pre- 
miere an expanded "Video Soul" 
series in the fall: "As long as the 
video makers keep coming up with 
ideas, who knows? That's what's 
good about it -it's unpredictable."

Screen Gems -EMI Keys 
On Developing New Talent 

NEW YORK -Screen Gems - 
EMI, in tandem with its parent EMI 
international publishing entity, is ac- 
celerating its new writer /artist devel- 
opment program, in which signees 
are nurtured to the point of showcas- 
ing to labels. 

According to Paul Tanen, Screen 
Gems -EMI creative vice president 
based here, the need for such a from - 
the- ground -up approach is record 
company reluctance "to deal with a 
new act unless it's completely devel- 
oped." Although Tannen won't cite 
specific dollars allocated to this 
broader view of music publishing ac- 
tivities, he suggests that among the 
developmental costs are the creation 
of demo recordings that go far be- 
yond simple piano /rhythm tracks to 
convince labels of an act's viability. 

To this end, Screen Gems -EMI of- 
fices in New York, Nashville and Los 
Angeles have brought in a number of 
newer attractions, some of whom are 
under recently negotiated label deals. 
These include Wendy Waldman 
(Epic), out of Los Angeles, Jay 
Gruska (Warner Bros.), and Jesse

Latter two were developed out of

New writers and /or performers 
are not likely to obtain co- publishing 
deals at the start of their Screen 
Gems -EMI careers, notes Tannen.

Labels Seek Customs Aid 
In Parallel Imports Battle

recordings to seek quick redress in 
the courts. Too often, it is said, the 
commercial life of the offending titles 
has elapsed by the time injunctions 
are sought. 

In its petition to the government 
agency, now reviewing its proce- 
dures, the RIAA describes trade in 
parallel imports as "flourishing." 
This is due in large part to the 
strength of the American dollar, it 
asserts, as well as to the tendency of 
foreign suppliers to cope with over- 
supply in their own markets by un- 
loading in the U.S. 

The loophole the RIAA hopes to 
close stems from the apparent para- 
dox in the Copyright Act that tags 
unauthorized importation of protect- 
ed recordings as illegal, but fails to 
empower the Customs Service from 
barring their entry so long as they are 
lawfully manufactured abroad. 

Although the Secretary of the 
Treasury, under whose control the 
Customs Service operates, is autho- 
rized to establish regulations to in-

er he can tap these needs in the main- 
stream American public also. 
"What's the situation of the ballad in 
the U.S. ?" he asks. And when he's 
told that his kind of music has an old- 
er public in the U.S., he is genuinely 
surprised, as if he wondered how 
young people can live without ro- 
mance. "Do you mean young Ameri- 
cans fall in love listening to hard 
rock ?"

form copyright owners of incoming 
parallel product, none have been pro- 
mulgated since passage of the Copy- 
right Act seven years ago, the peti- 
tion notes. This delay has frustrated 
the intent of Congress, it adds. 

The RIAA suggests that importers 
be required to identify all recordings 
brought in, by label and artist, so that 
parallels may more easily be spotted. 
The association maintains that the 
"burden for demonstrating the law- 
fulness of the importation of any pho- 
norecords should properly rest with 
those that seek to import them." 

The indusry is "prepared to pay 
their fair share of the costs involved" 
in setting up notification fee sched- 
ules, the RIAA declares. Computer- 
ization of general record keeping by 
the Customs Service, now being in- 
creased, should simplify the 
procedure. 

A request is also made for expedit- 
ed recordation and notification at ex- 
tra cost. Where foreign pressings of a 
record are released abroad prior to 
their domestic release, even as little 
as a 30 -day headstart for importers 
"is often enough to cause consider- 
able damage to the U.S. copyright 
owner," states the RIAA petition, 
and many labels would avail them- 
selves of such rapid service.

doesn't have any sense of humor," 
suggests Beauvy. "A few of the 
videos do, but otherwise all you have 
is the music or the VJs talking on sets 
that aren't that eye- catching." 

Going for laughs thus offered a 
way of setting the Warner Bros. 
spots apart. "We felt that with budg- 
ets shrinking, we'd have to be more 
outrageous to be noticed," Beauvy 
remarks. 

The "Adventures" concept is de- 
signed around the escapades of the 
three "brothers," Zeke, Zack, and 
Sam, as portrayed by standup comic 
Robert Townsend,' actress /writer 
Marley Sims and actor /writer John 
Paragon, who all collaborate with 
Beauvy and writer David Wechter in 
developing scripts. Thus far, only 
MTV is using the spots, which began 
airing in April, although Beauvy 
confirms that she's exploring how 
the campaign can be adapted to lo- 
cal market tv buys and other video 
outlets. 

Three successive spots have been 
completed, with a total of 10 

planned this year. Beauvy notes that 
the production costs are being kept 
low by handling much of the project 
in- house, even when scouting extras 
for the shoots. 

As for the general record/ tape 
messages included, Beauvy de- 
scribes them as "subtle, back- 
ground" signals to viewers. "We 
want the audience to associate music 
with good times and warm feelings," 
she asserts. 

The multi -product element isn't 
new to the label's advertising, of 
course. Beauvy acknowledges that 
Warner Bros. first experimented 
with that tack in its highly- regarded 
late '60s print campaigns; she herself 
has overseen the current multi -prod- 
uct print ad series designed as a news 
column and titled "This Is Advertis- 
ing?" for inclusion in music -oriented 
periodicals. While conceding that 
tight budgets have been a factor in 
emphasizing a variety of titles rather 
than a single product. Beauvy con- 
tends that both the video "Brothers" 
campaign and the generic print ads 
are proving effective because of 
their tongue -in -cheek style.

New Music Label Presidents Address Publisher Group 
By JOHN SIPPEL 

LOS ANGELES -Bring in an al- 
bum on a $500 recording budget? 
Sell 2,000 to 3,000 albums and break 
even? Run a label on $100,000 an- 
nually? 

It's not harking back to the late 
'40s; it's today. It's what some call 
"alternative music business." 

