first heard “that voice™ while scrolling through tte AM dial on

my mother’s big tabletap radio during the last week of January

in 1963. I was sick, stayed home from school and was bored out
of my mind with watching TV.

That evening, I asked my mom what station was Zood to listen
to, but she had no suggestions. It was then that I h=ard the song
and voice that changed the course of my life forever. The song
was “Hey Paula” by Paul & Paula and the voice was Scott Muni
telling me that it was the new No. | on 77 WABC.

What did that mean? Who selected it? What o her numbers
were there? I just had to <now. I spent every waking hour for the
next week listening to WABC. Every night “Scottso” told me that
the new survey was comiag the following Tuesday.

That Tuesday, I took the cardboard backing from my dad’s
laundered shirt, and copizd every song from No. 2( down to No.

2. His voice boomed out that the No. 1 song was again “Hey
Paula.” I suspected that this was a world vote but I wasn’t sure.
In those days the top 40 was really the top 20, and it seemed that
any song in the top 20 was played twice an hour, so every one of
those songs is forever etched in my memors.

This scenario was played out 2y me ever” week for six succes-
sive Tuesdays. Every week I waited to hear -hat voice tell me that
the world proclaimed “Hey Pauk” as its No. | song.

And then, on my seventh Tuesday, something changed. “Hey
Paula” wasn’t No. | anymore. It had been -~eplaced by “He’s So
Fine” by the Chiffons and my tkeory of a pzrmanent “world No.
1 song” was destroyec (the first.of many theories that fell by the
wayside as I climbed the music industry mcuntain).

I was devastated. How could ou do this to me, Scottso? I told
my mom that I had to get the sang back to No. 1. She suggested
that we go to a record store. The closest one was on 107th Street
and Broadway. I walked in and asked the litte old lady behind the
counter if | could buy the record “Hey Paulz.” She said yes. Then
I asked her, “If I buy the record, will it go kack to No. 1?” I real-
ize now that she didn’t have the heart to &Il me about the real
world—after all, I was only 9 y=ars old. Sae gave me a look of
hope and said, *Maybe, son.”

That was enough for me—I was hooked or radio and rock 'n’roll.

Listening to Scottso do the countdown was a ritual for the next
nine mon-hs.

And then the mother of all sociological phenomena occurred:
the Beatles.

I knew about rival staions WMCA and WINS—which had
Murray the K, the fifth Beatle—but I didn’t care. I stayed true to
WABC and got all my Beatles news from Scottso.

I smugzled a transistor radio into Boy Scout camp in the sum-
mer of 1964 so I could hear the Beatles, Beach Boys and all the
new Motown music and listen to “that voice” tell me the survey
every week.

This went on until that night in 1966 when it was announced
that Scottso was leaving. Before I had time to grieve, I heard that he
was going to a new station on the FM dial that would play free-
form radio. That was my time to leave AM top 40 as
well. I went over to WOR-FM and shortly thereafter
switched again to the new WNEW.

I can’t begin to imagine how much Scott Muni
influenced my record purchases. His afternoon
show was a ritual all through my high school years,
and his background stories that went with the expo-
sure to new music were always fascinating.

In fact, out of all the records he played, the one
that I didn’t buy will be forever connected to him.
It was his sign-off song, “Elusive Butterfly” by
Bob Lind. Whenever I heard that song, at five
minutes to 6 p.m. every day, I knew that the
“party time” of my day was over and it was time
to do my homework.

Over the years I have been asked, “What was it
in your career that gave you the feeling that you had
made it?” The answer is simple. Twenty-one years
after I first heard “that voice” talk to me on that
late-January night in 1963, I heard it talk about me.

He announced, “Here’s something new from
Twisted Sister. It’s called “We're Not Gonna Take It.”

AC/DC said it best: “It’s a Long Way to the Top
(If You Wanna to Rock’n’Roll).” Scott Muni started
my journey.

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dule top 40, which has traditionally maintained a

sturdy stable of core artists whose age range is

roughly the same as its listeners, has spent much of

the year indulging in an edgy breed of artists half the
age of its norm.

In the past, the genre has courted such talents as Sarah
McLachlan, Alanis Morissette and Matchbox Twenty for
hits. But recent smashes have sprouted from such vouthful
artists as Ashlee Simpson, Avril Lavigne, Kelly Clarkson and
Ryan Cabrera.

Even JoJo, who at 13 is the youngest artist to ever score a No.
1 at mainstream top 40, is gaining a presence at adult top 40

e g

radio with her debut hit “Leave (Get Out).”

For the most part, programmers insist that a hit is a hit, no
matter who sings it or how old they are. And many believe that
the age gap is bringing mothers and daughters together at a des-
tination on the dial besides Radio Disney or mainstream top 40,
which has increasingly alienated the upper end of its demo.

“I think the new crop of young artists has given us better
music, increased the overall tempo of the station and frankly, with
Ashlee and Kelly, increased our star appeal, since they were
known to a TV audience before they came to radio,” offers Patti
Marshall, PD of WKRQ (Q102) Cincinnati.

The trend is also helping to beef up the lower tip of the sta-
tion’s female demographic, and shows no signs of turning off
the upper end.

“We've scen an increase in our female 35-44 numbers in the
last two books,” M
Jessica Simpson, Ashlee, JoJo and Avril in heavy rotation.”

Rob Lucas, MD of adult top 40 WTSS (Star 102.7) Buffalo,
N.Y,, says, “It’s talent. Adult listeners recognize a good song, a

good lyric and a singer with a good voice. While media hype and
marketing do affect things, adults are much less inclined to be
sucked in by a flavor-of-the-month artist.”

COULD | SEE SOME ID, PLEASE?
While numerous youthful artists from previous decades were
also able t2 find a home at adult top 40 radio, the new breed of
youth-driven hits is offering fewer ballads and more rock. For
the forma’s audience, the acts may come across as more grown
up than tkey actually are.

Programmers say that with little association to bubble-gum
pop, the new young acts blend seamlessly with hits by such

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groups as 3 Doors Down, Evanescence and Hoobastank, which
also cross 1o and from mainstream top 40 without a kiddie stigma.

Gary Trust, MD at adult top 40 WSNE Providence, R.1
suggests that the trend established itself several years ago, when
Michelle Branch and Vanessa Carlton ignited the gritty
pop/rock-chick sound that was embraced by the format with lit-
tle regard for a singer’s age.

“So while somewhat younger-sounding, Ashlee Simpson’s
‘Pieces of Me’ and Ryan Cabrera’s ‘On the Way Down’ seem to
fit our sound, and we feel it’s safe to play them,” Trust says.

