In 1990 he returned to local radio as VP of programming for
WPLJ New York. Six vears later, he was promoted to his current
job as VP of programming for ABC Radio’s F)M stations in Los

ADULT TOP 40 WPLJ NEW YORK

ABC’'S WPLJ NEW YORK enjoys a
rare gift in the radio world: consistency.
The adult top 40 boasts a programming #
and sales team that has remained in
place for more than a decade. it lays
claim to a dedicated listener base that
seldom strays. As a result, WPLJ has
grown into a heritage force in the nation’s No. 1 radio mar-
ket; it has been on the air for 33 years. PD Scott Shannon—
who got his start in broadcasting in 1969—certainly brings
his own share of history and panache to the station.

His career in radio found its unexpected start when

| Shannon was drafted to serve in the U.S. Army. While sta-
tioned at Fort Bragg, N.C., he got his first job at the mic on

weekends atWFBS-AM. He was transferred to Fort Benning,
Ga., and quickly hooked up with WCLS-AM Columbus, Ga.

After his tour of duty, Shannon worked 7 p.m.-midnight
at WABB Mobile, Ala., where he took on the moniker
Supershan, "the fastest mouth in the South.” His ratings
combusted into a 72 share—you got that? A mighty 72
share. Next, he made stops in Memphis, Nashville,
Atlanta and then as PD at famed top 40 WPGC

| Washington, D.C. When he left the station for WRBQ

(Q105) Tampa, Fla., as PD/morning host, WPGC was No. 1
in the ratings. It was inTampa that Shannon invented the

Morning Zoo concept. “It's like ‘Saturday Night Live, "The |

Angeles; Chicago; Dallas; Washington, D.C.; Atlanta; Detroit;
and Minneapolis. Tle remains based out of WPLJ.

Most of his peers know his résumé. But here’s a little-known
Cuddy factoid we uncovered: FHe has a sweet tooth, and he likes
to share the goodies with his staff. A self-avowed “chocolate chip
cookie connoisseur,” Cuddy says, “I'm too generous with all the
sweets—candy and cookies—in my office and [the staff] finds it
difficult to stay on a dict.”

He thinks the emplovees would say that is his most annoving
quality. But what is his most endearing? “The staff is still search-
ing for one,” he savs modestly.

While Cuddy is & serious-minded guy, he gamely answered
even our sillv questions.

If one-hit wonders ruled the world, we asked, who would be
their leader? Cuddy chose Nena of “99 Luftballoons™ fame.

And asked who would win a brawl between mainstream top )
programmers and adult 1op 40 programmers, he gives the nod to the
adult guys like himself, noting, “As a group, we have move rhythm.”

Take that, Harvard. —PHYLLIS STARK

Tonight Show’ and talk radio,” he said then, with parody
songs, comedy skits and biting editorials. Within a year,
the station had more adult listeners than any other sta-
tion in the nation.

By the time he got to mainstream top 40 WHTZ (Z100})
New York as PD in the late 1980s, Shannon was a leg-
end. Ironically, in his eight years there, a primary mis-
sion was to bludgeon WPLJ, his future home; he once
called the station "wimp radio.”

Then, in the late 1980s, he retreated to Los Angeles,
where he launched his experimental and highly touted
KQLZ (Pirate Radio 100.3)—but in 1991, he returned to
NewYork to helm the very station he had belittled, which,
for a short time was deemed WPLJ: Mojo Radio.

"When Shannon joined 'PLJ,” promotion director
Theresa Angela says, "My thought was, 'Here’s this guy
that made my life miserable. What the hell is he coming
here for?” ” But she was pleasantly surprised. "He was a
sweetheart. We heard all these rumors that he was this
monster and that he was going to come in and everyone
was going to get fired, and it was so not like that”

It is safe to say that Shannon and morning team-
mate Todd Pettengill have become such an entrenched
part of the New York radioscape that Shannon's repu-
tation will always be associated with playing in the
major leagues of New York. In addition to their tradi-
tional morning hijinks, Shannon and Pettengill have
also released a number of popular CDs, drawing
together the best bits from their show.

In 2003, the National Assn. of Broadcasters inducted
Shannon into its Hall of Fame; he and Pettengill were
also named major-market morning team by Billboard
Radio Monitor five times. On the national level, Shannon
is the official voice of the Sean Hannity talk show, heard
on 400 radio stations across the United States; and he is
PD/host of the new True Oldies Channel, syndicated by
ABC Radio Networks.

Former Clear Channel/Atlanta regional VP of program-
ming Tim Dukes told Monitor in 2004, "I recently had
dinner with Scott Shannon. | hadn’t seen him in a long
time, but he is still so absolutely full of energy and in
love with radio that he inspired me beyond words.
Here's a guy who has achieved so much in this business
but still has a passion level like a teenager who is about
to do his very first airshift. If you love what you do, pas-
sion is easy to come by -CHUCKTAYLOR

