JACKPOT!

Essential New Music—As chosen by NMR’s editorial staff. These records demand your attention.

U2 The Unforgettable Fire (island, 14 E. 4th St., 3rd Floor, New York, NY 10012)—
Blessed are the music makers: a truly unique guitarist, a fiery vocalist, and a rhythm
section that can do just about anything. There's more. Every LP has a theme:
relationships, religion, conflict and now peace. The new producer (Brian Eno) fits the
theme as well as the old one (Steve Lillywhite) did in his turn but the vision remains with
the band, who collectively reach for as much (musically, lyrically and conceptually) as
any other on Earth and consistently reach new heights. This LP’s loftiest moments are
“(Pride) In The Name Of Love" (a tribute to Martin Luther King, who's presence binds the
album together), “Wire,” “Bad,” “The Unforgettable Fire" and “A Sort Of Homecoming.”
Blessed are the peace makers.

dB’S Like This (Bearsville, c /0 Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA91510)—
After two seminal independent LPs (Stands For Decibels and Repercussion), one of
America’s great pop combos crashes the big leagues. Don'texpectinnovation here, just
finely crafted pop music in the tradition of the Kinks and Marshall Crenshaw—simple
music, clean production, and some of the strongest hooks you'll ever love to hear. Top
cuts: “A Spy In The House Of Love,” “She Got Soul,” “Love Is For Lovers" (the single),
“Amplifier” (reissued from the previous LP). Top of the pops. . .

GENERAL PUBLIC All The Rage (I.R.S.)—After witnessing the General Public showcase
at August's New Music Seminar, we wondered why Dave Wakeling and Rankin' Roger
ever left the English Beat. After hearing the LP the move ismore comprehensible as Dave
and Roger's range of musical concepts has expanded well beyond the Beat's heavy ska
rhythms. Their first step is cautious, moving ever so precisely toward the pop mode and
away from the ska-reggae concentration. One good example is “Are You Leading Me
On.” in which the chorus is reggae, and one verse is dub while the others are more
“poppy.” Another example is “Hot You're Cool," which combines an uncharacteristic
synthesized percussion clap, electric piano and a guitar /ead with Roger's trademark
bouncy vocals and some sparse sax work. Otherwise, the production is crisp,
highlighting Dave and Roger's vocals, which complement each other's as well as any
male tandem around. Our favorites are “Tenderness,” “Anxious,” “Where's The Line”
and “Burning Bright.”

DEL FUEGOS The Longest Day (Slash, P.O. Box 48888, Los Angeles, CA 90048)—The
Longest Day has come—it's the debut LP from Boston's fave rave-up band and it's
bound to stir things up. Produced by Mitchell Froom, the Del Fuegos are led by the
singing/guitar playing Zanes brothers. Their stuff is bound by straight-up, stripped down
roots Americana. The music (and especially the vocals with their winding cool drone)
recalis such groups as the Standelis, and Tommy James and the Shondells as they mix
countrified twang, bluesy stomps and rockabilly into an irresistibly identifiable whole.
Ones to run with are “Backseat Nothing,” “Nervous & Shakey,” “When The News Is On™
and “Call My Name.” The two ballads are notable as well, especially “Have You
Forgotten,” which is great for cheek to cheek on a Saturday night.

AZTEC CAMERA Knife (Sire, ¢c/0 Warner Bros., address above)—This Knife cuts deep
into Roddy Frame's heart and mind and opens it for our inspection. He's a remarkable
songwriter, intellectually capturing emotions and injecting them into words, and a fine
musician and singer as well. Mark Knopfler produced Knife, and gives itthe wide open,
airy feel characteristic of Dire Straits, but withoutimposing too much on Frame's talents
{the exception is the title cut, which is dragged out to 9:05 for no apparent reason). The
highlights are “Still On Fire" (the closest thing here to “Oblivious"—last year's biggest
hit-that-should-have-been), "All | Need Is Everything,” “The Birth Of The True” and
“Head Is Happy (Heart's Insane).” Frame also owns up to a not-too-favorable view of
America in a few spots (especially “Just Like The USA") which, whether you agree with
him or not, is still quite gutsy. As he writes: “I'm in love with everything that breaks the grip
of caution.” Hard to argue with that. . .

