XTC The Big Express (Geffen, c/o Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Bivd., Burbank, CA
91510)—Here we go again. . .Sigh. Andy Partridge has once again come forth with
another mostly brilliant XTC album, as usual fully deserving of critical acceptance
(certified herewith) and massive airplay (wishful thinking). This time around we're
particularly intrigued by “This World Over” (a Police-ish ballad that could be a hit),
“Wake Up" (wild production and sharp lyrics), “I Remember The Sun" (another almost-
hit), “All You Pretty Girls" (best for AOR), and “Liarbird" (upbeat and cynicat). The
remainder, for those inclined, are more exploratory and wild. Let's hope for the best—
maybe this time around justice will be served.

REPLACEMENTS Let It Be (Twin/Tone, 445 Oliver Ave., So., Minneapolis, MN 55405)—
A great hard hitting power pop record that offers something for everyone. Yetas much of
a team effort as this LP is, Let It Be is truly highlighted by Paul Westerberg's quirky but
astute songwriting sensibilities. At times it's almost as if the Replacements don't pay
much heed to their playing, but that's their goof on us and it's what makes this record
loads of fun, especially on “Seen Your Video" and “Tommy Gets His Tonsils Out.” All in
all, there ain't no phoney rock ‘n’ roll on this jem of a record. Other standout tunes include:
“Unsatisfied,” “I Will Dare,” “Favorite Thing."

HEAVEN 17 How Men Are (Arista, 6 W. 57th St., New York, NY 10019)—On How Men
Are, Heaven 17 mines the past to push their synthesizer music one step further. The
female backing on the wonderful single “Sunset Now," the keyboards and vocals on
“The Fuse,” and the horns and harmony on “This!s Mine" are lifts from '60s R&B, but help
make those tracks among their most appealing ever. This LP represents Heaven 17's
best chance of breaking open to a mass audience, in much the same way as labelmates
the Thompson Twins did earlier this year. Fans of old style Heaven 17 should stick with
“Five Minutes To Midnight,” a traditional synth pop number with wild production.

THE LONG RYDERS Native Sons (Frontier, P.O. Box 22, Sun Valley, CA 91352)—0n
their first fuli fength LP (they had an EP on PVC in '83) the Long Ryders recall the great
country rock bands of the late '60s/early '70s—the Byrds, Flying Burrito Brothers, Poco
and NRPS—keeping true to their roots (you'll even hear banjo, pedal steel and mandolin)
with inspired authenticity. The vocal harmonies and textures lend added appealand are
bestrepresented by the tracks “Still Get By, “Wreck Of The 809" and “Ivory Tower" (with
harmonies courtesy of ex-Byrd Gene Clark). The picking and production are outstanding,
led by teaming jangly acoustic guitars with the fuzz-twang of the electric guitar.
Recommended: “Too Ciose To The Light," a ballad that takes off with a punch and lands
light as a feather; The stompin’ Amerockana of “Final Wild Son,” “Ivory Tower," arichly
layered lament, and the ranting "Run Dusty Run.” Ryde on!

NAILS Mood Swing (RCA, 1133 Avenue Of The Americas, New York, NY 10036)—A
potent New York street record that takes Jim Carroll-style beat poetry and sets itto a
cross between AOR and modern rock. Fans of their Jimboco EP will be surprised at the
clarity of the production and the accessibility of the music, but the edge that emerged
through the EP's muddy sound is still sharp. Check out the new version of “88 Lines
About 44 Women," which is even more startiing now thatthe words are understandable.
Also notable are "Every Time | Touch You,” “Home Of The Brave,” “Shels Everything To
Me" and “Mood Swing.

RAMONES Too Tough To Die (Sire, c/o Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA
91510)—Wherein the Ramones fight to regain their otd turf on their own terms without
losing too much of whatever commercial obstacles they've conquered. Sowe'regivena
few of the hardestrocking Ramones songs we've heard in years—with fyrics, even (pretty
good ones at that)—plus a few party rockers to keep the promo department happy.nthe
latter category, try “Howling At The Moon (Sha-La-La)" and “No Go," two of the best '60s
cum '80s rockers we've heard. But the Ramones are stitl at their best when loudest and
fastest, so for some good headbanging crank up “Endless Vacation, “Durango 95"
“Wart Hog" and “Mama’s Boys."

