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Essential new music as chosen by CMJ's editorial staff 
LIVING COLOUR 
Time's Up 
(Epic, P.O. Box 4450, New York, NY 
10101-4450) 
How does Living Colour rise to the challenge of 
following their platinum debut? By opening their 
second LP with a hardcore song! While there's 
nothing else that surprising on Time's Up, the 
album finds a much more seasoned and confident 
band clearing up most of Vivid's weaknesses and 
establishing beyond question that they're here to 
stay. The band has gotten a lot better at 
establishing a songwriting style and articulating 
their political stances—the slow-groove of -Love 
Rears Its Ugly Head" and "Pride" give way to 
the bruising "New Jack Theme" and "Someone 
Like You" (a fierce diatribe against corrupt police) 
— yet their stylistic scope has broadened to in-
clude the neo-juju of "Solace Of You," the hazily 
psychedelic "This Is The Life" and the cool quasi-
jazz of the Corey Glover-penned "Under Cover 
Of Darkness," which features a staggering jazz 
guitar solo from Vernon Reid and a rap from 
Queen Latifah. Perhaps coolest of all is the 
scathing "Elvis Is Dead," which includes a guest 
rap from Little Richard and totally deserves to be 
a hit single. While the songs from Livco's last 
album didn't really breathe until you heard them 
in a live setting, Time's Up jumps from the 
speakers and demands your attention. They should 
have called this one Livid. 

MARC RIBOT 
Rootless Cosmopolitans 
(Island, 14 E. 4th St., New York, NY 
10012) 
Those who first heard Mark Ribot's distinctive 
guitar twang stumbling through an alley behind 
Tom Waits, or squawking along with Lizard king 
John Lurie in the Lounge Lizards, or even on tour 
with Costello in '89, know what his distinctive, 
singular style is all about. In addition to Ribot's 
trademark chicken-scratch guitar, Rootless 
Cosmopolitans features the pots-n-pans percus-
sion work of Ribot's Tom Waits bandmate Michael 
Blair, New York underground keyboardist An-
thony Coleman (John Zorn, Elliot Sharp, Glen 
Branca) and Arto Lindsay. Ribot utilizes the full 
palette of his tonal arsenal, plinking, plucking and 
scraping his way through a dozen dilapidated 
pieces. Like all great guitarists who define 
themselves via a signature sound, Ribot is at his 
best when he's in full form, honky-tonking it up 
with his run-down jazzy Tin Pan Alley twanging— 
so good, in fact, that on several occasions you 
almost expect Tom Waits to gruffly hack and ex-
pectorate his way right up to the mic. Often, 
songs don't really end, they just seem to fall 
apart; coupled with Ribot's junk heap approach to 
music (nailing rockabilly onto jazz, plugging a 
warped and weatherbeaten Chuck Berry riff into a 
country setting), it all makes for a pretty quixotic 
and unpredictable mix. Check his tangental Jimi 
Hendrix cover (if you could even call it that), 
"Shortly After Takeoff," "The Cocktail Party," 
"New Sad" or "Beak Lunch Manifesto." 
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BATS 
The Law Of Things 
(Communion, do Skyclad, 6 Valley 
Brook Dr., Middlesex, NJ 088461 
201-968-0073) 
It's tough not wander into florid adjectivial prose 
when confronted with a new Bats LP, but we'll do 
our best not to let the computer keyboard levitate 
skyward. These Bats are of the central, most 
hallowed of NZ musical cliques—Robert Scott was 
in the Clean, both now and then, and Paul Kean 
was in Tall Dwarfs-precursor Toy Love, back at 
the dawn of time. This band formation has shown 
up on Flying Nun EPs, compilations and things for 
about as long as the Dunedin Sound has been 
making waves on this edge of the hemisphere. As 
in the past there are stylistic similarities to other 
core NZ bands (a finger points to the Verlaines), 
but of their brethren, the Bats are tops at 
recreating sonically the natural beauty of their 
environment—we'd start saying lush, sloping, and 
fog-enshrouded, but we promised not to. How 
everything about the Bats could be so 
unobstrusive and polite—the guitars sort of sift intc 
each other, Scott's thin, swoony vocals get an 
"A" for enunciation—yet so suction-cup arresting 
is a mystery that we coarse, uncouth 
norteamericanos will never fathom. The Bats' 
aren't really a hit single band; they provide more 
of an idyllic, soft-strummed haven that's not easy 
to depart. Top Cuts: "Other Side Of You," 
"Yawn Vibes" and "I Fall Away." 

SOUL ASYLUM 
Soul Asylum And The Horse 
They Rode In On 
(A&M, 1416 N. La Brea Ave., 
Hollywood, CA 90028) 
Now that Soul Asylum has fully emerged from the 
shadows of fellow Minneapple giants Husker Du 
and the Replacements, their latest LP proves them 
to be a stompin' group of bastards, but the 
bastard sons of no one. When Dave Pirner's 
coasting and crunching melodies are coupled with 
a backwoods rasp that's rough enough to scrape 
the knees sticking out the slits of your jeans, it's all 
the assurance needed that this is Soul Asylum and 
not just any old(er) band from Minnesota. The 
band has sought guidance from its producers ever 
since loud and fast were no longer the only rules; 
here Steve Jordan roots this record in the here 
and now despite the band's new-found retro 
stance—even when they kick their own white trash 
brand of metallic blues like an Amerindie Bad 
Company, or do the same with funk ("Something 
Out Of Nothing") like a like-minded version of 
War. Pirner's appeal is his attitude—most times his 
heart's out getting beer—but there's a stunningly 
sincere entry from Dan Murphy: Sportin' the best 
song title to come down the pike in months, 
"Gullible's Travels" lopes at the pace of a Celtic 
drinking song. Pirner's tracks remain the hallmarks 
though; latch onto them all, and you'll discover 
this horse is a thoroughbred. 
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PRINCE Graffiti Bridge (Paisley 
Park, do Warner Bros., 3300 
Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 
91510)—For all we know, this could be 
the soundtrack to the worst film of all 
time—but that's irrelevant, because it's 
quite possibly the best album of this 
modern-day Mozart's career. As with Sign 
O' The Times, Prince has dug deep into 
his vaults (demos of several tracks have 
long been available on bootlegs) and 
emerged with an album as diverse as any 
you'll hear, touching on every phase of his 
career, and then some: there's skinny-tie 
pop ("Can't Stop"), sinewy groove ("We 
Can Funk"), the infectiously inane "Shake," 
the brilliant paislification of "Elephants And 
Flowers" (our vote for the album's hit 
single; Prince beats Lenny Kravitz at his 
own game), hyper-complex ballads ("The 
Question Of U," "Still Would Stand All 
Time"), irresistible funk ("Release It," "Tick 
Tick Bang"), and those are only the high-
lights. While scads of guest vocalists come 
2 play (most notably the Time, George 
Clinton and newcomer Tevin Campbell), 
make no mistake, this is Prince's sandbox: 
The guy is at the peak of his powers, and 
he's reined in his notorious whimsicality, 
sounding more focused than he has since 
Purple Rain. Ah yes—Graffiti Bridge 
is the sequel to that glorious albatross, and 
while flashbacks pepper this album (and 
don't give us much hope for the film), this 
is anything but a retread. With his 13th 
album, Prince has created another mas-
terpiece. 

GARY STE WART Battleground 
(Hightone, 220 Fourth St. #101, 
Oakland, CA 94607/415-763-8500)— 
So many really awful country music records 
come out every day that you begin to 
wonder if the entire genre hasn't been ir-
revocably fucked by the powers that be, 
i.e. the Nashville music biz mafia, the 
urbanization of America, that stupid puppet 
on TNN, etc. Sure, the much yadda-yadda-
yadda'ed "new country" artists (Rodney 
Crowell, Dwight Yoakum, O'Kanes) have 
all done good work, but would you ever 
mention them in the same breath as 
George Jones or Merle Haggard or even 
Ernest Tubb? Uh-uh. Gary Stewart, on the 
other hand, is, as they say, the real shit. A 
honky-tonker with some real wear and tear 
on those nodes, Stewart's voice sounds as if 
it was scraped off the bottom of a barstool; 
the image of Stewart staggering into the 
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studio at the last second, and then singing 
up such an emotional storm that all present 
weep uncontrollably, reoccurs again and 
again while listening to Battleground. 
Eerily reminiscent of George Jones in vocal 
warble, Stewart knows how to sell the be-
¡eesus out of his songs, the first (and maybe 
last) trait of a true C&W hero. The band 
assembled for Battleground plays their 
cards ¡ust right, sounding remarkably 
human for an early 90's country recording 
without ever getting in Stewart's way. 
Records like this and the recent Texas Tor-
nados release are proudly reminding us 
why honky-tonk C&W was and is so 
needed. Get stinkin' drunk to: "Nothin' But 
A Woman," "Bedroom Battleground," 
"You're The Reason I'm Living" and 
"Seeing's Believing." 

LEMONHEADS Lovey (Atlantic, 75 
Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY 
10019)—The Lemonheads are one of the 
better-publicized stalwarts of the healthiest 
Boston scene since the halcyon days of the 
Cars or J. Geils, but they haven't let this or 
major-label status go to their tangy little 
craniums. Currently embroiled in the first 
real lineup shuffle of their four-ish years, 
the 'Heads' music isn't terribly altered from 
their Taang! days of not so long ago, only 
now all the distortion on the record is there 
deliberately. With Lovey, the sound is still 
as chunky and fuzzy as an old teddy bear, 
no other '80s-indie-spawned band shaking 
said components around with such an 
abundance of both howl and cuddliness. 
The Lemonheads are to old Soul Asylum 
what Buffalo Tom is to Dinosaur Jr., or 
what Soul Asylum today is to their old 
selves—they capture the philosophy without 
cribbing anything outright, updating/perfec-
ting with a populist sensibility (since they've 
imitated everything Amerindie, why is it 
that English bands haven't learned to croon 
as if the fate of the nation's farming in-
dustry rested upon their vocals?). The 
Lemonheads write strummy ballads that are 
much manlier than any Young Guns pose, 
and they pour as much devotion and 
reverence into the scraggle rock idiom as 
an adolescent Bob Dylan would croaking 
out a Weavers tune. You don't need long 
hair to rock: "Ballarat," "Half The Time," 
"Stove" and "Leh For Dead." 

BOYS FROM NO WHERE The Bridal 
Album (Skyclad, P.O. Box 666, 
Middlesex, Ni 088461 
201-968-0073)—After three 45s and 
rapid personnel changes since their incep-
tion in 1983, Columbus, OH's Boys From 
Nowhere has released their debut album— 
a collection that is loud, gritty, sometimes 
sloppy and under-produced, and better for 
it. Mixing early '70s Detroit metal (MC5) 
with late '70s Midwestern, auto-manu-
facturing, in-your-face guitar rock (Pagans), 
Boys From Nowhere carves out their own 
niche within the grungy noise-filled world of 
present day Midwestern punk, avoiding the 
stereotypes of the early glam scene (New 
York Dolls, Stooges, MC5...) and avoiding 
the ¡ump on the bandwagon of what's be-
ing pelted to death by so many bands to-
day. The delivery is simple and straight-
ahead; the amps turned up ¡ust enough to 
border on fuzzy distortion without drowning 
itself too heavily, the drums have that tinny 
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recorded-live-in-a-basement feel with the 
shrill vocals under-exposed as if this was all 
done with one mic. Put all together, The 
Bridal Album is chock full of anti-
establishment angst and do-what-the-hell-I-
want-to indulgence, and captures their 
frenetic energy as they pelt stones at pass-
ing cars on the highway. Going 
Somewhere: "Rocket To Nowhere," 
"Cyclone Death Machine," "The Art 
Beret," "One Of Those Days" and 
the New York Dolls' "Vietnamese Baby." 
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COP SHOOT COP Consumer Revolt 
(Circuit, P.O. Box 67, Merrick, NY 
11566/516-378-2031)—Cop Shoot 
Cop is from New York City. Although it's 
the easiest thing in the world to equate the 
sounds of the industrial/dissonant-minded 
(they're really neither) with the East Village, 
it hasn't been this apropos since Chain 
Gang—one couldn't imagine the ¡erky, 
Spartan rhythms and the clutter of alien 
samples and junkyard effects emanating 
from anywhere else. Car alarms, crumbling 
tenements, yuppie scum being beaten to 
death and a babbling Al Sharpton all 
come to mind from Tod Ashley's taunting, 
petulant vocals, and from the harshly 
predominant percussive force. Featuring 
two sampler whizzes, one busy drummer 
and two bassists (besides Tod, there's Natz, 
ex-Black Snake) there's not a single com-
forting element to be found—the arrange-
ments, lyrics and songs as confrontational 
as possible whilst containing cross-circuits of 
shattering electro-hum complexity. All the 
instrumental parts are impeccably or-
chestrated, and while the continous din 
makes it perfect for that annoying down-
stairs neighbor, there's not a chord, bite or 
thud wasted. While Cop Shoot Cop really 
tries hard to be mean, there are brass 
knuckles beneath their cement glove, and 
their lean, sophisticated execution out-
manuevers any pose. Pigeon slayers: "Eggs 
For Rib" and "Disconnected 666" from 
their pig's-blood-splattered 7", "Down 
Come The Mickey," "She's Like A Shot" 
and "Waiting For The Punchline." 

MEMPHIS SLIMISONNY BOY 
WILLIAMSONIBIG BILL BROONZY 
Blues In The Mississippi Night 
(Rykodisc, Pickering Wharf, Bldg. 
C-3G, Salem, MA 01970)—Blues In 
The Mississippi Night is one chapter of 
the history of the blues as told by three of 
its most central players—Memphis Slim, Big 
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Bill Broonzy, and Sonny Boy Williamson— 
recounted, in fact, in such stark and 
brutally realistic terms that for years follow-
ing this LP's original release, the three's 
identities were kept secret for their own 
protection. Gathered in New York for a 
1946 Town Hall concert, legendary pro-
ducer Alan Lomax placed the three veteran 
bluesmen in front of a crude microphone 
and urged them to "tell me what the blues 
are all about." The results were an amaz-
ingly candid two-hour trialogue that touch-
ed on the sources and roots of the blues 
(both literally and spiritually). As Lomax 
himself wrote: "It was almost as if the 
Mississippi night had closed around us while 
they reminisced, creating a sort of one-act 
play about the strange events and sorrow 
of Delta life," as these three masters tell 
their stories and trace the origins of their 
music, richly describing the backdrop 
against which Delta bluesmen created the 
blues. Rlyko has even included an incredi-
ble 72-page "libretto" transcribing the con-
versations and lyrics almost word for word, 
even further enhancing the already price-
less value of this compelling glimpse into 
the origins of America's greatest cultural 
contribution to folklore and musical history. 

MX-80 Das Love Boat (a&r/ENT, 
P.O. Box 22113, San Francisco, CA 
94122I415-681-8876)—Before Lee 
Ronald°, before Arto Lindsay, before Curt 
Kirkwood, there was Bruce Anderson and 
MX-80 Sound, a groundbreaking free-
wheelin' post-metal art band from the fer-
tile musical ground of southern Indiana. Led 
by Anderson's ¡arring guitar freak-outs and 
waves of disjointed fuzz, MX-80 Sound 
(soon to become known as MX-80) swung 
mightily and uncompromisingly, somewhere 
between present day John Zorn and glory 
day Mothers Of Invention. Following their 
debut EP in 1976, they somehow released 
an album on Island in 1977, were dropped, 
notch, and then in 1980 began working 
with SF's Ralph Records, putting out a pair 
of records through Ralph, and then in 1986 
a cassette through Quadruped. Das Love 
Boat compiles tracks from as far back as 
1975, and samples their various releases 
(almost all near-impossible to find these 
days), as well as featuring three newly laid-
down instrumentals. Above and beyond the 
instrumental virtousity of the combo (Rich 
Stim on sax honks as fiercely as Anderson 
does on gtr), MX-80 left behind genres and 
categories for slobs like us to work out, 
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playing whatever and however they felt 
and doing so without being heavy-handed 
or academic. Their absurdist revisions of 
pop trash such as "Halloween Theme," 
"I Left My Heart In San Francisco" and 
"Theme From Batman" were not only 
loose, funny and twisted, they rocked you 
to the moon. Das Love Boot is as 
welcome and hair-raising a collection as 
Pere Ubu's Terminal Tower or Swell 
Maps' Collision Time Revisited. 

