ELEVENTH DREAM DAY

Lived To Tell

(Atlantic, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New
York, NY 10019)

With an almost alarming lack of flash and
fashionability, the anti-heroes of Eleventh Dream
Day have, without much fanfare, developed into a
true-to-life American rock band. The songs on
Lived To Tell cover all the bases that sprouted
with guitar-hero bands in the “70s: tortured-artist
breakthrough jams, salt-of-the-earth ballads and
plain-spoken rock ‘n roll jump-starts—the latter
with enough inspiration to fire up anyone’s en
thusiasm to start a band. Rick Rizzo and Janet
Beveridge Bean write with the same unfathomable
instinct that steered rugged individualists, like Neil
Young, Neil Young and Neil Young, down an in-
nately American-product trail, reconstructing their
upbringing without being obvious or righteous.
Rizzo and Baird Figi handle their guitars the way
Steinbeck handled words, plunking out a string of
time-weathered truths with each precipitous, exact-
ing passage. Along with Yo La Tengo and Giant
Sand, Eleventh Dream Day is as inarguably a
basic supplement to the rock ‘n roll diet as, well,
any old thing a thirtysomething would point to
when declaring there’s no “‘real’”” music these
days. Rub these in their faces: “‘Rose of Jericho,
| Could Be Lost,”” “’Strung Up And/Or Out,””
“it's All A Game’’ and “’Daedalus.”’

JESUS JONES

Doubt

(Food, c/lo SBK, 1290 Ave. of the
Americas, New York, NY 10104)

"Right here, right now/Watching the world wake
up from history,”” goes the refrain from the
Joneses’ second SBK LP in the last seven months,
and their ironic lyrics (in light of recent goings-on)
are only one facet of many that make this effort
leagues beyond their debut, Liquidizer. Like the
little devil that graces the album jacket, Mark
Edwards leads his merry quintet into territories
hitherto passed up by the band: sing-along
melodies (“'Right Here, Right Now’’), mainly
straight-faced club beats (Phil Harding mixing
“International Bright Young Thing’’ and “‘Real,
Real, Real”), acoustics and brass (""Welcome Back
Victoria”” and ““Right Here. . .”* respectively) and
Eastern melodies (throughout the first few tracks).
Despite all the mentioned additions, Edwards re-
tains his emotional, nasal delivery and much of
the music still has that distinctly British fuzzed-out
hip-hop appeal with sirens wciling and found
sounds chirping. “’Stripped,’’ for excmple sounds
like the psychedelic-era Beatles plcylng in a jungle
with gunfire and a b-boy beat coming through on
short-wave radio. Slightly wacked, shghtly funky
and thoroughly curious—the second coming is
even better than the first. Our favorite noise
thrills: “’Right Here, Right Now’’ (by far),
’Blissed”” and all of the aforementioned.
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STETSASONIC

Blood, Sweat & No Tears

(Tommy Boy, 1747 First Ave., New
York, NY 10128/212-722-2211)

While it seems like every rap group around has a
story about being around “’back in the day,” be-
ing the best, the first and so on, Stetsasonic is truly
a groundbreaking unit—a hip-hop band combining
live drumming and samples, and fighting apar-
theid with the A.F.R.|.C.A. project. After a long
hiatus, with side projects galore from mixmaster
Prince Paul and rapper Daddy-O, Stet has finally
hit with a third LP, Blood, Sweat & No
Tears, which should give them the critical and
commercial recognition that has for so long elud
ed them. With the departure of Fruitkwan, the
posse’s lineup goes like this: MCs Wise, Daddy-O
and Delite; DJ Prince Paul; sampler D.B.C.; and
drummer Bobby "“The Eye’’ Simmons. Simmons’
live drum work supplements the samples by giving
the music a harder-edged kick, especially on the
go-go party tune “‘So Let The Fun Begin.”” The
Brooklyn/Long Island outfit uses its smarts to great
effect, mixing so many musical and lyrical ideas
that it’ll make your head spin: There’s cookin’ funk
{(""Hip Hip Band,” "’Go Brooklyn 3*), hilarious
Prince Paul wizardry (“Uda Man,” “’Paul’s A
Sucker’’), hardcore old-style rap (title track),
heavy messages ("No B.S. Allowed,”” “'To Whom
[t May Concern’” and the Norman Cook update
to "'Free South Africa’’) and even a gooey ballad
{"Walkin’ In The Rain’’}. There’s 17 songs, with
out a clunker in the batch, so let’s hope this will
be the LP to give Stet the Black Belt they so deserve.

BLUE RODEO

Casino

(East West America, 75 Rockefeller
Plaza, New York, NY 10019)

East West is under the WEA umbrella around the
globe, and the label makes its U.S. debut with the
third release from Toronto’s Blue Rodeo. With
nods ranging from Dylan to Elvis Costello, this
Canadian fivesome draw from many sources—
country acoustic strumming, rockabilly bar-band
energy, blues electric guitar/bass phrasing—for a
sound that is remarkably cohesive considering the
diversity of its parts. Led by two singer/songwriters,
Jim Cuddy and Greg Keelor, who combine for
harmonies that’ll take you back to the two-part
heyday of the ‘60s and ‘70s, Blue Rodeo harkens
back to simpler musical times without resorting to
overt sentimentality or hippie nostalgia. Keyboard
ist Bob Wiseman (whose solo album clued us in to
his special genius) provides some eerie Hammond
B-3 consonance, as well as an NRBQ-meets-Doors
solo here and there. The organ elevates the
band’s sound to a Beatlesque psychedelic halo
(fhe spiraling ““Two Tongues’’), then scales back to
a piano and a delicate pop sound two songs
down the line—Blue Rodeo keeps their barroom
roots and infuse enough maturity to know where
they are now. It is all tied together by producer
Pete Anderson (Dwight Yoakam, Michelle Shocked,
Jackson Browne) with a ribbon that is loose
enough to not strangle but tight enough to keep
the pieces from falling out. Besides the aforemen-
tioned track, also bet the house on these

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NEW MUSIC REPORT

CHAGALL GUEVARA Chagall
Guevara (MCA, 70 Universal City
Plaza, Universal City, CA 91608)—
Every once in a while, a new band comes
along whose sound is so instantly fresh,
innovative and distinctive, it defies easy
pigeonholing or labeling, and causes its
exact origins and influences to remain a bit
of a boggle to new observers and listeners.
Throughout the years, Nashville has had an
unassuming but serious reputation as the
home of great rock guitar bands; well, add
Chagall Guevara to the ranks. Their music
is chock full of things that just about every-
body likes a whole lot {bristling guitars,
instant hooks, lyrical twists), but there's still
a nagging element that’s delightfully dif-
ficult to pin down. Using the guitar like a
light pen, they etch out lines of melody or
shade in large jagged regions of guitar ex-
plorations, reminiscent of classic guitar-
based sounds like the Byrds or Television,
while remaining equally current as a
challenge to latter-day 16-string ensembles
like Ride or even Teenage Fanclub. Top
Cuts: “’Murder In The Big House,”” ""Violent
Blue’’ {also on Certain Damage Vol.
32), ““Escher’s World,”” “’Love Is A Dead
Language’” and “If It All Comes True.”

