The story of ESG—organic funk group has a hit in
1981 and disappears during the Synthesizer Age—
has a lot in common with many other groups of
the time. The difference is they re baaaack.
Pow Wow Records, the home of mega-electro
dancehall, had the sense to put the trio of Scrog-
gins sisters {(Renee, Valerie and Marie) who lead
ESG (Emerald, Sapphire and Gold) back in cir-
culation with this collection of both old nuggets
and amazingly articulate new material. The
smooth flow of tunes from disco pop to sassy hip
hop to blues and beyond belies the fact that some
of the tunes (""Moody,’’ that ‘81 hit; and "U.F.O.")
come from the group’s salad days. The Bronx
sisters, whose old music has been sampled by old-
school rappers as well as latter-day house music
artists, have come back from a seven-year record
ing hiatus with a vengeance, sticking to their
thumping bass/steady drumbeat center and rarely
letting anything other than occasional guitar or
keyboards intrude in the mix. ESG’s combination
of brash attitude and bright party music with an
aggressive rhythm section makes it a sort of hip-
hop B-52’s or a Brand New Heavies of the Bronx.
If you like the funk the way it was in the days of
the Mudd Club—unadorned by samples or techno-
gadgets—then you'll want to check out the impres-
sive comeback LP of ESG. Make it funky: “U.F.O.,”
“"New Day,”’ the instrumental ' Wanna Dance,”’
““Hold Me Right”” and the chauvanist-taunting
"Erase You.”

What do you get when you take an ex-Clash
member and put him into a new band? Almost
anything is as close to a definite answer as you
can get, and the second installment of Mick Jones’
Big Audio Dynamite doesn’t disappoint in the
anything’s game category. After a serious battle
with pneumonia and a restocking of members for
B.A.D. ll (drummer Chris Kavanagh is formerly of
Sigue Sigue Sputnik), Jones returns with a diverse
album, but at the core is Brit-rap-hip-hop-rock.
Sounds like the early Stones-like ballad ““Innocent
Child”" to the technology- and sample-laden
““Rush’’ to the more straightforward dance pop of
“"Green Grass’’ and the exorcistic orchestration of
the funky ‘I Don’t Know’’ are indications of the
scope of talent and musical vision this foursome
are capable of producing. Tongue-in-cheek
samples of the Clash’s “’Should | Stay Or Should |
Go”’ on the title track are both homages to Jones’
roots and indications of a bit of humor on that
party tune, while other samples of The Who, Peter
Gabriel and some Queen-like vocal treatments
show The Globe to be not only fun for the kids,
but thoughtful and relatable for the grown-ups as
well. The only disappointment with the new lineup
is the lack of funky dreads, but the music is strong
enough to satisfy us, for now.
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BABES IN TOYLAND

To Mother (EP)

(Twin\Tone, 2541 Nicollet Ave. S., Min-

The Babes have weathered (and it’ll only get
worse) a terrifying acceleration of the normal
amount of attention and expectations shoved in
any band’s path—enough to crumple and flatten
less focused musicians. They (Lori, Kat and
Michelle) have gotten better on their own time
and ignored everyone else, and so should you.
Part of it’s the songs, part the production, but
mostly what transforms the band into a howling
wilderness of unrefined heavenly fury is the age-
old improvement method of constant touring and
writing. The band’s fissure-free playing squeezes
more pressurized emotional projectiles into tight
spaces, every song hammered into formidably
essential components. It takes precision and con
trol to hurl scattered fragments of the undredged
id that swims in a maladjusted mind and have every
shard hit a target—the Babes coolly and efficiently
show up other temper tantrum bands for the in
fants they are. Kat’s bloody yowling vocals have
gone, in two years, from basic angry screeching
to poetic conveyances of all the infinite varieties of
hurt and hate. Likewise, the instruments have gone
from one low, messy churn to a head-on collision
between fast, visceral punk and free-noise abstract
sprawlings, each instrument pulling its own weight
in the mix. 'Ripe,”” “’Catatonic’’ and “‘Primus’’
are as good a tonic as clocking a loved one over
the head with a beer bottle any day.

SONNY SHARROCK/NICKY SKOPELITIS
Faith Moves

(CMP, 155 W. 72nd St., New York, NY
10023/212-769-9362)

Brace yourself for a guitar summit of the highest
magnitude. Long known as one of New York's
most lethal jazz axemen, and as one-quarter of
the notorious Last Exit, Sonny Sharrock’s blistering,
saxophone-like Les Paul lines may seem distorted
and heavy, but they're really telegraphic bulletins
of fragmented melodic thought shot from the bar-
rel of a gun with lethal force and trajectory. At
times, his playing smolders quietly, while at other
junctures, it's like a gun bursting out with fierce
and passionate melodic ideas and patterns. In
contrast, Nicky Skopelitis, as on all of his work
with everyone from Material to Pil to the Golden
Palominos to Ginger Baker’s band, is quiet and
discerning—one of the most sympathetic players
ever—who never intrudes but always enhances.
This meeting of minds was co-produced by Bill
Laswell, whose presence is everywhere, even
though he doesn’t touch a single thing with strings
on the whole LP; the pairing has roots in Sharrock’s
incredible 1985 album Guitar and in Skopelitis’
criminally underappreciated Next To Nothing
LP. Fusing the two, Faith Moves resonates with
similiar sprawling vistas ("Who Are You’’), dron-
ing crescendos ("'The Pyre’’) and murky waters
(""First Of Equals”’). No synthesizers, no drums,
just a meeting of two of the most highly touted
guitarists in their particular realms.
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DANIEL JOHNSTON Continued

764-6200)—Dreaming. . . There will be
a sold-out show. On Broadway. Mostly
Daniel, though a few lonely musicians will
shuffle in the background. Everything will
stay spare, tuneless. The critics’ accolades
arrive: 'Captivating.”” “’Fresh and funny.”
*‘Beautiful and heartrending.” "’A sure
Tony-Award winner.”” Daniel remains
graceful, taking it all in. .. As big of a
hero as he has been to cerebral songwriters
and indie-rock scribes/promoters, Johnston’s
brand of starkness has alienated and con-
fused some of the uninitiated, particularly
on the bare, scary HI How Are You (in-
cluded graciously on CD for the first time
here). The release of Continued Story
on formats besides Johnston’s homemade
cassettes is probably the best thing that
could happen to the guy’s starpower, as

it is the most raucous and engaging work
of his career. Texas Instruments and Bill
Anderson (Hand of Glory) add dauntless
country boogie to Story’s best songs:
"'Girls’’; ’Funeral Home,’’ in which Daniel
and Tl roll Springsteen’s "’Cadillac Ranch”’
on its side; “"Ain’t No Woman Gonna
Maoke A George Jones Outta Me’’; the par-
ticularly bold "’The Dead Dog Laughing In
the Cloud’’; and a sweet tribute to the
amiable specter “’Casper.”’

ANTHRAX Attack Of The Killer B’s
(Megaforce, clo Island, 14 E. 4th
St., New York, NY 10012)—This, the

self-proclaimed “/longest EP ever,”’ sees a
release courtesy of Anthrax’s opening slot
on the Clash Of The Titans tour, and fea-
tures live versions of previously released
tracks with a wide range of covers. While a
lot of the material was recorded over the
past three years, most of the tracks are ap-
pearing for the first time domestically and/or
legitimately. The majority of the music
crunches the hardened path that made
Anthrax what they are today—one of the
top dogs in metal. Obvious salutes go to
the Public Enemy revamped classic, "'Bring
The Noise’'—the band has long championed
the rap-metal crossover, releasing one of
the first crossover tracks, ‘’1‘m The Man,”’
over seven years ago, with an updated ver-
sion here. However the Ventures’ surfer

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classic “'Pipeline’’ and Discharge’s “’Protest

And Survive’” hit home as well. For those
not usually enamored with metal, Anthrax
is certainly an exception to the status quo
and, with this release, the transition to their
world shouldn’t be too painful.

