For Your Own Special Sweetheart. Two years have passed
with only a couple of singles since the group’s last full length LP,
but For Your Own... proves that those two years of introspec-
tion were beneficial for the band. Jawbox throws punches with an
album that presents a harsh cohesiveness its previous, Novelty,
lacked. The songs remain true to the band’s fc):milior rough-and-
tumble, poppy punk, but are more meticulous, the guitars switch-
ing to a powerful over-
drive and the once

b subtle hooks becoming
incisive. The epitome
of this approach,
“Savory,” teeters on
the pop/punk fine line,
stabilizing a raucous
noise with catchy re-
reots and an under-
ying reflective tone.

Or you banged your shin on the furniture, leav-
ing an ugly black-and-blue mark. Or maybe you were so far gone
that you didn’t leave the house at all today. Red Red Meat knows
what it's like, and on the band’s second long-player it offers the
missing link between “Well, we all need someone we can bleed
on” and There Is No-One What Will Take Care Of You.
Like a more coherent version of Royal Trux, or a grittier, more
earthen incarnation of Screaming Trees, Red Red Meat specializes
in langourous, hulking riffs that wash over the listener: each song
breathes like o moment
of great personal
catharsis, each riff feels
like the sudden flash of
realization and self-
knowledge that comes
at the end of a long
downward spiral. And
so, “Stained And Lit”
works like one of those
fragile I'm-falling-apart-
atthe-seams rock bal-
lads off of Neil Young's
‘70s LPs, while “Brain
Dead” somehow evokes
the pathos of 25-year-

BLOOD ORANGES The Crying Tree (ESD, 530 N. Third
St., Minneapolis, MN 55401/612-375-0233)—0f all the
bands drawing inspiration from the country/bluegrass/folk tradi-
tion in American music, few have the eloquence of the Blood
Oranges. The songs on The Crying Tree range from the raucous
to the heart-rending, the rowdy to the reverent, but are never so
mired in the rigors of tradition that the music succumbs to a self-
conscious desire for authenticity. These are first and foremost rock
songs, often brilliant ones at that, wrapped up in honest flourishes
of bluegrass and country. The record’s tales of twisted love and
smalltown mysteries are anchored to Jimmy Ryan’s mandolin and
deadpan “Vermont
lonesome” vocals and
bassist Cheri Knight's
sweet, mournful war-
ble. Knight's voice is at
its best when tugging at
ballads like “Shadow
Of You” and “Shine,”
while Ryan takes the
lead through the rocka-
billy rambles, but
the record’s highest
points—or at least its
most moving—come
when the two twine
together into rough har-
monies, such as on the
haunting title song.
“The Crying Tree” is dark and memorable, a country dirge raked
by a shrieking mandolin and Mark Spencer’s searing guitar solo.
It wouldn’t be fair to say that The Crying Tree is merely one of
the best records of its kind (the Blood Oranges have been tagged
as “new country”) because it easily reaches past its influences
to become a real treat for any open set of ears. Along with the
above, let “Hinges,” “Hell’s Halt Acre” and the ripping rockabilly
of “On The Run” change your life for a few minutes.

BEN HARPER Welcome To The Cruel World (Virgin, 338
N. Foothill Road, Beverly Hills, CA 90210)—Ben Harper
has something to say. Thougz shades of hip-hop poetry and urban
themes drift through Welcome To The Cruel World, rap is not
the medium Harper uses to send his message. This 24-year-old
Southern California native plays soulful acoustic folk and blues on
dobros and guitars he’s fashioned himself—just one sign that his
heart and soul is inexorably tied to his music. All of Harper's
songs address his concerns, and by their very nature you get the
feeling he sets high standards for himself—'why write a song if it
has no meaning’ might well be his motto. The intimate interplay of
his band, a simple
setup of drums, bass
and his guitars, reflects
Harper's desire to
embrace all things gen-
vine and true. That
setup, coupled with his
smooth voice, allows
his high-minded lyrics

| to take hold. At times,
Harper’s songs can be
too ambitious, if not
simplistic ("Like A
King”), but he gets
points for trying to
make pop music a
venue for grander
issues than fucking and
self-absorbed angst. When Harper’s songs do hit the mark they’re
overwhelmingly effective, especially when he opts for personor
rather than universal statements. Diffuse your apathy with:
“Whipping Boy,” the wry “Mama’s Got A Girl?riend Now,”
“Pleasure & Pain,” “How Many Miles Must We March,” the title
track and “I'll Rise.”

LaBrea Ave., Hollywood, CA 90028)—
Anger can simmer for years and years, but it usually
only erupts for a few minutes at a time—long
enough to empty a machine gun’s magazine, or
scar someone’s face for life, or play a Therapy?
song. The band’s penchant for keeping things short
leads to some silly portmanteau titles {including the
album’s, as well as “Hellbelly,” “Brainsaw” and
“Screamager*), but also makes its songs tremen-
dously tight and controlled, with a precise number
of hooks allotted per song and not ene more cho-
rus than necessary. “Knives” is as laconic as gui-
tar-rock gets; a cover of Joy Division’s “Isolation”
boils away everything but the fury it shares with its
original interpreter.

