The young saxophonist's debut as a
band leader is an invigorating blast of
Afrobeat that possesses many similarities
to his father’s musical stylings. His use of a
large band with numerous drummers,
horns galore and female singers echoing his
tyrics recalls Fela’s work, as do his lyrics of
social commentary. Also like his father,
Femi writes songs that are often long,
bass-driven polyrhythmic jams, but the
difference between the two is the youthful
vigor that Femi brings to the fore of each
tune. “Survival” is a wondrous mixture of propelling horn
riffs and Femi's boyishly aggressive vocals, while the other
side of the coin is explored on the cool and
mellow “Frustrations” with its jazzy
undercurrents.

The
songs here —half of which are covers of
American blues/folk songs—are minimal
and plaintive, allowing the musicianship to
shine. Taj Mahal’s voice is gruff and earnest,
his wailing coasting on top of his acoustic
guitar, Ravikiran's traditional chitra vina, and
Bhatt's mohan vina, a vinal slide guitar
hybrid of his own invention. All of the songs
have a slow bluesy cadence, suited to the
stringed instruments.

Since her 1990
debut, DiFranco has been courted by
indie and major labels alike. But
despite the considerable financial bur-
den, she instead started her own record company and has since

released seven albums. | Am Not A Pretty Girl is far from a sev-
enth-inning stretch for DiFranco, however; she remains as
dynamic and original as ever. The 14 songs here are frenetic
alterna-folk. On “Light Of Some Kind” DiFranco plays her gui-
tar like a weapon, fret-hopping and wildly strumming, while on
“Hour Follows Hour™ DiFranco croons gently and seductively
as her guitar lines float delicately in the background.

Afro-Peruvian Classics: The Soul Of Black Peru

Black Peruvian music isn't the most common Latin American
pop form, but it's a neat and thriving
tradition of African rhythm-based
dance music played with guitar and
percussion instruments (especially
the cajén, or wooden box), with
forms that have come up from cen-
turies of nearly clandestine tradition
into the Peruvian mainstream. The

Soul Of Black Peru contains 14 notable landd, ingd, alcatraz, feste-
jo and zapateo recordings from the past 20 years or so, com-
piled by David Byrne and Yale Evelev; Byrne also contributes a
cover of “Maria Lando” (the understated groove of Susana
Baca's original version opens the album). Under the broad roof
of Afro-Peruvian music, pop singers and ethnomusicologists
groove side by side—Abelardo Vasquez, a professor of black
folklore, does the very risqué “Prendeme la Vela” ("Come on,
black boy, light my candle!”), a song to accompany a dance
involving a candle and a piece of paper attached to a dance
partner’s backside. And old-timers are welcome to join the fun:
Some of the best songs on the compilation are by Chabuca
Granda, a septuagenarian whose lyrics fit nicely within the Latin
American school of "leaping poetry.” Also check out Manuel
Donayre’s identity-politics hip-shaker “Yo No Soy Jaqui,” Lucila
Campos' version of the standard “Toro Mata,” and scene godfa-
thers Peru Negro’s traditional “Landé.”

Gira and Jarboe are the leaders of the Swans, a band which lives
on in legend as much as in reality. The powerhouse noise that
the Swans made remains some of the most overblown, bom-
bastic music ever made. With their solo projects, Gira and
Jarboe have retained the serious nature of their music but
removed the noisier elements, making a sort of "industrial
light.” It comes as no surprise that Gira, lead and original mem-
ber of the Swans, has made a record with the same elements,
most obviously his incredibly deep, sonorous voice. Although
the musical force has been replaced by some acoustic touches,
its plodding deathly dirge and the lyrics remain essentially dark.
Jarboe’s record focuses much more on the instrumentation,
which is pretty and other-worldly, mixing acoustic guitars with
sweeping synthesizers. Her flat, plain vocals add a jarring tone
to the music. Although both Gira and Jarboe play on each
other’s record, the two releases are quite distinct from one
another.

performances, A Tea Party Of Love is the first CD by Inland
Empire legend Wckr Spgt. As expected, it's weird as hell—the

2 “Howard Cosell, his red-haired sister,
and their ugly child,” and the (inten-
tionally) ridiculous lyrics reveal obses-
sions or mock-obsessions with Jesus,
tortured children and Stephen
Hawking, as well as moral impera-
tives: "don’t use meat for a para-
chute,” “don’t hedge your bet/I'll bet
a shrub you'll never hedge your bet.” The music comes mostly
from ultra-cheap atonal synthesizers and ultra-tinny guitars and
drum machines, usually barely relevant to the song at hand—
imagine the Residents struggling to regain consciousness
through a formaldehyde headache. And somehow, nearty all of
these 27 songs have some kind of muck-encrusted bit of catchi-
ness that makes them hard to shake. The world-view Wckr

The musical odyssey of Herb Jeffries began in the 1930s, singing
with jazz pianist Earl “Fatha” Hines, then on to Duke Ellington
Orchestra in the "40s, when his rendition of “Flamingo” sold 14
million copies. But with all those accomplishments, Herb
Jeffries occupies a unique and even more honored place in

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African American history, as one of the first black movie stars in
the days of the segregated movie industry of the '30s, as the
first black actor to play a cowboy, and starring and singing in

numerous cowboy movies. And now,
some 50-odd years later, at 83 years
of age, the Bronze Buckaroo rides
again, singing the old cowboy songs
that have only been sweetened by
the passing years. There's more than
a hint of blues in Jeffries’ rich bass
voice, a soulful twist added to tradi-

tional lope-along cowboy tunes like "Tumbling Tumbleweeds”
or "Back In The Saddle Again.” It's fascinating how lines and
lyrics become imbued with subtle meanings: When you hear
him sing about "Cow Cow Boogie” being “a little ditty/he
learned in the city,” it’s easy to recognize what Jeffries is talking
about—the song itself is in an urban blues form, much different
from the shuffles of traditional country. But the most sublime
moment on The Branze Buckaroo would have to be Jeffries’ own
composition, "The Happy Cowboy,” a timeless piece of
Americana, a vivid musical portrait of the earnest, idealistic,
hard-working persona of the American cowboy. In a lot of
ways, the world that Jeffries sings about is a vanishing one (per-
haps already gone), gradually being obscured as the old songs
fade from memory and are seldom sung anymore. And as it
vanishes, it sometimes seems as if a lot of the good in the
world’s vanishing too, but fortunately we have Jeffries to
remind us of our Western past, and of the meaning, history and
relevance it holds for people everywhere.

