Years ago, when very few outside eyes were turned on the
nascent scene in Chapel Hill, a band named Polvo began
creating some very individual sounds. At
times, Polvo records sounded as though
they came from a band that simply hadn’t
heard anybody else — a dazzling,
innovative pastiche of guitar timbres,
rhythmic structures and elliptical, oblong
lyrical statements. Although by now more
people are aware of Polvo (through
opening slots for Sonic Youth and a
growing catalog of releases), the band still

could have released to its throng of
eagerly-waiting fans. If there’s a band that’s proves the
theory about being greater than the sum of its parts, it’s
Rage Against The Machine: Taking the riffs from its
favorite metal records and fusing them
with the aggressive vocal delivery of
hardcore rap, the band also delivers a
charged message of anti-institutionalism,
a political concept that speaks volumes to
a generation feeling disenfrancised by its
own government. For those who might
dismiss Rage as simpletons, take a closer
look at Zack De La Rocha's vicious and
informed lyrics: Evil Empire recognizes
Haitian troubles, colonialism, religious
dogma, prison overcrowding, toxic pollution,
immigration, Mexican political corruption and more. Rage
explodes with message and meaning, and millions of
American youth will soon be exposed to these new and
challenging ideas via this record. You won't find us getting
in the way.

“Why, | never!” is a perfectly appropriate response to
hearing Cat Power for the first time: sole Cat Chan
Marshall’s songs are not like anything
you've ever heard before. Her bizarre
music may be an acquired taste; it
invariably evokes a heated love-it or
hate-it response on first listen. Cat
Power has a misfit quality to its sound,
comprised of unique guitar playing,
unusual rhythms and a deeply personal
lyrical approach, all of which slaps the
face of con-ventionality. Every track is a
blues song, one that bridles an
immeasurable amount of sadness and anger, suddenly
and shockingly set free when the whispering vocals
evolve into intense wailing cries. This second album,

creates innovative sounds steeped in
guitar texture and well-sculpted instrumental shading as
dem-onstrated on its latest, Exploded Drawing. Songs spiral
inward on themselves, whorls of sound reverberate as the
band worships at the altar of the Sonic
Guitar: oftentimes such auditory
illusionism will take them to some pretty
amazing places, like the Pell Mell-ish tones
on “Fast Canoe,” which ends up sounding
like the Breeders on quaaludes or the
rumbling riffage of “Crumbling Down.” If
it's true that the attack and decay of
resonating, vibrating guitar strings echo
the very birth and death of the universe,
then the members of Polvo are
metaphysical masters of the cosmos. Explode into space
with the above, plus “High-Wire Moves,” “Taste Of Your
Mind” and the [2-minute mini-epic “When Will You Die

To give you an idea of the college radio muscle that this debut
full-length from Texas Is The Reason could boast, the band’s
recent 7" on indie label Revelation peaked at #29 on the CM|
Top 200, and remained on the chart for 13 weeks. Though
many did receive the three songs on CD as
well, ponder for a moment the weightiness
of that accomplishment during a time when
airplay for a three-song 7” EP is near-
obsolete, and many stations don’t even
have turntables in their on-air studios —
but those three songs were all college radio
needed. That said, Do You Know Who You
Are? is quite an accomplishment in its own
right: Keeping the song total under ten and
putting the extra time saved right back into
perfecting what's already on its plate, Texas Is The Reason
delivers an album that backs up the strength of that first
single. Akin to other emo-core rockers like Sunny Day Real

Myra Lee, is the quick follow-up to last
year’s Dear Sir, and is shortly to be
followed by another release on
Matador this summer. There’s no
denying that Marshall is prolific, but this ]
lengthier sophomore effort is a still
more succinct piece of work than the l
first. Whereas the last record rambled
and occasionally fumbled, Myra Lee has
a clear direction and is set on a straight

Giant Step, c/o GRP, 555 W. 57th St., New York, NY 10019

It’s logical that New York’s acid jazz outfit Groove
Collective has been awarded the first release on the
newly-formed Giant Step label,
considering its long history with
the organization. Created by the
Groove Academy, Giant Step —
a travelling party of sorts — was
the name given to nights at vari-
ous Manhattan clubs when live

jazz met live hip-hop, and a new
form of musical expression was formed. It was GC
flutist Richard Worth who helped invent this dynamic
by introducing DJs to live musicians, and soon after he
was also instrumental in the formation of Groove
Collective in 1990. Its debut album featured a live per-
formance, capturing the raw, intuitive energy that its
shows offered. With We The Peaple, the collective had
the luxury of tinkering in a studio, yet the results still
sound as live and fresh as ever. The best GC songs
start with the smallest idea: a bass line, a funk rhythm
or feel. The magic is when that sample is left open to
interpretation by the other musicians, building into a
swirling funk jam that never lets up. The Collective
never settles into one style for too long. They effort-
lessly cover soul (“Lift Off”), hip-hop, African and
Latin styles, and a wide variety of funk. “Caterpillar” is
a soft, vibe-brushed mood inducer, while "I Am” is A
Tribe Called Quest-like live rap session. If you dug the
Roots, Jazzmatazz or enjoy the jazz-funk of Roy Ayers,
the GC is for you. GLEN SANSONE

DAVID GRAY Sell, Sell, Sell

With two accomplished, if introspective, albums tucked
under his belt, Welsh-born songwriter David Gray
makes a bold statement with Sell,
Sell, Sell, his third album and first
for EMI. While A Century Ends
and Flesh offered a stark, searing
portrait of this undeniable talent,
Gray’s newest foray fills out his
songs with suggestive arrange-
ments, stepping up their emo-
tional punch and making them more approachable.
While Gray certainly won’t be lumped with bands like
Son Volt as “Americana” or "roots rock,” his arrange-
ments — rich with piano, harmonica, warm electric gui-
tar leads and occasional strings — give his songs a natural
appeal for fans of the Jayhawks or Grant Lee Buffalo
(the latter’s bass player and producer, Paul Kimble,
helped engineer this disc). But what makes the dozen
tracks here ring true, in addition to Gray’s finely
wrought songs, is his warm baritone, its natural Celtic
lilt casting a knowing, heavy-lidded eye over his songs.
For immediate proof, check out “Smile,” one of two
cuts recorded five and stripped-down, as its refrain of
"Of yeah” burrows into your soul, or the poignant
“Only The Lonely,” pushed forward by delicate brush
drums. But what'll probably grab you first here are his
carefully penned and played rockers, namely “Late
Night Radio,” “What Am | Doing Wrong?” and the title
track, all of which tie the elements of Gray’s sound into
a cohesive, powerful presentation.

