Willie Nelson describes 7zatro as
“the best record of [his] career,”
and even if you haven’t heard every
one of his 100-plus albums, you
may want to take his word for it. To
record his second effort for Island
Records, Nelson teamed up with
producer Daniel Lanois, fresh off
his recent collaborations with Bob
Dylan and Emmylou Harris, and he
gives the album a clean, warm
sound filled with Nelson's rustic
guitar, Wurlitzer organ and the
occasional harmonica or slide gui-
tar. Nelson and backing vocalist
Emmylou Harris are also joined by
the percussion team of Victor
Indrizzo and Tony Mangurian, who
add an edgy, south-of-the-border
rhythm to this seamless mix of new
tracks and re-recordings of 30-year-
old Nelson classics. All the percus-
sive excitement doesn’t detract
from Nelson’s vocals, which are the
aural equivalent of broken-in
leather — weathered from 65 years
of hard luck, but still soft and sup-
ple.

HOWE GELB
Hisser (V2)

As the guiding force behind
Giant Sand’s sun-scorched country-
folk-blues, Howe Gelb’s songwrit
ing has always teetered precariously
between moments of inspired,
roughshod improvisation and wan-
ton, anything-goes strangeness. In
either case, Gelb’s music has its
share of charms and silly indul-
gences, both of which do their part
in making Hisser, Gelb’s second
album under his own name, such a
rewarding experience for the
patient listener. Recorded on a four-
track inside the adobe walls of
Gelb’s home, the album s, in typical
Gelb style, a sparse, mournful col-
lection of half-finished narratives
and fragmented musical ideas. The
album’s opener, “Temptation Of
Egg,” for example, finds Gelb's
hoarse warble, some tape hiss and
his loose acoustic guitar strumming
sharing equal sonic space. He tosses
off lines like “I wake up with some-
thin’ in my eye/1 pull cut one of
your lashes/1 like the way you stuck
in my eye/l like the way my eye
stashes” as if he were making them
up on the spot. Sometimes the curi-
ousness of his lyrics comes off as
playful and smirking, other times,
Gelb’s words are evocative and beau-
tifully poetic. It depends on the
character of the melodic ideas on
which they’re hung. — Colin Helms

Soft Explosives (Hitlt!)

After releasing the brittle, beauti-
ful Onomatopoeia in 1993, and then
The Honeymoon Suite to quiet acclaim
in 1995, Joe Cassidy (a.k.a. Butterfly
Child) makes a soul-baring third
statement with Soft Explosives, a kind
of cinematic emotional soundtrack
created by a post-modern philhar-
monic. Cassidy relocated from
Belfast, Ireland, to Chicago to pro-
duce his newest effort. His knack
for melody attracted Chicago-based
percussionists John Herndon of
Tortoise and David Suycott of Ver-
bow, who join him on the project,
along with the Windy City’s Lyric
Opera String Quartet (known for its
work with the Smashing Pumpkins).
With the help of yet even more sup-
porting players, Soft Explosives cre-
ates a dreamy musical landscape,
accented by synths, brass and
strings. Even when the decorations
are taken down and the intricacies
muted, Cassidy and his acoustic gui-
tar keep the harmonic heart of Soft
Explosives beating true. The reflex-
ive, a cappella structure of the crisp
“Zepplin Catches Fire At Speed”
and the instrumental mini-Adagio
“1929,” are two quick examples of
the album’s breadth.

A Tribe Called Quest Announces Split

Hip-hop innovator and member of the Native Tongues posse A Tribe
Called Quest has decided to disband after a decade-long career. At an
August 11 show in Milwaukee, rapper Q-Tip announced that the trio would
call it quits after its current series of gigs opening for the Beastie Boys. A i
Tribe Called Quest’s final album, The Love Movement, will be released |
September 29 on Jive, and the band’s final show is expected to be the last
day of its leg on the Beasties’ tour at Continental Airlines Arena in East
Rutherford, New Jersey, on August 29. Jive Records’ publicity department said that the band’s
split is not based on any personality problems within the group and that Tribe’s members
simply want to pursue other projects. Despite Q-Tip’s claim in Milwaukee, A Tribe Called
Quest may embark on a short college tour shortly after the Beasties tour ends, Jive said.
Violator Management, which represents the group, had no comment on the split.

