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Singer Johnny Adams Dies 0f Cancer

New Orleans R&B, blues and jazz singer Johnny Adams, 67, died
September 14 after a long battle with cancer. Adams, known as “The
Tan Canary,” was born in New Orleans in 1932 and he began his career
as a gospel performer when he was in his carly 20s. During the *50s, "60s
and ’70s, Adams crossed over with regional hits including "1 Won't Cry,”
“Reconsider Me,” “Release Me” and “lell Yes | Cheated.” Adams signed
to Rounder Records in 1983. and the label subsequently released nine
of his albuns, including Room With A View Of The Blues and One oot In
The Blues. In recent vears, Adams had collaborated with Aaron Neville,
Harry Gonnick Jr., Dr. John and Duke Robillard, among others.

Rounder released his last album, Man Of My Word, in August. Adams is survived by his wife Judy.

Just as Marilyn Manson has
undergone a highly-publicized
image overhaul — making the
transition from antichrist super-
star to alien, androgynous glam-
our puss — Manson’s namesake
band has transformed its sonic
onslaught from gloomy and
grotesque to flashy and flamboy-
ant. The change in direction (less
Pretty Hate Machine, more Ziggy
Stardust) results perhaps from a
break with longtime producer
and artistic sensei Trent Reznor,
but Mechanical Animals still har-
nesses the same devilish rock
orchestrations, controversial lyri-
cal fervor and absurd idealism
that has titillated awe-struck fanat-
ics since day one while irritating
the religious right. Mechanical
Animals is a 14-track concept
album focused on “Coma White,”
an addictive figure that takes on
the persona of both a girl and a
drug. Sonically, the album hits
like a hurricane, incorporating
both the glam-rock posturing of
Marc Bolan with the aural
intensity of past releases. This
redefined raison d’étre may have
many scratching their heads,
but Mechanical Animals is the
loudest and most lauded rock
experiment the band has ever
offered.

GOLDEN SMOG
Weird Tales (Rykodise)

The second full-length from
Midwestern supergroup Gold-
en Smog plays with the basic
tenets of American roots music,
creating an altogether warm,
sometimes poignant, and thor-
oughly engaging rock 'n’ roll
record. Comprised of the Jay-
hawks’ Gary Louris and Marc
Perlman, Wilco’s Jeff Tweedy,
Seul Asylum’s Dan Murphy, Run
Westy Run’s Kraig Jahnson and
Big Star drummer Jody
Stephens, Golden Smog’s pedi-
gree, unlike that of many of its
alt-country brethren, covers a
fairly broad (albeit related)
spectrum of the rock map,
encompassing country, folk,
garage and a bit of punk. The
collision of these stylistic leanings
results in Ward Tales wonderfully
organic feel, which moves
between sweet country-rock, dirty
boogie, aching folk and dark. psy-
chedelic-tinged rave-ups. Because
their voices are so distinctive,
Louris and Tweedy own the
standouts, but the songwriting
turned in by the rest of group
holds up just as well.

EMI Pulls Out 0f Plans To Bid For
PolyGram Filmed Entertainment

The EMI Group announced that it is no longer considering a possible acquisition of PolyGram
Filmed Entertainment. On August 24, EMI had confirmed media speculation that it was consid-
ering a bid to buy PFE from Seagram Co., which plans to sell the unit as a part of its acquisition
of PolyGram NV. EMI didn’t elaborate on its decision to back out of the bidding just a day before
the final deadline of September 18. Market watchers approved of EMI’s decision to stick to its
core music operations. EMI sold its floundering film operations in 1986. Other possible bidders
for PFE were said to include Metro-Goldwyn-Mayer, Artisan Entertainment, French TV company
Canal Plus, Carlton Communications PL.C and Tracinda Corp. Seagram’s asking price is said to
be $500 million to $1 billion. PFE is Europe’s largest film producers, responsible for Trainspotting,
Four Weddings And A Funeral and other movies.

