Death In Vegas’s musical reach
is nothing if not ambitious.
Whereas Dead Elvis, the group’s

In early 1999, when Performance
And Cocktails was released to an

adoring U.K. press, the
Stereophonics were on the verge
of becoming the next post-Oasis
pop phenomenon. On the surface,
the Welsh power trio is
unspectacular — you’d have a
tough time fingering the band in a
Brit-pop lineup — yet its
unassuming  stance  doesn’t
diminish the graceful charm and
aching soul of its songs.

Grammy Chief Under Investigation

A 1998 series of articles in the Los Angeles Times has led to a reported IRS
investigation of Grammy chief C. Michael Greene, according to SonicNet. The
Times stories allege that the National Academy of Recording Arts and Sci-
ences (NARAS), the organization that mounts the Grammys, has not exactly
been operating as a non-profit outfit. Some of NARAS’s charities have appar-
ently only been donating a percentage of their earnings available for charita-
ble use.

The Times also reported a few weeks ago that Greene strong-armed the
Warner Music Group into donating tracks to the 40th anniversary Grammy
compilation, money from which goes to benefit the NARAS Foundation, one
of the Academy’s charities.

In a July 21 letter, Greene, who the Times called the highest-paid non-prof-
it CEO, warned of “short- and long-term ramifications” for Warner, if the label
didn’t comply with his demands. Warner execs decided to supply the box set
with songs, rather than risk being shut-out of honors or awards ceremony per-
formances.

Grammy lawyer Charles B. Otner told the Times that Greene’s ultimatum
was not an act of coercion. “The only ramifications to which Mr. Greene was
alluding in the letter was that it would be inevitable that the Warner Music
Group labels would get calls from artists and the press who would view nega-
tively the absence of the artists from this important, historical album project,”
the paper quotes Otner as having said.

Bassist Paul McGuigan Quits 0asis

Another member of Oasis has quit the band, just two weeks after guitarist
Paul “Bonehead” Arthurs announced that he would free himself from the

clutches of Noel and Liam Gallagher. Bassist Paul
“Guigsy” McGuigan declared news of his departure
in a press statement, issued by Oasis’s label Creation
Records.

He stated that he had “finished his work on the
new album and feels now is an opportune time to
leave before the band undertakes touring and pro-
motional activities later =
on this year.” The bassist
added that he wished
his former bandmates §
the best of luck.

Soon afterwards,
the Gallagher brothers
held a press conference
in London at the Water
Rat, the site of their
first-ever London gig. They affirmed that the band
was still together. “We were a bit shocked at first,”
said Noel, “but we just have to get on with it. We’ve
got to keep going because I, for one,don’t have any
money left.”

The brothers claimed that McGuigan’s state-
ment informed them of his departure, and that they
felt no ill will towards the bassist. Oasis is still mixing
its new album, which should arrive in stores next
spring. The Gallaghers have yet to find fill-ins for
Arthurs and McGuigan; Oasis’s U.K. tour will com-
mence next March.

Arthurs and McGuigan had formed the group
that eventually turned into Oasis; they brought in
Liam after they canned their original singer. Noel
was initially asked to manage, before he blossomed
into the combo’s songwriting force.

Ricardo Dopico, the RIAA’s Director of
Latin Music, elaborated on the genre’s per-
vasiveness. “In the last few years, and partic-
ularly in the last few months, Latin music
has made an impact from Madison Avenue
to suburban malls, from primetime televi-
sion ads to blockbuster film soundtracks.”

The U.S. isn’t the only English-speaking
country that’s noting a rise in the populari-
ty of Latin music. The top three spots on the
U.K. singles chart are filled by Latin-flavored
songs, respectively Lon Bega’s “Mambo #5,”

Skin, frontwoman for
British rock band
Skunk Anansie, has a
larger-than-life pres-
ence.

We've
been to Israel, South Africa, Poland, and
we’ve had the same reaction.

To be honest, 1 don’t fucking know
[faughs]. We have four members who come
from different experiences. We're a rock
band. That scope is huge, but we're a rock
band. We’re heavy enough to do a Seven-
dust tour, but light enough to support Mas-
sive Attack.

