Arto Lindsay’s latest release presents itself with a confidence that only a man

with over 25 years of musical know-how and experimentation can offer. Topped

with a rich influence that is deeply rooted in Brazilian rhythms and an Eno-

esque feel (from when Lindsay worked with the artist in the late 1970s), Invoke is

an amazing success that is truly reminiscent of Lindsay’s characteristic style.

Similar to his 1999 release Prize, the tracks on Invoke are chock full of rich

bossanova and tropical beats, combined with Lindsay’s refreshingly tranquil and

gentle voice. As an added bonus, that voice expresses itself in English and

Portuguese throughout the album. With a flair for diversification, Lindsay spices

up his work with a hip-hop element on “Predigo” (à la Portuguese) while con-

structing a montage of chilling and hypnotic sounds on “In The City That

Reads” (with the help of Avey Tare and Panda Bear). Turning in the other direc-

tion, “Delegada” and “Beija-me” bring forth the image of Astrud Gilberto and

Stan Getz together at the Café Au Go Go, creating a breathtaking combination of

bossanova and jazz with a slightly poppy edge. With a touch of violin arrange-

ments rounding out the album, Invoke has a little bit of everything for the

esteemed listener who gives Lindsay’s engaging style a chance. — Greg Winter

On her past works, college radio darling Beth Orton has been anointed the

queen of strum ’n’ bass, a golden-throated folktronica goddess with the fore-

sight to thread beats through her acoustic folk compositions. The British-born

lass specializes in meshing what could be seen as mutually exclusive genres in a

seemless, original style. Orton’s mix of melancholy and devastatingly beautiful

folk-with-gadgetry renders her a standout among critics, collegians and Triple A

programmers. Daybreaker, the singer’s first album for Astralwerks, finds her

continuing with the visionary formula that has garnered her so much success

and indie cred. Songs like “Anywhere” and the title track (produced by the

Chemical Brothers) have their share of synthetic, hip-swaying beats, but it’s

Orton’s beguiling pipes that your ears will gravitate toward. On the sweeping,

magnetic Daybreaker, Miss Orton isn’t as gloomy as she was on 1999’s Central

Reservation. She’s still crafting mournful ditties like “God Song” and “Ted’s

Waltz,” but for the most part, Daybreaker is hardly a downer — in fact, it’s not

dominated by a single sad mood. It’s a confident and intimate affair that Orton

fans have come to expect, and it’s an album you’ll reach for on the dark days

and those sunny, bright, Sunday mornings when you just want to dance naked

in your living room.

Promise Ring
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ROUND TWO
Far from being down for the count, Glassjaw is back
with a new label, a fresh outlook and a second
album, Worship And Tribute. STORY BY DOUG LEVY •  PHOTO BY STEPHEN ST ICKLER
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To say that Glassjaw is a bit of an anomaly is to put things lightly.
After all, how many bands get scheduled to play at both the
Warped Tour and Ozzfest in the same summer? And exactly

what kind of band could fit both bills? A bizarre metal-punk-emo-hard-
core hybrid of some sort may be the only thing that readily comes to
mind, but even such a wide attempt at labeling the enigmatic quintet
from Long Island, New York falls woefully short.

“It’s hard to classify,” admits guitarist Justin Beck, pondering the
nature of his band just hours before it will hit the stage for its first
Warped Tour performance. “We come from all those schools, you
know? Except for emo. I don’t really classify that as a school. That’s
just kind of like some bullshit jargon. I don’t know. We’ve never been
able to fit into a certain mold. But when people put us in with like
metal, or nü-metal, which I find hysterical, it seems a little silly at
times. It’s just a rock band, let’s put it that way.”

So, this rock band has just released its second Ross Robinson-produced
album, Worship And Tribute, which is also its debut on Warner Bros.
Records. Following on the heels of the group’s debut, Everything You
Ever Wanted To Know About Silence, the new disc finds the band in a
more evolved, introspective place — its tone reflects upon Glassjaw’s
label woes, inner turmoil, a near breakup, and of course, the inevitable
process of growing up.

“The last record was kind of like, we got signed in a weekend,” says
Beck. “You know, we never sat down and thought about making a
record. Glassjaw was always just a hobby then, for having fun. When we
got signed, it was like, ‘All right, you want a record deal? You got songs?
All right, here, let’s put a record together.’ This is kind of like, we didn’t
take ourselves too seriously, but we actually sat down and thought
about a full composition from beginning to end, and took our time
with it and just had fun.”

The result is a listening experience that ranges from the frightening to the
sublime, kicking off with “Tip Your Bartender,” a song that almost reaches
out of the speakers and tears your head off with its hardcore assault, only
to make way for a shockingly unexpected concession to melody. Other
tracks offer elements of jazz, lounge, psychedelia and, in the case of the
excellent “The Gillette Cavalcade Of Sports,” even sportscaster-style com-
mentary — but always with a high-octane, energetic edge. In a lot of
ways, the band’s approach to music, as well as singer Daryl Palumbo’s
soaring, often screamed, vocals, is often very reminiscent of a band the
group readily cites as one of its biggest influences: Faith No More.

