All of the albums Nebula has
released have been Sabbath-
drenched monsters, but although
the band has spent time on Sub
Pop and Meteor City, its new LP
on Liquor And Poker, Atomic
Ritual, will more than likely go
down as its masterpiece. This

In the ongoing quest for mean-
ing, artists often try to find new
ways to challenge themselves; a
few years back, renowned pho-
tographer Jim Brandenberg set
for himself the task of taking
only one shot a day for 90 days,
sparking a daily search for the
most meaningful split-second
occurrence of every 24 hours. Likewise, Nashville mellowmatic
songwriter Kurt Wagner, leader of the up-to-15-member
Lambchop, pushed himself to write one complete, momentous
and unique song per day within a set period of time, resulting in
24 songs spanning two nonpareil discs: Awcrmon and Noyoucmon.
Released simultaneously, the albums feature songs that span from
piano-driven alt-country akin to later Smog (Awcmon’s “Timothy
B. Schmidt”) to sublime string-tinged ballads like Noyoucmon’s
“There’s Still Time” (credited as a tribute to Barry White — similar
to the band’s Nixon and Thriller discs). As always, Wagner’s pon-
derous singing style recalls a more self-assured Leonard Cohen
retiring for the night, but these discs still prove Lambchop rein-
vented in yet another dis-
tinct way — once more
meeting the challenge and
pushing music to worthy
and creative new heights.

“Birds Of A Feather” and “Nighttime Lover” bounce merrily along
like an over-inflated beach ball, while the title track and “Weekend
(Meet Me, Hurry Up)” take aim at our guilty pleasures, with heavi-
ly layered vocals and danceable drumbeats taking the easiest route
into listeners’ minds.

ur band name means ‘by word of

mouth, and that’s been prophetic,”

says Viva Voce’s Anita Robinson.
“That’s how most people hear about us.”
Fortunately for them, Anita and her
husband, Kevin, have created one of those
musical projects that doesn’t need a whole
lot more than that. Just get people to listen,
and they’ve got new fans. As the duo’s latest
album, 2002’s Lovers, Lead The Way! proves,
this is a couple that’s just perfect for each
other. From the way that Anita’s soft sighs
float over Kevin’s plaintive indie rock vocals
on a song like “Yr Epic Heart” to the way the
pair layers on enough instrumentation and
texture to make it sound like it’s got a legion
of collaborators, there’s no doubt that these
two are on the same wavelength — or that
it’s a wavelength that couldn’t fail to please a
discerning ear.
And while another well-known hus-
band-and-wife modern musical duo may

come to mind, unlike Jack and Meg, these
two are still very much together, which could
help explain the warmth that runs through-
out their soothingly sweet retro-pop music.
And it’s an equal partnership, too. Both are
featured equally on vocals and playing, with
a number of tracks based heavily around the
intricate instrumentals the Robinsons built
together.

True, doing things on an ultra-indie
level presents a lot of challenges, but it also
provides the two a further opportunity to
work together, via their label,
Amore!Phonics. They also make sure to keep
on top of the game when it comes to self-
promotion.

“We keep in touch with bands, labels
and distributors we’ve met through the years
and know really well,” says Kevin. “We do our
best to spread the word of what we’re up to,
and play out as much as possible. We've also
got a pretty dedicated network of people

Prog! There, it’s out in the open
— don’t be scared. After all, the
term does come from “progres-
sive.” However, for Chicago quar-
tet 90 Day Men, “evolutionary”
might be a better descriptor.
Albert Einstein once said, “The
secret to creativity is knowing
how to hide your sources.” And
where the band’s 2000 debut fea-

who like our music, and the Internet has
proved to be invaluable for us. With one fell
swoop of the keyboard, we can get the word
out pretty fast and see results rather quickly.
It never will replace hitting the pavement and
meeting people, but has proven its worth in
keeping in touch, especially overseas.”

Meanwhile, the band has already seen a
lot of return on all the creative energy and
time it has put into its work (“Getting asked
by Tape Op magazine and the Grammys
Recording Academy to speak on our meth-
ods of recording at home was a surreal, but
fun experience,” reflects Kevin), but there’s
one experience that’s going to be hard to top,
no matter what happens.

