Call For Writers 

In their valentine to the theatre called "Me & Juliet," Rodgers & 

Hammerstein wrote a song performed by members of an audience during 
intermission in which they cynically declare that "the theatre is dying"; that 
audience is also reminded of the fact, enumerated by the goodly supply of hit 
shows during the "Me & Juliet" season (1953), that in no way indicate that the 
theatre is, indeed, "dying." 

Well, it's almost 25 years since that song was first performed, and the word is 
that the current Broadway season is among the best in quite some time. 
However there is a let -down in the number of musical theatre successes, 
which in previous Broadway seasons always carried the day. We feel, of 
course, that the theatre remains a viable entertainment media in its Broadway 
form. There is, however, a dire need for new creative energies in the musical 
theatre, one which could use the talents of many writers who are pouring out 
hit after hit in the recording world. Interestingly, Broadway has seen a 

minimum of talent from this area. Yes, the chance of success is not in one's 
favor, a factor not enhanced by the cost of production today and the incredible 
man-hours required of writers to stick with a show from its inception to the 
very day of its debut on Broadway. Writing for recordings is a simpler matter 
and, for many, the path of least resistance. 

We feel, however, that Broadway success has many advantages to the 
creative artist who wants to expand his horizons; from an economic 
standpoint, a hit musical can have a profitable run far beyond its Broadway 
exposure; there are road companies and movies and, of course, the possible 
hit cast album, which creates instant label catalog of the strongest kind. 
Perhaps their heads weren't in it at the time, but Broadway should have gotten 
at least one score out of Lennon & McCartney. Besides the flow of great new 
songs one could have expected, it might have generated other fine writers to 
try their hand at the Broadway musical stage. That Lennon -McCartney show, 
alas, is not a likelihood. But all is not lost if some of the fine talent writing today 
(perhaps Lennon and McCartney on their own?) will make a commitment to 
the stage. With hopeful success, other talents might be stimulated to do the 
same. Contemporary writers who are well thought of are with their keen 
insights into the human condition a natural for book shows. They could well 
start a mighty resurgence of this great musical artform. Now's the time to 
plunge right in.

Bros. executive director for label 
management, the unusual recall is being 
made out of respect to the Hendrix 
legacy and the level of quality 
established by Hendrix during his 
lifetime. Schmitzerle commented, "We 
felt that the albums released after Hen- 
drix's death - by us and other com- 
panies - are not of the best quality, but 
better recordings were not available to 
us or even known to exist. Because of 
the excitement we experienced on hear- 
ing the Douglas -Hendrix tapes, we felt 
obligated to eliminate albums which, as a 
whole, are of less than top Hendrix

The suit 
also contends that because of the defen- 
dants' "willful negligence," many of 
Tará s artists have threatened to leave 
the label and sue for damages. 

Tara has also charged that Famous and 
ABC were "fraudulent" in accounting 
money owed to Tara"in order to force us 
out of business and therefore prevent 
the instant lawsuit from ever being com- 
menced." Tara is asking for a total of 
$110,000,000 in damages for the eleven 
causes of action.

"American Graffiti" enjoyed strong 
sales worldwide with Sweden and Italy 
showing the best sales figures. The 
Japanese market is starting to generate 
exceptional volume now that the film has 
opened in that country. MCA Records, 
Inc. will follow the success of this double 
LP set with "More American Graffiti" set 
for release in 1975. 

"Sunshine" a film aired on television in 
the U.S. but showing commercially 
abroad, was another top selling 
soundtrack album.

Does it pay to sign non -recording artist/writers? 
Chuck Kaye, Executive Vice President, Irving/Almo Music 

Songwriters are the most influential and creative factor in the 
business today. Anytime you associate yourself with a true 
songwriter, success will come your way. Although it is helpful 
to find a songwriter who is also recording his own tunes, I firmly 
believe in a songwriter as a songwriter. 

Sam Trust, President, ATV Music 
Yes, we are interested in signing such writers but with some 

qualification. The writer must be in every sense a composer, 
not the one -finger pianist or whistling creator who does not 
know his craft. In today's market, to survive as a non -per- 
forming songwriter, a composer must be thoroughly aware of 
contemporary composition and have the ability to lay out a 
well -structured original work. This is his advantage over the 
artist -writer who, in many cases, cannot even read music. 
Herbert N. Eiseman, President, 20th Century Music 

As it has always been, "The Song Is The Thing." In looking 
for new material, individually, or from contract writers, the song 
must be there. However, I feel that with very few exceptions 
every writer is a potential artist or producer, in varying degrees 
and importance. Remember, Carole King was a writer for ap- 
proximately ten years before she emerged as an artist. Burt 
Bacharach did fairly well with his instrumental albums. Jim 
Webb still is recording and could come up with tomorrow's No. 
1 record with his own material and himself as an artist. Of 
course, our own Paul Williams started as a writer and has 
emerged as a very important recording artist, as well as all-around performer. As 
music publishers, we at the 20th Century Music group go back to my original state- 
ment, if the song is great we will do something with it, preferably with the writer as 
artist or producer. Within the past two months we have set as artists. with three dif- 
ferent labels, three of our contract writers who came to us originally as writers. 
Bud Dain, General Manager, Garrett Music Publishing Companies 

The basic quality we look for in the acquisition of a writer is 
commercial versatility. A composer's craft is writing songs, but 
if the ability to become an artist is present, or can be de- 
veloped, that can only make him or her all the more attractive. 
It is not necessary for our writers to be performers because of 
the unique relationship between our publishing and production 
firms. Garrett Music allows a wide gamut of music choices in 
which to place songs by our composers ... ranging from a Telly 
Savalas to El Chicano, Vicki Lawrence or Roy Rogers. We also 
have such versatile producers as Snuff Garrett, Lenny Roberts, 
Al Capps, or Steve Dorff to develop material by our writers. And, of course, there are 
always great possibilites outside our own company. It's obvious that a writer who is 
also an artist adds another dimension. However, there are still many top -selling artists 
who are not writers and who need material, and for the most part. that material comes 
from professional writers who write for an assignment.

