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EDlTORlAL Coast To Coast Club Revival

The club scene, until recently written off as dead,
is notonly in the midst of a heavy revival, but spawn-
ing a number of signed, sealed and successful acts.

The success of Chicago Rockford area’s Cheap
Trick, in addition to a growing interest back into
basic pop/rock music, may have been the catalysts
for the resurgence, but clubs are alive and thriving
on both coasts.

Recent signings in Los Angeles of club-oriented
groups include the Knack, 20/20 and the Motels
while in New York, the Shirts, Laughing Dogs and
Susan came from a similar circuit. Chicago has
recently been the presenter of the Shoes (Zion, lI1.),
and Gambler while Greg Kihn and the Rubinoos
claim the Bay area as home. New England worked
the northeast coast clubs.

One key factor going for these artists has been

their preparation and execution of well-engineered
strategies to achieve label contracts. Most did not
get discovered at some amateur or “hoot” night, but
consciously worked at gaining a following in their
particular region. Under the auspices of smali
management firms, these acts played date after
date building momentum and acquiring label in-
terest and a general buzz before making a deal.

As the club scene continues to grow, as statedina
recent L.A. Times two-part series, more and more
fresh talent is being exposed. Thissame growth pat-
tern is happening in New York and other
metropolitan areas and the label’s are very aware of
it.

Looking back atthe Beatles’ club heritage, we can
only hope for more unique, fresh music to emerge in
the near future.

BMA Founders’ Conference
Unites Black Music People

LP, Tape Sales
For 1978 Pass
$4 Billion Mark

NEW YORK — Manufacturers’ sales of
phonograph records and pre-recorded
tapes in the U.S. rose by 18% in 1978,
pushing the industry’s dollar volume over
$4 billion for the first time. Unit sales,
however, were up only four percent, ac-
cording to figures recently released by the
Recording Industry Association of
America.

With dollar volume stated in terms of fist
price value, sales in 1978 amounted to
$4.1 billion, compared with $3.5 billion in
1977. Unit sales of records and tapes in
1978 came to 726.2 million, compared with
698.2 million the previous year.

The most dramatic percentage in-
creases in both dollar and unit volume were
registered by pre-recorded cassette tapes.
Dollar sales of these tapes soared 80% to
$449.8 millionin 1978 from $249.6 millionin
1977, while unit sales rose 66% to 61.3
million from 36.9 million in the previous
year

LP Unit Sales Down

The leveling-off of growth in the record
business was dramatically illustrated by the
fact that unit sales of record albums
declined one percent from 344 million in
1977 to 341.3 million in 1978. Dollar volume
of record sales, however, rose 13% from
$2195.1 billion in 1977 to $2473.3 billion in
1978.

Unit sales of singlerecords, including 12-
inch singles, stayed even at 190 million, but
dolflar volume increased by 6.2 percent
from $245 million in 1977 to $260.3 million
in 1978.

Eight-track cartridge tape sales amoun-
ted to $948 million in 1978, up 17% from the
1977 total of $811 million. Unit sales rose
4.9% from 127.3 million in 1977 to 133.6
million in 1978.

Total unit sales of pre-recorded tapes,
both cassette and eight-track. rose to 194.9
million in 1978 from 164.2 million the
previous year. Tape sales were up to $1.39
billion from $1.061 billion in 1977.

NARM Lends
Assistance For
BMA Program

PHILADELPHIA — A ten-point program of
support for the BMA by NARM was the
highlight of the meeting entitled
"Professional Opportunities: How They Are
and How They Should Be.” The panel,
moderated by Stanley Gortikov, president
of the RIAA, included Steve Gold. head of
Far Out Productions; Elliott Franks, of the
National Association of Black-Owned
Broadcasters (NABOB), and Joe Cohen,
executive vice president of NARM, who out-
lined the program.

NARM'’s program included the following
points: an open invitation to BMA retailers
to attend NARM's regional meetings; an in-
vitation to the BMA to select an unspecified
number of scholarship winners to par-
ticipate in NARM's Retail Management Cer-
tification program: an invitation to the BMA
to select “as many students as you can find”
to participate in NARM's ten-week “on the
job” internship programs in retailing and
rack jobbing (see Cash Box, June 16); the
preparation of a “how to" manual outlining
the procedures by which retailers may deal
with banks in securing loans and a com-
mitment by NARM to fight for an amend-
ment to a law that prohibits record
wholesalers from applying for Small
Business Administration loans.

PHILADELPHIA — A sense of progress
towards achieving concrete goals and
coordinating diverse elements of the enter-
tainment field characterized the Black
Music Association’s Founders’ Con-
ference, which was held at the Philadelphia
Sheraton Hotel June 8-11.

Over 1,000 BMA members and their
guests attended the convention. They
represented a broad cross-section of the
industry, including record manufacturers
and retailers, radio people and recording
artists. At seminars organized by the BMA’s
four sub-divisions — communications,
merchandising, performing arts and
recording — they heard plans and
proposals that were developed in accord
with the BMA’s aim of becoming "a guiding
force in the economic growth of black
music” while “enhancing black music and
black people in the music industry.”

In an exclusive interview, BMA President
Kenneth Gamble told Cash Box, “| think
that the conference was very inspirational,
and | have a very strong sense of accom-
plishment. We succeeded at the con-
ference in that we got the information from
every segment of the music industry. We
now have to find out both the long and
short-term goals, approach the problems
and correct them systematically.

“We may not have a convention next
year,” Gamble added. “Our plans now are
to break down to seven differentregions for
closer contact with the more individualized
needs of people in eachregion. | know that |

personally will be visiting each region.

“Another priority,” continued Gamble,
“will be to become financially self-
sufficient. We are now in the process of hir-
ing professional fund raisers; we will at-
tempt to develop some endowments; and
we have plans to produce some benefit
concerts and albums.” This thoughtful,
moderate attitude was representative of the
one that prevailed at the meetings, which
were occasionally punctuated by more
vociferous reactions like that of Source
president Logan Westbrook’s assertion
that “we must bite the hand that feeds us,”
vis-a-vis the BMA’s relationship to the white
corporate structure.

Concrete Plans

Although the BMA's initial goal was to
collect information, news of solidly sub-
stantial plans and programs emerged from
virtually all seminars. LeBaron Taylor, who
moderated a seminar entitled “Becoming A
Record Industry Executive,” reported that
he would immediately make availabie a list
of 75 job openings within the industry.
Moderator Calvin Simpson reported at the
cooperative merchandising seminar (see
story, page 32) that the BMA would embark
on a program to educate retailers and
would endeavor to secure more advertising
and promotional money from manufac-
turers for black dealers and merchan-
disers.

He also revealed that Jim Tyrrell would
formally function, in a ‘one on one”

Publishing Companies Continue Expansion
As Disco Opens New Market For Catalogs

by Joey Berlin

LOS ANGELES — Sluggish recorded
music sales the first part of this year have
not slowed the growth of - music publishing
companies, according to a Cash Box sur-
vey of leading publishing companies. But
many publishers expect to suffer income
cutbacks in six to 12 months when
mechanical payments for the period come
in.

Two-thirds of the publishing companies
surveyed are aggressively seeking out new
writers, with the other companies tradi-
tionally working with limited writing staffs.
Not orie company reported any cutback in
professional managers. In fact, most
companies have added or will add profes-
sional managers this year.

Opinion was mixed on the amoynt of
studio activity and the difficulty of getting
covers on existing copyrights, but a
number of publishers pointed to the disco
boom. as welt as TV and film music, as
areas for growth. And others cited an
increased willingness on the part of self-
contained artists to do covers.

“We are finding more artists, even
singer/songwriters, looking for covers as
hit singles.” says Roger Gordon, vice presi-
dent/general manager of Chappell Music's
west coast division. “And it's also getting
easier to get covers because people are
pulling disco cuts out of our older catalog.
Right now we're doing disco-oriented
demos from ‘The King & I' and ‘The Sound
Of Music.’

"l don't know how tong it'll last, but right
now the disco market is wide open for older
songs.’

Chappell handles the Stigwood Group
publishing, which. led by the Bee Gees has
been very successful for them recently.
“The Bee Gees had incredible success last
year, saturating the pop market, and this

year we're having major success with them
in the country field. But we're also looking
for new writers more than ever,” adds
Gordon. “When we stop doing that we may
as well close our doors.”

But some companies prefer to work with
a small number of writers. Warner Bros.
Music is one such company, maintaining
only 12 or 13 writers with a relatively large
professional manager staff trying to get
maximum mileage out of the catalog.

“We haven't limited our writing staff be-
cause of economic reasons, but as the most
effective way to do business,” explains Mel
Bly. president of Warner Bros. Music. “This
way we can work together on song
construction and refinement in our demo
studios. If you are organized, understand
your own catalog and are creative in mak-
ing demos you make your own breaks. We
have weekly staff meetings on what's go-
ing onin the studios so we can stay on top of

our opportunities.”

Bly doesn’t believe the record sales
slump is affecting recording activity, but he
does expect to feel its effect with lower
income in the months ahead.

UA Music

United Artists Music has an active writer
development program and has recently
added to its manager staff, with three on the
west coast. two in the east, two in Nashville
and a vice president of maotion picture
music.

“If record companies cut costs by cutting
the number of releases, it'll definitely affect
publishers,” notes Frank Banyai, UA Music
executive assistant to the president. “But
we haven't noticed this happening yet.”

in case the fabels do cut back, UA Music
has become more active in a number of
areas that could make up for the loss and
get them a bigger piece of the smaller pie.

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PolyGram Policies For ’80s
Outlined At Directors’ Meet

by Richard Imamura

LOS ANGELES — Growth in a world
marked by shifting demographics and
spiralling costs was the main topic of dis-
cussion at the PolyGram Record Opera-
tions (PRO) managing directors’ meeting
held June 9-14 in Palm Beach, Fla.

Approximately 100 executives from
PolyGram and its affilliated companies
(representing 35 countries) attended the
meeting.

Addressing the topic “The Challenge Of
The Eighties,” Dr. Werner Vogelsang,
PolyGram Group vice president and presi-
dent of Polydor International, pointed to the
end of the post-war baby boom and the
current drop in birth rates in industrialized
nations as evidence that “the biggestgroup
of consumers in our business today” will
only become smaller in the coming decade.

Therefore, Dr. Vogelsang explained,
continued prosperity for PRO, and the
music industry in general, will only be
possible if research and analysis are “able
to develop successful and meaningful
countermeasures to safeguard continuous
and profitable growth.”

One possible option, Dr. Vogelsang
pointed out, would be the development of
the Third World and Eastern European
markets, especially China and the USSR.

Business Ethics

Dr. Vogelsang also stressed the impor-
tance of business ethics in the competition
on the world market. Urging his associates
to “use a positive attitude by developing
further progress and making decisions on
the basis of true convictions,” Dr.
Vogelsang then emphasized that "to work
for our own development makes a lot more
sense than to work against others.”

However, on the subject of bootleggers
and piracy, Dr. Vogelsang was not so

neighborhood entertainment centers with
the introduction of such attractions as pin-
ball machines, the expanded use of video
presentations, and the construction of en-
closed areas for the classical and disco
consumer to shop in.

