Clear Channel and Jacor have
agreed to merge in a tax-free, stock-
for-stock transaction valued at $4.4
billion. Clear Channel is the surviv-
ing entity in the blockbuster deal
announced at 7:00 A.M. Eastern
Thursday (10/8), two-and-half hours
before the opening bell sounded on
the stock exchange.

Bill Figenshu has joined CBS Radio
as Sr. Vice President.

Figenshu joins CBS Radio following
the announcement of its planned tran-
sition into Infinity Broadcasting.
Initially, Figenshu's duties will include
oversight of ten stations in the Detroit
and Tampa markets -- with additional
stations to be included "as the need
arrives." He will join the company
October 19 and report to CBS Radio
President Dan Mason.

"Bill is an outstanding operator
with a strong history of performance
overseeing some of the most profitable
stations in America," Mason told
fmqb. "We welcome him to our team."

Figenshu joined Chancellor Media
in 1997 after Chancellor absorbed
Viacom.

The combined entity will operate

In more than doubling its U.S.
radio holdings, Clear Channel's dom-
inant media swings back over to
radio, which will comprise 51% of its
revenues. Domestic and international
outdoor will account for 38%, domes-

Kennard Pledges Streamlined,
More Innovative FCC

Get ready for a "smarter, more innovative, more business-like and more
functional FCC." That's how Chairman Bill Kennard would like to trans-
form the agency and his words couldn't come at a better time. The FCC is
under increasing attack from both lawmakers and the broadcast industry for
roadblocking competition and innovation with iron-fisted regulations.

"The world is changing, we've got to change with it," Kennard said in a
recent speech at the Georgetown University Law Center. That requires a
more streamlined FCC that looks for innovative ways to solve disputes, he
says, often bypassing traditional methods for rulemaking.

Kennard says the agency must kdep up with changes wrought by evolving
technology and consolidation by becoming more efficient and working more
closely with the industry, according to Bloomberg News. To that end, the
Commission plans to create a technology advisory committee made up of rep-
resentatives from the business, academic and government sectors. Kennard
says this will keep the FCC on top of technological changes and their impact
on consumers and companies.

Instead of dividing staffs for the broadcast, telephone, and wireless indus-
tries into separate bureaus, the FCC plans to restructure itself into two sepa-
rate divisions: one for enforcement, the other for public information.

Kennard says he's not backing down from the FCC's primary functions of
creating competition, maintaining open markets, protecting consumers, and
promoting efficient use of the public airwaves. The Commission has lately
become more active in flagging radio deals, and Kennard has pledged to crack
down radio-TV waivers. "I believe the one-to-a-market waiver process that the
Commission adopted in 1989 has become fundamentally flawed," he said in
statement. “The Commission has not applied these waiver standards with the
necessary rigor."

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USA Digital Radio
Petitions FCC For
Rulemaking

With all of the hoopla surround-
ing digital satellite radio recently,
the in-band, on-channel (IBOC) dig-
ital radio proponents have been
quiet. But that silence has been
broken with the announcement by
USA Digital Radio, a partnership of
CBS and Gannett, that a petition
for rulemaking has been filed with
the FCC to have the USA Digital
system accepted as the DAB trans-
mission standard in the United
States. If approved, your radio sta-
tion will be able to transmit a CD
audio quality signal on its present
frequency, alongside of the normal
analog signal.

"We believe the FCC will play a
crucial role in this historical event
as the radio industry converts from
70 years of analog broadcasting to a
digital age," CBS CEO Michael
Jordan said.
are both excited and committed to
this new and powerful digital trans-
formation which will revolutionize
the public's listening experience."

According to USA Digital, the
new digital signals will eliminate
multipath and noise, and reduce
interference. In addition, listeners

"As a broadcaster, we

will be able to receive expanded
auxiliary data services, such as sta-
tion and program content, stock
and news information, local traffic
and weather, e-mail and internet
access, and more. While both the
digital and analog signals would be
carried on the same frequency until
further notice, the eventual goal is
to convert the frequencies to an all-
digital service, freeing up even
more bandwidth for additional féa-
tures.

The deal calls for each share of Jacor stock to be converted into Clear
Channel stock, using a conversion formula based on Clear Channel's average
closing price during the 25 trading days ending on the second trading day
prior to closing. The formula varies from 1.4 shares of Clear Channel stock to
1.35 shares. Based on Wednesday's (10/7) closing price of $37 for Clear
Channel, that equals $51.80, a 29% premium over the Jacor closing price of
$40.125.

The Boards of both companies have approved the merger, which is subject
to stockholder approval. Sam Zell's Zell/Chilmark fund (Jacor’s largest share-
holder with 27%) and the Mays family (who control 15% of Clear Channel)
have committed to vote in favor. Closing, subject to regulatory approval, is
expected by September 30, 1999.

Clear Channel CEO Lowry Mays called the transaction "financially
attractive, strategically compelling and operationally complementary. The
combination of our radio assets, coupled with the overlap with our outdoor
operations, creates and provides an outstanding platform for future growth
that will benefit the stockholders, advertisers and employees of both compa-
nies. Randy Michaels and his talented team will be a significant asset to Clear
Chzannel and we welcome them to our family."

ABC, CBS, Chancellor and other names have been churning in the rumor
mill as potential Jacor suitors for months, but the acquisition by Clear
Chznnel has been "in the works for a while," Jacor SVP Communications Pam
Taylor told fmqb. "Now, finally, we can put all the rumors to rest and get busy
running radio stations,” Michaels added, calling this "an exciting time for
Jacer. Combining Jacor's outstanding radio stations, programmers, network
and sticks with Clear Channel's strong and diversified radio, television and
outdoor operation creates a media powerhouse. There's a tremendous amount
of synergy created by this merger, and the beauty is it flows both ways. Under
the Clear Channel umbrella, we will continue to acquire strong stations,
develop the stick portfolio and produce state of the art programming through
our brand management team. This business combination will further enhance
Premiere Radio Networks which recently took the number one network rank

in the summer "RADAR" survey. Clear Channel has been an outstanding per-
formuer in our industry for many years and we're excited about joining such a
high quality operation.”

The two companies mesh remarkably well, with domestic radio overlap in
just six markets: Houston, Tampa, Cleveland, Jacksonville, Louisville, and
Dayton. "It's a natural fit," Prudential analyst James Marsh told Bloomberg
Neuws. Marsh expects shares of both companies to rise and has put a "buy" rat-
ing on Clear Channel. He pegs the $4.4 billion purchase price, which includes
assumption of $1.23 billion in long-term Jacor debt, at 13.9 times Jacor's esti-
mated 1999 cash flow.

Jacor's Pam Taylor says it's premature to talk about how the two compa-
nies' radio operations might be integrated. "There's two trains barrelling down
parallel tracks and nobody wants to derail either one," she said. "We'll operate
fairly autonomously for some time, but over time and through assimilation,
thers will be a sharing of ideas and talent. But there won't be a wholesale
walk-in to change the layout immediately. They'll allow it to happen in an evo-
luticnary fashion.”

