1/2 year veteran Ginger Havlat. There's no official word from either camp at
this point, but from where we sit, the smart money has Evergreen the scene.
More next week, no doubt.

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hen David Einstein got

out of the infantry back

in the summer of ‘69,
his dad. Jake, was sales manager
at WHFS/Bethesda. That con-
nection helped land the Sunday
morning tape op gig. augmented
by selling time on the side.
David got his first full time shift
in 1971.and by 1974 he was the
Program Director, then was
named Ops Manager in ‘81. Jake
bought the station in the mid
‘70s, and in 1983 he sold the
Bethesda facility. buving the
current frequency, 99.1 in
Annapolis. That move upped
the power to 50KW, giving
WHEF'S significantly improved
Washington/Baltimore penetra-
tion. Duchessois bought the sta-
tron in 1988, and the next year,
after nearlv two decades at
WHFS, David signed on as
RCA's Mid-Atlantic rep. His
(uick promo success did not go
unnoticed. and in 1991 Drew
Murray and Mercury snagged
him for their NYC based
Manager, East Coast Rock. As
befits a guy who was arguably
one of the very first Triple A
programmers Dave was last
month officially named Director,
Adult Rock.

THE HARD REPORT

How long has the creation of
your new position been in the
works at Mercury?

Dave: Drew has been thinking
about it for a long time. He was the
prime mover on this thing. In me
he saw not just a backup AOR guy,
but someone who had experience
dealing with this type of format while
at WHFS before they became a total
modern rocker. So, he decided to
go ahead and let me take a shot at
the format and see if we could build
itinto a viable part of the puzzle and
build artist development.

Obviously, the top level execs
are convinced that Triple A
can sell a lot of records for
them.

Dave: Absolutely. Our President,
Ed Eckstine, is an artist driven man.
He's an A&R guy who definitely
understands the legitimacy of this
format and the fact that you can grow
acareer out of it, and that it's sem-
inal in a ot of ways. And because
of the involvement with public radio,
there are some intangibles involved
that are very important to artist devel-
opment and imaging. The format
may be difficult to quantify and qual-
ify, but [ think that's a positive aspect.
That means that a lot of things can
goon that can't go on at a highly
researched station. | believe the
over-researched, over-consullted,
under-the-microscope formats have
backed themselves into a corner in
a lot of ways. AAA is going to be
difficult to do all of those things
with, I think that's great.

What do you think might cause
a label not to dedicate seri-
ous promotional talent to Triple
A?

Dave: The only two things that |
can imagine — 1) they might feel
that they don't have the lalent or the
roster to address the format; 2) if
they're just old school and have
blinders on, they're going to pre-
tend that AAA's just not out there.

Not a great Winter book for
Triple A this time around. How
do you think that could affect
faith in the format?

Dave: | don't think that you should

panic over one book. Sure, a cou-

ple of guys had soft books, but |

don't think that broad stroke re-

thinking should take place. If | were
still doing radio, that would be my
advice. They are going to have ups
and downs because they are exper-

iment takers. They play some
groundbreaking acts, so the famil-

iarity on some levels can get to them.

Many of them are niche formatted

because they may be Class A’s, and

in that case, you are going to have
a roller coaster type book anyway,

depending on diary distribution.

So there’s a lot of things that fold

into this. Plus, how many of the
public radio stations are we leav-

ing out of this discussion because
they are not even rated in a given

market? Or at least not in the same
book that the commercial outlets
are rated in? There are a ot of fac-

tors, and long story short, | don't

think that there should be a knee-

jerk reaction to this at all. A cou-

ple of soft books don't really mean

much in this format.

Tell that to the bankers and
broadcast groups, though.

Dave: Leveraging will do that to
you. I'm seeing some of the sins of
the late ‘80s in the last two or three
years all over again. It puts an enor-
mous amount of pressure on pro-
gramming. Programming is an

organic thing and needs to grow
with the community. You can' force
something along those lines, and
when you've got geomelric increas-
es in debt service because of over-
leveraging, unnatural things start
to happen. In most of the cases
where you find someone from the
corporate level coming down hard
on a well programmed radio sta-
tion because of one soft book, it
usually is emotional reaction to a
numbers glitch. But fluke or not,
that usually translates into some
kind of negative affect on the bot-
fom line. Leveraging can be one of
the most negative things that can
happen to this type of format because
it can't be quantified or qualified as
easily as Top 40 or some of the oth-
er formats.

