was Killing Joke. The true innovators of what has now become a fireball of musical activity, Killing Joke were the first to derive the ultimale in noise-

racker, “Let’s Go For A

Ride,” Virgin From the
moment their highly acclaimed debut
hit (with its hit single “Teen Angst”
first), Cracker's fulure was sealed.
Actually, the stage had been set long
before, in the 6 album career of
Camper Beethoven (the cornerstone
of vocalist David Lowery’s humble
musical beginnings). Of course, who
knew then how brilliantly Cracker
would devaslate the charts and buzz
bins with “Low” (the first single from
Kerosene Hat). After all this time, the
song still causes a flutter of excite-
ment to spread through any crowd
gathered anywhere, or hell, even
when cruising alone in your car. The
band just has that kind of magnelic,
Jovial effect on their listeners. And
speaking of cruising, the band’s fol-
low-up is “Let’s Go For A Ride" — a
full tilt drag race of guitars and the
raspy torn vocals of Lowery. A stud-
ied conlrast from the darker, more
dangerous terrain of “Low’, the new
single derives a rootsier feel in the
boogie beal, and it's much more
flighty and aggressive nature. Where
“Low” careened in and out of a mon-
ster chorus, “Let’s Go For A Ride”
speeds head first into a much simpler
streak of a chorus, with loads of har-
monies surrounding it, and a perco-
lating bass line embedded jus! below.
A full tilt “let's crash around and have
a great time” song, it’s also drenched
in seething irony and a darker senti-
ment than one might expect. Boltom
line — it cranks. WDHA gels the
early bird award on this one.

RCA Yet another soundlrack is
about to launch at the radio masses,
this time for Time Cop — a new Sci-
fi-ish thriller starring kickboxing
phenomenon, Jean Claude Van
Damme. Once you undersland the
main gist of the film, the lead track
lakes on entirely new meaning. The
flick is about time travel, and the
ramifications of going back in time lo
try and effect change in one’s own
favor — politically, financially
and/or personally. The concept is
heavy duty and can become quile a
maze within itself, as has been
demonstrated with other films built
around a similar concept like Back
To The Future. Yet, the movie
promises to be a suspenseful ordeal
and poses some deep questions
about time and space, destiny and
fate. As for the lead track — New
Jersey's own, the Smithereens, sup-
ply the surprisingly upbeat and
chunky rocker, “Time Won't Let Me”.
A love song adapted to the cause, the
song rocks merrily along a trotting
bass line, thick guilar and organ,
tambourine and the now, signature
vocals. The Smithereens have a
classic sound that merges a strong
pop influence with enough current
energy to keep them viable for the
‘90s, making their sound all the more
appropriate, as the lead track for
Time Cop. You could say, their song
has a very ‘timeless” and calchy
ambience — radio tailored and ear
friendly.

oyal Hunt, “Running Wild,”

Royal Records A product of
Denmark, and a successful act across
Europe and Japan (where they were
voted the #2 Best New Up And Coming
Band), Royal Hunt are now hoping to
break on these shores. The band
(Steen Mogensen-bass, Kenneth
Olsen-drums, Henrik Brokmann-vocals
and Andre Andersen-keyboards/gui-
lar/songwriting), recall a style of rock
and roll that was brought to public
notice on our shores, by the likes of
Yngwie Malmsteen, TNT, XYZ, early
Dio, Europe, John Norum and other
classically influenced artists, and lo a
lesser degree, on the pop end of the
spectrum, Bon Jovi. The music divines
a very commercial pace, punctualed by
cascading scales on both guitar and
keyboard, not to mention the power
rock vocals. Fancifully structured, the
band’s lead single, “Running Wild", is
dramatic and theatrical, and mainlains
a very arena rock ambience. They are
apparently well versed in classical
teachings — with progressive slruc-
tures, very much their calling card.
The style recalls a time in rock's histo-
ry when altention was tightly focused
on musicianship and ability — before
words like ‘grunge” or “dirge” had
ever surfaced in the public conscious-
ness. Check it out

works. Rising out of the late ‘70s and early 80s, understandably they stood out from the early alternative crowds and the fast rising metal thrash pack.
How unique then, that they managed lo bridge the two formals, even expanding beyond them into more global realms, at a time when it certainly was not
considered ‘pc” to do s0. Despite not having lopped any of the charts at the time, they were quickly recognized as one of the most artistically significant
artists of their kind. And tooay they reconfirm that they are the true patent holders of this explosive and growing musical hybrid. While "Millennium” (the
first single from the excellent Pandemonium alburm), may be your first exposure to the band's deluge of sound, it should become readily evident who the
true masters of the industrial age are. Interestingly, the alburm was partially recorded in the King's Chamber in the Great Pyramids of Egypt, in kegping with
the band's geographical, boundary-crossing history. “Millennium” challenges you to not get caught up in its rolling waves of crunch riffs, the expansive
middle-eastern flavored back-arop or the insistent versatile vocals — which range from raw and primitive to hammonic and captivating. The song isa
moving, living beast, savage yel serene — a hypnolic and motivating piece of work, hailing in the new “Millennium” with unbridled passion.

he Hatters, “Sacrifice,”

Atlantic This funky bunch
formed in Philly in 1988, relocating to
the Big Apple not long after, quickly
settling into the local scene with a
bluesy and funky rock brew that had
heads turning in no time. The Madcap

Adventur The Avi verlord,
while revealing the band'’s clever brand
of humor, also represents the band's
major label debut (they had previously
self-released Mock Turtle Soup and an
EP called Live Thunderchicken). While
their sound overall draws on a folky
instep, with acoustic guitars married to
lightly tripping keyboards, and soft
compelling vocal treatments,

“Sacrifice” kicks off the introductions
with a jazzy boogie beat and funky rock
feel. Bolstered with heaping helpings
of the blues, "Sacrifice” tolally smokes,
with soul wrenched emotion dripping
from the great vocals and the tons of
chunky guitar thwapping. The band's
eloguent chops are easily demonstrated
throughout and you get the feeling pret-
ly instantly, that The Halters are des-
tined to make headlines and cross for-
mats with their eclectic blending of
earthy styles. Also included on the CD
pro are acoustic versions of “The Last
Walt" (a beautiful “Waterfallish” kind of
number) and “For Tomorrow/Bring That
Wagon ‘Round” (a countrified, on the
front porch, easy going kinda ballad, in
the Allman Brothers mould). Great little
band with a big future.

