Danzig, “Cantspeak,” American

When a track gets Dana Jang excited, you know it’s wax to watch time. And though you might not realize it, when the D-Man sez, “A
unique sound. Should have broader appeal”. that's the comment equivalent of a pissed off postal worker's lunch hour. New adds
include KEGL, KIOZ, KSJO. WXTB and KRRK. Jump back. Already on's include KIBZ, KISS, KLBJ, KLOS, KUPD. WBTZ. WNCD,
KILO. KISW. KLPX. KMOD and WAXQ. Chartwise, dig the 65" Hard Hundred debut, with COR coming through with a 38" new
entry. This will be Glen's biggest multi format item to date. so realize your advantage when you move early.

Green Day, “When | Come Around,” Reprise

Forget any format fit problems you might ascribe due to the first two tracks more punked out posture. As big as the first two were,
this will be bigger. You hear “one listen” bandied about constantly, but rarely is the third track from a multi platinum band such a
snap to assimilate. The live/studio combo pro picks up 35 adds this week, with KBPI, KGRC, KRRK, KSJO, KUPD, WJRR, WLLZ,
KLOL. WKLQ, X107, KIOZ. and WAVF already on board. It's also significant to note that both WXTB and WAAF both report 30+
spins at this juncture. 94-66" on the Hard Hundred. debut 40 COR. With the holiday slow down already in effect, nothing’s more
important than serious attention here.

Todd Snider, “Alright Guy” b/w “Talking Seattle Blues,” MCA

Remember when “album radio” went two tracks deep on deserving debut artists? That hasn't happened since practically the seven-
ties, arrowpeople, but this week Mr. Snider scored what has to count as a coup. Two, count ‘em, two tracks debut on the Hard
Hundred, the first time that's happened since plays per week became reality. “Talking Sealtle Blues" checks in at 90, with KLPX,
KRRK, WEGR. WJRR, WKLQ, and WRDU fronting 9 adds, as "Alright Guy " nails down the 100" slot, courtesy of new air at KYYS,
WHCN, WIXV. KICT and a couple more, with WFBQ, WTUE and WZZR all increasing play. and super indicator WAVF already report-
ing 23 spins. As weve said — and these stats indicate — Mr. Snider is an uncommonly compelling cross format performer. Spin
the album over a turkey sandwich later this week and see if you don't agree.

Pete Droge, “If You Don’t Love Me,” American

Speaking of new bands. any debut performer able to sustain over mere weeks these days has done well. Mr. Droge, we remind
you, has been charted in some form since early summer, and still continues to build nicely. You've get to be impressed with this
week's action: added at five, 19 increases, including KRRK 9-20, WDVE 4-14. WKLS 4-10, WCCC 19-21, WHJY 5-14, and
WDHA 10-12. Ongoing action includes 25 spins at WAVF. WMMR 12, WNOR 13, DC101 10, and WSHE 17. 44-37" on the
Hard Hundred. Believe in making those pesky baby bands earn their slot? For Pete’s sake. give this hard working boy a break!

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10 Years of New York Hard Rock’

The Hard Rock Cafe New York is located in the heart of the Apple’s music biz district on 57th Street between BY BILL HARD
Broadway and 7th Avenue. That's right down the block from MTV. which is around the corner from Virgin
and MCA, and down the street from Sony. It's no wonder rock megastars and other celebs can always
be sighted there chompin' barbecued chicken and smoked ribs (besides, with the Hard Rock Cafe Express
Card for VIPs, they can always get a table without a wait. That is, unless they work for Imago).

The Hard Rock Cafe New York celebrated its 10th Anniversary this past fall. An important milestone —
not only because the Hard Rock, since its inception has been a focal point for NYC's social and music
scene, but because in 1984 the Hard Rock introduced to America its displays of priceless rock
music collectibles.

Simply put, the Hard Rock Cafe has the world's greatest col-
lection of rock iconography. Really... nobody does music
memorabilia like the Hard Rock. Some observers like to call
it the “Smithsonian of rock music.” Still others have wait-
ed in awe at Sotheby's and Christie’s rock auctions while the
HRC's VP Creative Director Steve Routhier and crew gobble
up the choicest goodies. As Routhier says, “It's the only liv-
ing museum of Rock N’ Roll in the Universe.” What about
Cleveland's fledgling Rock N’ Roll Hall of Fame? Too little, too late, perhaps? “They
are going to have a much harder time than they imagine,” adds Routhier.

Stroll into the New York loca-
tion, which Routhier decorated, and you 'l see one helluva mind-blowing collection that includes
Jimi Hendrix's Fender Strat (played on the Eleclric Ladyland LP), Bo Diddley's trademark Gretsch "Box”
electric guitar, Brian Jones' signature while Vox “teardrop” electric guitar and Billy Joel's Yamaha elec-
Iric grand piano used during his tour of the USSR. The 250-item New York archive also includes plen-
ly of cool Beatles and The Who stuff, and even Natalie Wood's wool tunic and panties worn in the film,
“The Great Race.” But don't get excited. They used a body double.

