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Jacor’s Randy Michaels. He’s the
crosstown rival’s worst nightmare. Not
only is this consummate radio profes-
sional smart as a whip, he’s also a tail-
twister of the highest order. WFBQ’s
Marty Bender, who worked with Randy
in Cincy, comments, “The guy Is amaz-
ing. He knows the frequency of every
-radio station in the country, and where
most of the transmitters are located”...
His wife Lori, who is also Frank Wood’s
long time assistant, tells of Randy stop-
ping to take pictures of antenna towers
on their honeymoon last year. Frank him-
self describes Randy as ‘‘the only guy |
know who can drive a rented Lincoln 75
miles an hour while hanging bare ass out
the driver’s window, tune in a station 650
miles away to check its skywave, all the
while carrying on two conversations at
the same time, one decrying the down-
side of the welfare state, the other giv-
ing a perfectly lucid explanation of
phrennel zone clearance problems”... As
President and co-COO of Jacor, Randy
presides over the country s ninth largest
radio group, with 500+ employees and
a station list that includes WEBN-FM,
WLW-AM, WLWA-AM/Cincinnati, WPCH-
FM, WGST-AM/Atlanta, KRFX-FM/KBPI-

M, KOA-AM/Denver, WQIK-
FM/AM/Jacksonville, WFLZ-FM,
WFLA-AM/Tampa, and WMYU-

FM/Knoxville, as well as half a dozen
LMAs and [SAs.

THE HARD REPORT

After noticing the dayglo accents in the
Jacor yearly report and reading your intro-
duction, my initial response is to ask if you
guys see yourselves as the Ben & Jerry of cor-
porate radio.

Randy: | don't know about Ben & Jerry, | hardly ever
think about the rain forest. One of my favorite things
is driving too fast, burning precious fossil fuels with
no remorse or guilt. We're not quite as concerned about
the environment as they are. But, in the conlext
that you mean, we understand that radio is a little unre-
al, that it is the entertainment business. Its not an insur-
ance company. Even though we're publicly traded,
we wanted a report that said, Hey, we're different. We're
fun. We're a little irreverent. We lake our business
seriously, but part of our business is having fun.’

You came from the engineering side of things
to programming and finally to the
President/C00 post of one of the largest
publicly-traded radio companies. What was
that a function of?

Randy: | probably wasn't that good an engineer.

Gosh, and now even guys from the program-
ming side are running major radio stations.
Whoda thunk that fifteen years ago?

Randy: The priorities have changed in an increas-
ingly complex environment. When it was just AM, the
stations your parents listened to — a couple of Top
40s and one or two specially stations — the sales guys
could make a couple of calls in the morning, meet for
martinis at 11:00 after they had picked up each oth-
ers orders and swapped them around, and screw off
for the rest of the afternoon. They were geniuses. It
wasn'ta tough world. When AOR came around, it was
one station and it was mysterious. Nobody quite under-
stood how it worked. The air of mystery was part of
the appeal. The programming guys created that,
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by Bill Hard

But you didn't want to put those guys who dressed
like they did and did things you didn't understand in
charge of the radio station. Today, | don't care what
format it is, it's marketing. We are marketing man-
agers. Revenue will follow a winning product.
Developing a marketable product is becoming a
much more valuable skill. Al a PD has to do is learn
how to count. Admittedly, when a lot of us were PDs
in the 70s, we didn't care about learning how to count,
The PD has to learn the business side of things a lit-
te bit and he/she is in a much better position than
asales guy.

With duopolies, the number of prime PD
slots Is down, and the overall salary has
shrunk accordingly. Do you think that will
change?

Randy: | think it will. We're so new in duopoly that
we don't know what we're doing. We will all know more
as we continue to slide down that slippery slope of
experience. Everyone is slarting to understand that
if you're the person expanding horizontally in the mar-
ket, that's good. If you're on the other end of it, it's
bad. In terms of oplimizing It, we're just learning how.
One of the unfortunate things is that when the con-
cept of duapoly was first proposed, the thing that popped
into a lot of managers’ and group owners’ heads
was, ‘Great, we can save a lot of money. We'l con-
solidate and cut a lot of costs.” When you look back
to our experience running AM/FM — which is kind
ofa duopoly — we made the most money when we
had an FM manager and an AM manager, an AM PD
and an FM PD, an AM sales department and an FM
sales department. We let them compete for ratings
on the street. Somehow that was the way to make the
most money. The industry is coming back around
to realizing that is the way to make the most money
if you have two FMs, or an AM and an FM, or mul-
tiple stations. If each of those stations has a decent
enough signal and a good format, you make the
most money by staffing up and letting them compete.
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| think that trend will continue. We're all slow learners,
but eventually we figure out where the money is. | think
that's where it is.

In Cincinnati, you’ve got an LMA and three JSAs.
Is that a particularly strong profit center for Jacor
at this point?

Randy: Itis. | would be wrong if | didn't tell you we're
Still learning how that works. We've tried a number oi exper-
iments, some of which were clever and creative and
complete failures, and others that worked well.

Sources tell me that Jacor recently tried lo buy
Shamrock for around $450 million. Can you
talk about the deal-breaker there?

Randy: |can't discuss it. You may be assured that of
the top groups out there, we have tried to figure ovt a way
{o buy most of them. We have access to virtually unfim-
ited capital, if we find an intelligent way to deploy it We've
not tried to buy Infinity — | don't think we could d2 a bet-
ler job than Mel does. We have not tried to buy Cap Cities.
If you fook at the rest of the big guys, we've at least had
lalks. Some of them have gotten closer than others.
The reason | can't comment is that we are continuing to
Iry to find the creative strategy that gives us a win-win and
lands us one of the big bays. | don't know if we'rz going
{o do it, but because we're continuing to try if, | can't talk
about it.

Is acquisition a key to the kind of year you're look-
ing for?

Randy: We've had a couple of great years back o back,
and we seem to be starting on another year that will be
quite good. Look at our balance sheet. We have no debt.
We have a blind acquisition pool of $100 million. We have
$30 miflion cash in the bank, and with no debt, that's just
growing. We financed all of the small expansion out of
the checking account. This is not a very efficiert return
onequity. You need a little leverage on the balance sheet.
It is clear that our balance sheet has been scrubbed
clean and positioned for growth. The difficulty in a
duopoly-crazed universe is finding something that pro-
duces the right return. Business has been gaod for
mos! broadcasters for the last couple of years. Vie've all
done well, we all think we're geniuses, we all want to grow.
We probably need a tough year to shake it out a little bit,
lo find out who was right.

