Why not bring them back
to basics on this track from this successtul record, and leave the rest up to one of the
most decorated bands at the format? #1 Most Added means business, with 33 adds,
and 27 increases from others nets this a 64-43" spot on the Hard Hundred.

Dokken, “Too High to Fly,” Columbia
I he return of the original ineup has been a welcome  one at radio this week, with the
#2 Most Added spot, and 29 adds chalked in at this point. The fact that rock stations
still want to rock in a mainstream fashion doesn't hurt “Too Highto Fly"'s chances at
snalching up many more stations before it's through. Don Dokken and George Lynch
have buried the hatchet, and on that level alone there is a Story to convey. The hard
rock contingent that has been putting up with all our philosophizing about the death
of the MIV-melal sound certainly acknowledges the departure of many of the bands
from that short-lived era. But don't mess with Dokken. And this track proves it was-

n't just the beer money that got them back together. There’s still plenty of rockin’ left to do.

The second single from this band that radio loves is getting
its just due this week, with 14 adds including WAXQ,
WCCC, WGIR, WRIF, WBLF, KATP and KSJO. WDIZ debuts
with 17 spins, WOZN debuts with 12, WIOT gives it 10 for
the first week, and 15 others increase their workload on this
excellent example of melodic edge that makes Sponge even
more impressive with this first record. Sponge soaks up the
— big-time attention as witnessed by amove 99-67 on the Hard
Hundred ”Plowed is still getting some spins, and in its wake this one makes
sense for air. After we've exposed the real rock distinctiveness with the aforementioned
first single, it is a good time to unveil a song that will be somewhat less distinctive
on its own merits, but wholeheartedly applicabie in terms of building this band at the
radio level. Because they're here for a long, long time.

Matthew Sweet, “Sick of Myself,” 200

Texturally, this song from Mathew Sweet fits nicely on rock
stations of all shapes and sizes. Where it might lack in terms
of hard rock appeal, it isn't alien in terms of a guitar-heavy
PN mix. Hearing it segue on a rock station like WMMR proves
= that it makes the grade in terms of the familiarity of sound.
Itsa good song, too. There's a Budukon Cheap Trick feel
that really sparkles to the fore on “Sick of Myself,” and it should
accommodate even the most stubborn of alternative-skeptics.
If you're testing this at night when the melal cume is large, you might get some bad
phones. And it's not a crazy phone record, anyway. 14 adds this week including WRCX
and ZROG mesh with 44 increases including WNEW (10-17), KLOS (11-18),
WNOR (13-16) and WMMR (7-15) slide this sucka 21-17* on the HH. The wait-
ing room is full. It's time to operate.

Slash’s Snakeplt. “Good To Be Alive,” Geffen

The straight shot of guitar devoid of drums, bass or anything
else, sets up a trick for an intro that leads into a Slash solo.
In other words, the payoff is quick. There's plenty of mus-
cle on this one, and more intrigue than "Beggars...” provid-
ed. Adds this week from Snakepit pioneers KATP, KISS,
B KMOD, WHMH, WRUF, WSTZ and others join WRIF,
WKLL, KRZZ and WMRR as “Good to Be Alive” i set to hit
the charts next week as these new converts come through with
their respective weekly spins. Aim yourself at this song this
week if you're looking for something rough and ready, G&R-ish and hard-rockin”

Steve Vai, "“Juice,” RElatIVItV

This maestro of the 7-string rings up 7 adds this week at rock
radio with a return-to-form instrumental offering from his new
record. Being the only instrumental artist out there of note
helps his cause, and we've all seen the sales figures on Vai
instrumental record "Passion and Warfare,” signifying fan base
galore. The audience is listening, and Vai comes clean
with another largely-instrumental record this time around. KATP,
KBPI, KEGL, KEZ0, KRZR, KXFX and WRCX all come in
this week, and l{MlID (8-18), WOZN (12-13) and others increase the spinload. He's
also on at KILO, WDHA, KIBZ and others, and debuts at 95 on the HH this week.

The
tongue-in-cheek title clearly refers to the potential for slag-
ging that this band faces in 1995. After all, there is a bit of
truth to the fact that they ve been around the block. “Dinosaur,”
on the other hand, reminds us of some early Crimson efforts.
It's a totally amazing feat to play to an older audience as well
as ayounger one. Classic bands areableto do it. King Crimson
has never been more relevant to the multi-demo audience than they are now with this
track. Take the plunge.