Greg Shaw, founder /president of 
Bomp Records, and Bill Hein, who 
doubles between Greenworld, a na- 
tional distributor, and the presi- 
dency of Enigma Records, frown on 
that term. The two local under -30 
small label entrepreneurs are into 
new wave and punk -"new music" is 

the appelation they favor, they told 
the Assn. of Independent Music 
Publishers' meeting here Wednes- 
day (23). They feel the connotation 
of "alternative" infers "secondary," 
and they documented their efforts to 
build first -rate stable operations. 

Hein went into distribution four 
years ago when he opened Green - 
world in suburban Torrance. "I im- 
ported punk from the U.K. and elec- 
tronic music from Germany, and I 

sold the `cool' stores. Lots of groups 

came to me with their albums. So 
did some small labels. By 1982, 
Greenworld was selling more do- 
mestic than import albums," Hein 
explained. 

"I was selling 1,500 different ac- 
counts across the U.S. Some buy $50 
every two months. Some spend be- 
tween $10,000 and $20,000 monthly. 
A label looked like fun, so I 

started Leather Records. The name 
changed to Enigma Records for the 
second album, and we stayed with 
it." 

Hein does not produce any of his 
releases. He licenses masters from 
abroad. Berlin, after numerous turn- 
downs from established labels, is 

one of several to come to him with 
finished art, lacquers, and all the 
other essentials for immediate re- 
lease, he said. 

Dan Bourgoise, president of Bug 
Music, a local publishing firm that 
specializes in the new music, ex- 
plained later that the Berlin demos 
were so good that when he got them 
and suggested Hein's new label, they 
needed just a touch of remixing be- 
fore release. Those "demos" have 
since hit 49 on the LP chart, three 

weeks after being rereleased by Gef- 
fen Records.

Video Dealer 
In U.K. Fined 
In Horror Case 

LONDON -Fines totalling some 
$1,000 have been levied on a video 
library operator, the first person to 
be prosecuted under newly applied 
regulations clamping down on hor- 
ror videos, known in the trade as 
"nasties." In addition to being fined, 
he had his stock confiscated. 

The Leeds -based trader, Stephen 
Taylor, was in court following a raid 
on his premises in which police took 
away videocassettes with such titles 
as "Driller Killer," "Experiment" 
and "I Spit On Your Grave." It was 
the first time a dealer had been 
charged under section two of the 
Obscene Publications Act, which 
provides for heavy fines and /or im- 
prisonment. 

for a special rate. Bourgoise said that 
new wave labels don't deduct for re- 
turns reserve. 

He added that new wave writers 
have to be coddled a bit, since they 
are novices. Shaw, too, said patience 
pays off in dealing with new acts, 
who are skeptical about record label 
maneuvering. As an example of 
what these youngsters can produce, 
Bourgoise mentioned Cathy Valen- 
tine, a member of the Textones when 
she came to him as a budding writer. 
Now with the Go -Go's, she is a 
name writer. Dave Alvin of the Blas- 
ters is a "superb" writer, Bourgoise 
averred. 

The panelists took a dim view of 
the "exorbitant" budgets and super- 
annuated promotions and media 
which the majors utilize. Shaw 
stressed the value of college radio, 
some vertical commercial radio, al- 
ternative publications and cable tv. 
When asked about video promos, he 
said he didn't have the budget, but 
thought they were worthwhile. 

Tight budgets spawn innovative, 
economical marketing, both Shaw 
and Hein stated at different times. 
Shaw said he favors financing all his 

all own acts. With some, he has a 
deal on paper, "even seven years "; 
with others, it's just verbal. Shaw 
said he doesn't like all his eggs in one 
basket, feeling he'd rather work on 
several promising acts at the same 
time. At the same time, he singled 
out Slash Records, a competitor 
here, which he said has a "good suc- 
cess ratio from concentrating on one 
act at a time." 

Both men praised Miles Cope - 
land's IRS label deal with A &M, but 
downgraded pressing and distribu- 
tion deals. When asked, both Hein 
and Shaw said they would consider 
dealing with a major, if the end re- 
sult would mean more record sales 
for their acts. Both label presidents 
stated they made far more money 
and did more for the act when they 
achieved a 75,000 sales plateau than 
a major would. 

Hein said that the Blasters sold 
75,000 units on Slash, which then 
turned the album over io Warner 
Bros. Records. It was the opinion of 
both that Warner Bros. lost enthusi- 
asm when the album didn't immedi- 
ately take off, and that the act lost 
important momentum in the deal.

less to research a major piece, edit its 
components into a taut, informative 
feature and still get the daily chores 
done. It is not traditional for radio 
newspeople to follow the power of 
their convictions to their logical con- 
clusion. 

And yet, until radio news man- 
agers and workers commit them- 
selves to the notion that being third 
or fourth best is not good enough, we 
will continue to suffer through radio 
news superficiality. The few who are 
talented, even brilliant, in radio 
news will go to a medium where that 
talent is nurtured and appreciated. 
Radio listeners who want to know 
how and why their state is misman- 
aged or their trash is uncollected will 
have to seek that information else- 
where. 

As radio news receives more and 
more attention from the industry, 
two distinct possibilities emerge: the 
status quo will keep news repressed. 
or radio will take its place alongside 
the other media as credible, worth- 
while and capable of depth. For the 
second alternative to prevail, radio 
newspeople will have to collectively 
and resoundingly reject their appar- 
ent fait accompli.

Theatrical Run For Wyman Film Fantasy Plans to Release 
By SAM SUTHERLAND 

LOS ANGELES -Rolling Stones 
bassist Bill Wyman is raising the 
stakes in his first gamble at a film ca- 
reer. Having produced and financed 
his first movie, "Digital Dreams," as 
an offbeat, autobiographical fantasy, 
Wyman and manager Eric Gardner 
are further bankrolling a week -long 
theatrical run here. 

The 72- minute film, directed by 
Oscar- winning documentary film- 
maker Robert Dornhelm, was origi- 
nally intended for cable and tv. Ac- 
cording to Gardner, however, 
screenings of an early 42- minute 
rough cut of the film for international 
tv executives prompted requests from 
major television suppliers to expand 
"Digital Dreams" in order to attract 
theatrical release. 