“We're certainly not playing every younger artist,” he adds.
“We toyed with JoJo, but that sounds a bit too young for us, and
we haven’t vet seen research to support playing it. I do think
there’s a danger in sounding too young and too top 40. If lis-
teners wanted so much of that sound, they would probably lis-
ten to top 40. Variety seems to be a key to our success.”

James Baker, assistant PD/MD of KIOI (Star 103) San
Francisco, notes, “In past cycles, mainstream and adult top 40
have shared artists,” he says. He points out precedents such as

New Edition, Madonna and Whitney Houston in 1985; in 1988-
89, there were Debbie Gibson, Tiffany, New Kids on the Block
and Paula Abdul. Mariah Carey and Boyz I Men broke through
in 1990. And in 1999, it was 'N Sync, Backstreet Boys, Britney
Spears and Christina Aguilera.

So, Baker says, “the young artists we are seeing now are just
the latest crop of crossover pop to be successful at mainstream
and adult top 40.”

On the other hand, with mainstream top 40’s ongoing alle-
giance to hip-hop, Marshall believes adult top 40 is the only
remaining outlet for quality pop music without the rap—for an
audience that is hipper than it was a decade or so ago.

“It seems that today’s 40-year-old is yesterday’s 30-year-old,”
she says. “They are still having babies, careers and are interested
in new music for a longer period of time. We may love the *80s,
but we live in 2004.

“I also think adult women are turned off by a lot of main-
stream top 40 stations; so much of their playlists are R&B/hip-
hop with lyrics that can be negative, sexist and too sexual, espe-

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cially with this group, which has kids in the car,” Marshall says.
Baker believes the particular mix that adylt top 40 provides-
—including the new sweep of younger artists—now defines
that format.
“Soccer moms between 30 and 40 are a lot different than those
of 10 or 15 years ago, when there was an influx of these kinds of

| younger artists,” he says. “Moms want upbeat music rather than

being lulled to sleep by stations that skew much older, playing
the Four Tops and the Supremes.

“They’ll listen to those stations if they don’t have a choice, but
they prefer the upbeat route,” Baker adds. “The key to winning
with this audience is to be mother and daughter’s favorite radio
station. This used to be the claim to fame for mainstream top 40
stations 10 or 15 years ago, but not anymore.”

“Moms and kids do listen to Radio Disney—hey, that’s the
unavoidable evil we face, and they do get exposure to these artists

the PDs and MDs—to make sure we play the right songs for our
markets. Winning stations are not always the safest, but they
combine research and gut to make the correct decision on fringe
or edgy records.”

Marshall adds, “Most of the younger artists we’re talking about
don’t sing about bubble gum and hanging out at the mall. The
lyrics don’t suggest that these are songs for teens.”

Baker adds that in today’s techno-manic world, the informa:
tion is there for the taking, if listeners seek it.

“We do live in an information age with the Internet and info-
tainment readily available,” he says. “I would guess that most par-
ents know about Ashlee, Avril, Kelly, Michelle Branch, etc.,
thanks to their kids.”

As for the acts’ appeal to parents, “I don’t consider their age,”
Baker says. “It’s more about the sound, the appeal and the
lyrics—and if adults can relate to them.”

CORE ARTISTS NEED TO STEP UP

While it may be easy enough to determine that adult top 40’s
new age is coming at the cost of older core artists, most believe
that those who once held court—Jewel, McLachlan and

“So where are we supposed to find mass-appeal, office-
friendly pop music? One of the few choices at the moment
seems to be the vounger artists,” he says.

Trust adds that even if there is a growing number of young acts
on the format, “playing plenty of gold keeps our sound consis-
tent. Plus, with separation, I try to make sure that any sound
doesn’t come up back-to-back or in clusters.”

Thomas hopes the competition for airtime will push those
older core artists to work their way back to the format.

“Maybe it will challenge some of the more traditional artists to
step up, reinvent and give us more hits,” he says.

YOUNG, MATURE AND ALL IN BETWEEN
Of course, an interesting side note is that mixed in with the youth

artists i1s a healthy sprinkling of retro acts—those that the core |

audience grew up with—who have returned with new vitality:
Duran Duran, Richard Marx and Counting Crows. And Bowling

| that way. But adult females are just not as hip to who is who as we

would like them to be,” Thomas says. “But as long as these artists
are bringing hits to the format, it’s a win-win.”

Lucas, however, thinks female listeners are aware of who
they’re listening to—if the station is doing its job.

“Adult listeners are very aware that some of their favorite
songs come from kids, and they are very impressed that most
of these kids write their own songs and play their own
instruments,” he says. “That is very often the difference
between a John Mayer and a one-hit wonder. It’s part of the
air personalities’ job to tell listeners about the artists when
playing the song.

“How does it all affect radio?” he asks. “That’s why they pay

Thomas, assistant PD/MD at KDMX (Mix 102.9) Dallas. “We
must ask ourselves this.

for Soup has scored its breakthrough hit with “1985,” a trip down
memory lane for adult top 40 listeners.

Trust concludes that if pressed on the matter, perhaps adult
women would be averse to listening to a robust stable of teenage
artists on their preferred station.

“Maybe adult female listeners relate more to lyrics in a Sheryl
Crow sang or the artist herself—but again, hopefully they will
tell us what they like,” he says.

“Is it good or bad for us and /or the format? I guess we’ll
find out. But, as always, you do research and hope your lis-
teners tell you what you should be playing. You always want
to make sure you’re playing the best music out there. It’s all

about balance.” soe

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ASK BOB NEIL A QUESTION and, more often than
not, you’ll get a straight answer. Unvarnished. To the point. No
sugarcoating. For the president and CEO of radio’s third-
largest company, Neil is disarmingly candid, a straight shooter
who doesn’t dodge questions or tap
dance around the issues.

Ask him about Arbitron’s Portable
People Meter, for example, and he’ll peg
it as 1980s technology with “some fatal
basic flaws.” Read him a quote from a
recent Barron’s article that makes radio
look about as attractive as Dick Cheney
in drag, and he’ll call it “a bunch of
baloney.” Take his pulse on the prevail-
ing sentiment that radio should transi-
tion advertisers from 60-second spots to
30-second ones, and he’ll tell you “the
jury’s still out on that.”

Unlike most group heads, Neil’s
journey to the corner suite began in
programming. Before joining Cox in
1986, he programmed stations in
Syracuse, N.Y.,, and Gainesville, Fla.
It’s still in his blood, and that has
helped him keep a watchful eye on Cox
programming. “We’ve tended to be a
bit ahead of the curve watching our
commercials loads, for example,” he
says. “We never let them get out of
control at any point.”