PAUL “CUBBY"” BRYANT

MD/AFTERNOON PERSONALITY,
MAINSTREAM TOP 40 WHTZ NEW YORK

WHAT’'S IN A NAME? For Paul “Cubby” Brvant, pretty
much an entire career. The mainstream top +0 WHTZ (Z100)
New York MD was a senior in high school in Virginia Beach,
Va., when he got his first job as a DJ, working for WGH (Star
97) in his hometown. Initially, he used the moniker “Bear,” after
the legendary football coach Paul “Bear™ Bryvant. But being a
voungster, he was tagged “Cubby™ instead. Today, millions of
fans know the jock on a first-name basis as the easygoing drive-
time personality at Z100. Cubby worked his way to the nation’s
No. | radio market in 1996 by way of top 40 KRBE I louston,
where he worked on-air and as M. 1lis boss happened to be
Tom Poleman, who moved to Z100 as PD in
1996—and he invited Bryant to join him. At
that point, the station was ranked No. 20 in
the market; a vear later, the new team had
hoisted to No. 7 12-plus. Today, of course, it
is the top-ranked top 40 station in the
nation. “It’s evervbody’s dream in the music
business to work in the No. 1 market,”
Bryant told The Virginian-Pilot way back when. “It was such a
challenge to try and resurrect such a legendary radio station.”
New York has been plenty good to Bryvant in return. Over the
past nine years, he has loaded his mantel with awards, including
six nods from the Billboard Radio Monitor and New York Metro
A.LR. awards. Ile has appeared on “Hollywood Squares,” as a
judge on WNBC’s “Gimme the Mike” and host of WPIX-TV’s
Saturday Night 70s. Brvant confides on the Z100 \eb site that
if he were not on radio, he might be an air traffic controller. But
it sounds like he’s already moving in the right direction, eh?

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TODD SHANNON

| OM/PD, MAINSTREAM TOP 40

WIOQ (Q102) PHILADELPHIA

TODD SHANNON MAY SHARE a
last name with another of top 40’s lead-
ing men—WPLJ New York’s Scott
Shannon—but this programmer has
cut his own path in the radio business.

In 2002, Clear Channel flip-flopped
Brian Bridgman (also profiled in this
issue) from his PD role at WIOQ (Q102) Philadelphia to
Todd Shannon’s spot at KHKS (Kiss) Dallas—and vice
versa (Shannon had previously worked for KDMX [Mix
102.9] Dallas). It did not take long for the radio vet to sniff
out exactly what the No. 6 Arbitron market was all about.

"The market has completely changed since my arrival,’
he says. “We have competition coming at us from ail
directions, but that makes it all the more fun. | am proud
of the team we have in place. It is one of the strongest
I've ever worked with!”

Shannon told Billboard Radio Monitor last year, “Q102
has always had a rhythmic lean. Straight, white main-
stream music is a com-
ponent to the music mix,
but it does not dominate
the sound of the station.
We continue to play the
right mainstream titles
together with the best
rhythmic product. With the rich, rhythmic history in
Philly, what may look urban or rhythmic on Q102 is
accepted as the mainstream in Philadelphia.”

As of November 2002, Shannon—who has also
worked at WNCI Columbus, Ohio, and KHTS San Diego
—became OM/PD of Q102 and one of Clear Channel’s
highly touted top 40 brand managers (ironically, he also
oversees R&B/hip-hop competitor WUSL [Power 99],
along with CC properties WDAS-AM, WSNI, WDAS and
WJJZ). In his time at Q102, the station has experienced
some major on-air upheavals, but the PD remains on
top of the scene, viewing his competition with open
eyes—particularly WRDW (Wired 96.5), which leans
heavily rhythmic.

Comparing Q102 with Wired, Shannon says, “The
stations couldn’t be more different. Now more than
ever they are leaning more urban with their currents,

recurrents and gold titles. Based on the latest ethnic |

breakouts, they are the second hip-hop/crossover sta-
tion. For months they have been competing against
our sister station, Power 99, on the streets for busi-
ness, not Q102"

One challenge he finds he is facing these days is the
level of the stars to spin at mainstream radio: “Top 40 is
definitely not the same as it was seven years ago. Gone
are the high-profile, format-exclusive superstars like ‘N
Sync, Backstreet Boys, Britney [Spears] and Christina
[Aguilera). We need more mega-superstars to call our
own,” he says.

On the other hand, Shannon feels armed to go to bat-
tle with competing technologies. “Sure, there will be
some of Howard [Stern’s] audience that follows him to
Sirius, but | see the smart phone being the biggest
threat in the coming years. Clear Channel is executing a
massive rollout of [high-definition] radio in 2005. No
question, this is a huge leap in the right direction for ter-
restrial radio.” -CHUCKTAYLOR

VP OF PROGRAMMING, MAINSTREAM
TOP 40 WXKS BOSTON

THERE ARE ANY NUMBER OF Cadillacs on the
radio lot, but there is only one “Cadillac Jack” McCartney. A
Beantown top 40 radio veteran, McCartney was correctly iden-
tified by Boston Magazine in 2002 as a programmer “who is
watched and copiced by programmers across the country.”

In the most recent Arbitron survey, WJNMN (Jam’n 94.3) was
the No. 3 station in the market with a 5.1 share 12-plus, while
WXKS (Kiss) scored a 4.9, good tor No. 3 in the market.

McCartney has been PD for Jam’n since June 1994, when he
joined from Kiss, where he had been MD for three years. In
2001, he was named VP of programming for Clear Channel/
Boston and doubled back, adding oversight for Kiss.

Interestingly, he was MDD at former Kiss rival WZOU for a
vear and a half until he jumped ship in *91. WZOU eventually
morphed into WJNN.

One thing that is in McCartney’s favor is his willingness to try
something different. In 1995, McCartney was
spotlighted by Billhoard Radio Monitor for putting
rap gold trom the late *80s and carly "90s into
WJMN's mix—something its rhythm crossover

or R&B counterparts weren’t doing at the time.
McCartney was taking on longstanding industry
wisdom that rap hits had no shelf hte, especially
those by artists who are not current hitmakers.

McCartney defended his decision by saying that when he was
spinning  Salt-N-Pepa’s “Push It” or Naughty by Nature’s
“Everyvthing’s Gonna Be Alright,” “we’re not talking about really
old records. We're talking abour three to six vears ago—songs that
were substantial hits and tested well for us.

“We’re basically a top 40 station that plays rhythm music, and
most top 40 stations have a substantial audience that really loves
some of the older tracks,” McCartney added.

Years later, McCartney made musical changes at WXKS
that, at least partially, contributed to that station’s success.