RICKIE LEE JONES The Magazine (Warner Bros., address above)—Torn between the
pressures of pop stardom (note the overly *normal” album cover) and her fierce street
sense (and the wild urge to experimentthatcomes with it), Rickie Lee Jones has created
a compromise record that's anything but a sellout. The motivation to experiment has
been putin its place (at the end), she enunciates a bit more, and the production is more
lush and precise—thus looseness has been replaced by maturity. In moving away from
her past (“Take a deep breath/And break the chain”) she chooses notto stagnate but to
grow older with her characters, in much the same way Bruce Springsteen does. Rickie
Lee's vision is as singular as Bruce’s, and that vision ultimately triumphs over the
commercial concessions and draws you into a beautiful, joyous, sad, lonely, exciting
place. We're privileged to share in her world. Top cuts: “The Real End,” “Juke Box Fury,”
“It Must Be Love,” “Runaround.”

TOM VERLAINE Cover (Warner Bros. address above)—It's beena couple of years since
we last heard from Tom Verlaine and we certainly welcome his return. Verlaine's best
works (with Television and subsequent solo albums) have always maintained an artistic
flair laced with unconventional subtlety. Here the appeal is in the arrangements of each
song. Verlaine employs a familiar crew who can reliably execute the desired effect or
intended emotion—bassist Fred Smith, and drummers Allen Schwartzberg and Jay Dee
Daugherty—all of whom have worked extensively with himin the past. Verlaine employs
many different sounds, mostly fleeting guitars of varying pitch, and carefully layers them
to construct each song. Listen to the almost awkward groove of “Travelling,” where the
bass thumps away while guitars whizz aboutand chase the beat, or “Dissolve" /*Reveal,”
in which rigid percussive patterns are laid down over spiraling guitar runs and a
keyboard phrase. The more you look, the more you'll find. Other top cuts are “Lindi-Lu,”
with its circular runs and “Miss Emily,” with some bass provided by Bill Laswell.

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JAMAALADEEN TACUMA Renaissance Man (Gramavision, 260 W. Broadway, New
York, NY 10013)—Jamaaladeen Tacuma'’s latest LP is structured similar to his previous
Gramavision release Show Stopper: side 1 is recorded with his band Jamaal, which now
includes the hard hitting Cornell Rochester on drums and side 2 is leftto the open-ended
experimentations of Jamaaladeen and includes a song written by the great Ornette
Coleman. This track, “Dancing In Your Head," is the one which radio is most likely to sink
its teeth into—at first Coleman’s sax sets an easy sing-song melody, then Jamaaladeen
and Coleman face-off, stretching further and further out while DMX programming and
Ron Howerton's percussion establish an underlying beat Side 1 is filled with
Jamaaladeen's brand of highly progressive funk which can venture into cacophonous
territories but always returns with the groove intact. Side 2 offers a dedication to
actor/writer/humanitarian/activist Paul Robeson and along with Jamaaladeen's bass
features Daniel Ponce on percussion and a poem laid down by Howie Montaug (No
Entiendes). Also recommended are “Flash Back,"” “Let's Have A Good Time" and
“Renaissance Man,” with Olu Dara on cornet and flute.

BLACK FLAG
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BLACK FLAG Slip It In (SST, P.O. Box 1, Lawndale, CA 90260)—Black Flag is here as
Slip It In challenges, assaults and takes over the listener. Just how much can you take
before you break??? The driving force of the band is the commanding, frenetic energy of
Henry Rollins (vocals and yells) and the blazing guitar (spontaneous combustion?) of
Greg Ginn, while drummer Bill Stevenson and bassist Kira hold it all together by forever
pumping it out at a dangerous pace. Recommended: “Slip it In,” “Obliteration™ and
“Black Coffee."