ROBERT QUINE/FRED MAHER Basic (Editions EG, c/o JEM, P.O. Box 362, 3619
Kennedy Rd., South Plainfield, NJ 07080)—Quine was an original member of Richard
Hell's Voidoids, a harsh NYC punk outfit which Fred Maher later joined. They both leftto
join Lou Reed's band (Quine is currently touring with him and was introduced ata recent
show as “the best guitar player in the world" by a smiling Reed) and have since released
this record of guitar, bass and drum instrumentals. Like other interpretive guitarists/
avantists (Fripp. Belew, Summers, Manzanera), the jagged minimalist phrasing of the
guitar has a resoundingly strong ring to it (akin to Frippertronics) that's splattered,
improvised and woven around African and Latin polyrhythms (the drums are pro-
grammed). The best “passages” are those which highlight the distinctive resiliency of
Quine's stylized guitar: *65,” “Bandage Bait” and “Fala.’ “Despair” features a zinging
wah-wah Zappa-like sound, “Pick-Up" displays bendings thatare bound to intrigue,and
“Bluffer” is an all out assault on the traditional guitar solo. When getting down to Basics
with Quine and Maher you discover that much can happen with very little

JOAN JETT & THE BLACKHEARTS Glorious Resuits Of A Misspent Youth (MCA, 70
Universal City Plaza, Universal City, CA 91608)—Thequeen of guilty pleasures gives us
another—a slew of songs that don't go anywhere new, go alotof places old yet stand for
everything that made rock ‘n’ roll great in the first place—rebellion, sex, noise and good
times. The guiltiest pleasures of all are the two covers, Gary Glitter's “l Love You Love Me
Love" (a great single) and Gary U.S. Bonds’ “New Orleans,” plus “Cherry Bomb" (an
adolescent rocker originally done by the Runaways), “Long Time" (her hardest rocker
since “Bad Reputation”) and “Frustrated.” College radio gave Joan Jett her start—don't
give up on her now.

ORCHESTRAL MANOEUVRES IN THE DARK Junk Culture (A&M, 1416 N. LaBrea,
Hollywood, CA 90028)—After an embarrassing “art’" album (Architecture & Morality)
and a positively silly pop LP (Dazzle Ships), OMD has found their niche, mixing those two
extremes with uncommon savvy on the aptly titled Junk Culture. “Locomotion” is the
radio and club hit—it hits its stride within seconds and holds the groove throughout by
punctuating its bass line with horns and snappy vocals. “Tesla Girls" is more upbeatand
almost as catchy, and a good second choice. We also like “Talking Loud And Clear,”
“Love And Violence" and “Hard Day."”
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TEXTONES Midnight Mission (Goid Mountain, c/o A&M, address above)—The
Textones make major strides for the pop marketplace. Parallels abound to a Linda
Ronstadt or Christine McPerfect—strong female vocals with very capable accompa-
niment. The Textones are led by Carla Olson (whom you may know as the lovely blonde
simulating a mean guitar lick in Bob Dylan’s “Sweetheart Like You" video or posing as
Tom Petty in the Dwight Twilley video of “Girls"), who lays down bluesy guitar leads on
her composition “Number One Is To Survive,” as well as on “No Love In You™ (which is
paced like a Warren Zevon tune). Although Olson fronts the band, George Callis shares
the lead guitar duties (and lead vocals on “Upset Me") along with some smooth sax
bursts from Tom “Junior” Morgan and rock steady rhythms from beat keepers Joe Read
and Phil Seymour. The LP's best tracks are penned by Olson (most are poetic ballads
which deal with accepting change)—except for Bob Dylan's “Clean Cut Kid" (slide guitar
courtesy of Ry Cooder and piano by producer Barry Goldberg). Try “See The Light." a
powerful R&B ballad with muiti-format possibilites, “Number One Is To Survive,” a C&W
ballad which builds gradually and forcefully, and the title track, a graceful tune blending
gospel and country with basic pop elements.

) i involved with this EP of blues standards performed with verve, style and, er, a whole lotta
love. Bestofall, a few billion Zep fans will probably buy it, and finally geta chance to hear
where it all came from. Thanks guys. Top cuts: “Rockin’ At Midnight,” "l Got A Woman,”
“Young Boy Blues.”

CAPTAIN SENSIBLE A Day In The Life. . . (A&M, address above)—The man has fun,no
doubt aboutit. And if fun was the only thing to look for on an LP, the Captain would surely
be a star by now. But in reality he's just recently started to produce great pop songs, and
we suspect one of these days one of his songs will click—and the rest will be history.
When that happens, this collection will be an indispensable link to the past. Now, you can
make it a link to the future. Top cuts: “Brenda,” “It Would Be So Nice,” “There Are More
Snakes Than Ladders,” “Wot,” “Happy Talk.”