AFROS Kickin' Afrolistics (JMJ/RAL, 
do Columbia, P.O. Box 4450, New 
York, NY 10101-4450)—The band 
claims that their name stands for "A Funky 
Rhythmical Organization of Sound"; 
they've appeared in videos for legit acts 
like Run-D.M.C. and Public Enemy; their bio 
claims that the "Afros are about more than 
hair." While all those high-browed facts 
might be true, the Afros are, above all 
else, camp extraordinaire. Let's face it: 
When a bunch of guys wearing huge '70s-
styled afros take a stage, the audience will 
surely be roaring. Their hair (or wig) 
heights might be a source of amusement, 
but their music definitely puts them on a 
more weighty level—DJ Kippy-O and pro-
ducers David Reeves and Run-D.M.C.'s 
Jason Mizell flesh out the hilarious vignettes 
with a funky, full-blown backing that ranges 
from reggae to hardcore hip-hop to 
lounge-act piano. Kickin' Afrolistics 
also showcases the abilities of lead rappers 
Hurricane and Kool Tee, who trade off 
serious and clowning roles like a retro-
styled Chuck and Flay—the Afros' Flavor 
Flay role is filled with a whiny, blaxploi-
tation-film pimp voice that could be straight 
outta Superfly. The serious moments might 
not be the most convincing part of the LP, 
but attempting to cover all bases should 
earn the otherwise fun-lovin"Fros points 
for effort. Spray on the Jheri Curl and turn 
these up: "Better Luck Next Time," "Feel 
It," "Afros In The House," "Afros And 
Afrettes" and "Smokin'.' 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Taste Test #1 
(New Alliance, P.O. Box 1389, 
Lawndale, CA 902601213-835-
4267)—As a document to the possibilities 
and purposefulness of college radio, this 
all-live, all-KXLU, all-courtesy of DJ Splat 
Winger 2LP set shows what can happen 
with a little imagination and a radio trans-
mitter at your disposal. Largely covering 
local talent (most of which have releases 
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JI ¡through the SST/NAR conglomerate), Taste Test makes obvious: the vitality of radio in 
Supporting Your Local Scene; the creative 
spontaneity that results when a bunch of 
musicians mess around in about as informal 
an atmosphere witnessable; what can result 
when a programmer isn't afraid to get 
creative; the diversity hidden within one 
metropolitan area; and that you can get 
semi-decent sound quality from a relatively 
chintzy college station sound board. This 
more-sprawling-than-most double LP favors 
long, for-the-moment instrumental passages, 
but since all artists in question are capable 
of adept musicianship, there's nothing 
wrong with this, and some of the freewheel-
ingness in question (f IREHOSE, Always 
August, Freshly Wrapped Candies, Red 
Temple Spirits) reaches plateaus unheard in 
the band's studio recording. While not all 
recordings feature the most hi-fi quality, 
and some cuts just don't have the same 
spontaneity on vinyl, the Joy of Being a 
Musician comes through clearly and inspira-
tionally on all four sides. 
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SIMON SHAHEEN The Music Of 
Mohamed Abdel Wahab (Axiom, 
do Mango, 14 E. 4th St., New 
York, NY 10012)—This is not just a 
CD by reknowned Arab musician Simon 
Shaheen; it's also a tribute to master Egyp-
tian musician and composer Mohamed 
Abdel Wahab. Wahab, pictured on the 
front cover instead of Shaheen, is regarded 
as one of the great titans of the music of 
the Middle East in this century, such a 
powerful force that his music and influence 
has been felt and heard in areas far flung 
from his native Egypt. Not only has he 
proven himself the consummate master of 
traditional Arab forms, but throughout the 
20th century Wahab has worked to bring 
new ideas and concepts into the music of 
the Middle East. Rolling drums rumble 
underneath Shaheen's eloquent, soaring 
violin lines; at other times the music is fueled 
by a breathy harmonium-like accordion 
or the slicing string sections that support 
Shaheen's solos. Exquisitely packaged and 
presented with extensive, illuminating liner 
notes (for those of us not so familiar with 
the genre, a quick read-through while 
listening is an excellent guide), the music in-
side is unobtrusively co-produced by Bill 
Laswell—it's amazing that the same man 
who produces Mick Jagger, White Zombie 
and Motorhead can be so equally adept at 
producing traditional Egyptian and African 
music as well. As sad as it is to say, it often 
seems far too rare these days that the mu-
sic from cultures other than our own is pre-
sented to us this well-recorded and master-
fully performed. 

BOB GELDOF The Vegetarians Of 
Love (Atlantic, 75 Rockefeller 
Plaza, New York, NY 10019)— 
With a three year break between albums, 
allowing the media glare of his Band 
Aid/Live Aid work simmer down and the im-
mediate emotional impact of his ex-
periences sort themselves out, this former 
Boomtown Rats leader has re-emerged with 
an album as stylistically diverse as it is 
socially conscious and politically witty. 
Backed by members of the Penguin Cafe 
Orchestra (and their array of traditional in-
struments) and Boomtown Rats bassist Pete 

Briquette, Geldof creates an improvisational 
collection—most songs were recorded live 
on less than three takes with the lyrics com-
ing out spontaneously with the music, and 
many even include the studio chatter—that 
combines pulsing Irish ¡igs with his percep-
tive and moody romanticism. He puts on his 
storytelling hat for the album's abundant 
sweeping ballads ("A Gospel Song," the 
cynical "No Small Wonder" and the Dire 
Straits-ish "Walking Back To Happiness") 
and his sardonic cap for those dealing with 
the more state-of-the-world vista (the Irish-
folky "The Great Song Of Indifference," 
"Thinking Voyager 2 Type Things" and 
"The Chains Of Pain"). At the core of it all 
is Geldof's unassuming pop sense—fluent, 
intellectual and intimate, but never pompous 
or pretentious—and The Vegetarians 
Of Love displays his voice agilely.

JAZZ PASSENGERS Implement 
Yourself (New World Records, 701 
Seventh Ave., New York, NY 
100361212-302-0460)—Imagine it's a 
quiet Thursday night inside the dimly-lit con-
fines of New York's handle on the 
underground, the Knitting Factory. Upstairs, 
on the tiny stage of this this bastion of the 
avant-garde and the experimental are 
several musicians, conjuring sounds from 
their instruments, seemingly invoking the 
spirits of jazz pioneers from a variety of 
epochs and eras. From the interstellar big 
band swing of Sun Ra to the revelatory, 
mystical emanations from the tenor sax-
ophones of Omette Coleman, Sonny 
Rollins, Roland Kirk, and John Coltrane, the 
Jazz Passengers jump and tumble from style 
to style with a humor and grace that seems 
to gently lead the listener along, beckoning 
him or her to follow. Having appeared 
most recently on the Live At The Knit-
ting Factory Vol. 1 compilation, the 
Passengers' own Implement Yourself is 
the third album (and perhaps the best so 
far) capturing their unique pastiche ap-
proach. Like a bunch of mystics tapping on 
a Ouija board of ¡azz history, the Jazz 
Passengers summon spectres of many styles 
and eras and then introduce them to each 
other, slipping from tinkling, plinking, 
meandering avant-garde into a relaxed and 
delicate soft shoe, or from a driving bop figure 
into a mantra-like jazz call to a spiritual 
channeling session. Hop onboard, and ride 
with the Passengers to parts hitherto 
unknown, as on "You're The Fool," "Little 
Italy" or "Seven Guys With A Reason." 
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VARIOUS ARTISTS Hard Cash 
(Green Linnet, 43 Beaverc Brook 
Rd., Danbury, CT 06810)—This album 
started its life as a soundtrack of sorts to a 
British television series last year, when 
Richard Thompson and Peter Filleul were 
placed in charge of the music to accom-
pany the BBC's programs dealing with 
workers and work relations. Quickly the 
idea expanded into a loosely structured, 
conceptual album with various musicians 
(Thompson, June Tabor, Dave Kelly, Clive 
Gregson and Christine Collister, for a few 
examples) performing songs dealing with 
this common theme of workers, their condi-
tions and life, and the exploitation of their 
labor by capitalists and others. As Thomp-
son points out in his liner notes, songwriters 
and musicians in general can be pretty sen-
sitive to the topic of exploitation, and this 
sensitivity burns beneath these 14 acoustic 
songs of labor and management. Taking up 
both sides of the coin (Dave Kelly's "You're 
The Pits" is a scathing examination of the 
capitalist's side of the argument), Cash 
presents its concepts and draws from 
distinctly English sources—it would be in-
teresting to see how a similiar American 
compilation would differ. A true folk album 
for the working man and woman, Hard 
Cash celebrates their labor and comments 
poignantly on the exploitation by those 
above them. Top Cuts: all of Thompson's 
tracks, June Tabor's "The Jute Mill Song" 
and Jo Ann Kelly's "Odd Job Man." 

DROOGS Want Something (Sky-
clad, 6 Valley Brook Dr., Mid-
dlesex, NJ 088461201-968-0073)— 
"I want something, but I don't know what 
it is..." The Droogs express a fundamental 
sentiment among those attracted to a rock 
'n roll ethic that refuses to die. With their 
first album in three years—their third over-
all—the Droogs show us the recurrent value 
of honest rock the way it was intended, 
with a little blues and a lot of soul. An LP 
of mostly covers, with three extra cuts on 
the CD, Want Something features tunes 
by some of the most renowned songwriters 
of our time: John Hiatt, Steve Wynn, Ray 
Davies and Peter Holsapple to name a few. 
Producer Paul B. Cutler (Dream Syndicate, 
Danny & Dusty) sandwiches ¡ust the right 
amount of hole-burning riffs between thick 
slices of bluesy bar-rock. The title cut with 
its Stooge-y thrust is the rawest track, with 
guitars layed on thick by guest axemen Karl 
Precoda and Paul Cutler, a group sing-
along chorus and lots of perpetual angst. 
The sincere, story-like quality of "Devil Left 
To Pay" recalls a ballad by the Boss, 
complete with mandolin and slide guitar 
courtesy of Robert Lloyd. Other tunes that'll 
fill up that unsatisfied vacuum: "Other 
End," "Maria," "Paper Dolls" and the 
surf-ready instrumental "County Line." 

VARIOUS ARTISTS If 6 Was 9 (Com-
munion, do Skyclad, 6 Valley 
Brook Dr., Middlesex, NJ 088461 
201-968-0073)—While most entries in 
the dreaded "tribute compilation" genre 
piddle in at just under four worthy tracks, 
this surprising compilation bats about .750, 
with only a couple of real bum tabs in the 
16-song batch. Up front, most of the highs 
are what you'd expect: Thee Hypnotics tear 
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hrough "Can You See Me?" and the regal 
Bevis Frond offers a slight return to the 
obscure "Who Knows?" while, getting pro-
gressively weirder, Chuck Prophet and Scott 
Matthews breathe some C&W melancholy 
and submarine-band horn arrangements 
into "The Wind Cries Mary" and Giant 
Sand learns how to play "Foxy Lady" while 
the tape runs. Delving more deeply, the 
dapper duo of Styler and Baldwin trans-
mogrify "You Got Me Floatin" into a 
swank bit of boho cocktail ¡azz that at one 
point snazzily interpolates John Coltrane's 
"A Love Supreme" on top. Good luck 
matching up which of the "mystery bands" 
are which—XTC, Bob Weir, Glen Phillips, 
and Henry Kaiser are among those making 
pseudonymous appearances under such 
spectacularly irregular band names as 
the Obseqiuous Cheesecake and David 
Dreams. We were struck by how a lot of 
those old Hendrix songs were simply amaz-
ing as songs—so good that they're hard 
even for bands like the Mock Turtles or 
Monks Of Doom or the Corn Dollies to fuck 
up too bad. And, like all good tribute al-
bums ultimately should, If 6 Was 9 had 
us pulling our old Hendrix albums out to re-
appreciate them all over again in a new, 
different kind of way. Strange beautiful, 
grass of green. . 

MAN DINGO New World Power 
(Axiom, do Mango, 14 E. 4th St., 
New York, NY 10012)—The center-
piece upon which the music of Mandinga is 
based is the exquisite kora playing of 
Foday Musa Suso, backed by the ubiquitous 
Bill Laswell on basses and Fairlight whiz Jeff 
Bova providing synthesizer support. The 
beat is unrelenting, propelled by a driving, 
danceable pulse, augmented by vaporous 
washes of sculpted Fairlight sounds—a 
strange setting for such a dreamy, tradi-
tional instrument as the kora, but one that 
Mandingo manages to make work intrigu-
ingly well. Although the only weakness 
would have to be the reliance on synthesiz-
ed percussion—even though the Fairlight's 
drum samples sound great, they still 
somehow lack the warmth and fire a real 
drummer would have given—Laswell's pro-
duction ¡ob keeps their strongest suite to the 

fore, putting the shimmering sounds of 
Suso's koro and his half-sung, half-chanted 
vocals at the center of the mix next to the 
eerie, other-worldly drones of the Fairlight. 
When the pace finally lets up a bit on the 
eerily funky "Tell Me One More Time," 
we're left with one of the album's finest 
moments in the ghostly interplay between 
the inhuman knobs and dials of the 
machine and the angelic strums of the 
kora's strings. Other highs: "Lanmbasy," 
"Mandinka" and "Balafa." 

HERETICS Omnivore (Get Hip do 
Skyclad, 6 Valley brook Dr., Mid-
dlesex, NJ 08846/201-968-
0073)—From the nether regions of 
Western Pennsylvania comes the second 
release from Pittsburgh's Heretics, who dish 
up a platter that, as its title indicates, runs 
the musical gambit, prey'ng on varied 
sources—the Stooges, MC5, dirt, the 
Ramones, bacon grease, Radio Birdman. 
Tunes range from the sing-along chorus of 
"Restless" to the acoustic sensitivity of 
"120 Rooms" to a thick cover of Creem's 
"White Room." While our favorite parts of 
the band's self-titled debut—choice hooks, 
memorable harmonies and great songs— 
remain, Omnivore's songs are stretched 
out and cover a little More ground. 
"Brother Love," "Mrs. Palmer" and "In-
cognito" all have the hook-laden structure 
perfected by their predecessors, while "I 
Eat Ail" is a sluggish, grinding, Thee 
Hypnotics-like tune embeded in swirling 
layers of guitar but lifted out of the mire by 
harmonious acoustic guitar strumming. For 
those that are hungry, let them eat like 
heretics. 

PERCY JONES Cape Catastrophe 
(Hot Wire, c/o Glen Leslie, Art Rock 
Mgmt., 58-38 182 St., #28, Fresh 
Meadows, NY 113651718-357-
6379)—Bassaholics know that when Percy 
Jones picks up his custom five-string electric, 
some serious bass business is about to en-
sue. One of the founding members and 
leaders of the groundbreaking British pro-
gressive band Brand X, Jones recorded 
seven albums through the Eighties, and 
following that project's demise, he went 

on to play on numerous high-firepower ses-
sions for the likes of Suzanne Vega and ex-
Japan-ster David Sylvian. Now Jones is 
sculpting his own sonic landscape, taking 
the helm and steering his bass through the 
dense and forbidding terrain of his own 
solo music. Performed entirely by Jones ac-
companying himself with a battery of syn-
thesizers, sequencers, and hi-tech gear, 
Cape Catastrophe's eight compositions 
are snarled with eddies of melodic fragments, 
deep droning fretless bass lines and sharp 
cliffs of sudden time-signature changes. In 
the midst of this heavily-sequenced matrix, 
his live, often improvisational basslines ring 
out with a fluid, rippling sonority that re-
calls the lines of other master fretless bass-
ists like Jaco Pastorious, Tony Levin, Bill 
Laswell, or Mick Korn. Jones' self-synthe-
sized music is more visionary than fusion-
ary; this isn't mere noodling or theoretical 
hamming it up with a MIDI sequencer—it's 
serious bass with a brain to match. Top 
cuts: "The Lie," "Slick," "Barrio" and 
"Thin Line." 

MONO MEN Stop Dragin' Me Down 
(Estrus, P.O. Box 2125, Bellingham, 
WA 98227/206-637-1187)— 
Following in the tradition of the Sonics, 
Lyres and Nomads, the Mono Men create 
some of the most infectious garage rock 
since the era of the fab stuff ended. If the 
garage is the place that rock 'n roll dreams 
are made, then guitars spewing out raw 
fuzz, big bold bass lines, frenetic sore 
throat vocals, lyrics of romantic anguish 
and drinking, and steadily pounding drums 
are the stuff they're made of. A wall of oil-
dripping guitar madness is the product of a 
sonic onslaught of raw, grimy guitar solos 
plastered atop some of the most unsanitary 
power chords this side of Mudhoney. With 
the grit and style of fellow West Coast 
garage rockers the Miracle Workers and 
the balls and hassling growl of the early 
Lime Spiders singles, the Men groove in a 
time-warped world that may not be the 
newest thing since DAT players or 
100-minute cassettes but is always a blast 
to re-encounter. Picks: "I Don't Care" and 
the title cut from the -FM" side, and 
"Dead End" and "That's Her" from the 
"AM" side.