CHARLIE HADEN AND THE LIBERA-
TION MUSIC ORCHESTRA Dream
Keeper (Blue Note, c/o Capitol,
1750 N. Vine St., Hollywood, CA
90028)—Charlie Haden and Abdullah
lbrahim are two composers who are able to
capture the harsh reality of a socio-political
situation and convey it in their music with
utter eloquence, passion and power.
Dream Keeper was inspired by Langston
Hughes’ collection of poems, The Dream
Keeper and Other Poems, which relate
moving and liberating statements against
racism. All five compositions were master-
fully arranged by Carla Bley, with the ex-
ception of “’Rabo De Nube’’ (written by
Cuban composer Silvio Rodriguez), which
was arranged by Karen Mantler. In their
many years of musical collaborations, Bley
and Haden have developed a thorough
understanding of each other’s musical intui-
tion, clearly evident by how breathtakingly
the music is laid out. Charlie Haden’s rendi-
tion of "’Nkosi Sikelel’i Afrika’’—the anthem
of the African National Congress—is truly
mesmerizing. The list of names in the Liber-
ation Music Orchestra will give you an idea
what this music carries: Paul Motian, Joe
Lovano, Dewey Redman, Mick Goodrick,
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Tom Harrell, Don Alias and Branford
Marsalis, just to name a few. Not one
note is wasted here—it’s just succinct solos,
a swinging rhythm section when need be.
All in all, a perfect performance.

CANNANES A love Affair With
Nature (Feel Good All Over, P.O.
Box 8428, Chicago, IL 60614/312-
486-2594)—The bio says that this album
“will fit in with the better Flying Nun pop
or Go-Betweens or something like that,”
which is something like what we were going
to say anyway. This Australian trio writes
great little pop songs about nothing in par-
ticular, and do so simply and elegantly.
Like American kin Beat Happening, each
band member contributes some lead vocals,
making for a personal journey into the lives
of some Australian friends whom we’ve
never met, telling us all about their parties
and heartaches. “’Take Me To The Hotel
Johanna (And Let’s Trash The Joint)” re-
calls early Verlaines, with Stephen O’Neill’s
pained vocals at the center and a wavering
violin weaving its way throughout. The Bats
also come to mind, due to the songs’ frail
melodies and their undercurrent of anguish
despite rather jounty beats. But don’t start
thinking the Cannanes are redundant be-
cause they fit into a structure of existing
bands—it’s no accident that the Cannanes’
songs are so powerful. When Stephen sings
a line like “‘The best memories in my collec-
tion are moments of shared deception’’
over a tense, rhythmic backbeat, his pain
ripples down your spine. Other excellent
cuts: “"Nuisance,’”” “'Seatbelt,”” “Paper
Bag’ and ""Vivienne.”’

AZALIA SNAIL Snailbait (Albertine,
P.O. Box 154, Vauxhall, NJ 07088/
201-798-2745)—If there was a group
of Deadheads who were into do-it-yourself
indie rock and were crazy enough to live
in New York City, they’d probably be
jomming with Azalia Snail and recording
with her on a four-track in her apartment.
Since she couldn’t find any Deadheads with
such spaced-out notions, Azalia gathered a
few talented friends who can play instru-
ments like zither, kalimba and flute, and
recorded an album herself. Snailbait is o
rebellion against the oppressive trappings
of modern life. (Where is the time for ex-
ploring your inner self and creating beau-
tiful things?) Azalia’s concoctions work best
on the sparse numbers where her delicate
guitar-playing and ethereal voice recall

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tearly Felt compositions, as on ““Azalia
Bloom #16°* and ““Hiss & Crackle,”” and
when biting electric power chords foist a
new dimension into her beatuiful songs, as
on “’Another Slave Labour Day.” “’Baby
Brother,”” a duet with King Missile’s John S.
Hall, is a choice radio pick, with its catchy
little riff and swooning vocals. There is a
positive force that flows through Snailbait
and reaches out to its listeners; it reaffirms
one’s faith in the individual’s ability to con-
struct a meaningful piece of work from his
or her inner conflicts and resolve some of
that angst through its creation.
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JUDYBATS Native Son (Sire, clo
Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Blvd.,
Burbank, CA 91505)—They say bats
fly better at night. The Judybats, however,
seem to fly strong at all times of the day,
using their own brand of radar to translate
their passages into songs that we can all
sink our fangs into. Roosting in Knoxville,
TN, this flock of six mix a little folk, a little
jangle, a little sweet pop and a little mid-
’80s new wave in a manner that avoids the
stereotypes of any one ingredient, coming
across in spots like a lighter, dreamier
Damned. The vocals of Jeff Heiskell, though
toyed with production-wise, give a similar
kind of aural perception as the Dream
Academy’s Nick Laird-Clowes, with a hint
of Gothic at the edges. The chimerical hor-
monies push the songs on Native Son,
their major-label debut, beyond the stand-
ord musical dimension and into mesospheric
heights—angelic female highs are countered
with a deep, almost spoken-word low for a
mognetizing effect. The lush production of
Richard Gottehrer {Joan Armatrading, Go-
Go’s) harvests some interesting keyboard
and violin sounds—sounds that push the
‘Bats into a genus of their own as they
float through these 12 songs. Check out:
“’Native Son,”” “’She Lives”” (which op-
peared on the Roky Erickson tribute album,
Where The Pyramid Meets The
Eye), 'Convalescing In Spain,”” *“Waiting
For The Rain’’ and "Wanted Man.”’
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CHEMISTRY SET Wake Up Some-
time! (EP) (Romilar-D, Ferraz 33,

4 5A-28008, Madrid, Spain)—Not
at all to be confused with the Seattle-head-
quartered group (the two even sound
faintly similar, though we hazard to say the
U.S.-ers have been around a bit longer),
this Set’s of English stock, and unfurls a
droll brand of psychedelia on a debut of

nine songs. Hurdy-gurdy rhythms and
calliope guitar are the basic elements of the
Chemistry Set, their songs definitely dosed
with paisley potion, but also with a melodic
spryness more reminiscent of an early-"B0s
power-pop phenomenon. Theirs is more
Lemonpipers and Left Banke than Seeds or
Troggs, with the grandiosely prissy moments
from De Capo tossed in {which would be
obvious even if they didn’t include A
House Is Not A Motel’” from Love’s For-
ever Changes); the Set has enough in-
strumental substance to keep such light and
froth from falling flat. Chemistry Set is best
when they get all frilly ond silly, as on the
above song, "’A Dream Of Murder’’ ond
“’m All Of The Time.”’