VARIOUS ARTISTS Guitar Paradise
Of East Africa (Earthworks, clo
Cardiac, 1790 Broadway, New
York, NY 10019/212-977-8020)—
Remember the grade school game,
Telephone, where a story is whispered at
one end of the room, passes through
several reliable and unreliable narrators,
and eventually ends up a somewhat dif-
ferent story at the ears of the original
teller? In o way, modern African music is
much like that, as it was dragged from, in
this case, Kenya into early America, turned
into blues, heard by white artists, plugged
into a Vibrolux, then beamed back across
the shores again thanks to a hip-shaking
kid from Tupelo, MS. Guitar Paradise
From East Africa is a joyous and playful
collection of the cream of African pickers
of the last two decades, characterized by
jounty and quick flowing scales that lend a
bell-like sound to the guitar. If anyone tells
you that this album reminds them of Paul
Simon's recent work, tell them, as Simon
himself would, they’ve got it backwards.
Close listening also reveals its obvious in-
fluence on the easy feel of salsa and the
happy-go-lucky beats of reggae. Too good
to be pigeonholed as just ““world music’’:
Sukuma Bin Ongaro’s “Sukuma Songa,””
Les Mangelpa’s ““Odesia’’ and Peter
Mwambi’s *'Ndai.”

A-BONES The Life Of Riley/
PHANTOM SURFERS 18 Deadly
Ones (Norton, P.O. Box 646,
Cooper Station, New York, NY
10003/718-789-4438)—As the outlet
for Norton CEOs/Kicks! magnates Billy
Miller and Miriam Linna when writin’ about
rock just doesn’t cut it, the A-Bones have
just too much house-partyin’ fun on vinyl to
dismiss them as a side project. Actually,
A-Bones’ records prove the same thing the
magazine, and countless unearthed re-
issues, do: Hard-thwackin’, sax-bleating,
sin-stirrin’ rock ‘n roll, that continues in the
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Q bawdy, hot ’n gritty sexploitation of the
finer ‘50s slabs, is a sure-fire release of
pent-up libido, and as such is timeless. Mix-
ing up covers and originals (indistinguish-
able but for the writing credits), “'The Bee,”’
""The Monkey’s Uncle,”” *’Time Machine’’
and "‘Button Nose’’ are just too much
down ‘n dirty fun ‘n thrills to be considered
retrogressive. The Phantom Surfers’ debut
flips forward about six or seven years to
the high tide of the surf movement, and
with 18 impeccably venturesome tunes, the
four (from San Francisco, where the beaches
are cold and rocky) kick some high-octane
| explosive substance into that rusty old
jalopy. Like Shadowy Men From A
| Shadowy Planet, these all-instrumental
tracks are true to the old school but remind
| us that there were dozens of hit-making surf

groups all over the country (the Phantoms
could probably name them all} besides the
big three or four, and even when playing it
straight and not deviating from the strict

| stylizations Phantoms still have enough
punch to uncurl our cowlicks.

FREDDI BSA
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FREDDIE HUBBARD Topsy-Standard
Book (Alfa, clo P.P.1. 88 St. Francis
St., Newark, NJ 07105/201-344-
4214)—Freddie Hubbard’s playing on his
latest, Topsy-Standard Book, has a
magnificently delicate and subtle touch,
letting you understand the vitality and
energy of his playing, a side that may have
gotten somewhat obscured during his many
stratospheric fusion years. Freddie Hubbard
has assembled a band of talented young
players (Kenny Garrett, alto sax; Benny
Green, piano; Carl Allen, piano; and
bassist Rufus Reid) brimming with character,
soul and, above all, respect for the nine
standard pieces on Topsy. Green displays
a formidable amount of technique and soul
in his developing pianism, while Garrett, a
current member of the Miles Davis band,
has a wealth of talent from which to draw.
From the ragged blast of hard bop on
""Cherokee’’ to the elegant ballad **As Time
Goes By,”” Hubbard & Co. show how play-
ing in the tradition can swing in a simple,
effective and fiuid way.

ARCWELDER Jacket Made In
Canada (Big Money Inc., P.O. Box
2483, Loop Station, Minneapolis,
MN 55402/612-827-7500)—After
recovering from a lawsuit situation (they
originally wanted the same name as the
carnival ride Tilt-A-Whirl but trademarks
are serious business), this Minneapolis trio
has released its second record. Arcwelder
activates music that loosely fits with early
Phantom Tollbooth with just a little more
focus on bass, which is rich, warm and
quite funky. The lead track, “’Harmonic In
strumental,”” boasts a rolling bass line that
hums smoothly as the guitar creates oppos-
ing notes that whine back and forth. The
band also uses staccato rhythms that make
the guitar skip lightly along the notes on
"'Daydream,’” as well as many other
pieces. The vocals are somewhat puzzling,
sometimes paralleling early ‘80s new wave
bands with harmonies and high overtones,

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but then coming at you on "Missing’’ with
aggressive distortions that are close to Skinny
Puppy yelling. Adding to the diversity,
““When You’re Gone’’ is a mournful ballad
that isn’t flaccid; “’Plastic”’ features awe-
some dissonant chord progressions of feed-
back guitar; and “’Flavor’” has a sweet
direct and catchy vocal line that carries the
song from beginning to end.

THE WATCHMAN The Watchman
(Hannibal, c/o Rykodisc, Pickering
Wharf, Bidg €-3G, Salem, MA
01970/508-744-7678)—It's a curse
that so many records get picked or panned
by their covers alone: An unfortunate collu-
sion of shirt, backdrop, sunglasses and
tropical plants may subliminally hinder one
of the most interesting and intriguing new
records this year. If you’ve ever felt there
was some sort of a legacy or tradition
behind The Watchman’s producer Joe
Boyd—his work includes some quality that
can be discerned underlying artists like Nick
Drake, Richard Thompson, Incredible String
Band, etc.—well, The Watchman fits that
legacy without ever being a mere carbon-
copy folkie of any of the previous talents
on Boyd’s resume. When chief Watchman
guitarist/composer Ad van Muers sings with
his girlfriend, Ankie Keultjes, their poignant
and bittersweet harmonies evoke the classic
period of Richard/Linda Thompson duets,
and at his best, he often comes admirably
close to achieving the level of intensity of
the master. So while the cover may make
him look like a bizarre transplanted Bahamian
white-boy bluesman, inside there’s complex
and challenging music worth seeking out.
Top Cuts: “’Freddy’s Race,”” “’Considering
The Lowlands Of Holland,’* *'Darling
Angel,”” “Letter To Your Wedding’’ and

"’ Atter The Night Shift.”

BARRY ADAMSON Delusion (Mute,
clo Elektra, 75 Rockefeller Ploza,
New York, NY 10019)—Unlike his
1989 soundtrack for Moss Side Story,
Delusion is a real movie soundtrack and
will be heard in real movie theaters (the
contents of the artificial-butter flavor is
another story however). For history, Adamson

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got his start in the late ‘70s playing bass
for Magazine. In 1981, he joined the Birth-
day Party and remained until 1983, when
he co-founded the Bad Seeds with Nick
Cave. Finding the rock format limiting,
Adamson departed for a solo career, one
in which he can fully utilize the expanse of
his musical vision. His latest vision is realized
in the soundtrack for Delusion, a thriller
with matching musical orchestrations rang-
ing from the operatic to Spanish guitar to
spine-tingling scene setters to sprightly jazzy
jaunts. Complete with curious titles, the
songs pique interest in the video accom-
paniment to industrial versions of “’La
Cucaracha’” and “'These Boots Are Made
For Walking.” Adamson’s work with
technology in its most fitting setting runs
through a wide spectrum of moods and
styles, is full of introspection, dreaminess
and action, and has enough soundbites to
give Danny Elfman some stiff competition in
creating the ultimate film score.

DAVID SANBORN Another Hand
(Elektra, 75 Rockefeller Plaza,
New York, NY 10019})—Throughout
the ‘70s and ‘80s there wasn’t a doubt in
any producer’s mind as to who to hire in
case you needed a horn part on your proj-
ect. Dave Sanborn was your answer. This
talented musician clocked an incredible
amount of studio hours, and juggled a

career as a bandleader, to the delight of
Adult Contemporary Radio as a whole.