SLOWDIVE Souvlaki (Creation/SBK,

¢/o EMI Records Group, 1290 Ave. of

the Americas, New York, NY 10104)—
Slowdive’s second album makes a long-awaited
domestic appearance with four exira tracks for
those patient enough to wait. Slowdive was initially
lumped in with other postLoveless “shoegazing”
bands who were experimenting with guitar sounds,
drenching their songs in sparkling, ephemeral
sounds at the expense of audible vocals. Of the
initial explosion of “shoegazing” bands, Slowdive
created the richest atmospheres, stunning in scope
but sometimes short on musical hooks. Souvlaki,
while still as mysterious as a foggy night in the
north of England, has stronger melodies buried in
its gorgeously gluttonous wash of sound. In fact,
the album’s strongest moments come when the

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band acquiesces fo its songs’ dynamics, letting their
own movement whisk its pretty sounds into a vibrant
swirling haze, as on “Alison” and “When The Sun
Hits.”

Ed O.G & Da
Bulldogs {Gee Man, DJ Cruz and T-Nyne) promote
ositivity without a utopian mindset. Their ideas are
Eosed on actual experiences and the struggles fac-
ing anyone growing up on our venomous streets.
When Ed is%utﬁng heads with his crew, the group’s
cockiness may sound a bit overdone, but with such
insightful lyrics as heard on “Streets Of The Ghetto”
or “love Comes And Goes,” Ed’s keen street jargon
presents more than grandstanding. Flipping willfully
through the pages o? the African-American experi-
ence, using humor, sexual innuendo (“Skinny Dip
{Got It Goin’ On)”) and metaphoric wordplay
(“Check It Out”), Ed and his Bulldogs represent their
neighborhood with an admirable amount of fine-
tuned phrasing and jazz and funk layered rhythms.
In such desolate conditions, Ed remains true to the
cause, not letting frustration overshadow his need to
inform as Roxbury 02119 entertains, while famil-
iarizing those whose understanding has been
obscured by the media with rap’s real message.

EVERCLEAR World Of Noise (Tim Kerr, P.O,
Box 42423, Portland, OR 97242/503-236-
0013)—Teetering precariously between the rebel-
lious energetic grunt of punk and the mega-dynamic
songscapes ong lyrical richness of Seattle is
Everclear. True to the live-sound nature of both these
genres, World Of Noise was recorded in a base-
ment in Portland, superbly produced by the band'’s
guitarist/vocalist Art Alexakis. And while World
Of Noise contains punk’s obligatory savage
attacks on everything from yuppie love {“Trust
Fund”) to selling out {“Sparkle”), it also descends a
bit deeper than that, finding the occasional soft
place to muse.

dent that left Curtis Mayfield paralyzed, the world
hasn’t forgotten the musical vision and spirit of the
“gentle genius of soul.” Subject of anthologies, reis-
sues ong two tribute compilations {including one out
soon on Warner Bros.), it's refreshing to see
Mayfield himself return to the bins with this pre-acci-
dent, livein-England, 1990 recording leading the
way towards what will no doubt be a long and
arc]lljous, but eagerly-awaited return to music. The
buzz surrounding Mayfield just before the accident
makes this disc even more poignant, and hearing
this concert one does indeed get the, er, impression
that Curtis really was hot on the comeback trail.
Sure, there’s some cheesy synth moments, but when
Curtis steps onto the stage to the strains of “Super-
fly” and pours his pure, clear falsetto into “People
Get Ready,” “Billy Jack” and the medley of “It's
Alright/Amen,” it's simply a great thing.

NAKED CITY Radio and Absinthe (Avant
{Japan), c/o Sphere Marketing & Dis-tribu-
tion, Cargo Bldg.

City, John Zorn’s late, great and lamented revolu-
tionary thrash jozz avantgarde combo.

Boredoms vocalist Yamatsuka Eye, Naked City’s
shape-shifting, channelflipping genrefuck panache
of stylistic inﬁuences made for a music that could
jump from TV Western soundtrack to thrash to film
noir to the latest in East Asian heavy metal, all in
the course of one song, or even one minute.

Warning heeded,
the band’s second album Withdrawal Method
proves to be a stimulating release brimming with
angst and elation. Born in Athens, Georgia, and
re-rooted to New York City, Die Monster Die com-
bines the pop sensibilig/ of its birthplace with the
claustrophobia-induced noise of its new hometown.
And though its music is crafty and intelligent,
there’s a primal fension running through most of
the grooves that keeps the songs treoging a line
between high and low art. The dramatic disparity
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between Alice Cohen’s chirpy vocals and the worry-
ing guitar work of Shawn Tracy and Evan Player
emphasizes this dichotomy. On Withdrawal
Method, Die Monster Die seems torn between
whether to be inspirational or disturbing, frequently
switching between syrupy melodies ong jogged,
unexpected rhythm shifts. Energetic guitar chords
melt together mixed with minor-key meanderings;
toetapping beats collide with stretches of ominous
silence. At first, the record might seem a bit too dis-
jointed for some, but with repeat listenings each pas-
sage reveals its purpose. Be patient. Play “Slumber,”
“Barknuckle” and “Vagina Dentata.”