Named for a mysterious New England witch, the band Hannah
Cranna isn't nearly as spooky as its namesake, though it’s
almost as beguiling. The New Haven quartet’s music draws on
a rich heritage of American rock:

lar. Songwriters Stephen Bunovsky
and Rocco Villavicencio let their influ-
ences shine through the plush fabric
of their songs, but also give plenty of
attention to the detailing in their own
songs. Their || originals (written
independently, as opposed to collaboratively) fit snugly along-
side the lone cover of the kinks’ “Waterloo Sunset,” which the
band takes on with loving respect. Bunovsky apparently has the
power pop gene firmly embedded in his every chromosome:
the humble “Supercal” would sound great alongside Teenage
Fanclub, while the crisp guitar lines and billowing melody of
“Mystical” pay as devout tribute to Big Star as the Fanclub ever
has. Villavicencio, on the other hand, writes grainy roots-rock
songs in the Gram Parsons/Uncle Tupelo tradition; the opening
cut “In The Sky" and “She Loves Me” are two fine, radio-ready
examples of this. Hannah Cranna’s biggest asset, which filters
through every pore of its debut Better Lonely Days, is how well
the songwriters complement one another and how warmly it
all comes together.

If one band is responsible for pioneering the industrial-metal
hybrid that’s the bread and butter of bands like Ministry, the
Revolting Cocks, Front 242 and, most
notably, Nine Inch Nails, it's grandfa-
thers of industrial, Die Krupps,
who've been nose-to-the-grind in the
genre since 1981. Rings Of Steel isn't
exactly new material—these 17
songs include remixes from the
band's 1992 and 1993 albums and a
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few additional B-sides—but the quality and ingenuity of the
original versions of the songs coupled with the star-studded
roster of artists enlisted to remix them make for an engaging,
who's-who survey of the genre. If you cover up the credits on
the back of the disc, you can almost guess whose hands are on
the board for each tune: Charlie Clouser of Nine Inch Nails
spices up “Language Of Reality” with jumpy stops and starts of
keyboard/guitar assault surrounding quiet, pensive moments
with vocals accompanied by nothing but a plodding mechanical
rhythm; the remix by EM. Einheit of Einstiirzende Neubauten
retains some semblance of a song, while filling it with the spare,
rhythmic sounds of industry’s mechanical sputters; two mem-
bers of Biohazard reinvent the band’s earlier collaboration with
Die Krupps (“Bloodsuckers”), stripping it to its riff-mongering
bare minimum, and washing the vocals with a demonic rasp.

The evolution that this NYC quartet (featuring ex-members of
Fish & Roses and Love Child) has undergone since its debut 7"
last year is remarkable.

Attic,” buoyed in no small part by
Sue Garner's plaintive, strong-willed
vocals, to the spacious, spooky
drones of “Beat Out,” peppered
with hand-held percussion.

Svenonius’ inimitable howl is as delicious as James Brown'’s
“Hep me” and his piercing screech is as funky as Prince’s.
The band includes fellow ex-Nation-mates James Canty
and Steve Gamboa and new bassist Michelle Mae. Truly,
Make-up must be seen to be appreciated: Svenonius’
crazed antics are guaranteed to leave crowds slack-jawed
as he hangs from the ceiling and climbs out into the
smoke-filled room. Even without the visual aid, however,
these songs are hypnotic. “Blue Is Beautiful” is Svenonius’
drug anthem (“Too many pills”) and the B-side’s “Type U
Blood"” is an organ-pounding love song. Meanwhile, on
“Trans-Pleasant Express,” Mae’s walking bass lines and
Gamboa’s tight guitar strumming are metronomic, a
perfect compliment to Svenonius’ wild unpredictability.
The flipside of this record is a noisy introduction to
Wiashington, DC’s Meta-matics.

Box 1234, Aliston, MA 02134 617.787.0888
Befrocked in wild velvet trousers, ruffled collars, ascots,
dickeys and even powdered wigs, the Upper Crust leers
down and unleashes its raunchy, vengeful rock 'n’ roll upon
the great poor and unwashed hordes that are unfortunate
enough to have to earn a living.
Not since the Dukes Of
Stratosphear have any rockers
;m‘( been clad in such outrageous
regalia, but psychedelic patsies
or prima donnas the Upper
Crust ain't: actually, this band is about blistering kick-ass
rock 'n’ roll, and if these guys didn’t have a box at the opera
and spend their summers at Elba, you'd probably find them
out sharing a gig in a seedy dive with some band on Crypt
Records. In truth, the Upper Crust’s basic premise is so
simple and pure it has the mark of genius about it: if you

have a shtick and dress in outrageous period hosiery, fewer
people will harp on the absurdly obvious (and authentically
rendered) AC/DC and Aerosmith influences that are the
bedrock of your band’s sound. This Bostonian group of
gentlemen (line-up: Lord Bendover, Lord Rockingham,
Duke d’Istortion, the Marquis de Roque and drummer
Jackie Kickassis) has developed a certain popularity with
both the ruffians and the refined in the colonies, and
parlayed it into jaunts to New York and even an
appearance on TV for Conan O’Brien. One of the Upper
Crust’s Lord Bendover bears an uncanny family
resemblance to Nat from the Flies and Titanics, proving
that whatever his lineage and family background, his
pedigree in seedy rock 'n’ roll is unparalleled. Think Urge
Overkill covering something off of Highway To Hell,
Aerosmith in the |8th century or Paul Revere & The
Raiders mixed with the Devil Dogs. and that's the Upper
Crust. When the Duke d'lstortion wails on his guitar like a
madman, one can only imagine the waves of silent dread
that pass through the ranks of his servants whenever he
calls for his Les Paul.