SMOG Kicking A Couple Around (EP)

Listening to Smog’s latest four-song collection isn’t much dif-
ferent than secretly browsing through someone else’s diary
late at night; everything is laid out
frightfully bare on the white page —
the beginnings of half-conceived
poetry, mixed feelings and idiosyn-
cratic descriptions of people and
places all strung together with fragile
honesty. Over the course of Bill
Callahan’s varied Smog releases, he’s
toyed with both lo-fi paste 'n’ cut and fuller band compositions,
never straying far from the distinct style that he lays bare so
plainly here. Kicking A Couple Around is all about space and
words, as Callahan’s careful voice hangs on and hesitates
around every phrase, accompanied only by the sparse utter-
ance of an acoustic guitar, Just as he seems to be establishing
a verse-chorus-verse relationship between his words, he
quickly turns a song back in on itself, repeating and then
changing a certain phrase until it reveals a new melody or lyri-
cal focus, The EP’s final two cuts may be its most emotional: "I
Break Horses” features some gentle backing vocal textures, and
“The Orange Glow Of A Stranger’s Living Room” gives off as
much rich, intimate beauty as its title suggests.

The whole thing’s a pleasure to hear,
but start with the above, plus “Just Like Candy” and the
calm, pulsing “Haunt Me.”

FRED SCHNEIDER jJust Fred

A favorite pastime of late at CM]J is saying everything in a
Fred Schneider voice: “C’mon everybody— lunch!” “Head of
lettuce!” By now, it’s pretty well known that the second solo
album by the B-52s’ weirdo-with-a-microphone was pro-
duced, improbably, by Steve Albini, with music played, even
more improbably, by members of Shadowy Men On A
Shadowy Planet, Six Finger Satellite, Tar, the Supersuckers
and Jon Spencer Blues Explosion — a convincing bunch of
rock powerhouses. So is Fred a convincing punk-rock front-

man? Of course not, but “convincing” has never been the
point with him. A better question is “Is just Fred fun?” To
which the answer is, “Oh God, yes.” There are few better
antidotes to the fierce, humorless crunch of these bands than
Fred’s voice bellowing, well, any-
thing at all — ey “I
thought this was a paagaar-ty!”
(“Helicopter™) or “40 lashes! 40
lashes from your eyes!” (“Whip™).
For most of the album, the band
rocks (and it really does rock), and
Fred does his silly thing (and it really
is entertaining). But Shadowy Men's excellent tracks both go
a little further: “Sugar In My Hog” is a psychobilly rant in the
tradition of Hasil Adkins, and “Secret Sharer” gives
Schneider’s voice the Albini-fied distortion treatment and
ends up with something unexpected and creepy. Just try: the
above, plus “Radioactive Lady Eyeball” and “Stroke Of
Genius.”

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guitar/vocal/silly percussion number written as a children’s
tune — but it’s the third and fourth listens that reveal a deep-
er, more difficult side to what the trio pulls off so effortlessly.
The closing “Ohio” floats on a breeze of delicate, honey-
sweet three-part vocal harmonies and the tip-toeing plucks
of a kalimba. And the album’s rocker, “Montebello,” is a wry
mix of racing bass, hopping guitar melody and fuzzed-out
vocals.

STATE OF GRACE Jamboreebop

Jamboreebop, the full-length debut from Nottingham,
England’s State of Grace, could be the modern rock
equivalent of a three act mini-opera (just humor us for
a second). First, there’s a medley
of pulsing, guitar-pop tunes high-
lighted by happy hip-hop beats, a
smattering of horns and strings,
and the elegiac vocals of Sarah
Simmons, whose balmy reso-
nance recalls a young Siouxsie
Sioux. But the beaming bounce
of “Hello™ and “Fluorescent Sea” do little to foreshad-
ow the brooding composition of songs like "Camden,”
which emerge like dark figures from the shadows,
attacking otherwise familiar pop frameworks with trip-
hop/dub overtones and splashes of feedback. The disc
climaxes with “Bitter Sun,” an epic || minute venture
that builds into a sonic fireball of rhythm and noise that
consumes everything in its path before finally burning
itself out. The tracks that follow — “Different World,"
“New Fear” and “Ruby Sky” — incorporate elements
from both angles, like awaking the next morning to find
the sun shining on the burnt, smoldering bodies. It’s not
that famboreebop is a concept album per se, but State Of
Grace has succeeded at recording a record so vivid and
colorful, you'd have no problem creating a screenplay
based on this soundtrack. We do believe a standing ova-
tion is in order.

On the Auteurs’ latest release, leader Luke Haines has
taken his band towards a more traditional rock sound,
bolstered by production from the ubiquitous Steve
Albini. Unlike previous Auteurs’ efforts, After Murder

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tional formula, rather than using those touches as the
base itself. Haines’ raspy vocals augment his pointed,
somewhat bitter lyrics, and strong guitar adds a point
of punctuation to his harsh phrasings, as on “Light
Aircraft On Fire” or the self-referential "New Brat In
Town.” “Unsolved Child Murder” sounds very Beatles-
esque, with cello and acoustic guitar and Haines’
vocals heading into a high, mournful range. The songs
which carry off the Auteurs’ new improved sound the
best are those which take advantage of Haines’ distinc-
tive vocals and the orchestral song construction. Try
any of the above to get the full flavor of Haines’ tour-
de-force.