CitySearch To Merge With Ticketmaster Online

CitySearch, the producer of online city guides, has signed an agreement to merge with Tick-
etmaster Online, the Web-based service of the national ticketing company. Shareholders of
CitySearch will become shareholders of the new entity, which will be called Ticketmaster
Online-CitySearch. Both sites will retain their individual presences on the Web, but will share
their array of services and local information content. CitySearch was planning an initial public
offering before being approached by Ticketmaster Online, and now the combined company
plans to go public after the merger is completed. No staffing changes are expected as a result
of the merger. Charles Conn, CEO of CitySearch, will become CEQ of the combined compa-
ny, while Alan Citron, President of USA Networks Interactive, will become Chairman.

UNLV Forms
Committee To Change
KUNV Programming

Rock Ave. Alliance, the organization
formed to fight KUNV’s switch to an all-

After Komeda finished
its latest U.S. tour, we
called bassist Markus
Holmberg at his home in
northern Sweden to see how it
went.

CMJ: Was it interesting seeing different cities in
America?

Holmberg: I guess. Regarding people, it’s very
much the same. In the big cities people are
used to different people, different things. As
soon as we got into the small communities,
there was a bit of a commotion.

Was it your orange hair?

Yeah. It’s so stupid. I wasn’t prepared for that.
In the smatler communities in the North, they
were angry because they thought I was homo-
sexual. It’s just the same as Sweden. In smaller
towns, people are not so broad-minded.

What was the band’s outlook when it formed?
We were quite discontent. We had 1o fight for
our integrity and we rehearsed for years
before playing live. We thought, “Before we
play, we will be so good that the audience will
drop their pants” — or something like that.

Do you dream of being a rock star?

You can always long for that, no maiter how silly
it can seem. I long for that, I want the millions.
There’s a limit, but hopefully if it happens I can
do something worthwhile and good. I hope to
reach people with our music [just] as music has
reached me throughout my whole life.

What do you think of the popularity of new
Swedish artists?

I guess you're talking about the Cardigans.
Yeah, they're good. They even got a prize from
the King, or government. | don’t know what
prize it was, but it was some prize for [being]
the best-selling Swedish artist in the world. 1
would feel very stupid if 1 got it. We devote
ourselves to music — and I guess they do as
well — but I don’t feel that kinship or friend-
ship, I'm sorry 1o say. Though they’re nice
people...I like them a lot. (laughs)

Don’t you think they've opened the door for other
Swedish artists?

Since they started, there has been an interest
in Swedish music. 1 think Americans are
beginning to discover the world, which they
haven't been interested in [for] awhile. It’s a
very good thing, ‘because [Swedish music] is
so varied musically.

“By developing a new
outdoor amphitheater, we intend to bring Portland a high-quality
live entertainment experience that incorporates the beauty of the
region,” Universal Concerts President Jay Marciano said. “Togeth-
er, we will provide concert goers with world-class, cutting-edge
music as well as the area’s premiere outdoor venue.”

TCI Music Second Quarter Revenues Rise
To $21.6 Million

TCI Music Inc. reported revenues of $21.6 million for the second
quarter that ended June 30, compared with revenues of $5.9 mil-
lion last year. The 1998 revenues include the results of DMX Inc.,
the Box Worldwide, which was merged with the company on
December 16, and Paradigm Music Entertainment, which was
merged with the company on December 31. The 1997 revenues
include only the results of DMX Inc. TCI’s second-quarter oper-
ating income before depreciation, amortization, stock compensa-
tion, inventory adjustments and other non-cash charges was $1.1
million, compared with a loss of $4.2 million last year.

Gunner Energy Buys Copper Sun Records,
Harvest Music

Gunner Energy Corp. announced that it has made its first foray into
the music industry by acquiring the assets of Copper Sun Records
Inc. and Harvest Music Ltd. of Detroit. Gunner bought the labels
from 52-year-old Bill Craig for $4.1 million. The company’s assets
now include 19 recording artists and three national distribution
contracts. Copper Sun and Harvest are expected to generate $6 mil-
lion in revenues for Gunner within the first year of the new opera-
tion. Craig, a veteran R&B producer, promoter and entrepreneur, is
under a five-year contract to serve as President of Gunner’s new
urban contemporary division.