Gomez Wins U.K.’s Mercury Prize

Gomez’s debut album Bring It On recently won the Mercury Music
Prize for the U.K.’s best album of the year, beating out such popular
favorites as The Verve’s Urban Hymns, Massive Attack’s Mezzanine and
Pulp’s This Is Hardcore. The five-member band hails from Southport,
England, and it was awarded £25,000 for the prize. Mercury judges
described Bring It On as “an intriguing blend of swamp blues, bar-
room rock and eerie power — a stunning and accomplished debut.”
The eight judges for the prize are music journalists and others in the
creative end of the music industry, as opposed to the record compa-
ny executives who vote for England’s Brit Awards.

If Alvin Youngblood -
Hart is a Roots ’N’ Blues
artist, then his roots are spread mighty wide.

Slavored ballads and even soulful ska. In mid-
tour; Alvin was kind enough to chat with us for
this special issue.

CM]J: Was it a conscious effort to include so
many styles of music on Territory?

Alvin Youngblood Hart: 1 just felt like
doing whatever | felt like doing. I made a
record that's like if vou camme over 10 my
house 10 listen 10 records or something.
My wife says: “Don’t you ever listen 10 the
whole LP?” [faughs]

You play a wide variety of instruments, too. Does
that affect how you write or sing?

Me and my wife have a guitar/stringed
instrument repair shop in our backvard.

So instead of broken down cars you’ve got all
these dobros on your laun?

Yeah, it’s like car guys who have GTO pars
here and there. Having that varietv [of
instruments| might inspire a whole
different sivle of song or it might create
the song. [“Tallacatcha”] was crcated by
me messing around on a Hawaiian guiar
with this melodv and then another dav
messing around with a regular guitar with a
weslern swing rthythm. And the song was
just sorta born.

Is there a struggle between breaking with the
tradition of the blues and keeping that history
alive?

Well, [my music] is more hysterical than
historical.

Uh, I think I bunched up all my questions...
That’s cool. An interview with one big
question.

OK. Trace the history of the blues in 100 words
or less.

Did vou ever see that video of Newpori
[Folk Festival] '66? It's got Bukka White,
Skip James, Son House, Howlin® Wolf,
Howlin” Woll is lecturing the crowd about
what the blues is. And then he lectures Son
House about how he did nothing with his
life. It’s pretty cool.

New Zealand Radio

B.Net, New Zealand’s

The Clean. Adain Hyde, station manager for
bFM, organized the 21-song God Save The
Clean as a project to unite various b.net sta-
tions in celebraton of their homeland’s
music. When Hyde called his radio sister sta-
tions and spoke with Flying Nun Records,
The Clean’s New Zealand label which has
also released the tribute, recommendations
for local and trans-continental bands began
pouring in. “The Clean have a remarkable
history. They launched the whole Dunedin
and Flvmg Nun scene and [lhev] have clas-
sic status on all b.net stations,” said Hyde,
who notes that many artists responded
enthusiastically to b.net’s requests. “It was
amazing that a band like Pavement were so

God Save
The Clean is the first full-length tribute to the
trio of Robert Scott and brothers Hamish
and David Kilgour, following Dark Beloved
Cloud’s 1992 Cleaned Out tribute 7" EP.

McCartney’s ‘Hey
Jude’ Notebook

A notebook with Paul McCartney’s handwrit-
ten lyrics for “Hey Jude” sold for more than
£100,000 (about $167,000) at an auction in
London on September 15. The winning bid-
der was Alan Murphy, a collector from Liver-
pool who planned to give the notebook as a
birthday gift to his daughter, who plays a
character named Jude on a British soap
opera. The notebook, which was compiled by
late Beatles road manager Mal Evans, also
included doodles by John Lennon and par-
tial lyrics for “Sgt. Pepper’s Lonely Hearts
Club Band.” Sotheby’s had estimated a price
of £90,000-£120,000. The notebook was the
top item in a collection of pop memorabilia
that was sold to benefit a children’s cancer
charity. The famous “Union Jack” dress worn
by ex-Spice Girl Geri Halliwell fetched
£41,320 at the auction.