What'’s it like playing to the metal audiences
that come to a Powerman 5000 and Seven-
dust show?

We've done some radio tours with bands
like Machine Head, who is fucking brilliant,
and Orange 9mm, who just blow me away.
That is a much heavier scene. There’s not a
lot of let-up. We have mellow stuft, which we
don’t do at the moment. We only have a
half-an-hour. We slap people around in the
face and walk off....We give them a taste,
show them that side.

What the heck is a Skunk Anansie?

Skunk is just the animal, and Anansie is
from a children’s story...from a Jamaican
folklore character. We're called something
you have to think about to remember. You
have to concentrate to remember it. You
have to put some work into it from the
beginning. That’s how Skunk Anansie is.

Chinese Internet Music
Piracy On The Rise

China, which boasts some of the world’s
highest music piracy statistics, is now fecling
the effects of Internet music piracy. The
Chinese government has yet to make any
attempts to halt the problem, but, accord-
ing to Reuters, David O’ Dell, head of one
China’s leading rock music Web sites,
recently organized a panel to deal with the
issue. The group, comprised of industry
experts, Internet experts and musicians,
met in Beijing to formulate a defense strat-
egy. The organization is going to need one
hell of a plan, according to the country’s
online piracy statistics.

China’s total of four million Internet
users is expected to multiply tenfold through-
out the next five years, and according to
Zhang Youdai, a popular DJ, figures state that
93% of Chinese music is of counterfeit origin.
Huang Feng, a record executive, said that for
every legal CD his record company released,
seven-to-eight pirated versions exist. He also
added that the sound quality of the contra-
band versions sometimes surpassed the fideli-
ty of the legitimate recordings.

China’s Internet leaders have yet to make
a move to aid the nation’s music industry.
They're wary of the potential interference
state, which also has yet to address the issue.

Imagine if a funky Prince
fell on top of old-school Depeche Mode
beats. Imagine multiple instruments layered
in a wall of sound to create a collage like a
not-so-noisy version of Merzbow. Mix in hyrics
that are dark and nihilistic, as one would
expect from Mr. Reznor, and you've got a
great package.”

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I’m not going to pretend to know exact-
ly which band is the missing link that fits
in between ’80s hardcore and the genre
known as emo. I do, however, know that
Jawbreaker was the band that bridged
that gap for me. I discovered the band’s
debut album, Unfun, when I returned to
my New York City home during my 1991
spring break from college. I had
informed the spiky-haired youth at Gen-
eration Records of my personal musical
dilemma: I was bored with the heavy-
handed, thuggish ways of East Coast
hardcore and was seeking something
that was intelligent, but not musically
punishing. He mentioned Jawbreaker,
and I took home the album, expecting
nothing more than satisfaction. What I
got was an epiphany. The record’s pop
hooks melded with a coursing intensity.
That combination allowed Jawbreaker
to spit and kick while still artfully wear-
ing its heart on its sleeve. Guitarist/
vocalist Blake Schwarzenbach’s scratchy,
croaking voice confessed, “I'm lying
naked at your feet/Don’t crush the
heart that bleeds/Take me at my
word/It may sound absurd/But I want
you” and “Though it might sound
insane/Angels call my name,” without
coming off like a sap. Lyrics like that,
sung over dynamic, compelling music,
was the remedy I sought. A few more
spins brought me to the ultimate real-
ization: Throughout Unfun, Jawbreaker
was jabbing at the punk scene while —
ironically — defending its own individu-
ality, the notion on which punk itself was
originally and allegedly founded. The
most notable barb came during “Incom-
plete,” on which Schwarzenbach sneers,
“Sorry we ain’t hard enough to piss your
parents off/Hatred’s not our policy/We
tried that game and lost.” Thus, for me,
all the rules were changed. Unfun led
me to expect more emotion and honesty
from tough music. Emo would pick up
where my adolescent love affair with
hardcore ended. — Kelso Jacks

Para-
mount had broken precedent with the negotiation. The company gave up its standard 50%
share of publishing rights, which it usually clainis when it asks a composer o write music for
one of its films. Since making the deal, the entertainment giant claims to have changed its
approach to marketing the film, which will now feature a more uptempo song by another
songwriter in place of Henley's track. Henlev will release his first solo album in a decade in
February. The album will, coincidentally, feature “Taking You Home.”