“We listen to everything under the fucking sun and the moon, but they’re
definitely a huge influence,” enthuses Beck. “Just in the sense of like, they
set this certain standard — that they have no standard. They could do
whatever they want, whenever they want. That’s always been like, ‘Wow,
that’s genius.’ Like, they go from a bossanova jazz song to death metal, but
it’s still Faith No More. That’s a huge thing that I think they set out to do,
which we kind of take under our wings. Just kind of like, whatever you
feel like doing, you do.”

That sentiment is echoed perfectly by Glassjaw’s decision last Halloween
to hook up with some friends, dress up as a bar mitzvah band and per-
form a show under the moniker Stan Levine And His Party Machine to a
delighted crowd in Brooklyn.

“It was the best show we’ve ever played, I think,” laughs Beck. “It was
the sickest thing in the world — like 600 kids doing Hava Nagila in a
giant circle. It was amazing.”

Obviously, the wacky concept is something the guys would enjoy bring-
ing back for a repeat performance. “It was a one-off, but if we have
more time, we might try to do it again this Halloween,” Beck reveals,
hopefully. “It just takes some time and preparation to learn all the god-
damned songs. It might be a little different this year, but Stan Levine
might come out for another blast.”

To throw a further spin on things, Beck and Palumbo are both straight-
edge, although Glassjaw itself isn’t a straightedge band. “We were, like
when we started, when we were 13,” explains Beck. “Right now, me and
Daryl are the only ones who are… It’s weird; it’s like, when no one is
[straightedge], to me it’s cool to open your mouth… I guess it’s all
right to spread the word if you’re the underdog. Someone who’s
straightedge is the underdog. I don’t think it’s that bad to — not preach
it — but let it be known, because it’s not a bad thing. It just sucks when
kids take it to the next level and get stupid with it.”

After all, at the end of the day, the kids — the fans — are the most impor-
tant. Glassjaw’s fanbase is a particularly devoted one and is growing by the
day. All it seems to take is exposure to the band’s music to instantly win
people over. And what better avenue for exposure than college radio? 

“That’s like the foundation,” Beck heartily agrees. “Those are the peo-
ple who play shit because they want to, not because they’re forced to.
So, those are the people who count. That’s where your real listeners
go. I went to Hofstra (a private university on Long Island), and I was
in the radio department, and they play good shit… I grew up listen-
ing to like, Stonybrook (another university on LI) metal stations,
when I was young. It was all the college radio stations. They definitely
have an influence in getting new shit out there. Unless you’re an
Internet geek and you just sit all day looking for new shit, college
radio is definitely the best thing for that.”

If you couldn’t tell by now, this is not a band that’s in it for the money.
This is a bunch of guys making music for the sheer love of it, a group
that recorded its new album after leaving its old label, Roadrunner,
without even having a clue as to whether anyone would put it out.
“Ross, our producer, he’s like, the coolest guy in the world,” says Beck of
hooking up with the man who has crafted the sounds of Slipknot,
KoRn, Limp Bizkit and Sepultura, among others. “He funded the whole
recording. We pretty much recorded the whole album, not knowing if
any label was even going to take it. It was kind of just a Ross Robinson
adventure. Then a couple of A&R [guys] got word that we were out and
just tracked us down. And our A&R [at Warner Bros.] was just nuts. He
was going to jump in front of a train if we didn’t sign with him.”

This fall, Glassjaw is planning to go on the road with some friends in tow,
and it’s enough to get indie rockers and emo fans alike drooling in antici-
pation. “We’re planning to do a headline tour right now,” reveals Beck. “I
think it’s going to be us, Pretty Girls Make Graves, Camp Kill Yourself,
Blood Brothers and maybe American Nightmare, hopefully.”

But, even if it were to all end tomorrow, the members of Glassjaw would be
happy, having already accomplished more than they could have hoped for.
Worship And Tribute is exactly the album they wanted it to be. “That record
to us is awesome,” says Beck, humbly. “I’m proud of it. Even if no one likes
it and people say we suck… it’s a letdown in some sense, but in another, it’s
like, who cares? We put together the ultimate record. I use the metaphor all
the time — you’re a chef; you’re creating your own pizza. You know what
you’re going to want in it. You know all the ingredients, you know? So your
album is just your ultimate pizza pie, that you love to eat, and you know
what you want. So to us, it rules. It’s our favorite shit.”

Split CDs can be as unsettling as
a Hostess-and-beer dinner or as
harmonious as Sonny And Cher,
depending on the combination
of artists involved. Here, feisty
Greensboro, North Carolina
artists Disband and Kudzu Wish

team up to pool their uncontained brand of angular rock on
what results in an especially toothsome treat. Disband steps in
first, opening At The Scene Of The Accident with five hook-heavy
tracks loaded with diving and drilling guitars and relentless
rhythms. The frustrated, scowling riffs of “The Kid Is The
Champ” are punctured by Mark E. Smith-like expressions of jus-
tice, and singer Greg Collins leads Disband’s battle cry with a
savvy twist on “FBI/CIA.” Aldous Huxtable provides intermis-
sion, a mishmash of both bands’ steely sounds tumbled through
a drowsy rainbow filter. The ominous yet inviting punk base of
Kudzu Wish’s “On The Spot” is a smart transition; the group spe-
cializes in caterwauling, jerky notes, and Adam Thorn’s Cursive-y
vocals are right in step with
Collins’ howls. Try the raved-
up guitar scribbles of “USA To
The World, Apathy Is My
Middle Name” for dessert.