“We met Pat Boone, and he introduced
us for a show once,” Kevin remembers. “He
wore an all snake-skin suit — with matching
boots. Pretty hard to forget”

e've always known that we were
kind of uncategorizable,” says
Cooper Temple Clause bassist

Didz Hammond. “When we first started out, we
wanted to be kind of difficult and challenging.
Even picking the name, ‘the Cooper Temple
Clause’ — that was because everyone else had
names like Blur and Pulp and Oasis; one-word
names. We just wanted to have something a bit
more challenging — and to kind of be an
annoying bunch of pricks, really”

If the half-dozen strong band, which hails
from Reading, England, ended up annoying
anyone, though, it was only the music critics
and industry-types who, as hard as they tried,
couldn’t figure out a way to pigeonhole it. Fans,
on the other hand, have been growing in num-
bers exponentially, since even before the release
of the band’s first UK. album, 2002’s See This
Through And Leave.

“We’ve never really wanted to be catego-
rized, and we quite like seeing people struggle to
do it,” Hammond continues. “People can say
what they want, but I think the thing about
music is that you can’t explain a lot of stuff. And
I think the more unexplainable it is, the better.”

That’s a sentiment echoed by the rest of the
band — a group that seems especially unified,

not just in look, but in ouflook, as well. Which
makes sense, considering the band members all
grew up together.

“So many bands are settling for sounding
like old bands,” reflects frontman Ben Gautrey.
“No bands are really trying to be a bit danger-
ous and try something new, or just try new
combinations to see where they can take music.
There are so many different paths you can take.”

In case you hadn’t guessed, the music made
by the Cooper Temple Clause is far from being
based around the classic rules of songwriting.
Instead, the band takes an approach that hinges
on experimentation and collaboration, working
together as a unit to build something greater
than the sum of its parts. And if that was evi-
dent on See This Through, it’s even more evident
on Kick Up The Fire, And Let The Flames Break
Loose, the group’s sophomore album and U.S.
debut on RCA. It’s a blistering set of forward-
thinking electronic-laced rock 1’ roll that takes
just about every musical convention you can
think of and turns it on its head.

It helps that the Coopers are able to
indulge in a hive-like mentality — the kind of
creative group-thought process that can only
come from not only having grown up together,
but from having discovered and explored music
together, too. It also helps that the Cooper

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Temple Clause has its own recording
facility/practice space, just a few miles outside
the town where its members grew up, which
allows them to spend as much time as they want
exploring new setups and ideas.

“It’s not a strict structure,” explains
Hammond. “It’s not like if you went to a big
million-pound-a-minute studio with a produc-
er. We just sit around with our mate, who’s an
engineer, and kind of mess around and cobble
stuff together — and just have fun, really. It’s a
very loose setup.”

“It’s really a lot of fun,” agrees Gautrey. “We
always have fun writing music together. Because
it is always different. You watch the track grow
before your eyes. You don’t know where it’s
going to go, but you can just get excited about
the fact that it’s doing something.”

“It’s like an arts commune,” laughs
Hammond. “Which is kind of quite a horrible
idea, but it works quite well.”

For all that jollity and camaraderie, you
might expect the Cooper Temple Clause’s
music to be on the sunny side; however, it’s
anything but. From the venomous “Promises
Promises” to the slow-building derailed roller
coaster ride of “Talking To A Brick Wall,” if
there’s any brightness here, it’s more of a dark,
pulsing glow — or possibly an imploding star



going supernova in a blaze of white heat.
There’s a sense of foreboding in the band’s
music, of a threat on the horizon — a threat
that’s often followed through on — and it
comes through just as strongly in the band’s
live performances. Which is, of course, exactly
the kind of thing that makes for a truly viscer-
al rock ’n’ roll experience.

Understandably, the British six-pack is
eager to bring this onstage assault to the U.S.,
since, despite its success in Europe and Japan,
without a domestic release before now, it has
yet to tour here.