A publisher is always seeking that unknown gifted writer who 
can become a legend in the industry. It is our aim to sign as 
many non -recording writers as we can. Hopefully, we will be 
able to develop them into writers for all situations. I could 
probably fill this page with the names of hit songwriters who 
have never signed a record contract. One case in point is our 
Alan O'Day, who has been writing for us for four years and has 
recently come into his own with Cher's "Train Of Thought," The 
Righteous Bros.' "Rock And Roll Heaven," and Helen Reddy's 
"Angie Baby." 
Irwin Z. Robinson, VP, GM, Screen Gems -Columbia Music 

The answer to the question is most definitely, yes. A pub- 
lisher's decision to sign a writer should always be based on the 
one criteria which is basic to our industry; does the writer have 
the ability to write a hit song? The fact that the writer may also 
he an artist should be "icing on the cake." Although, with the 
number of recording artists who perform their own material, it 
is more difficult to expose the non -artist -writer's songs, it is far 
from impossible. If it is a good quality song, and the publisher 
does his job, the song will be recorded. The writer who is not a 
recording artist usually has more time to devote to writing and 
is not as much concerned with writing songs which are withheld for his or her own re- 
cordings. The publisher often operates with the burden of having to wait until an 
album or single is released before beginning to exploit the artist -writer's song. This 
problem does not exist with the non -recording artist -writer. Last but not least, is the 
problem that the artist -writer usually demands larger advances on the theory that his 
own recordings take the initial burden of exploiting the song off the publisher's 
hands.

Companies 

I'd have to give you a resounding yes. We need only to point 
to our new writer acquisition Wally Holmes, who has written 
such super hits as "Rock The Boat," "Rockin' Soul," and the 
new runaway smash "Love Corporation" for the Hues Corpora- 
tion. He hasn't recorded, nor will he ever in all probability. 
Often established writers become major artists. Take Paul 
Williams, Kris Kristofferson, Carole King, Neil Sedaka and Jim 
Webb. All were major songwriters before they recorded. And 
what about non -recording writers such as Marilyn and Alan 
Bergman, Thom Bell, Linda Creed, Billy Sherrill. David 
Bellamy and the giant creative group of Motown writers, too numerous to mention? 
Publishers who only sign recording writers are denying themselves a great source of 
material. 
Jay S. Lowy, President, Beechwood-Glenwood Music Corporations 

Absolutely, the primary responsibility of a contemporary 
publisher in today's complex business is to offer the most re- 
cordable songs regardless of their source. With few excep- 
tions, it is the non -performing writer who realizes that it is his or 
her function to create saleable material, and that only songs 
with commercial potential will be acceptable. A publisher's 
credibility is tested every time he makes a presentation of a 
song to an artist or producer. He must make certain that the 
songs casted in each situation are proper. In many instances, a 
song from a non -performer has an edge, as there sometimes f 
exists the underlying belief that the performing writer is saving his best for himself.

7 Major Labels 
Named In S.F. 
Anti -Trust Suit 
SAN FRANCISCO - Seven major rec- 
ord companies and two chain retailers 
were named in an anti-trust suit alleging 
price and other discriminatory practices. 
The suit was filed on Jan. 3, 1975 in U.S. 
District Court in San Francisco by Mr. 
and Mrs. Charles Zoslaw of Mill Valley. 
California. Mrs. Zoslaw operates the 
Marin Music Centre in Mill Valley. 

CBS, RCA, ABC. Warner Bros., Capitol 
Records, MCA Distributing Corp., and 
the Eric -Mainland Distributing Division 
of Transamerica Corp. were named 
along with Tower Records and Integrity 
Entertainment Corp. (Wherehouse 
stores) as the defendants in the suit 
which claims damages resulting from 
violations of the Sherman and Clayton 
anti-trust acts. 

The suit asks for an award of damages 
and for a temporary and permanent in- 
junction against the defendants enjoin- 
ing them from discrimination in prices in 
violation of the Robinson-Patman act 
and that CBS be required to divest itself 
of the discount record stores as well as 
Pacific Electronics, Inc. (Pacific Stereo 
stores). 

The plaintiffs allege that the named re- 
tailers are treated as sub -distributors en- 
titled to special low prices and discounts 
when, in fact, each distributor defendant 
knows that these store -operating cor- 
porations are selling at retail, and are 
selling at retail prices substantially below 
those that other purchasers at retail are 
able to sell because of the discrimination 
in price. 

The suit also charges that the named 
retailers and record companies were in 
combination and conspired to restrain 
trade and limit competition in the sale of 
records and tapes. 

The case has been assigned to the 
court of the Honorable George B. Harris. 
Mr. and Mrs. Zoslaw are represented by 
Maxwell and Philip Keith, attorneys of 50 
California Street, San Francisco, 
California.

Kasha strongly recommended that the 
publisher, in addition to offering his ex- 
perience and expertise, support 
songwriter workshops. Kasha. dedicated 
to the education of songwriters, has 
scheduled songwriter workshop -clinics 
under the aegis of SRS.

From Sessions 
To Solo Career 
HOLLYWOOD - When Michael Omar- 
tian arrived in Hollywood six years ago, 
he was a virtual unknown, but being a 
plugger, he landed a gig playing 
keyboards for Loggins & Messina's first 
band. He also participated as a 
performer and writer on the duo's LP's 
"Sittin' In," "Loggins & Messina" and 
"Full Sail." Actually, Mike recalls that 
ABC artists Pratt -McClain gave him his 
big break by insisting that he play on a 

Columbia LP of theirs. Within a week 
after completing those sessions, he re- 
ceived nine offers to do studio dates, and 
one of the most prolific recording 
careers of the '70's had been launched. 