This sort of ambience, many retailers
contend, helps to promote the concept of
the record store as the ideal place for the
consumer to while his time away.

For atmosphere, record buyers in New
York, for example, have their choice of Big

charitable, identifying them as a top priority
probiemto be solved inthe coming decade.
“This phenomenom should get our full at-
tention and preparedness to fight it and kill
it, wherever and whenever we discover it,”
Dr. Vogelsang stated.

“We have to protect under all cir-
cumstances, the rights of our artists, of our
recorded repertoire, of copyrights,” Dr.
Vogelsang went on to say, “because they
are the truly basic elements of our business
and success.”

Worldwide Cooperation

Shifting the emphasis to the international
market, Pieter Schellevis, PolyGram Group
vice president and president of Phonogram
International, stressed cooperation
throughout the worldwide organization.

Terming this cooperation “The Creative

Link,” Schellevis offered the following five
recommendations to the assembled ex-
ecutives:
1) “To aim for greater selectivity of artist
releases and to promote these releases in
the most efficient and effective ways possi-
ble;

2) “To maximize promotional expen-
ditures to the fullest, with allocations made
in the most effective way to insure optimum
results;

3) “To develop new strategies for max-
imizing artists’ international potential, with
particular emphasis on those artists who
are already popular in individual territories;

4) “To give important international pro-
jects priority over normal day-to-day local
projects, and

5) “To have record company manage-
ment work in close cooperation with the
direct marketing divisions, which can
produce substantial additional volume in
many repertoire fields.”

MCA, GRT Settle
ABC Tape Dispute

LOS ANGELES — MCA Records and Dis-
tribution has acquired the ABC Records
tape licensing agreement from the GRT
Corp. of Sunnyvale, Calif.

Under the terms of the settlement, GRT
sold its rights under a former licensing
agreement with ABC Records to MCA for
an undisclosed amount of cash and other
considerations. MCA also agreed to buy
from GRT the existing inventory of ABC
tapes now in GRT's catalog and will buy
from GRT's manufacturing facilities at least
2 million tapes a year for two years.

In addition, GRT has ended its lawsuit
against MCA over the licensing dispute,
which arose from MCA’s acquisition of ABC
Records earlier this year.

Effective immediately, all of the tapes will
bemarketed under the MCA Records label,
with all distribution handled by MCA Dis-
tribution Corp.

GRT, however, is continuing its litigation
against ABC Records and ABC, Inc., claim-
ing that the sale of ABC Records to MCA
breached an existing licensing agreement
between GRT and ABC.

Reno, Metz Decline
Audiofidelity Offer

NEW YORK — The planned acquisition of
Midsong International, Inc. and Rapp/Metz
Management by Audiofidelity Enterprises,
Inc. (Cash Box, June 9) apparently will not
be completed. However, Midsong and
Rapp/Metz have indicated they will con-
tinue with their plans to merge their opera-
tions.

Referring to the aborted Audiofidelity
takeover talks, Bob Reno, president of Mid-
song, commented “They made us an offer,
and we didn’t feel it was advantageous at

this point to take it.” The offers, as reported

In Los Angeles,
there’'s Rhino Records, where testy
customers vie for the status of making any
one of the store’s three consumer indexes
— "Worst Customer of the Month,” the “Up
and Coming List,” and the prestigious
“Worst Customers Hall of Fame.” And then
there’'s the Peaches chain where in several
American cities, “We are the entertain-

ment,” according to David Kastens, vice

president of sales and promotion for the
company.

Perhaps the most significant step that
several of the nation’s record retailers have
recently taken to promote their stores as
entertainment centers is the introduction of
enclosed areas for disco consumers to
dance in while they shop. The newest of
these outlets is the three-month old Sound
Warehouse store in the Montrose area of
Houston, where 2,000 of the location’s 12,-
000 square feetis set aside for adance floor
that's surrounded by a complete selection
of disco product. The room's features in-
clude glitter balls, track lighting, four-
channel stereo, and four speakers suspen-
ded from the ceiling.

“We felt that disco was a big enough
seller to merit its own area,” said Steve
Summy, store manager for the
freestanding site. “To sell disco product,
you've gotto playit, since thereare so many
new artists that need the exposure. In its
own area, disco music can saturate the
distener from the time we open until we
close. And it sets the mood for people to
shop in. People who dig disco should have
a similar environment in which to shop.”

In-House DJ

The Big Ben chain’s La Brea store in Los
Angeles takes a similar approach in the
merchandising of its disco-oriented
product. The outlet employs a full-time DJ
who spins records from the late afternoon
into the late evening. The DJ, housed in a
mini-Big Ben tower, interacts with his
audience the way a radio jock would with
his listeners, according to Rick Lawrence,
assistant vice president of the chain, and

Atlantic's Sister Sledge is one of the
leading exponents, along with The Pointer
Sisters and The Jacksons, of the “family
that plays together makes hit records

together” philosophy. The four sisters are
currently serving up some of the most ex-
citing music around, and their latest chart
successes prove that the listening public is
also getting into the family spirit.

The sisters’ recent “We Are Family” LP
has risen to the #3 spot on the Cash Box
Pop Album Chart and #2 on the Cash Box
Black Contemporary Album Chart. The
LP’s title tune is presently riding at the #2
builet position on the Pop Singles Chart
and #6 on the Black Contemporary Chart.
Sister Sledge’s earlier hit from the new LP,
“He’s The Greatest Dancer,” roseto the top
of the Black Contemporary Singles Chart,
#8 on the Top Singles Chart and, backed
with “We Are Family,” garnered the #1 posi-
tion on the Cash Box Disco Chart.

One reason for Sister Sledge’s success
is that they appeal both to the pop and
disco markets. “We Are Family” is a disco
oriented song that relies heavily on the girls’
gospel roots, and “He’s The Greatest Dan-
cer” is a breezy, discofied, teenage num-
ber. “Disco is the heaviest thing around to-
day,” says Kim Sledge. “A year ago you
could get by with R&B ballads. Today, disco
is it. If you want to get people’s attention,
first, your have to do disco; then you can
give them more of you.”

The group, sisters Debbie, 24, Joni, 22,
Kathi, 20 and Kim, 21, began harmonizing
together at the Second Macedonia Church
in Philadelphia, their hometown. After
working as background singers for Gamble
and Huff at Sigma Sound studios and an
abortive start with a local record company,
Sister Sledge signed with Cotillion in 1973.

The sisters have recorded with a mul-
titude of producers in several musical
genres, ranging from straight-ahead disco
to techno-funk, but they didn’'t truly come
into their own until they hooked up with
producers Bernard Edwards and Nile
Rodgers of Chic for the “We Are Family”
LP. “They were really prepared for us,” of-
fered Kim Sledge. "We were especially im-
pressed by the ‘We Are Family’ tune. It
seemed to express exactly what we have
been trying to project as an act.”

—NEW FACES TO WATCH

Teena Marie

Every now and again, a new singer will
emerge with a voice that is simple and un-
adorned, yet so versatile, emotive and un-
pretentiously charming that it has an almost
universal appeal. That description easily
fits Gordy/Motown recording artist Teena
Marie, whose debut album, “Wild And
Peaceful,” and single, “I'm Just a Sucker
For Your Love,” are steadily growing in
popularity with R&B and pop audiences
alike.

The petite, 19 year old native Californian,
who has been on the Gordy label for nearly
3% years now, began singing profession-
ally at the age of eight, performing for the
first time at the Castaways in Los Angeles.
T.V. commercials, weddings, local
musicals and the like followed. En-
couraged, but never pushed by her
parents, she developed her unique vocal
style naturally.

At the age of 13, she formed her first of
many bands, with brother Tony on bassand
cousin Chris on drums. Both are still in her
backup group, named after the album, as
well as her sister, who sings background
vocals.

Although Teena stated that “being with
Motown has been a dream since my sisters
brought home their first records by the
Supremes and the Four Tops,” her signing
happened quite by chance. After playing
everything from Top 40 to jazz with a series
of groups, she ran into a gentleman who in-
troduced her to Motown producer Hal
Davis. After an audition for Davis, he
brought her to label chairman Berry Gordy,
who liked what he saw and heard enough to
offer her a starring role in a movie he was
making at the time. Unfortunately, the pic-
ture was shelved, but Gordy signed Teena
to his own label.

Teena went through several producers
for her LP, but none really pleased her. “It
was basically a trial and error process,”
said Marie. “lI became very discouraged
because each one of them wanted to
change the music and arrangements to the
point where no one was very happy. They
didn't know how to direct me so | didn't
respect what they were doing.’

The turning point came when she bum-
ped into another new Motown artist, Rick
James, in the company’s offices over ayear
ago. He showed interest in producing her,
but she was still skeptical, finally relenting
at her manager's request. The results, with
James writing much of the LP’s material,
were more than satisfying.

“Creatively, he has gotten into just what |
am,” said Marie brightly. “In essence, | feel
we're an extension of each other. It was
almost a marriage, which | think you haveto
have. | think that's why | like the album so
much, because it really is me.”

The intuitive link between the two artists
is evidentinsuch songsas “DejaVu,” which
James expanded into a song from a poem
that Teena wrote.

“When | heard the song for the firsttime, |
cried. It's almost scary, how we seem to
think along the same lines. Hereally is like a
brother to me. After he produces my next
album. he wants me to produce on my own.
He gives me the confidence and direction |
don't always have.”

Teen'a goal now, besides cutting her
next LP and touring, is “to leave a message
behind in my music.” No doubt she will.

Robeft John

With the fast-rising hit single, “Sad
Eyes,” Robert John has re-established a
career that has been characterized by stun-
ning success and a long period of dor-
mancy.

John is best-known for his 1971
recording of “The Lion Sleeps Tonight.”
The song, originally a hit for the Tokens in
1961, sold well over a million copies as a
single on At'antic Records. Unfortunately,
attempts to follow “The Lion Sleeps” with
another single were unsuccessful, and
John was also entangled with managerial
problems.

“Everything went wrong,’”’ the
singer/songwriter recalls. “l was faced with
total disillusionment, and | withdrew into a
sort of self-exile. | didn’t record any records
for the next five years because | was afraid
of making a deal.”

During that time, John was under con-
tract as a staff writer for Jobete Music, but,
in order to support his wife and four
children, he also worked for the post office
and worked construction near his home in
Long Branch, on the New Jersey shore.
Several of his songs were recorded, but
John remembers the period as one where
“not much was happening.”

Yet it wasn't the first time that John had
been out of the music business after having
a hit record. In 1958, when his name was
still Bobby Pedrick, John was 12 years old
and signed to a contract with Big Top
Records. He had a few hits, including “Pa-
jama Party,” and appeared on American
Candstand and at Alan Freed concerts.
When his voice changed, though, his days
as a teen idol were over, and he eventually
got a job as production manager for a New
York advertising agency.

John's first comeback happened in 1968,
when herecorded asingleand an album for
Columbia titled “If You Don't Want My
Love.” Later that year, John and his
songwriting partner, Mike Gately, signed
with Famous Music, and their songs were
recorded by such artists as Lou Rawls and
Blood, Sweat & Tears.