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CBS BEGINS LAYOFFS CBS
Corp. is in the process of giving
walking papers to 300 of its
staffers, mostly from its TV net-
work, according to a Bloomberg
report. The layoffs touch all divi-
sions of the network and could
affect some corporate positions in
other parts of the company. CBS
has earlier said it expected to elim-
inate hundreds of jobs in order to
save $180 million. Meanwhile,
Robert Iger, President of the
Disney-owned ABC network has
issued an internal memo to all divi-
sions including radio, announcing a
"temporary moratorium" on salary
raises and non-key promotions. For
at least a year, Iger has encouraged
all divisions to be "extremely care-
ful" with their budgets. Although
the network does not have any
plans to reduce jobs, the memo
states "replacement of non-key
positions and the hiring of new
positions will be temporarily
frozen." ABC Inc., like other net-
works, 1s feeling the crunch of cable
TV and hasn't been pulling strong
numbers.

GANIS AND OTHERS GAIN
ATLANTIC PROMOTIONS Look
for official announcements from the
Atlantic Records camp regarding
promotions for several staffers.
First, Executive VP/Promotion
Andrea Ganis has been promoted
to Executive VP for the label.
Additionally, the label hands out Sr.
Director Promotion titles to
Director Progressive/Rock Promo-
tion Bonnie Slifkin, West Coast
Director/Alternative Kris Metz-
dorf, and Associate Director/
Promotion Pamela Jouan.

N2K AND CDNOW JOIN
FORCES N2K Inc. and CDnow
Inc. plan to consolidate in a move
that would create the industry's
largest music site and be a rival for
Amazon.com. Reportedly, the trans-
action would take the form of a
merger, with CDnow acquiring
N2K, operator of Music Boulevard,
in a stock swap. Post-merger, the
operations would be consolidated
under the CDnow name, considered
the most recognizable brand name.
The combined company would
claim more than one million cus-
tomers offering a variety of music-
related services with retail its main
emphasis. Although neither com-

pany has commented on the pro-
posed merger, it is expected to be
completed in the next few weeks.
N2K and CDnow are both pioneers
in online music sales, a field that
consultants say will grow to $1.8
billion globally by the year 2001
from $71 million today. Meanwhile,
N2K has signed an agreement with
the leading Japanese music retail
chain Shinseido Inc. The deal gives
music fans visiting M2K's Music
Boulevard access to 170,000
Japanese titles. In addition N2K's
Music Boulevard has become the
exclusive online music retailer for
Yahoo! Japan.

JACOBS TO STAY AT WCMF "It
would have been very difficult to
leave CBS, [CBS Co-CEO] Don
Bouloukos, and (WCMF VP/GM]
Bob Morgan and the PDs in the
group I network with, like
[WYSP/Philadelphia's] Tim
Sabean, [WZLX/Boston's] Buzz
Knight and [WXRK/New York's}]
Steve Kingston." That's Harry
Jacobs, explaining his decision not
to exit the CBS Heritage Rocker
and join WIZN/Burlington as
Station Manager as announced two
weeks ago (Dirt Alert 9/25). "We're
clearly on to something with the
direction and focus of the radio sta-
tion and I need to finish the job."
After years of calling itself "The
Home of Rock N' Roll," 'CMF is now
positioned as "The Rock Station.”
It has simultaneously slashed cur-
rents and tightened both its musi-
cal focus and on-air presentation.

It has also
been rumored that Jacor may use
the duo to launch either a Hard
Rock or Triple A outlet in Los
Angeles. The cost of the duo could
increase if the trailing 12-month
cash flow at closing exceeds $5 mil-
lion.

CHANNEL 104.9 DEBUTS Jacor
debuted a new Bay Area station at
104.9 FM, the former home of
KUFX. "Channel 104.9" bowed

Thursday (10/1) on KLDZ, a Class
A licensed to Fremont, CA.
Essentially a Gold-based Altern-
ative (or Modern AC with very few
currents), Channel 104.9 features
'80s Alternative artists like R.E.M.,
Talking Heads, Peter Gabriel, XTC,
The Police, U2, Depeche Mode, and
Howard Jones, along with newer
music from Natalie Merchant,
Alanis Morissette, Dave Mathews
Band, STP and Counting Crows.
The station is using the on-air
moniker, "Music For The Rest OF

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Are you selling your promotional units yet? If
so0, I sure hope I'm across the street consulting your
competition. By the way, if you are selling out your
ability to promote yourself on the air, start pricing
magazine racks, cause you're about to have issues.

The drive to pack more units into the hour is
inflationary, devaluing, and will ultimately be dev-
astating to our industry in any economic downturn.
Checked your investment portfolio lately? By
adding units, you may be adding revenue but
you're not adding value. For radio to truly grow as
a media we must add value. That means a butt-
load more than slapping some crappy promotion
onto a buy. The truth is, adding units is just the
latest twist on whoring rate. In the pre-consolida-
tion days we hated guys who'd blow rate integrity.
What happened? Aggregate radio TSL is going
down! As more stations add units to bolster rev-
enue, people are going to find more valuable things
to occupy their attention in the car. (There’s that V
word again.)

Using your own air to promote your station is
one of the most important things you do. How are
you selling your own station to your audience?
How often are you teasing what’s coming next hour,
next day, next week, and most importantly, the
next five minutes? Are you building brand equity
by reminding your listeners who you are, what you
stand for, and why you are their favorite station?

Television shows like Inside Edition,
Entertainment Tonight, and Extra devote nearly
25% of their own air time to tease the up and com-
ing on their show. Do you think they do that for
lack of content? An average newscast spends
almost 8 of 22 minutes teasing. How about you? Is
your airstaff still laundry listing artists that are
“commin up”? Give me a break. Nobody (except,
perhaps, your local Almo rep) cares that “Garbage
is on the way”. Here’s a clue: Your P2 audience
doesn’t know who Garbage is. And when they hear
it’s “commin up”, they’re haulin’ ass to hit the but-
ton and find something they know. Trust me.

How do I know this? Check your latest audito-
rium test. See any artist loyalty there? The audi-
ence needs to be seduced into listening through a
stopset. You have to sell them on the idea of not
hitting the button. Telling them what artist is “on
the way” or even “around the corner” is about as
smart as blow drying your hair in the bathtub. We
live in an instant gratification world. If people are
going to delay gratification, they are going to want
something very cool.

Seduction is an art. It is the promise of
“more”. You start by promising a benefit. An
upcoming artist is not a benefit. Sorry. Ever seen
a news cast promote a reporter and not the story?

How do you seduce the audience into staying
“just a little longer”?

Romancing your TSL

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Promise them money. Try giving them a tease
about an upcoming contest or promotion. Tell them
you're going to play the secret sound right after
this, or, their chance to win a specific amount of
money is only minutes away. “Get ready to win”
might sound hacked, but, if done properly it can
hold listeners through the spot break.

Promise them fun or trivial information they
can’t live without. “In minutes I'm going to tell you
how to get front row at the Dave Matthews show,”
is an example. Or perhaps you tease with a bit of
information. “Next I have music from a band that
includes the guy who helped make ‘Nevermind'...”
Or “You’re moments away from hearing this week’s
number one record—you're not going to believe it.”

Promise them a solution to a problem. People
will listen if there is something in it for them.
Tickets to sold out concerts, sports events, and hot
movie premiers. “I've an amazing idea for your
weekend” is an incitement few can resist, especially
on a Friday afternoon. Or if you're the morning
show interviewing a guest: “Dr. know-it-all’s going
to give us three ways to make a million dollars.
Stay tuned.”