Do you see all of the attention
now being focused on Triple
A affecting programmers’ day-
to-day activities?

Dave: Not really. But when, all of
a sudden, somebody in the #4 mar-
ket in the country that's operating
a public radio station is regarded
as a P1, and instead of getting 20
to 30 discs a week on his desk, he's
gelting 200 — in a station like that,
where a ot of support staff is vol-
unteer, they are going to have man-
power problems.
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As Sky Daniels might put it, do you think all
this new attention has given many program-
mers a case of big-itis?

Dave: | think it may have more to do with the fact that
most of these folks are achievers anyway, and they
really believe in what they're doing. They are trying to
do what they did a year and a half, two years ago, which
is to really listen to every entire album that comes across
their desks, and you just can’t. There is a frustration
that goes on. The record guy, myself included, will
call up and say, ‘What did you think? | asked you about
it last week?’ and so-and-so will say, ‘Well, I just didnt
have time to getto it.” They are being hitwith 2 to 3
times as much stuff to do in any given moment, and,
of course, they re getting paid the same amount of mon-
ey that they were paid last year. | think on that level
you are going to get some frustration. Folks who have
the budget for it, will get a good, competent Music
Director. Folks don't have the budget, so they are going
{o try and put more hours in the day, and guess what?
That doesn’t work.

1 hear a lot of record people commenting that
for a format that is ostensibly more album
based, an increasing number of AAA pro-
grammers are saying, ‘What is the next track?
When are we going to have the CD Pro?’

Dave: In response to that, that's a personnel problem.
In other words, people are saying, ‘Gimme a single, 'l
listen to it and get a vibe off of that, then at least | will
be able to cover all the projects that are out there. |
don't have time for the whole Spin Doctors record, just
let me hear a couple of tracks and let me go on. Il get
the general vibe.'

Do you have concerns that the format is too
quickly going from music intensive to promo-
tion intensive?

Dave: No, I reallydon't. They're going to get hit with
more projects, but peaple who are really focused and
know what they want their station to sound like are still
going to select what they think is the right stuff for their
radio station. And, they are still going to do what they
have always done. The people who are going to fall
into the glitzier side of it, are there in any format. But
the part about AAA that I really like is that stations can't
be quantified or qualified because BDS simply doesn't
have the hardware to deal with the format. They don't
have the room on their hard disk to put in five or six
tracks from a Mellencamp record or a Texas record.
They can'ttrack it. The format is difficult to follow, but
there is a lot of beauty to that. Because of that, it's dif-
ficult to master.

Yeah, almost as difficult as the politics you’ll
soon have to deal with in Denver with two
superpower Triple A’s going right at each
other.

Dave: Santa Fe is the same deal with what used to be
KBAC and KIOT. |think that it's going to be fine for
me, but it's really going to be the battle of the consu/-
tants, that seems to be what it's really about. In Santa
Fe, it's Constantine vs. SBR. Although, that's not real-
ly a fair comparison since KIOT is a live station with
real jocks, and KBAC is automated

But they still are going to get a few shares, or
more.

Dave: Absolutely, and what it will wind up being is a
promotional and engineering situation. Does the sig-
nal get out? Are they on the street? Are they working
the shows? That kind of thing.

Compare the impact of Triple A consultants to
mainstream types. Do you think they wield
more direct playlist power? Do you think that
Dennis Constantine has more direct control
over the music then Jeff Pollack does at his
stations?

Dave: | don'tthink that Dennis tells you what to play.
He consulted ‘HFS when I was there, and he didn't then.
By the way, | might have been the guy who talked him
into getting into the consulting business. He was not
consuilting anybody before | called him. When Duchessois
bought ‘HFS, they wanted me to get outside advise,
and we went through four or five people. asked if it
would be acceptable if | could talk this guy from KBCO
into doing it and they agreed. We were the first station
that he consulted. | can’t comment on Jeff

Pollack. | never worked with him.