Maybe it's the themes
of alignation, frustration,
and anger dispersed throughout moments of hope,
life, destiny and love, that they latch onto. Maybe
it's just the down to earth, four kids from York, Pa.,
with alterna-metal haircuts vibe that gets them
going. More importantly, it's probably Live's unique
ability to balance beauly with brashness. Their
songs exude a knowing, cathartic tension that rips
at the soul, while alternately lulling you with subtle
bays of melody and almost folky breaks. Lyrically
they paint intuitive and realistic visions of simple
life complicated by relationships, death, friends,
drugs, enemies and other everyday traumas.
Following up their successful debut album (which
produced the mega-hit “Operation Spirit"), might
seem a difficult task, and yet these youngsters
matured into even finer artists on Throwing Copper
“Selling The Drama’ is still perched at #4 on the
Hard Hundred, but "I Alone” is now set to join it at
the top. A crowd favorite, the song blasts along a
guitar caterwaul, professing strength, individuality
and anger, with an arresting chorus that finds life in
infectious rhythmic jolts. It is captivating in much
the way "Selling The Drama" is, yet heavier. The
entire album is in fact, something very special.

Westward,
“Lies,” Columbia
One of most promising
of all the up and coming
industrialized hard rock
bands, Stabbing
Westward deploy a phe-
nomenal rhythmic style
and melodic sense that consistently keeps them a
few steps ahead of the pack. Blasting out of the
confines of Chicago, the band first approached radio
with the popular "Nothing” (from their debut LP
Ungod). A genuine crossover success, the song,
helped substantiate the radio nation’s move toward,
heavier, darker music, and Stabbing Westward's
place in that progression (alongside the likes of
Nine Inch Nails and others).

awn Hood’s career in the music industry

| started in 1985 at FMQB. And, when BH
started this magazine, he made Dawn his

first employee; she oversaw aspects ranging from run-
ning the alternative department to advertising to lay-

out and everything else in between.

In 1990, she

headed up the Alternative radio department at Charisma
and, when Virgin and Charisma merged in 1992,
she moved out to Los Angeles to do the same at

Virgin.

She’s recently been promoted to Senior

Director of Alternative Promotion, and she’s played a
major role in the label’s bevy of successes in the past
year, including Smashing Pumpkins, Cracker, Lenny
Kravirz, Enigma, UB40, and many others. We figured

there was no better time than now to sit down with Dawn

and get her perception on the state of things Alternative
and beyond. We start with a topic dear to her heart.

How long have you been riding?
Dawn: Since | was 10.

And how old is your horse?
Dawn: He just turned four.

What’s his name?

Dawn: His name is Zack and he some-
times helps me regain sanily after a long
day of work. After putting 180% into my
career, it's important to have an outlet or
another interest. I'm not ready to become
burned out and one dimensionally, quit
and grow flowers in Paducah, Kentucky
for a living.

I've actually heard that Paducah is
not a bad place. How long have you
owned Zack?

Dawn: Since November of last year. A
good friend who was head of Virgin pub-
licity at the time knows someone who
raises Thoroughbreds and this one did-
n't work out for the racetrack so I sort of
adopted him. He's so young now that we
can retire someday together and ride off
into the sunset.

What do you do when you’re on
the road?

Dawn: He watches Mark (Neiter) for
me. Actually, Mark and | have to alternate
road trips now - especially as new home
owners.

You’ve obviously been in this for-
mat since day one. Your impressions
on its evolution?

Dawn: The format seems to be growing
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by leaps and bounds in the larger markets
to where many slations are Top 5/18-
34, doing heavy billing and major events
and promoltions and can really pose a
real threat to their mainstream competi-
lors. When | started soliciting Alternative
radio reporters for the Hard Report in
1986, one of my first calls was from
Jonathan Rosen at KEYX/Phoenix. That's
a relationship I've enfoyed for eight years.
Which leads me to another observation,
being the dedication of people like Jonathan
lo keep this format alive and loyal to the
music and artist. The dedication factor is
unbelievable. | am however, disappointed
that the number of Alternative stations
in this country is so limited after more than
a decade. On the other hand. it's one of
the most potent formats out there.
Obviously the increase of breakthrough
‘alternative” acts the last 4-5 years has put
such an overwhelming focus on Modern
Rock radio. But there are still a number
of stations fighting the same battles they
were five years ago.

Why do you think that is?

Dawn: There are a myriad of reasons why
and they are individual to each station. But
astrong sales and promotion staff are just
as crucfal as the music programming
department, and | can't say that the world
at large has mastered the art of selling this
format. Great music will always be there
but it's not the whole story. Because
Arbitron ratings are such a rough entity to
control or at least manipulate, that the music
can be an easy thing to blame or change.
You can change whatever you want, but
without strong promotions pulling your
core out to evenls and aggressive sales peo-
ple selling the station, you're not a play-
er these days.

Do you really find that people in the
format blame the music?

Dawn: Not generally, but in specific
instances where a new format is put info
place without 100% dedication and know!-
edge of how it works, the first thing that
gets blamed is the music if there is no
understanding of how fo sell it or make the
station interesting and important to its
listeners.

What has impressed you about the
format?

Dawn: I'm really impressed by the way
the format has impacted the music indus-
Iryand lapped into a new youth culture. For
such a small base of radio stations to
reflect what's happening on the street
back to a monstrously big music indus-
try and get them to rethink agendas, A&R
and markeling decisions is impressive. The
formats influence on MTV and album
sales is unbelievably powerful when you
consider its size. When all the pieces are
in place you can see what happens...
weve been fortunale enough to experience
this with the Pumpkins. In terms of sheer
numbers of records that can be sold in the
Alternative realm without ever crossing over
to Mariah and Whitneyland, this gives
the format power that is uniquely its own.
Modern Rock radio has been able to
identify and help musically shape a young
generation of people that seven or eight
years ago were sort of displaced, listen-
ing to classic rock and punk rock. Now
there’s a population outright dictating its
likes and dislikes and we have a way to
measure that.

Speaking of deviating from reality,
what are your views on the chart
game?