The recent 10th Anniversary festivities included a month-long series of special events and benefits ded-
icated to food, fun and Rock N’ Roll. Kicking things off in late September was a star-studded premiere
of the world’s most famous frog's latest album, Kermit Unpigged: in mid-October, Bianca Jagger
hosted a benefit for the Rainforest Alliance with a record release parly and performance by Joe Walsh;
in late October, WNEW broadcast live from the Hard Rock with interviews and live performances fea-
turing a heady line-up of rock artists including the Smithereens, Melissa Etheridge, Lou Reed and Bon

Jovi. To top itall off, the Queen of Soul, Aretha Franklin, performed a knock-out show at Carnegie Hall The
on November 3rd, followed by a gala reception at the Cafe with special guest Belte Midler.

True to its motto, “Love All, Serve All," the Hard Rock has donated their services to many prominent enter-
lainment industry charities, including New York causes such as The Child Abuse Prevention Program,
The Boys’ Choir of Harlem; and national charities, including People for the Ethical Treatment of
Animals (PETA), ECO (Earth Communications Office), The Kristen Ann Carr Fund, The TJ Martell Foundation,
Nordoff-Robbins and LIFEbeal.

Hard Rock Cafe International has taken an active role in the highly successful Signature Series Program,
which enlists superstars to design T-shirts with the proceeds to benefit a charity of their choice. The ongo-
ing project has featured designs by Elton John, Don Henley, John Lennon, Peter Max, Jerry Garcia, and
John Mellencamp, and has raised in excess of $2 million thus far.

So much for the liner card/PR portion of our program. Now a surprisingly candid conversation with the
Hard Rock's CEQ Art Levitt, who segged over from — get this title — VP and GM of Pleasure Island,
Disney World's nighttime entertainment theme park. During his tenure there, Art was credited with re-
engineering the park, strengthening its relationships with the enlertainment industry and bringing it to
profitability.

They had just relocated and had gotten high
praise from "Southland Blues” magazine. Not being able to pass up a good
record store (especially if it specializes in blues and jazz), | went in and
found more viny! than CDs (rare these days) and Bob "Hurricane” Hanan
behind the counter. | got talking with him and found out he also runs the
Little Village record label. On my way out, he slipped me a copy of Little
Village Records latest release Long Distance Call from The Top Jimmy
Lineup. Top Jimmy Lineup has been a fixture on the Hollywood blugs
scene for ages: 250 pounds of raw emotion in overalls; ripping it up with
Memphis and Chicago-style blues. Long Distance Call is the follow-up to
the now-legendary 1968 release Pigus Drunkus Maximus afbum with former
cohorts The Rhythm Pigs. Produced by X bassist John Doe, Long
Distance Call was recorded totally live—no overdubs— and sounds just
like you'd hear it in performance. Invest the time. Make the call (it's an 800
number even) to Bob Hanan at Little Village Records and find out for your-
self Even Van Halen knows: in 1984, they wrote “Top Jimmy cooks, Top

THE HARD REPORT

If you haven't had a chance to be exposed to
the sonic fury of Manster Voodoo
Machine, ihen now is your chance with the
latest EP featuring "Defense Mechanism’”, off
of the album Suffersystem, along with some
remixed versions of additional tracks. But
quite honestly, we wouldn't understand why
it would take anyone this long to realize
that the molten, fiery brew that they create is one of the most refreshing things to hit
metal radio in a long time. With a steady climb up the Hard Hitters chart - up to #15
this week - obviously most of you have tapped into the energy of the release already,
inclucing stations like CFOX, KIBZ, WRFL. WZBC, WARC, WDCR WHJY, WKNC, WLFR,
WZMB, KDJK, KISS, KNDI. WDBM, WHMH, WRLC, WSOU, WVVWV. WWSP, KATP.,
KLOL. WCWP, WGLS, and WSGR. Harling from Canada the members of Monster
Voodoo Machine (Adam Sewell - vocals, Terry Landry - bass; Jason Cuddy
- guitar; Darren Quinn - guitar; Dean Bentley - drums, Stacey Hoskins - sam-
pler) took to the old fashioned way of getting their name out, which was non-stop tour-
ing of every nook and cranny in the Great White North. All of that work to develop the
underground market not only put them in front of new faces and solidified their per-
formance, but they also altracted the attention of Prong and former Killing Joke
member Paul Raven, who produced their State Voodoo/State Control EP, an offering
that pulled in a considerable amount of airplay in the beginning of the year and intro-
duced the band to a whole new audience with their unigue blend of crunching
grooves and industrial flavorings. Sure there are plenty of heavy industrial acts such
as Ministry, Nine Inch Nails, and more recently Drown, but the significant difference
in Monster Voodoo Machine is that they don't let the machine take over the music.
The latest choices from Suffersystem is the track “Defense Mechanism”, a cyber expe-
dition as cool and unforgiving as the frozen tundra in the northern reaches of their native
Canada. Also included are two remixes of “Inside These Walls" - one which focus-
es on the luxuriant, pummelling riffs, and the other more on the sampling - and a per-
cussive mix of “Copper Theft”. The band is starting to make some inroads into the
U.S. market, and are currently doing some live dates with Pigface, and will be play-
ing some shows on their own before the end of year. In addition to this EP, after the
first of the year, melal radio will be receiving some remixes done by Biohazard and
KMFDM, so you will have plenty of options to keep this release fresh on your aiwaves.
So in this holiday season continue to break down some of musical boundaries and
build up your “Defense Mechanisms"!

The Velvet Underground met
al Warhol's Factory and Warhol was listed as co-producer of their first album.

“We were
supposed to do MTV Unplugged. but we had arguments over who was going to
produce it. Lou wanted to produce, but | didn't want anyone in the band who was
that close to it to do it " Tucker says.