And also to get prices back to a more realistic
level.

Randy: | don't know when they'll come back to a real-
islic level. There’s a lot of talk about relaxation or elim-
ination of ownership rules. While | don't expect that to
happen, | do think there's an excellent chance the /'l refax
cross-ownership rules, maybe expand the national caps.

Al of that will put more hot money in broadcasting. It may
drive prices up without driving up any real value.

Given Jacor’s liguidity, does losing Braves base-
ball — and the six mil or so a year that brings in
— matter in the grand scheme of things?

Randy: Sure it matters. There's no question that major
league baseball drives cume through a station. For a
news/lalk stetion, that's extremely valuable. Not only that,
we gol the Braves right before they got hot. We had a favor-
able rights fee. Typically in sports, it's a loss-leader and
you're lucky if you break even. We actually made mon-
ey on the Braves three ways, and now have to counter the
loss of the cume, the loss of the cash flow and the fact that
the Braves will be on a competitor— that's a hit. On the
other hand, because of the rights fee that was paid, we don't
think there’s any way for Cox to avoid losing a couple mil-
lion bucks. That's a very dear price to pay.

Do you profit the longer the baseball strike
goes on? Not to make you sound un-American,
of course.

Randy: We still have the Rockies and the Cincinnati Reds,
S0 the baseball strike is most assuredly not good for us.

With Atlanta your biggest market, is it a mandate
to get into larger markets?

Randy: It's not a mandate. It's desirable. Market size
and the amount of work don't necessarily correlate. You
can afford bigger people in bigger markets. Even though
bigger markets may be more of a challenge and the
competition may be tougher, you can afford to play at that
level. It's the Willy Sutton theory. He robbed banks because
that's where the money was. Big markets are where the
money is. V/e'e doing 20% of the revenue in Jacksonville.
But there are radio stations in Los Angeles that do more
than the whole Jacksonville market.

How would you rate the level of competitiveness
between radio groups as opposed to individual
stations? And can you think of a couple of
groups that you feel Jacor is on the same tier with?

Randy: We don't focus on that. Through the Radio
Operators’ Caucus and the NAB, radio group heads have
been talking to each other and building dialogue, rela-
tionships and consensus on some of the exogenous
things that affect our industry. For example, digital and
direct broadcast satellite and PCS. The changing tech-
nology and changing regulatory environment have pulled
the group heads together a little more. Even though we
may file against each other in the fight, and say horrible
things on tne air, most of the group heads can still talk.
I hear a lot of guys saying, ‘Oh, | want to be like Mel.’ At
Jacor, we don't spend a lot of time on that We admire
many groups and would like to emulate some of the
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successful things people have done. We would like to avoid
the mistakes we've seen others make, but to say Jacor is
like ‘blank’ group, | don't know who that would be.

Do you feel that your relatively informal corpo-
rate structure affects your bottom line? Is
there a payoff in that — beyond saving on dry
cleaning?

Randy: Absolutely. Because we have a less rigid struc-
ture, we've been able to attract and keep high caliber peo-
ple who | guarantee would be working in New York or LA.
or Chicago if they didn't like where they are. That's a tan-
gible payoff. We have the best PDs in the country and
they e not working in New York. They're working in Denver
and Cincinnali and market size 25. These guys could get
a fjob anywhere. They stay here because it is a less
rigid environment. They don't want to work where they
have to run through a whole floor of lawyers to put a lin-
er on the air.

What would you consider the most heavily-
structured, formal company?

Randy: | don’t know. Most radio companies are trying
lo reduce the rigidity. The rigidity that typified some of
the big network companies a few years ago is lessening.
Its still true that at Cap Cities/ABC, there are a lot of lawyers.
A friend of mine, Jim Fox, took a programming job in
Houston with ABC in the mid-70s, when the Bee Gees were
hot. He ran a concert replay, and because they didn't clear
it, they sent lawyers in to run a payola investigation.
All because he played two songs by the same artist in the
same hour. This is a company that in 1976 wants to see
if you're taking money to play the Bee Gees.

Does the diversity of Jacor’s formats help or hurt
your bottom line?

Randy: It helps. Instead of saying we're the ‘soff rock
company’ or the 'soft AC,” or the ‘Ten-in-a-row light
rock with less talent and less talk, or whatever, we want
to do whatever works for that market.

Are there things about your own privately-held
Randy Michaels company that appeal to you
at this juncture as it once did with Republic?

Randy: | have Critical Mass Media, which makes
annoying phone calls and hands out junk mail. It does
research and marketing.

Do programmers resist having Mr. Jacor lodging
in their frontal lobe?

Randy: Absolutely. That's a limitation, but it's also a
strength for a lot of people. When they take a look at our
ratings, they want a piece of that, too. Most of the big
research companies have an affiliation. Mel Karmazin is

Cities. It's tough lo find a completely independent
research company. | say look at the group they'rs affil-
lated with and see who has the besi ratings, and yourll hire
us.

You're ohviously a bright guy and very experi-
enced. You're also a tough competitor many peo-
ple are intimidated by. Certainly the war paint
and personal profile have heen effective, but is
there a price you’ve had to pay for that?

Randy: There’s aprice. | want my competitors to think
I'm crazy and rabid. | want them to think that when they
go out of town I'm going through their trash. Ana if they
put fifty cents in the pop machine and don't get any pop,
| had something to do with it. | want them to think that
| don'twant anyone to mess with me. | want a guy to come
to town and look at all the stations to decide who fo pick
on. Iwant him to say, I'm not going to pick on the Jacor
station because they're crazy.” Do you pay a price for that?
Occasionally. Somebody who has been across the street
has to be convinced things are different once you're on
our side. It was one thing to run around and do that as
a national program guy, but things have changed slight-
ly as I've moved into a group head role. The FCC reads
the trades. When I'm the programming guy, though, to
the competing manager | want to creale the persona of the
quy driving the rented Lincoln town car with my Lutt out
the window. He'll think, 'Im going to stay away from him!”

Is there any trickle down as far as trading of the
stock?

Randy: When you look at our multiples, | don't think so.
People understand that we're damn Serious about finan-
cial results and license protection is a major issue. We
are tough competitors and we like to do the unexpected.