The reported power struggle between Warner Music Group Chairman/Ci=0 Robert
Morgado and Warner Music U.S. Chairman Boug Morris climaxed late Tuesday
(5/2), when Time Warner Chairman/Chief Executive Gerald Levin asked for
Morgado’s resignation. Michael J. Fuchs, Chairman and Chief Executive of the HBO
subsidiary of Time Warner since 1984, will take over as Chairman of the Warner Music
Group, inheriting one of Time Warner Inc. s biggest money-making divisions. In 1994,
HBO and the Warner Music Group brought in $5.4 billion of Time Warner's $15.8 bil-
lion revenue. Tuesday's move resulted from a serfes of feuds that pitted Morgado against
several executives, notably Me Ostin and Morris, and most recently, the heads of some
Warner labels, including new Chairman of Warner Bros. Records Banny Goldberg.
In an article in the New York Times, Levin commented “Despite the perfermance of
the music company, things were not working. It was clear that at the top, oarticular-
ly ata music company, someone who is lalent sensitive and attuned to the creative com-
munity is the right person.”

Though Neal Mirsky’s first brush with radio was with the Armed Forces Radio Network
in Argentia, Newfoundland ("There was a beautiful woman behind every tree —
only problem is there are no trees in Newfoundland), Florida has remained home turf
through the years. His first commercial job: WGMW/Wast Palm in '72; mornings at
Lee Arnold’s WORJ/Orlando with Paul Yeskell, Mike Lyons and Bill McGathy '73-'74;
WQSR/Sarasota in '75; then programming 98 Rock/Tampa in ‘78, WDIZ/Orlando in '79,
and WSHE in 1980. Then came MTV in late ‘81, and off to Europe a year later to help
with the startup of the first continental music video channel. It was back to Miami and
"cutting edge” K102 in '83. A sale and a format change later, Neil moved north to New
Haven and eighteen months of programming WPLR. After that, he was VP of
Programming at DIR Broadcasting in NYC, producing the King Biscuit Flower Hour and
the first national Howard Stern show. L.A. was next, with Neal Director of Creative
Development for what is now the E! Channel, then called Movie Time. Quick, call Mayflower!
The late '80s found Neal back in Orlando, at TK's WHTQ, followed by a second tour year
hitch at crosstown WDIZ., In November of 1992, Neal returned to Miami, this time as
PD at Paxon communications WZTA. Zeta, classic on Neal's arrival, went briefly Triple
A, and early this year adopted a new current direction. The Winter Book just hit last
week, and Neal and his station obviously have cause to celebrate. ..

Neal Mirsky

So you had a really good book in the new
format. Were you expecting to do so
well?

Neal: | knew it would come eventually, but |
didn't know it would come this quickly. When
| saw February, we extrapolated from that. We
were skyrocketing and ‘SHE was plummel-
ing. | knew then we'd come close to them in
the first book of the new format. We didn't change
until mia-January, so as far as I'm concerned
it’s our first real report card with the new for-
mat. Even though it wasn't a complete book,
it’s a reflection of things to come.

What were the highlights?

Neal: 12+, Zetawentfroma 1.91oa2.4. And
‘SHE went froma 32toa24.

How about demographically?

Neal: 25-54, Zetawent 2.6 to 2.7. From my
point of view wewent froma 0toa2.7. 'SHE
wentfroma4.3loa27. 16-34, where you would
expect to see it we wentfroma 39toas.1. SHE
went froma 7.9 to a 5.0, which is incredible.
Three months ago, they were a full four share
points ahead of us, and now we're a tenth of a
point ahead of them.

What tells you it’s not just curiosity
cume?

Neal: One of the first big tip-offs was a pro-
motion we did back in March, when Van Halen
was here. We were giving away a pair of front
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fow seats, as was ‘SHE. We told peaple to bring banners,
that we would be looking for ones that said, '94.9 Zeta Rocks.”
We said the people with the biggest and best banner would
be upgraded to the front row. We've done these kinds of
promotions in the past and had three people show up with
banners. 1got to the arena, and there were 50 or 60 ban-
ners outside. Humongous banners. The guy who won
had rented a Greyhound bus for the night and the side of
itwas the banner. He had parked it across from the are-
na. To have that many people show up told me that peo-
ple were listening. There were other indicators — phone,
mail. That, and combined with the fact that in my opin-
ion, 'SHE sounded awful.

In what sense?

Neal: |t was just unfocused, all over the
place. One minute you're hearing the
Beatles, ‘Drive My Car’ and the next, it's
Danzig. Then its Sonny Landreth. They are
trying to play Alice in Chains with the
Beatles. OrJane’s Addiction into Shery! Crow,
They have been getting by for the last cou-
ple years on default. Although Zeta has been
a classic rock station, we were not a very
good rock station.

What were your deficiencies?