With the longer version in hand, 
Wyman and Gardner have broken 
from usual distribution practice by 
rushing the film into a limited en- 
gagement here in order to qualify for 

the Academy Awards -and to at- 
tract potential theatrical distributors 
via a splashy promotional campaign 
taking cues from music promotion as 
much as from the movie business. 

KLOS here tied in for a listener 
contest that kicked off Oct. 1, with 
235 winners receiving pairs of tickets 
to a special screening last Tuesday 
(11). A grand prize winner will be 
chosen to attend a special dinner with 
Wyman and his wife Astrid, also fea- 
tured in the film, in London. 

The film opened Thursday (12) for 
seven days at a 470 -seat theater here, 
with Gardner admitting that 70% ca- 
pacity audiences will be needed 
throughout the run to absorb the 
costs of the promotion. With Wyman 
and Gardner essentially "four -wall- 
ing" the run through an outright 
rental of the theater, additional costs 
will include $40,000 in print, tv and 
radio spot buys. 

With Wyman already the sole fi- 
nancier for the project, Gardner ad- 

nuts the "Digital Dreams" run is a 

costly one. But his Panacea Enter- 
tainment Management, which he 
heads with wife Janis Gardner, is 

hoping to reap licensing offers for 
theatrical, cable, video and tv rights 
from a gala industry screening set for. 
Oct. 19. Meanwhile, the couple's 
Garlund Entertainment arm will be 
shopping Wyman's music from the 
film for a soundtrack. 

Ironically, Wyman isn't emphasiz- 
ing the latter in touting "Digital 
Dreams," since the compositions 
used in the film depart from his rock 
roots to concentrate on instrumental 
material. Gardner also notes that 
care is being taken in all advertising 
and promotion for the film to down- 
play any mention of the Rolling 
Stones. "Of the 72 minutes, approxi- 
mately nine minutes include histori- 
cal footage of the Stones," he reports. 
"It is by no means a Rolling Stones 
film, and it's as much a film about 
Wyman's life outside the band as his 
life with them." 

More Jazz Classics Titles

got Ira Gitler, Orrin Keepnews and 
Dan Morgenstern to write the blurbs 
on the bellybands, and we researched 
Down Beat for quotes from the origi- 
nal reviews of the Original Jazz Clas- 
sics albums. 

"We also put in a printed self -ad- 
dressed postcard, asking consumers 
for their response to OJCs. We got 
back more than 20,000, and they 
were cards mailed at the customer's 
expense, as we put no stamps on 
them." 

"On the reverse side of the belly- 
bands we put the catalog of the OJCs 
released in the series. We found, too, 
that retailers felt this point- of -pur- 
chase idea lent a uniformity of ap- 
pearance to the original covers, 
which came from seven different jazz 
labels, all of which had different art 
departments striving for individ- 
uality."

customers can quickly identify soft- 
ware for a particular computer. 

At the same time, Carlston notes, 
"We're trying not to pull away atten- 
tion from the title, the company and 
the author," indicating the profu- 
sion of copy needed simply to iden- 
tify the product. Peripheral and 
memory requirements are also nec- 
essary information, adds Datasoft's 
Llewellyn. Another feature becom- 
ing standard, according to Softsel's 
Cummings, is a camera shot, rather 
than an artist's rendering, of the 
game screen. 

Package copy and in -box docu- 
mentation are also being refined, or 
need to be. Along with the game 
screen on the exterior, says Cum- 
mings, there should be a good de- 
scription of what the game does and 
the number of levels involved. "Sell" 
orientation is important, he says, but 
too much of a sell may get in the way 
of the description, defeating the pur- 
pose entirely. 

It is important in writing copy. he 
opines, to separate mystique -which 
should be created on the package - 
from full, clear information on use, 
which belongs inside. Inside, Cum- 
mings says, the amount of documen- 
tation depends on how much of a 
story line the publisher wants to es- 
tablish, with a three- or four -page 
booklet a good standard. It should 
walk the user through loading the 
game and selecting levels and also 
give some tips on game play if some 
levels are difficult, he continues, so 
that the user is not discouraged by 
them. 

"We want our software to be self - 
selling," says Datasoft's Llewellyn. 
"More and more mass merchandis- 
ers have personnel who don't know 
the product intimately; I even walk 
into computer stores asking what (a 
program) is and how it works, and 
get an I- don't -know. I put the pack- 
age back on the shelf." 

Multi -language package copy and 
documentation is also just around 
the corner, says Llewellyn, as the in- 
ternational market grows. Trans- 
lations have been done to gauge the 
amount of text space needed on the 

package -English, French and Ger- 
man are the most likely ones to be 
used -but English- language boxes 
and multilingual documentation 
will be used in the interim. 

At the recent Billboard Video 
Games Conference, CBS Records 
International's Norman Stollman 
outlined his company's plans to use 
five languages on the box and 10 in- 
side-a solution, he admitted, that 
begins to crowd the amount of infor- 
mation given altogether. 

The emergence of packaging 
standards for software is being 
bucked purposely by at least a few 
major companies. Among them are 
Atari, Infocom of Cambridge, Mass. 
and Electronic Arts of San Mateo, 
Calif. 

Atari packages its software in 
large lidded boxes almost the size of 
looseleaf binders because of pilfer- 
age considerations. A company 
spokesman insists that the larger size 
is preferred by retail for that reason, 
and foresees no scaling down to the 
matchbox size. 

Infocom has sold games packaged 
in dossier files ( "Deadline ") and 
frisbees ( "Starcross ") -both in best- 
selling quantities, with no dealer 
complaints. The strategy has even 
held in the case of "Suspended," 
whose packaging, Infocom's mar- 

keting director Marc Blank admits, 
is "huge." No specific merchandis- 
ing suggestions are provided for the 
already attention- getting packages, 
says Blank: "Specialty stores will put 
it up if it moves." 

Electronic Arts' approach is lifted 
from record merchandising, in 
which attractive packaging becomes 
its own p -o -p material, according to 
president Trip Hawkins. The flat 
eight- and -three -quarter -inch square 
fold -out packages avoid "mislead- 
ing" cartoon representation of game 
play in favor of package design of- 
ten featuring photographic art -not 
necessarily the game screen -on the 
front panel, and liner -note -style edi- 
torial in the gatefold discussing 
game play and the designers, who 
are also shown in photos. 