Spotloads aren’t the only thing Cox
has kept in check. While other operators
scrambled to enact zero-tolerance inde-
cency mandates this year, Cox has had
an indecency policy since 1989. Neil be-
lieves most of his talent “is pretty clear
on what needs to be done,” and he doesn’t
think the Federal Communications
Commission’s indecency crackdown has had a chilling effect.

“Any edgy air talent has had to take a second look at what
they’re doing, given the recent fines and supposed crackdown on
indecency,” he says. “Good air talent is able to adjust their
humor accordingly because, at the end of the day, what they’re
trying to do 1s be funny and there are a lot of different ways to be
funny. Perhaps some talent got into a crutch by saying the most
crude thing they could think of and getting away with it. If any-
thing, it’s going to force them to be a little more creative.”

That said, Neil isn’t a fan of the FCC’s indecency policy.
“The difficult thing is that the bar continues to move with the
FCC,” he says. “At one point, it’s here, [then later], it’s totally
someplace else.” And if you think there isn’t some politics at play
in all of this, you’re deluding yourself, he adds.

Cox is also known for its stringent research practices. “We’re
real faithful in our research cycles,” Neil says. “We have not cut
research budgets the way a lot of other companies have.”

SMART PROGRAMMING REQUIRED

Neil believes the media and analysts have overplayed radio’s
current financial funk. True, the economy has been slower than
in the go-go late *90s, he admits. But “even in the face of the
recession, in the face of the 9-11 attacks, in the face of two wars,
virtually all of the public radio companies since 2000 have con-

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tinued to produce increasing amounts of free cash flow,” he
says. “Sometimes that’s ignored . . . As an investor, what you
want to see is a healthy company that’s producing larger
amounts of free cash flow, and radio has continued to do that
despite all of these obstacles.”

Which brings up “Losing the Signal,” the infamous article
in the Aug. 30 issue of Barron’s. After a quote from Sandra
Ward’s article is read to him, Neil calls it baloney. “It sounds
like a quote from around 1952, when television was the new
technology du jour—and that certainly didn’t kill off the radio
business,” he says. “We have to be smart as programmers and
understand what choices the audience has, but the reality is
that radio continues to have the largest reach of any media.”

TV viewing has declined at a greater rate than radio listen-
ing, Neil points out, yet “television is still a very attractive busi-
ness with plenty of cash flow. Compared to any other mass

medium that you would care to look at, we’re in
great shape.” i
One of the biggest criticisms of radio is that
consolidation has produced a risk-averse culture
that has dumbed down programming to the

that “were risky, they were creative and they were also complete
economic disasters. The fact that you have to be a little more risk
averse isn’t necessarily a bad thing from a business standpoint.”

CONCERNS ABOUT THE PPM

Following extended negotiations, Cox renewed its ratings deal
with Arbitron in April for five years. Neil says his concerns
about Arbitron revolve around “the fact that they’re a monop-
oly and that makes it a little more difficult sometimes for them
to hear their customers.”

Cox is one of only two Houston radio station owners that has
refused to participate in next year’s crucial PPM tests in that
market. (Radio One is the other. Arbitron maintains there’s still
time to get both companies to encode their Houston signals
before it begins producing actual test ratings.)

Neil doesn’t dispute the notion that Arbitron needs to update

or even replace the antiquated diary; he’s just not convinced the |

PPM is the answer. “There are a whole lot of ways that you can |

electronically measure listening,” he notes. “We feel that the
PPM has some fatal basic flaws to it that would result in it not
measuring all of the listening that would occur . . . A lot of things
have changed since they developed the PPM and tried to tell us
that this is the right form of electronic measurement. We’re not
sure that that’s the case.”

The first fatal flaw, Neil says, is that consumers do not tend to
carry multiple electronic devices around with them anymore.
When Arbitron first trotted out the PPM, one of its selling
points was that it was no more obtrusive than carrying around a
pager. But pagers are going the way of the eight-track tape. Flaw
No. 2, Neil says, is people’s tendency to divest themselves of
their keys, cell phone, etc. when they return home.

“That kind of stuff doesn’t follow me around all over the house,”
he says. “For example, if I happen to be downstairs and leave my
keys and cell phone and perhaps this pager device downstairs,
when my alarm clock goes off the next morning and I’m getting
ready for work, that listening isn’t going to be captured at all.”

Cox has committed to converting 80% of its 78 stations in 18
mostly Sunbelt markets to digital broadcasting within four years.
And more so than any other company, it is bullish on continuing-
education programs for managers, a philosophy that trickles
down from parent company Cox Enterprises.

“It’s our belief that once someone becomes a
manager, they don’t suddenly just see the light and
not need any additional help or any additional
input,” Neil says. “If we’re going to be good man-
| agers, you have to continue to learn, you have to

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LOOKING FOR A GOOD EXAMPLE of how intelligent
risk-taking can pay off in the increasingly risk-averse radio busi-
ness? Emmis has two: KPWR Los Angeles and WQHT New York.

Cash cows both, Power 106 and Hot 97 stand tall as the West
and East Coast bookends of R&B/hip-hop, radio’s second-
most-listened-to format. In 1995, they made Emmis the first
radio company to own top-rated stations in Los Angeles and
New York simultaneously.

But it wasn’t always that way. Signing on in 1986, the two
upstarts flew in the face of prevailing industry winds, taking a
calculated risk on an unproven rhythmic crossover format that
challenged and ultimately beat the markets’ mainstream top 40
behemoths. By 1993, Power 106 and Hot 97 were banging hip-
hop, blazing a trail for scores of other stations that would con-
| vert to one of radio’s fastest-growing formats.

“In order to succeed, a company must take risks,” the Emmis
mission statement says, but the publicly traded company draws
the line on risk-taking when it might jeopardize station licenses.
Yes, the Federal Communications Commission’s stepped-up
indecency enforcement could make it harder for Power 106, Hot
97 and modern rock WKQX (Q101) Chicago morning man
“Mancow” Muller to speak the listener’s language.

But, no, Emmis wasn’t up for a potentially costly, protracted
legal showdown with the feds. Essentially wiping its indecency
slate clean, the company signed a $300,000 consent decree in
August that erased all pending complaints, investigations and
fines, including a $42,000 tab that Mancow racked up. The deal
came on the heels of a companywide zero-tolerance indecency
policy adopted earlier this year.

Why not fight for Mancow’s right to play “Smell My Finger”?
“We just felt that it was in our best interests to reach a settlement,
based on the time and energy it would have cost to fight that,”
Emmis CEO Jeff Smulyan tells Billboard Radio Monitor.