In 2002, Kiss scored its first No. 1 ranking 25-54 in more than a
decade. McCartney, who had added oversight of Kiss the previous
summer, had tweaked the music. The station had been leaning more
rock before he realigned it. So much so, in fact, that he believed it
was missing its mission of representing listeners’ top choices.

The adjustments included adding songs from R&B artists like
Alicia Kevs and hip-hop’s Nelly. “Before last fall, Kiss wasn’t
quite as broad musically,” he told the Boston Herald at the time.

“Other stations are defined by a certain sound,”
MecCartney said. “We're top 40. We play the biggest songs of
all the different sounds.”

Though he has become a fixture in the Boston market,
McCartney previously worked as assistant PD/MD at WKSS
Hartford, Conn., and WEZB New Orleans. He got his start as
a teenager at WKCI New Haven, Conn., eventually working
his way up to afternoons at mainstream top 40 WII'TZ (Z100)
New York. —-KEN TUCKER

TRACY AUSTIN

PD, MAINSTREAM TOP 40 KRBE HOUSTON

TRACY AUSTIN told Billboard Radio Monitor last year
that although top 40 has recently been dominated by hip-hop

crossover hits, she is still invested in pop music with staving

power. “A lot of the urban stuff is really reactionary, so it’s casy
to put on the air, but you have to keep an eye on what you’ll have
to play for recurrents,” she said. As PI) for KRBE Houston, |
Austin sticks to her guns. While the station consistently plays hot
hits from the R&B and hip-hop arenas, she keeps staples like

JaJo’s “Leave (Get Out)” and Maroon3’s “She Will Be Loved”

around—a formula that has helped keep the heritage station a
dependable destination in the Houston community (104 KRBE
Farth Day Festival notwithstanding). IFlanked on cither side by |
R&B/hip-hop stations in the latest Arbitron numbers, KRBE
holds its own at No. 5 against a heavy R&B-formatted allegiance.
Austin notes that top 40 is all about “finding a balance.” And she |
would know. Austin worked as MDD at Los Angeles” KIIS-FFM
during the most recent peak of pop, with "N Sync, Britney
Spears, Backstreet Boys and Christina Aguilera leading the way:

ERIK BRADLEY STARTED IN RADIO fresh out of
high school in 1988. He worked as MID at the former WCKZ
Charlotte, N.C,, and at KBEQ Kansas City, Mo, and listened to
endless WBBM (B96) airchecks. In October 1993, he landed his
dream gig at the station.

“BY6 is one of the stations I always idolized as a youngster in the

| musicindustry,” he confides. Why? Long enamored with Chicago,

Bradley “absolutely fell in love” with B96 on his first visit to the
city. “I thought Eddic & Jobo were the greatest morning show my
ears had ever heard—-and I'still feel that way.” He also “just loved ’
the way BY6 represented this city and all that it offers.”

The influential rhythmic top 40 outlet stays cutting edge, he
says, by breaking new music, remaining local, trendspotting |
and “having smart personalitics who represent the station and
deliver our messages.”

DAN BOWEN IS A NASCAR FAN who likes to wear
neckties to work. That may sound like an odd combination, but
Bowen seems proud of both qualitics. “It may be hard to believe,”
he says, “but T was a NASCAR fan long before it was cool.

Wait,” he hedges, “Is it completely safe to call it cool yet?”

As for his shirt-and-tic work attire, Bowen speculates that his
staff finds this to be his most annoying quality. Asked what they

consider to be his most endearing, Bowen says he’s “still asking
around to find out the answer to this one. Nothing vet, but I’ll keep
looking.”

We also asked Bowen, Why did you get into radio? Was it just for
the girls, or what? His unconvincing reply: “Ch, no, not at all. It was
because 1love music. Yeah, that was it. 1t was the music.”

A native of central Ohio, Bowen graduated from Ohio University
and got his start in radio at WATH/WXTQ Athens, Ohio. An
internship at WNCI Columbus, Ohio, led to 12 years of employ-
ment there as promotion director, and later, MID/assistant PI). In
1996, Bowen joined Jefferson-Pilot as P13 of KWMX 1enver and
supervised the format change to rhythmic top 4) as KS107.5. A
vear later, he made the move to WSTR (Star 94) Adanta.

While he’s nowhere close to it vet, we asked Bowen what he
thinks the legal age limit should be for grown men programming
top 0 stations. Conspicuously amvoiding a direct answer, he says, “I
think I'll go with ‘Age is only how old vou feel’ on this one.”

Finally, we asked Bowen a question we also put to Infinity’s Jon
Zellner: If you were a piece of broadcasting equipment, what would
vou be and why? Bowen chose “a webcam in the production studio
to be sure there is nothing happening in there late at night.”

IN HIS NEARLY TWO DECADES in the
radio business, Kid Kelly has dipped into
nearly every part of the talent pool. He is
well-known as a No. 1-rated on-air talent,
assistant PD and OM at mainstream top
40 WHTZ (Z100) New York. He is the host
of nationally syndicated “Backtrax USA
80s”—heard on 250 stations nationwide—and “Back-
trax USA 90s”—heard on an additional 120 stations.
And he is a pioneer in the land of satellite radio, as sen-
ior director of programming for Sirius Satellite Radio,
overseeing no fewer than eight stations: Sirius Hits 1,
Starlight, Sirius Love, Totally 70s, Big 80s, the Pulse,
Vacation and the Strobe.

“Most radio folks thought | had lost my mind when |
came to Sirius,” Kelly says. “But the reality was simple: |
had done everything | wanted to in terrestrial radio and
was ready for a change. The opportunity to be in on the
ground floor of Sirius was something that | truly believed
in and knew would be huge.

“Everything is appealing about satellite radio)” he
adds. “We are not constrained by Arbitron. We don‘t
have 15 salespeople to accommodate every moment of
the day, and the [Federal Communications Commission]
isn‘t breathing down our backs. What'’s not to like?”