TRUE WEST Drifters (Passport, c/o JEM, P.O. Box 362, 3619 Kennedy Rd., South
Plainfield, NJ 07080)—There ain't nothin' like American music, and True West is a new
American band with a potential to someday be great. On Drifters, it appears that these
guys are striving to shake off the “psychedelic” label that was pinned to them after their
\ fine debut release last year. They've stripped down their sound and the guitars aren't as
fuzzy and full of feedback—on this LP everything's more melodic and crisp. Favorites
include: “Look Around,” “Speak Easy,” “Shot You Down” and “Morning Light.”

GREEN The Name Of This Group Is Green (7"’ EP) (Gang Green, c/o lllig-Miller, 3952 North Southpont, Chicago, IL
60613)—A terrific Do-It-Yourself EP, which, if nothing else, should inspire timid bands everywhere with “Gotta Getta
Record Out,” the new unofficial Futures anthem. This and the other three cuts are simple garage pop/rock fueled by
gut-level evergy and a deep feeling for pop cliches—replete with vocal hiccups, screams, backing vocals and the like,
with a totally uninhibited glee. The enthusiasm is infectious, and isn't that what starting a band is all about?

D.St. “Mega-Mix [l (Why Is It Fresh)’’ (EP) (Celluloid, 155 W. 29th St., New York, NY 10001)—D.St. (formerly Grandmixer
D.St.) is best known for his ground breaking scratch work on Herbie Hancock’s grammy award winning “Rockit.” Here
D.St. shows us more from his bag of tricks as he further legitimizes the art of master mixing and scratching. D.St. produced
this collage record which combines more “innovative-cut creative” scratch work with assorted bits from his previous
efforts and Celluloid catalog as well as some vocal work done for this piece (i.e. his subtley humorous “Herbie” quips).
D.St. is a pioneer and may breathe new fire into the wonderful world of the 12",

PRINCE *‘Erotic City’ (12'’) (Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 91510)—The B-side of “Let's Go Crazy” is a
“White Horse"-style synth track with typically Prince touches: heavy synth beats, overtly sexual lyrics (even more than
anything on Purple Rain), etc. Extended here to 7 minutes plus of ecstacy. Hot.

IAM SIAM “Talk To Me (I Can Hear You Now)"’ (12"') (Columbia, 51 W. 52nd St., New York, NY 10019)—Designed as the
soundtrack for a soon-to-be-released video, “Talk To Me" stands up very well on its own as state-of-the-art dance rock,
similar in style to Blancmange (especially in the vocals) with a bit of Peter Gabriel-style rhythms thrown in. An absolute
club hit, with a good radio sound too.

THE YARD APES “Neurosis’ /*“Ghost Town” (7"') (Fresh Sounds, P.O. Box 36, Lawrence, KS 66044)—"“Neurosis” plays
with normalcy—it centers around a somewhat straight-forward guitar riff and slow drumbeat, but occasionally it veers
wildly off the edge then back to the center. A little scary and a little funny, it's a nice diversion thatmakes you want to hear
more. Which the B-side gives in the form of an uptempo number featuring bass and guitar interplay and cute lyrics. What
next?

CULTURE CLUB ““The War Song" (12") (Virgin, c/o Epic, 51 W. 52nd St., New York, NY 10019)—Typically scintillating
multi-rhythmic new track from Culture Club, with alot of punch, both musically and lyrically, and a simple message: “War
is stupid.” The “ultimate dance mix" has a beautiful Philip Glass-ish break in the middie as well as some terrific
percussion sections. The mixes include some Spanish lyrics, underlining its world focus. A monster hit, but what else did
you expect?

DENROY MORGAN ‘‘Universal Party/Into The Light” (12"") (RCA, 1133 Ave. Of The Americas, New York, NY 10036)—A
slick, happy reggae party record in the tradition of Jimmy Cliff's “Reggae Nights,” which should have been the hit that
paved the way for records like this. It's as accessible and danceable as anything around now, so why not give it a try?