SOUNDTRACK The Wild Life (MCA, 70 Universal City Plaza, Universal City, CA 91608)—One of the hippest soundtracks
to emerge from the recent deluge (Bachelor Party is probably the only competition). Includes a fine new track from
Bananarama, solo tracks by Peter Case (of the Plimsouls), Edward Van Halen (a solid instrumental) and Andy Summers; a
re-recording of the Three O'Clock's “I Go Wild;” Louise Goffin's return to vinyl; and a track by 17 year old Texas guitarist
Charlie Sexton, featuring Ron Wood and Keith Richards.

M+M “Cooling The Medium’ (12'') (RCA, 1133 Avenue Of The Americas, New York, NY 10036)—A distinctimprovement
on the LP version, this Paul A. Rodriguez remix puts the percussion up front, giving it a rhythmic punch that should
duplicate the success at clubs of “Black Stations/White Stations,” and revive the band on the radio. Also included is
“Come Out And Dance,” one of our favorite tracks from the Mystery Walk LP.

SEXEXECS “Sex Train''/‘Strange Things” (12"") (Sex Execs, Box 8394, JFK Station, Boston, MA 02114)—A change of
pace for the Sex Execs, “Sex Train” is a kinetic, upbeat dance rocker with an '80s take on “Love Train" for lyrics. “Strange
Things" is less exciting if no less different—it chugs along, using layered vocals, horns and lots more to flesh it out.
They're now showing an unusually strong mastery of the studio, a welcome step up.

BEAT THE NAKED ‘“‘Nobody | Know Likes This Government’ (7"') (Moo-Town Records, 929 Fahrenbrook Court,
Madison, Wi 53715)—A rollicking chantmost appropriate as we approach election day. This hard hitting single recalls a
“Dance This Mess Around”/"Pump it Up"/“People Who Died" energy with some beat crazy sax work. A big hitat WORT
in Madison. (Paid for by the committee to eject the President.)

A.LPHAVILLE “Big In Japan'’ (12") (Atlantic, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 10019)—Cliched but catchy synth-pop
circa 3-4 years ago, but so goddamned catchy thatit's bound to be a hithere, as itis all over Europe. Good for new music
radio, CHR and clubs.

DAVIDM “Cut The Rug’ (12") (GZPZ, P.O. Box 40804, Washington, DC 20016/301-564-1295)—Known for his ace sax
playing with cronies Was (Not Was) and David Lasley, David M cuts a rigid, electronic dance/streetgroove dominated by
a Gary Numan-inspired synth hook and various linn drum programs. His striking sax is almost absent from the tracks
except on "“Instrumental Dub Version.” We wish he'd concentrate more on his snakey sax riffs instead of dabbling with
obvious studio tricks. Try the “Vocal Dub Version.”

Yet another Australian band to successfully reach our shores, the Church advances
21-12 College and 25-12 combined as the response to the NMR cassette mailing has
been extremely positive. Commercial radio slips off a bit—the hope for wider appeal lays
on the single and #19 Top Cut “Constant In Opal.” They remain high atop the Adventure
Pick list at #6. Top 5 are KTEC, KUSF, KWMU, KWWC, WDOM, WESS, WFNM, WIDB,
WKDI, WMUA, WRUR, WUAG and WZBT

ANDY SUMMERS/ROBERT FRIPP Bewitched (A&M)

Emphasis Tracks: Title, Playboy, Train, Parade

Guitarists extraordinaire Summers & Fripp bewitch their listeners with finesse and spare
them the pyrotechnics associated with other guitar heroes. The title track and the opus
“What Kind Ot Man Reads Playboy" are the lead tracks with “Parade” and "Train” getting
strong airplay as well. Although there are no solid "*hits” on the record (hence the lack of
any notable commercial play) it's reassuring to see College Radio continuing to
recognize such talent. Top 3 on KHSU, KMSA, KRCC, KUNI, KWUR, WIUP, WMSC,
WRCT, WRPI, WUSB, WUSC, WUSO, WWUH and WXPN.

THE dB’S Like This (Warner Bros.)