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SOUNDTRACK Return of Superfly 
(Capitol, 1750 N. Vine St., Holly-
wood, CA 90028) —Things are getting 
spooky. Curtis Mayfield performs at a free 
show in Brooklyn and, in a freak accident, 
is hit by a light rack that paralyzes him 
from the neck down. On some warped cue, 
out comes the sequel to Curtis' most 
celebrated moment, "Superfly," a theme 
for the '70s blaxploitation flick that was the 
granddaddy of them all. Along with I'm 
Gonna Git You Sucka, Return Of Superfly 
should bring even more of that oeuvre to 
light, complete with pimps, ho's, big 
Cadillacs, wide lapels and lots of action. 
The soundtrack has five Mayfield tracks that 
show that the 48-year-old's larynx still can 
produce sweet, classic funk falsettos that 
sound like they've never aged a second. 
Many of the other tracks on the LP have 
already been released, but the mere 
presence of rappers like Eazy-E, Tone-Loc, 
Def Jef and newcomers CPO adds an up-
dated feel despite the fact that most of the 
rappers use old '70s backing beats. The 
shining moment has to be "Superfly 1990," 
with Ice-T dropping science alongside 
Curtis, and retro-kingpin Lenny Kravitz 
lending a co-production hand and "chicka-
chicka" guitar part; it's so slinky that it 
might slip right off your turntable. Mean-

512-454-3148)-0 Lord, what hath the 
Buttholes wrought? There are four artists 
here, all from Austin, all tweaked in that 
melted-asphalt way seemingly peculiar to 
musicians residing in the Southwest. None 
of these not-too-discovered bands (Ed Hall 
and the Pain Teens have been slogging 
around for two albums apiece) are actually 
too derivative of that most famous (besides 
the Dicks) Austin band, but the naked 
dancer/gore slideshow feeling is taken to 
animalistic frenzies on every track. Lithium 
X-Mas smears a peyote mirage all over 
Harry Nilsson's "Jump In The Fire," their 
track leaving the most colorful and lasting 
residue we've heard since that first Flaming 
Lips EP. Ed Hall's "Grumbler" finds the 
band in much more pagan spirits than the 
rest of their recorded output; the Pain 
Teens exhume and mangle some Sabbath-y 
dark humor; and Crust adds a pinch of funk 
to their leering, lopsided distorto-fest "Hard 
Stool." Not a dull (or quiet) marnent, and 
wethinks Trance should rustle up a more 
elongated version of the Aus-town sound 
but soon. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Magic Ribbons 
Volume One (3 x 7") (Leopard 
Gecko, P.O. Box 45486, Tacoma, 
WA 98445)—These Ribbons are tied 
by four established kingpins of the small 
and smart rock world, and two lesser-
knowns—all sharing common attributes of 
suburban-misfit soul. What most of these 
guest appearances lack in aural sophistica-
tion they make up for in heart and a charm 
unique to the uncoordinated. The Mystery 
Tramps are the most preciously amateur of 
the bunch, with quavery vocals and off-key 
electric strums; Happy Flowers go by in a 
throat-wrenching blur; and Unrest go bass-
heavy, thoughtful, cruising through "Head-
banger" like a Sunday drive.

Wig 
is one of the most abusive and brutal debuts 
to rattle our cochleas in quite some time. Sort 
of like Thee Hypnotics and Jon Spencer on 
DMT collaborating on the soundtrack to a bad 
biker movie, the Wigsters meld molten guitar 
spew to "Careful With That Axe, Eugene"-
styled screomfests and rabid, angular guitar 
jags that pin the meters unbearably into the 
red and are just happy to keep them there 
each side through, thank you very much. 
Shooting quills and spewing out odiousness in 
all directions at once, Wig has no problems 
making sure beyond a doubt that a scummy 
time is guaranteed for all—imagine NoMeans-
No with bigger circles under their eyes, or 
Scratch Acid with bigger veins popping out of 
their necks. Recorded in Albini-esque low-fi 
(there's that same impossibly flat EQ that 
makes loose fillings vibrate), Next To You is 
a rumbling hammer party of negativity and 
creepiness, with "Coming Up" and "Slow" 
bulldozing the way. Meanwhile, "White Ring" 
is an epic bad bender of impossible volume, 
an uncouth display of sloppy-drunk dyslexia 
that would certainly make Will Shatter stand 
up and solute, were he alive today to hear it. 
Closing out with a Stooges-cum-Mudhoney 
summons to Satan like the scum-king dumpster 
„blues of "Toy Boat," Wig gives us seven wild 
reasons why nastiness is alive and well deep in 
our own Midwest. 

F.Y.I. 
Look out below! . . . GANG WAY (318 
N. Jefferson Ave., Wilmington, DE 
19802/302-762-3752) plays the kind of 
catch-me-now-I'm-falling pop that's been 
known to send clubs full of pogo-crazed 
partygoers into an absolute and utter 
tizz. Blending poppish quirk a la vintage 
Pylon with late '70s new wave punk like 
the Buzzcocks' frantic four chord ditties, 
Gang Way has that some sort of in-
nocence that made Ray Davies, Pete 
Shelly and Steve Mariott all such lovable 
mugs during their respective, wide-eyed, 
pimply teenybopper heydays. Bringing 
that early '60s sense of songwriting craft 
and catchiness to an audience seeking 
'90s manic pop thrills is no easy task, 
but like the Original Sins (who share a 
similar rollicking Farfisa organ sound), 
Gang Way mixes yesterday's simplicity 
with today's style and smarts for results 
that are A-plus. Throw in points for 
covering usually uncovered gems like 
"Don't Get Around Much Anymore" 
and "It's A Wonder" and you'll see 
why Gang Way has our lapels creased 
sharply and our moptops flopped to 
their fluffiest... Winning our "Most 
Creative Use Of An Oil Derrick As A 
Percussion Track Award," Nebula Rec-
ords has just released a compilation of 
some of the United States' most blistering 
and pummeling new industrial music 
looming on our frontiers. Skimmed off 
the top of the underground (while these 
ain't exactly as mainstream as Ministry, 
a lot of it does border closely to the 
more user-friendly sounds of Nettwerk 
and Wax Trax stuff), Industrial 
Chaos (c/o Nebula, Box 1125, Detroit, 
MI 48224) shows that while many of to-
day's techno and industrial heads may 
tip their hard hats to the European and 
German pioneers of the genre, there's 
still an identity to American industrial. 
This lengthy CD- and cassette-only com-
pilation does take into account some of 
the more guttural and raucous configura-

tions, and provides a wide spectrum of 
beats that fashion the pulse for the cut-
ting edge of today's body music: Gadfly, 
Blue Nimbus, Skin Horse, the Lab 
Animals, Rubber and Scott Campbell 
provided the best bangs, clangs and ker-
rangs we found amongst the girders and 
sheet metal of this compilation ... TREE 
PEOPLE is a Seattle Rock Group, and 
they do retain semblances to their local 
swishy forebears (such as Jack Endino, 
producer); but they also thrust enough 
rhythmic complexities to forge a twisty 
path away from standard three-chord 
brutality. Their self-titled EP, (available 
from Silence, 1206 E. Pike, Suite 671, 
Seattle, WA 98122) has plenty of 
crunchy riffs to beef up the five songs, 
but they also have an affinity for swoop-
ing vocals and rollercoaster song struc-
tures, which have the chunky grace of 
Skunk or even the Screaming Trees. 
While the actual structures of the songs 
could use a bit more fine-tuning, the 
band already has displayed enough 
boldly experimental common-sense to 
hold them a plateau or two above other 
fledging Seattle combos... The WILLY 
HOLIDAY GROUP, and their demo, 
Huge (Whoosh, 12130 Mitchell, Los 
Angeles, CA 90066), give that good 
and simple rock 'n roll groove o good 
toothsome shake and rattle. The four 
tunes stay at a mid-paced bump and 
grind, cuttin' the rug in the manner of 
J. Geils before they opened for the 
Stones and were famous, or Dash Rip 
Rock now. The lyrics are all about girls, 
most of them (the girls) bad, and we 
have three chords to choose from on the 
guitar, all delivered with the slightest hint 
of a punk sneer but mostly with the con-
viction of a band clambering on stage at 
3 a.m. and fighting to convince the re-
maining 10 patrons to stay and boogie. 
All the tunes are solid, gruff and punch 
exactly where expected, but we single 
out "Golden Vanity" and "Comm 
Home" to make that first impression.

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FATS DOMINO My Blue Heaven

York, NY 10019) —It seems that 35 
years on, the world was just about to 
forget that, in his prime, Alphonse "Fats" 
Domino was the #2 selling artist in rock 'n 
roll—only Elvis Presley, the King, could 
outweigh the Fat Man at the cash registers 
and on radios and jukeboxes during rock 
and roll's glory years from 1955-60. Now, 
75 million plus copies and still ticking, it's 
about time the world re-discovered Fats via 
a corresponding movie, and the results on 
this 20-track CD are, as Fats himself sings 
on the closing track, "What o party/Lawdy, 
Lawdy!" They're almost all here, from Fats' 
first waxing to his last high-charting hit for 
Imperial—listened to in sequence, it's a 
stunning walk through the life's work of one 
of rock 'n roll's greatest legends. With in-
sightful and often hilarious liner commen-
tary culled from an interview with 
bandleader Dave Bartholemew (himself 
50% of Fats' hitmaking formula, co-writing, 
arranging, producing, and leading the 
band on virtually all of Fats' major hits) this 
could be the best portrait to date of the 
man who brought R&B ardor and walking, 
striding boogie-woogie piano to the bud-
ding young world of rock 'n roll. Best of 
all, My Blue Heaven promises us that 
it's only "Volume 1," so we can look out 
for EMI to unearth even more of the gems 
lurking in the hallowed Imperial and ABC 
vaults that house Fats Domino's greatest 
hits (hey, while you're in there, how about 
his 1968 belting cover of "Lady Madon-
na"?). Can anybody say box set? Ooo-
wee, my oh my! 

HOLLIES Epic Anthology: From The 
Original Master Tapes (Epic, P.O. 
Box 4450, New York, NY 
10101-4455)—Or the history of British 
pop music in the '60s. The Hollies, though 
very obviously and openly influenced by 
the Beatles' recordings, were the purest of 
all the British pop groups, eschewing, for 
the most part, the psychedelic trappings 
that burnt out so many groups so quickly 
and opting instead for a clean, clever, 
richly layered vocal sound—one which still 
thrills some 20 years later. While this com-
pilation of the band's Epic recordings is not 
a complete Hollies best-of (early hits such 
as "Look Through Any Window" and "Bus 
Stop" were pre-Epic), it captures them at 
their peak, both with Graham Nash and 
after his departure. Save for the tracks 
minus lead vocalist Allan Clarke, each of 
the tracks has its own charm and presence, 
even the twee Merseybeat of "Jennifer Ec-
cles" or the post-Sgt. Pepper twaddle of 
"Try It." On such blue-eyed soul master-
pieces as "Listen To Me," "Do The Best 
You Can," "Sorry Suzanne," "I Can't Tell 

The Bottom From The Top," "Long Dark 
Road" and the near-perfect hits "He Ain't 
Heavy, He's My Brother" and "The Air 
That I Breathe," the Hollies performed 
some of the most luscious pop music this 
side of the Everly Brothers; deceptively sim-
ple and breathtakingly crafted. 

DEVO Hardcore Vol. 1 (Rykodisc, 
Pickering Wharf, Bldg. C-3G, 
Salem, MA 01970)—Everyone receives 
clear consciousness through Devoness. The 
process of becoming Devo is not an easy 
one, although thousands upon thousands 
made the change almost from the begin-
ning. Rykodisc has assembled those classic 
early moments of raw New Wave before 
there was such a term onto this re-release. 
Devo's use of synth keyboards and twangy 
guitars set standards for new music in a 
time when disco, Saturday Night Fever and 
John Travolta ruled ears, screens and 
hearts everywhere. Their twisted cover of 
the Stones' classic "Satisfaction" not only is 
a top five cover of all time, but also set a 
certain attitude for the time, while "Jocko 
Homo" flashes us back to childhood images 
of staying up late to catch their U.S. debut 
on Saturday Night Live (personally, I still 
have my Devo radiation suit). Besides these 
demo versions of the classics, Rykodisc has 
obtained earlier unreleased work, eleven of 
the fifteen, recorded as four-track basement 
recordings from as early as 1974 in their 
home base in Akron, OH. Wonder what 
the hell their parents were thinking about 
when ultra-LSD vibed sounds oozed out 
from their basement? Unreleased tracks 
worthy of highest Devo worship include: 
"Mechanical Man," -Auto Mo-Down," 
"Buttered Beauties," "I'm A Potatoe" and 
"Uglato." Also, beides the aformentioned 
now classics, "Space Girls Blues" and 
"Social Fools" are well worth re-examining. 

TIM BUCKLEY Dream Letter—Live 
In London 1968 (Straight-Enigma 
Retro, 11264 Playa Ct., P.O. Box 
3628, Culver City, CA 
90231-3628)—Tim Buckley's one of 
those artists whose recorded catalog is so 
sketchy and hit-and-miss that choosing 
which of his records to purchase (especially 
if you're a newcomer) has been a thankless 
task; one wrong move, and an LP of tepid 
white funk could snake its way into your 
collection. Not to worry, though, 'cause 
Enigma Retro has made available this stun-
ning double live CD, effectively serving as a 
much needed overview of singer/songwriter 
Buckley's up and down career. Recorded at 
his artistic peak (post-Goodbye And 
Hello and pre-Happy/Sad), Buckley's 
vocal presence and prowess is staggering, 
both in depth of feeling and in technical 
merit. Buckley's certainly a product of the 
late '60s; the cosmic-hippie aura pervading 
much of Buckley's work hasn't aged so 
well, and the jazz leanings beginning to 
creep into much of his material seems to 
have a direct relationship with his increased 
intake of hallucinogenics. Nevertheless, 
Live In London (featuring six unreleased 
tracks) is a superior combination of adven-
turous improvisation and naked emotion, 
spotlighting an artist who was not afraid of 
bearing his soul in public and had the 
natural gift required to make it work. We 
were moved by: "Morning Glory," 
"Dolphins," "Who Do You Love," "Plea-
sant Street" and "The Earth Is Broken."

MILES DAVIS Pangea (Columbia, 
P.O. Box 4450, New York, NY 
10101-4450)—Pangea was the last 
album Miles made before his five year 
"retirement" at the end of the '70s; at the 
time of its completion (1975), it was ap-
parently deemed "too weird" or "too out 
there" by Columbia and has since only 
been available as a super-expensive 
Japanese import known only to collectors 
and completists. Needless to say, Miles' 
music from this last period is as difficult to 
describe in words as it must have been to 
market in those dark days at the dawn of 
disco—Pangea was too steeped in 4/4 
and electric instruments for most jazz minds 
of the day, and too weird and spaced-out 
even for the heaviest of rock "heads." It's 
two indescribably sprawling, 40-minute-plus 
songs spread onto two discs, where motifs, 
themes and riffs seemingly amble in and 
out, apparently often at Davis' own ar-
bitrary whim (notice how 45 seconds into 
"Zimbabwe," Miles flags his rhythm section 
to a halt and makes them start the whole 
song over again). Davis sounds alternately 
pissed off, volatile, wildly sexual, anguish-
ed, fucked-up or totally lost—but like Miles' 
personality, it's always totally compelling. 
Miles Davis' music here moves by different 
rules than other. jazz musicians before or 
since; it breathes, it sweats, it laments, it 
pumps like a heart. At this point in his 
career, Miles probably didn't give a fuck 
anymore, but that didn't stop his music 
from being so challenging and innovative, 
and it still sounds exciting today. 

PLUS, ALSO, TOO 
Columbia continues its aggressive reissue 
campaign, and even ups the ante by rolling 
out a new series, the Contemporary Jazz 
Masters series, not to be confused with the 
company's ongoing Legendary Masters 
series (though similiar in design—both but-
cher the albums' original graphics by 
superimposing distracting borders and logos 
around the cover's edges—Legendary 
Masters are blue, Contemporary Masters 
are reddish brown). As heavy as the series' 
roster of first releases is, the introductory 
Sampler serves as a good place to delve 
into this guidebook to the masters of 
modern jazz. The selection of titles ranges 
from the very sweet (LEE RITENOUR's 
First Course, or MAYNARD 
FERGUSON 's Chameleon) to the very 
substantial (the glorious appearance on CD 
of WEATHER REPORT's I Sing The 
Body Electric and MAHAVISHNU 
ORCHESTRA's Apocalypse, produced 
by George Martin, coupling the guitarist 
and ensemble with a small orchestra). 
Other extremely noteable reissues include 
AL DI MEOLA's Splendido Hotel; by 
1979 fusion was well on its way to becom-
ing the sterile and antiseptic pablum its 
critics had always accused it of being, but 
guitarist Di Meola breathes enough life into 
his vigorous, blasting electric leads to prove 
them wrong—at least for one more time. If 
you can forgive such dated discorama as 
"Roller Jubilee" and "I Can Tell," then 
you'll find treasures like the ominous "Din-
ner Music Of The Gods" or the tumultuous 
"Alien Chase On Arabian Desert" to show 
that no matter how big the bells on his 
pants or how low his shirt was buttoned, Di 
MeIola was (and is) a consummate ¡azz 
guitarist who blazed a bold new path for 
his instrument in the '70s.