VARIOUS ARTISTS Lazy Loud & Li-
quor’d Up: The San Francisco Alter-
native Country Compilation (Shin-
dig, 1300 Page St., #4, San Fran-
cisco, CA 94117/415-864-3811)—
Though you might notta thunk it right off
the bat, there’s actually lots of great coun-
try musicions who have made their homes
on the ranges of hills like the Twin Peaks or
Mt. Sutro around the Bay Area, rustiin’
their doggies through the pass across

the Golden Gate Bridge and over into
Berkeley, or shootin’ it up at the saloons
and watering holes down in the Haight
ond Mission districts. While broadening the
definition to include folksy and rockabilly
twangs and tinges, this compilation of un-
dersung Bay Area performers will hopefully
bring this fertile and vibrant scene greater

renown. It’s nice to know that nestled away
amidst the nose-pierced vegetarians in
black leather motorcycle jackets, and faded
hippies bumming change and cigarettes on
the Golden Gate panhandle, you can still
find a tavern or two with gentlemen wear-
ing Stetsons and gals in gaucho-embroi-
dered shirts singin’ and strummin’ or settin’
behind o pedal steel. Hopefully, when all’s
said and done, this comp will help shine a
little more light on these performers than
the dim beer lights and campfireside glow
that these musicians have hithertofore been
wallowing in. With highlights from Buck
Noked And The Bare Bottom Boys,
Flophouse, the Wannabe Texans and
former Futures faves the Easy Hoes, you
really can’t lose when you draw from this
stacked deck of new countryfied talent. Ace.

BARBARA DENNERLEIN Hot Stuff
(Enja, c/lo Mesal/Bluemoon, 209 E.
Alameda Ave., Suite 101, Burbank,
CA 91502)—That Barbara Dennerlein
can play was thoroughly evident on her
debut release for Enja, Straight Ahead.
On Hot Stuff, we see what a great musi-
cian Barbara Dennerlein truly is. This time
around Barbara covers more musical
ground than on her debut: from jazz to
blues, and places in between. Many artists,
when covering too much territory, seem to
lose themselves along the way. Dennerlein
is able to stay focused throughout Hot
Stuff due, in part, to her powerful and
skillful writing, and she allows the musicians
to breathe and stretch. Let’s not forget the
musicians accompanying her: drummer
Mark Mondesir (Courtney Pine), guitarist
Mitch Watkins and tenorist Andy Sheppard.
Having digested plenty of Jimmy Smith and
Larry Young, Dennerlein clearly possesses a
distinct voice within the Hammond B3 tradi-
tion—no easy task, to be sure. Mondesir’s
powerful drum chops coupled with Dennerlein’s
extremely fluid foot bass pedal work is one
of the many highlights within this album.
Andy Sheppard’s tenor aptly flexes with

the different moods of the album. Most of
the tracks are Dennerlein originals with the
exception of two covers, Benny Golson’s
“’Killer Joe’” and Miles Davis/Victor Feldman’s
"“Seven Steps To Heaven’” (CD only). High-
lights include the title track with its varying
themes and the very groovin’ ““Wow.”

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SEAWEED ‘‘Deertrap’’ (7°°) (K, P.O.
Box 7154, Olympia, WA 98501/
206-786-1594)—The word pop doesn’t
normally jump to mind when describing
Seaweed, but that's just because of the
over-amped guitars and the raspy screams.
*‘Deertrap’’ is full of interesting cadences
and catchy, comfortingly familiar, smooth
melodies. ““Carousel’” has bouncing
rhythms and interacting guitar and vocal
lines. Seaweed crush the idea of pop by
adding bold accents, not forgetting to move
quickly along a string of musical ideas,
slowing only to smooth the edges.

GIRL TROUBLE ‘’Cleopatra And The
Slaves’’ (7°’) (Wig Out, P.O. Box
44633, Tacoma, WA 98444)—
Released on their own label, Girl Trouble
varoom with two covers (Captain Beef-
heart’s ““Who Do You Think You're Foolin’’
and the Collins Kids’ “’Mercy’’) along with
an original, all of which exemplify the
massive talents of this established groove
quartet from Tacoma. K. P. Kendell’s vocal
chords quiver in a vibrado reminisent of
Johnny Cash or Elvis, then jump into a
head-first yodel. This single makes you ride
off into the sunset with Roy Rogers, but
reality is better than fiction.

PLEASURE FUCKERS '‘Get Away’’
(7°’) (Sympathy For The Record
Industry, 4901 Virginia Ave., Long
Beach, CA 90805/213-423-0281)—
From Madrid, Spain, this band mixes
twangin’ metallic guitars, whorlin’ bass ond
brassy drums into a jumpy p-rock ensemble
Kike Turmix on semi-English vocals leads the
P-Fucks in kicking out the jams. Basic pro-
duction lends to the raw sound which en-
hances the bump ‘n grind extravaganza,
*‘The Saint,”’ complete with ‘60s biker
movie sleeze.

PASTELS ‘’Different Drum’’ (7°’)
(K, P.O. Box 7154, Olympia, WA
98507/206-786-1594)—Wherein the
Pastels continue their supreme anorak pop
with a cover of Monkee Mike Nesmith’s
anti-love song, ’Different Drum,”’ also
recently done by the Lemonheads. High-

lights of this version include poppy banjo
picking, dreamy organ bits and Stephen
and Bernice’s not-quite-whiny singing. The
flip is a spunked-up version of an old
B-side, “‘Empty House,”" with a frenzy of
sloppy power chords, train-track cloppety-
clop drum beats, organ swirls, Bernice’s
droning “'yeah, yeah, yeah”’s and
Stephen’s heart-wrenching proclamation
"“My life is like an empty house.”’

SMASHING PUMPKINS ‘‘Tristessa’’
(7°’) (Sub Pop, P.O. Box 20645,
Seattle, WA 98102/206-441-
8650)—Second vinyl thingy from this
Chicago band, who're still wet behind the
ears but already bigger (-sounding) than
most bands’ boots and have an LP ready to
go for Caroline this spring. The flip side is
an opulent, Opal-esque sad-faced ballad,
and the A-side is a grinding drawled-out
lascivious rocker that reeks of Soundgarden
Syndrome, but with a chisel-sharp pop
aesthetic to make that OK.