But then came Night Music, probably the
boldest, most creative TV program to grace
the medium in quite some time. As the
house band leader, Sanborn had the op-
portunity to create a truly musical environs,
where collisions of the highest caliber would
occur every minute (remember the infamous
Leonard Cohen and Sonny Rollins jam at
the end of one of the episodes?). The show,
much to the dismay of thousands of music
lovers, is now gone. Do not despair though,
for those of you who care about great
music, listen to Another Hand, Sanborn’s
debut for Elektra. Sanborn, alongside Bill
Frisell, Charlie Haden, Joey Baron and
Terry Adams, delivers an album where
every minute counts. This is wonderful stuff,
played with such zest, conviction and soul
that it’s impossible not to love it.

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CANDYFLIP Madstock. . . (Atlantic,
75 Rockefeller Plaza, New York,
NY 10019)—At a time when a lot of
high-powered dance music has been riding
the pop charts, it is refreshing to get a taste
of innocence again. Candyflip is the duo of
Danny Spencer and Ric Peet, whose slower-
grooved dance pulse seems more concerned
with happiness than anything else. The im-
ages the group’s debut conjures are in line
with that happiness, with flowers, bubbles
and tons of smiling teeth shining through on
an open, poppy-filled field like rays uncon-
cerned with a troubled world. Though the
production is on the bland side and some
of the basic beats are too familiar, the
songs on Madstock . . . are effective in
generating a dreaminess (lots of blips and
beeps seem to come from unknown direc-
tions) centered around Peet’s swirling elec-

tronics. Spencer’s voice is laid back and
relaxed in its own dream state, which lulls
you further away from reality, as psych-
edelic highlights keep things interesting (the
appropriate cover of the Beatles’ *“Straw-
berry Fields Forever’ ). Songs like *’Redhills
Road,”’ *Wonderland,” “‘Love ls Life’’ and
““Space’’ should sa'isfy your sweet tooth for
merriment.

THOMAS CHAPIN TRIO Third Force
(Knitting Factory Works, 47 E.
Houston St., New York, NY 10012/
212-219-3006)—Thomas Chapin and his
trio are an unsung wonder. On sax Chapin
is a full and commanding presence, artic-
vlating ideas and soloirg tastefully without
ever seeming cliched in the modern idiom;

his stunning flute improvisations likewise
skitter and scoot around the melody with
poise, and swing with a lighter, yet still in-
tellectual, touch. Though the limelight on
Third Force is clearly Chapin’s through-
out, a special tip of the ol’ porkpie goes

to his incredible rhythm section of bassist
Mario Pavone and drummer Steve Johns
who shine throughout with their bristling in-
terplay, providing a terse, tensile pulse on
cuts like the excellent “’Iddly.”” Pavone’s
touch on the bass is particularly rich, almost
orchestral, such that one often finds oneself
scouring the credits, looking for a guesting
guitarist. When doubling unison lines with
Chapin, Pavone and the saxophonist seem
to become one instrument, melding their
two complementary tones in such a dovetail
fashion that it’s difficult to distinguish that
they come from different players. It’s these
kinds of linear interplay and dynamism that
make Chapin’s music so distinguishing and
rewarding, as on ‘‘Ahab’s Leg,’’ *’Poet Of
Central Park’’ and the moody ‘Boy On A
Dolphin/Stairs.”’

MONDAY MORNINGS Despise QOur
World? (CORE, 21787 Ventura
Blvd., Woodland Hills, CA 91364/
818-883-1413)—Aptly titled Despise
Our World?, the debut album from
Tampa’s Monday Mornings focuses on the
dark mysteries inherent in life and the am-
biguity generally reached when trying to
solve them. There’s an unsettling quality to
guitarist Mike O’Neill’s Costello-meets-Stipe
intonation, which matches the concerned
bent of his delivery and the unrest in the

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LOOP Wolf Flow (Reactor (UK), clo
MCM, 1026-1028 Harrow Road,
London NW10/081-960-2225)—
Wolf Flow collects Loop’s various John
Peel sessions from 1987-1990 on two 12°,
45 rpm platters. Spanning this timeframe
proves interesting for this band, as its sound
noticeably evolved during the four years.
Side A’s “Soundhead’’ and *'Straight To
Your Heart” show Loop doing what it was
first known for: concocting songs around
the psychedelic principles of driving, mind-
numbing repetition, and wild guitars often
laden with various effects. After the first
album and couple of singles, Loop jour-
neyed into a dreamier world where the
numbness wore off, the musical tension
grew and sound became more angst-
ridden. The final cuts, recorded early last
year, show the vocals taking on a Mission
Of Burma-like tenseness and the sound be-
coming less sprawling and more condensed.
The songs, however, continue on their trippy
odysseys, bringing the methods and mad-
ness of psychedelia firmly into the ‘90s.
Flow with these: ‘‘Straight To Your Heart,”
""Pulse,”” ""Collision’* and ‘From Centre To
Wave."’

LILYS "February Fourteenth’’ (7°')
(Slumberland, P.O. Box 8012,
Silver Spring, MD 20907)—Having
learned of the pure joy of sonic violence
from the likes of My Bloody Valentine,
Washington, DC’s Lilys squeeze all this

energy into “‘February Fourteenth,”” which
vibrates with the same untamed vigor and
tunefulness as Ride’s ’Chelsea Girl.”” The

song is empowered by the primal energy
of guitars that ring both brash and sweet,
and are strongly reinforced by the melodic
thunder of the bass and the crashing storm
of drums and cymbals. The vocals ride the
turbulent waves of the music with their own
melody, careening to a groove not unlike
Swervedriver’s vocal forays. Look for the
same delights from “’Threw A Day’’ on

the flip and hope for the Lilys CD that
Slumberland promises to materialize quickly.

VARIOUS ARTISTS Spank The
Nun/Son Of A Witch (Skyclad, P.O.
Box 666, Middlesex, NJ 08846/
908-968-0073)—Skyclad has established
itself as a solid purveyor of garage rock for
the styrofoam stone age we live in, and
these two budget-priced samplers prove the
point quite well. There’s too many artists to
mention them all, but here’s a few of our
tavorite wicked moments: ‘’Another Rock &
Roll Statement’’ from Swedish Saab-rockers
Union Carbide Productions; the deep-fried
""Make Up Your Mind”’ by Go To Blazes;
the raw version of “Why Don’t You Kill
Yourself’’ taken from the live Only Ones
album; Skyclad mainstay Russ Tolman’s
“"Murphy’s Barn’’; Moon’s contribution,

““In The Backwoods’’; the Delmonas’ she-
rock take on the Stooges’ *’I Feel Alright’;
and the greasy fury of the Cosmic Drop-
outs’ “’Candyman.’’ Also be sure to check
out the elaborate artwork depicting some
nuns and witches participating in some
pretty sinful acts.