LUCY’S FUR COAT Jaundice (Relativity, 187-
07 Henderson Ave., Hollis, NY 11423/718-
217-3600)—The sound of Lucy’s Fur Coat is, for
the most part, a familiar one: ‘70s hard rock excess
filtered through punk rock is hardly pushing the
envelope in 1994. However, the band’s wealth of
consistently effective hooks, which it plays with an
irresistible enthusiasm, more than makes up for lack
of innovation. [As though innovation was even a
requirement at this point in the life of rock 'n’ roll.}
Perhaps due to the fact that the band’s members

Turn the
amps up, get that fist in the air and shout. And don't
ask any stupid questions, square. Bug your parents
with: “Treasure Hands,” “Super” onz?”Eosy.”

ROSE CHRONICLES Shiver (Nettwerk
{Canada), 1755 Robson St. #330, Van-
couver, BC V6G 3B2 Canada/604-654-
2929)—Like British exports 4AD, Creation and Too
Pure, Canada’s Netiwerk label has achieved its rep-
utation based on an identifiable sound, one which
creates a mood of admiration-by-association here in
the States when we get a new member of the roster
to welcome. Vancouver’s Rose Chronicles stay true
to the sound on the their debut fulllength Shiver,
which surpasses the groundwork laid by the band’s
five-song EP introduction of last year, Dead And
Gone To Heaven, but doesn’t merely settle for try-
ing to fit into the stable. While lush soundscapes
and ethereal artistry are among the first things to
pop off Shiver, the more subtle sounds of the
volatile, pulsating rhythms, the mood-creating power
and shimmer of tie guitars, and the multi-octave,
angelic serenade of vocalist Kristy Thirsk leave the
lasting impression. Shiver recalls the Cocteau
Twins, especially on some of the guitar treatments,
grounding the quartet's sound. The band employs a
range of tints, turning from beautifully delicate to
wonderfully demonic with the slightest amount of
effort. ProJucing Shivers: “Glide (Free Above),”
“Undertow,” “Nothing’s Real,” “Forgotten” and an
Alan Moulder (Ride, Swervedriver) remixed version
of the EP’s "Awaiting Eternity.”  —Andy Skibins
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ENIGMA The Cross Of Changes (Virgin,
338 N. Foothill Road, Beveﬁy Hills, CA
90210)—When Enigma unexpectedly burst

onto the dance/radio scene three years ago with
MCMXC A.D. and “Sadeness, Pt. 1,” a new
world of musical cross-pollenization opened up,
with this enigmatic project leading us into new and
musically intriguing territories. Reaching into his
soul fo tap an even broader range of moods,
Enigma founder Michael Cretu has produced The
Cross Of Changes, which continues where the
Gregorian chants of its predecessor left off in
exploring a panglobal terrain textured with cross-
cuﬁurol soundscapes and clouded with mysterious
dreaminess. At once seductive and exotic, The
Cross Of Changes flows evenly behind intoxi-
cating rhythms and chants in Indian and Middle
Eastern voices, reaching around the globe, with

a stop in the vast oceans (“The Dream Of The
Dolphin”) along the way. Enigma blends its
melodies with an electronically-created atmosphere
and subtle dance grooves, generating an absorb-
ing swirl of imagination, one which helps the “Dear
Prudence”-paraphrased “Out From The Deep” find
its place among the more mysterious nature of the
rest of the album. Explore: “Return To Innocence,”

St. #26, New York, NY 10009/212-473-2656)
does not sound as goofy as the band’s Hostess-
inspired moniker. T?\e songs on its three-track tape
contain a dreamy pop edge, epitomized by gentle,
meandering guitar strums, light drum patterns and
tambourine rhythms. This lig t-heorte(fsound is
spruced up by deep vocals much like those of
Randall Lee {Canannes, Ashtray Boy). The band
maintains a mid-range tempo, never reaching the
hopping happy tempos of Ashtray Boy, but not
sleep-inducing like tﬁe current Codeine/Idaho trend.

Ganja
an&g spliff references, as well as calls for legaliza-
tion, have abounded in reggae, and Big Blunts
collects some classic moments in blunted reggae.
Wayne Smith’s 1985 “Under Mi Sleng Teng,”
remixed appropriately by Cypress Hilf’;s DJ Muggs,
the Mighty Diamonds’ 1981 anthem “Pass The
Kutchie,” which is probably better known from

Creation and the U.S.’ Bus Stop labels. Summershine
gradually earned a worldwide reputation for expos-
ing talented Australian pop bands (and a few choice
overseas bands, too} ignored by mainstream labels
and media. This sunny 184rack sampler documents
the label’s first four years, expasing nine of
Australia’s croffiest ianglers to a domestic audience
for the first time. The Earthmen, who recently had an
LP released by Seed, may be the only familiar name
to most, but early tracks, mostly from outof-print 7*s,
from the Sugargliders, Autohaze (now signed to
Creation in the U.K.} and the Rainyard are sure to
bore themselves deep into the hearts of pap lovers

MOVIOLA “Waste” (7”) (Mindwalk/
Eardrop, ¢/o Anyway, 1992 B N. High St.,

Anyway's latest sub-fidelity find is Moviola, more
bored élks from Columbus who bend and twist
noodly, distorted guitar sounds around unshakable
melodies.