HUFFY Sunny Drive Time

Though many bands have come out of Burlington,
Vermont, over the past couple of years, few have been as
promising as Huffy. The trio has only been together for a
year, but its first recording is not a typical demo tape. Huffy
excels where many young bands fail; its songs are well-
written, skillfully delivered and well-produced. The six
songs are catchy without being predictable, and while
memorable hooks abound, the band doesn’t use them as a
crutch. Huffy’s tasty brand of crunchy, guitar-heavy pop-
punk sounds like a Dinosaur Jr./Hisker Di hybrid.
Bassist/singer |eff Brown’s voice is unmistakably similar to
Bob Mould’s and the energy that carries his raspy-howl is
infectious. Another of the band’s strengths is that it
doesn't fall into the trap of crafting all of its songs around
the same structure. While most of the songs here are
upbeat, “Won't Come Around” is like a tranquil serenade,
with Brown'’s twangy lilt carrying the piece (think Idaho).
Overall, Sunny Drive Time is an impressive first effort, and
since the six songs here are bound to leave you wanting
more, look for Huffy on a Sudden Shame sampler later this
summer.

The king of “easy
listening,” whose music is just as obligatory to a cocktail
party as olives and swizzle sticks, mutated and manipulated
familiar tunes, enabling listeners to revel in his wild
arrangements. This second collection contains more of
Esquivel's work with vocalists—he is known for his
“wordless” adaptations of songs, incorporating lyrics such
as “zu-zu-zu-zu” and “pow-pow,” used in his version of “All
Of Me.” Using ping-pong stereo techniques and intricate
hi-fi recording, Esquivel's tunes were part of the launch of
the stereophonic sound, and marketed as music of the
future. Amazingly enough, despite the years that have
passed, Esquivel’s songs still feel as if they belong to some
far-off crazy futuristic era.

POLICE Live!

Sting used to be in a band? Yeah—and it was a band that
made its reputation through constant touring and
astonishing ensemble musicianship. All three Police-men
l-r‘ip uy E: E were musicians before they
: DB came to rock; what they
’ RN played together sounded like a
sped-up, toughened-up
collision of reggae and ambient
sound experiments. In fact, it
was prog-schooled drummer
Stewart Copeland’s idea that
it'd be a giggle to start a punk band. From the evidence
here, it seems like that was how he figured he'd get the
most opportunities to play fast—even the simplest beats
are embellished all over the place, and given half a chance,
he starts playing as many simultaneous polyrhythms as he
can get away with. Live! combines two |5-song concerts
that are the most frequently bootlegged Police shows: a
1979 Boston set broadcast on WBCN, and a 1983 show
from Atlanta, originally released as a videotape that year.
The 79 show finds the Cops young and hungry, but starting
to mature: punk sprints like “Fall Out” and “Landlord,”
reprised from early singles, are almost too easy for them.
Where they really shine is on the songs that let them
stretch out instrumentally, especially “The Bed's Too Big
Without You,” which turns into a long, awesome piece of
live dub—the band becomes its own mixing board. By the
later show, the Police have gotten big (there are backing
vocalists and sequencers), and the King Of Pain's head is
getting there, but the playing is still often super-hot. Listen
to the way Andy Summers whiplashes from tone to tone
on “Synchronicity " and how he almost always plays
around the contours of a song, suggesting chords rather
than articulating them. Also rediscover the first show's
headlong “Truth Hits Everybody” and “Bring On The
Night,” and the second one’s deft medley of "O My God”
and “De Do Do Do, De Da Da Da.”

DAVELL CRAWFORD Let Them Tolk

To hear the buzz out of New Orleans, Davell Crawford
has been hailed by many as avatar of a new piano legacy,
following in the wake of James Booker and Professor
Longhair. At the very least, he fulfills that bill if only
because he's an original stylist rather than a copier; unlike
so many who've followed in the wake of those giants and
attempted to cop their styles, Davell is pretty much his
own man at the keyboard. Sure, there are elements of
Fess and Booker in his playing, but they are only
ingredients in what is already a singular and innovative
style. Davell intersperses gospel material along with
songs like “She’s Got A Wobble™ or “Lovey Dovey.” Only
time will tell whether young Davell will become the heir
to the Crescent City piano legacy, but Let Them Talk is a
fine debut album from a promising star. Maybe we're just
impossibly diehard New Orieans piano fans, but we're
most partial to Davell's solo piano pieces, without the
obtrusive extra session players of the full band—that’s
where Davell’s true talents and the real spirit of New
Orleans piano comes through the clearest, not when all
those other cats crowd into the picture. Try “Gumbo
Piano,” “Keep It Rollin!" and the title track. And
whatever you do, don’t miss Davell's wonderful Booker-
ish improvisation during his medley, “Just A Closer Walk
With Thee/Amazing Grace.”