What exactly is the difference between a | Mascis solo
record and a Dinosaur Jr, record? Well, not much
actually. Martin And Me is something of a fake-out; it
includes primarily songs that have already appeared

on Dinosaur Jr. records, with a
couple of cover songs thrown in
just for fun. The album features
Mascis during a live perfor-
mance, equipped with just his
Martin acoustic guitar and Neil
Young-esque drawl. Except for
“Repulsion™ — originally heard
on his band’s debut long-player (from back before the
band appended the “Jr.” to its name) — most of the
songs are from the last three of Dinosaur Jr.’s six full-

lengths. Although to some those three records may
not constitute the band's best work, Mascis has
selected some of their best moments and whittled
them down to their barest basics. “Thumb” from
Green Mind and “Goin Home” from Where You Been
both fare well with Mascis’ twangy-voiced, spare gui-
tar treatment. Covers of Carole King's "Anticipation”
(these are not the good ol’ days), and Lynyrd
Skynyrd’s “Every Mother’s Son” are weaker than
Mascis’ own tunes, but his version of the Smiths’ "The
Boy With The Thorn In His Side” is not to be missed;
Mascis’ nasal, gravelly howl is the antithesis of
Morrissey’s smooth trill, and the contrast is really, er,
interesting.

Ah, a CMJ Futures graduate. We love to watch bands like
Pie blossom from promising young demo-tape makers to
promising young “recording artists.” And, in the year and a
] half since we first heard Pie, the
band has indeed grown. Strictly
Seance finds the Cambridge, MA,
band doing an admirable job of
combining noisy, freeform post-
punk elements with bits of indie-
pop. What’s best about the
record is that the band works
with an unusually wide variety of song structures and never
lapses into predictable verse-chorus-verse hooey-hooey or
the blah of boring, recycled hooks. Instead, it continually
tries to arrange its songs in different and interesting ways.
The album’s kick-off number is one of its most successful:
“Tony, Porn Star” begins with a driving, guitar-heavy intro-
duction and, as it progresses, adds a catchy (though not
poppy) vocal melody. “Plastic Vistas” is built around a
melody that is, happily, reminiscent of the Beatles’ “Being
For The Benefit Of Mr. Kite,” while "Sink This Ship!” com-
bines the hard-hitting vocals of jason Loewenstein’s
Sebadoh songs (check out the punchy, shouted chorus)
with Polvo-style guitar noodling. Other tunes (“Louisville,
Stall,” “Yellow Dwarf”) include Slint-y basslines and laid-
back Pavement-like vocals. Strictly Seance is, overall, an
inspired hodge-podge of noise and hook, and it’s well
worth a spin.

Windy & Carl, dabbles in the same
sort of moody, lo-fi expressions as
FSA, but veers off in its own subtler
direction, often taking a more
improvisational tack. 3 Field
¥ Rotation collects most of the
group’s 7" work, introducing the CD-spinning public to its
beautiful, suggestive web of sound. While not completely
abandoning song structure, Fiixa navigators Randall Nieman
and Ryan Anderson clearly relegate it to the back seat, allow-
ing sound and space to guide their sonic trips. The short,
graceful " 100 White Envelopes” sums up much of what Fiixa
is about, its driving force, a manipulated guitar lead, flowing
over live drums and crested with acoustic guitar strums and
space-age, Moog-generated noises — the duo emphasizes
how much can be generated from so little. While a melodic
refrain (we’re not gonna call it a hook) is nestled into the
lovely “Dreamlanding,” “The Anvil” pits a repetitive bar of
notes against warm organ drones for a velvety-soft, yet
somewhat difficult sound. The multi-part fifth cut (it’s divided
into three named sections) flaunts the band’s improvisational
nature with interesting results, and if Fiixa’s reliance on the
wonderful sounds of the Moog weren't enough to tip you off,
the rhythmic focus of *+2” suggests a definite Krautrock
(start with Can) influence. Look for a self-released follow-up

This album, simply put, is music to get drunk by. By that, we
don’t mean rousing drinking ditties sung by friends in pubs, we
mean slow, brooding music to drown sorrows to alone. After
a year and a half of gathering sub-
stantial amounts of critical accolades
from the British press and an estab-
lished following in France, Animals
That Swim’s debut album is finally
seeing domestic release here. The
band specializes in playing moody,
low-key guitar pop reminiscent of
early Pulp, Luna or the Tindersticks. But this five-piece boasts
a secret weapon in the form of lead vocalist (and self-pro-
claimed “poet-genius”) Hank Starr. So while the other bands
drown their passive vocals in bright production and spacious
soundscapes, Starrs’ narrative song-speak vocals are front and
center, while soft washes of guitar, piano and trumpet serve as
the perfect backdrop for the surreal lyrical vignettes of
barfly/slacker lifestyle to which the album title alludes. The
tales range from imagined encounters with rock legend Roy
Orbison in a greasy diner ("Roy"), to intoxicated star-gazing
("King Beer™), to heckling Vic Chestnutt during a performance
in a local pub (“Vic”). The biggest highlight is the album’s clos-
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ing cut, "Sway With Me,” in which a Charles Bukowski poem
is set to a bittersweet, jazzy pop melody, serving as a perfect
ending to an album that chronicles the way of life he helped
romanticize. Drain a pint of your favorite ale and spin: the
aforementioned, “Smooth Steps,” and the melancholy strains
of “Susie’s Friends.”

The Boston quartet Turkish Delight pushes indie-rock as far
as it can go and still be recognizable. Listen to these songs
inattentively and they’ll sound pretty straightforward; listen
with care, or repeatedly, and they burst into a riot of color —
homemade instruments (like an “electric can”), richly throb-
bing atonalities, strange rhythmic twists, details of instrumen-
tation and production, and some very unusual songwriting,
both lyrically and musically. See, for instance, the “ichi-ni-san-

shi-GO!” chorus (Japanese for
counting to five) of “Ghost,” a song
where what the guitar and bass are
doing basically only counts as per-
cussion. The main part of "Sister
Meringue” has all the instruments
thrashing dryly along and singer
Leah Callahan mumbling something

can really play — check out the bass dervish at the start of
“Jodi,” or the gently-quivering clarinet part that underscores
the slide-guitar wheeze of “Blue Wing.” Also check out "Try
Harder” and “Spin,” both former singies that made a splash
on Boston radio.