K-tel To Release CD Anthologies
For Hearst Magazines

K-tel International is working with Hearst Magazines Brand Devel-
opment to release a series of CD anthologies for Cosmopolitan,
Esquire and Good Housekeeping magazines. Titled Club Cosmo, Esquire
Essential Music and Good Housekeeping Kids, the CDs will be available
in retail stores nationwide. Soul Classics, the first CD in the Esquire
Essential Music series featuring legendary tracks from Barry White,
James Brown and others, hit stores earlier this month.

BMG Said To Be Giving Puffy A Big Bonus

Sean “Puffy” Combs is due to receive a bonus of $40 million to
$45 million from BMG, parent company of his Bad Boy Enter-
tainment label, Newsweek reported. Industry sources told the mag-
azine that another payment of $10 to $20 million would follow.
Combs’s Bad Boy label has had sales of more than $100 million,
including releases by Combs and the late Notorious B.I.G., since
Combs founded the label in 1993.

“But
at the same timethey’ve grown up a bit and are willing to expose a little bit more of
their underbelly and they are not so much the reactionary youth they were at one time.
Now they’re displaying a full range of musical and emotional sensibilities. They’ve
moved beyond pure anger and have a lot more to say other than we’re young and
pissed.” And in the midst of the public debate between Love and Corgan over bragging
rights to the album, Kiewel says that people seem to be forgetting about guitarist Eric
Erlandson’s presence on Celebrity Skin. “It’s funny how much emphasis is being placed
on this controversy over Courtney versus Billy and nobody seems to mention the
contributions that Eric makes on a regular basis to the band as a songwriter,” Kiewel
suggests. “I think Courtney obviously plays a huge role in songwriting, but nobody ever
mentions Eric and it’s really a tragedy because he’s really an important part of the
band.” However, Kiewel doesn’t deny that Corgan plays a pivotal role on the record, and
that his influence is obvious on the four tracks he assisted in arranging. “Eric and
Courtney are punk songwriters,” he admits. “But they wanted to be bigger than that [on
this record], and they never had classical songwriting training, whereas Billy is classically
trained. And on those four songs you can tell. Everybody making these suppositions
without having heard the songs is really amusing, but once you hear the album, it all
becomes clear.” Celebrity Skin, which hits stores and goes for radio adds September 8, was
recorded in Los Angeles, New York and London, and was produced by Michael
Beinhorn (Ozzy Osbourne, Soundgarden, Aerosmith). Celebrity Skin’s title cut is the
album’s first single, which is already in rotation at several major commercial stations.

For those not in the know, Dub Narcotic
Sound System is the funky rhythm-
oriented band of K Records owner Calvin
Johnson that’'s named after his recording
studio (see the recent compilation Selector
Dub Narcotic (K), featuring tracks recorded
there). Out Of Your Mind (K) is the outfit’s
fourth effort, and it juxtaposes sonic
collage with stabs at funk and Johnson’s
instantly-recognizable monotone resulting
in new heights of carefree musical silliness.
The band’s fans respond by rocketing the
album up the Radio 200 (157-24) and
giving it the #1 debut on Core Radio with
the #19 position.

For over 14 years, Now & Then has been
providing an alternative to mainstream
chain outlets in eastern New Jersey. Begun
by Gary Fonseca as a record trading
outpost, the store’s specialty quickly
turned to metal and then rare vinyl.

rock. Columbia Legacy kicks off its Classic
Fusion! reissue series with two of Hancock’s
earliest works, 1973’s Sextant and 1974’s
Thrust, both of which are being made avail-
able for the first time on CD. As the follow up
to 1973’s beat-mining classic Headhunters,
Thrust continued to maintain the rump-shak-
ing, Bay Area-style grooves that made its pre-
decessor such a landmark in both jazz and
funk, while incorporating smooth R&B tex-
tures into its formula. Hancock’s 1972 debut,
Sextant, on the other hand, is a grand experi-
ment with moods and tones that set it apart
from anything that was musically conceived at
the time. Taking what Miles Davis did on
Bitches Brew and On The Corner about 20 years

into the future, Hancock’s cerebral three-
track symphony of Moog burps and phased-
out synthesizers laid down the foundation for
the electronic age when Kraftwerk was still a
guitar-based rock band.