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Golden Smog Spent More Time In Studio
To Create ‘Focused’ Second Album

The members of Midwestern supergroup Golden Smog have
done time in the Javhawks, Soul Asvlum, Run Westy Run, Big
Star and Wilco. Despite the time constraints of the members’
other bands, Golden Smog’s second albwin, Weird Tales
(Rykodisc). is even more developed than the band’s 1996
debut fulklength, Down By The Old Mainstream. One of Gold-
en Smog’s songwriters, Kraig Johnson (from Run Westy Golden Smog
Run), said the band spent mnore time in the studio preparing
this album — about a month, compared 1o six days for the last album. [ Weird Tales) is
more focused because 1 think a lot of the things on the last one just came off the cuff,”
Johnson says. “This one was just more thought out.”

While having so many active musicians together in a side group obviously presents
scheduling issues, Johnson says the combined songwriting power far outweighs any
negatives. “Evervbody had some songs that we went into the studio with,” Johnson
explains. “And then there were also songs once we got into the studio that people
would have ideas and get together | to write].” Having so many cooks in Golden Smog’s
kitchen doesn’t make Weird Tales sound like a hodgepodge compilation, either. “It can
be kind of hard to have this thing that's one vision because you’ve got so many differ-
ent singers,” Johnson savs. “But the whole record kind of blends together nicely.”

Golden Siog began several years ago as a cover band that played one or two shows
in Minneapolis every year. While Golden Smog’s Jeif Tweedy (Wilco) lives in Chicago
and Jody Stephens (Big Star) lives in Memphis, Johnson, Gary Louris (Jayhawks), Marc
Perlman (Javhawks) and Dan Murphy (Soul Asylum) all reside in Minneapolis.
“{Golden Smog] got together because we always gel together and just hang out any-
way,” Johnson says. “We’d always be noodling around together at each other’s houses.
I see them pretty much every day.”

As Golden Smog prepares 1o launch a U.S. tour in November, Johnson is also busy
with his other projects. He has been recording some demos with Run Westy Run and
he’s also writing songs for his other bands, Viovoom (a side project with cellist Jessy
Greene) and Oh Geez (which includes Greene and Dave Pirner of Soul Asvlum).

BAUHAUS

September 11, 1998, Hammerstein Ballroom, New York City

“There’s nothing better than the real thing.” That sentiment, uttered by the gaunt, but sur-
prisingly healthy-looking Bauhaus frontman Peter Murphy rang through: the air without the
slightest hint of irony. After all, it was cchoed by each of the 4.000 awe-struck fans who attend-
ed this second of tvo sold-out performances in Gotham, just one stop on the band’s inuch-
anticipated Resurrection tour. To thunderous applause, guitarist Daniel Ash, bassist David |
and drummer Peter Haskins, all impeccably dressed in their post-Goth best, took o the stage
with the ominous post-punk staple “Double Dare.” Murphy remained absens, save his ghost-
white face, which sang and stared into the crowd from a black and white television monitor
positioned at center stage. After the opening number, Murphy appeared in the flesh and

joined his bandmates onstage for an almost two-hour set that spanned the modern rock

band’s entire 1979-1983 career. The quartet blazed through aggressive, punk-tinged cuts such
as “In The Flat Field,” “The Passion Of Lovers” and "Dark Entries” with the same enthusiasin
it showed on more somber gems such as “Hollow Hills,” “She’s In Parties™ and “Silent
Hedges.” Working the stage like a Goth model walking a runway, Murphy moved from point
to point posing under a varicty of different lighting schemes. But the singer also spent a lot of
time interacting with the other band members, singing with his arm around Daniel Ash or
David |, or going to the back of the stage to hang with the drum-bound Haskins. From the
body language exhibited on stage, it was no secret that cach band member was happy to be
reliving the legend. For the first of four encores, the band plaved two of its most famous cov-
ers: “Telegram Sam” by T. Rex and “Ziggy Stardust” by David Bowie. Next, the band per-
formed a reworked version of "All We Ever Wanted Was Everything,” plus “Spirit” belore
returning with the Goth-rock anthem “Bela Lugosi’s Dead,” during which Murphy swooped
around the stage in a black cape as a tribute 10 the actor famous for portraying Dracula on the
silent screen. Not willing to let the crowd go just vet, the band came back one final ume to per-
form a fine cover of lggy Pop's “The Passenger.” Bauhaus had been resurrected 15 years after
the fact and lived up to the myth left in its wake. — AL Tye Comer and Tad Hendrickson