#447 (Razor & Tie)
Crenshaw’s #447 is his most musically diverse
and richly layered release. Since the pop icon’s
1982 debut, he's deservedly been a critic’s dar-
ling, consistently performing and creating some
of the best pure pop out there. While #447 occa-
sionally deviates from this formula — acoustic
rootsrock influences shine through on “Televi-
sion Light” and jazz guitar lines turn up on “You
Said What?” — Crenshaw remains a master of
pop music. Even his tango-tinged “‘Dime A
Dozen Guy” reminds us that it’s still possible to
write an intelligent and catchy song about being
dumped.

REMEMBER THE FIRST TIME YOU HEARD THE HUMAN BEATBOX? MAYBE YOUR INTRODUCTION CAME AT A
BLOCK PARTY, VIA A BACK-TO-BACK SPINNING OF DOUG E. FRESH AND THE GET FRESH CREW’S HIP-HOP
CLASSICS “LA DI DA DI” AND “THE SHOW.” OR MAYBE YOU WERE SCHOOLED WHEN YOU SNUCK INTO AN
ADJACENT THEATER AFTER GHOSTBUSTERS LET OUT AND CAUGHT A SHOWING OF BEAT STREET, SOME PEO-
PLE PROBABLY GOT TURNED ON TO THE BEATBOX WHEN THEY WERE LEARNING TO BREAKDANCE TO THE
FAT BOYS OR BIZ MARKIE. OLDER CATS MOST LIKELY GOT HIP TO IT THROUGH UTFO’S “BITE IT” OR THE BAD
BOYS’ BOOGIE-FREAK MASTERPIECE “INSPECTOR GADGET.” BUT THE YOUTH OF TODAY, WHO WERE BURPIN'
GERBER ON THEIR BIBS BACK WHEN GREG NICE SPRAYED OUT “THREE MINUTES OF BEATBOX,” PROBABLY
LEARNED ABOUT THE ART OF NOISE FROM THE GODFATHER HIMSELF — RAHZEL, THE HUMAN PERCUS-
SIONIST FOR THE PHILADELPHIA HIP-HOP CREW THE ROOTS.




Rahz is well-aware of his reputation as a
modern beatbox icon, and he clearly
took his status into consideration while
recording his long-awaited solo debut,
Make The Music 2000 (MCA).

“I want to reintroduce the beatbox to the
next gencration,” he proclaims on the
phone from his Bronx home. *I have a
son, and he doesn’t know about the Fat
Boys and Doug E. Fresh, he knows about
Dad. Everyone else knows about the beat-
box and how it’s part of the culture. But
when I talk about the next roots |of hip-
hop| that are 10 years old, and are start-
ing to play instruments, or startin’ to be
vocalists, or startin’ to breakdance, or
whatever the case may be, they need to
know. It’s like goin’ to school. You gotta
know your history in order to know
where you goin’. And from that point of
view, I look at Make The Musie 2000 as

didn’t do well. And the same thing
with Doug E. — when he went with
Hammer, it just didn’t do well. And in
that period, when these brothers
were at the top of their game and they
made these decisions and music was
changing, it kind of dcadened the
whole situation. Guys like Doug E.
Fresh and the Biz were the only ones
who were successful at it, and when
they were stifled, that was it. When
the Fat Boys broke up, that was it. If
I’'m the only one who’s doing it right
now |[who’s well known], [then]|
there’s other people who are doin’ it
and about to come out and explore
and do their own different things.”

While he does note his style’s debt to
the aforementioned pioneers, Rahzel
spcaks most enthusiastically about
the inspiration he gained from watch-

Pete Rock, to rappers Slick Rick and Q-
Tip, to the Roots crew, ta Erykah Badu
and Meshell Ndegéocello, to jazz saxo-
phonist Branford Marsalis. Rahzel feels
that the diversity of his collaborators
was esscntial to the album’s recording
process.