Cold Memory’s first release,
Damage/No Damage rocks and
swings while retaining its ability
to be introspective and catchy, as
well as fully intriguing. As it
should be, this powerful first
effort by the remaining mem-

around 18 songs full of wonder, excitement and good old-fash-
ioned love. It starts off vigorously with Dan Malossi’s voice,
which is authoritative and righteous on “All The Songs You
Know Are Damaged.”

Gauthier’s Signature Sounds
debut, titled Filth And Fire,
should come packaged with a
sample dosage of Prozac. Not to

peg her music as depressing, but Gauthier’s brand of tender coun-
try-tinged folk, topped with her beautifully weathered vocals,
comes from a lifetime of anguish few of us will ever taste. At 15,
she stole the family car and left home. At 16, her heavy drinking
landed her in a Baton Rouge, Louisiana detox, and she celebrated
her 18th birthday in a Kansas City jail cell. Clearly, this not some-
one who had a picture-perfect life and the music reflects that. On
the effectively heart-squashing “Good-bye” she laments, “Born a
bastard child in New Orleans/ To a woman I’ve never seen/ I don’t
know if she ever held me/ All I know is that she let go of me.”
During the album’s dirge-like opener, “Walk Through The Fire,”
Gauthier confesses, “It doesn’t matter how much I pray/ The
flames leap up and burn me.”
Tortured and effective,
melodic and miserable, Filth
And Fire will haunt listeners
as much as it captivates
them.

Recorded by
accomplished producer
Rafter Roberts (Rocket From
The Crypt, Autumn Leaf),
ExitheUXA launches GoGoGo
Airheart into stealthier rock
terrain.

Each reworking features between two and four original BC
tracks, so you’ll find different
portions of the same material
appear throughout the disc.

T o start with this week, CMJ would like to extend get-well
wishes to Sharon Osbourne, who underwent surgery earli-
er this month for an operable form of colon cancer.

According to Osbourne’s spokesperson, the surgical procedure was
successful and the Ozzfest tour, despite two postponed dates, is now
moving along as scheduled. • In related Osbourne camp news, con-
gratulations are in order for Ozzy’s six-string collaborator and
Black Label Society leader, Zakk Wylde, on the birth of his third
child, Hendrix Halen Michael Rhoads Wylde, on July 9. Anyone
want to bet that this kid will play guitar? We think we can get 10:1
odds in Vegas that Jack Osbourne ends up singing for a band that
Hendrix Wylde plays guitar for. Sure, there’s the age gap, but look
at Ozzy and Zakk. Okay, how about this? 15:1 says Kelly Osbourne
ends up managing them. • It looks like the Slipknot DVD will final-
ly be released in October. The disc will feature a live concert filmed
at Docklands Arena in London in February (the audio has been
mixed by Colin Richardson), as well as a shitload of behind-the-
scenes footage. “We had 25 cameras going at once, and most of us
had cameras attached to our bodies during the show,” the ’Knot’s
Shawn “Clown” Crahan told Revolver. “The concert alone has over
4,000 edits for 13 songs. I guarantee that watching this will fuck
you up.” • Fear Factory has posted an MP3 of
“Terminate,” the last-ever studio recording
from the band, on its website (www.fearfacto-
ry.com). The song — which is featured on the
soundtrack for the forthcoming Playstation 2
game, Terminator: Dawn Of Fate — was writ-
ten and completed in the weeks following the
band’s breakup. Sadly, the band’s personal
relationships with each other have deteriorat-
ed so much that each member laid down their
respective part for “Terminate” separately in
the studio. • Ex-Kyuss/current Queens Of The
Stone Age members Josh Homme and Nick
Oliveri, Amen frontman Casey Chaos and ex-
Marilyn Manson bassist Twiggy Ramirez have
a formed new side project called the Head
Band. “We thought that we do a lot of melodic stuff,” Homme said
of the new band in an interview with Metal Hammer. “But we come
from a heavy punk-rock background and so does Casey. We all
thought it would be great to have a project that unleashes aggres-
siveness. That’s the Head Band. It’s sort of like the pissed off ver-
sion of all our bands. In Amen’s case they are already a little bit
angry.” The new group is already working on a full-length debut,
which will presumably be released through Homme’s Rekords
Rekords label by the end of this year. • Whether or not his com-
ments were taken completely out of the context (we have yet to see
the full interview), the leading contender for “Dumb Ass Quote Of
The Year” comes from KoRn guitarist James “Munky” Shaffer, who
reportedly told Metal Hammer magazine: “I think this is true.
Hitler went to Heaven [if such a thing as Heaven really exists]. He
felt that what he did was right, and I think that if what you feel
you’re doing is right, in your heart, then you can’t be wrong!”
However, once Shaffer recognized that his comment was arguably
one of the most ignorant, asshole-like remarks ever uttered by a
rock star, or anyone for that matter (and, we feel that in our hearts,
so we can’t be wrong!), he retracted the controversial statement just
days later. “I want to make it clear that in no way, shape or form do
I approve of Hitler’s atrocities,” the guitarist said. “Hitler’s fate and
treatment in the afterlife is determined by a higher power, not me
or anyone else. I apologize to anyone who was offended by my
comments, which read confusingly in Metal Hammer.” • Former
Kittie guitarist Fallon Bowman will enter the studio in August to
record a full-length debut for her new project, which she is calling