“It’s been quite strange,” admits
guitarist/lyricist Dan Fisher, “because there
were bands like the Coral and the Music, who
seemed to be over in America, whilst we
weren’t. We were still going into Europe and
Japan, and touring the U.K., while these other
bands were having a crack at America. We
were a bit gutted that we weren’t getting the
chance”

Fortunately, with the release of Kick Up
The Fire, they’re finally going to have that
chance. Following the band’s U.S. debut per-
formance at the 2003 CM]J Music Marathon, it
will be undertaking its first full North
American tour this March. Considering the

importance the band places on connecting
with people in the live setting, it’s a venture
that’s already long overdue, but also one that
should prove worth the wait.

“That was the thing about bands in the
’70s,” says Gautrey. “They used to just tour and
tour. They didn’t have the Internet, or as many
TV stations as now, or as many radio stations.
Bands built their reputation from the live
angle. And that’s something, is that I think we
see ourselves pretty much as a live band. We’ve
always said that we’ll go anywhere and play to
anyone who wants us — anywhere there’s an
audience, we’ll play. So, we are generally really
excited about coming to America and touring.”

Meanwhile, if you catch the live show, or
put on your copy of Kick Up The Fire, and feel
like you're coming to the party a bit late, don’t
fret. While everything this band has done is
well worth experiencing, there’s no such thing
as a bad jumping-on point here. In fact, if it
keeps up on the kind of progressive trail it’s been
blazing, the Cooper Temple Clause will be one of
those acts whose career can be explored either
forward or backward, or in no particular order at
all, as it continues to strive to avoid stagnation.

“I think we’re going to be the kind of band
that changes from album to album,” agrees Fisher.

“A lot of the bands we respect the most did that.”

“We've always said that the worst thing that
we could do would be to become predictable,”
says Hammond. “Which is why we’re always
fucking around with tape loops, and buying new
synths and new little beat machines. Just looking
for new sounds — it’s that thirst and that hunger
to do something that people aren’t expecting.
That’s what we’ve always tried to do.”

But, at the end of the day, the Cooper
Temple Clause isn'’t really doing any of this to sur-
prise you, and it’s definitely not to annoy you. It’s
all because these guys simply love music —
because it shaped them, raised them, and made
them into what they are today — and they just
want to do their part to keep that unquantifiable
magic that we all so heavily rely on alive.

“Any music fan knows that buzz that they
get when they hear something that’s new, and
they really, really love it,” waxes Hammond. “And
we still get that listening to new music, as well.
There have been so many good records in the last
two years. It’s been really good. We're always on
the lookout for that. It’s the same old kind of
indie-boy mentality, I think. Finding new stuff
and loving it — and finding it first”

Hint: with 100 million
people going through Wal-Mart
stores every week, it will only
take a small percentage of those
customers to wander over to
www.walmart.com and buy
music before the chain controls a
huge market segment.

So, what makes a partner-

Ultimately, we think we can do
a lot of things where we let cus-
tomers who are buying CDs in
Wal-Mart stores know that
there’s also this digital offering
that Wal-Mart has available —
things like value adds, where
you buy a new release in the
Wal-Mart store and you can go
online and download exclusive
content at WalMart.com.
Because [physical retail is]
where the volume truly still is,
and will be for a number of
years. What you want to do is
catch the people who are buy-
ing music physically and edu-
cate them about this new way to
consume music, and do it at a
relatively low cost and in an
easy manner.

determining factor to sell
more downloads?

For Wal-Mart, it’s all about vol-
ume and value. They truly
believe that setting their retail
price at 88 cents is a good value
to the customer, and is going to
get people interested in their
digital music offerings. My per-
sonal opinion is that we’ve only
scratched the surface on what
the overall pricing model for
digital music is going to be. The
99-cent thing has been success-
ful for Apple and several others,
and customers have demon-
strated that they’re comfortable
with that, but there’s plenty of
room to play around with that.
I think, ultimately, that you’ll
see tiered pricing, where you
have new releases at one price
point, and you’ll have budget
product and catalog product at
a lower price point.