Mike recalls that working with such 
artists as Neil Diamond, Loggins & 
Messina, Helen Reddy, The Righteous 
Bros., The 4 Tops, Art Garfunkel and 
Barbra Streisand was exciting, but he 
soon felt a sense of disillusionment 
because he was continuously asked to 
"play it like so and so does." 

In early '74 Steve Barri asked Mike to 
sign with ABC as an artist. For the ac- 
complished session man the offer was a 
dream come true, the result of years of 
dues paying. Mike's ABC debut LP, 
"White Horse," which he co -wrote with 
Stormy, his wife (she wrote the lyrics) 
has three single possibilities: "Silver 
Fish," "The Rest Is Up To You" and 
"Jeremiah." With a second LP due out 
sometime this month, the label may wait 
to make a single selection. Mike has 
committed himself to some limited tour- 
ing to promote his new career as an 
artist, knowing that all the fine session 
men he's worked with and the stars he's 
played piano for, will be backing him 
100%. 

Urbaniak Sings 
Atl. Prod. Pack 
NEW YORK Atlantic Records has 
signed jazz violinist Michal Urbaniak to 
produce the jazz/pop vocal group Funk 
Factory.

EAST COASTINGS - If Led Zeppelin's first of three concerts at Madison Square 
Garden last week was any indication, the group's cross-country tour of Americana's 
massive areas will be remembered as an unqualified artistic success. The visuals 
alone, from dry ice smoke to laser beams to one of the most elaborate uses of lighting 
in rock and roll are all impeccably executed, yet the magic radiated by Mssrs. Page, 
Bonham, Plant, and Jones managed to transcend all their accounterments. 

As one of the few remaining purveyors of flash rock and roll, Led Zep reaffirmed 
their place in rock's upper echelon. Jimmy Page's attack was uncompromising and 
razor sharp, especially in "Dazed and Confused" which hadn't been performed until 
opening night at MSG in over a year. A couple of the brightest moments of the eve- 
ning were the swashbuckling version of "Kashmir" from the forthcoming "Physical 
Graffiti" album and a final onslaught which included "Stairway To Heaven," "Whole 
Lotta Love," and "Communication Breakdown." It's refreshing to see that a major 
group like Led Zeppelin can return to the stage after nearly two years and still rock 
with the best of 'em. 

BITS & PIECES: Atco Records is planning to repackage Roxy Music's "Country 
Life" album; something about the cover offending people. The new cover, without the 
green cellophane, will have "lush green foliage" instead of the girls. The original 
looks like it will become a collector's item ... Martin Mull is planning to collaborate 
with former National Lampoon editor Michael O'Donoghue on a play to be titled "Lin- 
coln: The Man, The Car, The Tunnel" ... Muddy Waters is in Woodstock recording his 
next album for Chess with members of the Band ... Humble Pie's upcoming concert 
at the Academy of Music later this month is being billed as their "Farewell 
Performance" ... Japanese rock act, the Sadistic Mika Band make their U.S. label de- 
but next week on Harvest Records. There's nothing very sadistic about them as far as 

we can gather (lyrics are in Japanese), except that lead singer Mika reportedly walks 
on stage swinging a samurai sword. It seems that Mika was making her husband, Kazu 
Kato, who is also in the group, do all the housework one day. Kazu called her 
"sadistic" and the name stuck. Hence, the Sadistic Mika Band. 

You may remember Jonathan King as the guy who sang "Wooly Bully" with Leslie 
Gore and Ramsey Lewis on the Hullaballoo show in 1965. You may remember him as 

the balladeer who crooned through five million copies of "Everyone's Gone To The 
Moon," or even as the tycoon of tacky tunes by fictitious groups like the Weatherman, 
the Piglets, and Shag. Chances are that by next month, with the release of his new 
album, "A Rose In A Fisted Glove," whatever preconceived notion you may have had 
about Jonathan King will have to be revised. "When people start buying my records 
and think they've got me figured out, it's time to change my style," King told Cash Box 
last week. 

The album, which should be more accessible than his bastardizations of pop 
classics on the "Bubblerock Is Here To Stay" LP and the wry humor of "Pandora's 
Box," his last solo effort, continues to brim with eccentricity, After all, the combina- 
tion record executive (he founded U.K. Records in 1972) - recording artist - pro- 
ducer - founder of the Kim Novak fan club openly admits that humor is an asset. "A 
Rose In A Fisted Glove" (the title is taken from a line in Stephen Stills"Love The One 
You're With') is partly comprised of songs that King has admired while the other half 
are original. Of the former, King has chosen to lead off with Joni Mitchell's "Free 
Hand In Paris." "It's a song that should always have been sung by a record executive," 
he says. Also in that category is a solid c&w interpretation of Ann Peebles' r&b hit, "I 
Can't Stand The Rain," and a very palatable version of Jerome Kern's "The Way You 
Look Tonight." Of King's originals are the weird but brilliant "Let's Not Get Dirty," the 
bizarre"Mental Diseases," and a sultry"A Very, Very Melancholy Me." 

Another project King has recently involved himself in is the importation of 10,000 
copies of the London cast recording of "The Rocky Horror Show" in time for the 
Broadway opening next month. "We recorded the soundtrack two weeks after it 
opened on Kings Road and we managed to capture it while it still sparkled with the in- 
itial feeling of excitement

'75 FOR CBS STARTS IN ATLANTA: 
ATLANTA - CBS Records held its an- 
nual beginning -of -the -year meetings in 
Atlanta recently and more than 400 
representatives of the Columbia, Epic 
and Custom Labels attended the three- 
day affair. 