John's second comeback began in 1977
when he made a singles deal with Ariola
Records. He recorded a song called “Give
A Little More” which reached the 80s on the
pop charts. More importantly, it was heard
in 1978 by Jim Mazza, the newly named
president of EMI America Records, at a
disco in Florida. Mazza then authorized
Don Grierson, vice president of A&R for
EMI America, to seeif he could make adeal
with John.

“At that point,” John says, "l wanted to
make an album, anyway. | don’t really con-
sider the album on Columbia, because that
was so rushed. So | flew out to California
and began recording with George Tobin. |
slept on his couch, and we really went nuts,
getting the right material and the right peo-
ple.”

One of those people was Mike Picirillo,
who co-produced the album and wrote
material for the album. “Everybody was
supportive, and once we completed the
deal with EMI America, we really began to
cook. The album is pretty much straight
pop, which is what | think is needed toget a
hit now, especially after being away so
long,” And if “Sad Eyes” keeps moving up,
he'll have that hit.

ARTIST PROFILE

Volatile Rocker Reed Holds
His Ground Despite Setbacks

LOS ANGELES — During his nearly 15
years in the music industry, Lou Reed has
stood as perhapsthemost uncomprising, if
somewhat erratic, pioneers of a consisten-
tly compelling and provocative strain of ur-
ban rock ‘n’ roll. Recognized as one of the
most important influences in rock, Reed’s
street-tough sensibilities and hard-nosed
musical stylings were in part responsible
for giving birth to the attitudes and ap-
proach of the so-called “new wave.”

However, his influence extends even
farther beyond those parameters. Although
tagged by the media as “the godfather of
punk,” his musical and lyrical visions en-
compass the bittersweet triumphs and
tragedies of love as well as brutally realistic
scenarios of life amidst society’s outcasts.

Now, with his new album on Arista
Records, “The Bells,” Reed has found a
hauntingly effective mix of the two strains.
His sentimental renderings of city life and
romance are nowhere more apparent than
on his just-released single from the LP,
“City Lights.”

Good Reviews

Reed, who has been in and out of favor
with critics throughout his career, now
seems to be enjoying an upswing in pop-
ularity and is genuinely pleased with critical
reaction to the “The Bells.”

“The label is very buoyed by responses

from reviewers,” said Reed. “Even those
who I've never really gotten along with.
More impaortantly, | feel, the people are still
out there for me.”

Reed began building a loyal cult follow-
ing when he first started the seminal
rock/avant-garde unit, The Velvet Un-
derground, in 1966 with the classically-
trained John Cale, who atthetime was play-
ing electric viola with LaMonte Young’s ex-
perimental group in New York City.

After attending schoo! at Syracuse Un-

iversity, where he first came in contact with

NARM Board Recommends
Change In Cassette Package

by Charles Paikert

NEW YORK — The NARM Board of Direc-
tors has adopted a resolution recom-
mending that manufacturers package
cassettes in eight-track package size in or-
der to facilitate display and sales of the con-
figuration, which is one of the fastest-rising
sales items in the record industry.

Harold Okinow, president of Lieberman
Enterprises, who introduced the resolution,
said that consumer sales trends for tape
product indicate ‘“relentless progress
towards cassettes.” The resolution, Okinow
stated, “is an essential step to keep the
cassettes from being locked up. Sales are
hurt drastically by keeping the product
behind glass, and we felt thatconforming to
the eight-track package would be the sim-
plest way of solving the problem.”

Production Problems

Okinow conceded that switching
cassette packaging to conform to eight-
track standards “would pose production

problems, no question about it.” However,
he noted that record merchandisers have
been pressing for the change for the past
three years, and, he said, cassette sales are
now up to 45% of the tape market and “it's
becoming a larger and larger portion
everyday.”

Okinow also pointed out that retail stores
wouldn’t have to change their fixtures if
cassettes were packaged like eight tracks.
And, he said, “the first company to do it will
have a tremendous market advantage.”

Barry Bergman, president of Record
Bar, and also president of NARM this year,
commented, “It makes sense, and it helps
everybody, particularly the racks. Keeping
product locked up, as cassettes are now,
just plain hurts sales. | would hope the
manufacturers begin looking into this im-
mediately, and | would be real disappointed
if some sort of change were not pretty far

along by Christmas.”

Once known as a reggae label, Island’s
new releases will reflect the growing range
of acts and styles that have been assem-
bled. “island is not a one or two act label
anymore,” Blonstein adds. “We've done
our best to establish a broader range.”

Heading the first group of releases,

Caldera is one of the tastiest jazz conglomerations to come
along in the past few years, and “Dreamer” further illustrates
why. The band's music, which relies heavily on Latin and middle
eastern rhythms, is at full progressive-jazz throttle on the LP.
The breakneck changes of “Rain Forest” are especially engag-
ing, and fans of John McLaughlin should give a listen to

WHAT'S NEW AT XANADU? — Don Schlitten, an uncompromising jazz producer who
heads Xanadu Records, last week was in Los Angeles recording his latest find: Peter
Sprague, a 23-year-old guitarist from San Diego. While in town, Schlitten stopped by the
Cash Box office to discuss the Sprague LP and various other Xanadu projects currently
available or in the works. In the former category, Schlitten said the just released "Flute |
Talk,” which pairs Xanadu regular Sam Most with Joe Farrell and which isavailable in both
direct-to-disc and regular LP configurations, should appeal to “people who Jike music to l
stimulate their minds.” As a producer, he said he found the no-tape direct-to-disc process
extremely rewarding from a creative standpoint because it allows even the most subtle r
nuances of the instruments to shine through crisply and clearly. Schlitten was also excited
about the upcoming four-volume live "Xanadu At Montreux” set, which will be included in |
the label’s August release. Recorded at last year's Montreux Festival, the LPs chronicle an
evening of inspired music from such Xanadu artists as Sam Noto, Sam Most, Ted Dunbar,
Al Cohn, Billy Mitchell, Barry Harris, Sam Jones and Frank Butler. What makes the
package especially interesting, according to Schlitten, is that it captures the playersin a
variety of settings — from solo performances to duos, trios, quartets and so on, |
culminating in a full-blown jam session. While Schlitten is best known for his recordings of
post-bebop, mainstream sessions, he feels that the Sprague LP is a fine example of con-
temporary fusion or crossover jazz. “Peter’s album includes swinging jazz, classical in-
terludes and flashes of elegant Spanish guitar, which is fusion in the true sense of the
word.” according to Schlitten. The LP, which is slated for October, consists of all original ]
materia! by Sprague, who is joined by pianist Mike Wofford, bassist Bob Magnusson and |
drummer Jim Plank. Says Schlitten: “Peter's approach to music is summed up in the |
album’s title, ‘Dance Of The Universe'.”

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LOS ANGELES — MCA Records has em-
barked on a comprehensive marketing
campaign in support of the two-record
soundtrack album for the motion picture
"The Kids Are Alright,” featuring a history of
The Who from the years 1965 through 1978.
The set is their first domestic greatest hits
package and includes a 20-page booklet
with historical facts about the band as well
as never-before published photographs.

The campaign, which has been divided
into two phases, will encompass all elec-
tronic and print media. Initiated June 15, in
coordination with the release of the single
“Long Live Rock” from the LP, national
print advertising will head off the campaign
for a 90-day period, displayed in more than
a half dozen national music publications.
Local print will run in conjunction with both
radio and television buys. During this
period, a dozen major markets will be
covered.

Two series of 60-second radio spots will
be utilized, with one spotlighting the LP’s
release as a soundtrack package with the
other showcasing the setasthe group’s first
domestic greatest hits package.

Berry Pleads Guilty To

Income Tax Evasion

LOS ANGELES — ATCO recording artist
Chuck Berry pleaded guilty in Los Angeles
federal court June 11 to charges of evad-
ing nearly $110,000 in income taxes in
19783.

The 52-year-old singer, who chose to
plead guilty in Los Angeles federal court
rather than go to trial in his hometown of St.
Louis, admitted reporting jointincome with
his wife in 1973 of $374,982, when in fact his
taxable income was $589,555.

Barry, who was indicted one month ago
by a St. Louis federal grand jury, paid near-
ly $190,000 in federal income taxes for
1973, but according to the government,
should have paid more than $298,000.

In addition to the tax evasion count,
Berry was also accused with two counts of
making false statements in his 1973 return.
However, those charges will be dropped by
the government after Berry is sentenced
July 13.

Joe Cohen, executive vice president of
NARM, commented that, by eliminating the
jewel box from cassette packaging, the
price of production “might even be
lowered, rather than increased.” Cohen
stressed that, whatever method is finally
agreed upon, “we have to do something to
make the cassette more merchandisable.”

Communications Rewrite Main Topic
At Black Music Association Seminar

PHILADELPHIA — The effect on the pro-
posed Communications Act rewrite bill (HR
3333)on black americans was a major topic
of discussion at the Black Music Assccia-
tion's Communications seminar, held June
9-10 here.

Eugene Jackson, president of the
National Black Network, said the pro-
posed legislation would have a negative
impact on black broadcasters.” The
passing of the rewrite bill would have a
detrimental effect on the black broad-
caster,” he said, “because there would be
no regulations to govern anything relating
to equal opportunity practices at broad-
cast outlets.”

Jackson's assessment was echoed by
representatives from a number of political
pressure groups. A spokesman for the Fair
Play Committee, a Washington D.C.-based
watchdog organization, said passage of the
bill would reduce black employment
opportunities in the broadcast industry and
discourage minority ownership of stations.

The announced topic of the meeting was
Job Security: A Vanishing Reality. Jack-
son, in his remarks, tied career security to
on-the-job performance, stating. “Black
excellence is the key to job security. | urge
you all to maintain the highest standard of
professionalism within your positions.”

Jackson went on to say that black radio
must be more responsive to the needs of
the black community. As a first step, he

Audits & Surveys
Folds Trac 7

NEW YORK — Audits & Surveys, the New
York based research firm, has left the radio
ratings service business. The firm's Trac 7
methodology involved computer-assisted
telephone interview service (CATI).

“We leave the syndicated radio ratings
business with regret, but with the conviction
that the industry will ultimately benefit
materially from the substantial investment
we have made in developing a new genera-
tion of methodological and technological
procedures,” said Richard Lysaker. presi-
dent of Audits & Surveys.

The firm originally dedicated four com-
puters and 110 CRT's primarily to Trac 7,
which enabled it to go beyond existing in-
terviewing methodology. However, ac-
cording to Lysaker, the price of the service
could not be reduced without compromis-
ing the quality.

“Unfortunately, a premium product de-
mands a premium price, and this encoun-
tered industry resistance,” offered Lysaker.

Trac 7 was the product of an industry
feasibility study conducted by Audits & Sur-
veys. The firm's methodology was ap-
proved by an RAB technical committee as
the type of day by day telephone interview
procedure which best served the industry's
current requirements.

Arista’s Lou Reed Holds His Ground

one of his prime literary influences, urban
poet Delmore Schwartz, Reed had moved
back to New York and took a job writing and
recording for Pickwick Records under a
variety of names. He continued his interest
in poetry, giving readings in Greenwich
Village, where he ran into Cale.