There are keys to great teases. Make sure
every tease lives up to the following criteria:

* Deliver right away. Make sure you deliver
no later than after the first record following the
stopset.

* Do it quickly. Don’t tease an element more
than twice. If you stretch stuff out too far you'll
lose credibility and your ability to tease effectively

* Be credible. Don’t over-sell, or over-promise.
If you have an amazing idea for the weekend, make
sure it’s truly amazing.

» Make it fun. Use riddles or puzzles or trivia
questions to put new spins on old information.
People love it when a tease becomes a game.

You can seduce your audience into hanging in
through stopsets and you can encourage more lis-
tening occasions by promoting compelling reasons
to tune in. You must use your own air to market to
your P2 and P3 listeners or you will bleed audience
imperceptibly until you find yourself in TSL obliv-
ion.

Preparation is key to a successful tease. Make
sure you know exactly how to frame the tease
before you execute it and make sure you know
everything you’re going to sell before you go on the
air. Programmers, make sure the information is
available in a manner that is easily manipulated
into a tease so your air talent doesn’t use the same
tease every time.

Seduce your audience and feel the love in the
form of higher TSL.

The Fall book had cost the station half a point.
The PD knew that this could be just a wobble
However, the last two trends werent the sort that the
corporate office or the GM would smile over. The PD
crossed his fingers, drank coffee from his lucky mug
and reminded himself that these were, after all, only
trends. But as the spring quarterlies came scrolling
across the screen, the PD had a sinking feeling. Two
full share points — vanished.

What had gone wrong? The Modern AC station
debuted 18 months before and it scored big right out of
the box. At its peak, it garnered a 4.5 share in Spring
1997. However, the station had dipped to a 3.9 share in
Fall 1997 and a 2.1 share in the Spring 1998 book.

Most PDs facing this situation would be searching
in vain for answers. However, starting this Fall, pro-
grammers will have a unique opportunity to under-
stand what’s behind the changes in their Arbitron num-
bers because of a new diary keeper reinterview study
called Exit Poll. For example, programmers like the
one in this case would be able to hear from the very
diarykeepers that cost his station those two share
points. Better vet, he would be able to act on what he
heard and put the station back on track.

With Exit Poll, a station can choose to look at its
own diarykeepers and those of three or four key com-
petitors. Arbitron interviews 300 diary keepers during
the survey and asks them basic image questions.
Example images are “The station that plays the music I
like best” and “The station with the funny and enter-
taining morning show.” Exit Poll asks diary keepers
questions like what has changed in the past six months.
It probes basic music images: best music, most music,
relaxing music, loud or hard music. It checks for atti-
tudes about “the new station in town,” about humor,
commercial load, quality of signal, station advertising,
contests and at-work listening. Finally, Exit Poll deliv-
ers verbatim responses from diary keepers about what
they liked and disliked most about the station they lis-
tened to the most.

Armed with answers to these kinds of questions,
an astute PD could pinpoint what has caused a station’s
ratings to slip. Working with consultants and other
perceptual research, a station team can craft a pro-
gramming and marketing strategy to turn a station
around.

What went wrong for our Modern AC station?
Every PD knows that it is crucial to retain your Pls
from book to book. If things are going right, you should
expect to see the majority of the diary keepers who lis-
tened to you most six months ago (“Prior P1s”) to be P1
to the station in the current book. For this Modern AC
station, only 50% of the diary keepers who listened the
most during the previous Spring were still P1 to the
station in the Fall survey (when the station suffered a
half point share drop.) By the disastrous Spring book,
only 20% of the P1ls from previous six months were still
P1 to the station.

Another key measure is whether the diary keepers
who listened to a station most six months ago are
spending more time listening to the station in the cur-
rent book. On the first day of the Fall 1997 book, a
brand new format competitor signed on the air. The
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Modern AC’s Pls locked in on this new station instant-
ly. The brand new format competitor was the station
that the Modern AC’s former P1ls were listening to
more.

The station acts; the listeners react.

So what did our Modern AC station do? After that
Fall book, the Modern AC station took a major step to
turn itself around. In the Winter, it added a major high
profile morning show. By the Spring, Exit Poll results
showed that the station was establishing a clear “morn-
ing show position” with its diary keepers. The station’s
“outrageous personality” image was popping through
with Pls and total diarykeepers. Its image for the sta-
tion with outrageous personalities jumped from 21% in
the Fall to 60% in the Spring book among P1s. Among
the station’s total diary keepers, its image jumped from
nowhere to nearly 40%.

Despite the station’s aggressive actions, its overall
position in Arbitron did not improve. The PD realized
the station’s Modern AC music was not a good match
with its new male-oriented morning show; Exit Poll
confirmed it. The Modern AC was second among its
own diary keepers in the Fall for being the station that
plays the music its listeners liked best. The new format
competitor ranked first among the Modern AC’s own lis-
teners! Things went from bad to worse on this key mea-
sure in the Spring, with only 5% of the Modern AC’s
diary keepers saying the Modern AC station plays the
music they like best. At the same time, the Modern AC
station was slammed by its listeners for being the sta-
tion plays the same songs over and over again.

The Modern AC changed their format to Hard
Rock a few days after the Spring book. About two
thirds of the diary keepers (May/June) in Exit Poll were
called after the format change. These diarykeepers
have already told us that the station’s new music posi-
tion is starting to take hold. The station’s image for
loud or hard music jumped from only 6% in the Fall to
19% in the Spring. Clearly the station is on the right
track.

The philosophy of Exit Poll

The Modern AC station was able to correct its
problems quickly because Exit Poll worked like a regu-
lar health check with your doctor. The station checked
its vital signs with Exit Poll and discovered potential
problems. Thanks to Exit Poll, the station was able to
get to the problems faster and turn itself back around.
It is not custom research; it’s an examination of the sta-
tion’s vital signs with real Arbitron diary keepers. Like
any good examination it will tell you if there is reason
to worry and what type of professional needs to be
called.

Exit Poll is the only way you can find out what
diary keepers are saying about your station and the
competition. In the past, you would get a good or bad
book from Arbitron. Now, Exit Poll gives you insight
into “why your numbers change.” The ante has been
raised in today’s new radio world order. The stakes are
higher than ever and the competition is much tougher.
Exit Poll gives you with an edge by providing informa-
tion that can help you keep your station on track.
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The theory that men and women come from
two different “worlds” spawned many talk show
appearances for author John Gray (Men Are
From Mars, Women From Venus). Considering
the gulf between the programming and sales
departments in many radio stations, we'll borrow
some of Gray’s theories and put them to the ulti-
mate test by placing Mars & Venus in your con-
ference room.

Like the examples in Gray’s books, we
believe that the following observations on radio
relationships will help save a few of the profes-
sional “marriages” that may be on shaky ground.
Furthermore, we hope the advice is of value to
the marriage counselors (General Managers) who
often act as arbiters between Mars & Venus.

PRGN
SALES IS FRom

Let’s start with a word of encouragement.
You're not alone. No matter what relationship
problems you might be experiencing, similar sit-
uations exist at other stations as well. Your PD
and SM aren’t likely to be any more at odds with
each other than those in a host of other stations.