You really labored with a very inferior signal
for a long time, didn’t you?

Dave: Yeah, it was a 3 kilowatt out of Bethesda, and
that was from ‘70 to ‘83. Then, we bought a 50 kilo-
watt station in Annapolis, and moved the signal about
five miles closer to both markets.
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Did you realize an immediate ratings and rev-
enue increase?

Dave: Ittook about a year, but after that, things start-
ed'to roll. And| have nothing but high praise for Robert
Benjamin and his staff. He has really maximized that
signal to the hilt. He's done a brilliant job down there,
both in programming and the promotion department.

During your tenure, would you consider WHFS
as close to Triple A as you could get?

Dave: Oh, yeah. We just played a lot of music, and
that seemed the right thing to do at the time. We didn't
really have a name for what we were doing. We just
kept putting in more music every year, and the “for-
mat” metamorphed with the music. There were a lot
of stations like that back then. | remember listening to
Luke OReilly at WMMR back in ‘69, from where | was
in Maryland, and they were damn near a free form radio
station. There were a lot of us around. Norm Winer
still has that same spirit in Chicago today. A lot of peo-
ple have left that radio station and taken those ideas to
other places, and the same thing with Constantine. He
brought up a bunch of stellar group of programmers
as well.

Are you concemed that the format is too quick-
ly mirroring some of mainstream rock radio’s
bad habits. For instance, running records up
and down their charts in an effort to break the
next Sheryl Crow or Counting Crows
instead of concentrating on legit
artist development for their
audiences?

Dave: I'm not real-
Iy too concerned
about that.

That's
t he

intangible.
Then there

: are the syndi-
cated radio
. shows that have

come out, and their
impact can't be ignored
either. That's all part of the artist
development scenario. If you want

to platform an artist from, say, an indepen-
dent record level to a major record level and try to
expose them to as many people as you can, you take
them around and you do E-Town and the World Cafe,
and you expose them when you can. Maybe you get
some airplay at Mountain Stage, if you can, whichis a
beautiful show. Those guys are great at what they do.
All three of those shows are important and they show
areal care and love for live music. David Dye's way is
a little different from Mountain Stage, and Mountain
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Stage is a little different from E-Town, but they all have
avery gentle, knowing hand that they put on the music,
and that's what is important.

You don’t see commercial stations taking shift-
ing their focus?

Dave: The shift starts when you get consultants and
researchers, who are mostly left-brained guys, messing
around in the right brain side, where music appreciation
is. They start throwing auditorium tests at you, and you
start really focusing on what's up with the 25-44, and
where is my cut-off point between the 18-34's and the
25-44's— and that's when you lose your hand on what
you are doing. That's when it becomes too much of a
left-brained thing. I'm not trying to finger consultants
and researchers. Their job is to follow the General
Managers dictate of 1 want you to make people write our
call letters down in diaries.” What most public radio peo-
ple have to do, is to generate funds from fund raising.
That means it's cool for them to have an Irish music show,
or a reggae show or a woman's music program, or what-
ever they have to do to attack segments of the audience
that are not going to be useful to a commercial pro-
grammer. Those programmers are trying to sell adver-
tising. They are trying to generate call letters written
down in diaries. Obviously, the whole audience approach
s entirely different with the public broadcaster as opposed
toacommercial broadcaster. Ifyou told any consultant
or any researcher worth his or her sait out there that you
wanted to put on an hour of The Chieftans, they would
tell you that you are crazy. They'd tell you that you are
going to drive your cume to hell in a handbasket. But to
the public broadcaster, that makes sense because they
can generate a diehard Irish audience who will pony up
that contribution twice a year.

What do you suppose motivated R&R to exclude
non-commercial stations?

Dave: There are many questions about what they are
doing. | do like the fact that the format's getting expo-
sure on the Back Page, but at the same time, the sample
base, | think, at 28 stations, is certainly not broad enough.