Dawn: | care about charts and | don't care
about charts. There is so much more to
a project that goes on outside the realm
ofachart and it's just a piece of the puz-
Zle. Charts are a barometer and nothing
more. Obviously it's nice to have an
artist on the charts, especially on the top,
but it doesn't shape the way | promote
records and | don't evaluate my job based
on chart successes and either do my
bosses. If | worried about charts, | would
have stopped working the Cracker album
months ago - but look at Eurotrash Girl'
The project is starting up all over again one
year later and the album is nearly platinum.
When you lake a band like the Smashing
Pumpkins and say, was it number one or
did it sell three million records - which is
more important? And with so many nich-
es al radio and new arlists breaking from
various sources, charts only tell part of the
Story sometimes. [ think it's still more
important than ever that programmers
look at what's happening in their market

than letting charts dictate the music.
Anyone who programs a successful
Alternative station cannot be a lazy pro-
grammer guided solely by the charts. It
still distresses me to see records being
worked at Alternative radio when a label
isn't sure where a project fits or to try to
givean artist allernative “credibility”. The
artist should have its own credibility
before it gels worked at this format. The
charts are also more hit oriented than
ever before. | remember Buckwheat
Zydeco being in my Top Ten when | was
editing the Hard Alternative section in
1987. | will never forget that. Now the
Stakes are higher at Alternative Radio
and the charts are more in line with
national sales and requests. You can
spend all day trying to work the charts or
trying to put together great promotions,
increasing actual spins and communicating
with as many people as possible. | put my
energies toward the latter every time.

But you still find that radio cares
about numbers?

Dawn: Radio cares about chart numbers
when they are undecided about a new
act. For example, eighteen Modern Rock
Slations are playing ‘Baby | Can't Please
You' by Sam Phillips, including KROQ,
WDRE, 99X KPNT, WENZ, KXRK etc... |
have an arlist that is reacting in the mar-
ketplace with album sales over 100,000
copies and a critically acclaimed tour
with Counting Crows under her bell. An
artist poised and ready to skyrocket and
a suceessiul campaign that has worked like
acharm for over six months. All of these
results were achieved without chart num-
bers driving the project. So look out!

So you handle Triple A as well?

Dawn: We sort of do it by committee here.
Jeffrey Naumann and myself are the orga-
nizational team and Chuck Slomovitz
and Stephanie are actively speaking to the
majority of the format each week.

Tell me how the department has
been restructured.

Dawn: Basically, Chuck's responsibil-
ities have been increased placing more pres-
sures and stress on his cranium. He has
an incredibly magnetic personality you
know...

And the best laugh in the busi-
ness.

Dawn; That too. Chuck is endearing, hon-
est, has a heart of gold. Now that he's on
the road he's going to hit full stride.
Chuck makes friends everywhere he goes.
Amy Fisher even writes him letters from
Jail. He's friends with Kirk of Metallica you
know, that's the real reason he got the pro-
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motion. And he knows Eddie Vedder's
home phone number.

What about the rest of the per-
sonalities running the promotion
department at Virgin. How do you
think they are perceived by the
world at large?

Dawn: | can only speak for my own
perceplions and I sense that these “per-
sonalities” greatly affect the radio world
at large every single week (in more ways
than one you can imagine!). Jeffrey
Naumann, the AOR Veep who graced the
cover of The Hard Report NUDE not too
long ago. has a repulation that precedes
him. Jeffrey’s sense of humor is unmalched
and he never fails to outdo some of his own
Jjokes and keep us on our toes. In the
Naumann Dictionary under the heading
"Atiack Hamster” you will find Michael Plen
the head of promotion at Virgin. Michael
is a visionary who maintains high standards
for this company and possesses strong
dedication and commitment to the artist.
He's a strong leader and affords me all the
creativily in the world to get the job done.
He is just as interested in breaking The
Verve as he is with multi-million selling
arlists on the label. He also provides
great insight and guidance, being so
dedicated to the alternative format. He has
alot of musical knowledge and experience
to draw upon — with his involvement in
helping to break acts like The Police, Go-
Go's and R.EM. early on. John Boulos
oversees the field staff and keeps us
focused and basically sane! He approves
promotions (or not) and manages the
never-ending challenge of funnelling
many releases through one regional staff.
When he's not doing that, John can be seen
partying with Pumpkins or anyone else
brave enough to take him on. For some
reason we keep Jeffrey and John on sep-
arale coasts. Something about earth
quakes... There is an interesting mix of
personalities that make this department
work.

How exactly does it work?

Dawn: ['m not really sure, but | believe
that the vibe comes from the top and
that's Phil Q. Phil is loved by everyone at
the label. He's very accessible and sur-
rounds himself with peaple he trusts to get
the job done. He is an excellent motiva-
lor, a kind person and extremely smart and
supportive. Our marketing meetings
might be a little too long, but everyone gels
out in the apen at least. With so much input
and feedback to draw upon, the end result
speaks for itself.

How would you characterize your
personal style of doing promotion?

Dawn: Well, | don't have a whoopee
cushion or morning breeze or bars paint-
ed on the walls of my office like Jeffrey does,
but that's natural for him and it makes peo-
ple either laugh, run or both. 1 just try to
be consistent, patient, nurture my rela-
tionships, help stations out and try to

approdch projects on a long-term basis.
1 put a tremendous amount of pressure on
myself to come through for my bands
and try to be accountable for getting the
music exposed to the best of my ability and
1 feel a personal commitment to our artists.
After all. it's their art and their life. Actually,
I missed my calling as a nun. Only
Thursdays will I shut the door, crank up
Slayer and scream at stations, ‘Report
my record or I'l never speak to you again.’
Kevin Stapleford of 91X will confirm this.

Especially in this format, and hon-
estly, | think in the industry over-
all, selling used cars just doesn’t
work anymore.

Dawn: Never worked for me. It's impor-

{ant to back up everything you say, so if
you don'tmean it, don't say it and if you
do, take it back! Not everything | work is
going to be Top Ten on the Billboard
Albums chart, but | really won't ask a
station to play something they are absolute-
ly sure they can't deal with. You are not
only accountable to your artist, but you are
accountable to the programmers who are
helping you break new ones. So if you
promise that something is a hit, you bet-
ler make sure you are doing everything you
can to back up that statement.

It’s been quite a year for the com-
pany, success-wise. Is there any one
thing that you can pinpoint and
attribute Virgin’s success for the
past year or so?

Dawn: Alabel is nothing more than the
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people that make it work and the artists who
are represented on it. Music is the bot-
tom line. Strategies, marketing tech-
niques and all the math and long term com-
mitment are another thing entirely. How
acompany pools its resources and imple-
ments a game plan, and changes that
game plan as a project develops is what
delermines the degree of success they are
going to have. Virgin Records is not a
Sprawling mega-corporale, departmentalized
company. There is a great deal of team-
work, communication, debate, and long-
term commitment to each act here. Success
Slories like that of Smashing Pumpkins at
Alternative and Enigma certainly don't
hurt. The company has experienced
tremendous growth and change over the
past three years. Under the direction of

Ken and Nancy Berry and Phil Quartararo,
Virgin has risen like a phoenix and we
intend to keep this momentum indefi-
nitely. Virgin is a place where new artists
want to be and that's a great feeling.

Another thing is you don’t have
records tripping over each other.
Virgin gives its releases room to
breathe.