Broadcasting is extremely simple. You put a product on
the air that's inferesting enough that you can charge
more for the ads than it costs you to put on the product
Unlike a lot of broadcasters, we believe that's if it's inter-
esting, compelling and emotive for the listener, you
buitd loyalty. The probiem with a lot of radiio stations today
is that they are commodities. It's ‘Twelve in a row with
less talk' and a marketing batile. Whoever has got the loud-
est TV spotwins. We like to build product allributes that
build loyalty. That's really not very hard. Any great prod-
uct is built around a desirable, difficult-to-duplicate
altribute. If | can distract my competitor, it's a little like
the magician waving his right arm while he’s doing the
trick with his left. | don't think that the down-side is as
great as the up-side of creating a little confusion for the
competition.

IEW
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Denver is a texthook example of how you can shake
a market up. Do you think that KAZY’s fake
move to country before going straight at KBPI
achieved the desired result?

Randy: It was fun. Alotofthe stuff we do has its biggest
tangible benefit in creating a magic moment. You've been
on radio staffs when things come together. Everything
is adrenaline and electricity. Itall just feels so good you
cantlose. That's not sustainable over the long haul. That
kind of a high has to be staged. But knowing when it's
valuable and how to create it is important. Creation of
an event involves theatrics and drama. Capluring the atten-
tion of your competitor, the attention and energy of the
slaff and creating one of those wonderful time periods is
the way to launch a radio station. Sometimes we've
tried it, and it doesn’t work. Sometimes you try it and it
fires up the competitor. For the most part, we've been lucky

we've been able to create the right kind of energy
level. Doing thealrical things is part of it. I've been
criticized for being too competitor-focused or
doing things that only the staff gets, but

there are benefits of getting everybody

focused and fired-up and into it

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1 think it’s fascinating that the ‘Power Pig’
phrase started out as an in-house code phrase
for the station, later to be such an obvious ral-
lying cry for the station — and it’s listeners —
in Tampa.

Randy: Mike Albl, who works at Critical Mass, put it in
the computer as Power Pig, and he meant it as a joke. iarc
Chase just line-extended that thing. When we announced
the format, he gave pink pig T-shirts to everyone on the
staff, opened up two cases of pink spray paint, and sent
everyone out into the parking lot. They spray-painted all
of the cars pink, including the general manager's, and wiole
‘Power Pig' all over them. It was a concept that he
brought to Iife.

What are your feelings about Greg Mull and
wxrs?

Randy: Greg is great and so is the station. In terms of
the Pig, we were a CHR station playing basically dance
music with a 50-50 male-fermale ratio. The men hated the
music, but they loved the attitude. When Greg broaght
that attitude to 'XTB, and played music more resonant to
that group, that was a matter of serious attrition to the Pig.

Was WYNF a well-run station in their hey-day?

Randy: | consider their hey-cay the early 80s, when Bobby
Lawrence was down there, and George Harris was the PD.
Back then it was an extremely well run radio station.
I'm not sure what CBS did to it. The Ron and Ron morn-
ing show was terrific. From time to time, the Station sound-
ed great. Was it well run? No.

Stations like WFBQ and WDVE have done a great
job of maintaining almest total market dominance.
Do you feel WEBN has kept pace in that sense,
with as much, if not more heritage than those sta-
tions put on the table?

Randy: WEBN went through a tough position of being
middled between The Fox and Z-Rock. We dispatched
Z-Rock with our heavy metal Power Pig. They are out of
the format. Now, with our duopoly with WPPT, we're on
the other side of The Fox. WEBN is a little more focused
ona mainstream AOR position. WEBN, in trying to be very
broad, got in the middle in a way that WFBQ and WDVE
have not been. If you look at the recent trend, WEBN is
on aroll back up and The Point has neutralized The Fox
to a great extent. Now we have two stations to play
with. Whether or not we can be WFBQ, | don't know.

You and ‘FBQ owner Frank Wood are good bud-
dies and former co-workers. Why don’t you
make him a nice offer for Secret?

Randy: We've talked. We haven't taken the talks very far.
Frank is a brilliant operator. He's the best in this busi-
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ness at many things. He doesn't need me. 1, on the oth-
er hand, could do a little better with Frank.

The KAZY/KBPI head-to-head was as intense
as radio wars get. What made you think you could
put KBPI out of the format? Did you know some-
thing strategically about Great American?

Randy: Fundamentally there were too many similarly-
formatted rock stations in Denver. With the opportuni-
ty to have two of them, | was certain we could kill ‘BPI.
Understanding Bill Betts and the company was helpful.
Some of the stories haven't been told.

Why didn’t you grab Betts for the ‘new’ ‘BPI?

Randy: He couldn't get over it. He thinks what | did to
him was unfair. It wasn't unfair. It was just bidnis.” Il
tell you what happened. Bill faxed me a drawing of a dog

Actually, it was a fox getting boned by a wolf.

Randy: Yes, and he wrote KAZY's ratings on the fox and
the ‘BPI number on the wolf. It said, 'If's a long way to the
top when you want to rock ' roll.” He also sent one to Sam
Zell with a note that said, ‘Why would you trust Randy
Michaels with your radio station or your money?' Sam
called me and said ‘What is this?' though he wasn't
upset about it Great American’s Carl Linder is very
religious, so | typed up a letter to him saying, ‘Fun is fun
and war is war, so let's define the rules. Say whatever you
want, but this was sent to our principal owner in Chicago,
and his secretary was shocked when she cleared it off the
fax machine. If you think this is okay, let’s discuss it." |
made copies for each of Great American’s board direc-
tors, with a polite letter saying, 'This got sent to our direc-
fors. | don't think it's appropriate. What do you think?'
| understand that there was considerable fall-out from that
and a conference call. | heard from some PDs that
Linder went kind of crazy. Sam Zell had someone go out
and buy one of those giant body condoms. He sent it to
Betts with a note that said, 'Wear this next time you fuck
with us.” Betts thought that was over the line. He wants
fo play these mind games. | don’t mind that. | sent him
a note that said, ‘Bill, you like to play mind games.
You're in kindergarten. I'm teaching grad school.’
Psychologically, for me, when I did that, | think Bill lost
some of his edge, his confidence. Through a series of
things, we were able to get him to react emotionally
and not logically.

What could he do in that scenario, though?
Caught between KRFX’s dominance 25-54, and
KAZY’s willingness to run next to no spot load
and rock their socks off, that was strictly a no
win situation for him.

Randy: Ultimately it was no win. We were able to
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speed it up. It happened a little quicker than it might have.
[ would love to work with Bill Betts. He was very bitter.
That's too bad. Ithink highly of him. | didn't mean any
of it personally, and would have loved to have had him
as part of the package.