Neal: We made the mistake a lot of oth-
er stations have made — knowing the
critical importance of the 25-54 audience
for sales, we played too much Phil Collins,
Billy Joel and Elton John, and were trying
to call ourselves a rock station. People who
tuned in for rock and heard Phil Collins were
laughing. We were a Rock A/C. ‘SHE has
been the only rock station in town. That gave
them the freedom to be broad-based as the
only game in town. Theyre OK, but not much
better than that

Is this your best book ever?

Neal: Perhaps my most rewarding, but my best book ever
numerically was in 1979 when | came to ‘DIZ and aftacked
WORJ. We went froma 3 to an 8.8. and took them from
the 8s down to the 4s in one book. That was the best sver.

Were you able to sustain in that market?

Neal: Based on that book, | landed the job at 'SHE when
John Tenaglia bought it.

So you’ve known John for a long time. How

personal is the bhattle with you and ‘SHE at this
point?

THE HARD REPORT

Neal: | can only speak for me. It's not nearly as personal
as people think it is, though the infamous ‘daily root canal’
remark will live in infamy. It may be more personal from
him towards ime than vice versa. It wouldn't matter to me
who owns 'SHE. They are my competition. They are the
enemy. However. | think it's safe to say that Will Rogers
never met John Tenaglia.

You and Bill Pugh get along well.

Neal: Bill's a greal guy and a good programmer, which
is why | am so baffled at how ‘SHE sounds now.

Was Jeff Pollack your consultant as a classic rock
station?

Neal: We had been consulted by Fred Jacobs as a
classic rock, and then we severed the relationship about
ayear ago and went without one. Between the classic rock
era and the format change to a mainstream AOR in
January, we went through five or six months of being a
Rock A/C, playing Triple A currents.

That didn’t work at all, did it?

Neal: No. WWhen we made the decision at the end of
December to attack ‘SHE and be a mainstream AOR, we
hired the Poliack peaple. They have been very helpful.

Obviously, they field a format applicable to the

market hole you perceived. You had no thoughts
of hooking back up with Jacohs?
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Neal: No. Although, | thoroughly enjoyed working
with Fred, and have the highest regard for him. Fred is
a great consultant. Every conversation we had, every piece
of correspondence we ever got, made me feel like | was
his only client. It was never boiler plate. It was about our
Specific market, our needs, our Situation and our com-
petition. | was very impressed by that.

The abisence of a full-fledged alternative in the
market is interesting to a lot of people. Given
his success with the Edge, did Jacobs pitch
you on that approach?

Neal: That wasn't considered an option back then. We
were comforiable being a classic rock station at that time.

Explain the whole Ron and Ron scenario.

Neal: When | was at DIZ in Orlando, we were
their first affiliate. When they decided to syn-
dicate it, they approached us for obvious
reasons. We were a nearby market, their sig-
nal bled in, and they already had some base
to build on. It made sense for Orlando to be
the first market to dip their toes into, and they
were successful there. When | arrived at Zeta
in November of ‘92, Zeta was a Jacobs con-
sulted classic rock with a music intensive-
morning show that was doing nothing. We
decided to go with something different in the
morning, so we looked at a bunch of morn-
ing shows that are out there. With Ron and
Ron's Florida track record, we opted to go with
them and they had spectacular success very
quickly. At one point they were Top 3,
maybe tied for #2 25-54, and number one
Anglo at the same time. They were phe-
nomenally successtul. For instance, there was
the time they came to the market to do one
of their live gigs. We had a lot of controversy
over it, because Flipper had a band he named
the Dead German Tourists. It was a sensitive issue, as
Miami's tourism was suffering after some tourist killings.
We were supposed to do this live gig at the Hard Rock Cafe
Bayside, and the city freaked out. They put pressure on
the Hard Rock, who came to us and said, You're welcome
to do your show here, but leave your Dead German
Tourists at home.” The Ron and Ron show decided to find
another place. In two days notice, we relocated to a local
rock club, and at 4:.30 am there were 10,000 people
lined up to get in. It stopped traffic. The whole contro-
versy made us the lead story on the news for two or three
aays running. All of these things contributed to their suc-
cess. That, and the show itself. They are talented guys.

You were going for a 25-54 audience with clas-
sic rock and Ron and Ron’s appeal is decided-
ly lower on the male scale. Did that incompat-
ibility trouble you?
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Neal: Let me put itlike this. This is the first time in my
lengthy career that | haven't had to beg for equipment,
research, or marketing and promotion dollars. Mr.
Paxson is a big believer in spending money to make mon-
ey and giving you the tools to win. This is the first time
| have been provided all the tools I've needed. He
believes in research and technology. We don't have
cart machines anymore. Qur studios are all digital and
beautiful, and this is the nicest working environment I've
ever had. It's great.

Are Bud’s ratings expectations in line with what
he has to spend to provide all of the above?