Laminated covers are supplied to 
stores in a special unit that displays 
the front panel and encourages cus- 
tomer browsing of the entire pack- 
age, in order to stimulate an impulse 
buy. The relative expense for EA 
cover design and art is about four 
times the norm, Hawkins says. 

Infocom's Blank isn't willing to 
say how expensive his company's 
packaging is, but notes, "It's not a 
significant percentage of the cost. 
Having a nice package adds value. 

"The packaging is not super- 
fluous: it's integral to the game and

helps to put you in the context of the 
story." Materials for the murder 
mystery "Deadline" include poison 
tablets and official police communi- 
cations. 

That Infocom's approach is suc- 
cessful is unquestionable: the Softsel 
"hot list" of May 30 ranked five out 
of the six text -only "interactive fic- 
tion" games comprising Infocom's 
catalog among the top 10 best -sell- 
ing recreational programs. The sixth 
had been in and out of the top 10 
recently. 

Softsel's Cummings says, "I think 
Infocom's packages are dynamite." 
He dismisses the extra floor space 
and packaging costs at distributor 
level as insignificant. He does main- 
tain, however, that at retail level, 
"There are other ways to accomplish 
in -store presence, with p -o -p mate- 
rial, posters and advertising allow- 
ances. Why add the extra burden of 
carving out space (for) a really eso- 
teric package to the retailer ?" 

Replies Infocom's Blank: "We 
may come to (producing) more 
straightforward sizes, but we'll never 
produce the same thing as everyone 
else. You can be creative even in a 
standardization size. All of our 
packages (will be) really distinc- 
tive."

How One Firm Revamped Its Image 
LOS ANGELES -When entertainment software com- 

pany EPYX of Sunnyvale, Calif. commissioned a con- 
sumer survey that revealed computer software pack- 
aging is often deceptive, the company realized it had to 
change its packaging. Says Michael Katz, EPYX presi- 
dent, "The wonderful pictures on the packaging did not 
relate to the game itself or game play, and provided little 
help in understanding how to use the product inside the 
package. 

Since the company saw computer programs attracting 
an audience that doesn't shop in computer specialty 
stores, EPYX completely revamped its packaging to ap- 
peal to a mass market. The company logo (the Rodin 
Thinker using a joystick) is now more prominently dis- 
played. Notes Katz, "We want to create an image so that 
customers go back to a store and ask for EPYX prod- 
ucts." 

In addition tó its line of esoteric strategy games, the 
company added three new, more commercial game 
lines- arcade classics, action- strategy and learning 
games. Each new game's packaging displays computer - 
generated graphics of playing fields in an attempt to re- 
alistically portray game play. 

To illustrate a game's difficulty, a coding system also 
appears on each package, using joystick symbols to 
measure action, thinkers to show strategy and mor- 
tarboards to reflect the learning emphasis. For example, 
arcade game "Seawolf II," has a three - joystick measure, 
indicating total action, while "Jumpman" has one 
thinker and two joysticks to signify some strategy and 
much action. Finally, the company's advertisements 
match the packaging "so we have a company identity 
and consistency with packaging," concludes Katz.

EYES RETURN TO SECULAR ACCEPTANCE 

Thomas Has Career A wakening 
By EDWARD MORRIS 

NASHVILLE -The debut of 
"Two Car Garage" on this week's 
Hot Country Singles chart marks yet 
another step in B.J. Thomas's reso- 
lute march back toward secular ac- 
ceptance. Thomas has earned five 
Grammys for his gospel work but 
he's seen his audiences dwindle in the 
process. Now he seems eager to con- 
centrate more on the music and less 
on the message. 

Concurrent with the single release, 
Cleveland International has also is- 

sued a new album, "The Great 
American Dream." CBS, which dis- 
tributes the label, is readying a big 
promotional push on Thomas's be- 
half, hoping to consolidate the gains 
he made this year with his No. 1 hits 
"Whatever Happened To Old Fash- 
ioned Love" and "New Looks From 
An Old Lover." 

Next month, Thomas will con- 
clude a package tour with his old 

friend Kenny Rogers while Rogers's 
concert promoter, C. K. Spurlock, 
has taken over Thomas's manage- 
ment. Rainsong, the management 
and booking company Thomas 
formed with his wife Gloria, will 
move to Nashville early next year 
when the Thomases relocate here 
from Arlington, Tex., and will limit 
its functions to publicity and music 
publishing. 

Thomas is both impatient and 
apologetic in discussing the tenacious 
gospel image he has had to live with. 
He is fearful of appearing to down- 
play the faith that he says still sus- 
tains him; but he knows that the gos- 
pel tag has been something of a 
career disaster. 

As he explains it, the gospel identi- 
fication was an accident. "Right after 
I had my spiritual awakening (in 
1977), the first album I made, 'Home 
Where I Belong,' was a statement of 
spiritual awareness. And. man, I won

members of the singer's band. We 
aren't sure what transpired; however, 
shooting on the movie the next morn- 
ing was delayed two hours while Stal- 
lone caught up on his missed sleep.

I made the next 
one, and I won a Grammy for that." 

He kept making gospel albums and 
winning NARAS kudos for them. 
Then, he recalls, "I looked up and 
I'm putting out my eighth gospel al- 
bum, and all I was really trying to do 
was make a statement. The next 
thing I knew I had ended up in the 
gospel business." 

"I think I went three or four records 
too far into the business," he contin- 
ues, "and it kept me from selling re- 
cords." At various times, Thomas 
did gospel albums for Myrrh (a divi- 
sion of Word Records), MCA -Song- 

bird and CBS's ill -fated Priority la- 
bel. Some of the material he recorded 
for Priority was released in the album 
"Love Shines." The remaining cuts 
remain in limbo. Negotiations with 
Word for the material recently fell 
through. 

Sagging record sales wasn't the 
only legacy of his gospel music days, 
he adds. "There was a period of three 
or four years when I just could not 
get any secular jobs," he recalls. "In 
fact, that was one of the things that 
motivated me to stay off the road for 
so long." 