“It was determined by our people that that was the best course
of action . . . We’re a smaller public company. We felt we needed
to deliver the message to our people [about] what we believe the
standards were and go forward with standards and put all the
issues of the past behind us.”

Yet Smulyan, who holds a law degree from the University of
Southern California, sounds somewhat unsettled about the set-
tlement. “It’s a challenge,” he continues. “As somebody who
believes in the First Amendment, part of me believes we proba-
bly ought to adjudicate what the standards are. But it’s very hard
to take that burden and place it on your people and shareholders
when you’re a smaller company. It’s a very interesting First
Amendment question that all of us wrestle with. On the other
hand, you have an obligation to your employees and shareholders
to do what might be the most prudent thing.”

Smulyan says the company has worked with Mancow to bring
his show into compliance and that the host is now comfortable
with his show’s revised direction. But the CEO remains uncon-
vinced that David Smith—the seemingly obsessed listener/
activist who taped Mancow’s show for five vears, filed roughly 70
complaints with the FCC and, in September, filed a Petition for
Reconsideration of the consent decree—is representative of con-
temporary community tastes.

“It’s not lost on me that if we have 600,000 listeners a week at
Q101 and David Smith is the only person in the last five years to
file a complaint with that radio station, you wonder when you
give too much credence to one individual who addresses the gov-
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ernment. But on the other hand, that’s the system and those are

the rules, and we’ll play by them. He’s certainly entitled to ques-
tion anything we do.”

RADIO TIED TO THE ECONOMY
Despite three years of less-than-stellar financial results, Smulyan
says radio will do just fine aver time. “We are tied to the econo-
my, which is softer than people thought it was,” he says.
Smulyan also believes radio needs to do a better job of convin-
cing Wall Street that “this medium is vibrant, and there’s some new
opportunities for us,” such as high-definition radio. To that end,
Emmis has committed to transitioning 17 of its 27 stations to digital.
In addition to improving the listening experience for the audi-

ence, Smulyan sees potential for a new
revenue stream from HD radio’s data-
casting capability.

Smulyan and other radio honchos are
crafting a marketing plan designed to pol-
ish the medium’s tarnished image. Radio
will do a better job of marketing itself to
consumers, he promises, while staging
public awareness campaigns about the |
positive things it does for the community.
“We have not told the story very effec-
avely,” he admits. Such studies as the
recent Radio Advertising Effectiveness
Lab report are critical for proving to
advertisers how effective the medium can
be when it’s used properly, he adds.

But shamelessly piling on too many
commercials has reduced radio ad effec-
tiveness. And now Clear Channel has
gone on the spotload equivalent of the |
Atkins diet. “I don’t think we had quite
the problem that some of the other com-
panies did,” Smulyan says. “[Emmis] has
done a better job of using less inventory
and getting more on a per-spot basis than
just about anybody. We’re proud of that.”

Emmis does just fine with the diary
system, owning Los Angeles’ highest-
rated station and two of New York’s
top four. But Smulyan says, “We can’t
turn our back on technology and
changing lifestyles. There are many
advertisers that believe we need to pro-
vide a more technologically sound
audience measurement. It’s incumbent on us to work toward a
solution in that.

Though Power 106 has been No. 1 for four consecutive quar-
ters, Emmis is in some knockdown, drag-out battles in other
markets. In New York, Hot 97 is battling a direct attack from
Clear Channel’s R&B/hip-hop WWPR (Power 105.1).

In Chicago, Q101 is under attack by ABC’s active rock WZZN
(the Zone), a competitive scenario Smulyan calls “the biggest
challenge in the company.”

So what does the head of one of radio’s most admired groups
see as the medium’s biggest challenge? “Remaining relevant to our
listeners,” Smulyan says. “We aren’t going to be successful in busi-
ness if we aren’t responsive to what our audiences want.”  ece
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any programmers talk about “living the lifestyle” of
their audience, but what about the reverse? While
it’s not a brand-new idea, several radio stations have
found a way to extend their brands to venues or rest-
aurants, allowing listeners to physically experience the station.

“Everybody that has ever had a drink with their buddies always
thinks, ‘Wouldn’t it be great if we had a bar, and we could suspend
adulthood for the rest of our lives?’  says Johnny Dare, morning
man at active rock KQRC (the Rock) Kansas City. He has been
able to do that with Johnny Dare’s, a bar/restaurant that opened
in July.

Calling the restaurant a mix of Hard Rock Cafe, strip club and
trailer park, Dare says it’s a perfect representation of his show and
of KQRC. “When you walk into this bar and restaurant, it’s
everything the radio station and the morning show is,” he says.
“It’s built completely around that persona.”

Dare partnered with several businessmen who had been run-
ning a bar in the same location for 25 years.

The front of Johnny Dare’s is a glass garage door that swings
up to make the establishment open-air, and the bar is lined with
motorcycle seats attached to bar stools. On the second floor, a
19505 trailer was cut apart and reassembled. The original hand-
written lyrics to Puddle of Mudd’s “Blurry” is among the mem-
orabilia hanging on the walls.

PHILADELPHIA FREEDOM

Meanwhile in Philadelphia, a more ambitious project has just
opened its doors. Noncommercial triple-A WXPN has not only
upgraded its studio but also moved into a 40,000-square-foot
building with just one other tenant: restaurant and venue World
Cafe Live, named after the station’s flagship syndicated show.

“WXPN needed a new facility for a long time,” GM Roger
LaMay says. “For over 10 years, we would been working out of
two buildings six or seven blocks apart. The production facilities
were in a small, old house on the University of Pennsylvania cam-
pus, and all the back-office stuff was in an off-campus [building]
six or seven blocks away. We had been in our tiny little antiquated
studio on the third floor of this old house. Bands had to schlep
their equipment up three flights, and the next band couldn’t
come in until after the first one left. With the ‘World Cafe’ on
close to 170 stations, it was very limiting, to say the least.”

The board members of the college station also decided that
given WXPN’s reputation and the fact that few stations in Phila-
delphia are locally owned, it should also have a performance venue.

That, of course, requires cash that most noncommercial sta-
tions don’t have. Salvation arrived in the form of Hal Real, an
entrepreneur and real estate attorney who is a fan of the station.
Real raised $12.5 million for the project between a real estate
developer and his own Real Entertainment, with listener-sup-
ported WXPN contributing another $4 million.

In addition to a state-of-the-art studio for WXPN where vis-
itors can watch broadcasts, World Cafe Live contains a 100-seat
restaurant and a venue that can host 700 people. However, Real
Entertainment, not WXPN, owns the restaurant and venue. Real
Entertainment pays an annual licensing fee to the station for the
use of the “World Cafe” name and contributes a set amount of
station underwriting.