Even so, Kelly still admires terrestrial radio and
doesn’t view satcasters as an impediment to FM.
“Radio has always had competition from emerging
media and has always survived. Frankly, | think satel-
lite and terrestrial radio are in the same boat of having
to compete with iPods, which | consider the bigger
threat to radio.”

Kelly also wonders how the potential undoing of
independent promotion is going to affect artists’
careers at top 40.

“I suspect that we'll start to see pop artists develop organ-
ically, as they've been doing for years at hip-hop and R&B
stations, and radio must be willing to pay better attention to
their audience and have the courage to give them their
shot,” he says. “Top 40 is a fluid format, so it will be very dif-
ficult to make a long-lasting impression.’

Kelly attributes the success of his “Backtrax” shows
to their being a shout-out to top 40 memories.

“You decide at a certain age what music will affect you;
when it stops being played and you give it some down-
time, that gives us the chance to isolate it and bring back
a pleasant place in their minds,” he says. “it reminds lis-
teners of what they were doing, how they felt, a sense of
well-being and happiness.’

As a broadcaster who has worked in terrestrial,
satellite and syndicated radio, Kelly believes he has expe-
rienced the best that the business has to offer.

“My first gig was for minimum wage in Willimantic,
Conn.,” he recalls. “I knew | wanted to be in radio since |
was 7. | used to call Jay Thomas at then-top 40 99X when
| was 10 and ask him how to get into radio. He would call
me an a-hole and hang up. | was thrilled he answered
the request line and spoke with me. Jay now works at
Sirius. | recently shared the story with him; we had a
good laugh” ~CHUCK TAYLOR

BRIAN BRIDGMAN

PD, KKRZ PORTLAND, ORE.

BRIAN BRIDGMAN HAS HAD AN old-fashioned
radio career: His résumé reads like a road map, with plenty of
famous destinations along the way. Like so many of top 40’s top
40}, he started in the business as a kid, on-air at AOR KWK St.
Louis at the age of 17 in 1983, where he was known as “the Rock
& Roll Kid.” But top 40 was in Bridgman’s blood, and he has stuck
with type TH0 since.

shame,” was the proof: a snapshot of
Shannon and Preston with record pro-
moter Billy Brill at the 1985 Bobby Poe
convention.

It's also reflected in the station’s siogan: “No. 1
for all the hits.”

“"While rhythmic music now truly is the center of mass-
appeal music,’ Preston says, “"we continue to find strong
pop/rock, alternative-rooted pure pop and even some
adult titles that will work well, not just in individual songs
but in an actual mainstream flow of today’s hits.”

You'll also hear a variety of perspectives in the morn-
ing show, which involves three girls and two guys living
their lives on the air. Adding to the real-world motif is
that Jackie and Bender are married.

“We all feel the days of song parodies, phony com-
mercials and the like have become passé,” Preston
says.The audience, however, has become enamored of
the show's phrase that pays: “Jackie & Bender hate
stupid people.”

Preston and Marcus D believe homegrown talent is
essential to radio’s future, and they work hard on devel-
oping young'uns who come to the station from local
colleges and Nathan Hale High. Some of these students
have gone on to be jocks and traffic anchors.

Two years ago, KBKS was one of the first U.S. radio
stations to broadcast a digital signal full time. The sta-
tion’s morning show has a daily blog on its Web site and
makes some on-air content available through podcast-
ing. For Preston, it's all part of “remaining relevant in the
face of all the digital options” and reflecting “what the lis-
teners are vibing on, not trying to create it

The network reaches
some 3.2 million preteens and another 2.4 mothers a week—a
demographic that advertisers have grown to squeak over.
Behind the success of Radio Disney, which is available on 55
AMI radio stations, Sirtus Satellite Radio, XM Satellite Radio,
Music Choice and DirecTV, is VP of programming Robin
Jones, who has been PI) since the network launched in 1996.
Among her accomplishments: bringing the Backstreet Boys to

WHAT MAKES WBBM-FM (B96) the most-listened-to
rhythmic top 40 station in America? It helps that it pro-
grams to a hip-hop nation in radio’s third-largest market.
Beyond that, PD Todd Cavanah attributes B96's enviable
success over the past two decades to not standing still. it
is what keeps any product successful over a long period of
time, he suggests, from soft drinks to radio brands. "We've
constantly adjusted our look, our sound, our research and
our personnel! to reflect the target audience.”

While there have been many incarnations since Hot
Hits WBBM-FM bowed May 2, 1982, the perennial top 40
franchise has had only three PDs: Buddy Scott, Dave
Shakes and Cavanah, who joined in January 1989, jug-
gling air talent duties while simuitaneously serving as
Elektra's Chicago rep. Promoted to MD/midday personal-
ity in May 1990, Cavanah then became PD in July 1993.

Like a winning coach, Cavanah says, a successful pro-
grammer needs to look at the game film (read: research)
and make the right adjustments. “We're always prepared
for attacks and vuinerabilities, and we ask ourseives,
‘What do we want to protect? What are we willing to let
go?’ We are very focused. We also get the job done for
our advertisers, too,” he says.

Despite a full-court attack by crosstown Clear Channel
mainstream top 40 WKSC (Kiss), B96 remains on top,
posting a 3.9 12-plus, a 7.0 with women 18-34 and a 14.1
for persons 12-24 in the fall 2004 Arbitron.

Heard on the station since the 1980s, Ed Volkman and
Jim Bohannon signed a seven-year contract reportedly
worth more than $21 million in July 2002, following a
well-publicized bidding war between Infinity and CC.
Acknowledging that Eddie & Jobo “still want to win and
they’re big team players,” Cavanah believes top 40 has
relied too much on morning shows at the expense of
other dayparts.