B L o b !ﬁ JANE SIBERRY No Borders Here (Duke Street, 311 Adelaide St. East, Toronto,

| Ontario, M5A 1N2, Canada/416-863-6994)—Siberry is a visual artist—not a
video artist but her songs evoke vivid, visual imagery. She is a Toronto based
singer/songwriter who creates landscapes in a gentle, girlish voice with a
progressive (often high-tech) pop music accompaniment. Her vocal cadences
and musical arrangements are distinctively her own—they utilize syncopated
rhythms (listen to “I Muse Aloud") reminiscent of the Dregs and Bill Bruford's work
with UK. as well as pop poetry (see “Dancing Class"). Though she's been
compared to Laurie Anderson, the only unmistakable similarity is her use of the
same undulating synth on “Mimi On The Beach” that Anderson used on “Oh
Superman.” Otherwise her lyrics and presentation stand on their own merit. Give it
a try. Top cuts: “I Muse Aloud,” “Mimi On The Beach,” “Extra Executives,”
“Waitress,” (where her character claims that she could’ve been famous had she
not been such a good waitress) and “Symmetry (The Way Things Have To Be)"”
where she proclaims: “You can't chop down a symmetry.”

GET SMART Action Reaction (12 song cassette) (Fever, 621 South 4th St., Philadelphia, PA 19147/215-238-9655)—
There's something captivating about their roughness that keeps you coming back for more. The guitar chords are harsh,
raw and choppy like Blondie's “One Way Or Another” only darker. As for the high energy level—well, you keep waiting for
the top to blow off but it never quite explodes; it's always on the verge and that's what keeps you interested. Get Smartis a
4-piece rock combo (no keyboards) whose focus is on shortabrasive power-pop-songs. The drummer is as steady as a
metronome and when both guitars are seving up high distortion rhythms the outcome can get pretty threatening.
F'rinstance, “You've Got To Stop” makes Billy Idol’s bravado about as powerful as Jello Pudding. Other faves are: “Berlin
On The Plains,” “For The Moment,” “What It Is We Fear" and “Ankle Deep In Mud."”

TRIBAL EARTH Interaction/Reaction (EP) (Shape, 149 Albert Street, Waterloo, Ontario, M2L 3T2, Canada)—What hits
on this 3-song disc is the one cut on side one. “Interaction/Reaction” merges man's primal instincts with westernized
(mechanized) man’s electronic tendencies. One basic fuzz-laden guitar hook is used along with percussion, bass and
minimal vocal work—all of which is teamed with a Linn Drum machine, airy synthesizers and futuristic transmission
signals. “Who Are You (In The Movies)” is a softly sung verse with synths that lightly “boing” and spring forward while they
encircle a bass and persussion roll. The combination is interesting and the result deserves a spin on your turntable.

HI-FI-TIE The Boys Can't Help it (EP) (Right On Red, P.O. Box 30265, JFK Airport Station, Jamaica, NY 11430-0265)—
Hi-Fi-Tie is a New York outfit delivering light funk with a bouncy, danceable beat. The sound is enhanced by a punchy,
brassy horn section, island-flavored conga beats and ultra-flashy guitar rhythms. Side 2 is preferred with “Get Wild,” a
mid-tempo finger popper featuring bluesy trombone work, jazzed guitar walks and the back alley suggestions of the high
hatand cymbals. “High Steppin Ways" has a bright sunny go-go feel to it that would benefit from extended instrumental
breaks and less vocal work. A band to keep an eye on.

GIL SCOTT-HERON *‘Re-Ron’’ (12") (Arista, 6 W. 57th St., New York, NY
10019)—"“We don'tneed no Re-Ron. . ." is the echoing chorus that states
the dominant theme of this single. Using a techno-funk background
provided by Bill Laswell and the rest of the current Herbie Hancock
instrumental troupe, Scott-Heron delivers a ringing indictment of the
Reagan administration. Warning that four more years of R.R. is a definite
no-no, the 12-inch states a typically sardonic view that calls George
Schultz “a dead ringer for the cowardly lion from the Wizard of Oz."
Though we do, indeed, have a timely piece of work here, “Re-Ron" is not
as strong as Scott-Heron's earlier “B-Movie.” In that track, brother Gil
was downright hot about the fact that a former co-star with a chimp had
become the leader of the Western world. Perhaps Scott-Heron has come
to the realization that “Re-Ron” for another term is almost inevitable. We
hope Scott-Heron's fire hasn't dimmed like the White House’s has.