Emphasis Tracks: Love, Amplifier

Dig the new breed—the dB's are part of the influx of great American bands to be
appreciated by progressive media. College radio, who supported their first two indie
projects (see Peter Holsapple's Guest Dialogue), debuts the record at #32 and
Commercial radio kicks In at a #54 debut. These progressive radio faves are a #2
Adventure Pick, and a #4 Radio Breakthrough with the single “Love Is For Lovers” and
“Amplifier” (a gem from the previous LP) the lead cuts. Currently on tour with RE.M., the
dB's are sounding off on KRUI #10, KWWC #8, WCNI #2, WESS #6, WKWZ #13, WMUA
#6, WNHU #11, WOBC #19, WPRB #20, WVIA #8, WXDU #1(!) and WZMB #9.

DEL FUEGOS The Longest Day (Wamer Bros.)

Emphasis Tracks: Nervous, Backseat, Call

The newest members of the American Rock Renaissance to reach the major leagues—
their record is the highest college radio entry and #2 Radio Breakthrough, with a College
debut of #24 and Commercial debut of #71. Many have been waiting patiently for this
record and we mustagree thatit's been a worthwhile wait. The Boston-based band is the
#1 Adventure Pickl—and they're guaranteed to shake some action on any rock ‘n’ roll
radio show. Now at #1 on: KUPS, WFIT, WOBC, and WWSU and Top 10 on: KCMU,
KSMC, KULV, WESS, WESU, WHSE, WMBR, WMWM, WORT, WROX, WUNH, WVOF and
WXDU.

WATERBOYS A Pagan Place (Island)

Emphasis Tracks: Church, Army, Music

Mike Scott and Co. reek of greats Echo/Bono Vox/Roddy Frame and the music often
pushes the songs to brilliance. Programmers concur here as the album debuts at #53
College and #66 Commercial while securing the #3 Adventure Pick. First reports don't
exhibit any one prominent track, however there are many outstanding tunes. Hear for
yourself! The Waterboys are featured on KCSB #13, KFMH #30, KQAK #15, KUNV #9,
WEGL #14, WFCS #8, WFIT #6, WKWZ #6, WLFR #10, WNHU #13, WPEA #16, WTNY #7
and WWUH #13.
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AZTEC CAMERA Knife (Warner Bros.)

Emphasis Tracks: Everything, Fire, U.S.A.

Roddy Frame’s Knife himself carves a deeper niche as one of pop music's premier
songwriters—and with Mark Knopfler's production nuances Aztec Camera’'s songs
expand into enchanting tales. The LP debuts at #37 College, #82 Commercial and is the
#6 Radio Breakthrough. It's also a programmers’ choice as the #5 Adventure Pick—and
initial sales reports wield the Knlife as the #6 Retail Breakthrough. Once again the
problem is with Commercial radio. “Still On Fire" is the closest thing to a “hit” yet not as
catchy as lastyear's “Oblivious.” Knife is cutting through on KBLE #35, KCFV #13,KCSB
#8, WBNY #7, WFRC #7,WIUV #18, WJFR #7, WLHD #1 (1), WRAS #6, WSUC #10, WWSU
#15, WXPN #6 and WZBT #21

KURTIS BLOW Ego Trip (Mercury-PG)

Emphasis Tracks: 8 Million, A.J., Basketball

Now that the LP is out Kurtis debuts at #60 College. The 12" “8 Million Stories” did well
and remains on the Top Singles listat #11. Urbar: stations are already on “A.J. Scratch,”
and as the season nears “Basketball” seems to be a natural. One of the firstand foremost
rappers, Kurtis Blow is doin’itto iton KJHK #4, KRUI #9, KUOR #3, WBCR #15, WBOR
#16, WFIT #7, WHUS #4, WKWZ #14, WMBR #25, WMFO #20, WMXM #18, WNYU #18,
WRUV #8, WTNY #14, WUEV #7 and WVOF #4.

DAVE EDMUNDS Riff Raff (Columbia)

Emphasis Track: Something

The successful 12" "Something About You" paved the way for the LP as this roots rocker
moves 17-11 Commercial, 73-35 College and 50-26 combined. He knew the bride when
she did and he'll probably know the next generation when theyrock and roll. Putting the
Riff Raft in its place (top 10) are KBSU, KFMH, KKKX, KPCC, KRCL, KROQ, WBSD, WHSE,
WKDI, WMSC, WONY, WRKC, WROX, WTOS, WUAG, WUNH, WVIA, WVUM, WXRT and
WZMB.