BOO RADLEYS Boo Radleys (Action, 
47 Church St., Preston, 
U.K./0772-58809) —The Boo Radleys 
are brand new Rough Trade signings, 
based on the evidence of this recent debut 
album. From Liverpool, they share some of 
Stone Roses' softness for winsome Simon & 
Garfunkel pop ingenuity—hear "Waiting 
5th Carnival"—but there are o heap of 
parallel lines to be drawn down from My 
Bloody Valentine, Ride and Telescopes. The 
Rads spread out the same dazed-and-
confused squall of pliable melody, buried 
vocals and noisenik guitars, hitting every 
effects pedal worth its brandname in the 
name of pop, freedom and a future 
(preferably with a name like Rough Trade 
on it), like "Sweet Salad Birth"s holy trinity 
of feedback, distortion and fuzz-out. 
Adrenalin bursts like "Catweazle" and 
"Kalleidoscope" [sic] prove Martin Carr is 
fantastically posessed beyond his teenage 
years. The effect-pedal cloudburst disperses 
on a blissed-out "Walking 5th Carnival" 
which clearly states, "lost my way, look so 
hard but I couldn't find ...I'm too scared 
to look at the sun ..." in the crushed lost-
my-way style of the present rather than the 
alienated sour-lemon faces of old, and the 
Rads share the same sublime diaphonous 
space and clarity as the Valentines. The 
Rads may have trouble finding an original 
path now that they've heard and seen what 
resembles their future—Ride especially—and 
the '60s psych-poster art on the cover is 
way too predictable, but this is a vivid 
snapshot of early discovery, another fairly 
essential requited pop/noise adventure. 

MONOCHROME SET Dante's Casino 
(Vinyl Japan, 281 Camden High 
St., London, U.K. NW1 713X)— 
Monochrome Set was a fiendishly clever 
new wave rehabilitator of '60s beat-pop 
styles (hear the early Rough Trade singles 
and Virgin's Strange Boutique album) 
with art-punk rather than revivalist ethics. 
Chart ambitions and lineup changes ruined 
them by '84 but a new Japanese label has 
reunited singer Bid, guitarist Lester Square 
and bassist Andy Warren with some 
sublime results. Dante's Casino may lack 
even one of Square's epic surfstrumentals 
but his trebly Johnny Marr-ish twangs and 
volleys—a previously unrecognized in-
fluence on the Smiths' guitarist?—match 
Bid's rejuvenated songwriting. "Belle 
Morte," "Mindfield" and "White 
Lightning" are just three in a succession of 
sartorially elegant, English-diseased pop-
tones in the Kinks tradition but without Ray 
Davies' social commentary or the Set's oc-
casional, irritating dilettantish veneer of old. 
Instead they plaster us with taons, unwin-
ding in the shape of "Up"s acoustic lining 
and autumnal strings and winding out on 
"Reverie" 's sweet-and-sour strain of back-
ward guitars. A post-punk reunion with honors. 

LEATHERFACE Fill Your Boots 
(Roughneck, 91 Highbury New 
Park, London, N5 2EUI 
071-359-9661)— Fast, shit heavy, loud 
as hell and twice as hot." So says 
Roughneck, who hasen't told any fibs to 
date, and Leatherface's second album—an 
eight-tracker — might well live up to the 
press blurb promise. I only quote the label 
because I also want to steal their descrip-
tion of the group as "a short-haired 
Motorhead for today's post-Husker Du 
generation," but I'll pass on the reference 
to their "delirious scrapyard fever," only 
because Leatherface rides too close to the 
confines of pop structure for serious 
delirium. Fill Your Boots is the sound of 
boys from the Blackstuff, in the grim North-
east corner town of Sunderland, who take 
their name from The Texas Chainsaw 
Massacre, start their records with a typical 
pinball shot called "New York State"—all 
words are rendered indecipherable by a 
gravel-gargling Frankie NW Stubbs—but 
sound closest in mind and body to the 
Lemonheads, Bostonian labelmates on 
Roughneck for just one single ("Different 
Drum"). Except Leatherface is stroppier, 
more frayed and Roughneck is no Atlantic. Yet. 

SUMMER FUN (PART THREE) 
Nothing is happening. Let me qualify that; 
what I am about to write sounds like 
nothing. Maybe you have to be here to ap-
preciate the relaxing nothing-is-cool, no, I 
mean nothing-going-on-is-fine-by-me. 
Everyone is on holiday, the roads are clear 
and the big news is that The Blue Nile is to 
play their first ever U.K. shows and All 
About Eve can't decide on their new lineup. 
Do you get my meaning? Serious big news 
is that High Street chain store Boots is to 
stop selling seven-inch singles. Serious small 
news is that Dub Sex bassist Cathy Brooks 
has left to join Manchester radio DJ Phil 
Korbell on a 12,500 tandem ride in aid of 
the rain forests—that's Sydney-Indonesia-
Malaysia- Thailand-China-Nepal-India-
Turkey-Europe-Manchester—aiming to raise 
50,000 pounds. 
Serious big news (2) is that JOHN 

PEEL—resident airwaves champion since 
World War I—is finally being moved to the 
weekends. It seems partly his choice but 
that's it for national weekday radio. 
Serious big news (3): even if the new 

single/album/ANYTHING of serious New 
Wave-era songwriter and reformed junkie 
Peter Perrett of the Only Ones—Syd Barrett 
meets Lou Reed, luminescent band records 
the sound of their weekend—never sur-
faces, at least his pic is in the papers as 
forthcoming producer of the fairly new and 
deserving (says Peter) LOVE'S YOUNG 
NIGHTMARE. Sounds like an Only Ones' 
title, or Perrett's life. Please watch this 
space for the world's best hermit 
songwriter. 
Serious big news for fans of One Little 

Indian, the Popinjays and OLI/A&M (in the 
U.S.) "stars" KITCHENS OF DISTINC-
TION. After sharing a U.K. tour, they 
decided to play a secret—i.e. annouced in 
the press and radio—show at London's 
diminutive Bull & Gate pub. Playing as the 
Toilets Of Destruction, a couple of the, uh, 
Toilets, played in blond shag wigs 'n 
dresses, ripping through Bauhaus' "Bela 
Lugosi's Dead," the Troggs' "Wild Thing," 
Bowie's "Heroes" and their own "Mainly 
Mornings" before we could stop them. The 
latter was played—inch-perfect—"in the 
style of Galaxie 500, who we really love, 
yes we do," according to singer Patrick, 
who sung in a strained falsetto. If anyone 
taped the night, expect the bootleg 45 
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of the year. Can I say hi to Doug Wareham 
again? Yeah, I told you it was a quiet month. 

SINGLES 
Time to be evangelical on behalf of 
Iceland's REPTILE: Did you see them at 
NMS? Weren't they the ultimate 21st cen-
tury schizoid band? Their first 7" single 
"Hope" is glacier-cool blue-eyed pop, as 
opposed to "Kebab" on the flip, which, in 
4:45 encapsulated their smorgasbord of 
bubblegum thrash, jazz swing and ethnic 
hoedown. "Hope" opens with "I wanted to 
kill kim but he was out of date" and 
choruses with "I'm so cold but he's so hop-
pahor." Work it and them out at your 
leisure (Worker's Playtime, 61-71 Collier 
St., London, N1 96E/071-833-3456)... 
Times they have a-changed—how long since 
anyone here was challenged with, uh, im-
bibing some R.E.M.? ONIONHEAD 
doesn't sound guilty, ¡ust a little besotted. 
"Level X-ing" opens their second four-track 
EP Ming like "Harbourcoat" kicked off 
Reckoning, and I mean like "Harbour-
coat," with Buck's some two- note Byrds-
chime call-to-arms. Similar plaintive roots-
pop chug and harmonies spill out all over. 
Not intoxicated by half but unfussy types 
should apply (Fairweather, P.O. Box 1708, 
Moseley, Birmingham, U.K. B13 9JZicall 
Chris Carr at 071-734-2712)... Pity the 
poor consumer. The dance scene is now so 
fractured and us reviewers so fractious over 
which terms are passe and which aren't an 
insult to those artists adamant they're 
beyond categorization anyway, that no one 
writes about the record. OK; Liverpool trio 
WHERE'S THE BEACH doesn't make rap 
or hip-hop but most other—intrinsically 
white—groove checks get counted. True 
Merseybeat at last! A three-track EP, 
"Suakin" is gorgeous inner-city world-beat, 
Pet Shop Boys rewriting Indian film music; 
"Tripping The LUV Fantastic" is Belgian 
New Beat with a sampled hook from the 
Shangri-La's "Give Him A Great Big Kiss"; 
and "Feed The Fire" is a drooling piano-
laced acid/pop crossover. There, that 
should irritate them (Mantra, 173A 
Smithdown Road, Liverpool, U.K./ 
051-709-5436)... In a post-punk London 
stylee circa 1981-82, ASIA FIELD's 
"Burst" EP cries "ARIBA!" like a hi-tech A 
Certain Ratio or a punky, spotty Kid Creole, 
with bongos, whistle amd tambourine. 
Sounds frightening, doesn't it? Actually, it 
has a wild charm, while the group has kept 
very quiet about themselves. Give them a 
great big kiss for that alone (Frank, c/o Red 
Alert, 23 New Mount St., Manchester, U.K. 
M4 4DE/061-953- 4068) . . . Less funky-
frenetic, without bongos, etc., but with dry, 
drole vocal, whirling Hammond organ and 
elliptical wah-wah guitar, MY JEALOUS 
GOD's "Everything About You" is promis-
ing, not arse-quaking. From London, no 
less (Rough Trade, 61 Collier St., London 
N1 9BE/081-837-6747)... Who remembers 
London? . . .When we talk about times a-
changing, we just repeat PRIMAL 
SCREAM at each other. Archtypal Crea-
tionists, '60s-propelled in melody, '70s-
propelled in attitude, add one hijacked 
('60s) pop verse to ('70s) soul chorus and 
any-decade summer-of-love slogan for 
"Come Together." Who remembers the Ed-
win Hawkins Singers? Beautifully executed 
and totally lacking "soul." Saying "nice 
production"—by the admittedly talented 
Terry Farley and Andy Weatherall—is like 
saying "nice light show" at the end of a 
concert (Creation, 2nd Flr., 8 Westgate St., 
London, E8/081-986-7167).

With the return of students from summer break, what 

will happen to the top of the chart? Will the hard-

charging Pixies (#2 debut) be able to topple Sonic 

Youth (#1 for the eighth straight week)? Will the new 

kids like lggy Pop's new LP (5-3)? And how about cur-

rent Top 10 albums by Jazz Butcher (12-7), Aztec 
Camera (15-8) and the dizzyingly wild Jane's Addic-

tion (#9 debut)? Either the returnees will discover older 

LPs like Sonic Youth and lggy for the first time, giving 

them a resurgence on the charts, or they'll go on to 

newer releases like Jane's or the Pixies and leave the 

summer LPs behind. We shall see. 

As many labels are readying bulging release schedules, 

the current chart reflects many of the early arrivals; there 

are debuts galore. Along with the aforementioned Pixies 

and Jane's Addiction entries, there's Virgin's Bob Mould 

(#12), Jive-RCA's Boogie Down Productions (#25), 

One Little Indian-Elektra's Heart Throbs (#27), A&M's 

Neville Brothers (#32), Atlantic's Lemonheads 
(#36), Charisma's Jellyfish (#41) and Beggars Banquet-

RCA's Thee Hypnotics (#48)—and that's ¡ust in the top 

third of the chart! There are a grand total of 25 new 

entries this issue. 

Meanwhile, there are lots of indie success stories in this 

issue's Top 150. Along with the high position of Rough 
Trade's Jazz Butcher, there's the unusual success of the #1 
Import, 4AD's Dead Can Dance, which moves 21-17. 

Juggler's Blue Hearts (55-39) and Gasatanka-
Rockville's Shonen Knife (86-43) give the Japanese 

a stateside victory, while Rockville's Uncle Tupelo 

(122-51), Frontier's Weirdos (81-56), Matador's mondo-

hyped (for good reason) Teenage Fanclub (#61 de-

but), Tommy Boy's 808 State (119-76) and Dr. Dream's 
Bob's Your Uncle (89-80) all give their respective in-
dependent labels a shot in the arm. 

Back On The Block: There's a load of re-entries/re-

surgences on the chart, so let's run down the artists that 

are experiencing deja-vu. Loop comes back at #94— 
there's a live EP out; Big Dipper goes 130-97 after 
peaking at #15 earlier; Steve Earle And The Dukes 
re-enter at #138; Jeff Healey Band re-enters at #148; 

and Babes In Toyland re-enters at #149 after peaking 
previously at #32. The reasons for all this weird action in-
clude new singles, touring, record service and that ever-

important multi-media ”buzz." 

P.S. Shinehead finally enters the chart at #122. It's 
about time.

GARY STE WART Battleground 
(Hightone, 220 4th St., #101, 
Oakland, CA 946071415-763-8500) 
—The thing that first strikes you is the 
voice. Gary Stewart has been a major force 
in country music since the '70s and when 
he sings, you realize he means every word. 
To these ears, there's no wilder honky-tonk 
country blues raver alive today. Battle-
ground is his second release for Hightone, 
a follow-up to his highly lauded 1988 com-
eback, Brand New, and once again he's 
working with producer Roy Dea. Dec seems 
to know how get the best from Stewart, 
having produced a slew of hits for him in 
the '70s, and here they surround them-
selves with a stellar cast, including slide 
guitar slinger Warren Haynes of the Allman 
Brothers Band, David Briggs on keyboards 
and country legend Reggie Young on lead 
guitar. Stewart wrote four new songs for 
Battleground; of these, the hot boogie-
woogie "Let's Go Jukin" and the tender 
love song "Delia" stand out. The ¡umpin' 
blues of "Nothin' But A Woman," original-
ly done by Robert Cray, and a stunning 
take on Bobby Darin's "You're The Reason 
I'm Living" show that Gary Stewart can still 
take someone else's tune and make it his 
own. 

EMMYLOU HARRIS Duets (Reprise, 
3300 Warner Blvd., Burbank, CA 
91510) —Magical is a word that has 
always been associated with Emmylou 
Harris. Her voice is as sweet and pure as 
any in country music. What we have with 
Duets is a celebration of her ability to 
meld diverse musical styles into country/folk 
territory and blend her vocals with someone 
else's. This has allowed her to record, with 
an incredible variety of performers, an 
array of songs written by a truly eclectic 

bunch including Townes Van Zandt, Tom 
Petty and Kate & Anna McGarrigle, while 
at the same time influencing lots of artists 
who also believed that good songs/good 
music will always win out over fashion. All 
of the tracks here have been previously 
released, except the hot guitar rave-up 
"The Price I Pay" with the Desert Rose 
Band and a loving version of Nanci Grif-
fith's "Gulf Coast Highway" with Willie 
Nelson. Harris' name will forever be at-
tached to the legacy of Gram Parsons. The 
achingly beautiful rendition of "Love 
Hurts" from Parsons' Grievous Angel is 
a fitting representation of their work 
together. Other stand-out tracks: "Thing 
About You" with Southern Pacific, "Star Of 
Bethlehem" with Neil Young and "If I 
Needed You" with Don Williams. 

MCBRIDE & THE RIDE Burnin' Up 
The Road (MCA, 70 Universal 
Plaza, Universal City, CA 91608) 
—There's lots of bands trying the country-
rock thing these days, but few are as suc-
cessful as McBride 8‘ The Ride are on their 
debut, Burnin' Up The Road. Compos-
ed of Terry McBride (bass and vocals), Ray 
Herndon (guitar) and Billy Thomas (drums), 
the band was brought together by producer 
Tony Brown, who knew Herndon and 
Thomas from their work with Lyle Lovett 
and Vince Gill, respectively, and McBride 
from his songwriting. All have had exten-
sive experience working with other artists 
and it shows. The musicianship displayed 
here is solid and spirited. McBride's vocals 
at times recall Jeff Hanna of the Nitty 
Gritty Dirt Band, fitting into a rocker as 
easily as into a ballad. The songwriting is 
top notch as well, telling stories of real life 
situations without being cliched, with in-
teresting melodies and fine vocal har-
monies. Check out the slinky shuffle of 
"Ain't No Big Deal," the breakaway pace 
and fancy guitar work on the title track, 
"Turn To Blue," featuring the smooth 
moves of guest fiddler Mark O'Connor, 
and the twanging and prancing of "Every 
Step Of The Way," one of my favorite 
singles so far this year. 

MATT "GUITAR" MURPHY Way 
Down South (Antone's, 2928 
Guadelupe, Austin, TX 78705/ 
512-322-0617) —Although best known 
for his work with the Blues Brothers, Matt 
Murphy has had a long and influential 
career, having worked with such legends as 
Muddy Waters, Memphis Slim and Bobby 
"Blue" Bland. Surprisingly this is his first 
solo record and Way Down South 
reflects his Memphis background. It's full of 
southern fried funk and blues with simmer-
ing keyboards, a dash of horns and a 
passel of steamy guitar. Making this even 
more special is the appearance of Matt's 
brother, Floyd, a star guitarist on the 
original Sun Records sessions. Their guitar 
work compliments one another and they 
charge each other up to dazzling effect. 
These guys helped write the book on elec-
tric blues guitar playing and on Way 
Down South, they display most of their 
tricks. It's a blues lover's delight. Suggested 
Cuts: the smooth "Buck's Boogie," "Blue 
Walls," the lowdown funk of "Gonna Be 
Some Changes Made" and the gritty soul 
of the title track. 