HARD-ONS ‘“Where Did She Come
From’’ (7°’) (Waterfront, c/o Sub
Pop, P.O. Box 20645, Seattie, WA
98102/206-441-8650)—The Hard
Ons, all three of them, vociferously worship
All, but wethinks it might as well be the
way around. Ostensibly these are
Dickcheese excerpts, but both sides
(""Get Out Of My House’’ is the B) sparkle
more distinctly here than we remember and
once again verify the Ons’ spot at the top
of the Aussie singles heap, hearty Ramones’
riffs, barbell guitar sound, sticky-sweet
three-part harmonies and all.

MUMMIES 'Out Of Our Tree’’ (7)
(Estrus, P.O. Box 2125, Belling-
ham, WA 98227/206-647-1187)—
Don‘t let the scary costumes fool you—this
Bay Area based band is serious rock music
for the unsuspecting populus. Following a
self-released single, they continue to wor-
ship the fuzzbox-retro-shimmy-shimmy-
boom-groovy-rock-me bands of the ‘50s
and ‘60s along with the likes of Billy
Childish, Cynics and Yard Trauma. Annette
and Frankie surf in on the B-side as the
Mummies bang out their version of the

essential “‘Tall Cool One.’ Ladies and
gentlemen, the completely ruling Mummies
are a power to be reckoned with, we
assure you.

PIGFACE Spoon Breakfast (12°/)
(Invisible, P.O. Box 268795, Chi-
cago, IL 60626/312-764-2838)—A
band with more stars than you can squint
at in the Manhattan sky {various and sun-
dry from Ministry, PiL, RevCo, Skinny
Puppy, NIN and in a class by himself,
David Yow), "'Tonight’s The Night (Little
Sister)’” bears a startling resemblance to an
old Tones On Tail song, but of course with
an extra row of teeth. The remaining three
remixes are more like fallout from an
Adrian Sherwood/Einsturzende Neubauten
collision, strung-out rambling dubs that
don’t match up to the bounciness of the

A cut.

GRIFTERS ‘’Disfigurehead’’ (7’ EP)
(dOINK, 1572 Overton Park #11,
Memphis, TN 38112/901-725-
0644)—"That was fuckin’ weird,”" claims
a band member at the end of *"Need
You,”” which isn’t a bad way to discribe
the four musically diverse gifts on this nifty
slab. Mixing acoustic guitars and melodic
whispers with stretching bass strings and
confused screams, the Grifters are aggres-
sive and, more importantly, unpretentious.
""How Long’’ has a great musical inter-
lude where the bass pounds as the guitar
screams tiny high-pitches that induce goose
pimples.

SEX CLARK FIVE "’Ketchup If You
Can’’ (7’’) (Records To Russia, 1207
Big Cove Rd., Huntsville AL, 35801)—
If you thought of Huntsville’s SC5 as some-
what like a cross between Meet The
Beatles ond Tyrannosaurus Rex before
Marc Bolan picked up an electric guitar,
your ears are due for a twist: “’Ketchup If
You Can’’ is a weird, thrashy, Beefheart-
jams-with-Neubauten romp through a
garden of feedback delights. The real find
here, though, are the three shining gems of
glorious SC5 helium-pop dementia. Four
songs, eleven minutes, pure joy.

You don’t have to be wide to like this, and
you don’t have to like Mano Negra either,
because the Amateurs excel at guitar-
steady basic barspew rock, and evidently
adore the kind of raggedly uplifting
choruses and melodic-yet-hammering
formula that’s all over college radio like
fleas on beagles. The happiest selections

of the Amateurs (the ones that leave us
curious about their non-wide sound) are
when they pocket the best licks from late-
era pub rock, with Eddie And The Hot Rods
and Chris Spedding getting their gritty,
heartfelt due. The band also does a pretty
dandy Died Pretty imitation (*’My Back To
The Wall”’), and the guitar work of Jose
Andreu and Miguel Fuentes is never less
than propulsive and only occasionally too
derivative. The live side of the record is up
to snuff with—sound-and spirit-wise—any-
thing put on tape by more familiar upstart
beer-swilling young bucks, and the chunk-
iest cuts on side 1 are “Jeffrey’s Fever’’
and ""Monster’s Track.”’

point to earlier, more mystical times
(Younger Than Yesterday, Forever
Changes) mingled with rumbling bass-
lines, the LP displays a sophisticated atten-
tion to the details of the work—like the
broad, roaming arrangements and subtle
embellishments from piano and strings—that
betrays an incredible sense of craft.

With
loads of bright, clear melodies and ringing
guitars, and a set of singers who play com-

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ONLY ONES Special View (Epic,
P.O. Box 4450, New York, NY
10101-4450)—""Post-Modern Pioneers”
is the awful name of this particular reissue
series (we'd have preferred ""Records That
Trouser Press Really Liked”’) from CBS, er,
Sony, and while there are more than a few
who-really-cares in the batch (Artful
Dodger?), the Only Ones” Special View
by no means falls into that unfortunate
category. Led by the aifecting whine of
singer/songwriter Peter Perrett, the Only
Ones turned out a sizable chunk of superior
Brit guitar-pop singles and LPs, beginning in
1978 with their self-titled debut (their best),
followed by Even Serpents Shine in
1979 and Baby’s Got A Gun in 1980.
Special View was their first U.S. release,
a collection of tracks from their first two
records, along with their debut single.
Hopefully you’re already familiar with

"’ Another Girl, Another Planet’” (the
Replacements covered it for years), a gen-
vine new wave classic that’s as transfixing
now as it was when liking the Only Ones
and the Buzzcocks and the Heartbreakers
meant that you were into that “’punk rock
shit’” (we kid you not}. And while popular
history has so far relegated the Only Ones
to one-hit wonder obscurity (cultists ex-
cluded), Perrett’s winsome melodies and
Ray Davies-like romanticism clearly cast
them in a much more meaningful light, as
bands such as the Pastels and Perfect
Disaster have reflected. “’Peter And The
Pets,”” "'Someone Who Cares,”” ‘The
Whole Of The Law’’ and especially the
beautiful “Out There In The Night’’ more
than secure Perrett and Co. a warm place
in our hearts.