JONNY COHEN ‘’Space Butterfly’’
(7’’) (Teen Beat, P.O. Box 50373,
Washington, DC 20091/703-671-
6794)—Jonny Cohen’s debut LP was a
multi-faceted, yet utterly personal and
perversely innocent, collection of songs,
snippets and ramblings. For the tender
‘Butterfly’’ and *’Catfish And Carp,”’ he
settles in with a collection of down-homeys
and adapts his children’s-book happy
fantasies (like a parallel universe Happy
Flowers) to a very Mekons-y, fiddle-fortified
accompaniment, especially on the A-side’s
droll and haunting tear-jerker. For all the
lullaby sweetness of those two, “‘I'm Not
An Anorexic’’ will give you nightmare vi-
sions of Karen Carpenter’s remains under
your bed, so watch out,

VARIOUS ARTIST5 Ugly American
Overkill (7'’ EP) (Amphetamine
Reptile, 2541 Nicollet Ave. §.,
Minneapolis, MN 55404/612-872-
0646)—AmRep’s clash of the toxins
features its most reliably pugilistic groups in
a sort of NY vs. Midwest guitar demolition
derby (which, suitably enough for an
American display of heavy ammo and
unmerciful assault, is taking place in Europe
when all these bands tour together). Tar’s
““Compaction’’ and Surgery’s “'A.K.”" are
particularly choice for a weekend surfing
and sunning among the cancerous air,
black sticky waves and hellfire oilfield
eruptions—both songs are guitar-pickin’ ac-
tion tunes for a not-so-safe summer. Helmet
lights a short fuse, storms through a hyper-
jerk rhythm and then screams in frustration
until their heads explode on “Taken.’’ The
God Bullies cover ‘‘Tie A Yellow Ribbon,’
and while no one can improve upon the
original for sheer mutant retardation, the
Bullies come closer than anyone else prob-

ably should.
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MR. PETERS BOOM AND CHIME You
Better Belize it! (c/o Fire Ant, 2009
Ashland Ave., Charlotte, NC 28205/
704-335-1400)—The sun is shining
down through the spread canopy of the
overhanging palm branches. After a few
moments of slow, entropic, to-and-fro wob-
bling, your hammock has finally come to a
complete rest. Somewhere, a banjo plinks
in the distance, playing a rollicking gentle
rhythm accompanied by accordion and

exotic percussion. Ah, you say to yourself,
chuckling, it must be Mr. Peters Boom And
Chime band! In Jamaica, the Jolly Boys
play a similar-sounding music, but in Belize,
they call it Boom and Chime music {or,

as some sources call it, boom and shine
music—don’t ask us why) a happy, free-
spirited, mellow sort of banjo swing with
wry and subtle lyrics sung in Creole English
patois. Hearing this recording direct from
Belize, a musicologist with spectacles and
clipboard would probably point out that
Mr. Peters and his happy-go-lucky band
are saving a dying artform from extinction
by Western encroachment, but old Wilfred
P. would probably just be too busy preach-
ing his easy, laid-back gospel of good times
and festive occasions to give the guy in the
lab coat much concern. It's peppy, bright,
sunshine-soaked music that often quite simply
doesn’t have a care in the world, save for
poking gentle fun and laughing at the
ironies ond joys of life—Mr. Wilfred Peters,
our straw hats are off to you.

LAGUNA MOREE is a Brooklyn band (58
President St., Brooklyn, NY 11231/718-935-

1190) playing a livelier and more vivacious

brand of gloom-pop, distinguishing them
from an alarming number of goth-affiliated
NYC bands. lts self-titled tape (the cardboard/
construction paper contraption containing it

cMJ
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gets an A+ for Futures Arts & Crafts) has
an unmistakable occult-fixated, rock ‘n roll
mysticism about it, but the band keeps the
creepy, sepulchral overtones as an at-
mospheric layer and not as a stifling,
predominant style. Though the tape only
has three songs, all have been devotedly
produced and arranged, with strings occa-
sionally dotting the landscape, a little bit
self-important but lacking any hint of cliche.
The two elements of this band screaming
“Look at me!’’ are Eddy Jo Martinez’s
guitarwork, adopting a Postcard-label
classiness, and Plain Jane’s enormous, icy
swooping-all-over-the-place vocals that
establish a presence the kids’Il just love, her
mannerisms and powers drifting toward
Lene Lovich/Kate Bush territory . .
BALLYHOO is a Cleveland oddity—
combining various old-world festive musics
and a healthy dose of the burlesque. Its
four-song tape coalesces into a more well-
traveled, boisterous version of a Thomas
Dolby or Oingo Boingo outtake {1533
Middleton Road, Cleveland, OH 44121/
216-628-4114). Vintage early ‘80s quirky,
the band combines an egghead approach,
a pogo-happy beat, and ethnic/folksy in-
struments and arrangements on *’Crossing
The Water’’ and “’Life Without Statues.’’

BREED Grin (Nite Shift, Falkirk
District Business Park, Newhouse
Road, Grangemouth, Scotland FK3
8LL/0324-484-014)—From Liverpool,
Breed bears no relation to that city’s breed
of straitjacketed beat-archivists—the La’s,
Real People, Top, et al. Grin is a defiant
anomaly, anti-pop by today’s standards,
with its tremoloed guitar fandangos, de-
liciously sea-sick shanty melodies and torch-
singing heroics. These fugitive auteur antics
have raised comparisons to the Birthday
Party/Bad Seeds—"’Imagination s The
Muscle Of The Soul” for sure—but while
Breed’s members are masters of dark-
carnival cabaret, where Hamlet melodrama
is admirably shorn of self-consciousness,
theirs is a less acid, more quixofic vision of
bacchandlia. The core of Grin lies in the
Brechtian/rock axis of the sequential ‘Juice
Bar Burial,”” *’Favourite Poison’’ and ‘’Per-
fect Hangover,”” which suggest a drunken
revelry between John Barry, Tony Bennett,
Dr. Zhivago, the Triffids and the Smiths,
mainlining spaghetti westerns. A strange
Breed indeed—only New Zealand’s
precious Terminals have sounded this frail,
lovesick and neurotic, with an equally deep-
throated, tremulous singer. ‘I like the idea
of assassinating everyone | find irritating
and maybe weld my hands to a new violent
habit and leave me with no friends’” (from
the epic “’Does It Heal You'’). Simon Breed
sounds restless, bored by boredom, a
beautiful loser but a riveting vehicle for
these ghostly lurches and bruising ballads
that eschew the flayed melodramas of the
Scott Walker school of interpretation for a
more measured world-weariness. Guitars
are stark, delicately plucking or quietly
screaming, and the lyrics are masterful. As
’Hips And Power’’’s harmonica squeal and
swaying chorus is the perfect introduction,
’Everyone Joins In The Chorus’’ ("'but
nobody knows the words’’) is the perfect
exit, a goodnight-ladies shrug of the
soldiers, melancholia boiled down to a
painful, memorable parting. Brilliant.
What's the cliche? Dig the new Breed.

ORCHIDS Unholy Soul (Sarah,
Garden Flat, 45 Upper Belgrave
Road, Clifton, Bristol, Avon BS8
2XN/0272-730-510)—Sarah bands
have always been accused of intransi-
gence—time-warped in anorak pop, guitar
jangle and childhood nostalgia. The Field
Mice and The Wake have already disproved
this watertight theory; the Orchids are next.
At heart, Unholy Soul is still a lush frac-
ture of folk-rock iconography—’"Me And
The Black & White Dream’’ is trad guitar-
pop sparkle; “Women Priests And Addicts’’
blatantly, gorgeously blends the Byrds’
’Draft Morning’’ and Paul Simon’s mel-
lifluousness—but there is a diverse and risky
impulse that could have easily capsized the

venture. 'Frank De Salvo’’ is a ruder,
gritty intermission; ‘’Peaches’’ and *'Dirty
Clothing’’ lean toward a precariously
balanced, tearful MOR-friendliness with
cooing female backing and watery funk
rhythms; while the luscious ‘The Sadness
Of Sex’’ is a dance-conscious splice of se-
quencer beats, woodwind effects and vocal
samples decorating that archetypal sad-
sweet Sarah hairshirt melody that stands
alone on ““Moon Lullaby’’; and “’You Know
I’m Fine,”” as good an elegant elegy as
Breed’s Grin.

a Walkman-quality recording of lysergic
garagebeat fractiousness, Manfred Mann
crossed with Them with the batteries fading
out {(Hangman, c/o Revolver, 3 Dove Lane,
Bristol BS2 9HP/0272-540-004). . . Taking
Coals to Newcastle Dept.: GOD’S EYE
walks through familiar Boston pop-noise
territory. “’Love’s A Bargain’’ conveys
bitersweet sentiments in a tumbling but less
tart Lemonheads vein. Because God’s Eye
refuses to bluster with volume or thrash, the
effect is bitterer, sweeter, a fuzzy dream
more than a frustrated thrash. Why no
American licensee? (Twenty/Twenty, P.O.
Box 593, London SW15 2ND/081-800-
9989)... The WENDYS are Scotland’s
answer to Manchester’s archetypal pop-
churn, so it makes sense that Factory has
grabbed them. ’Gobbledygook’’ is a
smoother, poppier, whiter version—""stu-
dent,”” not ““council estate’ —like a less
gregarious Northside. Airy vocal, jangling
guitar, etc., but a terse, muted approach
makes this one stick (Factory, c/o Capers-
ville, 83 Clerkenwell Road, London EC1
5AB/071-430-9060).