As a singer and not a symbol, Joplin owed her
greatest early debt to blues shouter Big Mama
Thornton, the tough-as-nails woman who sang the
original version of “Hound Dog” and who had a
gritty, sassy lyrical stance that anticipoted Janis’
unique persona. From there, it was Robert Plant
who probably picked up the most on her energy
and passion; enamored with the San Francisco
scene, he borrowed liberally from her vocal man-
nerisms {and even her penchant for feathers, beads
and baubles) all through the first four or five
Zeppelin albums. {In fact, play them side by side
and you'll notice that “Since | Been Loving You* is
essentially equal halves “Ball And Chain® and the
first cut on Maby Grape’s Grape Jam.) That
same shrieking passion, in turn, unlikely as it
seems, later got channeled through to Chris Cornell
ond a host ot other barechested hard rock front-
men. Listen carefully and you'll notice that Lenny
Kravitz nicked the lick for “Are You Gonna Go My
Way" almost note-for-note from the intro to the
amped-up live version of “Try (Just A Little Harder)*
from the in In Concert album.

Like Zeppelin, Janis Joplin was memorable in part
because ﬁer music didn’t really replicate blues and
soul music per se, but instead reimagined them to
suit her own needs and aims, transforming them
into something that was new and powerful. This is
just another port of what separates her from the
dozens of barely-remembered blues boom artists of
the period who stuck rotely to 12 bars and three

ULIPUT LiLiPUT (Off Course, P.O. Box 241,

Effectively mixing street toughness with
sporadic, humorous playtime (check the intro to

Monkey enigmatically achieves its street stripes
with buffoonery, crotch-grabbing and random
blabber—it doesn’t exactly mesh with the under-

round’s hard-headed criteria. But Kurious is not
tie kind of rapper whose image is going to change
once he's signed the dotted line. Beneo'% the
silliness, Kurious’ rhyme skills are well represented,
firing on all cylinders on “Fresh Out The Box” and
last year’s overlooked single “Walk Like A Duck.”
Helping solidify this debut’s loop-fests and en-
trancing, sticky beat beds are producers Beatnuts
and Stimulated Dummies, both of whom serve up
sizzling platters of tweaked sound effects, abrasive
funk on(fdeep basslines. With no intentions of
playing PC games, Kurious waxes poetic with the
intuition of someone who knows what it takes to
win the respect of those who matter most. Get
stimulated by: “Uptown Shit,” “Nikole” and “Jorge
Of The Projects.”

JAZZHOLE Jazzhole (Bluemoon, ¢/o

For those simply looking to
shake a toirf)eorher, its jazz-rooted and Digable
improvisations on “Forward Motion” and the club-
charged “Body Fi Match” will be hard to keep up
with, as Jazzhole leaves room for jazzy additives
no matter how sweaty the tempo gets.

These seven pieces are performed by musicians
from Bali, Java, Sunda, Sumatra and the United
States, using instruments and tunings from many
Asian and European styles, often blending together
disparate tunings or rhythms in an effort to create
a new, unified Asian music. He never hesitates to
use the sound he needs, regardless of its source.
Traditional gamelan, fiddles and reeds are com-
fortable next to electronic devices, avant garde
vocals and other Western devices. One track
combines not only the musical but religious ideas
of Buddhism, islam and Hinduism. Sadra is a
complex composer to record because his work is
as much about space as sound. His music takes
advantage of the audiences’ and performers’
relative positions so that there’s spatial movement
impossible to capture on tape. The fade-ins on the
recording only hint at these dynamics. But these
recordec?pieces hold high drama, rich textures
and magnificent beauty. They are the embodiment
of what new world music is supposed to be about:
to grow from the roots, but graft new branches and
bear new fruit.

Well, we have a new #1 on our hands, RAS’ The Never Ending Wailers.
Even from beyond the grave, even when mutated into new forms, the
power of Bob Marley and the original Wailers lives on. Meanwhile, the
hand of Marley also pervades Mango-Island’s Tougher Than Tough, a
compendium of reggae’s greatest moments (2-2). Green Linnet's Tarika
Sammy enters our top 10, shooting 12-3. Last year's U.S. tour by the
group was very well received, and this album should do quite well in its
wake. Our highest debut comes from Andrew Tosh, son of the late Peter

best in years, picking up speed with every track,
never losing sight of home as it tears down the rock
and roots highway. Telfer, Jones and Prosser have
written some of their best songs yet, full of pop
pathos and edgy poetry. Accordions, fiddles, banjo,
cello and electric guitars, plus Chopper and Lee’s
screaming rhythm section, lend themselves to
rockabilly ceilis, rocking anthems and even a good
tear-jerker traditional ballad.