Blues Hangover: Excello Blues Rarities

In a recent review of Dark Clouds Rollin": Excello Swamp
Blues Classics, we complained about the lack of rarities
and obscure sides, considering how many must be out
there. Little did we realize that there was a master plan
at work, and that barely four months later we'd receive
this awe-inspiring two-CD compilation of rare tracks
from the Excello vaults, many having languished
unreissued since they originally came out as 45s. But the
real find is a previously unreleased home-recorded 1966
“audition tape” from an enigmatic bluesman named Early
Drane, which Drane apparently mailed to the label from
his hometown of Eupora, Mississippi. Drane, a total
mystery man, was probably the same “Earl Draines” who
played with Willie Mabon and Big Boy Spires, and had a
hand in the immortal strangeness of the Blues Rockers'
“Calling All Cows" (found on The Best Of Excello
Records). In front of a crude tape recorder, Drane opens
up and sings his heart out—you can hear what sounds
like his kids or wife talking in the background, while a TV
is audible in the background on “Late In The Evening.”
Drane just seems to get everything wrong— “I'm Leaving
This Morning” appears to be about how happy he is to be
leaving the North and going back to sharecropping for the
“Boss Man” on the farm, while his loose interpretation of
Slim Harpo turns “I'm Gonna Scratch Your Back” into a
deranged series of threats, all while Drane’s out-of-tune
guitar limps along behind him. It's really almost enough to
make you cry. The treasures from the “Drane tapes”
include a version of the hymn “Were You There (When
They Crucified My Lord)” that sounds like Drane doesn’t
know anything but the title and basic melody line, like he’s
just making the rest up off the top of his head, including a
bunch of quasi-narrative verses that aren’t anywhere in
the original and seem only tenuously related to the Bible,
Some of Drane’s audition tape sounds eerily like it's
straight out of the '20s or '30s—heartfelt, powerful stuff.
In a way, this tape is every bit as significant as the
rediscoveries of Sleepy John Estes, Mississippi John Hurt
or Bukka White. It’s drop-dead stunning.

The first words on Earthling’s debut album declare, “|
know who | am/I’'m not who you think | am,” like a
declaration of independence from the group’s
surrounding peers. “I'm rock, I'm roll, I'm Nat King
Cole/I'm Shostakovich, turning in a fishbowl/Earthling is
something you can never get a hold of.” Clinical
schizophrenia, or a healthy ingestion of the post-punk
changes—reggae, ska, new romantic pop, house, hip-
hop and techno—has tainted the best of today’s black
music culture, especially in the field known as trip-hop.
Formed by T. Saul (music/production) and Mau (rapping).
Earthling is from Bristol too, with links to the Portishead
camp (Geoff Barrow contributes ‘cuts’ to “Echo On My
Mind” and “| Could Just Die”), but while sharing aspects
of Massive Attack’s cinematic aura, Portishead's hip-hop
noir and Tricky's toned menace, Radar buzzes with a
stronger funk/rap base and freaky humor, closer to a
Definition Of Sound. It's a gorgeous record, full of twists
and turns, some familiar (the Portishead-style “Ananda’s
Theme,” “Nefisa” and “| Still Love Albert Einstein”) and
others Earthling-conscious (“Accident At Injured Strings,”
“Echo On MY Mind," “Infinite M.,” “Planet Of The Apes”
and “Freak, Freak”). By the sound of it, Planet Earthling
is a great place to hang out.

The popular conception of evil takes many forms, but
throughout his career as the big cheese and spokesmodel
for the Church Of Satan, ANTON SZANDOR LAVEY
has perpetuated the idea of
evil as manifested in the fire-
and-brimstone, leather-
winged prince of darkness.

A Holiday (Amarillo, PO. Box

Box 5524, Atlanta, GA 30307 404.524.8377) is
showing signs of life again, delivering the first in a series of
specially-priced CD EPs (EPs have the same fixed
manufacturing costs as full-length CDs, so unfortunately,
the prices aren't all that “special”). The inaugural release is
The Harp Factory On Lake Street by GASTR DEL SOL, a
very interesting development for the Chicago group,
which is augmented here by a small chamber ensemble,
This 17-minute David Grubbs/Jim O’Rourke composition
features some very familiar and pleasant piano/voice and
acoustic guitar sounds from Grubbs, nicely contrasted
with an extremely dense brass/bass clarinet fog and the
resonance of shimmering vibraphone...ETAGE 34 is

INCREDIBLE ISTANBUL GIPSY BAND

While the output from this German label has been small, it has had a major
impact on the world music scene. Bossman Birger Gesthuisen released four
of the earliest internationally available compilations of Malagasy music, and
was a guiding force in the Kaiser/Lindley project that has given a big push to
the music of that island. But there's another, more eastern side to this label. It
has had a major interest in the Gipsy and Jewish music of Turkey, and here,
on the label’s third foray into Istanbul, it presents a full measure of one great
band. The Incredible Istanbul Gipsy Band is no revivalist outfit cranking out
the old tunes for the old audience; these folks are energetic seekers of new
sounds from old roots, and they incorporate jazz, a little funky, bluesy mood
here and there, even a weird turn on Tchaikovsky's “Swan Lake” theme.
Save for a little distorted electric guitar, this is an acoustic ensemble to be
reckoned with. Oud, kanun, kaval, zurna, davul, strings and reeds are pulled
into interesting combinations, giving rise to an international Gipsy sound
that’s fresh and innovative but never trite or cheesy. They have an efferves-
cence that's funny, soulful and wild.

Moon Records strikes another motherlode of skaicity, this time heading
south to dig up some 100% Latin Ska (Moon, PO. 1412, Cooper Sta., NY,
NY 10276). The set opens with a brilliant “Perfidia” gone ska by Laurel
Aitkens and never lets up. Highlights: Venezuela’s mambo skasters King
Chango, the brilliantly stralght-ahead Dr. Calypso from Barcelona, and the
one-off NY Ska Jazz Ensemble (with members of the Toasters, the
Skatalites and the Scofflaws).