Within this San Francisco three piece’s new release is a band
that searches for its own distinct sound and identity by trying
on different musical hats within the indie-rock genre. But that
doesn’t mean that Hugh (yet anoth-
er former CM| Futures pick) is
indulging in soulless bandwagon
emulation; it's more like eager stu- EEEEEEEEEEEEEES
dents trying to apply what they've
been taught, mixing up the influ-
ences to create engaging and acces-
sible tunes. You can hear it in the
lazy Malkmus-esque vocal stylings of “Ruby Cruiser,” or the
softly quiet guitar dynamics of Eric’s Trip that combine with
the textural restraint of bands like Seam in “Zoe's Grape

Story.” The most exciting thing about Hugh is how easily it
switches styles from song to song without sounding forced or
unfocused. The most accomplished cut on this seven-song
release is the 10-minute pop epic “East Of Reno,” in which
lead David Rosenheins’ hypnotic vocal weaves itself around
melancholy swirls of guitar buzz, building so slowly and subtly
that you barely notice the gradual rise of ambient white noise
that eventually envelops the melody line, taking over both the
vocals and the listener. If Hugh continues to encompass so
many styles so effortlessly, it seems inevitable that they will
keep evolving.

Mind Science Of The Mind is the definition of “alternative rock
supergroup.” Spearheaded and nav:gated by Shudder To Think
guitarist Nathan Larson, completed
by Helium’s Mary Timony and the
Dambuilders’ joan Wasser and Kevin
March, Mind Science... is a project
that incorporates small bits of influ-
ence from the members’ varying
home bases and but blends them
into a different flavor altogether. The
disc spends its time hopping between two separate and very
distinct levels; it drifts from the sometimes acoustic, sometimes
electric, always grandiose blue-eyed soul ballad (“Skirts To
Suffer On,” “Does It Rain In Your Womb?” and "Oceans Don't
Need Us”) to grungy prog-rock experimentation (“To The
Tenders Beauty Marks/Blisters,” “Science Of The Mind™ and
“Do You Rule”). The combo proves most successful during the
inspired **Your Human Spine,” a dark duet between Larson and
Wasser (whose violin is her voice) that wavers somewhere
between sweeping rock opera and jazzy lounge ditty, and
“Infidels [When Your Hips Came Loose],” a choppy, riff-heavy
scorcher whose off-center and unexpected time signature
changes make for quite a bumpy ride. This debut is musically
stimulating, in your face, and quite impressive for a collection of
songs composed in only two weeks time. M. TYE COMER

Although Loomis’ sound is largely
based on the same noise-injected,
stop/start rhythmic patterns of
bands like Sunny Day Real Estate,
it puts a bit of a twist on the for-
mula, removing some of the jar-
ring dynamics in favor of revealing
a bit more melody and stability.

This doesn’t mean, however, that Loomis is predictable in

any sense of the word. Songs like “Kung Fu Girl” and
“Melvin Purvis” reveal a freshness, an almost unrehearsed
quality that’s as startling as it is virile. Within those con-
fines, however, the band covers a lot of ground, from the
album opener, “Conquistador,” which is about as far as
the band carries its pop leanings, to the off-kilter *Wake
Up Kaveh,” which swims in distorted cacophony, yet
somehow maintains a solid center.

Whether Les Thugs are
heroes or outcasts in their own country, this is a band that
Americans should embrace and raise on top of their shoulders.
Les Thugs spew the kind of punk that

"Strike” also has melodies so strong

good solid records since the late '80s and have remained true
to form — it’s about time that these pop/punk predecessors
receive some praise.

Something To Say, the three-track demo from Richmond’s
Bullets From Oz, is certainly one of the more impressive
offerings we’ve found in the Futures
mailbin lately. The ultra-hooky “All That
We Needed” sets the stakes pretty high, and thankfully, it
just gets better from there. The title track offers just enough
of what one might predict melodically, even as it steers away
from any obligatory pop formulas with a few jagged, yet
appropriate, chord changes. Guitarist/singer Chip Lovelace
has a knack for putting warm, compelling solos properly in
place among chunky rhythm guitars, a trait particularly
noticeable at the midsection of the title track, and his vocals
are consistently as intimate as each song’s musical context
will allow. The concluding track, “No Second Chance,” is a
laid-back sparkly number complete with Byrds-ish guitars
and some truly spectacular harmonies.

CURTIS MAYFIELD People Get
Ready!: The Curtis Mayfield Story

Curtis Mayfield, in his prime, was a fighter
who acted like a lover. When others of the
same era,
James Brown to
Dyke And The
Blazers, came up
with black-power
songs, they sounded
like anthems. With
his beard and glass-
es, Curtis looked

from

more like a tactical
J theoretician than a
general, but when his lithe falsetto cheered
on the troops in “We're A Winner” or told
it like it was on “Freddie’s Dead,” he
sounded like he was personally trying to
seduce everybody on both sides of the line.
That was his secret: sugar-coating even the
harshest attacks in pretty sounds. (Some of
the lyrics to “Pusherman” or “If There's A
Hell Below We're All Going To Go” are as
brutal as the Last Poets, but their sound
explicitly prefigures Philly soul.) Of course,
he could sugarcoat anything, no matter
how ludicrous: “Kung Fu” and “Sweet
Exorcist,” back-to-back here, are actually
not embarrassing, because Curtis gives
them as much as he gives anything else.
And he was an ace live performer: A few
tracks that show up here from his concert
albums generate real heat. People Get
Ready! surveys almost his entire career,
aside from the first few years of the
Impressions. As it picks up the story, Curtis
is trying to get out from under the shadow
of original Impressions singer Jerry Butler,
for about the first minute of the “Spanish
Harlem” wannabe "Gypsy Woman.” After
that, he almost instantly finds his voice
(high-pitched and melismatic) and his sub-
ject matter: proto-slow jams like the awe-
some “Fool For You™ alternating with civil-
rights anthems like "Keep On Pushing.” He
happens on the funk with “We're A
Winner,” but he doesn’t fully claim it for
himself until he goes solo halfway through
the first disc. In his best work, he's a con-
summate funkster, developing and working
polyrhythmic grooves, as on the sublime
"Move On Up,” here in all its nine-minute
glory. If he doesn’t get sampled nearly as
often as |B or Clinton or Sly, it’s because his
arrangements tend to be busy with strings
and horns and harps and things: Beneath all
the goo on "We Got To Have Peace,”
there’s a cool little funk groove. (And
somebody really ought to take advantage
of the beats underlying “Get Down” and
“Future Shock.”) By the late '70s and ‘80s
— the period covered by the third disc —
the goo sometimes overwhelmed the
funk. Mayfield is fine as a love-man, but
he’s so much better when he takes a
stand on "Mr. Welfare Man.” When he
was on, though, he could bring the
church, the boudoir and the street
together like nobody else.