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Stay Awake (A&M)

I can’t get around reflecting on this 1988 brain-
child of producer Hal Willner without reveal-
ing at least one skeleton in iy closet: my life-
long infatuation with the music from Walt Dis-
ney films. Up until the time [ discovered Stay
Awake, speaking about my Disney film music
fetish wasn’t something I could use to impress
my friends. However, I do recall feeling some-
what justified for my obsession at two separate
times: after first hearing John Coltrane blow
the Sherman brothers classic “Chim Chim
Cheree” on record and the first time I listened
10 Stay Awake. This record was much different
than listening to Satchmo croon “Zip-A-Dee
Doo-Dah,” as it enlisted an exhaustive list of
artists and producers — all of whom I respect-
ed and a few I even thought were downright
cool — to reinterpret great Disney {ilm tunes.
The outcome was like nothing I could’ve imag-
ined, and some cuts, like Tom Waits’s version
of “Heigh Ho,” were twisted way beyond their
original sugary, inoffensive form to something
strange and much darker. But the macabre was
always very much a part of Disney’s scope.
Pinocchio’s “Hi Diddle Dee Dee (An Actor’s Life
For Me)” features narration by beatnik word-
smith Ken Nordine, while a creepy swatch of
sounds haunt the simple melody played by gui-
tarist Bill Frisell and keyboardist Wayne
Horvitz. Sun Ra And His Arkestra (“Pink Fle-
phants On Parade”), a name I never expected
to hear chanting lyrics from Dumbo, add a twist-
ed sort of sophistication to the set, while the
then 21-year-old Sinéad O’Connor sings
“Someday My Prince Will Come” like she’s not
totally convinced. A hardened Disney purist
like myself found these renditions to be almost
blasphemous at first, but I quickly came around
to appreciate their ability to still evoke the same
feelings as the originals. Nordinc, Frisell and
Horvitz’ “Desolation Theme” (also from Pinoc
chio) creates a chilling sense of being spoken to
by a voice from beyond, and Garth Hudson’s
“Feed The Birds” is every bit as scenic and
melancholy as when Julie Andrews sang it in
1964’s Mary Poppins. Other parings of song and
artist were absolutely perfect: Los Lobos per-
forms “I Wan’na Be Like You,” Syd Straw
croons “Blue Shadows On The Trail” and, my
favorite, the Replacements’ version of “Cruella
De Ville,” makes me wish they were around to
record it in 1961 for the original 10! Dalma-
tians. — Glen Sansone

Alto saxophonist Hank Crawford has been cranking
out records for Milestone since 1982, but his first
break came when he played with Ray Charles back in
the '50s. After Dark has the vibe of an old Prestige or
Milestone blowing date, right down to side appear-
ances by old-school players like drummer Bernard
Purdie and guitarist Melvin Sparks. You can hear the
church in Crawford’s playing, even when he’s belting
out a rollicking gutbucket tune like “My Babe,” “St.
Louis Blues™ or “Tain't Nobody's Bizness If | Do.” It
ain't new, it ain't the reinvention of the wheel, but if
it ain't broke, why mess with a good thing, right?

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Ask Elliott Smith if he’s grown weary of being
asked what it was like to perform at the Acad-
emy Awards earlier this year, and his answer
contains an understandable measure of dis-
dain: “Uh-huh, yeah, that’s a popular one.”

See, Smith has done more interviews in the
past year then he’d care to count. Nearly
every major entertainment rag and newspa-
per in the country has prodded him with
countless questions about his Oscar-nomi-
nated song from the Good Will Hunting
soundtrack, about his first album for a major
label, and mostly importantly, what it was
like to clench the hand of Titanic songbird
Celine Dion during his post-Oscar perfor-
mance thank-you bow. Ever since “Miss Mis-
ery,” along with a few of Smith’s older tunes,
landed on the Good Wiil Hunting soundtrack
last year and subsequently earned him a Best
Song nomination, Smith has been subjected
to the kind of media frenzy that’s rare for an
artist known for such intimate music. He’s
trying to be a good sport, but the attention
is clearly beginning to wear on him.