Neighbor’s Fire
Does Little Damage
To Moon Ska

Moon Ska Records closed its retail store
for several days following a fire at its build-
ing on East 10th Street in Manhattan. The
fire broke out early on the morning of
September 14 at an eyeglass manufacturer
located two floors above Moon Ska. No
one was injured in the blaze, but Moon
Ska Promotions Director Steve Shafer said
Moon Ska suffered some water damage to
its ceiling, plus water damage to some
books, vinyl LPs, T-shirts and patches.
Shafer estimated no more than $5,000
worth of damage was done to Moon Ska’s
offices and store. The label offices were
up and running within a day or two of the
fire, and the store was scheduled to re-
open September 18. “People are OK,
none of the equipment was destroyed,”
Shafer said. “We feel very fortunate.”

Fingerprints has a highly valuable relation-
ship with L.A.’s non-commercial radio pow-
erhouse, KCRW. As one of 10 stores that the
station plugs on the air, Fingerprints
receives considerable promotion from the
station. To capitalize on this visibility, the
store gives a discount to the station’s sup-
porters, carries everything they program
and, as a result, stays on top of current
trends. Rand Foster, the owner and

founder of the six-year-old store, is also
head of L.ILN.C.S. (Local Independent Net-
work of CD Stores), a southern California
retail coalition that includes Benway, Rhino
in Claremont and Mad Platter. “Since
everything in Southern California is mar-
keted as one place,” says Foster, “none of
the independents down here have any real
impact on their own. I figured if we
[L.IN.C.S.] did something together, we
could create some kind of identity.” Finger-
prints is currently in the process of dou-
bling its size to 3,000 square feet.

Couldn’t Stand The Weather (Epic)

It’s easy to immortalize an artist who has
passed away as a “legend.” It happens
alimost every time we lose someone from
the music and entertainment industry.
Sinatra was certainly worthy of the han-
dle, as was Kurt Cobain, Biggie Smalls
and Frank Zappa in each of their own
ways, but the scribblings of an opinionat-
ed journalist do not automatically render
somebody into the league of a Muddy
Waters. IU's the body of work and the
feats that artist has achieved that makes
one a legend. Stevie Ray Vaughan was a
legend. Here was a man looked upon as
a musical relative of Buddy Guy and
Albert Collins because he was a Texas
boy who could play the guitar as if he
were raised in a mudshack on the Missis-
sippi River. I received my eduction in the
blues the dayv I ran across a dusty old
copy of Vaughan's 1984 sophomore clas-
sic, Couldn’t Stand The Weather, in my
cousin’s record crate. To me, this album
summarized nearly a century’s worth of
blues in eight songs: from the Delta tra-
ditionalism of Leadbelly and the Rev-
erend Gary Davis to the leftfield psyche-
delia of Cream and Jimi Hendrix.
Indeed, the production may have been
polished up to sound like a Bruce
Springsteen album, but the rawness of
Vaughan's brilliant guitar work tran-
scends the studio gloss. The album’s grit-
ty combination of funked up Texas boo-
gie and wailing juke joint testimonials
redefined the blues in an era when pop
music was experiencing a transitional
quagmire in the wake of Lionel Richie.
And at a time when it was considered an
act of blasphemy according to rock
purists to cover Hendrix, Vaughan
plaved a version of “Voodoo Chile (Slight
Return)” that rivals the original in both
energy and precision. By the time vou
read this, the date that would have been
Stevie Ray Vaughan's 44th birthday, will
have passed. So the next time you hear
somebody talk about how rock is dead,
just remember that the disease that’s
killing it began to take effect on August
27, 1990 when we lost one of the last
men in rock 'n’ roll worthy of being
called a legend. — Ron Hart

of recordings in order to document folk
music in all its various forms and styles.