“These people are who inspire me to be
creative,” he said. “From the jazz
|‘Steal My Soul’| to ‘Make The Music
With Your Mouth’ to ‘Southern Girl)

just the flow from one extreme to the

next. That’s the hip-hop that I grew up
on. Everything you did was different. It
was unpredictable, and that’s what
made people love the music. You gotta
keep a variety, because you never know
whom you’ll touch. As a person, I mix

reintroducing the fifth element to the
next generation for the new millenium.”

When the unabridged history of hip-hop
is written, there’s no question that
Rahzel will be cited as the man responsi-
ble for shaping the human beatbox into
an art form. The organic percussion-
generator has pushed the envelope of his
craft beyond its parameters, to the point
where his impact has shaken the entire
foundation of the form. Rahzel remodels
the beatbox the way Jimi Hendrix rein-
vented the guitar, or the way John
Coltrane redefined the saxophone.
Speaking of 'Trane, Make The Music
2000 has the potential to become the A
Love Supreme for the fifth element of
hip-hop. It’s also the first commercial
human beatbox album on the market
since that seemingly final, late-’80s wave
of great, likeminded records. Rahzel was
all too aware that he was reviving a lost
art when he brought the craft up from
the underground and helped it once
again find mainstream acceptance.

“Biz Markie was the last of the true pio-
neers to make an album. But when Biz
got sued for copyright infringement,
it changed hip-hop a lot,” he explains.
[Biz Markic was sued by Gilbert
O’Sullivan over the unauthorized use of a
sample from O’Sullivan’s hit “Alone
Again (Naturally).” - ed.] “And Biz didn’t
bounce back from that. When he came
out with [1993’s] All Samples Cleared, it

ing the voice artists who exist outside
the realms of hip-hop. Jazzman Bobby
McFerrin and comedian Michael
Winslow (officer Larvell Jones from
the Police Academy series) were the
performer’s main touchstones.

“Just doin’ the beatbox, you always
try to recreate and be innovative with
the beats,” Rahzel notes. “But at one
point, I withdrew from the shit
because it was getting a little monot-
onous. Then 1 saw Michael Winslow,
and that just inspired me more. Then
I saw Bobby McFerrin, and he made a
record that sold 10 million.
Incredible! I started purchasing his
albums, doin’ research on him and
just listening. And after listening to
him, and Michael Winslow, that just
reshaped my whole outlook. It was no
longer about just beats anymore. It
was about arrangement, composition,
sound effects, visuals, animation. It
opened me up to a whole new world.”

That new world was embraced by
thousands of fans when Rahz became
the sound effects master for the
Roots. But the artist is at his most
potent on Make The Music 2000, a
record nearly three years in the mak-
ing. On the album, Rahzel goes note-
for-note, beat-for-beat with a variety
of guests that span the entire spec-
trum of his influence, from legendary
hip-hop producers Marley Marl and

and mingle with people from all walks
of life, and that’s the energy I present
on the album.”

Rzhzel, who began his career as a rap-
per influenced by his cousin Rahiem of
Grandmaster Flash’s Furious Five,
claims that the beatbox became his
weapon of choice by dint of his class-
clown personality. “I was always the
wiseguy, the joker,” he laughs. “Always
imitating people, making funny sounds
and noises. I used to imitate people on
the block, like the funny old man who
lived next door. [Assumes funny old
man voice.] ‘Boy, you better get outta
my yard, you better not step up in this
here yard’ I was always the walking
entertainment system.”

INDUSTRY PROFILE

Interview by M. Tye Comer

After an ili-fated attempt at securing
an engineering degree, Alan Sarti-
rana found solace on-air as a DJ and
MD at KSMC In Moraga, California.
After redirecting his career, Sarti-
rana landed gigs at several music-
minded entitles, including Indepen-
dent record stores (Berkeley’s Mod
Lang Records) and major record
labels (Geffen/DGC, DreamWorks).
These days, Sartlrana works as
radio promotions director of 1500
Records, an electronic music
imprint of Interscope Records
(thanks to a recent merger with
A&M) that boasts a diverse roster of
high-callber artists, including David
Holmes, Dub Pistols, Ugly Duckling,
God Lives Underwater and Break-
beat Era. CMJ recently shot the shit
with Sartirana to get the skinny on
the label and his life so far.