Amphibious Assault. Though still unsigned, Bowman is working
toward a late fall/early 2003 release date for the album and fans can
track her progress through her official website:
www.spastica.net/aa/ • Eighteen Visions has amicably parted ways
with guitarist Brandan Scheippati. Scheippati will now presumably
focus his attention on his role as the lead vocalist for Bleeding
Through, while Eighteen Visions will drop its latest long-player,
Vanity, on Aug. 13 through Trustkill. • Currently on the road with
Arch Enemy, Nile and Origin, Florida’s Hate Eternal —which fea-
tures Morbid Angel guitarist Erik Rutan and occasional MA vocal-
ist/bassist Jared Anderson — will release King Of All Kings, the
highly anticipated follow-up to 1999’s Conquering The Throne, on
Sept. 17. The track listing for the new effort is as follows: “Our
Beckoning,” “King Of All Kings,” “The Obscure Terror,” “Servants
Of The Gods,” “Beyond Redemption,” “Born By Fire,” “Chants In
Declaration,” “Rising Legions Of Black,” “In Spirit (The Power Of
Mana),” “Powers That Be.” • Zao, Underoath, Dead Poetic and
Unearth are currently touring together. You can catch the tour
when it steamrolls through the following markets: Chicago (7/12);

“Unfortunately, after almost seven years we
have decided to part ways with our vocalist
Simon Brody,” bassist Andrew Abramowitz
told Lambgoat.com in a written statement.

“Our working relationship with Simon deteriorated greatly in the
past few weeks and we decided with haste, but with great relief and
assurance, that we have made the right decision to separate.”
Abramowitz also revealed “the remaining four members will be
forming a new band under a different name that has yet to be
decided on.” As for Brody, he issued his own statement to
Lambgoat.com in which the vocalist stated that “after a fairly heat-
ed argument with a member of the band who has been playing out
with the band for only six months, I made the decision I could not
continue to play in the band with only two original members, [gui-
tarist] Javin [Leonard] and myself.” Drowningman’s label,
Revelation Records, stated that the band still plans to release its
“Demos” album in early fall. The album will consist of the group’s
first two demos, as well as the last three songs it ever recorded as a
band. In addition, Brody divulged that the band might also play
some final shows. “Javin and I have discussed the possibility of
playing some last shows, most likely with a slightly augmented line-
up including some original members,” he said. “Also there is a slight
chance — as we’ve had several near breakups in the past — this
breakup may end up only being an extended hiatus as some of us
(mainly myself) work out some personal issues in our lives.” The
frontman also disclosed that he “will be looking for another band
to play in fairly soon, most likely with Todd Tomlinson, the origi-
nal Drowningman drummer, and [guitarist] Pete [Martin] from
Lifetime” and that he has “been discussing trying out for 7 Angels,
7 Plagues.” Mmm. It is getting interesting, isn’t it? We’ll keep you
posted. • Oliver Gbravac is the new guitarist for Fleshcrawl.

As Pulse Ultra’s impressive debut, Headspace, continues to
ascend the CMJ Loud Rock charts, the Canadian band is out
tearing it up on this year’s Ozzfest. CMJ recently caught up with
frontman Zo Vizza to discuss a multitude of topics, including
the Great White North, TOOL and strippers (which also happen
to be three of our favorite things).

Pulse Ultra is from Montreal, which is renowned world-
wide for having some of the finest strip clubs known to
man. Care to comment?
Yeah, Montreal has amazing strip clubs, man. There this one
called Solid Gold that is just crazy! And, it’s $10 Canadian for
a lap dance. In Los Angeles, it’s $25 and you can’t even touch
the women! We tell all the Americans to come to Montreal.
You can get drunk and girls are totally naked in showers.

How different are American audiences from Canadian
audiences? Be nice. Remember, you’re going to have to
face us all this summer when you play Ozzfest.
The difference is minute. We’re all exposed to the same media
and that defines what we are. So, we’re all the same individu-
als. You and I have had the same TV in our living room since
we were kids, so you and I can relate about Sesame Street, or
Mister Rogers, and basically, even though we don’t have the
same parents, we share similar upbringings. The media is tak-
ing over. Hollywood is the new weapon of cloning.

Forget you’re one of the performers on the bill and tell me
who you are the most excited to see on this year’s Ozzfest.
Apex Theory. I want to see what they are like live. We’re all
dying to see Meshuggah. They are one of the most technically
challenging bands to listen to, but there is so much to learn
from them. Also, we’ve seen System Of A Down so many
times, but every time we see them we get something new.
Plus, we’re doing a bunch of off-dates with them during the
Ozzfest. It’ll be us, System, Meshuggah, Down and sometimes
P.O.D.