Wal-Mart isn’t generally
known for a wide selection
of music. Will there be more
options available online?

At this point, the catalog count
is in the neighborhood of
235,000 tracks, which is much
more substantial than what
you would have in a Wal-Mart
store. In a Wal-Mart store,
you're competing for shelf-
space with hundreds of other
products. The good news is
that, on the Web site, you have
bottomless shelf space. We’re
aggressively trying to build that
catalog, and talking to inde-
pendent labels and figuring out
how to get them on board. The
one mandate from Wal-Mart,
though, is that they’re very
serious about not selling
explicit content and about
making their assortment fami-
ly-friendly. So, where some
sites are offering 500,000
tracks, I'm not sure if we’ll ever
get to that level, because we
have to respect the Wal-Mart
brand, which is all about family
friendly content.

LIVE REVIEW: MIKE LADD AND VIJAY IYER

Iyer collaborative
album, In What Language?, took
place at New York City’s Joe’s
Pub on Jan. 20. The work was
originally based on the experi-
ence that Iranian filmmaker
Jafar Panahi had in the spring
of 2001, while traveling from a
film festival in Hong Kong to
another one in Buenos Aires —
Panahi was detained at New
York’s JEK Airport by INS offi-
cials, shackled to a bench in a
crowded cell for several hours,
and then sent back to Hong
Kong in handculffs, although he
was completely innocent of any
wrongdoing. Ladd and Iyer
wrote their song cycle in
response to this event, and

released it on Pi Records. For
the live setting, Ladd and three
fellow narrators took turns
telling stories, as an Iyer-led
eight-piece band from the
album backed them with a
broad Jazz palette that incorpo-
rated electronics. The narratives
were poignant first-person tales
revolving around the hopes and
observations of various immi-
grant characters. Ladd’s eye for
detail is abundantly sharp on
the album, but the humor really
came out at times in the live set-
ting, particularly when vocalist
Rizwan Mirza spoke. In What
Language? is a work that
becomes more important with
each passing day, as issues of
homeland security become an
ever-bigger part of our daily life.

aby steps. Lately, not interested in much else. Maybe

because I'm a young father, got two little ones—

much more interested now in what happens first
than in what big thing happens next.

Got a commercial radio hit? Boring. Sold-out tour? Boring. Cover of
Rolling Stone? Yawn. Best Buy Sunday circular helpin’ you roll out da
unitz? What a colossal waste of human creativity.

Fine, gotta sell the hits—it keeps the lights on, and every once in a while
you get a snappy tune, but it ain’t often, it just ain’t that often.

I'm not romanticizing some form of music biz/capitalist purity. Not even
talking about the quality of music this time. I'm talking about the mam-
moth expense of it all. Lack of creativity costs, plain and simple; and a
business model that only sees success where it eliminates risk, chance,
(often) taste, will become too expensive to be profitable. Case in point:
why so many majors are convincing themselves that the only way to be
remain profitable is to treat music as an accessory for gadgets, cars, even
college tuition. ’'m not saying it’s evil—I'm just saying it’s evidence.

Clear Channel, MTV, indie promotion, absurd pricing, big and “little”
box P&P—all born to help labels, stations, retailers, etc. eliminate risk
(or in the case of “little” box retail, stay in business). Nothing wrong
with that per se, but we’ve seen the consequences now haven’t we? We
have the necessary evidence. So expensive now, indie labels can hardly

compete with the cost that major accounts and labels have forced
them to business at. So expensive now, many at majors are looking
for ways to abandon ship and put their faith in accessories.

Look, who’s to say there’s anything truly noble about staying at the
party for the same reasons you came? I happen to believe getting into
the business and staying in it for the music is a good thing, a good
thing for business and the culture it affects, but there are other rea-
sons to come and stay your welcome too: the “thrill” of business,
working and networking with people who inspire you... cool.

But it’s now so unnecessarily and (I still like to believe, however naively)
avoidably too expensive. It’s at the heart of why many contest consolida-
tions like the Sony-BMG merger. Their point? That further consolidation
will only continue to shut the smaller labels out, and that access to radio
and retail will become even more limited and defined by even higher costs.