The meetings were commenced with a 
keynote address by Irwin Segelstein, 
president of CBS Records, and con- 
tinued throughout the four days with a 

mixture of meetings. seminars, new 
product presentations, and live enter- 
tainment by various CBS recording 
artists. All the electricity of a concert 
event was prevalent at the shows. with 
many artists being called back for en- 
cores and, the performers made each 
night a special event. 

The chairman of the meetings was 
Paul Smith, vice president of sales and 
distribution at Columbia Records and the 
coordinator was Roselind Blanch, direc- 
tor of merchandising planning and ad- 
ministration at CBS Records. Key 
speeches were delivered by Bruce 
Lundvall, vice president and general 
manager, Columbia Records; Ron Alex- 
enhurg, vice president and general 
manager, Epic and Custom Labels; and 
Jack Craigo, vice president of marketing, 
CBS Records. 

Among the most significant meetings 
held over the three days were the multi- 
media presentations of new and upcom- 
ing product on the Columbia, Epic and 
Custom Labels. Columbia's singles pre- 
sentation was headed by Bob Sherwood, 
d i rector of singles 
promotion, while the Epic/Custom Label 
singles presentation was made by Stan 
Monteiro, director of national promotion, 
and Mel Phillips, associate director of na- 
tional promotion, Epic and Custom 
Labels. Both the singles and the album 
presentations conveyed a tremendous 
amount of excitement through the use of 

slide shows, arranged by Arnold Levine, 
vice president of advertising and sales 
promotion material, CBS Records, and 
the display of packages for each new 
album, designed by John Berg, vice pre- 
sident, package art and design, CBS 
Records. 

The evenings were highlighted by gala 
dinners and live performances by these 
CBS Records artists: Aerosmith (Col.). 
Honk (Epic), Manhattans (Col.). Robert 
Klein (Epic), Freddie Prinze (Col.), 
Blood, Sweat & Tears (Col.), Loudon 
Wainwright Ill (Col.), Don Potter (Col.), 
Faith O'Hara (Col.).

Iron Butterfly: Alive In 75 
In these days of retrospect, it might seem strange that the Iron Butterfly is out on 

the road, looking for chart positions and concert acceptance, but then ponder the 
thought of a deposed president asking to be a U.S. ambassador and the logic involved 
becomes clearer. Somehow! 

Glancing back in time, it was in 1966, that the original Butterfly ventured from San 
Diego to Los Angeles into a small 'underground' club called Bido Lito's. Five weeks 
later, the band was being romanced by several large labels, settling eventually on 
Atco, moving up in status to the Whisky, which was in its prime at the time as 'the' club 
to play for instant exposure. Then came the band's first LP, "Heavy." The reaction 
from the public was instant acceptance. Iron Butterfly then went out on a national tour 
with the likes of the Doors and Jefferson Airplane, registering in the palatial suites of 
the Hitmakers Hotel. Their next LP, with the title tune, "In A Gadda Da Vida," made 
certain their mark on progressive music of its era. The album took only a short time to 
go gold and at this late date, has sold over 3 million copies worldwide. The LP is re- 
corded in album history as having been the first to receive platinum status. The next 
LP, "Ball" was released in 1969, staying on the pop charts for an amazing 44 weeks, 
marking the peak period for the original Butterfly. A live album followed, as did 
"Metamorphosis" and a "Best of" collection, but the good of days were gone and the 
Butterfly disappeared from the music scene. 

One envisions tales of rock decadence, financed by the rewards of roadwork and 
album royalties, but it wasn't like that, according to Eric Braunn, original guitarist for 
the Butterfly. "About half the money was ripped off because of had management, so it 
didn't leave us as well off as it should have," says Braunn, looking back five years. 

In 1973, after years of patient waiting, the new Iron Butterfly are back on the scene, 
with Braunn and fellow -original -member Ron Bushy (drums) and two new members, 

Phil Kramer (bass) and Howard Reitzes ( keyboards and guitar). 
"I'm really impressed playing with the group. I really like the music a lot. We do 

versions of some of the old stuff," says Braunn. "We do a reworked "In A Gadda Da 
Vida," but depending on our mood, it goes through a lot of changes. It's not like the 
old one. Our stuff's more musical now, not of that psychedelic era. Some of the ideas 
we're getting into now are along the lines of concepts, developing and writing out 
music for movies," Braunn continues. "No nostalgia trip. It's a lot of fresh energy. It's 
not just capitalizing on the name," he points out emphatically. 

As to Braunn's rock and roll shoes: "I never really took them off. I kept them 
polished and sitting there, waiting for the right time and the right place. This is the on- 
ly thing I've done in five years that I've felt I'm really gonna go through with." 

In 1973, the re -composed Iron Butterfly went into L.A.'s Paramount Studios for 
work on their '75 musical entry, "Scorching Beauty," released in Jan. of this year on 
MCA. The new line-up and a second chance at respect and fame has the entire But- 
terfly excited. Indications of their worldwide reputation are verified with offers of con- 
cert dates coming in from as far away as New Zealand. The band will spend the better 
part of this year out on the road, for the most part with second -bill status, but they're 
willing. It's a tough climb from virtual obscurity to the top of the mountain of today's 
popular music, but the Iron Butterfly is anxious to put their best shots forward in an at- 
tempt to re -register at the Hitmakers Hotel and MCA is backing them all the way. 
"They're giving us the personal attention that we feel is important to break an artist," 
says Braunn, fully conscious of the Butterfly's current status as a newcomer, odd as 
that might seem to some. So it's good to welcome back stalwarts of a by -gone era, 
who are willing to revamp their musical identities in order to come alive in '75.