Boost From Warhol

Joining forces with bassist Sterling
Morrison and drummer Maureen Tucker,
Reed and Cale played coffeehouses
around the Village as The Velvet Un-
derground and soon aroused the interest of
pop-art guru Andy Warhol. Warhol incor-
porated the band into his flashy media
show, The Exploding Plastic Inevitable, and
introduced German model Nico to the
group.

The Velvets recorded their first album in
1967, marked by Warhol's banana illustra-
tiononthecover, and the LP yielded atleast
three classic cuts — “Heroin,” “I'm Waiting
For The Man” and “Venus In Furs.”
“Heroin"” was to later become a standard in
Reed’s repertoire during his solo career.

Nico left the band in 1967, before “White
Light/White Heat" was released, and the
group left Warhol soon after. The group’s
popularity began to diminish and in 1969,
Cale departed. The band resurfaced in New
York in 1970 with Doug and Billy Yule, who
replaced Tucker, and it enjoyed a short-
lived resurgence of interest. More impor-
tantly, that same year they recorded one of
their best LPs ever, the highly-acclaimed
“Loaded,” which contained two other solid
Reed hits, “Sweet Jane” and “Rock And
Roll.”

Goes Solo

Disappointed with the direction of the
Velvets and their lack of mass acceptance,
Reed left the band to embark on a solo
career. After a promising debut album for
RCA in 1971, utilizing a variety of English
studio musicians, Reed hooked up with
David Bowie, who oversaw production on
one of Reed's most commercially suc-
cessful albums to date, “Transformer.” The
LP yielded a top AM hit, “Walk On The Wild
Side,” which managed to squeak past the
censors and provide a capsule distillation
of the Reed ethos for the masses.

An emotion-filled concept piece,
“Berlin.” followed in 1973. It chronicled a
stormy marriage and its eventual dissolu-
tion into drugs, violent sex and finally,
suicide. But the record also contains some
of Reed's mosttender moments, asin the ti-
tle track, once again pointing to the jux-
taposition in Reed’'s work between the
strength of love and weakness of humanity.
Dissapointingly, “Berlin” never caught on
commercially.

However, the following two LPs, a live
set, “Rock And Roll Animal” and the next
studio album, “Salty Can't Dance” — both
released in 1974, were solid sellers for the
artist, although he was disappointed in
them artistically. “Sally” went to the top of
the album chart and "Animal” became an
AOR staple. Another LP from the same
session in which “Animal” was recorded
was shipped in 1975, as well as the elec-
tronic debacle, “Metal Machine Music,”
later that year, which met with staunch op-
positon from the press and the public. The
next studio grouping, 1976's “Coney Island
Baby.” was a vast improvement musically
and picked up sales for Reed, but it was his
last record, besides the obligatory “best of”
package, for RCA.

Another era in Reed's career began in
1976 when he signed with Arista. His first
album for the label, “Rock And Roli Heart,”
caught the volatile artist in a lighter mood,
and he went out on an unusual tour, backed
by a wall of flashing TV screens.

Riveting Performer

Live performing has always been one of
Reed's fortes and during his tenure with
Arista, his concerts have provided him not

only with a showcase for the best of his
material from his Velvets and solo periods,
but a platform for some of his most somber
as well as his outrageous statements. Reed
enjoys developing a personal rapport with
“his people” and his shows certainly have
allowed him the chance to do so.

“There are those of us who consider per-
forming to be play,” indicated Reed. "I
remember when | couldn’t play my music
loud because the people next door would
bitch. Now | can go someplace and people
pay to see me play. That's not work; that's
play. Perfecting your music, whether in a
live or studio context, is like searching for
the perfect wave. it's gotta be fun.”

And fun is what Reed had during the tap-
ing of his double-LP live set, “Take No
Prisoners,” which was recorded during his
1978 engagement at the Bottom Line in
New York City. On the album, Reed delivers
a stirring mixture of old and new material,
complete with agressively effective in-
strumentation and laced with several
revealing narratives, monologues and off-
hand remarks to the crowd replete with all
of the humor, wit and invective that Reed
could muster up. Saying that the LP “is as
close to Lou Reed as you're probably going
to get,” Reed seesit as adeparture from the
usual live recording in that it was rawer and
more spontaneous while following the
sequence of the actual performance.

"On ‘Take No Prisoners,’ that was really
Lou with the band at home in New York
talking to the band and the people,” Reed
pointed out. “The album was fun, for me
and the audience. There is something there
that will amuse and offend everyone. What
the hell, though, you can't be serious all the
time.”

Unfortunately, the album received little
or no radio play, due to the nature of the
lyrics, and failed to chart. But Reed still
staunchly stands behind it, defending the
honesty and sheer fun of the record.

“l was wild over ‘Take No Prisoners',”
Reed said. “I know it didn’t get any airplay,
but what a great thing to fight for, to get that
album on the air. Richard Pryor comes out
with an album and Warner Bros. brought
out this ad. saying “The First Amendment
Guarantees . . . Now, I'm not saying I'm as
funny as Richard Pryor, but then again
Richard Pryor doesn’t play guitar.”

As far as support for “The Bells” goes,
Reed related that “the company is now
200% behind me.” In spite of the many set-
backs he has received over the course of
his career, Reed is now looking to the future
with confidence and determination, prov-
ing, as he has in the past, that it's hard to
keep a good artist down for very long

“You can’t say enough about positive
thinking.” said Reed in a moment of reflec-
tion. “ think you influence things by think-
ing down. | know, it's happened to me
before. But | really believe you can will
things to happen. And | do want things to

month when radio station KDAY in Los
Angeles was piped into the Big Ben store
from 10 p.m. to 2 a.m. in a non-stop salute
to Casablanca disco product. Some 1,500
people jammed the store, while another 1,-
000 waited outside just to get in. “People
were literally pressed wall-to-wall,”
Lawrence said. ‘“In an economically
depressed community such as this, what a
better place is there for kids to hang out in
than a record store?” The evening’s
success, he added, was enhanced by such
prizes as a stereo set for the best-dressed
couple, as well as T-shirts and LPs.

At the Peachtree site of Oz Records and
Tapes, the presence of 20 pinball machines
and the regular showing of current video
tapes (and the “Wizard of Oz" every Sunday
afternoon)isreason alone for consumers to
shop at Peaches, said Marylou Webb, who
manages the store. “The fact that people
know these forms of entertainment are here
is a big plus for us. People know that they
can shoot ball here or watch a tape, and
then buy a record.”

‘Proper Balance’

Webb, who used to promote jazz LPs
nationally for Arista and CTI, stressed that
video tapes must be run after four different
LPs have been played “so that a proper
balance is maintained at ali times.” She ad-
ded that the visual impact of the video tape
was phenomenal. “Not only do the kids eat
itup, but the adults who come into the store
with money to spend but don't know what
they want to buy are often swayed by an ef-
fective tape.”

The Peaches chain’s involvment with
video presentations is directly related to its
effort to build an identification with the
record buyer, said Kastens. “Setting up a
tape alone without the reinforcement of
other media doesn't get the desired results
you're after,” he said. “It's got to be part of
the total promotion. Ideally, it should be
used in conjunction with an artist's ap-
pearance or some other sort of promotion,
such as a giveaway contest.”

Kastens also emphasized the lure of the
chain’s “Star Tracks,” which borrows from
Mann’s Chinese Theatre’s concept of star
imprints in Hollywood. The gimmick, in-
itiated at the chain’'s flagship store in
Atlanta, has now been incorporated on the
sidewalk in front of each Peaches store.

Free Records!

“We're like a coffeehouse without the
coffee,” said Jeff Gold, manager of the
Rhino Records shop in Westwood. “We're
high-strung and play esoteric music — it's
the perfect environment.” Among the
store’s more communal features are its
bins full of free records that boast as many
as 50 titles in a given day, Gold said. “A lot
of times when we're buying people’s collec-
tions, and we can't even give them a dime
for the record, they'll just donate it to the

box.” he said. Gold also called attention to
Rhino’s listening booth, “which is a rarity in
these parts.”

Pinball Wizard

For Bleecker Bob (whose Golden Oidies
store has a misleading name because it
specializes in new wave and import music),
stocking jukeboxes and pinball machines
were a great way to sell records in the early
to mid-'70s. “I used to deal in old 45s.” he
said, “so people would buy a jukebox and
then fill them up with singles from my store.
Of course, in those days if you could afford
a jukebox you could afford a pinball
machine, so they went hand in hand.”

But nowadays, he said, records sell
themselves, “and you don’t need gimmicks
to stay in business. The pinball machines |
keep in the store are really for my own
amusement, expecially when there's a lull
in business, because they're so relaxing.
It's the poor man’s golf. They might bring
some traffic off the street, but they certainly
have nothing to do with selling records.”

In contrast, pinball provides a steady
traffic flow at Jimmy’'s Music World's
Flushing, N.Y. location, where two
machines are situated in between the
store's 7-inch and 12-inch singles counters.
“Singles make up a good part of our
business,” said Ish Cuebas, who manages
the store. “It pacifies the kids when their
parents come to shop, and plenty of adults
come in on their lunch hours to shoot ball
and then shop for a record. The machines
are always watched over, so there's never
any trouble. It's a very controiled situation.”

Dissenting View

The entire concept of the record store as
an entertainment center is disputed by
Linda Kroecker, assistant store manager
for the Record Theatre’s store in the Parma
Heights section of Cleveland. She insisted
that encouraging teens to hang out in
record stores was a foolhardy thing to do.
“Young kids who hang out tend to get in

trouble,” she said, “and that has the poten-

tial to turn older shoppers away. Teens just
aren’t conducive to the right atmosphere.
Pinball machines, in particular, attract the
kind of group that likes to dwell, which is
when the probability of getting ripped off is
the greatest. Record stores have to keep up
an image; we're selling to the general
public.”

The concept of bringing the record store
to the consumer is a new twist to the story
that was devised last January by
Everybody's Records in Portland in
association with Double Tee concert
promoters. The idea of the program is to
sponsor concerts by developing artists and
then sell the artist’s latest LP at the show,
usually for $4.99. A provision of the
program is that each LP can be refunded
within 30 days if it's not to the customer’s
liking.