Just as men and women approach issues
from different angles, radio’s Mars & Venus also
have different ways of looking at issues. In theo-
ry, the reason that programmers got into the
industry was to display their creativity, while an
Account Exec’s goal has always been to make
money. Both may feel that their beliefs are often
mutually exclusive. Let’s take a look then, at
problems that arise between Mars and Venus and
how these issues can best be resolved.

Though Mars & Venus have different views, both
sides are usually valid. Sales and Programming
sometimes make the mistake of attempting to
“change” each other’s viewpoint. They assign
blame to each other when communication is lack-
ing. Mars (Programming) doesn’t understand the
pressure of hitting monthly sales goals; Venus
(Sales) doesn’t understand the station’s position-
ing. Programming wonders why Sales can’t get
the rates up; Sales passes along suggestions to
improve the music mix. Not only do Mars &
Venus find ways to pick apart the other camp’s
product or strategy, they seem to offer unsolicited
performance critiques at every turn.

For Mars & Venus to co-exist, both sides
must realize that the best solutions to problems
will be those that are best for the radio station —
and those answers won’t always please both
departments. If a General Manager determines
that the station must be “on the buy,” then
Programming will need to find a creative way to
execute the Sales promotion. If the buy is
deemed insignificant or detrimental to the prod-
uct, Sales should find other options.

Venus takes it personally when Mars goes into a
cawe (and vice versa). The cold war can become an
ice age between Sales and Programming follow-
ing a management decision that defers to one

side or the other. It’s not uncommon for the loser
of the battle to offer less than enthusiastic input
on other issues. In extreme cases, the losing war-
rior may retreat to his/her office, close the door,
and avoid communicating with the victorious
department head. The GM must acknowledge
Mars’ or Venus’ feelings and keep that warrior
inspired, aggressive and prepared for the next
negotiation.

Instead of walking away, go fishing. In healthi-
er Mars & Venus relationships, it's not clear who
won or lost. But at some point, the department
head who “lost” may find themselves giving in
more often, sensing that they “can’t fight city
hall.” Instead of taking advantage of a softened
competitor, the other department head should

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assume the responsibility for encouraging more
conversation with their peer. To make sure that
the best possible ideas hit the promotions request
form, the GM must probe the minds of both the
PD and SM, discussing and debating every con-
cept — looking for ways to improve the product.
Neither Mars nor Venus should feel pressure
from the other department to continuclly sacri-
fice creativity (“we ran it that way last month,
why change it now?”).

Mars and Venus don’t automatically want to con-
nect or communicate. Even the most enthusiastic
team players — those who are enlightened
enough to dine with their own programming or
sales team members on a regular basis — rarely
go out of their way to socialize with the other
department heads. From where we stand, too
few programmers are invited to attend “pitch”
meetings with advertisers. Likewise, too few
Sales Managers attend audience promotions that
would expose them to feedback from the audi-
ence. In some scenarios, Sales Managers aren’t
shown the results of quantifiable, non-emotional
research projects that would illuminate the sta-
tion’s programming plan. In others, the PD isn’t
aware of annual commitments made to major
advertisers.

Because the two contemporaries don’t share
enough time together outside the building, the
only opportunity they have to compare theories
and beliefs is when the high stakes card game is
taking place at the department head meeting.
Compare this to offensive and defensive coordi-
nators of a football team, who aren’t likely to hide
their game plans from each other before kickoff.
Neither should a Program Director and Sales
Manager learn each other’s tactics when the
clock is ticking on a decision.

Sometimes, just having a point of view heard and
being understood is all that Mars or Venus asks. Most
radio executives are aware that decisions won't
always fall their way. Yet, nothing frustrates
either side more than the immediate dismissal of
a concept — or watching a fellow department
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head “tune out” when
the opposing view-
point is being aired.
Sometimes, Venus or
Mars may purposely
argue  points  in
department head
meetings just to get
on record — and be heard. We think General
Managers should act as trial judges — hear both
sides, decide what evidence is admissible, then
hand down a verdict. Venus (Sales Managers)
and Mars (Programmers) are less likely to hold
grudges when they lose a contest if their argu-
ments are heard and fairly considered.

Mars & Venus may contemplate divorce, but stay
together for the children. There are times in any
radio executive’s career when it is tempting to
walk away from a meeting and out the front door
of the station, never to return. That tends to
occur after losing a very publicly fought battle.
Once cooler heads prevail, Mars and Venus usu-
ally return to their posts. At the same time, they
need to soothe the fears of co-workers who may
feel that the two sides aren’t on the same page.

Radio, like marriage, isn’t likely to ever be a
stress-free environment, but it’s safe to say that
the Mars and Venus will sleep better at night if
they don’t take final decisions personally. Both
sides will win a few and lose a few — and the
rules may change form week-to-week.

Rebuilding trust will solidify relationships. If a
falling-out occurs between Mars and Venus, it’s
entirely possible that both will mistrust the
other’s judgement for a period of time. Mars will
wonder why Venus “can’t sell the station,” Venus
will notice that the music is “getting harder.”

A GM can get past a temporary crisis such as
this by putting Mars and Venus face-to-face con-
sistently and holding each accountable for their
performance. Eventually, GMs may uncover a
begrudging respect between department heads
that might, over time, grow to a trust. At some
point, disagreements regarding programming or
sales strategies will become less polarizing as
both Mars and Venus learn the art of negotiating
and compromise.

Even in a successful marriage, Mars and
Venus may be committed to the relationship, but
find it difficult to admit that they love each other,
Do the Sales and Programming department
heads in your station blame “the other side”
when they lose a “battle?” Or, is each department
head willing to explain to their charges (in a log-
ical, non-emotional way) why the station is pro-
ceeding with a decision that doesn’t jibe with
their personal beliefs? Only when Mars and
Venus are able to understand, trust and support
one another can the programming and sales
teams peacefully co-exist.

we need to remind ourselves that radio is show business. I like to say it may
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be the lowest form of show business, but it’s show business nonetheless (A friend of mine argues for the “adult
entertainment” industry for that honor; however, after reviewing the data on average radio-industry salaries, I'll
stick to my guns). Seriously, we should remember that radio is the most local and portable form of show business.
Consider how people react when you tell them you work in radio. They get excited, they want to know what it’s
like, and they immediately want to know if you're on the air. What do you think would happen if you told them you
sold insurance? We have to keep reminding ourselves that we’re in a “glamorous” profession, because, in the age of
consolidation, it’s easy to get wrapped up in cutbacks and forget why we're here. It’s ironic that consolidation has
had a detrimental affect on content, because every other form of media is in a frenzy to find it. The Internet and
cable television are expanding rapidly and screen writers are the newest stars of the film industry. But radio seems
obsessed with cutting costs. With operators increasingly turning to automation, more and more stations are revert-
ing to a glorified jukebox status. It’s your job, Mr. or Ms. Program Director, to see that this doesn’t happen. There
are no magic answers, but here are some basic things that sometimes get overlooked.