On that note, do you think the AAA charts had
a little more cohesiveness when the base was
a bit smaller, with more influence exerted by
folks like Denberg, Winer, Clifton, Jim Robinson,
who really knew what they were doing. It sure
seems like there are more and more stations
looking to report Triple A who are borderline.

Dave: And some of them are being advised by AOR
consultants. Regardless, you're going to have gray areas
inany format. You may have somebody who may be
market dominant, not flanked by either a Triple A or
Alternative, and they fill their four add slots every week
with two Triple A and two alternative records. They day-
part fanatically, and their 7-Mid doesn't sound anything
like their 10-2, and they get away with it until somebody
opens up a pure format.

Have you found that more and more Triple A’s are
being intimidated by charts?

Dave: Only because of the amount of music that is hit-
ting them. When Spring comes, the releases multiply.
Look at the last three or four weeks — Boz Scaggs, The
Pretenders, the Indigo Girls, etc. etc. — really core to the
format and good records, all of them. If | was Mike Morrison
sitting there and looking at the three and four stacks on
his desk that were about two feet high apiece, | would be
scratching my head, too.

Does a new Indigo Girls tend to get in the way of
your Texas record?

Dave: The Indigo Girls are extremely core to the format,
and there are going to be artists that are more core then
others. Hopefully, with more work, concentration and live
playing, Texas will be mean as much to the format as the
Indigo Girls, on whom Harvey has done a terrific job.

How important do you really think New York and
L.A. are to the format?

Dave: In both cases, there are public radio stations out
there that are doing a fine job of addressing their audi-
ences in those respected towns, but | think that there is
certainly room on the commercial level to augment what
the public radio stations are already doing. Certainly, the
audience base is there, between those towns, there’s an
ocean of people and there s certainly enough frequencies
available. Once again, | have to go back to the fact that
1adio, especially in the 80s and on into the ‘90s, became
a matter of real estate. Wall Street money got invoived
and it became a function of, ‘Well, | have a property that
is worth $90 million here. What do you mean I can't get
morethena 2.5 12+7 If 90% of that is in the golden demo
Detween 25-44, Im doing good business, but it's not good
enough.” Some owners feel that their lives are being run
by bankers, and if they had their 60-70-80 million dollars
tied up in a CD somewhere, they could make more mon-
ey, so what the hell are they doing in radio? It becomes a
function of cash, and it has nothing to do with music and
what it can do.

Do you think that ‘NEW will end up leaning more
Triple A?

Dave: | think it's a natural progression for them.

I wonder why they seem so reticent, espe-
cially with Q104 locking up the 18-
s,

Dave: Speaking as somebody who
was involved with a set of call let-
lers for a long period of time, her-
itage is difficult baggage to
carry. You are not only liv-
ing with the new audience
that you are trying to build
every day, but you're try-
ing to live with the old
audience that remem-
bers the days when you
slammed the hell out

of Led Zeppelin and
probably still do. You

are New York's Home

of rock n" roll," you

are WWNEW. Thereare
very few call letters
outthere that have that
kind of heritage

You don’t think that

in the context of the
Aliman Brothers and
Pretenders you coukdn’t
throw in a Peter
Himmelman or a
Vigilantes of Love?

Dave: | think that it's an imaging
thing. How do you tell WNEW, who
slarted back in the '60s, to go into the
library and pull out all that classic rock
Stuff?
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I’d think your sell job would be a little easier
now that they’re in the low 2’s, not to mention
the promotional support they’d realize if they
made it known they were more interested in
leaning Triple A.

Dave: We would do everything and anything we could
do to expose our artists. New York and L.A. are the #1
and #1 market in the country. Who's really going to
split the difference between L.A. and New York?

Now that you're officlally the AAA guy, I'll bet
those managers you deal with are very excit-
ed about having another avenue for their artists.
But you think most of them truly understand
the format?

Dave: Some do and some don't. It's my job to edu-
cate them and to maximize the exposure of all of Mercury's
artists that fit this format. | fight a battle every day in
the office with people who erroneously think they have
ashotat Triple A. Its a really gray area.