Dawn: ['m glad that's your perception!.
We've had a very demanding release
schedule over the past year but Michael
Plen is doing a great job spacing every-
thing out. We definitely try to let our
artists grow at their own pace, like Ben
Harper. Ben is a very gifted artist with an
amazing future. He's prolific and his
music takes hold slowly, but when it does
you never let go. We started working
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with Ben on a local level in Los Angeles
nearly six months before the release of
Welcome To The Cruel World, The afbum
sales are nearly 6,000 in L.A. alone based
0n a strong street campaign and planti-
ng those seeds early on. Ben is so unique
and special that his music must be pro-
moted one step at a time. We have an army
of interns on the street spreading the
word on campuses, in clubs and coffee
houses too.

Jeff Pollack made some pretty
heavy comments about 101.9 in
last week’s issue. What are your
impressions of the station?

Dawn: There has been a lot of criticism
in the air about the 101.9FM, and the
fact is that no one knows what the future
holds for the station. I hope that it thrives
in Los Angeles, not only for the sake of the
Adult Alternative format at large, but fo be
another source for people to hear new music
in this town. I'm thrilled to hear Pete
Droge, Van Morrison, Sam Phillips, Wild
Colonials, Elton John, Mazzy Star, Jeffrey
Gaines, Live, R.E.M.. Rickie Lee Jones and
Seal in the context which it's delivered here.
My 30 year old friends enjoy it too. They
aren'tlistening in the same way I do, they
Just know they enjoy the station and that's
really the bottomn line, right? Between KROQ,
KCRW and 101.9FM there is a good bal-
ance of Alternative music on the radio here
and there is room for everybody. When
arlists or songs overlap, it only strength-
ens their viability on the air. Say what you
want to, but if more stations in this coun-
Iry dontt branch out and reinvent themselves
theyre going to dry up and blow away. Pick
aformat, any formal, but make it something
interesting! As far as growing pains and
some criticism, big deal. They are nev-
er going to please everyone but they
shouldn't be criticized for trying.

You mentioned the strength of
Virgin’s A&R. Does A&R incorporate
the other departments in terms of
what they sign or who they’re think-
ing of signing?

Dawn: Sure, when A&R is looking seri-
ously at an artist they will introduce them
fo the rest of the company. They want as
much support from the label as possible
from the start. We're always invited to check
out bands when they come through town
and let A&R know what we think. Obviously
there is a lot they don't tell the rest of the
company because of bidding wars and pol-
itics and simply because we're swamped
with current projects. But there is a lot of
interaction between A&R and Promotion.

What's your feeling on tossing pro-
motional dollars around to sta-
tions?

Dawn: | don't like tossing dollars peri-
od. | support stations who have a col-
laborative working relationship with me.
That doesn't mean I only support sta-
tions that “do what I want.” It just means
that 'l follow through. That means help-
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ing break new artists and not just playing the
hits. Just because someone played Smashing
Pumpkins doesn’t mean that | become lick-
etmaster...

And give them 100,000 Lollapalooza
tickets.

Dawn: And a trip around the world! Sure
we're supporting stations for L ollapalooza but
the policy here is when you spend money,
spend smart money. Don't just do it for an
add and walk away. I'm not into that. If a sta-
tion isn't committed to a record and working
with a label to break it, no amount of perks
and goodies is going to get the job done. Wed
be out of business if we entertained every tick-
et request and Rolling Stones calalog request.
On the other hand, if a station is genuinely
excited about breaking an artist we'll go to the
wall for them. Relationships can' be one-sided
or there is no relationship as far as I can see.
It's nearly impossible to break records with
smoke and mirrors these days. We don't want
our artists to be in hock when we're fin-
ished with a project. We want to build on past
success and move ahead.

What’s your main motivation for
spending money at radio?

Dawn: We try to tie almost everything we do
in with retail and get involved in new artist
campaigns and programs that stations set up
with retail. WBRU and Strawberries, WHFS
and Kemp Mill etc... it's also important for sta-
tions to be vocal about their support of an artist
and remind a label when it's time to come to
the table. We have an understanding of the
amount of money on tickets for a show, I'd
much rather support them with a time buy or
a retail promotion, or a little of both.

1 personally believe that time buys,
done ethically, are the best form of sup-
port a label can give a station.

Dawn: | wish more stations felt that way. It
seems like they re more hot on getting bands
to play radio festivals these days. | don't mind
doing this when it makes sense financially
and benefits the artist. But record labels
are not banks with endless cash reserves. The
amount of money it takes to really break an
artist is mind-blowing, and piling up a string
of festival dates on top of that can be cost-
prohibitive. There are many other crealive ways
fo do successful promotions that we try to con-
centrate on.

Unfortunately, the level of expectations
coming from radio in regards to pro-
motional dollars has gotten dis-
turbingly high.

Dawn: |t depends who you're dealing with.
But in general, radio slations whose pro-
gramming is determined by wha they can get
in a given week are really hurting them-
selves in the long run. We don't do much busi-
ness with them either. We'd rather invest our
energies elsewhere. My perception s that these
Slations are definitely in the minority.

We’'ve seen many stations fall victim
to that mentality.

Dawn: There are plenty of resources out there
to make a radio station successful. And
there is a wealth of great music and fun fo be
had as well. It's a matter of being selective
and filtering out what's good for you a tit-for-
{at mentality, we try to stay away from that.
Believe me, it gets brought up more than you
know.

How heavy s your contact with the field
staff?

Dawn: Everything we do at radio filters
through the regional promotion staff. Theyre
our eyes and ears out there. | have a close
working relationship with every one of them
and there is a constant exchange of ideas at
work. We have to be on the same page with
the regional staff or give it up. | give these
people all the credit in the world. They're on
the front line. They are part of the decision
making process from start to finish.

What’s your view on indies?
\

Dawn: We only use the best. Ha!

How do you think the past two years
in Alternative has reshaped the realm
of indie promotion?

Dawn: The past few years have been great
for indie promolers. They can make a ton of
money because the labels will spend it on the
Modern Rock format to get results. | don't
feel sorry for the indies at all, only that com-
petition is fierce and a lot of large indepen-
dent promotion companies are opening
Alternative departments. | generally use
indies to help me assemble information so
| can plan strategies, etc... (but | really use em
so | don't have to call add lines all day).
We close our own records at Virgin and
don't expect anyone else to do that job for us.

What'’s the scoop on the Vernon Yard
deal? Do you work everything on
Vernon Yard? Do they have their own
promotion staff?

Dawn: 90% of what is released on Vernon
Yard comes through Virgin except for releas-
es like..