When you bought the intellectual property from
KBP! from Frank, what do you think the most valy-
able thing was?

Randy: KAZY had been so many things that those her-
itage calls were pretty much cooked. But ‘BPI had a good
image, a great airstaff and heritage.

Who would you least like to dog you the way you
guys wore down ‘BPI?

Randy: Anybody. I'm trying to stay out ahead of them.
There are broadcasters that scare me more than others.
Cox is pretty competent. They give us trouble. Regarding
Denver, if it had been the other way around, if Bill Betts
and Great American had gotten KAZY and laken it clas-
sic, we would have been in just as much trouble. We had
fodoit

Were you surprised to see KBCO get stung so
quickly by The Peak? Or did you think with
Skibitsky and that crew that they were des-
tined for big numbers guickly?

Randy: We were tracking it weekly. When the book came
out, we knew it was going to happen. That was a huge
hit You've got to be surprised any time something in a
market the size of Denver works that quickly.

Do you think the Peak can sustain?

Randy: Our research shows them sustaining. They've
leveled off, but at a huge share. | think ‘BCO is in com-
plete disarray. John Lynch has his sister up there run-
ning the thing. They've lost most of the air staff. They
don't understand what's going on. It's been public in the
building, when 91X put Howard Stern on, they consfd-
ered putting Stern on BCO. If you can imagine a lifestyle
fit that would be less resonant, | cant. They jerk the music
around constantly. One week they were soft alternative.
The next week it's practically classic rock. Then they start-
ed to throw in Motown records. | understand that to a cer-
tain degree, BCO can get away with anything. But in jerk-
ing the format around when the Peak came on, KBCO gave
the Peak one of the biggest helps they had. Driving all
over the road without clear-headed focus, KBCO did a Series
of boneheaded things. For instance, announcing that they
were going to move it out of Boulder, which has been part
of the cache about that station. There was such a how!
about it that they didn. We're such heipful people,
though, that we took out some ads welcoming ‘BCO to
Denver, and rubbed it in.

e e e T e e e e e —
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You don’t have any Triple A stations. Are you com-
fortable with that format?

Randy: Triple A is a natural reaction to what we've
been doing with research. We find out what listeners want,
and we put it on. The edges fry and we take them off. We
keep narrowing the focus. There’s a huge demand.
Every time there is a focus group, people want to hear degp-
er cuts and wider variety. For years what we've said is,
‘Yeah, yeah, they want another song they like as much as
"Stairway to Heaven,” it just isntout there." Triple A and
BCO are a reaction to people who want more sophisti-
cation and variety and more adventurous music menus.
| have no trouble listening to ‘BCO. | can listen to almost
any format and know most of the tunes. If you asked me
to program country or classic rock or soft AC, | could do
it I would not know how to program BCO. | dont
know half of those songs. It is mysterious to me.

Do you know the Peak’s songs?

Randy: | know more of them. The Peak is playing 400
records. ‘BCO's playing 8,000. Under certain circum-
stances I would do Triple A. I've spent 20 years being a
‘playing the hits’ guy. Part of what makes BCO work is
playing unknowns. We did an interesting experiment in
Denver one year. We did a series of ten artist clusters and
asked the appeal and tried to cross-tab between clusters
and listening groups. Mike Albl at Critical Mass made
up three group names and we put them on the Iist. With
the KBCO group, it was corporate rock — Foreigner,
Journey, Survivor — that came out last. Near the top was
the collection of made-up names. That indlicates how adven-
turous they are, indicating interest in groups that don't even
exist. That's intriguing to me.

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How does the business you're doing now at the
new ‘BPI compare with what Great American was
doing?

Randy: It's much higher. We don't sell Fox and BPI as
acombo. Thereisn'ta KAZY anymore. Before, when the
Buaweiser guy came in, he said, 'If you don't do this pro-
motion, I'm going to give itto KAZY." Now, if you want
to buy mainstream rock in Denver, it's The Fox and ‘BPI.
We're not subject to the blackmail that we used to get. We
can control the fact that it's not going to go to The Fox.
We can get our rate and do things in a more businesslike
way.

Have you considered corporately investing in entey-
prises outside of radio? And are you surprised
with what Mel has done with Westwood One?

Randy: Yes, we've considered investing. And no, I'm
not surprised. Mel is extremely bright. He understands
that when he can't find a logical place to put money in radio
stations, controlling more inventory and soffware is bril-
liant. If you think about the way the world might look in
eight or ten years, when digital comes around, that's
going to be another form of competition. |don't know if
cable radio will get off the ground. Direct broadcast satel-
lites are around. PCS is coming. People with attribut-
es that are difficult to duplicate are going to be driving.
If you want to hear Howard Stern, you don't care if he comes
on FM or digital or whatever. You want to hear Howard
Stern. Mel is brilliantly locking up software. As the hard-
ware becomes less specific, it's the software that will make
the difference. Anybody can be the twelve-in-a-row hit-
kicker.
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You don’t seem to have made any noticeable
moves in personalities from a talent stand-
point, have you?

Randy: For our market sizes, we're controlling some awe-
some talent. Louis and Floorwax at The Fox, Dean and
Rog at ‘BPI, Gary Burbank is about to be Syndicated out
of Cincinnati. He won the Billboard ‘Personality of the Year'
three years in a row. He's not in New York, he's not in
Chicago. He's in Cincinnati, Ohio. For our market
sizes, we've got big names. We do build around personalities
and around attributes that are difficult to duplicate like ‘Play-
by-play’ sports. That's exactly what Mel is doing, only
in bigger markets. That's what Jacor needs to do before
itcan play the game Mel is playing. We don't have sta-
tions in New York and Chicagoand L.A. That's where you
need to be to lock up the big names.

What do you think the future holds for the sta-
tions so dependent on labels for their promotion
budgets?

Randy: |t doesn’t disturb me because once research hit,
we went through a period when everyone was tightening
up. It was tough to get a read on new products, No one
was taking a chance. Running Stations in larger markets,
I'm appreciative of the fact that smaller stations are
exposing new product and giving us read and feel on it.
So, we don't have to take those risks.

How it goes on isn’t an issue then?

Randy: Any time someone is influenced to make a
decision, not focused on the audience but on the promotion
budget, there is the danger that it is a sub-oplimal deci-
sion. At least the product is getting exposed and the larg-
er stations are getting the feel. If I owned one of the small-
er stations, | would not be thrilled about that.