Neal: |'ve learned he's a realist. The ratings pressure isn't
worse here more than anywhere else. Ratings pressure
will be there for any PD anywhere. With this company,
I've gota lot of help. It isn't Neal Mirsky sitfing here call-
ing all the shots. Ive gota consultant, a general manager,
acorporate vice president of programming, Alan Mason,
Mr. Paxson and Jay Hoker, president of our radio divi-
sion. Every one of us is involved in this decision. The
decision to go mainstream and attack 'SHE — although
something I've wanted to do and one I've been trying to
pitch for a long time — was made by us all together. With
this company, we work together to come up with a plan,
and its my job to execule the plan. If the pian doesn't work,
I'm not held responsible. As long as I've executed the plan
we've designed, | won't worry about getting fired. Its not
‘We've had a lousy book, blow out the PD.” We all share
in the responsibility.

The ‘lousy book and you’re fired’ mentality cer-
tainly isn’t any less prevalent these days.

Neal: I's been that way everywhere I've worked.
What was the toughest job you ever had?

Neal: Q96 in Orlando for three months in 1987. | was
working for John Tenaglia. Enough said.

Any thoughts about your tenure at MTV?

Neal: | look back on that very happily. It was such a cool
place to be then at the beginning. If was a fabulous place
tome. The flame had gone out in me for radio. Ihad just
left SHE and felt | didn't want to do radio anymore. | was-
n'tsure what | wanted to do.

How comfortable are you with the amount of
wheeling and dealing it takes to get airplay at
this point? Is it just a fact of life?

Neal: It's not afact of my life. I've been back in the for-
mat since January and | haven't cut any deals for anything.
! play the records | think are right for what I'm doing.

Neal: Giving the current situation with the two rock sta-
tions in town, there’s no reason for us to be exactly the
same.

We are
rocking. We called ourselves a rock station when we weren't
really rocking, 50 it's important that we are rocking now.
I'm staying away from those softer records. | never
played Blues Traveler ‘Run Around,’ Widespread Panic,
The Jayhawks. Though they're good records, but I'll et
‘SHE have them because | need to keep focused. We're
alittle more modern, harder. When it's a hit, I'll play it.
I resisted Dave Matthews until it was almost Top 10. |

Neal: | don't how to answer that because they are all over
the road. They don't have any definition. Looking down
their list. 1 see them playing Danzig and Freddy Jones. Theyll
play a Type O Negative and then a Del Amitri.

What are your positioning statements?

Neal: '94.9 Zeta rocks’is our primary one. We poke'fun
not only at our competition but at ourselves. We had one,
‘Why did Paul Casternova and Ron Brewer leave her? ‘SHE
gotold’

That’s funny. But you had a little problem with

But what's the point of avoiding some songs, when
you share 7 of your top 10 most played tracks?

Neal: The difference is that my powers are getting 30-
35 spins a week. | don't have this load of records that are
getting played five or six times a week. All the spins they
are giving to records they hardly play are taking away from
spins they could be giving to hits. If we're sharing sev-
en out of the top ten, I'm playing them more, because they
are playing a lot of mid-chart stiffs.

What are the musical characteristics of a ‘SHE
record?

Neal: From what | uncerstand, the label isn't working the
frack.

Good sidestep, Neal.

Neal: If they were, | would play it. | wouldn't mention
the title in back-announcing. It would be hard to say that
was ‘She’ on Zeta.

Big sports town. How do you deal with sports?

Neal: We doa lot of promotion with our hockey team the
Panthers. We do promotion with the Marlins. Our AM
Station carries the Heat games, so we do a lot of ticket give-
aways. We did a lot of Panther games this year. | had
my personalities out on the ice during half-time doing p{o—
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row seats, as was 'SHE. We told peaple to bring banners,
that we would be looking for ones that said, '94.9 Zeta Rocks.
We said the people with the biggest and best banner would
be upgraded to the front row. We've done these kinds of
promotions in the past and had three peaple show up with
banners. |got to the arena, and there were 50 or 60 ban-
ners outside. Humongous banners. The guy who won
had rented a Greyhound bus for the night and the side of
it was the banner. He had parked it across from the are-
na. To have that many people show up told me that peo-
ple were listening. There were other indicators — phone,
mail. That, and combined with the fact that in my opin-
ion, 'SHE sounded awful.

In what sense?

Neal: |t was just unfocused, all over the
place. One minute you're hearing the
Beatles, ‘Drive My Car’ and the next, it's
Danzig. Then it's Sonny Landreth. They are
lrying to play Alice in Chains with the
Beatles. Or Jane's Addiction into Sheryl Crow.
They have been getting by for the last cou-
ple years on default. Although Zeta has been
aclassic rock station, we were not a very
good rock station.