Friends concerned with helping 
him make a career comeback advised 
him against joining the Grand Ole 
Opry, he says, thinking it would tag 
him as a country singer. But he 
joined anyway. "It wasn't a career 
move," he says. "It was a personal 
thing. I was doing it for myself and 
for my dad. Being a part of the 
Grand Ole Opry is like being a part 
of the last bastion of traditional 
American music." 

In the spring, Thomas says, he will 
go to England for the Wembley Festi- 
val. He is also looking into a tour of 
Australia on the strength of reaction 
there to "Whatever Happened To 
Old Fashioned Love." 

During a break in the Rogers tour, 
Thomas completed a concept video 
in Nashville on "Two Car Garage." 
But music videos are old hat for 
him -he made them long ago on 
"Eyes Of A New York Woman" and 
"Hooked On A Feeling." 

Although he says he has few acting 
aspirations, Thomas reports that he 
is talking with a Nashville -based film 
company about playing the lead in a 
feature movie on the last year of 
Hank Williams' life. 

Mostly, though, Thomas says he 
wants to re- establish the eminence he 
once held as a performer. "I'm going 
to try to see if I can do it all over 
again in a very big way just so I 

don't have any regrets. And if I can't, 
at least I've given it a shot."

One -Stop Owner: Business Down 
L.A.'s Jackson Blames Unemployment, Rising Costs 

By STEVE IVORY 

LOS ANGELES -There have 
been some indications that the 
record industry is experiencing a 
turnaround. The word is that things 
are getting better. Not so, says John 
Jackson, proprietor of John's Music, 
Los Angeles' only black -owned one - 
stop. 

Jackson, who claims he grossed $2 
million in sales last year with a roster 
of 35 black- oriented retail clients, 
asserts, "Those reports are telling 
lies. How can the music business 
pick up when the people who buy 
records keep getting laid off from 
work? Poor people are the ones who 
buy the most music, and they're the 
ones suffering the most." Jackson 
notes that unemployment among 
black males in Los Angeles is 22 %, 
in contrast to 6% among white males. 

Jackson, who has been in business 
since 1966, reports that his singles 
sales are down by 50 %, a condition 
he blames on rising costs from both 

manufacturers and distributors. 
"Years ago, the price of a 45 was not 
more than 99 cents," he says. "To- 
day, it's $1.98. All of the one stops 
that don't own retail stores are in a 
bad situation. Everytime the distrib- 
utors raise the price of the product, it 
decreases the profit margin of the 
one -stops. 

"For instance, there is one com- 
pany that pays the manufacturer 
four dollars per album, which is ri- 
diculous. Then the distributor tacks 
on an extra $1.50. I have to sell the 
record at $5.60, leaving me a 45 cent 
profit, which means the distributor 
gets more than twice what I get. 
With the singles it's just as bad. I buy 
them at $1.06 each, and sell them for 
$1.12." 

As a result, Jackson, who says his 
outlet once regularly stocked 
$250,000 worth of product, keeps 
much less on hand today. In the 
past, Jackson says, it wasn't unusual 
for him to order 10,000 pieces of a 
new single. Illustrating his current 

caution, he cites 1,000 copies of Rick 
James' "Cold Blooded" and Michael 
Jackson's "Billie Jean" as his largest 
recent orders. 

CBS and WEA product have 
served as Jackson's lifeline. "The 
Michael Jackson record is slowing 
down," he says, "but Herbie Han- 
cock is picking up, and I feel Natalie 
Cole's album will do well. As -for 
WEA, Prince was one of the leading 
albums. Midnight Star and the 
Whispers also had solid sales." 

Jackson has his own remedy for 
the industry's financial ills. "What 
they could do, they're not going to," 
he says. "They should reconstruct 
the whole system. Not just slashing 
prices all around, but lowering the 
salaries of record company execu- 
tives. They're also still making these 
fabulous artist deals that the con- 
sumer pays for. 

"I'm an optimist, but I'm also a 
realist. There is very little room for 
fantasy, and it's not getting better, 
it's getting worse." 

The Rhythm & The Blues 

Z.Z. Hill Loses The Career Blues 
By NELSON GEORGE 

Two years ago, Z.Z. Hill was, in his 
own words, "scraping the bottom of 
the barrel." Playing small bars in 
Texas, Louisiana and Alabama for 
as little as $1,250 a night, the veteran 
blues singer worried about his fu- 
ture. Then Hill cut the "Down 
Home" album for Malaco and expe- 
rienced a remarkable career turn- 
around. 

"In six months 
I was making 
$10,000 or more, 
depending on the 
city," says Hill hap- 
pily. "In some cases 
I've got as much as 
$15,000. Now I've 
got a 10 -piece band 
and I employ 15 people. I'm playing 

all over the South and I'm getting of- 
fers to play Detroit, Cleveland, Chi- 
cago and even New York. I've never 
had it like this in 20 years of per- 
forming." 

In an era when even the most pop- 
ular album drops off the black chart 
after 40 weeks, "Down Home" has 
been on for 84 weeks, a tribute to the 
album's bluesy soul tone and the 
work of the small Jackson, Miss. - 
based Malaco label, which has built 
a strong reputation for its commit- 
ment to soul and blues. 

So far, "Down Home" has report- 
edly sold 450,000 copies, and Hill's 
second Malaco release, "The 
Rhythm And The Blues," is said to 
be at 300,000. "Malaco, led by our 
promotion head Dave Clark, knows 
the market for this music, and they 
go out and fight for it," says Hill. 

Speaking of Clark, who has been 
doing record promotion for over 40 
years, Hill says, "He can go any- 
where and get respect. He was the 
one who got Frankie Crocker in 
New York, for example, to play the 
single `Cheatin' In The Next Room,' 
which really busted it out in New 
York." 