There are mutual promotional benefits when a venue or
restaurant connects with a station. In WXPN’s case, “the whole
building is wired so that anything that happens in the perform-
ance space or the cafe upstairs can be recorded or broadcast by
the radio station,” LaMay says.

WXPN had been going to a recording studio at least once a
month to tape “World Cafe” sessions in front of donors. Now it
will literally be able to go across the hall. And since World Cafe
Live plans to book live music almost every night and caters to the
type of audience that listens to WXPN, it’s a given that many
*XPN artists will be appearing at the venue.

Balis also blames the Real Rock Cafe’s location for its demise.
“It was situated in a death spot. While Union Station continues
to draw a lot of people that visit, it’s really not the type of place
[ where] locals are going to go. You have to pay for parking, and the
restaurant/club was located at an extreme end of where all the
other Union Station attractions were. There was a lot working
against it. It was a plan that looked great on paper.”

After hosting several other failed clubs and restaurants, the old
site of the Real Rock Cafe has a more pracrical use: the home of

Emmis Communications’ five-station cluster. one

MEANWHILE, BACK IN KANSAS CITY
“It’s a place we can offer that nobody else could even think about
offering,” Dare says of the bar and restaurant that bears his name.
“Each of the jocks at the starion has a Johnny Dare’s credit card
that pretty much gives them unlimited access. If they want to
bring a buddy and come drink and eat, they can always drink and
eat. And in exchange for them having the run of the joint, they
come out and do broadcasts: It’s pretty much a good way to bring
the family of the radio station together.”

But Dare says there’s cross-promotion on KQRC “only when
it makes sense. I’'m never going to shill for this joint. The listen-
ers can smell it. For example, we had Victoria Jackson from
‘Saturday Night Live’ on the show, and we went there afterward
and had barbecue. It’s easy to mention in passing.”

There’s one drawback to the station/venue relationship: If a
listener has an unpleasant dining or concertgoing experience, it
can reflect badly upon the radio station.

WXPN’s LaMay says, “One thing Hal and I joke about is that
we spend two-thirds of our time talking about the synergy of the
two of us being in the same building together, and the other third
explaining that we’re separate.

“We do have a licensing agreement that has standards in it
ranging from service to music played,” he continues. “No matter
how many times |we] say we’re independent, the fact that they’re
using our World Cafe brand means that it’s going to reflect on us.
That’s one of the reasons that we went with someone that not
only approached us, but somebody that was a huge fan of the sta-
tion. We also have a strict licensing agreement that gives us pro-
tection in terms of what they can and can’t do.”

Dare agrees. “Priority No. 1 is the protection of this radio sta-
tion and what we do,” he says. He adds that every decision about
how Johnny Dare’s would be represented was run by PD Bob
Edwards and station owner Entercom for approval.

“It’s designed on every level to be fun,” Dare says. “If you have
bouncers that are smiling and having a good time, and the bar-
tenders and waitresses are smiling and having a good time, then
people don’t come in and act all hard-ass. It’s a real simple con-
cept, in that as long as it works for the radio station, myself and
the partners, it’s going to be doing fine.”

ST. LOUIS BLUES
But not all station-themed venues succeed. When KSHE St.
Louis PD Rick Balis returned to the station after a hiatus in which
he programmed WLUP Chicago, KSHE had opened a restaurant
called the Real Rock Cafe that closed not long after his return.
“It became more of a burden than an advantage,” Balis says: “It
was my understanding that the primary part of the deal for
KSHE in lending its name was to promote and broadcast. I think
that the restaurateur behind the whole thing was really expecting
much more than made sense.”

ping physical singles to radio, to providing them digi-

tally, takes a large leap forward this month with the

debut of Promo Only MPE. Along with it comes the
potential for a whole new set of rules in the sometimes prickly
radio/label relationship.

Orlando, Fla.-based Promo Only announced in July that it
had signed a deal with Universal Music Group to securely
deliver digital singles for all of UMG’s imprints to U.S. stations.
The planned August launch was delayed two months as the com-
panies ironed out the details and fine-tuned the technology.

The Promo Only MPE system was rolled out during the
National Assn. of Broadcasters Radio Show Oct. 6-8 in San
Diego. Even before then, the companies had begun a soft launch,
shipping singles from such UMG acts as Eminem, Hoobastank,
Lionel Richie, Gwen Stefani and U2 to radio stations.

“We clearly see this as the future,” says Vinnie Freda, UMG
executive VP of digital logistics and business services. “We see
this as a paradigm shift in how we deliver music, initially to
radio and ultimately to other tastemakers such as publicists,
journalists and retailers.”

“We know the industry is moving forward to digital deliv-
ery,” says Dean Ernst, president of Promo Only’s Canadian
operations and director of the MPE project. “Look at an online
store like iTunes. It has been successful because people are able
to get the songs they want, when they want them. The same
thing applies here.”

Since Promo Only announced the UMG deal, Clear
Channel Radio has come on board.

“Clear Channel is making the Promo Only MPE software
available to all of its [music] stations and will support this
endeavor,” Ernst says. “They have been working with us and
testing this. We’ve been working with their engineering staff and
their music directors.”

SOMEBODY’S WATCHING YOU

Among the benefits touted by Promo Only and UMG are
reduced costs for labels, quicker distribution to radio, tighter
security and the ability to better control leaks and piracy. But
there are also some potentially Orwellian applications that
UMG executives claim they plan to use sparingly.

“The label has the ability to watch over a single to some
degree,” Ernst says. “When a station logs in, we know which sta-
tions received the song and [which ones] downloaded it. We can
track it.”

More specifically, Promo Only co-
founder Pete  Werner

explains, the label can track
whether the PD, the MD or
an intern accessed the song,
B because each track is water-
'\ marked with the end user’s

unique identification code.
The advantage there,
Ernst says, is that the label
can target its promotional
activity. It can ask stations that haven’t
listened to the song to do so and solicit
feedback from programmers it
knows have already heard it.

The MPE system can also track which users burn a copy
of the song or export it into their broadcast computers for
possible airplay.

Most importantly, Werner says, this tracking means that if a
single ends up on a file-sharing service before its release, the
company can easily figure out who put it there.

However, Ernst stresses, “we really

takes to gain adoption from radio, although we’re confident that
this is a superior system for everyone involved.

“Everyone needs to change their business practices, both on
the record company side and the radio side, and we need to give
both sides a chance to get comfortable with this,” he adds.