OM, WFLZ, WBTP and WMTX TAMPA, FLA.

IF YOU DO A SEARCH for Jeff Kapugi’s name on the
WTLZ Web site, you get just one interesting hit.

A small bio starts out, “First off, if you value life, don’t call
him ‘Booger.” He’s tried really hard to shake that name, and the
only place that even mentions it now is this site.”

Until now.

Kapugi has been with Clear Channel and its previous incar-
nation, Jacor, since 1989, when he was involved with the station’s
hugely successful launch as the Power Pig. But just because we
can’t let anything go, we spent an unusual amount of time
dwelling on Kapugi’s nickname.

Seriously, we asked the Clear Channel top 40 brand manager,
what’s with the whole “Booger” thing, and do you really
physically harm people who still call you that? He reluctantly
confesses that it “was one of those last-minute name changes at
the Power Pig. I have [former PD] Marc Chase to thank for that.”

An hour before he went on the air one day, Chase told Kapugi
he no longer wanted him using the air name Jeft Kaye and
instructed him to come up with something clse. When every-
thing Kapugi thought of proved to be “lame,” Chase told him
“Use ‘Booger.” ™

“My wife called me on the hotline after the first break and said
‘Booger?!” She’s now affectionately known as ‘Mrs. Booger.”
There are a handful of people that are grandfathered into using
that name still, but for the most part I lost that when I went to
St. Louis. Some of the old Tampa people still can’t shake it.”
Apparently, neither can we . . .

Other stations on his résumé include WCRX Chicago,
WXLC Waukegan, HL; WJTW Joliet, 11I.; KSLZ St. Louis; and
Tampa stations WDUV and WSSR. He caught the radio bug in
high school, working with a friend at the school’s 10-watt
station; the pair did a morning show as “Mutt & Jeff.” He's still
obsesscd with any music by ELO and wants to make it clear that
he thinks “Jeff Lynne is a god!”

Asked what his staff finds to be his most annoying quality,
Kapugi replies, “I am a stickler for details and am very picky
about how my logo gets used. I think my promotions directors
hate me when it comes to artwork.”

But he also has a soft side. “I know that evervone has a life
outside of what happens at the radio station, and I respect that,”
he says. “I treat people the same way I expect to be treated. It
goces a long way.”

Because of his experience with the Power Pig, we asked Kapugi
what other kinds of farm animals lend themselves to station mas-
cot duties. Apparently confused by our definition of “farm,”
Kapug suggests: “the two-humped camel. The humps lend them-
selves to logos, and N'TR possibilities.”

WHEN KIIS-FM LOS ANGELES SIGNED ON
in October 1975, little did rhe radio world know that 102.7 was
destined to become the stuff of top 40 legend. In summer 1984,
riding the wave of a renewed pop era with the coming of
Madonna and Michael Jackson, the station logged an unheard-
of 10 share in the nation’s No. 2 market—the highest rating in
the history of Los Angceles radio. Today, KIIS-FM reaches
more than 2.5 million listeners per week and is renowned as the
home of “Rick Dees in the Morning” from 1981 10 2004 and
current national media celebrity Rvan Seacrest. In addition, the
station has given away the biggest cash prizes—of $1 million
and 82 million—in the history of the business, while its annual
Wango Tango and Jingle Ball have become nationally known
events. All said, the outlet’s success has led to record revenue; in
2001 and 2002, it was the highest-billing station in the country,
posting $61.3 million in revenue. Last vear, Clear Channel’s
KIIS-FM was the No. ]-ranked mainstream top 40 station in
the United States, according to BIA IFinancial Network, trailing
AC WLTW New York and news WINS New York, with rev-
enue of $00 million.

KNHC (C89.5) SEATTLE

KEEPING DANCE MUSIC ALIVE INTHE U.S.

KEEPING A BEAT IN THE UNITED STATES is
nearly impossible these days, as an entire generation grows up
without exposure to dance music on the radio. Even those few
commercial outlets that tip the dance card are never a sure thing:
In Miami just last month, Cox’s W PYM (Party 93.1) was popped
like a balloon and flipped to active rock. Sigh. If there is hope to
be had, it squarely points to KNHC (C89.5), a non-commercial
tucked away ina converted classroom at Nathan IHale Iligh School
in Seattle. The station has been in motion since 1971, evolving
over the years into its current menu of house, power dance and
electronica, giving love to such European houschold names as
Anastacia, Jem and Eric Prydz. In 2003, the Village Voice named
(C89.5 the best high-school station in the nation, writing, “A
station that broadcasts hi-NRG disco all day, punctuated by the
occasional goth specialty show is automatically the best in New
York, especially if it webcasts”—which the station does, at
¢895fm.com. PD Jon McDaniel, a 1987 graduate of Nathan Ilale,
says, ““T'here’s so much that is open to us, from Christina Aguilera
to imports we see on the charts in Europe. We're run like a top 40,
but we're a clear alternative. There’s never a problem finding

CAT COLLINS

PD, RHYTHMIC TOP 40 KQKS DENVER

CAT COLLINS HAS PROGRAMMED rhythmic top
40 KQKS (KS107.5) Denver for nearly seven years, but he
says the high point of his career came just several weeks
ago, when the NBA Ali-Star Game was in Denver.
"KQKS hosted 32 events over four days,” Collins says.
“We were actually in four places at once on any given
day for concerts and parties. I've never been more proud
of the radio station. We owned the streets, and the on-air

execution from the staff was the best. From my stand- |

point, outside of the ratings success we've had here,
that's definitely the highlight.”

Aside from that, Collins says that owner Jefferson-Pilot's
support of the station, as well as the talent he has been able
to develop are satisfying aspects of his job.