A native New Yorker, Mayo came to KISS
shortly after its format change from CHR/adult contemporary to
urban. Rising quickly from Assistant Program Director to his
present position, he has guided KISS to New York City’s number
one slot. Aside from his youthful exuberance (he looks more like
a news intern than head honcho), Mayo is refreshingly witty and
candid. He possesses a rare mix of intense street smarts along
with strong business acumen. Here's what he has to say:

On his promaotion. . .

“I don’t think (WBLS] realized the strength of what WRKS was doing nor that they saw the fact that we were willing to actually be black. |
don't think they dealt with the fact that in the summertime we took vans to the worst neighborhoods, cleaned up the neighborhood and
then gave a concert to boot. They lost their base. . ."

On careers. . .
“ never advise someone to tryand be a disc jockey. If your heart has been set on it since the age of two, then far be it from me to say don't
do it. But sa.es is [more] where it's at. . ."

On the large amount of music mixes KISS programs. . .

“We have found that mixes tend to cause more attention to the individual song, and we have definitely seen times when mixes have
helped a record sell more. For sure, there’s a certain segment of the audience that's into “pro-mixes,” as long as they 're done well. Until
that segment of the audience goes away or changes their mind about them, we'll probably continue to do them. . ."”

And, on college radio. . .
“From v'vha! I've seen, College radio is important in that in recent years people in college have become more serious about being
professionafs. . .College radio is really the spawning ground for future Barry Mayos and Frankie Crockers. . ."

THE HOME SERVICE The Home Service (Jigsaw,
THE HOMESIRCE 115 Old Lodge Lane, Purley, Surrey, CR2 4DP,
England)—An excellent set of modern English folk
rock every bit as good as Richard Thompson'’s. Bill
Caddick and John Tams are ace singers and
songwriters who've surrounded themselves with a
fine team of instrumentalists: guitarist Graeme Taylor,
bassist Jonathan Davie, keyboardist Steve King,
drummer Michael Gregory, trumpeter Howard Evans,
and trombonist Roger Williams. Nary a fiddle or
accordion to be found; the instrumental colour here
is provided by sharp brass fanfares and keyboard
fills. Home Service is a band to watch, so get on
board now!

I'm just back from England, and here’s the news: 7-8,000 fans attended this year’s Fairport Convention
reunion festival and were treated to excellent sets by Steeleye Span, the Oyster Band, and the Fairports
themselves, among others. Richard Thompson appeared with the Fairports and contributed several
blistering solos and premiered several new songs. Other special guests included Cathy LeSurf, lan Campbell
and a hero from the skiffle days, Wally Whyton. A grand time was had by all, and we'll all be back to do it again
nextyear. . .Richard Digance, who actually toured the U.S. briefly in 1975, now has a weekly folk program on
London’s Capital Radio. He's also started his own record label, Dambuster, which recently issued Buttons
And Bows, a lavish two record set featuring interpretations of traditional British tunes by a fantastic array of
artists including the Albion Dance Band, Martin Simpson, Dave Pegg, Eavesdropper, John James and
others. Also out on Dambuster is a new Dougie MacLean LP Butterstone, and a cassette by Digance himself
titted Water Under The Bridge. Dambuster product is available in this country from Silo Records, Box 429,
South Main Street, Waterbury, VT 05676. . .Celtic Music, a young label based in northern England, has
embarked on an ambitious release program. They've just put out Dick Guaghan's A Different Kind Of Love
Song and licensed Alan Stivell's Legend for England. Upcoming will be albums by Archie Fisher, Tim Wood
and Bleizi Ruz, a new instrumental band from Britanny. For details contact: C.M. Distribution, 4 High Street,
Starbeck, Harrogate, North Yorkshire, England. . .Outnow on Spindriftis the Albion Band's latest Under The
Rose and an LP by Dr. John recorded in London. Spindrift is now distributed in the U.S. by
Important. . .Guitarist-singer Martin Simpson is recording a second solo LP for Topic that should be outearly
next year. Also coming from the label is a Cock & Bull Band set. . .Ashley Hutchings put together a stage
production of “The Compleat Dancing Master” (released here by Antilles) for the Bracknell Folk Festival last
July that included the Albion Band plus several other musicians and actors. Hutchings is also doing a one
man show titled “An Evening With Ashley Hutchings And Cecil Sharp.” Sharp is the gent who traveled 'round
England at the turn of the century collecting ballads. In the show, Hutchings plays himself as well as the part of
Sharp. . . TRENDS: Yet another wave of new electric-folk bands has surfaced, and among the most
noteworthy are two from Bristol: Skin The Peeler and Gypsy’s Kiss. The former’s obviously beenlistening to a
lot of the new electro-dance music, while the latter is a solid outfitin the Steeleye/Fairportmode. There’s a ot
ofinterestin England right now in Cajun sounds, early blues, and country. Anumber of bands have sprung up
reflecting this, and the most prominent are the Electric Bluebirds, R. Cajun and the Balham Alligators, all of
which have recorded. And there are the skiffle revivalists and “punkabilly” groups like the Boot Hill Foot
Tappers, whose debut EP, released by GO! Records (distributed by Chrysalis U.K.), sounds like a speeded up
Dillards and is indeed charming. . .And then there are the Pogues, whose “new-wave' approach to folk has
caused quite a stir. . .As you can see, folk’s thriving in Old Blighty. . .Watch this space for regular updates!
Next time: our regular assortment of record and tour news from here, there and everywhere.