BLACK FLAG Slip It In (SST)

Emphasis Tracks: Title, Obliteration

This blazing Southern California band drives another one right at us and charges the
charts by debuting at#33 College, yet we canall butforget Commercial radio appeal. The
follow up to My War is the #14 Adventure Pick and contains the gut-buster “Black
Coffee” and the title track, which slips in as the #50 Top Cut. Black Flag's music is always
a challenge to the listener and the creative programmer. Playing on KFJC #11, KSPC #4,
KTEC #9, KUOI #13, KUSF #6, WAKE #13, WCVF #6, WDJM #16, WESU #4, WOBC #4,
WRPI #1, WRST #5, WUSC #3, WXPN #19 and WYBC #26.

. for years. Now they offer a live record recorded at the Ripley in late 1983. Beru
Revue, fronted by Bob Beru, plays theatrical guitar rock that brings to mind The
Tubes, Be-Bop Deluxe’s Modern Music and The Rocky Horror Picture Show. The
album effectively captures the presence, humor and musical prowess of the band
as well as the enthusiasm of their fans. And the sleeve is almost as worthwhile as
the music—featuring numerous mock news articles by fictitious writers (i.e. Bo
Linball and Jerry Atrick) in a tabloid style. Bestcuts include their pseudo anthem "
Got A Job,” “Hoods A Go-Go' and two fiesty numbers “Be Careful Tonight" and
“Trouble.”

PRESSURE BOYS Rangledoon (EP) (A Root Da Doot, P.O. Box 305, Cary, NC
27511)—A four song EP displaying several new approaches to pop exper-
imentation—and what more appropriate place than Mitch Easter’s Drive-In with Don Dixon at the board. All tracks are
playable with the two quirkiest numbers—"Policemen {In My Neighbor's Yard)" (| swear |'ve heard that “Sureshot” pistol
sound somewhere before) and “Combination"—hedging toward XTC's leanings in vocal phrasing, slicing, static guitar
and horn embellishments. “Fakin’ Dub” is a playful attempt at the sounds of the Caribbean, with great depth in its vocal
harmonies and full blown horn choruses. S'good listening.

MIKE MOLENDA Passion Dance (Amorous Records, 837 25th Avenue, San Francisco, CA 94121/415-386-7998)—
Molenda, creator of the regionally successful modern rock opera Streetbeat, releases his first solo album and appears to
be staying with his operatic leanings. Its jacket claims to offer six rock plays (three on Act | and three on Act Il) with
intermission being the time it takes to flip the album over. Molenda presents impassioned lyrical vignettes in a dramatic
musical setting. Although there are no real “hooks,” the songs stand well enough on their content and execution. “Under
The Gun,” a steady mid paced rocker, is the mostaccessible. Also try “Can't Stop My Love" with Molenda's piercing guitar
leads and shrill female singers, or “Shoot On Sight,” a slightly eerie tune with a loping backbeat. Send $1.50 for a signed
copy of the Passion Dance libretto.

Blow (also the producer), Larry Smith, and Davy “DMX"” Reeves.

With most college semesters in full swing, it is time for radio stations to examine their programming philosophics or develop

a philosophy if one is lacking. Is your station "alternative,” "CHR," "AOR," "OR..?" Speaking from one and a half years of
directorial experience, may | unequivocallystate that every stution should define itsclf hased on its place in its local market.
Moreover, what can you offer to the community that virtually no other station c¢an? This is the main question to answer defini-
tively. Each market is distinctive. What is needed in Springfield is not the samc as what is needed in Pittshburgh. In the
latter city, WRCT views itself as the only consistant alternative, driven to turning people on to approximatcly 14 categorics of
vital music, from "folk" to "funk" and beyond. Varicty presented well is the key to success for us. In fact, in mid-September,
we produced a special ""Massive Music Weckend" extravaganza with 60 hours of 110 continuous artist features hy cxpert DJs. En-
lightened listeners snatched up schedules and shared the excitement of enjoying half-hour and hour music profiles on significant
artists ranging from JOHN McCUTCHEON to JOHN CAGE. With an ahundance of crucial sounds heing released daily, it's college
radio's responsibility to meet the challenge and fill the necessary void as determined hy each market. Try not to view this
task as a heavy hurden, but instead as an everchanging educational cxperience for all concerned.

And the people there were truly spectacular in their own right: Stu Sobel, the
friendly college/AOR promoter who practically bent over backwards to do things. and the late Stacy Davis, who was probhabily the
friendliest college rep I ever encountered. And I'm quite sure some of you others will agree. I wonder what's going to happen
to some of the artists--DIN, the SUTTONS, CEE FARROW--mayhe some kindly record company will snatch them up, just like what hap-
pened to all those Boardwalk people.