SHORT SHOTS 
Feeling in a traditional mood? Here's a 
couple to try out. TIM RYAN's self-titled 
debut (Epic, 34 Music Square East, 
Nashville, TN 37203) is a surprisingly

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diverse affair. Ryan's a fine songwriter with 
a smooth baritone that easily slides into a 
cowboy's falsetto. The arrangements and 
feel here remind me of a young George 
Strait, with a bunch of Texas swing and a 
pinch of the blues, flavored with just the 
right amount of pedal steel and fiddle. 
Ryan hits the mark almost every time. 
"Cowboy's Sweetheart," "A Little Lovin' 
Won't Hurt A Thing" and "Honky Tank 
Highway" are my choices for the best from 
this artist to watch... Blue Jungle is the 
latest from legend MERLE HAGGARD 
(Curb, 3907 W. Alemedo Ave., Burbank, 
CA 91505), and it's something you'll 
have to listen to just 'cause it's Merle. 
Although it's not a killer, there are some 
memorable moments here. Most notably, 
"Sometimes I Dream" and "Under The 
Bridge" show he can still write a great 
song and sing it with that unmistakable 
voice that's sweet and mellow. 

THE INDIE SCENE 
Alligator Records (P.O. Box 60234, 
Chicago, IL 60660) continues to seek out 
the finest little known contemporary blues 
musicians and brings us the California blues 
harmonica stylings of WILLIAM CLARKE. 
He's recorded a series of albums for a 
variety of small labels, but Blowin' Like 
Hell is a major step forward, full of deep, 
powerful grooves that ¡ump from the 
speakers. Clarke's harmonica playing is 
passionate, while his vocals add ¡ust the 
right amount of gruffness to these down 
and dirty blues. Check out "Drinking By 
Myself," "Lonesome Bedroom Blues" and 
the roof raising title track .. . KIMBERLY 
M'CARVER is a singer/songwriter from 
Houston who will undoubtedly be com-
pared to Nanci Griffith. Her debut, 
Breathe The MoonLight (Philo/Rounder, 
1 Camp St., Cambridge, MA 02140), is full 
of the same style of folk-grass that Griffith 
is known for, which is not necessarily a bad 
thing. M'Carver's songs are well crafted, 
touching tales of down-home America and 
her musical accompaniment is outstanding, 
with Stuart Duncan, Jerry White, Jerry 
Douglas and Roy Huskey, Jr. (we're 
talking serious Nashville session cats here) 
all lending a hand. Give a listen to "Bor-
rowed Time," "Serious Doubt" and "Whis-
tle Down The Wind." ...A few issues back 
I mentioned a tape I'd heard and liked by 
Austin's JEAN CAFFEINE (2202 Lake 
Austin Blvd., Austin, TX 78703/512-499-8481). 
Well, she's added some songs and spruced 
the thing with some dandy artwork for a 
new release called Jean Caffeine's All-
Nite Truck Stop. With songs like the 
twangy "That Was The Liquor Talkin'," 
and the monster guitars of "Big Wheel," 
and a voice that adapts well to several dif-
ferent styles, Caffeine displays a lot of 
potential—you record company people 
would be wise to check this one out. 

FINAL NOTE 
In a final note: After six good years, 
ALLEN BRO WN, CBS Nashville's director 
of artist & media development, has resign-
ed from his position. Allen will reportedly 
be starting his own artist management com-
pany. Anybody who has ever had any 
dealings with Allen knows he's the hardest 
working man in show business, so there's 
no doubt he'll succeed in whatever he 
does. Good luck, buddy.

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VARIOUS ARTISTS Hard Cash 
(Green Linnet, 43 Beaver Brook 
Road, Danbury, CT 06810) —There 
are certain albums that become historical 
signposts for their genre: The Indestruct-
able Beat Of Soweto, The Harder 
They Come, or the various tributes to 
Woody Guthrie. They all tend to revive, or 
in some cases, create interest in a style. 
Hard Cash could be that record for 
British political/social songwriting. 
Spearheaded by Richard Thompson's "Time 
To Ring Some Changes," his oft-recorded 
anthem for justice, this BBC soundtrack 
about labor rights features some of the best 
of the current European "folk" scene. Ron 
Kavana, who I raved about last week, of-
fers a scathing plea for a "Living Wage," 
his story of the boredom of an educational 
system designed so one can "get out alive 
and grovel gratefully on the eternal 9 to 
5." Another Thompson contribution, "Mrs. 
Rita," sung to hand-wringing perfection by 
June Tabor, offers the vision of a shop girl 
barely getting by to line the bosses' pockets. 
The Watersons, the singing family, offer a 
sprightly dance and dosie-do that belies the 
lyric, "Bow to the caller, dozie-do the men, . . . 
and a dignified finish on your arse." Every 
song on the record has something to say 
about the de-regulation and de-socialization 
of English economic policy, leaving the 
poor poorer and the Lords in their houses. 
In a year where everyone is carving the 
gravestone for communism and the social 
state, and sending in the army to insure the 
flow of capital from the East, here is a 
reminder that the free-market has its 
casualties in increasing numbers. While the 
album features well-known names like 
Thompson, Clive Gregson and Martin Car-
thy, the discovery of the talent of writers 
like Keith Hancock, Ron Kavana and Dave 
Kelly will surely be the biggest benefit from 
this record getting U.S. exposure.

BLACK MAMBAZO? Then get your ears 
on the third track of Shanachie's Classic 
Tracks (37 E. Clinton St., Newton, NJ 
07860/ 201-579-7763). "Isimanga 
Salomlaba" is one of the best cuts I've 
heard from this Azanian vocal group. It has 
an unusual syncopation, a great bottom 
end and an almost jazz feel. Then you can 
listen to the rest of these 20 cuts taken from 
their long career, most unavailable on any 
domestic releases...African retro hit of the 
month: Viva! Zimbabwe (Carthage/ 
Hannibal, 100 Jersey Ave., New Brunswick, 
NJ 08901/609-466-9320) is still one of the 
most solid collections of the music of 
Zimbabwe available in the U.S. If you think 
the Bhundus are good, get a load of 
Devera Ngwena Jazz Band's "Solo Na 
Mutsai." This guitar cut will leave your ears 

blistered with its mix of Zim and Azanian 
jive. There's also the speed it of The Four 
Brothers, who may be the next Zimbabwe 
guitar band to break into the States. This 
1983 compilation of early-'80s singles from 
Africa is now out on CD, so if you missed it 
the first time around, get to it!... In The 
Blood (Rykodisc, Pickering Wharf, Bldg. 
C-3G, Salem, MA 01970/508;744-7678) is 
an interesting fusion of "new" music and 
original local recordings being used as a 
soundtrack to a movie about hunting and 
conservation in Africa. While I know little 
about the movie (directed by the guy who 
brought you hits like "Pumping Iron" and 
"P.I.2"), the music as an album works well. 
There are excellent picks from the record 
archives of Moses Mchunu and his band, 
Dumi Maraire, loure Kunda and the in-
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GINGER BAKER available on AXIO M" compact discs, cassettes and records

AXIOM" cbstrIbuted by MANGO-, an Island Records Inc Co chaff 's bi9sed on spi-cme-
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credible Master Musicians of Tanzania 
(from their Triple Earth LP Mateso). 
Everywhere on the album is the touch of 
Babatunde Olatun¡i— sometimes as leader 
of his drum ensemble, and many other 
times as collaborator with synthist/writer 
Michael Kissel, who adds every instrument 
on earth to the mix—and writer Andrew 
Halbreich. The original music ranges from 
lush synthesizer washes with acoustic 
touches to frame drum and nkoni songs 
that mimic the real thing. Some of the 
pieces, like David Torn's "Endless Grass 
Sea," may be effective as a soundtrack, 
but in my living room become new age 
silliness. Fortunately, these are only a few 
of the 25 songs on the set. One caveat: All 
the liner notes and promotion go to great 
pains to avoid the subject matter of the 
movie, even to the point of including a 
disclaimer about the opinions of the movie 
versus Rykodisc. I also should add that it 
would have been good if the notes included 
sources for the songs, from albums on 
Music Of The World, Shanachie, Triple 
Earth, Rounder and CellulOid, all of whom 
have excellent compilations to further your 
knowledge of the music. 

CARIBBEAN GROOVES 
There's been a plethora of great island 
sounds coming to my mailbox of late, so 
here's a sampling of some favorites: If 
there was ever a tune to prove it all comes 
around, it has to be Felix and His Krazy 
Cats playing "Bei Mir Bist Du Schoen." 
How do you figure a calypso group 

decided to do a cover of a Yiddish music 
hall number? One that was just given a 
Caribbean treatment the previous year 
(1937) by those rum and cola queens of 
calypso, the Andrews Sisters? Brilliant in its 
wacky attitude and strange stops, this is a 
winner. It's just one of the many grooves 
on Rounder's Calypso Breakaway 
1927-1941 (1 Camp St., Cambridge, MA 
02140. The famous calypsonians are well 
represented by Attila, the Tiger, Lord Beg-
giner and Belasco, who does a nice 
Chopin-visits-Venezuela waltz. The other 
highlight of the set, for me, is provided by 
Al Philip lere Syncopators—a hot swinging 
tune of call and response melody gives 
both clarinet and saxophone a chance to 
do a little big-band imitation . . . The JOLLY 
BOYS have returned, sort of. Their First 
Warning LP is now getting a CD release 
from Ryko (address above). Mento is the 
early music of Jamaica, so "pop-mento" is 
the new version of the old music, or 
something like that. Whatever, their laid 
back yet infectious sound floats along 
driven by the bass of the kalimba (a giant 
thumb piano) and the plunk of the banjo. 
The themes run from silly to risque, in-
cluding the often covered "Shaving 
Cream," a popular double-entendre song 
of yesteryear. All of these songs will seem 
familiar, as the style has influenced reggae, 
ska, soca and Tin Pan Alley writers for 
decades. Be Jolly!  .0n the high-tech 
scene comes NELSON's When The 
World Turns Around (Shanachie, 
address above). A few too many programs 
and digital doodads on some cuts mar an 
otherwise savvy set. "Town Have It" is a 
rollicking good time—funky guitar, vamping 
horns and jazzy keyboards are supplied by 
a band called the Equitables, and they 
really move it along at a snappy pace. 
They also supply a reggae groove for 
"Jouvert Morning." Nelson rattles out the 
vocals fast and jumbled in true calypso 
style, with everything from sweetish love 
songs to veiled messages—at times he's 
almost anthemic. I can almost hear the 

crowd at a concert shouting along "When 
The Time Comes," dancing and chant-
ing ... I am going to include this next 
record here because I'm not quite sure 
what else to do with it. I've been (for 
perverse reasons) a fan of a London style 
called bhangra, a disco-fied Indian pop 
music that was the rage in England a few 
years back. The albums had names like 
Saturday Night Bhangra and my 
favorite, Bhangra Fever. Rohit Records 
(511 Commerce St., Franklin Lakes, NJ 
07417), best known for their reggae 
records, recently released Greatest Hits 
by BABLA AND KANCHAN. What a 
strange recording. A synthesized soca track 
is overlayed with Indian drums (digital, I 
suspect) and tinges of traditional strings and 
winds (definitely silicon). Female vocalist 
Kanchan is really very good, an almost 
classic movie soundtrack singer. But unlike 
Najma or Sheila Chandra, this music is far 
more a Caribbean phenomena. This is not 
for everyone, but try slipping this into a 
dance mix somewhere and watch the heads 
turn, one by one, as it sinks in. Bhangra-
zouk fever! 

COMING ATTRACTIONS 
On the horizon? ALI FARKA TOURE's 
The River (Mango); SONA DIABATE, 
from Le Amazons de Guinee (Shanachie); 
the queen of mbira, STELLA CHI WESE, 
in a thundering set of percussion, balafon 
and thumb piano from Zimbabwe 
(Shanachie); M'BILA BEL, one of the 
great Tabu Ley vocalists (CellulOid); and a 
string of West African releases from the 
back catalog of Decca's Afrodisia label, 
starting with ju-¡u accordionist I.K. DAIRO 
(Original Music).Once again, I implore you 
to think for yourself, read, learn, listen and 
take the advice with a grain (large) of salt. 
Be the power!

INTRODUCiNG 111( FROhi 

VARIOUS ARTISTS Beyond The 
Front Line (Caroline Front Line, 
114 W. 26th St., New York, NY 
10001) —We had heard back around 
New Music Seminar time that Caroline 
records had acquired the U.S. rights to 

reissue titles from the revered catalog of 
Front Line records. Now, words become 
deeds, and Caroline enters into the reggae 
fray with a whole slew of wonderful 
reissues that revive the spirit of that 
celebrated mid-to-late '70s subsidy of Virgin 
UK that eventually became one of the 
world's top reggae labels. At the top of the 
stack is this incredible compilation of some 
of the label's finest moments (look below 
for a more in-depth look at its first few 
titles). Groove to the wonderfully deep and 
resonant voice of Prince Far I, classic 
Gregory Isaacs, the timeless message of 
Culture, and others. This comp captures the 
magic of a very special time in reggae's 
history, and it seems now almost as if musi-
cians all over Jamaica and the world knew 
that their time had come, and all their 
varied gifts and talents jelled into one of 
the music's most exciting periods. For-
tunately for us then, Front Line was there to 
capture and tell the story, and we're 
equally fortunate that Caroline is letting the 
music live on today. 

MORE NE WS FROM 
THE FRONT 
This latest slew of Front Line was just too 
rich and precious to confine to ¡ust one little 
review, so here's a brief wrap-up of some 

of the other initial titles, any of which could 
easily find itself a Crucial! pick were it 
released by itself for the first time today! 
There's no way to prioritize or rank 'em, 
but let's ¡ust start off with the GLADIATORS, 
whose Dreadlocks The Time Is Now 
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compilation culls from the vaults to skim the 
finest moments from four of their late-'70s 
albums. Leader Albert Griffiths came to the 
fore at the end of the decade as one of 
reggae's leading figures, and over the 
course of this compilation we are given 19 
glimpses of why. No dip into the Front Line 
archives would be complete without a 
substantial section devoted to the Cool 
Ruler, GREGORY ISAACS. His vocals 
here are among his most sonorous and 
distinctive of his career, and though he may 
have gone on to have many illustrious 
moments in his career since those days, he

has never rivaled his vocal artistry evidenc-
ed here. If you've forgotten what an awe-
some crack rhythm section Sly and Robbie 
were in their prime, check out this disc to 
feel their unparalleled pulse at its peak 
strength. Next up, we've been totally mes-
merized by the soaring vocal harmonies of 
the MIGHTY DIAMONDS. Go Seek 
Your Rights is a wonderful compilation 
of some of their most classic late-'70s work, 
showing them mixing their serious, pro-
vocative lyrics with intricate, lilting three-
part harmonies—an evocative sugar-and-
substance style that has kept them at the 
forefront of reggae even to this day. Lastly, 
but by no means the least (at generally well 
over 50 minutes each, how could we pos-
sibly consider any of these compilations 
"the least"?) we completely rediscovered 
the unique vocal stylings of U ROY on 
Version Of Wisdom. His vocal blips, 
yips and yelps on cuts like "Your Ace From 
Outer Space," "Wear You To The Ball" or 
"The Tide Is High" (light years away from 
the version covered by U.S. newwavers 
Blondie) show him to be the master exerting 
regal dominion over his own peculiar and 
inimitable vocal universe, the sole speaker 
of a weird, flying-saucer vocal language all

his own. 
What more could one ask for at the end 

of the summer than all these re-releases? 
All that seems to be missing would be re-
issues from reggae's most famous masters, 
the Wailers, and of course, Bob Marley. 
First there was BUNNY WAILER's Time 
Will Tell reissue earlier this summer— 
though we honestly didn't sit down and 
conduct side-by-side comparisons, it seemed 
that this re-pressing had a better and fuller 
sound than we remembered the original im-
port issue having. This seemed to pave the 
way nicely for a smooth segue into Island's 
(14 E. 4th St., New York, NY 10012) re-
mastered line of Marley re-releases, the 
peak of which is Legend. True, much of 
the material on this classic "greatest" pack-
age leans a little towards hits that have 
been overkilled by years of Marley's 
enormous popularity, but ¡ust pop on this 
smooth and deep-sounding CD and see if 
you don't find yourself being ¡ust as moved 
as you were the first time you heard the 
powerful music it contains. Great sound! 
There's no better way to reflect on the 
present and the future than by returning to 
one's past, so hats off to all the labels for 
keeping the valuable treasures (too often 
buried on spools of tape in their vaults) 
fresh and available and in the forefront of 
the public's consciousness. Keep it up! 