BEAT HAPPENING

BEAT HAPPENING 1983-85 (K, clo
Feel Good All Over, P.O. Box 8428,
Chicago, IL 60614/312-486-
2594)—Beat Happening, the premier
minimalist indie-rock band, helped start a
punk rock revolution by distilling pop music
into its purest elements and abandoning all
traditional rock ‘n roll pretenses for a
childish love of melody and rhythm. BH’s
simplistic approach bleeds into their lyrics
and singing style as well, showing that com-
plex feelings can be expressed with the

most rudimentary tools and techniques. The
26-track 1983-85 chronicles the earliest,
most primal works of Beat Happening, in-
cluding the first self-titled album, the Three
Tea Breakfast cassette, an early 7 (the
lovely ““Our Secret’’), various compilation
tracks and some unreleased material. Some
songs were recorded at home, defining
their lo-fi sound—bongos, charmingly out-
of-tune guitar and BH’s trademark boy/girl
vocals. Heathe,’s dreamy voice has the
sweetness of a babysitter reading a story to
a child, while Calvin’s deep voice and
spoken style can be cute, sultry or down-
right evil. What Beat Happening lacks in
musical prowess and technical aptitude,
especially on their early recordings, they
make up for with a sincerity and intellect,
creating pop music that’s both immediate
and lasting. The poorly recorded live ver-
sion of "’Bad Seeds’’ surpasses the tamer,
Greg Sage-produced version due to the
grunge, nay badness present in the air. The
primitive recording of "Down At The Sea,”’
where Calvin teaches Heather the vocal
parts, is a good chuckle but not nearly as
good as the surfy version earlier on. Other
rock ‘n roll beat poems to savor: “"Our
Secret,”” /| Love You,”" "'Primitives,”” *’|
Spy,”” "Foggy Eyes,”” "’Run Down The
Stairs”’ and “’In Love With You Thing.”’

KEN NORDINE The Best Of Word
Jazz, Vol. 1 (Rhino, 2225 Colorado
Ave., Santa Monica, CA 90409-
3555)—When you hear his voice, chances
are you'll recognize it, but you probably
won’t be able to pin down where; Ken
Nordine has done literally thousands—
possibly millions—of professional voiceovers
for commercials, radio spots, documentaries
and the like. The question then arises: What
does a well-groomed bespectacled man
who, throughout the “50s, ‘60s, ‘70s and
‘80s, was the voice of products like Miller
Beer, Taster’s Choice and Chevrolet, do in
his spare time2 When Ken Nordine’s beat-
nik sense of poetry and absurdity collides
with bebop and beyond, the results are
simply, word jozz. Backed by scatty jozz
from an assortment of cool ‘50s session
boppers (apocryphal fact: Richard Marx’s
dad played on several of these sessions),
Nordine recites—or rather, performs—his
word jazz pieces, odd fragmentary anec-
dotes of howling hipsterisms and suave beat
philosophy. Culled from several much
sought-after LPs from the late '50s, at his
most way-out, Nordine’s talents are well on
the far side of genius, as "My Baby,”’
"’Looks Like It's Going To Rain,”” “Bury It
Yourself Time Capsules,”” “’Faces In The
Jazzamatazz,”” ““The Sound Museum,”’
"’Flibberty Jib,”" “’Hunger Is From’’ and
“’Adult Kindergarten’* attest. Don’t be a
square—check out this recording. Word up.

MARTIN DENNY Exotica: The Best
Of Martin Denny (Rhino, 2225 Col-
orado Ave., Santa Monica, CA
90404-3555)—We know what you're
thinking, and at first we thought the same
thing: Who is this rather portly, congenial-
looking middle-aged man in spiffy white
tropical garb, bopping away on exotically
sculpted tribal drums with his multi-national
backup band rattling gourds, plinking ban-
jos and gently caressing the vibes behind
him¢ Well, he’s Martin Denny, and for
those unfamiliar with his curious blend of
jazz, Polynesian sway, Afro-Cuban rhythms
and the caw-caw cries of jungle birds, the
discovery of his music (which he defined as
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""exotica’’} is as bold as one’s first meeting
with a torchlit village full of friendly natives
in swaying grass skirts surrounded by mys-
terious clay idols. What's interesting about
Denny’s music is how he puts together dis-
parate elements that don’t obviously fit, like
a Bugs Bunny cartoon incorporates sound
effects that don’t always quite match the

¢ tions on screen (eg. a coyote falling off o
cuff sounds like o dive bomber). Similarly,
Denn, incorporates stuff into his exotica
that not only isn’t Hawaiian, but logically
shouldn’t be there at all, like Chinese
gongs, Cuban rhythms or hollow Peruvian
flutes. Anything’s fair game in Denny’s
world of exotic and romantic backdrops for
mystery and tropical intrigue. Turn down
the tiki lights and get romantic with “’Quiet
Village,”” *“When First | Love,”” "'Love
Dance’ or thrill to ““Bangkok Cockfight,”
"’Caravan’’ or "‘Stone God.”” (Helpful hint:
The cuts with the most bird noises are also
usually the best.)

BLIND WILLIE JOHNSON Sweeter
As The Years Go By (Yazoo, P.O.
Box 810, Newton, NJ 07680/
201-579-7763)—Among the legends of
early blues guitar like Robert Johnson, Big
Bill Broonzy and Mississippi Fred McDowell,
Blind Willie Johnson fits in as a true
pioneer and legend in the form. Many

of the most famous of Johnson’s emotive,
spellbinding slide blues are compiled on
Yazoo’s Praise God I'm Satisfied
album; these 16 titles comprise the remain
der of Johnson’s seminal 1928-31 record-
ings. Straddling the line between gospel
and blues, Johnson alternated between
secular and spiritual matters with ease; only
his slide guitar technique and gruff bass
vocals remained consistent and marked him
as one of the most revered and easily rec-
ognizable stylists of the blues’ early re-
corded history. With simple and austere
female vocals (often provided by his wife
Angeline} augmenting his charcoal-hued
voice, Johnson’s gospel-tinged blues are as
highly regarded and instantly recognized as
any of his contemporaries such as Leadbelly
or Memphis Minnie. Although sometimes
lacking the pristine, chilling remastered
quality of recent blues reissues (the Colum-
bia Roots N’ Blues series stands out), it's
difficult to criticize the audio quality of
recordings made long before the advent of
magnetic tape, and we’ll take the occa
sional crackles and pops just the way they
are on tunes like “’Let Your Light Shine On
Me,”” “Lord, | Just Can’t Keep from Cry-
ing”” or the exquisite “’John The Revelator’”
(which, believe it or not, Michael Stipe
often sang in a raggedy a capella version
during lulls in early R.E.M. sets).

Lush

CMJ
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Hollow Men: Brshing up on Top 30

Hearing Footsteps?: Though the Charlatans UK hold
down the top spot for the 11th consecutive week, their
pursuers are definitely closing in. Lush (4-3-2) and
Happy Mondays (5-4-3) have been inching up a slot
per week and Lush seems about to dethrone our Man-
cunian heroes. The Mondays have the strongest support in
the Midwest (#2), while Lush has its greatest strength in
the East (#2); both projects could use follow-up singles

or tours for added pushes. Meanwhile, Meat Beat
Manifesto climbs into the Top 10 (11-7), giving Elektra
three artists in the top seven. Buffalo Tom (#9) remains
the only American group in the Top 10, not including
some of Red Hot + Blue (#5).