PLUS, ALSO, TOO

Is there room to die at the feet of SHUD-
DER TO THINK's Funeral At The
Movles?, the best American LP of 1991
after Mercury Rev? The album clarifies the
rotating, neurotic tempos and melodic
swoon of the Ten Spot debut. The only
crime is that it’s way too short. .. The last
column’s round-up of live events forgot to
list the return of CLOCKDVA—hyper-
active, dizbusting electronic dance, white
noise, Adi Newton’s usual muffled Hammer-
horror vocalspeak, chaos out of melody
and vice-versa. .. More importantly, the
demise of Rough Trade distribution has
called into question the nature of what
makes an independent, vis a vis the inde-
pendent chart. APT and Southern are two
established alternative distribution com-
panies, while the likes of Greyhound handle
a lot of dance product, but Pinnacle has
been left with the bulk of independent re-
leases simply by circumstance. The U.K. in-
dependent chart is now almost wholly dis-
tributed by one company which has grown

beyond the size of a major. The rules that
govern eligibility to the chart must be ques-
tioned, too. Basically, if your distributor is
an independent, you qualify. The newest
trend is for majors to acquire what Rough
Trade supremo Geoff Travis calls “fake in-
dependents’'—for example, Moose’s label
Hut, distributed by RTM (the new Rough
Trade sales/marketing company) via Pin-
nacle but owned by Virgin. What about
Dedicated, home of Chapterhouse,
Spiritualized and Cranes, owned by BMG/
RCA but distributed by RTM/Pinnacle?
Owners of labels funded, controlled and
visualized by an independent source (e.g.
Soho’s label Savage or Beggars Banquet)
are excluded from assuming the credibility
an independent label facilitates, like it or

not, or use of the marketing tool that is the
independent chart. Two things are clear—
the fact majors feel the need to set up their
own breeding grounds says that they
realize there is something wrong with their
own system, and two, they won’t have so
much hassle luring independent label bands
away. Which is the whole point.

SINGLES

On Cheree’s subsidiary Che label, DISCO
INFERNO naturally aren’t; “’Entertain-
ment’’/*’Arc In Round’’ is an uncanny post-
psychedelic beauty, a composite of ellip-
tical, chiming guitar overlaps, strings, cym-
balsplash and introverted, disaffected whin-
ing, from those who have witnessed the art
of dancing but can’t quite bring themselves
to hitch on a Soul Il Soul drumbeat. So they
remain, gloriously marooned in left-field
pop, like an early Cure tribute that got
away {(Cheree, P.O. Box 653, London
E12/081-530-8381)... The PALE SAINTS
are 4AD’s dark horses; a source of intri-
cate, dipping melody and experimental
alchemy inside a conventional rock-pop nut-
shell. The Flesh Balloon EP is another
step forward. Hugh Jones’ lush {no pun)
production delivers a more robust Saints on
““Hunted,”” a shimmering dance-not-dance
instrumental “’Porpoise’’ and a delicious,
almost lovers-rocking, chiming (weird, |
know) version of Nancy Sinatra’s “’Kinky
Love.” The self-produced demo ‘’Hair
Shoes’’ is closer to the Comforts Of
Madness LP (4AD, 15 Alma Road, Lon-
don SW18 1AA/081-675-9511)... More
guitar invention, from MOOSE—the Cool
Breeze EP adds to the vocabulary of the
post-Valentine guitar-swooners in a swaying
Velvet Underground iullabye fashion. This
time ‘round, their half-finished song style is
a neat antidote to pop-perfection, but only
if they had a singer, not an excuse for a
vocal. Inspirational flashes, purple passages

Calling your debut EP Passion 91 needs
something special; L KAGE's tumbleweed
of acoustic/electric guitars and plaintive
vocal gets most of the way there, very
reminiscent of prime Postcard-era Aztec
Camera (One Little Indian, 25C York Road,
London SW11 35J/071-924-1661). ..

HEAVY D. & THE BOYZ Peaceful
Journey (Uptown, cJo MCA, 70
Universal City Plaza, Universal
City, CA 91608)—MC Hammer and
Vanilla Ice, step to the rear and make plenty
of room for Heavy D. & The Boyz. His
royal largeness is probably the master at
finding commercial success with music that
retains its street credibility. Back after the
tragic death of posse-member Trouble-T,
Heavy D. creates on Peaceful Journey
his most inspired and insightful album to
date with many of the tracks echoing his
emotional state (especially the title track).
Heavy doesn’t forget his fans though,
always keeping his jams fresh with live-
sounding energy and brilliantly smooth
rhyming that’s custom tailored to both the
mind and feet. He touches all the bases
with quiet storm/super-lover jams, “Let It
Rain’’ and /I Can Make You Go Oooh’’;
real street-based ditties like the all-star rap
on ""Don’t Curse’’ (featuring Big Daddy
Kane, Kool G. Rap, Grand Puba, Q-Tip
and C.L. Smooth); and “’Swinging With Da
Hevster,”” while keeping that commercial
edge on most others. Probably most ap-
pealing about this, his third LP, is his ec-
lectic group of producers—Marley Marl,
Howie Tee, Teddy Riley and Pete Rock—
who come in to shape and mold the
Heavster’s sound and offer plenty to sink
your ears into. Heavy D’s career hasn't
skipped a beat with this release, his heart-
felt display of mass-appealing jams and
positive messages should win him more fans
than ever. Sit on these: “Cuz He'z Alwayz
Around,”” “’Is It Good To You,’’ “’Letter To
The Future’’ featuring Johnny Gill, and the
reggae-laced “Body And Mind.”

With the number of reporters slipping down to 89 this
week, it stilt hasn’t affected De La Soul’s (1-1) grip on the
top spot but has helped 3rd Bass (2-2) cut down on De
La’s lead.

30068)—Art Blakey may be dead and
gone, but his legacy remains strong, varied
and vital thanks to the continuing progress
of the beboppers, spanning three genero-
tions, who have spread the message after
leaving his nest. Trumpeter Terence Blanchard
and alto saxist Donald Harrison, ‘Nawlins
homeboys who worked together in the Jazz
Messengers during the ‘80s before founding
their own quintet {which cut several albums
for Columbia), have set sail on their own
on their respective new CDs. On his epony-
mous Columbia entry, Blanchard digs deeply
into the mainstream tradition, much as fel-
low New Orleans brassman and ex-Jazz
Messenger Wynton Marsalis has done of
late, by tapping the public-domain mother
lode ("’Motherless Child,” “Amazing
Grace’’) for improvisatory inspiration.
These numbers, along with four Blanchard
originals, Charlie Parker’s "’Au Private’”
plus the jauntily lyrical ““I’m Getting Senti-
mental Over You,”” are given spirited
readings by a core group comprising tenor-
man Branford Marsalis, pianist Bruce Barth,
bassist Rodney Whitaker and drummer Troy
Davis; tenorman Sam Newsome and drum-
mer Jeff Watts appear on three cuts each.
Blanchard & Co. push so deeply in the
pocket on this strong neoclassical outing
one can almost hear the seams stretching.
First Rate. Recorded live at Birdland in
Gotham in November 1990, Harrison’s
68-minute Blakey-dedicated disc airs his
alto with the trumpet of Marlon Jordan
(who also happens to hail from the Crescent
City). Their frontline horns are galvanized
by the gutsy foundation laid down by
pianist Cyrus Chestnut, bassist Christian
McBride and drummer Carl Allen. The
repertoire on this Mark Morganelli-pro-
duced effort juxtaposes unexpected treat-
ments of the familiar (Miles Davis’ *“So
What,”* Sonny Rollins’ “’Oleo,”” Duke
Ellington’s “‘In A Sentimental Mood"’) with
contributions from Harrison and Chestnut.
For a triple-play, cue up tracks from these
two CDs with a track from Jordan’s engag-
ing Learson’s Return on Columbia.