WOLFESTONE has a growth chart similar to the
Oysters, starting out as an “alternative” folk dance
band in 1988 in Inverness, Scotland, later adding
a bass player and drummer with rock ‘n’ roll
pedigrees, and with The Chase (Green Linnet,

43 Beaver Brook Road, Danbury, CT 06810/203-
730-0333) the group comes 'orrull fruition as a
rock ‘n’ roll band with folk leanings. The band also
adds synth keyboards, a distraction at times, but
usually subtle enough to be unobtrusive if not
exactly helpful. The strength again lies in the song-
writing, and with Ivan Drever's joining in 1992,
the band has acquired a recognizable sound.
Check out the folkier “Close It Down,” a bagpipe-
and-jazz “Appropriate Dipstick” and the punchy
set of tunes in “Tinnie Run.”

The concept behind Ugh! (Slask, Box 27, 430
84 Stryso, Sweden/phone and fox: 46-31-972417)
is deliciously absurd; take three women on per-
cussion and vocals, mix together classical Indian
themes, even older roots from Lapland, improv-
isational jozz and Steve Reich-ian new music, and
then present it all as a fribute to the early blues of

Bessie Smith and Ida Cox. ANITAS LIVS does just

that, and they do it brilliantly. Indefinable sound
samples, drums, tin pots and scraps of junk provide
the foundation for a vocal attack that is one-worldly
and other-worldly.

New Jazz
proponents who talk the talk should walk the walk
omfscope out their CD...Almost directly across the
street from Basil (whose booking policy under new
coordinator Richard Nakano, successor to Horst
Liepolt, has been largely auspicious) is a new entry
in the Village jozzspot sweepstakes, the Down
Beat. Under the management of Lance Stern
{formerly of the Blue Note), the Down Beat, open
just a few months, appears to have avoided tﬁe
customary missteps and identity crises that bedevil
most new clubs. One booking that has been met
with particular enthusiasm by the community

is the installation of Pete (LaRoca) Sims’ group,
Swingtime, on Monday nights.

Just when we thought the jazz chart was settling into a groove, it
seems it’s still searching for someone to take control. JVC's Ernie
Watts rides the wave into the top position (3-1), capping a quick
rise to #1 in only three weeks, so perhaps we've found something
here. Columbia’s Tony Bennett regains momentum in his 16th
week on the chart (6-2), as piano legend McCoy Tyner and his Big
Band debut their new Birdology/Verve-PG release at #5. Cracking
the top 10 this week: Atlantic's Cyrus Chestnut (20-6), PRA-Koch

They'll attempt to recreate, presumably, the affect-
ing small-group juke they pulled off so capably in
the studio on Swing That Music for Telarc. This
anniversary concert in the “Highlights in Jazz”
series—the longestrunning of its type in the Big
Apple—promises to be more tightly formatted, but
no less spontaneous and singular, than impresario
Jack Kleinsinger’s jam-style, %ootin’ hootenannies
spanning 21 years. Next up in the series is the
Mar. 10 “Inspired Encounter” between Gerry
Mulligan omfthe Billy Taylor Trio. (Pianist Taylor's
latest foray, 1t's A Matter Of Pride on GRP,
follows an earlier side for the same company

with bari-man Mulligan guesting.)...Speaking of
Mulligan, he'll be the leadoff attraction in promoter
Mark Morganelli’s “Jazz Giants” series this winter
at the quaint and cozy Tarrytown Music Hall.
Mulligan’s Paraiso: Jazz Brazil CD (Telarc),
which features the engaging vocals of Jane Duboc,
proved to be a tropical balm to these ears during
mid-January’s freezeout from Dante’s ninth circle
of hell. The baritone master did it the right way—
with seasoned Brazilian players {among them Leo
Traversa, Norberto Goldberg and the astoundingly
effortless drummer Duduka DaFonseca, whose own
Trio Da Paz cut a gorgeously lilting CD for Concord
a while ago). Following Mulligan’s quartet appear-
ance on Mar. 5, Morganelli (who happens to be

a ferrific trumpeter in his own right} welcomes the
Dave Brubeck Quartet on Mar. 19 and Sonny
Rollins on April 16...Since 1978, William Paterson

BACK TO THE RHYTHM feat. ALVA McGILL
“What Can You Do For Me” (12”) (House
’N Effect, c/o Mirage Entertainment, 700
N. Green St., Chicago, IL 60622/312-226-
8092) oand ROBERT OWENS “Was | Here
Before” (12”) (Musical Directions, UK)—The
return of Chicago vocal house could have been
spotted as early as a year and a half ago with the
arrival of Dajae and Cajmere, but whenever it
began, the revival is in full swing {and not only in
the U.K., where such visionaries as Robert Owens
have been enormously popular since the beginning
of their careers). Two new records make the genre’s
resurgence all the more powerful. The venerable
production team of Lenoir, Thompson, and
Wallace (who created the house classic “Work It
To The Bone” by LNR} has often been overlooked
in favor of bigger names such as Cajmere and D)
Pierre, but these producers’ ability to whip together
tracks that do more work than a Cuisinart is well
known to house fanatics. This time out, they’ve
teamed with vocalist Alva McGill on “What Can
You Do For Me,” which flies out of the gate and
doesn’t stop for anything. All four of the mixes here
have the potential of a powder keg, particularly the
tickling “Trackwork Dub,” which opens with a
waler-thin, bouncing keyboard sequence and