DREAMLAND is as far out of any genre as you can get. It's a rock band in
the Boiled In Lead school, but the group opens God's Fools (Dreamland, 860
Ashbury Ave., El Carat, CA 95430) with an old song about tuna fishing sung in
a vaguely Russian choral style, slams into a Macedonian rocker, and then con-
tinues with tales about Scarlett O’Hara, a spy named Harriet, a jazzy ode to
homelessness and cigarettes (which seems to be equal parts Tom Waits and
Kate Bush?) and any number of strangely Balkan sounding folk-rock songs. An
interesting first outing for a band that seems boundless.

The jinx continues for Yerve's Joe Henderson (1-2), whose new album, Double Rainbow, has charted # 1 for four separate weeks, but hasn't been able to retain the top spot for two weeks running. Henderson
was very narrowly edged out by Deimark’s Kahil EI'Zabar’s Ritual Trio (4-1); the veteran Chicago percussionist s joined on his new album by the Art Ensemble Of Chicaga’s Matachi Favors and special guest
Billy Bang. There were two very impressive chart debuts from brand new albums: Yerve's Abbey Lincoln at #3 and Atantic’'s Modern Jazz Quartet at #4. Two other members of the Art Ensemble

Turner,
who penned six of the nine selections on this 70-plus-minute disc, employs a
piano/bass/drums rhythm section (the pianist being the resourceful Brad
Mehldau, who has signed with Warner Bros.) supplemented by guitar, often
employed as an ersatz horn. The piano and guitar, as heard on the CD-
opening “Tune Number One,” cohere without colliding, and the leader’s
original “Zurich,” a contemplative piece, pits the twin tenors of guests
Seamus Blake and Terence Dean alongside Turner’s. A cerebral quality,
evident in Turner’s writing and soloing, emerges on Yam Yam, and though the
music is often expansive, rarely does it meander aimlessly. Experienced ears
will find much to enjoy here... Turner shows up again, as a new band
member, with TANAREID, the hard-working quintet headed by drummer
Akira Tana and bassist Rufus Reid. Following an association with Concord,
TanaReid has moved to Evidence (1100 E. Hector St., #392,
Conshohocken, PA 19428 610.832.0844) for Looking Forward. The core
group of Tana, Reid, alto saxist/flutist Craig Bailey, Turner and pianist John
Stetch (the latter two are now full-time members) is supplemented on four
pieces by the brass alacrity of guest Tom Harrell. Reid (Director of Jazz
Studies at William Paterson College) and Tana (who teaches at three New
York-metro area colleges) are prominent educators. By recording and
gigging consistently and tastefully for the past few years, these adventurous
bop-on-out players are teaching the best way possible—by example...

Bassists and especially drummers—
( REVIHM REVENGE ) usually consigned to the back of the
stage, their names at the bottom of the marquee, often dismissed as mere
timekeepers—can be excused somewhat if, on their own albums, they tend
to overplay and overrely on their own solos. The great ones, of course,
never play too much; the great ones make others sound better than they
actually are, elevating themselves in the process. Like the best bassists,
BUELL NEIDLINGER is capable of keeping flawless time. But this master
is a seer, never a subordinate—a virtuoso whose inventive solos are the
match of any horn player’s (as witnessed by his playing over the years with
the likes of Archie Shepp, Cecil Taylor and Frank Zappa). The bearded
bassist not only keeps time, he keeps his word, and with Blue Chopsticks: A
Portrait Of Herbie Nichols (K2B2, 1748 Roosevelt Ave., Los Angeles, CA
90006-5219 213.732.1602), he makes good on a promise he made some 30
years ago. The titular Nichols, the late pianist/composer whom Neidlinger

calls “the greatest jazz melodist after Ellington,” recorded a few trio albums
as a leader, but was largely overlooked during his lifetime, and even after his
death, until Mosaic released a boxed set of his recordings. Nichols and
Neidlinger gigged together in the early '50s, and frequently woodshedded,
performing the former’s craggy, rhythmically ingenious tunes and wondering
what they would sound like with strings and horns. During their last
conversation, before Nichols’ death in 1963, the bassist promised that
someday he would record the pianist’s music as discussed. He makes good
on Blue Chopsticks, which features | | Nichols compositions as performed by
a quintet with Neidlinger (cello), Richard Greene (violin), Jimbo Ross (viola),
Marty Krystall (reeds) and Hugh Shick (brass). It is a testimonial to Nichols’
compositional genius, to say nothing of Neidlinger’s interpretive savvy, that
the tunes Nichols recorded with piano, bass, and drums are redone—
beautifully, swingfully, sincerely—with none of the original instrumentation.
Outstanding. Five stars. For a cool double play, cue up one of these numbers
(try “2300 Skidoo") followed by a Nichols track from Blue Note’s The Art Of
Herbie Nichols compilation... Drummer JERRY GRANELLI’s astonishing
stickwork is no secret to longtime observers of the jazz scene. Granelli, who
studied with Joe Morello, made vital contributions to the music of Vince
Guaraldi and Mose Allison over the years, but only recently have his
composing and bandleading skills risen to the fore. Following his brilliant
1992 album A Song | Thought | Heard Buddy Sing, which featured the twin
guitars of Bill Frisell and Robben Ford, Granelli has come out with the
captivating Another Place (Intuition, 636 Broadway, #1218, New York, NY
10012 212.473.6044). Steering without dominating, Granelli's adroit
trapwork forms the axis around which revolve the improvisational flights of
trombonist Julian Priester, soprano saxist Jane Ira Bloom, bassist Anthony
Cox and vibist David Friedman. This is open-ended, nonchord-based New
Jazz, challenging and unpredictable but inviting to astute ears. Try the
haunting “Hello Nellie.”