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VARIOUS ARTISTS Musique’s Action 2

It’s unclear what the seven experimental
pieces here, all solo works of around 10
minutes apiece and mostly by French
artists, have in common. But all of them
use extremely odd instruments (CDs,
plastic pipes, family members, tape) and
manipulate familiar ideas of music in
strange ways. Le Quan Ninh, Jim
O'Rourke, and Massimo Simonini deliver
takes on The History Of Western Music
— Condensed Version, though their
methods differ. O’Rourke’s ravishing
"Antithese” uses a map of overlapping
tape (ancient flute, then a stripped-down
'70s electric guitar whine, then mellow,
contextless tones); Ninh's “Not want to
say anything about FZ” is a barrage of
percussion and samples, and Simonini's
frustrating "Scivolevole” is constructed
from skipping CDs, mostly of generic
"ethnic” European musics — think polka
and you're close. There are also contribu-
tions from Daniel Koskowitz (of Soixante
Etages), Jerome Noetinger (an imaginary
soundtrack), sound-installation artist
Frederic Le Junter and Dominique
Petitgand (settings of words spoken by his
family). It's nice that these experimental
pieces are delivered not below your head
(they're not purely resonant or medita-
tive), not above your head (the concept
doesn’t overshadow the execution), but
directly at your head. They're focused on
communication through sound, and they
offer a lot to grasp onto.

FLYING LUTTENBACHERS
Destroy All Music (LP)

The Flying Luttenbachers’ first LR, 1994’s
Constructive Destruction (soon to be reis-
sued on CD), was a revelation to the few
who got to hear it — a bullet-speed colli-
sion between hardcore and Hal Russell-
style free jazz. Destroy All Music is the first
of at least four Luttenbachers releases due
this year (supposedly they've become a
hornless black-metal band now). It’s basi-
cally Constructive Destruction, Part 2,
which is a fine thing: ten tracks recorded
within months of the first album, before
and after master reed-person Ken
Vandermark’s departure, including an
even faster version of that record’s
Negative Approach-plays-John Barry “Fist
Through Glass.” Drummer/composer
Weasel Walter’s writing mostly follows a
pattern of incredibly fast head/incredibly
fast improv freakout/unison ending (there
are also three entirely improvised pieces,
including one with Chad Organ and Jeb
Bishop playing Moog and Casio instead of
tenor sax and trombone), but the themes
are really distinctive and, for that matter,
so are the freakouts. The Luttenbachers
are all awesome improvisers, capable of
thinking hard even while they're zooming
around like Roman candles.

Although the days of Culture reigning as
one of the finest vocal trios in all of reggae
pantheon may be in question (founder
Joseph Hill is the only one pictured on the
cover), Hill continues to spread the word
of conscious reggae, largely undaunted by
the changes in dynamic and mood that
have taken over the limelight in Jamaican
music. True to his spiritual roots, he deliv-
ers tunes that, while modern in produc-
tion and programming, nonetheless emit
an irie vibration: in terms of Hill's vocals
and lyrics, if it weren't for the production
and programming in the music, “Addis
Ababba,” "Tribal War,” “Satan Company,”
and "Rastaman A Come” could have been
generated at any point in his career.

DUBADELIC 2000: A Bass Odyssey
Wordsound, 129 N. | Ith 5¢., Brooklyn, NY 11211
Not a strict reggae album per se, but the
Wordsound posse over the bridge in
Brooklyn continues to put out some of
the most invigorating and exciting reg-
gae/dub/funk fusions imaginable. Exploring
a world where dub collides with ambient,
electronic, funk and groove music, the
music of the Dubadelic project is about as
innovative as anything happening (we're
not entirely sure, but we suspect that all
Wordsound releases feature the same
musicians in different permutations).
Check how “The Devil Went Down To
Forsyth County” starts out like it's going
to be a straightforward deep dub jam, but
then an unexpected and totally un-reggae
electronic beat keeps wandering into the
edge of the picture, like a passerby acci-
dentally walking onto a movie set, keeping
the listener’s ears on edge.

Two of techno’s
most elephantine moments are also found on Rave Anthems: Joey
Beltram’s “Energy Flash,” the bass line from which has been sampled
beyond recognition on hundreds of records since, and the charging, stab-
filled “The Vamp” by Outlander (Marcos Salon), which lifts bodies straight
into the air from the relative security of the dance floor. Other wonderful
moments include the menacing “Mr. Kirk’s Nightmare” by the still prolific
and innovative 4 Hero and the British happy hardcore (the piano driven
precursor to jungle) anthem “Feal Real Good” by the Manix. Happy ‘core
enthusiasts will also delight in the inclusion of the ripping “Some Justice”
by Urban Shakedown with Mickey Finn, a hands-in-the-air stormer.

“Rowla” is culled from Underworld’s second full-length record, Second
Toughest In The Infants and it sees Hyde, Emerson, and Smith arrive at a
new plateau in their musical sensibilities. Unlike their last album, Second
Toughest... allows Underworld’s dance/rock hybrids to come alive.
“Rowla” is a sprawling, epic trance track which manages to avoid all the
cliches of that genre. In other words, these folks have a sense of humor.

“Pressure” by SOLO FEATURING |.T. is a dark, troubling record which
strikes a discordant note with those who prefer to categorize drum-and-
bass into the hardstep and experimental categories.