Formerly one half of the songwriting duo
that lead Portland, Oregon, post-punk outfit
Heatmiser, Smith struck out on his own in
1994 when his first solo album, Roman Can-
dle, was released. Since then, he’s been
carefully refining his gently downcast folk-
pop with each successive release, his song-
writing taking on new emotional candor and
subtlety at every turn. At the same time, his
tours began earning him a small, but fierce-
ly loyal following, first among hipsters in his
adopted hometown of Portland, and later
with the rest of the country’s pop under-
ground. With naught but his whispery voice
and delicate acoustic picking, Smith takes
the stage to offer up songs about the rest-
less uncertainties that plague his daily life —
love, alienation, regret, etc. — with startling
beauty and restraint. His years of touring
and playing came to a head on last year’s
Either/Or, his third solo album, which con-
tained some of his biggest nods to bright
pop melody, while still maintaining his
famously despairing outlook.

Cut to August 1998: Smith, now residing in
Brooklyn, is on the eve of releasing XO
(DreamWorks), his first major-label album.
With its lush arrangements, fuller instru-
mentation (strings, piano, bass and drums
in addition to the typical guitar/voice make-
up of his songs) and graceful melodicism,
the album makes it clear that all of Smith’s
previous work was merely sketches for the
grand pop symphonies he had bouncing
around in his head. “Mainly | was just trying
to do stuff [with XO] that | didn’t know
whether | could do or not,” he explains. “|
had more involved plans than | usually had
in the past, like wanting to use more instru-
ments than before and trying to play a lot of
different things. | think they’re all straight-
forward pop records, but | think more peo-
ple will think [XO] is because it’s more pro-
duced. But just the way the songs are,
they’re all pop records.”

Although Smith prefers to classify all of his
work as simply “pop” music, the shadowy
darkness that has always haunted his songs
seems to belie such a reductive description.
His songbook is littered with tales of destruc-
tive, cyclical addictions, both physical and
emotional, and his hushed singing and spooky,
quiet guitar strumming are leagues away
from warm-hearted folk-pop of, say, Simon &
Garfunkel (to whom he’s commonly com-
pared). But as Smith explains, his need to
write from a less personally stylistic stand-
point is what allowed him to achieve the
level of pop mastery heard on XO. “A lot of
people eventually get tired of doing idiosyn-
cratic things,” he says. “It’s hard to explain,
but they just wanna write a really great, eas-
ily accessible song, like Smokey Robinson
could do. If anything’s changed [in my song-
writing], it’s probably that — just trying to
make things that sound good...I’m not inter-
ested in making records that sound like me
in particular. | just more and more wanna
write songs that just work well. Like ‘I Sec-
ond That Emotion’ is just a great song.
Sounds good when Smokey Robinson does it,
it would sound good when anybody does it.”

In addition to the more up-front arrange-
ments of the songs, XO also elucidates
Smith’s fancy for ’60s pop forerunners such as
the Beatles, most notably on the a capella “I
Didn’t Understand,” with its lush multi-
tracked vocal harmonies recalling Abbey
Road’s “Sun King.” Live, Smith is known to
cover both George Harrison’s “Isn’t It a Pity”
and the Kinks’ ‘““Waterloo Sunset.” “I thought
people would really nail me on that before,
but nobody seemed to,” he says, referring to
the Fab Four’s influence in his music. | really
like the Beatles. | like melody a lot, and they
went about as far as anyone in that direction
that | know of...I've liked Magical Mystery
Tour and ‘The White Album’ a lot since | was
a kid. | just like the way those records sound,
and I’'m sure that was somewhere in the mias-
ma of my brain [during the recording of XO].”

With the big money support of DreamWorks
and the hype generated by Good Will Hunting
swelling underneath him, the likelihood that
Smith will reach a larger, much-deserved
audience with XO seems like a solid bet. But
how will Smith’s longtime fans, who consider
his music a precious gift to be hoarded and
cherished in small numbers, react to Smith’s
sullen face suddenly appearing in places that
typically house much less intimate, more
larger-than-life figures? Or, more important-
ly, is Smith able to take a step back and see
himself fitting into the industry’s bigger pic-
ture himself? “I don’t see any slot for me to
fit in, so | don’t really do that because it’s too
depressing,” he says. “The radio’s gonna play
what the radio plays and I'd be very sur-
prised if it was the kinda stuff that | do. |
don’t know what the music scene is like in
general. It’s just a bunch of bands that get
played. Meanwhile there’s like thousands of
other bands that don’t, and | can’t figure out
the logic of that. | don’t know that there is
any, really. | just like making up songs, and
you can do that anywhere whether you feel
like you’re part of a scene or not.”