Guthrie, it presents classics made fresh for
an entirely new generation. — James Lien

Mechanical Animals (Nothing-Interscope)
So what if much of the MTV Video Music Awards
were spent making cracks (!) about Marilyn Man-
son. Sure, maybe he should've added a few more
stitches to the seat of his pants during his award
show performance, but Manson's new album con-
tinues to thrive in the face of negative reviews of the
band.

sell entertainment-related products made by competitors. The new site is expected to
augment, not replace, existing sites run by Time Warner units, such as the Atlantic
Records Web site. Currently, Time-Warner has a booming mail-order business, selling
more than $2 billion worth of merchandise through its Book Of the Month Club,
Columbia House Record Club and more. The online retail plans mark a shift in Time-

Legs, Tight Skirt” that also features Ike Turner on keyboards.

“The album is for everyone [Hooker has] worked with over the years that have
just been really close to his music,” says Mike Newman, College Promotions
Director at Virgin Records. “It’s all about the people that he’s worked with and how
tight they are with him. It even comes to the new stuff, and new friendships.
Particularly with Ben Harper — he met Harper right around the release of Ben’s
first record and loved his music. They live fairly close to one another, and Ben plays
with him a lot. They go out and hang together. So they decided to do a track.”

Harper contributes to the new track “Burnin’ Hell,” a Hendrix-esque slayer that
also features legendary harmonica player Charlie Musselwhite. For a remake of his
1948 song “Boogie Chillen,” Hooker assembled a band that included Clapton on
guitar, Jim Keltner on drums and Bill Payne of Little Feat on keyboards.

“Being a compilation, [The Best Of Friends] sums up some of the best work that
he’s done with people over the years,” Newman says. “As far as interest in the
record goes, it contains the most viable stuff for maybe a casual listener of John Lee
Hooker. Maybe we [have] a Ben Harper fan who doesn’t know about John Lee
Hooker, maybe they’re gonna check him out just because they see Ben’s name on
the record, or Clapton’s or Santana’s.”

Although the bulk of The Best Of Friends stays true to the duets theme, Hooker
included one solo number on the album. “Tupelo,” a song Hooker wrote about
flooding in Tupelo, Mississippi, was originally recorded for the English TV series
The South Bank Show.

The album’s first single, “Boogie Chillen,” goes for adds October 6, while the
entire album goes for adds October 19-20. While he is unable to tour extensively
because of his age, Hooker will play several dates on the West Coast in support of
the album, including a performance at Stanford University and two nights at San
Francisco’s Fillmore in November.

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Standing an imposing six foot six inches
tall, Kinder, Louisiana’s Beau Jocque has
literally become one of the giants in mod-
ern zydeco music since his debut, 1993’
Beau Jocque Boogie. However, the irony in
Jocque’s meteoric rise to fame and his
unconventional style lies in the fact that it
happened because of an accident.

Jocque was introduced to zydeco and its
trademark instrument, the accordion, by
his father (also an accomplished player)
following a temporarily paralyzing acci-
dent he suffered while working as an
electrician. “l was on this vessel that just
blew up and sent me in the air, and |
landed sitting down on some concrete,
and | broke my lower back,” Jocque
recalls. “I was paralyzed from the waist
down for about a year...during that down
time | spent some time with my dad who
plays cajun accordion, which is the first
music | learned on the accordion.”

But Jocque was not originally interested
in cajun or zydeco music, and he never
listened to it. He spent his time listening
to icons such as Carlos Santana, ZZ Top,
John Lee Hooker and Stevie Ray Vaughan,
but when his father pulled some reverse
psychology, Jocque was up for the chal-
lenge. “My dad always insisted that |
would never learn [it], it was too compli-
cated,” he says. “l had to prove him
wrong.” Jocque would reinterpret his
favorite rock and R&B songs in the zyde-
co style, and aside from upsetting his
father, it tickled the hell out of Jocque.