How long have you been working for
15007

Though it secms like it has already been
much longer, I've only been with 1500

Records for about two months now. Half of

that time [has been spent] settling into the
1500-Interscope environment and the
other half on the road kissing babies and

shaking hands. There’s definitelv a lot of

adjusting remaining to be done.

How did you get into the music biz?

Like many people, T entered college
without the slightest idea that my future lay
in the music business. I was a | 7-vear-old
kid and had started my freshman year at St.
Mary’s College as an engineering major.
After 10 chemistry labs, too many beers,
9,727 lautes and getting my ass kicked one
too many times by jocks, I decided science
wasn't for me. Since 'd alwavs loved music,
the only obvious choice was 10 work at the
radio station (KSMC). [ started doing a few

radio shows and a year later became MD.
That year I went to CM] MusicFest with
some friends who were MDs at KCRH. We
thought we were hot shit and met as many
label folks as possible. Throughout the
course of the convention, though, I figured
out that our 80-watt station was not the end-
all-be-all and that there were others out
there. Many of my friends got college rep
gigs so | applied for one at Sony. (My best
friend got it. I hated him.) Then another
gig opened up at Sony. (I got it and we were
friends again.) The job was all encom-
passing — college radio, retail, club and
lifestvle promotion. Once I graduated, I
continued at Sony doing inventory and
part-time field merchandising. After
handling Celine Dion posters for a while, 1
left to go work at Mod Lang Records in
Berkeley. I worked there for two years
doing the import/clectronic buying and
managing the store. Working for [Mod
Lang owners] Paul & Naomi was one of the
greatest, most gratifving jobs I’ve ever had.
I went on to do artist development for
Getlen/DreamWorks for about two years.
After the merger, [ stepped over to the
Universal Music Group in the same
capacity. Shortly after, I landed here with
the 1500 crew.

What is the maln focus of 1500 Records?
[To release] great music by great artists. 1
honestly think it’s just about picking the
cream of the crop. Of course, all the artists
on the roster are electronicleaning —
ranging from God Lives Underwater (rock)
to the Dub Pistols (Big Beat), to David
Holmes (downtempo/soundtrack score
master). I don’t really consider 1500 an
“electronic dance imprint,” though. I

reaches far beyond that. Ithink the type of

music on the label is only limited by the fact
that it needs to be good. Personally, with
the state of the music industry today, [
consider it a great limitation.

Which 1500 artist have you been most
excited to work with?

I'd have to say Breakbeat Era. I've been a
huge fan of Roni Size, D] Die and the entire
Full Cycle crew (D]’s Krust, Suv, etc....)
since buying early V 12" at Mod Lang. To

have an opportunity to work with them and
singer Leonie Laws — who won me over
within minutes when she visited L.A. a few
weeks back — is incredible. The tour kicks
off in DC on September 14 (with a CM] gig
at the Westbeth on September 17), and 1
am planning on going to every gig. The
album Ultra Obscene is out September 21st.
Hopefully this will catch the eye of all those
kids rolling in to stores to pick up the new
NIN. I'm definitely looking forward to
working the next David Holmes record in
2000.

How has the recent A&M/Interscope
merger effected the workings of the iabel?
I wasn’t at 1500 during the merger, but I
know that things definitely took their toll
on the label during that time. The Dub
Pistols record had just cowe out and
“Cyclone” was blowing up at radio, but
there was no one there to'work it at the
retail or sales level (no one at the time knew
whether they had a job or not). Unforiu-
nately, I think a lot of bands on the A&M
and Geften/DGC rosters suffered during
this time. As for 1500, I think it landed in a
great place with Interscope. It definitely
helps having such a powerhouse behind
you.

Do you think electronic music will ever get
the cred it deserves In America?

It took rock bands like Limp Bizkit and
Korn years and gold records to prove to the
radio world that there was an audience out
there that wanted to hear them. With all
the new venues to hear this music — digital
downloading, streaming, etc. — there are
more outlets available than ever before to
help make this possible. I think as elec-
tronic music continues to improve and
create more excitement, the saine thing will
happen. If the genre continues to gain
momentum and a following at its present
pace, there will be no stopping it.