Who would you cite among Pulse Ultra’s biggest musical
influences?
We’re not really obsessed with one band. [Guitarist]
Dominick [Cifarelli] and [drummer] Maxx [Zinno] listen to a
lot of Dream Theater and Van Halen, while [bassist] Jeff
[Feldman] listens to a lot of funk. TOOL is definitely one of
our influences, but we listen to everything. We don’t have the
mentality that metal is the only way to go. As long as it touch-
es you, music is good in all forms.

What was one album that totally changed your life and why?
Aenima by TOOL. The music is so profound and touching. I
remember one time Jeff and I were on mushrooms and Jeff
almost lost his mind listening to the live version of “Third
Eye.” He just started laughing and crying hysterically and he
was like, “This is sooooooo good!” Dominick, on the other
hand, hates them because his guitar riffs sound like them. I’m
just kidding! He’s going to come beat me up now.

Sweden may spit out the death metal like no
one’s business, but Blindside is here to prove
that the country can also cough up some
damn catchy active rock. Formed in 1994,
Stockholm’s staunchly dedicated Blindside
became known for its impassioned perform-

ances and monster hooks, resulting in a sizable following in the
Christian heavy metal scene of Sweden throughout the late 1990s.
The band released two full-length albums (the most notable of
them, A Thought Crushed My Mind, was issued by Tooth And Nail
in 2000) and eventually nabbed the attention of the guys in P.O.D.,
who became huge fans and brought the Swedish quartet to the
attention of its producer, Howard Benson. The respected studio vet
was immediately impressed and, with his commitment to produce
the band, P.O.D. signed Blindside to its newly formed record label,
named 3 Points, at the end of last year. The band’s breathtaking
major-label debut (Elektra Records is working with 3 Points on this
release), dubbed Silence, is full of the kind of melodic depth that
more artists should strive for. Sure, Blindside has more hooks than
a longshore fisherman trolling for tuna, but its overall message is so
sincere that the band never succumbs to the sugarcoated, overpro-
duced corniness that derails the credibility of most rock bands
doing this type of thing. “Caught A Glimpse,” “Sleepwalking,”
“Pitiful,” “The Endings” and “Time Will Change Your Heart” all
deserve a listen.

Resonance (ARTISTdirect)
Mad At Gravity’s ARTISTdirect Records
debut, named Resonance, was produced by
Steve Evetts — who is known for his work
with bands like Hatebreed, Dillinger Escape
Plan and Earth Crisis — but don’t expect
much metal, hardcore or deranged mathcore

from this Southern California band. Instead, this gravity defying
five-piece writes infectious, melodic rock that is for fans of artists
like Fuel, Audiovent and Finger Eleven. “I think we’ve got some-
thing really unique here,” drummer Jake Fowler says of the band.
“For starters, we’ve got a vocalist who can actually sing — and
that’s a rarity these days.” That said, most Loud Rockers will snub
their noses at this band, but that doesn’t mean that Crucial Spins
reporters who are having success with a band like Seether should-
n’t have a listen. This album’s first single “Walk Away,” with its
husky hook and slick vocals, is already making the rounds at com-
mercial rock radio. “Hystorypeats” and the (gasp!) Nickelback-ish
“Time And Time Again” are both obvious contenders for a second
single, while “Run For Cover” and “This Collision” are good places
to start to experience the more “rocking” side of Mad At Gravity.
Bottom line: this band is not for traditional metal fans, but is rec-
ommended to anyone who is a sucker for good melodic rock.

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W
ith the
release of
its sopho-

more album, 2000’s Kids
In Philly, Philadelphia’s
Marah fell under the

dreaded category of “critic’s favorites.” While the album’s ambitious
E-Street shuffle nabbed lots of praise (rightfully so), only music
geeks and journalists were taking note of the band outside of the
City Of Brotherly Love. With its new album, Float Away With The
Friday Night Gods, Marah has changed its tune a bit. With the help
of Oasis producer Owen Morris, the Philly kids focused more on
writing singles than evoking the spirit of classic Springsteen and, of
course, critics are now claiming Marah singer/songwriter/guitarist
Dave Bielanko sounds like Liam Gallagher. Can the band ever win?
CMJ recently caught up with Bielanko to get the skinny on the
band’s new album, working with The Boss, the perils of being scru-
tinized by music journalists and the meaning of “Marah.”

How is Float Away With The Friday Night Gods different from
Kids In Philly?
In a lot of ways, this new record is stronger if you take it one song
at a time. It’s a singles record. That was the idea. From the begin-
ning, we knew that we wanted a record producer who hadn’t given
a shit about what we had done in the past, someone who was total-
ly new to the band. Then, we had a process of looking for 10 songs
that we could stand behind and tour on. Our guideline for each
song was simple. It should be able to be played on the radio or a
jukebox. Each song should be able to be listened to and taken as its
own thing. It was really exciting for us to do the album this way.