College radio picks up a record it loves, not because it’s getting a
“Presents,” not because their DJs have even been taken out to lunch;
indie retail gives up discretionary listening posts, positioning;
fanzines and E-zines champion the new artist; band tours and tours
while friends talk to friends; their label ships 5, 10, 20k.

Those are the first steps, the baby steps... and making sure their way
is as smooth as can be is what should interest us most... as much as
what happens next.

510.848.2308

ike the insane monk whose name

they bear, Rasputin Music, the 33-

year-old independent chain of
seven California stores, is irrepressible.
Unlike said monk, Rasputin Music is not
evil. Quite the contrary, actually—the chain
has been doing everything from donating
money to charities to sending out coupons
via Val-Pak. “Most recently we did some-
thing where we donated money to the
Berkeley Public School System,” says Tom
Chandler, director of marketing and pro-
motions. “When people were selling their
used CDs and DVDs, they could elect to
give their money to the school at 10 percent
on top of what we normally would have
paid them.”

The store (founded by Ken
Sarachan in the 70s and currently a mem-
ber of the Music Monitor Network) has run
its own magazine for six years. The mag,
Manifesto, features content mostly written
by the chain’s employees. “Certain columns
and writers have been with us for a while,
are pretty well-respected and are considered
to make an impact in the area,” says Tom.
“If our international guy, Dr. Rhythm, says
he likes something, it actually affects sales.
It’s pretty cool.” Tom, who is in charge of
the magazine, takes great pride in his
involvement at the store. “I'm saying this,
not just because I work here, but because I
actually think this: It’s just one of the best
music shopping experiences you could
actually have,” he says. “It’s pretty over-
whelming, actually.”

Q&A with Tom Chandler,
director of marketing and
promotions, Rasputin Music

What local press affects sales most?
The alternative weeklies: the SF Weekly and
the San Francisco Bay Guardian.

What radio station affects sales most?
All the big Clear Channel stations tend to
have an impact for us. The big rap station
here, KMEL; Live 105 has done pretty well
for us; KSJO... we did a program for them
last year; KKSF, the smooth jazz station
really drives sales once they start playing
something. If the DJs on KALX get behind
something, we’ll
definitely notice
it. There’s a col-
lege station right
now in Santa
Rosa that’s play-
ing something
and saying,
“Rasputin is the
place to come
find it,” and we
didn’t even know
they were doing
that.

There’s no dis-‘Putin!

Do you have in-stores?

We try to have everybody we think is cool
come play here. George Clinton did an in-
store here; the Roots; more recently we had
Blackalicious; the Violent Femmes, which
was great. Michael Franti And Spearhead
was a really wonderful in-store.

What is your most effective program?
The enthusiasm of our staff. People come in
and ask our staff what they think, and that’s
a very powerful thing. In-store play is really
powerful for us. We have listening posts,

both of which can be arranged through the
marketing department. We have lots of visi-
bility programs and radio ads that can be
pretty powerful.

What other programs do you offer? Are
any of them discretionary?

Not so much. Most of our actual advertis-
ing programs are co-op programs, so we
don’t actually have a lot of space to slip
stuff in just because we think it’s cool. We
have a concept we’re working on where, if
you buy three CDs, we’ll give three dollars
to the school of your choice. We’re real big
on the charity thing right now.

What display materials work best for you?
We're really moving away from label-gener-
ated POP. We still do some posters, but
we’ve really gotten away from counter bins.
We generate four-foot-square album covers
that we hang up in our stores and that
seems to be pretty cool. We’re not really
into the old-school record retail concepts.

What records are your current and all-
time favorites?

Death Cab For Cutie’s Transatlanticism and
Bill Evans’s Sunday At The Village Vanguard.

What's the first record you bought and
where?

Styx’s Paradise Theater at Sound Warehouse
in Albuquerque.

What’s the best concert you've attended?
A guy named Hamza El Din from
Nubia/Southern Egypt. I've seen him a num-
ber of times, but the really transcendental
time was about five years ago.