Gentle Giant - Acquiring The Taste 

Gentle Giant is a unique English outfit whose history over the past few years has 
been one of musical experimentation coupled with business instability. Only with the 
release of the group's most recent album, "The Power And The Glory" (on Capitol), 
has the group had adequate U.S. tour exposure and album promotion enabling them 
to capitalize and build on their strong cult following in the States -a following which 
they were unaware of until this past fall. 

Musically, the group has developed a highly eclectic progressive sound which 
reflects at different times the madrigal, baroque counterpoint, modern jazz, and folk 
melodies - all conceived on a rock base. The overall sound is marked by very tight, 
complex arrangement. "There's a very solid foundation to most of our numbers. The 
improvisation comes later." Between the five members of the band, the instruments 
used include electric and acoustic guitars, violin, cello, reeds, trumpet, keyboards, 
vibes, bass and percussion. Cash Box spoke with Derek and Ray Shulman and Kerry 
Minnear, the main writers for Giant. "Our music is about the different backgrounds of 
the musicians. It all comes out, even though a lot of it is unintentional. Kerry is the on- 
ly schooled musician with classical training, apart from Ray who had violin training. 
Gary Green's (guitars) out and out blues; he'd probably be very rich and famous if we 
hadn't spoiled his progress. John Weather's (percussion) a rock and roller, really 
funk." "We have never consciously worked out a style. You decide on a concept of the 
song obviously, and what type of instrumentation you want and then you try and link 
the two - you never actually decide on a style of writing, I don't think, or you'd never 
start. The only thing we strive against is to play safe - we found we've got to take 
gambles, otherwise we'll start getting bored and the music might come to an end 
then. We have to keep changing." Contrary to most rock units, Gentle Giant did not 
begin as a band doing other people's material - "We didn't start that way. We didn't 
have any illusions or delusions about how or what we were going to do. We were just 
musicians and all our copying had been done in previous bands. We did what came 
naturally, and it was our own development." 

The members of Giant make a strong case for the distinction between recorded and 
live music. A Gentle Giant show is a visual as well as an aural' experience due 
especially to the continual switching around of instruments between the members. 
"We have a policy where the record is something totally different from the stage. The 
practical thing about it is that obviously you can do anything on record, you can com- 
bine instruments, you can choose those that would naturally sound discordant against 
each other. We start again at the basis of the song and redesign it, rearrange it for the 
stage." Giant has been doing a number of support gigs recently in teh U.S. (they 
headline easily in Europe and Canada) with such acts as Focus and Alvin Lee, a situa- 
tion that they have dealt with by being less eclectic on stage than on record, in hopes 
of drawing more people into their music at first and experimenting at a later date. "I 
think the kind of experiments would be interesting for the audience. I don't think we 
attract the kind of audience that wants to hear the same thing all the time." 

Gentle Giant has had more than its share of business hang-ups. They have re- 
corded six albums, two of which - the first and the fifth - were never released in the 
U.S. (both are very big import items). Of the remaining four - "Acquiring The Taste" 
(a quite experimental and influential LP), "Three Friends," "Octopus" and "Power 
And The Glory" - only two are on the same label. In addition, contractual problems 
held up a major U.S. tour for months, and they also suffered management problems. 
As a result of all this, the group has an interesting and enlightening perspective on 
the music biz: "Obviously, the business side is very important. We should just relate to 
playing music and going on stage and that's it full stock. Anybody with a modicum of 
sense can realize that if you're not selling records, that's the obligation of the com- 
pany. Or if you go to a town and you don't see any displays in windows or records in 
the stores, you think, well, what the hell are we going into town for. Obviously, people 
have got to sell the record in a salesman -like way, but I think it's best to keep the act 
unaware of that. The worst thing is if you feel that you're in a competitive market, if 
the artist is made to feel as if he's in some kind of rat race. We like to have a feeling of 
our own growth not as opposed to anybody else's. This is why we employed our new 
management - we were going to leave our previous management and do it 
ourselves, but it's too time-consuming and also too much of a hang-up with the busi- 
ness end. If you start thinking about the business thing too much, the music goes." 
Today, Gentle Giant's contractual and other problems seem to be getting resolved, 
freeing them to return to full concentration on the music. 

Gentle Giant has created some unique and sophisticated rock music, and they are 
one of the rare groups to be dealing with rock as a serious, experimental art form. 
Their plans for the future include not purposely writing a hit single (if one happens to 
present itself as part of an album, fine), getting involved with varied endeavors 
(perhaps a stage show at some point), and essentially writing first to please 
themselves rather than sticking to a formula, and hoping that others will be pleased 
by hearing a continuing variety of material.

Jigsaw puzzles, mobiles, 
bumper stickers, posters, even a limited number of Alice Alarm Clocks will he 
circulated. Also to come is a billboard on Sunset Strip. 

Atco is issuing a new front cover for Roxy Music's "Country Life" album. The 
shrinkwrap will he the regular clear shrinkwrap, not the present dark green and in 
place of the naked girls will he lush green foilage only. The contents, however, re- 
main the same. 

"The Prophet" LP will soon he available in bookstores across the nation, merchan- 
dised in conjunction with Kahil Gibran's classic text on which the Richard Harris 
soundtrack album is based. A rush release has been put on for "Theme From the 
Prophet - Pleasure Is A Freedom Song/On Love," a 2:20 edited single from the LP, 
which has been receiving top ten phone requests and good listener response in test 
markets. Maybe record stores should carry the hook, too?