REV. FRANKLIN SHOT — Rev. C.L. Franklin, father of Aretha Franklin, Atiantic Records
recording artist, was shot twice in Detroit on June 10. Rev. Franklin is reportedly in critical
condition, and details of the shooting were not available at press time.
RADIO CHANGES — Hank Spann has joined WAOK in Atlanta doing afternoon drive.
Spann was most recently at WWRL in New York ... Bob Sabo has left KKTT in Los
Angeles. Sabo was the station’s general manager and no announcements have been made
regarding a replacement . . . Frank Barrow, who was formerly the PD at WAOK in Atlanta,
is now programming WFDR/FM in Manchester, Georgia . . . Herb Kent, who left WVON in
Chicago under the previous ownership, and was recently re-hired as a weekend per-
sonality, is now rumored to be the next morning man at that station . . . KFOG/FM in San
“ Francisco, presently a middle of the road station, is rumored to be
changing its formatto serve the black community. Sonny Buxton is
expected to be named general manager of the station.
MUSIC DIRECTOR PROFILE — Langford Stephens, music direc-
tor at WDAO in Dayton, was a late starter in radio by some stan-
dards. He was in his first year of college before he made up his
mind to pursue a broadcasting career. Stephens, who was at-
tending Norfolk State University, explained, “One day | was sitting
around listening to the radio when | happen to hear a friend of mine
who | went to high school with. | thought to myself, “That's what | want
to be — aradio announcer’.” At that point, Stephens enrolled at
Tidewater Broadcasting School, and then upon completion of the course, went out
searching for employment. “I went to WHIH, which was at that time a black formated sta-
tion in Norfolk, where | immediately met with resistance from the management. But
through persistence, and the programmer Scotty Andrews thinking that | was good, | was
finally hired. My first day on the job was a little startling, because the person who was to sit
with me during my first time on the air did not show up. The entire ordeal did not really hit
me until the announcer before me explained what | was supposed to do, showed me where
things were, and said ‘Alright, its yours,” and left. | didn’t think of calling the PD or anything,
but went on the air, which turned out fine.” Stephens stayed at WHIH from 1968 to 1973;
during that time, the station changed its format from black to Top 40. When he left that sta-
tion, he got back into black radio at WLOK in Memphis, where he stayed for about nine
months before he wentto WABQ, in Cleveland. While he was at that station, he enjoyed his
first opportunity at programming when the PD left. After leaving WABQ, Stephens spent
about six months at WJMO in Cleveland, doing production and serving as the relief an-
nouncer. Then Stephens decided to accept a PD slotat WUSS in Atlantic City. Finally he left
WUSS and dropped out of broadcasting for about eight months, then went to WDAO in
Dayton as an air personality, where he was later promoted to music director.
SONDERLING SEEKS TO SELL WOL UNDER DISTRESS — Sonderling Broadcasting is
seeking to sell WOL in Washington D.C. to a minority purchaser under the FCC distress
sale policy. In order that there is no delay in the FCC’s review of the upcoming Son-
derling/Viacom merger, Sonderling has set up terms which would permit completion of
the merger and split-off before WOL has been sold. If the merger is completed, WOL will
not be included in any properties to be acquired by Viacom, and the amount of considera-
tion received by Sonderling shareholders will not be affected.
WIGO IN ATLANTA HAS LICENSE REVOKED BY FCC — The FCC has revoked the
license of WIGO in Atlanta due to repeated broadcast of information relating to local gam-
bling activities. The problem reportedly revolved around religious programming in which
ministers gave out information that related to the city’sillegal numbers games and boasted
of its ability to predict the winning number.
RAGAN HENRY PART OF HISTORY MAKING MERGER — The Combined Communica-
tions merger with Gannett Corporation was approved last week by the FCC, making it the
largest communications merger in the history of the United States. Part of that deal was
Gannett's sale of its Rochester television station to a minority owner, Broadcast Enterprise
Network, of which Ragan Henry is the principal stockholder. The station, WHEC-TV,
becomes the first major market VHF network affiliated TV station to be owned by a
minority. The station was sold for $27 million.
CHERYL TYRELL TO HEAD A&R AT T-ELECTRIC — Though Jim Tyrrell has made no
formal announcement regarding the formation of his new record label, T-Electric, he has
mentioned that his daughter, Cheryl, will be in charge of A&R for the label.
LABEL CHANGES — David Banks has joined RSO Records to head up its black division
... Al Edmondson, who headed the black division at A&M Records, has left that com-

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Is There Money In Africa
BMA Panelists Say ‘Yes’

PHILADELPHIA — The emergence of
Africa as avaluable market for the music in-
dustry was the central topic of the seminar
entitied “Tapping the International Market:
A Plumbing Problem.” The seminar.
moderated by LeBaron Taylor, vice presi-
dent of black music marketing for CBS and
vice president of the recording division of
the BMA, featured Curtis White, an attorney
whose firm. Hayes and White, works with
the FCC; Percy Sutton, head of Inner City
Broadcasting Corp. and Percy Sutton Inter-
national: Tamiko Jones, international
recording artist; Frank Welzer, vice presi-
dent of business development for CBS
Records International; and Ray Pitts.
manager of artist marketing for CBS Inter-
national.

White noted that profits can be made in
the African market if one is willing to sur-
mount the absence of a formal distribution
network. the high cost of records due to the
lack of domestic pressing facilities, and the
possibility of government censorship of
product and control of the airwaves. White
said that those problems could be offset by
the construction of a satellite system: the
pressing need of many African govern-
ments for foreign exchange and the
willingness of the African population to
purchase records even at a costthatequals
a week's worth of wages per album.

CBS Initiative

Welzer pointed out that CBS was com-
mitted to developing “a full record com-
pany” in Africa. encompassing manufac-
turing and distribution. He noted that the
largest market in Africa. Nigeria, has a pop-
ulation of one million, “who would sooner
buy an LP than a loaf of bread,” and that a

hit record can sell 200,000 units there.
Welzer reported that the African market
was receptive to disco, soul, rock, and
reggae. Welzer cited the second largest
black music market in Africa as South
Africa, with Lagos, Nigeria and Nairobi,
Kenya as especially lucrative African areas.

According to Welzer, England “has been
and probably will be” the largest European
market for American black music, but he
also cited an increasing interest in coun-
tries like Russia and Hungary in jazz. “Our
marketing philosophy.” concluded Welzer.
“is don't give music labels like ‘black music’
or you'll only limit your market.’

Percy Sutton called Nigeria a “new fron-
tier for black music.” Sutton said that a
study he'd conducted assessed Nigeria's
record buying population at 12 million.
Percy Sutton International is in the process
of building Nigeria's first domestic record
pressing plant. The plant, which will have
the capacity to press between five and eight
million records yearly, has a sanction from
the Nigerian government. Sutton has also
received a sanction from the Union Bank of
Nigeria for a system of consistent royalty
payments to artists regardless of a change
in government. Sutton concluded his
remarks by saying. “be aggressive in
Africa.”

Tamiko Jones, who, in addition to being
arecording artist. publishes Blues and Sou!
Magazine and is a consultant to Sutton’s
project. described Africa as ‘“another
market for blacks who feel like they are be-
ing pushed out of the American market.”
She also advised artists to overdub their
songs in other languages, even if
phonetically,

Merchandising Seminar Provides
Dealers With A Forum To Vent Gripes

PHILADELPHIA — A qualified endorse-
ment of the one-stop coop advertising
system and a commitment to upgrade the
education of the black retailer were the
central themes of the BMA Convention
seminar entitled “Cooperative Merchan-
dising: The Realistic Alternative?”

The seminar, moderated by Calvin
Simpson, vice president of the BMA's
marketing and merchandising division, in-
ciuded Jim Tyrreil, president of JRT
Records: Ernie Leaner, president of Ernie’s
One Stop; Ray Macklin of Ray’'s Music
Library, and Eddie Gilreath. national sales
manager, black music, for Warner
Brothers.

Macklin and other retailers under the
Record Library banner endorsed their
relationship with the Philadeiphia-based,
one stop-run umbrella organization in
which small black retailers, in exchange for
a quasi-franchise relationship with
Richman Brothers, earn coop money for
advertising they could otherwise not afford
(see Cash Box, April 14). “Coops need
more respect,” said Macklin. “Just because
I'm Music Library doesn’t mean thatI've lost
my identity or that | can’t buy anywhere
else. Since we've started coop merchandis-
ing, our sales have increased 50%.”

Simpson took issue, “Do we really need
Jerry Richman?” he asked. “It seems to me
that we should be asking ourselves how we
can create ultimate independence.” Coop
advocates admitted Simpson's assertion
was valid, but maintained the coop system
is the best method of achieving the goal of
independence.

Dealer Education

The coop issue aside, the seminar
touched on most of the issues that small
black retailers must deal with, including
that of education. According to Jim Tyrrell,

who is active in the BMA’s marketing and
merchandising division, “We've started a
dealer's assistance program which is
designed to teach you how to run a retail
business.” Tyrrell also revealed that he was
in the process of developing an outline for
retailers on “how to put a package together
for a small business loan.”

One question that could notbe answered
was “Can | know how much advertising |
can get from one-stops in return for my
business?” “Advertising money is notgiven
cut on everything,” said Ernie Leaner, “nor
is it given out equally to every one-stop. In
fact, if you're a black one-stop, pop product
dollar is unavailable to you.”

Bruce Webb of the Philadelphia-based
Webb's Department store raised several
questions that went unanswered. For in-
stance, he asked how certain stores in his
area are able to sell a $7.98 list record for
the same price that they charge for budget
product. “I'd also like to know what the
future of the seven inch is,” said Webb.
"With the manufacturers’ emphasis shifting
to the higher priced 12" record, | have a lot
of one-dollar customers, whose business |
may lose.’

Robert Thatcher of the Fort-Wayne
based Tallman One Stop, asked, “How can
I'quicken my return authorization?” He ad-
ded, "Unless you have an open account,
you have no leverage with the manufac-
turers.”

It was these unanswered questions,
combined with moderator Simpson's in-
sistance that “the manufacturer is not the
problem,” that caused some retailers to
leave the convention feeling that their
needs had not been addressed.

"Most of the people | talked to were not
happy with the attitude of ‘the companies
are doing all they can,” said Webb, a mem-

NEW YORK — The big news this week is
that Angei has raised its list price on all new
full-line releases to $8.98. At the same time,
the label has also hiked the list on its entire
Seraphim catalog, encompassing 325 ti-
tles, to $4.98. However, a label spokesman
said that Angel will not go to $8.98 across-
the-board this year.

The $8.98 list applies to all six albums in
Angel's June release. Bearing a new SZ
prefix, they include recordings of
Tchaikovsky's Symphony No. 2 by Mstislav
Rostropovich and the London Philhar-
monic (SZ-37294); Mozart's Violin Con-
certos Nos. 2 and 5 by Vladimir Spivakov
and the English Chamber Orchestra (SZ-
37511); a Spivakov recital (SZ2-37574); Bar-
tok’'s Music For Strings, Percussion and
Celesta/Miraculous Mandarin Suite by
Eugene Ormandy and the Philadelphia
Orchestra (SZ-37608); Brahms’' Serenade
in A/Haydn Variations by Sir Adrian Boult
and the London Philharmonic {(SZ-37648);
and Richard Strauss’ “Die Schweigsame
Frau,” featuring Theo Adam, Alisa
Burmeister, Jeanette Scovotti and the
Staatskappelle Dresden (SZ-CX-3867 —
three discs). The Strauss and Tchaikovsky
recordings are also available in quad.

Angel is not the first American label to
raise its list price to $8.98; London has been
$8.98 across-the-board since April, with its
Treasury budget series pegged at $4.98.
Neither RCA or Columbia, however, hasim-
mediate plans to raise its list price, and
Philips and DG, which are imported from
Europe, are unlikely to raise their list to
$9.98 until the domestic majors have gone
to $8.98.