Show biz depends on stars, and, fortu-
nately, you have several right in your building.
Ask yourself if you're fully utilizing your stars,
your air talent. Most stations do a good job with
their morning show, but entertainment needs to
be maximized in all dayparts. Most of the rest of
your air talent will not be incredibly funny or
brilliant, but each of them can be a highly-visible
asset to your station. Often, [ see air talent that
doesn’t know how to capitalize on their status.
The reason is that they haven’t been taught
what to do. Prime examples are remotes. How
many times have you seen talent hanging out in
the corner, waiting for the next call-in, instead of
getting out and introducing themselves. To solve
this, send the younger, more timid talent out to
see how the more experienced staff handle
remotes. Also, make sure that you have some-
thing for them to do when they’re on location.
Having some sort of contest or event makes
them more comfortable and gives them the
excuse to meet people and encourage people to
participate. (Some stations such as KATT,
KSHE, WMMS, and assorted FOXES, EAGLES
and BEARS, have the added advantage of recog-
nizable mascots. If you've seen their marketing
efforts, you know that mascots can also be high-
ly-visible stars.)

Ultimately, the music is the star. Yet many
stations sound blasé about it. The air staff
needs to be reminded to talk it up and create
excitement for it. For example, count down the
time until an anticipated major new release. If
it’s big enough, arrange a special listening party
at a local club. Don’t just wait for a retail outlet
to invite you to a midnight sale, make your
events. Another easy way is to create a special-
ly-produced production piece to set up something

hot. It works for baby bands too. Pick some-
thing you believe in and champion it. You get
credit as the station bringing it to your listeners
and you raise the level of excitement about it,
which pays off for everyone in the end.

The best thing about being in radio is
the opportunity to provide as much creative
input as you can. How many other jobs encour-
age the bizarre and irreverent ideas over the
common, safe ones? And while the PD is ulti-
mately responsible for developing creativity,
there are plenty of people who can help. Let it
be known that you want ideas. Recognize people
for the ideas that you use, reward people for
them and encourage everyone - not just the air
staff - to contribute. Here’s where consolidation
may be a benefit. More people in the building
means a larger potential pool of ideas for con-
tests, promos and events. In fact, there are
some programmers who realize that their strong
suit 1s organization, so they appoint someone
else to handle the creative role.

Any feature, contest or promotion
should be an event. Build anticipation for them,
don’t just talk about them. Make sure you follow
through on everything from the pre-sell, through
the event itself, to the post-sell. Humor is the
most obvious and effective way of promoting over
your own air. That’s why its used so much in ad
campaigns. But too many stations get stuck in a
rut by doing the same thing all the time. You
need variety, not just big-voice-plus-drop-ins all
the time. Use different techniques. Steal ideas
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by Pat Welsh

from other stations. Pass around the latest
fmqgb production samplers and anything else you
can put your hands on. Besides ordinary pro-
duction, the biggest mistake is not airing your
best stuff often enough. Use saturation airplay
for the important promos and change them out
every few days. Make sure everyone hears it,
but don’t let it get stale.

Entertainment is what keeps listeners
coming back, and instant access is what makes
radio indispensable. Let’s not let consolidation
be an excuse to let it fall between the cracks.
Make show biz a strategic goal. Add it wherever
you can. The stakes are high. If we regress to
Jjust being jukeboxes, satellite-delivered digital
competitors may put us out of business. Then
we'll all be left selling insurance.

While he awaits word on his possible
induction into the Rock & Roll Hall
Of Fame, Bruce Springsteen is
attempting to block the release of
material written and recorded before
his official debut, 1973's Greetings
From Asbury Park, N.J Bloomfield,
N.J.-based Pony Express Records
have filed a suit in a Federal court
against Springsteen, contending that
they legally own the rights to some
Springsteen songs from 1972, which
have appeared on collections dubbed
Before The Flame and Unearthed.
The company says that Springsteen
has repeatedly tried to thwart their
release efforts, claiming Pony
Express didn’t own the songs.

In anticipation of their forthcoming
new album on TVT (due in January
99), XTC drops a four-CD, 52-track
box set in November, entitled
Transistor Blast.

Air, “All | Need," (Astralwerks)

Covering the Beatles' Let It Be for the upcoming Pleasantville sound-
track (10/13), Fiona Apple offers a gentle, subtly-changed version for
the Modern audience. No doubt that this record will make the rounds
at Modern and Modern AC, pulling-in requests and keeping the
onslaught of hefty soundtrack sales alive. This is a must if you have
had any level of success with Ms. Apple in the past.

Garbage, "Special,” (ALMO Sounds)

Another hit from Garbage - surprised? You shouldn't be. Their track
record speaks for itself. Shirley Manson & Co. have emerged as one of
the decade's most reliable acts. "Special” is an almost "perfect” record
and should vault somewhere near the top of your playlist before the
month is aut. Don't wait for "I Think I'm Paranoid" to burn itself out,
"Special” is exactly as advertised.

Harvey Danger, “Private Helicopter,” (Slash/London/1sland)

Will Harvey Danger be able to follow-up "Flagpole Sitta,” or are they a
flash-in-the-pan? We're sure many, if not, all of you are asking your-
selves that question this week. The answer is simple - yes they will,
and no they're not. "Private Helicopter” is every bit as catchy and
rockin' as their debut smash. With witty, storytelling lyrics and super
Pop smarts firmly in place, this track should explode much the way
"Flagpole Sitta” did. Honest.

Jewel, "Hands," (Atlantic/AG)

Jewel returns November 17 with a brand-new album titled Spirit.
Produced by Patrick Leonard (Madonna), Spiri¢ is an album that
stands to be as successful, if not more successful than her zillion-sell-
ing debut, Pieces Of You. "Hands" is timeless Jewel and will sound
incredible on any Modern Rock station. WBCN/Boston, a station that
prides itself on edgy music and great male numbers, went on this track
a week early. That's how likely it is to be a complete smash. Jewel has
always been an artist that transcends age and sex. She is a true
"artist” and deserves the respect she has earned. Look for her on
Saturday Night Live on November 14, and if you're not one of the
500,000 people that have bought her first book of poetry, A Night
Without Armor, we encourage you to do so.

Oasis, “Acquiesce,” (Epic)

Taken from the first B-Sides compilation, The Masterplan, "Acquiesce”
sounds more like a hit record from a regularly-released album than
anything else. This track absolutely rocks. Period. It originally showed
up as a B-Side from the "Some Might Say” U.K. single. It, along with
13 other tracks previously unavailable in the U.S., will be in stores as
part of The Masterplan on November 3. Look for the video soon, which
culls live footage from the band's Dec. 14, 1997 appearance at the G-
Mex arena in their hometown of Manchester, England. The video also
includes rare footage of the band backstage.

Remy Zero, “Prophecy,” (DGC)

"It was such a drastic thing, coming out of Alabama and into this world
{Hollywood]," says singer/guitarist Cinjun Tate. "This album was our
reaction to seeing psychosis and broken dreams everywhere." Quite
simply, their second album, Villa Elaine, is the most stunning body of
work we've been privy to since Radiohead's OK Computer (who also
happen to be big Remy Zero fans). "Prophecy” is daring and radio-
friendly at the same time.