What do you say to Rob Rule’s manager, for
instance? Musically, ‘She Gets To High’ could
almost be a Big Head Todd track, but the rest
of the album is nowhere close.

Dave: In that instance, you sit down with the manag-
erand you say, ‘IS this a rock band?’ If, at the end of
the day, everyone goes, ‘Well, yeah', then you still ser-
vice the record to key people and see what they think.
If we get some positive feedback, maybe we'll chase it,
but we won't go ahead and roll enormous resources
behind chasing what might be a mismatch. Besides,
with Rob Rule already charting in the 30's, there are
plenty of good things happening with the project. In
other words, | don't ever want to be accused of A&R'ing
arecord, that's not my job. My job is to hopefully pre-
sent the stuff that we come up with to this format. There
are people like Lisa whose opinion | solicit, and there
are programmers out there that | send stuff to early and
say, ‘What do you think? Do we have achance?’ Then
1 come back with opinions other than my own.
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Lowen & Navarro is an interesting situation.
They were working the format before it was a
format, and yet their latest record seemed to
have arelatively short shelf life. Is that because
Mercury hadn’t quite decided how to approach
AAA?

Dave: It's not fair to say the band was negatively affect-
ed, since they did get to #13 on your chart. | think we
broke ground with them. Again, | don't know that you
could say that it broke at the format, that it was close
foa Top 10 record. | know that there are a lot of guys
out there who know who they are now, and who know
them on a one-to-one basis.

How come you haven’t worked James at
Triple A?

Dave: It comes next week. We just got a wonderful
cover article in Musician magazine, which | think is the
commercial magazine of choice for the format

What’s your definition of ‘progressive’?
Dave: Moving forward.

How much in common do you see between clas-
sic rock and Triple A, formatically and demo-
graphically?

Dave: Demographically, very similar, 25-44 based.
Formalically opposed. |think AOR has researched its
way lo classic rock. Classic Rock came up with the
650-700 quintessential rock songs and then proceed-
ed to burn them up. Classic rock does not grow or
move forward. To quote Marshall MacCluhan, radio
is a hot medium. In the same sense, Triple A is a hot
format. It's active, and the hottest thing about classic
rock is Howard Stern. He's hot, but he's not about
music. Interms of sharing, | would guess there is some,
but not as much as some researchers would have you
believe.

Have you heard the Arrow format and do you
think it presents any kind of demographic
threat?

Dave: Yes, | heard itin D.C., and to me, it has the feel
ofamale AC format. There is a nice mix generationaly,
but it's got the walipaper feel. It's not a hot format it's
passive. Therefore, it has some built-in marketing prob-
lems, with the same kind of perceptual difficulties a
classic rock has on the street. How do you own the
clubs? How do you promote? It's that active audience
that you are going to have difficully pulling out. Although,
demographically, it seems to be making some nice
gains in L.A., so the jury is still out.

Are you going to work the KISS cover by Toad
on that tribute album?

Dave: No, and your next question should be, ‘Why
not?

Indulge me, Dave-o.

Dave: The only track on the album that the Triple A
format might embrace is the Toad. But we don't have
the singles rights, so we would have to service the entire
album. Plus, | can't imagine that there’s any KISS in
anybody’'s library.

I could have sworn | heard Mike Morrison intro
‘Beth’ the other day.

Dave: ‘Here's Paul Stanley kickin' some ass!’

What’s your take on the Island/PLG thing?
How'’s that going to effect your life?

Dave: | don't think that it's going to effect mine at all.
It might actually affect the general public more. The
acronym ‘PLG' was probably difficult for the consumer
to get.

You think that they have that level of aware-
ness?

Dave: In the industry, Chris Blackwell represents an
enormous amount of expertise and involvement. If he
winds up controlling Island again, and it looks as if he
will, he'll once again be a magnet for new artistic tal-
ent

Do you think that it matters to Triple A radio
programmers that a label has taken steps to
formally recognize the format by appointing a
Triple A specialist like yourself?

Dave: What they are telling me is that it's a very pos-
itive move and, hopefully, the rest of the industry will
do the same thing and put more resources and man-
power into developing acts for this format. Doesn't
common sense diclate the labels with AAA directors
will gain a greater market share at the format?