S*M*A*S*H...

Dawn: Yes. Smash will be distributed
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through Caroline Records. Other VYR artists
that are going through Caroline are Low,
These Animal Men and Daryll Ann. Vernon
Yard is a great A&R source. They are a
brand new label that was launched with the
release of The Verve last year. They have a
very strong roster and are growing in leaps
and bounds. Keith Wood is the president and
he’s formerly of Caroline. VYR also shares
projects with The Hut, which distributes
Smashing Pumpkins in England. The next
Vernon Yard release is the new album from
David Gray next month which is going to be
distributed through Virgin.

So the deal with Vernon Yard differs
from, say, Atlantic’s deal with
Mammoth and Matador in that Vernon
Yard was created with Virgin in mind.

Dawn: Yes. Vernon Yard is a label that was
created within Virgin. Mammoth and Matador
are entirely independent labels with distri-
bution/promotion deals with Atlantic. Vernon
Yard is a place within Virgin that new acts can

be signed and worked on an ‘“indie” level with-
out the pressure to be overnight sensations.
Look how far The Verve have come in justa
year. By the time their next album is released,
we'll be eating out of the palms of their
hands!

How do you pick and choose what
gets distributed through Virgin and
what gets distributed through Caroline?

Dawn: Keith Wood and the A&R department
do that. It depends on a lot of factors like the
release schedule of Virgin | suppose. Take
a band like Low who have received a lot of
recognition and credibility with a release
on Caroline and after more than half a year
of marketing them to college radio and indie
retail. Now they really have a foot in the door.
And they sound lovely on KCRW in the
morning!

1 want to touch on some of your artists.
Why has Shonen Knife been such a
tough sell to radio?

Dawn: You're not the only one who wants
to touch my artists, Spiro. Radio underes-
timales the street credibility of Shonen Knife
and the loyally of their fans. They toured with
Nirvana; are on Lollapalooza this year; con-
tinually sell out clubs when they headling; dom-

inate Alternative press; MTV consistently
plugs Shonen Knife in news bits and 120
Minutes. There are definitely Shonen Knife
fans at Modern Rock radio. They just haven't
swept the format off its feel... yel. The foun-
dation is laid and we will continue to support
them because they really ARE loved by the
Alternative community. They might not be
Top 20 in Billboard but so what. How many
artists design such great costurmes for them-
selves and make so many people smile?
How many girls on this earth can get Jeff and
Steve McDonald of Redd Kross to follow them
around like Shonen Knife can? How many
artists can get Michael Plen fo dress up like
Mr. Tomato Head in their honor? That's
impressive in itself!

Obviously, you have the Bryan Ferry pro-
jectcoming up. You must be excited
about that.

Dawn: Absolutely. Not only to work with an
artist with a rich history but one that so
many people will respect and anticipate new
music from. This album is the first one he's
worked with Brian Eno on in 20 years. And
with Manzanera and McKay involved there is
alot of rumor and speculation going around
about a Roxy Music reunion. Only Bryan can
confirm or deny this and so far he hasn' real-
ly done either. For now he’s concentrating
on this album. Bryan sets high standards for
himself in the studio and the new album
Mamouna reflects that. When he was in
New York a few weeks ago doing radio infer-
views, everyone kept asking what Mamouna
means. It means "good luck” in Arabic.
The second favorite topic was fashion and the
women in his videos!

What else is going on artist-wise at the
label?

Dawn: This answer could take up the whole
book but I'l keep it brief: Bryan Ferry is tour-
ing the US in November. We signed Royal
Trux who are in the studio recording an
album with David Briggs producing, and
I'm hearing that the results are going to
make us rethink the concept of “Alternative”.
The Trux album comes out Spring of 1995.
A Smashing Pumpkins B-sides album will
be out October 4th and it's called Pisces
Iscariot, and a full length video called
‘Vieuphoria' will also be released. We'll
pick up distribution of Gish this fall. The new
Simple Minds album will be released in
January 1995, as well as the new Massive
Attack album. My phone has been ringing
for Massive Attack already. The David Gray
album is really wonderful, and he's opening
for Shawn Colvin on the road this fall. And
there’s no denying that Sam Phillips and
Cracker are stars in the making!

What do you feel is your proudest
accomplishment professionally, so
far? Aside from surviving the Hard
Report, that is.

Dawn: (Laughs) It's hard for me to say
because | don't think that I've accomplished
it yet.

That's why
his too infrequent albums are always so welcome at my house.
Nothing But The Truth, his first since 1991, maintains the same
high quality that Seals fans have come o expect. There are no
surprises on this disc, but just the usual biting, intense guitar licks
and gruff, “in your face" vocals. Nothing But The Truth contains
nary a weak cut. My favorite song is "Life Is Hard", which is as
close to a catchy tune as this kind of music gets. If you like your
blues slow and heavy, check out *Your Friends”, featuring nice
horn work from Son’s regular bandmates, or “Can't Hear Nothing
But The Blues". Seals also does a nice tribule to Hound Dog
Taylor on the Dog’s Saddle. Nothing But The Truth is solid
Chicago blues. It's not music to relax by, but break open that six-
pack of Old Style, put this CD on your Diskman, and get totally
immersed in the music of Son Seals

effort. “It's Lewis” on Antone’s Records. Now, whether or not Lubbock
becomes a blues citadel is immaterial. What is material is that you pick up
“It's Lewis." Cowdrey roared out of the Lone Star State in the 60's heading
for the West Coast with Angela Strehli and to do stints with the Fabulous
Rockets and The Jets. Upon returning to Austin and a burgeoning blues
scene, Cowdrey assembled the legendary band The Storm, which included
luminaries such as Jimmie Vaughan, Keith Ferguson, drummer Doyle
Bramhall and guitarist W.C. Clark. The 70's brought Lewis & the Legends,
a collaborative effort with Don Bennett and a solo album on New Rose. Old
fans of Cowdrey’s will be pleased with this Antone’s release. I'm a sucker for
the blues with a rockin’ edge to it, and | know I’m real happy with it!

Cowdrey penned most of the 14 tracks on the CD; Notable are the two searing
instrumentals (“Skin to Skin" and “Wade In The Water"); blues smokers (*No
Flats" and “From Any Angle”) and a pair of really nice covers (James
Brown’s ' Don't Mind" and the Holland/Dozier/Holland classic
“Wonderful One.”). He's joined by former Storm mates Keith Ferguson (ex.
Thunderbird bassist and currently with the Tail Gators) and W.C. Clark.
Throughout, Cowdrey's searing harp and high-lonesome vocals burn clear
through to the soul. Plus, how can you go wrong with a song litled “lichy &
Scratchy?" Bart Simpsen would be proud!