What is the most important function a PD per-
forms?

Randy: Paying attention. It's an aftention business. You're
managing people. You're managing talent, and by def-
inition they are all psychotic. Theyare. They sitin a lit-
tle room. They lalk to people they can't see. That's
psychotic. They doa great break, they know no one heard
it They do an awful one, they know everyone heard it There
are all kinds of PD styles. Tom Owens is linear and sci-
entific. Marc Chase is running around in Jams in the snow
and hollering like a redneck. You hire talent. They are
freshand new. The way you keep them up and fresh and
bright is to have somebody who is passionate and
focused. Frankand | used to argue and he'd always say,
"You get too emotional. You have to Separate emotion and
commerce.’ | don't want to separate emotion and com-
merce. If | weren't emotional about this, I'd get a real job.
| don't think you should manage anything you're not
passionate about. A PD has to be passionate and
focused on one or two fundamental things. That's the job.

O of the great things about the “Texas” blues sound is that it incorporates so many
4. different elements. Nowhere is that more evident than in the latest release from Doug
Sahm on Antone’s Records, called “The Last Real Texas Blues Band." “My early memories
of the blues date back to the early 50's," says Sahm. “San Antonio was abuzz with western
swing, blues and you name it...I owe so much tg my dear ol Dad. He—like me—Ioved it
all." Sahm's music was influenced by everyone from T-Bone Walker to Hank Williams,
Sr. Hank Ballard to James Brown; and on tiis latest release, he pays tribute to them all.
For this effort, primarily recorded live at Antond's in Austin, Sahm gathered a stellar array
of musicians; including old San Antonio buddies George Rains and Rocky Morales and
Austin stalwarts Derek 0’Brien (guitar) and Thomas “Sauce” Gonzales (organ). The
malerial is as varied as Sahm's influences. He tios his hat at 50s R&B with a Texas feel; (“My
Dearest Darling") does a great version of Louis|Armstrong’s ‘Bad Boy" (with that infec-
tious “stutter” hook vocal); a nod to New Orleans|(“/m A Fool To Care” and Fats Domino’s
“My Girl Josephine" and great Texas-blues covers of Lowell Fulson and T-Bone Walker.
There's even a cover of Bill Doggett’s “Honky Tonk” thrown in for good measure. The Last
Real Blues Band? Good God, | hope not!

c z “Gatemouth” Brown’s latest release (and

first ever) on Verve, The Man, proves that age is
no barrier to producing one hell of a piece of work. Listeners will find
a compilation of all the styles of music which have influenced this vet-
eran Texas musician, from blues to country and even zydeco, under the
capable playing of “Gate." The release kicks off with a rollicking cov- |
er of Bill Doggett’s “Honkey Tonk.” You'll find three new C.G.B. com-
positions, all stuck right in the blues, including “You Can Disagree,”
“There You Are,” and "Some Day My Luck Will Change.” One stand-
out is Gate's Dick-Dale-style arrangement of “Unchained Melody"...you
can almost hear the rustle of pastel satin prom dresses as he plays the
Alex North ¢lassic. The Man finds Gate in perpetually great form, from
his sifky smooth string-bending on guitar and viola to his exuberant
leathery vocals. Help from a super tight eight-piece horn section and
a special guest appearance by zydeco accordian master Jo-EI Sonnier
adds the cherries to this great musical sundae. Blues radio shows will
want to highlight Gate’s "You Can Disagree” or the Louis Jordan cov-
er, “Early In The Morning." Overall, this is a wonderful effort by the spry
man from Texas. It's most definitely his very best effort yet, and pro-
vides a wonderful introduction to newcomers who may be unfamiliar
with Gatemouth Brown's special brand of blues and music. This is a
release that deserves serious airplay.

The last remain-
fng member of Muddy Waters’ orginal band, guitarist Rogers is credited
with co-creating and defining the postwar Chicago blues sound. He
started his recording career in 1958, cutting sides for Ora Nelle Records.
Proceeding to Chase Records in 1994, Rogers cut amyriad of what are now
considered blues classics: "That's Alright,” “Sloppy Drunk," and "Walkin'
By Myself," as well as “Rock This House" and "Chicago Bound” both of
which were re-recorded on this latest CD. Feelin Good originally was record-
ed in 1983 and 1984 and features then up-and-coming harp player Rod
Piazza and his band The Mighty Flyers. A student of George “Harmanica”
Smith, Piazza has since gone on to become instrumental in developing
a West Coast “swing” style of blues. Backing up Rogers on these tracks, |
however, The Mightly Flyers get down to the nitty-gritty of the Chicago sound,
due in large part to the Otis Spann-esque piano-playing of Rod's wife Hongy.
Hopefully, as | did, you'll discover just how good Jimmy Rogers is from
this disc. If you're not familiar with Rod Piazza, this disc will open your eyes
to The Mighty Flyers as well.

Thanks to the early support of twelve
stations - including adds at KIOZ, WHMH, and WKLL - the
latest single has already found itself up at #39* on the COR
chart this week. One of the early supporters includes
KIBZ's Dave Douglas, who tells us “We just added ‘A Vout
Le Monde’ because it sounds good on the air. They Fave
started to develop into somewhat of a core artist for us in
the past year.” Darren Johnson at KEZE had plenty of fore-
sight in saying “We have been playing it for a month and
ahalf now. and it was our choice from the album before we
knew it would be a single!" With the band currently cn a
headlining tour, and radio airplay building up, we expect
that those platinum discs that Megadeth just received will
be obsolete soon because they will be needing some dau-
ble platinums to replace them!

agritty, soulful, and powerful vocal delivery. As you can see - and hear with one lis-
ten - the collection features a collaboration of strong, accomplished musicians. It
comes as no surprise that they were able to create such a spontaneous energy in the
twelve days that 5 Oclock Somewhere was recorded. While mainstream radio (along
with WDHA and WMMR in the Hard Hitters panel) has been playing "Beggars and Hangers
On", some of you harder rocking slations may want to explore now that you have the
full CD in your hands. The opening cut, "Neither Can I" is a sweltering, hypnotic, groove
dripping with Southern boogie and will pull you into its swaggering rhythm for
keeps. The quickened puise of "Soma City Ward” will please those stations who live
for a faster pace, as will "Dime Store Rock” - an ode lo the Sunset Strip scene. Those
are just a few highlights; this release is stuffed with unpretentious, from the heart rock
n’'roll. Slash’s blues influence has always been apparent with his work in Guns N’
Roses, but it is refreshing to hear the end result of his exploration into this side of his
musical personality. While this release may put new meaning to the term “get into the
Pit" it is in every respect just as much fun!