What were your deficiencies?

Neal: We made the mistake a lot of oth-
er stations have made — knowing the
critical importance of the 25-54 audience
for sales, we played too much Phil Collins,
Billy Joel and Elton John, and were trying
tocall ourselves a rock station. People who
tuned in for rock and heard Phil Collins were
laughing. We were a Rock A/C. ‘SHE has
been the only rock station in town. That gave
them the freedom to be broad-based as the
only game in town. They're OK, but not much
better than that

Is this your best book ever?

Neal: Perhaps my most rewarding, but my best book ever
numerically was in 1979 when | came to ‘DIZ and attacked
WORJ. We went froma 3 to an 8.8. and took them from
the 8s down to the 4s in one book. That was the best ever.

Were you able to sustain in that market?

Neal: Based on that book, | landed the job at 'SHE when
John Tenaglia bought it

So you’ve known John for a long time. How

personal is the battle with you and ‘SHE at this
point?
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Neal: | can only speak for me. It's not nearly as personal
as people think it is, though the infamous ‘daily root canal’
remark will live in infamy. It may be more personal from
him towards me than vice versa. It wouldn't matter to me
who owns SHE. They are my competition. They are the
enemy. However, I think it's safe to say that Will Rogers
never met John Tenaglia.

You and Bill Pugh get along well.

Neal: Bill's a great guy and a good programmer, which
is why | am so bafflec' at how 'SHE sounds now.

Was Jeff Pollack your consultant as a classic rock
station?

Neal: We had been consulted by Fred Jacobs as a
classic rock, and then we severed the relationship about
ayear ago and went without one. Between the classic rock
era and the format change to a mainstream AOR in
January, we went through five or six months of being a
Rock A/C, playing Triple A currents.

That didn’t work at all, did it?

Neal: No. When we made the decision at the end of
December to attack ‘SHE and be a mainstream AOR, we
hired the Pollack people. They have been very helpful.

Obviously, they field a format applicable to the

market hole you perceived. You had no thoughts
of hooking back up with Jacobs?
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Neal: No. Although, | thoroughly enjoyed working
with Fred, and have the highest regard for him. Fred is
a great consultant. Every conversation we had, every piece
of correspondence we ever got, made me feel like | was
his only client. It was never boiler plate. It was about our
specific market, our needs, our situation and our com-
petition. | was very impressed by that.

The absence of a full-fledged alternative in the
market is interesting to a lot of people. Given
his success with the Edge, did Jacobs pitch
you on that approach?

Neal: That wasn't considered an option back then. We
were comfortable being a classic rock station at that ime.

Explain the whole Ron and Ron scenario.

Neal: When | was at DIZ in Orlando, we were
their first affiliate. When they decided to syn-
dicate it, they approached us for obvious
reasons. We were a nearby market, their sig-
nal bled in, and they already had some base
{o build on. It made sense for Orlando to be
the first market to dip their toes into, and they
were successful there. When | arrived at Zela
in November of ‘92, Zeta was a Jacobs con-
sulted classic rock with a music intensive-
morning show that was doing nothing. We
decided to go with something different in the
morning, so we lpoked at a bunch of morn-
ing shows that are out there. With Ron and
Ron's Florida frack record, we opted to go with
them and they had spectacular success very
quickly. At one point they were Top 3,
maybe tied for #2 25-54, and number one
Anglo at the same time. They were phe-
nomenally successtul. For instance, there was
the time they came to the market to do one
of their live gigs. We had a lot of controversy
over it, because Flipper had a band he named
the Dead German Tourists. It was a sensitive issue, as
Miami's tourism was suffering after some tourist killings.
We were supposed to do this live gig at the Hard Rock Cafe
Bayside, and the city freaked out. They put pressure on
the Hard Rock, who came to us and said, *You e welcome
{o do your show here, but leave your Dead German
Tourists at home." The Ron and Ron show decided to find
another place. In two days notice, we relocated to a local
rock club, and at 4:30 am there were 10,000 people
lined up to get in. It stopped traffic. The whole contro-
versy made us the lead story on the news for two or three
days running. All of these things contributed to their suc-
cess. That, and the show itself. They are talented guys.

You were going for a 25-54 audience with clas-
sic rock and Ron and Ron’s appeal is decided-
ly lower on the male scale. Did that incompat-
ibility trouble you?
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Neal: They achieved Top 3 25-54 adults. People might
think this is an 18-24 oriented show. Not true. As
much as they have the reputation for getting down and
dirty — the Hooters girls and the body shots — they also
got into some serious issue shows. It was great, com-
pelling radio. They had fabulous guests on who ran the
gamut

So what slowed that momentum down?