Hill says his experience over the 
last two years suggests that young 
blacks "are returning to the blues. 
They used to ask me to give them my 
autograph for their mothers. Now I 

get 19- and 20- year -olds, college 
kids, into the music for themselves. 
Songs like `Cheatin' In The Next 
Room' seem to touch them. I was 
staying at the Roberts Motel in the 
South Side of Chicago when these 
14- year -old kids knocked on my

HOLLIDAY SEASON Her Career Plotted Out 
By PAUL GREIN 

LOS ANGELES -Jennifer Holli- 
day is one of those super organized 
types who has her life and career 
plotted out for the next 10 years. 

"I always think ahead," says the 
22- year -old singer /actress, who won 
a Grammy and a Tony for her star- 
ring role in "Dreamgirls" on Broad- 
way. "My plans may change, but 
this forces me to think about those 
things." 

Though Holliday's first solo al- 
bum, "Feel My Soul," has just been 
released, she plans to continue star- 
ring in the Los Angeles production 
of "Dreamgirls" for the immediate 
future. "I'll be there at least until the 
end of the year," she says. "After 
that, it's up to the producers and me. 

"My first priority next year will be 
the second album, and I also want to 
start thinking about a concert tour. I 

don't want to think about another 
Broadway play until three years 
from now. I've been doing Broad- 
way for the past four years (two 
years each with "Your Arms Too 
Short To Box With God" and 
"Dreamgirls "), and I want to branch 
out and take a breather. 

"The record and concerts will take 

me up to (age) 25, and then at 26 I 

want to return to Broadway and do 
one more show. I want to see if I can 
handle a little more responsibility as 
a dramatic actress. 

"I'd love to do something about 
blues singers from the '20s. I've been 
reading a lot about them, and they 
were so strong -much stronger than 
the women performers of today as 
far as what they had to go through. 
We've got it kind of easy because we 
can hire managers and agents and 
publicity people. I want to be the 
kind of actress who can portray 
other characters, be it Bessie Smith 
or Dinah Washington. 

"And then by the time I'm 30, I 
want to do some directing off - 
Broadway. I want to start a reper- 
toire company, something like the 
Negro Ensemble Co. in New York, 
But I want it to be for everybody. I'd 
also like to produce a Broadway 
show, but not one I'd star in." 

Holliday, obviously, knows what 
she wants and how to get it. Of the 
"Feel My Soul" sessions with pro- 
ducer Maurice White, she says: "I 
wanted it done right, and I wanted to 
be there. If I hadn't had to be there, 
Maurice probably would have been 
through with the album in two 

months. 
"But I wanted to know what was 

going on. And next time I'll want to 
know even more about it. I may 
never have to produce my own al- 
bum, but I want to be able, if need 
be, to do it. I may always be lucky 
enough to find that right producer, 
but I want to be prepared just in 
case." 

Holliday's strong will has led her 
to be called opinionated and diffi- 
cult, among other things. "I've al- 
ways been called that," she says, 
"from the day I walked into this 
business." 

"When I first started, people 
would say, `Oh my goodness, that 
girl is going to get in a lot of trouble' 
or `She's not going to go anywhere 
because she asks too many questions 
and tries to get too many things 
changed.' But there were a lot of 
things I didn't understand, so I 

would speak up, and still do. 

"I went over all the songs on the 
album with the writers and talked 
about the lyrics and bridges and 
vamps and choruses and what I did 
and didn't like. And when I return to 
Broadway I want to work closely on

control over the show -I foresee 
maybe being in 25 -30 markets, with 
people compiling requests locally." 
Negotiations are underway to get 
the show on Group W, Manhattan's 
other cable operator. 

Because the show is on a public - 
access channel, Purvis encourages 
advertising. Colony Records is one 
advertiser, and also supplies many 
of the records used on the show. "We 
can pay our production costs with 
ads," Purvis says. Rates are $125 for 
a 30- second spot. 

* * * 
The success of last year's Simon & 

Garfunkel "Concert in Central 

Park" and Stevie Nicks special has 
led to a new emphasis on music at 
HBO. The pay -tv channel has 
stepped up its original music pro- 
duction, and is working closely with 
record companies and artists to 
make each special an "event." 

According to Betty Bitterman, 
HBO's director of variety and music 
programming, "We've always been 
a very broad -based service, but 
we're easing into narrower direc- 
tions and it seems to be working. Not 
a lot of other channels are doing this 
much music this way. MTV is very 
different, although both are good for 
the music industry." 

What's good for the music indus- 
try is of deep concern to Bitterman: 

"We know we helped sell records.

HBO works 
closely with labels to tie specials into 
tours or new album releases. 

"We don't show our specials at 
random," she says. "We always look 
for ways to make each one an event. 
We want our subscribers to feel 
they've been to a concert."

signal an underlying transition from 
the album orientation of the '70s to a 
renewed song orientation on the part 
of the public. 

A majority of radio profes- 
sionals, while critical of the furor as 
"overblown" during the height of 
the confrontation between Chrysalis 
Records and Washington, D.C. sta- 
tion DC -101, say they're sensitive to 
labels' alarm over home taping, per- 
ceived by some as a rival for radio 
listenership as well. 

Radio listeners tape single se- 
lections as well as complete albums, 
again underscoring the swing back 
toward song orientation. 

The recording industry and 
music radio may have a common 
enemy in future, as cable audio serv- 
ices eat into revenues for both. 

Despite the late evening time slot 
for the session, attendance reached 
overflow as convention director 
Mike Harrison moderated the dis- 
cussion. Representing radio's views 
were program directors Chris Miller 
(KLOL -FM Houston), Beau Phil- 
lips (KTSW -FM Seattle) and Rich- 

ard Neer (WNEW -FM New York). 
Recording interests were mirrored 
by Jack Forsythe, Chrysalis promo- 
tion vice president, Geffen label 
president Ed Rosenblatt and Stan 
Cornyn, senior vice president, 
Warner Communications Record 
Group. 

Harrison launched the seminar by 
noting how technological and eco- 
nomic considerations had trans- 
formed attitudes regarding album 
tracking. "It was unthinkable in 
1975 or 1976 that a record company 
would ask a station not to play one 
of their albums," he summarized. 

Prompting label opposition has 
been research on the scope of home 
taping, which Cornyn recapped us- 
ing WCI's consumer research proj- 
ect and its findings. Cornyn, who 
would later raise the "spectre" of 
cable audio as a common threat to 
both radio and recordings, sug- 
gested that rapid technological 
change increasingly threatens full 
protection of artist, writer and label 
rights. 