Freda says labels and radio stand to benefit. “From our end,
we're gaining some cost savings by eliminating manufacturing
and freight,” he points out. “Radio gains greater organization in
how they maintain and archive their music.

“But as far as the industry overall, possibly the greatest benefit
is security,” he continues. “We will no longer be sending out thou-
sands of unprotected CDs. These will have a watermark. And we
can structure it so it’s released to all stations at the exact same time
[so] it prevents leaks from taking place.”

Promo Only has already addressed one

respect privacy issues.” He notes that it is
up to the individual label client to decide
which information gets tracked.

While Freda is glad this kind of data is
available, he says, “We hope not to abuse that
privilege. There is no intention to call some-
one at radio five minutes after they’ve

IS RADIO READY TO GO?

Promo Only is one of several companies developing digital
delivery systems for radio, but it has a leg up on the others
through its partnership with UMG, the top label group. Sony
Music is developing its own system, which will feature many of
the same elements as the MPE system.

But the move toward digital delivery has not been without
controversy. In July, Sony’s Nashville operation made waves at
country radio when it announced that by the end of the year it
would stop sending singles to radio by mail.

Country programmers immediately raised a host of objections,
most centering on concerns about convenience and ease of use
(Billboard Radio Monitor, July 2). Sony is working to address
these concerns, as are the executives behind the Promo
Only/UMG partnership.

“Based on our analysis,
radio is ready to go for
this,” Freda says. “We con-
ducted a number of interviews

with

Radio users first install the Promo Only
MPE player, which Promo Only project
manager/executive programmer Jeff Beck
describes as “a Web interface multimedia player.”

Promo Only is supplying stations with the software, which
they can use for releases by labels besides UMG once Promo
Only signs additional clients, as it plans to do.

With the player installed, stations can preview the song,
download it, burn it to CD and export it to their Scott Studio or
other broadcasting system. The songs download in 20-30 sec-
onds with a high-speed connection.

For Ernst, the mantra for the system is “maintain ease of use
while maintaining quality.” He says the system was in develop-
ment for two years in conjunction with labels and broadcast
groups “to make sure this is a very easy system for people to use,
no matter what their level of computer experience.”

The system does not support Mac users. Ernst
claims that 98% of all US. radio stations use
PCs for broadcasting and production. While
that figure is difficult to substantiate, Ernst

expects the software to be Mac-compatible in the
next several months.

Promo Only, founded in 1992, is best-known
for delivering subscription-based music and
music video services, including compilation
CDs of new music, to radio. The company’s
technology partner for the MPE enterprise is
Vancouver-based Destiny Media Technologies, which
specializes in developing tools for distributing digital media
through the Internet. ece
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__BEEN PREPPED?

ON AIR
HAS YOUR STAFF

ome of you reading this might remember a time when
there were just three TV channels to watch, you lis-
tened to your favorite station on a transistor radio and
tickets for a concert didn’t cost a month’s salary.

It really wasn’t so long ago, but for those born in the time
of CDs, Walkmans, cable TV and the Internet, you might as
well be talking about the Stone Age.

Ladies and gentlemen, welcome to the Information Age.
Yet for the lone DJ or talk show host there isn’t a magic
button that simplifies and sorts the mountain of breaking
news, information, facts, stats and polls, let alone manu-
factures the time to make any sense of it. Turn on your com-
puter—it holds the whole world in one little box. But where
to start? Pull back the Wizard’s curtain and you might just
find a prep service.

While that may cue a memory of paper jamming the fax
machine every morning, check again. Today’s prep services
have grown up.

Years ago, when prep services began, they were just stories

clipped from wire services and funny punch lines attached to
funny stories. But in the leap to the Information Age, prep
services have grown to be an essential tool for every broad-
caster, in every market, in every format. In a very real sense,
today’s prep services have become bona fide news organiza-
tions, offering talent in every daypart the essential news and
information in their particular format and an overview of all
the rest of the day’s current events.

In the last 10 years the world has sped up to hyperdrive, yet
we march our air talent into the studio with basically the
same tools their older brothers and sisters brought to work
with them 30 years ago.

It seems just a quaint memory recalling how the battle
used to be simply beating the pants off the competition
across the street. While that’s still an ongoing battle, consider
the new arsenal of weapons today’s air talent is fighting
against for listeners—iPods, chat rooms, Web surfing,
videogames, Internet radio, satellite radio, file sharing and
text messaging, to name a few.

And then, while our air talents were busy battling on those[
new fronts, the old idea that they are also “public servants”
suddenly became very real. The tragedy of Sept. 11, 2001, thd
ever-present fear of terrorism and the almost incomprehensi-
ble state of world affairs has made every broadcaster aware of
their obligation to disseminate information on topics other
than just who is on top of the charts or in the gossip columns.

Broadcasters are public servants, and more than at any
other time in the history of broadcasting, today’s air talent
needs to be informed on a number of topics. Each air talent
could spend an additional 14 hours a day researching the
news, cutting sound bites and putting together a background
of information for their shows.

But the economics don’t make sense. As a programmer,
want my air talent honing their skills and cultivating creatith
ways to maintain and grow their audience. Let the prep serv
ice do the legwork and be a “virtual producer,” providing al
the essential news, information and audio that would simpI\J
be impossible for any mere mortal to compile. eoe

THE INDUSTRY

SO YOU WANTTO GO
_ TOA LARGER MARKET...

ot so long ago,
almost everyone in
radio started in
smaller markets and
iworked their way up to a bigger
pond. That was before consoli-
dation, budget cuts, cyber-
jocking and other factors.

Let’s face it, things have
changed drastically, and that is
the reality that most small-,
medium- and even large-market
PDs and jocks are faced with
these days. Regardless of mar-
ket size, programmers need tal-
ient, both on the air and behind
the scenes, and the system of
acquiring it from the smaller
“farm team” markets has gone
by the wayside.

More programmers and air
talent now must wear different
hats and do a lot of multi-
tasking; all of this for the same
money, and in some cases less.
Because of this, the talent
puddle continues to evaporate,
and this problem has no end
in sight.

Additionally, voice-tracking,
not to mention cyber-jocking,
was a foreign concept back in
the mid- to late *90s. Who
knew that one day—today—
just about every single station
in America would have at least
one daypart voice-tracked on a
daily basis?

If you’re in Dubuque, lowa,
Midland-Odessa, Texas; or
Albany, N.Y., what’s your next

move? If you want to get out,
how do you do it? Can you go
to a larger market and hope
your situation will improve, or
should you stay where you are,
knowing you’ve hit the ceiling?
Some of today’s top program-
mers and consultants told us
what they feel is needed to get
to the next level.