“l consider my APD/MD John E. Cage to be the best
top 40 MD in America, and our morning show, which we
put together in-house [Larry, Kendall & Kathie] has been
first or second 18-34 adults for the last two years, which
is no small feat in Denver. I’'m as proud of all of our other
talent as well. We do a fantastically good job of position-

ing this station and continually evolving with a young |

| adult audience”

Collins has programmed KQKS almost from its begin-
ning, assuming the PD reins just one year after the
station signed on.

“Our position as a rhythm top 40 has remained the
same, but the music has naturally bounced around,” he
says. “That's dictated by pop culture, not programming.
Obviously, the last few years, it's been dominated by hip-
hop, and in the last year or so, you've seen a resurgence
of R&B pop, like Usher and Alicia Keys. We're going to go
where our audience wants us to go”’

Collins picks Usher and Ludacris as artists that define
his station, saying KQKS would draw the line at playing
an artist like Kelly Clarkson, since she’s a little too main-
stream for the station’s rhythmic-leaning sound.

Collins isn‘t intimidated by the growth that satellite
radio has experienced recently. “First of all, radio’s
commitment to being local is a huge advantage over
satellite,” he says. “We're going to need to learn to coexist

with satellite radio. It's not going anywhere. At the same |

time, | believe every operator in America of every facility
for terrestrial radio controls its own destiny.

“If you put an entertaining product on the air that is well-
defined and comes through with the expectations you set
for your audience, you don‘t need to worry about satelite.
That encompasses commitment to spend on the product,
to market the product and to develop talent. If you're truly
committed to that, satellite radio will not be an issue. If
you're not, you have the ability to get your ass kicked.

“As cocky as it might sound, I'm not worried about it at
the station | work at,” he continues. “We're a well-defined
brand that has a lot of love for it from its consumers, so I'm
not too worried about XM or Sirius having a more com-
pelling hip-hop station than mine” -BRAM TEITELMAN




CASEY KASEM

TOP 40 LIVING LEGEND

IFYOU SUGGEST THE WORDS “TOP 40" to folks who
don’t live and breathe radio for a living (and even

some who do), theirimmediate response is likely to be |

“Casey Kasem. Even though Premiere Radio recently
farmed out the most famous broadcasting voice in
history to count down only AC and adult top 40 hits on
“"American Top 20 With Casey Kasem” (giving his
prized “American Top 40" to Ryan Seacrest at the
beginning of 2004), Kasem personifies pop music
radio to an entire generation.

Kid Kasem originally dreamed of playing pro baseball
in Detroit, where he grew up as Kemal Amen Kasem. But
by 1956, the radio bug had bit him hard; he began his first
full-time DJ gig at WJBK Detroit. He followed with DJ
stints in Cleveland; Buffalo, N.Y.; and Oakland, Caiif. In
1963, he landed a shift in the nation's No. 2 radio market
at KRLA Los Angeles.

Unfortunately, in time, his PD frowned upon Kasem'’s
fondness for comedy sketches. When two of his fellow

A vear after she
joined the station, it had its best book 12-plus and ranked No. 1
with women 18-34.

“Ive always felt [that our music]| strikes a good balance
between gut and research,” she said. “I’'m not living the lifestyle
of a 22-year-old female, so how can my gut always be right? At
the same time, I don’t think programming solely on research is

| always right cither.”

Laird added duties for X1TTZ in 2002, KEN TUCKER
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then introducing records with stories about the artists
and their songs. In that instant, not only was a job saved,
but the engaging formula behind what would become
“American Top 40" was born.

On July 4, 1970, with a half-dozen stations on board,
"AT40"” and its host, Casey Kasem, began the historic
four-hour weekly countdown. Now, as then, “the King of
Countdowns” remains focused on his listeners, offering
one formidable explanation for his longevity: He knows
his audience.

"l picture people in a car, with mom and dad in the
front seat, a couple of kids in the back seat and a grand-
parent as well;’ he told Billboard a few years ago. "t want
to entertain each and every one of those people at some
time during the 20 minutes that | believe they are listen-
ing to me. In that time, it's up to me to entertain, whether
it's a story they like, a statistic they didn’t know or a letter
that they can empathize with”

As he climbed to radio’s pinnacle during the course of
a nearly 50-year career, Kasem has foliowed that familiar
personal mantra he has employed since his Detroit days
in the mid-1950s: “Keep your feet on the ground and
keep reaching for the stars.”

“I don’t know that I'm that much different than | was back
in those days,” he says. "l believe that my basic principles,
my sense of ethics, my values through the years have been
honed and sharpened. It's a wonderful thing when some-
one tells me that they know exactly what the expression
means, that they get the message”” —CHUCKTAYLOR

relinquished his day-to-day PI) duties for Clear Channel’s
R&B/hip-hop KMEL, rhythmic top 40 KYLD (Wild 94.9) and
adult top 40 K10I (Star 101.3), all in San Francisco. His newest
assignment: Clear Channel senior VP of programming/West
Coast. This position caps a 17-year run as a market leader in San
Francisco. Among Martin’s programming highlights is garner-
ing KYLD—once KMEL’s arch-rival—some of its best ratings
in the mid-1990s. No wonder Martin had taken on KMEL as his
second station by mid-2000. And it was only about one vear later
that he added his third PI) stripe in San Francisco, for KIOI. Of
his triple programming role, Martin told Bil/lboard Rudio
Maonitor at the time, “I saw an opportunity to utilize the rela-
tionships I have with the industry and how they could benefit a
station that’s now playing current music. So I just saw a great
synergy between the stations and really wanted to do it.” He
described his duties as shifting from a single-station focus to
more of a cluster strategy. “Overseeing a cluster, it’s more of a
puzzle,” he noted. “If I move this station to the left a little, how
will it affect these other two stations, and how can I surround

Despite
some heavy competitive hits over the vears, Morris led the station
1o its highest 12-plus share in spring 2000, with a 9.2 share. lle is
not doing badly now cither: KIDWB is onc of the few mainstream
top s in the land to actually see an up-trend in the fall 2004
Arbitron ratings. The station ticked from +.4 to 4.7 12-plus, fin-
ishing at No. 5 overall in the No. 16 market. Like most of the wiser
PD)s in top 40, Morns knows that the key to maintaining credibil-
ity and popularity starts with musical balance. “We certainly fall
into lulls like we tend to be in now, when you skew one way or the
other in terms of rock or rhythm product,” he recently told
Billbourd Radio Monitor. “But the passion scores for the right
records are there. They’re always going to be there for those top
songs, because those are going to be the songs that people want to
hear the most, but sometimes you get that drop-off after 10 or 15
songs.