CHICO FREEMAN Tangents (Elektra Musician, 665 Fifth Ave., New York, NY
10022)—Swing and lyricism are important elements in the musical chemistry of
Chico Freeman, but they are seldom sufficient unto themselves for this composer
and reed specialist. A canny song structuralist deservedly praised for his
improvisatory admixtures of instrumental voices, Freeman uses notonly standard
jazz instrumentation on his latest outing for Elektra Musician, but also measured
portions of synthesizer and the singing voice of labelmate Bobby McFerrin.

The album, as befits its title, might sound a trifle desultory on first audition, but
those familiar with the explorations into form of this versatile woodwind player
should not be dismayed by his discreet use of synthesizer or his individual
approach to composition. Fellow reedmen Steve Coleman (alto and soprano sax)
and John Purcell also figure in the melodic quotient, while vibraphonist Jay
Hoggard and pianist-synthesist Kenny Werner add tasteful dollops of color; the
rhythm section, with bassist Cecil McBee (plus co-producer John Koenig) and
drummer Billy Hart (James Bradley, Jr. is also credited), plays with its accustomed control.

THE DIRTY DOZEN BRASS BAND My Feet Can't Fail Me Now (Concord, The George Wein Collection, P.O. Box 845,
Concord, CA 94522)—The eight-member Dirty Dozen Brass Band rekindles the spirit of New Orleans streetmusic atthe
same time it modernizes it. Albeit the cradle of jazz, New Orleans since the advent of modern music has been more
reactionary than revolutionary, more staid than spiritual. But 1984 has gone a long way toward changing that. Alvin
Batiste, the Marsalis family, Terence Blanchard and Donald Harrison made names for themselves and reminded
everyor.e of their roots. Add to this list the DDBB, which evokes N.O. street marches and funerals peppered with canny
quotations from Thelonious Monk, Charlie Parker, Duke Ellington and Miles Davis. While most modern jazz is cerebral,
the music of the DDBB is also contagious for the feet.

MAX ROACH & CECIL TAYLOR Historic Concerts (Soul Note, c/o PolyGram Special Imports, 888 7th Ave., New York,
NY 10019)—Max Roach, master drummer and '40s bebop instigator, teamed up with Cecil Taylor, freest of the free
pianists who led the '60s musical tumult, for a pair of duo concerts at Columbia University in New York City in 1979 that
betokered the '80s penchant for neoclassicism. The four duets on this double-pocket set, written jointly by the two
players, display Taylor's percussive attack on the Bosendorfer and Roach’s melodic affinities, but that is not to say that
role-reversal was the order of the evening. Those in attendance is Columbia's McMillin Theatre, site of these
performances, were enmeshed in a musical time warp whose dimensions, thankfully, were captured on tape. Liner
reminiscences by jazz critics Lee Jeske, Stanley Crouch, Gary Giddins and Robert Paimer recount the historical
importance of the avening.