AH-SO-ME CHAT 
Tours, tours, tours! On the road again: 
STEEL PULSE recently opened for 
SANTANA on its U.S. tour... BURNING 
SPEAR is off to Europe for the next two 
months..."Reggae Japansplash" ¡ust 
ended; it featured acts like LLOYD 
PARKS, SHELLY THUNDER, FREDDIE 
McGREGOR, LADY G., SANCHEZ and 
more... BLACK UHURU, YELLO W-
MAN and SOPHIA GEORGE are 
sharing a package and will be marching 
down the red, white and blue roads 
through September, perhaps even part of 
October.. THIRD W ORLD is also cur-

rently stateside DENNIS BRO WN 
has plans for an October tour, as does 
AS WAD... MAXI PRIEST's new

They've come 
together to do a series of concerts locally 
which is being billed as "Love Will Always 
Be There." The first of the series was held 
in Ocho Rios on July 28. Pepsi chose Third 
World because the company's standards 
are very high, and whosoever they selected 
had to have a clean and wholesome im-
age ... The seventh annual "Reggae On 
The River Festival," held in the Mateel-
Humboldt triangle in Northern California, 
attracted 10,000 fans. The lineup included 
LUCKY  DUBE,  INNER  CIRCLE, 
MUTABARUKA, the MIGHTY DIA-
MONDS, MESSENJAH and DELLA

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FRESH!   

AFROS Kickin' Afrolistics (JMERAL, 
do Columbia, P.O. Box 4450, New 
York, NY 10101-4450)—If the Fat 
Albert gang were a rap group, they would 
probably look and sound a little bit like 
Hollis, Queens' Afros. After appearances in 
the "91 1 Is A Joke" and "The Gas Face" 
videos, the 'Fros have made their own 
sonic creation, Kickin' Afrolistics, in 
which they boast phony afro wigs to un-
suspectingly pay respectful recognition to 
the black style of pride in the '70s that 
eventually faded out with platform shoes, 
¡umpsuits and the dreaded polyester leisure 
suit. The Afros do it in a very whimsical and 
free-wheeling way that eminates a fun sen-
sibility and captures a world of different 
styles—giving them a more colorful and 
three-dimensional effect. The lyrics ore 
usually playful rhyme-trading between Kool 
Tee and Hurricane along with a whiny, 
high-pitched pimp-sounding voice. But at 
the drop of a hat, they are capable of 
stripping themselves of the clowning and 
delivering a hard message as heard in 
"Cousin' Destruction," where Kool Tee's 
voice becomes dark and Rakim-like over 
heavy, pounding beats. On their creatively 
more appealing side are "Hoe Cakes" and 
"This Jams For You," with its unlikely 
dancehall foundation. Also notable is "On 
The Fro Farm," with a hilarious, bouncy 
piano intro which slips into a steady groove 
and Anita Baker voice-loops with a hillbilly 
voice speaking about the Afros as young 
kids. The Afros have created a lustrous, 
laughable world of witty creativity and 
uncontrolled mayhem that will have you 
wearing the wig and kicking the afrolistics 
all the live-long day.

N. W.A 100 Miles And Runnin' (EP) 
(Priority, 6430 Sunset Blvd., 
Hollywood, CA 90028)—The moment 
of truth has arrived: It's put up or shut up 
for Eazy-E and the fellas. Can N.W.A 
remain as hard and street savvy after the 
unexpected departure of lyricist Ice Cube? 
Rest easy folks, there's no question about it! 
As they did before the release of Straight 
Outto Compton, N.W.A offers us a five-
song EP that restores the harsh attitude and 
sick mindset needed to appreciate a release 
such as this and the LP to follow. The cuts 
"1 0 0 Miles And Runnin" and "Just Don't 
Bite It" re-introduce their hardcore position 
in a straight-up, self-assuring slammer—the 
latter will have you cringing to vicious 
rhymes about sucking you-know-what, im-
mersed in a slow, heavy groove. Also ripp-
ing it up is a sequel to "  Tha 
Police" called "Sa Prize (Part 2)," where 
the boys absolutely nail every discriminative 
cop in the inner cities to the wall. Backing 
up the touchy subject matters is a harder 
sounding (if that's possible) N.W.A with a 
bigger, more forceful sound.

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ELIANE ELIAS Plays Jobim (Blue 
Note, do Capitol, 1750 N. Vine 
St., Hollywood, CA 90028)—On her 
third Blue Note recording, the transplanted 
Brazilian pianist Eliane Elias plays the 
music of the Godfather of the Bossa Nova, 
Antonio Carlos Jobim, with respect, real 
feeling but not outright mimicry. As such, 
Elias plays herself as much as she plays 
Jobim, using the maestro's melodies as a 
point of departure for her own, increasingly 
classical-styled, locutions. Like her husband, 
trumpeter Randy Brecker, the 30-year-old 
Elias has apparently decided to keep her 
career options open, hoping to keep one 
foot in straight-ahead jazz, the other in 
fusion, without completely alienating either 
audience. Few artists have managed to pull 
off that precarious balancing act. The ones 
who have—Chick Corea, Herbie Hancock, 
Freddie Hubbard and Stanley Turrentine, 
among the most prominent ones have pros-
spered but taken their lumps, critically. 
Unlike her previous effort, So Far, So 
Close, which found considerable favor 
with the happy-ersatz-jazz crowd, Plays 
Jobim will hit paydirt with aficionados of 
real jazz. Having shelved the synths, at 
least for the time being, Elias sticks to 
acoustic piano exclusively here. Elias' deft 
touch—alternately light and lilting or hard-
swinging, as the mood dictates—is buoyed 
by the exceptionally sensitive, nimble ac-
companiment of bassist Eddie Gomez 
(whose own commercial ploys have 
dismayed ¡azz mavens), drummer Jack 
DeJohnette and percussionist Nana 
Vasconcelos. Jobim's ballads, which have 
often been watered down and emasculated 
for mass consumption, have seldom sound-
ed more virile, more amenable to im-
provisation. Several of Jobim's most 
time-honored tunes are interpreted here 
("Desafinado," "Dindi," "One Note Sam-
ba"), but Elias' renditions of his less-often-
played numbers (the lovely ballad "Sabia," 
"Don't Ever Go Away" from the late '50s, 
and 1988's "Passarim") are equally, if not 
more, evocative. Elias, who performs a 
creditable vocal on the CD's concluding 
track, "Don't Ever Go Away," incorporates 
samba and bop rhythms, with canny har-
monies and a pinch of European classical 
sonorities, into an engaging melange of 
sound at once faithful to Jobim and herself. 
Elias is an astonishing, variegated talent. 
What she cannot be is all things to all peo-
ple, all the time, while remaining true to 
herself.

SONNY ROLLINS All The Things 
You Are (1963-64) (Bluebird, do 
RCA, 1133 Ave. of the Americas, 
New York, NY 10036)—On this com-
pilation CD, Sonny Rollins pays his respects 
to, and shares company with, his 
acknowledged idol—the tenor titan Col-

eman Hawkins. Fellow tenorman Rollins' 
All The Things You Are (67 minutes) 
unites the 1963 Sonny Meets Hawk 
album (July 15 and 18 quintet dates, each 
with Paul Bley at the piano) with three 
tracks each from the albums Now's The 
Time (1964) and The Standard Sonny 
Rollins (1965). The six Sonny Meets 
Hawk tracks stand out in retrospect not as 
a stunning artistic achievement but rather 
as a fascinating and valuable, albeit 
uneven, encounter. Rollins, 33 at the time, 
is the classic overachiever here, shaking 
and rattling and coaxing his horn into 
squeaks and squalls, harmonics and high-
pitched titters indicative of his avant-garde 
bent of the time. The tenorists' contrasting 
styles are especially evident on "All The 
Things You Are" and "Lover Man." 
Hawkins, 58 at the time, is firm, relaxed, 
melodious; Rollins, by contrast, is reaching, 
often astringent, eager to impress the 
master with his palette of pure color. Ac-
cording to one industry insider who claims 
to have attended the July 15, 1963, studio 
meeting, Rollins was so awestruck, so cow-
ed by Hawkins that he never took the horn 
out of his mouth during the entire session. 
Rollins himself, when queried by Jazz Line, 
neither confirmed nor denied the story, say-

ing only that, owing to his worship of 
Hawkins, it might have happened. The no-
tion that Rollins was out of his depth on this 
date, however, is dispelled by a private 
recording of Rollins and Hawkins at the 
Newport Jazz Festival nine days before the 
first studio meeting. At Newport (tape 
courtesy the Martin Milgrim Collection) 
Rollins plays with linear verve, surging for-
'ward with slashing abandon, bursting with 
ideas, interacting with Hawk on a tradi-
tional, as opposed to extraterrestrial, level. 
Then, as now, Rollins is clearly in his ele-
ment onstage, as befits his sobriquet as 
"the world's greatest living improvisor." 
On the basis of the never-issued Newport 
recording, then, one infers that Rollins' out-
side proclivities with Hawkins on the two 
subsequent studio sessions resulted more 
from overconfidence than from stage fright. 

VARIOUS ARTISTS The Modern Jazz 
Piano Album (Savoy, 160 W. 71st 
St., New York, NY 10023)—Bebop 
piano lives on this 72-minute primer 
documenting the famous, and not so 
famous, pianists who shaped modern jazz 
in the mid-to late '40s. Bud Powell, whose 
horn-like right-hand runs are the closest 
analogue to the fluid, mercurial lines of 
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ing, hard-edged guitar added to the rhythm 
to give birth to a living, breathing beast of 
sound and texture. Find a groove and en-
joy it, but you may need an ambulance if 
you attempt to dance your way through the 
hour-plus long pathways. Top Cuts: 
"Hilter," "Baby Fly Away," "Get Stuck,"

YOUNG BLACK TEENAGERS 
"Nobody Knows Kelli"/"Proud To 
Be Black" [1121104 BPM] (S.O.U.L., 
do MCA, 70 Universal City Plaza, 
Universal City, CA 91608)—The first 
release from PE overseers Hank Shocklee 
and Bill Stephney's promising new Sound 
Of Urban Listeners label is a pair of cuts 
that encompass the dangerously funny 
(especially if it gets into the wrong hands) 
to the hard and serious from the Young 
Black Teenagers. The first cut, "Nobody 
Knows Kelli," is a parody starring the 
...Married With Children blonde bomb-
shell, Christina Applegate, as a prostitute 
and Bart Simpson as her pimp. The 
hysterical storyline lyrics hit over a hard-
driving funk groove, making this cut an ins-
tant "must-hear." "Proud To Be Black" is 

a smoother flow that features headstrong 
lyrics promoting black pride and breaking 
stereotyes. The B-side is clearly the Shocklee 
brothers doing what they do best: a pair of 
solid instrumental remixes that slam hard 
even though they are stripped of most of 
the vocal tracks. 

YOU SAY 
WHAT IS THIS? 
CARON WHEELER s Livin' In The 
Light" [100 BPM] (EMI, 810 Seventh Ave., 
New York, NY 10019) shows that Ex-Soul II 
Soul queen, Caron Wheeler, has broken 
from the friendly shelter of Jazzie B and is 
forging into her own territory with a soar-
ing voice. This first single (produced by 
Afrika Baby Barn of the Jungle Brothers) 
takes a smooth, hypnotic groove and adds 
her cultured, sweet chords for a positive 
message. With remixes by Euro-god Black-
smith, the single has it all, including a quick 
but amazing acapella vocal bit ("Meewon-
jammin'") on the B-side... Newcomer 
NIKKI D.'s "Lettin' Off Steam"/"Up The 
Ante For The Panties" [112/104 BPM] (Def 
Jam, c/o Columbia, see address above) 
shows her displaying a powerful, command-
ing voice over slamming hard beats. Flavor 
Flay makes a guest spot on "Lettin' Off 
Steam" while on "Up The Ante," the 
hollow beats and funky samples front her 
self-righteous rhyming ... From the movie 
Return Of Superfly, CURTIS MAYFIELD 
AND ICE-T team up to make an updated 
version called "Superfly 1990" [112 BPM] 
(Capitol, see address above). Three soulful 
remixes are sported on the vinyl while the 
version on the soundtrack LP contains an in-
tense version with production and guitar 
work from Lenny Kravitz..  KINGS OF 
SWING's "Nod Your Head To This" [112 
BPM] (Virgin, 30 W. 21st St., New York, 

NY 10010) contains two great remixes by 
Norman Cook (Housemartins, Beats Inter-
national) and a choppier Audio Two mix; 
this trio rocks a simple hip-hop groove with 
clean party lyrics...Presenting an anti-drug 
message is MC TVVIST's "Step Off"/ 
"S-M-O-K-I-N-G C-O-K-E" [108/104 BPM] 
(Lethal Beat, 434 S. First St., San Jose, CA 
95113). Borrowing a chunk of "Play That 
Funky Music" by the Average White Band, 
MC Twist presents strong rhyming behind 
that '70s-influenced jam. The second cut 
presents more sampled vocal bits and scrat-
ching while still giving way to Twist's 
storyline message... CRIMINAL NA-
TION's "Insane" [128 BPM] (Nastymix, 
800 Tower Bldg., Seventh & Olive, Seattle, 
WA 98101/206-292-8772) brings a hard-
core message from the diseased streets of 
Tacoma, WA. The posse kicks hard, fast 
rhythms and a deep electronic bass line 
behind bursts of samples and relentless 
rhyming from MC Deff. Also strengthening 
the 12" are the forceful cuts "Criminal Hit" 
and "Homocide." Watch for their LP called 
Release The Pressure... Many so-
called straight "alternative" acts have tried 
remixing songs to try to cross over to the 
dance arena, but most have failed 
miserably. Not so with the JACK RUBIES 
and their spicy "Bullfighter's Disco Dance" 
[122 BPM] (TVT, 59 W. 19th St., Suite 5B, 
New York, NY 10011/212-929-0570). The 
maxi comes with four varied mixes that 
highlight the Mexican guitar strumming and 
yelping that make up the song from the 
Rubies' latest LP.

Over" [128 BPM] (SBK One, address 
above) thai is one of the first releases on 
the new dance branch of SBK Records. Five 
wonderful renderings grace the 12" with 
production help by Chi-town king Steve 
"Silk" Hurley and warbler Jamie Principle. 
With singles like this, who needs 
albums?... WENDELL WILLIAMS' 
"Everybody" [128 BPM] (Minimal, do 
Quark, 1650 Broadway, Suite 1212, New 
York, NY 10019/212-489-7260) is a mix-
heavy house-rocker that samples Michael 
Jackson's Off The Wall hit, "Don't Stop 
Till You Get Enough" and Black Box's 
"Everybody, Everybody" with Wendell's 
vocals holding it all together to make for 

Charlie Parker, and Lennie Tristano, the 
cerebral, long-lined player whose style 
presaged the Cool movement of the early 
'50s, are well represented here. But, to my 
mind, the chief virtue of this CD is the light 
it sheds on such lesser-known bop pianists 
as Herbie Nichols (also check out his Com-
plete Blue Note Recordings from 
Mosaic), Dodo Marmarosa and George 
Wallington. The Modern Jazz Piano 
Album, previously available on vinyl as a 
twofer, enables boosters, mavens and 
neophytes alike to make comparative 
¡udgments on these sterling players in one 
sitting. 