Pop Goes The Grebos: The #1 Breakthrough this week
goes to last week’s cover darlings, RCA’s Pop Will Eat
Itself (#11 debut); their fourth and best LP nabs the #2
Adventure Pick and an excellent #5 showing in the East
regional. Look for PWEI and Sire-Reprise’s Ride (16-12),
Island’s Drivin’ N’ Cryin’ (29-15), Beggars-RCA’s
Daniel Ash (18-16) and A&M’s unavoidable Sting
(#22 debut; #2 Breakthrough) to make runs at the Top 10

next week.

How Many Brits Can You Fit on a Chart?: Yet another
British dance/rock hybrid (another good one, it should be
noted) storms the Top 150, and this time it’s Arista’s
Hollow Men (103-30), who grab the #1 Adventure Pick
for the second straight week. Bucking the limey trend are
Athens, GA’s Chickasaw Mudd Puppies (#43 debut),
who get the #3 Adventure Pick from programmers; their
last LP, White Dirt, peaked at #83, so they’ve already
far surpassed that in their first week on the chart. Their
special appearance/performance at CMJ resulted in an
all-out munchfest for the CMJ staff and a great interview
coming soon to the News section.

Acceleration of Independents: While Wax Trax’s
KMFDM is the highest-charting indie release (#10; #2 in
the West!), the highest upward-moving indie is Relativity’s
They Eat Their Own (37-29), a project that seems to
have nine-and-a-half lives. The highest indie debut goes to
Twin\Tone’s god-like Ween (#96; #7 Breakthrough), who
finally have landed after a long-delayed release date—
well worth the wait. Other independent movers include
Shimmy-Disc’s Rutles Highway Revisited covers-of-
a-parody-band comp (101-90), Sky’s Children (#98
debut), Skyclad’s Psychotic Youth (#102 re-entry),
Earache-Combat’'s Godflesh (#111 debut) and Amazing
Black Sand’s Giant Sand (#143 debut).

Reprise's Replacements scoot up 37-30, Colum-
bia's infectious C & C Music Factory climb 49-36,
Virgin's Iggy Pop builds 59-37, Reprise’s Neil
Young & Crazy Horse rides up 63-38 (how "bout
that tour with Sonic Youth?!) and Arista’s Urban
Dance Squad shimmy up 50-39 with MTV support
behind them

Debuts this week are all quite notable, starting
with WB's David Lee Roth at #27 and Def Jam/
RAL-Columbia’s EPMD at #34. Further down
there’s Tommy Boy’s new Digital Underground
EP at #48, A&M’s Sting at #54 (primarily on the
strength of the single), Reprise’s Dream Academy
at #60, Wing/Mercury-PG’s Chickasaw Mudd
Puppies thunderin’ stomp at #61 and Relativity’s
They Eat Their Own at #64.

Be on the lookout for the new Daniel Ash LP
on Beggars-RCA (single debuts at #74), Epic’s
mighty Screaming Trees and masterful Front 242,
and Reprise’s B-52's re-release

Exciting new trend this issue is the local indie
7'" taking the #1 spot at four stores! Rockville's
Uncle Tupelo scores at Euclid in St. Louis;
Smashing Orange on Ringer’s Lactate took the
top spot at Bert's in Wilmington, DE; Touch And
Go's Didjits top the chart at Reckless in Chi-
cago; and the Minneapolis four-band compilation
Cowboy Tea Show (a 10", actually) on Rocket
Sound sits pretty at Oarfotk Jokeopus.

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MARTY STUART Tempted (MCA, 70
Universal City Plaza, Universal
City, CA 91608)—Hot on the heels of
the super successful Hillbilly Rock, Marty
Stuart serves up Tempted, a hot set of
rockin’ country tunes sprinkled with a cou-
ple of ballads that are heartfelt yet not
wimpy. Stuart is part of the group of artists
that are updating the traditional sounds of
country, keeping hillbilly alive and evolving,
yet remaining true to the spirit of Hank
Williams and Ernest Tubb. Listening to
Tempted, one is reminded of the first
records made by Steve Earle—there’s lot's
of ringing guitars, some exquisite pedal
steel and fiddle work and a walloping back
beat. When you check the credits to see the
supporting all-star cast that includes John
Jarvis, Harry Stinson and Mark O’Connor
and with the fine production touches of Richard
Bennett and Tony Brown, you realize

why. This is basically the same group that
worked with Earle on his records, and they
sure know how to make smart country
records with a solid helping of rock ‘n roll
thrown in. The songwriters represented

on Tempted are on amazingly diverse
bunch; Stuart wrote with some of today’s
finest, and yesterday’s best are represented
as well. The stand-out tracks include “Little
Things,”’ co-written by Paul Kennerley and
Stuart, the Bill Monroe/Hank Williams-
penned ‘I’'m Blue, I'm Lonesome,’’ Neil
Young’s "'Get Back To The Country’” and a
wonderful old Eddie Miller song, 'Burn Me
Down.”’

CHICKASAW MUDD PUPPIES

8 Track Stomp (Wing/Mercury,

clo PolyGram, 825 Eighth Ave.,
New York, NY 10019)—On their sec-
ond LP, 8 Track Stomp, the Mudd Pup-
pies continue their stompin’ and hollerin,
and while the sound is still raw, the at-
mosphere created is not as otherworldly as

White Dirt. Call it growth, or perhaps
the influence of producers Willie Dixon and
Michael Stipe—not an odd combination,
once you think about it—some of the tunes
here, notably "Do You Remember’’ and
""Moving So Fast,”” have a positive smooth-
ness that will surely win over a broader au-
dience. This is not to say that they've com-
promised their sound or sold out. Overall,
listening to 8 Track Stomp is akin to
listening to a couple of sun-burnt rebels
who are standing by the side of the road
passing the jug around, pickin’ out the
blues, while scraping on the washboard
and wailing on the mouth harp. If that
sounds like your idea of a good time (it
sure sounds fun to me), get down and dirty
with these little dittys: *"Jambalaya,””
""Omaha’” and Willie Dixon’s classic
“Night Time.""