IN THE MAINSTREAM

The jozz fan and musician of the “90s en-
joys a decided advantage over his or her
counterpart of 20 years ago. With the
widespread acceptance of the compact
disc, more new jazz is being recorded than
ever before, and hundreds of great sessions
from yesteryear, once feared out-of-print
forever, are again on the market (often
with non-LP bonus cuts, to boot). Jazz
mavens young and old are salivating over
the CD bins as they peruse classics from the
catalogues of Prestige, Riverside, Blue Note,

ON THE CHART

For the second consecutive week, Christopher Hollyday lays
claim to the top spot, giving even more power to the youth
movement in jazz considering some of the veterans falling in
place behind him. Johnny Griffin's retum to recording continues
its climb (12-5-2 in the last three weeks), while big Top 5
jumps from GRP’s Crusaders (14-4) and Novus-RCA's Hilton
Ruiz (19-5) keep things diverse at the top end. Nine new entries
(and two re-entries) mean a lot of changes this week, led by
pianist Kenny Barron—who has four brilliant albums out at the

Verve/Emarcy and other labels. To this
distinguished list can now be added
Mainstream Records, the straight-ahead
label, founded by Bob Shad, that flourished
in the ‘60s with titles by the likes of Sarah
Vaughan, Carmen McRae, Maynard
Ferguson, Max Roach and Clark Terry.
Tamara Shad, daughter of the venerable
producer, has now revived Mainstream.
Besides reissuing a batch of classics, she ex-
pects to sign new artists as well. Among the
Mainstream titles returned to circulation
{and distributed by Koch, 2700 Shames Dr.,
Westbury, NY 11590) are: Magnitude,
MAYNARD FERGUSON; Siku Ya
Bibi, CHARLES McPHERSON; The
Ultimate and Woman Talk, CARMEN

KEYING IN

KENNY BARRON (see Jackpot!, July
12), the most active, versatile and, arguably,
expressive pianist in all of jazz, is widening
his horizons from the artistic to the entre-
preneurial with the formation of his own
label, Lotus Records. Among the projects
in the works is a date by Dizzy Gillespie’s
daughter, vocalist Jeanie Bryson, who has
impressed audiences with her frequent live
appearances at Trumpets in Montclair, NJ;
Bryson’s accompanists are Barron, bassist
Ray Drummond and drummer Victor
Lewis. . . EDDIE HIGGINS, the well:
traveled but, unfortunately, underrecorded
pianist (he’s perhaps best known for back-
ing up the late trumpeter Lee Morgan on
Expoobident for Veelay Records in the
early '60s, has come out with a nifty trio
recording for Sunnyside (133 W. 19th St.,
New York, NY 10011). For Those Quiet
Days (DDD; 57 minutes) Higgins dispensed
with a drummer in favor of a guitarist, in
this case Kevin Eubanks. Higgins, Eubanks

Antonio Carlos Jobim’s lesser-known works
(""Por Toda A Minha Vida”), Denny
Zeitlin’s “’Love Theme From The Invasion
Of The Body Snatchers’’ and a tune each
from bop immortals Thelonious Monk and
Bud Powell. The Florida-based pianoman
accompanies his wife, vocalist MEREDITH
d’AMBROSIO, with full, lustrous chord
voicings and deft linear progressions on her
new, sixth recording for the label, Love Is
Not A Game (DDD; 69 minutes). Bassist
Reid and drummer Keith Copeland join Higgins
in a trio backing d’Ambrosio, who wrote or
co-wrote seven numbers for the occasion.
Although she doesn’t possess a big voice by
any means, d’Ambrosio projects with great
clarity, sincerity and apparent ease, her
husky tonality conveying subtle, intimate
shadings that are sure to find favor with
mainstream stations. Well done.

CHEERS FOR 'CHORINHOS’

Space limitations a few columns back pre-
vented me from expounding at length on
The New York Chorinhos (Chesky,
P.O. Box 1268, Radio City Station, New
York, NY 10101), the lovely duet between
label-founder and pianist DAVID CHESKY
and acoustic guitarist Romero Lubambo.
Redeeming himself after his label debut, the
contrived contemporary-crossover CD Club
De Sol, Chesky penned 16 chorinhos (syn-
copated pre-samba tunes) so beguiling they
belie the music’s intricacy and improvisatory
openness. These gorgeously melodic num-
bers (spanning 69 minutes), laid atop rather
simple rhythms, are springboards for mar-
velous contrapuntal interplay between
Chesky’s piano and Lubambo’s guitar.

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NUSRAT FATEH ALl KHAN The Day,
The Night, The Dawn, The Dusk
(Shanachie, 37 E. Clinton St.,
Newton, NJ 07860/201-579-7763)—
Well, all you chart fiends are going to have
to start paying attention. On the heels of
his pop/world fusion set a few months back,
two—count ‘em, two—sets of more tradi-
tional qawwali music are hitting the streets,
and hopefully the airwaves. (RealWorld's
comes out later this month.) Nusrat Fateh
Ali Khan is indisputably one of the planet’s
great singers, with a rolling, thunderous
voice that will shake the floor of your soul.
Passion is the chief ingredient here, with
only a small ensemble of accordions and
drums supplying a droning base for the
voices. The voices are magnificent. Starting
with a short phrase, Ali Khan twists and
turns the line, extending and entwining it
with response of the backup singers. What
ensues is a whirlwind of song, ascending

to the clouds and then swnoping down
perilously. Just as it begins to mesmerize, it
jolts you, grabs you and then takes you off
on another trance-induced flight. You've
given your audience the break-in phase in
Mustt Mustt's short, safe experiments.
Now give them a chance to understand the
real phenomena of Nusrat Fateh Ali Khan
and his qawwal party.

| HENRY FIOL Sonero (Earthworks,
clo Cardiac, 1790 Broadway, New
| York, NY 10019)—The traffic between
Cuba and the U.S. (New York and Miami)
over the last seven decades has been
treacherous, a non-stop (and until the "50s,
two way) highway crammed with musicians
carrying guitar and horn cases, and a
treasure trove of dreams and ideas. Fiol
grew up in that post revolutionary period in
New York, where a different revolution was
taking place: Rhythm and blues was sitting
side by side with the music of Palmieri,
Baretto and Puente. Inspired by the music
of these Latin greats, he traced the roots of
the music back to Cuba, and then put it to
his own use. Attracted to the earthy, country
sound of "’son,”” Fiol went about creating
his own New York version of it, ’son
moderno’’ if you will, a blend of the tradi-
tional grooves with a contemporary sense
of lyric and arrangement. Sonero (liter-
ally, singer of son) is a collection of his
work on his own independent label, Corazon,
from 1983-86. The songs deal with love
(sometimes graphically) and life in the city.

THE TREASURE OF THE
LANGUAGE

| Far too often, people take their language
for granted. It is ever present, seemingly

| unchanging, apolitical and even mundane.
It is only when that language becomes

| threatened by politics or social upheaval
that the words are seen for what they are:

’ the mother of ideas, feelings and music.
Many artists have explored their languages
looking for the deeper meaning of the
words. James Joyce took on English in

| literature. Cage saw the melody in the
words, Steve Reich’s recent ‘'Different
Trains’’ found the cadence. In a 1987 inter-
view in FolkRoots, Biggie Tembo of the
Bhundu Boys explained how the music was
lost when they tried to sing outside their
own tongue. (A thought backed up by the
band’s later feeble attempts to do so!)

lives with the imperiled French of Québec.
Even after 400 years of struggle, the peo-
ple of this province are still threatened with
cultural extinction, much of which can be
traced to the loss of its most precious and
unique treasure: language. Le Trésor

De La Langue (The Treasure Of The
Language) is his exploration of French
Canada through its everyday words and in-
flections. He has transcribed recorded con-
versation into musical notation, and then
scored it for a wide range of instruments
and musical styles, from rock to jazz, folk to
ambient sound. The spoken words and the
music are juxtaposed in complex, fasci-
nating and sometimes jarring combinations.
The picture it gives of the power of speech
is revealing. Even {maybe especially) to the
non-French listener a sense of meaning and
urgency is conveyed. It reminds you how
little is conveyed in “‘the facts’’ and how
much is conveyed in the actual voice and
voicing of the speaker.