a hammering drum pattern that would pull an
octogenarian onto the floor. And that's just the
instrumental. Listening to the bittersweet, emotive
vocals of Alva McGill and Robert Owens, one is
struck by the way in which contemporary house
songs help to keep the soul tradition alive. In
Nelson George’s cogent, The Death of Rhythm and
Blues, the author speaks of the dilution of the soul
vocal tradition with the onslaught of more clinical
Euro disco and the subsequent sterile, pseudo-sou!
of the '80s. Where these latter movements white-
washed a black musical tradition, records like the
above have genuinely revived that legacy. Robert
Owens is considered by many fo be a peerless
house voaclist, and he is, but he also remains one
of his generation’s finest soul vocalists. The heart-
stopping “Was | Here Before,” with mixes by
Farley “Jackmaster” Funk and Chip E, is
without doubt one of the most spine-chilling deep
house records ever made, Owens’ tremulous voice
suffused with the kind of longing few vocalists

can evoke. Once half of the extremely influential
Fingers Inc/Mr Fingers (which inspired not only
a decade of deep house, but foreshadowed much
of today’s ambient dub), Owens puts most “track”
vocalists to shame. My pontification ends here, but
these records represent a tradition that is only (re}
beginning.

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BLOOD ORANGES The Crying Tree (ESD,
530 N. Third St., Minneapolis, MN 55401/
612-375-0233)—1's been three long and lean
years since Corn River, the Blood Oranges’
debut, but the time between records has apparently
served the band very well. The Crying Tree is an
unexpected explosion of melodic fire containing as
much unrelenting passion and solid instrumental
prowess as a band can squeeze into a compact
disc. Certainly the songwriting abilities of man-
dolinist/singer Jimmy Ryan and bassist/singer
Cheri Knight have matured immeasurably. Knight's
contributions in particular stand out: she penned
the title track, a blazing folk/rock anthem recalling
the dark undertones of Fairport Convention that
features some blistering guitar work from Mark
Spencer, as well as “Hell’s Half Acre,” a healthy
dose of crunchy guitar pop with a monster hook,
and the introspective, acoustic “Shine,” which
ends the album with a melancholy shimmer. Ryan’s
songs lend the proceedings a hillbilly air: “Haltway
‘Round The World,” “Sally” and “Titanic” possess
a traditional country/bluegrass feel, making prime
use of Ryan’s electric mandolin, while his and
Knight's voices meld into appealing harmonies
with a down-home edge.

MAVERICKS What A Crying Shame (MCA,
70 Universal City Plaza, Universal City, CA
91608)—Although the Mavericks take a few less
chances on What A Crying Shame, their sec-
ond record, than they did on their debut, 1992’s
From Hell To Paradise, they continue to lay
down a stone country groove that's straight from
the honky tonk. That's not to say that the Mavericks
don’t have their own way of doing things: the
honky tonk in question is, most likely, still located
in Miami, Florida, their home town. Singer/song-

writer Raul Malo shares songwriting duties with
some unlikely suspects {NRBQ's Al Anderson, Pete
Anderson, Tom Petty & The Heartbreakers drummer
Stan Lynch), and the band chooses to cover Bruce
Springsteen’s “All That Heaven Will Allow” and
Jesse Winchester’s “O What A Thrill,” confirming
that they're still willing to take chances. Yet every
song on What A Crying Shame concerns an
aspect of love, unlike on From Hell To Paradise,
on which they covered a few other subjects that
rounded out the band’s appeal. Malo’s voice was
made to sing country songs and the band provides
steady, engaging backing, but the results are not
as hard hitting as you would have expected from
this group of outlaws.

SHORT SHOTS

What do you get when you combine 12 of Austin’s
best singer/songwriters and the music of Woody
Guthrie? Pastures Of Plenty: An Austin
Celebration Of Woody Guthrie [Dejadisc,
537 lindsey St., San Marcos, TX 78666/512-392-
6610), a collection that captures what has become
an annual Austin event celebrating Guthrie's
birthday. This set, from July, 1993, captures Butch
Hancock, David Halley, Sarah Elizabeth Campbell,
Steve Young, Michael Fracasso and others, adding
their own spin on songs familiar and obscure with
remarkable results. Up-and-comers Rich Brotherton
and Christine Albert chip in with strong perfor-
mances that'll make you want to hear more. It's
hard not to like a coﬁ/ection that draws a straight
line between Guthrie’s work and all his “children,”
today’s breed of songwriters...The collaboration of
ALISON KRAUSS AND THE COX FAMILY, the
hottest female bluegrass performer of our day and
the singing family from Lovisiana who released a
fine Krauss-produced record in 1993, has been
highly anticipated for a while now, but the result,

| Know Who Holds Tomorrow (Rounder,

The Cowboy Poetry
Gathering—Elko, Nevada (Word Beat, c/o
Rhino, 10635 Santa Monica Bivd., Los Angeles,
CA 90025-4900/310-474-4778) celebrates the
10th anniversary of this event, which is held each
year at the end of January at the Western Folklife
Center. Thousands of people come to listen to sto-
ries and songs about life in the old and new West
from folks like Waddie Mitchell, Sourdough Slim,
Hank Real Bird, Virginia Bennett and others. This
recording offers a welcome peek at a lifestyle that's
foreign and intriguing fo many of us whose life is
much faster paced.