I'm no Nostradamus, but | can't
help thinking that if dance
music’s fans and critics better
understood its cyclical nature,
perehaps they'd be less surprised
to find the lo-tech, low rider,
bass mechaniccs of Roger
Troutman and Bootsy come
home to roost in 1995 on this
spine-bending set of tracks by
Space Pimp. The juddering,
winding bass lines of such
influential electro-funk tracks as
George Clinton's "Atomic Dog"
and Zapp's “More Bounce To
The Ounce” have provided a full
fifteen years of dancefloor
mayhem, sounding equally
powerful in house, techno, and
hip-hop settings. Space Pimp is
well aware of that fact, and its
snaking "K-9 Law" track here is
clearly an homage to the pilot of
the mothership himself. Wound
tightly around a core of hip-
jerking bass, this seven minute
journey inaugurates beginners
Into the school of “intergalactic
funksmanship," to use Clinton's
vivid phrase. The EP's title track
is a thickly indulgent staccato-ed
vocoder number with a mid-'80s
Miami influence, while “The
Pimp (The Lino-Cut)" is an
absurdly fragmented percussive
number that sounds almost out
of place here.

ANI DiFRANCO Not A Pretty Girl

Nat A Pretty Girl may not be the breakthrough record that brings Ani Difranco
into the consciousness of music fans worldwide, but it's sure to satisfy her
many supporters, which now number more than
200,000, if total album sales of her Righteous
Babe label are any indication. Like her six previ-
ous collections, it's a self-produced affair with
startling and poignant lyrics as well as Difranco’s
trademark extraordinary guitar playing. Her
brand of folk music brings contemporary princi-
ples to an aging art form. Some songs have dan-
gerously pointed edges, others explore the possibilities with a muted tone, yet
they all contain thought-provoking ideas and intriguing undercurrents. From
the sly funk groove of “Worthy” to the dark rage of “The Million You Never
Made" to the introspective gracefulness of “Hour Follows Hour" to the deep
yearning of “Asking Too Much,” DiFranco allows us to re-enter her world and
once again the results are fascinating. This album proves she's not like anyone
else calling themselves a singer/songwriter in the 1990s.

APARTMENTS A Life Full Of Farewells

This is the kind of record that the Triple AAA format was made for: one that
might fall through the cracks at all the other radio formats, yet deserves to be
heard by virtue of its understated beauty. The Apartments hail from Brisbane,
Australia, and they've been around since 1979, yet A Life Full OF Farewells is
their first U.S. release. Led by Peter Milton Walsh, whose songs have been cov-
ered by the Chills, Everything But The Girl and This Mortal Coil, the
Apartments are essentially a trio joined by the occasional trumpet or pedal
steel guitar player. Walsh's tunes are morose yet elegant with quirky bits that

are never overdone. His voice and lyrics recall Robyn Hitchcock or Paul Kelly |
at times, yet the entire proceedings have a luminescence that is rare in pop
music. Check out “Things You'll Keep,” “End Of Some Fear” and “Thank You
For Making Me Beg” for a taste of a record that's too good to be ignored.

While he'll always be known as the first (and best)
( SHORT FHOTS ) lead singer of the Pogues, SHANE
MacGOWAN has returned with a new group, THE POPES, and a convincing
debut, The Snake (ZZT, c/o Warner Bros., 3300 Warner Bivd., Burbank, CA
91510). The music here is stylistically similar to his former band, with pipes and
guitars dominating. MacGowan'’s croak of a voice and his mates’ intense inter-
play are equally engaging on tracks like “Nancy Whiskey,” “A Mexican Funeral
tn Paris” and “Haunted.” Some of the tunes here may be a little too noisy and
ragged for some programmers, to which we would only respond: “Turn it
up!”...With the recent success of the Jayhawks and Wilco, the time seems ripe
for a group like DEAD HOT WORKSHOP. 100/ (TAG, 14 E. 60th St., New
York, NY 10022 212.508.5400) is chock full of the band's guitar-heavy, coun-
try-inflected rock. With a devoted following in and around its Arizona home
base, Dead Hot is ready to move beyond the Southwest with songs that boast
a wide range of emotions, such as the high-energy “Slice Of Life,” the breezy
twang of “117" and the jangle pop of “Burger Christ”...Having toned down
some of the overblown excess of his first recordings, MARK GERMINO
seems more of a folk singer than ever on his latest, Rank & File (Winter
Harvest, RO. Box 60884, Nashville, TN 37206 615.227.7770). Always at his
best when telling a story, Germino presents some memorable characters like
the renegade disc jockey “Rex Bob Lowenstein™ and the gun-running “Felix
Tucker,” along with other unaffected yet sparkling glimpses of life in today's
America. Highlights include the ringing mandolin and killer hook of “Very Lucky
Man” and the political commentary of the anthem “Fields Of Man’s New

If tired old regional and coastal
arguments are ever going to go
away, it's going to take more
groups like the B.U.M.S to help
shatter people’s expectations. It's
not that D-Wyze and E-Vocalist
have re-routed the course of hip-
hop, but they confidently let their
rhyme skills become their most
tangible characteristic, instead of
a making a mark with a familiar
loop or sound. Hailing from the
Bay Area (which gave birth to
groups like Souls Of Mischief and
Del The Funkyhomosapien), the
duo got its start as a part of
KMEL's Woke Up Show and
benefits from butter-smooth
production by Joe Quixx, Baka
Boys and King Tech that has clear
East Coast flavors, but doesn’t
make a point to hang too much
on that quality. The duo offers a
variety of different lyrical moods
and attitudes; they shift from
less-aggressive tracks like “Non-
Stoppin’ The Groove” to
traditional cockiness on "6
Figures And Up." Instead of
leaning on overused P-Funk-
sampled beats, Brothas Unda
Madness is seasoned with more
soulful R&B (they sample Smokey
Robinsen on “Let The Music
Take Your Mind"), sparse jazz
and obscure experimentation
(“West Coast Smack"” has a
1920's jazz flair) to help round
out the album. The duo sounds
maost passionate on “Elevation
(Free My Mind)" on which they
speak about the shady side of the
record business as if they've
been negatively affected by it.
Also, the spoken word “Who
Gives You The Right" is fired
with the force of an M-16 as it
speaks about racism, oppression
and the struggle of the black
people. Kick it live: “Wreck Your
Ears (Can Do)" and the beat-
savvy “Can You Do Without?”