With the assistance of the able Peshay on the flip side, this is a
rumbling, shivering rainstorm of a record, grey and moody, yet extremely
fast. The best drum-and-bass records are always able to give the listener
the impression that the tempo is moderate, while actually increasing the
velocity to a breakneck pace.

While the Sony reissue of his
amazing Lambarena rides on the
charts here at CM|], this
Gabonese poet and musician has
been busy at his work, and with
Maladalite we find Pierre
Akendengue in an all-acoustic
framework that is in some ways a
stark contrast to his more fa-
mous work. But this structure
also offers him and his collaborat-
uer Hughes de Courson some
opportunities to expand their vi-
sion, and they take advantage of
them. Akendengue is a non-con-
formist, with neither a strict tie
to tradition nor a slavish addic-
tion to pop music, and he search-
es and finds a unique artistic vi-
sion in his music. As a poet, he
understands frugality and spare-
ness, and uses bath in Maladalite
to great advantage. Each note is
carefully measured, each silence
vital and alive. When he uses
large ensembles. usually group-
ings of voices or similar instru-
ments, it is as ambience rather
than power. He never over-
reaches, and never trips over a
cliche in his effort to incorporate
all he hears into his music —
Latin, African and European.
Akendengue the composer is su-
perlative. Akendengue the singer
and musician is more notable
here than on Lambarena. His
sweet tenor and his guitar playing
punctate rather than override the
rest of the tracks. always right
but never conspicuous. He is
joined by a wonderful group of
African and French musicians and
singers, notably soukous guitarist
Maika Munan along with
Courson's string players and
arrangements. For fans of the
grand Lambarena, this album of-
fers a gentle reminder of the

power of acoustics.

(' AMERICA THE UNUSUAL “'\| Two distinctive composer/
. -~/ performers have spent a large
part of the last decade looking for a “new Americana.” Both ROBIN HOL-
COMB and BILL FRISELL have moved through jazz and experimental cir-
cles for many years, and have always injected into their work (and the work
of the musicians they associate with) a sense of history, of folkiness, almost,
that has defined their work. In the last few years especially, they have gone
head long towards finding a new American music that isn't just a revival or
assimilation, but a continuance of a trend that has included Copeland, Ives
and many of the masters of jazz in the *40s and '50s.

Robin Holcomb's third Elektra release is Little Three (Elektra, 75
Rockefeller Plaza, New York, NY {0019), a moving, quiet companion to
the more pop and rock orientations of her two previous song albums.
Here she is alone, just her piano and sometimes her voice, telling starker
tales that have an edge of melancholy and nostalgia tangled with a strange
sort of New West optimism. Shamelessly derivative, as all folk processors
are, Holcomb nearly quotes from every verse of the American canon,
without ever actually playing a tune you know. Her song/stories evoke ob-
vious ties to things American classics like “Our Town,” and “Rodeo,” yet
seem to move into a contemporary America ill-equipped to look back on
its own history. Of the seven songs on the album, two alone feature lyrics,
the moving “Graveyard Song” and the brief and romantic “The Window.”
The other songs are piano solos. Newfound Holcomb fans may be sur-
prised by this, but since her career is primarily that of composer/pianist, it
really is an obvious path for her. The piano pieces still carry a lot of lyrical
weight, and her playing and singing share a lot of the same faitering,
breathy qualities. Little Three should be taken as a whole, a short novel
about persons unseen and unnameable.

The BILL FRISELL QUARTET (Nonesuch, 75 Rockefeller Plaza, New
York, NY 10019 212.575.6720) moves on a parallel course to Little Three,
seeking some of the same inspirations, but moving them along in a far
more aggressive fashion. |f Holcomb plays the part of The Stage Manager,
Frisell and his band play the roles of Kane and Kong, manipulating here,
stomping there, taking their personal history of the American movement
and hammering it like so many spikes into a rail siding passing ominous
trash can fires and shady characters. Eyvind Kang provides a folky violin

and a throbbing tuba. Ron Miles and Curtis Folkes plays the bandstand
with trumpets and trombone, and Frisell’s by-now unmistakable guitar
twanging provides the southern flavor needed, it seems, in every great
American novella of the twentieth century. jazz? Folk? The beauty of both
Holcomb and Frisell is their inability to fit any of the general descriptions.

to follow in the American music scene.

BILL MORRISSEY Yau'’ll Never Get Ta Heaven

He may not have the most soothing voice, nor is his guitar playing anything
to get excited about, but singer/songwriter Bill Morrissey makes up for any
shortcomings in his beautifully heartfelt and lit-
erate songwriting. For his seventh album
(released in conjunction with his new novel,
Edson), You'll Never Get To Heaven, Morrissey
recorded in the musically-rich port of New
Orleans, and the influences can be felt in the
general unconstrained feel of the title-track,
and, most discernibly, on “Big Leg Ida.” The
true measure of what makes Bill Morrissey’s songs so powerful is the way
his lyrics become larger than the chords he or his crafty group of musicians
play. Like good short stories, each song creates powerful visuals, as if he had
fine-tuned each song so that it was purified down to the most essential ele-
ments. You can feel the loneliness of “As Long As The Sun,” and “Winter
Laundry” boasts one of the best narratives on the album.

Continuing in our “heaven” theme, Kimmie Rhodes’ latest disc is a deli-
cious slice of West Texas Heaven, capturing the simplistic, at times pensive,
purity that also graced Gillian Welch's latest. Her voice is so sweet and
gentle that when you hear it you want to just lay in an open field and stare
at a big sky and let songs like “Be Mine” (featuring Waylon Jennings) liter-

ally tear at your heartstrings. Willie Nelson turns up on two songs, includ-
ing the sparse “| Never Heard You Say.” Whether her songs are as
straight-ahead as a Kansas highway, or warm and inviting like “The Corner
Of The Bar,” Kimmie Rhodes is impossible to deny. A favorite cut is the
delicate, calliope-backed “Wild Roses,” a seamless blend of her astute
songwriting and tranquil arrangements. We're also ga-ga over: “Maybe
We'll Just Disappear,” “Git You A Job” and “I'm Not An Angel,” which will
be featured on the Mrs. Winterbourne soundtrack.