V2 Music was founded in 1996 by
Richard Branson, the man responsible
for Virgin Records. Based in New York
City, V2 also has affiliations with Big
Cat, Junior Boy’s Own and Gee Street,
providing the company with a diverse
range of talent. The High Llamas,
Gravediggaz, Jungle Brothers and
Richard Davies are just some of the
label’s past projects, and currently V2 is
finding success with Chocolate Genius.
This fall the label will release
Deserter’s Songs, the long-awaited new
album from Mercury Rev. Lawrence Lui,

Was it difficult getting the first few label
releases together for RoomTone?

No. There were bands out there
like Dymaxion and Double Nelson
that were Kkind of slipping
between the cracks. It’s hard to
pigeonhole these acts into a
certain scene or sound, and that’s
what we initially found intriguing
about them. So we put out their
records. Look, I just never want to
lose sight of why I got into this
business. Working on RoomTone
keeps me sane and close to the
music I love. My relationship with
the music industry is in constant
flux, at times harmonious, at
times adversarial. As far as I'm
concerned, once the industry side
overrides the music side, it will be
time to pack it in.

Describe your personality.
I don’t have much of a person-

ality. I'd like to be seen as the
Dark Lord of college promotions,
but who am I kidding? I’'m way too
silly to be evil. Maybe I should
wear a cape.

I refuse to take this question as an
invitation to whine. Suffice to say
that college radio is both wonderful and
frustrating at the same time. There is so
much going on in the format, it’s almost
impossible to generalize. That’s what 1
find so exciting about it. Of course, you
deal with a lot of bullshit, but at the end of
the day, college radio is the only format
that supports such an eclectic variety of
artists. I mean, any world that can
embrace both Lucinda Williams and the
Black Eyed Peas is doing something right.

What are the best things about your job?

It’s just fun talking to music fans from
around the country, as corny as that
sounds. I’'ve met some great people
through this job. I've had great conversa-
tions, great arguments, and I’ve learned a
lot. It’s the sense of community that
makes it all worthwhile. The worst thing
about this job is dealing with a lot of igno-
rance and a lack of professionalism, but
that’s to be expected in any walk of life.

Have you ever thought of packing it in and
leaving the music business behind?
I pack every day, drive halfway to Phoenix
and then come tearing back begging for
forgiveness. It’s pathetic, really.
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Are you active in music besides your role as a
promoter?

Yes. Promotions is only one aspect of an
ever-expanding mandala. The final goal is
total absorption into the cosmos! Currently,
I run RoomTone Records with my high
school chum Daniel Blumin. RoomTone is
film lingo for raw, unprocessed ambient
sound. The label specializes in electro-
acoustic static noises and other weird
detritus. I also write for a couple of small
(but spunky) ’zines, and I have a CD of my
own music coming out on Turducken
Records soon. That project is called Domin-
ions. Basically, we got this oom-pah band
going on eternal loop while I whip myself
with a utility belt. Please buy a copy! Life is
short and beef jerky ain’t cheap.

If you have your own label, why go to another
to put out your own music?

Simple economics. Turducken wanted to
put it out, pay for it, do the promotion,
publicity, etc. It’s great to put something
out and not have to worry about all those
things. Plus, Anthony [DelRosario, owner
of Turducken Records] is a great guy and
I’d eat off his plate any day!

Name a band that you think deserves a
larger audience, but just can’t seem to get a break.
I love Home, which is basically an experi-
mental band that writes beautiful pop
songs. Somebody should sign them and
put them in Abbey Road Studios for a
couple of weeks. The results would be
fantastic! I also like Six Finger Satellite for
those chaotic nights of angst. After the
demise of Brainiac and Thee Hydrogen
Terrors, Six Finger Satellite has the field
all to themselves.

What is the best concert experience you’ve ever
had?

I saw Merle Haggard recently and it was
phenomenal. Each song told a diamond-
sharp tale of love and loss in under three
minutes. No bullshit. No filler. No vague
whining about inchoate emotions. It was
nice to escape the indie rock ghetto for a
couple of hours.

World Radio History