It doesn’t take much effort to hear Jocque’s
influences brewing within his music. He pio-
neered a sound that incorporates heavy
doses of contemporary funk and R&B, along
with soul and rap, anchored by an undeni-
able groove. These influences have never
been so evident as they are on his latest
album, Check It Out, Lock It In, Crank It Up!
(Rounder), featuring his Zydeco Hi-Rollers.
Overlapping such contemporary sounds
(even tossing in a few covers) has not only
built bridges that never existed before, but
it has also pushed Jocque’s music to the
edge of the musical mainstream. Both young
and old fans now enjoy his live, dance-filled
shows. “People recognize what I'm doing,
and how I'm turning a basic traditional thing
into something more of-the-day,” says

Jocque. “The zydeco thing was considered
to be an old-folks thing — and that was the
problem - but then | started adding a little
bit of today’s music in it, something | may
have caught on BET, and | started noticing
that the crowds changed. It just needed
more life and energy.”

But now that Beau Jocque has been per-
forming his hybrid of zydeco music for
most of the past decade, it has softened
his feeling toward the more traditional
aspects of the music. “It made me look on
the inside more. I'm assuming the reason
why zydeco was what is used to be is
because of what was available for the
artists to hear,” he states. “I’ve never lis-
tened to zydeco music, so | think [l] have
an advantage because | was not influenced
by anything that was already out there. |
took the basic roots of it, but | added
some things that were never done before.”

As zydeco still remains largely a regional
style, Jocque is aware that it still has a
way to go before it’s more universally
accepted and its age-old preconceptions
are washed away. “It was not a music any-
body would consider to sit down and lis-
ten to unless you were a zydeco fanatic,”
he muses. “It’s really an undiscovered
music, like jazz, blues or rock and roll
before [they] were discovered.” But Jocque
is also encouraged by the reception he
and his music get in his travels around the
world. He has played in London, New
Zealand, France, Australia and Turkey to
sold-out audiences. “In London the cops
stopped my show [because] people were
coming on stage, taking their clothes off
and diving in the audience — they were
getting wild,” Jocque recalls. “They said
that | was the Mick Jagger of zydeco.””

Beau Jocque is looking forward to record-
ing a live album of collaboration for his
own label with some of his favorite artists
(Buckwheat Zydeco, B.B. King, Fats Domi-
no) and he also ponders the state of his
music. “What | set out to prove is that
zydeco can be a relative to blues, rock
and roll, jazz, and you can play it anyway
you choose. There are different styles and
ways you can play zydeco — | can give
you easy listening zydeco or hard rock
zydeco. | think its time for something
new. I'm out here to have fun.”

Revenant Records is the brainchild of legendary
folk-blues enigma John Fahey and Nashville
lawyer Dean Blachwood. Over the last couple of
years, the two have released a small but eclectic
array of music that seems to have little in common
other than being championed by Fohey and
Blackwood. Already releasing discs by Cecil
Taylor, Jim O’Rourke, Charlie Feathers, Doc
Boggs and a compilation called American Prim-
itives, the future looks very interesting for the
label. Its upcoming releases include a vinyl
anthology by San Francisco’s legendary punk
band Crime, reissues of John Fahey’s earliest
recordings on Fonotone (originally issued on 78
RPM vinyl under the guise of a long lost bluesman
named Blind Thomas), releases from Harmonica
Frank Floyd, Buell Kazee, a second installment of
American Primitives and a five-CD box set of
rare Captain Beefheart recordings. We caught up
with Blackwood at his office in Nashville.

CM]: How did you hook up with John Fahey?
Dean Blackwood: I'd been wondering what
might have become of Fahey when I came
across Byron Coley’s “Day In The Life
With Fahey” article in a 1994 issue of Spin.
A few phone calls later, there I was asking
our man if he’d like to be (once again)
immortalized in shellac, as part of this
series of 78s I was putting out. We worked
together on that, I did some legal work for
him, and I tried (ineptly) to do some fill-
in work for him as manager/booking
agent. He came into some money via
inheritance in 1996 and blew pretty much
the whole wad on getting this rinky-dink
operation going.