Bruce Springsteen adds a guitar solo and a backing vocal on
“Float Away.” What was it like working with The Boss?
Musically, Bruce is someone we look to very highly. His attention to
detail throughout his career and how serious he takes it is inspiring
to us on many levels. When it came time to get opinions on what
we were doing with the new album — because we weren’t sure if
we were completely insane or not — we sent a copy to Bruce. So, I
said to him, “You should play on this.” So, we hooked that up and
did it in New York City. Bruce is just the coolest motherfucker I
know, so it was really good. It was a lot of fun.

Marah’s last album (Kids In Philly) endured its fair share of
comparisons to vintage Springsteen. This time around, you’re
being compared — more vocally than anything else — to
Oasis’ Liam Gallagher. This obviously has a lot to do with the
fact that Owen Morris, who has worked with Oasis, produced
Float Away With The Friday Night Gods. 
Yes, that is just a lazy comparison because of Owen. That’s one of
the things that might happen to you if you’re a record producer.
You might work with someone who experiences a huge success and

obviously that will follow you wherever you go. Owen insisted that
I sing the notes, figure out the melody lines, play them on a piano
and sing those notes. That’s a lot like how Liam Gallagher sings his
songs. In that, I can see a comparison. I think Oasis is a great band.
I think Bruce Springsteen is a great band. There aren’t that many of
them, so I don’t take those comparisons too hard.

Do you look at comparisons like these as compliments or jeers? 
I cringe when I see that, man. I guess you need reference points but
it doesn’t make me incredibly happy.

Does it bug you to be called a “critic’s band”?
With this album, we needed to sever some ties. We needed to say to
the critics, “We’re not a critics band.” It wasn’t important to me,
man. What’s really important to me is being able to play a song and
have some kid who is working at the Burger King hear our music.
Up until this point, we’ve existed in a very strange way in a very
snobbish music community. We’ve existed to people who are very
into music. I am. You are, because you work at CMJ. But, the gener-
al public doesn’t need to pay that much attention; they just need to
hear a song. As a band our goal is to find a way to do that. We want
to find an avenue to reach those people.

What’s happening on modern rock radio right now is horrible. I
wouldn’t mind muscling in a bit on that territory. But, it isn’t easy,
man. There’s a lot of money that needs to be spent to make that
happen. It’s a process like the Red Hot Chili Peppers went through,
where you come out the other side and, all of a sudden, your voice
is valid. It’s accessible to people who aren’t music critics or
overzealous fans. There’s nothing wrong with that, because that’s
how I’ve been my whole life. I know all about all kinds of music,
but a lot of people don’t. It’s important to us that we reach some of
those people because we could give them a great night out at a club.
We could give people who are listening Puddle Of Mudd records,
or whatever, a whole different way to look at a rock band today.
That stuff is just rhyming for the sake or rhyming. Those are for-
mulaic rock records.

The word “Marah,” which translates to “bitter,” can be found
in the Bible. What made you choose that for a band name? 
In a lot of ways, the Replacements ruined a lot of people’s attitudes
and I’ve been bitter about music all along. If you have a dark-horse
mentality, it’s not the worst thing that you could have because in it
there’s a great sense of humor. There is a way forward in the face of
really dark circumstances or situations you may find yourself in if
you are an independently minded rock band in corporate America.
So, “bitter” seemed appropriate at the time and seems even more
appropriate today. We also wanted a band name that was simple.
Marah seemed simple enough that you could put it on a t-shirt and
it would look cool.

How many watts is your station? How
many people do you reach? 
Ten glorious watts. Due to regulations that I
never understood, KWUR isn’t allowed to
upgrade wattage beyond that. Thank good-
ness for online streaming. Somehow, people
still manage to hear us one way or another.
The weird/great thing is that you’ll random-
ly run across someone who’s a listener. One
time I was interviewing for a job and the
interviewer saw KWUR on my resume and
mentioned how his friend from out of town
was a fan of the station.

What’s the station motto/your personal
programming philosophy? 
“The finest in underground radio” or “25
years of debauchery,” which commemorates
our 25th anniversary this year.

How long have you been and will you be
MD? How do you abuse your power? 
This was my first and last year of being MD
and milking the job for all the free CDs that
I can.

What do you do to build your station’s
audience?
Some of the older DJs have established their
fan bases outside of the college campus,
namely Mike 2600, who spins hip-hop
shows around town, and Techno Bob, who
has a crazy amount of connections in the
dance community. We’ve also been more
proactive in recruiting new DJs, thanks to
more organized training programs, adding
about 40 new DJs. More DJs = more variety
= more listeners.

Who are you most proud of bringing
either to the station or to your campus
to perform? 
Every year we hold an event dubbed
“KWUR Week,” where we have a series of
concerts of different genres. This year we
managed to bring in Sick Of It All, Suicide

Machines, Peanut Butter Wolf, Madlib and
the frontman for Electric Skychurch. Last
year’s KWUR Week brought in the Promise
Ring and Songs:Ohia.

What was your most successful
fundraiser? How much money do you
raise on average?
This past year, KWUR set up a philanthro-
py department to give back something to
the local music community. More specifi-
cally, we decided to raise some funds for a
local African-American chorus that pro-
vides music camps for kids. Being the first
year we’ve done this, it would automatically
be our most successful fundraiser (despite
the fact that it was just a bucket placed out-
side of KWUR Week shows).