The Los Angeles radio and music community was stunned last week by the announ- 
cement that KKDJ, a heavy top -40 FM rocker, would change formats to adult contem- 
porary programming. P.D. Rick Carroll has resigned (he was reportedly given the op- 
tion to stay). Out are Colleen Cushman (music director and programming assistant), 
Russ O'Hara, T. Michael Jordan, Pat Evans, Gary Kelly and Rich "Brother" Robbins. 
Charlie Tuna will take over as PD and Sharon Nelson, formerly at KHJ, will become the 
new MD. At press time, the new lineup was partially complete and includes: Charlie 
Tuna, 6 a.m.-10 a.m.; Humble Harv, 10 a.m.-2 p.m.; Jay Stevens, 2 p.m. -6 p.m.; and 
John Peters, 6 p.m. -10 p.m. Carroll told me the change was precipitated by Ralph 
Bodine, president of the radio division of Combined Broadcasting, owner of the sta- 
tion and KKDJ general manager, Ed Boyd in order to attempt to maximize commercial 
time bought on the station. KKDJ showed strongly in 12-24 demographics and 
management felt that current economic trends would force more advertising dollars 
into 25-49 plus demographics. Carroll who is quite popular in L.A., is looking for a ma- 
jor market PD slot and can he reached at (213) 363-6158.

THE TROUBADOUR, L.A. - An ex- 
cellent evening of jazz was offered by 
the combination of two fine instrumental 
talents - Freddie Hubbard and John 
Klemmer. Their approaches, though dif- 
ferent and distinctive, were extremely 
complementary and the audience 
showed their appreciation often. 

Klemmer, ABC/Impulse recording 
artist, opened the show with a tight and 
tasty hour set that featured material from 
his new album, "Fresh Feathers." Front- 
ing a four man supporting band that in- 
cluded keyboards, bass, drums and a 
harmonica soloist, the saxophone 
virtuoso employed an echo unit and his 
lightning fast technique to texture a 

sometimes eerie, sometimes joyous, but 
always extremely melodic environment. 

Much of Klemmer's material is based 
upon basic blues structures, but he is 
able to take such familiar riffs and infuse 
them with something new and extremely 
appealing. Favorites included "Gentle 
Morning Song," "Fresh Feathers" and 
the explosive "Rock, Sock, Pop and 
Flip." An open ended solo improvisation 
by Klemmer based on Stevie Wonder's 
"You and I" and David Gates' "I Wanna 
Make It With You" demonstrated his 
mastery of his instrument and his ac- 
cessibility to jazz purists as well as more 
heavily rock influenced listeners. 

Freddie Hubbard, Columbia Records 
artist, and his five man supporting band 
capped the classy musical event with a 

high energy set. Also leaning on Stevie 
Wonder for material, Hubbard construct- 
ed a wall of sound and then lifted the au- 
dience to a giddy height to show them 
the musical possibilities existing on the 
other side. With a friendly, free -wheeling 
stage persona in which he was able to fit 
dashes of relaxed humor, Hubbard 
proved his mastery of the trumpet and 
still allowed plenty of room for his band 
to display their talents. 

With bass, congas, drums, keyboards 
and a sax/flute soloist supplying the un- 
derpinnings, the band explored various 
moods. Sassy or sensuous, the material 
was an excellent example of the best in 
modern instrumental music.

BOTTOM LINE, NYC - Since Buddy 
Miles recently departed the Electric 
Flag, Mike Bloomfield has taken the 
Atlantic group by the reigns and shaped 
them into a very capable blues outfit 
which drew full houses to their recent 
weekend engagement. 

Along with Bloomfield on guitar, the 
group also comprises the veteran Nick 
Gravenites who sings in bold, gutsy 
strokes; former Butterfield keyboard 
man, Mark Naftalin; bassist "Jelly Roll" 
Troy; and drummer George Rains. The 
band, which now contains the remnants 

12 bar rolling and tumbling approach to 
their music, Bloomfield's set was well 
played and the new material, especially 
Gravenites' California blues lament, 
"Love Me Or I'll Kill You" met with sus- 
tained interest and appreciation on the 
part of the audience.The group wound 
up with the Electric Flag staple, "Wine," 
which was accented with some serpen- 
tine guitar lines. 

The last set of the weekend was 
capped off with the appearance of 
Bloomfield's former employer, Paul But- 
terfield, who joined the group for a half

of the "New" old Electric Flag missed 
much of the energy emitted by Buddy 
Miles staccato drum bursts and frenzied 
vocal style, but the group is now nestled 
in a more comfortable stance, playing a 

relaxed set of mostly new material which 
gave Bloomfield the chance to stretch 
out, and for most of the weekend, he was 
in good form. While Bloomfield does not 
possess the dazzling emotional virtuosity 
of some of his contemporaries, he dis- 
played a cool, studied confidence while 
avoiding a tendency he has had, to over- 
play. 

Though the group adopts the familiar 

hour of inspired blues wailing. 
The Don Preston Group, in their first 

appearance east, are a well rounded 
group with a solid, bedrock foundation. 
Their set included a couple of new selec- 
tions, "I'm With You Tonight" and "What 
A Friend I Have In Georgia" which were 
punctuated with considerable finesse in 
the style of southern rock. The Shelter 
recording artist could stand to benefit by 
employing dynamics rather than sheer 
brute force in club environs, but 
otherwise, their debut was an impressive 
one.

Jethro Tull 
THE FORUM, L.A. - After selling out a 
hard to believe five concerts in the mam- 
moth Forum, Jethro Tull came out open- 
ing night and stunned the huge gather- 
ing of fans with their precision and highly 
developed sense of theatrics. Ian An- 
derson dashed madly about the stage 
waving his flute phallically and brilliantly 
portraying the mad musical wizard he so 
obviously is. It was a stellar performance 
and the fans screamed their appreciation 
every chance they got. 