McEWEN TO LEAVE LONDON — Terry
McEwen, executive vice president of Lon-
don Records, who has worked for the label
and its parent company, Decca, for 30
years, has announced that he will be leav-
ing the company on June 30, 1980. He will
then take up a post as “observer” with the
San Francisco Opera Company,
preparatory to becoming generai director
of the opera company on January 1, 1982.
During the intervening year and a half, he
says, he will learn “the details of running an
opera house” from the current general
director, Kurt Herbert Adler.

The only practical theater experience
that he has ever had, says McEwen, was as
an opera singer during his student days in
Montreal. However, he adds, “l was in an
opera house watching performances and
learning about them for 35 years.”

McEwen joined Decca Records in
England in 1950, working in the company
warehouse and later becoming an LP
salesman. Because of his knowledge of
French, he was transferred to France in the

early '50s. He traveled extensively in
Europe and worked with such artists as
Kirsten Flagstad and Herbert Von Karajan.
After a few years, he returned to London
and became Decca’s classical promotion
manager. In 1959, he was transferred to
New York to become head of London
Records' classical division. He was appoin-
ted a vice president of London in 1973 and
became executive vice president of the
company in 1978.

McEwen’s career in the classical record
business has involved him in the recording
careers of such artists as Renata Tebaldi,
Joan Sutherland, Sir Georg Solti, Regina
Resnik, Vladimir Ashkenazy, Zubin Mehta
and Lorin Maazel. In more recent years, he
has been closely associated with tenor
Luciano Pavarotti, with whom he has ap-
peared on television . ..

HISTORICAL BACH — The Smithso-
nian Institution has released three sets of
records on the Smithsonian Collection
label. Including awide range of works by J.
S. Bach. the recordings feature perfor-
mances on historical instruments in the
Smithsonian Collection. “Six Sonatas for
Violin and Harpsichord & Two Sonatas for
Violin and Basso Continuo” is a re-release
of the original 1969 recording which won
Stereo Review's "Record Of The Year”
award.

We have nine
field representatives with broadcasting
backgrounds who have direct communica-
tion with radio people.”

tion,” Petty said. “Any writer has access to
come and sit down with me. | had an open-
door policy as a publisher, and | have an
open-door policy as a performance rights
representative. SESAC is working on a five-
year plan to develop writers. | am here to
build writers. | am going to start with what
activity we have now, and | am going to sup-
port writers like Jerry Gillespie, Charley
Black and Ronnie McDowell. but my overall
goal is to find and develop new talent and
direct them career-wise. For instance, | will
try to find which publisher is best for them.
It is kind of like being a marriage broker
between writer and publisher.

As an example of how Petty intends to
capitalize on her experience as a publisher,
she said her role at SESAC will involve

|_devoting a great dea! of time to developing

writers and their songs.
Cultivation

“Writers are cultivated and nurtured, and
| am going to be spending a great deal of
time doing this.” Petty said. “I might hear a
song for a certain artist, and | plan on call-
ing the publisher and asking what is being
done with the song. | am not going to getin
anybody's way. | want to add to, not take
away. The size of SESAC gives us a little
more time to be involved. There is a lot of
room for new growth and new ideas.
SESAC is in a program of being a more
aggressive organization on the street, and |
am part of that.’

SESAC differs from ASCAP and BM! in
that it tracks the three major trade
magazine charts and pays a flat rate
depending on a song's positon in any two of
the three trade magazines. Petty feels this
system benefits a young writer whose first
couple of songs, for example, only reach
the bottom portion of the chart. Petty also
said SESAC rates are adjusted and raised
every two years, and that the current rates
will be raised on Oct.1.

One of the big selling points which Petty
believes is in her favor are the additional
services offered by SESAC.

“We do have some personal services
that the other two societies don’t have.”
Petty said. “We represent writers and
publishers in sub-publishing in foreign
companies. We have our own mechanical
licensing division, and we collect
mechanicals for publishers. When arecord
is recorded and released, we get the
notification from the record company. They
have to request a mechanical license from
SESAC.

“We also collect synchronization
monies,” Petty added. “A license has to be
procured from SESAC before a song can
be used in films or television. Itis laid out so

money. This is a service organization, and |
just believe it is the best place for a young
writer.”

NAMA Publishes lllustrated Sanitation
Handbook For Vending Operators

CHICAGO — A 60-page Handbook On
Sanitation for vending operations person-
nel has been written and published by the
National Automatic Merchandising
Association. Authored by veteran NAMA
public health and safety counsel David E.
Hartley, the manual was described by
NAMA president G. Richard Schreiber as
“the most comprehensive vending sanita-
tion manual ever compiled.”

Chapters trace the history of sanitation
regulations and practices for vending
machine operations and range from
recommended practices for each type of
vending machine to maintaining sanitary
conditions at vending locations, machine
installations, shop repair and food
transportation. Servicing hints and exten-
sive illustrations are part of the manual.

Introduced at the NAMA Western Con-
vention in April, the handbook met with
such favorable response that a second
printing had to be scheduled after less than

two months, according to the association.

Hartley said the primary audience in-
cludes route service personnel, super-
visors, mechanics and installation
specialists but noted that vending company
managers, client management personnel
and public health authorities also will
benefit from the publication.

Comprehensive Programs

Hartley further pointed out that NAMA
has operated extensive vending machine
and food service location sanitation
programs for more than 25 years and these
include machine certification, research,
publications and educational activities for
vending companies and public health of-
ficials.

MADISON SQUARE GARDEN, NYC —
Riding high on a number one album,
“Breakfast In America,” A&M recording ar-
tists Supertramp kept a sold-out Garden
crowd well-entertained for over two con-
tinuous hours. While there were some slow
spots in their performance, they provided
enough variety and enough songs with
solid hooks and roaring energy to satisfy
the most jaded rock ‘n’ roller.

Although Supertramp naturally focused
on their latest album, they did dip into their
catalog to make up the rest of their show,
and the earlier songs provided an in-
teresting contrast to the current ones. In
“Even In The Quietest Moments,” the title
cut from a previous album, Roger
Hodgson’s high, sitky, almost childlike
vocal, combined with his clear acoustic
guitar and John Helliwell’s bittersweet
clarinet, furnished a neat change of pace.
And “Dreamer,” from the 1975 release,
‘The Crime Of The Century,” came across
as a precursor of the group’s current style,
with its steady, rhythmic chording on elec-
tric piano and organ.

The hypnotically repeating keyboard
patterns, which are a hallmark of the
group’s style, strongly recall the work of
avant gardists like Philip Glass and Euro-
pean synthesizer bands like Kraftwerk and
Tangerine Dream. This was especially evi-
dent in such tunes as “Child of Vision” from
“Breakfast In America,” where the rhythmic
pounding of keyboards and sax showed an
affinity with sections of Glass' “Einstein On
The Beach'’

Nevertheless, this influence on Super-
tramp’s music, whether conscious or not,
has little to do with their appeal to a young
rock ‘n’ roll audience. That appeal is firmly
anchored by luscious harmonies,
evocative, vaguely rebellious lyrics, and the
intense vocals of both Hodgeson and fellow
keyboardist Rick Davies, who together
write all of Supertramp’s songs.

Among the show’'s highpoints were a
flawless rendition of the band’s hit single,
‘The Logical Song” which reproduced
most of the studio effects from the album; a
tightly structured performance of the LP's
title cut, with Davies sharp-edged vocal
mirroring the brittle, drum beat; and the
same musician’s superb electric piano solo
in “Goodbye Stranger.” The group also
performed “Give A Littie Bit” from “In The
Quietest Moments,” but the com bination of
two acoustic guitars sounded a bit hollow in
the cavernous Garden. ken terry

John B.,” Mike Love and his gold
microphone led the Wilsons (Carl, Dennis
and Brian) and company through all of their
biggest hits. Most prominent throughout
the course of the show were frontmen Love
and Carl Wilson, drummer Dennis and
keyboard players Bruce Johnston (who re-
joined the group to produce their new
album) and “Captain” Daryl Dragon, one of
the extras on board the ship.

With material like "Little Deuce Coupe,”
“God Only Knows,” “Be True To Your
School,” “Help Me Rhonda,” “Wouldn't It
Be Nice” and "I Get Around,” the Beach
Boys had the hometown, opening-night
audience in a frenzy through most of the
show. “Sumahama” and “Lady Linda” from
the new album fit well into the cavalcade of
pop hits. Apparently the Beach Boys are
one act that has maintained headliner
status for nearly two decades, and still sum-
mon up as much on-stage energy as when
the sixties were just beginning. After
Dennis Wilson brought Christine McVie out
and sang "“You Are So Beautiful,” the group
came back to send the crowd home happy
with a sing-a-long version of the ultimate
good time song, “Good Vibrations,” “Bar-
bara Ann” and a fitting climax, “Fun. Fun,

UNIVERSAL AMPHITHEATRE, L.A. —
Summer’s here!

Commenting to the sold-out
house, Dionne explained that her hiatus
from the recording scene was for one
reason: She had waited till | was »roud to
give you something that you'd be proud to
receive.” And this night certainly exem-
plied that.

Warwicke is one of the most graceful
performers around. The way she holds her-
self onstage, her careful choice of words in
describing a song and her obvious sincerity
all help to create an appealing personal ap-
pearance. She dedicated the concert to the
Shirelles. indicating that it was this group
who made it possible for her to first walk out
on stage. Warwicke then sang the upbeat
“Will You Still Love Me Tomorrow,” which
received an immediate response from
those who had followed her career through
the years.

Her show ranged from a medley of songs
by this past year's Grammy nominees to a
30-minute, 23-song Bacharach-David set
of tunes. Dionne sang one new song
straight from the lyric sheet, explaining
that the words were coming from her heart
and she wanted it to be perfect. In the same
respect, she needed no help on “l Know I'll
Never Love This Way Again,” her latest
single ballad.

Dionne also sang two songs from her
newest album which was produced by
Barry Manilow. She did “The Letter,” an
old Box Tops tune done up in a rousing
rock ‘n’ roll style, and “Deja Vu,” an Issac
Hayes-penned tune. The fine arrange-
ments of these songs is a tribute to the
collaboration of Warwicke and Manilow.

A songcalled “AllThe Time” was the best
received tune of the night. Warwicke was
asked by the audience to repeat it. After
catching her breath, she gladly consented.

The Dionne Warwicke story continues.
She is better now than she ever was. Her
promise to never stay away from New York
for so long again gives one reason to hope
that, with renewed strength and material,
she will be at the forefront of today’s
recording scene.

HAMMERSMITH ODEON, LONDON —
Twenty-year old star prodigy Kate Bush
culminated her European and UK tour with
three nights at the Hammersmith Odeon.
Billed ‘Kate Bush And Friends For Bill,’ the
concert was a charity gig in aid of the
dependents of Bill Duffield, Bush'’s lighting
engineer who died in an accident recently.
‘Friends’ included established solo rock
performers, Peter Gabriel (ex-Genesis
vocalist) and Steve Harley (ex-Cockney
Rebel,) who provided a powerful refrain
during Bush’'s magnificent theatrical ex-
travaganza.