The Cardigans' Nina Persson meets her maker in the direc-
tor's cut of the video for the band's new single "My Favourite
Game." In the video, directed by MTV Award winner and fellow
countryman Jonas Ackerlund, Persson drives a convertible
through a desert in California, recklessly hitting other cars and
forcing them from the road. The video ends with Persson standing
up in the car and ramming head-on into a van carrying her
Cardigan bandmates as she is violently propelled from the vehicle,
landing several feet up the highway. Fearing this ending to be a
bit too disturbing for the folks at MTV, Mercury Records has made
two versions of the video. In the censored version, Persson sur-
vives the accident, but is then killed when a large rock - which she
had used to press down on the accelerator as she stood up in the
car - comes down on her head.

On Wednesday, September 30, three members of the now defunct
Dead Kennedys - East Bay Ray, Klaus Flouride, and D.H.
Peligro - voted to sever ties with their record label, Alternative

The three claim that for the last ten years Alternative Tentacles
had been paying less per CD to the Dead Kennedys than to other

artists on the label. In a statement released Thursday, October 1,
East Bay Ray stated, "We are sad that we had to take this action,
but we are still willing to work things out." In response to the
charges, Biafra told Wall of Sound: "We reject their claims and will
continue to sell Dead Kennedys albums as we always have. This
whole action is a sham, their motives are sheer greed. It was delib-
erately done behind my back while I was on tour. They are delib-
erately trying to destroy our label, Alternative Tentacles Records,
and hurt dozens of innocent artists and our staff with some very
wild claims and heavy-handed tactics. This is the dirtiest thing I've
ever had done to me. Dead Kennedys records will continue to be
made available exclusively from Alternative Tentacles."

Million Dollar Hotel, Bono's long-talked about film finally seems
to be heading into production. German director and U2 friend,
Wim Wenders, has agreed to helm the picture, which will star
Milla Jovovich, Jeremy Davies and Oscar-winner Mel Gibson. U2
is expected to provide music for the soundtrack. The storyline is
about a couple (Jovovich and Davies) who get caught up in a mur-
der investigation at the Million Dollar Hotel. Gibson has been cast
as a police detective and Bono is expected to be cast in a bit role.

How do you formulate a corporate cul-
ture that can be consistently communi-
cated to Capstar’s 6,000 employees?

It’s difficult. We have to remember that each
one of these [market clusters] is an individual
business. We try to make sure they have
autonomy in their marketplaces and that the
primary culture is created in the markets
themselves. We're also trying to instill an
overriding corporate culture, but that’s rather
difficult because we're in 75 markets. We just
had our first group meeting where we flew in
all the market managers and spent three days
defining our culture, getting their input and
empowering people to do what they do best.
We have also wired all the stations together
with an Internet system so we can very easily
send information back and forth, by and
between all of our properties. That’s helped
our communication-building process.

Capstar’s purchase of Prophet Systems
made a strong statement about your
commitment to integrate Star Systems
into Capstar stations. How far along are
you in the process?

At this point around 50% complete. By the
first quarter of next year we will have the ini-
tial phase of that completed, which will have
the Prophet System in place and integrated
at some 250 stations. The Internet system,
that ties it all together and allows us to move
programming, will not be in place at all of
them quite that quick.

Are you saying that 250 of your stations
will soon be using Star Systems?

There’s two levels of it. One is just using the
Prophet technology in the radio station. The
other is what we call Star Systems, which
really allows us to move programming from
one market or one center to another radio
station. The initial focus has been trying to
link all the FM stations. We've not spent as
much time yet developing that process for
some of our AM stations. That’s why only 250
of the 350 will be fully integrated by the first
quarter.

What effects has Star Systems had on
the caliber of Capstar products?

!
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We've used Gulf Star as our Beta test site for
that. In the Spring ratings, the average day-
part that was programmed via Star Systems
was up about 18 percent. The original thrust
of this whole effort was to, very simply,
improve the quality of programming in the
smaller markets. We can usually find very
good drive-time talent, sometimes midday, but
when you try to fill overnights and weekends
in very small markets the talent level drops
off significantly. The initial concept of Star
Systems was to use talent from a central loca-
tion to fill in those gaps, and that has worked
out very well. People say, “Well, you must
have saved millions of dollars,” but the truth
is we reinvested most of whatever savings
there are, either into the systems themselves
or in bringing in personnel for the dayparts.

Listeners still like to be able to call up
and talk to the DJ, especially in high
involvement formats. Advertisers like to
have air talent available for remotes.
How do you deal with those issues?
Keep in mind that with almost all the sta-
tions, we're not getting rid of localism at all.
We still have drive-time talent and program
directors in each of these markets. There is
talent available to do remotes and we still do
them in every application, so we’re not miss-
ing those revenue opportunities. For clients,
we not only have the opportunity to do local
production, but we can now use this remote
production to give better quality production
services to our clients. So far we have found
this to be a benefit.

Are you troubled at all by the human
side of Star Systems: People losing their
jobs?

Always. The key is not to get rid of people,
but to attract the highest quality people, give
them a lot of challenging things to do, and
nurture those relationships going forward.
Our employee count keeps rising. The single
biggest asset we have on our balance sheet is
our employees. Now doing what we're talking
about, there have been some, especially part-
time jobs, that have been eliminated. I feel
very much for the impact that has on people
and their families, but it’s the future of radio.

When people are displaced, we try to find
another position for them or get them
involved in the sales side where there are
more and more opportunities that are becom-
ing available.

You’re asking some air talent to make
the transition from working in a local
studio in real time to taping breaks that
will air at a different time in a far-off
city. Will talent in the industry today
successfully make that adaptation?
What we've seen so far is that they do a very
good job at it. The scripts, so to speak, are
still being done from the local markets, but
instead of taking a script down the hall for a
talent to read, they're being sent across a
Wide Area Network to a remote talent. We've
found that people, so far, have really thrived
in that environment, being able to do multi-
ple markets, multiple stations. We try to get
them to each of the markets that they're
working with, so they know the places and
the people. So far we've had very good suc-
cess with it.

How will the rolling of Capstar into
Chancellor affect Star Systems? Can we
expect to hear Chancellor talent on
Capstar stations?

They have some enormous talent in the
Chancellor organization. If we can find a way
to effectively deliver some of that talent, in
some capacity, to some of our markets, we
will try to do that. They have Kid Kraddick
who does extremely well in Dallas, and we
have a bunch of other stations in Texas where
his talent may have an opportunity to be dis-
played, providing we can still maintain the
localism in each of those markets. We won't
do it at the expense of localism.

Capstar’s philosophy has always been to
consolidate mid-market radio. Under
Scott Ginsburg, Chancellor focused
exclusively on radio’s top markets. Now
the two are being rolled in together,
along with TV, outdoor, and foreign
media investments. How will a company
as diverse as Chancellor remain
focused?

The businesses are very different. The
Capstar cerporation you see today will still
have its own flag but it will be flying under-
neath the Chancellor umbrella. It is a differ-
ent type of husiness. How you do radio in
middle to smaller markets, to me, is very dif-
ferent from radio in the very largest markets.
I think there will be a continued division and
focus on this part of the business sector. I see
a division of management as it relates to both
large and small market radio activity. Jimmy
de Castro will be overseeing all of that, but
he understands the differences as well. The
real key 1= having quality CEQOs in each of
your business sectors and Chancellor has
done a very good job of that. They have one of
the brightest guys in the television business
in Gary Chapman; Jimmy De Castro is
unparalkled in the radio business; and they
just attracted a very high quality person to
lead their outdoor efforts. That’s the key:
Strong cperating management in the indus-
tries thai you're involved in.