And your personal objective in this new posi-
tion?

Dave: Mercury started with this in April of ‘94. We're
going to make some mistakes but hopefully we will
secure a solid position for our artists that we now have
at Triple A. Once we've maximized exposure for our
established artists, that will hopefully attract the best
baby bands. The music is the bottom line. It's all we
have to deal with. We're not the 19th floor at 825 8th
Avenue, we're about the music that we put out. The
betler itis, the better we are.

The judge ordered the
label to pay $251,825 in compensalory damages and inlerest and also pay
$500,000 in punitive damages. It was also ordered to pay legal fees.

Best song of the week — “Cleopatra’s Cat.” I's hard
{o believe that the Spin Boctors could possibly put out
a bigger record than their first. But if this is any indi-
cation, Turn It Upside Down (Epic) shows maturation in
every aspect of the band's songwriting skills. The
hook is strong , the vocals are funky, and the Egyptian
references in both guitar and vocals will crack you up.
There are no bad songs on A Night In San Francisco
(Polydor), the new live album from Van Morrison. You
certainly can't go wrong with classics like “Tupelo
Honey", “1've Been Working”, “It Fills You Up", and "Did
Ye Get Healed.” Van shows off his biues chops on this
album with a tribute to Sonny Boy Williamson that
includes "Help Me” and “Good Morning Little Schoolgirl”;
also "Ain't That Loving You Baby", and a great medley
of “Stormy Monday/Have You Ever Loved a Woman/No
Rollin’ Blugs." He is joined by John Lee Hooker, Junior
Wells and Jimmy Witherspoon throughout the
album. The highlight of the album is “Moondance/My
Funny Valentine,” which includes a scat section by
Van, and Georgie Fame quoting every jazz standard
he can remember during his organ solo. Robin Trower
has released an all blues album called 20th Century Blues
(V-12). “Secret Place" is a gorgeous slow instrumen-
tal piece which brings Stevie Ray Vaughan (o mind.
Also check out “Precious Gift,” and the cover of Lowell
Fulson’s "Reconsider Baby.” We've aiready told you
about the title track from God's Home Movie (MCA) by
Horse. Horse McDonald has a monstrous voice, rival-
ing Alison Moyet for range and power. “Years From
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Now" starts with much the same feel as the title track,
and then kicks it into gear. “Celebrate” is a fun, upbeat
rocker. “Letter to Anne-Marie” may be the best track on
the album. It's got soul, a great hook, and horns to boot.
With spring and summer coming fast, we could all
use some horns! The new album from Georgia’s
Vigilantes of Love is chock full of great upbeat
songs. The title track was a nice introduction o
Welcome to Struggleville (Capricorn) — now dig deep-
er and find tracks like “Resume™, "All Messed In" and
“I Ast To Know." Our town favorites are the moderale
tunes “I Can Fyniain Everything,” which has an imme-
diately likable retro groove, and "Glory and the Dream.”
Scott Henderson is generally known as a fusion
guitarist, but he has released a fine collection of blues
{unes on Dog Party (Mesa /Bluemoon). “Dog Walk” is
one of the grooviest blues tunes I've heard in a long time,
and eminently accessible. The new Church album,
Sometime Anywhere (Arista), is two discs and 20 songs
deep. The single, "Two Places AT Once” is dreamy and
powertul, which is signature Church. When the full album
arrives in a couple weeks, check out “Loveblind”,
“Authority”, “The Dead Man's Dream” and “The Time
Being,” which all sound like the older Chureh mater-
ial. One of the most intriguing tracks on the album is
“Fastern,” which is an instrumental flavored with strings
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and synths that bring to mind, you guessed it, Eastern
musical influences. If you like the heavier side of
Willson-Piper’s guilar, try “The Maven.” Acoustic
(Liberty) from the Nitty Gritty Dirt Band showed up
this week. “Cupid’s Got a Gun" is the immediate stand-
out. Much of the album is real twangy, but you may want
lo try "Badlands” or “Sarah In The Summertime.”