0f Desire” (cut 10), on which you would watch the volume when it comes to
the last 58 seconds (unless you have plenty of “in-line” fuses for your moni-
tor system). In the “Keep you rockin™ category are "Your Hoodoo Man” (cut
1),"Somewhere In My Heart” (cut 3), “Boogie Walk” (cut 5), “Too Tough” (cut
7) and “Out of Control” (cut 9, instrumental). The band members include
bassist Ron Regnas, a Hawk for ten years; Rick “Jr.” Kreher, and origi-
nal Hawk and Muddy Waters’ guitarist; Joe “Piston” Pink, Hawk guitar,
Harmonica and vocals.

The names may have changed over the years, but with the
artful hand of Jon Oliva guiding the coarse, the majestic
sounds of Savatage are just as powerful today as they were
len years ago.

Cats, so that's how | became aware of the label.
Joe Walsh is with them as well, and | played a few
tracks for him while I was in the process of making
the record. | gave a capy to his manager, David Spiro,
who played it for the folks at Pyramid, and they
were very inferested. So we signed a deal.

How did it feel to be recording in your home
studio instead of renting outside studios
to do this project?

Dave: It's heaven having my own studio. | was often
worried. | have seen other successful musicians and
rock stars get their own studios and they usually seem
to do nothing productive in them. It's difficult to com-
pete with the pro studios, but all that's changed
now with technology. So | went ahead and bought
my own studio and I'm prefty industrious in it. | dont
know how | have lived without it

How long did it take, from beginning to end,
for this solo project?

Dave: | would say six months from start to finish,
but there was some time off. | probably worked about
90% of the aays out of the six months.

Why the cover of Otis Redding’s ‘I Got The
Will’? Is that a personal favorite?

Dave: Well, | don't consider that a cover version
because | don't think Otis released that. | just man-
aged to get my hands on it somehow, but it was not
officially released. I'try to do songs that even if they
are covers, they are obscure.

Did you ever hear Etta James’ version?
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Dave: No, I think the Etta James version is a different
song. 1 found Otis’ song on a publishing demo, a CD
that was sent out by Chapel Publishing. It caught my
attention, because | am a big Otis Redding fan, and
I had never heard it

And the cover of Jerry Reed’s ‘The Claw’?

Dave: Jerry Reed is a marvelous, fantastic quitar play-
er who, I think, should do more playing than singing
or making films. Several guitar heros have record-
ed this, but not all of them do it properly. Its a real
tough piece to play and it's just something I've been
toying around with for years and it finally fell into place.
So I thought I'd get it down and join the club of peo-
ple who recorded ‘The Claw." It's a very difficult piece
and | am looking forward fo doing it live as well.

‘One Step Back’ was written by Jenry Williams
and ZZ Top’s Billy Gibbons. Did Billy’s
involvement motivate your using that song?

Dave: Actually | didn't know Billy Gibbons had co-
written it. It's funny how he is being credited with it
now. Itwas sent to me by Jerry Williams. Later, when
the publisher sent the second demo that Jerry and
Billy had recorded together, it said Jerry Williams and
Billy Gibbons, so | think it's Jerry song actually, but
I don't know.

Where do you pick up this ‘Beach Boy Blood’
track? What did the demo sound like on that
one?

Dave: A very dear friend of mine, and an excellent
songwriter, Michael Lanning, and | did a few of his
songs on the last album. Later he came up with this
Beach Boys tribute that he included on a tape that he
sent to me. | heard it and it was a lot different,
minus all the harmonies. | put a fot of my own ideas
into 1t, like the bit on the end and bit in the middle,
from ‘Good Vibrations' and ‘Surfs Up'. There was none
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Why did you go back and re-record ‘Saber
Dance’?

Dave: | did that for a bit of mischievous fun, real-
ly. Itis just the weirdest thing to do as a record, and
| don't know why | did it in the first place. | did not
do a very good job of it on the recording. The tune
sort of got revived in the Rhino Anthology and then
it got revived again by Cheap Trick, who have
recorded a version on for their Japanese release. They
senta couple of mixes for me to pick which one | liked,
which is nice of them. That sort of brought it back,
and re-validated the whole thing so I thought, the hell
with it | am going to record it myself and do a
good job this time.

Is it true you own the publishing on this
track?

Dave: | am the owner of the copyright because of

the guitar arrangement. The Russian writer was
Khachaturian. Western copyright does not apply to
Russian compositions. So there you go, if you
want to make some money, cover an old Russian folk
s0ng.

Who picked ‘Chutes and Ladders’ as the
lead-off track?

Dave: Well, we got a consensus of opinion from the
people who are going to work on the record. Very
often there is one obvious song which everyone
goes for that makes it a lot easier, but in this case there
are alot of good songs. 1ry to do good, quality songs
throughout the album, but that does make it difficult
to choose. | have asked seven or eight people
which track would make the best single, and I got sev-
en or eight different replies including, ‘Better Word
For Love,"'Saber Dance,” 1 Got The Will,’ and ‘Beach
Boy Blood.”

Did you consider putting ‘Return To Sender’,
from the Otis Blackwell tribute, on this
album?

Dave: Yes, | did, because | enjoyed doing that. All
1 had to do was choose any Elvis song and do it. |
did it in my studio within a day and it turned out so
well that  wanted o put it on my new release, but there
is the problem that you can only have 10 or 11
tracks on an American CD. It is the publishing
restrictions. However, in Europe, they do it by a dif-
ferent system.

Is there anything unused that you put togeth-
er in your studio, any interesting b-sides, that
you recorded that did not make the record?

Dave: The only thing that | recorded that is not on
here is another Al Anderson song that he wrote for
me, but it is on the British version because you
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can have more cuts on European CD than you can
on American CDs. That is a very interesting bit of
business news there.

What stations do you listen to out in
California?

Dave: | don't listen to the radio. | find it impossi-
ble with all the commercial breaks, but sometimes
inmy car I'll listen to the Triple A station out here.

Who are some of your biggest influences?

Dave: All the pioneers of rock and roll, all the
obvious ones like The Everly Brothers, Jerry Leg Lewis,
and Little Richard.

Who would you like to produce?

Dave: Farly Elvis before he went into the Army. |
have a theory that a different one came back. |
think that aliens got him and they wanted whatever
it was for themselves and we got back this shell of
Elvis. Itis like the Beach Boys, there are two Beach
Boys. There is the one that goes on tour now, and
there is the one that made the records in the 705 —
they are completely different entities.

As a producer, what new music do you
enjoy?