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The Black Crowes are inviting fans to tape record any of the shows on their
‘Amorica Or Bust" tour which begins in Minneagolis on March 3. The band is ask-
ing concert promoters to print the words *Audio Recording Allowed” on all tickets for
the tour, and radio and print aovertisements will say "The Black Crowes invite their
fans to make audio recordings of any performance.” “The tour of going to be definitely
more boolleg-friendly,” says Chris Robinson. “The sets are really different every night
now." Robinson says the Black Crowes have even started a newsletter called "Taller”
to facilitate fans getting in contact with each other and exchanging tapes of the band’s
shows. "We want to keep things more in a communal sort of place,” he says.

Cher, Chrissie Hynde and Neneh Cherry have teamed up to sing on “Love Will
Build A Bridge,” a charily record coming out later this month that also features Erie
Clapton on guitar. It's hoped that the single will sell throughout the world and raise
money for Comic Relief, an organization that's been involved in charity efforts for some
time. Two-thirds of the money raised will go to projects in Africa, while the rest will
go to needy causes in the United Kingtom.

Pearl Jam's Congressional appearance last year concerning concert ticketing may
not have been for naught. Congressman John Dingell of Michigan is planning o rein-
troduce legislation that would require ticket vendors to disclose the fees they add to
the ticket price. A similar bill died in a Congressional commitieg last year. Representatives
of Pearl Jam recently met with staff members of Senate Republicans, who are gener-
ally considered to oppose such legisiation. The new legisiation being proposed by Dingell
would also require the Federal Trace Commission to study current ticket practices, includ-
ing the exclusive arrangements between promoters, venue operators and vendors that
influence ticket pricing decisions.

The Beatles’ "Live At The BBC” album has now sold 10 million copies worldwide,
including four million in the U.S. Sales in the U.S. have been running as high as 50,000
copies a week, according to a record label executive. "Live At The BBC” has been on
the top five of the album charts in over a dozen countries.

Steve Forbert s releasing a new album at the end of March on a new Nashville-based
record label (Paladin/Giant Records). “Mission Of The Crossroad Palms” is Forbert's
seventh album and is produced by Garry Tallent, the bass player for Bruce
Springsteen’s E Street Band. ‘| gave Steve a six-album deal and | intend to make
six albums with Steve,” says Jim Zumwault, who's launching the independent label.

South African Police have begun to investigate the disappearance of $120,000 donat-
ed by Paul Simon to the Foundation for Peace & Justice, a charity run by anti-apartheid
activist Allan Boesak. A police spokesman says Simon will be interviewed as part of
the investigation. "Paul Simon donated the proceeds of his Graceland tour to the Children’s
Trust for the benefit of children suffering under apartheid,” says a statement from foun-
dation trustees. "We were among the trustees and ($120,000) was deposited into a First
National Bank account in July 1988 in the name of that trust. A preliminary investi-
gation has indicated that no immediate record of the whereabouts of the money is avail-
able.” Appointment of Boesak to become South Africa’s first black ambassador to the
United Nations has been delayed pending an investigation by Danchurch Aid of
Denmark into allegations of mismanagement of funds by the foundation.

The Recording Industry Association of America says that Fleetwood Mac's “Rumours”

alburm has sold 17 million copies since its 1977 release — making it the second biggest-
selling album of all time. Michael Jackson's "Thriller” remains the biggest seller
with sales of 24 million.

Beatles fans are trying to preserve a blue frame house in Benton, Ilitinois, because
George Harrison stayed there with his sister for 2 1/2 weeks in September 1963, a
month after the release of "She Loves You.” Harrison visited the small town in south-
ern [Hlinois with his brother, Peter, to see their sister, Louise, who had just moved down
from Canada because her husband had taken a job with a nearby coal mine. While there,
Harrison camped in the Shawnee National Forest, bought a $700 Rickenbacker gui-
tar and played Hank Williams and Chuck Berry covers at a couple of shows with
a local group called the Four Vests. "It was just a nice down home vacation,” Louise
Harrison says. "He did a little performing, but quite accidentally. We were invited to
visit with some friend's who were doing a gig down in the little VFW outpost in a lit-
tle town called EI Dorado.” The state of lllinois recently purchased the five-bedroom
home, which Louise Harrison had sold in 1968. She hopes Beatles fans will send a
dollar each to purchase the house and move it. "We're asking people in the area if any-
body has a couple of acres near the highway that they re not using for any specific pur-
pose that they would allow us to put the house on,” she says. "They would keep the
land but allow us to put the house on, so we can make a nice garden and have picnic
benches and so on." Mrs. Harrison says she hasn't spoken to her brother George about
ideas to save the house. "He'd probably be horrified,” she says.

Pearl Jam, King Crimson, Van Halen, REM, Jimmy Page & Robert Plant
and Tom Petty are planning tours in the next few months. It's also reported that Neil
Young will headline this year's Lollapalooza. However, promoters expect tour gross-
es to be smaller than in 1994, when the Rolling Stones, Pink Floyd and the Eagles
went out and performed live. "What's the business going to do (this year),” asks Pollstar
magazine editor Gary Bongiovanni. "Probably lead last year's grosses!” He says the
Eagles may have the biggest-grossing tour this year.

The three-bedroom terraced row house in Liverpool, England, where Paul McCartney
lived with his family from 1955 to 1964 is up for sale. The home, already a tourist atfrac-
tion, is where McCartney and John Lennon rehearsed as the Quarry Men. They col-
laborated on dozens of songs in the house’s front room, and McCartney's initials are
on the wall of his former bedroom. McCartney is said to have found the bathroom’s
acoustics excellent for the guitar. The home is currently owned by Sheila Jones, who
moved in when the McCartney family moved out.

A four-day concert in Kingston, Jamaica, launched a year-long celebration of what would
have been the 50th birthday of Boly Marley. The concert in Negril was staged by the
Bob Marley Foundation and featured Bunny Wailer, Rita Marley, Toots & The
Maytals, Bufu Banton, Vanessa Williams and Ziggy Marley & The Melody
Makers. There was also a concert at the Bob Marley Museum in Kingston, broad-
cast live on radio and television, where Prime Minister P.J. Patterson appeared to pro-
claim ‘Bob Marley Day” on the island. The Jamaican government plans to issue four
postage stamps later this year featuring Marley, who died of cancer in 1981. The cen-
tral bank also plans to issue a commemorative coin. Jamaican radio stations played
nothing but Marley's records on his birthday, as well as featuring call-in programs to
discuss the meaning of Marley’s music.