Neal: | thought the turning point was when they lost their
producer, Billy Owens, ‘Billy the Phone Freak.” They ran
Billy off. The abused him on the air and it got to him. /|
believe that's why he left. When he lefi, they lost their abil-
ity to book great guests. Because of huge success in Miami
and Orlando, it became a cotiage industry. They had their
Let the Puppy's Breathe’ video. Ron Bennington put togeth-
er his Ron Bennington's Disciples of Comedy.” They would
put on shows, sell tickets and make a lot of money.
They had quite an enterprise going. As the guests went
downhill, the show turned into a four hour info-mercial
for their comedy shows. Then Stern debuted in the
market and made an impact. They couldn stand up to
the competition. You tuned into Howard, and he had
Roseanne Barr in one day and Arnold Schwarzenegger.
the nexi On Ron and Ron it was comedians screaming
into the microphone and these Hooters girls.

And finally...?

Neal: They had slipped from 3rd, to 5th to 8th to 12th.
We were paying a lot of money, and that was okay when
they were 3rd. When they slipped to 12th, we pulled the
plug. We got one final Trend after they had lefi, and they
had slipped to 15th.

Was it at that point that you stole Paul Castronovo
and Ron Brewer from WSHE?

Neal: We knew when they hit 8th place that something
had to give. We knew we'd have to do something different
Paul has been a friend of mine for a long time. | gave him
his first job out of college in Miami in 1984. We worked
together for a brief spell at Q96. | knew Paul was no longer
protected under contract and that he was unhappy. Most
of the options we were looking at involved other syndi-
cated shows. That’s when | made my pitch about going
head to head with 'SHE and Stealing their morning show.
| rolled some tape on Paul without him knowing it, and
sent them to Mr. Paxson. It just happened.

Was that when you decided your station need-
ed a whole new direction?

Neal: |t was based on gut as well as some vefy strong
research we had done.

How have Paul’s ratings been thus far?

Neal: We haven't gotten the impact on that yet. It not
even close to what it’s going to be. We're still going thiough
the phase of the Ron and Ron audience going away. llook
at the numbers and don't know to say whether We went
froma26toa27orfromaltoal’.

What’s going on in the morning at WSHB}’

Neal: They hired Garth Hemp. He was the morting guy
before Paul and Ron. As Ron and Ron were sliditg, [Pau/
and Ron were beating them. That's part of wharpiqued
our interest. As far as Garth is concerned, [ doft det it
| hear dinosaur radio. Anyway, it doesn't really matfer. After
only three months, | hear he's already leaving.

How did you like being a classic rock statibn?
Did you feel like you were out on an iceberg?

Neal: Very much so. The only up-side was thet /\had
so much time to spend with my Station, whether it was f)ro—
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motions or positioning or marketing or working with
the jocks. 1 forgot how much time it takes to be a current-
intensive station. | was walching ‘SHE get everything that
came down the pike. | still had some labels calling me
because I've been doing this for a long time. Theyre not
stupid. With my history, who knew where | might be in
Six months, or what format the station would be? People
would show us the courtesy of a phone call every cou-
ple of months and talk to us about classic-oriented
things. There were Some labels that treated us very
shabbily. They gave everything to 'SHE, even with some
classic rock bands. For instance, ‘SHE owned the Pink
Floyd opener in Miami in every aspect. At any point in
time, | was expecting Pink Floyd's lasers to spell out WSHE
in the skies over Joe Robbie Stadium. When the show
was first announced, | was told that we could buy tick-

els but no one was doing anything else. | went with that
assumption, but when | went to the show, ‘SHE owned it

Have you since fixed that with Jimmy Del Balzo
and Columbia?

Neal: Yeah, because of a long-standing relationship with
Jimmy. I've been friends with him for a long time, and
I really like him. Even through the worst of this, | never
changed my feelings about Jimmy, personally. He did
what he had to do. We were worthless, we weren't going
to help with these new bands, and Columbia did what they
had to do. When we went current-based, we had many
talks on the subject.  We felt that not talking and me not
playing their records would be counter-productive. [am
considering their records and playing the ones that are
right. There Is the understanding that we will work this
out and make things right down the road. Although, just
today, the local Columbia guy gave the new Soul Asylum
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{o 'SHE early, so we may be back to square one.

Then there’s the label whose records you won’t
even play, let alone report.

Neal: The biggest band on that label was coming to town
and | was tipped off by the promoter that both shows were
going to be owned Ly SHE. I called the regional person
and he played dumb and said he dian't know anything about
it. He said he would investigate it and get back to me. He
got back to me and said, ‘It's true, some kind of deal was
cut. [don't know what to tell you. We'll make it up to you.”
| later learned thal he was the person who put it all
together.