"I do believe that the next 10 years 

will be looked back on as the 'Great 
Copyright Wars,' " he warned. As 
for album tracking, he noted, "I'm 
not here to question the right of ra- 
dio to do this. Radio has a clear right 
to do this. I'm questioning the wis- 
dom of it. It's my right to go into a 
crowded theatre and yell 'Fire.' But 
is it wise ?" 

Radio commentary from the dais 
and the floor proved critical only of 
the intensity of label complaints, not 
their intent. Moderator Harrison 
noted that radio's prevailing sympa- 
thy on the issue was reflected by his 
own experience in marshalling the 
panel: "I was unable to convince 
anyone who's a real antagonist of 
the record business (on this) to ap- 
pear here." 

In fact, the lone admission of al- 
bum tracking from radio attendees 
was that of KSHE -FM St. Louis mu- 
sic director Jack Silver, who noted 
that the station's twice weekly "Side- 
show" features album sides aired in 
late afternoon /early evening drive 
time. Silver theorized that the bulk 
of listeners were probably driving 
home when hearing the album, and 

hence unable to tape. 
Otherwise, programmers dis- 

missed regular album tracking as 
"lazy programming," a view first ad- 
vanced by KLOL -FM's Miller. 
Miller also summed up a common 
view in his assertion that home tap- 
ing clubs, not radio, posed the most 
significant threat in terms of illicit 
taping. 

Geffen's Rosenblatt said he 
agreed both with Cornyn's assess- 
ment of the home taping threat, and 
with Miller's projection of the rela- 
tive gravity of taping from radio as 
compared to direct taping from rec- 
ords or prerecorded tapes. "We're 
just asking radio to be sensitive to 
the problems the record industry is 
facing," he said. 

Alluding to the host of challenges 
faced by the recording trade, includ- 
ing competition from other, newer 
entertainment media and a gener- 
ally soft economy, Rosenblatt said, 
"We're searching for every port 
here. And radio is one port (for 
home taping)." 

Phillips summarized the growing 

conviction that home taping is also a 
signal for a larger, perhaps more 
crucial problem, a swing away from 
album orientation on the part of 
consumers. "We're looking at an in- 
credible focus on songs today. More 
than ever, it's a question of songs, 
rather than artists, in what the public 
wants." 

Near contended that album track- 
ing is "harmful programming. If 
someone tapes an entire album from 
the radio, than they won't listen to 
radio to hear those same cuts ex- 
posed later on." 

Those notes of qualified support 
for label concern over taping were 
confirmed by Forsythe, who recalled 
the dispute with DC -101 over 
Chrysalis' legal warnings against 
full airing of Pat Benatar's "Get 
Nervous" album. Invocation of 
compilation copyright stemmed 
from the label's initial intent `just to 
ask for a level of cooperation from 
radio. 

"Quite honestly, with the excep- 
tion of that one station, we found ra- 
dio very cooperative."

keep a close eye on what acts HBO 
and the networks have programmed, 
since "there's no reason for us to do 
what they're doing. We want to keep 
the channel special. Exclusivity is vi- 
tal." 

Following specials featuring 
Cher, the Doobie Brothers (their fi- 
nal concert), the Grateful Dead, 
Frank Sinatra, Lola Falana, Barry 
Manilow and others, Showtime will 
feature "Crosby, Stills & Nash In 
Concert" in June. Chemin says the 
possibility of simulcasting is being 
examined; last November Showtime 
simulcast a Rick Springfield special. 

* * * 

Country music is a part of vir- 
tually every aspect of the program- 
ming in the Nashville Network, 
which began telecasting March 7 to 
seven million subscribers. Appar- 
ently, the country music listener/ 
viewer is attractive to advertisers, be- 
cause the service managed to sign on 
20 advertisers even before its launch, 
and the ranks have been swelling 
since then. 

Marketing a new cable service -or 

even an old one -to advertisers is no 
easy task, but according to Peter 
Weisbard, vice president of advertis= 
ing sales for the Group W /Opry- 
land -owned channel. "The adver- 
tisers recognized the value of this 
audience. We've proven cable can 
be successful attracting ads; we sold 
out all the time on our launch night 
and could even have sold eight more 
minutes. 

"A big problem facing cable 
channels that are in fewer than 12.5 
million households is a lack of Niel- 
sen ratings," Weisbard says. But he 
estimates that the Nashville Net- 
work will have 11 million sub- 
scribers by the end of the year, and 
will be eligible for Nielsen study in 
early 1984. 

Not that a lack of research poses a 
problem for Weisbard. He is full of 
such facts as "About one in four 
homes in the U.S. has someone who 
listens to country radio every week" 
and "Last year the Country Hall of 
Fame drew more visitors than the 
Baseball, Basketball and Football 
Hall Of Fame combined." He also 
points out that network television 
shows featuring country artists have 
done quite well in the ratings.

longer, and something that makes 
them listen again. You might call 
your station the music FM, but if 
you hear a newscast and 15 commer- 
cials during your listen, you're not 
reaching your goal. You might fol- 
low it with 30 minutes of music, but 
that's not part of the 20 minutes - 
and 20 minutes is more than the av- 
erage listener will give you. 

You should also mention your 
call letters at least six times in those 
20 minutes. Ninety- seventy percent 
of Arbitron entries are call letters, 
and you have to make sure your lis- 
teners know the proper name of your 
station." 

Next comes a careful study of the 
competition, Martin advised. Know 
the owner, know the format, know 
the staff, know the signal, know the 
syndicated programs, and know the 
promotions, he stressed. 

"If you hear the station across the 
street is going with a syndicated 
service, check with the supplier and 
then call current and former users. 
Find out everything about that serv- 
ice," Martin said. "Find out about 
their promotions, and then use the 
best of their stuff before they do. 
Pre -empt those people who are vis- 
itors in your home." 