Univision Radio executive
VP David Gleason says, “It’s
simple—find a mentor. If you
are in a small market, find
someone in a larger market,
maybe within your own
company, and seek advice.
Find someone you can review
ideas with or get tips on talent
development. This will give
you a personal consultant and
also identify you as someone
who wants to carefully check
out ideas. Of course, the men-
tor must want to help, and it
may be that this person is
looking also to move up in
market size or responsibility
and will see in you a replace-
ment or part of their team. In
this case, both benefit.”

To find that mentor, you
have to network and know how
to deal with consolidation,
international radio consultant
Bob Perry says. “Since consoli-
dation began, I’'ve encountered
a lot more people on only their
first or second radio job in mar-
kets as large as Houston and
Dallas. Ten years ago, that

never happened.

“I believe we have to focus
on the positive aspects,” Perry
adds. “How can you make con-
solidation work for you? First,
you only have to make yourself
known to a few key group pro-
grammers who could open the
door to opportunities at many
stations in a lot of markets.
Who are the few key program-
mers that you need to market
yourself to?

“Second, those of us pro-
gramming different radio sta-
tions understand that one of the
keys to our success is to sur-
round ourselves with people
who are in the demo that
demonstrates strong passion for
the formats that we have on our
respective stations. If you can
show a group programmer that
you passionately live the
lifestyle of a particular format
and you’re in touch with the
audience, that will help a group
programmer understand why it
would be beneficial to have you
on one of their stations.”

Now more than ever, net-
working is the name of the
game, says Guy Zapoleon, pres-
ident of Zapoleon Media
Strategies. “When three major
groups oontrol 85% of the air-
waves nationwide, you have to
have relationships with all the
major players,” he notes. “Al
Ries’ book ‘Horse Sense’ says it
perfectly: ‘Attach yourself to the

right horse, and this can be
your ticket to success.” Develop
your skills, create a niche for
yourself to stand out from the
pack and get to know people.”

To get the right job, you
should stay focused and keep
things simple. Randy Lane,
president of the Randy Lane
Co., says, “For talent looking to
move up, there are certainly
fewer jobs in the smaller and
medium markets, but there has
never been more demand in
bigger markets for highly tal-
ented and unique individuals on
the air, and companies are real-
1zing that talent makes the dif-
ference and creates the distinc-
tion in many cases.”

It’s not uncommon for air
talent in smaller markets to
move to top 10 markets. You
must be persistent, but don’t be
a pest. Make an aircheck that
highlights your personality,
your character. Start with a
personal introduction. If you’re
on a show with an ensemble
cast, make it clear who you are
and don’t have a bunch of
laughing and chatting people
surrounding you.

Don’t make it a long
aircheck, and don’t send out
huge packages with long
résumés, pages and pages of
ratings results, pictures of
appearances, etc. E-mailing
MP3 airchecks is more effec-

tive than mailing hard copies,

and they don’t get lost or
thrown away.

Having worked her way up
through such California mar-
kets as Fresno, Sacramento and
Riverside, Clear Channel’s
KHTS/XHTZ San Diego PD
Diana Laird says, “It’s not like
it used to be, where you started
in a market like Modesto and
could work your way up to
Sacramento for weekends and
then get the night shift. That
being said, I still see a lot of
opportunity today for those
who really work hard and know
how to network and want to
move up.”

Jerry McKenna, PD of
Entercom’s WQSX (Star 93.7)
Boston, has a similar theory.
“It’s not so much that the farm
teams are gone, but program-
mers have not been cultivating
their own with the changes
that radio has gone through
recently. Whether you are
from Providence, New
Bedford or Burlington and you
show some initiative and apti-
tude, I'll get them working on
our Audio Vault system. I keep
working with someone until 1
feel it 1s right and then put
them on an airshift.”

Rene Roberts, PD of Buckley
Broadcasting’s KHTN (Hot
105) Merced, Calif., disagrees
that PDs or talent would have
problems staying in a small
market or breaking into a bigger

market in today’s climate.

“You get what you pay for,
and it all depends on the com-
pany you work for and what
you are willing to do to get into
a larger market,” Roberts says.
“Quite honestly, I don’t really
think market size is all that

important, as long as you are
being taken care of and the
challenge is still there for you.”

Without a doubt, radio is
changing rapidly, and if we
want to stay in this business we
must adapt to these changes
and keep an open mind. So,
whether you are happy in a
small market or want to get to
that next level, there is more to
think about these days. Other
options to move up are available|
as well; satellite radio and the
Internet represent brand-new
possibilities.

recently when KABL, which had been Clear Channel’s

nostalgia station in San Francisco, changed its call letters

to KQKE and flipped to progressive talk as “the Quake.”
The station, which features such emerging left-of-center talk
personalities as Ed Schultz—syndicated by Jones Radio
Networks—and the Air America lineup, is the nation’s third pro-
gressive talk station among the top 10 markets. The others are
WLIB New York and WHAT Philadelphia, both owned by Inner
personalities Rush Limbaugh and Glenn Beck. ’

CC flipped classic country KRKT Albany, Ore., to progressive
talk Oct. 5, and was expected to add simulcast WXKS/WKOX IS IT TH E SM ELL OF A LOOM I NG ELECTIO ’
Boston before week’s end. Like the other eight CC progressive talk i
stations, they are building programming around a live broadcast of O R A R E TH ES E G U YS B ECO M I N G PO P U LA R ?

\:‘ by \.\ Schultz’s show. In Boston, CC will also pick up the newest liberal
talk personality, Stephanie Miller, who is also syndicated by JRN.

With San Francisco, Air America will clear 32 stations, one-third
of which are owned by CC, syndicators of leading conservative talk

“Clearly there was a void,” says Amy Bolton, VP/general manager|
of news/talk at JRN. “We're going to end up with a progressive talk
station in every radio market in America. It’s inevitable, no matter
who wins the election.”

San Francisco marks the 55th affiliate for Schultz, who is emerg:
ing as the format’s surprise breakout star. He is just two affiliates shy
of the 57 Limbaugh had in his first year. Considered more left-of-
center than left wing, Schultz proved progressive talk could be a rat
ings performer on KPOJ, CC’s talk station in Portland, Ore. In the
most recent Arbitron survey, he ranked first in his time period among
adults 25-54, and the station jumped from 26th place to third. In|
Miami, where Schultz has been on the air since July, he doubled the
audience in one month.

“Schultz is the 800-pound gorilla of this format,
Hobbs, VP of news/talk/sports programming at CC.

is a cume magnet and big star, [but] he’s still learning how to do
talk radio.”