Now firmly
ensconced at WRQX (Mix 107.3), she says, “There is
not another place on this planet where | would choose
to work. | started here, like, a thousand years ago as
the producer for one of the morning shows and did
afternoon traffic and | did weekends, and then | left.

JOHN PEAKE JOINED KLLC in July 2001 after a
year abroad as the “mission director” for the Paris-based NR]
Radio Group.

“The most
important lesson I learned,” he says, “was that radio must remain
culturally relevant in order for people to make listening part of
their daily habits. We are very fortunate that [in the] US,, radio
has plaved a significant role in our pop culture history.”

JOHN REYNOLDS HAS TAKEN along and winding
radio road to the PID slot at WNKS (Kiss 95.1) Charlotte, N.C.,
starting as a 14-vear-old at suburban Milwaukee AM WGLB.
His career has taken him from Madison, Wis., to New York,
where he was an assistant promotions director and weckend jock
at renowned WIITZ (7100). In fact, Revnolds is one of only a
handful of programmers who have made the leap from promo-
tions. “I think it’s one of the most valuable things I've used in
programming,” Revnolds says of his promotions background.
“Having that knowledge and skill—because of the connection
vou have with the sales department—really brings you in witha
great understanding of what’s going on with clients and sales.”
Six years ago, Reynolds came to Charlotte for his first program-
ming gig from KHKS Dallas, where he was assistant PD/MD/
midday jock. In 2000, he added oversight for AC sister WQKC
(K104.7), which was classic hits WSSS at the time. Revnolds, a
Billhoard Radio Monitor programming award winner, sayvs his
philosophy is simple: “Play the hits, be bigger than life, and be
compelling.” The key to succeeding with that philosophy is
“building a staff of people around you that are passionate about
radio and what they do,” Reynolds says. Equally imporrant is
sharing goals and tdeas with his staff. “The more people know
about where you're going and what you're trying to accomplish,
the better they’ll perform,” he says, “because they’re part of it

THAT ELUSIVE DREAM of attracting teens and their
moms is reality for mainstream top 40 WBLI Long Island. “We
play big mass-appeal hits,” PID ].J. Rice says. “Our goal is to play
nothing but powers, whether they’re going up or going down.”

That strategy has made “Long Island’s No. 1 hit music sta-
tion” palatable to upper demos, even though it targets 18-34.
Aggressive hip-hop and alternative songs start at night and don’t
get daytime play until they test with 25-34.

Rice would also like to let you in on a little programming secret:
He wins by being local. New York be damned, evervthing at
"BLLE—jocks, traffic reports, promotions—revolves around Long
Island. “Our listeners think it’s cool to be on Long Island,” he
says. “Competing with [New York stations| makes us cven better.”

Rice prides himself on having beaten mainstream top 40
WHTZ (7100) New York in Nassau-Suffolk for a record 15 con-
secutive books, and for posting the highest 25-54 rank (No. +) of
any top 40 station in a top 20 market.

As top 40 format coordinator for Cox, Rice influences a
cumulative audience of more than 2 million people, who tune
in to a diverse roster of stations including WBTS Atlanta;
WPYO Orlando, Fla.; WAPE Jacksonville, Fla.; WHZT
Greenville, S.C.; KELZ San Antonio; and KHPW and
KCCX Honolulu.

TALK ABOUT A RADIO PROGRAMMER with the
Midas touch. industry veteran Jeff Wyatt, currently VP of
operations for mainstream top 40 WIHT (Hot)
Washington, D.C., has been a founding father of some of
the format’s most enduring radio stations.

In 1982, he left the assistant PD post at heritage WXKS
(Kiss 108) Boston to start up one of the first true rhythmic
top 40 outlets, WUSL (Power 99) Philadelphia. As PD/after-
noon drive jock, he helped catapuit the station to No. 1in
the market. In 1986, Emmis tapped Wyatt to launch rhyth-
mic top 40 KPWR (Power 106) Los Angeles, where he
grew into the role of regional VP of programming, over-
seeing outlets in New York, Los Angeles, San Francisco
and Houston. in the early '90s, he segued to afternoon
drive at KIIS-FM Los Angeles, working his way to PD.

Wyatt says, "It was my honor to learn how to estab-
lish new radio stations from Richie Balsbaugh and the
late Sunny Jo White at Kiss 108, then work with Bruce
Holdberg and Don Kelly to
put on Power 99 and see it
still thriving today; and to
work with Rick Cummings
and Don Kelly to put on
Power 106 and see it still
owning the market on the
base of that same coalition
audience. And starting a top
40 in D.C. with Tom

then, the FM had become essentially an adult top 40 when
Roberts and then-consultant Bill Tanner picked up the tempo
and brought the station up to a 5 share.