The Freeman clan enjoyed a musical homecoming on August 31 in Chicago when tenorman Von was joined onstage by
his tenor-playing son Chico and brothers George (guitar) and Bruz (drums). The Freemans united for a Kool Jazz Festival
event ir Grant Park. Bruz flew in from Hawaii for the performance. . .Dave Grusin, the keyboardist, composer and
co-owner (with Larry Rosen) of GRP Records, has composed the soundtrack for the movie The Little Drummer Girl,based
on the John Le Carre book. Diane Keaton plays the lead. Grusin has been nominated for Grammy Awards for his
soundtracks to The Champ, On Golden Pond and Heaven Can Wait. . .Dorthaan Kirk, wife of the late reedman Rahsaan
Roland Kirk, and Steve Robinson will expand and distribute “Radio Free Rahsaan,” a series of taped radio shows
produced and hosted by the reed player in 1973. The programs, in which Kirk spun records, will be expanded with music
from Kirk and interviews with musicians speaking about the late reedman. The programs, to be heard on public radio
stations, are being underwritten by a grant from National Public Radio’s Satellite Program Development Fund. . .
Composer-theorist George Russell, famed for his Lydian Chromatic Concept, was recently presented with the Jazz
Master's Award from Philadelphia’'s Afro-American Historical and Cultural Museum. Russell and his Living Time
Orchestra also performed at the museum. . .BMI has honored tenorman lllinois Jacquet with a Commendation of
Excellence. . ."Jazz At The Market,” a series of live performances produced by WBGO-FMin Newark, will continue each
Wednesday at nocn through the end of October. The concerts were taped at the Market at Citicorp Center. . .RECORD
ROUNDUP: Palto Alto Records' subsidiary, Tall Tree, will reissue Together, a session with Cannonball Adderley, Nancy
Wilson and Lou Rawls, first released by Capitol. Tunes from Miles Davis, Maynard Ferguson and Dizzy Gillespie will be
issued on Trumpets On High; My Fair Lady Swings brings together Irene Kral, Jack Sheldon and drummer Shelly
Manne's group. . .The second volume of the Bob Porter-produced The Last Sonny Stitt Sessions—Vol. 1 earned a
Grammy nomination—has been issued by Muse. Also new from Joe Fields’ Muse label is In The Beginning, a 1965 date
with trumpeter Woody Shaw. Shaw is backed by Ron Carter (bass), Larry Young (piano), Joe Chambers (drums) and Joe
Henderson (tenor). . .The Complete Charile Parker On Verve is a 10-LP boxed set with a 28-page discography. The
music, ranging from 1946- 54, includes life JATF material and Bird with strings. . .The Music Of Duke Pearson, from the
Georgia pianist, has been released by the Georgia State University Jazz Band. . .One night of drummer Elvin Jones’
recent weeklong stint at New York’s Village Vanguard was recorded by Herb Wong. The quintet consisted of Chip
Jackson (bass), Pat LaBarbera and Frank Foster (saxophones), and Fumio Karashima (piano). Wong is alsoatworkona
project with vocalist Sheila Jordan, whose last Palo Alto release was a duo effort with bassist Harvie Swartz. . .Columbia
is preparing a slew of projects for release, most prominentamong them a 15-album Jazz Masterpiece Series consisting of
recordings made aver the past 60 years. The next Bob James album is expected to show off the keyboardist's classical
inclinations. Miles Davis' gig at the Montreux Jazz Festival was recorded for his next release. The success of trumpeter
Wynton Marsalis’ classical album for CBS Masterworks has prompted upcoming classical efforts from Hubert Laws,
Quincy Jones and Chick Corea.