HOORAY FOR McKAIE 
AT MCA 
Wising up to the reality that ¡azz and blues 
are kissin' cousins, somebody at MCA (70 
Universal City Plaza, Universal City, CA 
91608) decided to put the company's jazz-
reissue program (Impulse, Decca) into the 
hands of the man who has handled MCA's 
Chess blues-reissue program with class and 
effectiveness—Andy McKaie. Smart move! 
Under McKaie's stewardship, MCA has rec-
tified the glaring weaknesses that undermin-
ed its first ¡azz reissues on CD a few years 
back. For a change, the back-cover 
packages list the personnel and recording 
dates; the liner notes are readable (not 
simply shot from a moldy old album 
gatefold), and the inside photos no longer 
display embarrassing dot patterns so huge 
they resemble comic-book pop art a la 
Lichtenstein. Besides doubling up certain 
CDs to contain two entire albums (with the 
original covers and liner notes intact), as in 
the case of Shirley Scott and Lorez Alexan-
dria, MCA is re-releasing its classic albums 
with far greater frequency and consistency. 
The latest batch boasts reissues from the 
two tenor titans of the '60s, JOHN COL-
TRANE (Meditations, a 1965 sextet 
date with Pharoah Sanders and Rashied Ali 
complementing the renowned quartet) and 
SONNY ROLLINS (East Broadway 
Run Down, a 1966 quartet session with 
Freddie Hubbard). Also back in the racks 
are Swing Low, Sweet Cadillac, a live 
DIZZY GILLESPIE, Gillespie session 
from 1967 with James Moody; In-
troducing Roland Kirk, a 1960 side 
with Ira Sullivan on trumpet, and Meet 
The Jazztet, an in-the-pocket hard-bop 
session cut in 1960 by the seminal sextet led 
by Art Farmer and Benny Golson. McKaie 
understands the importance of tradition—to 
the players who made the music and also 

an interesting brew.. NE W PO WER 
GENERATION's "It's Obsessive" [128 
BPM] (Strictly Rhythm, 1650 Broadway, 
Suite 312, New York, NY 10019) is already 
garnering some CHR airplay as their 
melodic bass line and bright house rhythm 
makes this cut easy to get along 
with... Also newly remixed is SINEAD 
O'CONNOR's "The Emperor's New 
Clothes"/"I Am Stretched On Your Grave" 
(Ensign, do Chrysalis, 645 Madison Ave., 
New York, NY 10022). Creating a whole 
new feel to the cuts, Hank and Keith 
Shocklee harden "The Emperor's New 
Clothes" while Deee-lite's Super DJ Dmitry 
and Jungle DJ Towa Towa put their 
holographic trademark on "I Am Stretched 
On Your Grave." ...On the lesser-known 
(for now) tip is an LP from Texas from DEF 
SQUAD entitled Hard Hittin' (Ichiban, 
P.O. Box 724677, Atlanta, GA 30339/ 
404-926-3377). It's a crazy story of school-
teacher-meets-student as they pair up an 
impressive mixture of samples and straight-
ahead rhyming that will show that even 
wranglers from Texas know how to rock a 
mic. Check out the cut "Microwave." 

to the consumers, especially the picky col-
lectors, who buy it—and MCA is making up 
for lost time and closing the reissue quality 
gap behind Fantasy/OJC and the majors 
Columbia, RCA and Capitol/Blue Note. In 
the future, MCA expects to put out 
heretofore unissued Coleman Hawkins 
material, a box-set compilation of Coltrane 
on Impulsel plus another containing the 
tenorman's complete live recordings from 
the Village Vanguard. MCA hasn't hitched 
its wagon to the vibrant youth-movement 
bop renaissance underway today—they 
have nobody on the order of Christopher 
Hollyday and Roy Hargrove (RCA/Novus), 
Harry Connick and Marlon Jordan (Colum-
bia), Benny Green and Ralph Peterson 
(Blue Note). But now that GRP, the pace-
setter in contemporary ¡azz (Chick Corea, 
Special EFX, Rippingtons, Spyro Gyra), has 
joined the corporate fold, MCA is cashing 
in on the lucrative market for happy-jazz. 
Who knows? Give McKaie time and a 
budget, and maybe he can turn things 
around with '90s bop, too. 

TYNER X 3 
McCOY TYNER, argubly the most 
emulated pianist in jazz today, is 
represented by three recent CDs that 
showcase his artistry in every setting from 
solo to quintet. Bon Voyage (Timeless, 
c/o Rick Ballard Imports, P.O. Box 5063, 
Berkeley, CA 94705) is a studio trio session 
from 1987 with his longtime mates Avery 
Sharpe on contrabass and Louis Hayes 
(since replaced by Aaron Scott) on drums; 
the eight-tune, 54-minute program from 
Holland is heavy on standards, with three 
Tyner originals bracketed by renditions of 
"Summertime," "How Deep Is The Ocean" 
and "You Stepped Out Of A Dream."... 
Things Ain't What They Used To Be, 
new from Blue Note (do PolyGram, 810 
Seventh Ave., New York, NY 10019), is a 
sequel to the Revelations solo recital 
issued last year. Like Revelations, the 
66-minute Things was recorded on a 
Hamburg Steinway in the acoustically en-
viable (but empty of an audience) Merkin 
Hall in New York City. This time out, 
though, Tyner performs five duets in addi-
tion to eight solo pieces, three of them 
original. The pianist's label-mates George 
Adams (tenor sax) and John Scofield 
(guitar) lend harmonious support on various 
duo tracks, the latter, in particular, bringing 
his pinched, blues-hued string-bending to 
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THE INSIDE DOPE 

Recently in a free concert in Brooklyn, NY, 
the legendary Curtis Mayfield was the 
victim of a freak accident where he was 
reportedly paralyzed from the neck down. 
It was said to have occured when strong 
winds built up from an incoming storm and 
blew over a light rack that injured eight 
people—Curtis the worst.

tunes seldom voiced for guitar: Thelonious 
Monk's "I Mean You" and Clifford Brown's 
"Joy Spring."... Impulse!-MCA (address 
above) has returned to print—with three 
CD bonus cuts—McCoy Tyner Plays 
Ellington, recorded in December 1964, 
when the pianist was three years into his 
career-shaping association with Coltrane. 
Fellow Trane-riders Jimmy Garrison (bass) 
and Elvin Jones (drums), supplemented by 
the Latin percussion of Willie Rodriguez 
and Johnny Pacheco, join the leader for a 
rousing tribute to the maestro on 10 selec-
tions; an alternate take on "Gypsy Without 
A Song" appears for the first time. 

KEY NOTES 
Following earlier releases this year by Dave 
McKenna and Joanne Brackeen, Concord 
Records (P.O. Box 845, Concord, CA 
94522) continues its "Maybeck Recital Hall 
Series" with installments from DICK 
HYMAN and WALTER NORRIS. These 
two new solo recitals, like the earlier ones, 
were recorded before a live audience in the 
ultra-intimate, sonically splendid Maybeck 
hall in Berkeley, California. Hyman, a ver-
satile pianist whose encyclopedic recall isn't 
freighted with purist snobbery or academic 
pedantry, has come out with a thematically 
enticing effort called Music Of 1937. If 
1939 was a banner year for American 
film (Wuthering Heights, Gunga Din, The 
Wizard Of Oz, Gone With The Wind), then 
1937 was equally fertile for American song, 
what with such masterpieces as "A Foggy 
Day (In London Town)," "Loch Lomond,"

Norris, an 
American who has resided in Berlin since 
1976, returned this past April to the Frisco 
Bay Area, site of his triumphs in the '50s 
with the likes of Zoot Sims, Stan Getz, Jack 
Sheldon and Omette Coleman.

Rites," Godflesh's "Christbait 
Rising" and Napalm Death's 
"Suffer The Children"; Napalm 
will also release a full length live 
video... German thrash-oholics 

Destruction mainman Schmier, his 
new project Curse has finished 
recording their debut LP with pro-
ducer Kalle Trapp. The band was 
search of a deal at press time... 
Hellion has ¡ust returned from 
six-week tour of the Soviet Union. 
While over there, it seems band 
leader Ann Boleyn did a little 
business and we could possibly 
see a Russian metal compilation 
on New Renaissance in the 
future... It seems that "Mean" 
Gene Hoglan and Co. are ready 
to start work on the next Dark 
Angel LP Time Does Not 
Heal. The album, produced by 
Terry Date, deals with the sen-
sitive issue of rape and will be 
released in January. 
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Since its origin in 1984, Living Colour has 
been the kind of band to build a bridge 
rather than mope about the fact that no 
one else had. When founder/leader Vernon 
Reid found himself appalled at the low turn 
out for gigs by fellow black rock bands, he 
co-founded the Black Rock Coalition. And 
no matter how many people told the band 
that it couldn't be done, they ¡ust kept gigg-
ing until fate (in the form of Mick Jagger 
and Jeff Beck) walked in the door of CBGBs 
one night. Once word got out that Jagger 
had produced two songs for the band, well, 
a lot of Reid's unreturned phone messages 
to record companies were promptly 
answered. 
Living Colour was the breakthrough rock 

band of last year, following the some 
bizarre pattern of Guns N' Roses in '88 
and Faith No More this year: the album 
was released to a small but fervent cult 
following, the band toured like crazy, and 
finally, months later, a video entered heavy 
rotation—radio stations then dug out their 
discarded copies of the album, it re-entered 
the charts and suddenly, the band found 
themselves famous. 
With the exception of vocalist Corey 

Glover, the members of Living Colour are 
schooled musicians who come from a 
serious ¡azz background, but apply it to a 
rock format. While their platinum debut, 
Vivid, was a strong start, Time's Up is 
the work of a seasoned and confident 
band—and anyone who thought they would 
"wimp out" in order to equal the sales of 
their debut, well, just listen to the first 
cut... 
Eight hours before his flight to England to 

begin the Time's Up world tour, Vernon 
somehow found time to talk with us. And 
he apologised that the half-hour interview 
was so short! 

ARGHHI: It took a lot of balls to open up 
your follow-up album with a hardcore 
song—what were you intending to say by 
doing that? 
VERNON REID: Well, it was the energy 
and the straightforwardness of that song 
that, we thought, made it perfect to open 
the album. Y'know, the sequence of songs 
is important. I don't know if it seems 
calculated, but... I think that when bands 
are successful, they feel they have to cater 
to the lowest common denominator from 
track one, and to repeat that formula 
because they know it's what the audience 
expects and they don't want to lose the au-
dience. Some bands are very obvious about 
that, and that's something we didn't want 
to do. You have to follow your own muse, 
not the marketplace. 

Much more than the last one, this record 
unites a lot of different influences and 
sounds, but it's still a rock record. What 
sort of influences came into this one? 
Well, for me as a guitarist, the way San-
tana was able to bring his ethnic musical 
background into rock n' roll and make it 
work, that was very powerful for me. Also, 
Jimi Hendrix, but not in the way people

might expect; more in his approach to 
songwriting, and the way he improvised, I 
mean, he rewrote his songs live every night. 
And of course Zeppelin, I hear a lot of 
Zeppelin in bands like Soundgarden. Now, 
Zeppelin has been rehabilitated [from its 
dinosaur status] to an extent, but they've 
been bashed over our heads by album 
radio, and that makes you forget how fresh 
it sounded at the time—"Black Dog" was 
totally different to anything else I'd heard 
at the time. Sly Stone, as well. 

Those are all '60s artists—what do you think 
is different now? 
At that time, people could get excited 
about something new, there was just an 
overall sense of newness about music. Now 
you don't get that as much, there's more 
strategizing, because there's so much more 
money at stake, and that exerts more 
pressure on artists to deliver something that 
will sell. That's not just limited to pop music, 
I mean, 100,000 fans is a marketplace, and 
those fans have expectations. I don't mean 
something like New Kids On The Block, but 
someone like the Cure, who I really dig, or 
Depeche Mode sells out major stadiums and 
haven't made any concessions at all. The 
marketplace has changed. 

How did you hook up with Little Richard 
(who delivers a guest rap on the album)? 
We met in L.A. after a Stones show, we 
were staying in the same hotel that he lives 
in. Ah ... he's one of the greats, what can 
you say? He totally turned out the Gram-
mys [When Richard presented Living Colour 
with their Grammy for Best New Artist, he 
made a long statement on the fact that he's 
never received one], that was so funny. It 
was the one moment during the Grammys 
that was real. 

So did you write the rap on "Elvis Is 
Dead," or did he? 
He did! I ain't puttin' words in Little 
Richard's mouth! 
It sounds like there's almost two or three 
albums' worth of progression between

Vivid and Time's Up—do you attribute 
that to experience and hard work, or was it 
more than that? 
Well, the hard work and touring have a lot 
to do with it, an awful lot, because that's 
where we became a band, instead of ¡ust 
'the idea of a band. It wasn't until we 
recorded Vivid that we really gelled, and 
it wasn't until we got out and toured and 
saw the rest of the country and the rest of 
the world that we saw how things really 
are. I mean, no matter how smart and 
clever you think you are and how much 
you think you know—from the perspective 
of your hometown—you don't really know 
until you're out there in it. A number of 
things affected us, like in a subtle way—not 
in a direct way—the changes in Eastern 
Europe, and the fact that we're now on a 
ten-year window to the millenium. It's been 
obvious for awhile that things were gonna 
have to change, but... just a reflection of 
the strange times that we live in. 

Wow, that's a good answer. Most people 
say, "Oh, I checked out this blues 
album.. ." 
(laughs) Well, I read a lotto science fiction, 
especially a writer named William Gibson, 
so some of his ideas and imagery come 
out. Like his theory about the cyberpunk, 
where humans and computers interface, 
that seems very likely to occur. In that 
book, when you "jack into the matrix," you 
create a "virtual reality," and they're 
working on technology now that creates 
that kind of artificial reality. "Information 
Overload" has a lot to do with that, like, 
what sort of moral decisions there would be 
in that kind of a reality. 

When did you realize that you'd broken 
through? 
It's really funny, because we were so busy 
touring that all the cool stuff—the awards, 
the record going platinum and every-
thing—seemed like it was happening 
someplace else! We'd hear about it over 
the phone— 

Or via satellite! (The band had to accept 
their Grammys via video from Pittsburgh 
because they were on tour.) 
Yeah! But I'd say it was at a show we did 
in Chicago. We found out during sound-
check that the album had gone platinum, 
and we knew we had turned a corner then, 
that was a really magic gig. 

You're probably the first black band in 20 
years to break through to the album-radio 
audience. 
Well, that's a real funny kinda phenom-
enon, especially in hindsight. Y'see, we're 
so different, we're a real alternative to hard 
rock/heavy metal, you can't put it down to 
anything real simple like skin color or role 
reversals or even a different approach. 
There are certain integral things that are 
just "rock fascination"—the things that

ON THE CHARTS  
Can I tell ya that Suicidal Tendencies now rules the 
top slot (with the exception of Retail) across the 
board: Loud 100, College, Audience and a big 3-1 
jump at Commercial. And while Mike and crew stand 
alone at the top, Sacred Reich and Exodus continue 
to battle it out for the #2 slot with Sacred in the 
lead-this week: #2 College, #7 Retail and #4s at 

Commercial and Audience; Exodus slips to #3 Loud 
100 but rumbles #3 College, #4 Retail and stacks #5s 
at Commercial and Audience. Pantera enters the Top 
10 fray, jumping #13 to #6, with the ever impressive 
Faith No More continuing to climb (6-5) while still 
dominating the top Retail slot. Anthrax hits the 
ground running with the highest debut (#9) also earn-
ing the top Adventure Pick and nuzzling in #3 Au-
dience. Other impressive debuts: Vio-lence at #14, 
Jon Bon Jovi's solo debut at #15, Extreme at #18 
and Jane's Addiction's LP at #20. Sonic Youth 
moves 36-27 (!!!), while the largest jump of the week 
goes to Seattle's the Accused, catapulting 95-36! 
Other interesting jumps of note: the Nobody's Child 
comp soars 54-33 (#9 Commercial) and Every 
Mother's Nightmare leaps 60-44. 
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QUEENSRYCHE Empire (EMI, 810 
Seventh Ave., New York, NY 
10019/212-603-B600)—True art 
inspires the spirit as much as the senses. 
While the thousands who bought Oper-
ation: Mindcrime—Queensryche's 
first gold record, and probably the most 
intelligent heavy metal album ever 
made—might expect another mind-
twisting concept LP as a follow-up, they 
should know this band better than that: 
Empire is a collection of songs linked 
only by the power and vision of the 
playing and songwriting. Yet it's too 
easy to discuss Empire in tangible 
terms, pointing to individual perform-
ances and technical jargon: the tension-
building progressions of "The Thin Line," 
and the Mindcrime-like "Empire," the 
band's improved songwriting and ac-
cessibility, or Geoff Tate's velvet vocals 
(which don't venture into the high end as 
much as they used to) which range from 
thundering aggression to secret whispers, 
especially on the seemingly Pink Floyd-
inspired "Silent Lucidity" and the ethe-
real "Della Brown." The true magic 
goes beyond these things: these 11 
monumental tracks can force a heart to 
skip beats and ripple flesh into goose-
bumps. Music that sculpts emotion and 
paints brainscapes in passion colors has 
qualities that are beyond notes and 
phrasing, sharps and flats, and dissecting 
such magic destroys it. Although they'll 
probably cringe at a Rush parallel, if 
Mindcrime was Queensryche's 2112, 
this is their Permanent Waves.