NASHVILLE’'S NEW
BREED

Despite radio’s general indifference, there’s
still a real ground-swell of fine new talent
coming out of Nashville. The fact that col-
lege radio is ignoring these artists is bad
enough, but the programmers at country
radio are saying there’s too many new
artists and they can’t possibly play them all,
probably because they’re too busy playing
10-year-old songs by Ronnie Milsap and
Crystal Gayle. All of this babbling is
leading into me twisting your arm to check
out a couple of fine new singer/songwriters
with distinct takes on today’s country.
AARON TIPPEN is o hillbilly from South
Carolina with a twangy voice and a knack
for writing tunes with a traditional sound.
His debut, You’ve Got To Stand for
Something (RCA, 1 Music Circle North,
Nashville, TN 37203) shows an adeptness
for turning a phrase, and an appreciation
for swing and rock-tinged country with just
a bit of on edge to make it interesting

Give a listen to "’Ain’t That A Hell of A
Note,”” ““Up Against You'* and the fitle
track. . ..On the other side of the fence is
ROB CROSBY with his new one, Solid
Ground (Arista, 6 W. 57th St., New York,
NY 10019). He’s also from South Carolina
(is this a trend?) and is more in the singer/
songwriter vein. Some of the tunes here
recall Jackson Browne and the Eagles—
they're full of acoustic guitars, Crosby’s
high and clear vocals, just a touch of pedal
steel and some sweet harmonies. His songs
are touching vignettes of the heart; check
out ““Somewhere Down The Line,” ""Love
Will Bring Her Around’” and the anthemic
title track.

BLUES POWER

Two primo musicians working on the blues
side have released new records. LUCKY
PETERSON may be just 27 years old but
he’s already a veteran, having played on
the Tonight Show when he was 6 (!} and
having been a sideman for such greats as
Little Milton and Bobby *’Blue’’ Bland.
Triple Play (Alligator, P.O. Box 60234,
Chicago, IL 60660), his fourth release is
chock full of his outstanding keyboard and
guitar play combined with a soulful vocal
style. Add some big funky horns and an

amazing amount of enthusiasm, and you
get the jumpingest blues record to be
released in a long time. Get into these
grooves: "‘I'm Free,”” *’l Found A Love””
and ""Funky Ray.”’. . .Part of the debut of
Rounder’s new Bullseye Blues label is
JOHN MOONEY's Late Last Night
(Bullseye Blues, c/o Rounder, 1 Camp St.,
Cambridge, MA 02140). Mooney comes
from New Orleans, which is obvious from
the funky rhythms on display here, and he’s
a major innovator on slide guitar.

After almost four years of making great
music together, Radney Foster and Bill
Lloyd have decided to pursue solo careers.
Lloyd was quoted as saying, ‘'I'm very
proud of what we accomplished as Foster
& Lloyd, but there are a lot of other things
| want to do in the music business.”” Their
last album, Version Of The Truth, was
recently re-released with three new sup-
posedly “"radio ready’’ songs replacing
some of the tunes on the original release,
although to these ears, the new tunes were
no more or less country than the songs they
took the place of. Somewhat ironic is the
fact that the split was announced the day
after they received a Grammy nomination
for Best Country Instrumental Performance
for their track, “Whoa.”

(Mango, 14 E. 4th St., New York,
NY 10012)—At long last, one of the best
guitar albums of last year hits the streets of
America! He has been called the Robert
Johnson of Mali, and Mr. Blues of the Niger
delta. His acoustic guitar work has been
well documented on two previous releases
on Shanachie and Mango, and his bluesy,
reggae-riffed solos are here in force. The
River goes to the next logical progression:
the electric guitar—a funky, fat Chicago-
sounding axe on some cuts is absolutely
marvelous. The real ear-openers on this
album are his collaborations; throughout,
he works a steady groove with the calabash
and sticks of Amadou Cisse, who beats a
steady yet diverse pulse. The opening elec-
tric cut has Toure vamping with Brit har-
monica player Rory Mcleod, and the feel is
rock solid R&B. Celtic bard meets griot on
"’Kenouna,’’ with the Chieftains’ Sean Keane
and Kevin Conneff sawing and paddling the
fiddle and bodhran, the calabash clicking
like bones, and Toure singing like an Irish
balladeer. It's natural and never self-conscious,
and works beautifully. Possibly the most in-
teresting cut is a collusion between the elec-
tric guitar and the sax of Steve Williamson,
who matches and challenges every pluck
with a wail. At its best, music is supposed to
be like this—player to player, each learning
from and inspiring the other. On The
River, Ali Farka Toure and friends achieve
that elusive goal.

KHALIFA OULD EIDE AND DIMI
MINT ABBA Moorish Music From
Mavuritania (World Circuit, 2
Regents Park Road, London NW1
7AY, U.K.)—You can also thank Ali
Farka Toure for recommending this group.
To my limited knowledge, this is the first
time the music of modern Mauritania has
been made available in Europe or America.
Nestled in the African Northwest with Mali,
Senegal and Western Sohara, the Islamic
Republic of Mauritania sits at the cross-
roads of African and Arabic culture, absor-
bing, adopting and transforming the music
of Berbers, Arabs, Wolofs and of course,
the various Europeans and Asians who
trampled through the country over the cen-
turies. At the very heart of this music is the
tidinit, a small lute-type instrument. Its
cyclical melodies define the ““way”’ of the
music: a strict structure of repetitions upon
which the players may elaborate, but not
deviate. it is within this structure that the
singers tell their stories in passionate solo or
exuberant chorus against the steady, com-
plex beat of hands and drums. The rhythmic
clapping of Moorish music is best known in
flamenco, and the singing style is familiar in
all Northern Africa. What Dimi Mint Abba
hopes to accomplish with his music is the
creation of a modern Mauritanian form
using instruments from all over Africa. He
hopes it will show deep respect for the
past, but not a slavish aversion to the world
as it is. He begins this experiment on this
recording with some cuts that effectively use
the electric guitar in place of the lute, giv-
ing it a modern feel that still seems timeless.
Then, there is the voice of Khalifa Ould Eide.
What can | say? It is wonderful, sometimes
sweet, sometimes searing and makes this
recording a must.