As for the music and the musicians: René
Lussier is one of Montreal’s leading musi-
cians, a guitarist whose work has traveled
from rock and folk to the outside edge of
experimental noise. Joining him on this
recording are some of Canada’s best, and
some artists familiar to the American music
scene as well. Fred Frith adds electric bass
and violin, and Tom Cora contributes cello.
Names you don’t know but should: Jean
Derome, keyboards and horns, and Pierre
St-Jak, acoustic piano, are just two of the
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other Canadians who offer talent and ex-
pertise to the effort.

Le Trésor De La Langue is published by
Ambiances Magntiques, a small indepen-
dent label devoted to the work of the Mon-
treal creative community. Its catalog of 18
releases is as challenging a collection as
you could own. Because of the expense and
small return, it cannot offer freebies, but is
willing to sell you its recordings at a re-
duced price: $7.00 Canadian for LPs, and
$20.00 for CD. (Lussier’s is the only CD
currently available.)

Tl JAZ Reéves Sauvages (Escaliber,
clo Oliver Mell, 177, Rue d’Alesia,
75014 Paris, France)—While there are
bands in abundance resurrecting the folk
traditions of Brittany, there are only a
handful that are expanding those traditions.
Ti Jaz is one of them. Starting with a band
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ITALS Easy To Catch (Rhythm
Safari, 5430 Van Nuys Blvd., Suite
305, Van Nuys, CA, 91401)—I can
be a pretty vehement opponent of slickness
and glitzy technological gizmos in reggae:
Used ineffectively, technology can kill the
soul of the music and squelch its message,
but if you stay too stuck in the past,

of bass, drums and accordion, they have
added the instruments of jazz: saxophones,
and the instrument of ancient France, the
ombarde—a raspy, woodwind with a
bagpipe-like sound. So, too, have they
melded these musical elements, the melo-
dies and ideas of early French music with
the improvisation of free jazz and the gut
of rock. They pay homage to the *‘ideal
jozz’’ bands of 1940s and players like Yves
Menez, who used horns, fiddle, accordion
and banjo to create a new French folk
music. In that same spirit, Ti Jaz sprawls
across the musical landscape, one minute a
dark dirge on bombarde, the next firing off
a slap bass and drum riff that would settle
in nicely at the Knitting Factory. The eight
instrumental works on Réves Sauvages
are sometimes chaotic, often lyrical and
always challenging. They achieve power
without electricity, a power intrinsic in the
instruments and the source material. If the
improvisational music of the Middle East
and the Lower East Side intrigues you, then
so will Faith Moves (CMP, 155 W. 72nd
Street, New York, NY 10023). Buzzsaw
guitarist SONNY SHARROCK and world
string traveler NICKY SKOPELITIS join
forces for an improvisational rout of
rembetika, taksim and the blues. Skopelitis
lays out sonic textures on guitars, saz,
baglama and tar that are ethereal, moody
and sometimes downright weird. Flowing
across these progressions are the melodies
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it becomes static and stale, losing its mo-
mentum, appeal and even relevance. So
occasionally a recording comes along like
Easy To Catch, a classic case of a record
that can be on the cutting edge of tech-
nology in the year 1991, and still have fire,
passion, virtue and consummate musician-
ship in its grooves. You can’t help but
notice all the melodies on this record, the
quality of the three voices (Ronnie Davis,
Keith Porter and David Isaacs), and the
glorious way in which they are arranged
and intertwined. One of my favorite
analogies involving this technology issue is
to ask a hypothetical question: if the band
were playing at Sunsplash, and the power
were suddenly struck out by a freak bolt of
lightning, would the show be able to go on
without relying on the programming and
mechanized rhythms? In the case of the
ltals and their strong melodic singing, my
guess is that it'd probably be one of the
best shows ever. At the risk of sounding
trite, it's a matter of roots—the ltals
remember theirs even in these modern and
streamlined times, and that is what makes
the difference in their music.

STEEL PULSE Victim (MCA, 70
Universal City Plaza, Universal
City, CA 91608)—Through the years,
Steel Pulse have always been one of the
top acts in modern reggae: their name is
among the first echelon of reggae stardom,
and their extensive album track record
features many a fine moment of singing,
playing, and grooving. Vietim is yet
another serious reggae excursion, only
occasionally marred by diversions and ill-
conceived ideas. Most of the time, Pulse
continue to stretch boundaries and limits
with great success, like the rapping on
""Gang Warfare,’’ which is just as tough as
anything pounding the pavements this sum
mer. The crushing groove underlying ““Soul
Of My Soul”’ is a long way from the groups’s
sound back in the early days, but the group’s

signature vocal work lies still largely un-
changed after all this time. Other songs like
“Taxi Driver’’ deal with real issues and
ideas, showing that Steel Pulse are still just
as vital as ever in spite of being hopefully
on the brink of a new plateau of even
greater success in their lengthy career.
““This is a nonstop journey to your inner
soul,”” sing the pulse on one track, and that
it is, making Victim one of the hotter new
reggae releases this summer.

may have potently and persuasively argued
before (notably at our Reggae Panel at
Music Marathon last October), but still
deserves attention nonetheless. In the
course of subbing for our regular Beat Box
columnist, | heard lots of new rap and
dance music, but | also found myself listen-
ing to a lot of the commercial R&B out
today—not so much the stuff our Beat Box
reporters would play, but the bigger cogs
in the R&B music industry machines, the
bigtime urban stations out there in the
"real world”’ of Arbitrons and market
shares of commercial black radio. In listen-
ing, | was immediately struck at how similar
most big-time commercial R&B actually
sounds to today’s reggae, especially the
highly synthed-up, more commercially
viable stuff like I've reviewed here, music
like the Itals, Steel Pulse or Aswad. In this
age of supposed enlightenment, when vir-
tually every R&B performer seems to be
jumping on various bandwagons with hip-
hop influenced beats {which are largely
Jamaican-influenced themselves) and
positive-message songs, isn‘t it a shame that
a fun, danceable and lyrically positive form
of music already exists—and has existed for
years—that seems readymade to fit right
alongside today’s American R&B format,
but doesn’t get heard? Why is this sort of
reggae largely ignored by America’s urban
programmers out there? It seems rather un-
fair that only a handful of commercial sta-
tions will touch a reggae record, even one
that would fit in perfectly, soundwise, with
anything else that station is playing. |
mean, whatta we gotta do?

Why don‘t we clear the air regarding this
ridiculous Mekons vs. A&M situation that
CMJ continues to proliferate. The picture
continues to get cloudy as paranoia sets in.
Here’s the big picture for those who have
enough intelligence to realize that it’s not
always the fault of the big major label
when ways part. Prior to the recording of
The Curse Of The Mekons there was
nothing but adoration and support for the
band from A&M. The excitement level for
their follow-up to Rock And Roll was
highly anticipated by nearly everyone

at this company. Of course, their U.K.
manager assisted in building the anticipa-
tion by keeping everyone at A&M com-
pletely in the dark regarding anything the
band was doing. In the entire duration of
the band’s 12 year affiliation with A&M,
their manager never once returned any of
our phone calls. This problem came to a
head when the Mekons came to New York
for a few days and we found out by read-
ing the ad for their show in the Village
Voice. The band was angered by A&M’s
lack of support. Had anyone in the Mekons
camp alerted us to their scheduled arrival
perhaps we would have taken some sup-
portive action. One day we get a fax from
their manager saying that the band wants
off A&M. The head of marketing goes to
England to persuade them to stay on the
label. The only way the Mekons could be
swayed was by a renegotiation of their
contract providing for a significant mar-
keting budget and a huge $ amount for
tour support. In spite of the fact that this
would require the sale of 10 times more
records than their previous release, A&M
acquiesced. Following the meeting, several
interviews in the English press included ac-
cusations and derogatory comments from
the Mekons regarding their relationship
with A&M and our lack of interest in their
affairs. When they finally gave us The
Curse. .. in late 1990 we came to the
conclusion that there was little hope of
A&M ever recouping the $ demanded by
the Mekons, so we let them do what they
wanted to do all along. .. Get out of their
commitment to A&M. As a measure of
good will, A&M released them of all their
debt to the label. In spite of all the neg-
ative shit they flung our way and the mis-
perception on your behalf, we still really
dig the Mekons’ music and hope they have

MIND OVER MATTERS

Just Write The Fucking Dialogue

FJC Music Director Les Scurry’s Dialogue in issue #243

should have been typical. It is not, and that warrants comment and

concern about the idealists of the record industry, or at least those
who are both subscribers to CMJ and passionate about music.