If you're looking for some authentic new sounds
from Louisiana, you should get in touch with the fine
folks at Flat Town Music.

sounding {no drums) and lovingly played Cajun
originals, as well as a couple of standards they
learned from their father.

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THERAPY?

Troublegum

(A&M, 1416 N. LaBrea Ave., Hollywood, CA
90028)—Hatred and ill will come in many forms,
and the great thing is, there’s always plenty to go
around. Indeed, how could we feel love if there
weren’t a polar opposite to rank it against {not that
we here in metal land have much time for love)?
Sometimes the most pernicious feelings can be
captured in the most unexpected ways. Take
Therapy?, whose new album Troublegum is
simultaneously one of the nastiest and catchiest
records we've heard in a long while. Furthering the
melodic progressions the band displayed on Hats
Off For The Insane, Troublegum features an
abundance of enticing choruses, alluring riffs and
cleverly intersecting rhythms, but it’s also undeniably
heavy, exhibiting the group’s trademark guitar
crunch, sterile, precision drumming and marrow-
chilling vocal howls. And lyrically, the disc is as
bitter and nasty as a lemon dipped in turpentine.
Dominant themes include insecurity, betrayal and
lunacy —you know, the usual. But the band flaunts
these feelings with such candid selfloathing it's like
sitting in on someone’s psychoanalysis: “l was
awkward as a child/Blueprint for my wretched
life/Confidence I've been denied” {"Trigger Inside”).
Burst your bubble and break your valentine’s heart
with the staccato firepower of “Knives,” the tuneful
malevolence of “Stop It Your Killing Me,” the multi-
faceted punch of “Femtex” and the brooding
balladry of “Unbeliever.” —Jon Wiederhorn

Colossus

domain between mortality and non-existence dwells
Scorn, beckoning us into the abyss with its frigid,
throbbing soundscapes. Colossus, the band’s
second full album, captures the exact moment when
the EKG hits flatline, and freezes it for over an hour.
For those who don’t already know, the band reunites
ex-Napalm Death colleagues Mick Harris {drums)
and Nick Bullen {gutiar, ioss) in an arena of
nightmarish hate and, well, scorn. While Colossus
is chilling and heavy, in no way is it standard fare
metal. There are very few power<hord riffs, the band
opting instead for overlapping slivers of icy
feedback. The rhythms are largely driven by dark,
gloomy basslines and the relentless pounding of a
drum machine, but in contrast to the many industrial
metal ouffits that equate technology with speed,
Scorn rarely raises the tempo above the rapidity of a
dying pulse. Many of the songs on the record stretch
out in long, droning instrumental passages, and
when the vocals do kick in, they’re so heavily treated

with digital effects they induce disorientation instead
of guiding the songs along some prescribed path. Of
course, Colossus wouldn’t be complete without a
splattering of mind-grating samples and ominous
soundbytes like the utturance that opens “Beyond”:
“You can only die once. After that nothing and
nobody can harm you.” Breathe your last dyin
breath with “Endless,” “Nothing, Hunger” on(?
“Blackout.” —Jon Wiederhorn

VARGA

Prototype

(Zoo, 6363 Sunset Blvd., Hollywood CA
90028)—For better or worse, Canada has been the
rather unlikely birthplace of a number of highly
influential hard rock bands. First and foremost there’s
Rush, a band that virtually invented epic alternative
metal. Then there's Voivod, which introduced cyber-
space rock long before industrial was a buzz word.
Triumph, Anvil and even (don‘t laugh) Loverboy have
their place, but the latest great white from the Great
White North as far as we're concerned is Varga, a
brash, cutting-edge foursome that is helping to
reshape the jagged face of metal. Combining a wide
variely of styles, including speed metal, industrial,
dance and rap, into a singular sonic voice, Yarga
simultaneously injects a fresh dose of energy info the
metal scene and expands the parameters ot the
many other genres it taps. The band consumes its
prey ravenously, using its gleaming, sharp teeth
without pausing for breath, savoring every bite.