GURU REPRESENTS

Through his work with Gang Starr and as the director

of such musical endeavors as Jazzmatazz, Guru (a k a

Keith Elam) has proven himself to be one of hip-hop’s
most treasured representatives. He is an artist who
has never succumbed to trends, and has always been
at the vanguard of new musical concepts in hip-hop.
Guru’s influence stretches around the world, and he
stopped in our part of the world to speak to us about

his career. Here are some of his thoughts...

Guru looks back...When Gang Starr started, it was at a
time in rap when everybody was using the James Brown
breaks. And that was when the East Coast...was really...|
mean, it was different! Now [hip-hop is] so regional, you
can even be from L.A. and go to Texas and get booed—it
depends now. The way it was then was New York had it
goin' on. It was at a time when it was all about diggin’ in
the crates and finding those old jazz records and hookin’
‘em up with a break beat and—boom-—you got some
atmospheric type of tracks. You could take it back to

Stetsasonic’s “Talkin® All
That Jazz,” you could take
it to the beats [Mark] The
45 King was doing. 'Cause
he was the first producer |
linked up with. | was
producing stuff on my own
and then | started doing
stuff with him before | even
met Premier. There was
people like Eric B. & Rakim
who was coming through
with a message, but still had
that mellow, jazzy flavor.
Then there’'s people like
Fresh Prince and Jazzy |eff!
And when they were out
that wasn’t no commercial
type, they were dope!

Guru on “gangsta”... I'm
not too keen on labels. |
don’t know what “gangsta
rap” is. Music either has to
be dope or whack to me. |
don'’t listen to a track and say, 'Oh, man, that’s gangsta!'
because I'm not really impressed by all these war stories
that these guys are coming off with. ['ve been around all
that, that street element is one hundred percent part of
my life. So, to me, so what, | lived past the average age of
a black man in this country and | feel like | gotta give
something back. I'm not gonna tell somebody to do
something stupid and get locked up. I'm not gonna tell
somebody to kill the next man because he was looking at
him funny—that's not what I'm about. It doesn’t really
matter, half those guys couldn’t survive in the places I've
walked, the places where | get love...in this city [New
York]. In this city anything can happen...in daytime. It's a
whole other mentality out here, and | represent that. It's
past that gang stuff. Rap started when gangs ended in
New York. There was the Nines crew, the Casanovas in
the Bronx, it was the Outlaws in Brooklyn. Man, that was
a time that they don’t even know about. Not to
disrespect the media because the media is necessary, but
some people in the media when they don’t understand
something and they’'re looking from the outside, they
want to label it. But, see, what they did was they made a
lot of people’s lives difficult. | love Snoop [Doggy Dogg]: |
think he’s dope. But | think what makes him dope is that
when you meet him, you feel it. It's not like he’s just
created an image. That's what it’s all about. When you
hear these kids talking about ‘Keep it real,'
‘Represent’...that's what it's all about. And that’s even
getting trendy, that whole expression, just like it used to
be those Malcolm X caps. 2Pac for instance, now he's a
street-wise guy, he’s cool and all that. But, c’'mon man,
Gangster Rapper 2Pac?! He's seeing himself on TV and is
like, ‘Damn, maybe | am.” So then, when somebody looks
at him he’s gotta say, ‘What the fuck are you lookin’ at!?'
It makes your life worse. He fell into a trap and | feel bad
for him because he’s really a genius. All of these young
black kids are geniuses, and it depends on where the
energy is channeled...and who's teaching and who's trying
to help. | place a lot of the responsibility on record labels.
That's the reason why I've been pretty much frustrated
as far as being underrated and underground. | mean ! get
noticed everywhere! So why don’t | have a million copies
sold? But, see, that's why | love Premier because he's
always the calm one that says like, ‘Look, man, don't
worry about that. As long as we're doing our music
correct and the people whose stuff we like, they're
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complimenting us and respect us, then we're doing it all
right. The rest of that is gonna come in time.’ | have

learned patience and it makes me more intense with my
lyrics. It makes me more up on what's going on, too.
We're like fans of making music, so I'm listening to every
new record.

Guru and his position as a role model...The kids are
important to me. If you looked at the jobs I've had: | was
a case worker for Foster Care, | was working as a case
worker in a maximum detention juvenile home, and so
forth. So my perspective, lyrically, is always gonna be not
preaching, but definitely teaching and reaching. But,
there’s a message there, and the message has to be
disguised in a way 'cause you can’t just come out and say,
‘Ahh, let’s just stop the killing. C’'mon you guys, what are
you doing?— it ain’t going down like that. So, there’s a
method to my instruction—it’s stylized—it has to be. You
got a case load of 20 kids, and you got all this paper work
and red tape and you're only able to get through to only
two or three of them. And the salary is like, eeh, and so
who is really teaching our kids? A guy who plays on the
bench on the Knicks (sorry ass Knicks), is gonna make
four times the salary as someone who might teach your
kid in the urban environment—what is this?! So, the
teachers aren’t really motivated to teach these kids. And
these kids got energy, man. There’s genius quality, but it
has to be channeled in the right way. So, if you're tellin'
this kid, ‘Oh, he's hyper, get him out of the classroom.’
Keep sending him to the principal, where's he gonna go?
He's gonna quit school, and then he’s gonna go on the
block. Then he’s gonna see another kid with a nice BMX
bike and nice little sweat suit and chain and shit, and he’s
gonna be like, ‘Where'd you get that?' and the kid will
say, ‘You wanna work for me? I'll take you to see the
man.’ See, then he may use his genius in another way, he
may become a drug kingpin in the projects. This is where
it's going down, and it all starts with the kids in the
schools. The educational system is failing our kids. I'm
trying to do something. I'm not gonna do everything, but
| definitely feel like I'm helping more kids than | was
when | was a case worker—now the numbers multiply.