Welsh-born songwriter David
Gray sings with a brash Gaelic
wail, a singer who Is submerged
in thought and demonstrates
both undeniable will and convic-
tion in his music. You can feel
Gray's commitment to his craft
simply by the way he backs up
every last syllable with a sense of
purpose and thoughtful determi-
nation: he cries “Praise the Lord
above, and sell, sell, sell!” on the
title track, and does it with a
feeling of ragged grace and pas-
sion. Gray's soul-wrenching
songs burn deeply; they scream
to be heard and understood,
even when he cloaks himself in
nothing more than a gently-
strummed guitar on “Hold On
To Nething” (“It chills you down
inside when you see just what is
real”) or the live recording of
“Smile," which, cast in stark
beauty, is one of the most reso-
nant songs on the album. The
wide-ranging, well-tailored
arrangements on Sell, Sell, Sell
offer the perfect compliment to
Gray's vocals, highlighting the
various shades of emotion his
voice emits, yet remaining sim-
ple, straightforward and stable.
This is not the kind of album that
will unravel itself in one listen;

“Demolish leave most MC's jobless/Boxing apple
cobblers at Roy Rogers,” he asserts over this dance
floor ditty which has a variety of mixes...Keeping it
surreal is CAMP LO with the Ski remix of “Coolie
High* (Profile, 740 Broadwat, New York, NY 10003
212.527.2600). Slightly reminiscent of Digable
Planets, the crew’s clever wordplay and Ski’s use of a
recurring vocal loop are the ingredients that give this
song a breezy springtime feel...MASTA ACE returns
with “Top Ten List,” a brilliant B-side off his new sin-
gle “Turn It Up” (Delicious Vinyl, c/o Capitol, address
above). Utilizing an old KRS One sample, Ace runs
down the reasons why an unnamed rapper can’t run
him out the rap game. “Real gangstas don’t talk shit in
magazines,” he warns, spewing out battle lyrics that
take you back to the days when Ace was a lethal lyri-
cist who made records for more than jeep pleasure.

This New York group once had a major recording
contract with EastWest which never released their
material. During that time, Bobbito took a liking to
the Juggaknots and would invite them up to WKCR’s
Stretch Armstrong show, the legendary rap radio
show that he hosts.

Anyone familair with the successful sounds of southern rap
champions Outkast and Goodie Mob has heard the name
Organized Noise. This three man Atlanta-based produc-
tion unit of Rico Wade, Ray Murray, and Patrick “Sleepy”

Brown have finally stopped
creating hits for other people,
and are putting out their own
music as Society of Soul.
Joined by female vocalist Roni
and spoken word artist Big
Rube, the crew aims to create
contemporay R&B music with
enough soul to give them a '70s edge. Like the Goodie
Mob, Society of Soul’s subject matter is very spiritual and
the record is dedicated to the big man upstairs. On the
gospel-inspired “It Only Gets Better” and “Changes,”
which features the sultry T-Boz from TLC (Organized
Noise produced its hit “Waterfalls”), the group expresses
a faith in God as the remedy to help through the troubled
times. If the crew does have the '70s funk formula, it’s
probably because it's in the genes: lead vocalist Sleepy
Brown's father was a member of the funk group Brick. At
a young age, Sleepy got to hang in the studio and rub
elbows with bands like Cameo and the Bar-Kays. Although
the crew do come off a little preachy on songs such as
“Migratentation” and the title track, the group’s messages
are refreshingly sincere and heart-felt. Whether or not this
group’s attempt to make socially conscious R&B muwsic in
the "90s will have as much impact as socially conscious hip-
hop did in the '80s remains to be seen. But one thing’s for
sure, Society of Soul’s music is funkier than a bowl! of
three week-old collard greens.

LIONEL RICHIE Louder Than Words

Lionel Richie is no new jack. As the leader of the flashy
*70’s funksters the Commeodores, Richie was the celebrat-
ed afro-sporting author behind classics like “Brick House”
and “Three Times A Lady.”
But then everything changed.
Richie outgrew his bandmates,
left the group, got a jheri curl
and achieved overwhelming
pop success and mainstream
acceptance. His three solo
albums of the '80°'s: Lionel
Richie, Can't Slow Down, and Dancing On The Ceiling were
all huge world-wide smashes and Richie began to get the
backlash and flak that comes from being a black singer
with a large white fan base. Things hit rock bottom in
1991, when Richie became infamous for a spousal abuse
incident with wife Brenda.

Although Edge Of Sanity's fifth full-length offering is, in
fact, a 40-minute-long song, it shouldn’t be thought of
as just one tune. The music of Crimson isn’'t sequenced
into actual songs, but there are enough distinct breaks in
its tempo, aggression and emotion for each listener to
create his or her very own song interpretations. The
majestic melee of exotic sounds and mind-altering
ambience found within the expansive passages of the
album takes the listener on a journey into the very distant
future, where the last generation of human life as we
know it struggles against imminent death and destruction.
Innovative and bold, multi-faceted and unrestrained,
Crimson evokes feelings of happiness and contentment, in
addition to pain and suffering, as exquisitely beautiful
melodies collide with angry,
death-laden bursts of speed and
power resulting in an uproarious
cloud of splendor, destruction and
force. This musical masterpiece
floats on gentle acoustic passages,
soaring, aromatic melodies and
dark, doom-encrusted inlays,
while it delves into furious thrash-death-metal explosions
of noise, mega-ton guitar riffage, crushing rhythms and
writhing churns. Frontman Dan Swano and Opeth vocalist
Mike Akerfeldt — who was hand-picked by Swano to help
him with vocals on the album — provide a perfect balance
between menacing, gut-wrenching growls and powerful,
soaring howls. This cutting-edge, brilliant album should
not be overlooked.