Whose idea was it to start reissuing these long
lost works?

Well, that’s never strictly been the idea.
The idea was to put out the raw stuff, have
a label devoted solely to what we perceive
as the real primordial goop. Since there is
a fair amount of great, neglected stuff out
there and lots of labels out there doing a
nice job with new music, we have pretty
much left the newer stuff to them and
concentrated on older titles. There was a
mutual agreement on a few archetypes for
the “raw musics” thing — Captain Beef-
heart, Dock Boggs, Ornette Coleman (still
hoping!) — and the rest of the releases

one or the other of us brought to the
table. For something to get issued, we
have to both agree on it.

Rumor has it that you have a Captain Beef-
heart box set in the works.

It’s the God’s honest truth. A five-CD box of
rarities is due for release in March of 1999.
It will span 1965-81 and will include
“enhanced” CD audio/video footage of
early live performances. John “Drumbo”
French is writing the bulk of the notes, with
help from David Fricke and John Corbett.
The whole shebang will be housed in an 80
page hardcover book with lotsa rare photos
and all that crazy collector obsessive stuff.

So how does a lawyer end up running a
record label?

Not very well, I'm afraid. I'm about to turn
the whole thing over to those guys at Sub
Pop. They've got it going on.

Sub Pop is going to take over? How did this
come about?

That was a joke. Not with a 10-foot pole
would I allow them near my beloved

Boggsy-Woggsy.

Well, you never know. After all, Fat Possum
works with Epitaph. So does this mean that
you're not interested in hooking up with a
bigger company to distribute your stuff?

Our distributor, Koch, does a great job.
What we need is not distribution muscle, as
Koch is the best of all worlds to us — both
a big presence out there and still easy for us

to deal with. What we need is great gushing
infusions of cash, because these packages
are expensive. If we had more cash up
front, we could do significantly larger press-
ings on the front end at a much smaller cost
per unit, rather than doing multiple re-
pressings at low or no profit. Anybody
ready to throw money at us, please step
forward. [But] if it means giving up
control of what we issue and how it’s pack-
aged, we’d just as soon continue to have
“curious footnote” status.

What do Captain Beefheart, Dock Boggs,
Charlie Feathers, Cecil Taylor, Crime and Jim
O’Rourke all have in common?

Fahey would say, “Well, we like them all.
That’s what they have in common.” I
think that’s right, too. But if there’s some-
thing underlying why we like them all,
maybe it’s this “rawness” that they all seem
to have — a rawness of spirit, of vision, an
uncompromising quality, a pioneering
bent. I think all these guys are sort of the
ultimate “roots” artists. I expect to see
Cecil Taylor and Crime on the cover of No
Depression any day now.

How have people responded to Revenant
releases? Is there a typical Revenant fan?

The response has been good. For some
releases, especially the Dock Boggs set with
its time-intensive packaging, the problem
has been keeping up with demand. As to
who’s doing the buying: It’s my impression
that a small part of the mix of buyers is the
Yazoo/Arhoolie/Smithsonian-Folkways
contingent, with another equally small
part being the underground kids discov-
ering music outside of their usual orbit. I
think the bulk of it is just the general,
musically-adventurous listener popula-
tion. Seems like your average person who
does a fair amount of music listening
outside of what’s on the radio does not
restrict himself to any single genre. I'd say
that’s who we’re aiming at.

Besides the Captain Beefheart project, what else
has you really excited now?

Selected Recordings By John Work, a black
professor of music at Fisk University who
compiled an astonishing archive of folk
music recordings on acetates in the late
"30s and early ’40s, for both the Library of
Congress and his own personal research.
He was also instrumental in the 1941
discovery of Muddy Waters. There’s also the
1942 duets by Ned Frazier (fiddle) and
Frank Patterson (banjo). They put the
“raw” back in raw musics.