Are you on the air? What kind of show
do you do?
I did a show named “Spontaneous
Combustion,” which was just a conglomera-
tion of anything I felt like playing — punk,
rock, emo, indie, hip-hop, electronica, what-
ever. I used to run a ska show, but I found
that trying to strictly play one genre was just
too limiting and eventually got boring.

What’s the best use for a CD other than
for storing music?
One DJ built a clock face out of CDs.
Definitely more creative than the usual
coaster or Frisbee use.

Every station has that one old dude
from the local town that’s been doing a
show since anyone can remember. Who
is it at your station, what kind of show
do they do, and what’s their deal? 
That’d be Bill Tatalovich, who was a former
music director who just works in the area
now after graduating from Washington
University. He was playing emo way before
most people knew what it was. I’m pretty
indebted to him because during my first

few semesters DJing I used to look at his
playlists for bands to play because I didn’t
know much about music.

Why did you go into college radio? Free
CDs?
There just seemed to be something really
appealing about having your own radio
show. College radio provides a real easy
opportunity to get that without a lot of the
performance pressure that professional
radio carries, which was a huge plus for me
since I basically screw up every single show.
The lure of free CDs hadn’t really occurred.

When will you be graduating?
Ha ha, I’ll be all done by the time this is
printed.

If you could see anyone live (dead or
living), who would it be and why?
Probably the Clash. My musical tastes tend
to be more modern, and they’re probably
the only band I really like that’s not in
existence today.

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O ne of the most important, immediate and real issues fac-
ing our industry today is that the collective music industry
has done a piss-poor job of educating consumers about

both the emotional importance and value of music in their lives and
why, subsequently, the artist who bring that music to them should be
supported (with $$$). It’s an even tougher argument to make to kids
under 22, in college, with high-speed access and a CD burner.

As “music professionals,” have we accepted that the fire is out of con-
trol and that progress will be slow because “damn it, that’s just how the
business is going to be for a while — everything goes in cycles anyway.”
After all, how could we possibly fight all the battles that currently
plague us: 1) CD/DVD burning, and pier-to-pier technology; 2) coun-
tering exclusive product, special account rebates, extremely low pricing
and other special deals cut with large accounts; 3) creating a cohesive
vision (not driven merely by greed and control) for using the Internet.

We share an inability to educate new music consumers who can
understand why they should support the artists, writers and others
who bring them this music. Names like AOL/Time Warner, Sony,
Vivendi/Universal and Clear Channel mean little to consumers. To
most, it seems as if they’re being asked to spend merely to line the
already full pockets of major record and entertainment companies
(who are easy punching bags for consumers who are more than happy

to “stick it to the man” with a download or two). Perception often
becomes reality. Now is time that our message needs to be heard.

Look at the success of the “Got Milk?” commercials we know so well.
They are short, direct, entertaining and get the point across about a
product that’s a staple of our everyday lives. I’d argue that just as milk
is “essential” to the lives of most, so too is music. Where is our “Got
Music?” campaign? Where is our consumer education program that
helps music lovers see why it is so wrong to steal music and who the
most affected are? As long as consumers see the issue as a David-vs-
Goliath-corporation, we’ll lose. A few weeks back I asked, “Where are
the leaders for today’s music industry?” Isn’t this why organizations
like NARAS and NARM exist, to help lead the charge on these issues?

There are very real opportunities for educating the public about why
they should purchase music — whatever its format. We could use will-
ing artists themselves to send the message. If all of the major record
label and distribution companies were to chip in a small portion of
their profits to buy major TV time to promote this idea that music
cannot be free, we may start reaching people. First and foremost, artists
are the ones who can strike this chord louder than anyone. Look,
maybe this is just a hippy dream, but it seems logical that we need a lit-
tle PR for the record biz — because we look like shit right now.
Peace, Cope.

Recently, I found myself in a
conversation/argument with a
few High School friends about
downloading and burning
music. They were having a
problem understanding the
harm of it all and why I was so
upset with their apparent
ignorance. They made the
point that most performers
were far over paid and did not
deserve the amount of money
they were receiving. I respond-
ed with how absurd it was for

any of them to decide the
value of a record, and more
importantly how much money
the performer should receive. I
then asked them if they felt as if
the CEO of Wal-Mart was over
paid, would they feel as com-
fortable going in to a Wal-Mart
and walking out with a garden
hose without paying for it.
With a bit of anger and disgust,
I told them that people like
themselves, who steal cable,
download and burn CDs,
would be the first ones to act
with complete shock and dis-

may if their kid stole a candy
bar from the local Rite Aid.

I think we’ve become a coun-
try of hypocrites—we act so
shocked when our kids steal
while teaching them their
entire life that some forms of
theft are justified. My hope
was that my friends could
grasp this logic, that their
views were in the minority.
But a week later, a rather good
customer came into my store
with a grin on his face as he
told me I had new competi-

tion to deal with. To my
amazement, he started telling
me about his great entrepe-
uner of a son who would buy
new releases from me Tuesday,
burn 15 to 20 discs, take them
to school the next day and get
$5.00 a piece. After restrain-
ing myself from hitting this
idiot, I explained to him that
his son was a thief, not an
entrepreneur.