Featuring a cross-section of their 
material and staying away from overdo- 
ing any one period of their recorded his- 
tory as they have been doing in recent 
tours while they performed "Thick As A 
Brick" and "Passion Play," Tull paced the 
show brilliantly and performed nearly 
flawlessly. Their control of the very en- 
thused crowd is merely another in a long 
line of achievements. Anderson besides 
leading the music, performed the func- 
tion of spokesman. With between song 
patter that linked the material thematical- 
ly and also was most entertaining and 
comedic, the scraggly looking lead 
singer/acoustical guitarist/flutist twisted 
the emotions of the crowd into whatever 
shape he desired. 

The band also shared Anderson's 
showmanship and performed on the 
grand scale so that even the fan in the 
furthest reaches of the arena could ap- 
preciate their onstage antics. Rabbits, 
zebras and other figments of Anderson's 
fertile imagination also had their turns in 
the spotlight and added a surreal ele- 
ment amidst the thunder of the music. 

Songs included were virturally a 

Jethro Tull greatest hits collection. 
Favorites were "Aqualung," "My God," 
"Thick As A Brick," "Wondering Aloud," 
"Bungle In The Jungle," "War Child," 
"Bouree" and their latest single release 
"Skating Away On The Thin Ice Of The 
New Day." After a tumultuous ovation 
which included literally thousands of 
flickering lights that set the Forum 
ablaze, they came back in a wave of glory 
to perform "Locomotive Breath." 

Beyond all doubt, Jethro Tull have re- 
deemed themselves after being severely 
criticized for the self-indulgence of their 
last "Passion Play" tour. The fans at the 
Forum were thrilled to see them back on 
the stage and the legend that is Jethro 
Tull continues to grow and grow.

LONG BEACH ARENA - Well, Johnny 
Winter did it again! With a precise quartet 
of blues power, Winter blew down the 
walls of the Long Beach Arena, deliver- 
ing a set that contained itself well within 
the confines of strict and pure blues. And 
the only problem that surfaced is the 
question - Is Winter progressing or is he 
feeling safe within the limits of his own 
legend? 

With the recent addition of Floyd Rad- 
ford, on second lead, Johnny has found 
himself the perfect foil in generating a 
play by play competitive spirit that added 
in raising the audience from the edge of 
their seats to a stand up and boogy posi- 
tion. 

As happens in so many cases, the 
James Cotton Blues Band in their first 
local appearance, delivered a healthy set 
of the real thing, getting only a small 
share of the appreciation they deserved, 
as the audience waited patiently for their 
albino albatross to arrive center stage. 

Winter did his scarecrow two-step on 
stage and instantly the house came to 
life. He delivered a fast paced set of what 
we have come to expect from the Texan 
tornado - pure blues with a hard rock 
edge, stuff that catapaulted this frail 
guitarist into the annals of rock myth. 

Winter, appearing to be in one of the 
healthiest stages of his career, over 
flowed with his own weird style of 
raucous animation, as some of the finest 
guitar playing ever heard flowed freely 
from his fingertips. What it would be like 
if Winter took the opporunity to cross 
over into a more accessible rock ap- 
proach, is left to the imagination as 
Winter continues to stay alive and well 
within what we know as his forte

The George Clinton Band 
STARWOOD. L.A. - What a pleasant 
surprise to find a new band with a fully 
developed identitiy of their own and a 
stage act that is both original and 
polished. George Clinton has a real 
sense of style and his big band, including 
a five man horn section, two back-up 
singers and a funky, flashy rock core 
bring life and love to his original 
material. 

With rhythm and blues influences 
blending effortlessly with Clinton's 
vaudevillian persona, the group has a 
very varied palette from which to struc- 
ture their technicolor mindscapes. Big, 
brassy soul numbers seque effortlessly 
into pure and clean rock and roll and with 
a doff of his bowler Clinton can also de- 
liver beautiful ballads. As lead singer, 
writer and keyboard virtuoso, it is Clinton 
who is the center of attention and he 
marches about the stage when he isn't 
pounding on the ivories with a great 
sense of theatrics and visual impact.

Ramsey Lewis: In Again 

Ramsey Lewis is a humble man. Maybe a second shot at impending financial and 
record success has caused him to reflect back on the first shot. As a teenager in the 
mid -fifties, Lewis formed a r&b-jazz trio in Chicago. By 1959, the Ramsey Lewis Trio 
had hit the relative big-time of steadily playing clubs in New York, earning a reputa- 
tion that enabled them to make a decent living on the road. Then in '64, the trio, with 
Lewis on piano, Red Holt on bass and Eldee Young as drummer, scored their initial 
record success by way of "Something You Got." This of course led to more 
prominence and larger dreams, but at the time Lewis and the other two couldn't 
possibly imagine the large dose of good fortune that was lying around the corner. 

Dobie Gray had a smash hit in the early sixties with "The In Crowd" and since the 
song, at the time, was almost a household item with its "I'm in with the in crowd" at- 
titude, the Lewis trio picked up on the tune, gave it a jazzy feel, dropping the lyrics 
and had their first in a series of seven million sellers. This was 1965 and the Lewis 
version won a Grammy as "the best small -group jazz record." A follow-up LP also 
turned gold. 

And a string of hits followed as the group became the most popular jazz combo in 
the U.S. Their version of "Wade In The Water" and the subsequent album turned gold 
in '66. Then came the trio's version of the McCoy's successful "Hang On Sloopy." 
More gold, both single and LP. But by this time, bitterness and musical friction caused 
Holt and Young to split from Lewis, using their commercial success as the basis for a 

short, yet impressive career as Young -Holt Unlimited. 
What happened, according to Lewis, was that success awed him a bit, "you let 

things get outta hand." Too much time was spent on business affairs, investing the 
monetary rewards of his success and then baby-sitting those investments. Lewis 
failed to concentrate on writing and playing. Though still active, the glamor of the 'old 
days' had passed him by. 