Few performers can sustain such a high
level of pure rock theatre as Bush does;
with countless costume changes, dance,
mime, stage-effects and music, all molded
together with her catalystic energy, Bush
performs a diverse myriad of audio-visual
tableaux. This new artist has a fantastic
genius for giving each of her self-penned
songs a life all of their own. For almost two
hours she kept the capacity audience
riveted to the performance and delivered
the sort of stage magic rarely experienced
at standard rock concerts but more usual
during a Broadway musical.

The first half of the show featured Bush
alone, conducting her circus with dance
and mime and rendering material from her
two LPs “The Kick Inside” and “Lionheart.”
Highlights here included “Kashka From
Baghdad,” “Oh England My Lionheart”’ and
“In Search Of Peter Pan.” Bush's dance
movements have a range as wide as her
vocals; stalking, leaping, strutting and
flitting across the stage, she held the
audience spell-bound with her theatrical
grace.

The second half of the show began with
Gabriel and Harley slinking on stage
dressed as rogue private detectives, un-
dressing to reveal their normal stage per-
sonas and then the pair launched into aduo
of Bush’s second hit single “The Man With
The Child in His Eyes,” from “The Kick In-
side.” The audience remained ecstatic
while Gabriel continued performing solo,
delivering a simple one-man-and-his-
piano rendering of “Here Comes The
Ftood,” from his first solo LP. After
Gabriel's performance, Harley retained the
stage himself and sang some of his past hit
material which included “Come Up And
See Me.” His familiar cockney drawl drove
the audience wild, while Gabriel and Bush
joined in at the side.

Overall, Bush proved that she has
elevated herself to star status almost over-
night by simply being able to project her
songs through combining several stage
mediums underneath atheatrical umbrella.
Her impending onslaught into the
American market should bring her super-
stardom status as rapidly as Europe has
given it to her. nick underwood

Emmylou first wowed audiences at tiny
local nightspots. She appeared in a huge
hall this time, dressed in black satin with
fringe instead of blue jeans, and in her sixth
month of pregnancy. But she charmed
them again, not only with a long lineup of

favorite songs but with the admission that
Washington is “the hometown of my heart.

She got off to a masterful start, alone
onstage singing Dolly Parton's “To Daddy.
Then her range of vocal textures was
further showcased on the melancholy “My
Songbird,” on which she was joined by
Ricky Skaggs’ polished mandolin and har-
mony.

As the Hot Band came onstage, she let
loose with “Easy From Now On” and Willie
Nelson’s “Sister's Coming Home.” On a
rambunctious “Ooh Las Vegas” and “Two
More Bottles Of Wine,” Emmylou moved
and danced much more freely than in the
old days.

Sharon Hicks and Cheryl Warren, the
White Girls, helped out on backup har-
monies. They were especially strong on
“Hello Stranger” and “Sorrow In The Wind”
(and also appeared as the concert's
openers with their father Buck White, mix-
ing country and bluegrass tunes).

In a brief departure, but a great show of
her pure voice, Emmylou sang what she
called “lounge music,” a lovely, slow rendi-
tion of “Here, There and Everywhere.
Then, “back to reality” as she said, her
terrific harmony got lengthy applause after
Rodney Crowell’s “Leaving Louisiana In
The Broad Daylight.”

Two deserved standing ovations closed
her performance, with the sorrowful

Schellevis concluded by emphasizing
the importance of continuing PRO’s vitality
by maintaining a highly competent ex-
ecutive and middle-management staff —
for hit records are often as dependent on
board meetings as they are on recording
studio sessions, he said.

Narrowing the focus to the American
market, PolyGram executive vice president
Irwin Steinberg explained a new ten-year
plan to the gathered executives. Steinberg
explained that in the coming decade, PRO
will emphasize the discovery and develop-
ment of new artistic talent.

10-Year Program

“Our past acquisition program speaks
for itself.” said Steinberg, “both that which
we acquired and that which we chose not to
acquire. The discovery and development of
our firstten-year program will be preserved
and accelerated to the maximum in the
midst of a cost explosion and increased
competitive pressure.”

Steinberg also discussed the changing
nature of the American music industry,
which now requires a greater volume of
business to be done if arecord company is
to achieve a reasonable rate of return on its
investment. Based on studies conducted
by PolyGram’s financial experts, Steinberg
reported that in order to realize an accep-
table rate of return and pre-tax profits, a
fully-staffed record company in the United
States would have to have a net volume of
approximately $100 million.

“The $100 million would permit the
theoretical record company to break even
domestically, with its profits flowing from
foreian royalties,” said Steinberg.

“This theoretical company reflects the
impact of the 100% return privilege, the ser-
vicing of more than 7,000 radio stations, in-
creasingly rapid increases in the cost of
vinyl, absorbing higher royalty rates for

both the artist and publishing company,
and compensating for the general increase
in business costs attendant to every
business organization in America today,”
Steinberg concluded.

A final highlight of the directors’ meeting
was a speech by former Secretary of State,
Dr. Henry Kissinger. Following his speech,
which focused more on world politics
rather than the music business, Dr.
Kissinger was presented with the nine
Karajan Berlin Philharmonic Beethoven
Symphonies (autographed by conductor
Herbert von Karajan) and the firstcomplete
edition of Mozart's works, 114 LPs assem-
bled in 16 boxes.

BPI Denies Reports Of
Quitting ‘Spoiler Study

LONDON — Claims by a London evening
newspaper that the British Phonographic
Industry (BP1) has abandoned plans for the
introduction of a ‘spoiler’ signal on pre-
recorded tapes and records to discourage
home-taping were firmly denied.

BPI director general John Deacon
emphasized that research is continuing
and technical experts are still trying to find
ways of introducing an inaudible signal on
pre-recorded software that will effectively
make it impossible to transfer a program of
music onto a blank cassette.

Unacceptable Noise

As Deacon explained, “Any effect on the
playing quality of a pre-recorded record or
tape would be clearly unacceptable.
However, we always realized that this was
an extremely difficult problem to solve and
research will continue until a system is per-
fected.

“With the amount of money that the
record industry is now losing due to in-
home taping there is obviously no question
of us abandoning the search.”

capacity, as an advisor to small black
retailers.

In the “Professional Opportunities”
seminar, Joe Cohen of NARM outlined a
concrete 10-point program of support for
the BMA, while at the seminar entitled “Job
Securities,” moderator Rod McGrew repor-
ted that plans would be underway for the
possible unionization of black disc jockeys
{see separate stories).

Challenges For Blacks

Three themes predominated throughout
the conference; the need to educate the
black professional; the coming to terms
with the inequities of being a black
professional in awhite-dominated industry;
and the need to adapt in a time charac-
terized by change and flux.

The issue of education predominated in
the seminars, “Tapping the international
Market,” (see separate story) merchandis-
ing, and “Becoming A Recording Ex-
ecutive: The Challenge of Blacks In the
Recording Industry.” According to
moderator LeBaron Taylor, vice president
of black music marketing for CBS, “In my
position, | receive about 25 resumes a
week, and | was convinced thatthere was a
need to address blacks who want to move
up in the industry. The seminar covered
everything from writing a resume, to mak-
ing the best possible personal appearance,
to how to deal with a “headhunter” (a per-
son from an employment search firm). In
addition, the imminent formation of a
women's committee to assist black women
in the specific problems they face in the in-
dustry was announced at this seminar.

The problems of racial inequity
dominated the performing arts seminar en-
titled “Black Concert Promoters: Getting A
Fair Deal.” Moderator Smokey Robinson
reported that the central issue was the con-
tention by black concert promoters that,
while they have been entirely responsible
for exposing new black talent, once that
talent “makes it,” the black promoter can
no longer get a “date” on him. Dick Griffey,
head of Solar Records and a concert
promoter concluded that “it is not a
problem of promoters or managers, itis ul-
timately the act’s responsibility.” He added
that the United Black Concert Promoters
would be meeting with Robinson in one
week for further discussions.

Disco Metaphor

The issue of disco as a racial metaphor

was raised a number of times in the general

session, “Black Music In the '80s.” Disco
was variously charged with serving as a
function for segregating radio playlists and
with pushing black R&B artists out of both
the radio and retail picture (see separate
story).

Finally, the theme of coping with change
in a fluctuating market/economy was
repeatedly brought to bear. In a dramatic
keynote speech, Earl Graves, publisher of
Black Enterprise, noted that “for black
Americans to obtain their fair share of any
industry is a hard, uphill struggle today, and
because this nation is in the midst of a big
swing to the right, it's going to get harder,
not easier, in the future.”

Graves noted that the Bakke decision
was worsening matters, giving many
businesses “a sort of legal excuse to wait

. and do little or nothing in the way of
special efforts to find, hire, and promote
blacks.

“Despite all this,” Graves continued,
“total sales for the top 150 black businesses
in America broke the billion-dollar barrier
last year, a 17% increase over the previous
year.” He urged the BMA to use its com-
munications expertise to make sure that
the black consumer market is made aware
of which corporations make major
purchases from minority businesses.

At the “Becoming A Recording Industry
Executive” seminar, Larkin Arnold urged
aspiring professionals to “realistically
recognize that there is a decreasing num-
ber of record company jobs available and
that the requirements for hiring are becom-
ing more stringent.”

At the “Black Music In the '80s” seminar,
disco figured as an agent of change as
promotion men, programmers, and
marketing people were warned that too
much emphasis on disco coutd cost them
their R&B base, while, at the merchandising
seminar, fear was expressed that the more
expensive disco disc could kill the seven-
inch single, the lifeblood of the small black
retailer.

The conference was also notable for the
number of stars who both attended and
participated. Besides Smokey Robinson,
Jerry Butler and Chuck Brown who have
already been mentioned, the attendees in-
cluded such artists as McFadden and
Whiiehead, Stevie Wonder, Gene Chan-
dler, Don Covay, Norma Jean, and mem-
bers of the Dramatics. The conference was
also spiced with performances by Bob
Marley and the Wailers and the Emotions.

Among the other points in the NARM
program were an invitation to the BMA to
select members for free registration at the
1980 NARM convention: the commitment of
merchandising support for Black Music
Month and “a recognition of the value of
those tools to stimulate impulse buying;”
the allotment of space in the NARM news-
letter for a BMA column to be used as a
sounding board for BMA activities and
related issues; the pledge to combat retail
sales of white label promo copies “as a
measure of NARM’s support for the artistas
well as the retailer;” providing BMA mem-
bers with NARM’s bar coding study and
progress reports on all other NARM
research studies; and, “for the first time in
NARM's 21-year history,” according to

Cohen, a reduction of NARM's $400 mem-

bership fees for qualifying members
(“whose volume falls under a certain level”)
to $150. Cohen closed by emphasizing,
“Let us know your needs.”

In other speeches, Steve Gold urged that
the record industry rectify the inequities of
20% expenditures on black music versus
35% sales of black music, arguing that, if

expenditures were commensurate with
sales, black music could become 50% of
business.

ber of the BMA’s corporate government,
marketing and merchandising division.
“People want to know how some stores can
sell almost an entire catalog’s worth of
albums at prices less than our cost unless
they're getting some kind of deal from the
manufacturers. What about the seven-inch
single? Black retailers need that quick tur-
nover, and why didn’t any of the one stops
take a stand? The lack of seven-inch sales
will hurt their volume, too.