What are the plans for integrating
Capstar into Chancellor?

We have not gotten very far with that. It’ll be
next April before we anticipate the merger
will be complete. We will be having a lot of
discussions between now and then on how
that will be integrated. A lot of that will be
my role as Vice Chairman, as I continue to set
the viston for how we do that by the fall.

The promise for a multi-mediza company
like Chancellor is one of media selling
synergies: Cross-media selling, one-staep
shopping, in-market cross-proemotion.
Will advertisers buy into this way of
doing business?

1 woula hope so. If you make it o it gives
advertisers more impact and value— while

making it simpler fer them to do business—
then they will be attracted to it. That's what
we intend to do. There are some natural
cross-promotional things that can happen
among radio, television and cutdoor. I think
everybody is working on how that’s going to
help them move forward. There can be a lot
of synergies in cross-selling and training and
utilizing people. 1 feel very strongly that
that’s going to be a very effective way to do
business.

Clear Channel in Milwaukee is further
along the growth curve in this area than
most. The president of their outdoor
division in that market said cross-selling
“hasn’t reaped the success we were
anticipating at first, and we’re finding
out that it’s a slow build.” Are you
expecting it to be a slow process for
Chancellor?

It’s just an education process. Because of
Chancellor’s involvement in the very largest
markets, they’ll have an ability to influence
that pretty dramatically. Nothing happens
overnight. One of the things I'm going to
work on is trying to make the media easier to
buy for our customers. There’s still a lot ta be
done in that arera as well.

Capstar’s IPO filing with SEC in May
estimated a stack price of $18-21 per
share. Are you happy with the stock’s
performance so far?

Today I'm not, no. (Ed. Nete: Capstar stocl:
was trading at $13.812 a share when this
interviewed was conducted.) We went out at
$19 and we wer= able to tell our story and get
a lot of support. The overhang of the hapeful-
ly discussed possibility cf a combination with
Chancellor was a limitatien to what we were
trying to do. It’s an asset and a liability that

peaple assumed that there was going to be a
merger at some time. That atfected how the
stock was being valued. Longterm, our share-
holders will benefit from the merger with
Chancellor, and I losk forward to a lot better
stack performance a3 we go forward.

What threat does the Brickell Partners
lawsuit pose to the completion of
Capstar’s acquisition by Chancellor?

I can’t comment on the specifics of anry law-
suit. I can say that we have been extremely
careful znd diligent. to make sure that this
was done in the praper fashion, which
involved a special committee and outside
advisors and counszelors. The process was a
very difficult one to manage and I can assure
you that fairness was attended te in the very
highest of detail.

Capstar has a large number of Rock sta-
tions, covering the gamut cf formats.
What'’s your outloak for the future in this
area?

It's one of our brightest areas of growth going
forward. We see there’s been a division, as
vou mentioned, of Rock formats and we see
npportunities in all of those sectors. And with
the association with Charncellor we can utitize
some af their large market falent and specizl-
ties and bring that dawn to our sized markets.

What type of national programming
infrastructure are you using at Capstar?
We have a Vice President of Programming,
Jack Taddeo. He runs our programming
operation. He has Vice Pres.demts for regions
that work for him. He coordinates with the
regional presidents and their people to get the
consistency of programming thai we're logk-
g for.

CBS President Dan Mason at The
Conclave said radio is shifting from a
product focus into a marketing-promo-
tion-sales direction. Predicting a
decrease in programming positions and
a corresponding increase in sales, pro-
motion and marketing jobs, Mason urged
programmers to diversify their skill sets.
How does your view of our industry’s
evolution compare to Mason’s?

I still think the product is the basis of what
we do, although I agree there’s going to be
increased emphasis on marketing and cross-
promotion as we discussed earlier. The basic
value of what we do is the local radio that we
produce everyday. I would be very concerned
about anything that diminishes the impor-
tance of that. From what I'm seeing so far,
there remains a very strong emphasis on
keeping the quality of programming and the
localism at a very high level.

It appears that Chancellor and CBS have
increased spotloads to help drive up
profits. Will we see more of this, and at
what point do you start to cannibalize
your stations?

There was some of that in the first quarter,
especially last year. In some of those
instances, especially in the very largest mar-
kets, they probably have more head room in
their inventory positions, compared to what
we do in the middle and small markets. If
they’re running eight units and go to nine,
that’s a little different story than if we’re at
13 or 14 units and try to expand that. There’s
a natural tolerance level for what our listen-
ers want and will put up with. If we try to
push it past that, it’s going to be diminishing
returns.

How much radio consolidation do you

feel is still to come, and what form will it
take?

There’s probably a different answer today
than it would have been six weeks ago.
What’s happened to the stock market is hav-
ing an impact on what will happen and cer-
tainly the speed of any future consolidation. I
now predict that you won’t see any major
deals until the market has a chance to decide
what will be the normalization of the stock
prices. Ido think there will be some, but not
as much as a lot of people predicted.

How do you think the volatility of the
stock market is ultimately going to
impact radio stocks?

Everybody’s holding their breath to see where
they come back and what the normalized
multiples are, as well as where the public
stocks settle and national and private market
values as well. There’s always a delayed
effect. I don’t see many people jumping on
radio properties priced at 13 or 14 times next
year’s cash flow, when public radio companies
are valued less than that. It could effect the
values of all of the industry if the stock mar-
kets don’t come back more to where they were
before.

Given its medium market focus, Jacor
would seem to fit nicely into a combined
Chancellor-Capstar package, since
Chancellor dominates large markets and
Capstar specializes in small ones. Are
merger talks happening?

I'm not aware of any discussions being held
now. I'm a very big fan of the Jacor manage-
ment group. I tell people that 'm the
President of the [Jacor CEO] Randy
Michaels Fan Club. He’s one of the true
visionaries in our industry that really
believes in the opportunity for what radio can

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be, and is working very hard to try to get
there. I'm a big fan of their company and
their assets, but I'm not aware of any merger
discussions at this point.

What other broadcasters do you admire?
What [CBS President/COO| Mel Karmazin
has done for our industry over the last ten
years is remarkable. He’s been a big propo-
nent of radio and has gotten a lot of people to
believe in this industry. The same for [Clear
Channel President] Lowry Mays. What
they've done in terms of delivering not only
good product but return to investors has
made the jobs of people who have jumped-in
behind them much easier.

What qualities should programming peo-
ple develop to thrive in the consolidated
radio environment of the future?

Be willing to accept change. Keep an open
mind to how radio might work in the future
and use your talent to be more diversified.
Keep an open mind to technology because it
will change, whether we’re comfortable with
it or not — not only in our industry but in
every industry. Whether you're in program-
ming or sales, try to be on the forward edge of
that; learn as much as you can about the new
technology as it comes out.

Speaking of technology, radio, like other
media, faces serious competition at
home and at work from the Internet.
Should programmers feel compelled to
get their audio in front of Internet
users?