Dave: The last ones that | bought were Collective
Soul and Enya. | like the Enya record. She was in
agroup called Clannad, which is an Irish band. I'm
in Tower Records every week stocking up

We have talked about some of your influences.
Who are some of your favorite live per-
formers?

Dave: Rod Stewart, He s one of the best that | have
seen live, and ZZ Top, just by virtue of what they do
that makes it work. Personally, I like to go see Chet
Altkins, that's the guitarist in me. Ican sit and walch
him for hours. 1 just played with him in Pasadena
recently, he's a great performer.

So he is familiar with your work?

Dave: Yes, with the stuff that | have done with The
Everly Brothers and Carl Perkins, 1 think that the word
got around Nashville and he became aware of me

If you could produce an artist like Chet
Atkins, what would you do to make it special?

Dave: The thing is, with anything like that, you have
to find something to make the record irresistible. Once
you have maade a record irresistible, you are mace for-
ever, the world will beat a path to your door. | did
it once with ' Hear You Knockin' and lo the lesser
extent, | have done it since. Some people can do it
like Collective Soul just did it, and it is absolutely irre-
sistible. The Rembranals'record ‘Thats The Way It
Is'is also irresistible. | don't know if it is the song,
the proauction, or the combination of the production,
the song and the artist.

Why have you backed off producing the
last couple of years?

Dave: There is nothing that has grabbed my inter-
est and | don't think that | have grabbed anyone else’s

interest either. Producing is a thing that you have to
be asked to do, you cannot just decide that | am going
to produce so and so". When | was asked to do the
Stray Cats, that was great, and | knew that was right
for me. The Fabulous Thunderbirds was great,
because | had known them for ten years, and that was
good fun. | don'twant to go into the studio and get
myself in the middle of some kind of nightrmare, which
you can often do, with particularly with younger
artists, They are not quite sure of themselves, and
their ego gets in the way. With the ola, established
guys there is none of that nonsense like throwing
tantrums in the studio and storming out.

How do you feel about making videos?

Dave: Il make videos as long as someone will watch
it. I have spent many 18 hour days and it is just gru-
eling stuff doing those videos and sometimes it
never sees the light of day or gets one spin. | don't
know, personally | prefer a record without a video. Very
often ifa good record comes on MTV I'l avert my eyes
S0 I can just listen to the record without gefting
Sidetracked with the video. There are a lot of my favorite
records from the past that | would hate to have seen
as videos, because you can get stuck with that
image.

How do you feel about the new country
scene in Nashville?

Dave: | ama bit disappointed with it in a way. Itis

The Jesus & Mary Chain are suing Reebok in fed-
eral court in New York City for using the song
“Reverence” in commercials without permission. The
band's publishing company says the group has “vehe-
mently resisted any commercial use of their songs.”
“They have now received numerous telephone calls
from their fans questioning why they had 'sold out' for
a sneaker commercial,” the publishing company says
in a letter to Reebok and its advertising agency.

Artists are lining up to contribute to a Rwanda charity
single in England. Already confirmed are Aswad,
Beverly Craven, Go West, Gabrielle and Level
42's Mark King. The double a-sided single will fea-
ture of cover version of Marvin Gaye's "What's
Going On," and John Farnham's “You're The
Voice." Nik Kershaw and Mark King are currently
working on the track while the featured artists lay
down their vocal parts so that the single can come out
in the middle of September.

A cherry red Gibson “Flying V" guitar once owned by
Jimi Hendrix sold for $78,000 at an auction in
London, twice the amount that had been anticipaled.
Two other guitars sold for $22,000 and $12,000. The
auction of Hendrix memorabilia at Bonham’s was
scheduled to coincide with the 25th anniversary of his
performance at the Woodstock festival. Six of Hendrix’
multi-colored jackets were sold to anonymous tele-
phone bidders — including an orange jacket which
went for $63,000 and a striped wool jacket which sold
for $38,000. Some locks of the Beatles hair were
also sold at the auction at over $300 each. A lock of
John Lennon's hair sold for almost $1,200. A col-
lection of about 500 records sold for $26,000.

Courtney Love, still secking a replacement for the
lale bass player Kristen Pfaff. rccently played two
songs with acoustic guitar at the Lollapalooza date in
Philadelphia.

An elderly couple canceled a planned vacation in
Woodstock, England, because they thought it was the
site of the anniversary rock concert being held in the
U.S. “They asked if they could change their weekend
and | asked if there was a reason. They said they
couldn't put up with the crowds and the loud pop
music,” says Marlborough Arms Hote!l manager Mike
Davis. "I told them there was a classical concert at
Blenheim Palace that weekend which wouldn't really
cause any problem, but they said: ‘No, we've seen it
on the telly — it's a huge pop concert. There's no way
we're coming this weekend — we couldn't put up with
all the louts " The British Automobile Association
says it got telephone calls from travelers concerned
about traffic.

South Korean authorities have lifted a ban on domes-
tic radio stations playing 787 foreign songs and 64
Korean songs that were deemed unacceptable for
Korean ears. Songs that can now be played, after hav-
ing been banned by mililary authorities, include Bob
Dylan’s ‘Blowin’ In The Wind." Pink Floyd's
“Another Brick In The Wall," Queen's "Bohemian

| Saw Your Face.” Another 900 songs remain on the
banned list.

The Baha Men have delayed release of their second
album, "Kalik," to include a track written, recorded
and produced with Lenny Kravitz. The song, "Sunny
Day," will be out in September, as will the LP.
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Jethro Tull and Jefferson Starship are playing
EuroWoodstock, a rock festival laking place on the
istand of Obudai, on the Danube River near Budapest,
Hungary. The late Frank Zappa’s backing band will
also perform, billing themselves as the
Grandmothers Of Invention. About 150,000 peo-
ple are expected o attend.

Pop Will Eat Itself (ake a shot at the Queen of
England on their new album, “Dos Dedos Mi Amigos,’
with the “Familius Horribilus," about the Queen’s claim
that she’s had a bad year. “Horrible Family is a mock
of the royal family, " says guitarist Adam Mole. 'They
all get a little mention in there. Like most peaple under
60 in Britain we feel that the royal family is a waste of

- money, a bit pompous and ancient. Prince Charles just

had this documentary about him and he seems just as
pissed off as anybody else about the royal family.” The
alburn's title was inspired by a slogan about “two fin-
gers” of a brand of tequila.

Now,
let me explain what it was like going on the road last
fall and winter with Candlebox, while they played
club dates for a whopping 40 people in Philly and
even less in Providence.