Darmian Neville, the son of singer Charmaine Neville and granson of Charles Neville
of the Neville Brothers is facing second-degree murder charges in New Orleans for
the stabbing death of his girlfriend last September. Neville initially confessed to the killing,
then recanted his statement. District Attorney Harry Connick, the father of singer and
pianist Harry Connick J., has removed himself from the case because he knows Charmaine
Neville. Criminal Court Judge Ray Bigelow has denied a defense motion to throw out
the confession. Neville's attorney contends the confession may have been coerced.
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Football fans in Melbourne, Australia, are worried about damage a Rolling Stones
concert might cause just before the Australian Football Season opens with a maich between
North Melbourne and Adelaide. The Stones are scheduled fo play at the stadium March
27 and 28, but fans are concerned because a Madomna concert a couple of years ago
softened the playing field. “We had a problem after the Madonna concert because jt
was after a Sheffield Shield game that followed a U2 concert and it was before
Christmas," says stadium official Peter French. "The ground was soft in areas but none
of these problems exist here. You could compare this concert to the McCartney
concert which was at about the same time of year and we had no problems after that."
The stadium has purchased plastic material to put on the playing field to prevent dam-
age from the thousands of fans expected for the Stones’ show.

Elton John has been awarded Sweden's Polar Music Prize, which was founded by
former Abba manager Stikkan Anderson.

The debut albums by Hootie & The Blowfish and Weezer have been certified gold
by the Recording Industry Association of America for sales of 500,000 copies.

The Violent Femmes self-procuced their new album, "New Times,” and singer-qui-
tarist Gordon Gano says “there wasn't anybody around who might've tried to discourage
us from being too strange. In fact, there's one song we put on the record — Jesus of
Rio’ — thinking, No one will like this, absolutely no one!" But we liked it, so we put
iton.” Another track, “Key Of 2" was inspired by a strange dream of Gano. “In my dream,
I was sent to prison, and | had a year to do. But peaple were taking me aside, saying
Actually, its not so bad, because we have a band in here!" | decide to stay in there for-
ever, because | have a sense of this music that is really different, something that com-
pletely grabs me. | hope it's intriguing, and ! think the more you listen to it the more
Yyou get out of it, both lyrically and musically, because it's not the kind of thing you
listen to once and get at the fullest level.”

Trent Rexnor of Nine Inch Nails says he's not the angry guy that his band's music
would suggest. "Probably because | don't bite heads off of pigeons, I'm going to dis-
appoint some people,” Reznor says. “What we do is closer to Alice Cooper than Pearl
Jam,” Reznor says.

Michael Jackson's "HiStory” double album, siated for release on Valentine’s Day,
has been delayed until sometime this spring.

Billboard magazine reports that a triple-CD Beach Boys compilation, tentatively enti-
tled “The ‘Smile" Era," is slated for release (on Capitol Records) in August. It's said
to include parts of Brian Wilsen's composition that were not included on the 1967
‘Smile” album.

Don Henley has been given the “don’t do us any favors” award by Aspen magazine for
his successtul effort to bar night flights into the Aspen, Colorado, airport. The magazine
says the ban costs the town over $1 million a year. Barbra Streisand was givena “best
immoral victory” award for visiting Aspen while entertainers were boycotting the town
because of a proposal to prevent homosexuals from protection against discrimination.

Aerosmith, the Eagles and the Rolling Stones were nominated for the 21st
annual People’s Choice awards, based on a Gallup poll of 25,000 people. None of the
nominees for favorite performer were rock musicians. All three of the male nominees
and one of the female nominees are country singers, while the other two artists nom-
inated for favorite female performer are pop/R&B acts.

THE HARD REPORT
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Van Halen bumped Garth Brooks from the top of the album sales chart with sales
0f 295,000 copies the first week of release of the band's new album. Brooks' “Hits"
album had topped the chart since tﬁe start of the year.

Pete Droge will be opening for Tom Petty on his tour which begins February 20
in Columbia, Missouri.

The Recording Industry Association of America reports that U.S. record companies shipped
900,000 viny! albums during the first half of 1994, compared to 500,000 for the first
six months of 1993. However, most major label releases are not issued on vinyl, and
RIAA chairman Jay Berman predicts records will remain a ‘nostalgic cottage industry.”

Wim Wenders is directing a film this summer called “The Million Dollar Hotel,” based
ona script written by Bome, lead singer of U2. Wender directed the video for U2's "Stay,”
and U2 has done songs for the soundtrack of two of Wenders' films.

Hootie & The Blowfish have donated $10,000 to the Carolina Children’s Home, which
provides homes for up to a hundred homeless or unwanted children every year. A recent
fire caused over $150,000 in damage to the Children’s Home campus in Columbia,
South Carolina. “Let Her Cry” fs the second single from the band’s debut album “Cracked
Rear View."

The Jayhawks are going on a short tour this month in support of their fourth album
“Tomorrow The Green Grass."

Blue Murder guitarist and vocalist John Sykes is working with Kip Winges of Winger
and Dokken bass player and vocalist Jeff Pilson on a new project. Sykes' Blue Murder
was dropped by its record label last year. .

Pearl Jam sent tickels to fan club members in Seattle for a pair of unpublicized con-
certs at the Moore Theater in the band’s hometown.

Breeders guitarist Kelley Deal has pleaded innocent to charges of signing for deliv-
ery of a package containing four grams of heroin. She could be sentenced to 18 months
in prison and $2,500 if convicted.

Veteran producer Mickey Most will come out of an eight-year retirement to produce
an album for British-Jamaican soul singer Tee (for Motown Records). | believe this
is the first time they have signed a non-American black artist ” Most says. “But | have
contacts in the industry and | thought Motown was the best label for Tee because it's
got credibility.” Most has produced artists ranging from Herman’s Hermits and Mud
to Hot Chocolate and Suzi Quatro. Tee's “Totally” album is slated for release in April.

Plans for amuseun honoring the late Jimi Hendrix have evolved into one celebrating
the music of the Pacific Northwest. Microsoft Corporation co-founder Paul Allen is fund-
ing a group that wants to build an over $50 million Experience Music Project at the
site of the 1962 World's Fair near downtown Seattle. Some of Hendrix’ Fender
Stratocaster guifars would be shown at the museum, including the one on which he
played “The Star-Spangled Banner” at Woodstock. The guitars would be among
over 6,000 iterms of Hendrix memorabilia to go on display.