How does a company fix a situation like that?

Neal: | don't know what they can do to make it right, or
how long it's going to take. I'm hoping eventually we'll
fix it, but it coulid be two years from now. But the person
who lied to me will never have the right to call me up and
promote recoros. He lied to me. Why would | waste my
time? If they ccme out with something that hurts me not
to play, Il play ii. This, by the way, was a band that | played
as aclassic rock and during our Triple A phase. | sup-
ported their first album when | was in Orlando.

Can you foresee a situation where an Alternative
could slide in the door and steal your thunder?

Neal: |'m not sure that there is enough room for a third
rock station of any type in this market. I'm not all that con-
cerned about 't.

You’ve heard the oft repeated conjecture that

WSHE is considering a much more alternative
approach?
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Neal: They could go alternative, they could go classic,
they could go Triple A. Depending on when | punch in,
they appear to be all three. That's the most mystifying thing
tome. IndJanuary, we stole their morning show and made
it clear we were going head to head and since, they ve done
nothing. They are continuing to be broad-based, and that's
why I'm killing them. They've got to do something, but
1 don't know what.

They may feel that this is a wobble, that you’ve
got the curiosity factor and that their present
course is fine and dandy.

Neal: | can only hope.

Given the ethnic make-up in the market, isn’t the
normal range of format options fairly limited?

Neal: | keep saying that | should have my head exam-
ined since this is the third time I've programmed a rock
station in one of the worst rock markets in the country.
If you add up the 12+ rock shares, you're going to end
up with maybe a 6 share total, and that's because of the
ethnic make-up. Rock is not a huge format here.

Does the Hispanic population seem intrigued by
Alternative music?

Neal: Yeah. When you go down to South Beach, there
is some alternative mixed in with the dance stuff. 22%
of my audience is Hispanic, and 19% of ‘SHE's is. Just
because they're Hispanic doesn't mean they're going to
listen to John Secada and Santana. They like Green Day
and Pearl Jam and Stone Temple Pilots and Led Zeppelin
and Van Halen and Aerosmith. But there are so many more
of them who are into the Hispanic and urban dance
music that those stations will always be at the top at this
market

What’s happening over at the ‘70s station?

Neal: That's where Howard is. There are two versions
of the ‘705 format — the rock and pap versions. Big 106
seems to be trying to do both. Now they seem to be lean-
ing toward pop. The rock share of 25-54 normally Sits
betweena 7 and 8. In this book, you add up our 2.7 and
‘SHE's 2.7, and you have a 5.4.

Where are the missing shares?

Neal: Some are at Big 106. As they're going more pop,
they're going to come back. And some of those 25-54's
disappeared from Arbitron, which happens from time to
time.

In contrast to most stations, you have huge
promotional bucks at your disposal, don’t you?
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Neal: Let me put it like this. This is the first time in my
lengthy career that | haven' had to beg for equipment,
research, or marketing and promotion dollars. Mr.
Paxson is a big believer in spending money to make mon-
ey and giving you the tools to win. This is the first time
| have been provided all the tools I've needed. He
believes in research and technology. We don't have
cart machines anymore. Qur Studios are all digital and
beautiful, and this is the nicest working environment I've
ever had. It’s great.

Are Bud’s ratings expectations in line with what
he has to spend to provide all of the above?

Neal: /'ve learned he's a realist. The ratings pressure isn’t
worse here more than anywhere else. Ratings pressure
will be there for any PD anywhere. With this company,
I've gota lot of help. It isn't Neal Mirsky sitting here call-
ing all the shots. I've gota consultant, a general manager,
a corporate vice president of programming, Alan Mason,
Mr. Paxson and Jay Hoker, president of our radio divi-
sion. Every one of us is involved in this decision. The
decision to go mainstream and attack ‘SHE — although
something I've wanted to do and one I've been trying to
pitch for a long time — was made by us all together. With
this company, we work together to come up with a plan,
and it's my job to execute the plan. If the plan doesn't work,
I'mnot held responsible. As long as I've executed the plan
we've designed, | won't worry about getting fired. It's not,
'We've had a lousy book, blow out the PD." We all share
in the responsibility.

The ‘lousy book and you’re fired’ mentality cer-
tainly isn’t any less prevalent these days.

Neal: It's been that way everywhere ['ve worked.
What was the toughest job you ever had?

Neal: Q96 in Orlando for three months in 1987. | was
working for John Tenaglia. Enough said.

Any thoughts about your tenure at MTV?

Neal: | ook back on that very happily. It was sucha cool
place to be then at the beginning. It was a fabulous place
tome. The flame had gone out in me for radio. | had just
left ‘SHE and felt | didn't want to do radio anymore. | was-
n't sure what | wanted to do.