Lastly, Martin said, structure your 
game plan carefully, from program- 
ming structure to commercial inven- 
tory, management and marketing, "I 
believe in running commercials on 
radio, but you have to establish 
guidelines," he stated. "Control the 

quality of commercials, the product 
they sell, and the frequency of inter- 
ruptions. In short, program your 
commercials like you program your 
music. Know everything that hap- 
pens on your station and put it on a 
clock. The station that sounds con- 
sistent is the winner."

Billboard Conference Scrutinizes Video Game Shifts

chines and home computers will sus- 
tain explosive market growth, esti- 
mated by Activision president and 
conference keynoter Jim Levy at 
300% in the U.S. over the next few 
years. Overseas growth could hit 
more than 1,000. 

More than ever, video games 
represent a "hits" business. As po- 
tential sales ceilings continue to rise, 
however, the active life cycle is 
shortening, with a previous market 
expectancy of as much as two years 
shrinking to an average of six 
months, or as little as six weeks, ac- 
cording to Imagic chief William 
F. X. Grubb. 

Turnover is as apparent in com- 
panies as in titles, with a shakeout al- 
ready under way. Early casualties 
such as U.S. Games, Data Age and 
Apollo, and abrupt market share re- 
versals such as Atari's well- publi- 
cized slump during fourth quarter, 
last year, are likely to be repeated. 
Keynoter Levy predicted that per- 
haps 100 new companies will launch 
product lines in the near term. 

From the field's beginnings as a 
largely self- contained, "razor/ 
blades" product area selling both 
hardware and software, video game 
giants in the main are positioning 
themselves for multi- format sales. 
Third party software firms continue 
to underscore this trend as hit games 
spread through competing systems 
via licensing. 

Home and personal computers, 
often deemed imminent competitors 
and eventual successors to the video 

game pioneers, will in fact represent 
a major boon to games. Both top 
game firms and computer software 
interests say games will provide an 
initial wedge into U.S. households. 
And, in contrast to educational and 
business programs that may repre- 
sent one -time purchases, consumer 
"burnout" on a given game title in- 
sures a steady turnover that will 
make games an enduring market 
segment. 

Retail fortunes for game sales 

will divide with price and consumer 
service needs, suggesting modestly 
priced computer games and hit car- 
tridges for dedicated players will 
translate well to mass merchandised 
locations. Costlier hardware and 
software in the home computer field, 
however, will likely sell most effec- 
tively through specialty dealers. 

Title licensing, especially for ar- 
cade hits, will continue as a market 
force, but involving game play re- 
mains the first priority for successful 

sell- through -a factor dramatized by 
disappointing sales for some games 
derived from hit tv and movie li- 
censes. 

Action games continue to domi- 
nate the field, but improved hard- 
ware technology and expanded 
memory are opening market share to 
more complex adventure, fantasy 
and educational game concepts. Ed- 
ucationally slanted games will be a 
major lure in overcoming the mis- 
givings of some potential consumers 

Video Game Awards Presented 
Atari Named Company Of The Year At Billboard Meet 

SAN FRANCISCO -Top video 
games, game designers and manu- 
facturers captured their first major 
industry awards here Tuesday (19) 
when Billboard conferred its first 
annual Video Game Awards. 

Named video game of the year 
was Coleco's "Donkey Kong." Ac- 
cepting for Coleco was Al Kahn, 
senior vice president of marketing. 

"Choplifter" emerged as com- 
puter game of the year, with the 
award for the Broderbund Software 
title accepted by designer Dan Gor- 
lin and Doug Carlston, co- founder 
and president of Broderbund. 

Winning as video game company 
of the year was industry pioneer 
Atari, which still dominated chart 
activity overall despite its much - 
publicized problems. Darby Wil- 
liams, assistant to the president of 
Warner Communications Inc.'s con- 

sumer electronics division, accepted. 
Video game designer of the year 

was Rob Fulop, who won for his 
Imagic hit, "Demon Attack." Fulop 
and Imagic president William F. X. 
Grubb picked up the plaque. 

The video game marketing award 
went to Activision's "Pitfall," with 
Activision marketing vice president 
Frank Mainero and Mary Van Hue - 
vel, management supervisor for 
agency J. Walter Thompson, accept- 
ing. 

Named video game superstar of 
the Year was Coleco president Ar- 
nold C. Greenberg. Coleco's Kahn 
accepted the award on Greenberg's 
behalf. 

Awards were made during an eve- 
ning banquet at the Westin Miyako 
Hotel, site for the first Video Game 
Conference co-sponsored by Bill- 

board and Video Marketing Game 
Letter April 18 -20 (story, page one). 

Selection of winners for the video 
game and video game company of 
the year categories was derived from 
Billboard's Top 15 Video Games 
chart tabulations, based on retail re- 
search. In the remaining categories, 
winners were picked by an awards 
selection committee. 

Committee members included 
conference chairman and VMGL 
publiser Tim Baskerville; Brian 
Chin, VMGL associate editor; Ce- 
leste Dolan, editor of Video Game 
Update; Martin R. Feely, Bill-

now balking at game players or com- 
puter game programs. 

The outlook for small inde- 
pendent firms is diverging between 
the game and home computer fields, 
with the high marketing and manu- 
facturing outlay needed for hit game 
cartridges combining with the glut 
of existing titles and the crowded 
field of existing firms to offer stiff 
competition to newcomers. Firms 
programming for home computer 
media, however, face a more open 
marketplace: computer game sales 
of 75,000 units can represent a run- 
away hit that would need five mil- 
lion cartridge sales for comparable 
success in the dedicated machine 
sector. 

These were merely the leading is- 
sues in a long, often conflicting 
menu of observations made by 
panel speakers and floor delegates 
that pointed up the game trade's 
own maze of prizes and pitfalls. 
Keynoter Levy acknowledged those 
variances at the outset, recapping 
the explosive growth of the field to 
its current sales base of more than 
$1.5 billion during 1982, represent- 
ing sales of 65 million software units 
and 15 million players. 

The former GRT Tape executive 
traced the ongoing "enormous state 
of transition that seems to have been 
the case from the beginning" to the 
market's current "destabilization" 
due to format incompatibility, title 
proliferation, undercapitalization 
and other problems. In the process, 
he sketched the eventual rise -and