While CC is giving progressive talk a fighting chance, Hobbs
warns that the format is still very much in its infancy.

“Early indications are that progressive talk is a real format, but
there will have to be more product. There will have to be more]
local shows. My guess is there is some legitimate talent out there.|
It’s a matter of identifying them and getting them on their feet,”
he says.

CC’s might aside, no talk format becomes a success
overnight—even in San Francisco, one of the most liberal markets
in the country. The Quake will be up against some seismic com
petition, not only from KGO—which is considered left-of-center
and has been top-ranked for 104 consecutive surveys—but alsol
from KQED, the National Public Radio outlet—which is the sec
ond-highest-rated news/talk station, with a 4.7 overall share.
There are also half a dozen other commercial and noncommercial
news/talk stations, including CC’s KNEW, a conservative station|
launched last year.

“They’re multiplying like rabbits,” says Jack Swanson, OM for
KGO and talk sister KSFO. “It’s a very crowded market, maybe the
most crowded in America.”

Still, KQKE co-market manager/GM Steve Watkins is opti-
mistic. “We think we can put a dent in KGO’s armor,” he says.
“Maybe not unseat them, but certainly do some damage.”

Sally Thompson, San Francisco-based partner and local radio
supervisor for marketing firm Mediaedge:cia, thinks KQKE has its
work cut out for it. “KGO is not as strong as it was, but 1 don’t think
[the Quake] will chip much away,” she says. “More talk and lots of
hot air. The jury is still out.” siee

Talk personality Ed Schultz

Two years ago, the passing of a
new Communication Bill radi-
cally transformed the British
radio landscape. The law intro-
duced a new regulator, Ofcom,
and lifted all previous owner-
ship caps, opening the door to
a potential massive consolida-
fion of the market.

Nineteen months into the
new regulations, the impact of
the new bill became obvious
when, two weeks ago, the
United Kingdom’s two largest
radio groups, Capital Radio and
GWR, announced their merger,
creating a new powerhouse in
the market.

Billboard Radio Monitor
asked Clive Dickens, PD of
Absolute Radio International,
a consultancy and independ-
ent radio operator, to discuss
the significance of these
changes.

HOW DOES THE
BRITISH RADIO
MARKET DIFFER

FROM THOSE OF

IOTHER EUROPEAN
ICOUNTRIES?

You have to look at Europe as a
set of countries with different
regulations and different prac-
tices. You may find similarities
berween the French and the
Ttalian system or throughout
Scandinavia, but we have very
different markets altogether.
'What all these countries have
in common is the importance
of state broadcasters, which
helps keep commercial radio
on its feet.

In the UK., we have a very
powerful BBC, which sets the
standards for consumers and
for competitors. The result is
that in any given city, you will

ave at least six or seven adver-
{ising-free stations covering a
wide spectrum of formats—
[top 40 BBCl), AC [BBC2],
classical [BBC3], news and arts
l[BBC4], sports [BBC5] and a
local station. Each of these
stations have the strongest
transmitters. Imagine if that
was the case in any given U.S.
city, how different would
American radio be!

The impact of these sta-
tions is huge. If you are a con-

sumer, you already have this
kind of choice, with ad-free
stations, so commercial broad-
casters have to measure that
in order to offer consumers an
alternative and search for gaps
in the market.

tions] to reach listeners on a
national level. There is also
now a softer regulation, which
sees us migrating slowly to a
French model. We see more
locat stations combined,
becoming regional services, and
regional services aspiring to be
national networks. France, with
its centralized system, has the
most developed business model
in Europe.

What UK. radio craves is
the same kind of simplicity,
where operators can link differ-
ent stations and create national
services. Meanwhile, in all the
local markets, there are pockets
of localism to exploit, and that
is an opportunity for companies
like ours to grow.

niche markets. Ofcom will
license 35 new local stations in
markets such as Manchester
[and] Liverpool [England] and
manv others. Those licenses will
go to niche propositions. At the
end of the next three vears, we
can expect most cities to have a
rock station, a dance station or
even a jazz station. But the real
niche market is digital—this is
where you have a real diversity in
formats and where you can cater
to niches.

For a start, digital TV is very

HOW DO “HERITAGE"
STATIONS LIKE

CAPITAL RADIO

IN LONDON FARE?

The dominance of “heritage”
stations is coming to an end. In
all the main markets we’ve seen
these stations lose ground in the
past six years.

It is not that they have done
something wrong, it is simply
that there is an increasing frag-
mentation of media. Consumers
have more choice, more TV
channels, more radio stations,
access to DVDs, videogames
and so on. Capital’s audience
has halved in four years in
London. Stations like Heart or
Kiss or Virgin have all taken a
slice of its audience. These sta-
tions will not die; they have to
adapt to the new situation.

Overall, I see it as a sign that
the market is getting more com-
petitive, and that’s healthy. If a
station created in 1973 was still
dominant after 30 years, it
would mean that there would
be a serious problem [regarding
competition| in this country.

WHAT WILL BE
THE IMPACT OF
THE CAPITAL/GWR
MERGER?

It will create what is probably
the biggest radio group outside
the U.S. On an ownership
level, it mostly combines many
local stations.

It will take time to see how it
will impact the market. What is
great is that it gets a lot of
media coverage and helps get
radio in people’s minds.

WILL OTHER

GROUPS FOLLOW?

You could certainly see Emap
buying into Scottish Radio, in
which they already have a
share. That would be a good fit.
But vou have to bear in mind
that it took 19 months since the
new legislation was in place to
see a merger happening. These
deals take time to shape up. I'm
sure a lot of operators will wait
to see how Ofcom and the com-
petition authorities will look at
the Capital/GWR merger
before making any move.

WHERE CAN A

GROUP LIKE YOURS

FIT IN THIS PICTURE?
Well, we have two key opportu-
nities. One is to apply for as
many of the 35 new local
licenses [as we can), and we
think there’s an opportunity for
us to look at companies that
might not see radio as their
core business and therefore
would be sellers. As a private,
well-funded group, we will look
at all companies interested in
disposing of their radio assets.

WOULD YOU SAY

THAT THE BRITISH
RADIO MARKET

IS HEALTHY?

We are in a unique situation:
We have now a major radio
group with Capital/ GWR,
in a market that has been
constantly growing in the
past years. We’ll probably
see more consolidation, and
regulators continue to license
new stations to local opera-
tors. We have the develop-
ment of digital radio,

and we have the BBC doing
what they do best and
keeping all of us on our feet.
Even if there are probably
100 stations in the UK.

that are loss-making, I
would say that’s a pretty
healthy situation. sce