(Mix 103) Dallas. e had just settled in at oldies KXKL (Kool
105) Denver when Y100 PI) Casey Keating left for KIOI San
Francisco in 1996. Soon after, there was a deal on the table for
Roberts to return to Y1({}—and it has been pretty stable since.
Y 100’s longtime morning show, now in its 10th vear as “Kenny &
Footy,” is anchored by 25-year veteran Footy; Kenny Walker cel-
ebrates 10 years as co-host. Roberts’ basic philosophy for his
morning show is, “If you can’t punch in and laugh within five or
10 minutes, then weve failed our mission. There has to be a
feeling of outrageousness, without losing Y 1({)’s community-out-

Wyatt also ran his own Wyatt Consulting Services in

{ the mid-1990s, which led to an opportunity to be part of

He
anchored and directed the station’s first morning show
and consulted with management through a highly suc-
cessful first year.

In D.C., Wyatt assures, he is now having his best time
in broadcasting. “Man, working with Bennett Zier and
[Hot MD] Albie Dee to keep this one growing across our
[five-state], 26-station trading area is a challenge every
day worth getting up for and getting excited about,” he
says. "And leading others to success—watching them
reach their personal goals, make their bonuses, go from
wondering if they can, to smiling because they did—is
very rewarding.”

SINCE ARRIVING ATWDRQ DETROIT IN 1998,
PD Alex Tear has seen the station locked in a perpetual battle
with WKQI (95.5). The difference between the two stations can
be summed up by a new on-air promo: “Welcome to 'DRQ, can
I take vour order?” a voice asks. “I'd like the rap, with a side of
hip-hop and extra gangsta sauce . . . and hold the hits,” another
voice replies.

GRACIN IS FINALLY
TOP VOTE-GETTER

*American Idol™ finalist Josh Gracin hooks his first No. 1 on the
country chart with “Nothin® to Lose™ (Lyric Street), which
replaces labelmates Rascal Flatts’ “Bless the Broken Road™ after
a five-week winning streak.

Gracin’s song captures Greatest - 4 "
Gainer honors, up 3.1 million audience
impressions, and marks the first time
in three vears that a label has knocked
itself out of No. 1. When this happened
last, the label was Curb, and it did it
three times in a row when Steve Holy,
JoDee Messina and Tim McGraw
had successive chart-toppers during a
seven-week stretch that began in the
Jan. 25, 2002, issue. Messina’s *Bring On the Rain” followed a five
week stay at the top for Holy’s “Good Morning Beautiful™ and was
replaced by McGraw's “The Cowboy in Me.”

Gracin’s feat also marks the first time in two vears that the for-
mat has seen a solo male artist make his first appearance atop the
chart, ending a dry spell that began when Joe Nichols made his
first appearance at No. 1 with “Brokenheartsville” in the March
21, 2003, issuc.

Laric Strecet also takes the Hot Shot Iebut on this week’s chart with
Brian McComas’ “The Middle of Nowhere,” which starts at No. 48.

COWBOY UP: McGRAW
HITS MAINSTREAM CHART

After initially tasting mainstream top 40 chart success this
past fall on Nelly’s No. 1 smash “Over and Over,” Tim
McGraw debuts on his own at No. 39 with his former No. 1
country hit, “Live Like You Were Dying” McGraw becomes
the first male solo country artist to take one of his own
recordings to the mainstream top 40 chart since Garth
Brooks peaked at No. 26 with “Hard Luck Woman” in 1994,

“Dying” is the first former No. 1 country track to hit the
mainstream top 40 chart since Lee Ann Womack'’s “| Hope
You Dance” debuted in March 2001, eight months after it
reached the top of the country chart. That is the same
amount of time it has taken McGraw to cross over, as he hit
No. 1 on the country list back in July.

McGraw still has a way to go to match his wife’s No. 1
crossover output: Faith Hill took three country chart-
toppers—“This Kiss,” “Breathe” and “The Way You Love
Me”—to the mainstream chart between 1998 and 2000.

‘Candy’ Sweetens
50 Cent’s No. 1 Total

50 Cent carns his fifth No. 1 on the R&B/hip-hop chart as “Candy
Shop” (Interscope), featuring Olivia, leaps 3-1 and takes Greatest
Gainer honors with a 1,062-spin increase. 50 Cent is now tied with
Nelly for the most No. 1 songs on the chart by a rap artist.

He also sets a new spin record on the rhythmic top 40 chart as
“Candy Shop” becomes the first song to surpass the 5,000 spin
mark at the format. Snoop Dogg Featuring Pharrell’s “Drop It
Like It’s THot,” which accumulated 4,933 spins in the Dec. 10, 2004,
issue, set the prior mark.

‘HOLIDAY’ SAILS
TO MODERN TOP 10

Green Day climbs 19-9 at modem rock with “Holiday”
(Reprise), claiming Greatest Gainer and Most Airplay Adds
honors. It is the third top 10 track from the album “American
Idiot” and the band’s 15th modem rock top 10. That moves
Green Day into a fourth-place tie with R.E.M. for most modem
rock top 10s. It also marks the second time Green Day has had
at least three top 10 songs from one album. Its 1994 collection
“Dookie” produced five top 10s, including three No. 1s.

Robert Plant’s “Shine It All Around” (Sanctuary) jumps 26-
9 at heritage rock, eaming Greatest Gainer, Most Airplay
Adds and Airpower stripes. That gain is the longest leap into
the top 10 since U2's “Electrical Storm” climbed 30-9 in
September 2002.

Usher Catches Up
To Justin, Janet

With a 64 climb for “Caught Up™ (Zomba) at mainstream top 40,
Usher becomes the first artist since Justin Timberlake in 2002-03
to place four singles from the same album in that chart’s top five,

Atrhythmic top 40, “Caught™ sneaks up 11-10 to become Usher’s
fifth top 10 on that list from *Confessions.” The last artist to place
five top 10s at rhythmic from the same album was Janet Jackson in
1993-94. Timberlake’s singles came from his “Justified” album, and
Jackson’s emanated from her “Janet” set.