LIVING COLOUR Time's Up (Epic, 
P.O. Box 4450, New York, NY 
10101-44501212-445-4321)— 
Anyone who thinks Living Colour might 
have sold- or wimped-out with the fol-
low-up to their platinum debut, take this: 
Time's Up opens with a hardcore song. 
While there are a lot of similarities with 
the debut, this album is much heavier 
and much more confident: the musicians' 
skill allows them to play in so many dif-
ferent styles that they sound like several 
different bands with the same singer. 
Vernon Reid's guitar work is scorching 
throughout (but on the jazzy "Under 
Cover Of Darkness" he plays a solo that 
would knock out George Benson's teeth), 
yet the rock-solid rhythm section keeps 
him from flying off into the air; likewise, 
three months of opening for the Rolling 
Stones has turned Corey Glover into a 
world-class frontman. Most impressive, 
though, is the band's progression in 
songwriting and just plain communica-
tion: while most of the songs on their 
debut didn't come to life until you heard 
them played live, Time's Up ¡umps out 
of the speakers and almost never lets 
your attention wander. Whether the loud 
rock audience will embrace this album's 
heaviness like they could remains to be 
seen, but there are songs here to fit vir-
tually any metal radio show: dig the 
slow-groove of "Ugly Head," the grind-
ing "Someone Like You" and "Pride," 
the bruising "New Jack Theme," the 
hardcore title track and especially the 
scathing "Elvis Is Dead," which we pray 
will be a hit single. (JA) 

ANNIHILATOR Never, 
Neverland (Roadracer, 225 
Lafayette St. #709, New 
York, NY 10012/212-219-
0077) —Annihilator was once a 
one-man death metal band: the line-
up was so shaky that some of the 
early demo work featured guitarist 
Jeff Waters on every instrument— 
including pretty brutal vocals. 
Although their first LP got the word 
around (due almost entirely to press 
and college radio), the vocals fell 
short of the multi-complex song 
structuring. Well, Never, Never-
land far exceeds the expectations 
of the debut, largely due to the ad-
dition of ex-Ornen vocalist Coburn 
Pharr. Personally, I've always 
thought that Coburn was a fantastic 
vocalist and frontman, but ¡ust never 
got the right break; here, he pro-
vides the perlect vehicle for the 
.band's ever-maturing mesh of snarl-
ing grit and IJIling melodies. 
Although the bio insists that the 
band is flaunting a sense of humor, 
lyrically they stick close to an in-
telligent sociological stance without 
being too preachy. Cuts that Alice 
would dig: "The Fun Palace," 
"Road To Ruin," "Stonewall" (also 
on our forthcoming compilation, 
ARGHH! It's A Loud Rock CD, 
Vol. 2), "Phantasmagoria" and the 
title track. (KS)

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NEVADA BEACH Zero Doy (Metal 
Blade- WB, 18653 Ventura Blvd., 
Tarzana, CA 91356/818-981-
9050)—Nevada Beach could easily be 
the band to break Metal Blade into the big 
time. This New Hampshire unit comes from 
a mold basically similar to Cinderella, but 
they're anything but derivative: where Tom 
Keifer's nasal screech often sounds like nails 
on a blackboard, NB vocalist Hank Decken 
(who's also the lead guitarist—another 
Cinderella parallel) has soul to back up 
the shriek, and seldom limits himself to one 
voice per song. While Decken's voice is the 
band's most distinctive element, the song-
writing is the most impressive; their debut 
EP a few months back showed promise, but 
the band obviously saved the best songs for 
the album, and if the they've got more like 
these up their sleeves, they'll have a long, 
healthy career. "Rough House," "Waiting 
For An Angel," "Gagged And Bound" 
(also on the ARGH!!! Vol. 1 CD), "Big 
Zero" (what's with the zero theme?) and 
the title track are the rockers, but big cross-
over possibilities come with the ballad, 
"Only The Fool." (JA) 

JETBOY Damned Nation (MCA, 70 
Universal City Plaza, Universal 
City, CA 91608)—Jetboy rose from the 
same club scene that produced Guns N' 
Roses, L.A. Guns and countless other bands 
with ballistic-derived names, and while their 
debut LP featured some bruising riffs and a 
couple of memorable songs, to say that 
Damned Nation is a major improve-
ment is a major understatement. The band 
punches the envelope between Sunset Strip 
sleeze and AOR slickness with just the right 

combination of power and hooks. While 
"Evil," "Trouble Comes," "Heavy Chevy" 
and especially "Stomp It Down To The 
Bricks" (also featured on the forthcoming 
ARGH!!! Vol. 2 CD) kick up some serious 
dust, also check the power ballad, "loo 
Late." (JA) 

BLACK SABBATH Tyr (I.R.S., 594 
Broadway, New York, NY 100121 
212-334-2170)—Black Sabbath has 
been around for so many years and gone 
through so many changes that it's hard 
enough to renember previous/current band 
members, much less albums. And although 
their last few vinyl ventures and a ques-
tionable gig in South Africa plagued the 
band with bad press, Toni lommi and crew 
return with their strongest record since 
Born Again. The current incarnation of 
Sabbath seems to be dominated by lommi 
and mega drummer Cozy Powell, who 
wrote and produced Tyr, which seems to 
be an attempt to recapture some of the 
band's earlier sounds. I say "attempt" 
because things can never be the same, but 
this effort is a decent compromise between 
Heaven And Hell and some of their 
more recent keyboard-saturated stuff, 
although for the most part the keyboards 
are mixed down quite a bit. Funny thing, 
most of the song titles sound a lot like the 
current Bathory record...is there any con-
nection??? Tu le in next week! Heavyweights 
key on "Lawmaker," "Sabbath Stones," 
while "Anno Mundi" (also on the forth-
coming ARGH!!! Vol. 2 CD) and 
"Valhalla" will rock the more traditional 
types. (KS) 

THEE HYPNOTICS Come Down 
Heavy (Beggars Banquet-RCA, 
1133 Sixth Ave., New York, NY 
10036)—These hypnonauts are so hell 
bent on bring back the late '60s/early '70s 
heavy hippyness that it's almost annoying, 
yet they get away with their blatantly retro 
MC5/Stooges/Doors/Hendrixisms on the 
strength of one thing: they do it very well. 
In past efforts, the band's style seemed too 
muffled and distorted (although I really dug 
their first 12"), but with this release, it 
seems that these skinny zombies have per-
fected their thang. Thee Hypnotics might 
never reach the third stone from the sun, 
but they're having a lot of fun on the way. 
Jack these tabs: "Half Man Half Boy,"

DISTEMPER Pure Ugliness (demo 
90) (clo Distemper, 2665 Pavor

Filmed at 
Manhattan's Ritz early this year, this mind-
melting visual case of assault and battery 
shows the full insanity—not to mention the 
huge production—involved in a Ministry 
tcur. Clocking in at just under an hour, In 
Case represents the band about as well as 
possible in 2-D, with headfuckin' effects and 
conceptual clips that drill the visual sense 
a:, mercilessly as does their sonic breed of 
electronic hate. Using a country/western 
mirror effect, urban cowboy wannabee/ 
frontman Alain Jorgensen cages off the 
front of the stage with a strategically un-
sbrdy chain link fence. By doing so, instead 
of protecting the band from the crowd, the 
effect is more of protecting the crowd from 
the band. The video also features a spoken-
word bit from Jello Biafra and selected 
tracks from The Mind Is A Terrible 
Thing To Taste and The Land Of 
Rape And Honey. Due to the nature 

of the video and Ministry's abrasive style in 
general, it's questionable whether you'll get 
a gander at this one on any national video 
network, but it sure is worth getting a hold 
of. (KS) 

LIVE 
DANZIG/SOUNDGARDENI 
CORROSION OF CONFORMITY 
(The Riviera, Chicago, Aug. 3)—Due 
to my late arrival, I only caught two songs 
from the mighty Corrosion Of Con-
formity, but two songs is all these boys 
need. Personally, I can't figure out how a 
band can score this kind of tour, headline 
in Europe and Canada, carry this kind of 
history and following (not to mention mer-
chandising sales), and record material this 
progressive and this powerful without get-
ting a percentage of the attention that half 
the metal schlock out there receives. To say 
"they killed" is more than an understate-
ment. On the other hand, Soundgarden 
has seen better nights. New bassist Ben 
Shepherd seems as disjunct as he could pos-
sibly be, stumbling around like the "God 
Of Thunder" minus the tongue. Although 
the 3,000-plus crowd seemed oblivious and 
slammed about in a sweaty frenzy, Seattle's 
finest suffered most from a rough mix. 
Danzig took the stage with all the profes-
sionalism and presence of the legend he is, 
running through material from his last two 

albums and staying well away from past 
projects. Danzig's music is as powerful and 
inspiring as drummer Chuck Biscuits, who 
throws himself around like a kid at the or-
thodontist. Overall, the show could have 
been a bit more worthy of its billing, but 
this could very well be blamed on the in-
evitable sound problems. (KS) 

REVOLTING COCKS/MENTORS/ 
SKATENIGS (The Riviera, Chicago, 
Aug. 4)—Austin, Texas' wedding dress-
wearin' Skatenigs attacked with the energy 
expected and hyped by their godfather, 
advisor and mentor, Al Jourgensen. The 
sound lies between a Butthole Surfers and 
much other electronic stuff, with the light-
hearted lyrical approach of Scatterbrain. 
You will hear a lot more from these guys.

make somebody say, "What is this? Why is 
this? How is this?" Y'know? I've always 
thought that bands like us and Sound-
garden are sort of an alternative to 
metal—to most of what's out there, 
anyway. And then when "Cult Of Per-
sonality" kicked in people were saying we 
were "mainstream"— 

How could a song with a subject matter like 
that be a sell-out? 
Yeah, exactly. This record picks up a lot of 
those things too, "Under Cover Of 
Darkness," "This Is The Life"... 

Do you think opening for the Rolling Stones 
last fall did a lot for your career? 
Well, that was great, a latta people got to 
see us that might not have otherwise, but it 
was strange. It was a strange time for us to 
be going back out on the road, because 
the record was waning—the timing was kin-
da off. If it had happened when "Cult" 
was all over rock radio it might have made 
more sense. We weren't exactly sure what 
it meant to the marketplace, or where it got 
us, but that tour showed that the Stones are 
still vital, it wasn't a bunch of old fogies 
covering their old material, it was a vital 
show, it was very special. 

How do you feel about Vivid now? Honest-
ly, I think the new one blows it away. 
l-still like it! The new one has more clarity 

in terms of ideas, and it's better sounding, 
but I still like Vivid. It has a certain 
naivete that I like, like "I Wanna Know" is 
your traditional kinda boy-meets-girl, boy 
wants to talk to girl but he can't get the 
nerve, I mean that happened to me when I 
was a teenager. And when I listen to 
Vivid, I think about where I was when we 
first did "Cult Of Personality," and I think 
about what was going on when I wrote 
"Broken Hearts," and "Funny Vibe" was 
the first song that pointed the direction that 
Living Colour was going to go. I remember 
playing "Memories Can't Wait" over and 
over at a friend's house, saying "I really 
wanna cover that song." There are a lot of 
memories—la, bad ¡oke there—but that 
album will always be special; I'll always 
love that record because it's the culmina-
tion of a dream.

If you take the time 
to develop a knowledgable on-air staff who 
can present this music in an interesting 
manner—something that's out of the 
norm—you've won half the battle. 
Remember: There's nothing evil in playing a 
record that's #1 in CMJ. There's nothing 
wrong with playing a record that will never 
chart in CMJ. Play what you think your 
audience will appreciate. Take some 
chances. If you have to play Popular Col-
lege Artist to catch a listener's attention 
long enough to introduce them to Relatively 
Unknown Artist, then that's the way it is. 
The point is this: You should be pro-
gramming for your audience—not for 
yourself, not for some record rep (that in-
cludes me), and not for some trade 
magazine chart. Make some waves, make a 
difference in your community.

Open Letter To State Legislators

Music, because of its wide range of styles and vast amounts of exposure, 
has constantly found itself under fire from one group or another. 
From well-known operas and classical pieces to the "provocative" 

dances of the 1930s and '40s, to the swiveling hips of Elvis, small fac-
tions of people have always expressed their distaste with popular culture. 
Today, as a result of constantly changing times, people have generally 
become more accepting of diversity and artistic expression. However, the 
small factions still remain, refusing to tolerate what they consider distasteful. 
As people become increasingly independent and individualistic, many 

people strive to find ways to express their own individuality. In many 
cases this comes in the form of new and different musical ideas. To 
many, pouring one's soul out into music represents the greatest freedom 
this country has to offer. To many others, the ability to have access to 
different musical ideas in the form of a record album, public perfor-
mance or radio broadcast is equally important. 
The ways that this relates to the music industry are not always so 
obvious. Some record labels become corporate giants by hunting for the 
next "sure thing, - marketing it on a grand scale, and making millions of 
dollars. Others are slightly more idealistic in their approach, opting in-
stead to provide those interested with an opportunity to expose them-
selves to new and different ideas, often challenging the very definition of 
the word "music." Both lyrically and musically, it is most often this in-
dependently produced music that comes under critical fire. Because the 
independent record labels have much less money than the larger ones, 
they cannot always afford to defend themselves against well-financed 
organizations like the PMRC (two glowing examples of this are the Dead 
Kennedys and 2 Live Crew, both of whom have been accused of being 
offensive, and both of whom recorded on independent labels). The 
long-term result of this could be that record labels will begin to restrict 
themselves and their artists—thus prohibiting artists that may be deemed 
offensive from ever expressing themselves to the fullest, regardless of 
creativity, originality or talent.

The key here is that music is constantly changing and evolving. No 
other means of artistic expression allows the artist the ability to express 
themselves in so many different styles. Obviously, not every style will ap-
peal to every person. However, as personal and individualistic a means 
of expression as music is, what to create must be solely the responsibility 
of the artist, and what to listen to must be solely the responsibility of the 
listener (or legal guardian). When outside forces like pressure groups 
and lawsuits begin to creep into the picture, then creativity becomes stifled. 
Our country should be a place where each person can find his or her 

own individual niche. When the government in a free country starts to 
get involved in the production and distribution of art, then that country 
is no longer free—its people are bound by regulations that restrict their 
freedom. When those who produce or consume any kind of art are 
forced to limit themselves on the basis of fear instilled by governmental 
recommendation, we hurtle ourselves back to the very society our 
forefathers struggled so desperately to escape from. In this light, I 
strongly urge you to preserve this country's freedom and vehemently 
oppose any potential record labeling laws.

This 
memorable Tony Orlando And 
Dawn couplet could easily apply 
to Sonic Youth's homecoming par-
ty, featuring nearly 3,000 of their 
closest friends in a variety of sup-
porting and starring roles. The 
combination of DGC's immense 
distribution power and local 
"wave" station WDRE's co-
promotion brought together a 
crowd of varying experience and 
familiarity with SY's ouevre. While 
some attendees were longtime 
fans content to view and neck-
wobble from the floor, a startling 
chunk of the assembled were 
teenage first-timers (first-time con-
cert goers, first-time New York 
City visitors, etc.—these kids were 
YOUNG!), and stage diving was 
their first order of business. What 
all this added up to was an in-
spired, yet distracted perfor-
mance, all the extra-cirricular 
activity both spurring the band on 
and getting completely in their 
way. While guitarists Lee Ranaldo 
and Thurtson Moore (especially) 
seemed to get a real kick out of 
the suburban sprawl onstage, 
bassist Kim Gordon wasn't nearly 
as enthused, and this took its toll 
on the show most evidently on 
those numbers which Kim sang 
lead (exception: an electrifying, 
sexually souped-up version of 
"Flower"). Concentrating mainly 
on material from Goo, the band's 
70-minute set ended in a ap-
propriately disorienting manner:

This is where it all started 
for them; they were in their en-
vironment, ready to ooze with 
good vibes. Masses of people, 
who dressed for the occasion, 
filled in all the gaps as they 
established position to view the 
extravaganza. And when it finally 
all started with a simple in-
strumental, people, instead of 
moving or dancing, just seemed 
to stare in amazement. As the 
world of Soul II Soul began pour-
ing on the stage, displaying their 
clothes in a sort of fashion-show 
format, it was easy to see they 
cut no corners when presenting 
their music, style and sound. The 
stage was brimming with 17 
artists that never lacked intensity, 
slowly but surely working the 
crowd into a hypnotic state head-
ed by Jazzie B's preachy words 
of unity. Things finally seemed to 
open up during "Keep On Movin" 
(up until then the band had 
stayed away from their hits) with 
the brilliant yellow deluge of light 
at the line, "Yellow is the color of 
sun rays"—the crowd finally 
began to move as one. Without 
Caron Wheeler, there were four 
different women sharing the lead 
vocal duties, highlighted by diva 
Lamya when she brought up a 
guy from the crowd, sat on his 
lap and did a extra-sensual ver-
sion of "Love Come Through." 
With selections from most of their 
two albums, the band covered 
nearly all of of the trademark 
grooves by the end of their set. 
Highlighting the run was "Get A 
Life," which absolutely had the 
crowd in a frenzy. Held until the 
encore was "Back To Life" (which 
people were screaming for) and 
"Our Time Has Come." And ¡ust 
as the show ended, Jazzie left the 
crowd with his motto, "A happy 
face/A thumpin' bass/For a lovin' 
race ...See ya!" That is Soul II 
Soul,

"Is everybody in?" innocently 
asked singer Hope Sandoval, 
referring to the mental state of 
the audience. She then muttered 
softly to herself the answer, 
"Everybody's out." While unfor-
tunately much of the audience 
was not following the band on 
their dreamy ride, they managed 
to pull off a mesmerizingly 
beautiful set. Delivering a selec-
tion from their current LP She 
Hangs Brightly and some new 
songs—but with a notable 
absence of Opal material—it 
seemed apparent that the band 
has left the ashes of Opal for 
another trip entirely. With the 
slow, simmering grooves in their 
songs taking over the atmosphere 
of the hot, steamy club, 
Sandoval's voice melted into the 
languid backdrop of Dave 
Roback's stellar guitar work. The 
opener, "Be My Angel," set a 
tone for the night with its slow, 
sensual mood and raw but not 
untamed guitars, recalling a 
"Pale Blue Eyes"—era VU with 
tinges of C&W folk. The rest of 
the album material and new 
songs were drenched in the same 
sensuous star-light, leaving us 
with a hazy afterglow that cloud-
ed our eyes. Hopefully to a less 
tiresome crowd, Mazzy Star will 
hang more brightly.