90028)—Don’t be deceived by the
curious title, which is more suitable to Steve
Coleman’s music than to fellow altoman
Bobby Watson’s. Post-Motown Bop is
swinging, joyously voiced straight-ahead
acoustic jazz, the only connection to
Motown pop being (as the leader explains
in the liner notes) a similarity in progres-
sions. Be that as it may, this 10-tune,
64-minute disc deftly balances form and
content, ensemble swing and solo space,
muscle and finesse, originals and standards.
The members of Watson’s latest Horizon
quintet—Melton Mustafa, trumpet; Edward
Simon, piano; Carroll Dashiell, bass; and
Victor Lewis, drums—emerge as a polished,
precise unit, all the more so because each
of the players, save for Dashiell, contributes
to the repertoire; Lewis, in particular, wrote
three of the numbers and gets co-star bill
ing on the cover. Many an alto saxist has
the chops and malleable tone to glide from
evocations of Johnny Hodges to Charlie
Parker. But Watson has a leg up, composi-
tionally, on the competition; his three
originals here are solidly, imaginatively
structured, and his juxtapositions of alto sax
or soprano with Mustafa’s trumpet are dar-
ing when they aren’t braying and light-
hearted, bouyed by a crisp and springy
rhythm section. Watson has taken to heart
the "“jazz message’’ he learned in the employ
of Art Blakey (1980-1984), and his prolific
recording since then, as both leader and
member of the 29th Street Saxophone
Quartet, has culminated in this winsome
quintet outing.

| realize that not many station staffers
besides the PDs and MDs read these
Dialogues, but here is an important piece
of advice you could pass on to your cohorts
in the Business/Sales/Station Management
department: There are a number of com-
panies out there doing business under
various names such as Radio Americo,
Advertisers Broadcast Services and Radio
Advertising, Inc., that sell public service an-
nouncements to local businesses for broad-
cast on college and other commercially in-
significant radio stations. The text of the DJ-
read announcements is usually something
like, "'Fred’s Texaco in Trenton reminds
children not to smoke dope. . ."" Our
station has been involved with the above
companies for varying periods of time
during the past three years, and my advice
is to stay away from them at all costs, even
if it means loss of a significant revenue
source for your station. The salesmen for
these companies work over the phone and
are very slippery. They never get a signed
contract from anyone, but rely purely on
oral commitments. Sometimes they tape
phone conversations, the legality of which
is pretty dubious. We’ve had a number of
complaints from businesses who said they
weren’t interested, but the salesmen took
that as a "‘yes,”” sent us the ad to be aired
and then sent those businesses the bill. And
when those businesses tried to extricate
themselves from paying they got the run-
around from the PSA companies’ 800
number, so they called us directly. A lot of
the time, the businesses were given the im-
pression that the salesman was calling from
our offices, because he would say, “'Hi, I'm
Mr. X, and I'm calling from WPRB."" Also,
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the return address of the bills usually said
WPRB, so many of the complainers iden-
tified the slimy business practices with
WPRB and not those companies. Also, the
rates these outfits charge are outrageous,
ranging anywhere from $90 to $120 o
spot. We're a commercial station, so they
base our rates on our maximum spot rate
which is $15, and mark it up from there.
The last PSA company we were involved
with said they would only mark it up four
times, but the customers were charged $90
per spot. We're 17,000 watts, but a spot
on our station is not worth anywhere near
$90. These guys will do anything to make
a sale, including lie. The last complaint we
got was from a man who was convinced his
money was being spent to support blood
drives for the troops in Saudi Arabia. After
this complaint, we canceled all our PSA
company contracts and started seling cam-
paigns ourselves, and it works all right. We
charge $25 per spot and $100 for five. If
you're a DJ or whatever and know that
your station runs these kinds of spots, ask
your station manager why you do and urge
him/her to cut them loose.

MIND OVER MATTERS

Provide an Alternative to Mainstream War
News

hese last few weeks have been almost impossible for

me. The idea of doing radio as usual has been out of the question.

| couldn’t sit by quietly, and the listeners wouldn’t stand for it. Re-
gardless of where you stand on the issue, and no matter what the out-
come, this war is one of the most significant events of the time, for more
reasons than | choose to go into in this forum.

What | am most aware of is how little happened until the last minute
was upon us, and how little college and community radio did to stimulate
discussion. | am writing this many days before you read it, and have no
way of knowing what is happening today. | do know that we as volun-
teers in our communities have a responsibility to be out front about our
own feelings, and in the forefront of presenting our community’s ideas
and feelings. More than once on my most recent program, people called
to complain about the lack of reliable, challenging information that was
coming out of the various network “’crisis reports.”” (One wonderful slip
came when a CBS reporter accidentally signed off with this inverted
statement: “‘This has been “Crisis To Countdown.”’ Brilliant!)

We have an obligation to get out of depeche mode and into crisis
mode ourselves. One suggestion | want to make is that it is vital that
we share information and programming at times like this. The Dialogue
pages of this magazine are one place to make available to other stations
the programs you have produced, and to find programs to share with
your listeners.

‘’We have an obligation to get out of
depeche mode and into crisis mode
ourselves, to supply airtime to the
many splintered viewpoints that will
never be heard on the national
media.’’

In the mid-"70s, there was a remarkable informal network of college
radio stations that shared information and programming on a daily basis
all over New England. The technology then was comparatively primitive
to what’s out there now, yet it worked effectively, and reasonably
smoothly. There are some established sources out there. Pacifica News
Service (800-735-0230) has been running endless amounts of interviews,
talk and commentary. Intercollegiate Broadcasting System (Box 592, Vails
Gate, NY 12584/914-565-6710) is eager to act as a clearing house for
programs that are available at little cost. The public affairs department
at WPKN (244 University Avenue, Bridgeport, CT 06601) has shows it
will make available.

| am sure there are dozens of other stations actively making their voice
heard, and willing to extend that voice anywhere in the country. But
most effective is grass-roots, home base reporting. Tell other stations
what you are doing, what kinds of program ideas you've tried. Tell the
world about it, here and anywhere else you can. Please, | again remind
you that in any war, any revolution, the transmitters are the first thing
they try to take. There is tremendous power in your hands, and to
squander it by keeping silent is a crime. Someday they may be after
YOUR tower because of your complacency. Peace.

Virtually anybody with an ear to
the street in the world of the well-
tuned pop song has come to
know the name of Fred LeBlanc in
the last few years. As the power-
house stick-o-dynamite drummer
for New Orleans’ Dash Rip Rock,
Fred pounded the skins for that
cowboyish outfit for more than a
few rabble-rousing years, turning
in some of the group’s most mem-
orable tunes and boisterous per-
formances as well. Finding, how-
ever, that the group’s tendency to
raise a shoot-‘em-up, hell-raising
live ruckus left little room for his
more crafted, subtle songwriting
side, he split with the group a
year or so ago {a departure that
both parties are quick to stress
was an amicable one), and struck
out on his own in pursuit of a
more pop-oriented dream. Re-
turning to the North on his first
tour with his new band, Cowboy
Mouth (featuring fellow Crescent
City pals like Paul Sanchez and
John Thomas Griffith), Fred im-
mediately filled the stage with his
Bam-Bam-derived drumming and
powerful vocals. While his new
live band is still too green to give
some of the songs the fire and
punch they deserved, it would
behoove anyone who keeps tabs
on who's writing the best songs
and doing the best shows to keep
on the lookout for Cowboy Mouth
in the near future.