Scurry’s Dialogue championed a few of his favorite things: Dave Crider
of Estrus Records and his band the Monomen, Robert Griffin of Scat
Records and Prisonshake, and Tim Adams, Ajax Records’ chief. When |
write “‘championed,’’ | do not mean a token mention of what is residing
on Scurry’s turntable. He took the time out to try to spark interest in that
which sparked him, writing a few sentences on each of the artists. This
relatively conservative, straightforward piece bears the sad distinction of
being a virtually original Dialogue. It’s a bad sign.

Though many in the record industry feign boredom with the Dialogues,
they have been a source of fascination for me since my music director
days at KCOU. Plenty of bloody disputes, cheap shots and seemingly
immoral hype unfold issue after issue, and they’re often an interesting
read. Obviously, the Dialogues are representative of both music industry
workers and music directors in one way: The writers’ inclinations are
toward cynicism, compromise or even shamelessness instead of any sort
of prolonged passion or idealism.

But the idealists do exist. There are a few record company employees
who hope to expose the music of artists they believe in, and they tolerate
ridiculous amounts of bullshit for this reason. And there are music direc-
tors at decent non-commercial radio stations who care about the music
they program. The MD position may be a diluted one, but certainly
those who work 10-40 hours a week do so for some other reason than
a Deadicated CD or two. Certainly, a few of these MDs love music.

By digressing into the mechanics of Dialogues | intended to reach this
claim: The idealists of the "‘alternative’” music industry are not using their
passions effectively. Instead of standing up on their hind legs and fighting
the thick, dull fire of nauseating hype in the Dialogue section with the
stronger fire of their own ardor, they mostly choose to sit back and offer
an occasional grimace at the mess the ““alternative’’ music arena has
become on many levels. Unlike Scurry, they largely refuse to “‘give credit
to a few people who make it worthwhile.”” They also largely refuse to
devote more than a few spare words in their Dialogues to anything that
truly excites them about music. And here are some of the inevitable ex-
cuses they will give:

1. "I don’t have time to write impassioned Dialogues about the music

| love. I’'m way too busy.”” Find time. Do you truly care? Do you
realize how many artists never would’ve had a chance without praise
and recognition in as many forums as possible? Find time. Just write
the fucking Dialogue.

2. ""There’s no way my writing of a prolonged piece on the joys of
Superchunk is going to matter to the station that’s had Simple Minds
at #1 for the last four months. It's a waste of time.”’ College radio
is in a constant state of change. New music directors, curious music
directors, take over all the time. They are learning as fast as they can,
and if you don’t write something to point them in the right direction,
someone else will probably try to threaten them with something like
withholding service to try to sway them. Just write the fucking Dialogue.

3. ’I’'m not writing a dialogue about some band | love when somebody
else is just going to slam my tastes. | don’t need that sort of humilia-
tion.”” If you pour your heart into a couple hundred words about
any band you believe in, what the hell can anybody say that won't
come off as sour grapes? And if someone somehow finds a way to
mock, it shouldn’t matter too much if you really believe in the artist
you've written about. Just write the fucking Dialogue.

4. ""Who am | to say what’s good or bad? Why should | think anyone
will respect my opinion?’’ Since it is extremely difficult to be an
authority on music, most of us realize we like artists and records
because, well, we do. There are plenty of valid reasons, and many
of them have nothing to do with one’s credibility or authority as
a writer. If you write about something you believe in, you should
garner some immediate respect on that level alone. Just write the
fucking Dialogue, OK?

The Dialogue section is an effective grass roots platform for “creating
buzzes’’ on artists who actually merit it. And those who are passionate
about music are all too often avoiding that platform.

The only noticeable curse on this
day was the sweltering heat, as
the mercury pushed up to 97
degrees, but we could hardly
blame that on the Mekons, or Yo
La Tengo for that matter. Both
bands rose to the occasion in the
continuing Central Park Summer-
stage concert series, as the high
temperatures didn‘t detract from
the high spirits, and probably
added a great deal to the
looseness that both bands ex-
hibited and shared with the im
pressively sized audience. Yo La
Tengo opened with an hour-long
set, beginning with a VU-like duet
between Ira Kaplan and Georgia
Hubley before Kaplan stomped
on the distortion pedal and let
loose with some unconfined guitar
chaos and Hubley took her spot
behind the drum kit. Yo La Tengo
kept themselves perched on a
destructive edge, but always man-
aged to keep their set friendly to
the audience. Poised for a Clash
like scene at the end, we ex-
pected guitar and bass destruc-
tion, but had to settle for only the
strings being ripped off the in-

struments and lots of distorted
feedback. Bassist James McNew,
formerly of Christmas, played the
final song with only one string.
After a brief intermission, the sex-
tet with the odd epithets took to
a somewhat political stage, with
Richard Nixon bearing the brunt
of their jibes. (A ticket of Nixon/
Quayle was suggested for ‘92
while they donned red, white and
blue Republican Convention fezes
and straw hats.) Covering mate-
rial from their new The Curse
Of The Mekons, led by
““Secrets,’” “’Brutal’”’ and the title
track, as well as old favorites like
“’Memphis, Egypt’’ and ““(Some-
times | Feel Like) Fletcher Chris-
tian’”” (changed to Richard Nixon
for a few refrains), the Mekons
shared the vocals amongst Jon
Langford, Tom Greenhalgh and
Sally Timms, never stopped
bouncing, and seemed to have
the most fun onstage of any band
we’ve seen in quite a long time.
For their encore, they brought
crew, friends, family and others
onstage for the Mekons Disco
Party, with guitar and bass played
by friends while everybody just
grooved to the merriment, all this
lasting for over 20 minutes.

SMALL FACTORY

The Spiral, New York City,
June 22 and with
HoneyBunch, Slumberland
House, Silver Spring, MD,
June 30

What with Velvet Crush and
HoneyBunch now living in Pro
vidence, Rl, and young bands like
Small Factory springing up, it sure
seems like the smallest state in the
union is quickly becoming a hot-
bed of American pop. Small Fac-
tory takes its lead from all the
twee Anglo bands you either love
or detest. Their songs are care
fully patterned in this mold, but
they ring with a gleeful vigor.
Live, the combination of undying
energy and skilled musicianship
makes the band stand out above
the many other unsigned bands
that just don’t have it together,
Both guitarist Dave and bassist
Alex play hollow-body guitars,
which adds to the warm, joyful
tone of the songs and gives them
a more distinctive sound. As song-

writers, they have a thorough
understanding of melodies, which
they carefully weave through the
songs so that they chime in your
ears for hours after. While Dave
and Alex swap the vocal lead, all
three members are never without
a mike, and it’s this vocal inter-
play that makes their songs so
much fun, At both gigs, it was
drummer Phoebe who kept the
band together as a unit, not
allowing Dave and Alex to stray
from the task at hand for more
than a few moments. HoneyBunch
perfectly perveyed the relaxed
mood found in the grooves of
their latest 7. Live, the three-
piece is stripped of the organ
that’s present on the recorded
material, but this didn‘t prevent
Jeffrey’s chiming guitar and sweet
voice from casting a warm glow
about the basement, While Jeffrey
spends most of his time playing
guitar with Velvet Crush, we hope
this won’t prevent HoneyBunch
from playing and recording in the
future.