Prototype, Varga's unusually mature debut effort,
contains all of the elements of great rock: strong
songwriting, deft musicianship and lots of
imagination. Guitarists Sean Williamson and Adam
Alex exchange a barrelful of crunchy riffs and fleet-
footed licks, while bassist/vocalist Joe Varga (hmm,
we sense a Dokken-ike last name conection here)
growls tunefully and drummer Dan Fila layers a
contrasting range of electronic beats within a solid
rhythmic framework. Bring the hammer down with
“Unconscience,” “Freeze Don’t Move,” “Greed” and
“Bring The Hammer Down.” —Jon Wiederhorn

LAWNMOWER DETH
Billy
(Earache, address above)—Those litle wank-off,
astyfaced sell-out weasels! After two rip-roaring
E:rce metal discs, the “Fabulous Metal Bozo Clowns,”
Lawnmower Deth, have lowered themselves to
becoming a legitimate rock band. Sure, their last
album hinted at real melodies and song structures, but
Billy actually delivers them. While the band once
plundered in a slovenly, drunk metallic blur, now it
rages in a unified direction that's not so far removed
from the catchy, positive punk of Bad Religion or the
Ramones. There’s even a cover of Squeeze’s “Up The
Junction,” fer fuck’s sake. While Lawnmower Deth is
still writing songs with silly titles like “Buddy Holly

Shampoo Horn

(Barking Pumpkin, ¢/o Rhino, 10635 Santa
Monica Blvd., Los Angeles, CA 90025-
4900/310-474-4788)—In case you can't tell from
the band’s name, Shampoo Horn is the imaginative
debut from Frank Zappa's two sons Dweezil and
Ahmet. Judging from the lead track “Singer In The
Woods,” you might guess that the brothers are

creeping further away from Dweezil's pop-rock past
and more towards the type of bizarre jazz/rock
conceptual landscapes their father once composed.
Further listening, however, proves that this is not
entirely the case. While Shampoo Horn is at once
technically adept and wildly inventive in its insanity,
it sacrifices no amount of listenability. Imagine the
reeling, dizzying, yet articulate guitar arrangements
of Steve Vai paired with aptly placed super-ﬂormonic
vocals of Extreme, and add a heavy, muckraking
bottom-end tone. Metal production of this scope
could easily spell disaster in less capable hands. But
what plants Shampoo Horn so firmly in the soils of
legitimacy is the band's clear avoidance of any
shade of selfconsciousness. While Z tackles weighty
subjects such as child abuse (“Leviathan”}, it isn’t
trying fo change the world with pompous messages,
nor is it writing songs merely to showcase its
technical proficiency. Be sure to check out “in My
Mind,” a techni-metal track with a hook the size of
an asteroid, the hyperactive “Kidz Cereal” and the
wrenching, radioready “Loser.”

Corporate Death
(Relapse, P.O. Box 251, Millersville, PA
17551/717-397-9221)—Perched high atop a
Pennsylvania hillside overlooking the urban squalor
below, the Relapse tower stands proud—an
impenetrable fortress of might and money. Inside,
hundreds of employees rusﬂ around, securing plans
for further development of the death metal genre.
Technicians and engineers work around the clock,
twiddling knobs ong testing guitar tones at glass-
shattering volume, while a staff of mad scientists
conducts brain fransplants on exhumed corpses in an
attempt to form the perfect thrash band. Over the
ears the booming r::bel has come pretty close,
KJunching such instruments of pestilence upon the

human race as Anal Cunt, Exit 13, Defecation,
Disembowelment, Gorefest, Macabre and Pungent
Stench, to extract just a small sampling. In celeirotion
of the continued success of Relapse, the company’s
Board Of Directors has issued Corporate Death, a
record which commemorates four years of crushing
noise with 29 ear-bursting tracks, 12 of which were
previously unreleased. Highlights include Amorphis’
“Exile Of The Sons Of Uisliu,” which barrels with speed,
hostility and an uncanny sense of melody; Exit 13's
“Diet For A New America,” a schizophrenic blend of
blinding death metal and bouncing blues; and
Convulse’s “Crying Back Yesterday,” which grooves as
hard as it slams. To our ears at least, Relapse/Nuclear
Blast is right up there with Earache as prime innovators
of new death mefal. —Jon Wiederhorn

Pete Townshend (who
wrote the song for those of you born in the '70s)
supplies background vocals. The way the Ramones
play this song full throttle, it’s doubtful Townshend
would have wished he'd passed on before he got
old.

WHAT TO REPORT

If you fax us, follow the format of attached fax reporting sheets and include the Artist, Title and Label of
all records reported.

If you phone us, be prepared with an Artist’s record Title and Label, and have the following information
ready:

1) TOP 35 RECORDS. (mandatory — no less than 35 accepted)
In airplay order (#1 is most played, etc.). Records alphabetized within rotation categories (i.e. heavy, medi-
um, light) is not suggested. The playlist reported should accurately reflect the entire radio station’s pro-
gramming — not one particular program — and should include ALL TYPES OF MUSIC presented (not
necessarily rock only) and ALL FORMATS represented (albums, EPs, 7” and 12” singles, imports, tapes,
etc.). We want an accurate list of what current releases have been played on your station for the week —
either a direct count or a reflection of rotation. The CMJ Radio Top 150 is album-oriented, so if you report
album tracks, be careful NOT to report more than one track from the same album.

2) ADVENTURE PICKS. (not mandatory but highly encouraged)
Up to 3 subjective selections of new personal favorites. These have no correlation with station airplay, and
do not necessarily represent projected adds.

3)TOP CUTS. (not mandatory but highly encouraged)
Up to 5 of the most played tracks, be they album cuts or singles. Mention the artist’s name first when
reporting. For an album track, know what album it5 culled from.