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t's really something you have to see to fully appreciate: a drummer who sits behind a tiny, toy-
like drum kit, playing as though he literally lives for his two hours out of the cage each night; a
zoot-suited saxophone player who looks like a renegade from a ska band, not a plaid, happy one,
but a real, mean rude boy skanker; and the enormous dreadlocked bass player, thumping a solid
bottom end. And then there’s guitarist/singer Gordy Johnson, smartly dressed in a wicked blue suit
that's so dapper he could be auditioning for Urge Overkill. He’s the kind of guy who probably puts
a shirt back on the rack in a store if it doesn’t have French cuffs.

Together they’re Big Sugar, and they’ve just released 500 Pounds (Silvertone), a blues-fueled,
unrepentant rock album that’s some of the most awesome driving-music of the year. “The album
kind of starts off like a car—grrr, chrrr,”—here Gordy makes the universal symbol for turning an
ignition key, imitating a starter turning over. And it's true—the opening guitar line of “Ride Like
Hell” does sound rather like a big car cranking up.

After Big Sugar’s first album, Gordy Johnson stripped the band down to just himself and a
drummer, overdubbing all the bass, guitars and vocals himself. Even he admits it was a bold
move, a cathartic, do-or-die approach that gives the album its intensity. “That's not a live off-
the-floor album. It sounds like it, but it's not. I had been leading a band and doing these tunes
for a long time, and telling bass players what to do, [ already knew what I had to do. Actually, |
did the bass, and then went back a month later to do the guitars. When [ went to do the guitars,
I just played really instinctively, and said, ‘we're going to go, first take.” Because of the time
interval between the sessions, Gordy had forgotten what he’d played, which made the guitar parts
sound that much fresher and spontaneous, like he was jamming with himself. It doesn’t matter
to me whether it’s live or not, I mean, how does it sound?” he asks. “Leaving the mistakes in is a
big part of that, too.”

The lyrics to many of Big Sugar’s songs reveal Johnson’s other passion: cars, especially ‘60s and
'70s muscle cars, preferably souped-up ones. Given Big Sugar’s raging power-trio format, it's no
surprise that Johnson cites as favorites some of the great driving music of the ‘70s, such as Grand
Funk Railroad, Humble Pie, the Faces and Z.Z. Top. And like Cream, Zeppelin, Hendrix, or the
Rolling Stones circa ‘72, he's taking bits and pieces of blues, funk, reggae and soul, and writing
new songs that aren‘t really blues or soul at all, but share the same spirit and aura. *I’‘m not going
to try and sound like Stevie Wonder or Ray Charles or whatever. [ mean 1 love Curtis Mayfield,
but when [ play electric guitar, I don‘t play like Curtis. [t's going to sound like Big Sugar.”

"All my guitar buddies are trying to crack that same nut, like *how do you sound tike B.B. King?’
Well, now, hold on. What do those guys listen to? I mean, [Howlin’ Wolf's quitarist] Hubert
Sumlin didn’t practice along with Buddy Guy records...[they listened to] Old Blind Lemon
Jefferson records, or half-remembered funky old guitar players they heard somewhere, songs they
heard as a kid, T-Bone Walker, stuff like that. 1 mean, I was into Charlie Patton, Son House,
Blind Willie McTell, but I never tried to sit down and copy that. Okay, well now I'll do that stuff
on electric guitar,” Gordy says rhetorically. “I couldn‘t play acoustic like Son House, Ill play it on
a Les Paul through a Marshall. That seems like a pretty tried and true recipe, doesn‘t it?"

The conversation turns to another of Gordy’s passions: gear and
musical equipment. Far from being some geeky adolescent obsessed
with technical specifications, his love for guitars, amps, tape
machines and mixing boards is the same big-kid, hands-on
enthusiasm as one might find in a car or motorcycle enthusiast.
Gordy is constantly modifying and altering his equipment, trying out
different parts and configurations, like a kid fooling around under
the hood. A similar aesthetic finds its way into his lyrics, which are
often built out of other older songs and blues themes. *1 have friends
who are record collectors. 1 have a friend who started collecting
when he was a kid, and as he gets stuff on CD, he gives me the old
records, or makes me tapes.” One such song on the album is “Wild
Ox Moan,” which features drenching feedback and a haunting
falsetto vocal line. Where did he dig that up? “You would probably
know better than I would,” he says. “The Library Of Congress,” he
shrugs. “1 mean, it's just on a mix tape somewhere somebody made
me that's just some old woman in a nursing home, singing into a
tape recorder. And it's such a beautiful song, man.”

That lonesome feeling of traveling, of driving by yourself, your
elbow out the open window, is at the heart of Big Sugar’s music,
beginning with “Ride Like Hell”’s opening line: “Sometimes I
wonder/Will 1 ever get back home?” It's a quintessential blues
truth—cars are just another symbol, just like the trains and boats
of old Delta blues songs blaring on Gordy’s mix tapes. *1 grew up in
Western Canada, where it's 12 hours between cities, seven, eight
hours’ drive to the next city, or to a city,” he recalls in low voice.
“So if [ wanted to buy bass strings, it was like eight hours to
Edmonton. | learned to drive real young. I get on the highway, and
I get so into it. I’'m definitely into that. Music that plays in the car,
is like, for me, it's everything.” JAMES LIEN