Driven by the sharp-tongued, stinging lyrics and volatile
voice of frontwoman Tairrie B. (the “B” stands for
B.I.T.C.H. — Being in Total Control of Herself), L.A.’s
Manhole sucks you deep into the dark recesses of its
uncompromising rap/metal/hardcore/groove explosion
of sound. Erupting in a frenzy of purely angry, attitude-
laden grind, Manhole slams out a slew of rage-fueled
f-f’ KO messages that deal with sexism,
i racism, rape, violence against
women and reproductive free-
dom. Manhole forces you to listen
to its underlying messages with
harsh, attention-grabbing one-
liners like “My pussy, my choice,”
taken from the furious, aggro-
slash of the pro-choice tune “Put Your Head Out,” and
“What part of ‘no’ don't you fuckin' understand, asshole?,”
culled from the fiery attack of the anti-rape song “Victim."
Surrounded by a barrage of manic guitar thrusts, deep
bass slaps and violent hardcore grinds, Tairrie B.'s raw-
throated screams and rap-inflected jams demand respect.
It was N.W.A./Ruthless Records’ founder Eazy-E who gave
Tairrie B. her first record deal back in the days when
gangsta rap was only beginning to make its mark on the
world. Her debut, The Power Of A Woman, featured guest
appearances by rappers Dr. Dre, Eazy-E, the D.O.C. and

House Of Pain’s Everlast. Although the Ross Robinson-
produced (Korn, Sepultura, Deftones) All Is Not Well takes
a much rougher, harder and more brutal musical route,
Tairrie B.’s gangsta-rap roots remain prominent within her
vocal delivery and take-no-shit lyrical approach. Her
determination, aggression, strength and power are an
inspiration to women all over the world. You go, girt!
Check out the blistering stomp of “Hypocrite,” the
scorching groove of “Kiss Or Kill,” the raging blast of
“Roughness” and the frustrated rebellion of “Down,”
which includes a guest appearance by Snot’s Lynn Strait.

Shivers will creep up the back of your neck as you hear
the pain in Lancaster’s vocals on “Stepping On Cracks,”
as it chugs through the horrifying topic of child neglect,
while “Kindling Kind” starts off with a sustained chord
that slowly builds its fire from there.

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strong live feel despite the electronic effects (reminiscent of *70s-style
Eddie Harris) apparently triggered by the leader... OLIVER LAKE, the
often (but not always) avant alto saxophonist, has taken the high road by
forming his own label, Passin Thru Records (PO. Box |97, Montclair, NJ
07042 201.746.1938), to document influential but underrecorded
masters. Passin Thru's first offering is Lilac from the 59-year-old
FREDERICK WASHINGTON JR., a mainstay of the St. Louis scene and
a mentor to the likes of Lake and pianist John Hicks. Fittingly, Hicks shows
up on Lilac in Washington’s foursome with the formidable drummer Billy
Hart and bassist Neil Kane, 21, appearing for the first time on disc. The
leader, who composed two originals (the 7:32 ballad “Lilac |” and the 6:05
“Sing Song” are both recommended for airplay) to supplement renditions
of McCoy Tyner’s “Contemplation,” Benny Golson’s “Stablemates” and
John Coltrane’s “Crescent,” plays a robust, slightly creamy tenor.
Washington's fluid lyricism, buoyed by unexpectedly delightful phrasing (a
trademark of St. Loo), is endearingly mainstream. Yet, like the better-
known Hicks, Washington is at his best when, while maintaining his songful
equilibrium, he veers into postbop territory. This tenorist lives up the liner
notes’ billing as “an exciting master artisan of jazz.” Every major city in
America has a Washington, a guru too busy giving to get his just desserts,
and one eagerly awaits future releases from nationally unknown territorial
titans on Lake’s imprint... Speaking of Lake, his best-known aggregation,
the WORLD SAXOPHONE QUARTET, has moved to a new label but
retained its alluring four saxophones-plus-percussion perspective. For the
Justin Time company (5455 Rue Paré, #101, Montreal, Quebec, Canada
H4P IP7), Lake joins fellow co-founders David Murray (tenor/bass
clarinet) and Hamiet Bluiett (baritone/contra-alto clarinet) plus John
Purcell (saxello, English horn, alto flute and C flute) on Four Now. African
drums and vocals are tendered by Chief Bey, Mor Thiam and Mar Gueye,
the Senegalese threesome whose undulating rhythmic patterns made the
WsQ's 1991 Metamorphosis (Elektra) so appealing to the saxmen and to
progressive jazz and worldbeat audiences...

Everyone knows that John Coltrane cut his landmark recordings on tenor
and, to some extent from his middle period on, soprano saxophones.
Trane’s influence, though, has extended to, and been translated on,
virtually every instrument. The enterprising multi-reedman JAMES L.
DEAN scales the inviting-but-treacherous peaks of Coltrane’s
compositional mountain on Clari-Trane (Cexton, 2740 S. Harbor, #K, Santa
Ana, CA 92704 714.641.1074). As the CD title implies, Dean does so, for
the most part, on clarinet, a woodwind instrument with a peevish mind of
its own when it comes to intonation. The leader acquits himself favorably,
nonetheless, in various small-group settings. In a quartet, with chordal
support from Vic Cenicola’s guitar, Dean (who produced this CD, as he
did his four previous efforts for the label) scales the peaks of “Giant
Steps,” “Naima,” “Locomotion,” “Lazy Bird,” “Spiral” and “Moment’s
Notice.” Considering its degree of difficulty, a Coltrane-on-clarinet project
is quite risky. That Dean has done it, and rather well, demands an audition
by programmers who pay lip-service to jazz on the edge...The same can
be said for the world-class jazz clarinetist EDDIE DANIELS’ The Five
Seasons (Shanachie Cachet, |3 Laight St., éth Floor, New York, NY 10013
212.334.0284), on which he plays the parts Vivaldi intended for solo violin
in his majestic The Four Seasons. In a genre-crossover project — without
narrow-casting for commercialism — Daniels plays The Four Seasons with a
jazz quartet plus a chamber orchestra. Arranger/co-producer Jorge
Calandrelli also penned his own piece, “The Fifth Season” (5:51), to
conclude the CD. DJs pressed for time, or suspicious of genre-blending,
are advised to call Shanachie and request the two-CD package with the
bonus disc of radio edits. While maintaining the compositional integrity of
the original work, Daniels adds a new imporvisatory dimension in keeping
with the uplift and sweep of Vivaldi.