Those two situations may hold
the key to a solution regarding
our downloading and burning

in stores now!

I recently had the pleasure of visiting a
great store while on a trip to Texas last
week. After a nostalgic dinner with

most of NCM (legendary punk rock
combo, long disbanded), one of the guys
(and former band mate of mine) checked
out a bright and glowing music shop in one
of Dallas’ former industrial areas, Good
Records. Good opened its doors early in
2000. Erik Courson, along with partners
Chris Penn, Tim DeLaughter (Tripping
Daisy, The Polyphonic Spree) and wife Julie
came together in an attempt to bring some-
thing to Dallas that was missing: a music
store run and operated by people who love
music. Besides brightly colored lights, the
thing that sets them apart from the compe-
tition in Dallas is selection. Good Records
decided that from the beginning they’d
focus on a small niche market and concen-
trate on what they knew best: independent
music. Good has achieved its goal to
become a destination, not only where peo-
ple could come and buy music, but also
where they could come to talk.

Their very first in-store performance was
Enon, and since then they’ve hosted everyone
from Grandaddy, Solex, South, Super Furry
Animals, The Polyphonic Spree, Spacemen 3,
Low and Queens Of The Stone Age. They
have a number of programs available to suit

everyone from major labels to the independ-
ents. Good also stretches advertising beyond
the confines of the store by incorporating
their web site in all ad programs. They’ve also
got their own label: Good Records.

Current favorite?
Of course, I’m biased because we put this
record out, but The Polyphonic Spree con-
tinues to awe and inspire.

All-time favorite album?
There are so many to choose from, but the
Beatles’ Revolver is still one of my favorite
records. It’s amazing how timeless that
record is.

All time favorite B-side?
Grandaddy’s “First Movement/Message
Send:ID#5646766” from the Crystal Lake
single gave me goose bumps the first time I
heard them perform it live.

First record bought? Where? When?
I bought The Police’s Synchronicity on cas-
sette from Target not long after it came. I
was only 8 years old.

Favorite weekend party disc?
We came across one of those compilations
of classic ‘80s rap tunes, and it never fails to
get people moving: Tone Loc, Rob Base and
the like; you can’t go wrong with those.

Favorite Sunday morning disc?
Mojave 3’s Excuses For Travelers always
seems to set the mood.

First concert attended? Where? When?
I saw George Strait at Billy Bob’s in Texas,
1981. All I remember is seeing a bunch of
people’s knees.

Best concert attended? Where? When?
One of my favorite moments came at the
local EDGEFest in 1994. Watching local
heroes, Tripping Daisy, perform in front of
20,000 screaming fans sing along to “My
Umbrella” changed my life.

What artist (past or present) would you
like to see live?
Of course, who wouldn’t want to see the
Beatles? Seeing the early Ramones would
have been a trip too.

Currently reading?
Harry Potter, so sue me. Anyone have the
third one I can borrow?

What do you collect?

O n Thursday, July 11, Virgin Entertainment Group hosted a
London Calling panel at the Times Square Virgin
Megastore which asked a panel record industry folks to

respond to declining UK artist sales on US soil. It has been recently
noted that not a single British artist is featured in Billboard Magazine’s
top 50 for the first time in more than 25 years. So what’s happened?
The Beatles, The Rolling Stones, The Sex Pistols, The Clash, The Cure,
Echo and the Bunnymen, never met with the kind of resistance that
both radio and consumers seem to offer the UK artist now. Among
the topics the panel debated were barrier-to-trade issues (UK-US)
which, conversely, are less restrictive for US artists headed for UK soil
as well as issues surrounding basic artist development and tour sup-

port’s growing price tag. VEG’s North American VP, Dave Adler, felt
Virgin’s hosting of such a discussion is key since, “as a British brand in
America, we [believe we can be] an outlet where possible solutions
can be discussed.” In an effort to escalate the success of UK artists,
Virgin has just launched its Best Of British campaign offering key
price and positioning for UK releases (both new and catalog). All pur-
chases of UK albums come with a free Best Of British compilation (a
great mix of artist by the way). The discussed wrapped with a per-
formance by English Beat and Fine Young Cannibals alum, Andy Cox
and his new band Cribabi. More on Best of British as it rolls out in the
coming months.

problems. What needs to be done is to guilt people into doing
the right thing. Terry Currier from Music Millennium in
Portland, Oregon, wrote a very informative and hopefully effec-
tive letter to leaders of our business that offered solutions and a
kind of mission statement. One of these solutions (which I
think would go along way) would be to produce a PSA (Public
Service Announcement) whre respected performers from differ-
ent musical genres simply and concisely explain that download-
ing and burning of CDs is not only wrong , but it’s also illegal.
I know as a parent, I would have a hard time downloading and
burning, or condoning one of my kids for doing it if I had just
been told by someone I respected that it was wrong and against
the law.

I guess the theory here is that if we can stop generally honest
people, we have succeeded doing about as much as we can pos-
sibly expect to. True criminals, unfortunately, will probably
always succeed, at least for a while. I would encourage everyone
to read Terry Currier’s letter or contact him at terry@
musicmillennium.com.