Then in late '74, "Sun Goddess," Lewis' fifth Columbia album in four years, was re- 

leased. The reaction, so far, is reminiscent of Lewis again being in with the' in crowd.' 
As to the past, Lewis quotes Leonard Chess: "You go up fast and you go down fast." 

But "Sun Goddess" is one of those solid successes. Sales are averaging 25,000 LPs 

per week, with total sales of 180,000 so far. With the average time span for a record to 
turn gold being three months, Ramsey figures he might squeeze in under the 
average. 

"I shot a lot of good shots with this album," says Ramsey, "and it speaks for itself. 
But actually, it's like a dream come true." The LP is a concentrated effort, on the part 

of Teo "he's my baby" Macero, Lewis and Maurice White, to capture the essence of 
what's happening in jazz today. 

"I had to sit down with me and offer myself a creative free range, get my creative 
adrenalin flowing." And the folks at Columbia, from Bruce Lundvall to Macero, agreed 
that taking the time that's needed gets the best results. Obviously, they were correct. 

Working closely with White, from Earth, Wind and Fire, and Charles Stepney, Lewis 
generated four of the seven tunes on the LP himself. White contributed two; one, 
"Hot Dawgit," is the chart climbing single culled from the LP, and included is an in- 

strumental version of Stevie Wonder's"Living For The City." "The sessions were like 
love affairs," says Ramsey. 

"An artist does not know what his contribution to his chosen field is, history tells 
that," said Ramsey Lewis early last week. And 1975's history will have to note that 
Ramsey, once again, is in with the in crowd.

ALTERNATE TAKES - John Coltrane - Atlantic 
SD 1668 

There's no question as to why there's a con- 
tinual flow of Coltrane material released year 
after year, once you've heard this latest. The man 
was so obviously brilliant as a musician, and 
lucky enough to be able to preserve that 
brilliance on tape so that we'd finally be lucky 
enough to hear it on a record. What a great 
setup! This Ip represents a great sampler of 
Coltrane's variations on excellence, working with 
a total of ten highly -regarded jazzmen in four 
separate group arrangements, circa '59-'60, on 
eight tunes (six Coltrane originals) with identities 
and intentions as varied as a group of bus -riders. 
"Like Sonny" features some good Cedar Walton 
piano and you'll find "Countdown" well titled. 
McCoy Tyner leads the 1960 Coltrane Quartet 
into a beautiful "Body And Soul" that will stir lov- 
er's souls everywhere. 
PROCEED WITH CAUTION - Calvin Keys - 
Black Jazz 18 

Keys is the one doing the proceedin' and the 
main caution the listener needs is to listen, lest 
they miss one magic, sequential note as it flows 
from Keys' effervescent fingertips. This is his 
second solo outing and time has tempered his 
soul as well as his approach. Keys plays a de- 
finitive, full-bodied jazz style that is unlike so 
many others today who play jazz with overbear- 
ing overtones of rock rudiments that tend to dif- 
fuse their instrumental statements. Keys is 
sensitive to the endurance of the textures he 
leads his outfit through and sensible enough to 
allow his sidemen to operate as equal partners in 
a full -unit sound. Watch out for this Ip, it could be 
one of the major keys to Calvin's eventual suc- 
cess story. 
MICHEL LEGRAND LIVE AT JIMMY'S - RCA BGL 
1-0850 

After a short taste of Legrand's comfortable 
jazz piano styling, a four man, all-star section 
joins in for an uptempo 15:15 version of "Watch 
What Happens" from "The Umbrellas Of 
Cherbourg," with Phil Woods, on sax, sharing the 
forefront with Legrand, switching over to a 

tasteful lead from guitarist George Davis, as the 
tune becomes a strong indication of the quality 
contained within this Ip. And the fact that the 
music here is relatively improvisational, worked 
by experts around Legrand's enchanting 
melodies, while being recorded live, makes this 
an outstanding effort. The empathy between the 
quartet involved (Legrand, Davis, Woods, Ron 
Carter on bass and Grady Tate on drums) is in- 
dicative of why afficianados call jazz the music of 
musicians. 
CROSS COLLATERAL - Passport - Atco SD 
36-107 

It's a long way from Klaus Doldinger's days 
with the Jazz Workshop in N.Y. during the sixties, 
but it seems that his passport is in perfect order 
for a trip into the attention of those appreciative 
of totally 'right -now' jazz. Strange that Doldinger 
was deeply involved with Germany's pop -jazz 
scene, condemning free jazz, along the way get- 
ting freer and freer and now we find that the 
Doldinger-led Passport's brand of free jazz is 
what's now called pop -jazz. Doldinger's fantastic 
work on tenor, soprano and keyboards is well - 
heard, and it's obvious that Passport as a unit has 
come a long way since their debut last year. 
Good jazz/drama on "Albatross Song," and we 
find the entire Ip tastefully representative of 
what the kids are buying. 
MINGUS AT CARNEGIE HALL - Atlantic SD 1667 

Freedom's just another word for Charles 
Mingus asking a handful of his former sidemen to 
join his present unit in a loose, yet so togetherly 
purposeful jam session at Carnegie Hall in Jan. 
'74. And had the performance gone unrecorded, 
some of the meanest blowing of the year would 
have lost its breath to time. On Ellington's "C 
Jam Blues" Mingus and drummer Dannie 
Richmond maintain a role as backbone to an 
ever-changing front-line horn attitude, at times 
led by George Adams, Hamiet Bluiett, John Fad - 
dis, John Handy, Roland Kirk or Charles 
McPherson, any of the above, some or all at 
once, in a summit of saxes.