“In addition, because the panel was so
heavy with one stops, there was no advice
given to dealers on how they can buy direct
from branch distribution. These are issues|
will be addressing tothe BMA inthe coming
weeks. And while 1 think thatthe conference
was a great success, | think that the small
black retailer is going to be on his ownfora
couple of years, and his survival will con-
tinue to be difficult.”

message was clear. “The purpose of the
Black Music Association is to preserve,
protect and perpetuate black music on an
international basis,” Carter said in a
welcoming speech. And he congratulated
the BMA for spendingits firstbirthday party
at the White House.

The place BMA chose to mark its
organization is appropriate, Carter said,
referring to the founders meeting in
Philadelphia over the weekend. “If George
Washington, Thomas Jefferson and Ben
Franklin had heard this music then, our
country could have avoided a lot of heart-
ache and division,” the President quipped.

Of course the political subtlties of the
event were not lost on the press corps. It
was reported in both papers here that Car-
ter's recent low credibility among blacks
gave the White House extra incentive in
opening its doors to black music-makers
and lobbyists for the social event. As Martin
Luther King Ill told a reporter: “It may have
helped the administration in terms of
getting support from the Black Music
Association, which has a very large
constituency.”

But Carter's comments focused on the
music and its contributions to American
culture. Black music, the president said,
expresses the pain, suffering and aliena-
tion blacks have feit historically — the
sense of being outcastin one’sown nation.”
But “hope, unity, religious faith, vision and
beauty are also expressed in forceful
terms.”

Carter noted the "“transcendent effect” of
black music on other nations. He called the
genre an ‘“avenue for friendship and un-
derstanding that has been effective when
politicians could not succeed.”

Perhaps most importantly, Carter said
black music offers “a mirror of what's
wrong with our country and offersa guidein
terms of what our country ought to be.”

All-Star Lineup

Toward the close of his remarks, the
President commented on the power of
black music which he has felt personally, as
ayoung boyand inrecentyears. (He added
that he wouldn’t embarrass the other states
by counting how many great black musi-
cians have come out of Georgia.) But the
power of an individual's voice can be “in-
credible,” he said. When Leontine Price
sang “The Lord's Prayer” recently, “chills
went down my spine” and “tears ran down
my face” at the beauty of her high notes, the
president said.

Then, again congratulating the new trade
association (which proposed the White
House event), President Carter took a seat
on the grass at the foot of the outdoor stage
and settled in to watch an array of out-
standing performers. His guests were

seated at picnic tables but mingled freely
even during the performance.

First on the lineup was Sara Jordan
Powell, leading gospel singer, who held the
crowd's rapt attention with her rendition of
“Amazing Grace.” The president rolled up
his sleeves and stretched out on thelawn to
better appreciate her performance.

The famcus Carter grin broke out as the
next performer took over, dancing and
singing his trademark tunes: Chuck Berry,
still limber after some 24 years before
audiences (never before at the White
House). Berry ran through, “Johnny B.
Goode,” “Roll Over Beethoven,” "Hail, Hail
Rock ‘n’ Roll,” and “Oh Carol,” which he
converted for the occasion to “Oh Amy”
and slithered across the stage in his
familiar duck walk. After his 10-minute ses-
sion, Berry told Cash Box, “l just want to
shake the president’'s hand, | feel like akid.”
About the BMA, Berry voiced optimism.
While the state of black music today is
“sound,” he said, the new organization
will “bring more attention to black music
and bring black music into more harmony
with itself.”

Billy Eckstine, who President Carter
noted is a longtime friend, took the
audience back a few years with some stan-
dards like “Everything | Have Is Yours,” ina
medley of oldies. Eckstine has performed
for the Carters at 1600 Pennsylvania Ave.
before, during the Christmas season in
1977, and he seemed at home singing his
1940s favorites.

The youngest performer of the evening,
Evelyn “Champagne” King, age 18, turned
the mood to disco during her segment. In a
hot pink dress and with unlimited energy,
King belted out the title tune from her
recently released LP, “Music Box.”

The final performance of the evening, by
two-time Grammy Award winner Andrea
Crouch, had the entire crowd standing by
the end. Singing “We're Going to See The
King” and “Jesus Is The Answer,” Crouch
whipped the audience into a spiritual
crescendo. The Carters joined in the sing-
ing and clapping and AndreaCrouch called
the gathering spot “The White House
Church.”

Other Luminaries

The audience was sprinkled with other
luminaries, from the ranks of government,
the radio and record industries and the
White House staff, and of course, the
national news media.

Among the black musicians spotted in
the crowd were Barry White, Patti LaBelle,
Joe Williams and Curtis Mayfield. Record
industry execs on hand for the South Lawn
fete included Bruce Lundvall, Joe Smith,
Cecil Holmes, Paul Smith, Marv Stuart,
Dick Griffey, Phil Walden, Logan
Westbrook, Barry White and George
Albert, publisher of Cash Box.

Music Publishers Expanding

For example, the company has hired a full-
time disco consuitant.

“He's going through our catalog and re-
demoing older songs to get disco covers,”
says Banyai. “We have a lot of disco poten-
tial with our catalog of standards, and we're
even looking for single song deals with new
writers of disco material.

"And we’re more active in promoting film
and TV music, with (motion picture music
VP} Danny Crystal and one of our west
coast professional managers working this
area. We're also planning to go after ad-
vertisers to use our compositions in their
campaigns.”

“Our business doesn’t seem to have
been affected by the sales slowdown,” says
Jay Lowy, VP/GM of Jobete Music. “There
seems to be a tremendous amount of
recording being done. Jobete has always
had one of the biggest writing staffs and
we're always looking for new writers.

"There doesn’t really seem to be much
change in the publishing scene this year,”
Lowy summarizes. But other major
publishing executives see things different-
ly.

Irwin Mazur. director of west coast

operations for April/Blackwood Music,
believes there is a definite decrease in the
number of acts in the studio now, but he
says the drop in recording activity has not
been bad for business.

“It's only affected us in how many acts
and producers we are servicing, but it
hasn't seemed to affect the number of
covers we're getting,” Mazur says. “We
used to puttogether a two or three page list
of producers and studios, and that list has
been drastically reduced.”

But Mazur adds that April/Blackwood is
still looking for new writers and has in-
creased its professional manager and
office staff from four people two years ago
to 10 today, including a director of TV and
film music.

Bigger Fish

“Major acts are returning to looking for
hit songs as opposed to doing everything
themselves,” says Mazur. “So getting
covers has become like fishing in a lake.
The fish are bigger, but there are fewer fish
in the lake.”

Mazur believes the biggest problem fac-
ing music publishers today is “attorneys
who attach record company numbers to
publishing deals. Labels deal in dollars and
publishing companies deal in pennies.
Publishing has been a veiled, clouded area
of the music industry and many lawyers
look for unrealistic big advance payments
from us. A hit song may earn big bucks over
the years, butrevenues aren’tthat great out
of the box.”

Billy Meshel, VP/GM of the Arista Music
Publishing Group, supports Mazur's com-
plaint. “It makes me sick the way certain
businessmen, accountants, managers and
lawyers deny writers the skill and expertise
of music publishers by thinking ‘music
publishers do nothing anyway, so we'll do
nothing, too.” When you write and record
your own material that's your bread and
butter, butgetting coversis the extracream
on top — and some of these people are pre-
venting writers from getting that cream.”

Meshel says Arista’s publishing division
is doing very well thanks to the diversity of
its writers, and blames any slump other
companies are experiencing on the same-
ness of their repertoires.

“Two years ago we had nothing,” notes
Meshet, “but we got involved with some
good people and now we're not so desper-
ate to add more writers. There are three
times as many covers on the charts now as
five years ago, so we're really happy with
the way things look.”

Herb Eiseman, president of 20th
Century-Fox Music Publishing Com-
panies, says getting covers is easier today
because a number of artists who aren't

songwriters have broken through and
singer/songwriters are doing more covers.
But 20th isn’t Iooking to expand its writers
roster.

“We've always been very selective and
kept a very small stable of writers,” com-
ments Eiseman. “We haven't slowed down
or accelerated our signings. But we did
recently acquire the Johnny Mercer cata-
log, and if we get other catalogs we are
negotiating for we may add some to our
professional manager staff.

“But 20th is different from most publish-
ing companies in that we have the consis-
tent flow of themes from films like ‘Alien.’
It's nice to have that base.”

Starting From Scratch

Most publishers aren’t so lucky. On the
other side of the spectrum from 20th is the
Infinity Music Group, whichis trying to build
a publishing company from the ground up.

“We're looking for a big spurt in the be-
ginning,” reports VP/GM Jay Morgen-
stern. “We've signed half a dozen writers al-
ready and are also going after catalogs.
We'll definitely be adding staff as our busi-
ness builds. We'll be opening a Nashville
office as soon as we find the right staff.”

Other publishers are aggressively seek-
ing out new writers to re-energize aging
catalogs. Sam Trust, president of ATV
Music Group, feels his company is in that
position.

“For a long time the backbone of this
company has been the Beatles catalog and
we feel we're approaching saturation
there,” Trust indicates. “So we're going
after new young writers more than we have
in a long time.”

Trust aiso agrees with other publishers
who expect to feel an income pinch be-
ginning in six months due to the recent
slump period. But ATV plans to maintain its
professional staff at its current level.

Screen Gems

“What we're doing to overcome the cur-
rent business slump is get even more ag-
gressive in signing writers and going after
covers,” reports Lester Sill of Screen
Gems/Colgems/EMI. “Getting covers has
been difficult since self-contained groups
came in afew years ago, butitdoesn’'t seem
any more difficult now than six months ago.
We just try and stay with a young street-
oriented professional staff and a talent ac-
quisition staff which looks for groups.”

At Almo/Irving Music, the talent acquisi-
tion effort is now focusing on writer/pro-
ducers, according to executive VP Lance
Freed. “We are trying to get a better
balance in our writing staff between pure
writers and writer/performers. But we've
discovered a great way to stay on top of
what's going on in the business is to sign
producers who write for the artists they
work with, such as David Foster and Skip
Scarborough.

“Overall, it seems that our writers are
getting more songs covered than ever, but
we don't plan to add any managers in the
near future,” says Freed.

MCA Music has undergone a major
expansion of its writing and professional
manager staffs in the past year, even
though MCA is less affected by slumping
record sales than mostpublishers due to its
substantial movie and TV income.

“MCA has added to its own writing staff
and acquired ABC’s,"” says Leeds Levy, vice
president/executive assistant to the presi-
dent at MCA Music. “So in the last year
we've hired about eight new managers and
are looking to add a new one on the west
coast.

“With records crossing over in every
direction now, between pop, disco, coun-
try, R&B, etc., full-line publishers are trying
to have their writers work in universal forms
s0 any kind of artist can cover it. The trick is
to find that good song, that's the bottom
line,” concludes Levy. “if a song is good,
you’ll get some action.”