That’s a good question. There are definitely
future opportunities for Internet and audio
delivery, and I'm not sure where that’s going
to end up. I've watched very carefully the
development of broadcast.com and the follow-
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ing they've created. It is an opportunity. It's
a mistake to forget what we're really all
about. In the old days, half the people saw
themselves as AM radio broadcasters. Then
the technology changed and FM becanie the
medium. If they really thought about it. they
should have realized they were in the audio
entertainment business. How it’s delivered,
whether AM or FM or the Internet, doesn’t
make a difference in the long run, as long as
you use your talent to deliver quality audio
entertainment.

Some people take the view that we
shouldn’t direct our listeners to the
Internet because we can lose them there.
It's just another distribution vehicle. If I can
access and listen to local radio stations
through my computer, it probably helps the
local radio station. If I fill out a diary, T would
still put down that radio station; If I hear a
commercial, I'll still respond to that the same
way I would if T were listening to the radio.

Another competitive challenge ahead is
satellite-delivered digital radio. Some
say it has the potential to reposition
conventional radio in the same way that
FM repositioned AM, or the way cable
repositioned broadcast television. Are
you concerned?

Anybody would be foolish not to have some
concern. It's the first threat I've seen where
someone can actually deliver programming to
an automobile. That’s not to be taken lightly.
Now, that being said, the very basic founda-
tion of radio is local content and that will con-
tinue to serve the existing radio industry

well. Actually delivering music channels via
satellite to cars in 1tself doesn’t replace radio;
that’s not what it’s all about. We heard some
of these arguments before: The advent of cas-
sette tapes and CDs was supposedly going ta
destroy radio because people would be able to
program high quality audio in a vehicle.
While I'm sure it will zarner a share of listen-
ing, I don’t know why very many subscribers
would pay $10 a month unless they were
gaing to be traveling lang distances. I don’t
see it being a death threat to radio as we
know it today.

You’ve expressed concern about the
dzcreasing level of minority ownership
im radio. What can we as an industry do
about this?

It’s a fairly complicated problem. Since pas-
sage of the Telecom Aet, minority ownership
in radio has decreased rather significantly.
There wasn’t anything that foreed minority
owners out. Rather, because of the increase
in value, many minority as well as non-
minority owners took an opportunity to seli to
the large conglomerates that were being put
together. To change that, we need to develop
new incentives to try to create the next wave
of minority owriership. I've had lengthy dis-
cussion with [FCC Chairman] Bill Kennard
and it’s obviously very high on his priority
list. There are some things, incubator type
programs and having minority investments in
these companies, that we can do that will furn
that around. When we have to sell stations,
we try to give every opportunity to give prefer-
ence to minerity owners if at all possible.
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Rate the job thz industry is doing in
developing training programs for
employees?

Today, 2 B or 2 C minus. Capstar has com-
mitted about $6 million in the next 12
months to put together an extensive recruit-
ment and training program. Having
economies of scale for the first time means we
can afford to do thase type of programs that
were impossible when we only had three or
four markets. We're gaing to recruit one hun-
dred graduates info our industry, just like
General Motors or General Faods would.
We're going to send them to a six-week train-
ing school and bring them back to our mar-
kets. We'll do that every year, as well as
ongoing training with our existing employees.
It’s a very key area where we'’re going to
focus.

Lastly, describe yourself and what it is
that you do best in our business.

I take these tests that measare your abilities,
and the answer usually comes back as an
architect. At frst I didn’t like that, but I
think that’s probably fairly accurate. 1love
the process of tuilding, putting together the
right companents of people and their talents
to create good things for radio.

an Up Close interview by Paul Heine
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Perhaps one reason the folks at
Capstar are so up these days is because— even
at the very highest levels of the company—
they’ve got radio in their blood. John Hicks, the
father of President/CEQ Steve Hicks, sold
radio and TV airtime in the 1950s, before bor-
rowing $115,000 from friends to purchase a
small radio station in Port Arthur, TX. As
teenagers, Steve and his older brother Tom
worked at the station after school, before head-
ing down different paths that ultimately lead to
the same destination. Tom studied finance and
developed a passion for venture capital. Steve
stuck with radio. When their father retired in
1979, the brothers bought three of his small sta-
tions and founded Hicks Communications, a
predecessor to GulfStar. Tem returned to lever-
aged buvouts, Steve looked after the stations.

Already the two were figuring out ways
to increase revenues. They moved their Denton,
TX-licensed station closer to Dallas, trans-
forming it from suburban monecy-loser to big
market competitor. After revenues shot up, the
brothers sold it to ABC for $8.5 million. They
paid $8 million for WSIX/Nashville in 87,
improved its programming, and sold it for twice that amount, only two years later.

By the end of the ‘§0s, half the radio stations in the U.S. were bleeding red ink. Tom was doing his LBO magic in the soft
drink industry, where he'd cooked up an ingenious method of using the Dr. Pepper management team to run the brands of Seven-
Up. Though the companies couldn't be legally merged, that didn’t stop Tom from combining their management and marketing, “I
left that day thinking about how that could apply to radio,” Steve reflects today, “and really saw that if you could do that in the mar-
ket there would be a tremendous advantage.” Discovering a legal loophole created by the »dvent of satellite music formats, Steve
created radio’s very first Local Marketing Agreement (LMA) at W]JBX-FM, Jackson, MS. The radical arrangement infuriated some
broadcasters, who filed Petitions To Deny. But within a ycar LMAs were virtually everywhere, forerunners to the duopolies which
dramatically changed the way the radio industry does business.

Taking advantage of the duopoly-LMA strategy and a struggling economy, the deep-pocketed Hicks brethers began buy-
ing “very good [Texas] stations at what is now an historically very low multiple,” Steve recalls. Speaking to Forkes earlier this year,
Tom remembers telling his partners in the Dallas-based investment firm Hicks, Muse, Tate & Furst in '93 that “there is a new par-
adigm coming to the radio business and that we should try to find a platform to create on a national basis what I had been doing all
along with my brothers in Texas.” That same year Steve Hicks and Robert Sillerman formed a new venture, SFX Broadcasting, with
Steve Hicks as President/CQOO. Three months after the Telecom Act of '96 became law, Hicks-Muse earmarked $1 billion for a
new company with a unique strategy: Capstar Broadcasting Partners would focus exclusively on middle-market properties, cap-
tained by Steve, who was leaving SFX after helping mold it into one of radio’s top five groups. In '98, the entire SFX group followed
him over to Capstar, expanding the small and middle market consolidator to over 300 stations in 75 medium-sized markets with
total asset values of $4 billion.

Having secured a pos:tion as radio’s dominant small and middle market fcrce, Capstar is now blazing a new trail in the way
programming is created and distributed. Initially developed for its Gulfstar region but soon ta be deployed company-wide, the con-
troversial Star Systems involves quality Capstar air talent delivering custom voice tracks to Capstar szations in other markets, using
the hard-drive based Prophet digital studio system. Capstar’s so bullish on the idea that they acquired Prophet earlier this year. It’s
helping them improve the quality of programming at many of their stations, another reason to be cheerful.

More than 30 years afier they spent after-school hours working together at their dad’s Port Arthur station, the Hicks broth-
ers will soon be partnering in a slightly larger enterprise. When Capstar is rolled into Chancellor in April of next year, Tom will be
Chairman and Steve Vice Chairman of the largest group in radio history. '