And it comes to pass
that Candlebox plays to 15,000 people in a torrential
downpour in Washinglon state, and they play at
Woodstock. and they play to an overstuffed, turn-away
crowd at a wedding reception facility, a show that
effectively serves as the Baltimore swan-song for Russ
Mottla, the man most instrumental in turning his town
into the second-most fervent Candlebex markel in
the country, after the band's hometown. That show
happened last night, and it was just another exclama-
tion point in the less-than-a-year path of unbelievable
development this band is following to double platinum
and beyond. As gratifying as all this continues to be,
we find ourselves on the verge of doing it again...
Opening last night’s show was NYC's Gods Child,
who took the slage amid cheers for Candlebox, and
who, by the end of its 45-minute set, left that stage in
considerable triumph, audience screaming for more.
Itwas the first time | saw the band perform, and I'm
grateful it was away from the glare of N.Y. and LA.,
and I'm even more grateful with the actual perfor-
mance. The band is unlike anything currently on the
circuit, but there's no gimmick.

Next Monday (8/22), KIOT will con-
solidate to one signal at 102.5 and go to a full-signal
100,000 watts from the mountain between the two
cities called Sangria Crest. The signal will be a mon-
ster blowtorch, and will get into areas where the
Coyote has yet to how!... Qur friends in Austin have
once again had more honors bestowed on them.
Congratulations to KGSR. named "Best Radio Station
to listen to at Work" in the annual Austin Chronicle
Readers’ Poll... We were sorry to hear that the A3 din-
ner in New York on Thursday after the Elektra Records
show by Katell Keineg was inlerrupled by two gun-
men who held up the entire restaurant (basically the
14 people at the A3 table) at gunpoint. They took all
of the valuables from the diners, including some of
our A3 friends like Dave Rahn, Brad Hockmeyer and
Andrea Karr. Luckily. no one was hurt, but it did
shake everyone up a bit... The new collection from
Crosby, Stills and Nash, After the Storm (Atlantic),
is full of well-written songs with great harmonies
(unlike their harmonizing at the Woodstock ‘94 festi-
val). For starters, try the Nash tune "Find a Dream,”
and the Croshy-penned song “Camera.” Also check
the title song and the beautiful “Unequal Love." An
excellent album from start to finish... The best song
of the week comes from Edie Brickell’s new album
Picture Pertect Morning (Geffen). “Tomorrow
Comes," is a calchy, upbeat number that makes you
feel good. The album is full of great music, such as
the bluesy "Stay Awhile,” the very hooky "Lost In The
Moment," “Hard Times," "Another Woman's Dream,”
and “In The Bath." Paul Simon’s guitar, Dr. John’s
piano, and David Bromberg add a nice touch to this
fine album... If you're looking for really strong song-
writing, check out the new album by Jules Shear,
Healing Bones (Island). “Bird In The Cage” is a song
you'll be singing along with the first time you hear it.
There's not a bad song on this disk, but if we have to
choose, try “A Prayer (For Those Not Here),” "Healing
Bones, " and "Two Friends.” Jules also does a nice
remake of the Walker Brother’s classic, “The Sun
Ain't Gonna Shine Anymore." ..Cover Girl
(Columbia) is the latest album by singer-songwriter
Shawn Colvin. This time she decides to record
other folk's songs. The lead track is “Window To The
World," perfect for AAA radio. Willis Alan
Ramsey’s "Salin Sheets" gels a fine new treatment,
as do the songs "Killing The Blues,” ‘Someday,"
“Your Gonna Make Me Lonesome When You Go,"
and a cover of Talking Heads "This Mus! Be The
Place (Naive Melody)." ...Neil Young and Crazy

| Horse are in raw form on Sleeps With Angels

(Reprise). The production is quite muady, even for
Neil, and there is no lack of depressing material on
this one. “Prime of Life" is the early standout. It
sounds like a cross between “War of Man" and
“Rockin’in The Free World." “Train of Love" is a nice
ballad that could be from Harvest Moon, "Western
Hero" is the token country flavor on the disc. Neil is
at his storytelling best on "Trans Am.” Crazy Horse
records are notoriously unfriendly for radio play, but
this one does give us a few tracks to play with... Fast
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Track to Nowhere (A&M) is a collection of songs
from Showtime's ‘Rebel Highway" tha features bands
doing remakes of 50's tunes. The highlight Los
Lobos' version of “Lights Out.” I's a great rockin’'
remake that really captures the essence of the band's
live sound. Others of interest include Conerete
Blond doing "Endless Sleep” in their usually dark
mood... Sheryl Crow’s wonderful drugged-sound-
ing rendition of “I'm Gonna be a Wheel Someday,”
and “I'm Walkin"" from harp virtuoso John Popper
and Blues Traveler..."Snail Shell” is the advance
track from They Might Be Giants’ lorthcoming
album John Henry (Elektra). It's quile alternative lean-
ing, but it grabbed us immedialtely. The chorus has a
memorable hook, and the band has achieved an origi-
nal sound, blending alternative and melodic pop..
Around The Nex! Dream (Virgin). the new Cream—
oops, | Mean BBM—album arrived this week. This is
really Gary Moore’s album, bul the effect of two-
thirds of Cream behind him is felt throughout, espe-
cially on tracks like “Waiting in The Wings," and “City
of Gold." The bluesier tracks, like “Where in The
World,” *High Cost of Loving,” and ‘Naked Flame,"
are where Moore and the band really shine...
Blues/Boogie veleran Mareia Ball is back with Blue
House (Rounder), and the lead track “Red Beans.” As
always, Mareia is cookin’ on this one, and her pen-
chant for good time music is a welcome slice of AAA
pie... For some nice acoustic-based music, check out
Littledeath (Mesa/Bluemoon) from Love and Money.
The songs are hooky and melodic, and feature promi-
nent mandolin and fiddle harmonies. Try "The Last
Ship on The River, ""Pray for Love,"and “Love Is Like a
Wave." ...Bob Mould is back with his latest band,
Sugar, and a new album called File Under.Easy
Listening (Ryko). The single, “Your Favorite Thing" is
signature Mould power-pop from one of the most
overlooked songwriters around... It seems like since
the release of Gordon, the Barenaked Ladies have
gone through puberty, and are now experiencing the
darker side of relationships and life—innocense has
been lost. Many of the songs on Maybe You Should
Drive (Sire/Reprise) deal with more serious subjects
like lost love, egotism, rocky relationships, family rifts.
"A" Is a terrific song, dealing with self-evaluation.
“Life, In a Nutshell" sounds more like their first album,
with great analogies and images. Also give a listen to
“Intermittently, "These Apples,” and “Great Provider,”
a touching song about a father/son relationship.