British folk singer June Tabor has released a new album called “Against The
Streams.”
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Jason Ringenberg of Jason & The Scorchers secured his latest record deal (on
Mammoth Records) by driving to the label's headquarters in North Carolina. *I came
back with a record deal,” he says. “If was literally that simple. We pitched it four or five
places and had a little interest, but it seemed like Mammoth, a high percentage of the
people are old Scorcher fans.” “A Blazing Grace” was recorded in late 1993 and ear-
ly 1994 with producer Jozef Nuyens. Jason & The Scorchers’ new label also plans fo
re-issue “Reckless Country Soul,” an album recorded in 1981 just after Ringenberg
left his parents’ pig farm in llinois and arrived in Nashville.

L.A. Guns are releasing their first album in over three years, “Vicious Circle.” After
their first three albums, the band decided to take a break to relax and allow group mem-
bers to pursue outside projects. “We got kind of a six-year itch,” says vocalist Philip
Lewis. “From the early stages of L.A. Guns until the final tour for the last album. We
had been working flat out for six years straight, going straight from the road into the
studio and then straight back on the road again. So if was really good to take some
time to renew our enthusiasm. | guess it seemed like an odd thing to do, but | do think
we benefitted a lot from it." The band had originally intended to record the new
album as quickly as possible, but instead decided to take the time needed to do it right,
Lewis says. “We definitely pulled together in making this record. We were under no
pressure, no time restraints and we were encouraged to be ourselves,” Lewis explains.
“We recorded nearly 40 songs, and it was hard to pick the ones that were gonna go
on the record. If we'd chosen different songs, this could have been a psychedelic record,
a speed-metal record or a turbo-folk record, We're pleased with the outcome and believe
that our fans will be as well.”

Jerry Lee Lewls has recorded a new album (for Sire Records) but no release dafe
has been set.

Attorneys for Willie Nelson say his arrest in Texas in May was based on an illegal
search of his car. Nelson had pulled of an Interstate highway in Hewitt, Texas, to take
a late-night nap when Waco police peered through a window and spotted a joint in the
ashtray. They then searched his car and found less than two ounces of marijuana. A
judge has set a March 1 hearing to determine if the search was legal. Nelson is fac-
ing a misdemeanor posession charge that carries a maximum penalty of six months
in jail and a $2,000 fine.

J-Dee, a member of rap group Da Lench Mob whose real name is Dasean Cooper,
has been senfenced to 29 years to life in prison for the 1993 murder of his girlfriend's
male roommale. The rapper had been convicted by a jury last year in a murder that pros-
ecutors said stemmed from a fight between J-Dee and another man.

Jim Kerr of Simple Minds said recently that the band would break up if the group’s
new album wasn't successful. However, that now seems unlikely, as the band’s new
album has debuted in the top ten of the British album chart.

Marvel Comics plans to develop a series of cartoon characters based on some of the
best known rap singers in the U.S. Soon, you'll be able to follow the fictional adven-
tures of Public Enemy, Onyx and Snoop Doggy Dogg as they do battle with a vari-
ely of villains and bad guys. Chuck D of Public Enemy is characterized as an inter-
nalional spy working undercover in South Africa.
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Madonna and k.d. Ilang will reportedly appear in an anti-meat advertisement for People
For The Ethical Treatment of Animals. PETA was initially upset with Madonna's plans
{o feature bullfighting in her video for “Take A Bow,” but when she conlacted the orga-
nization “she and PETA hit it off,” Esquire magazine quotes a Source as saying.

Eddie Van Halen says he suffers hearing loss because of his years as a rocker. “I've
been told that at 10K, which is 10,000 hertz (cycles per second), | have the hearing
of a 70-year-old,” Van Halen says. “But it isn't too bad because that's the frequency
of someone screaming at you. So, when (wife) Valerie and | fight, | just dont hear it.”

Tracks from Bllly Bragg, Belly, Buffalo Tom, Throwing Muses, Juliana
Hatfield and the Lemonheads appear on the compilation album “This Is Fort
Apache.” The 13-song album is a collection of tracks recorded af the Cambridge,
Massachusetts, studio co-owned by Bragg with Gary Smith.

Rapper 2Pac Shakur has been sentenced to one to four years in jail for sexually assault-
ing a female fan in a New York City hotel suite. Shakur was convicted of the assault
but acquitted of a charge of sodomy during a trial last year. Sentencing Supreme Court
Judge Daniel Fitzpatrick called the November 1993 incident “an act of violence
against a helpless woman.” Shakur's manager, Charles Fuller, was given a four-month
Jail term and five months probation for his role in the attack. Attorneys for both men
asked that they be released pending appeals, but the judge denied the request.
“Delaying justice would be inappropriate,” Filzpatrick said. “/ hope both defendants
get the message.”

Sheryl Crow, k.d. lang, Bonnie Raitt and Bruce Springsteen are {o perform
at the 37th annual Grammy Awards, being given out in Los Angeles on March 1. Tori
Amos and Annie Lennox will be among the awards presenters.

Faith No More is recording a new album called “King For A Day...Fool For A '

Lifetime" with producer Andy Wallace. The album will be the first to feature new gui-
tarist Trey Spruance, who replaced founding member Jim Martin last year.

Former Slayer drummer Dave Lombardo has formed a new band called Grip
Inc. The group is currently recording a debut album in Germany for release in the spring.
The album is being produced by the group's guitarist, Waldemar Sorychta, formerly
of Despair.

Allce Gooper is reportedly close to signing a new record deal (with Hollywood Records).
Hootie & The Blowfish say they don't want fo be like other alternative bands who
use their lyrics to complain about life. Lead singer Darius Rucker cites “Hold My

Hand" as an example. “It just says, stop whining about how bad things are, and get
up and do something,” he says.

John Prine will have a new album out early this year, featuring Marianne Faithfull
on vocals on two tracks.

Mudhaney are working on their fifth album in Seattle with Jack Endino producing.
The band hopes to have the album out in the spring.

All other artists featured on
the release are French. Eisewhere, Anderson has again denied he is a heroin addict. The
singer was talking to the national newspaper The Daily Mirror and also hit out at Blur's
Damon Albarn who first alleged Anderson used the narcolic: *Albarn should stop talking
about me because it gels really boring.