How comfortable are you with the amount of
wheeling and dealing it takes to get airplay at
this point? Is it just a fact of life?

Neal: It's not a fact of my life. |'ve been back in the for-

mat since January and | haven't cut any deals for anything.
| play the records | think are right for what I'm doing.
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Part of your music selection criteria involves avoid-
ing so called ‘WSHE’ records. Explain.

Neal: Giving the current Situation with the two rock sta-
tions in town, there’s no reason for us to be exactly the
same. I'mtrying to differentiate from ‘SHE. Their image
is that of a dinosaur, and we are a ‘90s station.

Recorded live in the studio, these tracks
showoff not only his piano playing but distinguish him as a con-
vincing vocalist as well — check out his version of “Taint
Nobody's Business.” Some of my favorite cuts include “Chicago
Blues,” “Nobody Knows Chicago Like | Do,” and the infectious
grooving “Doctor Blues,” but all the tracks are good, solid
Chicago blues. Backed by the aforementioned cream of
Chicago’s best (in addition to Muddy, George “Harmonica®”
Smith’s playing deserves mention) and joined by wife Lucille
on four numbers, this disc showcases the peerless talent of one
of the blues finest piano players - Otis Spann.

Inthe “when hell freezes over” category, a few years ago when
the boys of Dokken spiit up still near the height of their pop-
ularity, nobody ever thought that the explosive union would
N cver reform. Well, it's 1995, pigs are flying, and radio is rockin’
with Dokken once again. The first single off of their
upcoming Dystunctional release is the insightful "Too High
To Fly", a melodic rocker true to Dakken form, which got
a big hug at radio with 14 adds at COR this week and sold
out shows in markets such as Detroit and Columbus. One
of the early adds was at WBZX, whose Ronni Hunter told us, "We got that right out of
the box and it's been big. All the Dokken fans have been waiting for this moment and
it's been big on the phones. The real question was if they can still make music, and
this album rocks. It has exploded!” Also pleased is KILO's Rob Hunter who simply
stated that "the song is working great.”

Sugar Ray, “Mean Machine” (Atlantic)

If you are looking for a song that will jump right out of your
Speakers and turn your airwaves into an instant party then
you need some sugar - or should we say Sugar Ray - in
your digt. The rambunctious sounds of this Los Angeles based
band come biazing out in their debut single "Mean Machine”,
which sounds like a musical version of a drunk partier
running around in their underwear, but is actually an affec-
tionate ode to their faithful car. They have been impressing
the hell out some major programmers with ear/y airp/ay at
WDIZ, KEGL, WAAF, and Q104 whose Vinnie Marino told us after upping the spins
to 19 this week that "it has a unique sound, with a combination of different things like
melal and rap, plus there is some great sampling on the record. They are a great live
band as well.” Besides being a hyper paced frolic, "Mean Machine” works because
of the infectious slashing guitars and the way that song oozes personality. Pretty soon
radio will see just how mean this machine really is!

Bad Brains, “God of Love” (Maverick/WB)
g his legendary D.C. based band has been influencing new
musicians since the early 80s, and have always been ahead
of their time, cranking out hard-core laced punk with a
reggae eage long before multi-format bleeding became the
norm of the day.

This multi-format English band
may sound familiar fo you from
their debut release Ferment or
perhaps from the follow up EP
{ Chrome, which produced air-
play on songs like “Black
Metallic” and "Crank”, but if not,
you are in for a treat if you are
a fan of hard edged rock. With the intense delivery of vocal-
ist/guitarist Reb Dickinson (who is a cousin of leg-
endary Iron Maiden frontman Bruce Dickinson) at the helm
of this buzz bin bound band, they have managed to inject
a steel plated backbone into their ethereal yet sharply
honed sound. Joining Dickinson in the Wheel are gui-
tarist Brian Futter, bassist Dave Hawes, and drummer
Neil Sims, who formed in 1990 and attacked the English
scene with their indie released EPs. Now with Mercury, the
band has long established themselves in the Alternative mar-
ket, but it will be this offering - Happy Days, due out in ear-
ly June - that will turn their music onto a harder rocking crowd.
The initial sample from this release is the exalting and slight-
ly sinister “Waydown’, which despite a quite frightening and
intense video, has an breezy feel to it with buzzing guitars
and a propelling rhythm with potent time changes that
hooks you right into the song. Catherine Wheel will be
in your face this year over in the states, beginning with a
showcase at Le Bar Bat for the McGathy party and contin-
uing with constant touring all summer. So, don’t waste time
in checking out the new Catherine Wheel, because you
should see "Waydown” going way up the charts.
